SHRI PRADEEP MAJHI (NABARANGPUR): On 05.07.2009 in two explosive
factories namely M/s Rajasthan Explosives Chemical Limited and Ideal
Explosives Private Limited situated at Waidhan, district Singrauli (Madhya
Pradesh) a heavy blast occurred. In the said blast reportedly 21 persons died and
more than 100 were seriously injured and lost their body parts. As on date as per
reports more than 20 persons are misplaced. It has also been claimed that both the
factories were running in coal which is against the law and also without using
safety measures. That in Explosives Industries detonator gelatine was found
though there was no use/work of detonators gelatine so how it reached there. The
State Government has still not reached any conclusion and also not paying the due
& proper compensation to victims as well as have not taken any action against
culprits till date. The blast is one of the largest blast in India. The police has not
taken action against any one as on date.

It is requested that the investigation should be directed to be done by any
retired High Court Judge so that people at large may get justice.

SHRI HARIBHAU JAWALE (RAVER): There are 475 proposals for Indira
Aawas Yojana which are lying idle since long and not sanctioned by the Ministry
of Rural Development, Government of India, New Delhi. The Gharkuls (houses)
for the BPL Card Holders had been affected due to natural calamities of storms
and heavy rain which occurred two-three years back. Because of this, hundreds of
family are suffering without proper shelter and facing many problems due to the
vagaries of weather.

Similarly, the another scheme for construction of work shed has been
launched by the Ministry of Rural Development, Government of India, New Delhi
to promote the BPL cardholder family member to start their own earnings by
doing some sort of small business. The scheme has been closed down since  31-
03-2008, but the financial assistance of 50% is still in balance. The work sheds are
lying incomplete, the need of remaining amount to the tune of Rs. 449 lacs is
immediately required to complete the work sheds for handing over to the
respective beneficiaries.

One more
Demands for Grants is also there for discussion. Therefore, most respectfully I
would like to submit that as you have cooperated in transacting the most important
financial business, please allow it also to be transacted. If you have any other
issue, that can always be subjected to discussion.

If you have any point of view, you may tell it and we would take that into
account. The security of the political leaders will be assured. There will be no
compromise with that. This much I can tell you. E

Sex ratio of children in the age group of below six years is 927 girls per thousand
boys. Many of these children live in such social and economic environment which
impede their mental and physical development.

In 1974, the Congress Government under the Prime Ministership of ever
regarded Shrimati Indira Gandhi proclaimed a national policy on child declaring
the child as a supremely important asset providing the required framework for
assigning priority to different needs of the children. In 1975, ICDS was launched
in 33 Blocks seeking to provide integrated package of services in a convergent
manner for the holistic development of children. However, Government’s
endeavour in this regard has not been able to fulfil this desire due to lack of
infrastructure, poor quality of food particularly in remote villages, and to some
extent the negative approach of parents in the urban areas.

Launched in 1974 August, ICDS in 33 Blocks now represents one of the
world’s largest programmes for the development of the early childhood. ICDS is
the foremost symbol of India’s commitment to our children; i.e. India’s response
to the challenge of providing pre-primary education to all children more hard and,
breaking of the vicious circle of malnutrition, morbidity, mortality, and reduced
learning capacity in the other hand.

India is the home to the largest child population. This is not because as they
are most valunerable but because they are our supreme asset. Development of

children should be the first priority of country's developmental agenda. India
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would be secured in future if the child born is safe, live be healthy. In the 2009-
10 all-inclusive Budget for growth and development, hon. Finance Minister has
proposed to allocate Rs.500 crore for self-help groups for empowerment of
women. It is commendable. But empowerment of women is not at all possible
unless the female illiteracy rate is reduced. According to data available to me
which is published by the UNESCO, India’s position when it comes to female
literacy rate is not so good. But there is a point to note with pleasure that female
literacy rate has increased from 8.86 per cent in 1951 to the present level of 50 per
cent.

Many factors have been responsible for the poor rate of female literacy in
the country. They are: (1) gender based inequality, (2) social discrimination, (3)
economic exploitation, (4) low enrolment of girl children in the school, (5)
working of girl child for domestic purposes, (6) low retention rate, and (7) high
drop out rate. Many of these factors have been identified and measures have been
taken for increasing female literacy in the country. Though provisional educational
opportunities for women has been an important part of our national endeavour.
But this endeavour has not yield the desired result due to gender disparity
persisting with uncompromising tenacity in the country, particularly in the rural
areas. So, our mission should be to mitigate this gender disparity.

The principle of gender equality has been cherished in the Constitution of
India in the chapters of Preamble, Fundamental Rights, Fundamental Duties,
Directive Principles of State Policy. The Constitution of India not only grants
equality to women but also allows positive discrimination towards Women.E
Unfortunately, this is not practiced in anywhere in India. A holistic approach to
the nutrition of women, which include both nutrition and health service, is much
needed. If we are not able to stop child marriage, could not ensure the
reproductive rights of the women, we will not be able to stop the health hazards.
Lack of nutrition invites infection, diseases, malnutrition and anaemia. Deficiency

of other micro-nutrients continue to be a cause of great concern. The nutritional
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needs of women must be paid due attention because of the critical link between the
women's health and the health of an infant and children.

Sir, it is a matter of shame that in our country female foeticide still occurs
in the twenty-first century. It is a matter of regret that women are being tortured
for giving birth to a girl child. It is a matter of distress that the women still can
not decide to have the choice when to have the child and how many child she
should have. 1 think Indian Govt. alone cannot solve this problem. We all,
beyond the party line, should come forward to solve this problem so as to make
India strong.

Sir, I would like to conclude my speech with a few words of Swami
Vivekanand. “Educate your women first and let them leave them to line
themselves. Then they will tell you what reform is necessary for them. Our rights
of interference are limited entirely to giving education. Women must be put in a
position so that they can solve their own problems in their own way. Indian
woman is as capable of doing it as any woman in the world”. I support the

Budget.
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SHRIMATI J. HELEN DAVIDSON (KANYAKUMARI): Respected Chairman,
Sir, I rise to speak on one of the most important topics of our country that is
women and child welfare. 1 express my sincere thanks for giving me an
opportunity to speak on this challenging topic of the recent times for which a
broad discussion is quite essential.

At this juncture, it is my duty to acknowledge the outstanding achievements
of the Government of Tamil Nadu under the Leadership of Thamizhina Thalaivar
Dr. Kalaignar in the areas of women & child welfare. [ may say that the
Government of India can take Tamil Nadu State as a role model for planning and
implementing schemes for women and children. Tamil Nadu is a fore-runner in
giving 33 per cent reservation to women in the Panchayats, which is first in India.
Tamil Nadu Government is also giving 30 per cent reservation to women in
Government jobs and all the primary school teachers are women in Tamil Nadu.
Hence, we are second to none in insisting that the Women’s Reservation Bill,
which proposes to give 33 per cent reservation to women in Parliament and State
Legislatures, should be passed in this House at the earliest.

I would like to appreciate the Budget provisions for the empowerment of
weaker sections. Especially, I would like to appreciate the target of enrolling at
least 50 per cent of our rural women as Members of Self Help Groups over the
next five yearS.E

Also 1 would like to appreciate the hon. Prime Minister for clearing the
much awaited Integrated Child Protection Scheme and for granting huge amount
of money for higher education. I rise to state that the Government should associate
the Non-Governmental Organizations in the Integrated Child Protection Scheme,
so that the Scheme will be effectively implemented.

