SHRI DAYANIDHI MARAN: Madam, the hon. Member has asked a very 

interesting question.  This is one of the traditionally old industries and it needs 

constant upgradation in both technology as well as designs.  Usually, the weavers 

are in the clutches of the master weavers and they have been struggling.  Basically, 

the Government of India has brought various schemes to bring the weavers into 

the groups for a cluster development  approach to ensure that we may give relief to 

these weavers so that they could come out of the clutches of the master weavers.   

Recently, Madam, we have announced two NIFTs, National Institute of 

Fashion Technology of our country.  Free designs on the web, also in local 

languages, have been put up so that these weavers can download them free of cost 

or if they want the Ministry itself will try to give them free designs.  We have 

given more than 1500 designs, it has just happened yesterday, for the handloom 

weaver sector.  We are trying to do more and more in a variety of ways to give 

more designs.  Definitely, this sector needs to be constantly looked at and 

upgraded.  Through the Ministry we are bringing various schemes like cluster 

development programmes to help these weavers improve their skills.

SHRI DAYANIDHI MARAN: Madam, we have two insurance schemes – one is 

the Health Insurance Scheme and other one is the Life Insurance Scheme called 

the Mahatma Gandhi Bunkar Bhima Yojana.  Just to say the kind of reception 

these Health Insurance Schemes have received, in 2007-08, we had 17.74 lakh 

weavers registered under the Scheme and we saw an increase in 2008-09 to 18.78 

lakh.  This means that these schemes are very innovative.  It is just not the weaver 

alone who gets a health insurance, three of his family members are also included 

in the insurance scheme.  We are continuing this scheme and it is giving good 

response also.

SHRI SUDIP BANDYOPADHYAY : Madam, private sector steel companies are 

not normally controlled or supervised by the Government. These are controlled by 

the IMG, but private sector steel companies normally control the steel sector in the 

whole world including the Indian steel sector. I want to ask a pertinent question to 

the hon. Minister. IISCO was proposed to be modernized long back with a 

thorough modernization programme along with modernization of Durgapur Steel 

Plant up to a certain level. I would like to know as to what extent the IISCO Steel 

Plant of West Bengal and Durgapur Steel Plant have been proposed to be 

modernized, how much money has been allotted for this programme and whether 

any time-bound programme has been drawn up to complete these projects. 

SHRI VIRBHADRA SINGH: Madam, I would like to say that IISCO was earlier a 

sick company and I remember that some years back it was under the Ministry of 

Industry.  When I was the Minister of State for Industry, I used to look after that. 

Now it has been merged with the Steel Authority of India and after that a massive 

renovation and capacity addition programme of the plant is under way. Many 

works have been completed. These have been done on a fast track and I am sure 

that very soon we will be able to reap the benefit of this. As far as the installed 

capacity of the IISCO Steel Plant is concerned, in respect of hot metal it used to be 

0.85 million tonnes and now it has been proposed to increase it to 2.91 million 

tonnes and the work to achieve this is under way. 

SHRI SUDIP BANDYOPADHYAY : What about the modernization of Durgapur 

Steel Plant?

(i): Need for doubling of Madurai-Tirunelveli-Kanyakumari railway line 

 

SHRI S.S. RAMASUBBU (TIRUNELVELI): Tamil Nadu is lagging behind in the 

development of railway network in the country. Various railway works like gauge 

conversion, electrification and new lines pertaining to the State are running much 

behind the schedule due to inadequate fund allocation and cost escalation. 

 One of the important projects is doubling of Madurai-Tirunelveli-

Kanyakumari Section. Madurai, Tirunelveli, Courtalam, Nagercoil, Kanyakumari 

are important tourist places of attraction in southern Tamil Nadu. Large number of 

people from within the State and abroad are visiting these places throughout the 

year. There is a heavy traffic on this route and people going to Rameshwaram and 

Trivandrum are also using this route. 

