) Need to enhance the pension of workers engaged in Cotton mills and
beedi industry in Tamil Nadu.

SHRI S.S. RAMASUBBU (TIRUNELVELI): In my Tirunelveli Lok Sabha
Constituency a large number of spinning mills are functioning since long. Among
them, co-operative Mill at Pettai, namely, Madura Coats Pvt. Ltd., at
Vikramasingapuram is very prominent. A large number of people are employed
there for the last 30 to 40 years. But they are not reasonably paid. Over a period of
time, there was reduction in workforce in those wunits. Some of the
workers/employees have opted for voluntary retirement and many of them were
retrenched form service also. During their service period, they had contributed 8%
of their monthly salary towards provident funds.

However, I am sorry to state that after relieving from their service they are
getting very less/émigré monthly pension in the range of Rs. 250 to Rs 900.
Likewise, thousands of beedi workers in my district who have worked many years
are getting very meagre financial assistance, whereas the Government of Tamil
Nadu is now paying Rs 1000 p.m. as pension to the old-aged people in the State.
This paltry pension amount would not be sufficient to meet their both ends. In

view of this, the cotton mill/beedi workers are consistently demanding that their

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minimum pension be fixed at Rs. 3,000/- per month which would come as a relief
to these economically weak people.

I, therefore, urge upon the Union Government to fix the minimum pension
of all cotton mill/beedi workers of Tamil Nadu who are covered under EPF

scheme at least Rs. 3,000 pm.

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(iv)  Need to take measures to stop influx of fake drugs into India

SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMATHITTA): 1 request the Government
to urgently take necessary measures to prevent the influx of fake drugs into India.
As per reports, these fake drugs accounts for about 20-30 per cent of total
medicine supply in the country. Packed with the made in India tag, these drugs are
prescribed as remedies for a variety of diseases ranging from diabetic to cancer.
However, these drugs create serious health problems as their side effects. It is
alarming to know that these fake drugs are very difficult to identify even in the
first and second stage of lab tests. Influx of fake drugs with made in India tag has
become a major problem of our contemporary concern. These fake drugs have
already captured pharmaceutical markets in Africa. Now, these drugs are flooding
to India and causing serious health hazards in our country. I, therefore, request the

Government to take urgent steps in this regard.
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v) Need to provide facility of interest refund to students who availed
bank loan to study abroad

SHRI CHARLES DIAS (NOMINATED): It is reported that banks are now
informing the students who availed educational loans to pursue their higher studies
in foreign countries, that they are not eligible to get interest refund from
Government for the loans availed by them. This is unjust as many courses are
conducted in reputed universities and educational institutions in foreign countries.
Naturally students prefer to go abroad to acquire qualifications from these
institutions.

For many poor students, bank loan is the only support available to continue
their higher education and denying interest refund from Government for the loans
taken for their studies aboard is an injustice and discrimination shown to these
students. When Government announced refund to interest for educational loans,
many poor students are attracted to this help and opted to continue their studies
abroad in reputed institutions. Where the courses of their options were available.
Now, denying them the facility of interest refund, is a matter to be looked into and
I urge the Government that interest refund be given to students who availed of
educational loans from banks and necessary directions may be issued to the banks

in this regare.

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(vii) Need to sanction the proposal of Maharashtra Government for repair,
renovation & restoration of Water Bodies in the State

SHRI HARIBHAU JAWALE (RAVER): The Department of Water Resources of
Maharashtra Government had sent a proposal to the Ministry of Water Resources,
Government of India for repair, renovation & restoration (RRR) of Water Bodies.
In this proposal, Maharashtra Government had included works under RRR
Scheme of 741 Water Bodies within the Maharashtra State amounting to Rs.
399.12 Crores. This proposal had been sanctioned by TAC of the Department of
Water Resource of Government of Maharashtra and forwarded to Ministry of
Water Resources, Government of India. Concerned Officers of Maharashtra State
and Ministry of Water Resources, Government of India make follow-ups for
releasing funds to this proposal. But till date the funds for this proposal has not
been released. Queries raised in this regard by Ministry of Finance had been
solved already by the concerned agencies. State Government and Ministry of
Water Resources, Government of India has been repeatedly requesting to relevant
officer of Ministry of Finance for releasing fund.

There is tremendous requirement of Renovation and Repairing of damaged
Water bodies in Maharashtra State. In some Drought Prone areas, Damaged Water
bodies are sole source of drinking water for villagers. Due to Damaged Water
Bodies, storage of water which is the special purpose of scheme is not fulfilling.
All the damaged water-bodies should be repaired and should be enabled to store
water to overcome all water-related problems in the State.

Through this Hon’ble House, I request the Ministry for releasing funds for
sanctioned proposal of the Department of Water Resources of Government of
Maharashtra under the scheme of Repair, Renovation and Restoration of Water

Bodies at the earliest.
