SHRI K. P. DHANAPALAN (CHALAKUDY):Mahila Pradhan Kshetriya Bachat
Yojana (MPKBY), a saving scheme targeted at the poor and deprived was
introduced in 1970s by the then Prime Minister Late Smt. Indira Gandhi to
develop the habits of small savings among the housewives and the weaker sections
of the society. Most of the unemployed women from the deprived class of the
society were involved in the scheme and, so far, the scheme has provided
employment to lakhs of unemployed women of the weaker sections of the society.
So far the scheme had been successful since it has developed a habit of small
saving among the rural and unprivileged and helped collect a huge amount of
money for the government as small deposits and savings. But a Committee headed
by Ms Shyamala Gopinath which has recommended a number of reforms
including slashing the commission of the Mahila Pradhan Agents. The
recommendations, if accepted, are likely to affect the objective and purpose of the

scheme and will seriously affect the success of the scheme.

SHRI M. SREENIVASULU REDDY (ONGOLE): I rise in support of the tobacco
farmers of Andhra Pradesh and especially farmers in the Prakasam district. 1
would like to stress the fact that Ongole and Prakasam regions are the major
tobacco producing areas in Andhra Pradesh. The conditions of tobacco farmers in
my constituency is deteriorating due to inadequate Minimum Support Price for
their products.

Tobacco farmers are facing a number of problems this year including the
drastic cyclone ‘jal’ and the incessant rains that has spoilt their crops thrice. Most
of the farmers are deprived of proper agricultural inputs like seeds and fertilizers
at the right time. In addition to this, the low cost set by the traders will not be
sufficient to meet the cost of production. The farmers are demanding Rs. 120/ Kg.

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(xv)Need to withdraw the increased rate of toll-tax at Toll Gates on Chennai-

Bangalore National Highway
SHRI ABDUL RAHMAN (VELLORE): The All India Motor Transport
Congress (AIMTC) and the Tamil Nadu Lorry Owners’ Association are on
indefinite strike for the past 12 days in three specific toll gates viz Krishnagiri,
Pallikonda, & Natrampalli on Chennai-Bangalore National Highway. This is due
to enormous hike in tariff to be paid at above toll gates with effect from
01.08.2011. Soon after coming into effect of hike, all buses and lorries went on
indefinite strike and there is no movement on the national highway. This has
caused huge loss in terms of business and disastrous results in commercial
activities.

Its adverse impact has heavily affected vehicles of all educational
institutions like schools and colleges which in turn is causing extra burden of
additional payment to be collected from school and college going students.

The above unreasonable multifold increase in toll rate should be

immediately withdrawn by the Government.
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(xvi)Need to review the recommendations of the Shyamala Gopinath
Committee on administration of National Small Savings Fund

SHRI M.B. RAJESH (PALAKKAD): I would like to draw the attention of the
Government to the recommendations of Shyamala Gopinath Committee set up for
reviewing National Savings Fund. The Committee has recommended to reduce
commission to Post office under RD Scheme from 4% as at present to 1%. The
PORD Scheme is the most popular savings scheme in the country today. The
Government deposits in this scheme which were Rs. 8422 cr in 1999-2000 have
risen to Rupees 30353 crore in 2009-2010. The committee while recommending,
should have considered the significance of the scheme and employment
opportunity being provided to lakhs of women in our country. This scheme, by
ensuring an income to lakhs of women, has contributed to women empowerment
also. However, the Committee did not consider social aspect of the scheme. It has
also recommended the stoppage of meagre commission payable to PPF and SSC
Schemes. Another recommendation is reduction of 1% commission paid to TD,
MIS and SSC Schemes to 0.5%. The most crucial part of the recommendations is
that incentives paid by the State Government to agents may be reduced from the
commission paid by the Central Government. The recommendations of the
Committee will lead to the abolition of Agency system altogether. This will
directly affect the existence and livelihood of lakhs of Mahila Pradhan agents in
the country. Hence, I urge upon the Government of India not to accept the

recommendations of Shyamala Gopinath Committee.
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(xvii) Need to exclude improvement of Khurdha-Nayagarh road in Orissa
from Public Private Partnership mode and make arrangement for its
improvement under normal budgetary allocation

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Khurdha-Nayagarh section
under National Highway No. 224 in Odhisa has been included for upgradation
under NHDP Phase-IVB in PPP (BOT) mode, which is not viable for
improvement under BOT/Annuity mode. Out of 60 km, 18 km has been improved
to two lane and remaining 42 kms is presently of Intermediate lane and in a very
dilapidated condition. National Highway No. 224 serves as life line between State
Capital with Western and Southern part of Odisha. It’s upgradation to two lane
standard would go a long way in fulfilling the long cherished dream of the people
of Odisha at large.

Hence, it is necessary to drop the project from PPP (BOT) mode so as to

pave the way for its improvement under normal budgetary allocation.
