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(ii))Need to undertake improvement of Imphal-Jiribam road as an all-weather
road in Manipur
DR. THOKCHOM MEINYA (INNER MANIPUR): Without blaming on the
monsoon, it's interesting to find the deplorable condition of NH 37 (Imphal-
Jirilbam road) during monsoon. The said NH caught the attention of the
Government and the people when there is some bandh or blockade along NH 2
(Imphal-Dimapur road). The need for improving this stretch road as an all-
weather second lifeline of the State, has always been felt, and accordingly, crores
of rupees are being pumped in. In one of his sojourns to Imphal Hon’ble Prime
Minister Dr. Manmohan Singh assured that development work along Imphal-
Jiribam road would be completed by 2013. But no progress in this regard has been
made so far.The topography of the land, over which the highway passes through,
has often been cited as a stumbling block, but when the same excuse stretches on
for years then it can no longer be taken as valid. Unfortunataly, it is the common
people who are suffeirng the most. Now to cross the Imphal-Jiribam Road of 222

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(ix) Need to enact a law for providing precedence to Muslim Personal law
regarding marriage, divorce and inheritance
SHRI ABDUL RAHMAN (VELLORE): As per Muslim Personal Law, the age of
marriage is the age of attaining puberty. Puberty is normally attained between the
age of 12 and 15. As such, the age of marriage for Muslims is around 15.
However, the general law requires that the marriage be solemnized only after
attaining the age of 18. There are conflicting judgements of various High Courts
on the subject. Some have favoured the marriage of Muslims as per their personal
law whereas others want it after the age 18 only. However, the fact remains that in
the cases of marriage, divorce and inheritance Muslim Personal Law is sacrosanct
for muslims and these have to be practised as per their personal law . The
Muslims who want to solemnise marriage of their wards in various parts of the
country are being harassed, blackmailed and tortured in the name of law that
stipulates the marriageable age is 18 years. Muslims are facing a lot of
difficulties. It is, therefore, imperative that the provisions of Muslim Law
regarding marriage, divorce and inheritance are given precedence over other laws
for which a special law needs to be passed on urgent basis. I request the

Government to do the needful at the earliest.
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(x) Need to set up a Central Agricultural University at Jhargram, West
Bengal

SHRI PULIN BIHARI BASKE (JHARGRAM): After the independence and
bifurcation of Bengal, the first Agricultural College in West Bengal was
established at Jhargram through the facilities provided by the Malla Raja of
Jhargram. This was the Nursery of Agricultural Education in the West Bengal of
Independent India. Thereafter it was shifted to Rani Kuthi of Tullygunj, Kolkata
as State College of Agriculture. Thereafter, it was shifted to Mohanpur, District
Nadia as Birla College of Agriculture, Haringhata, later College of Agriculture,
and then Faculty of Agriculture under the University of Kalyani. Many new
Universities are being established in West Bengal, but revival of the Agricultural
College at Jhargram in which students of the Western districts could be benefited
for Agriculture including Horticulture, Animal husbandry-dairy, Veterinary &
Environmental education-cum-research remains to be made. Refreshment training
to the Agricultural Technologists and also to the Farmers could be imparted there.
There is huge land (about 900 acre) including 1100 staff at Goaltore Jute firm of
Garbeta-II Block under Paschim Medinipur District, West Bengal which ideal to
set up Central Central Agriculture University. I urge upon the Government for
establishment of one Central Agricultural University at Jhargram to provide scope

to the students of the West Bengal and adjoining States Jharkhand and Odisha.
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(x1) Need to utilize the National Clean Energy Fund

SHRI KALIKESH NARAYAN SINGH DEO (BOLANGIR):: The National Clean
Energy Fund (NCEF) is expected to grow to a cumulative size of around Rs. 8000 crore by
2012-13 through the levy of a Clean Energy Cess of Rs. 50 per tonne on coal produced
domestically and imported to India. The Fund is meant for investment in entrepreneurial
ventures and research in the field of clean energy technologies. But more than 80 per cent
of the corpus of NCEF remains unutilised. On the other hand, there is great urgency for
rapid utilisation of renewable energy resources of the country for which the Ministry of
New and Renewable Energy had made a comprehensive financial resource assessment in
February 2011.

I urge the Government to earmark at least 50 per cent of the Fund for research and
development in renewable energy, for creating and funding a partial risk guarantee fund,
and for viability gap funding of renewable energy projects, especially for strengthening

suitable evacuation and transmission infrastructure for renewable energy.
