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(xi) Need to provide safe drinking water, sanitation and toilet facilities to
people living in coastal regions of the country particularly in Kerala

SHRI MULLAPPALLY RAMCHANDRAN(VADAKARA): India has a long
coastline of 7517 Kilometers covering nine states and three Union territories.
Millions of people living along the coast depend upon the sea for their livelihood.
India earns huge foreign exchange through marine products export. The living
condition of these coastal people is deplorable. During monsoons, the poor
fishermen cannot venture into sea due to turbulent weather and hence suffer
financial hardships.

As I come from a coastal state, [ know the condition of the fishermen living
along the seashore. Kerala has 580 Kilometers of coastline and the people here
suffer from want of safe drinking water. Water available along the seashore is
saline and unfit for drinking resulting in all kinds of diseases.
Sanitation and lack of toilet facilities is also a major problem in all the coastal
states.

I appeal to the Government of India to evolve a strategy to address these

issues on a war-footing.
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(xii) Need to make seed farm in Meichengam village of Tiruvannnamalai
district in Tamil Nadu functional and also provide land for setting up an
agricultural college in the area

SHRIMATI R VANAROJA(TIRUVANNAMALALI): In the year 1972 a Central
State seed farm was started in Meichengam Village near Chengam of
Tiruvannamalai district of Tamil Nadu in a land spread over 11500 acres which
belonged to Department of Forests. High breed millet saplings, hybrid varieties of
Sapotta and Guava saplings grown through horticultural techniques were
distributed to farmers. Around 10000 labourers worked in this seed farm on daily
wages. Due to inefficient administration, the number of labourers, who worked in
seed farm came down to 2000 and ultimately it was closed in 2002 due to loss.
Now more than 10000 labourers are unemployed. There were 110 tube wells in
this seed farm which functioned well. It is a matter of great concern that the seed
farm has been closed. Now the seed farm has been handed over to TAFCORN
(Tamil Nadu Forest Plantation Corporation Limited) and Nilgiri saplings are
planted. Even though there are 110 tube wells which seem to be a boon to the
farmers of this region, the seed farm has not been made functional. Growing of
Nilgiri saplings is further a matter of worry. I strongly urge the Union Government
to take over the land of around 11500 acres to start the seed farm with a view to
provide standardized seeds to farmers. Moreover, this farm will become a source
of employment for more than 10000 labourers. Further, as Tiruvannamalai district
is known for agricultural activities, Union Government should come forward to
grant a piece of land under its control for setting up an agricultural college for the
benefit of the people.

I, therefore, urge upon the Union Government to make the seed farm in
Melchengam Village of Tiruvannamalai functional so as to benefit farmers and to
provide employment to thousands of labourers. I also urge that necessary land may
be provided by the Union government for setting up of an agricultural college in

this area for the benefit of agricultural students.
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(xiii) Need to restore the quota of jute bag for packing foodgrains, fertilizers,
sugar and cement.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): The Jute Package Mandatory Order was
introduced by the Central Government in 1987. It envisaged fixed quota for jute
bag in packing food, fertilizers, sugar and cement. The UPA-II government diluted
the jute packaging order and reduced the quota of jute bag in different industries.
This had led to the crisis in the jute industry which employs two lakh people in
West Bengal. Huge stocks are piling up in the mills and four jute mills were closed
in West Bengal. The Central Government and the Ministry of Textiles must

immediately restore the quota of jute bag as applicable earlier.
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(xiv) Need to control discharge of industrial effluents into Santara creek of
river Mahanadi by the refinery of Indian Oil Corporation Limited at Paradip
in Odisha
DR. KULAMANI SAMAL ( JAGATSINGHPUR): The Indian Oil Corporation
Limited (IOCL) established its refinery at Paradip over 3344 acres of land along
the Santra creek and Atharbanki creek of river Mahanadi. The inhabitants residing
along these creeks mostly belong to Fishing and farming communities. They
depend largely upon the water sources either to do pisciculture or cultivate their
land. Over the past couple of months, it is learnt that the Refinery of Indian Oil
Corporation Limited at Paradip is discharging the hazardous effluents into the
nearby Santra creek. Consequently, a large number of dead fishes and aquatic
species are seen drifting along the water bodies and creeks where the oil refinery
project of Indian Oil Corporation Limited is established. In spite of many appeals
of the people’s representatives and local people of the area, the authority of IOCL
is not taking any action to control the effluents being discharged into the water
bodies. As a result, the fishing community depending upon the water sources is
facing a lot of difficulties to manage their livelihood. The same is the case with
the farmers also who are apprehensive that their agricultural field may lose its
fertility thereby affecting the level of production. It is to mention that the
Petroleum, Chemicals and Petrochemical Investment Regions (PCPIR) policy of
2007 1s aimed at development of industrial clusters with an integrated and
environment friendly manner in order to achieve synergies and sustainable
development of the area. But IOCL as one of the most prestigious and capital-
intensive project at Paradip has been violating the very approach of PCPIR policy
of 2007. Hence, I would like to draw the attention of Minister of Petroleum and
Natural Gas as well as Minister of Enviornment, Forest and Climate Change to
look into the matter and initiate appropriate action to safeguard the interest of

poor fishing and farming Communities of the area.
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(xv)Need to develop adequate tourist facilities in Aurangabad, Maharashtra
to boost tourism in the region

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(xvi) Need to construct a Road Over Bridge at level crossing near Palakkad
Railway Junction in Kerala
SHRI M.B. RAJESH (PALAKKAD): I once again wish to draw the attention of
the Government to an extremely important issue concerning the people of my
constituency. Nadakkavu Railway Gate, Lc.No. 160/T/Special class/533/8-10
which is very close to Palakkad railway junction is causing great difficulties and
hardships to the people of that area. The gate is situated in Palakkad-Malapuzha
road. Malampuzha is a major tourist destination in the State and thousands of
vehicles pass through this road each day. Since the density of vehicular traffic is
too high, frequent closure, of the gate causes problems and paralysing the daily
life of people in that location. Not only that, in the last three years alone a dozen
patients have died on the way as they could not get timely treatment due to closure
of the gate. The last death occurred just a month ago. The continuing deaths of
patients at the closed gate have led to strong public protests. Many students have
missed their examinations, interviews etc., due to this frequent gate closure. The
closures are too frequent because of the proximity of the gate to the major railway
junction. In view of the seriousness of the situation, I urge upon the Government

to take immediate steps to build an ROB without any further delay.
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(xvii) Need to prevent the felling of trees on the campus of National Defence
Academy, Khadakwasla, Pune in Maharashtra

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SULE (BARAMATI): I would like to draw the attention
of the Government towards the illegal cutting down of 1774 trees by the National
Defence Academy (NDA), Khadakwasla, Pune for constructing boundary wall and
peripheral road across 45 acres of its campus. In a shocking revelation it is found
that the Forest Department had permitted the cutting of only 739 scheduled-trees
and the Academy had no formal permission to cut the other 1,035 non-scheduled
trees. The felling of trees is in full progress between Uttamnagar and Kudje
village. Shockingly, several trees which did not seem to obstruct the construction
of the boundary wall and peripheral road were also cut down. The illegal cutting
down of trees on the NDA campus will not only impact the surrounding
environment but also adversely affect the people at large. Therefore, in the first
instance, trees should be uprooted and replanted elsewhere using high-tech
machines rather than cutting them down. [ would, therefore, strongly request the
Minister of Environment, Forests and Climate Change to kindly look into the

matter and do the needful urgently in the larger public interest.
