through eligible units to the lending agencies. Now, considering the fact that the
States have different issues involving textiles sector, why is it that the States are
not given the option to channelise the Fund in sub-sector that they want to?

Minister because in 2012-13, according to the data
provided by his own Ministry in this House, a sum of Rs.2,855 crore out of the
total subsidy of Rs.6,127 crore under Restructured TUFS was released to units in
the State of Gujarat alone. Now, this Scheme was ideated to catalyze investment
in all sub-sectors of textile industries. However, the Scheme, in its current form, is
only promoting investment in the States where the investment is already very high.
Is it not the responsibility of the Government to act as an equalization platform for
all the States?

need about Rs. 5 lakh crore to complete the on-going sanctioned projects across
the country. This time I have specifically made it very clear in my Budget Speech
that on-going projects would be given priority, and hence, no new projects have
been announced by me in my Budget.

My friend asked a specific question about Lucknow-Sitapur-Lakhimpur-
Pilibhit gauge conversion project. In 2011-12, sanction was given to this project
covering a length of 263 kilometres. The anticipated cost of the project is Rs. 716
crore.

SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA: Madam Speaker, usually, a survey is done
in the initial stage. Subsequently, after the survey, the project report will be sent to
the Planning Commission which will assess the rate of return. Then, if it is
feasible, it will go to the Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs, and finally it
will come to the Ministry for its inclusion in Budget. It is true that such things
never happened in earlier years. In my reply, I have mentioned how the projects
were taken up in earlier years and what was their funding pattern.

There are several projects like new lines, gauge conversion, doubling,
traffic facilities, computerization, railway research, road safety and track renewals,
which could be taken up by the Railways. Earlier, unfortunately, specific things
that ought to have been followed have not been followed. Only some
announcements were made by the former Ministers, but no funding was given to
the projects. So, the projects are left behind automatically. There are as many as
362 on-going projects, pertaining to New lines, gauge conversion and doubling of
lines, which are pending. I think we have to find out some alternative sources for

mobilisation of funds. Then only, we can go ahead with all these projects.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Madam, the issue
which I am going to highlight here falls within the ambit of the Ministry of
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Railways. I am goaded to seize the opportunity of drawing the attention of the
Railway Minister concerned who is present here.

Madam, you are well aware, in the year 2010, an accident of Gyaneswari
Express took place in West Bengal which took a toll of hundreds of people. In the
aftermath of this accident, jobs were given to the nearest kith and kin of the
victims. As a result of this, one woman got a job after the death of her husband in
the accident. She was appointed in the Chitpur Railway Yard. In our country, the
law and order situation of most of the Railway Yards is deteriorating much to the
concern of all of us.

You will be astonished to note that a horrific and a horrendous episode took
place in the Chitpur Railway Yard in which the woman who got the job after the
death of her husband was raped even after being pregnant by her co-workers. I
would also like to bring in to the notice of the Railway Minister that most of the
abandoned railway quarters have become the den of criminal activities and
bootleggers have a field day in those areas.

So, the Railway Ministry should come forward with a comprehensive plan
in order to check these kinds of activities. It is because this kind of rape has sent
shock waves to the entire population of my State. The Chitpur Railway Yard has
become a graveyard for those workers who want to earn their livelthood honestly
by working in the railway sector.

So, I would like to suggest to the Railway Ministry to frame a policy with
regard to these abandoned areas which have become den of criminal activities
where even dignified women are not spared from being raped by those beasts with
a human face. The issue needs to be tackled and immediate measures in this regard

need to be taken.
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"SHRI NALIN KUMAR KATEEL (DAKSHINA KANNADA) : Hon. Speaker,
Madam, Thank you very much for giving me the opportunity to raise an
importance issue pertaining to the Petroleum, Chemicals Petrochemicals
Investment Region (PCPIR) in Dakshina Kannada district of Karnataka state.

The previous union government had introduced the PCPIR projects in five
states in the country. Dakshina Kannada district of Karnataka state is also one
among them. As per some media reports this project would spread over about 300
sq. kms. of area in Dakshina Kannada district. Farmers in my district have lost so
many acres of their agricultural land for projects like MSEZ, MRPL and others.
Now our people, particularly farmers have been demonstrating against the PCPIR
project for the last 2 to 3 years.

Another point I would like to make is that as per some estimation the
PCPIR project would require about 640 million litres of water per day. I am of the
opinion that this would lead to drinking water crisis in my district in the coming
years. Apart from this the project would acquire about 300 sq.km. land. This
would create an adverse impact not only on the agriculture sector but also deprive
the livelihood of agricultural labours and their dependants in my district. As I
have already mentioned that farmers in my district have lost their agriculture lands
for MSEZ and MRPL projects. Since these two projects are not yet complete, the
farmers are at a loss and also the agriculture sectors were badly affected.

The proposed PCPIR project would need to acquire one taluka each from
Dakshina Kannada and Udupi districts of Karnataka state. People of these regions
are strongly opposing the project as it would affect their livelihood. Since I am
representing Dakshina Kannada Lok Sabha constituency in the Parliament, I feel it
is my moral duty to convey the feelings of my people to the Union Government
against the proposed PCPIR project and urge upon the Government to withdraw

the said proposal immediately.

SHRI ALOK SANJAR (BHOPAL): Hon. Speaker, Bhopal, the capital of Madhya
Pradesh, is also an important industrial city. The city is very well connected with
road and railways. However, the air connectivity between Bhopal and other
important cities is not satisfactory. There are regular flights from Mumbai and
Delhi. Earlier, the city also had air services to Hyderabad and Raipur. However,
due to unknown reasons these services have been stopped. I request the Ministry
of Civil Aviation to re-start Air India Services between Bhopal-Hyderabad and
Bhopal-Raipur. I also request the Ministry to start Air India services between

Bhopal-Bangalore and Bhopal-Kolkata.
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(viii) Need to formulate Special Notified Zones at Bharat Diamond Bourse,
Mumbai and Gems & Jewellery Park in Surat,m Gujarat to streamline the
import and trading process of rought diamond in the country.

SHRIMATI DARSHANA VIKRAM JARDOSH (SURAT): Hon. Speaker, Surat
despite being the largest diamond manufacturing centre of the world, rough
diamond mining companies of the world sell their goods through auctions and
tenders held in cities such as Antwerp, Moscow, Gaborone, Johannesburg, Dubai,
Tel Aviv, Hong Kong, New York, and such others.

The apparent reason for not holding rough diamond sales in India, are the
existing laws, regulations and procedures for rough diamond import and returning
of unsold goods. For example, suppliers in Israel and Belgium, India’s competitors
in this business, can send rough diamonds to their buyers, who can simply return
those goods which they do not require. But, in case of India, the buyer has to
make full payment for import, and thereafter while returning unwanted goods, the
buyer would again have to go through all export formalities, including monetary
transactions.

In order to simplify this, ‘Special Notified Zones’ should be formed at
Bharat Diamond Bourse (BDB) in Mumbai and Gems & Jewellery Park in Surat,
from where rough diamond suppliers can smoothly import rough diamonds for
trading, and can take back unsold goods in a hassle-free manner.

If this is done, it would give the Indian diamond industry a strong
competitive advantage against other diamond centres of the world, by saving
precious time as well as millions of dollars of foreign exchange that thousands of
our diamantaires spend for travelling to buy rough diamonds from the various

rough diamond suppliers across the globe.

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(xiii) Need to convert two lane bypasses to four lane bypasses and
increase the number of toll gates at toll plazas on Chennai to
Salem National Highway Nos. 45 and 68

DR. K. KAMARAJ (KALLAKURICHI): National Highway 45 from Chennai to
Theni is one of the busiest Highways that connects most of the districts including
the capital in Tamil Nadu. There is traffic congestion at toll plazas (NH-45)
Paranur, Athur, Vikiravandi and Sengurichi due to failure of the contractor to open
all the toll gates. The traffic at toll gates is more than the capacity of the toll
plazas to handle in terms of passenger car unit per day. Traffic congestion leads to
inconvenience to the passengers, increase the travel time, air/noise pollution,
increase fuel consumption and cost of traveling.

Another problem at the Highway 68 is that Two lane bypasses (Total Seven
bypasses) from Ulundurpet to Salem have led to the increase in number of
accidents at the bypasses. So, I request the Minister concerned to instruct the
contractors to open all the gates, increase the number of gates at toll plazas and
convert all two-lane bypasses to four-lane bypasses to decrease the number of

accidents.

(xiv) Need to upgrade the Bishnupriya Halt in West Bengal into a
full-fledged railway station

DR. RATNA DE (NAG) (HOOGHLY): It would be of immense help to the
passengers of Bishnupriya Halt of West Bengal if this halt is upgraded into a full-
fledged Railway station. Bishnupriya Halt is one of the busiest Halts with a huge
number of passengers between 65,000 and 80,000. This Halt also generates
revenue worth more than Rs. 10 lakh to the Railways.

In view of the above facts and for the benefits of the passengers, I would

request the Railway Minister to take immediate action in this regard.

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(Xv)Need to sanction adequate funds for completion of Metro
Projects in Kolkata, West Bengal

PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): The Ministry of Railways in 2009
sanctioned five metro Railways to Kolkata namely, Dum Dum-Barasat, Dum
Dum-Dakhineswar, Dum Dum-Barrackpore, Airport-New Garia and Joka Vividi
Bagh. These lines were meant to reduce traffic and transportation problems in
Metro areas of Kolkata. The total estimated amount for all these projects is around
Rs.10,000 crore. Besides these Projects, another project namely express metro is
also there having estimated cost of Rs.4,800 crore. In this financial year, only a
sum of Rs.540 crore has been sanctioned for the Metro projects in Kolkata in the
Railway Budget, which is inadequate to complete all these projects. For the
Airport-New Garia and Joka Vividi Bagh projects, only a sum of Rs.150 crore
each has been sanctioned. So, it will take years to complete the projects. Hence, |
would urge the Railway Minister to sanction more funds for Metro Projects in

Kolkata.

SHRI Y.V. SUBBA REDDY (ONGOLE): My constituency, Ongole, is situated in
Prakasam district. Prakasam district in Andhra Pradesh has been identified as one
of the pulse growing districts under the National Food Security Mission
Programme of Government of India. Tobacco farmers are cultivating Bengal
Gram as an alternate crop since the Government of India is discouraging tobacco

cultivation in the country.

The cost of production differs from variety to variety and hence MSP
should also vary accordingly. On the contrary, prevailing MSP rates are the same
for all varieties of Bengal Gram such as JG-11, KOK-2 and BOLD. The reason for

the same is not known.

I urge upon the Government to take immediate steps to increase duties on
the import of Bengal Gram and incentives should be given to export the Bengal
Gram. Furhter, MARKFED and NAFED should be instructed to intervene for
purchase of existing stocks of Bengal Gram at Rs.4,000/- for JG-11 variety,
Rs.4,500/- for KOK-2 variety and Rs.5,000/- for Bold per quintal.

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"SHRI M.CHANDRAKASI (CHIDAMBARAM) : Hon. Chairman Sir. I thank
and salute Hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchithalaivi for giving me this
opportunity to speak in this august House. I thank the voters of my Chidambaram
constituency for electing me to Lok Sabha. People of our country are affected by
natural disasters like heavy rains, tsunami, cyclones, floods, earthquakes and
drought like situation. There is a loss to the precious lives and property. For
example; 1967- Cyclone in Tamil Nadu; 2000- Gujarat earthquake; 2004-
Tsunami disaster; 2011-Thane cyclone and periodical floods are hard to forget.
During 2004 tsunami, more than 10000 people died in Chennai, Cuddalore,
Nagappattinam, Puduchchery and adjoining areas. Property worth many lakhs of
rupees were destroyed. Tamil Nadu looked like a grave yard. A leader who claim
to be the one and only leader of Tamils admitted himself in the hospital during
tsunami disaster. But despite cyclone threat, within 3 hours of the disaster, Hon.
Chief Minister Amma visited the tsunami affected areas and provided immediate
assistance to the needy people. Hon’ble Amma even ignored the advice of high
level government officers who said that it would be dangerous to go to Tsunami
affected areas as the disaster threat was still pertinent. Hon. Amma protected
fishermen by providing fishing boats and nets. The then US President Bill Clinton
had visited the Tsunami affected areas and was lots of praise for the rehabilitation
measures undertaken the State Government on war-footing basis, under the
leadership of Hon. Chief Minister Puratchithalaivi Amma.

On 30.12.2011, Thane cyclone had struck the coastal areas of Tamil Nadu
at a speed of 125 mph. The people were affected. The then State Government of
Tamil Nadu demanded a grant of an aid of Rs.5000 Crore from the Union
Government. The high level team sent by the Union Government had also
recommended for release of the grant. But the then UPA Government, in which
DMK was an ally, only provided Rs.500 Crore as against the required aid of
Rs.5000 crore. The Union Government had disappointed the people of Tamil

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Nadu. The State Government led by Hon. Amma managed with the State funds in
providing rehabilitation to the Thane cyclone affected people.

Hon. Amma is the savior of the people of Tamil Nadu. People of coastal
areas of the State are affected by cyclones and sea erosion. There should be brick
walls along the seashore areas of the coastal districts to prevent sea erosion and
effect of fierce giant waves. Union Government should allocate adequate funds.

During the Indo-China war and Indo-Pakistan war in 1965, Hon. Amma,
who was at a tender age of 16, donated her hard earned jewellery worth lakhs to
the Soldiers Welfare Fund. Hon. Amma handed over them to the then Prime
Minister Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri. Hon.Amma was not into politics at that point
in time. [ say this because to explain the patriotism and confidence Hon’ble
Amma possess for the people of this great country. We should be united as Indians
and we should express our concern for the fellow Indians as well. The National
Disaster Management Authority should be strengthened with allocation of
adequate funds and whenever natural disasters take place, immediate relief and
rehabilitation measures should be undertaken on war-footing basis. There was a
drought like situation in Tamil Nadu during 2012. Paddy and others crops were
destroyed due to drought. The Tamil Nadu Government had declared all districts
excluding Chennai as drought affected and provided a relief grant of up to
Rs.15,000/- per acre of agricultural land. Hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu
Puratchithalaivi Amma is the only Chief Minister in this country who had
provided relief grant for drought affected people. Excess river water drains into
sea. This can only be prevented by interlinking of rivers. Through this, we can
manage floods and also help the drought affected states of the country.
Desalination plant is functional in Tamil Nadu. Adequate funds should be allotted
for implementing this scheme throughout the country. Union Government should

come forward to implement this scheme in various parts of the country.

In my Chidambaram constituency in Ariyalur, Jayamkondam a lignite

corporation should be set up to provide employment to the people. Farmers had
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given their lands with a hope that their livelithood would be protected. This
scheme has not materialized and no compensation was provided to the farmers
who gave their lands. Their lives are at stake. Union Government should set up
a lignite corporation in this area and generate employment to the people of my
constituency.

