SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA: Madam Speaker, the very nature of the

Question is entirely different.

HON. SPEAKER: It is about the earnings of the Railways.

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last three years and the current year and whether records of such earnings and
income are maintained at railway station level and if so, the details thereof.

But my friend has asked another question with regard to
appointment and other things. Certainly, I will get back to him after getting all
the particulars.

SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA : Madam Speaker, I do not dispute the

fact of my friend that there is corruption or irregularities. Certainly, there is
corruption and irregularities in the Railways. I have given the figures also in
my answer and stated that during the years right from 2009-2010 up to 2013-
2014, there were undercharges to the extent of about Rs. 882 crore, which have
already been examined, and out of which Rs. 682 crore have been recovered.

In the last five and a half years, Railways have received as many as
42,000 complaints including corruption practices and other related issues, and
the matter has been enquired into and 38,000 officials have been punished. So,
I do not say that there is no corruption or something like that. But my friend
has raised a specific question regarding a particular company. Let him put it in
writing to me, and I will certainly enquire into the matter and I will get back to
my friend on this issue. You give me a letter, and I will look into the matter and
I will take ...

HON. SPEAKER: Now, he has said everything about the issue. So, you can
look into it without the letter also.

SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA : Yes, let him come to me, and I will take
care of it.

SHRI K. N. RAMACHANDRAN : Madam Speaker, I want to ask a Question
regarding earnings of Railways vis-a-vis the hike in passenger and freight fares
on account of Fuel Adjustment Component (FAC).

Madam, it is a fact that the Indian Railways have earned Rs. 1,26,029
crore from passenger and goods traffic between April 2013 and February

2014. This shows an increase of 12.51 per cent. On the other hand, the
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dignified Railway Minister -- just before the presentation of the Railway
Budget for this year -- has increased the passenger and freight charges. The
increase on account of Fuel Adjustment Component (FAC) is 1.4 per cent on
freight charges and 4.2 per cent on passenger fares. Our Amma has already
insisted that the regular increase in charges due to FAC is not fair, and that the
people are suffering. Will the dignified Minister of Railways consider installing
petrol and diesel pumps at the premises of Railway Junctions, as is done in
some of the major railway stations, to alleviate the suffering of the people and
also to earn further revenue?
SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA: Madam Speaker, yes, there was fare
hike and the Fuel Adjustment Component is in place for the last two years. It
was the need of the hour. I have already replied in my Budget Speech why I
have raised fares. Even the earlier Government also had an intention to raise
fares.

My friend has suggested that there should be petrol pumps near railway
stations. This sort of a proposal has not come to us or is not before the

Railways as of now.

She told me to write to the Minister a letter saying that she is prepared to meet
him according to his convenience any time between 23™ and 29" of this month.
I would like to know whether you are going to West Bengal to discuss the

wretched condition of the National Highways in the scheduled period.

SHRI VINCENT H. PALA : Thank you, Madam.

In the reply given by the hon. Minister, it has been stated that 51
projects have been allotted and more than Rs. 62,000 crore have been spent.
Out of these works which have been allotted, many of the works have been
allotted under SARDP in the North-Eastern region. It has happened in the
National Highway 44 which has been allotted two years ago to a contractor, the
land has not been allotted 100 per cent to the contractor. When the contractor is
not doing the work for the last two years and the Government is not able to
maintain the work, the road has become very bad and it is not possible for
people to travel from Barak Valley to Tripura. I would like to know what steps
the Government is taking to repair the road to ease the traffic congestion so that
the people can travel in this road.

(vii) Need to implement the Scheduled Tribe and other Traditional Forest
Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Right) Act, 2006 in Assam particularly in
Tezpur Parliamentary Constituency in the State to ensure extension of
social-economic benefits to tribal people in the State

SHRI RAM PRASAD SARMAH (TEZPUR): I would like to draw immediate
attention of Union Government towards the implementation of the Scheduled
Tribe and other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Right) Act
2006 in Assam. Union Government had passed the Forest Dwellers Act in year
2006 and circulated the same for implementation in the year 2006 but till the
date this Act has not been implemented in my area. Under my parliamentary
constituency Tézpur (District — Sonitpur) more than 1200 villages with
population of 2.50 Lakh and in entire Assam state the population of forest
dwellers would be more than 10 Lakh. These people are deprived from all
Government schemes & programmes, because this Act has not been
implemented in my area. These people are living in forest for decades but they
have not been issued land patta as a result of which they have been denied the
Permanent Residence Certificate (PRC) which is necessary to get admission in
school or join any service. As land patta is not available they are not allowed to
establish even primary school for their children. These people are also deprived
from Panchayati Raj Institution (PRI) even though they vote for Assembly and
Parliamentary elections. As Panchayati Ra;j is not applicable in forest dwellers

area these people are not enjoying any Central Government schemes like
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MGNREGA, Indira Awas Yojana, Public Distribution System which takes
place only through Panchayats.

Therefore, I urge the Union Government to look into the matter and
take the immediate initiative to provide benefit under Scheduled Tribe and
other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Right) Act 2006 to

these forest dwellers of Assam without further delay.

(viii) Need to remove encroachments from railway lands all over the
country

SHRI MAHEISH GIRRI (EAST DELHI): Throughout the country, the lands
alongside the railway tracks belonging to the railways are found to be
encroached. Various problems arise due to this encroachment.

Living condition of the people in such slums is very poor. Crime rate in
these surrounding areas is also very high.

Many such areas are home to illegal immigrants from Bangladesh. In
my constituency of East Delhi, lakhs of people are living in encroached railway
lands causing/resulting in obstruction of development, and even loss of revenue
to the railway. I, therefore, urge upon the Minister concerned that such

encroachments be removed and the areas be reclaimed for judicious use.

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(x) Need to provide adequate financial assistance for Chambal Bhilwara
Drinking Water Project in Rajasthan and also expedite environmental
clearance for the execution of the project in Chhittorgarh district of the

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(xii) Need to augment railway services and passenger facilities in Dindigul
Parliamentary Constituency, Tamil Nadu

SHRI M. UDHAYAKUMAR (DINDIGUL): Dindigul in Tamil Nadu is
District headquarters of my Dindigul Parliamentary constituency. It is the 11™
largest urban agglomeration in the State. Industries in Dindigul include lock-
making, leather, administrative services, agricultural trading, banking,
agricultural machinery and educational services. There is a lot of railway
projects pending and the following Railway projects need to be undertaken for
the development of my constituency and the temple city of Palani.:
l. Modernization of Dindigul Railway station with escalator in all
platforms.
2. EMU train/service may be started/operated between Dindigul and
Madurai on broad-gauge double electrified line.
3. A new railway line may be laid between Dindigul and Karaikudi
via Natham, Kottampatti, Thirupathur.
4. Stoppage of trains at Kodaikanal road Junction viz., Vaigai
Express Guruvayur Express, Nellai Express and Trichy Intercity
Express etc.
5. Modernisation of Kodaikanal road Junction Railway station by
providing escalator, Display boards for arrival-departure of trains.
6. The weekly service of Nellai — Dadar express may be changed
into daily service and to be stopped at Kodaikanal road Junction.
7. The unmanned gate in Jallipatti near Kodai Road be converted as
manned gate.
8. An Over Bridge may be constructed at the crossing level of
Gandhigram Rural University.
9. A new train service may be operated from Chennai Egmore to
Palani via Villupuram, Trichy and Dindigul.
10. A new railway line be laid between Dindigul and Sabarimala to

facilitate the millions of pilgrims to worship Lord Ayyappa.
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The passengers train halt stations at Vellodu, Mettur Gate,
Pallapatti, Paravai, Vilankudi, Madurai Palam Station were
operational while it was meter-gauge and now closed after
conversion to Broad-gauge. It should be reviewed in order to

resume the earlier services.
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(xiii) Need to renew the existing licences of salt manufacturers in Tamil
Nadu and also roll back the increase in assignment fee, land rent for such
manufacturers in the State
SHRIMATI K. MARAGATHAM (KANCHEEPURAM): Salt is one of the

most essential things in our day-to-day life. Without salt, we cannot eat food,

nor can we live.

Ministry of Commerce and Industry, had on 9th October 2013, spelt out
the policy with regard to renewal of lease by the Salt Commissioner for
manufacture of salt. The policy states that there would not be renewal of lease
and that the fresh tender will be called for. It also said that the existing lessees
may also participate along with the fresh applicants. Secondly the Central
Government has increased the land rent abnormally without consulting the

stake-holders.

Due to these unfavourable decisions, the small salt manufacturers are in
great difficulty, especially, the existing lessees who have invested heavily in

salt manufacturing and are in dire straits.

The Hon’ble Minister of State for Commerce & Industry met the Salt
manufacturers in Chennai on 14th June, 2014, heard their grievances and
assured that the existing lessees would not be disturbed and their licences
would be renewed. But now, the Salt Commissioner had called for fresh
tenders, inviting applications. They are all very much disturbed by the action of

the Salt Commissioner.

Hence, I request the Hon’ble Minister of Commerce & Industry to
personally intervene in the matter so that the existing lessees are allowed to

renew their licences.

I also request the Government of India to roll back the increase in

assignment fee and land rent as demanded by the salt manufacturers.
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(xiv) Need to provide subsidies to farmers for installation of micro
irrigation systems and to create awareness among farmers about the uses
of micro-irrigation
SHRI DINESH TRIVEDI (BARRACKPUR): Agriculture in India is largely
rain-fed hence prone to temporal and spatial variations in rainfall. Already this
year, the Indian Meteorological Department has stated that the monsoon deficit
in the country is at 31 percent. As per the State of Indian Agriculture Report
2012-13, average annual rainfall in the country is 4000 billion cubic meters
(BCM), out of which utilizable water resources are only 1123 BCM. Even
today, in absence of newer technology, irrigation is done through tube-wells

and dugwells, which depend on the fast depleting groundwater.

Ground water in the country has been exploited due to unregulated use
and heavy power subsidies. With respect to efficiency of water use, the sector
is found lacking here as irrigation efficiencies from surface water vary in the
range of 35-40%, while for ground water-it is about 65-75%.

It is time we look at newer and environmentally sustainable ways of
irrigation and reducing the farmers’ vulnerabilities. Even though the
government has launched the National Mission for Micro Irrigation in 2010
which promotes drip and sprinkler technologies, which in turn enhances
efficiency of water application, it has still not taken off due to high costs and
lack of awareness. Only about 0.5 million hectare of land is covered under
micro-irrigation.

Hence, I would request the government to provide subsidies to farmers
for installation of Micro irrigation systems, so that they do not face the burden
of high cost of equipment and also promote this scheme to create more

awareness about the uses of micro irrigation.
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(xv) Need to declare the areas having considerable number of Marathi-
speaking people in Karnataka as a Union Territory

(xvi) Need to take measures to protect Kaliralga and Hatsingmari area of
Dhubri district, Assam from erosion by river Brahmaputra and also make
provision for adequate funds for the purpose
SHRI BADRUDDIN AJMAL (DHUBRI): The erosion by the River
Brahmaputra has created havoc and threat of total submersion of the entire
Hatsingimari Subdivision of my constituency Dhubri, Assam. The vast area of
South Salmara, Fakirganj, Hajirhat & Sukchar were totally washed away by the

River Brahmaputra during the last decade.

