to him for having raised a very thought-provoking issue. To take the second part
of the question first, as far as the provisions to regulate the exploration processes
are concerned, I am glad to share with the august House that we have three sets of
rules. The first Atomic Energy Act was formulated in 1962 under which anybody
who discovers a source of Uranium or any such prohibitive material is expected to

intimate the authorities concerned within a period of three months. .

We also have Atomic Energy Rules, 1984. Rule 3 of these Rules clearly
states that in case exploration has to take place, it cannot be undertaken without
obtaining a proper licence. As of today, the entire exploration process is under the
control of the Government. There are two Public Sector Units which have been
authorised in this regard — first is the Uranium Corporation of India limited, which
regulates the uranium exploration, and the second one is the Indian Rare Earths
Limited, which regulates the monoxide exploration which is a source of thorium.

Concerning the other part of the question raised by the hon. Member about
the reserves, as of today, I am pleased to inform the august House that the uranium

resources and monoxide resources in the country are of a sizeable quantity and the
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resources have increased almost by 25 per cent over the last one decade the world
over, including in India. If you wish to have the exact statistics, as on date, we
have approximately 2,19,000 metric tonnes of uranium reserves or resources. [ am
sure the hon. Member will be happy to know that from his own State of
Chhattisgarh itself, we have about 4,000 metric tonnes of resources. The district
from which he hails, Rajnandgaon, has about 1600 metric tonnes of uranium
resources. The exploration process is going on. There were certain obstacles that
have happened from time to time, even in the State of Chhattisgarh from where the
hon. Member hails.

The exploration in Chhattisgarh began in 1976. It carried on for ten years,
up to 1986. In 1986, there were some issues regarding the release because the
authorities felt that the economic viability was not up to the mark, but this has
been overcome. I am pleased to inform the hon. Member that in his own State, we
have now identified four more districts, namely, Durg, Ambikapur, Raigarh and
Bastar where also the possibilities of exploration are being explored.

DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE : Thank you very much Madam for giving

me this opportunity. I would like to know through you from the hon. Minister as
to what are the guidelines regarding the use of radio-active elements as well as
radio-isotopes in the field of medicine for the use of the diagnosis and treatment.

DR. JITENDRA SINGH: Hon. Member has asked a question which is not strictly
related to the question per se but being myself a student of medical science, I
could to an extent of hope to satisfy him, we have this provision of radio-active
isotopes. Now, as far as the regulation is concerned, we have atomic energy rules
radio-active protection, 2004 set of guidelines which regulates this. No doubt,
isotopes are used both in medical research and also in manufacturing. We have a
number of radio-active isotopes studies where the cells are tagged to monitor their
functioning in the human body. Sometimes, this is also carried out in the animal
bodies and I am glad the hon. Member has raised a question which has a lot of
futuristic significance and in the years to come, India hopes to make quite a

headway in this new area as well.
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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : Thank you very much Madam Speaker.
Thorium is the future nuclear fuel for the generation of electricity. Currently,
uranium is used for producing nuclear energy. But uranium is not abundantly
available in our country. But we are having abundant supply or rich deposit of
thorium which can be derived from monazite. Unfortunately, we are not tapping
the potential of our country of this rich deposit. For example, I would like to draw
the attention of the hon. Prime Minister also through you, Madam, that in my
constituency Chavara at Kollam, we are having 1,270 metric tonnes of heavy
minerals. Out of 6.35 lakhs tonnes of minerals, rich deposits of monazite are also
available. So far, we are not able to tap the potential which do we have. So, I
have question in three parts.
HON. SPEAKER: Please ask only one question.
SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : Madam, my question is very short. Part A of
my question is whether the Government has any proposal or scheme so as to
exploit the entire mineral resources; and part B is whether the Government intends
to diversify the Indian Rare Earth Limited, Chavara so as to produce titanium
sponge, synthetic rutile and monazite processing plant.

I would also like to know from the hon. Prime Minister whether the hon.
Prime Minister would take initiative to convene the meeting with the Chief
Minister of Kerala so as to have a joint collaboration to exploit the entire potential
of rich deposit which is in the coastal area of Kerala.
DR. JITENDRA SINGH: Madam Speaker, the hon. Member has raised a question
rather raised an issue which is already in the domain of the Government’s
consideration. We are very well aware and in fact, we are proud of the fact that
India is one of the richest sources of monazite in the world. Thorium is something
which comes from monazite. As far as its availability is concerned, it is available
on the sea-shores. It is a part of one of the seven associated minerals and of
course, the coastal areas including those of Kerala are a potential source of it.

From time to time, the exploration process is undertaken. In fact, in the current
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plan, we have an exploration target of about 5,000 square kilometers out of which
about 750 square kilometers has already been accomplished.

Therefore, what I am trying to submit over here is that this is an on-going
process and we do take it up in a planned manner. Secondly, as far as both the
second part and the third part of the question of the hon. Member is concerned, the
Advanced Heavy Water Reactor, that I was referring to, in response to the earlier
question, is in fact, meant to ensure an optimum utilisation of thorium. This
Advanced Heavy Water Reactor which will be absolutely indigenous, made in
India, will be using thorium as its core fuel. With the installation of that and that
becoming functional, we could be a major supplier of thorium and a source of

thorium for the rest of the world.

SHRI G. HARI : Respected Madam Speaker, our beloved and kind hearted leader
Puratchi Thalaivi Amma believes that without a body, sufficiently skilled and
balanced work force, no economy can hope to develop to its potential. This vision
of our beloved leader Puratchi Thalaivi Amma paved the way for moving higher
education in Tamil Nadu at an accelerated pace. Several lakhs of students
belonging to weaker sections, SC/ST and differently-abled categories were
benefited because of free education, text books and computers in PG and UG
levels. It also helped to overall improvement of higher education and infrastructure
at educational institutions across the State. The Government of Tamil Nadu
earmarked Rs. 3,700 crore per year for only for the purpose of higher education
and Rs.18,000 crore per year for school education. Within three years, more than
50 Government colleges were opened in Tamil Nadu. Therefore, I would like to
know from the hon. Minister whether the Government is considering directing
other State Governments to follow the footsteps shown by our beloved leader
Puratchi Thalaivi Amma for overall improvement of higher education in their
States. I would also like to know from the hon. Minister whether the Government
is considering extending a helping hand to the State Government of Tamil Nadu
for this better performance in the field of education.

THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT (SHRIMATI
SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI): Madam Speaker, through you, 1 would like firstly to
compliment the Member for his speech. I would also compliment the vigour with
which he shared the best practices of his State. I am sure, every representative of
the State can take pride in something good that we do in the field of education.

Let me say here that the Member wanted to know whether we share best
practices by States in the sector of education with other States, which we do. 1
would also like to highlight, through you, that the hon. Member wanted to know
that insofar as reform in the education sector is concerned, whether we are

engaging with States, we are doing the same. In fact, on the 6™ of January, I have
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just instructed, three days ago, my officers to ensure that we meet all Education
Ministers and all Education Secretaries with regard to reform in higher education.
My compliments yet again for the Member’s passion with which he spoke.
SHRI G. HARI : Madam, my second supplementary question is whether the
Government is considering to give Rs.70,000 crore to State Governments over a
period of time to boost State funded universities and colleges and that this fund
will not be routed through the University Grants Commission. I would like to
know whether the Government is considering a new mechanism for the same. This
fund will be for the purpose of implementing the National Higher Education
Programme. I would like to know the method to be adopted by the Government
and whether the Government is also considering to revamp the UGC.
SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: Madam Speaker, through you, I would like
to tell the hon. Member that under the Rashtriya Uchchatar Shiksha Abhiyan, we
consult the States with regard to what Government’s spend should be done in State
universities. That fund is routed through the State Governments. I would also like
to tell the hon. Member, through you, that his concern whether we are looking at
reform and revamp of our regulator, is something that we are already working on.
There is a Committee which has been set up to review the functioning of not only
the UGC but also the AICTE and the NCTE.
HON. SPEAKER: Shri Pankaj Chaudhary. Where is he? He is not present. Why
should he ask then?

Shri Ninong Ering.
SHRI NINONG ERING : Madam, I have read the reply of the hon. Human
Resource Development Minister to the Q. No.342. Even though I am convinced,
but I would just like to take some issue on the North East education. We have in
the North-East Central universities in every State, we have the NITs, IITs and
[IMs, but the availability of college education in the region is still a major concern.
We have the example of the CMJ University in Meghalaya. Private universities

are mushrooming in the North-East especially in Arunachal Pradesh. I would like
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to know from the hon. Minister what measures are proposed to be taken by the
Government for improvement of infrastructure and quality of education in the
North-Eastern region. And is the Government considering to formulate an
exclusive scheme or project for the universities of the North-East? There is a brain
drain of students wherein most of the students from the North-East are coming to
the other parts of India where there is a rush. We would like that the quality of
education in the North-East is improved.

SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: Madam Speaker, through you I would like
to tell the hon. Member that as a Member of Parliament I share his concern vis-a-
vis the students and the education challenges vis-a-vis the North-East. The
Member particularly asked whether we have pertinent schemes with regard to
specific designation for the North-East. Yes, we have. We have a programme
called Ishanya Vikas which is being routed through IIT Guwahati wherein all our
students - specifically engineering students from North-East colleges, students
from classes 9 and 11 in some cases - are being invited at the cost of the
Government of India. They will be paid for for internship and interface with
institutions across the country. We are also hoping that along with the students the
faculty members can also be engaged in these interfacing opportunities with other
universities and institutes of national importance across the country.

Madam, he also expressed concern about mushrooming of private
universities wherein many students face challenges vis-a-vis infrastructure. I
would like to tell the hon. Member through you, Madam, that we have on the
Education Day, the 11" of November, dedicated to the nation the Know Your
College portal which actually gives information about all colleges that are
registered with both our regulators UGC and AICTE. That Know Your College
portal itself provides opportunity for students to complain to the regulator with
regard to any anomaly found in the institution once they get themselves admitted.
We are giving enough importance to redressing those complaints or grievances

that come through that.
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SHRI BHEEMRAO B. PATIL : Hon. Speaker, Madam, as we all are aware the
key to harnessing India’s demographic dividend is education. Indian higher
education is currently the third largest in the world, and is likely to surpass the US
in the next five years and China in the next 15 years to be the largest system of
higher education in the world. India’s higher education, a complex structure
riddled with many contradictions, still has great possibilities. Currently there are a
lot of issues regarding governance and autonomy of such educational institutions
which create major roadblocks in the performance and require urgent attention.
There are several legal and regulatory hurdles to create quality institutions in
India.

Madam Speaker, Indian School of Business in Hyderabad is the only
business school from India which features in Top 20 in the Financial Times List
but it cannot grant a recognized MBA due to legal and regulatory constraints. I
would like to know from the Minister what steps are being taken to correct the
situation in this regard.

SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: Madam Speaker, through you I would like
to tell the hon. Member that there would be a challenge vis-a-vis granting of
degree only if an institution is not registered with a regulator because it is the
regulator that prescribes procedure for granting of degrees. I would not like to
name an individual organization or institution here. Because the Member makes a
reference to an individual institution, I would like to say that it is only when under
the UGC Act of 1956 you register yourself that you get the power to grant degrees.

