SHRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI : Madam, before I ask my second supplementary,

kindly allow me to frame my question. I would like to know this from the hon.
Minister. Is it not bizarre and anachronistic that in our country when we have 406
TV channels which can independently air news and current affairs, we are not
allowing the FM radio channels to air independent news? We have print media
which cater to 40 crore circulation. In Bangladesh, community radio can broadcast
independent news. In the US, there are 14,000 radio stations which can air
independent news. In Italy, France, Greece and Australia, we have more than 1000
radio stations. But why is it that the Government of India, especially the new
Government, which believes in transparency, does not want to allow FM radio
channels to air their independent news? Why is it that the Government wants to
make these FM radios to basically parrot what they want to say or people to hear?
It is because in this present day and age, we have Twitter and Face Book. I
can operate my Twitter account or a Face Book page. I can open an independent
website without the control of the Government. Why is it that the Government
does not allow the FM radios to air independent news or current affairs? Why does
it want to parrot only what the All-India Radio or Prasar Bharati says? There has
to be some reasoning or logic behind it. That is why, I started by saying that this is

very anachronistic and bizarre. Will the Government change its policy? It is
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because, as it is all these FM radio stations are running on loss. They are nothing
but music boxes. People do not want to hear music. We want to hear news and
current affairs. Will you change this policy?

HON. SPEAKER: No, do not say something like that.

COL. RAJYAVARDHAN RATHORE: Madam, while in your presence here, I

would like to tell Owaisi Saheb that the Government is absolutely open to
considering the option of news being available with the FM stations. It is
absolutely open to it. However, I would like to bring to the notice of Owaisi Saheb
the difference between a broadcast and an FM station. At any time if any
broadcast is made, it is done on satellite channel. Therefore, even if a broadcast is
made from Kashmir or from North-East or from down South, Owaisi Saheb sitting
in Hyderabad can listen to it, and therefore, if there is anything, which is out of the
normal, Owaisi Saheb and everybody else would notice it, and, therefore, will
complain about it.

However, an FM broadcast is limited to 50 kilometres on an average radius.
At present, the Government is of the opinion that, without a system of monitoring
it, in case there is any particular community or a group which is carrying out anti-
national activity, it would go unnoticed by the entire country. Hence, we are open
to it. We would like the FM stations to broadcast their own news. But as of now,
the difference between the previous policies and phase-III policy is that in phase-II
policy, no news was allowed to be broadcast by FM stations but in phase-III we
have allowed them to broadcast the All-India Radio, which is Akashvani, news
plus we have taken out a lot of elements from news. For example, the
communication on carriers, running commentary on sports, weather, cultural
activities—these things have been removed from news so that can be broadcast by

the FM stations as well.

SHRIMATI MANEKA SANJAY GANDHI: Madam Speaker, there is no

programme to make them Government servants. They get an honorarium of Rs.
3,000 and a helper gets Rs. 1,500. This will continue especially since we have had
budget cuts like everybody else, with about Rs. 8,000 crore going to States.
However, the question of corruption is indeed alarming and I am glad that
the Member has raised it. If we did not have corruption, we would have had less
children malnourished and we would have had more pregnant mothers getting
nutrition. So, there definitely is a problem. There are some problems. First, if we
go right to the beginning up till now, no monitoring or training has been done for
40 years of the Anganwadi ladies. Secondly, they are misused. They are made to

use electoral work and every other work. Thirdly, there are not enough Anganwadi
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centres where they can hold their stocks, distribute things or weigh children. ...
(Interruptions)
HON. SPEAKER: Checking is regularly done.
... (Interruptions)

SHRIMATI MANEKA SANJAY GANDHI: Fourth, there has been virtually no
checking done on how much food is actually distributed. The complaints are
mainly of poor quality of food, irregular distribution of food and kickbacks in
procurement of food. The food comes, normally, under the State.

There has been no monitoring system till now. Now, what we are doing in
the Ministry is that each Anganwadi had a system where they had to fill-up 11
registers each. Now, these are Ufadl SW1d U9, 3madi S 9™, and to ask them to

feed the children; go from house to house; check pregnant women; do 10 other
things that the Administration tells them; go and buy the food themselves;
distribute it themselves; and make it themselves. Now, a training system is going
to start, and a five-tier monitoring review mechanism has been put in place at the
National, State, District, Block and Anganwadi levels. The guidelines were issued
in 2011, but they were not implemented. Now, they are starting it. Further, now
we are issuing tablets, if we can, to supervisors where they have to give us daily
real-time monitoring of every child and every woman along with photographs so
that we can see how much work they have done.

Secondly, we are setting up our own F&B labs. Till now, there were no
labs. So, how do you check whether there are micro-nutrients and whether the
food is any good? A whole lot of monitoring systems are being laid-out along with
training procedures.

SHRIMATI MANEKA SANJAY GANDHI: Madam, to begin with, the severely

mal-nourished children in this programme are 1.55 per cent, a horrible figure of
1,26,000 all over India. I doubt that most of them would be in Madhya Pradesh.
They are spread evenly all over. Wherever the Anganwadi does not do her work,

we have a problem; wherever Anganwadis are good, we do not have a problem.
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However, he is quite right that unless the community joins and it becomes a part of
the Panchayati-raj and comes to their attention, it would be difficult to monitor it
completely. What we have done is that we have started a scheme called Srneh
Shivir. That has gone into 200 districts. What it does is this. It consists of making a
team in the village of mothers, of influential people and they monitor the food,
they monitor each child that is malnourished, whether severely or slightly. We
have found that wherever the Sneh Shivirs are conducted, they have a huge
impact. He is quite right that it has to be a bottom up and a participatory approach.
One of the things by which the mal-nutrition will be dealt with is by
monitoring. As I said before, there has not been any monitoring either locally or
State-wise or nationally for forty years. Now that we have started real time
monitoring, you will see the effect happenening immediately. It is also going to be
a carrot and stick thing. Up till now, if you did badly, it did not matter; if you did
well, it did not matter. Lots and lots of positions are empty. We have been writing
to every State saying that so many supervisory positions are vacant; so many
Anganwadi positions are vacant. Now they are filling them up, but very slowly.
We would like to reward Anganwadis that do well and make them supervisors. We
would like to give the opposite to Anganwadis who have never done or whose
villages show far more malnutrition than the national average. It obviously shows
that they are stealing the food. So, a carrot and stick policy has to be applied after

monitoring and this might work.

SHRIMATI P.K. SHREEMATHI TEACHER: Madam, I thank you for permitting

me to ask a question. I am very sorry to say in the august House that the most
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neglected Department is the Women and Child Department. The Minister has told
here that about 35 per cent children, pregnant ladies and feeding mothers are mal-
nourished. I know that. They are dying without getting a nutritious food. But even
then, the allocation to this Department has come down from Rs. 18,108 crore in
2014-15 to Rs.8,245 crore only.
Allocation was reduced by nearly 50 per cent. Why has this happened?
Hon. Finance Minister is also here. Allocation should be increased. Planning
Commission also said Rs.2 lakh crore should be there. So, please allocate
sufficient funds.
HON. SPEAKER: Is it a suggestion or do you have a question?
SHRIMATI P.K. SHREEMATHI TEACHER: Madam, you please compel the
Government to increase the allocation.
SHRIMATI MANEKA SANJAY GANDHI: Madam, it is true that there has been
a budget cut across the board for every Ministry. There has been a curtailment in
the budget allocation for 2015-16 by about 50 per cent for the ICDS. The
budgetary allocation for all plan schemes including ICDS was made against the
backdrop of substantial higher devolution of 42 per cent to the States and the
decision to give more flexibility to the States in the implementation of schemes.
Now that the Finance Minister is here, there 1s no doubt that I and the
Health Minister will be meeting him after Parliament to ask if he could restore of
the money if it is available. ...

We give to 24 lakh women Rs.3,000 a month, to the
helpers we give Rs.1500 a month, and this money will barely cover salaries
leaving us very little space if any for training, monitoring and for building the
Anganwadi Centres. Unless there is a centre in a village it is very difficult for the
Anganwadi woman to work because she has nowhere to be. So we will be asking
for this.

SHRIMATI MANEKA SANJAY GANDHI: However, Madam Speaker, I would
request that the States for whom we have given 10 per cent now to tie in their
funds into the children’s scheme. After all this cannot be just the concern of Delhi
and the Government of India. Every State has to be a part of this. They have now
received thousands of crores of rupees, much of it from my Ministry. So they
should put that money back into children’s nourishment.

SHRI MANOHAR PARRIKAR: Hon. Speaker Madam, the reply very clearly

indicates the vacancies and shortage. If you see the clarification given at the
bottom of the chart, you will find that for other ranks in the Army, 24,356 is the
vacant position against which 66,502 are already under training. So, there are
more than required personnel under training.

For Air Force also, against 5,540 Airmen, there are 6,159 recruits who are
already under training.

As far as Navy is concerned, out of 11,257 Sailors which form around 18
per cent of the vacancies, our intake of Sailors annually is around 4,500 while
retirement is around 3,000. So every year 1,500 vacancies are being filled up. As
far as officers of the Navy are concerned, the intake is around 800 and retirement

is about 250. So in next 3 to 4 years, officers will also be taken care of.
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Air Force does not have major vacancies of officers, because 152 is a very
small number as compared to 11,864 which is the total number. It is what is called
as annual shortfall. The major vacancies appear to be in the officers in the Army
which 1s 9,642. 1 would like to inform the House that since, 2012, we have made
efforts to reduce this. The vacancies were 10,100 in 2012 and 9,590 in 2013.
S 500 HH & Y| In 2014, it came down to 8,455. Currently it was actually
7,642 down by 1,000 but it got increased to 9,642 because approximately 2000
positions are created afresh and therefore the number increase. These posts are
created additionally. I would like to inform the hon. Member and the House that
approximately 2,000 Army officers are inducted for training every year whereas
around 1,000 retire. ST 1000 &7 T gaar g

There are two restrictions to increase this number. One is, training
capability. We have training facilities available for about 2,200 personnel, of
which we have to give some slots to foreign countries. About 2,000 personnel are
being trained on our own.

Secondly, if we take one bunch, there will be problem of their placement

SHRI R.K. BHARATHI MOHAN: Thank you, Madam Speaker. In Tamil Nadu,

under the guidance of our beloved leader hon. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, the State
Government is already providing medicines to poor people at low prices through a
scheme titled Amma Marundhakam. So, my question is whether the Government
has made any plans to introduce this model scheme throughout the country.

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Madam, the Rashtriya Arogya Nidhi scheme
is to help the poor. No doubt, in Tamil Nadu they have got their separate scheme
which is a good scheme. At the same time, our scheme is also pretty good. It gives
a lot of freedom for the States to participate in it and take help for the poor people.
So, at this point of time, there is no intention of the Government to take the
scheme of Tamil Nadu into our scheme. At the same time, we have a provision
where we go for good practices and try to replicate these good practices. For this,
we have a workshop. In this workshop, the States are asked to showcase their
programmes and schemes; and if the other States feel that they are good
programmes, they can also do it in their own respective States. We encourage
those States to adopt those schemes and also encourage them when they are
implemented in other States also.

SHRI R.K. BHARATHI MOHAN: I would like to know whether the Government
is considering providing monetary assistance to the pregnant women and lactating
mothers across the country, particularly in rural areas.

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: I did not follow the question.
(Interruptions)

HON. SPEAKER: He can repeat it if you want.

