DR. J. JAYAVARDHAN: Hon. Speaker, Madam, health insurance is a must for

the poor and the down-trodden masses of India. In our State Tamil Nadu, Chief
Minister’s Comprehensive Health Insurance Scheme under the able guidance of
our hon. Makkal Mudalvar Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, so far ten lakh poor patients
have availed treatment which amounts to Rs.2,110 crore and through the scheme
the Government hospitals have earned Rs.764.20 crore which has been used for
improving the infrastructure of these Government hospitals. Apart from providing
coverage up to Rs.1,00,000 per family per year and for certain specified ailments
and procedure of critical nature, it is up to Rs.1,50,000. The empanelled private
hospitals under the scheme are made mandatory to do one free health screening
camp per month in the district. This approach has been substantially useful in
curing, screening and preventing diseases. Will the same holistic approach be

adopted by the Union Ministry for the entire country?
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SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: In Tamil Nadu they have a good system and
it should be appreciated. At the same time, we are also giving support in that very
manner. We are also seeing to it that many States are taking our help. Some of the
States are not taking help because they have got their own systems. Tamil Nadu
has got a good system, I must appreciate, but we are also trying to supplement
whatever, whenever and whichever State needs it.

SHRI SUDIP BANDYOPADHYAY (KOLKATA UTTAR): In the Parliamentary
democratic process, the Opposition always is in favour of running the Session for
more days. The question is how the Government’s side is scuttling the issue.
Actually, all of us came to know only yesterday through television information
that the House is going to be extended. Even today, in the BAC meeting, we
expressed our views. We are confident that the Government is adamant and it will
take forward the Session up to 13"™. But Shri Venkaiah Naidu ultimately made the
comment that he might reduce it up to 12" You took special care to say: “Do not
come again to me after that and do not again say it should be there on 13™ also.”
So, a decision has been taken. The decision is not in the official form. It was your
ultimate comment. What I would say is that all the Members of Parliament have
important work. For example, in our State of West Bengal, the elections to the
Municipalities and Corporations were held and all the bodies will be formed from
Monday onwards. So, the Members of Parliament have a very important role to
play in the setting up of the municipal bodies there. In our State, our Party has now
come up in the elections. So, the responsibility of the Members of Parliament has

gone up at its extreme height. I equally respond to what Shri Kharge has said that
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Government should be more alert in future. This should not be a precedent for
future. If the Government is adamant, there is not any political Party which will
boycott the Session. Nobody is in such a mood. I hope that Government should be
more articulate in their standpoints, in their announcements and they should be
transparent. They should consult the opposition parties. The BAC is to be given
more importance by which we can at least come to know about it before the
television spokespersons announce the programmes of Parliament in future.

DR. P. VENUGOPAL (TIRUVALLUR): Madam, all of a sudden, you are
extending the House. We have no objection to extend the House. If at all
Government wants to transact any important business, it can be done on Friday
and Saturday. This is our stand.

SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY (DHENKANAL): It is not that only the
Government wants to do work and we want to obstruct. I am not associating
myself with any other Party. I am only saying one thing that everybody wants to
work. Everybody also has a commitment back home in the constituency. So, we
are having to balance both sides. This sudden extension could have been avoided
if a week or days earlier we had been informed. We would have told our people to
do it accordingly. We have cooperated. Yesterday, the passing of the Constitution
Amendment was a proof that under your leadership, the whole House voted as one.
This is a unique thing. It should be appreciated. I am only saying that let the work
continue. This is the 125" year of Dr. B.R. Ambedkar’s birth anniversary. What I
told you in the BAC is that let us celebrate that. Let us dedicate a seven-day or
ten-day Session to Dr. B.R. Ambedkar, a great soul of this nation who is relevant
even today. Let us have another Session some time in Mid-June before the
Monsoon Session. Let us have a specific agenda. The Government can come up
with an agenda. It can be a special Session. You can name it “Dr. B.R. Ambedkar
Session.” Let the people of this country know what the message the Parliament
wants to give, what message the Ruling Party wants to give that it is with the

backwards, it wants to bring the back to the front; it wants to help the people who
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are economically and socially backward by highlighting their plight in the
Parliament. It can be done. It should be done. I would request the Government to
reconsider this. This will give a very good message to the country that all the
parties are together in this ten-day Session.

We will support the Government wherever they are coming up with good

things; we will oppose the Government wherever we find they are doing anti-
people, anti-poor policies. We are open to that. So, we are with you. I am very
much sure that as a Member of Parliament, Shrimati Mahajan also would like to
go back to her constituency.
SHRI A.P. JITHENDER REDDY (MAHABUBNAGAR): Today, actually I
could not see the BAC papers. Early morning, at 8 o’ clock, our CM had come.
We had to send him off. I didn’t know that the meeting of BAC was there. I
would request Shri Meghwal to send some SMS also for future so that we know
about the meetings of BAC.

However, I am really surprised as to why there is a discussion on this. Most
of the people in India are waiting for us; we have only 543 Parliamentarians from
the country. They want to pass some Bills; there is a lot of business which is
pending here; there are a lot of issues back home also. This is more important.
Every time we feel that there should be time for the business; we should cooperate;
we should discuss here; we should pass the Bill; and take a lot of things back
home. So, I feel that the extension of three days is a good one but only thing I
would like to say is that we could come to know through the TV news scrolling
that the House has been extended.