Sir, I would like to present the national women and child development
scenario and my proposals under the following topics based on their living
environment, as each group has different needs - tribal women and children, rural

illiterate women and children and urban women and children living in slums.
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We are very much aware of the pathetic conditions of the Tribal Women
and Children and it is our duty to give a sympathetic consideration to their needs. I
like to suggest the following recommendations in this regard.

1. The major cause for diseases in the tribal pocket is malnutrition. The reason
for malnutrition is landlessness. The tribals are the owners of their lands, but they
are exploited by the outsiders, especially, rich landlords and most of the tribal
population is suffering. The most affected people are poor tribal women and
children. So, I would request the Government to pass very strict laws regarding
tribal land exploitation. | take this opportunity to state that the people, who are
involving in the crime of tribal land exploitation should not be allowed to contest
the elections.

2. The Non-Governmental Organisations, which are really sincere in working
for the under-privileged women and children should be encouraged and supported.
In this context, let me state that the real NGOs whether it is small or big should be
identified. In my opinion, small NGOs are more effective than larger ones.

3. A National Commission for Non-Governmental Organisations can be
established as a statutory body with social workers and social scientists as its
Chairman and members and it can be empowered to identify, network and
standardize Non-Governmental Organisations. This Commission can have a
special focus on tribal women and children supporting Non-Governmental
Organizations.

Sir, let me point out the problems of other underprivileged rural women and
children. I am happy and I congratulate the Government for its initiatives in the
development of Self-Help Groups. Let me present the following recommendation
in this regard.

Rural Health Mission is a major initiative of our Government and it is our
duty to bring the benefits of Rural Health Mission to reach its beneficiaries. For
this purpose, before selecting a medical or para-medical professional for this noble

task, "Attitude Test on Commitment" should be done by learned professionals in
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this area. Reference checks with NGOs also can be done. Also, strict laws can be
enacted against the medical or para-Medical professionals who are failing in their
duty.

Thirdly, urban women and children living in slums are again a neglected
community to be considered on par with the rural women. I request the privileges
of Rural Health Mission to be extended to the urban women and children living in
slums.

Also I rise to state that the various schemes implemented by the

Government of Tamil Nadu for the welfare of women and children is to be taken
as a model scheme by the Government of India and can also be implemented
throughout the country for the welfare of women and children.
The Government of Tamil Nadu is implementing a number schemes for the
marriage of women in poor families, widow's daughters, destitute orphan women
and widow re-marriage. Tailoring machines are given to widows, physically
handicapped and destitute women. Also, widows' children are given free
notebooks for their school education. Under women-children protection scheme,
parents with girl-child are supported, under certain guidelines.Ehild Homes are
functioning in different parts of the State for the welfare of small children who are
in need. Government supported homes are functioning at different places for the
welfare of poor and destitute women. Pregnant women are also given monetary
support based on their need. Vaccination schemes are implemented specially for
young women and children.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, I request the Government of India to follow the model
of Government of Tamil Nadu for the welfare of Women and Children. Also, 1
would like to request the Government for implementation of the yellow fever
vaccination scheme for pregnant women and the Government should also take
immediate initiatives to provide medicines high in iron content and other need

based medicines for all the pregnant women of the country.
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Let us together build a healthy Nation with healthy women and healthy
children.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, while appreciating the Indian Government for its
various schemes to cater to all the citizens of India irrespective of their caste,
creed, gender, age and geographical origin, I would like to mention that children,
who are often referred as the leaders of tomorrow, should be given due care by the
Government through various means and measures. | am sorry to state the pathetic
condition of tribal and illiterate children in our country even after six decades of
Independence.

I have confidence in our present Government that it will take proper
initiatives and draw up action plans to cater to the needs of the poor and

downtrodden women and children.

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SHRI RUDRAMADHAB RAY (KANDHAMAL): Mr. Chairman Sir, [ am very
much obliged that you have given me this opportunity to speak on the Demands
for Grants under the control of the Ministry of Women and Child Development.

Sir, women play an important role in the society in building a healthy
family as well as the nation. According to 2001 census, the female population is
49.6 crores and the population of children is 19 crores. Thus, the population of
women and children comes to 67 per cent of the total population. The
development of women and children is thus of paramount importance and sets the
pace of the overall development of the country. But the budgetary provision for
this Ministry is only Rs. 58 crore. It is Rs. 509 crore more than the previous
year’s Budget. So, in my opinion, this amount will not be sufficient to address the
problems of the 67 per cent of the population, that is women and children. So, |
expect that the hon. Minister should look into it and enhance this Budget
allocation.

The ICDS was launched in 1975 for holistic development of children below
six years, for pregnant and lactating mothers of disadvantaged sections, for
providing a package of integrated services, comprising supplementary nutrition,
immunisation, health check-up, pre-school and non-formal education, nutrition,
health, education, etc. But, I do not think that the results are up to our
expectations.

I can cite the example of my constituency, Kandhamal. As you know,
during the last two years, Kandhamal has become a very problematic area. I come
from that area. In Kandhamal the Infant Mortality is 119 for 1,000 live births, in
comparison to the national IMR average of 57. In Orissa the IMR is 65. So, you
can imagine what is the magnitude of the poverty in Kandhamal. It is published in
The Hindu of 26™ October, 2008 that the poverty and food insecurity index is the
maximum in Kandhamal among thirty districts of the State. It is the lowest in all
the parameters of food security index. There, the food availability is the lowest,

access to food is the lowest, food absorption is the lowest, the food security index
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is the lowest. On food security outcome, the index is the lowest. Therefore, it is a
great concern for us.

I would request the hon. Minister to kindly pay a visit to Kandhamal and
see the situation of the poor adivasi women and children, as to how they are living
there. It is not the duty of only the State Government to manage the show, it is the
duty also of our Union Government to rise to the occasion. It is because during
the last two years the situation in Kandhamal is very precarious. There, most of
the fields have not been harvested. The situation is very terrifying. Some people
have lost their houses and the adivasis out of fear of arrest have fled to jungles. So,
the paddy fields have not been harvested and cultivated. Therefore, it is our duty
to please rise to the occasion and see that how we can save the people. The
women adivasis have become helpless. The Self-Help Groups in those areas are
not working. They do not have money. So, how to save them is a much bigger
concern for us. It is the national responsibility to save the district. Therefore, I
gave a Memorandum to the hon. Home Minister during his last visit to
Kandhamal. There, I narrated all these things. I had requested him to kindly allot
25,000 more Antyodaya Cards to these people. Otherwise, the people will die of
hunger.E

Similarly, I have two more suggestions. The ICDS was launched in 1975
with a holistic approach for development of women and children. But I would
like to say one thing about it. I am talking about Orissa and I do not know about
other States. All these anganwadi centres do not have their own buildings. So, to
store the foods stuffs, to impart peaceful schooling to the boys and girls and other
things, there are no facilities. I expect that some budgetary provision is earmarked
for the construction of buildings for anganwadi centres; otherwise, the Scheme
cannot be implemented properly.

I would like to give my next suggestion and which is a very important
suggestion. The Government of India’s guideline is to have one anganwadi centre

one for 500 people in plain areas and 200 in tribal areas. The Supreme Court also
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has given a verdict that the Government should try that the work of anganwadis
reach every village. So, I would request the Government to change the guideline
and all the villages should have the anganwadi centres, and in adivasi tribal
pockets, all hamlets should have anganwadi centres or the feeding centre.

Sir, with these few words, I conclude my speech.

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*SHRI O.S. MANIAN (MAYILADUTHURALI): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I thank you
for the opportunity given to me to participate in this discussion on the Demands
for Grants of the Ministry of Women and Child Development.