 Presently doubling of railway line has been sanctioned for Villupuram-

Dindigul section. Ongoing doubling work between Dindigul-Madurai is likely to 

be completed shortly. Hence, doubling of line between Madurai-Kanyakumari via 

Tirunelveli should be taken up on priority. At present, there is a single line on this

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route. People visiting various tourist places of importance are facing lot of 

difficulties, because of capacity reduction, railways cannot introduce more number 

of trains to meet the increasing demand of passengers. If double line is laid, the 

people residing at Maniyachi, Virudhunagar, Kovilpatti will also be benefited as it 

will open connectivity to those places. There is also simultaneous demand from 

Kerala for doubling of Nagercoil/Kanyakumari-Trivandrum Section. This will 

facilitate large number of tourists visiting both the States. Number of trains which 

were running up to Madurai earlier have been extended upto Tirunelveli in the 

recent years. If the doubling of Madurai-Tirunelveli-Kanyakumari becomes a 

reality, it will facilitate large number of people from all parts of the country 

visiting Tamil Nadu and Kerala. 

 I, therefore, urge upon the Hon’ble Minister of Railways to take up the 

work of doubling of Madurai-Tirunelveli-Kanyakumari railway line on priority 

basis and allocate adequate funds for the project. 
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(ii): Need to undertake inter-linking of rivers in the country 
 

SHRI N.S.V. CHITTHAN (DINDIGUL): Floods are caused by extensive 

deforestation, leading to increase in the height of the river bed due to silting. 

During rains, the absence of top soils repels water seepage into the ground, 

thereby renders the area dry during    non-monsoon periods. 

 India has seven major river systems and hundreds of associated rivers and 

tributaries. While some like the Brahmaputra and Krishna River Systems are 

causing destruction of life and property through floods, others like the Cauvery are 

almost dry causing panic and alarm to those dependent solely on it. The paradox 

of the country languishing due to the excess and deficit of water at the same time, 

led to the birth of the Plan for Inter linking of Rivers. 

 The two major components of the plan are the Himalayan and Peninsular 

components. The aim is to link 37 rivers in the country through 30 links, 14 in the 

Himalayan component and 16 in the Peninsular. By routing surplus water to water 

deficit areas, flood and drought situations are expected to be alleviated and a host 

of other benefits such as increased water for irrigation and drinking, generation of 

hydro power and other garnered. 

 It is high time that our Government should focus its attention in the most 

needed project of inter-linking of rivers which is the need of the hour. 
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(iii): Need to make proper arrangements for procurement of paddy from the 
farmers in Uttar Pradesh

SHRI P. VISWANATHAN (KANCHEEPURAM): On August 27, 2009 the Union 

Cabinet approved a scheme to waive interest on educational loans given by banks 

to economically weaker students for higher education. 

 On 31 August, 2009 an educational loan mela was held in my constituency 

Kancheepuram and 32 participating banks received over 4500 applications from 

the students. 

 Now, even after 3 months, the banks have not disbursed the loans to most 

of the eligible students. 

 The academic session has already started in the educational institutions but 

the students are not able to pay their fee, as they are awaiting loan from the banks. 

 Many of them are seeking loans from private lending agencies to overcome 

the problem. 

 The interest waiver scheme covers the entire nation and the very purpose of 

the scheme will be defeated if the loan does not reach the students in time when it 

is most needed. 

 I request the Ministry of Finance to implement the following suggestions 

immediately. 

(i)  To direct the banks to disburse the loans to all eligible students within a  

specific time period of 60 days to 90 days. 

(ii) To put up a dedicated website of Finance Ministry where students from all  

over the country can access information, register their queries and make 

complaints regarding the scheme. 

(iii) To have a toll free interactive contact number to receive and attend the  

complaints and comments  from the students. 
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(v): Need to open the Railway Gate No. 93 on Ahmedabad-Khedbrahma 
railway line in Himmat Nagar, Gujarat for the benefit of villagers of the area 

 

gÉÉÒ àÉcäxpÉËºÉc {ÉÉÒ.

DR. RATNA DE (HOOGHLY): Violence against women is a global phenomena. 