Tamil Nadu is the most affected State due to floods, cyclones, heavy rains
and sometimes drought. Union Government led by Hon. Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi should allocate adequate funds to Tamil Nadu for developing
infrastructure and to tackle natural disasters.  International Tsunami Warning
Centre was set up in the year 1963. There are 26 member countries in this
organization. India should also become a member of organization so as to protect
the people from Tsunami like natural disasters. Sea erosion should be controlled.
The fierce giant waves should be tackled by provision of requisite floating
equipments and gadgets. Chidambaram, Buvanagiri and Ariyalur are the coastal
districts in my constituency. Fishermen and people are frequently affected by giant
sea waves. Brick walls should be constructed along the coastal areas to protect the
people of my constituency. I also urge that the Union Government should allocate
adequate funds for the State of Tamil Nadu so that the welfare measures
undertaken by Hon. Amma could be continued. Tamil Nadu should become a role

model for the country. I request to allocate additional funds for Tamil Nadu.
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DR. TAPAS MANDAL (RANAGHAT): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, for giving me
the opportunity to speak in this august House on the debate “Flood and Drought”.

India is having a varied situation in different parts. Sometimes, in the same
year, and simultaneously, we face ‘drought’ in one part, and ‘flood’ in another
part. So, it is very difficult to control this situation. Water not only gives us life,
but also it takes away life from us as well. It is only the amount that matters: the
abundance or the absence. This year we are having the problem of drought. We
received lesser amount of rainfall this year -- 56 per cent deficit in Central India,
and 20 per cent deficit in West Bengal. The eastern part is in a better situation and
we are not severely affected this year. However, in West Bengal, the cultivation of
jute is under threat. During the months of April-May, the situation worsened.
Therefore, I would request the Minister to take necessary steps so that the farmers
can at least get some benefit.

Recently, there was an MoU between the Central Groundwater Board and
the Indian Institute of Remote Sensing to survey the situation of water Table status
of lands. And that is restricted to northern India. I would request the Minister that
the MoU between these two organizations should be extended to cover the entire
country so that the benefits could be extended to the farming community of the
country as a whole.

This year, the drought situation is alarming. It is expected that El Nino
effect may hit us soon. So, we are facing a lot of problems. If we categorize these
problems, crop management stands out to be an important area. In crop
management, what is urgently required is the introduction of crop diversification.
We are traditionally growing rice, wheat, etc., but it is time to adopt different types
of crops so that the loss being suffered by the farmers could be minimized.@qong
the legume crops, arhar, til, castor, soyabean, are some of the crops that can be
grown with less amount of water.

Another important factor is the water management. Day by day, we are

facing water scarcity. This is a major problem which we will face in the years to

come. For this, better management practice of water is required. We need to grow
those crops which require less amount of water. We need those crops which have
deep roots so that they can tap water from the deeper region of the soil. The
research must be directed to those areas where less water consuming crops can be
grown satisfactorily to cater to the needs of the farming community of this
country.

Now, I come to the institutional support which is extremely required in the
form of credit facilities. These credit facilities can be extended to the farming
communities. Sometimes, huge amount of investment is required in the allied
sectors and obviously the crop insurance is one among them. These are some of
the major areas that need to be addressed and should be taken into consideration
by the Ministry.

There is one institute situated at Hyderabad. Its name is Central Research
Institute for Dryland Agriculture (CRIDA). It is situated only at Hyderabad. It
has no other branch in other parts of this country. I urge upon the Minister to look
into the matter and set up different branches, offices and research institutes under
this premier institute in different parts of this country where similar kind of
atmospheric and climatic factors prevail. For example, there are some districts
like Purulia and Bankura which are dryland and where there is water scarcity. The
Government can set up a centre of CRIDA so that the farmers of that area can
utilize the expertise generated from these centres.

Now, I come to another important aspect that is about micro irrigation
system. What we are using right now is the flood irrigation system, pitcher
irrigation system. But the micro irrigation system is one of the major ways to
mitigate the problem. If we introduce this micro-irrigation at large scale, then we
can make use of water efficiently and we can save water for our future
generations.

The Damodar Valley Corporation is another important project of the

Government of India where dredging has not been done for the last 66 years. Just
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after Independence, the dam was constructed, the project was launched and still
dredging was not adopted to make recovery. If this siltation is not taking place,
then the capacity of the reservoir becomes more but due to repeated siltation, the
problem aggravates. Due to this, floods are occurring in many parts of West
Bengal and adjacent States frequently. I urge upon the Minister to look into the
matter so that at least the dredging by DVC takes place.

In my constituency, there are rivers namely Ichamati and Churni. Every
year, the people of this area are affected by floods. If the Government is taking
necessary steps to dredge the river, then the people of the area will be benefitted
more.

With these few words and with the expectation that the Ministry will look

into the matter, I am concluding my speech.
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SHRI NAGENDRA KUMAR PRADHAN (SAMBALPUR): Hon. Chairman, Sir,
I am grateful to you for permitting me to speak. India is strongly affected by two
major hydro-meteorological disasters, namely, drought and flood. Drought is a
perennial feature. About 16 per cent of India’s total area is drought prone and
approximately, 50 million people are annually affected by droughts. India is
vulnerable to drought in about 68 to 70 per cent of the total sown area.

As per the report of the National Disaster Management Authority, 2012, in
India about 49.81 million hectares, that is, about 15.2 per cent of total
geographical area, is flood prone and on an average 10 to 12 million hectare is
actually affected every year causing a range of miseries. Simultaneously,
occurrence of flood in one part and drought in another part of the country is quite
common.

As you know, The Times of India, the day before yesterday made an
observation that the deficit compared to the national average of monsoon, is 24 per
cent at national level. But in some States like Haryana and the UT of Chandigarh,
the deficit is 53 per cent; in Punjab, it is 58 and so on. Like this, in around 15
important States, the deficit is more than 45 per cent. This is the position of the
country as on today.

Secondly, I am not quoting the minutes of the meeting of the Crop Weather
Watch Group held on 11" July, 2014. It is said that out of 617 districts, 67
districts, that is, 11 per cent received excess rainfall; 112 districts, that is, 18 per
cent received normal, 224 districts, that is, 36 per cent received deficient, 210
districts, that is, 34 per cent received scanty rainfall and four districts, that is, one
per cent received no rain during the above period. This is the position.

In that report, as per the latest information available on sowing of crops,
around 24.3 per cent of the normal area under kharif crops has been sown up to
11.7.2014. And area sown under all kharif crops taken together has been reported
to be 256.61 lakh hectares at all-India level as compared to 502.17 lakh hectares in

corresponding period of last year. This is the comparison. The Government has
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given this report. As per The Deccan Herald, 85,000 people were affected in
Odisha flood as per the news of 30™ July, 2014. Odisha flood affected two lakh
people and 431 people are missing. This is the report of the PTI. Odisha flood kills
33 people on an average every year. In this context, [ would like to draw your kind
attention to my State Odisha. E

Amongst all the natural disasters afflicting the State, floods are the most
frequent and devastating. About 80 per cent of the annual rainfall in the State is
concentrated over a short monsoon period of three months. While the coastal
plains are very flat, the slopes in the inland are precipitous. This leads to heavy
siltation, flash floods and poor discharge of flood waters into the sea, and thus
embankments are breached with alarming frequency.

Damages due to floods are caused mainly by the Mahanadi, the Brahmani
and the Baitarani, which have a common delta where floodwaters intermingle;
and, when in spate simultaneously, wreak considerable havoc. The problem is
further accentuated when flood synchronises with high tide. The silt deposited
constantly by these rivers in the delta area rises the bed levels and the rivers often
overflow their banks or break through new channels causing heavy damages.
Flood and drainage congestion also affect lower reaches along the Subarnarekha
River. Hon. Chairman, Sir, Subarnarekha belongs to your Constituency. Rivers
Rushikulya, Vansadhara and Budhabalang also cause floods. Nearly 80 per cent of
the rainfall in the State occurs within three months, which also coincides with the
main cropping season.

The normal rainfall in the State, calculated on the basis of the average of 50
years of annual rainfall, from 1901 to 1950 was 1503 mm with 73 rainy days. The
rainfall pattern, however, started showing a declining trend over the last 50 years.
The declining and fluctuating decennial variation can be clearly seen if one goes
through the report in detail.

The impact of the drought is mainly felt in agriculture, resulting in loss of

production. Besides crop loss, droughts also create problems of irrigation, drinking
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water, loss of employment, scarcity of essential commodities, migration of farm
labourers, increasing rural indebtedness, land and asset alienation, etc. People who
get worst affected are small and marginal farmers, and agricultural labourers.

Odisha was hit by the worst of cyclones Phailin which made landfall in the
southern part of the State on October 12, 2013. Cyclone Phailin coupled with
another spell of high floods occurred simultaneously affecting severely the lives
and properties of people of that region. Although the Government of Odisha -
through adequate preparedness, proper planning and execution - could restrict the
loss of lives, there was severe damage to both public assets and private properties.
The Government also ensured delivery of timely assistance to affected people.

Our hon. Chief Minister, my leader Navin Patnaik, wrote a letter to the then
UPA Government seeking assistance of Rs.5832.5 crore. The then Home Minister
assured, while he was visiting Bhubaneswar on a government programme, to
provide Rs.1,000 crore. However, unfortunately only Rs.460.3 crore was
sanctioned. Sir, the hon. Minister is sitting here. She knows the quantum of
devastation caused in 2013. I would request the hon. Minister through you, Sir, to
ensure that adequate fund are released to the Government of Odisha so that we can

have our due.

SHRI THOTA NARASIMHAM (KAKINADA): Mr. Chairman, Sir, [ am very
much thankful to you for giving me an opportunity to speak on the Discussion
under Rule 193 on the flood and drought situation in the country, which is of
prime importance.

India is vulnerable to a variety of natural and man-made disasters. Strong
and effective emergency management has been a felt need in all corners of the
world. Effective policies play a vital role in mitigating the impact of disaster and
reducing the likely losses of life and property.

Poverty, vulnerability and disasters are linked. Often it is the poorest that
are the worst affected and suffer the most. Their poverty makes them more
vulnerable. Their capacity to cope with disasters and recover from their effects is
constrained by their lack of resources. But if those people are sufficiently
prepared and have the capacity to cope and recover quickly, droughts, floods and
even earthquakes need not be a disaster.

In rural areas, Panchayati Raj institutions are democratically decentralised
bodies that can display tremendous potential in disaster management as they are
closer to the scene and have a better knowledge of local resources and weaknesses.
However, their role has been limited mostly to the response phase of any disaster.
I would request the Government to totally involve Panchayati Raj institutions in
disaster management.

Sir, disaster management can be classified into two types; natural
calamities and man-made calamities. Natural calamities are cyclones,
earthquakes, floods, tsunamis, landslides, avalanches (fall of snow slides),
volcanic eruptions, drought etc. Man-made calamities are road and rail accidents,
air and sea accidents, industrial accidents, nuclear disasters, biological disasters

(they come from bio-waste if it is not properly treated), epidemic outbreaks,
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chemical disasters (they mostly occur in industries) - Bhopal gas leakage tragedy
is one of the best examples of this - Oil fires, coal fires, forest fires, oil spills etc.

Landslides are common in the lower Himalayas. Rising deforestation
further aggravates the severity of landslides. Parts of the Western Ghats also
suffer from low intensity landslides. Avalanches are common in Kashmir,
Himachal Pradesh and Sikkim.

Floods are the most common natural disaster in India. Floods kill
thousands and displace millions. Excess, erratic or untimely monsoon rainfall
may also wash away or otherwise ruin crops. Almost all of India is flood-prone
and extreme precipitation events such as flash floods and torrential rains have
become increasingly common in central India over the past several decades
coinciding with the rising temperatures.

Early warning system saves lives. Severe monsoon rain causes floods.
When this is forecasted timely, early warnings may be delivered and people can be
evacuated in such situations so that loss of life and property can be reduced to the
best extent possible. If early warning system is best utilized, everyone will be
prepared to face any eventuality. In such a way, Tsunami Warning System is also
developed after the devastation it caused during 2004. These early warning
systems are really worked out throughout the world.

Uttarakhand tragedy is the best example of natural calamity. In June 2013
a multi-day cloud burst in Uttarakhand caused devastating floods and landslides in
the country’s worst natural disaster.Es per official records of Uttarakhand
Government, more than 5700 people were presumed dead and among them, 934
were local residents. Destruction of bridges and roads left about one lakh pilgrims
and tourists trapped in the valleys of Char Dham pilgrimage. The Indian Air
Force, the Indian Army and para-military troops were put in relief operations of
the flood ravaged areas.

From 14 to 17 June, 2013, Uttarakhand and the adjoining areas received

heavy rainfall which was about 375 per cent more than the benchmark rainfall
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during a normal monsoon. This caused melting of Chorabari Glacier at a height of
3800 metres and eruption of the Mandakini River which led to heavy floods.
Residents and tourists in Kedarnath left with no time to move to safer areas which
resulted in loss of thousands of lives and properties. The Government was
charged with being too slow in rescuing and relocating the people.

As much as 90 per cent of the other smaller tributaries could be affected the
same way. My suggestions in order to prevent these types of tragedies are — grow
more trees on the hills to maintain the ecological balance of the region and save
the hills from pollution and the rivers from contamination. Less number of
vehicles should be allowed thoroughfare on the hill areas to avoid pollution and to
maintain ecological balance. A limited number of projects should be sanctioned
for infrastructures like roads, buildings and other constructions. It should be
allowed by the competent authority only after a scientific study on hill
environment. No construction should be allowed near river banks. There should
be accurate weather forecasts. Proper medical facilities should be ensured at
tourist locations. Disaster management groups should be established. Usage of
plastic by the tourists should be regulated. Proper cleanliness should be ensured at
tourist destinations. Suitable steps should be taken to maintain serenity of the
place. Traffic regulations should be imposed to avoid traffic jams.

Now I would like to speak about the man-made disaster which occurred in
my State, Andhra Pradesh. A gas pipeline of GAIL leaked at Nagaram village of
East Godavari District, which is another man-made calamity and because of this
pipeline leak, Nagaram village caught fire killing 22 people and leaving 20 people
severely burnt on Friday, the 28" June 2014. It happened in my native District.

The blast occurred in the pipeline carrying gas to Lanco Power Station.
The pipeline was maintained by GAIL India. The fire broke out between 5.30
a.m. and 5.45 a.m. on the pipeline running through Nagaram village. The gas leak
seemed to have been taking place for the last four days prior to the blast. Since the

gas was odourless, its leakage was undetected until a tea stall owner by name
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Vasu, lit a stove early morning to prepare tea for a family. His stall was barely
200 metres away from the place where the gas leaked, leading to a blast followed

by large balls of fire.

SHRIMATI KAVITHA KALVAKUNTLA (NIZAMABAD): Sir, I thank you for
this opportunity.

While this august House is discussing the flood and drought situation of
the country, I would like to bring to the attention of the House a very important
issue. Natural flood/drought is one aspect and the other face of the same coin
would be man-inflicted flood. We had such a situation in the erstwhile Andhra
Pradesh when Telangana and Andhra Pradesh were together.