I have drawn the attention of the Government to this danger many times
in recent past by taking up the matter with various ministries, departments as
well as officials. On my continuous request, I was informed through vide letter
no. F. No. 11-5/2012-IM (pt.vi) dated 21 June 2013 by the Ministry of Water
Resources, Govt. of India that an amount of Rs 64.80 crore was released on

26/3/2013 to the Government of Assam for completion of 104 ongoing MI
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schemes of 2009-10 including 10 MI schemes of my Dhubri constituency and
124 Ml schemes of 2009-10 including 7 Ml schemes of my constituency but
the State Government denied from having received any fund. Consequently
work has not started. For only Kaliralga erosion protection the said amount of
Rs. 64.80 crore is not sufficient. Moreover, some other works were included to
be undertaken with the amount. So, Ministry of Water Resources should revise
the amount on Kaliralga as well as other works of my constituency.

I request the Minister of Water Resources and Home Affairs to take
immediate step to protect Kaliralga and entire remaining part of the
Hatsingmari subdivision with its Headquarters and the Indo-Bangladesh border
road from the erosion. If immediate permanent measures are not taken, the
entire area will disappear from geographical map in near future. As it is a
matter of threat to national security, I again request both ministers to intervene

to protect Kaliralga immediately.

(xvii) Need to declare tax-holiday for industries in Punjab to give impetus
to economy of the State

SHRI PREM SINGH CHANDUMAIJRA (ANANDPUR SAHIB): Punjab
suffered too much due to the division of the country at the time of
Independence. Being a border state no investor wants to invest in Punjab.
Agriculture has reached it saturation stage in the State. So the economic
resources are very limited. Unfortunately, since the last few years Union
Government has declared Hill State tax holiday to neighbouring states of
Punjab viz. Himachal Pradesh, J&K, Uttarakhand and due to such incentives

being offered industries in Punjab are shifting to neighbouring hill states.

It has, therefore, become necessary and urgent to declare tax holiday in
Punjab so that economy of Punjab can revive with the return of industries to

Punjab. Also special incentive to investors of Punjab may kindly be announced.

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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Madam Speaker, the
hon. Minister of Labour and Employment has introduced the Apprentices
(Amendment) Bill, 2014 and he requested the House to consider and pass it.
We are for passing the Bill without any delay. It does not mean that the House
should not study the provisions of the Bill thoroughly. What is the urgency to
pass it in haste?

The steps for amendment of the Apprentices Act, 1961 were taken by
Shri Mallikarjun Kharge when he was the hon. Minister of Labour and
Employment in the second UPA Government. The Inter Ministerial Group was
formed by the UPA Government. The Central Apprenticeship Council has been
asked to give suggestions and the opinion of the stakeholders has also been
called for. This process was started by the UPA Government and now, the
present Government has introduced this Bill before Parliament. This Bill,
which is before the House, is something which is going to decide the future of
our 300 million youths in the country and their number is growing daily. We
have around 300 million youths in the age group of 15 to 29 years, which is the
eligible age group to join as an apprentice. The employability of our youth is a
major issue which is being faced by the industry. The graduates coming out
from our colleges and technical institutions are far from employable, according
to a study. Hence, on-the-job training visualized under the apprenticeship
scheme becomes all the more important. In order to convert our youth force as
a potential work force, we should be in a position to impart adequate skills and
attitude to them.

While the UPA Government proposed the amendment in the
Apprentices Act, the primary aim was to tap the potential of the youth force
and to convert the huge youth population into potential human resource. The
vital suggestions emerged during the consultation process to make the
apprenticeship programme attractive like increasing honorarium to the trainees,
restructuring the curricula, adding flexibility in working hours, training etc., are
not included in this Amendment Bill which is presented before the hon. House.
This is very important. The UPA Government was trying to do it. In this Bill,

there is no attraction to the apprenticeship trainees. That is highly
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objectionable. So, the nation requires trained manpower in various fields.
Especially, construction industry, retail sector, food processing industry,
hospitality industry etc. require huge manpower. The Act should cover these
sectors specifically.

There is a common belief that apprenticeship means such things happen
only in big industrial organizations. The requirement of trained work force is
more in unorganized sector. But this Bill has not mentioned about the
unorganized sector. Now the unorganized sector also needs more and more
apprentices. Hence the establishments under unorganized sector also need to
be included in the Apprenticeship Act.

If you look at the history of the amendments in the Apprenticeship Act,
you may find that the Congress Government and the UPA Government only
have taken the leadership in passing the original Act and subsequent
amendments.

The Apprentices Act 1961 was enacted with the objective of regulating
the programme of training of apprentices in the industry by utilizing the

facilities available therein for imparting on-the-job training.... (Interruptions)

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH : Madam Speaker, the Act was amended in

1973 and 1986 to include training of graduates, technicians and technician
(vocational) apprentices respectively under its purview. It was further
amended in 1997 and 2007 to amend various sections of the Act as regards
definition of ‘establishment’, ‘worker’, number of apprentices for a designated
trade and reservation for candidates belonging to the Other Backward Classes
etc.

It was in 2007 under UPA Government for the first time in the history of
India that Modular Employable Scheme was introduced in the country to
impart skill to the unskilled Indian youth and to certify the trainees.

The Skill Development programmes got an impetus and through various
measures and programmes, skill development activities became a major
mandate for several departments in the country.

In tune with the initiative to develop skills of our youth only, the
amendment of the Apprenticeship Act was taken up to provide on-the-job
training to the youth.

As I mentioned, in the proposed Bill, comparing the size and the rate of
growth of the Indian economy, the performance of Apprenticeship Training
Scheme (ATS) is not satisfactory and a large number of training facilities
available in the industry are going unutilized depriving unemployed youth to
avail the benefits of the ATS.

12.19 hrs (Hon. Deputy Speaker in the Chair)

The employers are always of the opinion that provisions of the Act are
too rigid to encourage them to engage apprentices and the provisions relating to
penalty create fear amongst them of prosecution. They have suggested for

modifying the Apprentices Act suitably.
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The trainees also have the opinion that the scheme is not attractive to
them as the programmes under the scheme are neither attractive, nor according
to the requirement of the industry.

The purpose of the amendment is to make the scheme attractive to all
the stakeholders. But the proposed amendments neither satisfy the employer,
nor the potential employee.

Respected Deputy-Speaker, Sir, a huge demand was raised during the
consultations for the amendment to the Apprentices Act that the graduates of
arts and science courses may be considered for apprenticeship. But it is
missing in the Bill and it has not been made very conspicuous. Yet another
major suggestion was to make this Act mandatory for the IT industry, which is
a no-man’s land for many of the labour laws, let alone Apprentices Act.

A thorough re-look is required in the proposed amendment Bill in the
interest of the unemployed youth. We are for the Act but before taking up the
Bill on the floor of the House for discussion and consideration, I propose that
the Act should be subjected to review by the Standing Committee of
Parliament. After that it should be placed before the House.

Merely to raise the graph of the Government and to claim that in such a
short time we have passed so many Bills, we should not rush these types of
Bills which are neither youth friendly not employer friendly.

I suggest that the Bill should be referred to the Standing Committee for

its consideration.
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SHRI DUSHYANT SINGH (JHALAWAR-BARAN): Sir, I rise to speak on
the Apprentices (Amendment) Bill. I would also like to commend you on your
elevation to the Deputy-Speaker’s position. It is the first time that I am
speaking in this 16" Lok Sabha.

I would begin by saying that I commend the Government, the Union
Minister of Labour and his team of officers. I would like to commend our
Prime Minister, who has, within two and a half months of coming to office has
pushed and got introduced this Bill in this august House.

I just want to give you the brief history of this Bill. The original Act
came in 1961. Thereafter it was amended in 1973 and again amended in 1986.
Initially, it only looked at graduates of technical field. It was again amended in
1997 and thereafter in 2007. At that time, it basically looked at workers
belonging to other backward classes.

Today, we are a young India. We have to look at the aspirations of
young India. Keeping this in mind, we have to strengthen our manufacturing
sector. Our manufacturing sector is not as good as our service sector. If you
go through this Bill you would see that by pushing this Bill, we will help those
individuals, who are from arts and other courses, to be a part of this technical
field.

My hon. friend from the Congress has just mentioned about it. I just
want to bring to his notice and to the notice of the then Minister that in 2004-05
the seats allocated for apprenticeship were 2,53,541. Out of this, only 1,70,848
seats were utilized. Who was running the Government between 2004 to 2014?
In 2014, when the Congress demitted office, they had allocated 3,59,000 seats.
Out of this, only 2,11,000 seats were actually utilized. About one lakh seats
were left for giving jobs.

Since then, our Union Government and the Minister are looking at
ensuring that every individual gets an opportunity to be a part and parcel of the
change in society and the change in Government. We want every individual,
who is in the service sector or in the manufacturing sector, to get a job.

The Union Government received the recommendations of the Inter-

Ministerial Group, which were then uploaded on the website, and were sent to
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the Central Apprenticeship Council. Basically, a company or a group having
its functioning in four or more States need not go to every State Council. Now,
they have to go to the Central Apprenticeship Council and get help through the
Directorate General of Employment and Training.

We have also provided apprentices to get engaged at establishment level
instead of trade-wise. We have looked at non-engineering students. We have
also looked at new courses.

The previous speaker was asking as to what we are doing for other
courses. We are opening up 500 new courses. These 500 new courses will
adhere to respective fields and respective industry to ensure that more people
get jobs and apprentices.

We are looking at texts. We are looking at syllabus. We are looking at
registration. We are looking at new portal by which every individual can be
given an opportunity to look at the website and get a job. We are also looking
at helping the employer for employing most people. So, we are reducing the
penalties on the employers. We are also looking at the Acts for hazardous and
non-hazardous productive works.

I would like to commend the Government for having brought this Bill. I
would like the Government to look at the State of Rajasthan, where I come
from, and where we have moved the Apprentice Act (Amendment) Bill and it
was passed on 31% July, 2014. Every State has an opportunity to do that. It
was basically to create new industries, to create more jobs and the opportunity
for the State to help small-scale industries. In respect of any company having
250 employees or less, the State will assist the employer with 75 per cent
coming from the State Plan.

The previous speaker was mentioning that we do not have enough
training facilities. We, in Rajasthan, and also in this Bill, which the Minister
has brought before the House, there is a provision for having a third party
training centre. With this, we can have centres to grow around the industry and
to be in close touch with the employer so that we can get good third party

training facilities.
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This Bill is also having a mechanism for resolving disputes. It is also
looking at having good training facilities.

I would like to focus on the hon. Finance Minister’s Budget speech, and
paragraph 102 of his speech dealt with small-scale industries. Every individual
looks at small-scale industries. So, a lot of apprentices are coming up now.
The hon. Finance Minister has supported small-scale industries and wants to
have people from SCs. STs and OBC communities as a part of them. This is
the focus on which we want this Bill to go ahead.

We, in India, are growing. 1 just want to give you the example of
Germany. Germany has three million apprentices over India’s three lakh
apprentices — three million over three lakh. We are looking at growth in our
country; we are looking at prosperity in our country; and we want every
individual, every person to be part of all sectors, the primary sector, secondary,
tertiary sector and to be part of our economic growth. In that sphere, our hon.
Prime Minister and our hon. Minister have been able to put this Bill through.

This Bill is very flexible. It helps the industries; it helps the employers;
and it helps the industrial growth. As a true change in our today’s life, we
appreciate that the Government on putting this Bill, of which 500 new trades
would come up. Industry leaders such as FICCI, CII, ILO and other
organisations, all want this Bill to go through. So, I would urge everyone in this
august House, to be part of this change.

In the end, I would say that this Bill looks at people working in
hazardous places; this Bill helps individuals to be part of the website portal.
They can get jobs. This helps us to get the syllabus and course. This gives us
testing time so that people can get tested and get a degree. There can be

nationalised testing process. This also helps us to grow in our economy. We
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need growth. Our leader and the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modiji is
with us. We have the Minister of Labour with us. We have the entire House
with us. We all want growth in this industry. We want India to prosper and be
looked at as a stronger nation.