Secondly, Madam Speaker, the Member highlights the ranking parameters
internationally of certain institutions which possibly highlight how efficient they
are. Let me tell the hon. Member through you, Madam Speaker, that international
rankings are a matter of debate for many countries and it is also a matter of debate
within India. Hence, recognizing the fact that while we seek to uphold
international standards and seek to evolve ourselves to those parameters, we are

also individually within our country in consultation with all Central universities,
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IIMs, 1ITs, NITs, IISERs and getting public suggestions and support with regard
to the national ranking parameters. That is also work which is under way within
the Ministry, Madam.

Minister stated in her reply that the
Government is committed to safeguarding the interests of Indian Army. I wish to
state in this regard that Pakistan is stated to be amassing nuclear warheads, and
according to known intelligence sources, it has crossed the number of warheads

that India has and it is adding further clandestinely and surreptitiously with the
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technological and financial assistance from China. By any stretch of imagination,
Pakistan cannot have the wherewithal to acquire this much defence and nuclear
infrastructure except with Chinese help. Further the latest Chinese attempt to
become a full-fledged member of SAARC from the observer status is also to stifle
Indian voice in SAARC on nuclear arms built up in Pakistan with Chinese covert
attempts. Though I have full confidence on the Prime Minister about dealing with
this issue in the SAARC, I would like to ask the hon. Minister through you,
Madam, whether India is well-prepared for this and what steps have been taken by
the Government in this regard.

channelsing this illegal industry and getting it to the mainstream of our economy?
SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD : The concern and the question of the hon.
Member, I do understand. Yes, India has enormous potential for electronic goods.
Madam, she is right that we consume nearly 100 billion dollars worth
electronic products every year in this country and we may become a market which
consumes about 400 billion dollars worth electronic products. The Make in India
programme has emerged from there. We have given it a lot of incentives and a lot
of tax benefits which are going to increase manufacturing in India. Electronic
Cluster Schemes have come and I want to inform the House that the State
Governments and the Central Government have to work together. I have talked to
many Chief Ministers and they are also quite excited about it. Madam, [ would
like to inform the House that because of our whole initiative and efforts which we
have been taking, since 12™ December, 2014 we have received new manufacturing
proposals worth Rs. 18,637 crore in India and we have already approved proposals

worth Rs. 3,284 crore and others are in the process. Therefore, our Government’s
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concern is three fold. The first is a good monitoring mechanism, the second is
good incentives for investment and the third is to ensure that all the products are
quality compliant. I am very happy to inform the House that all international
companies are looking towards India because of our human resources, our quality
engineers and the great market and from there has come the Make in India
programme, Make in India for India and also export outside.

SHRI ADHALRAO PATIL SHIVAJIRAO : Madam Speaker, when we talk about
fake electronic goods, we think of mobile handsets and other related products. But
the major problem is of fake electronic component . India is importing almost 90
per cent of electronic components used in important systems like defence
electronics, medical instruments, space programmes and other electronic systems.
The quality and performance of these important systems get affected due to fake
electronic goods which are mainly imported from China. I would like to ask the
hon. Minister whether the Government has any plans to promote the
manufacturing of semi-conductor devices which are major electronic components
used in most of the electronic systems and whether the Government has any plan
to manufacture or give a boost to the electronic manufacturing companies,
including Government companies such as BEL, ECIL, Semi-Conductor Complex
Limited which do not have any infrastructure to manufacture electronic and semi-
conductor components at the moment. I would also like to know from the Minister
whether the Government has any plan to promote and give a boost to private
industry so that these key electronic components can be manufactured in India. |
have worked in this industry since the last 38 years. I know that there is no
Government company capable of manufacturing these important electronic
components. So, the Government should go ahead and promote electronic
components manufacturing like semi-conductor devices.

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: Madam Speaker, when I talk of Make in

India and manufacturing in India, it also includes Government companies going
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with proper alliance with private companies for investment, innovation and also
for manufacturing of products.

As far as semi-conductor manufacturing is concerned, we have already
approved plans for two. This is an important area. Semi-conductor means good
chips. India needs to have good electronic chips for further manufacturing and
other allied services. We are looking forward to these two areas very seriously.
Investment proposals have come and we are processing them.

SHRI PREM DAS RAI : Madam, in line what whatever questions that have been
posed to the hon. Minister, I would also like to say that electronics is one area
where we still do not have the electronic eco-system in place in our country.
Electronic eco-system for manufacturing involves a large amount of logistics
planning which has been the hallmark of the Chinese manufacturing industry.
How is that going to be brought about here? Will the Minister be able to elucidate
on this?

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: Madam Speaker, I would like to inform the
hon. Member, that is what we are doing; that is what electronic cluster is about. 1
just laid the foundation stones in Bhopal and Jabalpur. I am very happy to say that
the Chief Ministers of all the States have come on board. All of them want
electronic cluster. I am open for Sikkim as well, if your CM talks to me. That
electronic cluster, along with State Government incentive and Government of
India incentive would create the ecosystem whereby investors can come and
manufacturers can come. [ always say, the entire country have to work together.
My understanding is, if a proper ecosystem, proper manufacturing comes about,
we can give employment to two crore young people in the electronic sector alone.

Therefore, it is an obligation and all of us work to need together.

SHRI D.K. SURESH (BANGALORE RURAL): Madam Speaker, this is a very

important issue. Non-biodegradable solid waste is inundating our country across
the entire landmass from North to South and East to West. Our land is being

layered with such toxic waste every single minute of the day.
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About 1.2 billion people every single minute are using and throwing plastic
and other non-biodegradable waste including everything from food packing,
gutka/supari/cigarette packing, plastic bottles, sachets, used batteries, electrical
parts, disposable diapers, sanitary ware and medical waste. It is being dumped
unscientifically in villages, towns and cities. This is a serious threat to our lives
and well-being of every Indian irrespective of class, caste, creed or race.

But it
is destroying our entire landmass every second of the day unless there is an
enforcement of right disposal principles. The enforcement should cover all aspects
from education, awareness building, regulation, oversight aspects as well as
mandates and targets to the State and local Governments.

Lakhs of
poor people are benefited by the Prime Minister’s Relief Fund which was
introduced by the Union Government. So far, 11 patients of my constituency have
been benefited in the current financial year.

Now, hundreds of patients from my constituency have applied for Prime
Minister’s Relief Fund. As per the present norm, the quota allotted to one MP

constituency per annum is very less and insufficient.
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In Tamil Nadu, Makkal Mudalwar Puratchi Thalaivi Amma has introduced
a Medical Insurance Scheme and a lot of poor patients are being benefited.
Compared to other States, Tamil Nadu stands first in the Medical Insurance
Scheme. Even the Union Minister of Health had also appreciated our Makkal
Mudalwar Puratchi Thalaivi Amma.

The aim of the Relief Fund is to save the life of the patient by allotting the
fund at right time. In conclusion, I would urge upon the hon. Prime Minister to
intervene and increase the present quota allotted to MP constituency to 70 patients
per annum. He should also take steps to allot the Fund quickly so as to save the

lives of patients.

SHRI C. GOPALAKRISHNAN (NILGIRIS): Madam, Speaker, I thank you for

giving me this opportunity to raise an important matter. With the blessings of my
leader Madam Amma, I rise to request the Government to connect Mettupalayam
with Chennai via Sathyamangalam, Gopichettipalayam, Cithod and Erode to
Chennai to fulfil the genuine demand of the people of Western Tamil Nadu.
Mettupalayam is about 55 kilometres from Ooty which is the capital of Niligiris
district and a well-known tourist centre and also the most popular destination of
Indian film industry. Tourists and local people coming to or going from Ooty

have to alight at Mettupalayam and continue their further journey. Mettupalayam
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lies deep in the Kongu region and it does not have rail connectivity to Erode via
Sathyamangalam, Gopichettipalayam and Cithod.

Erode is a business centre for marketing textile products of handloom,
powerloom and readymade garments in addition to turmeric which has medicinal
value. The Bannari Amman Temple is a famous temple located near
Sathyamangalam in Erode district which is in my parliamentary constituency of
Niligiris. People throng the temple from Erode, Coimbatore and from all over
Tamil Nadu throughout the year. If Mettupalayam is connected to Erode by a
broad gauge line, then people can easily reach Chennai as Erode is already
connected to Chennai.

At present a project to construct a new railway line from Chamrajnagar to
Sathyamangalam, Gopichettipalayam and Erode is in progress. But the progress of
the work is slow. The line has to be extended over a stretch of 46 kilometres. If
this is completed, then Mettupalayam adjoining Ooty will be connected to Chennai
by a rail line via Sathyamangalam, Gopichettipalayam, Cithod and Erode to
Chennai at a very nominal cost. The railway line is a dire need of the local people
as also the tourists.

I would like to urge upon the Government to construct this line on priority

basis.
SHRI M.K. RAGHAVAN (KOZHIKODE): Madam, Speaker, I thank you for
giving me this opportunity to bring an important matter to the notice of this august
House. This is with regard to the denial of justice and legal rights to the deposit
collectors. The hon. Supreme Court accorded workmen status to these people by a
judgment of 2001.

Madam, Speaker, around 400 deposit collectors are working in Kerala
Gramin Bank who had been appointed by erstwhile South Gramin Bank and North
Malabar Gramin Bank since the last 25 years. They have spent a majority of their
lives in collecting deposits and repayments towards loan in rural areas. Now, they

are getting a commission of 2.5 per cent.
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In this context, the Tribunal and the hon. Supreme Court has given
workmen status to the deposit collectors. But unfortunately the Kerala Gramin
Bank management is repeatedly approaching the courts. The Supreme Court in
their judgement has clearly given workmen status to deposit collectors and have
made them eligible for PF, gratuity, medical and so on.

Madam, Speaker, through you I would like to submit that this is a clear case
of denial of justice and legal rights of the deposit collectors who have worked
diligently for the development of the bank. I would like to urge upon the
Government of India to look into this matter and instruct the Kerala Gramin Bank
to withdraw all its appeals against the deposit collectors and implement benefits
like PF, Gratuity etc.

to draw the attention of the Government to an important issue.

Ramayapatnam Seaport is located 30 kilometre away from Ongole city,
Headquarters of Prakasam district of Andhra Pradesh. It is situated on the banks
of Bay of Bengal within a distance of five kilometers from NH-5. A lighthouse is

also existing there.
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In 2012, it was selected for development as a major seaport by the Central
Government as a part of its maritime agenda to construct major ports on the east
coast region to give a boost to the cargo exports and imports to be developed in
10,000 acres of land with port, ship-building and breaking units and other allied
units in the area. There is also a proposal for approval by the Central Cabinet for
sanctioning of a National Manufacturing and Investment Zone in Ramayapatnam
area to start industrial growth and development. Earlier, on the recommendation
and submission of feasibility report by the Government of Andhra Pradesh, the
Ministry has considered Ramayapatnam for development as a major seaport.

Considering all the above, I urge upon the Government to augment and
expedite the construction and development work of the Ramayapatnam Seaport as

a world-class seaport at the earliest.

BADARUDDOZA KHAN (MURSHIDABAD): Madam Speaker,
there are some serious but small problems in Eastern Railway Division for which
the people of Murshidabad District of West Bengal are suffering very much.