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: We give this facility to all government
hospitals whether in rural areas or urban areas, because this facility is given to the
patients of life threatening diseases and for which surgical interventions or other
interventions are needed. This cannot be provided in a PHC or a CHC, but in a

district hospital and above It is because the intervention that is needed is for the
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life threatening diseases. So, wherever there is a Government hospital, we are
there to help the hon. Member and we see to it that the Rashtriya Arogya Nidhi is
received by the patient.

SHRI PRATAP SIMHA: Madam Speaker, thank you for giving me this

opportunity. I have already got the detailed reply from the hon. Health Minister. |
would like to ask a different question. This National Rural Health Mission which
was started in 2005 has almost completed ten years now. No doubt, this was a very
good initiative taken by the previous Government.

In our country we have got a three-tier health care system — Community

Health Centres, Primary Health Centres and Tertiary Medical Care. But when we
see these PHCs, CHCs and Tertiary Medical Care centres, we find them in a
pathetic condition. So, my specific question is this. How much money has been
spent under this programme in the last 10 years and what visible change did it
bring both in public health and health infrastructure?
SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Madam, Speaker, this is a very relevant
question, a question that relates to the health sector. As far as NRHM is
concerned, approximately every year a sum of Rs. 18,000 crore to Rs. 20,000
crore is being spent under this Scheme. It is a flagship Scheme of Government of
India under the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare. As far as the primary and
secondary health care is concerned, PHC level, CHC level, they also are priority
areas of NRHM.

But the programme implementation is not done by us. We give funds but
programme implementation and programme planning are to be done by the
respective districts and the States. So, we have a District Planning and
Implementation Programme, DPIP. It is the district which plans what they are
going to do in the district; how they are going to take care of primary and
secondary health care; what inputs they need; what are gaps are there; how those

gaps can be filled and what financial support they need.
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We also have a head called Flexi Pool under which there is flexibility of
using funds for filling up the gaps. That has to be done at the district level which is
passed at the State level. So, we have the District Planning and Implementation
Programme (DPIP) and then it goes to the State Planning and Implementation
Programme. Financial support is given by the Government of India on whatever
the State Planning and Implementation Programme says. At the district level, I
would request the hon. Member to take care of it. He may send us the plans which
will be approved and finances will be given accordingly.

SHRI PRATAP SIMHA: Madam, the Constitution guarantees us right to live and
right to protection.

Nowadays, cancer patients are increasing day-by-day but it is highly
unaffordable for common man. We do not have proper facilities at District
Hospitals to diagnose or to provide proper medication.

I would like to ask the hon. Minister as to whether the Government has any

plans to provide proper medication in all tertiary centres.
SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: The hon. Member is correct. Initially, in the
health sector, we were facing the problem of communicable diseases. But in the
course of time, non-communicable diseases also are on an increase. That increase
is at an alarming rate. Patients of hyper tension, diabetes and cancer are increasing
day-by-day. All these diseases are related to life style diseases. Life style which
we have adopted is one of the major reasons for these diseases.

As far as cancer is concerned, we are trying to see that our capacity to deal
with cancer increases. So, emphasis is in early detection of cancer. For early
detection of cancer, screening at the primary stage is being focused and for that,
capacity is being increased.

At this point of time, we have got 27 Regional Cancer Centres. We are also
going to have two National Cancer Institutes in due course of time, 20 State
Cancer Institutes and 20 Tertiary Cancer Institutes which are being planned and

developed. Each Cancer Institute is being given about Rs. 45 crores to Rs. 20 crore
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depending upon the capacity of the Institute. We are on this process. But
certainly much more is to be done. At the same time, much is to be spent on the
IHC part because life style is also to be taken into account. The systems of
medicine should also be integrated into this system.

SUBMISSION BY MEMBER

Re: Terrorist attack at Kathua in Jammu and Kashmir

HON. SPEAKER: Now, the House will take up “Zero Hour’.

SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE (GULBARGA): I do not want to take the time
of the House. Anyway, the Home Minister is present here. I would like to raise an
issue of public importance. A terrorist attack took place in Kathua district of
Jammu on early Friday morning. A policeman and a civilian were killed when a
group of heavily armed terrorists attacked a police station in Kathua district. Nine
other people including seven from the Central Reserve Police Force, one
policeman and one civilian have been reportedly injured in the assault which
began at 6.20 a.m.

A senior officer said that terrorists opened fire using automatic weapons at
the police station, and forced their entry into the building. Heavy exchanges of fire
took place. Initially one policeman was killed in the initial attack. One of the
injured civilians succumbed to injuries in hospital. According to the information
which we have received through media, and other sources, heavy gunfight is still
on in the area to neutralize the terrorists who are holed up inside the police station.

This is the first terrorist attack since the new Government of Peoples
Democratic Party-BJP took office in Jammu & Kashmir. I do not want to make
politics out of it because this has repeatedly been happening in Jammu & Kashmir.
Why is Intelligence not acting immediately? Why is information not given to the
Government of India? Why is the Chief Minister silent about all these activities?
Is he directly supporting these activities or has he got some allergy to inform the
Central Government? We want to know that. Not only this, several other things
also happened without your knowledge. They released so many terrorists without
informing you. That is why, Madam, through you, I request him to make a

statement. It should not happen repeatedly.
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HON. SPEAKER: He has already responded.

(iii)Central Sector Scheme of Financial Assistance for On-Board Ship
Training for Indian Merchant Navy Cadets/Trainees”

THE MINISTER OF ROAD TRANSPORT AND HIGHWAYS AND MINISTER
OF SHIPPING (SHRI NITIN GADKARI): Madam Speaker, India has a strong
reputation for providing quality human resource for the global shipping sector.
Out of a total number of 12 lakh sea-farers globally, India’s share is 7 per cent,
meaning about 84,000 Indians are working as sea-farers. They not only enhance
the image of India but also earn precious foreign exchange for the country. The
effort of the Government is to increase the share of India and to help Indian
citizens to acquire skills for gaining employment all over the world.

The Indian Maritime University provides quality training to sea-farers, in
association with 40 Maritime Training Institutes. Although there is enough
capacity for classroom training for sea-farers, the efforts to train sea-farers have
hit a road block in terms of the number of on-board training slots on ships. When
I came to know of this I initiated discussions to find out a solution. Today I am
happy to announce that we have found a way forward.

A scheme has been formulated to provide financial support to cadets who
have completed their classroom training between 2010- 2012, but who have not
been able to get on-board ship training due to non-availability of training berths on
Indian ships.

In order to increase the training slots, foreign flagged ships will be eligible
for reimbursement of 30 per cent of the cost of training with a maximum amount
of Rs. 3 lakh. This amount, to be contributed by Ministry of Shipping, will be
grant-in-aid and students will have not to return this money. The balance amount
of 70 per cent of cost of training will be arranged for the cadets through loans from

financial institutions under Ministry of Social Justice, Ministry of Tribal Affairs

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and Ministry of Minority Affairs are per their eligibility. Cadets belonging to
General Category will be facilitated for obtaining loan from nationalised banks for
meeting the 70 per cent cost.

The scheme is expected to benefit about 2000 cadets who will draw average
starting salary, after undergoing training, about US$ 3000 per month that is about
Rs. 1,80,000 per month.

The scheme is expected to benefit a wide section of society.

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HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: I request the hon. Members to be very brief. There
are many Members who want to speak on this issue. It was supposed to be
completed yesterday night itself but keeping in view many members want to
speak, we have taken up this discussion today also. So, I would request all the
Members to be very brief in their speeches. After this, the hon. Minister has to
reply and then, we have to take up other business also. So, highlight only the
important issues in one’s speech and be brief.

ADV. JOICE GEORGE (IDUKKI): Sir, when we are discussing about the
agrarian distress in India, we cannot ignore the agonies and pathetic economic
conditions of the victims of the WTO regime and Indo-ASEAN free trade
agreement. In Kerala, the plantation capital of India, millions of growers and
workers are in distress due to the spiraling down of prices of cash crops. Two-
third of Kerala’s cultivated area is dedicated to eight cash crops — natural rubber,
cardamom, pepper, arecanut, coconut, tea and coffee and cashew nut.

Sir, growers of cash crops are more vulnerable to the vagaries of the market
than any other sector. Given the strategic importance of cash crops, the
Government of India brought all these cash crops under the Ministry of Commerce
and Commodity Boards were established under different enactments — Rubber
Act, Coffee Act, Tea Act etc.

Forty-six percent of the country’s plantation produced are being contributed
by Kerala. As far as the Rubber is concerned, 83 per cent of natural rubber is
being produced in Kerala. After economic reforms and trade relaxation in 1991,
the Government has relaxed restrictions on import of agriculture produces
especially cash crops like natural rubber and cardamom. Anybody can import
rubber to India by paying 20 per cent or Rs. 30 whichever is lower as import duty.
Rubber can also be imported under free export with a commitment to re-export the
value added goods within 18 to 24 months. I am very grateful to this Government

that the time period has been reduced to six month and I appreciate that also.
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Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, during the period April, 2011, we were getting
rubber at Rs. 240 per kilogram and now we are getting at Rs. 113 per kilogram.
The cost of production of one kilogram of dry rubber is now Rs. 150 to 160 per
kilogram.

There are WTO agreements as well as the Indo-ASEAN Free Trade
Agreements wherein India has offered tariff concession on import of a number of
agricultural commodities including rubber. The most alarming, rather unfortunate
fact is that natural rubber is classified as an industrial product and not as an
agricultural commodity. Bound rate of the imported tariff of natural rubber in dry
form is fixed as 25 per cent or Rs.30, whichever is less, whereas the rate of latex is
75 per cent or Rs.49, whichever is less.

Taking advantage of the relaxed restrictions, the import of the natural
rubber has witnessed manifold increase. During 2008-09, only 77,762 metric
tonnes of rubber was imported to India whereas during 2014-15, they have
imported 360,273 metric tonnes of rubber. Last year we consumed only 763,800
metric tonnes of rubber but the manufacturers had imported more than 125,000
metric tonnes of rubber in excess of their actual requirement and they are keeping
it as a buffer for keeping the price of the natural rubber at a low rate.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Please conclude.
ADV. JOICE GEORGE: Sir, I am in the process of concluding.

In these circumstances, there are re-negotiation clauses provided under the
WTO and ASEAN agreements. Now, it is for the Government to invoke the re-
negotiation clauses in the ASEAN GAR as well as WTO regime for the purpose of
re-classifying the rubber and include rubber under the agricultural commodity.

As far as cardamom is concerned, there are a lot of problems in the
cardamom sector also. Earlier, we were getting Rs.1,600 per kg for cardamom but
now we are getting only Rs.450 per kg. Here also there is indiscriminate import of
cardamom. Sir, you are also interested in cardamom because a lot of Tamil people

are there in my constituency.
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HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: I am not interested in anything. Please conclude.
ADV. JOICE GEORGE: Sir, I have only this point because there is nobody to
represent the grievance of these cash crop growers. That is why, I am presenting
their problems.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Many Members have already spoken on rubber.
Please wind up.

ADV. JOICE GEORGE: I will take only one more minute.

Sir, because of indiscriminate import of cardamom from Guatemala and
mixing it with our original cardamom and selling it as Indian cardamom
domestically and internationally, we have lost our traditional markets in Saudi
Arabia and in other countries. This is the case with tea also. In my constituency,
there are 45,000 families of tea plant workers and 8500 families of small growers
are there. They are all depending on tea but their life is also in distress because of
the difficulties in the tea sector. The cardamom sector is also facing the very same
problem. In these circumstances, [ urge upon the Government to have a considered
view in this matter and invoke the re-negotiation clause in the WTO and ASEAN
agreement.