SHRI THOTA NARASIMHAM (KAKINADA): Our Party, Telugu Desam Party,

supports the extension of the House. Many important Bills are coming up,
particularly, National Waterways Bill, Black Money Bill, Real Estate Bill, etc. Our
Party supports the extension of the House for three days from Monday.
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SHRI P. KARUNAKARAN (KASARGOD): We got the information through TV
and newspapers not from the Business Advisory Committee. We have the List of
Business a month back. So, we have planned our programme, not only the
Members of the Opposition Parties, even the Government also planned its
programme in accordance with the business. At the same time, all of a sudden, the
TV and newspapers come out with the news that the Session is going to be
extended. It is not a good practice. Of course, I agree that sometimes the
Government has to extend the Session in order to transact its business. Here, the
Opposition is cooperating in almost all the issues. We sat late till 8 or 9 p.m.,
without any food. At the same time, many times [ witnessed that the Treasury
Benches were empty. Even then, we cooperated. So, in such a situation, the
Government has to take the views of the Opposition Parties into consideration. In
the Business Advisory Committee, almost all the political parties have made the
same view that Session should not be extended. It is very difficult. As far as I am
concerned, I have not taken even a day’s off when the Session is on. I hope, same
is the case with many of the Members. At the same time, for the last four days, we
have planned programmes in our constituencies, in our States. How can we
address or answer to the people? It is the duty of the Government to manage the
business.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Madam, day before
yesterday, a horrendous incident had taken place at Braminbar Village, Pingla
Police Station, West Midnapore District in West Bengal. A huge explosion
occurred there in which scores of people lost their lives. The impact of that
explosion was so huge that bodies were blown to pieces and some body parts have
been found hanging from the tree tops. The local administration, it is reported, has
been whisking away other dead bodies in order to hush up the horrific episode in
that place. The local administration is also trying hard to dilute the matter.

I would request the Government that they should send a team of the
National Investigation Agency because this case bears resemblance to the
Khagragarh incident, which had been linked with the fundamentalist forces across
the country.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri Abhijit Mukherjee and Shri Md. Badaruddoza Khan are
permitted to associate with the issue raised by Shri Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury.

DR. P. VENUGOPAL (TIRUVALLUR): I wish to draw the attention of the House
to a very important problem being faced by one of the thermal power plants at
Vallur in North Chennai, which is under operation and producing 1,500 MW of
power.

Madam Speaker, NTPC Tamil Nadu Energy Company Limited (NTECL) is
a joint venture company of Tamil Nadu Generation and Distribution Corporation
Limited and NTPC, which is a Central Public Sector Undertaking. NTECL Power
Plant at Vallur in North Chennai has three units, each producing 500 MW of
electricity. All the three units had started commercial operations. Tamil Nadu has
been allocated about 1,045 MW out of 1,500 MW from this Power Plant.
Unfortunately, due to shortage of coal supply to this power plant, which is due to

non-availability of railway rakes, one of the three units of Vallur Power Plant is
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always shut down. Though the plant is capable of producing 1,500 MW, the
generation is restricted due to short supply of coal from Mahanadi Coalfields,
Talcher, Odisha. This is attributed to the limited or non-availability of empty
railway rakes to carry coal from the Talcher Coal Mines. Augmentation of coal
supply to NTECL, Vallur Thermal Power Plant would greatly help the State of
Tamil Nadu to meet the power demand of the State during the peak summer
season.

Therefore, I would request the hon. Minister of Railways to personally
intervene in the matter and instruct the officials concerned so that adequate supply
of railway rakes is arranged and made available for carrying coal from Talcher to
Vallur Plant in North Chennai, which will ensure production of maximum power
to meet the energy demand of our State.

SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): Madam, I request the

Government to kindly evacuate the Non-Resident Indians stranded at Najran in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. Due to its geographic proximity to Yemen, Najran has
become the target of the attack of Houthi rebels. Mortar shells and missiles fired
by Houthi rebels across the Yemeni border have hit hospitals, schools and many
buildings in Najran. As per reports, as many as 600 people residing in Najran have
lost their lives, and about three lakh people have fled from the area. This is the
present condition in Najran.

It is learnt that a lot of Indian nationals are still stranded in Najran. I have
received e-mails from some of the nurses who are working at the Najran Armed
Forces Hospital. I am informed that the hospital building has been destroyed and
some of the staff members were killed in the shell attacks. The Hospital authorities
are not providing any security to these nurses. This is not only the case of our
nationals working at the Najran Armed Forces Hospital. In the similar manner, our
nationals are stranded in various areas of Najran, and they are not in a position to
communicate with each other.

The highest number of NRIs is from my Constituency. Most of them are
from my Parliamentary Constituency. I seek your help to request the Government
to urgently intervene in the matter to evacuate our nationals from Najran. It is an

Since the staff is
ageing, they are vulnerable to health problems. For working in any
organization good health is essential but the critical area of ensuring good

health has not been addressed.

(6)  Employees are not issued any medical cards, so the initial amount paid for

treatment is not according to CGHS rates;

(7 Presently the status is that the amount incurred as part of medical expenses
is subsequently claimed by the employees, the amount is reimbursed as per

CGHS rules, though the actual medical expenses are many times higher

than CGHS rates.

I, therefore, urge upon the Minister concerned to look into the matter and

resolve it at the earliest.
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(ix) Need to allocate funds to Tamil Nadu for providing assistance to
fishermen during the period of ban on fishing activities

SHRI J.J.T. NATTERJEE (THOOTHUKUDI): In order to facilitate the breeding
of fish and to conserve fish stock in the marine ecology, every year the
Government of Tamil Nadu imposes 45 day annual ban on fishing by mechanized
boats. Fishermen are instructed not to venture out into the sea to avoid
disturbances caused by fishing boats during the breeding season. From April 15 to
May 29 the ban comes into effect. In order to compensate the loss of livelihood to
the fishermen a monthly assistance of Rs. 2000 and 4000 is provided to each of the
16,433 fishermen family and 17,193 beneficiaries. In a systematic manner
application for assistance is obtained from the fishermen who need the relief
amount. This is directly deposited into the bank account of the fishermen through
National Electronic Fund Transfer. 30,265 members enrolled in 25 co-operative
societies are receiving the benefits. Since there is no source of income during the
ban period, considering the cost of living the centre may come forward to
uniformly increase the compensation amount to Rs. 5000 per mensum. Centre may
allocate funds through special assistance package as the livelihood of these
fishermen are also affected by Sri Lankan Navy every now and then. I also request

that this money is paid in the month of May to benefit all the fishermen families.
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(x) Need to provide environmental clearance for establishment of car depots
at Charkop and Mankhurd under Mumbai Metro Line 2 on Charkop-
Bandra-Mankhurd route