Women and children put together constitute 75 per cent of our total
population. But still the budgetary allocation for them has been further scaled
down by Rs. 343 crore. This is quite disheartening. Hence I urge upon the Union
Finance Minister to allocate more funds for this Ministry.

Our leader and General Secretary of our party All India Anna Dravida
Munnetra Kazhagam is a lady. Our Union Minister of Railways and the leader of
Trinamool Congress is also a lady. The leader of Bahujan Samaj Party is a lady.
The leader of the Congress Party is again a lady. The Presiding Officer of this
august House, the Speaker, is a lady. The country’s President is a lady. This gives
a sort of relief that at least some women leaders could occupy certain positions in
public life. But at the same time, I would like to point out that the lot of women in
this country is still a matter of concern to us as it remains a pitiable one and this
state of affairs needs to be changed still because economic and social freedom is
still eluding them.

I would like to point at the place of women in the Indian society. The first
stage of a woman commences from her birth. Till her marriage she is under the
care of her parents and is entirely dependent on them. When she enters the second
stage of her life after her wedding, after being given away in marriage, she is with
her husband as long as her body can cooperate with her to work in raising a home
there. She is forced to move to the third stage of her life in her old age left in the

care of the family heirs under their care entirely depending on them. There is also

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a fourth stage for those who do not have anyone to take care of them in their old
age and their condition remains pathetic. That is why women must get opportunity
in education and jobs. When the condition of women remains to be so, we are
talking about women development and their independence to lead a life without
having to depend on others.

Women can be empowered. So there is a need to provide for 33 per cent
reservation in Parliament and State Legislatures. I would like to emphasize the
need to go in for this legislation and I reiterate this on behalf of our party
AIADMK and our leader and General Secretary, the former Chief Minister of
Tamil Nadu, Puratchi Thalaivi (Revolutionary Leader) Amma.

To improve the lot of women, several welfare measures that were
revolutionary in nature were evolved and brought about by our leader Puratchi
Thalaivi Amma J. Jayalalitha when she was the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu.
The foremost among such laudable measures as acclaimed by one and all remains
to be Cradle Baby Scheme. This was her reply to the social evil female infanticide
resorted to either by mother herself or by any of the family members. Instead of
being done away with, girl children could be handed over to the Government.
They can even be left in the cradle kept in Government offices specifically for the
purpose of collecting babies sought to be abandoned so. That great scheme was
widely appreciated and the world renowned social worker and the poor’s saint
Mother Teresa came to our leader’s house to congratulate her for this noble
measure.

A woman cannot easily narrate or complain about the atrocities inflicted on
her to a man. But she can come out and speak out without any inhibition to
another woman about any injustice meted out to her. That is why our leader, when
she was the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Amma, had established All Women
Police Stations setting up one station for every police district. Due to this women

could get redressal and justice as they were able to talk openly about their
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problems to women police officers in All Women Police Stations. This was a
significant achievement.

Much more than that, our leader introduced a measure that was significant
in its own way for raising the status of women in the society. I hope the women
Members of this august House would be appreciative of that move by our leader to
give the right to children to have the mother’s name too as their initial. It is only a
mother who is fully responsible for the growth of her child whom she had borne in
her womb for 10 months. A mother is responsible for the child till it can walk and
handle things in life by itself. But a mother’s name could not be given as the initial
of a child. Only a father can give his name as the initial to his child. Our leader, as
the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, brought about a revolutionary change and
legislated to see that a mother’s name can also be the initial of her child.

Our leader took the initiative to establish Women Self Help Groups so that
they can get awareness about their rights and place in the society and get social
and economic advancement. Women were encouraged to go in for small savings
and were helped to get Government’s assistance in the form of Rotation Fund to
start some manufacturing activity for which liberal loans from banks were also
arranged. SHGs were helped to start their own small scale industrial units so that
the women members can earn and get economic freedom.

Our leader also promoted education for children especially girl children. All
children from Class 1 to 12 were provided with text books free of cost. Bicycles
were distributed free of cost to Plus Two students. During her tenure, our leader
made arrangements to provide noon meals in high-revenue-earning temples for the
benefit of destitute aged people and children.

The dowry evil continues to remain a very big social evil coming in the
way of the lives of many of our women. We have anti-dowry laws in place, but
still the society is not free from it as yet. It is saddening us. We find so many
premature deaths of young women both as killings and suicidal deaths. To put an

end to this, mere legislation is not enough. The mindset of the society must
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change. An awareness against the evil dowry must be spread. All the citizens of
the country must work for its eradication, rising above all differences. Political
parties, voluntary organizations and social activists must take up a big campaign to
bring about a change of heart in those who perpetrate this evil. The Government
must come forward to encourage such anti-dowry campaigns.

The next among the social evil that affects girl children is child marriage.
Children at the age of 10, 12 and 15 years are married even at a time when legally
permissible age is 18. This leads to many problems, especially death during
pregnancy and delivery. In order to save young girls, this social practice must be
curbed.

Pre-natal and post-natal care must be given enough priority to save women
and children. Child birth and delivery, if not attended by trained medical
personnel, it leads to so many complications affecting the health of both the
mother and child. Even today, deliveries take place in houses instead of rushing
such pregnant women nursing homes nearby. Awareness must be created in the
minds of the people about the danger involved in the delayed delivery resulting in
insufficient oxygen supply to the child’s brain can lead to deformity. It is
saddening to note that infant mortality is at its height in India. It is reported that
about 2 crore children below the age of 5 die every year. Enough number of
doctors and health care staff must be appointed in hospitals, Primary Health
Centres and Maternity Homes all over the country to help save our women
population and also the future generation.

We call the language we have learnt from our mothers as mother tongue.
We call our country motherland. We call this earth as mother earth (Boomadevi).
We consider our rivers as mothers and name them after women. We commence
our speech saying ‘Ladies and Gentlemen’, but still the question lingers as to when

our women would be really liberated and emancipated.
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"Women and children are forced to leave their jobs and educational
institutions because of sexual harassment in work places and educational
institutions. Stringent measures must be in place to stem this rot and help women
to live in a secured fashion.

Stringent laws are in place against child labour, but still it has been found
out that about 1.12 crore children are still losing their childhood as child labour.
This figure is available from the 1991 Census. But ILO statistics point out that
2.32 crore children are exploited as child labour in our country. Special efforts and
measures should be there to identify these children and give them back their
childhood along with special education and the Government must come forward to
meet their needs till they are provided with education to come up in life.

Working women, finding themselves away from home, in towns and cities
are facing the problem of getting accommodation. The Government must come
forward to establish more women hostels involving voluntary organizations and
even private bodies to ease this problem.