It knows no bound with regards to age, ethnicity and social status. The victims of 

domestic violence suffer physically, mentally and psychologically. The rising 

incidence of domestic violence is a cause for great concern. In our country the 

total number of crimes reportedly committed against women were 1,55,553 in 

2005. It has increased to 1,85,312 Nos. in the year 2007. The crimes committed 

against women are  (1) rape (2) Kidnapping and abducting (3) Dowry death (4) 

Torture (5) Molestation (6) Sexual harassment, (7) Throwing of acid and                     

(8) International trafficking. It must be noted that the best legislation, without the 

resultant change in the attitude to the issue of domestic violence, will fail to 

produce the desired result. Awareness of the male dominated society and change 

of attitude as a whole, can only solve the problem. Therefore, adequate steps 

should be taken to create awareness in the society to tackle the situation. 
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(ix): Need to undertake the construction of Kollengode-Thrissur railway 
project and expedite the gauge conversion work from Madurai to Kollengode 

via Pollachi 
 

SHRI P.K. BIJU (ALATHUR): Kollengode-Thrissur railway project was finalized 

nearly 70 years ago. But construction of the line was not taken up due to unknown 

reasons. Kollengode and Thrissur are important railway stations and, therefore, 

connecting these two stations by a short route through Alathur and 

Vadakkencherry, may facilitate much convenience, benefits and income is 

expected. The completion of such a railway route will give easy access to many 

tourist places in Alathur constituency like Nelliyampathi, Parambikulam, 

Mangalam Dam, Pothundi Dam and Peechi Dam and more importantly to pilgrim 

places like Guruvayoor, Palani, Rameshwaram and Madurai. This railway line will 

be a boon to pilgrims and an excellent trade route connecting Tamil Nadu and 

Kerala. At Present the passengers reaching Thrissur have to travel 86 Kms through 

Palakkad to reach Kollengode and there from to Pazhani-Dindugal, Madurai and 

other important places. If the proposed route is constructed, more than 30 Kms can 

be saved for travelling to the above mentioned places and money and time can be 

saved to a considerable extent. Moreover, the expenses of railway can also be 

reduced to much extent. The gauge conversion work from Madurai-Kollengode 

via Pollachi has been much delayed and it is requested to complete this project at 

the earliest. I, therefore, urge the Government to materialize this important project 

and also to complete the ongoing gauge conversion work from Madurai to 

Kollengode via Pollachi at the earliest. 
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(x): Need to undertake measures to make Integrated Child Development 
Services Scheme more effective 

 

SHRI PRASANTA KUMAR MAJUMDAR (BALURGHAT):  Integrated Child 

Development Services Project, which is working for giving various health and 

nutritional care services to the mother and child in our country, is very much 

effective. But, still it is very much lagging behind from its needs to serve the 

increasing number of cases related to mother and child. Besides, its per capita 

expenditure is very low. There are various needs of these centres for which the 

services have been hampering.  My proposals are (i) The number of centres should 

be increased corresponding to the increase in number of mother and child case in 

the respective areas. (ii) The per capita expenditure towards feeding and other 

services should be increased corresponding to the present hike in prices of  

essential commodities (iii) Immediate steps should be taken for the constitution of 

centres for running the Project from its own building (iv) A health unit each may 

be constituted for at least 10 centres.  
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(xi): Need to protect and maintain the wakf properties for the benefit of the 

socially and economically backward Muslim Community 

 

SHRI THOL THIRUMAAVALAVAN (CHIDAMBARAM): Wakf properties in 

the country have got a traditional history of about 800 years and they were granted 

by the Islamic rulers of yesteryears to benefit the poor and the deprived sections of 

the society.  Wakf Boards have got huge assets next only to Defence and 

Railways. More than 70 per cent of those properties have either been encroached 

or taken away by unscrupulous people over the years. Many of the problems like 

poverty, unemployment and educational opportunities of the minority community 

could have been solved even with the 30 per cent of available Wakf properties. 

Guided by the Walk Board Act of 1954 and 1995, 35 Wakf Boards have been 

constituted throughout the country of which many are defunct. Now, there is a 

need to have a  re-look at the management of these properties throughout the 

country so that the Islamic minority community will be really benefited. This is 

urgent and necessary in the wake of poor management by certain Wakf Boards in 

some States. For instance, in Bangalore, a hotel worth Rs. 500 crore is paying a 

meagre sum of Rs. 12,000 to the Wakf Board as monthly rent for the 5 acres of 

land on which that star hotel has been raised. In Mumbai, a prime land measuring 

4,532 sq. ft. has been sold by the Wakf Board for a meagre  Rs. 16 lakh to a mega 

corporate body. In Andhra Pradesh, the State Government itself has taken over 

about 6,000 acres of Wakf land  giving away a considerable size of land to NTPC. 

 Hence, I urge upon the Union Government to take effective steps to protect 

and maintain these properties for the benefit of the socially and economically 

backward people from this minority community.