In 2009, we had a man-inflicted flood in Kurnool which had swept away
many villages and we had a very serious situation. This was caused because one
river basin water was diverted to other. The Krishna river water was diverted to
Penna river basin and since the Central Water Commission does not have proper
control of all the water projects that are being constructed in various States, I
believe, this situation had arisen. We were thinking that only God and nature can,
in fact, give droughts and floods but after looking at the situation we understand
now that the Central Water Commission also is capable of doing that. I would like
to draw the attention of the hon. Minister who is present here to two issues.

My first point is with regard to the Polavaram project. Now that this project
has been given a national status, we would like to bring it to the notice of the hon.
Minister that while preparing the DPR, the flood level of Godavari was calculated
only at 30 lakh cusecs but now after fresh records and the latest data the flood
level is at 50 lakh cusecs; but that is not noted and permissions have been given.
Tomorrow if, because of global warming, because of various other situations
arising, something goes wrong, then Godavari will be flooded and if the flood
level goes up to 50 lakh cusecs, then God forbid it will be a very serious incident
and in that event even a big city like Rajamundry could be wiped off the face of
this earth. This is a very serious issue and I believe that the hon. Minister will pay
attention to it and also have a re-look into the permissions of the Polavaram

project. Since the Government has accorded it the national status, the
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responsibility of any life lost because of this negligence will directly fall on the
Central Government. That is one aspect.

Sir, while giving permission to projects like this, none of the States is
consulted. The States of Andhra Pradesh, Telengana, Odisha and Chattisgarh are
the four States which would be directly affected by this project, but none of the
Chief Ministers of these four States was called and consulted. No meetings are
being held. No proper study has been made. This will ultimately lead to a man
inflicted flood which is really not a good practice.

The other issue that I wanted to bring to the notice of the hon. Minister of
Water Resources is about the redistribution of the water of the river Krishna
among the four States. The time of the Tribunal has been increased by another two
years. | will hope and pray that the Central Government would use the latest
technology available. It could be the GIS or the SONAR technology because the
upper riparian States are storing water in small projects which do not have
permission and they are changing the natural course of the river and storing water
because of political obligations. But if a proper study is not done lower riparian
States are going to suffer, not only suffer but if at all any unwanted monsoon or
serious rainfall takes place, it will ultimately result in flood. So, I hope and pray
that the Central Water Commission and the Ministry of Water Resources will pay
serious attention to the Krishna Water Distribution and also use the latest

technology possible and do justice to all the States.
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SHRI M.B. RAJESH (PALAKKAD): Sir, thank you for giving me this
opportunity. When we are discussing our strategies and policies for management
of flood and drought situation in our country, we should take into account the fact
that our country is having diverse climatic condition, just as we are having a
diverse culture.

Sir, as predicted, this year’s monsoon has been weak and there has been a
decline in the accumulated rainfall for the country as a whole as compared to the
last year. The decline is 43 per cent. It is an alarming situation. Out of 617
districts, 434 districts have received deficient rainfall.

The Central Water Commission’s data shows that 85 reservoirs in our
country are having 66 per cent less storage as compared to last year and the
storage is 10 per cent less than the normal storage capacity. This will have serious
implications for agriculture. The area sown under Kharif crop cultivation has come
down from 500 to 256 lakh hectares. This shows that there is almost a 50 per cent
decline of area sown under Kharif crop cultivation. There is a danger of sharp fall
in agricultural production; there is a danger to our food security and there is also a
danger of further worsening of the inflation in our country. Inflation is already on
the rise and I do not want to go into the details of inflationary situation in our
country.

Sir, in this situation the Government should intervene with a series of
policy instruments. Unfortunately, the Government is reluctant to initiate
necessary policies to help farmers and to sustain agriculture. E

I would like to make some suggestions in this regard. The Government
should enhance agricultural extension services and make seeds, fertilisers, and
other things available at affordable prices. The most important thing is, they
should ensure cheap agricultural credit and institutional credit to farmers.
According to the records of the National Crime Bureau, a farmer commits suicide
in every 31 minutes. This has been continuing for the last one decade. This

situation is going to be further grim with weak monsoon and less rainfall.
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So, I would like to urge upon the Government to immediately declare a
moratorium on agricultural loans and, as a contingency plan, the Government
should announce interest free loans to farmers. I do not know whether the
Government will do it or not. But I would like to urge upon the Agriculture
Minister, who i1s a good Minister and a very good friend of mine, to take these
aspects into account.

The National Farmers Commission headed by the famous agricultural
scientist, Dr. M.S. Swaminathan had recommended that agricultural loan should
be made available to farmers at not more than four per cent rate of interest. The
Government has not yet accepted that recommendation of the National
Commission on Farmers. Instead, the Government is moving in the wrong
direction. I am saying this because the Ministry of Consumer Affairs has recently
issued a guideline forbidding the States to give bonus over and above the
Minimum Support Price. I would like to urge upon the Government to withdraw
that guideline and not to prevent the States from giving bonus over and above the
MSP.

Finally, coming to my own State, Kerala, Kerala is having a peculiar
geographical pattern and landscape and because of this, we experience sudden
floods immediately followed by severe drought situation. This is an extraordinary
situation. Because of its landscape, there is heavy rainfall, water flows fast down
into the sea and within three to four days, there will be shortage of drinking water
and within weeks, there will be a drought situation. When the Central team arrives
Kerala to assess the damage caused by floods, they will not see any damage
caused by floods because, by that time, drought might have started. This sort of a
situation is prevailing there.

Secondly, Kerala is one of the few States which receives both South-West
monsoon and North-East monsoon. This aspect also should be taken into account.

The North-East monsoon starts from the month of October onwards.
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Thirdly, Kerala is a State which is having one of the longest coastline in our
country. Sir, there the groundwater level is increasingly depleting. That aspect is
also there and we experience frequent landslides especially during monsoon. This
is peculiar to Kerala. I would like to request the hon. Minister to have a relook
into the guidelines and criteria for the central assistance given as compensation to
natural calamities.

Finally, there is a long pending demand that there should be a unit of
National Disaster Management in Kerala. Since Kerala is very sensitive to
natural calamities and we are lacking trained personnel and mechanism to address
natural calamities, I would again like to make this demand, please take steps to set
up a unit of National Disaster Management in Kerala.

With these words, | E,lld like to conclude.
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SHRI P.V. MIDHUN REDDY (RAJAMPET): Hon. Chairman, Sir, I thank you
for giving me a chance to participate in the discussion on the flood and drought
situation in our country. India has been the victim of various natural disasters in
the recent past causing extensive damage to life and property. The east coast in
general and the coast of Andhra Pradesh in particular, has suffered various natural
disasters due to three cyclones, namely Phailin, Nilam and Laila. It happened in a
very short span of time causing endless destruction of live stocks, properties, and
human lives. Not much has been done either by the Central Government or by the
State Government to help the affected people. Though the El Nino condition is
easing out in the country, there is a drought like situation in various parts of the
country.

I would like to bring to your notice that as on 29" July there is a 25 per cent
deficiency in the average rainfall of the country. The highest deficiency is in
Punjab with 63 per cent. There is 46 per cent deficiency of rain in Telangana, our
brother State; and 32 per cent deficiency of rain in my State of Andhra Pradesh.

Two-thirds of our people are dependent on agriculture. I would like to bring
to your notice that only ten per cent of the people who are suffering due to flood
and drought are getting some sort of relief from the Government. This is one of the
reasons as to why the farmers are getting into the debt trap. Moreover, only 25 per
cent of the people get access to institutional credit. There are various insurance
schemes which are available to the farmers. But less than 15 per cent of the land,
which is cultivated, is covered by various insurance schemes.

Out of 198 million hectares of gross sown area in the country, only 25.69
million hectares of land is covered by the insurance schemes. There are a lot of
complaints regarding the settlement process of the insurance claims. There is a
very serious complaint that it is cumbersome and tedious. Most of the people do
not get the claims in time.

Just to explain the intensity of the drought situation, I would like to give an

example of my constituency, Rajampet, which is part of Andhra Pradesh and
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which is in the drought-prone area of Rayalaseema. The ground water level, which
was 300 or 500 feet below, has currently reached the level of 1,200 feet. Though
this is not potable, people are forced to drink this water.

We are talking of price rise of potatoes and tomatoes, but today in my
constituency we are talking of price rise of water. Each pot of water costs Rs. 5 in
my constituency. In the major municipalities like Punganur and Madanapalli, we
are getting water only once in fifteen days. This is really pathetic.

All Governments are talking of creation of employment. I would like to
bring to your notice that lakhs of people from my constituency are going to nearby
cities as labourers. Even people owning five to ten acres of land are going to other
areas as labourers. This is a pathetic condition to which our people of
Rayalaseema are subjected to. The condition has gone from bad to worse by the
time.

Through you, Mr. Chairman, I would request the Government of India to
appoint a high powered committee to study the effectiveness of various relief and
rehabilitation programmes in the country so that each and every one who is
affected can be helped.

Through you, Mr. Chairman, I would request the Finance Commission to
consider transfer of higher resources to States that are regularly affected by the
cyclone, flood and drought.

I thank you once again for giving me this chance.

*SHRI SHER SINGH GHUBAYA (FEROZEPUR): Hon. Chairman Sir, I rise to
speak on the important issue of ‘Drought and Floods’ under Rule 193.

Sir, several areas in Punjab are in the grip of severe drought. Standing crops
have dried up. Punjab contributes 40% of the paddy crop in the central pool. As
the rains have played truant, the paddy crop has been badly affected in Punjab.
The farmers have found themselves at the receiving end.

Sir, agriculture is the mainstay of Punjab. It is the backbone of Punjab.
During times of crisis, the farmers in Punjab even mortgage the jewellery of their
wives to save their standing crops. So, the drought has wreaked havoc in Punjab.
The Al Nino factor has resulted in a weak monsoon.

Sir, on the other hand, there is an apprehension that if monsoon picks up
later, it may result in torrential rains in the countryside and on the hills. This will
result in the flooding of rivers in Punjab. The swollen rivers will breach their
embankments. We have seen this in the past. Large areas are inundated. People
are marooned. Standing crops are destroyed. Cattle are washed away. Sir, the
farmers must be adequately compensated. If paddy crop of the farmers is
destroyed in one acre, it entails a loss of around Rs.one lakh to the farmers.
Hence, the Government must grant a compensation amount of at least Rs.50,000/-
per acre to the affected farmers.

The Central Government must provide relief and succour to the farmers

affected by floods or drought. Adequate funds should be made

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available to the State Government so that the farmers are compensated in time.
The State Governments must also be granted the financial power to draw the
amount in case there is a breach in the embankment or if roads are washed away.
It should be left to the wisdom of State Government how it chooses to utilize this
fund for the affected people.

Sir, my constituency Ferozepur shares a 150 kms long border with
Pakistan. On one side flows river Ravi whereas river Sutlej flows on the other
side. This area is frequently ravaged by floods. It results in washing away of
school buildings and roads. Drinking water becomes a casualty. A special fund is
needed for the affected people of my constituency Ferozepur.

Chairman Sir, in the Malwa region of Punjab, the groundwater level has
dropped further. Nowadays, boring work has to be done till a depth of 400 to 500
feet to get water. About 85,000 tube-wells have gone dry in this area. Our Hon.
Chief Minister Sardar Badal has urged the Central Government to immediately
release adequate funds so that the affected farmers are compensated at the earliest.
Sir, these are small and marginal farmers who need to be taken care of. Sir,
the districts of Muktsar, Ferozepur, Fazilka, Faridkot etc. have also suffered due
to hailstorms etc.. So, funds should be release for this purpose also. Chairman
Sir, the canal-water system in Punjab is a legacy of British times.

SHRI SHER SINGH GHUBAYA : Sir, at that time, only 50% of the area in
Punjab was under agriculture. However, nowadays, 95% land in Punjab is
cultivable. So, the canal system needs to be revamped keeping in view this fact.
More water should be released for irrigation to the farmers.  Sir, in the progress

of farming and farmers lies the progress of the country.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Hon. Members, I have a long list of speakers to speak on
this discussion under Rule 193. Those who want to lay their speeches, they can lay

the same on the Table of the House. It will be treated as part of the proceedings.

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* SHRI NALIN KUMAR KATEEL (DAKSHINA KANNADA) : This year
again the state of Karnataka has experienced the worst drought. It is the fourth
year in a row. The June month recorded the lowest rainfall in the past few
decades. The state got only 47% rainfall in June this year. The improper rain has
affected agriculture activity, availability of drinking water and hydel power
generation.

During monsoon, sowing takes place on an average 74 lakh hectares in the
state. By June 30, the average sowing area should have been 25.36 lakh hectares,
but is only 18.92 lakh hectares.

Karnataka state government had declared 125 taluks out of 176 taluks (revenue
sub-divisions) as drought hit talukas. The drought-hit areas received less than average
rainfall with a continuous dry spell for the last 2 to 3 months.

Therefore, I urge upon the Union Government to come forward to rescue
farmers of the drought affected areas and release adequate funds to take up
drought relief measures like providing drinking water, fodder for cattle and other

livestock and food grain supply.

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* DR. KULMANI SAMAL (JAGATSINGHPUR) : I put my views on a
dialectical situation, that is flood and drought prevailing in parts of our country. In
this regard, I would like to say that my state Odisha is affected by these natural
disasters almost every year. You will be coming across the news that the western
parts of Odisha especially the KBK regions have been affected by drought and the
eastern parts, that is the coastal belt of the Odisha has been ravaged by flood
severely putting the people in distress. I am sorry to say that after almost 66 years
of country’s independence we are facing the problem due to lack of water as well
as flood of water. That means we are lacking at management of water
appropriately. You must know once the river Whang Ho of China was known as
the sorrow of the country because of its role in playing havoc and destruction
along the river flowing areas, but today the same river is considered as a privilege
because of the able management of the water of the said river by the use of
technology. So, where are we now? And for how many years we will be telling
that we are unable to mitigate the problems of drought or flood? Can’t we tame
the river to manage its water during flood or can’t we interlink the river to divert
the surplus water to the rivers or channels flowing in areas affected by drought?

According to the guidelines for management of floods, I would like say that
in last five years, the govt. especially the Ministry of Water Resources has not
formulated any guidelines or actionable plan for management of floods. This has
categorically breached the proposed process as was issued by Disaster
Management Authority of India in 2008 to mitigate the flood in the country.

The work of flood forecasting and warning in the country is not at all
satisfactory. I would like to mention that there are 4728 reserviors and barrages in
the country, but they are not being properly monitored or taken care of in order to
reduce the damage caused by flood or to control the severity of flood. A task
force was set up in 2004 by the Government of India to manage flood and erosion

along river Ganga and Brahmaputra at the estimated cost of Rs.4982 crores, but

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almost every year [ am coming across the flood ravaged situation emerging in the
areas these rivers are flowing. It is a matter of concern whether the funds
sanctioned for the purpose is not being implemented properly or there is loophole
in our system with a mindset not to control disaster caused by flood.