With your help and support, we will push this Bill through and pass it.

So, Sir, I support this Bill and I commend the Minister and his team for

bringing this Bill and we will all pass it.

APPRENTICES (AMENDMENT) Bill, 2014 — CONTD.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Yes, Prof. Saugata Roy.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): Sir, firstly, congratulations on your
assuming the Office of the Deputy-Speaker. We are very hopeful of your
stewardship.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Thank you.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY: Let me start by speaking on the Apprentices
(Amendment) Act, 2014. Mr. Suresh from the Congress party has already
suggested that this Bill be sent to a Select Committee. I also think that this Bill
is too important to be passed in the House in such hurried circumstances on the
last day of the Session. This needs a lot of deliberations and that is why I would
again urge the hon. Minister reminding him that the Railway Minister had also
sent his Railways (Amendment) Bill to the Standing Committee. Similarly, he
should also send this Bill to the Standing Committee.

While I do not quarrel with the basic objectives of the Bill, this Bill has
been pending since 2006. So, actually, this is an old wine in a new bottle,
which is what this present Government is doing -- repackaging old laws.

See, the other day, the Chief Minister of Kashmir made an interesting
comment... (Interruptions)

SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE (GULBARGA): One minute, please.
Modiji has got objection in saying ‘old wine in a new bottle’.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY : He does not like the word ‘wine’, I know. He
referred to Amrinder Singhji, [ know.

Actually, the Chief Minister of Kashmir said the other day that UPA had
done many good things but failed to publicize them. Modiji is inaugurating
projects, which were completed in UPA’s time. So, that is everybody’s style of
politics. What he did in Kashmir the other day, were all completed before.
Even this inauguration of the railway line was also done earlier. But that is the
rule.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): It is a democracy.
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PROF. SAUGATA ROY : Yes, it is a democracy. It is an ongoing process.

Now, the main objection to this Bill is that the total number of apprenticeship is
sought to be calculated on the basis of total number of workers in a factory.
This total number of workers includes permanent workers, contract workers
and casual workers. Now, on the one hand you are not giving any right to
contract workers and casual workers but including their number in determining
apprenticeship will lead to contract workers being phased out. This is what is
happening in the Maruti factory in Manesar, Haryana. They are slowly easing
out contract workers so that apprentices will do some of the works done by the
contract workers. This 1s something which I am basically opposed to.

Mr. Dushyant Singh has spoken of the Rajasthan model. Rajasthan has
enacted a new law. They have brought forward several labour laws. They have
changed the Contract Labour Act. They have changed several laws, including
Industrial Disputes Act and Contract Labour Regulation Act which are
basically anti-labour and meant to help the industry. Mr. Dushyant Singh
mentioned that FICCI and CII have supported it. Naturally, they will support it.
But I may remind you that in Rajasthan, BMS, the trade union wing of the
RSS, has opposed the changes in the labour laws made by the Rajasthan
Government. The BMS has totally opposed it and they will come to the streets
soon to oppose the changes made in Rajasthan. So, [ am not enamoured of that.

Having said that, let me say that it is necessary to increase the number of
apprentices in the country because in our country the number of skilled workers
in the employable age is only 6.7 per cent whereas in China it is 50 per cent;
and in European Union, it is 75 per cent. It is necessary to impart skills to our
young men. The Government had earlier set a target of achieving 50 crores of
skilled people by 2022. Now slowly people are detracting from that. They are
saying that this 50-crore target was fixed taking a growth rate of eight per cent.
If the growth rate does not reach eight per cent, then the number of skilled
people will come down. But basically, it is a laudable objective that we skill
our people and it is necessary to improve the employability of people. So, there

would be no objection to an Apprentices (Amendment) Act but I see it as a part
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of the bigger labour reforms which this NDA Government is attempting. They
are trying to amend the Factories Act. Next day they will amend the Industrial
Disputes Act on the Rajasthan model which will ultimately go against the
interest of organised labour which has been earned by continuous struggle over
many years. So, [ see in this Apprentices (Amendment) Act and the hurry to
pass it an attempt to initiate the so-called labour reforms, pro-industrial labour
reforms that this Government is attempting and ultimately, it will go to hire and
fire theory that this Government may be believing in.

Having said that, let me say some positive things about the Bill. One
thing informally, in the Apprentices Act, the employers were told that if you
violate the law, then you will have six months imprisonment. It was a little
ridiculous provision. So, that has been replaced by a fine. I have no objection.
No employer has been jailed under this Act. So, removing that would be a good
idea.

In the previous Apprentices Act, if a company had a pan-India operation
in three or four or more States, then it had to seek permission from the Central
Council and from individual State. That is being removed under the new
Apprentices (Amendment) Bill. Even if a company has a pan-India operation, it
can employ apprentices in all the places. Earlier, in the Apprentices Act you
could not get apprentices from other States. Now, in the amended Act you can
get apprentices from other States, which is again very welcomed that
apprentices may travel from State to State.

Previously, the apprentices were fixed trade-wise. In this country, 254
categories of industries were included. This is sought to be removed through
this Bill. The employer will have the option of engaging apprentices
irrespective of trade they are put in. They can also specify new trades. The Act
was passed in 1961; since then a lot of changes have taken place. As has been
spoken, the IT industry — the service sector — has come into being. So, new
types of apprentices will be necessary.

Sir, we, who work in the trade union field, face a common problem. All
the apprentices, who are working in a company, when their period comes to an

end, come to us and say that they will not get a permanent job. I have to tell
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them that their period is ending. What I propose is that the apprentices,
working in private industries or in Government industries, should be given
priority in employment. In Government companies — there are ordnance
factories, which employ apprentices — age relaxation should be made in the
case of apprentices. Then, these people will be encouraged to learn more in
their jobs.

The other important thing, which I want to say, is that they are trying to
create a new exchange of information through a portal site. The employers can
recruit apprentices according to their own policies. The provision of sitting in
examinations after competition of apprentices has been made optional. The
main thing is that the new Act allows employers to take non-engineering
graduates and diploma holders. The idea is basically to widen the number of
apprentices. The National Skill Development Corporation is not sufficient.
There are lakhs of unemployed people in the country. So, more doors are
opened for apprentices and it is a good step. But, this Apprentices Act should
not take advantage of workers by employers so that they can dispense with
contract workers and use apprentices in place of permanent or contract
workers.

Sir, let me finish by saying that if the Government thinks that they will
enlarge skill training, I have no objection. If they want to employ more
apprentices, we will have no objection. But, the organised working class in this
country will oppose any effort by the employers to go towards a hire and fire
policy. They will oppose any effort by the employers to change the Factory Act
to include 12 hours in their working day from which they will have to work for
eight hours. Any anti-labour move by the Government will be resisted tooth

and nail by all trade unions, including the BJP’s Bharatiya Mazdoor Sangh.
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"SHRI K. PARASURAMAN (THANJAVUR): Hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir.
Vanakkam. We cannot control communal violence and riots through laws;
only by implementation of people welfare schemes we can control communal
violence. Hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchithalaivi Amma has been
taking several measures in providing opportunities to all the people irrespective
to their caste creed and colour. Hon. Chief Minister Puratchithalaivi Amma
treats the people belonging to all castes as equal and provides opportunities to
all of them. MPs, MLAs, Representatives of Panchayats, Office-bearers of
cooperative institutions, government employees and others are provided equal
opportunities on the basis of population and not on the basis of caste or
religion. Hon. Amma upholds oneness among all. Without any discrimination
of caste, creed and religion, Hon. Amma provides laptops, bicycles, uniform
dresses and other materials to the students of Tamil Nadu. Hon. Amma rules
the state without showing any sort of caste discrimination. Under her able
leadership Tamil Nadu remains a peaceful state. Hon. Deputy Speaker Sir,
Tirukkural 1s a master piece written by Saint Tiruvalluvar, 3000 years ago and
it stands as a testimony to oneness and one society without any caste bias. The
great poet Bharathi has also written in one of his poems for children that there
1s no caste in this world. This is a land where Lord Buddha, Jesus Christ and
Mahatma Gandhi preached social harmony.

HON.DEPUTY SPEAKER : You should speak about Apprentices Bill. You
talk about training programme and factories. You have to speak on the
Apprentices (Amendment) Bill. You speak about the training programmes in
factories.

*SHRI K.PARASURAMAN : Tamil Nadu is a peaceful state in the country.

Apprentices are provided hands on training in the state of Tamil Nadu.

* English translation of the speech originally delivered in Tamil.
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SHRI NAGENDRA KUMAR PRADHAN (SAMBALPUR): Hon. Deputy
Speaker, Sir, the Apprentices (Amendment) Bill, 2014 is being discussed in
this House. The statistics say that up to 31* March this year, a total of 4.90 lakh
persons got apprenticeship training, and out of them, only 2.82 lakh
apprentices, the trained people got jobs. This is the situation because there are
stringent laws which the management has to follow. So, they are afraid of
providing jobs to these apprentices.

Sir, you know that as the country goes ahead, development activities
have also been taking place. Irrespective of which party is in Government,
progress is there. Therefore, lakhs of employment opportunities are there, but
trained people are not available. If even some trained people are not getting
jobs, it is because of the stringent decisions of the management of different
factories, which may be belonging to the public sector or the private sector. In
this context, I want to draw your attention to this because this Bill is at the
discussion stage. The way the unemployment is there throughout the country,
only the engineering branch people are getting this training. It has to be
expanded so that even high-school certificate holders -- that is, those who have
passed and even those who have not passed -- or those who are non-
engineering graduates and those who are Twelfth pass have got the scope to
undergo training in factories.

There are thousands of posts in the Government and private sectors. If
this type of training is imparted to them, then definitely thousands of people /
students will be engaged. This is a positive thing. There are some positive
things and some negative things in this Amendment Bill, and this is one of the
positive things.

The second positive thing in it is that this has been expanded to the
private sector. Any private institution is allowed to give training to these
apprentices. So, this is also a good thing.

Another thing is that the age limit was 14 years. However, there is a
provision in this Bill that this can be extended to 18 years with regard to
hazardous job. Another point is about management. If management is not

properly handling the things, then there is imprisonment for the employer.
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However, this has been changed and no punishment will be given and only a
fine would be imposed on him. This is a good thing because if there is
restriction on the person who is going to invest money, then he will not be
encouraged to put up industries or factories.

There are also certain negative points in it. Suppose, the advisor of a unit
carries out whatever he things fit and if the management does not agree to it,
then there is no problem or difficulty in it. This is a negative point in it.

Likewise, there are a number of negative things in it. I think that we
should discuss this matter. Previously also, this matter was discussed at
different stages, namely, this was discussed in the Inter-Ministerial Group
(IMG); the recommendations of the IMG for making changes in the Act were
uploaded on the website for seeking comments of public; deliberations took
place for it; and Seminars were also conducted. At least, the Department tried
to go to the people before introducing this Bill and seek their opinion. In this
case, most of the Members are interested in discussing this issue thoroughly.
Hence, in my opinion also this Bill has to be sent to the Standing Committee.

This i1s my suggestion and appeal. Thank you.
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HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: We are skipping the lunch because we want to
continue this debate so that this Bill can be passed.

Shri Konda Vishweshwar Reddy to speak.
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SHRI KONDA VISHWESHWAR REDDY (CHEVELLA): Thank you Sir for
giving me an opportunity to speak on this important Bill.

Sir, when we go to our constituency, people come to us with various
problems. ¥s&® 3 & T, UM T8 § QEBHFR &M T8 &) W &l The most
depressing problem is that when they say they do not have a job, get me a job.
It is depressing because thousands of applications are received and I can help
only three or four. I believe that every Member of Parliament experience this
problem.