The railway line under the Eastern Railway Division (Sealdah-Lalgola-
Sealdah Railway line) is a passenger crowed line and only three Express trains are
running on this line. But those three trains have no stoppage at Dumdum Junction.
Dumdum Junction is very important for us because it is connected to Metro Rail
Kolkata and it is the most nearest station to Kolkata Airport. But there is no
stoppage at Dumdum Junction. Some passenger trains are also running there but
there is no stoppage of those trains also.

So, I request the hon. Minister, through you, to look into the matter on a
serious basis and kindly sanction stoppage of Express trains in Sealdah-Lalgola-
Sealdah Line in Dumdum Junction.

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(ix)Need to expedite completion of Jayamkondam integrated
lignite mining and power generation project in
Chidambaram Parliamentary Constituency, Tamil Nadu

SHRI M. CHANDRAKASI (CHIDAMBARAM): Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir,
Jayamkondam in my Chidambaram Constituency is a very backward area. There
are no industries and so unemployment is very high. The people of the area
primarily rely on agriculture and they live under constant poverty and poor life
standards.

Implementation of Jayamkondam integrated Lignite-mining and Power
Project (JLPP) planned for the area would have been a boon for the people
because of electricity and employment generation and other developmental
benefits. In 1998-99, people in 13 villages gave more than 8000 acres of land for
JLPP.

In 2006, the NLC volunteered to undertake the project on its own and
carried out detailed exploration during 2006-08 and after making necessary
geological study and Environmental Impact Assessment study it prepared a
feasibility report for the project. So, the people of the area were expecting good
compensation and employment opportunities. But the project has not taken shape
yet and the cultivable-land acquired for this project remains unused. Now, these
people are totally dismayed and disappointed. Even the issue of compensation for
land has not been settled. Many financial and legal hurdles need to be tackled to
make the project a success. Support and intervention of the Central Government
are, therefore, very essential for the JLP-Project.

I, therefore, request the Minister of Coal to take necessary steps for the

early implementation of the project.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Shri Suvendu Adhikari — not present.
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(x) Need to develop the Rasgovindpur airstrip in
Mayurbhanj district of Odisha

SHRI RABINDRA KUMAR JENA (BALASORE): There exists an airstrip in
Rasgovindpur in Mayurbhanj district of Odisha, which was constructed during
World War II in the year 1940. The airstrip has since been abandoned.

The Government plans to construct 200 low cost airports to connect tier Il
and tier Ill towns in the country. I hereby urge upon the Union Government to
develop the Rasgovindpur airstrip as one of the proposed 200 airports.

Not only has this airstrip got 11,000 feet concrete runway as of today, but
also this airport will be a gateway to the whole of Northern Odisha connecting
Balasore, Mayurbhanj, Bhadrak and Keonjhar. In addition, this proposed airport
will be well connected with adjoining states like West Bengal and Jharkhand.

I further bring it to the notice of the Union Government that Odisha has
consistently lagged behind in infrastructure development for the last several
decades including setting up of airport.

To elaborate this, Odisha has got just one airport for its 4.19 crore
population whereas several major States in our country have got on an average one
airport for 70-80 lakh population.

Hence, there exists a serious disparity in terms of air connectivity in Odisha
in view of the facts enumerated above. I once again strongly urge the Union
Government to accord approval for the operationalization of Rasgovindpur in

Amarda Road in North Odisha.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Shri M. Srinivasa Rao — not present.
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(xi) Need to appoint permanent teachers and other non-teaching staff in

Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalayas in the country
SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR (KARIMNAGAR): The Government of India had
started the Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalayas (KGBV) in the year 2004 for
setting up residential schools at upper primary level for girls belonging
predominately to the SC, ST, OBC under the National Programme for Education
of Girls at Elementary Level (NPEEL) but later merged with Sarva Shiksha
Abhiyan (SSA) programme in 2007.

Thousands of schools were established under the scheme, though initially
the programme was taken as a project scheme. Permanent buildings have been
constructed but the teachers and other employees in these residential schools are
only on contract basis and no permanent recruitment has been made. These
schools are not attracting good teachers.

Hence, 1 request the Government to take necessary steps to recruit the

teachers on a permanent basis at the earliest.

COMPANIES (AMDNEMENT) BILL, 2014....Contd.

HON. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Now, the House will take up Item No. 14 — Further

discussion on Companies (Amendment) Bill.

SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Thank you, hon. Deputy-Speaker,
Sir, for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Companies (Amendment) Bill,
2014.

Sir, the Cabinet on nd December, 2014 created 14 changes in the
Companies Act, paving the way for tabling the amendments in the ongoing
Parliament Session. The amendments are mainly aimed at making it easier to do
business in India.

In the latest World Bank Report, as has been mentioned by many hon.
Members in this debate, India ranks 142 out of 189 nations in terms of ease of
doing business. Even though our score has improved on various parameters over
last year, India is still the lowest ranked country in South Asia with Sri Lanka
ranked at 99, Nepal ranked at 108, Maldives ranked at 116, Bhutan ranked at 125
and Pakistan ranked at 128. All ranked higher than India.

Sir, for our size, stature and capability, the Government should set a short-
term target of getting it, at least, to the top 50 within next five years; and another
target of getting into the top 10 within 10 years.

It would not be out of context to mention that for starting a business in
India, 13 procedures are currently required. These include everything from
obtaining a Direct Identification Number, obtaining a Digital Signatures
Certificate, reserve the company name with the ROC and so on. So, 13 different
procedures are required. The best in class, the top performing countries in the
world, it is only five procedures. So, we should see how can we bring these 13

procedures down to five if we want to really ease of doing business.
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Land acquisition for setting up of industries has its own set of procedures,
thereby, making it tedious and time-consuming for both domestic and international
companies; and also at times discouraging the new entrepreneurs. All the
impediments from acquiring land as required to setting up industries, the
procedures should be made easy, and allied approvals needed should be made
seamless under single-window system with time line set. This would encourage
and enable the domestic startups and foreign investments to flow in the country.

Yesterday, the Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh has announced that under
the New Industrial Policy of the State, 28 approvals would be given in just 21
days for setting up of business in Andhra Pradesh. Earlier, this would take 90 days
for such approvals. He also observed that any single-window clearance should
not become an additional window, which would otherwise obstruct industrial
growth in the State or country for that matter.

Secondly, quite a few definitions and provisions in the company law and
SEBI do not match. They need to be the same and synchronised, and the
Companies Act should prevail. The SEBI should go on as per the Companies Act
to avoid any confusion in understanding and misinterpreting. One example is that
the definition of a ‘related party’ under the Companies Act and the definition in
clause 49 of the SEBI regulations are not the same.

I wanted to give a couple of recommendations on the Corporate Social
Responsibility obligations on industry. With effect from 1% April, 2014, every
company, whether private limited or public limited, which either has a net worth
of Rs.500 crore or a turnover of Rs.1000 crore or net profit of Rs.5 crore needs to
spend at least two per cent of its average net profit for the immediately preceding
three financial years on corporate social responsibility activities.

What I would like to suggest is that skill development also should be
brought under the CSR. That way, I think if we have to grow as per the
projections, if GDP is to grow at 7-9 per cent per year, by 2020, we will need 200

million or 20 crore additional skilled workforce. The only way that can happen is
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for industry to become more active in skilling the people as well. So, we can allow
CSR funds to be used for skill development. I think that would go a long way in
helping that to happen.

Further, on the lines of the Sansad Gram Vikas Yojana for each Member of
Parliament, our Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh, Shri Chandrababu Naidu Garu
has envisioned that various companies should involve in the development of
villages by adopting villages. Country-wide implementation of the same would
streamline our CSR activities and expedite development work as well.

Sir, I would like to say that any regulation or control should not stifle
innovation and entrepreneurism which ultimately lead to prosperity of not only the
country but also the companies. But at the same time all factors must be carefully
balanced in the legislation and rule making process. They must provide the
requisite comfort to investors as well as other stakeholders that are affected by
business activity. And, equally, the important point in the present competitive
world is that every effort has to be made on the top ranks by demonstrating better
environment in ease of doing business. It is only then that we will get foreign
investors, which ultimately helps in inclusive growth and re-write the growth story

of our country. With these words, I conclude my observations. Thank you.
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SHRI KONDA VISHWESHWAR REDDY (CHEVELLA): Sir, thank you for the
opportunity.

Growing up I always wondered why companies were called ‘Limited’ like
ABC Airport Limited and XYZ Steels Limited. It is because companies want to
grow and increase their market share and have a bigger market share ever. But still
they are called ‘Limited’. Then, I came to know the word ‘Limited’ does not apply
to their growth or to their aspiration. It applies to the liabilities of the owner
directors, which means, companies can do unlimited damage, unlimited fraud but
the liabilities of the owner directors are limited. This is prevalent world over, and
there it is required because if a damage is accidental, they should be protected.

But I come from the former State of Andhra Pradesh where several limited
companies have done massive frauds and have gotten away. They have siphoned
off money and they have invented several siphons. ‘Related party transaction’ is
one such siphon. They reduced the limit of 75 per cent to 50 per cent. That is very
good because a minority shareholder can object to a majority doing a related party
transaction. So, that is actually very good. But there is one flaw here. If you go to
any company and look at their promoter group shareholding, it shows 50 or 60 or
70 per cent. But even in the quota of minority shareholding, they hold controlling
shares. So, I think we need to examine that as to what and who exactly control the
minority shareholding. So, that is very crucial. So, that is a loophole that they
cannot get around.

The second point is relating to sub-section 12 of Section 1. In the Principal
Act, there is some inconsistency. The inconsistency is that it uses these words
‘immediately’ and ‘within such time’. It says, “If an auditor of a company finds a
fraud, he shall immediately report the matter to the Central Government within
such time”. Is it ‘immediately’ or is it ‘within such time’? No lawyer can tolerate it
and definitely Shri Arun Jaitley cannot tolerate it. He had an option of either

removing one of the words. My suggestion is that he should have removed ‘within
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such time’ instead of ‘immediately’. When a fraud happens, if it is not reported
immediately, if it is reported after it becomes a public issue, if it is reported after
they have taken deposit from public or if it is reported after they have taken a bank
loan, I think it becomes too late. I would request the Finance Minister to insert
‘immediately’ instead of ‘after specified period’.

Lastly, in Telangana we are introducing the real Single Window. These
amendments are aimed at easing the business environment. Therefore, we support

such amendments and we support the Bill. Thank you.
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SHRI VARAPRASAD RAO VELAGAPALLI (TIRUPATI): Thank you,
Chairman, for giving me this opportunity. Our party heartily welcomes most of the
amendments that are brought in the Companies Act. However, I have few
observations to make here. On several fora the hon. Finance Minister, who is quite
intelligent, has mentioned that the inter-ministerial consultations will be done,
particularly between the Finance Ministry, Corporate Affairs Ministry and the
Law Ministry whenever any legal matter comes up

My earlier speaker has mentioned that there are some discrepancies
between SEBI and the Companies Act. Similarly, in the later part, I mentioned that
some discrepancies are coming up in cost accountancy and the chartered
accountancy. Since the Finance Minister has indicated in his speeches earlier, I
presume that inter-ministerial consultations have been done in this regard as well.