Sir, I am concluding. Agriculture is always subjected to vagaries of nature,
market and several other factors. Thus, social protection programmes, crop
insurance, price stabilization and ensuring a minimum of 50 per cent profits over
the cost of production as recommended by the Swaminathan Commission and as
stated in the BJP’s election manifesto are the need of the hour to mitigate the
agrarian crisis in the country and they have to be introduced. I urge upon the
Government to take immediate decisions to protect the agrarian people and also

include natural rubber as part of ‘Make in India’ programme. Thank you, Sir.

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*SHRI P.K. BIJU (ALATHUR) : We all know that India lives in village and
agriculture is the backbone of our economy. Around 70% rural households
dependent on farming as main income source. It is no wonder that "Jai Jawan, Jai
Kisan" became a catchy slogan and since 3rd five year plan we laid considerable
stress on the agricultural sector. Subsequently, we embarked upon a spate of
programme aiming the overall development of the country with agriculture as a
main focus. Despite all these efforts and rhetoric, it is a fact that we are still
lagging behind in the agriculture sector and the actual tillers of the soil are living
in eternal penury. Agriculture is a sector which has been given primacy in every
budget speech in the independent India but it is not reflected in the sector when
you analyse the state of affairs in the ground level. There has been an upward
trend in cases of farmer suicides in Maharashtra, Telangana, Karnataka and Punjab
and recently, besides reporting of instances in Gujarat, Uttar Pradesh, Tamil Nadu
and even the so called developed state Kerala.

According to the IB, "the main reason of farmers' suicides can be attributed
to both natural and manmade factors". While natural factors like uneven rains,
hailstorm, drought and floods adversely affect crop yield, the manmade factors,
i.e. pricing policies and inadequate marketing facilities result in post yield losses.
The all India report titled 'Spate of Cases of Suicide by Farmers' emphasizes how
government relief packages are of limited use as they do not address the plight of
farmers who borrow from private moneylenders. Again, it is pointed out that the
threat of attachment and fall in the price as the immediate causes of the mishap.
Falling prices; crop failure and mounting debts have been identified as reasons
behind these incidents. The victims had borrowed from banks, cooperatives and
money lenders for their farming operations. But the price crash and crop failure
shattered their dreams and they ended their miseries. The policies of the Centre
including rise in fertilizer price and subsidy cut have further pushed the farmers

into distress. Various programmes of the government did not benefit the farmers.

The newly initiated slew of measures, including support price for
agricultural products, one year moratorium on loans and interest concessions are
just an eye wash. The moratorium on repayment of loans will not help farmers
unless steps are taken to ensure higher price for their products. The interest
concession will also not bring relief to many as only few farmers had availed loans
from the government institutions . Agriculture land declined to 181.98 mn ha in
2011-2012 from 182.44 mn ha in 2007-08. 85% of all landholdings in country
belong to small & marginal farmers. The farmers, who are the backbone of our
economy are rendered speechless on the kind of treatment they received from the
present government. In the department of agriculture allocations have been
reduced from Rs.19,852 in previous year to Rs.1,7004. The amount Rs.5000 crore
allocated for micro-irrigation projects is a paltry sum. Allocation of Rs.8.5 lakh
crore as agriculture loan is another promise. But there is no blue print for finding
out the resources. It is also worth noting that majority of the agriculture loan in
India are spent on agricultural purpose and even if it is materialized, it will not be
reflected in the agricultural sector. It is a fact that around 94% of the existing farm
credit corpus goes directly to agro-based industries and not to the farmers. The
problem is that the definition of farm credit has expanded over time and now
includes retail chains and storage houses that eat into the subsidy. So, the promise
of Rs.8.5 lakh crore is nothing but eyewash to boost the business. Announcement
of the United National Agriculture Market by replacing Agriculture Marketing
Price Committees (APMCs) will not solve the problem of lower price for
agriculture produce. There was hardly any relief for a foreseen problem that
farmers and consumers might face in the recent future in the form of failure of
monsoon or natural calamities. It so appears that the Minister did little more than
cosmetics and tokenism. If India's overall GDP as mentioned in economic survey
2014-15 is growing at 7.5% and if agriculture growth rate is limping at 1.1% in
FY 2015 should it not be a cause for worry?
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Census 2011 data reveal a shrinking farmer population in country, 42%
farmers want to quit agriculture if given an alternative : Report of NCRB reveals
that 270,940 Indian farmers have taken their lives since 1995. Farmers' suicide
due to agrarian reasons increased by 26%. The NSSO date is a shocking eye
opener. It states that out of 89.35 million farmer households 43.42 million
(48.6%) indebted. Reasons are many including the policy of cutting in budgetary
allotment from irrigation, subsidies for fertilizer to inadequate credit facilities.

Kerala is not exception from the national scenario. For example, my
constituency, Alathur, where majority are subsisting upon rice cultivation are in
either debt trap or leaving paddy cultivation. I request the Ministry of Agriculture
to take appropriate step to materlize the right bank canal extension (RBC) project
in Chittoor taluk, Palakkad district of Kerala. Minimum support price for rice is
the need of the hour. Parallel to these, provisions should be made to easy loans
through cooperative credit societies.

I urge the Government that beyond the rhetorical level the government has

to take realistic steps to the development of agriculture in our country.

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SHRI MD. BADARUDDOZA KHAN (MURSHIDABAD): Hon. Deputy-
Speaker, Sir, I would like to say something about jute, mango and litchi, which
grow in our country, in my State and also in my district. I am from Murshidabad
district which is fully dependent on agriculture; there is no industry in my district
except the beedi industry. Most of the farmers are dependent on farming jute and
paddy; and in horticulture sector, they produce huge quantities of mango and
litchi. In the last Session, I mentioned the problems of jute industry and jute
growers. According to the report of the Government jute provides direct
employment to about 0.37 million workers and supports the livelihood of around 4
million farm families. This industry also has an export earnings nearly to the tune
of Rs. 1880 crore annually.

But I am sorry to say that eight jute mills have been closed and some others
are sick on date. Jute growers are not getting Minimum Support Price (MSP) even
though the present MSP is not profitable. JCI has some 171 purchasing centres
they do not come forward at the time of crisis. They always purchase jute from a
middleman who manages Jute Card by unfair means. What will be the result then
of declaring MSP? Will declaring MSP be effective? Besides that the Government
of India is reducing the usage of jute bags in sugar, fertilizer etc. The agricultural
products like potatoes and onions are also not packaged in jute bags. What
Bangladesh can do in respect of jute export, why can the Government of India not
do that? It is a matter of shame after 67 years of Independence. Now it needs 100
per cent mandatory packaging of food grains, sugar, potatoes and onions by jute
bags. Situation now demands quick modernisation of jute mills in West Bengal.

Sir, there is lack of warehouse and cold storages in our State. This year
huge quantity of potatoes were produced in West Bengal but due to lack of cold
storages and market price, the farmers are facing serious crisis. They are not
getting minimum price also. So, they are committing suicides. Till date 104

farmers have committed suicide in the State of West Bengal itself. The
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Government of West Bengal is not taking any positive steps to prevent these
farmers from committing suicides.

Sir, in my district we have mangoes, litchis and some other vegetables but
there are no effective food processing centres to process these valuable produce. It
is because of these that the farmers are sometimes facing huge losses.

I would like to demand from the Central Government that they should take
some fruitful steps to modernise jute industries; set up sufficient number of cold
storages; food processing units; and should also arrange for supplying seeds,
fertilizers etc. in subsidised rate and also increase the Minimum Support Price of
agricultural products.

March, 2015, with the following amendments:-

40 of 1996.

2 of 2007.

Clause 9
1.That at page 4, for lines 31 to 35 the following be substituted,
namely:

“(4) The State Government while making rules under sub-sections
(2) and (3) shall be guided by the provisions contained in article 244
read with Fifth and Sixth Schedule to the Constitution relating to
administration of the Scheduled Areas and Tribal Areas and the
Provisions of the Panchayats (Extension to the Scheduled Areas)
Act,
1996 and the Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest
Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006.

(5) The holder of a mining lease or a prospecting license-cum-
mining lease granted on or after the date of commencement of the
Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Amendment
Act, 2015, shall, in addition to the royalty, pay to the District
mineral Foundation of the district in which the mining operations are
carried on, an amount which is equivalent to such percentage of the
royalty paid in terms of the Second Schedule, not exceeding one-
third of such royalty, as may be prescribed by the Central
Government.

(6) The holder of a mining lease granted before the date of
commencement of the Mines and Minerals (Development and

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Regulation) Amendment Act, 2015, shall, in addition to the royalty,
pay to the District Mineral Foundation of the district in which the
mining operations are carried on, an amount not exceeding the
royalty paid in terms of the Second Schedule in such manner and
subject to such categorization of the mining leases and the amounts
payable by the various categories of lease holders, as may be
prescribed by the Central Government.”

Clause 14

2. That at page 8, line 35, for the word, bracket and figure “sub-
section (4)”, the words, brackets and figures “sub-sections (5) and
(6)” be substituted.

Clause 15

3. That at page 9, line 18, after the words “shall work”, the words
“for the interest and benefit of persons and areas affected by mining”
be inserted.

I am, therefore, to return herewith the said Bill in accordance with the
provisions of rule 128 of the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business
in the Rajya Sabha with the request that the concurrence of the Lok Sabha
to the said amendments be communicated to this House.”

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"DR. K. GOPAL (NAGAPATTINAM ) : Farming in India had become a
business of loss.

Farmers have gained nothing but the false promises of the rulers of the
country.

Farmers are considered the backbone of the economy but the reality is that
70 million farmers are exploited by the middle man of the country.

The incidence of farmers committing suicide is endemic in our country.

On one hand, we are having at tremendous growth in the sectors like IT,
etc. on the other hand we still have 50% of the population living below the
poverty line.

75% of our population is related to agriculture and allied activities yet the
contribution of agriculture to our economy is only 21%.

We have attained an overall growth of 8% but our growth in agricultural
sector is not even 4%.

Among the major reasons for the poor condition of our farmers, there is no
sufficient financing, hence they loan money with high interests.

Indian farming is monsoon dependent, lack of sufficient rain is a major
problem, to overcome this, farmers must be provided with alternative irrigational
facilities. Subsidies on the agricultural products must be increased. There must be
minimum support price for agricultural products. Government funding for the
agricultural sector must be increased. Proper storage facilities for storing the
produce must be provided to avoid wastage. Improve over public distribution
system. Farmers suicide has increased at an alarming rate.

Agriculture continues to be the most predominant sector of the state
economy, as 70 percent of the population is engaged in agriculture and allied
activities for their livelihood.

Tamil Nadu has an area of 1.3 lakh sq.km. with a gross cropped area of

around 63 L. Ha.

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The government policy and objectives have been to ensure stablity in
agricultural production and to increase production in sustainable manner to meet
the food requirement of growing population and also to meet the raw material
needs of agro based industries, thereby providing employment opportunities to the
rural population.

Tamil Nadu has all along been one of the states with a creditable
performance in agricultural production with the farmers relatively more responsive
and receptive to changing technologies and market forces.

The Agricultural Department has taken up the challenge to achieve higher
growth rate in agriculture by implementing several development schemes and also
propagation of relevant technologies to step up the production. Intensive
integrated farming system, massive wasteland development programme,
comprehensive watershed development activities, water management through
micro irrigational systems, organic farming, soil health improvement through bio
fertilizers including green manure, adoption of integrated nutrient management
and integrated pest management technologies are given priority through various
programmes, besides crop diversification to fetch better return and value addition
to agricultural produce are also given priority to improve the economic status of

the farming community.