SHRI RAHUL SHEWALE (MUMBAI SOUTH CENTRAL): There is delay in
environmental clearance for establishment of car depots at Charkop and Mankhurd

under Mumbai Metro Line 2 from Charkop-Bandra-Mankhurd.

It is a matter of urgent importance that long back Mumbai Metropolitan
Region Development Authority had requested to establish car depots at Charkop
and Mankhurd for the Charkhop-Bandra-Mankhurd Corridor under Mumbai Metro
Rail project. The corridor consisting of 27 stations is the second corridor providing
West to East connectivity in Mumbai covering a length of more than 37 kms. The
Maharashtra Coastal Zone Management Authority has already forwarded the
proposal for the establishment of car depots at Charkop and Mankhurd to the
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, Government of India. The
Ministry has granted CRZ clearance partially, which is of no use and hampering

the establishment of Car depots there.

I request the Hon'ble Minister of Environment, Forest and Climate Change
to grant CRZ clearance in full as demanded and allow maintenance facility in CRZ

I and CRZ III both at Charkop and Mankhurd as it is a public project.
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(xi) Need to expedite the execution of Information Technology
Investment Region Project in Telangana

SHRI KOTHA PRABHAKAR REDDY (MEDAK): The Union Government has
given in-principle approval on 8" September, 2012 for the Information
Technology Investment Region (ITIR) Project for development of self-contained
integrated knowledge clusters for growth of IT and electronic hardware
manufacturing in 50,000 acres in and around Hyderabad. The Project is aimed at
attracting an investment in the IT, ITES and Electronics sectors and providing
direct employment to 1.5 million people which is very essential for newly formed
Telangana State.

Under the mega project, Special Economic Zones (SEZs), industrial parks,
free trade zones, warehousing zones and export-oriented units would come up in
three corridors around the city which includes the areas of Madhapur, Gachilbowli,
Uppal Kalan, Mamidipalli, Raviryal, Adibatla and Maheswaram and Pocharam.
The Government proposed to develop the infrastructure of ITIR at an estimated
cost of over Rs. 2.19 lakh crore. Though the Project was announced with such a
big object, it is lacking in execution.

In view of the above, I sincerely request the Central Government to

expedite the execution of the above ITIR Project at Hyderabad at the earliest.
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(xii) Need to take necessary measures to give impetus to flagging industrial
sector in Kandi and border areas of Punjab

SHRI PREM SINGH CHANDUMAJRA (ANANDPUR SAHIB): Major reason
for declining industrialization in Punjab is geographical disadvantage. The state
has only those industries that rely on raw materials imported from other states.
There is stiff competition from industries in other states having abundant natural

resources or which are located close to ports.

Division of the country, the era of terrorism, Post independence Indo-Pak
wars and Tax breaks given by New Delhi to industrial units in the nearby hill
states of Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand have resulted in flight of industry

from Punjab into the hill states.

Trade between India and Pakistan has been blocked or banned since the war
of 1965 and existing trade is limited to relatively few items. This has deprived

Punjab of the usual gains of international trade.

The only way to revive this industry is to introduce freight equalization.
I pray for tax incentives, subsidies and benefits in Kandi areas and border areas of

Punjab on the pattern provided in the neighbouring hill states.
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HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: The House shall now take up Item No.31.
... (Interruptions)

SHRI DEEPENDER SINGH HOODA (ROHTAK): No, Sir. We have given a
notice.... (Interruptions)
SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE (GULBARGA): Sir, I would like to bring to
your kind notice, I need not say that you are an experienced and one of the senior-
most Members of this House. You also have a long record of being the Deputy
Speaker of this House.

In the morning session, on the issue of food processing, which was raised
by Rahul Gandhi ji yesterday... (Interruptions)

So, he raised it in Zero Hour. It is not only that. He made allegations
unnecessarily and used defamatory words.

A Minister
can at least make a suo motu statement regarding food processing units. Already
hon. Home Minister replied that if there is any such thing, he will get it verified.
When he had promised, he kept quiet and we kept quiet. But a Member who has

nothing to do with this issue unnecessarily spoke.
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So, I request you to expunge all unparliamentary words. Apart from that,
there was no need for the hon. Minister for Food Processing to intervene. She also
provoked; she made allegations like....".

Words like ....*.and other
words were used.

SHRI NISHIKANT DUBEY (GODDA): Sir, I have a point of order to raise
here....

It suffocates the very idea of India and fogs the very vision of the great
social and cultural crucible from Kashmir to Kanyakumari. My stand was that
poor people of Kashmir had been exploited under the protective wall of Article

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SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Sir, my esteemed
colleague Shri Nishikant Dubey has brought forward the Resolution for the
immediate steps for rehabilitation and welfare of the displaced persons from
Kashmir. Kashmir is regarded as the crown of India. We recognize Kashmir as
heaven on earth but, for the displaced persons, Kashmir has become a hell on earth.

First of all, I would like to draw the attention of the Ministry concerned to
the fact that whether we have any national policy or any national law for the
displaced persons in our country because it is a very fundamental question that
needs to be resolved before going any further. What does it mean by “displaced
persons?” What is the distinction among displaced, migrant and refugees? All the
nuances sometimes confuse the common people.