The male domination in the society comes in the way of women’s
development. Hence, we must work for equal rights to women which will lead to
the development of both women and children. With this, we can find prosperity
and growth both in our country and in our respective homes. The Government
must gear up to contribute its mite evolving constructive measures and schemes to
really benefit the women and children of our country who are both the future and
the repository of our future. For this, enough funds must be allocated by the
Government apart from evolving plans and strategies. Impressing upon the need to

build a healthy nation with the development of women and children, I conclude.*

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"DR. N. SIVAPRASAD (CHITTOOR) : Hon'ble Chairman Sir, I thank you for
giving me this opportunity to speak on behalf of Telugu Desam Party, which is
pro-women. Sir, 50% of our population consists of women. Are we making use
of intelligence and skills of our women? 'NO' is the answer. Our constitution has
provided for equal rights to both men and women. Even then, why women are
lagging behind? Our cultural background is one reason and social discrimination
is another. Also, there 1s no political motivation to provide equality to women.
This is how the rights of women are being suppressed. In our country, woman is
regarded as 'Origin of Power'. It is also said that "Where women are worshipped,
there Goddesses live". Our country was known for matriarchal system, which is
not to be seen anywhere. Patriarchal system replaced it and is firmly rooted. This
system suppressed women and their rights. 1 feel sad to mention here that even
after a woman Prime Minister headed our country, the conditions of our women
did not improve. In such a scenario, late Shri N.T.Rama Rao, who founded
Telugu Desam Party, started giving importance of the issues of women. Houses,
plots and loans were given to the women. Also, reservations for women were
provided in Government offices, departments and in local bodies. Telugu Desam
Party had taken many initiatives to empower women. By forming Self Help
Groups (SHG), lakhs of women could be empowered. By providing crores of
rupees as corpus fund, women could be empowered financially. Thus, enabling
women share same platform with men and this credit goes to Telugu Desam Party.

If we look at this august House, Speaker is a woman. A woman is running
this Government. We have many successful Ministers, who are woman. We have
many talented woman members in the opposition party, who sit in front rows.
But, what is the ground reality? We are still facing many hurdles in providing 33%

of reservation for women. This Government promised 33% of reservation for

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women in 100 days after coming to power. But if we look at the meagre
allocation of budget for women and child welfare, it speaks for this Government's
commitment.

For 2008-2009, the budgetary allocation for this Ministry was Rs.7,200
crores, which was revised to Rs.6,550 crores. For 2009-10, the allocation has been
enhanced by only Rs.300 crores and only Rs.7,300 crores has been allocated for
women and children, who can determine the destiny of our country. Today, we
have 6,284 ICDS projects. We have 9,40,00,000 Anganwadi centres. The
conditions of these Anganwadi workers are pathetic and they receive very meagre
wages. We want their contribution in shaping our future. And to ensure this, we
should give adequate allocations for the salaries of these Anganwadi workers.

There are around 22 lakh women Self Help Groups, which should be linked
with banks. The corpus fund of 'Mahila Rashtriya Kosh' may be enhanced to
Rs.500 crores form Rs.100 crores. Female literacy plays a vital role in the
progress of our country. If a man is educated, that education is confined to that
individual only. But if a woman is educated, a family is educated, a village is
educated and a state is educated. For our country's progress, female literacy is
very important. Children upto the age of 6 years should be protected and taken
care of. The Ministry should provide nutrition and education for these children.
The Government should provide nursing care for pregnant women and lactating
mothers. Adolescent girls should be protected through Anganwadi centres.
Working women's hostels should be set up. There is a Support to Training and
Empowerment Programme (STEP). There is a need to impart training to women
in agriculture, fisheries, animal husbandry, diary, handlooms and handcrafts. We
should also bring awareness among rural women and empower them, so that the
can come together to solve their problems. Also, mentally retarded women,
widows and destitute should be protected and taken care of. With these words, I

conclude and thank you for giving me this opportunity.
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SHRI PRABODH PANDA (MIDNAPORE): Thank you, Chairman, Sir. At the

very outset, I must thank the Chair for chosing this subject, namely, the Demands

for Grants on the Ministry of Women and Child Development. I think, this is the

first time, so far as my Parliamentary tenure is concerned, that I am participating

in this discussion. I think, hon. Madam Speaker has chosen the subject. This is
the first time and so, I must congratulate her and compliment the Chair.

So far as this discussion is concerned, hon. Madam Sumitra Mahajan, Dr.

Girija Vyas, and other hon. Members have very clearly narrated the picture so far
as the condition of women and children of our country is concemed.E

I am not going into that. I would only just take the privilege to refer to

what is said about the women community in Manu Samhita — woman is not

independent. It says:

So, till today this situation persists. I do not know when this situation will
be overcome.

Now, I come to the Demand for Grant under the control of the Ministry of
Women and Child Development.

So far as the schemes for women’s welfare under the Ministry of Women
and Child Development is concerned, it is observed that it has registered a
staggering decline of 42 per cent, from Rs. 427 crore in 2008-09 Budget Estimate
to Rs. 246 crore in 2009-10 Budget Estimate. When compared to the figure of
2008-09 Revised Estimate, the increase is insignificant; it is only three per cent
increase in nominal terms but in real terms if we take into account the present
price rise, then it is not an increase but it is only a decline.

The allocation for the schemes such as Swayam Siddha, Scheme for

Leadership Development of Minority Women, Hostels of Working Women,
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Scheme for Combating Trafficking have recorded an outstanding decline in
absolute numbers.

In the Union Budget, the hon. Finance Minister, respected Shri Pranab
Mukherjee announced that the corpus of the Rashtriya Mahila Kosh would be
increased from Rs. 100 crore to Rs. 500 crore over the next few years but the
allocation for this sector has declined from Rs. 32 crore to Rs. 20 crore.

Sir, the allocation for the National Scheme for Incentive to Girls for
Secondary Education has gone down. There are other anomalies. Indira Awas
Yojana and Rashtriya Gram Swaraj Yojana, all these items have been put under
Part-I and Part ‘B’. These are not exclusively for the development of women but
all these things have been put under Part I and Part ‘B’ of the Gender Budgeting
statement. ... (Interruptions)

MR. CHAIRMAN : Please conclude.

SHRI PRABODH PANDA : Sir, I am only mentioning the points, and I am not
making a speech. Some important points are there. Please allow me to speak for
two more minutes. (Interruptions)

MR. CHAIRMAN: You may conclude your speech by making one more point.
SHRI PRABODH PANDA : Several schemes under the Ministry of Youth
Affairs and Sports such as Nehru Yuva Kendra, National Service Scheme, the
Scheme of Scouting and Guiding have been put under Part ‘B’.

Sir, the new scheme, Conditional Maternity Benefit Scheme aimed at
providing cash directly to pregnant and lactating women has been started with a
meager amount of Rs. 3.6 crore only.

The much-hyped National Mission for Empowerment of Women also finds
a mention in the Budget document but there is only a token outlay, only Rs. 1
crore.

The promises made in the 11"

Five Year Plan need to be implemented.
Most promises made in the Plan are yet to see the light of day. ... (Interruptions)

MR. CHAIRMAN: Please sit down. You have been given enough time.

SHRI PRABODH PANDA : Please allow me to make only two more points. ...

"Other institutional mechanisms that have been created like the National
Women Commission and State Women’s Commissions need to be strengthened
and given more teeth and National Commission for Women Act needs to be
amended.

Child
Sir, the total allocation for all child specific scheme had registered a welcome rise

from 2.2 (03-04) to 4.93% in (07-08) But it has shown decline in last two budgets.

(2) The new intervention for children proposed mainly to child education while the
other three sectors viz., Child health, Child developments and child protection

have not been paid much attention.

(3) The allocation for schemes addressing the problems of child labourers (NCLP)
has been reduced from 156 crore in 2008-09 (BE) to only 90 crore in (2009-10
BE).

(4) ICDS — Finance Minister announces that by March 2012 — it would be
extended with quality to every child under the age of six so visible measures have

to be taken. However, the allocation for SSA-MDM remained the same.*

"SHRIMATI PARAMIJIT KAUR GULSHAN (FARIDKOT): Mr. Chairman Sir,
thank you, I am associating with my sister Sumitra Mahajhan who has spoken in
detail on the Budget. I thank the department which has after long time brought this
issue before the house. I also regret that today despite being the day for an
important issue to be raised about women, but due to the less time given
discrimination has been done against women.