In respect of state of Odisha, I would like to shed views that out of 205
large dams in Odisha, there was no emergency plan for the large dams for which
Emergency Action Plan was under preparation.

It is not all advisable that we should go for providing relief or assistance
only after the occurrence of flood or drought, rather we always should take the
preemptive measures to confront such disaster with a view to control the
magnitude of devastation. My state Odisha especially my constituency
Jagatsinghpur through which the biggest river of the state, i.e. Mahanadi is
flowing, flood in river Mahanadi in Odisha is a recurrent phenomenon. Heavy
rains during monsoon period as well as un-seasonal cyclonic rains cause flood in
river Mahanadi subsequently making breaches in embankment along both sides of
river. Almost every year, the low lying areas along the river Mahanadi in my
Parliamentary Constituency namely Tirtol, Rahama, Kujang, Singitali,
Chaumauhani, Lughagarha, Balidiha, etc. face the fury of flood because of
breaches in embankment. It is a matter of concern that the breaches in
embankment cause more casualities as well as loss of property, since it occur
suddenly thereby making the people helpless. Though the weak portions of the
embankment along the river are renovated by putting sand filled pockets in phased
manner especially before the occurrence of flood, still that is not the permanent
solution to keep the embankment intact. A huge farm at Kujang has already lost
almost all of its area due to encroachment of river and only the plantation can save
the same. I would like to mention further that Essar Steel and IFFCO established
along the riverbank of Mahanadi are affected severely as the industrial area get
submerged by the water of Mahanadi during flood. Since, Luhagarha and Balidiha

villages, Essar Steel and IFFCO are close to the river mouth and the way the river
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is encroaching into the nearby areas, the same may totally be merged in Bay of
Bengal in course of time if plantation, particularly mangroves plantation is not
made in the river bank along these areas. In this regard, I would like to urge upon
the Government that the weak portions of the embankment along the river from
Cuttack to Chaumauhani be concretized along with the plantation on embankment
and the area nearer to the river mouth be planned with mangroves plantation in
order to reduce the magnitude of the floods and the severity of its impact in the
region. My view in respect of gravity of disaster or the disaster prone states
should be given more facilities. For example my state almost every year witness
either flood or drought or cyclone, which subsequently make the state
undeveloped and poor. Hence, I urge upon the government to provide adequate
amount of funds to address the problems of poor people who are basically the
victims of all type of disasters especially flood and drought in my state of Odisha.
Besides, I would like to draw the attention of the Government of make the
telemetry stations functional and to install temporary gauge sites during the flood
period. The flood forecasting stations are also not having dedicated
communication facilities. So, my demand is that these shortcomings should be
rectified along with expansion and moderisation of flood forecasting and warning

system all over the country, especially in Odisha.
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*SHRI Y.S. AVINASH REDDY (KADAPA): Whenever there is heavy flood or
severe drought, it is the farmers who are going to get worst affected.

Disasters occur due to heavy winds or heavy rains. Take for instance my
constituency YSR District of Kadapa. Mostly due to heavy winds the banana
plantation gets collapsed. Cultivating bananas is a very expensive affair. It will
incur an expenditure of Rs.one lakh per acre to cultivate banana plantation. After
investing such huge money, if the crop is getting collapsed just think of the fate of
our farmers. There is one insurance scheme from AIC India for bananas
plantation. But it is certainly of no use. A device which measures the speed of
wind, which also measures rainfall is placed in the Mandal headquarters. It
measures the rainfall or wind impact only in the surrounding area and it does not
even cover 10% of the Mandal. In this case, what is the use of collecting Rs.3000
per acre as insurance premium from farmers who are taking bank loans? Over the
last 7-8 years, every year hundreds of areas of banana plantations is getting
collapsed due to heavy winds, but not even once, insurance was paid to the
farmers. Such is the condition of farmers who are affected due to heavy winds.
Considering these circumstances, the Government of India should take all measure
to provide necessary relief to the farmers.

And our district YSR Kadapa District is also a severe drought prone area.
Having known this, our beloved late Chief Minister Dr. YSR introduced micro-
irrigation programme. Under this programme, several farm ponds were built to
store water in them and to use it during severe drought conditions. Also drip
irrigation was introduced with a subsidy of 90%. Most of the sweet lime farmers
and banana farmers use drip irrigations. Government must take measures to renew

the drip to farmers once in three years presently one drip is provided to farmers
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and it will only get affect after 10 years. It must be reduced to three years because
the drip gets torn off after three years due to the low quality of water. Also
Government must take measures to increase the extent of drip irrigation per farmer
from three acres to five acres.

By providing such incentives or by taking such measures, farmers could
face drought condition at least to some extent. Once again I would request the
Government of India to rethink the insurance programme of AIC. The
Government must also make sure that insurance and relief are given to farmers

who are hit by heavy winds.
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"SHRI P. NAGARAJAN (COIMBATORE) : First of all, I would like to thank
our leader hon. Chief Minister of Tamilnadu Purtachi Thalaivi Amma and also the
people of my Coimbatore constituency for choosing and electing me.

India is a country of a mixture of culture, lanugauge and different geographical
climate etc. In one part of India it is experiencing hot, dry and drought and in another
part it is experiencing with heavy rain and floods. Rainfall as the principal parameter
is the basis of all definition of drought. Everyone present here is very well known
that, there is heavy rain and flood in Himalayan side and Western Ghat side and
another side there is no rain and shortage of water. The surplus water are drained into
sea. So, the union government must take a concrete step to utilize the surplus water
from one part of India to the needy place/region by linking of rivers.

India is a land of monsoons of which the South-West Monsoon is a wet
monsoon, while the North-East monsoon is a dry one. Yet the rainfall produced
by them is not uniformly distributed throughout India. Therefore, it leads to the
occurrence of floods and droughts in different parts of the country from time to
time. While floods are confined to restricted areas based on the distribution of the
major river systems, droughts are only on account of rainfall failures.

In India many meteorological sub-divisions have faced severe drought
during the past 11 years. As many as 99 districts, spread over 14 states, were
identified by the Central Water Commission (CWC) as drought-prone in the
country. Most of the drought-prone areas so identified are concentrated in the
states of Rajasthan, Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh and Maharashtra.

Droughts unlike floods are slow-acting but a sure distress sapping the lives,
property and economy of the population. Though floods and droughts are both
triggered by natural meteorological causes, their impact is determined to a large
extent by human factors-unpreparedness, ignorance and neglect, apart from

improper design and poor execution of the hydrological projects.

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Floods and droughts are the two faces of the same coin. Droughts hit food
production mainly through water scarcity; floods disrupt national economy
through water surplus causing wide-spread inundation, destruction of crops,
dislocation of communications besides loss of human lives and live-stock.

For the past several years, many farmers, live-stock died due to drought,
famine throughout India and at the same time many humans, live-stock died due to
heavy rain and floods in some parts of India. In recent years, we have witnessed a
number of major disasters in India which have caused untold miseries and havoc
to life and property. The impact of Tsunami, earthquake, landslides and cyclone,
floods and drought still being felt by the affected communities which affected the
lives and livelihood of millions of people and properties destroyed. The recent
one is flood and landslide in Uttarakhand. There lot of people, live-stock died and
perished.

Flood creates a great barrier on the path of progress of our country. The
National Flood Policy suggests various ways to control flood in the country.
Union government has also established National Disaster Management to take
relief measures on the spot of incident and doing their job very well. But it is only
a temporary one. It would not be serve the purpose to prevent floods in the
country. Our government should take permanent solutions and steps to prevent
floods in the country.

Preservation and proper utilization of the rainwater, surface-water and the
underground water of the area is essential to combat the problem of drought.
Those areas can possibly have agricultural products by adoption of dry farming
that needs less water. The underground water can be utilized by sinking wells and
tube-wells.

Government of Tamil Nadu under the leadership of our able Chief Minister
puratchi Thalaivi ‘Amma’ has taken number of steps to cope up and to prevent
drought and floods in the state by taking number of measures for the last several

years.
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Our ‘Amma’ is the first one who introduced rainwater harvesting scheme in
the country. It was made compulsory for every building to avoid ground water
depletion. It proved excellent results within five years, and every states took it as
role model. Since its implementation, Chennai saw a 50 percent rise in water level
in five years and the water quality significantly improved.

To fight drought, our Chief Minister ‘Amma’ is encouraging planting of
saplings throughout the state. Through forestation, more rain is expected and
drought can disappear. Recently on her 64™ birthday, around 64 lakhs of saplings
have been planted throughout the state. Further our ‘Amma’ is taking very strict
action against those who are cutting the trees. Further, our ‘Amma’ is always
seeking and requesting the neighbouring states to supply surplus water which gets
drained into sea as well as to increase the height of dams to preserve more water in
the dam. But no one is acceding our ‘Amma’ request.

Our Chief Minister hon. Amma our visionary leader who introduced some
schemes to improve forests to avoid the occurrence of drought as well to get more
rain in the state. Some of the schemes are :

1) Water conservation and canopy improvement in degraded forest lands.

2) Tamil Nadu Afforestation Project (TAP) Phase-II-Utilisation Plan.

3) Tamil Nadu Biodiversity Conservation and Greening Project (TBGP).

4) Massive Tree Planting Programme.

5) Replanting in Thane cyclone affected areas of Cuddalore and
Villupuram districts.

6) Western Ghats Development Programme, and

7) Hill Area Development Programme are some of the ongoing major
schemes in Tamil Nadu with an allocation of about Rs.242 crores.

No country or no state can develop and expect any growth without water.
Water is used not only for drinking and bathing but it is the main source for
agriculture, power generation etc. India is a agriculture country and 70% of the

population lives in villages and are dependent upon agriculture. So, the surplus
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water which is drained into sea needs to be diverted to the needy area. Hence, our
Chief Ministers urged the Union Government to take necessary steps to implement
the Cauvery Water Tribunal and Supreme Court verdict. Our ‘Amma’ also wrote a
letter to the hon. Prime Minister few days back to constitute a Cauvery Monitoring
Committee, but so far no reply has been received from the PMO.

Now, we came to know that the changed new BJP government is taking
some efforts to constitute a committee to prepare a feasibility report/study about
the linking of rivers throughout India. If this project is implemented, there will be
no drought, no famine, starvation death and no floods in our country. We can see
the smiles on all the farmers face, there will be no unemployment in the country,
all the educated youths who turn to the field of modern agriculture technology,
will prosper in all aspects. To achieve this goal, all must unite and forget our
differences of politics, region and culture etc.

It is also true that everyone knows that at the time of natural calamity and
disaster occurring anywhere in India, all states share their burden voluntarily by
donating money, materials and other kind of assistance for rehabilitation of the
affected people.

Yes I agree that some states in our country prosper because of abundance
of natural resources and some states are backward because of its non-availability
or less natural resources due to geographical set up. It is the duty and
responsibility of every citizen and all political leaders of the country to share our
natural resources among the states for neutral growth and development of our

country and India will achieve the super power status in near future.

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*SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): The monsoon's below par
performance this year is cause for concern. Besides arriving late, it lacks punch
and has failed to gather momentum in its advance along the western coast. The
below-normal monsoon has cast a cloud over the Government's plans to revive the
economy. It's effort to boost the GDP growth rate will be hit adversely and
business sentiment is becoming gloomy. While these are growing, it is the fate of
millions of small and medium farmers that must be government's priority. These
are people who have taken heavy loans to buy seeds and fertilizers. A failure of
crop spells devastation for the. I would ask the Government to focus on alleviating
their sufferings first.

Unlike some decades ago, when a weak monsoon spelt disaster, things
have improved. A comfortable food grain buffer stock and sufficient water in most
reservoirs in the country will help the Government tackle the fall out of a deficient
monsoon. It is therefore necessary to call all State Governments and put across to
them that the first right to water would be for drinking purpose and next is for
agriculture. Hydro-power and provision for industrial units be made secondary
option, immediately. Because of deficient and untimely rainfall in many States,
small and marginal farmers are put to a loss. Now migration from affected villages
have started.

Often discussion is made about crop insurance. Today the requirement is to
have Weather Based Crop Insurance Scheme. I am told in Maharashtra this is
being implemented in 12 districts only. Why not extend it to other parts of the
country? It has some limitations but can not those be corrected. Odisha, one of the
major rice producers has decided to implement the Agriculture Insurance Scheme
during the ongoing Kharif season.

Agriculture Minister has said Government is fully prepared to tackle any
situation arising out of poor monsoon. We are informed that Agriculture Ministry

has a drought contingency plan for 500 districts. Prime Minister is laying stress on

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farm sector issues and is focusing on boosting the rural economy thereby reducing
farmers distress. I would like to know what contingency plan you have in place?
Whether States have been suitably advised? Is the Government assuring us that
sufficient food stocks are in place and quick action will be taken in any situation
arising out of flood and drought?

Even as monsoon is currently 24% below the long period average which is
worse than the deficiency seen in 2009 or 2012. Crisil Research estimates that this
year, there is a higher probability of a turnaround-just like in 2012. State-wise
rainfall deficiency, one can say, is that in, Odisha it is minus 4 percent whereas in
Punjab it is minus 60 percent. One can understand the predicament of the farmers.
The fact that there were hardly any rains till mid-July is bound to leave its impact
on this year's Kharif. The Agriculture Ministry's latest progressive sowing date
reveals a 39-43 percent fall in pulses and coarse grain acreages over last year with
27-30 percent less for cotton and oilseeds. One can surmise that rains falling in
August-September, as they did in 2009 and El Nino materializing concurrently,
the resultant drought may not wreak real havoc. The effect, if any, all be more on
farmers than customers. Therefore, greater stress should be given by the
Government to help the farmers than being alarmed now, how to tackle the
market.

With incessant rainfall in Odisha, districts like Bhadrak, Balasor, Koraput,
Rayagada have been inundated and crops have been destroyed. Centre should
come forward to mitigate the problem of farmers of those areas of Odisha.

Finally, I would like to draw the attention of the Government regarding the
apathy of the Union Government. Odisha encountered the wrath of cyclone
"Phaillin" which devastated large parts of Southern Odisha on 12™ October, 2013.
The cyclone "Phaillin" coupled with another spell of high flood occurred
immediately thereafter affecting the lives and property of the people of that region.
Odisha Government had submitted two memorandum to the Union Government

seeking central assistance of Rs. 5832.50 crore towards relief and immediate
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restoration of damaged infrastructure as per the Union Government norms.
However, the High Level Committee approved a net assistance of only Rs. 460.30
crore from NDRF. A Supplementary Memorandum has been submitted. We would
demand that the actual amount as per the Norms of Assistance from SDRF/NDRF
be provided to Odisha at the earliest.

Odisha is facing vagaries of nature, every year, be it drought, flood and
cyclone. This year Odisha has to tackle both drought and flood together.
Therefore, I would urge upon the Union Government to provide support to Odisha

at the earliest to help farmers at large and those affected persons, in particular.