Sir, power, water, health, corruption, extremism and communalism are
not the problems which our country is facing. The biggest challenge for us in
our country is to gainfully engage the youth, train them and employ them.

Sir, in Rashtrapati Bhawan, our Prime Minister reiterated the same
sentence three times. Please allow me to say here the same sentence three
times. A youth came and asked our Prime Minister, Modi ji for a job and he

education and the employment. Where the education falls short, there this
apprentice system fills that gap and make one employable. I think we have not
understood the fundamentals of apprentice system and its evolution world over
including our own country. The apprenticeship system evolved in different
countries at different times and most of it became formal in the 15" and 16"
century. The first apprenticeship was in the Statute of Apprenticeship in 1563
in Britain. Modi ji’s stressing on the importance of this Bill is very relevant. It
is the biggest challenge of our country. We have to appreciate the Government
in getting this Apprenticeship Bill passed in this very first Session. We cannot
afford to let this Government fail in its most important mission but by passing
the Apprentice Bill in this manner, we are guaranteeing that the Government

will fail in its mission of engaging, training and employing the youth.
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I would like to make three points as to why we have not understood the
fundamentals of the apprenticeship system. Firstly, the apprenticeship system is
engaging and training the youth and qualifying them. They are developing the
youth from being unemployable youth to employable youth. We are developing
the youth. This is what is called as human resource development.
Unfortunately, the subject has been addressed to the wrong Ministry. It is the
main responsibility of the Ministry of Labour and Employment. Ministry of
Human Resource Development should have been engaged with it.

There are three important points. Basically, you cannot become an
electrician without having a certificate from the union or the guild. So, there
are trade bodies for each vocation. If you set up an apprenticeship system
without having bodies for each trade, it is like putting the cart before the horse.
It is bound to fail.

Secondly, why would a youth go in for that? As some of the Members
have said, the apprenticeship system was abused. It was abused in child labour
and so on. It was illegally abused. Now we are going to legally abuse it. After
all, what does a youth get? He gets Rs.1900. He is not guaranteed a job and he
is not guaranteed quality training. Now, by passing the Bill, we are ensuring
that the Government will not reach its main goal. I think, we cannot afford
Prime Minister Shri Modiji to fail in his most important mission. The Bill has
to go to the Select Committee. Otherwise, we are guaranteeing a failure of the

Government in its most important mission.
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SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Sir, I rise to
participate in the Apprentices (Amendment) Bill, 2014.

It is true that we need skill because we believe that efficacy of skill can
kill the pangs of unemployment. There is an adage that well begun is half done
and apprenticeship seems to be the training of the beginner for the job market.
It intends the promotion of new skilled manpower and honing the old skill so as
to adopt to the emerging job market.

I will simply draw the attention of the hon. Minister to the memorandum
regarding delegated legislation in the Bill. I am of the personal view that what
you consider as a matter of procedure and detail requires thorough scrutiny by
this House or by the Parliamentary Standing committee.

The Bill does not talk about the level of stipend which will be paid to
them. The current stipend levels ranging from Rs. 1,090 to Rs. 1,620 for trade
apprentices and Rs. 1,440 to Rs. 2,600 for graduates and technicians are so low
that they do not even cover the cost of transportation of the apprentices. Further
long duration of training at such low levels makes the programme unattractive
for a large section of candidates.

I would like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister to clause 9. It
states that the weekly and daily hours of work of apprentices while undergoing
practical training in a workplace shall be as determined by the employer. What
safeguards are there to ensure that these poor apprentices are not over-exploited
or made to put in more hours of work than what is reasonable? Do you have
any regulatory framework in place to check this kind of aberrations?

Again, there is no short term and long term requirement of skilled
manpower in various sectors because there is no sector-wise standardization
that has been expressed in this Bill. For example, if you take the aviation
sector, as per Government estimates, over five lakh skilled workers would be
needed in the aerospace and aviation sector over the next ten years. Similar is
the situation in food processing industries, healthcare, manufacturing, tourism
and hospitality and other sectors. I would like to know whether the

Government is well equipped with the requisite infrastructure to create and
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impart skill to the youths. Therefore, I would propose that the Government
should take the initiative for the creation of infrastructure under corporate
social responsibility because it will help a lot.

There is also a feeling that the current curriculum is outdated.
Moreover, there is also no uniformity across the country with regard to the
entrance examination for admission to ITIs. All these things including
upgrading the infrastructure in ITIs require immediate attention. They have to
be attended on a priority basis.

Therefore, there is a lot more to be done through this legislation. I do not
have any dispute with the intent of this legislation. But the fact is that there are
many lacunae which are observable and they need to be obviated. We know
that there is a demand for health safety and welfare measures for apprentices;
there is a demand for leave and holidays for them. The employers’ liability to
pay compensation for injuries has not been explicitly depicted here.

I would also suggest to the hon. Minister that the Ministry may appoint
National Advisory Committee. That Committee can include all the stakeholders
including representatives of employers, representatives of labour, educated
officers of other executive departments. If we want to make it a comprehensive
legislation, we should take all the stakeholders into confidence. The intention
of the Bill is to develop the competence level of the apprentices and that
intention should be realized.

Sir, I shall be very brief; you have already warned me that there is
shortage of time.

Apprentice is a powerful vehicle for skill development; it lubricates the
labour market from rural to urban, from unorganized to organized, from
subsistence level to decent wage living. That is why, it acts as a lubricant in the
apprentice market. But I find that this Government is in a hurry to pass the
legislation, which is contrary to its intention. The Government recognizes itself

as a Government for the corporate, by the corporate and of the corporate.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: I told you already that we are not going to have
lunch-break today.
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SHRI MUTHAMSETTI SRINIVASA RAO (AVANTHI) (ANAKAPALLI):
Thank you, Sir, for giving me this opportunity. I will not take much time. |
support this Apprentice (Amendment) Bill, 2014.

What is the strength of India? Mainly, it is human resource. Within a
short span of time, how China became a super power? It is only with the help
of human resource. But unfortunately, in our country, even though human
resource is available, we are lagging behind in skilled manpower. So, I strongly
feel that this Bill will definitely help improve competency levels of our human
resource. But I suggest one or two points.

At the time of apprenticeship, the remuneration that is being paid to
them is very low. I would request the hon. Minister to increase the payment.
Secondly, at the time of apprenticeship, the facilities must be extended to
apprentice people, as is being done in the case of the permanent workers. The
third is that we have to change the educational system. There is a lot of
difference between the industry expectations and institutional training. He may
be 10™ class or inter-mediate or ITI or diploma, but he requires a lot of
practical training at the school and college levels. If it is done, when they come
for job, definitely they would cope up very quickly. But unfortunately, in our
educational system, we are giving a lot of importance for marks and theoretical
knowledge than the practical knowledge. That is why, even though lakhs of
people are being educated in this country, a very few are getting jobs. So, |
would request the hon. Minister not only to pass the Bill, but from the
Government of India, he should enforce the corporate sector — it is the
corporate social responsibility — to improve the technical skills of the Indian
youth. Improving technical skills of the Indian youth should be made
mandatory for all the corporate companies in India as then only the industries
will progress and the country will progress. With these few words, I support

the Apprentices (Amendment) Bill, 2014.
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SHRI M.B. RAJESH (PALAKKAD): Thank you, Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir.
Many of my esteemed colleagues have already expressed their concerns
regarding Apprentices (Amendment) Bill. I too share their concerns and my
view is also that this Bill needs detailed scrutiny and hence should be sent to
the Standing Committee.

Sir, India has the youngest labour force with 12 million new entrants in
the labour market every year. Only 2.5 per cent of the employees have any
certified skills. This points to the utter lack and total failure of training
facilities in our country.

Sir, we hear a lot about demographic dividends. How will we be able to
reap the benefits of demographic dividends? Benefits of demographic
dividends can be reaped only if proper training and skill development schemes
are there. Why the apprentices training schemes have failed? The Government
has accepted that the performance of apprentices training schemes is not
satisfactory and a large number of training facilities available in the industry
are going un-utilised thereby depriving unemployed youth to avail the benefits
of ATS. Why this has happened?

This has happened because private employers are not taking up the
responsibility of imparting training to the new entrants in the labour market.
They are not interested to do that. They are only interested in recruiting trained
labour force. They only want finished products. They do not want to recruit
apprentices and give them proper training. In their quest to maximize profits,
they are searching for trained labour. They are searching for finished products.
What should we do?

Why they are not doing this is, because this Act is rigid. The reason
being put forward is since the Act is so rigid, proper skill development training
is not being imparted. It is not because of that. Is it because there is a penal
provision for imprisonment? You are taking away that provision now. Is it
because of that? No. Can you give a single example of sending some
employer to jail for violating this Act or any other labour law? In the entire

history of our country not a single employer has been sent to jail or imprisoned
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due to violation of labour law. Is that the reason? These are only arguments
for the sake of argument and I do not agree with this.

Secondly, no absorption is taking place. After training, no absorption is
taking place. My suggestion would be to link the incentives given to corporate
industry to employment.... (Interruptions) 1 will conclude in two to three
minutes. This is an important Bill. This is not going to be sent to the Standing
Committee. At least, let us have a detailed discussion here.

So, for ensuring absorption of apprentices you should link the incentives
given to industry to employment. In the name of growth you are giving lakhs
and crores of rupees as incentives. Let it be linked with employment.

Thirdly, coming to the Bill, why is proper training not happening? It is
because these employers are not interested in giving training. They are more
interested in recruiting cheap labour in the name of apprentice and training.
Sir, you come from Tamil Nadu. I can give you a lot of examples, especially
from Tamil Nadu and textile sector where 90 per cent of the workforce of a
factory 1s branded as apprentice or trainees.

Why are they recruited as trainees? It is because if they are recruited as
trainees, they will not come under any Act; no labour laws are applicable; no
minimum wages are to be paid; and no other benefits are to be given. This is
nothing but blatant violation of Apprentices Act. You should look into this
aspect and this should be changed.

This Bill is giving free hand to employers. It says that the hours of work
and leave will be as per the discretion of employers. This is giving a free hand
to employers. This should not be left to whims and fancies of the employers
alone.

Finally, before bringing such an important Bill, you should have
discussed it with stakeholders. [ am sure you have not discussed it with
stakeholders. You should have discussed it with various trade unions and
youth organisations. Anuragji is sitting here. He is the President of a youth
organisation. | am also representing a youth organisation called, Democratic
Youth Federation of India.

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER (PONNANI): Hon. Deputy-Speaker,
this amendment to the Apprentices (Amendment) Act is very much
necessitated because India is a fast developing economy and in the formation of
human capital this kind of a legislation will be helpful. Earlier also we had
made an amendment to the parent Act in 1973, in 1986, 1997 and in 2007. The
purpose of the amendment is very clear.

This is intended at widening the scope of the existing Act and to create
opportunities for youngsters to get more practical training and attain skills,
knowledge and also to simplify the process for registration of apprentices and
for exchange of information through a portal site and employability
enhancement programmes are also envisaged in this.

Under-employment is a problem in our country. If people attain skills,
then that will give a lift to higher employment. Manpower generation should be
in accordance with the need in the employment market. We all know that there
is a gap. What is that gap? In schools the students attain certain skills but skill
attained in the schools and skill required in the employment market is different
and there is a gap in between . The provisions of this Apprentices Act will
certainly bridge up that gap to an extent.

Sir, we require 500 million skilled workers by 2022. We have to foresee
that skill development is linked with economic, employment and social
development programmes. When we make planning for formation of human
capital, it should be done in a scientific way. We have to discuss a very
important thing and that is about conversion of our employment exchanges to
career guidance centres. Now, what is happening? We are having problems in
finding the right man for the right job. That problem has to be addressed. So,
the employment exchanges will have to be converted into career guidance
centres also.