On several platforms, the Finance Minister mentioned that he would adopt
transparency in most of the Acts. Generally, I appreciate that. But, when it comes
to the Board resolutions, they were not transparent. I do not see any reason why
the Board resolutions after entering into the registry should remain secret.

Similarly, hon. Minister has mentioned that international practices would
be brought into India. He mentioned it three-four months ago. But, I do not see
that these international practices have gone into these amendments in the proposed
Bill.

Sir, Bills like this are extremely intricate and complicated. I earnestly
request the Government through you that when such Bill comes up, people like us
would like to understand it more. So, outside of office hours of Parliament a small
brief may be given to educate us in future.

My next point is about the auditors, who after the Satyam episode, are
looked at in a suspicious manner. Since auditors and cost accountants are part of it,
their interests should also be protected if they have committed anything

unwittingly.
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The World Bank on repeated occasions has mentioned that how difficult it
is to start a business in India. When in other countries it could take just a few
weeks to start a business, in India it takes at least 10 to 12 months to start a
company. Similarly, the companies have to pay 60 to 70 per cent of their profit
towards whereas in other countries at best they pay 35 to 40 per cent. The
companies have to cross, at least, 40 Acts before they pay taxes and all that,
whereas in other countries this number is around eight. The World Bank has
clearly mentioned it, and also it has appeared in most of our proceedings.

With regard to revaluation reserves, the amendment might bring down the
dividends, and also the salary and remuneration aspects. Perhaps, a thought may
be given to that.

When companies are particularly exploiting the natural resources, I think
the managerial remuneration should be restricted. For example, when the Reliance
is exploiting oil, which is a natural resource and pertains to everybody here, the
managerial remuneration which runs into crores and crores of rupees, should be
restricted and that money could be converted or transferred to the CSR funds.

The earlier speaker was also mentioning that it is extremely important that
we should draw out a format, as far as CSR is concerned. Many companies,
despite whatever profit they are making, are going away without doing much
concrete work. Therefore, things like housing, roads, drinking water, sanitation
and education should also be made compulsory, at least, in and around the villages
where the company concerned is flourishing.

The dividend up to seven years, it is contemplated here, cannot be
transferred into the Investors’ Education and Protection Fund. I consider that it is

too long a period. That could be reduced to three or five years. The reason is that
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as and when they do not claim, it could be paid later even from this fund. So,
along with the interest, the money could go to the Government and to the public.
Under the present amendments, the relevancy of cost accountancy has also
been made ‘zero’. If you want good fiscal behaviour, the hon. Minister has been
repeatedly mentioning the importance of cost accountants, they should be retained.

Thank you.
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SHRI ABHIJIT MUKHERJEE (JANGIPUR): Sir, I thank you very much for
giving me this chance to speak on this Bill.

The Companies Act was amended in 2013, and in less than a year, I do not
understand why this amendment has been brought in a hurry. These amendments
should have been discussed or rather thought deeply because industry bodies or
trade bodies will keep on asking for some kind of amendment as some
amendments will help them and some amendments may not help them.

I am coming directly to the proposed amendments. Section 76 (a) outlines
the penalty on non-payment of dues by deposit companies. It has been mentioned
that if a company fails to make the payment within the stipulated time when it is
due, a fine of not less than minimum one crore of rupees and a maximum of Rs. 10
crore will be imposed. Here, my submission is that the minimum fine is all right.
However, in respect of the higher limit of Rs. 10 crore, it should be proportionate
to the damage or the dues supposed to be given to the depositors. It should be
made proportional. The Board of Directors as well as the individual Directors
should be made responsible, and the money should be given back to the
depositors. I feel this provision should be incorporated in the amendments.

Section 185 relates to loans to subsidiary companies. It must also be
ensured that a loan given to a subsidiary or a sister concern should not be misused.
It should not be siphoned out to other companies forgetting the purpose for which
it was taken. The purpose can not be served; then, the loan should be given back.
Any sort of siphoning from one company to another sister company should be
avoided.

I have one of the most important points where this amendment is silent
about. There is no provision of gender sensitisation. Usually, the policies evolved
are men oriented leading to subtle gender discrimination. In our daily life,
inadvertently or unknowingly, decisions are taken which lacks gender
sensitisation. A provision must also be brought to have the gender sensitisation

and I rather request you to make it compulsory. Many doctors, engineers and
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other professionals are coming out of universities/colleges. Women should be
given a minimum of 30 per cent reservation in all public sector companies or in
Government.

Since I was in industry for a long time, I have seen that regular works are
being done by the contract labourers where regular employees are enjoying and
not working. There must be a provision in the Companies Act that the regular
work should be done by the regular employees and not by the contract labourers.
Contract labourers are, in fact, being exploited both by the
organisations/companies and the trade unions. To give them protection, you must
ensure that contract labourers are not allowed to do any kind of job which the
regular workers are supposed to do particularly in the steel industry and coal
industry. These industries are labour intensive and are misusing the contract
labourers. These organisations are saving a lot of money by getting done the
regular job by assigning it to the contract labourers.

I have another point to make. Two speakers have already spoken on this
point that is  Corporate Social Responsibility. The Corporate Social
Responsibility says that something has to be given back to the society. The
quantum percentage is two per cent of the net profit. The companies are
propagating to increase their business and propagation of business should not be
included in the Corporate Social Responsibility Scheme. One of the Speakers
was saying that it (CSR) should be done in the periphery of the company, I am in
agrement with it.

Sir, two per cent of the net profit should be the minimum limit and it should
be left optional to the companies for upper limit. They may like to spend more
than two per cent also. This scheme should be dovetailed with the Government
schemes like constructing toilets in girls’ schools. Since, my time is over, I am

concluding. Thanks Sir.

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SHRI V. PANNEERSELVAM (SALEM): Sir, at the outset, I thank the Chair for
giving me this opportunity to speak on this important Bill. I also thank heartily our
beloved Leader Makkal Muthalvar Puratchi Thalaivi Amma who believes in
smooth functioning of public bodies with right minded corrective measures.

The aim of this Bill is to ease the operations of the public limited
companies, be they in the private sector or the Government sector. Primarily, this
Bill seeks to move to the ambit of the SEBI Act, the shareholdings and selling. In
this digital era, making available all the data related to the trade transactions
should be possible and this Bill aims at this.

In an era of liberalization, free trade can thrive only when the trade
exchanges are transparent. So far, the monitoring of purchases and sales of the
shares were left to the discretion of the Directors of the Board. Now, through this
Bill, we have made such transactions more broad-based. Major decisions resulting
in amalgamations and take-over cannot come as a surprise any more. Instead of
Government control, it will be under the guidance and monitoring of the members
of the public limited company. All the shareholders now will become the stake-
holders in the operations of the company.

It 1s necessary because in the globalized economy, there is a scope for
corrupt practices and diabolical take-over. We have vigilance mechanism to
monitor the functioning of the executive of the Government. On the similar lines,
hereafter the company will be monitored by the broad-based shareholding
community to manage the company. The minimum number required for
establishing a public limited company has been increased to a higher number of
members from 50 to 200.

The inclusion of independent Directors and Auditors is like infusing new
vigour to the existing manner of operating company. This is one of the important

highlights of this Bill. The Bill permits certain financial relationship between the
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independent Directors and the company. In my opinion, this may create a conflict
of interest. I would urge upon the Minister to look into this aspect.

Violation of rules and financial mismanagement which cannot be tolerated
can be overcome now. Fines and punishment for offences have been increased and
intensified. In order to oversee this particular aspect of ensuring management
according to the given rules, the National Law Tribunal is being established.

Sir, for speedy disposal of cases special courts can be formed. Market
manipulation by companies indulging in trading in their own shares has taken its
toll in the past. Such manipulations have resulted in great loss to several thousands
of shareholders and also the Government. As a lesson learnt from the two great
scams in the world of share markets, the Government now seeks to ensure
transparency and integrity.

The dichotomy of productivity and ‘marketivity’ being treated separately
and not inducted as ‘Key Management Personnel’ will not continue any more.
Whole time Directors will also be prescribed as KMPs under new sub-clause.

Before concluding I would like to draw the attention of the Minister to
certain provisions covering independent Directors and delisting of companies.
These provisions appear to be in conflict with the rules, SEBI Act and its
regulations. When SEBI is brought into the picture more prominently its dominant
role should not be diluted.

I urge upon the Minister to see that this comprehensive Bill comes into
force as an Act to do good to the world of companies.

Let me conclude. Thank you.
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"SHRI SHER SINGH GHUBAYA (FEROZEPUR): I thank you, Chairman Sir, for
giving me the opportunity to speak on “The Companies (Amendment) Bill, 2014”.

Sir, this is a very important Bill. The country needs this bill. Modi ji’s
Government has passed several Amendment Bills in this august House. Sir, all the
bills that have been piloted in this House in this Session are very useful bills.
Similar is the case with the Companies (Amendment) Bill, 2014.

Sir, various multi-national companies have set up their bases either in the
states or in Delhi. However, their main motive is profit. They only want to earn
money. Whether it is the insurance sector or any other sector, earning profit has
been their sole agenda. Such companies do not benefit our country in any way.

Sir, agriculture is the mainstay of our economy. Companies which can
cater to food-processing etc. should be encouraged. Bringing in reforms in the
agriculture sector is the need of the hour.

Sir, T support this bill and congratulate the Hon’ble Finance Minister.
Several Hon’ble Members have expressed their views regarding this bill. The
companies should be asked to take welfare measures for the people of the area
where they are established. This social obligation should be made compulsory for
these companies. The development of that area must be an integral part of the
policy of these companies. These companies should provide health-care,
employment and education to the people and children of their area. This is the
need of the hour. These companies must earmark some amount for welfare

measurcs.

" English translation of the speech originally delivered in Punjabi.
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Sir, Hon’ble Finance Minister is here. I urge upon him to ensure the
security of our country when these multi-national companies establish their bases
here. We have already seen how terrorists have indulged in an inhuman act of
killing innocent school-children in Pakistan, yesterday. We must gird up our loins
and allot more funds to gear up our security paraphernalia so that such
mishappenings do not take place in our country.

Sir, I congratulate the Hon’ble Finance Minister for bringing this bill in the
House. I whole-heartedly support this bill. This bill will definitely give a boost to
the development of our country and a fillip to growth in this sector.

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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Sir, I oppose this Bill because
most of the provisions in this Bill are not giving any transparency in the company
administration.  Also, the new provisions which are introduced by way of
amendments are diametrically opposite to the provisions we had made in 2013
when the Bill was piloted by the then Minister Shri Sachin Pilot.

The intention of this Bill is to amend the Companies Act 2013 which was
notified on 29™ August 2013. Within such a short period, drastic basic structural
amendments are being brought into the Bill. The reason which is stated in the
Statement of Objects and Reasons is: firstly, it is very difficult to implement the
provisions of the Amendment Act 2013, and secondly, it is to further facilitate
‘ease of doing business’. The hon. Minister has been repeatedly using this phrase
‘ease of doing business’. These are the two provisions or reasons for which this
amendment is brought before the House. The reason put forward for this is that a
difficulty is being faced by the industry, the Ministries and Departments and
professional institutions. I would like to know from the hon. Minister what is the
difficulty which the Departments and the Ministries are facing in implementing
the provisions of Amendment Act of 2013. We can understand the difficulties
being faced by the industries. It is very difficult for them to report any fraud or any
cheating which is being done by the employer or the director of the company,
which is to be reported to the Government of India — this is difficult as far as the
company or the industry is concerned.