FINANCIAL ISSUES : To help farmers there are several government schemes
through which poor farmers can help themselves through sanction of loans. But
due to unawareness or illiteracy they rely heavily of government funds whose
credits partially reach the hands of farmers, as large amount of money is being
siphoned off in between by public servants.

Also inadequate and unrevised old financial scheme do not meet the needs

of costs of cultivation in present time.
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KCC's (Kissan Credit Card) main objective is to help farmers and it is very
helpful to them. But most farmers are unaware of its benefits. This scheme needs
to be popularized.

High interest rates on agriculture term loan also do not offer much help.

Increased social expenditure and lack of access to consumption loans from
the banking system leads to an increase of indebtedness to informal sources.

OLD FARMING PRACTICES AND LACK OF INFRASTRUCTURE : Any
innovation or development in agricultural filed does not reach the farmers.

There is no or little supply of quality seeds and pesticides to farmers by the
state government.

Inadequate power supply hinders the use of conventional pumps.

No guidance for adoption of bio fertilizers organic farming etc.

There is huge price difference in retail price and farm gate price due to
which margin money is very less in farming.

Lack of organised market support for horticulture and garden crops result in
over dependence on private dealers who never fail to exploit the situation.

Market stablization and intervention should be ensured by the government.

Unavailability of fertilizers testing facilities in districts.

Lack of proper roads and communication facilities.

Sharp decline in water table and unavailability of proper irrigation facilities
by the government is forcing the farmers to go for pumping sets at heavy costs.

Too much dependency on monsoon rain also affect the yield.

In Tamil Nadu despite the water disputes like the Cauvery dispute by
Karnataka, Mullai Periyaru dispute by Kerala and Palaru dispute by Andhra, our
beloved leader Amma has managed the irrigation crises by drip irrigation,
sprinklers, issuing free pipelines, free tractors, free seeds, sewing machines,
harvest machines, fertilizers and pesticides are in subsided rates and uninterrupted
free 3 phase electric power supply for the farmers. Our beloved Amma to uplift

the agricultural labourers, widows, destitutes, and people below poverty lines,
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gave milch cows and four goats to each family in order to safeguard the welfare of
the people during the draught season. She also advised to desilt the ponds, tanks
and river beds in order to retain more quantities of water. She also established the
rain harvest system effectively in Tamil Nadu.

INTER-LINKING OF PENINSULAR RIVERS : The Government of Tamil
Nadu has been urging the Government of India to implement the inter-linking of
the rivers Mahanadi-Godavari-Krishna-Pennar-Palar-Cauvery and then onto
Gundar as also the diversion of waters of the west flowing rivers of Pamba and
Achankovil to Vaipar in Tamil Nadu under the peninsular rivers development
component.

While thanking the government of India for having notified the special
committee for inter-linking of rivers, as requested by our beloved leaders on
03.06.2014, the other genuine request that all interstate rivers should be
nationalised so that the water resources of the country are optimally utilized must
be looked into seriously and implemented in a time bound manner.

INTER LINKING OF THE RIVERS WITHIN THE STATE : Government
of Tamil Nadu had sought the assistance of Government of India for the
implementation of Athikadavu Avinashi flood canal scheme at an estimated cost
of Rs.1862 crores.

This may be sanctioned on a priority basis.

Pennaiyar (sathanur dam) palar link scheme and pennaiyar nedungal anicut
palar link at an estimated cost of Rs.500 crores may kindly be expedited.
CAUVERY GUNDAR LINK : The proposal to divert the flood waters of
Cauvery to draught prone areas by linking the Cauvery vaigai gundar at a cost of
Rs.5166 crores which was kept pending and later returned by the previous Central
Government may be expedited.

CAUVERY MODERNISATION SCHEME : The river Cauvery is the lifeline

of Tamil Nadu. With the notification of final order of the Cauvery water disputes
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tribunal the scheme for modernisation of the canal system in the Cauvery basin at
a cost of Rs.11,421 crore may be accorded approval.
This request of our beloved leader Puratchi Thalavi Amma on 3.6.2014 is

yet to be acceded to. We request this may be approved at the earliest.
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*SHRI Y.V.SUBBA REDDY (ONGOLE) : Agriculture plays a pivotal role in
the economy of a country and better performance of this sector is vital for
inclusive growth, for a developing country like India. Development of agriculture
and industrialization are both essential. There is no justification in putting one
against another. Planned, balanced and harmonious developing industry and
agriculture is essential for employment generation and economic development.
Agriculture indebtedness have claimed thousands of lives of farmers because of
their suicides.

Land relation in Andhra Pradesh are extremely complicated which have led
to serious problems for actual cultivators, unregistered cultivators, tenants and
tribal cultivators all face difficulties. There is need to record and registered actual
cultivator including tenants and women cultivators.

The farmers suicide has been most virulent in Andhra Pradesh with two
thirds of suicides deaths in the state alone. With high cost of cultivation of
diminishing productivity and low returns, it become difficult for farmers of the
state to withstand crop failures. Since, many farmers depend on crop for their
livelihood, the situation becomes miserable when the crop fails or they do not get
a remunerative price for their product. In this situation formers are invariably
driven to debt trap. A former can repay the loan incurred, if gets reasonable crop
and the reasonable price for the produce. Since, both these conditions are rarely
met in the state, the loan of the poor farmers get piled up.

The agrarian economy in the state has fallen on such bad times that farmers
hardly find buyers for their product. The present marketing structure for agrarian
produce in Andhra Pradesh consists of a number of imperfections, leading to
disastrous consequences on the price front. Due to a weak economic position in
the state, small and medium farmers sell produce immediately after the harvest,
when the whole sale price is at its lowest. Thus the farmers lose considerable

income in this way.

Agriculture in Andhra Pradesh has not received adequate credit support
from formal financial sector, as a result of massive debt burden are evidence to
neglect of agriculture by the institutional source of credit, particularly the banking
sector. Excessive use of chemical pesticides, erratic rain fall, heavy debt burden
and spurious seeds also take a heavy toll of farmers in Andhra Pradesh.
Thousands of farmers have committed suicides during the last few years in the
state and to add salt on their injury, the government has recognized only couples
of hundreds as genuine and eligible for compensation.

Farmers suicide in the Andhra Pradesh and Telangana have risen in the
recent months because debt loans have not been waived off as promised by the
government in their election manifesto. The state government has not able to
fulfill any commitment made during election period. It surprises that in
Ananthapur district 44 formers committed suicide. It is also regretted that Reserve
Bank has rejected a cabinet proposal for recasting outstanding farm loan.

The extreme agrarian crises and subsequently the distress in Andhra
Pradesh achieved notional performance when it resulted in the dramatic increase
in suicides by farmers in the region. The difficulties confronting in the state are
complex and multifarious and needs a complete relook of economy strategy in the
state. If these problems are adequately addressed, many of the problems in the
agrarian economy in the state can be traced to the deduction of the government's
positive attitudes toward farmers. More than 60% of India's population depend on
agrarian livelihood, it is the responsibility of the government both Central and
State to genuinely wave of the outstanding loan of farmers in Andhra Pradesh and
provide suitable crops and better irrigation facilities and latest agriculture
infrastructure to the farmers otherwise thousand of impoverished farmers juggling
debt and failed crops will continue commit suicides. We should seriously solve
over the problems of farmers immediately to prevent from killing themselves.

The recent Hudhud cyclone damaged most of the crops which resulted the

farmers to take loans on high interest to start their livelihood. The cyclone played
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havoc in the lives of many villages who could not even bear fodder expenses for
their cattle. It is sensory that adequate compensation for farmers whose crops
were destroyed in this natural calamity, the farmers should also be exempted from

paying electricity bills.
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SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYANAGAR): Thank you, hon. Deputy
Speaker, Sir. Agriculture 1s the backbone of Indian economy; 70 per cent of our
population earns its livelihood from agriculture. A majority of farmers of our
country is farming for their own consumption. The entire production is largely
consumed by the farmers and their families and they do not have any surplus to
sell in the market because of small landholdings.

I would like to bring to the notice of the hon. Minister, through you, Sir,
that more awareness programmes are to be arranged to make the farmers aware
about using modern technology to increase their production and to also to make
them aware about the seasonal harmful insects so that they can protect their crops.
Soil testing is a major issue in this regard so that farmers can know which crop is
suitable for which field. Digging of canals and installation of tube wells are
required to maintain the water flow to the field. I would like to request the hon.
Minister to allot more funds in this respect.

The Government should take initiative to regulate the market so that
farmers can get actual price. The Government should kindly look into the matter
of insurance policy for farmers to save their lives.

Farmers use chemical fertilizers and pesticides to increase the production.
We take poisonous food daily due to that reason. So I would like to request the
hon. Minister to take positive measures for use of vermin-compost fertilizer
instead of chemical fertilizer to save our lives as well as to protect our

environment.
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I would like to inform you that hon. Member, Shri Md. Badaruddoza Khan
gave a false statement regarding a suicide case in West Bengal. Our Chief
Minister Mamata Banerjee has taken various measures to protect the farmers of
West Bengal.

Finally, I would like to request the hon. Minister to take measures for
upgradation of Kalyani Krishi Vidyalaya so that scientists can make their
innovative efforts and take more effective steps for greater interest of the farmers

of West Bengal. Thank you.

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SHRI C. MAHENDRAN (POLLACHI): Thank you, hon. Deputy-Speaker, for
giving me this opportunity to speak in this august House on the discussion under
Rule 193.

I humbly thank to our people’s Chief Minister, hon. Puratchi Thalaivi
Amma for giving me the opportunity to be a Parliamentarian in this hon. House.

In my Pollachi Parliamentary Constituency nearly 92,000 hectare area is
under coconut cultivation, which is one-fourth of coconut area in Tamil Nadu.

Due to failure of South-West and North-East monsoon, water level has
hugely depleted in wells as well as underground. Owing to insufficient water and
high cost of maintenance, the coconut farmers are in great crisis and are facing
huge losses in the production of copra. So, the production of copra is dwindling in
my Parliamentary Constituency.

Even though 2,02,000 Metric Tonnes of copra is being produced, yet the
agriculturists cannot survive as the support price of copra fixed by the NAFED is
only Rs. 52.50 per kilo whereas in the open market, it is being traded today at
around Rs. 125 per kilo.

Hence, there is a need to increase the procurement price by the NAFED to
the market level in order to stabilize the demand and supply mechanism. Now, the
copra production is not remunerative to the coconut growers. They are, now,
finding ways to grow some alternative crops. The present yield of coconut trees
is maintained by the growers for more than 15 to 20 years. The coconut
cultivation is a long term crop. So, they have no other alternative. Due to
monsoon failure, with great hardship, only 50 per cent of the agriculturists are able
to maintain their coconut cultivation.

Sir, in the year 2012-13, our people’s Chief Minister, hon. Puratchi
Thalaivi Amma had given Rs. 1,755 crore as the Drought Relief Package for the
non-delta farmers. Of this package, six components were meant for about 17.9
lakh farmers, who had suffered the crop loss of over 50 per cent. The farmers, for

their variety of crops, would receive a total compensation of Rs. 835.21 crore.
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Making an announcement in the Assembly, our people’s Chief Minister, hon.
Puratachi Thailaivi Amma said that the package was based on the assessment
made by a High Level Committee after visiting 18 Districts and interacting with
the representatives of farmers and District officials apart from Reports from the
District Collectors.