As per the international parlance, the expression “internally displaced
persons “ is defined as follows and I quote:

“Persons or groups of persons who have been forced or obliged to
flee or to leave their homes or places of habitual residence in
particular as a result of or in order to avoid the effects of armed
conflict, situations of generalized violence, violation of human rights
or natural or human-made disasters and who have not crossed an
international border...”

These are called the internally displaced persons. But, Sir, for those Kashmiri
pandits who have been coerced into leaving the Valley, they have not been
categorized as internally displaced persons. Rather, they are treated as migrants.
What is the reason behind it? Is the Government keen on shirking its responsibility
on its own population or any other reason thereof? I need to know about it. Our
Law Minister is also present in this House. So, I seize the opportunity to draw his
attention also. Displacement is not simply a phenomenon of our country.

Displacement has assumed a global phenomenon.
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Right now a large population in the West Asian Arab region are being
displaced by the onslaught of ISIS. In African countries also, displacements have
been continuing from Sudan to Libya, Hutu, Tutsi, etc. Therefore, displacement is
not confined to India, it is a global phenomenon. As we are experiencing this kind
of displacement, we need to have a comprehensive policy on it because
displacement will not occur only in Jammu and Kashmir Valley. If you see the
North-East, the multi-racial, multi-religious, and multi-ethnic nature of Assam
closely parallels the character of other States in geographically nearer North
Eastern Region of India. While conflict in the North Eastern occurred
predominantly in the form of varying tribes and insurgents causing a highly
volatile and unstable situation, much of this conflict takes place in the form of
ethnic warfare which developed in the region since the beginning of the post-
colonial era between tribes such as Bodos, Santhal. A few days earlier, we have
witnessed grave killings in Bodoland also. The strategy of ethnic cleansing has
been pursued for their own autonomy. These are various types of displacements
that have been occurring in our country.

Those displaced persons have not crossed the international borders. Once
they cross the international borders, they may be treated as refugees. Once they
become refugees, then, he or she would have the international attention. However,
still India is such a country, if you see the Kashmir Valley, where refugees still
are waiting for their legal entitlements. Those who are the sons of the soil of J&K,
have been displaced and are suffering a pitiable life.

Denial of displacement has overshadowed the creation of domestic
legislation for Internally Displaced Persons. National responsibility has been
accepted only for those displaced by the Kashmir conflict although these people
are identified as migrants. It has been estimated that there are 6.50 lakh Internally
Displaced Persons in our country but there is no Central agency or policy for
monitoring and implementing strategies of IDP. Therefore, this is the occasion

when we can at least ponder over the situation, along with all its implications and
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ramifications, we can aim of resolving it permanently because Kashmir Pandits,
those who have been displaced, those who are recognised in our country as
migrants, they are suffering a sordid life, since they are displaced from the Valley.

First of all, they thought that these are the problems which will be
overcome by months; months have been elongated to years; and now year after
year, there is no light at the end of the tunnel for those poor and vulnerable
Kashmiri Pandits. Issues may be raised here. We can easily pass the buck to
some other’s shoulder. But, that is not the end of the problem. Kashmiri Pandits
were assured that they would be returned to the Valley once the NDA comes to
power. Yes, it was the commitment made by the BJP. Even Rajnath Singh ji, our
hon. Home Minister has sought land from Omar Abdullah ji also. But, if you ask
any Kashmiri Pandit whether they would like to go back to the Valley, the first
question they would ask, whether their lives will be secure there. It is because, it
is the fear of security and the security for life along with honour which had
compelled them to leave the Valley. They had been compelled to leave their
birthplace because of lack of security. So, without pushing them into a world of
illusion, first of all, we need to create a conducive environment, more precisely, |
would say, a demographic environment. Insofar as demographic composition is
concerned, the Muslims are the predominant population in the Valley. So, the
demographic environment is not conducive for those Kashmiri migrants.
Demographic composition always plays averse to the return of those migrants.
Therefore, a secular culture, a secular environment needs to be developed in the
Valley; the Government should strive for it.

Now, what we are experiencing is that even Pakistani flags are being
unfurled there, are being waved there with impunity. These kinds of incidents do
not inspire any confidence among the Kashmiri Pandits. Therefore, first of all, we
need to have a conducive and security environment in Kashmir Valley.

I would simply ask our hon. Minister that a proposal with financial

implications of Rs. 5,820 crore has been received from the Government of Jammu
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& Kashmir in the existing PM's Package for Relief and Rehabilitation of Kashmiri
migrants, 2008. The proposal envisages upward revision of the scale of the most
of the items of existing package. It seeks enhancement of financial assistance for
construction/ reconstruction of houses up to Rs. 20 lakh, financial assistance for
providing 3000 Government jobs to the migrant youths, financial assistance of Rs.
10 lakh for self employment/ business venture, construction of 2000 transit
accommodations in the Valley, financial assistance of Rs. 900 crore for acquiring
land for establishing cluster accommodations etc. Jobs have been provided under
2008 package to 1,553 Kashmiri migrants.

Sir, I would refer to one paragraph of the Report of the Standing Committee
on Home Affairs for drawing the attention of the Home Minister.

“The Committee is displeased to note that non finalization of
projects or other procedural wrangles under rehabilitation of
Kashmiri migrants’ scheme led to under expenditure and decrease in
allocation during last financial year. The Committee recommends
that the Ministry should pursue with Cabinet Secretariat for early
approval of proposed rehabilitation plan. The Committee hopes that
the Ministry would utilize allocated amount during this fiscal in time.
The Committee feels that the Government should look positively
into the proposal of the State Government of J&K in the existing
PM’s package for Relief and Rehabilitation of Kashmiri Migrants as
view of the State Government alongwith representative of migrants
should be given priority while finalizing or reformulating any
package or rehabilitation plan for the migrants. The Committee
notes that the Ministry has accorded approval for enhancement of
cash relief to the Kashmiri migrants from the present level of Rs.
1,650/- per person per month to Rs. 2,500/- per person per month
and recommends that the matter should be pursued vigorously with
the Ministry of Finance for their concurrence.”