Guru Nanak Dev ji had put women on a very high pedestal, he had said
"why blame that person who has given birth to kings". A woman is a mother and is
the developer of the society. It is said, but I do not know whether men would
reconcile with this fact that "after every successful man behind there is a woman".

It is not a big development that after 62 years, 59 women members have been
elected in the house. In parliament what ever may we boast about but in the
outside world the condition of women, especially dalit women is very pitiful.

The woman who is being called 'Devi'; to feed itself and her children have
to become prostitutes, there number is ever increasing.

Woman's honour isn't secure. Whether she is going somewhere, working in
farms, in job, even a woman who is mentally retarded and living in Nari Niketan 1s
not spared. Girl child's childhood is not safe.

Dowry seekers are burning women alive. This is the reason that parents are
reluctant to have a girl child. Female foeticide is increasing in the country.

Why is this happening though new laws are being made in the country. Our
responsibility does not end by making the laws, until these laws are strictly
implemented and the woman does not get a high status in the society and feels

secure.

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A woman has to be politically strengthened. We are watching that for the
last 5 years a discussion is going on in the House that 33% reservation would be
given to women, but no thorough discussion has taken place.

In work the right of woman has to be given to them. The woman should be
made literate if she has to be strengthened. Because woman would not be
strengthened until they have knowledge of their rights.

It 1s said that "if one male is made literate he would improve a generation,
but if a woman is made literate she improves two generations'.

Health facilities should be given to women. Lots of women 1i.e. lakhs, and
crores are dying because their is dearth of health facilities for women, lack of lady
doctors. The women are reluctant to approach male doctors for deliveries due to
embarrassment. So they go to untrained female quacks in villages leading to their
death. Until we provide health facilities to women they would not be strengthened.

On woman old age is a big curse. The son on whose birth we celebrate, he
turns away the woman out of her house when she gets old. We have to think
seriously about women in their old age. Widows are in a bad position after the
death of their husband. She is also at risk to be turned out of her house by her
children. So the pension given to widows, which is currently not enough, should
be increased as per inflation.

Until a woman becomes strong physically, mentally, politically and
economically than our country and woman would not be strong.

When a woman becomes a strong than our children's difficulties would be

automatically solved.

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*SHRIMATI J. SHANTHA (BELLARY): Mr. Chairman Sir, in Indian culture
since the time of Vedas women are highly respected. According to a Sanskrit
saying "God is there where women are respected". Rivers are the life line of our
country. River Ganga, Sindhu, Saraswati, Yamuna, Godavari, Krishna, Sarayu all
these are named after women. It shows our reverence to women. As per our
constitution Parliament is the highest democratic forum of our nation. I am very
happy to be elected to this august House as the only woman member of BJP from
Karnataka. I am grateful to the Hon'ble Speaker and leader of my party for giving
me this opportunity to take part in the discussion.

As far as the problem of women in India are concerned, they are
innumerable.  Attrocities against women are being committed both inside and
outside the family. They are being subjected to sexual exploitation, rape
molestation and dowry harassment these problems are on the rise. Women always
feel insecure and unsafe. I am sorry that our laws have failed to yield the expected
result. It appears to me that it is because of under representation of women in our
legislative bodies. Out of 543 Lok Sabha Members only a few of them are women.
We can count them with our fingertips. Similarly out of 28 Lok Sabha Members I
am the lone woman member from Karnataka. It shows the lack of proper
representation of women.

As far as women and children welfare is concerned, I hope all of us eager
to know whether the fruits of our welfare schemes are reaching the poor women of
our country. I feel proud to say that in my state, Karnataka, the BJP Government
led by Hon'ble Chief Minister B.S.Yeddyurappa has taken several measures to
ensure the welfare of women and children.

To check female foeticide and change the mindset of the parents of girls,

'Bhagyalakshmi' scheme has been introduced. Now, people feel happy to have

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girl child, as the Government deposits some money in the name of girl child.
Such scheme may be introduced by the Union Government for the entire country.

Government of Karnataka introduced a scheme to distribute free bi-cycles
to encourage girls from rural areas to go to schools. This created a kind of
revolution in Karnataka.

Women empowerment would help women to become self sufficient. That
is why I impress upon the Government to encourage women to set up Self Help
Groups like the 'Stree Shakti Sangha' and give priority to women education. Apart
from this top priority should be attached to the health of babies and lactating
mothers in the country in general and in the rural areas in particular. Training
programme should be conducted for Anganwaadi workers to create awareness
among women and children about their health.

There are incidents of death of pregnant women while being rushed to
hospital. As per the report of National Rural Health Mission 100 out of 1 lakh
pregnant women are dying during childbirth. Therefore, 1 urge upon the
Government to take steps to ensure safe and risk free delivery in the country.
Another point I would like to mention is about monetary assistance. Under
National Rural Health Mission the Government of India is giving Rs.3000 to every
pregnant women in 3 installments. Deputy Collectors of the districts concerned
and chief Executive officers of zila panchayats are the distributing authorities. But
this money is being provided only after the delivery. Therefore this procedure
needs to be streamline and it should be made available as per the guidelines.
Blood bank should be set up in every taluk headquarters. This can help overcome
problems during childbirth. To meet such exigencies the Government of
Karnataka has introduced with 108 vans, Emergency Ambulance Service for rural
women. It is really a very good programme. This Emergency Ambulance Service
is providing a very good service to the people of my state. But I understand such
programmes are not there in all the states. Therefore I request the Government of

India to look into this and take steps to introduce it at a national level.
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*As far as women reservation is concerned the subject is being discussed in
this House for the last one and a half decades. We want to know about the status
of Women Reservation Bill. We are providing separate counter, separate seats to
women passengers in railways, in buses and also in Planes. But it is not enough.
We should give exclusive opportunity in state legislatures, Lok Sabha and Rajya
Sabha. That is why Women Reservation Bill should be passed to ensure adequate
representation of women in this House. Our former Prime Minister, Atal Bihari
Vajapayee ji, was also in favour of 33% of reservation for women in Legislative
Assembly and Parliament. He also introduced it in the House. It is high time that
we should fulfil his dream. Our party the BJP will support this whole heartedly. 1
am proud to mention that the leader of the Opposition Shri Lal Krishna Advani ji
and Deputy leader of the Opposition Smt. Sushma Swaraj ji have made clear the
stand of the BJP in this regard. The President of BJP Shri Rajanath Singh ji had
made sincere efforts to ensure 33% of reservation in all the BJP units from grass
root to national level. Women Reservation is the right of women.

Before concluding my speech, I once again congratulate the Hon'ble Chair
for allowing me to speak in this august House and I believe you would definitely

encourage me to speak in future also.*

"DR. PRABHA KISHOR TAVIAD (DAHOD): Thank you for granting me
permission to express my views on demands for grants for 2009-10 under the
control of Ministry of Women & Child Development. I am here to support the
demands.

It is appreciable that Hon'ble Finance Minister Shri Pranab Mukherjee has
presented Budget for Aam — Aadmi with the guidance of UPA Chairperson
Madam Soniaji and Hon'ble Prime Minister Dr. Manmohan Singhyji.

As we know that women & Children (0-18 years) constitute 71.14% of
India's Population (As per 2001Census of India).

For Country's progress, there is supreme importance of development of
women & children. Hence our Finance minister has allotted total Rs. 7428 crores.
Out of which 6405 will be spend only on child welfare. Out of which Rs. 6026.30
crores for the implementation ICDS programme. Out of which Rs. 243.73 crores
for the women welfare.