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"SHRI D. K. SURESH (BANGALORE RURAL): This year again the State of
Karnataka has experienced a worst drought. It is the fourth year in a row. The June
month recorded the lowest rainfall in the past 52 years, the state needed 47%
deficit rainfall in June. "It is the fourth time in the past 100 years that the State
recorded such a low rainfall. The improper rain has affected agriculture activity,
drinking water and power generation,"

During monsoon, sowing takes place on an average 74 lakh hectares in the
state. By June 30, the average sowing area should have been 25.36 lakh hectares,
but is only 18.92 lakh hectares. "Even the rain-fed crops cultivated in Mysore,
Mandya, Chamarajnagar, Hassan, Tamkur, Chitradurga, Davangere,
Ramanagaram, Dharwad, Bellary, Gadag and Yadgir are withering due to
inadequate rains".

Karnataka state government had declared 125 talukas out of 176 talukas
(revenue sub-divisions) as drought-hit talukas. The drought-hit areas received less
than rainfall with a continuous dry spell for the last 2 to 3 months.

Bangalore Rural is my Parliamentary Constituency which comprises my
home district Ramnagar and also Kunigal taluk of Tamkur District. Most parts of
my Lok Sabha constituency are badly affected by drought.

Therefore, I urge upon the Union Government to come forward to rescue
farmers of the drought affected areas and release adequate funds to take up
drought relief measures like providing drinking water, fodder for cattle other
livestock and foodgrain supply. My suggestions in this regard are - to take urgent
steps to resolve the water crisis, ensure cattle fodder, and jobs for the people:-

The Government should direct authorities concerned to take up the
Rejuvenation and Repair of bore wells to provide better access to drinking water.

Crop Insurance should be provided to all farmers irrespective of the size of

the land holdings.

Compensation to crop failed due to drought should be given after taking
into consideration all the expenditure including the cost of own laborer.

All agriculture laborers should be provided at least 100 days wages during
the drought period.
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*SHRI R. DHRUVANARAYANA (CHAMARAJANAGAR): I will highlight the
present situation of onset of drought in the country, its impact on farmers and the
action we seek from the Centre. Rainfall deficit is the most important indicator of
drought in the country. The months of June and July are particularly important since
they constitute the sowing period. For the country as a whole, this year's monsoon
has so far upto 23 July been 25% below the normal average or long period Average.
The deficit, being more than 19 % is clearly a matter of concern. Deficit in Northwest
is 36%, in South Peninsula region it is 25% and in Northeast, East and Central region,
it is 22%.

The Met Department also divides the Country into 36 subdivisions and
categorizes these into normal, deficit or scanty rainfall. As on 27" July, rainfall has
been deficit in 21 subdivisions, scanty in 1 division and normal in 14 divisions. 62%
of our country has had deficit rain of over 25% since June 2014.The Met department
has forecast normal rainfall for the central and eastern regions for the next two weeks
but rainfall in Peninsula and western region, as per its forecast is said to be below
normal for the next two weeks as well.

As far as sowing of crops is concerned, area sown this year under Kharif crops
1s 345.60 lakh hectares. It is important to see this figure in comparison to the figure
last year. Last year, in the same period, 627.44 lakh hectares of area had been sown
under Kharif corp. This reflects a downfall of over 45% from the last year.

The sheer number of people impacted by drought makes it the most important
point of concern right now. The water reservoirs in the country are below the normal
storage mark. In 85 reservoirs monitored by Central Water Commission, live storage
(as on 17th July) is 40.00 BCM. This figure last year in the same period was 65.73
BCM. This means we have only 61% of the last years' storage.

There is already a water crisis being experienced with regard to availability of
drinking water in various parts of the country including Tamil Nadu and Maharashtra.

But more importantly, I urge you to consider the situation of farmers in the country.

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Their misery in times of lack of rainfall needs due attention. Farmer suicides in the
agriculture and farming have been very high over the years. In the year 2013, 11,772
farmers had committed suicide. Although there was a decline from the previous year
of 2012, the plight of farmers is still a matter of concern. Since drought has a clear
link to low agricultural productivity, they are the most directly impacted from this
crisis. With the onset of drought, their situation is only worsening everyday. Action is
required by the Government.

Time and funds are two crucial factors for States with regard to the present
situation. We need to act fast to tackle the issues at hand. Also, the State’s ability to
deal with such situation is limited due to funding constraints. Drought is not a singular
issue; it impacts water availability, fodder, agriculture labour, employment and
productivity. I request the Centre to support and aid State Governments with more
funds to tackle = the situation and step up relief operations in areas where onset of

drought is being observed.
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SHRI MULLAPPALLY RAMCHANDRAN (VADAKARA): Chairman, Sir, [ am
deeply grateful for having been given this opportunity to participate in such an
important discussion.

India is a vast country, and every year, our country witnesses one calamity
or the other. The worst affected by such calamities are the poor, the weaker
sections, and also, the disadvantaged sections of the society.

Our country is mainly dependent on agriculture, and around 70 per cent of
our people are directly or indirectly involved in agriculture for their existence as
also, for their livelihood. Agriculture production and productivity depends mainly
upon the vagaries of nature and weather plays a critical role in deciding the
prospects of our people.

Sir, time and again, we have had the opportunity to discuss the issues
relating to flood as well as drought in this very august House. But it always ends
up in rituals. What is required is a holistic approach to address the issue of natural
calamities.

This year, we have had a deficient monsoon because of the El Nino
phenomenon. According to the Indian Meteorological Department (IMD), rains
have been deficient by 43 per cent this June. However, we are fortunate to have
fairly good rain in July in various parts of the country.E

Whenever there is deficit rainfall, it not only affects agricultural production,
but also it badly affects the availability of drinking water. It is a paradox that a
State like Kerala, which is blessed with more than 40 perennial rivers and which
receives heavy downpour during South-West Monsoon and North-East Monsoon,
experiences acute shortage of drinking water immediately after the rainy season is
over.

All studies go to show that the groundwater level is depleting in the State of
Kerala, and it is going to cause an alarming situation in the days to come. The
depletion of groundwater is something which is not peculiar to Kerala alone. It is a

frightening reality in almost all the States. If we do not enlighten the people on the

importance of water literacy, I am afraid the problem of drinking water will soon
be the most vital issue being faced by the nation.

Sir, a proposal has come from this Government for linking the rivers of
India so that the question of water availability could be resolved. I do not know
whether the Government is pursuing this programme with the desired amount of
scientific input or precision. We all know that no scientific study as such has been
undertaken by this Government when it comes to the question of interlinking of
rivers. Rivers are naturally formed water flow systems and tampering with them
will only kill the rivers.

We have the Russian experience of linking the rivers during the 1930s
when Soviet Russia was at its peak, which led to the doom of their rivers in the
1930s. Our greed and short-sightedness should not lead us to destruction of the
environment and ecology, which will be a definite fall-out of diverting the natural
course of our perennial rivers. We cannot kill our riverine eco-system by meddling
with the nature. Global warming and climate change are clear signals of the
dangers which lie ahead.

Sir, water resource is a State subject and before taking such a critical
decision, we should take all the State as also all other stakeholders into
confidence. The scientific community also must be taken on board before taking
such an important decision. I understand the scientific community across the
spectrum are against linking of rivers. The major political parties of my State,
Kerala, are one when it comes to the question of opposing the proposal to link all
the rivers.

Sir, floods cause great havoc year after year and it is a recurring
phenomenon witnessed across the country. The Uttarakhand deluge and the spate
in the northern rivers opened our eyes and the time has come for us to strengthen
our water management system and disaster preparedness. It is a well-known fact
that India has gone far ahead in her preparedness to meet any eventuality

following any natural calamity. This is amply proved during the Uttarakhand
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floods as also the Phailin cyclonic storm that has hit the coast of Odisha and
Andhra Pradesh last year. The Union Government should take all necessary steps
to support the States in their efforts to strengthen their disaster management and
preparedness. People also should be enlightened on the paramount need to save
themselves as also their fellow citizens. Japan is a good model for us to emulate.

Sir, during every monsoon, the long coastal belt of Kerala is badly affected
by sea erosion. Thousands of fisher-folk living along the coastal belt are put to
untold miseries. The Government of Kerala is doing its best to meet the situation.
Sea walls along the coastal belt is being constructed by the State Government in a
phased manner year after year, but it is a fact that sea erosion continues unabated
and it cannot be prevented by constructing sea walls alone. More scientific study is
to be made on the issue and more innovative steps are to be taken so that huge
damage along the seashore is averted. The Government of Kerala have made a
request to the Union Government to include ‘sea erosion’ as also ‘lightening’ in
the category of natural calamities.Erongly appeal to this Government to consider
this matter so that it may be referred to the Finance Commission for its final
decision.

I have one last point to make. The hon. Chief Minister of Kerala had come
to Delhi several times. He made an appeal to set up a unit of the National Disaster
Response Force in the State of Kerala. That proposal is hanging fire for a long
time. Unfortunately, nothing has been done. I once again request the Government
to consider the matter favourably.

With these words, I thank you, Sir, for having given me this opportunity

and I conclude.
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SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI (DHARWAD): I would like to draw the attention of the
Government, through you, Sir, to the drought situation in the State of Karnataka.
A total of 1016 villages of 125 talukas are facing severe drought condition. A
total of 1286 villages were very severely hit by drought. Even drinking water is
not available in those villages. Water is supplied through tankers. In many cases,
it is reported that there is non- availability of potable water in the villages. Even
non-potable water — fluoride water is being supplied through tankers. That is the
situation in some of the districts of Karnataka. I am happy to tell that in July,
2014, we have received some amount of rain in some of the districts. The major
monsoon season for sowing the crops is the month of June. The State of Karnataka
received the lowest rainfall in the last 52 years. The State recorded 47 per cent
deficit rainfall in June. We should have received 194 mm of rainfall whereas we
have received just 116 mm. It is the third or fourth time in the past hundred years
that the State has recorded such a low rainfall. This improper rainfall has affected
the agricultural activity. The power situation is very grim. Only five to six hours
of power 1s being supplied in the villages. There is no drinking water. Fodder has
become a big issue. In the monsoon, a total of 74 lakh hectares of sowing was to
take place. By that calculation, by the end of June, average sowing area should
have been 26 lakh hectares but now, it is only 18.92 lakh hectare.

Sir, you can imagine the situation. Water table has gone down in a few
districts like Yadgir, Bidar, Ramnagar and many other areas. At least in 7
districts, it has gone as deep as 1500 feet. There is shortage of fodder. Farmers
are selling their livestock to the butchers and people are migrating from villages to
big cities like Goa, Mumbai. The Karnataka Disaster Management Authority has
said that five districts have received excess rainfall like Chikkamagaluru, Hassan,
Kodugu and Uttar Kanada in contrast to 19 districts which is still having deficit
rain. The districts Yadgir, Dharwad, Ram nagar, Tumkur have received very less
amount of rain which is creating a lot of problem not only for the farmers but also

to the common people. In the last report of Drought Research Unit of IMD Pune,
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it mentioned about the aridity condition of the entire nation. That is in India. It
includes severe arid condition also in the northern part of the Kamataka.E}aen the
situation is so severe, both the Central and the State Governments should come to
the help of the farmers. The methodology by which we are helping the farmers is
through the National Disaster Management Relief Fund. On the one hand, we are
foregoing crores of rupees through NPAs of banks and bigger corporate houses,
and on the other, we are paying a very meagre amount to the farmers. Recently,
the Kingfisher issue had come up and in one go, we had foregone more than
Rs.7,800 crore. Loans have been sanctioned only on personal guarantees. What are
we paying to the farmers? It is only Rs.4,500 per hectare on sown area. That
means, it comes to around Rs.1,500 for each acre. This amount is for rain fed area.
For the irrigated area, it comes to Rs.9,000 per hectare. In the case of perennial
crop, it is Rs.12,000 per hectare. When it is Rs.9000 per hectare for irrigated area,
that means, it comes to almost Rs.4,000 per acre. For perennial crop, it comes to
around Rs.4,500 to Rs.5,000 per acre.

The NDMRF norms provide assistance for any of the natural calamities
including drought or flood or earthquake and so on. When the farmer loses the
crop and we provide the assistance, it should be linked and calculated on the basis
of investment made for the sowing, fertilizer and everything. On that basis, the
NDMRF norms should be revised. We had appealed to the previous Government
to revise the norms many times. But, unfortunately, it did not happen. The
Agriculture Minister is farmer-friendly. I would suggest the Government to kindly
look into this matter.

If the farmer lives happily, the entire country will live happily. I would also
request the Government for making the improvement in the crop insurance area.
There are some States which do it on the basis of the 12" Five Year Plan and some
States are doing it on the basis of 13" Five Year Plan. By that, it is creating a lot of
problem. So, I would urge the Government that a farmer-friendly crop insurance

and weather based insurance scheme should be adopted.
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In recent days, the International Rice Research Institute has stated that
flood-tolerant rice saves the farmer’s livelihood. It has been experimented in many
countries like Brazil and others. I would urge the Government to popularise it. For
example, if the paddy is full of water even after two weeks, it will not get spoiled.
I would urge the Government to kindly consider all these suggestions so that the

farmer could be saved. With these words, I conclude my speech.
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* DR. RATNA DE (NAG) (HOOGHLY) : Floods and drought are a recurring
feature. Management of floods is a state subject. But the stark reality is that states
always face financial crisis. States become hapless and helpless. Coming to my
state, West Bengal, last year floods affected districts, resulting in paddy output
drop by more than 30%.

West Bengal has not only faced the brunt of floods but also heat spell. In
April-May, 2014, due to heat spell, jute cultivation in West Bengal suffered
heavily. There was a drought like situation in April-May, 2014 (specifically in
districts in South Bengal). When rains are deficient; heat spell hover around; and
at some other time, floods creates panic, people of West Bengal are put at high
risk and great distress. Added to this, West Bengal Government, which is already
in financial quagmire, face the daunting task of taking care of these natural
calamities-floods and droughts.

There were reports of El Nino effect in India which resulted in drought or
may result 2014 in drought. EI Nino would lead to a weak monsoon. Without the
help and assistance in every form, how the State Government fend for itself? It is a
known fact that Centre offers very little in the form of financial assistance to
States. Past experience proves this analogy.

When the Government of India is having paraphernalia to study, analyse
and act in advance, why is the Central Government not taking appropriate steps to
address floods and droughts, well in advance, by extending data or information or
by allocating funds to attend to the after-effects of droughts and floods? I want a
straight answer from the hon. Minister.

It is worthwhile to note here the remarks of the Finance Minister, and I
quote : “The Centre will give complete support.”. These are the remarks of the
Finance Minister while addressing a conference of State Food Ministers.

Hoarding and rise in food prices are the outcome of below normal monsoon. How

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would the State act in such a multifarious problems being faced by it? There was
no panic situation.