Regarding formulation of the courses my friends were saying that we
have to restructure and redesign the courses to meet the demand in the

employment market. Similarly, whether it is an engineering college, or
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polytechniques or an ITI, it should be reachable to the marginalized and poorer
sections of the society.

Similarly, another important area is that we must have linkage with
industrial establishments and educational institutions. That is also very
significant while discussing this topic.

We are having the National Council for Vocational Training. I suggest
that we must take emergent action to revamp NCVT. \Coming to ITI, we
know that it is a very good institution. It is having wide scope but
unfortunately, almost all the courses offered in ITI are outdated courses. So, we
have to redesign the courses according to the need in the employment market.

Towards the end, I suggest that the community college concept in
Kerala is very important. Villagers also get training, short term courses and
long term courses. That concept can also be tried.

I would like to say that 65 per cent of our population is below the age of
35. It is an asset for our country. If we make scientific planning of human
resource, | wish to say that India can conquer the employment market of the
world.

With these few words, I conclude.
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SHRI PREM DAS RAI (SIKKIM): Thank you, Mr. Deputy-Speaker Sir, for
giving me this opportunity to participate in the Apprentices (Amendment) Bill,
2014.

The present Bill aims to address a majority of the issues related to
apprentices training schemes. This adds to the capacity building of many of
our young people, specially in the manufacturing sector.

In this particular Bill, I would like to flag one provision. Though I agree
with the spirit of that provision that we need to encourage apprentices from
other States, in places like Sikkim, we would like to have the first charge of all
the apprentices position which come up in the companies or the institutions that
will give these kinds of skill development training. Even though the spirit of
the Bill says that in case there is a vacancy, you can bring the requisite
apprentices from other States, I think, the first charge should be with the State.
In this respect, whilst framing the rules, I think this particular portion needs to
be taken care of and I request the hon. Minister, through you, to make sure that
the State Governments can frame the rules in this particular regard.

As far as the other things are concerned, this particular Bill has certain
provisions which would make it at par with the requirements of time and

therefore, I support the Bill.
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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): I thank you very much, Mr.
Deputy-Speaker Sir, for giving me this opportunity to speak.

I am also of the opinion that this Bill, which is having great
ramifications with respect to the new employment market especially in the case
of apprenticeship, be referred to the Standing Committee of Labour and
Employment. This is the first Bill which the NDA Government is presenting in
this House which is starting with the labour reforms. They have got the spirit of
labour reforms from the Rajasthan Government which have made some
amendments in the Factories Act, the Apprentices Act and other labour
legislations.

So, the first objection to the Bill is that there is no consensus in the
tripartite mechanism. There are so many organisations, like National Labour
Conference, etc. in which these matters are discussed thoroughly. A national
consensus has to be arrived at in respect of labour reforms. Unfortunately, on
this Bill there is no national consensus in the Indian Labour Conference or in
any tripartite mechanism in which all the stakeholders are present. There is no
such mechanism for arriving at consensus over these reforms in the labour
sector, especially in the Apprentices Act of 1961. That has to be taken care of
because it is the democratic right of the workers. They should have a say in
respect of the reforms and the workforce should be given an opportunity. That
1s point number one.

The Statement of Objects and Reasons also states that this is to enhance
the training and employment of the new workforce. They have to be given
proper training. This is the main object of the Bill. But will that aim be fulfilled
by the new provisions of the Bill? That is my main question. Almost all hon.
Members who spoke before me have narrated the employment scenario, and
the skilled labour scenario in our country.

During the last year, that is during 2013-14, only 2.82 lakh apprentices
were appointed as against the existing vacancies or existing apprenticeship
seats of 4.9 lakh. Though there is a capacity for 4.9 lakh, only 2.82 lakh
apprentices were filled. It means the employers or the entrepreneurs or the

corporates or the industry are not willing to accept and give proper training to
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these new entrants who are coming out of IITs or polytechnics. So, what is the
intention of this legislation?

Now, we are amending the legislation so as to give more flexibility to
the employers or the industry. The stringent provision of imprisonment is being
taken away. That provision is going to be amended. So, what would be the fate
of new generation aspirants as far as getting training, especially in the case of
Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes, Other Backward Classes, and the weaker
sections of the society? Only because there was a mandatory provision in the
1961 Act, they were engaged as apprentices. Otherwise, they would not have
done it. We are having a stringent provision in the 1961 Act which says that
they have to engage such and such number of apprentices in the industries.
Even then they are not allowing these poor people to get inside. Suppose, that
stringent provision in the original Act is taken away by means of this
amendment, definitely that would adversely affect the poor and the common
people who are coming from the downtrodden families. That would be the
impact of this Bill.

We are all talking about skill development. The hon. Prime Minister,
while replying to the debate on the Motion of Thanks to the President’s
Address, had said that the Government wants to turn “Scam India” into “Skill
India”. If that is the case, will the proposed amendment help make India a
skilled nation? To my mind ‘no’. The deprived sections of the society will be
further deprived of its right to have proper training in the industry. That would
be the impact of this Bill. ... (Interruptions)

I would like to just speak on two or three provisions. If you go through
the Bill, you will find that a new provision has been incorporated, that is
‘optional trade’. That is very crucial as far as industry is concerned. ‘Optional
trade’ means any trade or occupation or any subject in engineering or non-
engineering or technology or any vocational course as may be determined by
the employer for the purpose of this Act. This ‘optional trade’ will not come
within the definition of ‘trade apprentice’. If you go through the definition in
sub-clause (q), °‘trade apprentice’ means ‘apprentice’ who undergoes

apprenticeship training in any designated trade. So, this is applicable only to
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the designated trade and not to the ‘optional trade’. So, I would like to seek a
clarification from the hon. Minister on that. In the case of ‘optional trade’,
qualification of the apprentice, grant of certificate, etc. are determined by the
employer. So, employer has been given more authority and flexibility. So, that
would adversely affect the common people, especially those who are coming
from the downtrodden families.

With these words, I conclude.

The Nellie
Massacre of 1983, the Gujarat riots of 2002, and the latest clashes in
Saharanpur of 2014, if we get into the root cause of all this, we will come to
know that the British left India after sowing the poisonous seeds of communal
virus in this country. They had the ulterior motive of divide and rule.

Fortunately this country had great leaders like Mahatma Gandhi, Pandit
Jawaharlal Nehru and many others. Gandhiji once wrote, “I do not expect India
of my dreams to develop one religion that is to be wholly Hindu or wholly
Christian or wholly Musalman, but I want it to be wholly tolerant, with its
religions working side by side with one another”.

If we examine the contemporary Indian situation, I would like to say that
the policies of this government are not at all helpful in controlling communal
violence. I would like to say that they are stimulating communal tension. They
have to think honestly to find out a mechanism to control this kind of
communal violence.

Sir, my first and foremost suggestion is with regard to the educational
sector. We must nurture the values of communal harmony in our classroom
itself. At the same time, if we inject the communal poison in the veins of
budding generations, where will this country go? We have to think about this.

I wish to say with profound regret that this government is planning to
communalise the very basis of the nation, including the foundation of
education. I do not want to provoke anybody. With all humbleness I would like
to quote a few questions and answers taught in Gujarat's schools now. A 21-
member Committee has been constituted under Bharatiya Shiksha Nidhi Ayog
to suggest educational reforms according to the political ideology of BJP.
Educational institutions such as ICHR, NCERT, and UGC are all in the grip of

political masters.

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PROF. SUGATA BOSE (JADAVPUR): Mr. Chairman Sir, on the eve of
Independence Day, I rise to speak on the sensitive subject of communal
violence and the ways of tackling that menace.

Tomorrow morning, the hon. Prime Minister will be at the Red Fort
delivering his first speech from its ramparts. In the winter of 1945, Mahatma
Gandhi had gone to the Red Fort to meet the prisoners of the Indian National
Army being held there by the British. These freedom fighters had felt no
distinction of creed or religion when they fought under Netaji Chandra Bose’s
leadership with Chalo Dilli on their lips. They had dreamt of holding their
victory parade in the Red Fort. They dined together before they shed their
blood together in the battle of our freedom. "But here, we are faced with Hindu
tea and Muslim tea". These freedom fighters complained to Mahatma Gandhi.
“Why do you suffer it?” Gandhi Ji asked. “We don’t.” They replied. “We mix
Hindu tea and Muslim tea half and half and then serve. The same with food.”
“That is very good.” Mahatma exclaimed laughing. We need to rekindle that
spirit of cultural intimacy and political solidarity among religious communities,
if we are to be free of the scourge that goes by the name of communal violence.

Our celebrations of Independence had been marred by terrible partition
violence and we had resolved then “Never again.” And yet, 1984 in Delhi,
1992-93 in Ayodhya and Mumbai, 2002 in Gujarat have been years of shame
for us. In this year of grace, 2014, there have been incidents of violence that
are cause for grave concern.

I do not wish to enter into the war of statistics about exactly how many
incidents there have been or the blame game as to whether they have taken
place in BJP-ruled States or Congress-ruled States. Simply, such episodes must
be nipped in the bud. West Bengal is a Heaven of peace in this country in terms
of Hindu-Muslim relations. What are the roots of communal violence in our
country? Jawahar Lal Nehru had concluded the chapter in his autobiography
titled “Communalism rampant” by claiming that surely religion and the spirit

of religion have much to answer for.
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That, I believe, was a misdiagnosis of the ailment. I share Shri Kharge’s
concern about the incidents of violence in our country. But we have to be
careful not to make religion the enemy of the nation. I wish to assure the
Member of the Akali Dal who spoke a little while ago that we are not against
religion. We are only against religious prejudice, religious bigotry, religious
majoritarianism. We know full well that most people in our country are deeply
religious. We respect religious faith. But I would like to say to this Government
that when beautiful religious symbols are deployed in the interests of
majoritarian triumphalism, then we face a very major problem in our country.
That is what, I fear, is happening today. The victory of the ruling party in the
general elections has emboldened the more extreme among its followers. Even
more than the actual incidents of violence that have taken place, I have grim
forebodings of underlying tensions and the sense of fear and the insecurity
among the minorities as they feel the cold winds of political exclusion.

To the Government of the day I would like to say, through you, Mr.
Chairman, do not remain silent about the episodes of bullying and violence.
Restrain and discipline your errant followers with unambiguous words of
condemnation and swift action on the ground to uphold the law.
(Interruptions) It is undeniable that a disproportionate number of incidents are
taking place in poll-bound constituencies and poll-bound States. Let us not
tarnish our democracy by polarizing communities for short-term political gain
at the cost of long-term well-being of our country.

The opening speaker from the treasury benches in his fiery speech
wearing the saffron robe invoked the name of Swami Vivekananda. Well, let us
recall Vivekananda’s immortal lines. He said: “I shall go to the mosque of the
Muslim; I shall enter the Christians’ church and kneel before the crucifix; I
shall enter the Buddhist temple where I shall take refuge in the Buddha and his
law; and I shall go into the forest and sit down in meditation with the Hindu
who is trying to see the light which enlightens the heart of every one.” 1
fervently hope we in Parliament can generate more light than heat. ...

(Interruptions) 1 will take no more than one minute. I have been anguished by
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the tenor of this debate and I want to apply a healing touch before
Independence Day.

At the anniversary of the midnight hour of our freedom, let us pledge to
devote ourselves to maintaining peace with harmony, with honour among all
religious communities — "honour to prudence, honour to sobriety, honour to
sanity" to quote Shri Saratchandra Bose.