By making an amendment to that provision that you need not report to the
Government of India and instead, you report only to the audit committee, this will
be favourable to them. My question is what difficulty the Government of India or
the Ministry and the Department is facing in keeping the amendments made in
2013. The House may remember, when this amendment was made in 2013, Shri
Sachin Pilot and many other hon. Members of this House had explained in this
House and I am not going into the records of the proceedings; but it was stated that

this was a landmark legislation in the history of Indian Parliament. That was the
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assessment in respect of 2013-Act. Now, the cardinal principle of that amendment
is being taken away by means of this legislation, which is the focal point which I
would like to make.

The 2013-amendment was made with an intention to bring more
transparency, self-reporting, disclosure and also to make the corporates more
responsible. That was the aim and intention of the 2013-amendment which was
brought forward by the then UPA Government. When we think about relaxation
and exemption to the companies, whether it is private or public, you may kindly
see the situation prevailing in our country. Even Shri Ahluwalia also has given a
notice for discussion of the Saradha Scam in this House. Everyday in every State,
these kinds of fraudulent financial activities are going on; cheating and defrauding
the customers or depositors are going on. When such a situation exists in our
country, should we make the laws more stringent or should we relax and exempt?
My point is, more stringent action has to be taken to check such fraudulent
transactions which are taking place in our country.

Instead of making those provisions stringent, we are relaxing and
exempting so that the corporates and companies can defraud the depositors and
customers. That is the strong objection which I would like to place against this
Bill.

We are also moving in the opposite direction. Instead of having
transparency, accountability and responsibility of the company to the customers
and to the country, we are moving in the opposite direction, by lowering
transparency, accountability and responsibility.

Coming to the provisions or the main amendments of the Bill, the first
amendment of the hon. Minister is regarding section 2, which is the definition
clause. The clause 2 of the Bill seeks to amend clauses 68 and 71 of the 2013-Act
or the original Companies Act of 1956. By this, the definition of the private and
public companies are sought to be amended. What was the original provision? For

a private company, the paid up capital should be minimum Rs. 1,00,000 or higher
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paid up capital as described by the Government. As far as the public company is
concerned, the original provision was the minimum paid up capital is Rs. 5,00,000
or higher paid up capital which is specified or as described by the Government.

Now, we are omitting the minimum paid up capital. I would like to know
from the hon. Minister, what is the aim or intention of simply omitting this
‘minimum paid up capital’. My friend, Dr. Kirit Somaiya, yesterday said that it is
with the Government and with the Parliament; it is not good; and every liberty
should be given to the companies and corporates so that they can determine what
the minimum paid up capital should be. In this case I would like to state that if this
amendment is carried out, what would be the section? If the amendment is carried
out, Clause 2 of Section 68 would be, ‘a private company means, a company
having a minimum paid up share capital of Rs. 1,00,000 or such a higher paid up
capital — that is to be deleted — as may be prescribed’. So, my question to the hon.
Minister is what is the harm in this Parliament determining the minimum paid up
capital? Why is it being taken away and this right is being given to the executive?
What aim will be achieved out of this amendment which is being made in section
2? Similarly, in clause 71 of Section 2 also, the definition part is given.

I would like to say about another amendment and it is regarding section 9.
Common seal is referred to in section 9. To my limited knowledge, I would like
to say something. When I was the student of Law College, I still remember the
definition of a company and the interpretation of a company. A company means it
is a legal entity having perpetual succession and common seal. Now, by amending
Section 9 of the original Act, this common seal is removed or omitted. What is the
intention behind removing this common seal? I feel that by omitting this common
seal, it is exempting the companies from their joint and collective responsibility in
issues which may come up in case of fraud and other things.

Another amendment is regarding the punishment by incorporating the

amendment to Section 76. 1 fully endorse it. I congratulate the hon. Minister on
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making such an amendment to Section 76 and incorporating it in new Section 76.
It is absolutely fine and I fully support the provision which has been made there.

Sir, coming to the declaration of dividend, there is a provision in Section
123. It is also affecting the shareholders. The existing right of the shareholders is
being slightly taken away by means of this amendment also because the previous
loss and depreciation will be calculated and only out of this, he will be entitled to
have an appropriate dividend. That also is adversely affecting the poor
shareholders or the customers, as the case may be.

Another amendment is about non-reporting to the Government of India on
all frauds committed by the employer or the Director of the company. That is also
being taken away.

I would like to know whether it is transparent. Is it transparency or is it
accountability or is it the responsibility of the company? In the original position,
whatever fraud is committed by anybody, be it the employer or the Director, he is
responsible. The auditor has to report it to the Government. Here, in this case,
Shri Jaitley is an eminent legal luminary who has brought this Bill.

What does this amendment say? It says that “if it is above a specified
amount”. What is that specified amount? That will be determined by the
Government. If it exceeds the specified amount, only then the fraud needs to be
reported to the Government of India. Why is this relaxation? Whether it is a fraud
of Rs. 100 or Rs. 10 lakhs or Rs. 10 crore, it 1s the same, it 1s a fraud and it is a
crime. It is a fraud on the customers and the creditors, as the case may be. So, in
such a condition, I strongly oppose it.

There is a very important amendment about related party transactions.
Section 185 and Section 188 are very crucial Sections. They say that these
transactions have to be approved by a special resolution. But now, it is by means
of a simple resolution.

Yesterday, Prof. Saugata Roy had also cited that in the case of the United
Spirits, they have got only 70.5 per cent of the votes so that they cannot have their
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resolution passed and such a difficulty was experienced by United Spirits. So, the
number of votes to be obtained is minimised to 50 per cent. The sale of land or
purchase of land or entering into a contract with a holding company and the
companies which are holding are all very important. I know the position. In my
constituency, there is the case of revival of Punalur Paper Mills. If the Director of
the Board wants to get the property sold in the real estate field, definitely, they
will be benefited by this provision also. This provision is very crucial as far as |
am concerned. Therefore, all these provisions, except section 76(a), have to be
relooked and reconsidered.

With these words, I conclude my speech.
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ADV. JOICE GEORGE (IDUKKI): Mr. Chairman, Sir, thank you for giving me
this opportunity to speak on this Bill. The very purpose and purport of this
Amendment Bill is to increase the ‘ease to do business’ in our nation. In certain
contexts, it may be true. But what is the reality faced by our nation? What is the
hard reality which we are facing now? In this context, I would like to say that most
of the frauds, in number and in quantum, are committed by the corporates, and by
the body incorporates under the Companies Act, which are enjoying several
privileges and immunities. Who are the cheated persons and the affected ones? In
this case, it is the citizens and the poor investors who are affected the most. The
Members who spoke before me also expressed their concerns in this regard. We
will have to bring more transparency and more accountability. Instead of bringing
more transparency and more accountability, we are relaxing certain provisions
under the guise of increasing the ‘ease to do business’ in this nation.

There are numerous examples of cheating and fraud committed by these
companies, and perpetuated by the incorporated companies by announcing ponzi
schemes, like Satyam, Sarada and Sahara. Thousands of cases were filed against
these companies by those who were cheated by their ponzi schemes and cases are
being conducted, but to no avail. They are not getting the money back. This is the
hard reality which we are facing.

Therefore, this House being the highest law making body of the nation, and
as Members of this House, we also have the responsibility of being accountable to
the people. We are talking about the Corporate Social Responsibility. We also
have responsibility towards the people, those who voted for us to be here for
making laws for them. So, we should ensure that this responsibility element is
there in the Companies Bill.

Keeping this in mind, I would say that the amendments that have been

brought forward to clause 2 proposess to omit the minimum requirement of having
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paid up share capital of Rs. 5 lakh for the public companies and Rs. 1 lakh for the
private companies. What is the purpose that is sought to be achieved by these
particular amendments? The object is to increase the ‘ease to do business’ here. By
omitting this limit of having a minimum paid up share capital for conducting
businesses or for taking loans, what is the purpose that is sought to be achieved?
Instead of serving any particular object, this will help the companies or this will
help the persons who want to commit fraud on us. This will help them to do
business even without having any minimum responsibility or without having any
minimum investment.

Therefore, the Government should show some serious concern over that
also. So is the case with the provisions regarding the ‘related party transactions’.
There also the interest of the shareholders has been given a go-by because there
the requirement for ‘special resolution’ has been replaced by ‘ordinary resolution’
for approval of ‘related party transactions’ by minority shareholders. So, we will
have to seriously look at that provision also.

So is the case of exempting the ‘related party transactions’ between
‘holding companies’ and the ‘wholly owned subsidiaries’ from the requirement of
minority share holders’ approval. It is also an objectionable provision, which
prohibits the public inspection of the Board Resolution files by the Registrar of
Companies under the guise of protecting the secrecy of the company’s strategy.
Under the guise of protecting the companies to keep their strategy secret, we are
giving a go-by to transparency and accountability of these companies.

What is the purpose that is sought to be achieved by permitting a company
to keep all their strategies secret and simply permitting them to cheat the people,
and permitting them to perpetuate fraud on the people? We should give serious
consideration to that provision also.

We are all talking about the frauds committed by the companies by
announcing ponzi schemes, etc. But here, by amending section 143, the minimum

responsibility of the auditor to report the fraud to the companies and the
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Government has been taken away. That is also an objectionable amendment. If we
are for transparency and if we are for ensuring more accountability by the
companies, we should retain that provision making the auditor responsible to
report all these frauds, whether they are small or big. Fraud is always a fraud. That
fraud should be reported to the Government.

With these reservations, I conclude. Thank you.
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THE MINISTER OF FINANCE, MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS AND
MINISTER OF INFORMATION AND BROADCASTING (SHRI ARUN
JAITLEY): I am extremely grateful to a very large number of hon. Members who
have spoken on this Bill. The substance of what has been said is, the Bill was
introduced in Parliament in 2008; it went through the Standing Committee
process; it was legislated in 2013. Why is it that in 2014 we felt the necessity of
having to amend some of the provisions of this Bill?

There are clearly two kinds of opinion which have been expressed by Shri
Kirit Somaiya, Shri Pinaki Misra, and several others, who were in support of this
Bill. They have contented that - in fact there are many more changes which are
required to be made - because with a Bill of this kind, doing business in India
may become difficult. There is another view which has been expressed. Why
should we have a Bill which makes it easy for companies? What does the
Government gain out of it? I have no hesitation in admitting that I agree with the
former opinion. It is companies which create jobs. The West Bengal Government
does not. Therefore, if the economy of this country is to revive, we cannot make it
impossible to do business in this country. After this law has been enacted, I would
just place some of the provisions which I am seeking to change, on which
comment has not been made.

People represented to the Government even when the UPA was in power
that it is perhaps better to create a proprietorship or a limited liability partnership
and do businesses rather than having such a restrictive regime. But then raising
public finance, getting loans, getting institutional finance becomes difficult. So
people have to corporatise their structure and do it. I will just give an illustration.