A sum of Rs. 312.89 crore had been earmarked for giving compensation of
Rs. 5,000 per acre to 6,25,481 farmers who raised paddy over 6,25,786 acres. As
per the Central norms on disaster relief, even small and marginal paddy farmers,
experiencing more than 50 per cent crop loss, were entitled only to Rs. 2,429 per
acre whereas our people’s Chief Minister hon. Puratchi Thalaivi Ammma has also
given for long term crops including coconut growing farmers 50,908 numbering
would be given Rs. 4,000 per acre. A relief of Rs. 43.35 crore has extended
covering 1,08,383 acres in the last year and also set up a Coconut Breeding Centre
in Udumalpet constituency by allotting 100 acres of the Government land for the
benefit of coconut growers to produce good quality seedlings with the
participation of National Coconut Board by taking into consideration long term
vision and mission of the coconut cultivators of Tamil Nadu.

Considering these facts, will the present Government headed by Shri
Narendra Modi Ji move any proposal to increase the support price of copra to
triple the NAFED price or even Rs. 140 per kilogram so as to give relief to the
existing coconut growing agriculturists from their present financial crisis? I
request the hon. Minister for Agriculture, Shri Radha Mohan Singh Ji to grant
adequate compensation to the copra producers and save coconut growers from the
present copra price crisis.

I have hundred per cent confidence that Agriculture Minister will do the
best for the agriculture welfare of Tamil Nadu to tide over the copra price crisis. It
would be very helpful to the coconut growers by allotting any financial assistance
from the Agriculture Price Market stabilization fund that was announced in the

Budget 2015-16.
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Thank you Sir once again for giving me an opportunity and our people’s
Chief Minister hon. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma for sending me to this august House,

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DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR): Sir, the Union
Government is promising growth, development and progress of India in the form
of increased scope of industrialization, increased chance of foreign investment,
establishment of smart cities and increase in the standard of living. But is it for
whom? It is beyond my understanding how we can at all thrive, not to think about
advancement when 70 per cent of our rural people are depending on agriculture.
They, themselves, are starving due to various obstacles in the cultivation system,
due to natural calamities, non-availability of fertilizers on time at subsidized rates
and not getting the right price. Even if the yield of agriculture is sometimes
surplus, there is no uniform system or rule of distribution or export to different
States of India or abroad, which can yield much money.

Moreover, West Bengal is full of farmers having only small fields with less
production. These small field farmers need extra monetary support and there
should be a special provision for that. This is not only for West Bengal but for
anywhere in the country. But I am talking about West Bengal. My constituency,
Bardhman district of West Bengal, is really a sort of Heaven for agriculture. There
is production of, mainly, rice and potatoes in this district and it is first in
production of rice in West Bengal. Still this year one or two farmers have
committed suicide here and many people are leaving the fields and going in search
of services or some other things in the towns. This year potato production is also
surplus. Still the farmers are starving due to over production leading to lowering of
market price. The farmers even cannot manage to get back their money spent on
production due to lack of control or monitoring of market price.

I would request the Union Government to think about the farmers and their
agricultural fields more seriously and they should make proper farmer friendly
policy. My previous speakers from West Bengal, especially Badaruddoza Khan
really said everything about this and also about the people of West Bengal. I am

talking about West Bengal. But as you know, agriculture is one thing for which we
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cannot depend on other countries for our food production by giving all our fields
for industry and for every other thing.

But we should make a proper policy for that.

You know that the whole political scenario of West Bengal has changed
because of the do beegha jameen ka kissa. 1 urge upon the Government to make a
proper farmer-friendly policy, improve yield by scientific methods; fix appropriate
market price for farmers and subsidise fertilizers not for special and poorer
farmers only but also for all farmers. Steps should be taken for scientific storage
and distribution system because yields of farmers including that of potato get
rotten. There should also be an inter-State and foreign export mechanism in case
there is a surplus production.

I would conclude my speech by saying that a system should be developed
by the Government to inform farmers in advance about the ensuing natural

calamities so that preparation could be done in advance to deal with that.
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SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY (DHENKANAL): Sir, [ am extremely grateful
to you for giving me this opportunity to speak on the plight of the farming
community in India today.

We have a lot of discussions in the House about infrastructure, roads and
airports and everything. But there is also an alternative thought that India could
probably become the food bowl not only for itself but also for half of the world, as
has been forecast by the Food and Agriculture Organisation, which is a UN
organisation. It says that much more land and much more agriculture will be
required to feed the teeming millions if we calculate the present growth of the
population of the world.

Sir, I come from the State of Odisha, which is primarily an agriculture
dependent State and a majority of our population depends on agriculture for
survival. But we find that while four-lane and six-lane highways have been built,
many power plants have been built, many mine-based industries are coming into
existence, there is least concern or least regard for the needs and the requirements
of the farmers.

Sir, you are aware as a seasoned politician that before the late 60’s and the
early 70’s we used to import even our basic necessities like wheat, paddy and
other things. PL-480 is one such thing and I remember that it was American
wheat. The lingering effects of those imports are still visible when one goes into
the hinterlands of India where we find certain seeds, like in Bangalore there is a
grass which neither goat nor cow eats. It is called the Congress Grass because it
has a white fopi kind of a thing on the flower. When the pollination takes place, a
lot of people get asthmatic attacks and physical problems arise. That is one story.
But the story is that we should concentrate on how to become a food bowl for the
future of this world and not only for this country. We should make all efforts that
we do not fall back into a food deficit country, which was the situation that existed

in India prior to the Green Revolution.
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Sir, there is a community on the internet called ‘Reddit’. I asked people,
would they be willing to give suggestions in respect of a discussion going on on
farming and agricultural practices? I was surprised that educated young people,
both men and women, were forthcoming from their own life experiences regarding
agriculture suggesting how many things could be set right with very simple small
efforts.

Sir, I will suggest one thing. As you know, different political parties come
up with loan waivers to farmers. They come up with free electricity. Then, the
Government for years and decades together has been subsidising production of
fertilizers and chemicals. Instead of subsidising huge fertiliser plants or waiving
off loans or pitying farmers that they are committing suicide because they are so
poor, because we always look down on our farmers, is there a method by which
we can make farming an attractive proposition or an attractive occupation so that
people from cities, those who possess land, will wish to go back to their lands and
start farming?

Sir, there are one or two concrete proposals that I would like to give. All
subsidies should be stopped to farming. Instead of subsidising the inputs, would
the Government be willing to consider that it will take into account the input
costs? If a farmer owns a hectare of land, what is his electricity input, what is his
fertiliser input, what is the cost he is incurring towards amount of water for which
he is paying cess, what is the pesticides input and what is his family’s and his
labourers’ input? You take that and make it a variable component. It should be a
State based thing. The Central Government has to mandate the States to work out
a figure before every harvest so that you have the basic information on the cost of
production of your food grain, whether it is paddy, wheat or anything else. Then,
you base your MSP on that cost and double it. Suppose a farmer spends Rs. 500 in
a hectare of land as inputs, including his labour cost, your MSP should be such

that when his food grains come out, it fetches him Rs. 1,000 for Rs. 500 he has put
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in. Once you make farming profitable, people would want to go back to the
villages. The Minimum Support Price is one thing.

Sir, the other issue is that we are not training our farmers with new
technologies. For example, we are wasting a lot of water. Odisha is a State that has
10 per cent of this subcontinent’s fresh water resources flowing through its
geographical boundaries. There have been surveys - Sir, your State is deprived of
water and we have excess of water — which have found that in one good and
healthy monsoon in Odisha, the water that comes down, the rain that comes down
and goes into the Bay of Bengal, if that could be stored, that would be sufficient to
undertake complete farming activities and meet drinking water needs. We could
produce electricity as well as supply fresh sweet water to neighbouring States for
one whole decade. It means that if we could preserve the water of one rain, for rest
of the nine years, we will have no drought, no shortage of drinking water and no
problem at all.

In reality, what we find is that we do not harness the water resources. It just
washes away the top soil and the farmer is left at the mercy of mother nature every
year, without mercy and without any compensation. This idea of compensation to
the farmer, I think, is also a very perverted idea. Once you enable the farmer, once
you put money in his pockets, not through your sarcastic programmes like
JNNURM or MNGREGS, through his activities, then the farmer is rich enough to
avail of medical facilities, education facilities and health facilities also. He can do
everything on his own. So, the Government has to work out a policy where the
farmer is enabled to make money out of his produce. The question this
Government has to ask itself is : Are we willing to do that?

It has thought too much about the big people, about the urbanites, about the
people who are living in well to do conditions, but now let us give respect back to
the farmer, let us put money back in the pockets of the farmer, let farming be a
respectable and well considered profession. Let us give that confidence to our

farmers. Thank you.

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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): I beg to move:

substitute “‘exclusively for the interest”.” (1)

Madam, I would like to support the amendments made by Rajya Sabha
subject to certain minor reservations or minor amendments.

Madam, it is quite unfortunate and also strange that we, during the debate
in Lok Sabha, have raised so many important amendments. More or less, similar
amendments have been moved by us but unfortunately the Government has killed
all those amendments without showing any mercy to us. Here, two amendments
have been brought by Rajya Sabha.

The first Amendment is relating to Clause 9. At the time of initiating the
debate, I had raised a point that this is affecting the constitutional rights of the
tribal people which are provided under Article 244, Schedules V and VI. This
right has been taken away by means of this legislation. That has to be taken care
of. This was the point which I had made at the time of initiating the discussion in
the Lok Sabha. Unfortunately, the Government did not care to hear the words
from the Opposition. We have also moved amendments but they have not been
carried out by the Government.

I do appreciate that, at least, in the elders’ House, the Rajya Sabha, the
Government has conceded to the demands of the elders. My submission to the
hon. Minister as well as to the Government is that please consider to the harmless
amendments that are being made from the Opposition side in Lok Sabha. That is
my appeal to the Government.

The second amendment is regarding the ‘District Mineral Foundation’.
Madam, you may be remembering that I had moved an amendment in this respect
that the nomenclature of ‘District Mineral Foundation’ has to be changed as the
‘District Mining Welfare Foundation’. That was my amendment. My amendment

was with a bona fide intention. My bona fide intention is that this Foundation
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should ‘exclusively be for the benefit and interest’ of the people who are affected
by means of mining. That was the amendment. But unfortunately, it had not been
taken care of.

Now, in Rajya Sabha, this amendment has come to Clause 15 of the Bill.
You may kindly see this Clause. According to their wisdom, they have made an
amendment to Clause 15, Clause 4, Sub-Clause (a), the manner in which the
District Mineral Foundation shall work for the interest and benefit of persons and
areas affected by mining. So, that has become more specific and clear.

The amendment that I am moving is that the word ‘exclusively’ may also

be added immediately after ‘shall work’. I know that there is a difficulty in
carrying out this amendment. Again it has to go to the Rajya Sabha. I know that.
But, at least, for our personal satisfaction and for making it on record, we are
moving this amendment. As per the amendment, it should come in such a way,
‘the manner in which the District Mineral Foundation shall work ‘exclusively’ for
the interest and benefits and areas affected by mining.” That is my amendment. It
is also a harmless amendment. I am moving my amendment. Thank you very
much for giving me this opportunity.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): You should not have taken us for
granted

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha both are important.
There is no question of taking anybody for granted. Everything is decided by
voting only.