With these words, I would like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister

towards my request. I also thank the mover of this Resolution.

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SHRIMATI KAVITHA KALVAKUNTLA (NIZAMABAD): Sir, I primarily
support the Bill on compulsory voting rights, but whenever we think of voting, I
believe that as Indians, we should really go back a little bit into history. At the
time of Independence, when Gandhiji said that ‘only the people who have passed
matriculation should get voting rights’, Baba Saheb Ambedkar had said
‘everybody should get voting rights’. Everybody, who has a right to vote as a
citizen of this country, is treated equally. So, right to vote has, in a greater sense,
given a sense of respect to everybody in the village and particularly it has drowned
the differences of caste and community and social inequality to a greater extent.

In the very same country which wanted voting rights for everybody, now
we are in a situation where we are requesting everybody to come and vote.
Primarily, this Bill speaks about certain interesting aspects where it proposes
punishment if people do not vote and where it also proposes incentives when
people come and vote. Before going into that, I would really say that all of us as
politicians and public representatives today should think and introspect a little bit.
Maybe few bad apples have rotten the whole basket. In the similar sense, few bad
politicians or few bad examples have brought about a great bad name to our entire
institution. People today feel that whatever a politician says is like arar e @reil
el & and they never fulfil what they say and so, what the point is in their voting.

When we clearly examine the voting pattern — illiterate versus literate votes
— illiterates tend to vote more than the literates generally, somehow in the villages
and rural areas. The literate people, who are very well educated, who know and
understand the system, who know that they can change the system, they somehow
do not come and vote. Now, the question is : How do we bring them to vote?
Doing it by punishing somebody or by taking away somebody’s driving licence, |
do not think, is a true meaning of democracy. People should be driven and people
should be inspired so that they come on their own to vote. How do we make that

happen? It can be done by increasing the respect of institutions like this.
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When our colleague has brought this Bill, I would also request him to add a
few more provisions. A political party has to get a minimum of 17 per cent votes
to call itself a registered party, but when the very same party does not fulfil its
promises, there is no provision anywhere in the rules of the Election Commission
as to what that party is to do or what punishment the Election Commission can
give to that party. Or individually as a Member of Parliament, I give ten promises
to my people and if I cannot fulfil all of them, at the end of my term, I think, I
should be, by law, liable to give explanation to the people. Until and unless that
kind of accountability comes to our institution, I do not think that any amount of
punishment will drive people to come and vote.

I sincerely understand the anguish, pain and concern of the fellow Member
who has brought this Bill, but there are many sections which talk about punishing
the citizens and many sections which talk about incentivising the citizens who vote.
I do not agree with most part of it; I do agree with the spirit of the Bill.

I support the Bill, but I also request and recommend to all my fellow
colleagues that let us be more accountable, let us try and improve the quality of
debate in the House, let us try and improve the respect of our institution. Then, the
people will automatically come and vote.

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SHRI T.G. VENKATESH BABU (CHENNAI NORTH): Sir, I thank you for
allowing me to speak on Compulsory Voting Bill, 2014 which makes voting
compulsory for every citizen who is eligible to vote.

In a country like ours which has a huge population, the election process is a
strenuous job which is being done efficiently by the Election Commission of India.
One has to commend this job of the Election Commission of India. Having said
that, voting percentage in our country is not to the expected level.

In the recently concluded elections, in Tamil Nadu, the polling percentage
was 75 per cent and above. This shows the awareness level of the citizens of our
country and the State of Tamil Nadu.

Each country has a different selection pattern of Members of Parliament or
Members of Legislatures or whatever it is. In certain countries, there are
percentage-based representations in which elections are held. The total number of
votes are calculated, each party gets a number of seats and they get elected
according to the number of votes. But in our country, in each constituency, it is
the number of votes polled which determines the winner. Some constituencies
have 75 to 80 per cent of polling and in some other constituencies; the percentage
is less than 50 per cent. This needs to be addressed. We have to see that those who
boycott the elections and deliberately avoid voting should be brought to book and
some sort of suitable measures or steps should be taken to see that everybody who
has got the eligibility to vote should come and cast their votes or exercise their
franchise.

It is a good thing that some suggestions are brought forward by the hon.
Member like punishment. It is harsh to say it as a punishment. It has to be said
that awareness should be created among the citizens so that everybody comes and
votes. I do not agree to the suggestion that Government should give some
incentive. Since many people are eligible to those types of incentives in a huge

country like ours, it is difficult to go in for incentives.
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The other thing is to make voting easier. The polling booths should be very
near. This is a very good suggestion brought forth by the hon. Member. The
polling both should be within the limit of 500 metres so that everybody casts his
vote within the area in which he is living. So, it is a very good suggestion.

One more suggestion is that voting should be made compulsory. If it is
made compulsory, punishment is not the thing which I believe in. Awareness is
needed and it should be made known to the citizens of India. They should be
aware of their right to vote. It is their main right. The person who is going to be
selected in their constituency should be selected by hundred per cent voters
present in the constituency so that the selected candidate is held responsible and
accountable to the people for future development of the constituency. So, in that
regard, I welcome this Bill. The Government should make voting compulsory by
bringing forward suitable measures and steps should be taken in this regard.
Certain measures and amendments are needed to do this.