Thanks to Finance Minister for this huge allotment of grants to Women &
Child Development Ministry. Which has a vision for "ensuring overall survival,
development, protection, participation of women & children of our country"'.

Healthy mother & healthy child leads to healthy nation:

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The development of child starts from the conception Childhood care for overall
development of children below 6 years age, pregnant and lactating mothers
through this package of services namely

l. Supplementary nutrition

2. Immunization

3. Health Checkup

4, Pre School/Non Formal Education, Nutrition & Health Education

ICDS Scheme covers rural/tribal area and slum population in urban areas.
ICDS is centrally sponsored scheme implemented by the State Governemnts with
100% financial assistance from Central Govt. This Govt. is committed to
universalisation of I[CDS Scheme in country. By Marcy, 2012, all services under
ICDS would be extended, with quality, to every child under the age of six. Hon.
Finance Minister has made provision of 6026.30 crores rupees for ICDS &
additional amount of Rs. 678.70 crores will be provided for implementing the
scheme in North Eastern States.

7073 projects, 13.56 lakh of Aganwadi. One Aganwadi worker and one
Tedagar per 700 population. One ASHA worker per 1000 population. All of three
are from the same village. One ANM per 3000 population is there.
Vaccination/antenatal clinic day once in a week.

Adolescent girl in school are given once a week Iron Folic tablets.
Adolescent girls if they are not going to school are enrolled in theAganwadi.
Antenatal mothers, nursing mothers and 0 to 6 years children are entrolled in the
Aganvadi. These ladies are given Iron Folic Tablets and supplementary nutritive
food & fortified Atta. They were advised health education also.

Vaccination of the pregnant mother and the children is carried out.

These women are in constant contact with Aaganvadi worker, Tedagar,
ASHA worker & ANM. So they are easily motivated by them for free hospital

delivery, in Govt. as well as private hospital with the help of Chiranjivi Yojna.
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They are given Rs. 500 for nutritive diet after delivery. Hospital Delivery is
necessary to reduce the morbidity and mortality of mother.

Thanks to Madam Soniaji and Hon'ble Prime Minister, there is a facility of
free 108 ambulance. So the transporation of easy nowadays. Otherwise the poor
people were making in ambulance by a putting thread cot in the tempo or truck
and transporting the patients in it.

Rupture Uterus is nowdays rare entity e.g. patient from a village Zabuma-
Dahod-Ghodna.

Ist 5 minutes of birth are very important for the baby so expert attendance is
necessary which is possible by the hospital delivery.

* Price control — Methulergomerin, prostatgland F2x Calcium e.g. Prostodin,
Carbopost.

Colostrums —Ist feed after birth is important for the immunity of baby. It is
protecting the baby against neonatal diseases.

Ist 6 month- exclusive breast feeding is advisable for good brain
development. After 6 month supplementary — fortified Atta- baby food is given
with breast feed.

The babies which are breast fed are having 11% more 1.Q. and about 8%
more puzzle solving capacity as compared to top fed babies.

The nursing mothers are given supplementary food, sukhadi, chane and
Iron Folic Tablets. Breast is advisable upto 2 years of age. Children of 3-6 years
of age are given nutritive food- fortified Atta & nutritive chocolate.

Conditional Cash Transfer Scheme for the Girl Child with Insurance
cover — to eliminate discrimination against girl child.

National Children Board.

Bravery award for children.

Finance Minister has made budget provision above schemes.
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As per 2001 censes, women constitute 48% of total population of India.
Govt.of India is trying continuously to ensure all round well being, development &
empowerment of women. The national minimum programme is meant to
empower women politically, educationally, economically & legally.

National rural livelihood Mission has time bound focus for poverty
eradication by 2014-15. Stress will be laid on the formation of women self help
Groups (SHGS).

The women's self help group movement is bringing about profound
transformation in rural areas. There are over 22 lakh such groups which are linked
with banks. Govt's objective is to entrol at least 50% of all rural women in India as
members of SHGS over next five years. All these members will be linked with
banks. It is proposed to provide capital subsidy as well as provide interest subsidy
to poor households for loan up to one lakh from bank. Women have learnt to save
money & deposit in banks.

Women takes loan from banks for income generation activities. Women
have taken skill development training.

Thus swaymsidha SHGS have benefited women by increasing income,
awareness for decision making process, taking part in political & social activities.
They have knowledge for their legal right & health issues.

Awareness on various social issues has been created among women.
Women now enjoy more freedom and there is no restriction on their movement
outside home for social & business purpose, they are now demanding their right
from family, community & Government. Woemn are now knowing the social
evils like alcoholism, dowry female feticide, there is increase in sex ratio at
villages. Women now feel that they have security.

Now a days politically women are active they participate in Gram Sabha
activities. Due to efforts of late Shri Rajiv Gandhi there are 33% reservation in
local bodies for women. Many have been elected in village Panchayat,

Block/Distt. Panchayat & Urban Panchayat-bodies. Women are now more
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sensitive about political issues. During 15™ Lok Sabha election the percentage of
women voting has gone up considerably.

Rashtriya Mahila Kosh is working for credit support or micro finance to
poor women. Its role for social-economic change & development. Fiance
Minister has increased the corpus of the kosh 20 crores, Rs. 500/.

The low level of female literacy to be grave concern, Govt. has decided to
start National Mission for female literacy. Covering SC/ST minorities & other
groups. New Kendriya Vidhayalay will be started in the Distt. having low female
literacy.

Other women welfare programmes are as under:

e Hostel for working women and their children

e short stay homes

e Awareness Generation Programme

e Support to Taining & Eployment Programme (STEP) improve women’s
skills in traditional sctors such as agriculture, dairy & handlooms etc.

e Priyadarshini Scheme

e Conditional caste transfer scheme for minority

e Conditional maternity benefits scheme for pregnant and lactating women

e Other programme of Rehabilitation of Rape victims, HIV/AIDS victims.

The Finance Minister has made provision for grants above all schemes. I
support the demand of Ministry for the women and child development. Once
again [ thanks Finance Minsiter Shri Pranab Mukherjee for above grants

allotments.
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"DR. KRUPARANI KILLI (SRIKAKULAM): Thank you very much for giving
me an opportunity to express my views in the August House on the issue of
Women and Child Development.

The subject is very much important and indicates the development of our
country among the world. It gives me pleasure to say that the Department of
Women and Child Development was set up in the year 1985 to give the much
needed impetus to the holistic development of women and children.

When and where, powerful and strong healthy human sources are available,
there exists a knowledgeable and healthy society. Where Women and Child
Development is given importance there the BPL families can develop vigorously.
UPA Govt. is taking many policy decisions to reduce death rate of mothers and
children when compared to the previous death rates. UPA Govt. is implementing
successful projects like when a child is born they were admitted in Aanganwadis
and also provided with nutritious food and qualitative education.

In our country:-

e Children homes are established for girls of age 6-16 years.
e Service homes are organized for widows and destitute women for the age of

16-35 years.

e Working women hostels were open for employed women, but most of these

buildings are hired or rented. I request the government to take firm

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decisions in granting government buildings for effective development and
security of the women.

e In States like AP, girl child protection scheme was being run by the state
government for BPL families. By this scheme a BPL family with one girl
child will be awarded with a life insurance of one lakh and a family with
only two girls will be awarded with life insurance policy of Rs. 60,000/-. 1
request the union government to extend the financial support in the form of

some special grants to these friendly schems.