Ministry of Agriculture data shows that West Bengal have received sub-
normal rainfall. West Bengal Government which is in the financial crisis created
by the 34 years misrule of Left Front Government, how can it tackle natural
calamities like receiving subnormal rainfall, 9 districts of West Bengal facing
floods last year? There is a need for the Central Government to give special
emphasis and importance to those states which face the nature’s brunt almost
every year; or twice or more every year, backed by 34 years misrule of Left Front
Government. I hope the hon. Minister, who is privy to the financial problems of
West Bengal Government and knows its predicament, should come forward and
announce special financial package to tackle impending floods, El Nino effect,
heat spell, deficient rainfall, etc.

Would the hon. Minister like to assure the Government of West Bengal and
the Members of Parliament from West Bengal to this effect?

National Disaster Response Fund should be used generously when it comes
to West Bengal Government which is not financially sound. I would also urge the
Central Government to see that more funds are allocated to the Rashtriya Krishi
Vikas Yojana and other schemes to mitigate the situation of deficient rainfall in
West Bengal?

The hon. Minister of Agriculture, Shri Radha Mohan Singh has stated that
Central Government is ready to meet deficient monsoon. I would like to know
how ready it is to face the nature’s wrath. What about facing the floods which is
looming large in some states, including West Bengal?

It is reported in the Press that Centre has prepared contingency plans for
500 districts to face drought. Would the Government state how many districts of
West Bengal picture in the said contingency plan, as drought is looming large in

West Bengal?
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Would the Centre inform the august House about tackling floods in the
coming months? Is our flood warning system working well? An estimated 8.35
lakh population of West Bengal was affected during floods in 2013; West Bengal
lost 112 lives in 2013 due to floods; and the total damage is to the tune of Rs.4114
lakhs.

In the end, I would like to summarise a few important points. There is an
urgent need to take preventive measures to face floods. Efforts should also be
undertaken to ensure full utilization of flood water. Erosion of arable land by
floods is a major problem, which needs to be attended to by the Central
Government on war footing. Will an Action Plan be put in place at the Centre as
well as state level, which should be reviewed at regular intervals? Losses incurred
by floods and drought by States should be adequately compensated. An expert
body should conduct study on floods and droughts and come out with remedial
measures and recommendations to be followed by the Centre and States in letter
and spirit.

Our Trinamool Congress Government in West Bengal, headed by Kumari
Mamata Banerjee, the Chief Minister has been doing outstanding work, with
limited financial resources, for the poor and disadvantaged people of society. We
would strive harder in future too to see that common man is not affected by floods

and droughts.
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SHRI B. SENGUTTUVAN (VELLORE): Hon. Chairman, Sir, at the outset, |
express my profound thanks to you for according me this opportunity to speak. I
also thank my Party Chief Dr. Purtachi Thalaivi Amma from the bottom of my
heart for reposing tremendous confidence in me; but for whose benign grace and
immense kindness, I would not have found myself here now.

Allow me to congratulate the hon. Member who has initiated this
discussion on the Flood and Drought Situation in India. This debate could not have
come at a more appropriate time than this since the South West monsoon is
blowing across the landscape of India, although ever so slowly.

The Southwest Monsoon has set in rather late and the country is predicted
to receive less than normal rainfall. The prediction is based on the El Nino factor
and owing to it India would face a drought like situation this year that would affect
the lives of crores and crores of people. So, it is high time we really made a
scientific study of this El Nino factor so as to analyse the prospective
consequences and its implications so far as our agrarian projects are concerned.

Sir, the fate of Indian agriculture is dependent on the vagaries of climatic
conditions prevalent in India. It is tossed up between the two extremes, of floods
on the one hand and the droughts on the other. When we receive significant
monsoon rains, the waters charge up the rivers to create a spate. Floods in India
occur with regularity every few years. The floods take a toll of hundreds if not
thousands of lives, almost every few years; and we have become numb to the
spectacle of seeing dead bodies strewn over the ground. It is not unoften that we
see that whilst one part of India is reeling under the rivers in spate, another part of
India suffers from the pangs of drought. We have become psychologically
acclimatised to living under these ironic conditions.

In the recent years, we have seen that Brahmaputra rose in spate and caused
havoc in the North-Eastern States. So also we have witnessed the gory spectacle of
Kedarnath being washed away in the floods. Yet, we are still not prepared enough

to handle this kind of situation. At times, even Chennai gets floods due to cyclonic
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formations in the Bay of Bengal. Of course, of late, this is being handled with
great preparedness and efficiency.

In our nation though death, displacement and disease come in the wake of
floods, we are too poorly equipped to handle such situations. Flooding is regarded
as a natural disaster. The mechanism put in place to handle the floods has hardly
risen to the occasion. The National Disaster Management Authority, created under
the Disaster Management Act, 2005, is hardly well equipped to handle this sort of
situation. More often than not it is the armed forces that come to the rescue of the
people afflicted.

Sir, this being the situation of flood-stricken India on the one hand, drought
which is characterised by shortage of food and water is brought about by the
failure of monsoons. Drought in the subcontinent is caused by the failure of
successive monsoons and consequent to receipt of inadequate rainfall over a long
period of time. It appears from history that between 18" and 20" centuries more
than 60 million people have died of famine and drought in India.

Therefore, we need to undertake a sincere and earnest study of the causes,
particularly of the El Nino factor which is said to be affecting our climatic
condition. It appears that El Nino - which stands for the ‘small boy’ meaning
Christ - which causes a rise in the temperatures of the Pacific Ocean, affects not

only the climatic condition in the South and Northern Americas but brings drought

and dry climate over India.|3=| need to undertake a study of this matter. So also,

we need to apportion the available water resources, particularly those in the inter-
State rivers amicably and sensibly.

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SHRIMATI BUTTA RENUKA (KURNOOL): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for
giving me this opportunity to speak on the Discussion under Rule 193 on the flood
and drought situation in the country.

Natural calamity is a serious negative event which includes mainly floods,
cyclones, earthquakes, droughts, tsunamis, health disasters, etc. Natural calamity
can cause immense loss of life and property. Different parts of our country are
vulnerable to different types of natural calamities affecting the lives and property.
It is mostly the economically and socially weaker sections of the society which are
seriously affected both in terms of human lives and property and most importantly
their livelihood.

The impact of the disaster depends on the severity, frequency, magnitude
and intensity of the disaster. It also depends on the resilience of the people and
their ability to recover.

We have witnessed varied types of natural disasters, the recent one being
the Uttarakhand flood causing deaths of thousands of people and damaging
property. Kurnool town, which is a part of my constituency, suffered severe
damage on account of floods, locking people for over a week without food and
sanitation facilities. Cyclones are a regular feature in Andhra Pradesh. On the
other hand, Rayalaseema, where my constituency lies, is a perennially drought
prone area and people are suffering for want of drinking water and irrigation
facilities.

Having accepted that natural calamities are a recurring phenomenon in our
country, we must find ways to face them and minimize their affect. An integrated
approach is required for this. The local bodies and the governmental departments
must be empowered to quickly rise to the occasion so that the damage to life and
property could be minimized. Similarly, the local people must be prepared to face

such eventualities and must have a stronger say in recovery and rehabilitation

pro grammes.E
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The Government shall also take necessary steps to prevent disasters
occurring for lack of foresight. The Kurnool flood is an appropriate example in
this regard. These floods could have easily been avoided with a little foresight by
releasing water from the downstream projects.

Once we are faced with disaster, the response and mitigation mechanisms
are very crucial in minimizing the damage. Protection of people and their
livelihood should be given top priority in managing the natural disasters. We need
an integrated approach and strong coordination among the Departments involved
in managing the disasters.

The National Disaster Management Authority is a right step in combating
the natural disaster though there is a lot to be done in making this Authority more
effective in dealing with natural disasters. I am afraid that the noble objective of
creating this Authority has not been fully achieved. From the past experience, we
can learn lessons and make this Authority much more pro-active and responsive to
meet the challenges that lie ahead.

I am sure that this Government will definitely take a re-look into the
functioning of NDMA and would strengthen the organisation right up to the
district level to make it much more meaningful and effective in handling the
natural disaster so as to minimise the loss of valuable human lives and property.

I would conclude by stating that my State, Andhra Pradesh, is regularly hit
by floods or droughts. Rayalseema has been facing severe drought for the past
two decades. Hence, special attention may be given by the Centre to support these

drought-hit districts and thereby promote peaceful living.

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*SHRI PREM SINGH CHANDUMAIJRA (ANANDPUR SAHIB): My views on
drought and flood situation in the country are as follows:-
l. Punjab State suffers 58% rain deficiency but crops in Punjab have
been protected for farmers by using excess electricity which costs
1500 crore. Secondly, burnt diesel for tubewells costs excess in more
than Rs. 700 crore Wear and tare Tare expenses costs Rs. 300 crore.
The Punjab Government has demanded Rs.2350 crore. This amount
should be paid.
2. Desiliting in rivers becomes the reason for flood. Desilting comes
under Mining Department. So it should be taken under Water
Resource Ministry.

3. Check Dams and lake and deep Talab should be built

4. Compensation amount should be increased to Rs.3500 per acre from
Rs.2000 per acre.
5. Water resources should be taken in infrastructure sector so that

adequate funds can be allocated taken from the budget.
6. Irrigation scheme should be funded for hilly areas.
7. Per drop more crop scheme should be implemented first.
8. At least Rs.20,000 crores should be reserved for Pradhan Mantri

Gram Sinchayi Yojna. Funds Rs.1000 crore funds are very small.

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*SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYANAGAR) : The Sunderbans is the
largest mangrove forest ecosystem in the world and consists of an intricate
network of tidal waterways, marshy patches, mudflats and numerous islands. It is
famous for its rich biological diversity, the prime attraction being the expansive
mangrove forests; the ecosystem is one of a kind the world over.

Annually 2.4 billion tons of sediments is transported by the major rivers of
Bangladesh. This situation is having a profound effect on the floodplains and the
coastal region. Silt deposition in the north eastern part of the forest poses a threat
to the existence and vigorous growth of mangrove vegetation. Progressive silt
deposition has caused a rise in the forest floor and due to irregular flow of tidal
water, mangroves are not properly regenerated. Further due to years of dumping
plastic waste, water flow is severely obstructed leading to merging of forest land
with human habitation regions, consequently endangering human life in the
neighbouring villages.

Further, salinity levels have increased in the Sunderbans since he
Mathabhanga, Kobadak and other rivers bringing fresh water from the Ganges to
the south were silted up excessively thus losing their connection with the Ganges.
As a result, the regeneration of Sundari, the dominant timber species in the forest
has been reduced in the southwestern part of the Sundarbans.

Mangrove holds the soil firmly and prevents soil erosion. Mangroves are
also the protection of the Gangetic plains of West Bengal including Kolkata from
the cyclonic storms coming from the sea, hence they should be preserved.

The Sunderbans is on the verge of disintegrating and disappearing. In light
of how things have progressed in the Sunderbans as depicted in a nutshell above, |
would like to humbly submit before this House that the call of the hour is to
immediately take actions to ameliorate this dire situation before we lose an

element of national pride in its entirely.

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SHRI RAMEN DEKA (MANGALDALI): Thank you, Hon. Chairman, Sir. I come
from a flood-prone area, that is, Assam. Flood is a curse for Assam. After
Independence, many floods have visited Assam resulting in loss of many lives,
and erosion of large chunks of lands. We have abundant water but due to climate
change and deforestation, we have drought. This is very unfortunate for Assam
because we have mighty river, Brahmaputra, which supplies potable water to the
people of Assam, gives water for irrigation in Assam. Civilization is growing in
both the banks from time immemorial but we could not manage the water of
Brahmaputra. If we can manage the water of Brahmaputra, we can alone produce
29,000 mw of power, which can serve the entire country.

Time and again, we have raised this issue here, in Parliament, and outside.
People started movements but nothing happened. So, I urge upon the new
Government, through you, under the leadership of our hon. Prime Minister, Shri
Narendra Modi, the Agriculture Minister and the Water Resources Minister, who
are present here, to take this into cognizance and take steps to restrain the floods
from Brahmaputra and its tributaries.

We have the Brahmaputra Board. Parliament passed the Bill in 1981 and
the Brahmaputra Board was formed. But it is a white elephant. They have not done
anything to protect the Majuli and other parts as far as erosion is concerned.
Erosion is the major problem for us. That is why, I always demand that erosion
should be declared as a national calamity because we lost lands in various floods.
In my constituency, Udalguri also, we have seen erosion in our rivers. All of us
know that Majuli is the largest river island of Asia but we lost many kilometers
due to erosion in Majuli. So, I demand and urge the Government to protect Majuli
from erosion.

Further, I demand that water in Assam should be managed properly so that
people of Assam and the rest of the country can get the fruits of water. After many
years of Independence, people are saying that next war will be fought on water.

Water would be a major issue because we are exploiting water from ground, and
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not using our river waters, not using water from the springs and other sources and
tributaries. We fail to manage water even after 65 years of Independence. Due to
siltation, the capacity of Brahmaputra and its tributaries has come down now. So,
floods have become a recurrence which people say that it is a festival, a festival of
curse. And the bunds are unscientific, which was constructed after Independence.
Life of those bunds have ended. It should be reconstructed scientifically. So, I urge
upon the Water Resources Minister to survey all bunds of Assam so that bunds can
be reconstructed. Works of MGNREGA can also be distributed there. E

Last time also I raised this point that through NREGS we can repair these
bunds after the rainy season. So, I would like to urge upon the Government that
flood and erosion problems of Assam should be taken seriously and the
Government should evolve a long-term policy so that the people of Assam are not

affected by flood again and again.
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SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER (PONNANI): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I thank
you for giving me this opportunity to participate in this very important debate.

Sir, our country is really living in a fear complex either due to flood or
drought. Our country is prone to flood because ours is a peninsular country
surrounded by the Arabian Sea, Indian Ocean and Bay of Bengal. The top 10 flood
prone States in India are West Bengal, Odisha, Andhra Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh,
Kerala, Assam, Gujarat, Haryana, Punjab and Bihar. We all know that the
hardship caused to the people due to flood is unexplainable. Loss of life and
property, irreparable damage to infrastructure, hellish experience faced by the
people and havoc caused by flood, we all know that very well. We were discussing
about this in the morning also. Last year, we had a hellish experience in
Uttarakhand and we all still remember that.

Sir, 60 per cent of our agricultural production comes from rain-fed area and
17 per cent of our GDP comes from our agriculture sector. Considering all this, we
have to think about certain things loudly. The first is in respect of hydro power
generation. For power generation, hydro power projects are more useful. At the
same time, we have to think twice before sanctioning new hydro power projects.
We have to go for alternative power generation projects and we must think loudly
about this kind of projects.

As far as rivers are concerned, my learned friends were saying that our
rivers are getting dry these days. Some rivers are even disappearing from the
geographical map of India. Actually, I would like to say that criminal offenders
are really killing the rivers. So we have to think as to how we can preserve all our
rivers. It is quite unfortunate that the rivers have become dumping places of
unwanted and useless materials. Sand mafias are controlling all the rivers now. We
have to take maximum possible efforts to preserve our rivers which are gifts of the
God.