We sing Rabindranath Tagore’s first verse of Jana Gana Mana as our
National Anthem. But the time has come to remind ourselves of the song’s
beautiful second verse, a symphony to unity, a call to weave together a garland
of love.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Does the House agree?

SEVERAL HON. MEMBERS: Agreed.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Okay, thank you.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : The august House is discussing a very

important issue but it is also a sensitive issue. From yesterday onwards, we are
all witnessing the debate which has taken place in this House and the way the
issue is being addressed by various sections of this House. I would also like to
make my apprehension in respect of this issue. From where should tolerance
come? To my mind, tolerance has to come first from the Members of
Parliament of this august House because we are lawmakers and the
policymakers of this country. We should hold the flag of harmony not hatred. It
is well known that none of the religious institutions or thoughts of India is
professing or propagating the philosophy of hatred but harmony. We know
that Jesus Christ has told us that we have to love our neighbours as that of you.
And the last Prophet Mohammad has taught us that if anybody is felling hungry
and you are having food at supper, definitely you are not the follower of Islam.
Similarly, the basic Hindu philosophy - Vasudeva Kutumbaham - which
means the whole world is one family. We are all brothers and sisters and that
is the salutation Swami Vivekananda has made in Chicago at the World
Conference, which has given life to the Indian culture and Indian spirit and

tolerance.
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But unfortunately what is happening to our country now a days? If you
go through the philosophy of Sri Narayana Guru’s, the famous thinker, who
said that whatever things you do for the betterment of yourself, it should be for
the betterment of the whole society. If this is the thinking, teaching and
propagation of these eminent thinkers, philosophers or the religious schools of
thought, then, what is the real cause of these communal riots and communal
divide? The main reason behind this is communalization of Indian politics.
Even centuries back, it was there in the history of India. Due to paucity of time,
I am not going into any of the quotations.

Mahatma Gandhi in 1921 has warned us about the dangers of
communalism. It was cautioned to us roughly 90 years back. Now a days these
incidents are happening. I am not going into the political situation which is
prevailing in UP, and many other places where communal riots, communal
divide and communal violence are going on. It means that we have already
communalized the Indian political situation and legitimizing the
communalization in politics means that it is a very dangerous situation which
the country is going to face.

What is the survival of Indian democracy? The root cause of survival of
Indian democracy for the last 60 or 65 years is mainly because we are able to
maintain the secular fabric of our country. That is the main cardinal stone in
which the Indian democracy is being built up. If we are shakening the cardinal
basic stone of our country’s federal structure or the secular Constitution,
definitely, the survival of country itself would be in peril. So, Sir, my point is
this. What is happening in our country? After assuming power by the NDA
Government at the Centre, there is an apprehension of safety in the minds of
the minority, especially in the minds of Muslims. That is there. Why it is there?
Even the manifesto of the BJP, if you go through it, the three controversial
issues — construction of Ram Janma Bhoomi Temple, repeal of Article 370 and
Uniform Civil Code - were there. I do accept the fact that you have got the
mandate to govern the country but the main question is that the aspirations and
the concerns in the minds of the minority people have to be taken into

consideration when we deal with the subject. That is why, the secular
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Constitution is threatened and that apprehension would definitely cause
communal divide and that would lead to communal riots.

Who is suffering in the communal riots? We can examine almost all the
communal riots in India since Independence or even prior to Independence, the
poor, downtrodden and common people are being killed in the communal riots.

Big business people are not being killed; only common, poor people are
being killed in communal riots. So, it is the bounden duty of the Government to
remove the apprehension in the minds of the minorities regarding their safety
and security. When we talk about development and GDP growth, nothing is
going to happen if we are having a communal divide in the country. We can
have a prosperous India only if we have communal harmony and unity in the

country.

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*SHRIMATI K. MARGATHAM (KANCHEEPURAM): Before I begin my
maiden speech in this august House, I would like to thank the Chief Minister of
Tamil Nadu, Hon’ble Amma for this opportunity to participate in debates and
discussions and to voice the grievances of the people.

As we all know, it is in our tradition to address ‘our country, the rivers
and mountains’, in feminine gender. Extending this further, I say that the
women of India should be respected and given prominent position, and also
due regards.

But what are we seeing in the country presently? More and more crimes
are being committed against women and children. The National Crime Records
Bureau report confirms that they are really on the rise.

The Union Ministry of Women and Child Development runs schemes
like Integrated Child Development Scheme, Nutrition Programme for
Adolescent Girls, National Creche Scheme for the Children of Working
Mothers, Integretated Programme for Street Children, and the others.
Moreover, this Ministry is supposed to take care of women and children who
account for 70% of our population. But in terms of money allocation in the
Budget, it is very meagre.

Coming to the female sex ratio, it is declining in India. But interestingly,
the records of census show that in Tamil Nadu, the female sex ratio has
increased from 986 to 996 girls to 1,000 males. This is due to the efforts taken
by the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu in protecting the girls. Hon’ble Amma is
constantly taking efforts for the welfare of women and girl children. The
Cradle Scheme is a grand success in Tamil Nadu and female foeticide has been
completely stopped. Women are being helped by the Tamil Nadu Govt. during
their pregnancy and during lactating period. The graduate-girls are being given
Rs. 50,000 at the time of marriage along with 4 grams of gold. For the working
women, Hon’ble Amma has constructed 20 working women hostels.

As per the UN Report, Tamil Nadu is one of the three Indian States

which has achieved the Millennium Development Goals, whereas as a country,
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India has failed. This amply shows the efforts taken by the Tamil Nadu Govt.
under Dr. Amma.

In Delhi, a few years back, we had the gruesome rape-cum-murder of
Nirbhaya. It was very widely reported that the juvenile who was instrumental
in her death, has escaped the law. Here, the silver lining is that the Hon’ble
Minister is in favour of bringing a law to treat such juveniles as adults. It is a
very welcome initiative and it would act as a deterrent. Secondly, the UPA
Govt. has constituted Nirbhaya Fund, which is un-utilized. I request the
Minister to utilize that fund for the welfare of women and children.

In India, we have adequate laws, but the implementation is very weak
and ineffective. In the case of Tamil Nadu, our Chief Minister is initiating
action to book such culprits under the Goondas Act. This would act as a severe
punishment. There is a need to have such effective provisions, if we intend to
stop such atrocities. I hope that the Hon’ble Minister will initiate such actions
that are necessary to stop crimes and atrocities against women and children in

this country.

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"SHRI MULLAPPALLY RAMCHANDRAN (VADAKARA): This august
House had discussed this matter in the last Lok Sabha consequent to the public
outrage after the horrifying gang rape committed on a hapless girl who was on
her way back to home in December 2012 in the capital city of Delhi. This
horrendous incident along with other instances of rape and atrocities on women
and children had evoked great amount of rancor among the people across the
country.

In order to give teeth to the existing laws, this august House, in its
wisdom, had decided to bring about drastic amendments in the criminal laws.
The House has passed the Criminal Law (Amendment) Act unanimously. The
intent of this amendment is widely lauded but it is saddening to note that it has
failed to stem the tide of violence.

It is agonizing to note that females are targeted everywhere, whether it
be at the schools, colleges, work places, streets, buses and even at public
functions and at their own homes. It is also astounding to observe that more
than 90% of the rapes are by relatives, friends or acquaintances and it mostly
takes places in or near the houses where the victims stay.

In a male dominated society known for its notorious caste, communal,
gender and parochial mindset one would expect even worse.

At the outset, I wish to place on record that it is not dearth of adequate
laws that stand in the way of containing offences against women and children.
It is mindset and attitude that must undergo rapid transformation. Therefore my
initial observation is that we should take up this as a challenge to a civilized
society and utmost vigilance is to be exercised by the community at large.
What is required is to arouse the collective conscience of the society.

As the saying goes "charity begins at home" and lessons relating to
values and morals should also start from every household. I underscore the
importance of moral education to children right from pre-primary stage itself.
Unfortunately such a system is not in vogue in our educational system and

adequate changes must be brought in the syllabus. We need not wait until a

judicial pronouncement is made in this regard. This House can debate this
issue in the spirit of co-operative federalism and direct the state governments
to do the needful accordingly.

Education is the most effective vehicle that can bring about social
transformation and it is in the classrooms that the seeds of values are sown and
grown.

Our rich cultural heritage has taught us to adore women and give utmost
affection to children. But what is now happening in the country is deeply
disturbing as also most reprehensible. No day passes without reports relating to
gory rape, molestation, attacks and atrocities against women and children.

Human right organizations and World Watch groups look at our country
with utter contempt and disgust.

Gender discrimination is prevalent in many parts of the country and
attack and atrocities committed on the women and girls are astonishingly on the
rise. We should all hang our heads in the shame that female foeticide is still in
vogue in our country. Not only this, our society also discriminates against
women and penalizes them at the community level. Dowry death and honor
killing are also prevalent.

With the advancement of technology we have access to internet and the
most sophisticated means of communication. Easy access to these is exposing
young minds to the worst forms of pornography, sexual abuse and the most
vulgar perversions. Here, parents need to be sensitized on the evil effect of
these modern social media.

The impact of this definitely vitiates the young minds. In the infamous
Delhi gang rape case a seventeen year old boy is one of the accused. This is not
an isolate incident. There are a large number of instances where juveniles are
involved in rapes and other heinous crimes. In many cases the argument of
being juvenile is an escape route for the perpetrators of horrendous crimes.

Hence, the demand to revisit the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of

Children) Act 2000 cannot be brushed aside.
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There are reports that many of our tourists centres are infested with
pedophiles. This issue is to be addressed as children from poor families are
being lured into sex at early age.

It is a well known fact that instead of supporting the victims the
predators are often being protected. Law enforcing agencies, especially the
police have a formidable role to play in checking the crimes and atrocities
against women and children.

There are allegations against the complicity and negligence of the
police. The fact remains that colonial mindset of some policemen often leads to
insensitivity and indifference when crime is committed on women and children
has taken place in the attitude of the police after the Nirbhaya case.

Since the present criminal law is stringent, victims and their families
come forward to register their cases with the police.

The demand for Police Reforms is long pending and time has come for
us to bring in drastic reforms in the police system. As part of the police reforms
it is incumbent on the Govt. to reserve minimum 30% posts in the police
forces for women. This will definitely instill confidence and faith in the police.

We need to take immediate steps to combat gender based violence and
improve safety of women, girls and children in our country.

The tormented females undergo a great amount of emotional trauma
and psychological support and counseling are to be provided to the victims.

Civil society groups, youths, women's organizations, political
denominations, etc. have a critical role to play in combating the crime against
women and children.

The steps initiated by the Ministry of Women and Child Development,
as mentioned in the communication of the hon'ble Minister, dated 26th June
2014, is indeed a step in the right direction. The 'Rape Crisis Centre' and the
proposed facilities like helpline, first aid/medical help, assistance in lodging
FIR, psycho counseling and legal aid etc. are all absolutely essential. But more
remains to be done in changing the mindset of the perpetrators as also the

attitude of the society.
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Before I conclude, I urge upon the Govt. to bring about early legislation
for increased reservation for women in Parliament and Legislative Assemblies.
Representation to local body is also to be enhanced. Without empowerment of
women it is hardly possible for us to attain our goal of gender equality and
contain atrocities and violence against women and children. Therefore, what is

necessary is empowerment of women at all levels of our society.
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"SHRIMATI RITA TARAI (JAJPUR): We all know that women have always
been at the receiving end in our society, especially in India. Women's status is
regarded inferior to their male counterpart. The birth of a girl-child has always
been treated with sympathy and not with what she deserves. When the family
welcomes the male-child with celebrations, the girl-child is neglected right
from birth. While rearing the child, there is always a bias against the girl-child.
The family gives priority to the education of the boy rather than the girl.
Despite all discriminations, if a girl manages to study well, she is deprived of
the right to education and more so to the higher education. Parents marry her
off at the first available opportunity and treat her as a burden. She gets saddled
with early pregnancy and motherhood. She hardly gets any nutritious food for
sustenance. She just survives like a pitiable creature in misery.