There are four kinds of changes which we are making. One is with an
intention of “ease of doing business’; the other is, drafting errors; the third is
oversight; and the fourth is some provisions which are ex-facie oppressive to an

environment to do business. Let me start with the fourth category.
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I would request any hon. Member, if he has a copy, to pick up section
212(6) of this Act. I am referring to an extraneous fact when in 2004 the UPA
came to power, there was a law which the NDA had enacted called the Prevention
of Terrorism Act (POTA).

The UPA’s main criticism of POTA was that some of the provisions are
very repressive and so they repealed POTA. When they repealed the anti-terrorism
law, they incorporated most of the provisions under the Unlawful Activities
Prevention Act. But one provision the UPA said that they would not agree to put
in the Unlawful Activities Prevention Act was regarding a harsh bail provision.
The POTA said that any person arrested for terrorism will not get bail till either
the Public Prosecutor consents to the bail or the court gives a finding that the
person is innocent on the face of it. Now finding of innocence is not possible till
the trial is held. So, the UPA’s own case was that this is not a provision we can
agree with and, therefore, they removed that provision from the anti-terrorism law.
Having removed it from there, they brought in the POTA bail provision under
Section 212 (6) of the Companies Act, which says:

“Notwithstanding anything contained in the Code of Criminal
Procedure....the following offences which attract the punishment for
fraud as provided in....to a person accused of those offences...no
person shall be released on bail unless the prosecutor has been given
notice where the prosecutor opposes it, the court is satisfied that
reasonable grounds for believing that the person is not guilty of the
offences.”

Verbatim, full stop for full stop, comma for comma, they
incorporated the POTA provision into the bail provision of this Act. Now
this language exists in the narcotics law. When we invite the rest of the
world to come to India, form a company, do business and invest in India,

are we trying to say that in case you commit any of these offences you will

never get bail or you will indefinitely never get bail? Therefore, most
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companies said that it is safer for them to switch over to a limited liability
partnership than continue to do business.

Now, if you look at the other provisions of the Act, all offences
under grievous laws relating to terrorism, narcotics, sedition, prevention of
corruption etc., they say that ordinary courts will not try these cases and
there will be special courts. So, all offences against a company will go to a
Special Court. The ordinary Magistrate’s jurisdiction is taken away. Are we
trying to induce investors to come and invest in India or are we trying to
scare them away from the country? We have, therefore, brought in an
amendment that extremely harsh offences will be before a Special Court
and the rest will be before the normal courts of the land. If a man wants to
wind up a company, there has to be a provision in law. The case relating to
winding up these days normally goes to a single judge of the High Court as
one judge in every High Court is a company law judge. If somebody says
that there is a commercial insolvency or any other reasoning or the
company itself wants to be wound up, it goes to a single judge, there is a
procedure to be followed and it gets wound up.

This Bill says that simple company matters and other matters go to a
single judge, appeals go to a Division Bench and some extraordinary
matters also go to a Division Bench. A company to be wound up has to go
to a full Bench of three judges. What is the rationale? That is why I said
either some of the provisions are oppressive or some of the provisions like
having one judge or two judges or three judges could have even come by an
oversight.

Now, let me give you another oversight provision. There are
offences companies commit. If there is a company which does not follow
the procedure and starts collecting deposits, it is a punishable offence. In
the Act, we forgot to make it an offence. So it is the case of an oversight.

If I run through each of these 14, the first two, requirement of capital and

132
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seal, the international standard practice now in corporate laws across the
world is that you have done away with these requirements. So, here it has
been brought at parity with international laws.

The next provision, section 76 says, we forgot to provide for an
offence where somebody collects deposits in violation of law. We did not
make it an offence under the Companies Act; so it has been made an
offence.

You asked a question. It is a very standard speech we can deliver in every
legislation that there must be greater transparency. World-over the practice is, in
the old Companies Act from the very beginning, all resolutions of the Annual
General Meeting are subject to public scrutiny, but Board resolutions are not. I
will tell you the reason why Board resolutions are not subject to public scrutiny.
A company decides in its Board, let us say it is an automobile company, that this is
going to be my next model. The very next day, are they going to allow their
business rivals to come to know of this? The company decides in its Board that
this is going to be my next trade mark, this is the product on which I am going to
now acquire an intellectual property. I am a pharmaceutical company; this is my
formulation; this is the next drug I am manufacturing and what is my funding
mechanism? In a Board resolution, you take all kinds of strategic, commercially
confidential decisions.

Nowhere in the word are Board resolutions subject to public scrutiny. It is
only the AGM resolutions which are subject to public scrutiny. Just because
transparency and accountability are words which we in public life and politics are
fond of using, we say make it transparent, make it accountable. So why not put
cameras in every Board meeting of a company so that its secret intellectual
property, its financial strategies are known to its business rivals? It will be the
most accountable procedure and most transparent procedure. But then nobody is

going to come and set up a company in India if we create such an environment for
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doing business. So, before we say, make it accountable, there is some conspiracy
why you are taking it away, please see the consequences of what we are doing.

Then there is a provision that you set off past losses against future profits
and only then declare a dividend. The meaning is, a company has accumulated
losses. This year it has some profit. So it allows the losses to continue in the
name of the banks and others. But, out of this profit, the majority decides to usurp
the dividend in its pocket. In the old Companies Act the rule was very clear that
you must first write off those losses and then start declaring dividends when your
health is good. Probably in this Companies Act, the intention was the same. So,
what we did was, we provided for a rule which says this. The declaration and
payment of dividend rule 3, sub-rule 5 says this but the provisions is, the Act does
not permit this. So it is obviously a drafting error and this has to be corrected.

Rectifying the requirement of transferring equity shares for an unclaimed
dividend, now the rule is that if there is a dividend not claimed for a period of
seven years, that dividend goes into the Investor Protection Fund. If for seven
years, somebody does not claim dividend, the dividend will go into the Investor
Protection Fund; so will the shares also go into the Investor Protection Fund. But
the language in which the Act has been written and drafted is, the dividend will go
after seven years but the shares may get transferred to the Investor Protection Fund
in the first year itself. So, in one year you do not take dividend, your shares are
lost. Obviously, there is an ambiguity there and that ambiguity had to be
corrected.

There is this enabling provision about fraud. When you are auditing the
affairs of a company —this is a view put up by the Institute of Chartered
Accountants — there may be dozens of irregularities that you will find out. Is
everyone of them to be reported to the Central Government or are the major ones

to be reported?
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There is a principle of de minimis that triviality is ignored. So, what is very
small can be ignored and what are major ones are to be reported. All that it says is
that a threshold will be fixed by the Government beyond which all such
requirements will have to be reported; otherwise the Department of Company
Affairs will become the largest Department in the Government of India. It will
have only complaints arising out of some voucher for Rs. 100 which is not
available. So, all these complaints will reach the Department of Company Affairs.
That is not the intention. Therefore, a threshold will be fixed by the Department
of Company Affairs and beyond that it will go to the Government of India.

With regard to related party transactions, a very large part of the corporate
world, all chambers and many people have objected to this because procedurally
we had made it difficult. What had we done in the Bill? Let us take a company in
which some individuals control most of the shares. They have substantially
owned subsidiaries. In related party transactions, only the procedures have been
simplified. The procedure is that at the AGM, the persons, in relations to whom
the resolution is being passed, will not vote and the rest of the minority
shareholders will vote.

So, to have a related party transaction, you need the confidence of the
minority shareholders. It said: “You need confidence of 75 per cent of them.”
That 75 per cent has been made easier instead of a special resolution. Special
resolutions are required only when fundamental changes are being made in the
business of a company; otherwise, normal resolutions are required so that special
resolution becomes normal. That is all that is being done. You may have a
majority of the shareholding in a company but you need the approval of the
majority of the minority. The original provision was that you need the approval of
three quarters of that minority, which may be extremely difficult. Therefore,
people said: “It will become impossible to have related party transaction. This law

requires to be simplified.” There is an exemption of related party transactions and
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wholly owned subsidiaries, the principal controlled 100 per cent subsidiaries
where there 1s no minority shareholding. So, there is nobody whose 50 per cent or
70 per cent consent you require. Then, in bail provisions we have said: “Except in
heinous offences under the Companies Act, which is related to fraud under Section
447, for all others the normal bail provisions will apply. Only for this extreme
offence, an extreme bail provision which was put in into this Act, will apply.
There is a Special Court and a two-Judge Bench instead of a three-Judge Bench to
hear the winding up of these cases.

Sir, none of the amendments has any ulterior motive. Therefore, nobody
needs to claim that there is a high moral ground in opposing such an objection.
With some of these provisions, doing business in India would become extremely
difficult. There are some provisions which we are easing. There are some which
were oversight. There are some which were left out. And there are some which
came in but came in as a part of this thinking that we must make doing business
extremely difficult. So, if somebody is arrested and he belongs to a company, a
terrorist can get bail but he should never get bail. Now, this kind of thinking, I am
afraid, we do not subscribe to. I, therefore, commend to this hon. House that these
amendments be accepted.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: The question is:
“That the Bill to amend the Companies Act, 2013, be taken into

consideration.”

The motion was adopted.
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HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: The House shall now take up clause-by-clause
consideration of the Bill.
The question is:

“That clauses 2 to 21 stand part of the Bill.”
The motion was adopted.

Clauses 2 to 21 were added to the Bill.
Clause 1, the Enacting Formula and the Long Title were added to the Bill.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: I beg to move:
“That the Bill be passed.”

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Motion moved:
“That the Bill be passed.”
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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : Hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir, the Companies
(Amendment) Bill, 2013 was passed by this House after it was discussed
threadbare in the Standing Committee. For two times, that Amendment Bill was
discussed in the Standing Committee. Now, the Companies (Amendment) Bill,
2014 is being passed without going through the scrutiny of the Standing
Committee on Finance. So, passing this Bill is not proper. My suggestion and
submission before this August House is this. The amendments in the original Act
were passed during 2013 by means of the recommendations of the Standing
Committee for two times and after due diligence.

The hon. Minister is arguing about many things. Irregularity and fraud are
entirely different. So, my point is that the amendments in the original Act during
2013 were made after due deliberations by the Parliamentary Standing Committee.
My humble submission is that it is better that this Bill be referred to the Standing
Committee which can have a very detailed scrutiny. Still we are not clear on
certain aspects. So, the Standing Committee can examine those aspects. That is
my humble submission before you, Sir. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE (GULBARGA): Sir, why there is hurry? Out
of these 21 amendments ... (Interruptions) In a hurry, you want to bury this Act.
... (Interruptions) Therefore, I am requesting the hon. Minister to refer this Bill to
the Standing Committee. ... (Interruptions) Already Section 176A, which is a new
thing, we all welcome. But there are amendments where certain reservations are
there. Why should this Bill not be referred to the Standing Committee or Select
Committee? ... (Interruptions) The Finance Minister has to be considerate. Why
is he so rigid? ... (Interruptions)

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: In all the 14 amendments I have explained, if there was a
plausible argument why those original provisions should remain even for a day, I
would have agreed. But you want the investment environment in the country to be

disrupted by these kinds of laws. In fact, it is not a great reflection on all of us,
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you and me both included, if by oversight or otherwise allow these provisions to
go through in such a monumental law.
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: The question is:

“That the Bill be passed.”