SHRI K.N. RAMACHANDRAN (SRIPERUMBUDUR): Hon. Madam Speaker,
we wholeheartedly support this Bill.
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In a vast country like ours, several minerals are available. They are widely
spread in several parts of the country. The Mines and Minerals Act of 1957 has
vested with Centre to bring in measures for developing the mines. The present
amendments seek to give more say to the State Governments both in granting
approvals and in carrying out mining operations. This had become necessary
because of innumerable litigations that had come in the way of using the potential
of our minerals’ wealth at an optimum level.

Our people’s leader Amma and our party, AIADMK strongly believe in
Cooperative Federalism. We have no hesitation — certainly, we have no hesitation
— to support this Bill in accommodating the latest amendments inserted as new
Sections 9B and 9C with regard to the District Mineral Foundation.

Madam, certainly, we support this Bill. Thank you.
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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Madam Speaker, at times, one
gets confused saying that perhaps the end justifies the means. But always sensible
people believe that it is the means which justified the end. Our Father of the
Nation believed in that philosophy and I request this Government that believe in
the means that justifies the end. At least good sense has prevailed and the
suggestions that were propounded when this Bill was under consideration in this
House has been corrected before the Government went to the Rajya Sabha and our
suggestion was incorporated as an amendment to the amendments and
subsequently, a select Committee was formed. The Select Committee suggested
certain suggestions and those suggestions unanimously have been accepted in
Rajya Sabha. Therefore, it has come back again to us for consideration and
passing. I would only say when we are dealing with Scheduled areas which are
demarcated by the Constitution Schedule V and Schedule VI, it is a sensitive area
and a sensitive issue. In that respect, I would again reiterate Madam, let us not
rush through certain Bills and certain amendments in such a manner because of the
majoritarian outlook. We may trip and fall. It is a bicameral system in our
country of Parliamentary democracy, it has been corrected. I would thank this
Government that in their wisdom, they have corrected the mistake that was being
committed, and all mineral bearing States, by these amendments are going to be
benefited tremendously especially those people who reside in Schedule V and
Schedule VI areas. 1 would only ask Madam that in this District Mineral
Foundation and how they are going to function, how that money is going to pass
on for the area development of those mineral where the mining is going to take
place. That needs to be monitored.

I think the Government of India would take the State Government into
confidence and they should frame rules or make certain methods available so that
the poor people who will be working in the mines maximum, who will be
displaced for mining, their development should be taken care of. With this, I

would say I support the amendments that have been moved by the Government.

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SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Sir, in the
beginning, I must appreciate the hon. Member and esteemed colleague Shri C.R.
Patil who has moved his Resolution which is very much relevant in view of the
present situation of our society, in view of the job opportunities in our country,
and the growing need for skills.

In this year’s Budget, it has been stated that India is one of the youngest
nations in the world with more than 54 per cent of the total population below 25
years of age.

In the
Economic Survey of 2015 it has been stated that merely 2 per cent of the country’s
work force is skilled. There is a dual challenge of developing skills and utilising
them in a proper way. Promoting growth of micro, small and medium enterprises
is critical from the perspective of job creation which has been recognised as a
prime mover of the development agenda in India.

Sir, the problem is that there is a dearth of formal vocational education,
high school drop-out rates, inadequate skill training capacity, negative perception
towards skill, lack of industry-related skills even in professional courses. These
are the major causes of poor skill level of India’s work force. The Survey said that
the major impediment to the pace of quality employment generation in India is the
small share of manufacturing in total employment. However, National Survey
Organisation’s 68" Round indicated a revival in employment growth in
manufacturing from 11 per cent in 2009-10 to 12.6 per cent in 2011-12. This is
significant given that the National Manufacturing Policy 2011 has set a target of
creating 100 million jobs by 2022.

We need skill because there is a severe shortage of skilled manpower in our

country. So, in spite of the fact that India is host to the largest youth population in
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the world, we have so far failed to extract the demographic dividend of our youth
population. So, we have to be very careful that in the rhetorical exercise of ‘Make
in India’ or ‘Skilled India’ and see that our demographic dividend should not get
translated into a demographic burden. To that end, the Indian Government has
been pursuing, for long, various skill development programmes in our country.
When we attained Independence, 80 per cent of our population used to live in the
rural areas, it has now been reduced to 70 per cent. When we attained
Independence only 12 per cent of our population was educated, now the
percentage has been increased to 74 per cent of our population. However, in spite
of all the advantages we have gained over the decades, there is a severe mismatch
between the supply of skilled manpower and the demand for it. Now, technology
has been growing in a mind-boggling pace. Industry needs more and more
technology savvy skilled work force which we need in order to cater to promote
our economy, in order to create employment opportunities.

To achieve this target, the Skill Development Policy was announced in the
year 2009 and a governance structure was designed. A Council with the hon.
Prime Minister as the Chairperson was constituted to drive the policy. National
Skill Development Corporation was set up in 2011 to involve the private sector in
this initiative and a target to train 150 million workers was assigned to them.
Budgets and targets were allocated to about 17 Ministries.

For better coordination among  various stakeholders, a National Skill
Development Coordination Board was set up in the year 2008 under the Planning
Commission. In order to devise the strategy, chart out the plan, promote skill
development, provide guidance to stakeholders and implementing agencies, a
National Skill Development Agency under the Ministry of Finance was
constituted. The National Skill Development Policy also outlined the academic

structure by constituting National Skill Qualification Framework which provides
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horizontal and vertical entry and exit system in pursuing vocational education.
Vocational education is an imperative need to skill our future generation.

What is the present scenario of unemployment in our country? Why do we
need Skill India? Why do we need India should be a skilling capital of the world, a
skilling hub of the world? It is because India has a great opportunity. In the
developed countries like America, Europe and Japan, gay population has been
increasing which could be compensated by the talent outflow, by the skill outflow
of the Indian population.

Sir, I would like to draw the attention of our hon. Minister Shri Rudy ji

who has taken the charge of this very precious Ministry. However, I do not know
how he will coordinate with the Ministries concerned so as to converge all the
programmes into the skill development domain because it is an intricate job that, |
think, he has been entrusted with. However, I am wholeheartedly wishing him a
bright success.
SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE (GULBARGA): I just take a minute. Hon.
Minister, Shri Chowdhury is praising you a lot. I think he is thinking that you are
going to give a lot of money to West Bengal and other areas! But totally your
Budget itself is hardly, I think, Rs.40 crore or something like that. It is not much.
You have to stretch your hands to all the Departments and collect it.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : He is a coordinator!
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SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: Sir, what I would suggest is that the
Government has to realize that out of the total training so far provided in skill
development which caters to the organized sector, it is providing jobs only to 9 per
cent. We need to look towards our unorganized sector and improve the skills of
workers so that they benefit from this Mission. We also need to understand the
strength of our villages and forests which cater to half of the job opportunity of the
country. Unless our farmer improves his skills, he will not be able to produce
more.

We have more than 250 non-timber forest products in our forests which can
change the life of the tribal and improve his living condition. Only if we skill them
and provide them with techniques like processing, packaging, and marketing his
products, it would help them to reap the benefits from this programme.

What is the present scenario? Sir, 2011 data found that more than 20 per
cent of Indians in the age group of 15-24 years were jobless and are still seeking
work. In absolute terms, this army of unemployed is staggering huge around 4.7
crore, of which 2.6 crore were man and 2.1 crore were women. Among Dalits, the
unemployment rate in the working age population of 15-59 years was a shocking
18 per cent, which is much higher than the general population. Among Adivasis,
the unemployment rate was even higher, over 19 per cent. These are the two most
marginalised sections of Indian society, and clearly they are struggling with
widespread unemployment.

Naturally, those sections need to be given prime focus so that we can create
an inclusive society. To that end, the National Manufacturing Policy of the
Government was framed for providing 10 crore jobs by the year 2012. According
to the last three surveys, the workforce grew from 45.91 crore persons in 2004-05
to 47.41 crore persons in 2011-12; the unemployment level decreased from 1.08
crore to 1.06 crore during the corresponding period. In order to improve the
employability of the youth, around 20 Ministries run skill development schemes

across 70 sectors.
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What is the National Skill Development Mission? The National Skill
Development Mission was launched in 2010 which consists of three institutions —
the National Council of Skill Development, the National Skill Development
Coordination Board, and the National Skill Development Corporation. The
National Policy on Skill Development was approved by the Indian Government.
The target sometime fixed for the financial year 2011-12, skilling target was fixed
at 46.53 lakhs, and the achievement was 45.58 lakhs, that is, 98 per cent. In 2012-
13, 72.51 lakh target was fixed and the achievement was 72 per cent. For 2013-14,
73 lakh skilling target was fixed, and the achievement was 104 per cent. For 2014-
15, skilling target was fixed at 105 per cent was fixed but the achievement was
31.5 per cent.

I know that I do not have adequate time as is required. What I would like to
draw the attention of the Government is that while devising the New Development
Scheme, the Government should take a meticulous planning, and create a proper
futuristic scenario so that the chasm between the skill gaps could be bridged. The
skill gaps and the potential job opportunities should be linked while formulating
any skill development scheme.

Skill development programmes should be focused on creating self-
employment needs, to have adequate market linkages, such as, access to
marketing know-how, coordination between sellers and buyers, low-cost financing
that will help the newly skilled entrepreneurs to stay afloat and grow.

Sir, the newly skilled entrepreneurs could provide a huge potentiality
especially to the unemployment sectors in our backward regions. Ruralization is
another aspect that needs to be taken care of. During the period from 2004-05 to
2011-12, about 37 million people left agriculture and strived hard to earn from the
urban areas. So, there had been a huge exodus that took place during that period.
But already our urban infrastructure is about to crumble. Our urban infrastructure
is not adequate to cope up the huge inflow, the huge migration, the huge traffic

from rural to urban area. That is why, we should devise our ways and means so
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that rural unemployed youths could be better accommodated in entrepreneurial
jobs, in skilled jobs in their own environment so that the migration from rural to
urban area could at least be abated.

Technology can be considered a harbinger of such a change and inclusive

skills development. However, poor internet connectivity still remains a bugbear.
Internet connectivity needs to be enhanced because we have a programme of
National Optical Fibre Network which is amounting to Rs. 20,000 crore and which
aims to provide high-speed broadband connectivity to 2,50,000 gram panchayats
across the country in order to deliver services such as healthcare, education and
commerce. My question is this. Why cannot this be utilized to deliver skills
training in Government school premises that lie unused after school hours? g
TH B B 99 37 Wl @ AR YRAS B 8A Al Rpa Saavi & folg swma o
Hehd &, il Sl fRpel STeUA< =Med 8, S© o U Ud Wl Bl S¥xd 78l sl gl g
T HET H IHAN Bl ¢ [ 18 s &1 WDHR 81 AT 4 B!

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DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR): Respected
Deputy-Speaker, Sir, I am very much thankful to you for giving me this
opportunity to speak on this Resolution.

First of all, I would like to thank Mr. C.R. Patil for raising this important
issue. We can know from the narrations of our colleagues that it is a very
important issue regarding ‘Make in India’ as it is related to skill development.
About 65 per cent population of India is youth and most of them are without any
job.

We are glad that we are having so much of youth, which should be the main
workforce for building modern India. But it is for our policies, programmes and
initiatives that we could not make use of them.