Finally, I really support this Bill. I once again thank you, Sir, for giving me
this opportunity to speak on this Bill.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Members, the time allotted for the discussion of
the Bill is almost completed. As there are six more Members to take part in the
discussion on the Bill, the House may be extended for further discussion on the
Bill.

SHRI SANKAR PRASAD DATTA (TRIPURA WEST): Mr. Chairman, Sir, the
intention of the hon. Member who has brought this Compulsory Voting Bill is
good. But the question is not about compulsory voting. The question lies in the
whole process of electioneering. The whole process of electioneering is to be a
good one. So, the need of the hour is the change in the election process, to
maintain the democratic form of Government really of the people, by the people
and for the people. For this, I, on behalf of CPI (M), believe that if the
proportional representation is used for all the legislature in our country, then only
the real thinking of the people can be observed.

I think the proportional representation is good. Throughout the world, 94
countries have taken up the process of proportional representation. As we see,
only in the year 1971, the then Government got more than 50 per cent votes. By
getting less than 50 per cent votes in our country all the subsequent Government
has been running. So, this system should not be there.

We can culture the real process of electioneering and we can raise the
consciousness of the people in our country. We see, in those States where we
could raise the consciousness of the people, where the people could believe that
the people who were in the election fray, they are really their friends, they can
save their interest, then the people do come to cast their votes in our country.

I am from a tiny State, Tripura. Just two days back, one election result has
come out in the Tripura Tribal Areas Autonomous District Council. In this vote
process, near about 85 per cent voting was there. In our State, in Lok Sabha, in
Assembly and in other elections we saw that around 85 per cent to 90 per cent
voters are coming to cast their votes. So, it is not the matter of compulsory voting
but the matter that the Government should sit with all the political parties and
discuss for proper representation in the Legislature. It is our demand from the side
of the CPI (M) that proportional representation should be there so that the actual

position of the party strength should be reflected in the House.
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We see today that by getting 31 per cent votes, the BJP is having the
majority. The Congress got 18 per cent votes. By this, 31 per cent and 18 per cent
votes, the major two Parties got not more than 50 per cent votes. They got less
than 50 per cent votes.

But both of them is having near about 60% seats. Actually, the real
representation is not being seen in our House. So, it is my demand that this should
be kept in mind and the Government should take proper measure for the proper

representation. Thank you, Sir.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Shri Bhairon Prasad Mishra and Shri P.P. Chaudhary are

SHRI RADHESHYAM BISWAS (KARIMGANJ): Sir, my Parliamentary
Constituency, Karimganj is bordering Bangladesh. In New Delhi, January, 2010,
India and Bangladesh decided to set up Border Haats to boost local trade and
people-to-people contact. Trading would initially take place once a week among
the people living in the border, who would sell and buy locally-produced goods
and crops etc. No taxes would be imposed on the items to be sold in the Haats; and
currencies of both the countries would be allowed to run the trading.

Sir, the Joint Secretaries of the Ministry of Commerce from India and
Bangladesh had signed a Memorandum of Understanding on 23" October, 2010
and finalized the modalities to set up the Border Haats. It was decided that a total
of 70 Border Haats will be set up along the border with Bangladesh. Of them, four
are to be set up with Assam border.

As per agreement, some border haats are already being set up in Meghalaya

and Tripura with Bangladesh border. Though there was a proposal to set up such
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kind of haats in my constituency, it was not initiated till to date. So, through this
august House, I would request the Union Commerce Ministry and also the
Industry Ministry to set up the same for the greater interest of the locality. Thank
you.

SHRI N. KRISTAPPA (HINDUPUR): Hon. Chairman, thank you very much for
giving me this opportunity to speak on the problems being faced by the silk
cocoon farmers and silk weavers in Andhra Pradesh.

I would like to state that Andhra Pradesh State occupies the second highest
position in silk cocoon farming in the country and also it occupies the first position
in handloom weaving in the country.

The weakening position of handloom sector has posed a serious threat to
the socio-economic status of silk weavers and silk cocoon farmers. Both silk
cocoon farming and silk weaving are inter-related activities. Both are under the
control of the Ministry of Textiles and are in a major crisis due to various reasons.

On one side, the silk weavers are committing suicide due to debts and on
the other side the silk cocoon farmers are also attempting suicide because of not
getting the Minimum Support Price.

To save the lives of silk weavers, silk yarn may be provided at a subsidized
rate of 50 per cent per kilogram. Then only the silk weavers will survive. Silk
cocoon farmers are not getting the Minimum Support Price for the cocoons. The
silk farmers may also be provided subsidy at the rate of Rs.150 per kilogram on
cocoons. Then only the silk farmers will survive.

Another important issue is that the National Horticulture Board is providing
Rs.2 lakh subsidy for horticultural farmers for the unit cost of Rs.4 lakh in the
name of pack house whereas the Central Silk Board is providing only Rs.1 lakh
subsidy on Rs.5 lakh of unit cost in the name of silk ‘rearing shed’.

I would also like to ask the Government why there is discrimination
between agricultural farmers and sericulture farmers when both are doing farming

activities.

In this regard, I would like to request the Government to increase the
subsidy on silk rearing shed up to Rs.2.5 lakh.

Hence, I urge upon the hon. Minister of Textiles, through the Chair, to

kindly look into the issue and take necessary steps to overcome the problems of
silk weavers and silk cocoon farmers to improve their socio and economic status.

SHRI R.K. BHARATHI MOHAN (MAYILADUTHURALI): Hon. Chairman, Sir,
thank you for giving me this opportunity.

With the guidance of hon. people’s Chief Minister, Puratchi Thalaivi
Amma, the Tamil Nadu Government has allotted a record amount of Rs.6,613.68
crore for agriculture in its Budget for the year 2015-16. Various special schemes
have also been proposed in this Budget for the development of agriculture and for
the welfare of farmers such as forming of Tamil Nadu Seed Development Agency,
construction of store houses with air condition facility, etc.