For the holistic development of the child, the Ministry has been implementing
the world's largest and most unique and outreach programme of Integrated
Child Development Scheme by providing a package of services comprising
supplementary nutrition, immunization, health check up and referral services,
pre-school non-formal education. At present, funds provided under this
Ministry are very much less and thee is dire need to increase the budgetary
allocation more. Ministry is also implementing Swayamsidha which is an
integrated scheme for empowerment of women. No doubt, this is a unique
scheme but the implementation shouldbe strengthened by giving the more
powers and budgetary allocation.

I conclude that a mother and child is nothing but creation which everybody
shouls respect and obey. It is the source of creation of human and his
existence. So, the importance may be kindly understood by the highly

respectable Parliament.
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"SHRIMATI JHANSI LAKSHMI BOTCHA (VIZIANAGARAM): 1 support the
Demand for Grants for the Department of Women and Child Development for the
year 2009-10. I thank the UPA Chairperson, Shrimati Sonia Gandhi ji, hon. Prime
Minister, Dr. Manmohan Singh ji, Shri Pranab Mukherjee, Finance Minister and
Shrimati Krishna Tirath ji, hon. Minister for Women and Child Development for
initiatig several welfare programmes. "Todays children are tommorow's nation."
In fact, the Department of Women and Child Development was set up in the year
1985 a a part of the Ministry of Human Resource Development to give the
necessary imptus to the holistic development of women and children. With effect
from 30.01.2006, the Department has been made a separate Ministry. It is a nodal
Ministry for the advancement of women and children. It formulates plans, policies
and programmes, guides and coordinates the efforts of both governmental and
non-governmental organizations working in the filed of women and child
development. In fact, the Ministry implements certain innovatives programmes
for women and children. These programmes cover welfare and support services,
training for employment and income generation and gener sensitization. These
programmes help the other developmental programmes in the field of health,
education, rural development, etc. All these efforts ensure that women are
empowered both economically and socially and thus become equal partners in
national development along with me. I congratulate the Ministry for her efforts in

this direction.

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I compliment the Ministry for implementing the world's largest and most
unique programme of Integrated Child Development Services which provides
supplementary nutrition, immunization, helath check up and referral services, pre-
school non-formal education.

Above all the Ministry is also implementing Swayamsidha which is an
integrated scheme for empowerment of women. We all know that most of the
programmes of the Ministry are run through non-governmental organizations.
They should encourage NGOs.

The major policy undertaken by the Ministry is universalisation of ICDS
and Kishore Shakti Yojana, launching a nutrition programme for adolescent girls,
establishment of the Commission for protection of Child Rights and passing of
Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act. This Act needs to be
implemented effectively.

In my Vizianagaram parliamentary constituency, the District Women and
Child Development Agency is implementing various programmes for the welfare
of women and children, particularly through 17 ICDS projects covering main
anganwadi centres and mini anganwadi centres. Under III phase expansion of
ICDS projects, proposals for sanction of 211 main anganwadi centers, 458 mini
anganwadi centers were submitted to the Government. I request the Minister to
expedite the approval for these proposals.

We are also ensuring child well being. During the campaign we have
identified SNP beneficiaries, malnourished and disabled children in the area maps
of the AWCs with assistance ofASHA workers, registration of pregnant women
was taken up. We are also distributing pamphlets for awareness to this campaign.

I would like to submit that Swayamsidha Programme with 100 Self Help
Groups with 1189 members is being implemented only in one ICDS block i.e. ,
Gantyada in a successful manner. I request the Ministry to extend the scheme to
all 17 ICDS blocks in Vizianagaram with 1700 groups. Each group may be

sanctioned a revolving loan of Rs. 10,000 each.
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With regard to supplementary nutrition programe, location food model
supplementary nutrition programme is being implemented in 14 ICDS projects.
RTE Food Model SNP is being implemented in 3 ICDS blocks of Vizianagaram
district. 1 request the Minister to extend the hot cooked food instead of ready to
eat food in all the ICDS block of the Vizianagaram district. Adolescent girls
should be given IFA tablets on a regular basis. And adolescent girls who are
underweight should be given double take home ration. There is an order to
provide hot cooked food instead of readyto eat food. there is an order from
theSupreme Court also. 1 suggest to the Government to issue orders to provide
hot cooked food to all children across the State. At present ready to eat food is
being provided to three to four ICDS blocks in each district.

I request the Government to allocate sufficient funds for construction of
full-fledged anganwadi centers in all the districts of the country. The Government
can think of sharing the expenditure between the State and the Centre.

Though there is an increase in the number of anganwadi centers, but there
1s no matching increase in the field level supervisory staff.

At present we are imparting training skills to anganwadi workers/helpers
with obsolete techniques. There is a need to provide them training in latest
methodologies in pre-school management, community participation practices and
effective sanitation.

Under World Bank, Phase four thirteen districts were selected for
implementation of the ICDS, for eradication of malnutrition and training for
Information Education and Communication (IEC). I thank the Government for
giving Andhra Pradesh this project. It is a good programme. But so far it could
not be implemented due to non-release of funds. Plan of action submitted to the
Government of India. Everything was done.

The infant mortality rate in Andhra Pradesh is 54 per 1000. It can be

brought down further if the Government enhances the budget for this scheme.
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You will be surprised to know that during 2007-08, the percentage of
immunization to children, pregnant and lactating mothers was 89.28 percent. We
are trying to improve it. We need Government's financial assistance to achive
hundred percent.

So far as women trafficking are concerned, it is rampant in Andhra Pradesh.
So it is a source for trafficking. There is no proper mechanism to address the
issue. I request the Minister to constitute a committee with people's representative

of the constituency in each constituency of the country.
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"SHRIMATI PRIYA DUTT (MUMBAI NORTH-CENTRAL): Thank you for
giving me the opportunity to express my views on Demands for Grants for the
Ministry of Women and Child Development. Women and child both are of euqal
importance and I would hope one day we would have separate Ministries for each
of them.

I want to begin my submission with issues relating to children. I feel that
not enough discussion is taking place on issues relating to children, may be
because children are not our voter. Issues relating to children are plenty and not
just about education and nutrition. I would liketo congratulate UPA Government
for all the schemes for the benefits of children in ICDS and education. My main
concern is protection of the rights of children, safety of the child and rehabilitation
of children in conflict with law. Every day we have read horror stories of children
being raped and abused. Child pornography and child trafficking has become very
common today. After the recent floods in Bihar there have been cases of children
being sold for the flesh trade and child labour. In the city of Mumbai we see street
children from various states engaged in beggary, drug trafficking and prostitution.

We need to sensitize the police to stop the menance of child trafficking.
Every police station should be equipped with special cells who could address
matter dealing with women and children. These special cells should be manned by
female police officer. Children must, therefore, become our most priority. They
are the future of the country.

A child in another ten to twelve years become adults and what kind of
constribution will they be able to make towards better tommorow when their today
is uncertain and disturbed.

I would like to make some suggestions like introduction of helpline for
women and children which shall be directly connected to special police control

rooms. Proper rehabilitation of children rescued from forced labour with

" Speech was laid on the Table
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provisions for heavy penalties to the employers. These fines should be redirected
for the rehabilitation of the children. There should be special homes for street and
runaway children. Special centers at railway station and inter-state bus stand to
identify children being brought to big cities or runawayt children. In process
NGOs and railway police can also be involved.

Special awareness programme on importance of breast-feeding should be
made so that malnutrition of infants can be addressed to.

Adoption process of a child by childless couple should be made easy. Any
childless couple adopting street children shall be given special tax incentivies to
encourage them.