Coming to drought, we very much apprehend drought this year in our

country. As far as Kerala is concerned, 14 districts are declared as drought
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affected districts. Several proposals for water supply schemes are pending before
the Government of India as well as before the State Level Clearance Committee. |
suggest that we must take expeditious steps to clear these proposals. The
Government of India should seriously consider allocating adequate funds for this
kind of projects.

River management fund is also very negligible. The Government of India
should seriously think about this also. Sustainability of water resources is another
big issue today. We have to discuss that also in a meticulous way. There are many
pumping stations in the rivers of our country. But almost all of them are not
working properly. There are two reasons for this. One is power shortage and the
other is lack of proper maintenance of pumping stations. So, we have to make
serious efforts to repair them. We have to think loudly about construction of check
dams in rivers so that river water can be preserved to some extent.

Sir, another important thing is rainwater harvesting.Ee can do a lot of
things in that. Due to time constraint, I would not like to go into the details. Rain
water is really a natural resource that we can preserve through rain water
harvesting. It reduces flooding. Similarly, contamination of surface water with
pesticides is also reduced by water harvesting. It is an excellent source of water for
irrigation because there are no chemicals such as fluoride, chlorine in that. So, it
is clean. That also is a benefit of water harvesting. We have to think about these
kinds of things.

Then, I would like to say that the laws pertaining to protection of rivers,
lakes, ponds etc. are to be made more stringent.

Kerala has submitted a memorandum for additional fund allocation in
respect of meeting the crisis.

We have to think of using reverse osmosis process because, as we all know,
that is a technical method for purifying the saline water. It is really very expensive

but it is very useful for semiconductors, food processing, biotechnology,
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pharmaceuticals, power generation and sea water desilting. That also can be very
seriously considered.

Calamities are made by whom? They are made by men. Man-made
calamities are very much there in our country because we are cruel to nature. That
is resulting in calamities. So we have to make awareness programmes for this.

We are all talking about disaster management. In our curriculum, we must
include disaster management.

We are all talking about sustainable development. We must ensure the
cooperation of every stakeholder for ensuring sustainable development in our
country.

With these few words, I conclude.
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*SHRI P. SRINIVASA REDDY (KHAMMAM) : 1 express my views on the
very serious subject matter of “the flood and drought situation in the country” in
this august House. Floods can be controlled, whenever flood comes, it can be
regulated, controlled and sent to the place where there is no proper rainfall. It is
more important to see that the flood is controlled properly and wherever flood
arises, wherever necessity of water is not there, it has to be regulated and sent to
the places where they are in need of water. The only potential solution is to tap
the excess water and natural springs, is to get all our rivers internally linked.

Shri Narendra Modiji’s vision, commitment and concerted effort for
Linking of Rivers and also to bring entire India under irrigation is a praiseworthy.
The Government has emphasized the need for giving high priority to water
security and completion of pending irrigation projects. Shri Narendra Modiji,
might have foreseen the serious drought situation in coming days. Therefore, he is
motivating himself and motivating others with the motto of ‘Har Khet ko paani”. It
is possible, when you concentrate on rivers that are flowing from the very area but
without irrigating surrounding farm lands. For example, the River Godavari is
passing though Telangana State but at the time of need we are not getting a drop of
water, as it is flowing and accumulating at the ending point and even overflowing
into the sea. The geographical features and characteristics are not facilitating to
harness the water from Godavari river, though there is a possibility to tap it.
Whenever there is a rain and cyclonic condition, the river wash out our farm lands,
huts and villages. To harness the maximum water, we need to construct small
dams wherever possible apart from diverting rivers into needy areas.

This is due to Elnino effect, monsoon has become very scanty and so far
only 24% below rainfall recorded which is worse than the deficiency seen in 2009-
2012.

Today, the farmers are in a state of total frustration, and they are waiting for

some relief from the Government. The farmers need a uniform crop insurance

" Speech was laid on the Table.
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policy. Some crops are insured at premium level, and some other crops are
insured at some other premium-level and Government is implementing these
Agriculture Insurance Schemes in some selected states and districts only, which in
turn causes regional imbalance. What to do with the farmers belonging to the
other areas, where the crop insurance schemes are not applicable. Hence, we have
to give protection to the farmers by giving a uniform farmers insurance and
security package.

The “Southern Water Grid”, which the Government has proposed with 16
river linkages in different states, including Godavari and Krishna in Telangana
state for ensuring optimal use of our water resources and to prevent the recurrence
of floods and drought situations, should be completed in a time bound manner.
This effort will facilitate to divert the surplus water from Godavari basin to
Krishna basin, thereby the burden on Krishna river basin will be reduced. The
surplus water in Godavari basin which will be flowing into the sea can be taped
for irrigation purposes.

I would, therefore, request the government to expedite the process of Inter
Linking of Rivers in Telangana so as to enable to store the maximum surplus
water from Godavari basin for irrigation needs.

As far as the State of Telangana is concerned, especially my constituency
i.e. Khamma is dry land and hilly areas, where drought like situation is very
common. During rainy season, we have surplus water and during summer water
scarcity kills many people every year.

Lack of drinking water is a very important problem in Telangana and also
in other parts of our country. Lack of drinking water has become a major problem
not only in the villages of Telangana, but also in urban areas and towns. So, we do
not have water either for irrigation or drinking purpose. The problem needs to be

addressed forthwith by giving it top priority.
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I would request the Government to allocate sufficient funds to Telangana
state from AIBFM programme to develop minor irrigation tanks to recharge

ground water in the drought prone area of Telangana and also to control floods.
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*SHRI MD. BADARUDDOZA KHAN (MURSHIDABAD) : My state West
Bengal is always affected by either flood or drought. In the middle Bengal, some
of our districts are too much affected by drought this year. Monsoon is going on
but still now we are in a shortfall of rain. In these districts, specially my
constituency Murshidabad district is suffering badly due to shortage of rainfall.
Jute and Paddy are the main crops in these areas. Jute is the only money earning
crop in Murshidabad. This year due to shortfall of rain Jute plouging is seriously
affected. Now, it is the time to help the cultivation, otherwise some of them will
be compelled to commit suicide.

So, I like to bring into the notice of concerned Deptt. of Government of
India to take some positive steps in consultation with the State Government so that
drought affected farmers of Bengal, particularly of my District Murshidabad, get

some benefit to sustain their livelihood.

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DR. P. VENUGOPA.L (TIRUVALLUR): Mr. Chairman, Sir, | rise to participate
in the discussion on the natural calamities like drought and floods that we face in
India perennially.

Natural disaster is a major adverse event resulting from natural processes of
the earth. A natural disaster causes loss of life and property. Besides, there is a
huge economic impact on the country also.

Sir, when we talk about natural calamities in India, we face droughts, flash
floods, cyclones every year and there are huge loss of life and property.

Indian economy depends on agriculture. Whenever there is failure of
monsoon, there is drought and whenever there is more of monsoon rains, we have
floods. Both cause tremendous damage.

If we talk about natural disasters, in 2012 alone, there were 905 natural
catastrophes in the world and about 95 per cent of them were weather-related
disasters.

A few of natural disasters that struck India in the recent history were
Uttarakhand floods in 2013; tsunami in 2004; earthquake in Bhuj, Gujarat in
2001; super cyclone in Odisha in 1999; and earthquake in Latur, Maharashtra in
1993. Wednesday morning, at least, 20 people were killed in Malin village, which
is just 100 kilometres away from Pune city, due to landslide.

Some disasters are man-made. For industrial and other developments and
also for construction/formation of roads, we cut trees and forest but we do not
replant them. Last week, there was a report saying that there is a slight increase in
the forest cover. But the sad part is that there is also a report which says that the
water table in India has been constantly decreasing. We do not replenish the
natural resource. Our air-conditioners and fridges emit CFC and HCFC, which are
ozone-depleting Green House Gases.y cause holes in the ozone layer. With the
result, temperature of the world rises. Rise in temperature causes the glaciers

to melt. When it is unchecked, it may cause rise in the sea level.
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If we are mindful of these day-to-day practices, much of the disasters can
be avoided. When we cut trees and forests for our development, we have to plant
more trees if we want to stop disasters.

We are not bothered even to stop polluting the rivers. Effluents from the
factories are let into our rivers, causing great damage to the environment. We let
out carbon monoxide, sulphur and other obnoxious gases from our factories and
vehicles. This causes air pollution, making a dent on the ozone protective layer.
These damages are irreparable and we need to take care of the Mother Earth.

In August 2005, Hurricane Katrina caused widespread damage to the US. It
is the costliest natural disaster and one of the deadliest hurricanes to have struck
the US. At least 1800 people died and the economic damage was estimated to be
about 100 billion US dollars.

When this happened, for more than a week the dead bodies could not be
removed; there was no milk; there was no water; and there were no food supplies
to the affected parts of the US. Such was the damage in a developed nation like the
US. Though we cannot compare disasters, when Tsunami struck the Indian coasts,
the Tamil Nadu Government, under the able leadership of Chief Minister, Madam
Maanbimiku Amma Puratchi Thalaivi Jayalalithaa, took immediate action and
brought the situation under control within no time.

Now, let me come to the specific issue of droughts and floods in India. It is
a perennial problem that we have drought in one part of the country and at the
same time, there is severe flood in another part. People suffer because of both. We
are not able to channelize the excess water due to flood in one part and take it to
the other part where there is severe drought.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, there are solutions to this problem. Before I come to
interlinking of rivers, I would like to say a word about rainwater harvesting. The
Government of Tamil Nadu, under the leadership of hon. Chief Minister, Dr.
Jayalalithaa, has adopted a system of rainwater harvesting which is a huge success

throughout the State. Due to rainwater harvesting, it is seen that the groundwater
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table increased and the saline water entering the ground in coastal areas is stopped.
Here, I would like to remind the House that the hon. Prime Minister of India
appreciated the efforts of the Government of Tamil Nadu when he was replying to
the Motion of Thanks to the President’s Address.

Over the years what we have seen is that whenever there is rain and flood,
the entire water inundates the villages on the way and enters the seas. If the course
of the river 1s streamlined and interlinked, this huge quantity of rainwater could be
put to future use. On the other hand, when there is drought, we do not get water
even for drinking purposes, leave alone for agriculture and irrigation purposes. We
are always at the mercy of other States which have surplus water.

First of all, the Government of India has to take a very bold decision and
nationalize all the rivers of the country. Presently, the subject of water is in the
State List whereas the subject of National Waterways is in the Union List. It is
high time that we ponder over this and bring it to the Central List or at least to the
Concurrent List so that effectively something could be done for the benefit of the
nation.

It is not that only Tamil Nadu is facing such a crisis of water but many
States are also facing this problem; rather the entire world is facing this problem.
There are articles which quote the experts who have estimated that by 2025, more
than half of the world’s population will be facing water-based vulnerability.
Another report says that by 2030 in some developing countries, water demand will
exceed the supply by 50 per cent. These are all alarming situations and therefore,
we need to conserve and preserve water for the future generations.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please wind up.

DR. P. VENUGOPA.L: So, interlinking of rivers is absolutely necessary to tackle
the constant drought and flood problem that I touched upon earlier. While I accept
that there will be some problems in doing this, they could be resolved by mutual

consultations. When the NDA Government was in power earlier, it constituted a
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Task Force which submitted a detailed report on this subject. It could be re-visited
to see whether its recommendations could be implemented now.

I understand that the concerned States have to accept the proposal for
interlinking. As of now, we see that there is an objection from the Odisha
Government because there would be some submergence problem. This could be
sorted out. Similarly, Kerala has some problem which could also be resolved.

The forward-looking Prime Minister could convene a meeting of all the
Chief Ministers of States under the aegis of NIC or NDC to thrash out issues and
take a final decision so that permanently we put an end to the water crisis, and we
could be a model for the World.Eherwise, what we see is a dispute in sharing of
water. The upper riparian States have the old habit of releasing water when they
are threatened with flood. But, the lower riparian States under normal
circumstances do not get water and face huge crisis. To solve this water sharing
dispute, we could also think of having a water grid similar to power grid that we
have. Like power, water also can be transferred from one part to the other part of
the country and even reverse flow could also be made. Like States draw power
when there is a need, water can also be drawn by needy States, which could be
monitored at the grid.

With these words, I conclude.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON : I want to make a request to hon. Members. I have
noticed a problem. Most of the Members are new. When a Member is speaking,
some new Members come in front him and come between the Chair and the
speaker. That creates a lot of problem.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Some senior Members also do it.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: That is why, I request that when a Member is speaking,
do not try to go towards him or cross between him and the Chair. Sometimes
Members sit in front of him also. It disturbs him in his speech. It is not a correct

thing. Therefore, I request all of you to follow the rules.

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* DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR) : India is
going through an environment turmoil. Some places there is drought and at the
same time somewhere there is flood studded area. First of all we must analyze the
causes of changing scenario in land and river belts of India, part of it is nature
made and part of it is man made. So far as natural condition is concerned there is
excessive rain fall and melting of ice in Himalayan areas. The pathetic example is
of Himachal Pradesh. We observed in recent past the reason of man made flood is
construction of dams in different locations or states over the same river. The
restriction of natural flow leads to silt deposition, reducing the river bed both in
depth and width. This leads to overflow of rivers in rainy season and causes flood
in adjacent areas. When the water level in dam reservoirs reaches danger level,
release of water leads to man made flood in vast areas.

The causes of drought is also nature made and man made. Due to global
warming and environment change often there is less rain fall and drought. On the
other hand, due to urbanization, there is reduction of cultivable land as well as
deforestation due to cutting of trees. It leads to less rainfall and drought.
Moreover for irrigation purpose inadvertent use of deep tubewells leads to water
level going down. These factors are responsible for drought and changing the land
scenario of India.

While dealing with construction of dams there should be consensus of
opinion and joint scientific approach among different states and nations for
removal of silts from various flood prone rivers. There should be a calculated
balance approach for inter-linking of rivers. It is good idea but while planning
inter-linking of rivers, the flow direction and eco-balance should be taken
seriously.

While planning land procurement for urbanization and industrialization,
deforestation and cutting of trees should be minimum. Plantation of new trees

around the sides of roads should be considered seriously.

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* SHRI S.P. MUDDAHANUME GOWDA (TUMKUR) : The entire country is
reeling under severe drought. The State of Karnataka has very frequently
experienced drought. June month of this year recorded the lowest rainfall in the
past 52 years. The improper rain has affected agriculture activity, drinking water
and power generation.

In Karnataka most areas are repeatedly facing drought. “The rain-fed crops
cultivated in Mysore, Mandya, Chamarajnagar, Hassan, Tumkur, Chitradurga,
Davangere, Ramanagarm, Dharwad, Bellary, Gadag and Yadgir are withering due
to inadequate rains.”

Government of India should come forward to rescue the State of Karnataka
from severe drought by providing more financial assistance. Government should also
create awareness programmes among farmers to grow crops which require less water
and yield more.