Atrocities on women in our country have become so common these days
that everyday newspaper without exception have numerous reports on female-
foeticide, physical violence, abuse, rape, molestation, dowry and death and so
on. Women are not safe anywhere. They become the subject of eve-teasing that
is more common in the public transport, they get harassed in office, exploited
in hostels, are attacked with acid and are burned to death for dowry.

Our is a male-dominated society. Here the women's voices always are
made to drown. The decay in moral values and a consumerist culture have
projected women as objects of derive. They are assaulted in full public view
and also in public places. The most horrible case of 'Nirbhaya' is a case in
point. It's tragedy that its culprits are yet to be punished. The judicial process in
our country is too slow, where the justice-seeker has to wait a lifetime to get
the verdict. Police stations too are not women-friendly. The atmosphere in a
police-station is so hostile and anti-women that a female hesitates to go there.

Therefore, there is an urgent need to appoint more and more female
personnel in a police station so that the victim would feel safe and can confide
in to female officers. I want to congratulate Madam Maneka Gandhi who has

taken steps to bring the offending Juveniles to book.
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All of us here are representatives of the people. Let us all promise that in
our constituencies we will open at least one primary and one secondary girl
schools, as the education is an important tool that will empower girls, females
and women at large. The government must at a policy level decide to appoint
maximum numbers of female-teachers in schools and colleges. Every political
party should ensure that at least 50 percent seats are given to female candidates.
In all State Legislative Assemblies, Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha, 50 percent
reservation for women should become a reality. Women are an essential and
beautiful part of this world. Let us all work to make them feel, safe, secure and

strong.
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"SHRI C. MAHENDRAN (POLLACHI): I humbly submit my profound thanks
to the TAMIL NADU CHIEF MINISTER Hon'ble PURATCHI THALAIVI
AMMA for being given me an opportunity to be a Parliamentarian in this
Hon'ble House.

Women should be given priority in Society and their liberty should not
be deprived of. By giving much importance to the woman and child the Tamil
Nadu State Government headed by our Hon'ble Chief Minister Puratchithalaivi
Amma has implemented several Welfare Schemes for them from craddle to
marriage.

Women is being taken care of from pregnancy to till she gives birth to
the baby. After that child is being taken care of by providing immunization to
the child. After that they are being taken care of through Aganwadi till they
join elementary Schools and continuing till their school or college level.
During their education till High School level, they are provided food through
Noon Meal Programme as also subject books/notebooks. Surrounding village
level students are provided with bicycles. College level students are provided
with Laptop and Computers. Subsequently, for female students who have
studied upto 10™ as well as Degree level, their parents are being helped
financially as well as sentimentally.

Emotional abuse is the act of causing harm to the development of a
child. It is a raising concern in India is they could not perform well in school
and college examinations.

Sexually abuse is engaging child to a sexual activity, conducted by an
adult or another child who is developmentally superior to the victim.

In the case of female children they are being abused physically as well
as sexually on the streets as also at schools, orphanages, residential homes, in
the work places etc., many times with violence. Because of this, the normal
development of these children will be affected mentally and as a social being,

sometimes this will lead to end their life. These are all done by the people who
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are having frustrated mentality cultivated from the early of their lifestyle. These
all happen only because of their parents neglect these persons.

Hence the women is playing an important role in our society, they
should be given proper education and counseling by parents and their teachers
at all levels. Social awareness should be created from the root level among
women to inculcate good knowledge, good physique and morality in their
children's mind through Anganwadi, Primary Health staff as well as elementary
school teachers.

Despite the fact that in very many States in India we have news relating
to the sexual abuse against female children and woman folk very frequently,
these cause concern to the government.

To curtail this menace our Chief Minister Puratchi Amma had already
taken stringent measures to deal with severely and put the offenders behind
bars in Tamilnadu.

The same kind of policing against atrocity against woman and sexual
abuse towards female children is needed to stop.

Thank you once again for having given an opportunity to place my

views in the honourable House.
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"‘DR. MUMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR): Autocracy,
male dominance and sexual harassment on women are running through ages
and throughout the world. Women are vulnerable from womb to tomb.
Unfortunately, India is coming in forefront in this matter in recent years and
declared a hazardous place for women. Ironically, Indian religious majorities
worship many female Devatas but autocratic behaviour, violence and sexual
assaults are showing increasing trends. There is female foeticide, infanticide,
child sexual abuse and neglect, physical and mental torture in the form of
assaults, beating up, murder (including dowry death and honour killings),
compelling to be Sati and sexual assaults (rape and gang rape) which has no bar
of age ( from child to senior citizen)

Recently, there is slight decrease in the rate of infanticide which may be
because females are not allowed to be born at all; the story of missing girls' .
Due to misuse of scientific advancement and sex determination process female
fetus are aborted. This leads to alteration of sex ratio and disturbing eco
balance of human race.

It is a shame that this particular problem is basically in India, no other
country in the world is having this. This is more pronounced in Punjab,
Haryana, UP, Bihar is no bar and is now spreading in other states also. The
incidence 1is least among tribals, christians comes next, then muslims. It is
mostly the disease of affluent classes who can afford sex determination tests.

Dowry system was originally in Hindu marriage customs but now it is
social disease which has spread to others namely among muslims and
Christians also.

Domestic violence and sexual harassment have no bar, be it a cast,
social class, creed or religion or educational level or nation. Though it is more
profound in low socio economic and higher socioeconomic status and
comparatively less among middle class, with emergence of neo-middle class
the incidence of sexual harassment (specially gang rapes) and violence and

murder is increasing in this class also.
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In our country, all these problems are related to socio economic
condition, age-old social customs, behaviour and partly lack of political will
and effort to solve or eradicate the problem.

Whenever there is dowry death, or rape we think of strengthening the
law and some demonstration by women organization etc. and then it gradually
dies off and forgotten. Even police is very reluctant to take up the FIR and
proceed for action. Domestic violence and similar sort of abuse etc. are hardly
reported and even not taken seriously by police.

These problems are far reaching and need multiple longtime action plan.
We talk about strengthening the laws. Making legislation itself does not mean
anything, it needs proper implementation, administrative power, political will
and sincerity in action. Till date there is enough law but none of it has shown to
be effective.

Dowry Prohibition Act 1961 amended in 1980, Commission of Sati
(Prevention) Act, 1987, Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act
2005, Indecent Representation of Women (Prohibition Act) 1986, Sexual
Harassment of Women at Work Place (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal)
Act 2013, Child Marriage Prohibition Act, PNDT Act for prevention of female
foeticide. For Sexual Assault/rape, there is IPC code 1860.

There are various obstacles to the way of getting justice. Most of the
time women are either ashamed or afraid to go to police or to report in official
place. Police mindset still favouring men, accuracy, political and other
pressures and other illegal behaviours are the impediments.

Basically what is needed in women empowerment in the form of
women's education and health is atleast 30 to 40% reservation in all public
Representation places like Panchayat, Zila Parishad; Legislative Assembly and
Parliament. There should be also proper representation in police and other
administration levels.

For domestic violence, female foeticide and dowry death, we need
extensive public awareness campaign for domestic violence. The family court
should take better initiatives. There should be more family conseling centres to

be established. As regards the question of female foeticide public awareness
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programmes regarding dangers of this trend and its effects on society etc.
should be explained.

Our social and moral responsibility towards reducing sexual assault may
play a major role. Toilets and electricity in all houses and villages and
chowkidars may help in certain extent. Sharp vigilance over night clubs of
hotels and amusement places and restriction and proper monitoring of alcohol
and similar things should be proper.

Media can play much more role in this matter. TV and other imaging
media should restrict, exposing women body in advertising, cinema etc. There
should be restriction and strong censor system so that erotic scenes are not
shown. Ministry of Information and Broadcasting should take care of it.

People love girl child, fearing their future because of security, dowry
and as a depreciating assets. The apathy towards girl child grows. Son will be
an earning member, without son there won't be 'Swaragabas'. This sort of
believes are the reason behind craving for boy. Empowerment of women would
allay this. Girls are now even unsafe in schools. School authorities should take

proper security and care of it.
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THE MINISTER OF WOMEN AND CHILD DEVELOPMENT (SHRIMATI
MANEKA SANJAY GANDHI): Madam, thank you for allowing me to
respond. [ have heard all the speakers. It is a matter of great concern to all of
us in this House. Many of you have made very moving speeches and I have no
doubt that the quality of your interest across party lines will lead to a change in
the way we approach this vast problem of violence against women and
children. Across the board, these are the common concerns that you have
expressed. They are: the patriarchal mindset of society, the absence of the
implementation of stringent laws, the delays in the completion of trails, low
conviction rate, the lack of expeditious dealing with complaints, the need to
check the child sex ratio imbalance, increasing safety by increasing
surveillance in public places and vehicles, dealing with the heinous crimes
committed by adolescent offenders, providing toilets for women in rural areas
and bringing about social awareness. Many of you have given data on the
crimes being committed and the low conviction rates .

I have been a Minister for the last two months and this subject was taken
up by me on the day I joined. In the beginning of my response I would like to
take you through the various laws that we have in different ministries that have
risen to this challenge of curbing these vicious crimes against women and
children.

The Criminal Law Amendment which came into force on 3™ February,
2013, which has enhanced punishments for crimes such as rape, sexual
harassment, stalking, voyeurism, indecent verbal and physical gestures and
which has changed various sections of the Indian Penal Code, the Code of
Criminal Procedure, the Indian Evidence Act and the Protection of Children
from Sexual Offences Act.

The Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal of Women at Workplace Act,
2013 which came into force on December 9, 2013 which insists that all
workplaces with more than 10 workers has to have an internal complaints

committee.
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The Protection of Children from Sexual Offences Act, 2012 which
addresses sexual abuse and exploitation of children and provides for child
friendly procedures for reporting, evidence and investigation of such crimes.

The Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act, 2005, the
Dowry Prohibition Act, 1961, the Indecent Representation of Women
(Prohibition) Act, 1986, the Prohibition of Child Marriage Act, 2006 are some
of the Acts brought out by the Ministry for Women and Children over the
years.

However, all of you have voiced a common concern for faster trials and
fast track courts. The Justice J.S. Verma Committee made no
recommendations on how to do this. Section 309 of the Cr.P.C. has been
amended to fix a time limit of three months but more changes are needed to
bring in time bound trials. The NDA Government, under Shri Vajpayeeji, had
brought in fast track courts for different issues. Mysteriously, they have been
allowed to become inactive in the last so many years.

There are some other concerns that need to be redressed. 1 will use this
forum to address other wings of the Central and State Governments.
Consensual rape is a grey area and we need to review Section 375 and
gangrape under Section 376 of the IPC.

We have to put in a witness and victim protection programme as other
countries have because, out of fear, witnesses recant or disappear.

The current provisions relating to perjury are also very weak due to
which the accused and their families put pressure on the victims or witnesses to
recant their statements.

The Child Marriage Act needs to be taken more seriously and tightened.
Last year only 222 cases were detected.

The registration of placement agencies, changes to the existing child
labour laws to recognise the trafficking of children are also required.

We need to tighten mechanism to trace and investigate the cases of
missing children.

Though this Ministry is one of the many in Government that is faced

with these problems, I would like to tell you about my approach.
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I believe that we need to divide the work of the Ministry to tackle the
problem into three different compartments that are protection, confidence
building and the hope of economic independence and infrastructure.