The motion was adopted.

MOTOR VEHICLES (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2014

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SHRIMATI M. VASANTHI (TENKASI): Sir, I thank you for this opportunity to
participate in this discussion on the Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Bill, 2014.
Before I could speak, I would like to thank our leader, Puratchi Thalaivi, Amma
who has enabled me to be present in this House.

At the outset, I would like to know whether this Bill would benefit ‘aam
aadmi’ or would affect ‘aam aadmi’, I mean the common man. E-rickshaws like
overnight flies were seen on the roads of the Capital. They were carrying people
without any license either for the drivers or for the vehicles. The choked roads of
Delhi had to face added problems. This had resulted in fatal accidents involving
passengers of these e-rickshaws and also the public on the road. The High Court
in Delhi had to step in and put a ban on these e-carts and e-rickshaws.

The unauthorized operations of these vehicles are to be legally permitted.
That is why, this Bill has been brought before this august House. I would like to
point out here that a great founder and leader Anna was for abolishing manual
pulling of rickshaws. He wanted to avoid a barefoot man pulling another man on
the wheel. I find the present Bill seeks to mechanize the rickshaws to overcome
the drudgery of the manual pulling. From humanitarian point of view, this is a
welcome step.

The proposed amendment to sub-section (1) of the Section 7 of the Motor
Vehicles Act, 1988 is to relax the rules for granting license to the drivers of these
vehicles. The earlier conditionality is that one should have a driving license to
drive a light motor vehicle is being relaxed. The previous experience of riding
manually pulled rickshaws will now be enough to drive these electric powered
three-wheeled vehicles.

The concern of the Supreme Court in the safety and security of the general
public must be upheld. I do not know whether a thorough scientific study has been
conducted about the safety and security of these vehicles. People still feel that

these kinds of vehicles can be permitted only on roads where no other motor
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vehicles ply. I would like to know whether this common fear of the common man
has been removed or not. It is a main question. However, the Government has
brought this Bill to provide a viable economical mode of transport. Since it is
battery operated, it may be cost effective. But, it is yet to be proved whether it
would be viable as a risk free mode of transport.

No doubt, the e-rickshaws are environment friendly. But if they are moving
along with other petrol and diesel vehicles, the gain from non-pollution may be
lost. This risk factor would not be a guarantee for life. Hence, I would urge upon
the Government to take care of this.

The manufacture, maintenance and the equipment of the e-carts or e-
rickshaws must have an eye on safety and security of passengers. That is why, we
find in place Clause 2 of the Bill that empowers the Central Government to make
rules in respect of such specifications.

In the long run, if this legislation is to really benefit the poorer sections of
the society, the Government must ensure that such vehicles are owner-driven.
With the administrative powers left with the Government, care must be taken to
regulate it in this new unorganised sector that would be coming up with the
passing of this Bill.

When it comes to unorganised sector, I am reminded of the Beedi workers
in my Tenkasi Constituency. They were languishing for long without a minimum
assured salary and medical facilities for their family as also educational facilities
for their children. With great efforts, the Centre was made to yield to recognise
this unorganised sector. Beedi workers are getting some justice now. [ would urge
upon the Union Government to ensure the welfare of the newly emerging
unorganised labour class with the passing of this Bill.

When rules are relaxed in the case of issuing licence to individual drivers,
their poor status is taken into consideration. The Bill states that people upgraded
from the manually pulled rickshaws will get employment. That must be translated

into realty. Only the deserving people must be allowed to operate these e-
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rickshaws with responsibility both towards passengers and their own vehicles. I
would urge upon the Government to evolve a mechanism to see that syndicates of
owners are not formed. Then it may lead to a situation like bringing up a monster.

I want to bring to the notice of the Government that most of the drivers
operating rickshaws in general are an exploited lot as they are mostly migrant
labour. Hence the Government may involve Resident Welfare Associations to
identify suitable people to run these e-rickshaws as owner-driven vehicles. Area
specific permissions may be given so that the drivers remain under the watchful
eyes of the RWAs. This will help us to avoid unlawful and illegal activities in the
neighbourhood areas. We can also strengthen the neighbourhood watch system
which will give security to people living in different parts of Delhi.

I urge upon the Government to ensure that really the needy people are
benefited through the operation of e-rickshaws in the city of Delhi. The experience
gained in the national Capital may also help other States in due course.

Welcoming this Bill carefully with support, I conclude. Thank you.
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SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYANAGAR): Hon. Chairman, Sir, thank
you for giving me this opportunity to speak in this august House on the Motor
Vehicles (Amendment) Bill, 2014.

The definitions that have been proposed to be included in this Bill are in my
opinion appropriate and necessary as they take into account very valid reasons that
were otherwise missing from the purview of the Act under discussion. They make
matters further clear and are assistive for the Act.

Moving to section 7 of the principal Act, the relaxation of driving licence to
e-cart or e-rickshaw I believe is a very good move. But there must be regulation
in respect of issuing driving a licence. Otherwise it might lead to a bad impact on
traffic.

I would like to bring to the notice of the House that our hon. Chief Minister
Mamata Banerjee has introduced a unique scheme that has brought 6,000
manually pulled rickshaws under green rickshaws - solar-powered e-carts or e-
rickshaws - to provide employment as well as to provide pollution-free
environment to our new generations.

On behalf of my party I would like to extend support to the Motor Vehicles
(Amendment) Bill, 2014. But I would like to request the hon. Minister through
you that the Government should consider including the following points. First, the
number of passengers on board should be restricted in order to avoid accidents.
Secondly, restriction on quantity of goods also should be implemented. Thirdly,
the Government might consider bringing the passenger on board and those caused
harm by e-cart or e-rickshaw under insurance policy coverage in order to provide
financial assistance to them.

Thank you.
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SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY (DHENKANAL): Sir, Namaskar. In this age
of e-governance, it is only appropriate that we also have e-rickshaw, e-cart, e-
dhobi and e-gareebs also.

Sir, what I understand from this Bill is that it wants to regularize e-
rickshaws and e-carts in the national Capital. We understand the urgency of the
Government. With the elections around the corner, it is obviously understandable.
There is no problem. If they did it, why would you not do it? Nobody cares for
the country. It is a question of vying for each other’s throat. Since they did it, it is
justified that you do it.

What I have heard is that these e-rickshaws are described as ‘special
purpose battery-powered vehicles’ and we are limiting number of passengers to
only 4 persons and the weight of baggage to 40 kilograms. How can the police
constable, who till yesterday could not challan them, be able to check the number
of passengers and weight of baggage? The hon. Minister has said- it is on record-
that the traffic police cannot challan these vehicles. On the one hand, you are
putting restrictions; on the other hand you are informing the law enforcement
agencies that they cannot take action against them. We know that all across India
when vehicles are meant to carry six people, they carry sixty people. You come
from an illustrious State where we only see pictures of people bulging out of all
kinds of vehicles.

What worries me is that the name of a great statesman, a lover of India, a
true Hindu Shri Deendayal Upadhyay has been used in this project by the hon.
Minister. We have great respect for the hon. Minister. He is the person who has
paved the way for a group of corrupt people to be thrown out and a new group to
have come in. He has done a commendable job for this country. We are all praise
for him. He has led his party to success. But at the same time, I must say that
there are doubts whether the name of a great person like Shri Deendayalji should

have been used in this kind of a thing. From a little bit that [ have read about him,

I can say that he was a very strict man, always obeyed social laws and was always
very disciplined. So giving a name connected with that kind of a personality only
shows that there is no much concern for his ideals in today’s new set-up which is
unwilling to accept that the roads of Delhi are very choked. If you have gone
recently to Ashoka Road, you may have noticed that the road which is the main
thoroughfare has been blocked from both sides. People who have homes there,
cannot reach their homes. They have to go and live with other people. Some of
them came to me. I live next door on Feroz Shah Road. They came knocking at
my door wanting to know if they could spend the night there. 1 was a little shaky
about that.

The whole world is now thinking of modern means of transport. With
fossil fuel becoming more expensive- everybody knows that 50 per cent of India’s
import Bill is petroleum products- it is definitely commendable that we think of
alternative means of transport. 1 have per se no opposition to e-rickshaws or e-
carts. It is welcome to have such things. But I would have preferred other kinds
of vehicles also being considered alongwith e-rickshaws and e-carts. Just because
the Court ordered to ban e-rickshaws because of 137 accidents involving e-
rickshaws till June of this year and infants’ death occurring in one of these
accidents, this law has been brought in to subvert the court judgement. But that is
also acceptable because in today’s India everything is acceptable. [ am not
cribbing on that. All I am saying is, would the Government and the hon. Minister
think about considering other kinds of vehicles like hybrid cars?

One or two companies brought in hybrid cars to India. One of them was
Toyota. But the taxes were so high that finally they did not sell. All over the world
today, hybrid cars have a separate lane; if you are driving a non-hybrid car, you
cannot go on that lane and you are challaned. So, hybrid and electric cars have a
separate lane and separate facility. It would be wise on the part of the Government
if they consciously starting from these c-carts and e-rickshaws, not only telling us

that lakhs of families depend for their rozi roti on making a mess of the already
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badly congested Indian roads, they actually start thinking about getting better kind
of vehicles which are low emission, less pollution and less usage of fuel and more
environment friendly.

I would request the hon. Minister that he should re-think about this,
especially when Delhi is one of the most polluted cities in the world, Delhi needs
his kind benevolent look. I hope that he would be willing to re-think and as this
motley people — I am escaping because they are not there — said, ‘send it to a
Standing Committee. I would request that he may consider this as a positive note

and re-think on it. I thank you and conclude, without any support.
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SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Thank you for
giving me this opportunity to speak on this Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Bill,
2014.

It is a very smart and a sensible amendment that we are looking at right
now. ‘Smart’ I say because the concept is smart. It is also a very sensible move
because e-rickshaws are operated under batteries, and they have motors. So, it has
to come under the Motor Vehicles Act. These e-rickshaws are very important if
you consider the smart India concept and if we want to protect our environment
and if we want to use much better ways low cost transport, then this is the solution
that we have. In that case, when the Declhi Government had banned the e-
rickshaws in 2014, 1T would like to say that it is a welcome move from the
Government of India that they want to bring in this amendment, by which they
want to regularize e-rickshaws and e-carts.

My only concern is this; this might be keeping in mind the one lakh e-
rickshaw owners that we have right now. But we have to see that with the one lakh
e-rickshaws, there will be at least four people traveling in that. We should also
consider the safety of these four lakh people and the safety of the people who are
on the roads, when they are put on the road. How much are we compromising on
safety, because we are saying that we will give them licenses? They would not
have to go through many hassles as the normal commercial vehicle owners have to
go through. We will make it easier for them; they do not have to hold the learners
license for one year. But how much are we compromising on the safety standards?
Holding a drivers license is not just learning to drive the vehicle. They also know
the rules of the road. That has to be taken care of. We also see that in the Special
CMV 16" amendment for e-rickshaws, there have been certain specifications.
These specifications are given for 2000 Watt e-rickshaws. They say that there will
be a minimum of four passengers and with a limit of 40 kgs. and if you are

transporting goods, it has to be under 310 kg. and the maximum speed up to 25
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km. etc. Now, in the Act, in the definition it says that the e-rickshaws can have a
motor of up to 4000 Watt. So, there is this gap between 2000 Watt and 4000 Watt
— what should be the safety standards of these e-rickshaws. That has to be
mentioned; it is not mentioned in the Bill.