The previous speaker from West Bengal has already said about the steps of
coming to this position of idea of skill development. Though it is coming in
phases in different ages — from year after year — yet there is no comprehensive
programme really to deal with that. "R I8 RSifqee AHR 8 T A1 I8 B A
eI Most of the people have said what is it about, what we should do but I think
it has got various stages. First of all, ‘Make in India’ vision is a very good thing
and to make that vision it in action requires proper planning. In this resolution, we
have a big task because it involves actually a holistic approach by different
Ministries and different sorts of people. So, everybody has said so and has given
various statistics also. I would just mention a few things to be included, if
possible, in this Skill Development. There are a lot of workers who are unskilled
who make the gold ornaments. The main force of making ornaments for different
parts of our country especially for the Gujarat and Mumbai people are from the
West Bengal especially from the areas of Murshidabad, parts of Nadia district,
Howrah, Burdman and Hooghly. These people are quite efficient and they are
doing the job at various places but because of their non-availability of the

recognized certificate/degree, they are really very ill-fed. If we can put them
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under Skill Development Programme and give a proper certification, they can
have their own small enterprises. They are also going to Middle East and other
foreign countries but they hardly are paid. There they can have foreign money
also for India if they are also properly skilled.

There is another section of workers who are lady zari workers. I do not
know about the other States. Zari work is done all over India. Adhir Choudhary
who is my friend, always mentions about zari workers. He is from Murshidabad.
Most people of Murshidabad and Howrah belt, work in the zari field. He
mentioned about the provision of the Skill Development programmes through
rural regions. I request that zari workers also need a proper skill and zari work is
done in saree and dress materials. It is very popular not only all over India and the
sub-continent but also these things are transported to the other places, that is to the
developed countries.

We also have another section of workers who are very innocent. They are
very skilled but they do not have any certification. They are mason workers. We
call them Raj Mistries who make the building and they are very good in
architecture. If you can visit the villages in the Bengal, you will be very surprised
to see very beautiful small buildings with good architectural beauties and those
Raj mistries are not even trained. If we make the provision of this skill
development, it will be very good. These Raj mistries are building big mansions
in UK and even in France. They are constructing the bridges with the help of
these workers.

There is another one. You know, it is West Bengal’s beauty stitches, that is,

katha’s stitch over the rugged clothes. It is made for 3fe aTdl TR & foy B £

Now it is used in sarees and dresses all over. The other day we had a meeting with
the European Parliamentarians. There, one of the ladies wore something like katha
cloth. She asked me, “What is this?” I said, “This is a stitching system, and it is

coming from West Bengal.” So, this is very popular. So, those unskilled workers

can be taken under the purview and we can teach many other people in these
things also.

Another thing that we all know is garment business. I am sorry. I do not
remember the name of my friend. From Gujarat somebody has already mentioned
about the clothes and other things in Surat. I would say now-a-days, whenever we
go to UK, USA or anywhere, when you buy a shirt in big shops in the markets like
Spencer and all, you will find either it is made in China or Korea or Bangladesh,
and the fifth country is India. So, we can become first also in this stitching and
tailoring business.

Another fact is that the women of Bangladesh are empowered by the
Government. So, we can make the same thing in India suiting to our purview also
because as you know about the garment factories in Bangladesh, they are all run
by women.

Then, you may know another thing which is leather design. The Shanti
Niketan leather design is famous. This also needs skill development. Those Shanti
Niketan bags, shoes, etc., are famous. So, with this skill development, we can
empower the youth. They can be imparted skill training. As already Adhir
Chowdhury said, not only in micro enterprises but also in bigger enterprises and
even in factory produced things, we can impart them skill training.

As far as including this in schools is concerned, my other friend has
suggested for including it in school. That may be possible. Or, even if it is not
possible, we can do these things with the school dropouts. Along with some
teachings in mathematics or in vernacular language and a little bit of English, we
can give them certification. Later on, I would request our hon. lady Minister in the
HRD Ministry regarding this.

It is a very pertinent Resolution. I think we should all pass it. The constraint
of the Minister is money. Everybody knows that. As you have already mentioned,
that money may be coming. I should say it is a holistic approach. If it is concerned

with women empowerment, then the Department of Women and Child
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Development can give some of it or we can give it by loan also to the skill
developed persons so that when they make enterprise, they can return part of it
back to the Government.

With these few words, I am concluding. Thank you very much.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: You will have to conclude within five minutes.

SHRI PREM DAS RAI: Yes, Sir, I will conclude in five minutes.

This is a very important Resolution that has been brought and I think the
hon. Minister must be listening to the views of everybody. It is such an important
issue because skill has caught the imagination of not only all of India but it has
been echoed and it also resonated with some of the major public policy initiatives
of the present Government like ‘Make in India’ and ‘Digital India’.

Let me just recount that I had gone to Japan and I had the opportunity to go
to one of their major markets where they sell fresh fish which is then made into
products known as ‘sushi’ and ‘sashimi’. I had the pleasure of going into one of
the restaurants within the market which was selling the products. There were the
chefs who make these products. They were involved in this intricate little work of
art of producing these products for the customers, in situ, that is immediately it
was being done by these chefs. When I inquired about how much time the chefs
took to reach this stage of skill, they said it took as much as eight to ten years. This
is the kind of work that needs to go behind the skilling process. This is just an
example of how one actually acquires skills. It is a long drawn process. This is the
way in which we should do it, with a sense of excellence rather than just saying,
‘This is a jugaad’ or ‘chalta hai’ or ‘It is okay’. This is where we need to say that
it must reach a level of excellence. Therefore, one of the first things is, it is a
question of measure. It is a question of saying whether we can reach that level of
excellence in any sectoral skill development programme.That is where - I think,
the first thing which, I would like to request the hon. Minister, through you -- we
should not lose sight of the fact that if you want to become a super power, if you
want to become the manufacturing hub of this country, then we definitely need to
look at the issue of measurement and also to say that we need to attain a level of

excellence in everything.
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I would like to make a second important thing. It is important because
innovation will go hand in hand with skills. Why does innovation have to go hand
in hand with skills is because of the changing nature of our economy; the changing
nature of the requirement of skills and the changing nature of technology.
Technology infusion as you might have seen is the highest and the most important
is in the area of electronics. That is where, I think, we have to look at when we
talk of ‘Digital India’. That is why a country like the United Kingdom has
advanced in a sense that they have a full Ministry of Innovation. So, I think, one of
the things that can happen here is that the hon. Minister could think, why not
integrate innovation within his Ministry even if it does not have a caption like
‘Ministry of Skill and Innovation? But I think, innovation should become an
integral part of the Ministry.

Sir, finally I would like to state that a small State like Sikkim, we had
thought in the year 2002 that skills would be required and from that time onwards
under the leadership of our Chief Minister Dr. Pawan Chamling, we have actually
moved ahead in this field. We have set up a State Institute of Capacity Building.
We have instituted many sectoral skills, especially in the area of agriculture and
horticulture. This is something that our young people are being paid to do. They
are getting a stipend of Rs. 2500 a month and one year skills programme so that
they reach a level of excellence.

Sir, with these words I would like to close my arguments and just inform
the hon. Minister that this is a hugely important Resolution brought forward by
Shri C. R. Patil ji, my fellow colleague here and we need to support this.

Almost all the works, including the infrastructure
works, have been stopped and there is a lot of unrest. Hence, I request the hon.
Home Minister, through you Sir, to please release these grants in time.

DEPUTY SPEAKER: Shri Arjun Ram Meghwal, Shri A. T. Nana Patil,
Shri Gajendra Singh Shekhawat, and Shri Rattan Lal Kataria are permitted to

associate with the issue raised by Shri Rajeev Satav.
SHRI M. MURLI MOHAN (RAJAHMUNDRY): Thank you very much, Sir. I am
raising an issue concerning the pollution of River Godavari.

The Godavari River is getting polluted on a large-scale due to release of
industrial effluents as well as domestic waste into this sacred River, which needs
to be addressed urgently on top-priority basis. Sewerage is being released into the
River, and there is a need to stop such a practice forthwith.

I would request the Union Government to draw a roadmap for cleaning the
River Godavari by allocating funds at least to the tune of Rs. 500 crore under the
National River Conservation Plan and also under the National Plan for the

Conservation of Aquatic Eco-systems. Thank you very much, Sir.
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SHRI RADHESHYAM BISWAS (KARIMGAN)]J): Thank you, Deputy-Speaker,
Sir. My Parliamentary Constituency, Karimganj, is situated on the international
border with Bangladesh. There is a Border Trade Centre at Sutarkhandi, Assam,
which is functioning since 2009. There is huge demand for passport in that Region
for businessmen, students willing to study abroad, Haj yatri and other sections of
the people also. But it is inconvenient for the local people to collect passport from
Guwahati due to geographical barriers, disrupted road connectivity and due to
long-distance, that is, about 340 kms., which becomes very costly.

The people of my Constituency have a long-standing demand to establish a
Passport Seva Kendra in that Region. Recently, the Union External Affairs
Ministry had announced to setup a new Passport Seva Kendra in the North-East
Region.

So, my earnest request, through this august House, to the Union
Government is to establish a Passport Seva Kendra at Karimganj, near Sutarkhandi

Trade Center.
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"SHRI R. PARTHIPAN (THENI): Hon’ble Deputy Speaker Sir. Thank you for
this opportunity. I thank Hon. Puratchithalaivi Amma for this opportunity to raise
an important issue in this august House. In my Theni constituency, fruits like
mango, jack fruit, banana and grapes are grown in large scale. Due to change in
climatic conditions these fruits do not get remunerative price. I urge that in order
to protect the farmers a cold storage facility should be set up in Theni district. To
make use of large scale fruit production in this area, a fruit juice factory should be
set up. I also urge the Union government to take necessary measures for exporting
banana in large scale from his area to foreign countries. I urge the Union
government to set up an Agricultural University in Theni constituency. Cash crops
are grown in Theni area surrounded by dense forests of Western Ghats. Very often
wild animals destroy these cash crops and due to which farmers incur heavy
losses. Even general public are affected by animal-human conflicts. I urge that the
Department of Forests should take necessary measures to protect farmers, general
public and standing cash crops from the attacks of wild animals. As Theni district
is in the border of Kerala, many farmers are into cardamom cultivation. The Union
government, besides putting restrictions for cardamom pods in open market,

should increase the Minimum Support Price for Cardamom pods. Thank you.

SHRIMATI K. MARAGATHAM (KANCHEEPURAM): Sir, I am ever grateful
to hon. Leader, Makkalin Mudhalvar Puratchi Thalaivi, Amma, because of whom
I am here today.

I wish to draw your kind attention to a very important issue of the problems
being faced by the Gram Dak workers in India. They are the main source of
income of the Postal Department by various means like Rural Postal Life
Insurance policies; Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act
(MNREGA), which functions in 96,375 branch Post Offices all over India; and
many Social Security Pension Schemes in rural Areas.

They have been working for more than 8 to 10 hours a day in the nook and
corner of rural India for the last 150 years with very low pay as only 50 paise
incentive per account is paid to them by the Postal Department. They are denied
pension, medical facility and other necessary facilities. Their problems are due to
anti-employee attitude of the Postal Department, and their reasonable grievances
are pending with the Postal Department for years together.

Last week, a nation-wide strike was also held. I urge upon the hon.
Communications Minister and the Union Government to look into this matter and
do justice in this matter at the earliest.

Tmil Nadu, our beloved leader Amma evolved a plan to double the agricultural
production and to increase the agricultural income threefold. The Coconut
Development Board and Research Centre was set up at the instance of the State
Government. India ranks first in the world in coconut productivity and stands
second in coconut production.

Though Tamil Nadu ranks second in the country, the coconut producing
farmers of Tamil Nadu are not getting proportionate assistance from the Centre.
These days coconut trees are affected by many factors. In Kerala such affected
plantations got Rs.641 crore as Central assistance for re-plantation whereas Tamil
Nadu could not get proportionate compensation. It is stated that only the coconut

farmers producer companies are eligible to get various Central incentives. In
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Kerala there are 12 such companies, in Karnataka there are four, whereas in Tamil
Nadu we have none.