In this connection, I request the Central Government to lend its share in the

development of agriculture in Tamil Nadu.
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1. The drip irrigation scheme may be implemented with 100 per cent
subsidy by the Central Government.
2. Central Agriculture University may be started in the delta district.
3. Funds may be released for de-silting of channels and rivers by the
Central Government.
4. Electricity may be provided from the Central share for agriculture
purposes.
5. The ICAR may come forward to start research station for oil seeds and
cashew in Tamil Nadu.
SHRI P. KARUNAKARAN (KASARGOD): Sir, I would like to present an
important issue before the Government. Four years back the Human Rights
Commission had suggested for setting up a medical college with all equipments in
Kerala, especially in Kasargod district. The decision had come in the context of
the serious situation prevailing due to continuous use of Endosulfan in the district.
The suggestion was to start the college as a part of the Central University
because the fund was to come from University Grants Commission (UGC). When
the Central University came into existence, the then HRD Minister had made it
clear that the medical college would be set up here itself. But, till now no action
has been taken by the Government. Sufficient land and other facilities have
already been availed by the Government of Kerala and district administration. As

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir.

The passengers of the Nizamuddin-Thiruvananthapuram Rajdhani Express are
fleeced in premium trains by TTEs and other staff, including attendants and pantry
car employees. Pantry car employees forcefully collect money from the passengers.
They have fixed an amount as tip and demand the same from all passengers. A
separate tip has also been fixed by the coach attendants in charge of supply of
bedrolls.

The quality and quantity of food supplied is not as per the requisite
standard. The railway employees, including TTEs, are supporting these illegal acts.
TTEs are collecting money from passengers for allotting vacant seats without
giving them any receipts. Railway officials are also not initiating any action on the
complaints lodged by passengers. When we approached the railway officials of
Thiruvananthapuram, they said that this train is wholly controlled by the Northern
Railway and they are not able to take any action except to send these petitions to

the Northern Railways.
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I urge upon the Government to conduct an enquiry and initiate action

against the persons responsible and also ensure good services in Rajdhani Express
because this is a long travel train.
SHRI SIRAJUDDIN AJMAL (BARPETA): Sir, I would like to draw, through
your good offices, the attention of the Government and this august House to the
problem of non-mitigation of fluoride and arsenic in drinking water of Haldihati in
Akashiganga GP of Nagaon district, Assam.

Sir, a UNICEF reports says that more than one-third people, mostly
children, in this area are affected either by skeletal fluorosis or by dental fluorosis.
The Estimates Committee headed by Dr. Murli Manohar Joshi has also in its First
Report declared this area as the most affected area.

Sir, I have got two albums which I would like to show to you and the hon.
Health Minister who is here. These will illustrate ably how badly the children are
affected. Children who are 4, 5, 6, 7 or 8-year old, they look like old people of 80
years. Their hands and legs have become like rubber. What will happen to these
people? The State Government does not help because that constituency belongs to
AIUDF. They say that they will not extend any help. I had been trying as an MLA
for eight years and now I have been trying as an MP for last one year. The State
Government says that they will not give them even one rupee.

Sir, can I please put this in front of the House?

HON. CHAIRPERSON: No.

SHRI SIRAJUDDIN AJMAL: I would request hon. doctor saheb that it is
heartrending. I am telling that you will cry, if you see this. I would request the
House to please take note of this and do something very special for these highly
and badly affected people of Haldihati in Akashiganga area of Assam.

I thank you for allowing me to speak in Zero Hour on an important issue of my
constituency, Mumbai South Central.

Long back, many cessed buildings, chawls and other properties came into
being in Dadar area of Mumbai on land belonging to the State Government of
Maharashtra. These buildings are now in a very dilapidated condition and poor
state, due to negligence. No specific policy has been made of their redevelopment
by the Central Government. The LIC and PSUs are misusing the Public Premises

(Eviction) Act and are forcefully evicting tenants/occupants by threatening them to

sign a lease agreement of ten years otherwise face exorbitant increase in rent
amounting to Rs. 100 per square feet.

The tenants are being asked to appear before the so-called High Powered
Committee forcefully. This is leading to mental torture of the illiterate and
helpless tenants/occupants under the threat of eviction. Their applications for
transferring the tenancy to legal heirs are pending with the concerned Departments.

The LIC blatantly refused to grant ownership rights to tenants / occupants
living in these buildings. My demand to the Central Government is to kindly direct
LIC and other PSUs to help the tenants / occupants of these cessed buildings and
grant ownership to them. Further, it is requested to frame a policy for the area, and
provide Central grants to the affected occupants of these lands. Thank you, Sir.

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"SHRI P.R. SUNDARAM (NAMAKKAL): Hon. Chairman Sir, Vanakkam. The
Union Government through University Grants Commission (UGC) allocates grant-
in-aids for Universities in order to promote higher education in the country during
every five year plan. There have been complaints regarding irregularities on the
functioning of University Grants Commission. UGC has decided to stop sending
Review Committees. During Eleventh five year plan only Rs. 20 Crore was
allocated by UGC for Universities in Tamil Nadu. But UGC has provided grants
amounting more than Rs.100 Crore to University of Mumbai and University of
Pune. UGC has decided to provide Rs.120 Crore at the maximum. If we look into
this we will come to know that the Universities in Tamil Nadu may be provided
only an amount of Rs.60 Crore altogether whereas the Universities in North India
may get more than Rs.300 Crore. Instead of rectifying the errors in the Review
Committee, UGC has decided to do away with the system of reviewing and
evaluation through Review Committees. It is unfair. After evaluation and review
an University, | urge that UGC should provide grants on the basis of number of
students, researches and various developmental work undertaken by the University.
Hon. Chairman Sir, UGC has stopped release of grants to Avinasilingam
University of Coimbatore. I therefore urge the Union Government to allocate
adequate funds to all the Universities and continue with the previous guidelines for

providing such grants. Thank you.