I would like now, to speak on women issues. On one side we see women
progressing in every field and making great contributions in the field of politics,
aviation, science, sports and every such field which was considered male
dominated and then on the other hand we have women in our country who are still
being killed, murdered, raped and humiliated because of her caste, her gender. We
still have numerous cases of female foeticide in our country. On one hand we
worship Goddess Laxmi and Durga and on the other hand we destroy that very
Laxmi in our homes through dowry deaths and female infanticide.

Poverty and social pressure are one of the reasons but as hon'ble member
Smt. Girija Vyas has said our mind sets and out attitudes must change we must be
able to accept women in a new role not just as a mother, wife, sister and daughter
but a person in an equal position in society who contributes to decision making
and change in the society. Our country needs to become child and women
friendly.

I request hon'ble Minister to please take note of these points and I am sure

we will see change and progress in the Ministry under your able leadership.

THE MINISTER OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI P. CHIDAMBARAM): Madam

I have examined the detailed Demand for Grants (Vol. 1) of MHA as well
as the Expenditure Budget (Vol. 2). I would like to state categorically that there
are no discrepancies. In the annexure to this Statement we have set out the
relevant figures in two columns. The first column contains the figures from the
Expenditure Budget (Vol. 2) which refer to the outlays net of recoveries and the
figures are mentioned in crores of rupees. In the second column, we have set out
the figures from the detailed Demand for Grants (Vol. 1) where recoveries are
shown separately and the figures are in thousands of rupees.

A careful reading of the annexure will show that the final number in the
two columns exactly match each other. There are, therefore, no discrepancies

whatsoever.
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To sum up, in the case of the Police, the figure is Rs. 33,809.86 crore; in
the case of the NSG, the figure is Rs. 313.80 crore; and in the case of the
Modernisation of Police Forces, the figure is Rs. 1413.60 crore.

I am grateful to Shrimati Sushma Swaraj for drawing my attention to the
alleged discrepancies. It gave me an opportunity to satisfy myself once again that
the Budget documents are carefully prepared by the Budget Division of the
Department of Economic Affairs, the Ministry of Finance and 1 take this
opportunity to record my appreciation of the work of the Budget Division.

SHRI M.B. RAJESH (PALAKKAD): Madam Speaker, I would like to draw the

attention of this august House and the Government to a very important issue
relating to the approach of certain banks in giving education loans.

Students are forced to take education loans because of the failure of the

Government to provide them education. Lakhs of students are depending on
private sector colleges for their higher education. Recently, the Indian Banks
Association issued a circular that the banks will be giving education loans only up
to the Government fees. So, lakhs of students studying in private sector are
excluded from the benefits of education loan. So, I would like to urge upon the
Government to intervene in this matter and see that this circular is withdrawn. The
Government should give direction in this regard and the Government should
intervene in this matter to make sure that all the needy students get adequate
education loans. I would also request that the education loans should be made
interest-free and the procedures should be simplified. So, I urge upon the
Government to intervene in this matter and take necessary action.
SHRI B. MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Madam Speaker, the matter which I raise today
relates to Myanmar leader Aung San Suu Kyi who is under house arrest for more
than a decade. It is 19 years since the National League for Democracy swept the
last national election winning over 80 per cent of the seats it had contested. Over
10,000 people were killed in six months of military repression before the election.
Instead of governing the country whose people had given her party an
overwhelming mandate, Aung San Suu Kyi has become a symbol of grace under
duress, someone whose freedom was taken away by the military junta misruling
her country, but not her steadfast courage.

The world has been transformed since Suu Kyi was put under house arrest.

Berlin Wall has fallen, the iron curtain has disappeared and India, where Suu Kyi
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had her education, has become one of the fastest growing economies of the world.
The world has moved on. Yet Burma or Myanmar has remained in a time wrap.
The walls of her Rangoon residence at 54, University Avenue are covered with
quotations from Mahatma Gandhi, Jawaharlal Nehru and her father Aung San who
led Burma’s freedom struggle.

When Dalai Lama took asylum some 50 years ago, China and India had
good relations. Some would argue that it is in India’s national interest to maintain
close ties with Myanmar’s military junta. But can the world’s largest and populous
democracy, which subscribes to the values practiced by Suu Kyi, close its eyes
indefinitely to the military junta’s repression of the people of Myanmar? Recently,
Aung San Suu Kyi has been conferred with the Mahatma Gandhi International
Award for Peace and Reconciliation at Durban.

I would request the Government to rise to the occasion. India should extend

full support to Myanmar’s struggle for freedom. It is our moral duty and also our
political duty.

SHRI R. DHRUVANARAYANA (CHAMRAJANAGAR): Madam Speaker, I
would like to draw the attention of the Government towards damages caused in the
National Highway Nos. 209 and 212, which connect the Mysore city with the rest
of the South Indian cities. These two highways have two major bridges, which are
constructed across rivers Cauvery and Kabini.

Due to recent monsoon, flood water and flash flood water, both the bridges
were damaged very badly. The flash flood water also breaches out the culvert in
Kabini Bridge near Nanjanagud.

The Mysore-Nanjanagud NH 212 is one of the busiest roads in the State of
Karnataka. It caters to thousands of daily commuters who shuttle between the two
places. The inter-State vehicles proceeding to Kerala and Tamil Nadu also have to
pass through Nanjanagud on this road.

In the similar way, traffic on T. Narasipura-Mysore Road, which is also a
part of NH 212, has been disrupted due to damage occurred to the Cauvery river
bridge. Again, the traffic has been diverted at this place as a precautionary

measure.

SHRI MANISH TEWARI : Madam Speaker, there are credible reports which are
emanating out of respected think-tanks around the world that the Republic of
Myanmar is allegedly seeking the assistance of the Democratic People’s Republic
of Korea for a clandestine Nuclear Weapons Programme. It would be worth
pointing out that Myanmar is a signatory to the Non-Proliferation Treaty as well as
the Safeguards Protocol of the International Atomic Energy Agency. Information
which is available in the public space, including satellite imagery, suggests that
extensive tunneling, almost 800 kilometres of tunneling and excavation, which is
usually associated with preparations for an underground nuclear test, are being
carried out in Myanmar with the active assistance of engineers from the
Democratic People’s Republic of Korea. Recently, there were reports that a
freighter from North Korea, which was bound for Myanmar, had to turn back
when it was shadowed by certain international ships because there was an
apprehension that it was carrying nuclear-related material.

You are aware that D.P.R. Korea’s Nuclear Programme has been a
destabilizing factor in East Asia. But what is really very worrying from our point
of view is the known historical link between Pakistan and D.P.R. Korea. In fact,

D.P.R. Korea has been a net beneficiary of the Nuclear Wal-Mart which was being
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run by A.Q. Khan. In fact, this is one of the biggest travesties of justice that A.Q.
Khan, who is probably the single biggest proliferator, and one of the persons who
is responsible for destabilizing international security has never been brought to
justice. It is my apprehension that now he is out of jail.

MADAM SPEAKER: Please conclude.

SHRI MANISH TEWARI : Madam Speaker, I will conclude in two minutes.

It is a great travesty that now that man is out of jail, that this particular
network of his, which was allegedly supposed to have been wound up, has now
become active once again. From India’s point of view, you have China, which is a
nuclear-weapon State up in the north; you have Pakistan which is a de facto
nuclear weapon State in the west. If reports about Myanmar are true, it is indeed a
very worrying specter which is appearing on the regional horizon. Even Secretary
Clinton, after she left India and went to Thailand, has flagged this as a very
important issue from the proliferation point of view.

My only request to the Government of India is that if these reports are
emanating, and if these reports are correct, the Government of India should just be
cognizant about them.