Therefore, 1 urge upon Government of India to come forward to take up
planting of saplings in all parts of the country of rejuvenate more thick forests to
enable to get more rains and to check drought situations permanently. And, I also
would urge the Union Government to release adequate funds to take up drought
relief measures like water conservation, storage of rain water, recharging of
underground water, etc. 1 would also like to suggest to take adequate steps to store
excess water during flood situation by creating provision through more minor and

small tanks.

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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Sir, it is a strange occasion to
see in this House that we are discussing two issues, that is, drought and flood
together. Maybe, it is for the first time in this House that we are discussing both
these subjects together. These are diametrically opposite subjects, but they are
related.
HON. CHAIRPERSON : You have only two minutes. You have to speak very
briefly. I have to adjourn the House at 6 o’clock.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : Sir, it is very difficult to complete in two
minutes. ... (Interruptions)
HON. CHAIRPERSON: What to do about it?
SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : When we discuss these issues of drought and
floods simultaneously, it is such an alarming situation which is being faced in our
country that this year we are having the apprehension of having a big shortfall in
rainfall. For the time being, the statistics would go to show that it is 43 per cent
less than that of the previous year. That is the total cumulative rainfall.

Coming to the capacity of reservoirs, the Central Water Commission is
monitoring 85 reservoirs in our country and the total reservoir capacity is 155.05
billion cubic metres of water at full reservoir level. Current live storage is only
36.49 billion cubic metres as against 55.44 billion cubic metres in the
corresponding period of the last year. The average for one decade was 40.55
billion cubic metres. That means a severe drought is going to come in. That is an
alarming situation which our country faces. I do appreciate and congratulate the
hon. Agriculture Minister, Shri Radha Mohan Singh, for at least having a
programme or an action plan for 500 districts for mitigating or addressing this
situation.

Regarding agriculture crops also, another very serious situation which our
country is facing now is that our agricultural, cultivable or sowing area of kharif

crops across the country is down by 43 per cent.E
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18.00 hrs.

Further, shortfall in acreage is being reported from various parts of the country.
Major crops like rice, pulses, coarse, cereals, oil seeds and cotton are going to ...
(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please wait for a minute. Now, it is 6 o’clock, and all the
new Members have to go for an Orientation Programme. If the House accepts,
then we can extend the time of the House for 10 more minutes as one more
speaker wants to speak on this issue. So, if the House accepts, we can extend the
time of the House for a maximum of 10 more minutes.

SEVERAL HON. MEMBERS : Yes, Sir.

SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE (GULBARGA): Okay, give five-five minutes
each to both of them.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: No, you please try to wind up in 2-3 minutes.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : Thank you very much, Sir.

The severity of the forthcoming situation is to be taken into consideration,
and some concrete precautionary measures are to be taken to address the situation.
This is my submission.

How to address the drought situation? This is the pertinent point that is to
be taken into consideration. The long-term measures, which I would like to
suggest -- and for which a detailed discussion is required -- is that all this is
because of climate change, that is, drought, shortage of rainfall and flood is due to
climate change. Why is there climate change? It is because of uncontrolled
utilization or exploitation of natural resources without considering the
environment and ecology on the grounds of development where development
means GDP growth and economic growth and on that basis uncontrolled
utilization or exploitation is there. If you are not able to address that issue, then we

have to spend crores of rupees during the time of drought and flood also.
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Within two weeks from the inception of this Government in power, they
have already given Rs. 5.5 million worth project of environmental / forest
clearance and Rs. 4.5 million crore worth of project is also pending. If this be the
situation and if you are taking environment / ecology in such a manner, then
definitely we would have to spend a lot of money on drought / flood situation at
the time of flood and drought also.

Sir, I am having certain suggestions. ... (/nterruptions) I am having five
minutes at my disposal to speak.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: No, it is not five minutes as one more Member has to
speak on this issue.
SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : Sir, [ am only going to give some suggestions.

As far as the National Disaster Management Authority and the State
Disaster Management Authority is concerned, what is the compensation being
given? The compensation is totally inadequate. I would like to give an example.
As far as banana plant is concerned, what is the amount being paid as
compensation? It is just Rs. 3.50 for a banana plant if it is lost due to flood or
drought. Further, if one hectare of paddy cultivation is lost, then one will be given
just Rs. 2,500. In our State, we are paying Rs. 10,000 per hectare of paddy
cultivation. So, the compensation has to be adequately increased.

As regards flood also, I would like to give a new suggestion that has not
come in the House. The initiator of the discussion has just made a mention of it,
namely, desilting of dams. I would urge upon the Government of India to
formulate a policy in respect of desiltation of dams in our country, so that capacity
of water reservoirs can be increased, sand will be available, and rivers can be
protected. These suggestions may be taken into consideration.

With these words, I thank you very much, Sir, and I conclude my speech.
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*SHRI B. N. CHANDRAPPA (CHITRADURGA): India is generally affected by
two major hydro-meteorological disasters, namely, drought and flood. Drought is
perennial feature in the country. As per one estimate, about 16 percent of India's total
area i1s drought prone and approximately 50 million people are affected annually by
drought. This largely hits the sown area of the country. About 70 percent of total
sown area in India is vulnerable to drought. As per the report of the National Disaster
Management authority, 2012, about 15.2 percent of total geographical area is flood
prone and on an average 10 to 12 million hectare is actually affected every year
causing a range of miseries.

My State Karnataka is one State where there is simultaneous occurrence of
flood and drought. In one part of Karnataka there is flood and in another part, that
is, in my constituency Chitragurga, there is drought. Added to the drought
condition in my constituency, there is a shortage of drinking water. People have to
go to far off areas to get a pot full of water. According to the WHO estimate,
every 20 seconds, one infant dies for want of drinking water. Secondly, the water
that is available is full of fluoride in it.

What is really needed is the realistic assessment of agricultural condition
during drought and flood in the country. This would help in providing relief and
rehabilitation measures. The relief and rehabilitation measures should be based on
the needs of each state.

I would also urge the Government one more thing. Since both these
disasters impact a large area, hence satellite based monitoring is extremely useful.
The satellite based imagery would help in locating the actual problem in each area
separately. I would urge the Central government to formulate an area specific
approach for the State of Karnataka in consultation with the State Government for
tackling the problem of drought and flood. This approach would set a healthy
trend in tackling the problem in a better way. This would also help the farmers

who are the bread-earners for the people of our country.

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"SHRI K. PARASURAMAN (THANJAVUR): The objectives of the scheme
were to restore and augment storage capacities of water bodies and also to recover
and extend their lost irrigation potential. These projects cover 556 water bodies
with total original cultivable command area of 5000 acres.

After RRR works, an additional irrigation potential of 5000 acres is likely
to be generated. If the physical work for restoration is completed in 556 water
bodies in district of Thanjavur, Tamil Nadu. The irrigation potential created
subsequent to pilot scheme will be 500 acres approximately.

The main objective of the project is : Comprehensive improvement of
selected tank systems including restoration; Improvement of catchement areas of
tank; Community participation and self-supporting system for sustainable
management for water bodies covered by the programme; Ground Recharge;
Capacity Building of communities, user groups standing committee for Panchayats
and State Government/Central Government Agencies concerned with planning,
implementation and monitoring of the project and; Increase in storage capacity of
water bodies;

Environmental benefits through improved water use efficiency; irrigation
benefits through restoration of water bodies, supplementation of the groundwater
use and promotion of conjunctive use of surface and groundwater; Development
of tourism, cultural activities etc.; and Increased availability of drinking water.

Keeping in view of above, I humbly urge upon the hon'ble Minister to
kindly take necessary steps to enable this project in Thanjavur, Tamilnadu at the

earliest.

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*SHRIMATI SANTOSH AHLAWAT (JHUNJHUNU): The conventional
attitude to a drought as a phenomenon of arid and semi-arid areas is changing
because even areas with high rainfall often face acute water scarcity. Cheerapunji,
the world's highest rainfall area, is facing severe drinking water shortages.
Drought in the state of Orissa, with an average rainfall of 1100 mm, surprised
many. A water scarcity condition in the Himalayan region is also not uncommon.
This shows that drought is just not the scarcity or absence of rainfall, but is more
related to water resource management (or mismanagement).

In case of Rajasthan, there have been 48 drought years of varied intensity
since 1901. (last 102 years). A more detailed analysis reveals that only in 9 out of
102 years, there were none of the districts in the State affected by droughts. At the
village level, the number of drought-free years will be even less. Therefore, every
year some part(s) of Rajasthan is affected by drought. Despite this, the State
considers drought as a transient phenomenon where short term relief measures are
considered to be a solution.

Jhunjhunu district located in the arid western Rajasthan is highly vulnerable
to extreme climatic conditions and drought compared to other arid regions of the
country. It is characterized by very hot summers and very cold winters with poor
rainfall during south-west monsoon period. In May and June, the maximum
temperature may sometimes goes upto 49° C. The potential evapotranspiration
rates are quite high, especially during May and June. The total annual potential
evapotranspiration is 1502.6 mm. Out of 6463.2 sq. km of cropped are, only
2267.9 sq km (35.1%) area has irrigation facility aggregating drought impact on
crop production in the district. Agriculture activity is spread over both Kharif and
rabi cultivation. Kharif cultivation is rainfed and rabi cultivation is mostly based

on ground water.

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The issue of vulnerability to drought and attempts to highlight the need for
proper identification of target areas and population for efficient planning of
drought relief measures in the state are based more on conventional perceptions,
e.g., that Below Poverty Line (BPL) population and population within certain
castes are the only vulnerable groups and that the Western region of the State is
the most vulnerable.

Rajasthan is the largest State of India with an area of 342,000 sq. km
(10.4% of the country total) and population of 56. 5 million ( 5% of the country
total of which 76.6% is rural. The state has only 1% of India's water resources
(GOI 2004). Administratively, the State is divided into 32 districts and 241 tehsils.

For historical and geographical reasons, the State remain socially and
economically backward. Recurrent drought, a poor resource base for economic
development, the highest cost of development per capita due to aridity and very
low density of population, low level of literacy (particularly among women), a
very rate of population of growth and scarcity and water make the task of socio-
economic development a challenge compared to many states in the country. The
climate of Rajasthan State varies from arid to sub-humid.

Three main physiographic regions can be delineated in the State. To the
west of Aravali hills range, there are 11 districts covering approximately 50% of
the area. The climate here is characterized by low and erratic rainfall, extreme of
diurnal and annual temperatures, low humidity and high wind velocity. To the east
of Aravali, the climate is semi-arid to sub-humid. The 12 districts in this region are
characterized by more or less the same extremes in temperatures, relatively lower
wind velocity and high humidity with better rainfall. The remaining area falls
within the Aravali range with high rainfall, hilly topography and forest cover is
classified as a tribal area.

The average rainfall of Rajasthan is 574 mm but it varies significantly
across different regions. In the western Rajasthan, the average annual rainfall

ranges from less than 100 mm in north-western part of Jaisalmer (lowest in the
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State) to over 400 mm in Sikar, Jhunjhunu and Pali regions and along the western
fringes of the Aravali range.

Drought results from long continued dry weather and / or insufficiency of
rain, which causes exhaustion of soil moisture, depletion of underground water
supply and reduction of stream flow. Drought is frequently defined according to
disciplinary perspective.

The National Commission on Agriculture in India defines three types of
droughts, namely, meteorological, agricultural and hydrological droughts.
Meteorological drought is defined as a situation when there is significant decrease
from normal precipitation over an area (i.e. more than 25%). Agricultural drought
occurs when soil moisture and rainfall are inadequate during the growing season to
support healthy crop growth to maturity and causes crop stress and wilting.
Hydrological drought may be a result of long term meteorological droughts which
result in the drying up of reservoirs, lakes, streams and rivers, and fall in
groundwater level.

The impact of a drought on the overall economy of the country is evident at
macro (State and national level) and micro-levels (village and household levels).
The impacts could be direct or indirect and vary in nature and intensity. The extent
and intensity of drought impacts is determined by prevailing economic conditions,
the structure of the agricultural sector, management of water resources, cereal
reserves, internal and external conflicts, etc.

Micro level impact is largely on the entitlement to produce and procure
food. The impact varies depending upon the social structure (class, caste) and
village and household resource endowments.

The direct impacts of drought can be classified under four broad categories,
viz. physical, social, economic and environmental. The initial direct physical
effects of drought on the production sectors are similar regardless of the type of
economy, although the relative and absolute magnitudes of each impact will

depend on specific country characteristics. Drought entails a loss of assets in the
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form of crop, livestock and productive capital damage as a direct consequence of
water shortage or related power cuts. In the industrial sector, agro-based industries
are the ones directly affected, as the lower domestic production of agro-processing
inputs reduces non-agricultural production.

Domestic availability of water is also restricted. This latter aspect has
implications for health and household activities, including the time required for
collecting water. As water becomes scarce, competition among within sectors may
increase.

Droughts have potentially important implications for government policies,
first and foremost, via their impact on the budgetary balance. A drought is likely to
reduce tax revenue via a decline in income, employment and exports. On the
expenditure side, increased expenditure on relief, social welfare, health and water
supplies, consumption-related subsidies on food distribution, and the logistical
costs of drought-related imports may confront government. Law and order
services could be put under greater pressure by a rise in crime, in turn associated
with temporary unemployment, migration and increased destitution. In addition,
these are likely to be pressures for the increased provisions of subsidies and credit
to affected productive sectors, including public utilities. Government policies can
exacerbate the impact of drought.

Due to scanty and inadequate rainfall for the last two years in Rajasthan,
the crop has been severely affected. The scarcity problem has been reported in
23406 villages spread in 26 districts and hence on 9.1.2000 these villages were
declared as scarcity (drought) affected villages. In all, 26.1 million people and
34.5 million animals are affected. The drought condition is worsening year after
year over the last three years.

Vulnerability is another concept to consider in drought impact assessment.
It is closely related to food insecurity and can be defined as the probability of an
acute decline in food excess or consumption levels below minimum survival

needs. In drought years, food insecurity increases due to severe decline in food
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production/availability, both from individual farms and in the market and because
of increased uncertainty of income related to lack of employment opportunities
and livelthood. Vulnerability may be assessed in terms of multiple
factors/indicators, which expose people to food insecurity through reduced food
availability, access and utilization.

Vulnerability indicators are mostly relative and qualitative, and therefore,
difficult to quantify. However, some broad indicators can be listed, including
forced migration, borrowings, skipping meals or food shortage, change of
occupation, forced unemployment, falling health conditions, etc.

Vulnerability assessment may be done for different socio-economic groups
based on caste, land ownership, primary occupation, income group and gender.
They can be assessed at a state, district, village or households level. It was shown
that both low-income and middle-income households are vulnerable to droughts.
In a context of farm sizes, it is marginal and small farmers that are normally most
vulnerable, whereas in desert region, even the large land holders are vulnerable
due to the inferior quality of land with no irrigation facilities and direct
dependency on erratic rainfall. Landless households are better off as they are less
dependent on agriculture and livestock for their livelihood and more mobile.

Identification of vulnerable population, villages and districts are important
for policy makers, particularly the Drought Relief Department, for identification of
target population. It also helps in streamlining and planning in advance the

activisties of Relief Department.