Under protection, this is what we, in this Government, have devised: In
order to address any legal loopholes that may come under other laws, I had
asked the High Level Committee on the Status of Women, 2014, to prepare a
list of laws that need working on. They have done so. We will go through
each one of them and see how we can provide a legal circle of protection.

However, that in itself, as all of you have rightly pointed out, is not
enough. Almost all of you have asked for quick response mechanisms. So we
are making a one stop crisis response centre for all crimes against women.
This will be put in every district and will have attached to it a panel of police
people, lawyers, a trained 24 hours caretaker, nurses, counsellors and a rescue
vehicle.

From the minute a woman complains, she will come in or be brought in,
and the machinery of attending to her case on the medical to the legal and
temporary shelter will be set in progress. This includes every kind of case from
eve teasing to rape and domestic violence.

Thirdly, we have also had a series of meetings on how to establish an
All India Helpline for Women. It exists in Delhi and Gujarat but it needs to
work throughout India. This should be in place in the next few months.

How will these help? If a potential criminal knows that a woman has
access to women-friendly justice, he will be less ready to harass and hurt her.
The victim needs access to justice and these two systems aim to provide it.

Under confidence building, we need education and employability.

I have proposed that under the existing Sabla Scheme, we add two hours
of learning to each school and pay the teachers extra. The girls will be taught
three types of education: how to negotiate the world around them: banks,
insurance, doctors, schemes, officers to approach, etc.; legal rights; and health
of their bodies: how to understand what infections are, what early marriage

does to the body, etc.
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My officers are working on the scheme as we speak and will converge
with the Education Ministry in order to start these classes for 11 year olds and
above. These classes are not just for those in school. Non school going girls
will be encouraged to join them as well.

Regarding employability, while there is a network of IITs in India, these
are male-oriented. There are few classes for women and these are mainly in the
sewing, typing rage. What I would like to start is for women, centres of
excellence that teach everything from plumbing, masonry to anything that is
needed to give the woman the ability to stand alone. I am looking for CSRs,
partners, grants. If any of you who have spoken and those who would have
like to speak are serious about this, I would request you to put your MPLADS
money into these centres when and where they come up. The Prime Minister
is very keen on skill building and a large programme for the same is being
worked out.

Protection is not just of the law. It also happens when we create
infrastructure for women. Not just of schools and colleges but in their day-to-
day lives. Of these, the most important is toilets. We plan, as part of the new
Anganwadi Schemes in which a women’s community centre is to be put up, to
make village toilets that adjoin these centres, making them caste and class
neutral. We already have the design ready to proceed. Toilets, which is what
the Prime Minister accentuated during his first speech, will go a long way in
giving protection not just against random violence but increasing the health of
these women.

Other issues that are being worked out with other Ministries are sanitary
towel distribution, well run and accessible both abortion and delivery centres,
putting separate and detailed information about women’s health into medical
colleges. I am told that the NCERT under the HRD Minister is putting
women’s issues into their text books. This is a very welcome measure.

Our Government has recently approved an amendment to the Juvenile
Justice Act in which Juvenile Justice Boards will decide whether the
perpetrator of a heinous crime deserves to be punished as an adult and if so, he

will be tried in adult courts.

I would like your support also in increasing the powers of the National
Commission for Women. Violence is of many kinds, and thousands of
complaints that come to the Commission are from women whose superiors
have destroyed their careers because they would not submit to their sexual
advances, for instance. They have nowhere to go as even today very few
workplaces have, in spite of the law, put in Complaint Committees. This
includes government offices across India. Thousands of complaints come in
weekly but the Commission needs the ability to investigate, even to call the
accused to the commission and then recommend punishment. In the absence of
this, it has become a token Commission, as Shrimati Poonam Mahajan pointed
out. It needs to be recast.

There are two things the Prime Minister has placed his attention on, and
they are: the malnutrition of girls and the sex ratio decline and the education of
girls. Accordingly, the Finance Minister in his Budget announced the Beti
Bachao, Beti Padhao campaign. This goes across Ministry lines. Four
Ministries have converged to finalise a programme that will be taken up in the
100 worst districts of India in order to see whether concerted effort can bring
both sex ratios on par and get more girls into school.

Shri Mann has given me an interesting idea of how one Deputy
Commissioner combated the sex ratio problem and won. I would incorporate
this idea in the plans we are making for these districts. If any of you have any
success stories that can be replicated, please feel free to send them to me. The
Kanyashree girl child programme started in West Bengal pointed out by my
colleagues Ratna De Nag and Kakoli Ghosh Dastidar is an excellent idea and
we could look at that as well. Let us look at why the sex ratio is skewed. It it
because of the insecurity of parents, the thought of dowry, the inferior
education that they expect for their girls, the lack of safety? The Beti Bachao
Programme intends to work on these issues in the selected districts.

Regarding malnutrition, the ICDS or Anganwadi based programme has
been in practice for 40 years. It has been allowed to deteriorate to a point
where it helps no one. The Anganwadi workers have no clear direction. The

food is often stolen. Some of it is ill thought of and brings no nutrition. The
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creches are in disrepair if they exist at all. The supervisory posts are mostly
empty and it has simply become another MNREGA. In order to repair this, |
called a meeting of all the Secretaries of the Department from the States; and
they have come in with very useful suggestions. In the next month, I will begin
to implement them. If we can train the Anganwadis, give them a straight
jacketed job to do and use this huge network of paid women village workers in
a proper manner, we may be able to measure the decrease in malnutrition in
girls and in pregnant women in a few years.

Regarding adoption, which is part of the new JJ Act, and the wvast
numbers of children in children’s homes which, in some parts, are not secure
and brutalise children, the new Juvenile Justice Act has made several novel
departures. We have put in procedures that have made adoption easy and
regulated in a child-friendly manner. I personally have worked on this and
CARA, the adoption machinery as adoption is very close to my heart. This Act
has also got provision for foster care which is new to our country and we will
be launching an all India campaign urging people to take in children from
homes and look after them. The State will pay. The checking system to see
whether the child is happy and not misused, will be put in place.

Each one of you have made good speeches, and even those who have
not spoken on the Bill, I am sure, feel just as strongly. But look into your
hearts. Have you done what you could do yourselves?

Regarding direct crime, many colleagues have stated that there should
be no delay in registration of FIRs in all crimes against women. The Criminal
Law Amendment Act of 2013 has already mandated this. But it is for each one
of you and each one of us, to see that this happens in your Constituencies. If
you could ensure that in your district, the non-filing of FIRs and the harassment
of women by police is punished as per the law, it would soon set the
administrative machinery right.

When you have your monthly meetings with the local administration in
your Constituencies, again mandated by law, meetings that are attended by

MLAs and local body Chair people, you could bring up these issues and ask for
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the SP’s report. Include women’s crimes in the meeting you take with district
personnel as indicators of social development.

Perhaps you could pay a call on your local Judges and request them to
speed up cases.

Even more importantly, you could do what Gujarat has done. Ask your
Chief Ministers to make one-third of the police force women. 1 had written to
the Chief Ministers over a month ago. I have not had any commitment from
them. But all of you could push your own States to do so. This would be a
major step in ensuring protection.

Mrs. Dimple Yadavji has asked for sensitisation of police personnel. 1
would suggest that if the police force had 33 per cent women, it would not take
long for all men in and out of the police to be sensitised.

I wrote to each one of you personally, a month ago, asking you to give
me your letter and commitment and land for the rape crisis centres. I have
received only two replies out of 500 plus. All of you that have spoken, would
you like to expedite this really important centre in your own district, have it
built and monitor its progress? Have you followed up with your CMs on
whether they have given land. I have talked and written to all. I could have the
centres ready by the end of the year if you would cooperate. It is not a speech
that will change the women’s plight. Really, this is one of the main things that
could.

Many years ago, the issue rose in Parliament of child labour in the
carpet industry in Banaras-Bhadohi. At that time, I formed a group called
Rugmark, which I head till today, and we have rescued and rehabilitated over
16,000 children and, in effect, stopped the child labour in this carpet industry in
ten years, without taking a paisa from the Government. Today, we work with
the carpet industry and are an international name. Many of you have child
labour issues in organised industry in your areas. What have you done to stop
it, while catering to both children and their parents’ income and the industry’s

progress together?
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How much of your MPLADS funds have you spent or intend to spend
on women in your constituencies? Will you pay for toilets or the anganwadi
centres to make them good women community centres? How many of you will
bring in companies to make the ITIs or even inspect the ITIs already existing in
your districts and make sure that they include subjects for women? How many
of you have started training programmes for women? How many of you have
checked or encouraged martial arts programmes for girls in schools? How
many of you have inspected the toilets in their schools to see if they exist or
looked at the bus services to them? How many of us take in complaints from
women and follow them to the end or check on the progress of missing children
or look at adoption of children’s homes? How many of us have put our money
into working women’s hostels or looked at Ministries that might fund them, as
my colleague Shrimati Jayshreeben Patel had suggested?

Shri Basheer had complained about liquor shops and he is right. Women
complain incessantly about how violence increases by having liquor shops in
their villages. It took me all my ability to get one removed to just one kilometre
away. The reason is that the State Government gets a substantial income from
them. But has any State Government measured the problems that arise from
these liquor shops? Perhaps a study could be done by the police themselves and
the States could look at another way to earn money.

Most importantly, I would like to talk to you about bringing a change in
the mindset of your community. This is where the problem lies. Thirty years
ago, the Government brought about a very significant rule in the Panchayati
Raj - Shri Rajiv Gandhi was responsible for this - in which 33 per cent of all
women were given posts of sarpanches, municipal corporators, zila parishad
members etc. This Panchayati Raj change could have been the vehicle to bring
about a change for women, but it did not and it does not because we do not pay
attention to it. The women sarpanches were allowed to be the weakest women
whose husbands, sons, male relatives or caste heads controlled the
administration of the village and the disbursement of money. A new term has
come into being — pradhanpati or sarpanchpati. District administrations actually

deal with these sarpanchpatis. They attend Administration meetings. None of
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us have complained, me either. Money has disappeared and no one can do
anything against the husband and no one wants to punish the helpless wife. But
even now, if we take a strong stand and say that any woman, who does not take
responsibility for her village after being elected, will be removed, if we could
see that all women pradhans are trained and taught regularly, then you would
see a new breed of women coming up from the ground in the areas that have
the most crime against women. Women social reform comes from this single
root and it is a low hanging fruit for all of us.

Are these the only things that are needed for the safety of women? I
would say that electricity and the availability of water would give women time.
When a woman has no time from her household chores, she stands alone and
vulnerable and in fear of permanent victimhood. The day is short with no
electricity and she has to do almost everything from getting wood to water,
cleaning to cooking and helping her husband on the land. If she has time, then
she can bond with other women, form associations and social groups within the
village. And social change happens through these groups. She has time to learn
and teach. She has time to think of how to make herself stronger. The truth is
that when schemes like Rajiv Gandhi Vidyut Yojana were put up, many
Members, many of us, left it solely to State officials to implement it. In my
own constituency, I have found that 400 villages declared electrified have a
single standing pole. If you could make sure that various schemes for
electricity are implemented or you could give solar lights in areas needed by
women, you would be creating a stronger womanhood which is what we all
want. If you could do these things, we might have a safer India for women and
children very soon.

This subcontinent was the first to produce so many outstanding women
leaders respected all over the world long after they have gone like from Sri
Lanka, India, Bangladesh, Pakistan. Women, who were not afraid to lay down
their lives for their country so that others may have a better life. All women and
children in this country could be that strong, but it is for us to work together to

create a climate in which they grow to their full potential.