I would also like to say that in today’s Government, Shri Narendra Modi Ji
has publicized the ‘Make in India’ concept. I think, it is a very good opportunity
that we can bring it to the e-rickshaws also.

Presently, we see that for making e-rickshaws, we are importing all goods
from China and assembling the e-rickshaws here. But if we make it mandatory that
whatever e-rickshaws are being used in India should be made in India only, then
we can encourage employment and see that there is quality control of the vehicles
that are being built. It is because we do not know what kind of goods come from
China. You cannot depend on the quality of Chinese products. So, it is better if
we use made-in-India products for building e-rickshaws.

There are a couple of suggestions also. This can also be used for women
empowerment. I do not know why our friends are saying that this is meant only
for Delhi. This is an Act meant for the whole country. There are a lot of other
cities which want to introduce e-carts in their own cities. Even in my constituency
which is a rural constituency, I want to introduce e-rickshaws and empower
women to drive them. Taking the country as a whole, I think, the hon. Minister
should consider this Bill. This Bill should not be just looking at the Delhi
elections. I hope that it should be for the whole country.

This 1s a very good Bill. I welcome this Bill and support this Bill on behalf
of my Party and our leader Shri Chandrababu Naidu. If we introduce e-rickshaws
in the capital of Andhra Pradesh, we would request the help of the hon. Minister in

introducing them specifically in Andhra Pradesh and in other States as well.
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SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR (KARIMNAGAR): Mr. Chairman, Sir, thank you.
While introducing the Bill a day before and today before the debate started on this
Bill, the hon. Minister had expressed his opinion on this Bill. Friends from this
side also made their observations on this Bill, saying that the Government has
brought this Bill keeping in view the elections in Delhi. However, I would like to
tell that on my own behalf and on behalf of my Party, the Telangana Rashtra
Samiti, we are supporting this Bill keeping in view the interests of rickshaw
pullers as well as the cart pullers, particularly of Delhi, as their livelihood is
dependent on this.

It is a small Bill. Only two clauses are going to be amended. One
amendment 1s with regard to licensing. The requirement for having a learner’s
licence for a period of one year has been relaxed. So, there is no problem in
supporting it. But there is a problem regarding the second amendment, amendment
to section 2(a). Probably, the courts may once again intervene also. I will read it
out. It says:

“For the purposes of this section, “e-cart or e-rickshaw’ means a
special purpose battery powered vehicle of power not exceeding
4000 watts, having three wheels for carrying goods or passengers, as
the case may be, for hire or reward, manufactured, constructed or
adapted, equipped and maintained in accordance with such
specifications, as may be prescribed in this behalf.”

In this Bill, there is no specification or prescription as to what type of
vehicles would be e-rickshaws or e-carts. Nobody knows anything about the speed
of the vehicle and about the power of the motor. The Memorandum regarding the
delegated legislation, which is mentioned in page 4, states, “Clause 2 of the Bill
empowers the Central Government to make rules in respect of specifications
relating to the manufacture, construction, adaption, equipment and maintenance of

the e-carts and e-rickshaws.”
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What would be the strength of the chassis of the vehicle, whether it is e-
rickshaw or e-cart? What is the speed at which will they be plying on the roads of
Delhi or for that matter any other city, as my friend has now made a request that it
should be introduced in other cities also? Nobody knows it.

The Principal Act was brought in 1988. At that time I was young and was a
new entrant in the legal profession.

That was the Act which was then brought forward with many amendments.
The specifications were mentioned with regard to the other vehicles in the
principal Act. But here, the Government, for the reasons best known to them, have
not specified the specifications relating to manufacture, construction or adaptation
of the vehicles.

With these reservations, we support the Bill. Thank you.

17.0% hrs (Hon Deputy-Speaker in the Chair)
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SHRI MD. BADARUDDOZA KHAN (MURSHIDABAD): Hon. Deputy-
Speaker, Sir, as Shri Gadkari has said, he has brought forward this Bill on
sympathetic grounds for the poor rickshaw pullers. There is a reason and that is
election is coming in Delhi. I want to move some amendments or you may call
them suggestions to this Bill.

In clause 2A(2), it is said “...having three wheels for carrying goods or
passengers, as the case may be, for hire or reward, manufactured, constructed or
adapted...”

Mr. Minister, you have introduced this Bill stating that e-cart and e-
rickshaw pullers should be helped. I would like to say that if you are actually,
seriously sympathetic to the poor people, there are lakhs and lakhs of motorized
mechanical tri-rickshaws driven by diesel as the fuel. These are run by diesel
engines. They are only the cheap mode of rural transport for passengers and
goods. If you see in West Bengal and some other parts of India, such tri-cycles are
there running in the rural parts of India. Also, they are carrying a load of one
tonne and more carrying 12 to 15 passengers. They are not covered under the
Motor Vehicles Act including the current one. They are not covered in this Bill
also. Actually, they are also poor. In this connection, I would request the hon.
Minister to cover the tri-cycles also as they are also poor. Sometimes, the police
people are harassing them but they are running their tri-cycles every day, in every
corner of our country. So, if you are sympathetic to the poor people, please cover
these e-rickshaws also.

I have to say one more thing. In the Statement of Objects and Reasons, you
have stated that it will provide employment to innumerable people who have
upgraded from the manually-pulled rickshaws to the electric-powered three-
wheeled vehicles. If it is true, kindly consider one thing. Suppose we have five
lakh manually-pulled rickshaws. You are going to give licence to two lakh e-
rickshaws. Are two lakh e-rickshaws sufficient to replace the five lakh manually-

pulled rickshaws? Where will the remaining three lakh people go? They are also
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poor. They will also be unemployed. Where will they go and what will you do
with them?

Here, 1 have a suggestion to make. I want to say that if you are really
interested in the poor people, then, please do provide some rehabilitation to these
poor rickshaw pullers. I wish to add these two things to this Bill.

Finally, I want to say that there is nothing to hurry with this Bill. I have a
suggestion. Please send the Bill to the Standing Committee. After getting the
recommendations from the Standing Committee, then, finally discuss it in the
House and pass the Bill.

With these words, I conclude. Thank you.

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SHRI GAURAV GOGOI (KALIABOR): Thank you, Sir, for giving me this
opportunity. The Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Bill, 2014 clearly seeks to
provide relief to drivers of e-rickshaws and e-carts by primarily relaxing the
conditions to get a driver’s license. No doubt, it is a noble intention.

The first speaker from BJP spoke about the inhumanity of people pulling
rickshaws with their hands in this age. I, as a Congressman, completely agree
with him. But I disagree when he said that the Congress does not care about the
poor. I would like to remind the hon. Member that it was under the Congress
Government in Delhi that e-rickshaws were first introduced. E-rickshaws are
smaller than auto rickshaws but can carry more passengers. They are as cheap as
taking a cycle rickshaw ride. It is more convenient for the driver as well as for
passengers. It can help passengers cover distances which are just beyond the
comfort of walking.

In the introduction of this Bill there have been many questions raised about
the norms of Parliamentary procedure. Hon. Minister Gadkari ji said: “We in the
Opposition do not think that this Bill is important and that is why we are standing
in opposition to the introduction of this Bill.” 1 would like to ask a counter
question to the hon. Minister. If this was so important to you, why was it missing
from the list of the Business Advisory Committee? It should have been present in
the list if it was so important.

Nonetheless, hon. Minister, there are many Bills which are important
namely the Women’s Reservation Bill, the Prevention of Communal Violence
Bill, etc. We are all here to do serious legislative work but we want to follow
Parliamentary norms and procedures. The way you have timed the introduction of
this Bill clearly signifies that you have election objectives in mind. You think that
in the Delhi Elections the voters will sit on these e-rickshaws, go to the polling
booths and vote for the BJP. But that is not going to happen. I tell you, why? As

Bhagwant Mann ji said, you had made huge sacrifices. You have overlooked huge
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areas of improvement. The day of 16" December will forever be a black day in
India because of what happened to Nirbhaya. The whole country was shocked in
silence.

of Uber cab will not happen to any female passenger of an e-rickshaw? How will
you ensure that none of these drivers will have a case of rape? How will you
ensure that all drivers, who get a license, will be cross checked with the National
Crime Records Bureau? How will you verify and not allow such drivers to ply on
the streets? Please take time to introduce this Bill. Do not be in a rush to win the
votes on the seat of an election rickshaw. Think about women safety.

Verification of a driver is a very important procedure. We have seen it in
the Uber cab case. I must remind the hon. Minister that when Aadhaar was
introduced and the Government went on a large enrolment drive, Members, who
are now in the Ruling Party and then were in the Opposition, said that in Aadhaar,
we are overlooking many verification procedures. In this process, we are also
giving Aadhaar cards to Bangladeshi immigrants to get the Bangladeshi vote bank.

Now, I want to put one question to the hon. Minister. The Prime Minister
said that after May 16", all illegal Bangladeshis would flee. Can you ensure that
out of all the licence holders of e-rickshaws, not a single illegal Bangladeshi will
get a licence?

Sir, the hon. Members of Parliament from BJP only see Bangladeshis at the
time of election. When they are in power and when they can do something about
it, they are not ensuring any procedures, which you can see in this Bill. We have
seen a ‘U’ turn on the land boundary agreement and now we have seen a ‘U’ turn

on this. So, BJP must think about it. BJP is not thinking about the drivers.
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Giving licence will provide relief to one extent that these drivers face innumerable
harassment, spot checks and their vehicles get impounded, they get pulled over by
Police and they get harassed by Police and they are taken to jail. They come from

a poor rural background, often from outside Delhi. They are afraid and they are

Does the Minister actually have a solution for transport in mind? Delhi is
one of the most congested cities. The Delhi Government under the Congress rule
thought about decongesting the streets of Delhi. They thought about having
Metro, which is now ranked as one of the best Metros in the world.

This Government has done this in order to please the manufacturers. They
manufacture lakhs and lakhs of e-rickshaws which will actually lead to congestion
of the Delhi streets. This Government must ensure that the manufacturers are put
under strict guidelines to manufacture e-rickshaw within certain norms, and the
tendering process and monitoring process must be transparent and open. We
should ensure that family members do not benefit from political decisions.

Therefore, Sir, on the areas of women safety, on the areas of driver relief,
on the areas of transport solutions, on the areas of monitoring and regulation, I feel
that this Bill is weak and this Government could have done a lot more. Therefore,
this Bill must be transferred to the Standing Committee.

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SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI (DHARWAD): Hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I have only
one suggestion in this regard. In my constituency 50 per cent of the area is urban.
Sir, treatment of plastic waste has become the biggest problem. I would request
the Ministry of Environment to work towards capacity building and establish
treatment plants. They do it in cooperation with the Ministry of Urban
Development. By that we can also produce electricity. I wish that both the
Ministries should think over it.