Very recently the Tamil Nadu Small Farmers’ Agri Business Consortium
recommended the first such Coconut Farmers Producer Company from
Pudukkottai District in my Constituency. I urge upon the Centre to give due
approval to such coconut farmer company. Thank you.

SHRI MULLAPPALLY RAMCHANDRAN (VADAKARA): Respected Deputy-

Speaker, Sir, for the last several days, I have been trying to raise an important
issue. I wish to draw the urgent attention of this august House to an important
issue, a heart rending issue relating to the tragic death of an NCC Cadet, late Anas
who hailed from my constituency.

While practising shooting at the firing range at the NCC Camp at
Nirmalagiri College, Koothuparamba, Kerala, Mr. Anas, a first year B.Com.
student of NAM College, Kallikandi, sustained grievous injuries. This happened in
the course of the firing practice. Later on, he succumbed to the injuries at a
Bengaluru hospital.

How could such an incident happen at a firing range where adequate safety
measures ought to be ensured? Moreover, senior NCC officials and officers would
have been on duty. A thorough inquiry is to be conducted so that such incidents
do not recur anywhere in the country.

It is extremely sad to note that the Defence Department has not come out
with adequate compensation to the family of the late Cadet Anas. I request that the
Defence Ministry should extend adequate compensation to the bereaved family

without further loss of time.
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SHRI K. ASHOK KUMAR (KRISHNAGIRI): Thank you, hon. Deputy-Speaker,
Sir.

The mobile users are increasing day by day in our country but mobile
towers are very less compared to the connections. As a result of lesser mobile
towers and the use of battery, in many places the mobile phones are not working
properly due to weak signal.

In my constituency Krishnagiri, many villages are not connected with
mobile service because of lack of mobile towers. Mobile towers are required for
the benefit of the people of Nochipatty, Karuvanoor villages at N. Vellalapatty,
Uthankarai Union Phase 7 Hosur TNHB area at Brindavan Nagar, Bargur Union
on Panangattur, Veppanapalli Union on Nallur, Chickapoovathy on Krishnagiri
Union and Pannandur on Kaveripatnam Union. These towers will benefit the
surrounding far away village subscribers.

The BSNL has also stopped the Internet service provider WIMAX in the
area due to which the local people are not able to use the Internet properly in the
area. So, I request you to install mobile towers at required places and re-start the

WIMAX service for the benefit of the people of my constituency.
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"SHRI NALIN KUMAR KATEEL (DAKSHINA KANNADA): Hon. Deputy

Speaker Sir, I would like to draw the attention of the Union Government towards the
need to permit MCF to start Urea production. Mangaluru Chemicals and Fertilizers
Limited is the only Urea production plant in Karnataka. It is a Naphtha based Urea
production plant. The previous UPA Government had issued a notification to switch over
from Naphtha based Urea production to LNG based one to reduce subsidy burden of the
government. The MCF has invested over RS. 305 crores to convert it into gas based
plant. Now the MCF plant is fully equipped to receive the Gas and start manufacturing
urea using gas. But LNG (Liquified Natural Gas) is not made available to the plant due
non-completion of pipeline connection work. Now MCF is forced to produce urea using
Naphtha as there is no gas connectivity till date. Otherwise MCF is to be closed down
from April 16th 2015 as per the deadline given by the Union Government. If the MCF is
closed down the livelihood of more than 2000 employees would be affected. It would
lead to shortage of Urea for farmers as the khariff sowing season is approaching and it
would also affect the agriculture production of the state and the country as well.
Therefore I humbly request the Union minister for Fertilizer and Chemicals and also the
Union Government to take immediate step to permit the MCF plant to start the Urea

production using naphtha. Thank you.

DR. KULMANI SAMAL (JAGATSINGHPUR): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, thank you
for giving me this opportunity to raise a matter of importance during ‘Zero Hour’.
Nowadays, different black marketers are packing foods beautifully and selling
them in the markets. By consuming these foods the people are suffering from
different health hazards, like Gastroentitis, food poising etc. After repeated
warnings, nothing so far has happened in this regard till today. So, I would like to
urge upon the Government to take necessary steps in this regard to check this
menace in the future.

SHRI JITENDRA CHAUDHURY (TRIPURA EAST): Sir, thank you for giving
me this opportunity to raise a matter of importance. India is the second richest
country in the world next to China in bamboo resources. Out of these bamboo
resources, China is making a trade benefit to the tune of 20 billion US dollar per
annum, whereas India’s share is only 4.5 per cent. It is because it is still not clear
to which Ministry this particular resource belongs to. Just before the ‘Zero Hour’
began there was a discussion on Skill Development. I would like to suggest if
some initiative could be taken on skill development with regard to bamboo.

The other point is about the constitution of a Bamboo Board on the lines of
the Rubber Board, Spices Board, Tea Board, Coffee Board in India and could be
attached to the Ministry of Commerce. In that case the bamboo industry can
expand and will be in a position to give employment to lakhs of people,
particularly the tribals and the adivasis. I would like to draw the attention of the hon.
Minister of Commerce that one Bamboo Board should be constituted.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Sir, we all endorse his views and
let it be scrapped.... (Interruptions)

Sir, my submission is in respect of the ESI medical college in my
constituency. The ESI Corporation has spent more than Rs. 500 crore for the
construction of the medical college, but unfortunately after assuming power this
Government has decided to withdraw from medical education. And as a part of
the decision, the Government of Kerala, in its Cabinet, decided to take over the
Medical College.

My only submission to the hon. Minister is to convene an urgent meeting of
the concerned officials so as to fix the terms and conditions of the takeover so that
the Medical College can function this year.

So, I urge the Government to take immediate steps in this regard.

SHRI KARADI SANGANNA AMARAPPA (KOPPAL): Sir, I want the
problems faced by the pomegranate and grape growers of Karnataka.

Pomegranate and grape are the important fruit crops grown in a large scale
in many districts of Karnataka. Farmers of Koppal, Bijapur and Bagalkot districts
are facing great hardship in recent years. But the problems faced by them are due
to diseases such as bacterial blight and other things. As a result, the farmers are

not in a position to make repayment of bank loan.
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Therefore, I urge the Union Government to come to the rescue of both
pomegranate and grape growers by announcing a special relief package to waive
off interest and principal loan taken by the farmers.

DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR): Sir, I want to
speak about my constituency where National Highway No. 2 is passing by
Bardhman town. There are two wards on either side of the town. Rural
population is living in the ward at Alam Bazar. They have to come around four
kilometers either to vote or to go to school and for other work. So, it is my earnest
request that there should be an underpass at least for public transport and for the
people who can walk down across National Highway No.2 which passes through
Bardhman town.

SHRI C. GOPALAKRISHNAN (NILGIRIS): Sir, while seeking the blessings of
my leader, Puratchi Thalaivi, I want to raise an important issue to enhance the
financial benefits of employees who opted for VRS in Hindustan Photo Film
Company Ltd.

The Hindustan Photo Films Manufacturing Company Limited is a public
sector undertaking under the Department of Heavy Industry. It was incorporated in
1960 with a vision to make India self-reliant in the field of photo sensitized goods.
The HPF is the only integrated manufacturer of photo sensitized goods in the
whole of South East Asia. It is the only company with the technology for
manufacture of medical X-ray, graphic arts and black and white products of
international standard.

The previous Government's Ed approved the proposal for providing non-
Plan budgetary support of Rs. 181.54 crore for VRS employees at notional pay
scales of 2007 as one time relaxation of the Department of Public Enterprises
guidelines for the employees of Hindustan Photo Films. With increased cost of
living, it is very difficult for the employees to survive and meet their immediate

financial obligations.

However, the amount is meager and not enough to meet the day-to-day
expenses. The existing employees who opt for VRS requested that gratuity may
be paid for full services at notional pay scales of 2007 since the latest VRS is
already open and valid till March, 2015 only.

I urge upon the Government to enhance the financial benefits to VRS opted
employees.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY:: Mortality due to air pollution has been
increasing alarmingly in our country. As per a Report of the World Bank, as has
been published in an illustrious news journal, in the year 1996, more than 40,000
Indians were estimated to have died prematurely because of air pollution; in the
year 2000, one lakh Indians have died due to pollution; in the year 2010, 6,27,000
Indians have died due to air pollution.

The horror of airpocalypse in China is still haunting them. With the result,
for 15 days, people of China could not sight the Sun. We are talking about
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‘Swachh Bharat’. We should also concentrate on ‘Pollution mukt Bharat”.
Otherwise, India has to suffer in the future.

SHRI K. PARASURAMAN (THANJAVUR): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, with the
blessings of Makkal Mudalvar Puratchhi Thalaivi Amma Avargal, I would like to
say that there are 665 universities in India which include 42 Central Universities,
290 State Universities and more than 200 private Universities apart from other
deemed universities, open universities and institutes of national importance.
Among these 665 universities, only 10 universities are language universities.
There are three deemed universities for Sanskrit, and three Central Universities,
one each for Hindi, Urdu and English. Apart from these six universities, there are
four language universities each one for Tamil, Telugu, Kannada, and Malayalam.

Now, I would like to invite the attention of our hon. Minister of Human
Resources to pay more attention and support these language universities for
language is basic for all life and culture. Also, I would request our Minister of
Human Resource Development to start basic science courses in these language
universities where some ancient science courses are only taught. Literature and
science must go together for the total development of the nation. In language
universities, Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry and other basic science courses
should be introduced because a student, who understands science through his
mother tongue would be strong in his subject also.

So, I would request our hon. Minister to take some urgent steps to introduce
basic science courses in language universities. In this connection, I would request
our Minister to sanction Rs. 100 crore through the University Grants Commission
to Tamil University which is in my constituency for introducing science courses
and the funds for establishing well equipped science laboratories and other
infrastructure facilities for Tamil University at Thanjavur.

SHRI MD. BADARUDDOZA KHAN (MURSHIDABAD): Hon. Deputy-
Speaker, Sir, with your kind permission, I would like to draw the attention of our
Home Minister to this very important issue.

So far as my constituency is concerned, there are at least sixty to seventy
kilometers of Indo-Bangladesh border. Some BSF outposts are there which are
situated at least 10 kilometres inside our country from the zero point. Thousands
of people are living between zero point and B.O.P. When I was going to visit Char
Paraspur on 19" February, 2015, I was also stopped by B.S.F. at the outpost.
After detention of 45 minutes, one officer came and allowed me to go. Meeting
with the villagers of Char Paraspur, I came to know that everyday those people
who want to go outside i.e. school, college, market, health centre and Government
offices, etc. are bound to deposit their Identity Cards to B.O.P. It is almost
impossible for them to purchase cows for milk or cultivation. It is also very hard
for their relatives to meet them on any occasion without submitting Identity Card.
If they want to build their own house, it is also very hard to seek permission from
the B.S.F. to carry building materials. Some robbers from Bangladesh cross the

border without any obstacle and loot their cattle.
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So, I have some questions to our hon. Prime Minister and the Home
Minister. Are not these people Indian citizens? Actually, they have no
constitutional rights except voting. But they are always bound to carry out duties
for our country. Why B.S.F. will set up check post inside 10 kilometres from the
border? Why the B.S.F. outposts will not be prepared near zero point? Hence, my
demand is: please shift the border outpost to border area and stop the harassment
of common people.