DR. PRABHAS KUMAR SINGH (BARGARH): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir,

for giving me an opportunity to speak during ‘Zero Hour’. The matter relates to
the rural youth of my State.

It has come to our notice that there is a plan to change the funding norm
under National Rural Livelihood Mission from the current ratio of 75:25 to be
shared by the Centre and the State respectively to a ratio of 50:50. States like
Odisha are deeply concerned about such a change, especially with reference to
skill component of NRLM, which has immense potential to open up sustainable
economic opportunities for the rural youth of the State.

The hon. Minister of Rural Development may be aware that NRLM also
encompasses the Deen Dayal Upadhyaya Grameen Kaushalya Yojana with its sub-
component ‘Roshini’, both of which uniquely address the ambitions of rural youth
from the vulnerable sections of society. ‘Roshini’ provides productive growth
opportunities for young people in the Maoist-affected districts.

Both NRLM and DDU-GKY are uniquely and unambiguously focussed on
the rural poor. The design, the delivery structure and the programme norms are so
designed to ensure that skill training meets the aspirational desires of the youth.
Therefore, in the interest of a State like Odisha, where we have a lot of skills, it

can be utilized for this type of development. So, our hon. Chief Minister, Shri
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Naveen Patnaik, has written to the Union Rural Development Minister to focus on
skill development for the rural youth. Therefore, the funds allocated to the State
should not be decreased. Instead, I would urge upon the Union Government to
increase the funds.

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"SHRI K. PARASURAMAN (THANJAVUR): Hon. Chairman Sir, Vanakkam.
Senior citizens are valuable assets of our country. Only because of their hard work
our society has developed to a stage where it is now. It is the primary duty of all of
us to help senior citizens. As per the Report of United Nations Population Fund,
there were 90 million elderly persons during the year 2011 and as per the said
report, it may increase to 173 million during the year 2016. Out of these 90 million
senior citizens, 60 million live in isolation. Around 90 per cent of them are earning
their livelihood on their own. I therefore urge that the Government should bring
welfare schemes meant for senior citizens. There is a need for more schemes as
regards health and security of senior citizens. At a stage when they live in isolation
these elderly people need care and security. I can cite an example in this regard
which is followed in Tamil Nadu. Under the guidance of Hon. Puratchithalaivi
Amma, a scheme is being implemented in Tamil Nadu wherein a police constable
at the beat would visit these senior citizens living in isolation at their homes and
ensure about their safety and other health needs. Verification of antecedents of
those who visited these senior citizens recently was also done by the police. Such
a scheme should invariably be implemented throughout the country. The health of
senior persons should be given utmost importance. I therefore urge that the Union
government should set up Senior Citizen Welfare Fund to take care of the health
care of elderly. Unclaimed funds amounting to approximately Rs. 30,000 Crore
lying unutilized in PPF, EPF, LIC should be made useful in creating a Senior
Citizen Welfare Fund. I believe that several lakhs of senior citizens will be
benefitted as we owe them a lot. I also urge that the report of Mohini Giri
Committee set up in the year 2011 for the well-being of senior citizens, should be

implemented immediately. Thank you.

SHRI KARADI SANGANNA AMARAPPA (KOPPAL): Sir, regarding
promotion of export of Sona Masoori rice, I would like to draw your kind attention
to some areas of my constituency like Raichur, Sindanorr, Bellary, Koppal and
Siruguppa, a part of North Karnataka. These areas are very much blessed by
nature where water is always available through the Thungabadra Project for paddy
crops, with a huge number of agro-based industry, that is, rice mills with modern
technology which are especially suited for Sona Masoori.

This is the place where farmers are producing a huge quantity of Sona
Masoori rice over six lakh hectares of paddy crops by the Thungabadra Project.
Out of this, 90 per cent is only for Sona Masoori of good quality and the quality of
this rice is very much in demand in India as well as in some other countries. If we
get permission from the Government to export it to other countries, it will be
helpful to meet the livelihood of our farmers as well as for our economic growth.
Hence it is requested that this may be considered as a part of ‘make in India’ and
permission for export may be granted by which our farmers as well as agriculture
industry will get a boost from the Government.

I am compelled to raise this issue. Yesterday, all the TV channels and the
newspapers were full of reports of a celebrity hitting down to death a poor man
who was sleeping in a pavement of Mumbai. This celebrity was convicted. This
convicted person, a mega film star, immediately within a few minutes or hours got

an interim bail. Now, it is heard that the Mumbai High Court has also given the
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bail for four months for this personality. Mr. Chairman, yesterday the way a
section of the celebrity in Mumbai acted.... (Interruptions) 1 do not want to speak
anything sub judice.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: The matter is in the court.
SHRI M.I. SHANAVAS: There is a paradox. About 2,78,000 people are in
different jails but when a celebrity is convicted he gets the bail immediately. The
Supreme Court in December, 2014 gave a verdict and the judgement says that a
person who is in jail for half of the sentence which he would have got if he had
been convicted, he should be released. The problem in India is there are two kind
of justice. The poor people, the minority people, the Scheduled Caste and
Scheduled Tribe people who are languishing in jails do not get bail but a celebrity
even if convicted gets the bail. The Supreme Court order, which came in
December, 2014, is there to release them all.

Steps may be taken to release those under-trials who have been in jails for
so many years without any reason. The hon. Minister Shri Harsh Vardhan is

sitting here. I would request him to bring it to the notice of the Prime Minister.
