ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS

HON. SPEAKER: Shri Kalyan Banerjee.

(Q. 181)
SHRI KALYAN BANERIJEE : Madam, as reported on 3 1 May, 2016, 130 tonnes

of anti-tank mines blew up at the Army’s ammunition depot at Pulgaon near
Wardha, Maharashtra, killing 19 people including two Army officers....
(Interruptions)
HON. SPEAKER: Only Shri Kalyan Banerjee’s speech will go on record.

... (Interruptions)... ~
SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE: The Central Ammunition Depot, Pulgaon, which is
located about 100 kilometres from Nagpur, is spread over an area of more than
7,000 acres, and stores a variety of ammunition and explosives in a large number
of sheds. CAD comes directly under the Army Headquarters and is responsible for
the all-India supply of ammunition and explosives, after receiving them from the
Ordnance factories and other sources.... (Interruptions) CAD then supplies these
items to various ammunition depots and Field Ammunition Depots for
replenishing their stocks. Five villages around CAD were evacuated immediately
after the fire had taken place. It is also reported that the hon. Defence Minister
had visited the sport also.

Madam, I want to know from the hon. Minister through you whether any
full-fledged inquiry has been made by the highest level of Army Officers to know
the cause of such fire. If so, what is the fate of this inquiry report? I would also
like to know whether any reason has been identified and accountability has been

fixed or not.

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SHRI MANOHAR PARRIKAR: Madam, as given in the reply, the Court of
Inquiry has been constituted. A detailed review or deliberation has been carried
out by them. They have given their recommendations and based on their
recommendations, we have already taken actions which are quoted in the reply
itself, wherein 125 various instructions have been issued.

SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE: Madam, in his reply, the hon. Defence Minister has
just referred about the recommendations. My question was not related to the
recommendations. I would like to know as to what were the reasons of such fire.
My question was whether you have identified the persons responsible for such fire
or not. But you are referring to the recommendations.

Madam, my second supplementary question is that the hon. Defence
Minister has said that during the last three years only one incident has taken place.
But on the basis of the reports which are available with me, there were other
incidents before the incident of August 31%, 2016. On gt December, 2015, five
persons were injured when a fire broke out during a regular exercise in
Vishakapatnam.

So many incidents had taken place earlier also. I can give you the dates.
On March 26, 2010, Panagarh, West Bengal, a major fire broke out at the
Panagarh depot. No casualties were reported but the depot suffered huge losses.

On December 4, 2008, Bhuj, Gujarat, two army men were killed in the
blaze at the Bhuj depot after a bomb exploded during the routine inspection of old
and outdated ammunition.

On August 12, 2007, two army men and one civilian were killed and over
40 others injured in a major blaze at the Ordnance Depot in south Kashmir. On
April 29, 2001, a huge fire broke out in the ammunition dump of the Army's
Mamoon Cantonment near Pathankot in Gurdaspur district. There were no
casualties. On 2™ May, 2000, three civilians were killed due to surface splinters in
the nearby villages after fire erupted at the ordnance depot. These repetitive fire

disasters in the ordnance factories show slackness and carelessness of the
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Government to look into the matter for more than one decade. Do these repetitive
fire disasters at the Indian Ordnance Depots happen only because of laxity of the
Central Government and deviation from the Standard Operating Procedures in
installation? Or is there any sabotage or not? That is my question.

SHRI MANOHAR PARRIKAR: First of all, the replies say that it is for the last
three years. Apart from the fire accident in the Central Ammunition Depot,
Pulgaon, Maharashtra which occurred on 31* May, 2016, no other fire accident
had taken place in any ordnance depot of the Indian Army during the last three
years. It is only about the Army. What has been quoted is for the last decade.
There were incidences during 2007 and 2010. But this is for the last three years
only. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE: A fire accident occurred in Visakhapatnam in
2015. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI MANOHAR PARRIKAR: It is related to the Navy. I am replying in regard
to the Army. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI KALYAN BANERIJEE: I am asking a question to the Defence Minister....
(Interruptions)

SHRI MANOHAR PARRIKAR: The reply and the Question very clearly
mentions about the Indian Army because this is regarding the Pulgaon Depot
which belongs to the Indian Army Central Depot. There were small incidents
which happened in various installations. These were accidental. The one, which
you referred to happened basically while they were disposing of a particular
ammunition. It had resulted in one casualty but it happened in the Navy. The
most probable cause of the fire, as brought by the Court of Inquiry, was excessive
exudation, that is, bleeding of TNT reacting with the metallic container leading to
self-ignition of segregated mines held in the Store House 192. Basically, it is a
real accident and there is no sabotage angle which had been brought out. They

have checked up every aspect of sabotage.

SHRI ADHALRAO PATIL SHIVAJIRAO: Thank you Madam. The hon. Minister

has stated in his reply that storage of ammunition is inherently a risky proposition,
that too, in a thickly populated urban area and it is more dangerous to the public.
WHO have been staying in the vicinity of ammunition storage depots and
ammunition factories.

For example, there are more than 80,000-90,000 properties, houses,
Government projects, SEZs and MIDCs in the vicinity of the Ammunition Factory
at Khadki as well as Dehu Ordnance Depot at Dehu. These people have been
staying there for more than 50-60 years. However, the Government, the Ministry
of Defence has identified the Outer Safety Distance (OSD) much later, that is,
very recently, about 10 years ago. So, I would like to know this from the hon.
Minister. If there are more than one lakh properties or there are three lakh
population which lives there and there are two important magazine depots and
ammunition factories, is the Government considering shifting the magazine

depots? In this case, it is a storage depot, and I am not talking about the
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manufacturing depots. The storage depots were discussed, and the Government, at
that point of time, maybe, 10-15 years ago, was considering that proposal.

I would also like to know this from the hon. Minister. Since the population,
the number of people living there, is much more than three lakhs, can you
scientifically reduce the distance? It is because there are many options available
worldwide to reduce the Outer Safety Distance to see the security of the people
living around is ensured by using the latest techniques. Is the Government thinking
of reducing the OSD of these two ordnance depots?

SHRI MANOHAR PARRIKAR: Madam, most of the ordnance depots are storage
facilities which were created many years ago when there was no population
around. I myself am aware of Dehu Road and I used to travel on that road about 30
years back and there was hardly any population around that ordnance depot. Of
course, as the demand for land increased and as more and more people settled, this
‘red zone’, as they call it, is causing problem in many areas. So, we are trying to
find out 3-4 solutions to the issue. First, improve the storage facility, go for
upgraded storage facilities and go for underground so that the risk itself reduces
and better storage improvement takes place but that requires a lot of money.
Second, we are also considering the distances parameter, which is decided by an
expert committee. The committee is taking a review of the situation based on the
international norms. The current distances are based on a century old norm. They
are already quite advanced in their studies, and they are in the process of
considering recasting the distances required. And, the third one is measuring the
distance, not from outer boundary of the property but from outer boundary of the
storage facility. These are the three aspects which are at various levels of
consideration, and very soon some decision, which would probably reduce some
hardship to the people, would be taken.

DR. P. VENUGOPAL : Respected Madam Speaker, it is very astonishing that
despite warning by the Comptroller and Auditor General of India, 1,20,805 anti-

tank rejected mines worth Rs.47.29 crore due to manufacturing defects were
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stored in the 16 ammunition depots across the country. The Government has not
taken any action on it, which resulted into such a tragedy at Pulgaon. Therefore, I
would like to know from the hon. Minister the steps taken by the Government to
comply with the C&AG report to prevent such recurrence in future.

SHRI MANOHAR PARRIKAR: Madam Speaker, we have already taken a
decision that disposal of all the defective segregated mines which are found
defective from the year 2009—they were oozing out TNT and, therefore, they
could not be used and were segregated and kept aside—will be held at various
locations. This work will be undertaken by the Army Headquarters. This has
already begun and the Army has started disposing of the old defective mines. The
Ordnance Factory Board will replace or repair, wherever possible, all the defective
mines as early as possible within possibly three months.

A Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) for disposal of defective
ammunition in a fixed timeframe, fixing up of responsibility for defects and
regularisation of laws is under formulation, which will be issued very soon. In
fact, we are trying to ensure that no defective material is supplied to the Armed
Forces from ordnance factories. At present, many schemes for this are under

implementation.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Madam, the hon. Member has asked what steps the

Government has taken. Obviously, the first step in order to ensure that FDI comes
into the country is that you have to open up various sectors for FDI. This has been
a continuous process. It was started in 1991 and has been continuing. So, we have
also opened up several sectors additionally.

In addition to opening up those sectors, there were several conditionalities
in relation to each of those sectors. Those conditionalities have also been
smoothened.

After you open the sectors, the investors then want an easy entry into the
business. The time lag between deciding to invest and the actual commencement
of the business has to be narrowed down. India’s rating in terms of ease of doing
business was quite low as far as global rankings are concerned. Over the last two
years, we have taken a series of several steps so that we have eased the whole
process of doing business in India, but this is still a work in progress and it has to
continue.

Investors then expect stability of the taxation regime — a reasonable and
competitive taxation regime — so that there is no element of unpredictability in
that.

Thereafter, you have to ensure that the system itself is more transparent.
Therefore, various decisions with regard to transparency of resources etc. have

been taken. Each of the steps which we have taken in the last two years are all
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intended in the direction of making sure that both foreign and domestic investors

find India a better place to do business in.

DR. MRIGANKA MAHATO: Madam Speaker, vector borne diseases cause a
great deal of morbidity and mortality in rural India. It had been found that at
Primary Health Centre level which covers most of the village panchayats, there is
no minimum infrastructure like laboratory facilities or lab technicians. Would the
Central Government in coherence with State Governments take up this matter as a
challenge to improve the situation further, with regular monitoring and vigilance
in this matter?
SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Madam, we have taken it as a challenge. As I
said, we have been able to arrest malaria. We have been able to curtail and bring
down kala azar incidents a lot and filaria also reduced. We are trying to do our
best, but it is the State Governments who have to take the initiative. If they come
out with a programme, the Central Government is always there to help them. We
give them technical support and we give them the capacity-building support.

SHRIMATI P.K. SHREEMATHI TEACHER: Madam Speaker, first of all I want

to congratulate the hon. Minister for taking the initiative for starting 150 One Stop
Centres in our country.

The Central Government and the State Governments are the authorities to
make sure that no rapist will go unpunished in our country. We want to ensure that
the punishment meted out is severe enough and swift enough. Is the Government
kind enough to start a fast-track court in each State and see that all the processes
take place in that court and punishment is given within one month?

SHRIMATI MANEKA SANJAY GANDHI: Madam Speaker, this question is so
far out of the ambit of the asked question and it does not really fall under me. I do
not have the authority to ask for fast-track courts or to change the law in any way.
SHRIMATI P.K. SHREEMATHI TEACHER : Hon. Speaker Madam, I asked this
question because a sum of Rs. 3,000 crore is lying idle with the Government. I do
not want to criticize the hon. Minister because most of the money is pending with
other Departments and not with the Ministry of Women and Child Development,
even though the hon. Supreme Court criticized it severely. My question is
whether the hon. Minister and the Government is ready to utilize the sanctioned
money and whether we can start one-stop centre in each district.

SHRIMATI MANEKA SANJAY GANDHI: Hon. Speaker Madam, the idea is
really to start one One Stop centre in every district. In the first phase, we were
allowed 36 centres and we received 33 requests from the State Governments. We
sent them the money and 17 One Stop Centres have been built. We did a survey

on those 17 centres and we found that they are truly helping thousands of women.
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So, we entered into phase two and now we have 150 centres which will be ready
by April. If that goes well, we aim for 660 or more, if necessary.

There is no unspent money. If the hon. Member is referring to Nirbhaya
Fund which comes under us, it is being used for a variety of schemes all of which
are going towards defence of women. Regarding the hon. Member’s request on
Fast Track Courts, I can only request the hon. Law Minister and his Ministry and
see where it goes.

I am grateful to the hon. Minister Madam that out of the Nirbhaya Fund

that was allocated these One Stop Centres have started to function; not only in the
main cities but all through the country it is being implemented. I would like to put
a very small question. I come from the North-East. You would see that there is a
lot of discrimination in all the cities whether it is Mumbai, Bangalore, or
Chandigarh. There all these One Stop Centres especially for ladies. We have just
seen in the recent incident where three Sikkim girls were raped by the owner and
the case has been taken up and also the case of Monica Khangembam who had
been discriminated in the airport. These kind of issues are there. So, in these cities
can we not have a special for the North-East where these complaints can be looked
into? I would also support Madam’s case regarding the fast-track courts because
our children study here for three years and go back; after that they do not go into
cases again. So, [ think, you should fast-track courts also.
SHRIMATI MANEKA SANJAY GANDHI: I think, the first suggestion is a good
one but I do not know whether it is practical. We already have for instance in
Delhi a Delhi Women’s Cell; we have a National Commission for Women. Both
take in cases from everybody whether they are from the North-East or South or
Delhi itself.

Regarding putting up centres, we have taken up a list of how many of our
Centres that are working are actually catering to women. While Raipur is doing
the best Meghalaya where we put up our first Centre has got nothing, no one. So,
it is up to the States in the North-East how well they do it. For Sikkim, we want
one; one for Mizoram; two for Manipur; one for Arunachal; one for Meghalaya;
and one for Nagaland. The point is you have to make them work. It has been
almost a year since Meghalaya Centre started but the fact that not a single woman
has entered the place means either you have a wonderful track record where crime
against women is concerned or it is not working.

DR. RATNA DE (NAG) : I would like to know whether the Ministry has

constituted any committee or panel to ensure proper and effective monitoring of
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the implementation of the Verma Committee recommendations regarding
women’s safety.

HON. SPEAKER: There is a Women’s Empowerment Committee itself.
SHRIMATI MANEKA SANJAY GANDHI: It actually does not come under this
Question at all but we have put up a committee to ensure that some of the points

made by the Verma Committee are looked into.

SHRI B. SRIRAMULU (BELLARY) : Madam Speaker, "The Supreme Court on
Friday (7 August 2015) slammed railways for the unmanned railway crossings
which take a heavy toll of human lives and asked the government why it was
introducing new trains without first ensuring the safety of the people.

A social justice bench of Justices Madan B Lokur and U U Lalit said the
Law enacted in 1989 for doing away with unmanned level crossings has not been
implemented by the railways to give a road map for manning such crossings.

"Why do you bring more trains when you cannot protect the lives of
people? Human life cannot be treated so cheaply. Safety is very important and you
must take it seriously," the bench said".

Speaker Madam/Sir, this is the observation made by Honourable Supreme
Court published in Times of India dated 8 August 2015.

On 24 August 2015 early hours, a granite loaded lorry rammed into 16594
Bangalore Purabhani (Nanded Express) at an unmanned Railway level crossing
near Panagonda in Anantapur district in Andhra Pradesh (South Central Railway).

The lorry rammed into HA 1 coach killing 6 people in the coach. 3 coaches were
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off the rake. Mr. Venkatesh Naik who represented Raichur Lok Sabha
Constituency for 4 times and also sitting MLA from Devadurga Assembly
constituency who was travelling in this ill-fated train was crushed to death along
with 5 other passengers.

Madam/Sir, there are 30,348 Railway Level Crossings in the country(as on
today) in which 18, 785 are manned and 11,563 are unmanned that is responsible
for 43 percent and 57 percent accidents respectively.

I suggest Railway Minister to man all unmanned rail level crossings on
priority basis and also fix censors on the track to a length of 100 meters on both
directions of Railway track in all level crossings both manned and unmanned by
using solar energy.

Human life cannot be treated so cheaply. Safety is very important and I
request you to take it seriously.

SHRI K. PARASURAMAN (THANJAVUR): Madam Speaker, I would like to

request the hon. Minister of Human Resource Development to add regional
languages, along with English and Hindi, in the medium of question papers of
National Eligibility Test conducted by the University Grants Commission in case
the centre of examination selected is in non-Hindi speaking States.

A large number of incumbents are appearing in NET every year in all parts
of the country to become eligible to be appointed as Lecturers and also for getting
Junior Fellowships. Generally, the incumbents complete their Masters Degree
course in the regional language of their respective States. Now, the Union Public
Service Commission is also conducting the Civil Services Examination in regional
languages. Even though the candidates have adequate knowledge in their

respective subject, they are unable to succeed in NET mainly because of medium
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of question papers. This causes severe hardship to students of non-Hindi speaking
States and makes them to feel that they are deprived of their rights of getting
qualified for NET even though they are well versed in their subjects.

As far as education in Tamil Nadu is concerned, in order to develop
infrastructure like providing adequate number of teachers and to improve the
learning ability of students, the hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchi
Thalaivi Amma has allotted Rs. 84,568 crore during the last five years. During the
current financial year, Amma has allotted Rs. 24,130 crore to the Department of
School Education. I would like to point out that Tamil Nadu ranks first in the
country in the field of higher education.

Therefore, I, once again, urge upon the Government of India to include all
regional languages, including Tamil, in the medium of question papers of National
Eligibility Test if the centre of examination selected by candidates is in their
respective States.

The flood situation in Assam has worsened wherein 19 Districts with 16
lakh population have been affected. As per reports, at least, 17 people have been
killed in these flash floods so far. Dhubri, Barpeta, Bongaigaon, Lakhimpur,
Chirang, Baksha, Golaghat, Jorhat and Dhemaji Districts are badly affected. In
view of the worsening situation in Assam, the Budget Session of Assam
Assembly has been adjourned for four days. Also, a few days ago, devastating
hailstorm and floods in three Districts of Barak Valley caused heavy damages
taking lives of a few. So many people have lost their livelihood and the situation
is deteriorating.

Madam, this has not happened only this year, but it has been happening
every year. So, I would, therefore, urge upon the Government to form a special
team of experts to find a solution to eliminate the main barrier against the all
round development of Assam and the people’s lives there.

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DR. BHAGIRATH PRASAD (BHIND): Respected Madam Speaker, in a
Parliamentary democracy the Executive, Legislature and Judiciary function in a
coordinated manner to ensure purposeful service to the people. Independence of
judiciary is an essential feature of our Indian polity. Hence quality education,
training and professional efficiency of a high order is required among judicial
officers.

After Independence, a need was felt for the All India Services for
maintaining unity, integrity and stability of the nation. Accordingly, a provision
was made in Article 312 of the Constitution for creation of one or more All India
Services common to the Union and the States. The Indian Administrative Service
and the Indian Police Service are deemed to be constituted by the Parliament.
After promulgation of the Constitution, a new All India Service namely the Indian
Forest Service was created in 1966.

Similarly, Article 312 of the Constitution provides for the creation of an All
India Judicial Service common to the Union and the States. 1 request the
Parliament and the Government of India to create All India Judicial Service. The
All India Judicial Service will become the feeder cadre for appointment of Judges
of the Supreme Court and the High Court. The new system will ensure an
experienced and impartial judiciary and will curb the controversial process of
appointment of judges.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Madam Speaker, the Indian Rare
Earths Limited (IRE), which is a Central Public Sector Undertaking has taken
over the land for mining beach sand mineral. The land was taken over for mining
with a specific condition that the land will be given back to the owners after

mining. The IRE agreed for the rehabilitation also. The land comprised in
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Puthenthura in Neendakara Village, Karithura and Kovilthottom in Chavara
Village, Vellanathuruth in Alappattu village in Kollam District, Kerala was taken
over by the IRE. It is pertinent to note that the Puthenthura School land also has
been taken for mining. The mining process was completed a decade back. But the
IRE failed to hand over the land to the owners and implement the rehabilitation
scheme as per the agreed terms and conditions. The local people are put into
untold hardship due to the violation of agreement conditions by the IRE. It is
highly necessary to give back the land and implement the rehabilitation to
safeguard the interest of the local people. It is learnt that the permission from the
Government, that is, from the Union Cabinet is required for giving back the land
and the matter is now pending before the Union Council of Ministers’ agenda.
Hence, I urge upon the Government and the Department of Atomic Energy
to initiate immediate action or issue necessary orders to give back the land and

implement the rehabilitation.

SHRI K. ASHOK KUMAR (KRISHNAGIRI): Madam Speaker, I would like to

bring to the notice of this august House the pitiable conditions being faced by the
construction workers and their children across the country.

Madam Speaker, a lot of workers and labourers are working for the
development of infrastructure facilities across the country by constructing
buildings, houses, bridges, highways, railway lines, etc. both in urban and rural
areas. During day time, parents leave their children unattended and no one is there
to look after them. They play with other children in mud and unhygienic
atmosphere. Further, these children also do not attend school because their parents
are moving from one place to other, one city to other for work and earn their
livelihood.

Madam Speaker, the Union Government has made arrangements for day
care centres for children of the Government employees at their work place but
such facilities are not extended to children of labour or construction workers.
Further, the amount allotted for the welfare of the labour and construction workers

remains unspent.
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Hence, I urge upon the Union Government through this august House to
take necessary steps immediately to set up day care centres in all construction sites
to take care of these children. Thank you.

SHRI M. MURLI MOHAN (RAJAHMUNDRY): Madam, the Government of
Andhra Pradesh has sanctioned Rs. 274 crore for acquisition of 857 acres of land
for expansion of Rajahmundry Airport to match international standards. The land
will be handed over to the Airports Authority of India which will take up the
expansion of the airport. The AAI plans to extend the runway to 3,165 metres
from the existing 1,749 metres to enable landing of big or Code-D aircraft.

At present, the airport at Rajahmundry handles eight flights daily. The
passenger traffic at the airport is about 2,000 per day. Due to non-expansion of
airport and non-operational direct flights, either by Air India or any private entity,
from Rajahmundry Airport to New Delhi and other metropolitan cities, the people
of East and West Godavari districts of Andhra Pradesh are suffering a lot to travel.

Rajahmundry is a commercial hub. There are lot of industries located at
Rajahmundry, including ONGC, GAIL. I would, therefore, request the Union
Government and hon. Minister of Civil Aviation, Shri Ashok Gajapathi Raju garu,
to allocate adequate funds for expansion of Rajahmundry Airport and also to issue
necessary instructions to Air India to operate direct flights from Rajahmundry to
New Delhi and other metropolitan cities.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): Madam Speaker, I would like to
draw the attention of the Government, through you, to the problem faced by poor
fishermen in the country.

The Government of India and State Governments are giving amounts for
construction of houses by fishmen, but due to the CRZ norms, they are not in a

position either to construct new houses or to alter their old houses.
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Hon. Minister of Environment and Forests in the last Session had assured

the House that there would be a change in the CRZ norms, but unfortunately, day
before yesterday, I got a written answer from the hon. Minister that there is no
such move. This is very disappointing. Therefore, I urge upon the Government to
seriously look into the situation and amend the CRZ norms only for fishermen’s
dwelling houses. Thank you.
SHRIMATI MEENAKASHI LEKHI (NEW DELHI): Hon. Speaker, Madam, I
wish to bring to the notice of the House and the Government that the medical
students in Delhi under the Delhi University rules have completed their education
one-and-a-half years ago and they have also finished their six-month internship.
Yet, degrees have not been handed over to them.

The matter is of grave concern because these students need to apply for
higher studies. Some of them have to apply to foreign universities also. If the
applications are not completed by July, they lose one whole year. The Vice-
Chancellor is directly responsible as he is not holding the convocation.
Irrespective of whether he holds the convocation or not, the degrees should be
handed over so that the students do not lose their one year. I think, this is a matter
of grave concern.  Thank you very much.

SHRIMATI BUTTA RENUKA (KURNOOL): I would like to draw the attention
of the hon. Minister of Finance with regard to the issue pertaining to Mudra loans.
The Government has ambitiously launched the Scheme with a view to assist
entrepreneurs taking up non-farm activities. This is, indeed, a good Scheme aimed
at providing employment and livelihood to a large section of people.

However, in reality, the expected results are not forthcoming due to lack of
active participation from the side of the bankers. Some banks, when approached
by the official beneficiaries, are feigning ignorance of the Scheme and some are
insisting on collateral as a pre-condition for extending assistance under the
Scheme. It is reported that the Scheme has given scope for favourtism, nepotism
and discrimination among the participants, even though this has been introduced to
assist the needy and make them self-reliant. It is creating a negative feeling on
account of the indifferent attitude of the banks.

In the light of the above, I strongly urge upon the hon. Minister of Finance
to take immediate steps to rectify the deficiencies in the Scheme and to make it
more process-driven, with less scope for discretion and discrimination, and ensure
proper implementation of the Scheme so as to benefit the eligible sections of
society. Thank you.

HON. SPEAKER: Kunwar Pushpendra Singh Chandel is permitted to associate

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SHRI JITENDRA CHAUDHURY (TRIPURA EAST): Madam, I would like to
raise one very unfortunate incident that has taken place in the Kandhamal District
of Odisha. The House might have heard that on 8" July, five innocent Adivasis
have been killed by the Police. This is not the first incident in Odisha. During the
current financial year, this is the third incident, and everywhere these innocent
people are being killed by the trigger-happy Police. The incident took place in
Gungudmaha Village of the Kandhamal District. Seventeen Adivasi people, and
most of them are women and children, were returning from a market after
collecting their wages under MGNREGS. The Police, without challenging them,
have fired at them and five people were killed, and eight people got seriously
injured.

Madam, the point of my raising this issue is because I want to know why
this is happening in Odisha. Almost one-fourth of the population of Odisha is
tribals and their condition is very pitiable. Under the Forest Rights Act, only 0.5
acre forest land has been provided to them, whereas they were deserving 10 acres.
Not only that, under MGNREGS, they never get work for 150 workdays in a year.
This is happening. Also, there are no roads, no drinking water facilities and
nothing is available in the tribal areas. These areas are now being targeted by the
Police.

The hon. Tribal Affairs Minister of the country also hails from the Odisha
State, where the state of tribals is like this. I would like to demand that the
distressed families should be provided with Rs. 50 lakh compensation and jobs,
and also other facilities. Thank you.

SHRIMATI K. MARAGATHAM (KANCHEEPURAM): Madam Speaker, the
Tamil Nadu Government on 15-7-2016 introduced a new crop insurance scheme
for farmers fulfilling the promise made by Amma in her election manifesto. Under
the scheme, Tamil Nadu will share the cost in Prime Minister’s Crop Insurance
Scheme along with the Union Government. Tamil Nadu under Amma’s leadership
is providing free quality seeds, giving 100 per cent subsidy to small and marginal
farmers and 72 per cent subsidy to other farmers and implementing various other
schemes for their livelihood. Soon after taking charge as Chief Minister, Amma
announced waiver of cooperative loans taken by small and marginal farmers.
According to the new crop insurance scheme, the crop loss will be
calculated at village level instead of block level and the loss due to natural
calamities would be calculated right from cultivation till harvest stage benefiting
farmers in nine delta districts. Such estimate will give actual loss suffered by
farmers and they would get better relief from the insurance. Farmers will have to
pay 1.5 per cent of the total insurance premium from October and March and those
who calculate from April and September, two per cent of the total premium. The
balance will be spent by the Central and the State Governments. Hence I request
the Prime Minister and the Union Government to consider the demands of our
hon. Chief Minister and allocate more funds for Tamil Nadu. Thank you.
PROF. RICHARD HAY (NOMINATED): Madam Speaker, I would like to bring
to the notice of this House and the Government that in Kerala and other parts of
the country youths are found missing. It is alleged that they have been radicalized

and have joined the ISIS in Syria and Afghanistan. This is a very dangerous trend
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and situation. It has been reported that the Syrian Deputy Prime Minister said that
they have arrested Indian youths who went to Syria to fight alongside ISIS. As
many as 23 Indians, six of whom are dead, were fighting for ISIS as per press
reports. Who is motivating our educated youths to fight for ISIS? I would request
the Government of India to investigate deeply into this matter. I also urge upon
the Government of India to act tactfully and aggressively to deradicalise such
misguided youths. The Government of India must take steps to monitor
cyberspace through which recruitment to ISIS is taking place, and safeguard the
interests of the citizens. Thank you.

RESOLUTION RE: APPROVAL OF FIRST REPORT OF RAILWAY
CONVENTION COMMITTEE

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SURESH PRABHU): Sir, I beg to

move:

“That this House approves the recommendations contained in Paras
5,6,9, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 16, 17, 18 and 19 of the First Report of
Railway Convention Committee (2014), appointed to review the rate
of dividend payable by the Railway Undertaking to General
Revenues and other ancillary matters, which was presented to both
the Houses of Parliament on 22™ December, 2015.”

Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, I thank the hon. Chairperson and the hon.
Members of the Railway Convention Committee who have made a
recommendation regarding how much dividend the Railways should pay to the
Finance Ministry. This is a unanimous recommendation. Normally, on such
matters there has never been a discussion. My distinguished predecessor Shri
Dinesh Trivedi also will vouch for it that normally it is passed unanimously
because this has already been recommended by the Committee. So, I would like to
request the hon. Members that with a short discussion, before we take the Private
Members’ Bills and Resolutions, it can be passed unanimously and take it forward.

Sir, I would just like to make one point. This paying dividend to the
Finance Ministry is one area which really needs to be looked into. Why should the
Railway pay dividend? This has been a recommendation of the Standing
Committee. There have been several unanimous recommendations on this by
several Standing Committees that the Railways discharge very useful public
functions. They are actually working on public service obligation. The burden on
the Railways is as high as Rs. 30000 crore. This year the Railways are even more

burdened with an additional burden Rs. 30000 crore on account of the
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recommendations of the Pay Commission. There is already a Bonus Act which we
passed in this very House and this has put another additional burden because
Railways, as an organization, as India’s largest employer has to bear the brunt of
it. Now, this is a recommendation of the Committee. I respect it. But over a period
of time we really need to look into why the Railways which is already suffering
due to several other problems also be over-burdened with the responsibility of
paying a dividend and also how the main Budget can actually subsidise or take
care of the subsidies which are already there. So, I think, we need to look into this
issue. I urge upon all the hon. Members of Parliament to allow this Resolution to
be passed.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Motion moved:

the Houses of Parliament on 22™ December, 2015.”
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SHRI K.H. MUNIYAPPA (KOLAR): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, thank you for
giving me this opportunity to take part in the discussion. I think, the Railway
Committee has unanimously recommended regarding the issue of dividend. But
the Railways are running in public interest and for the common people under
certain obligations. So, they could not pay the dividend. At the same time, the
Finance Ministry is unable to help the common people of this country. More than
2.5 crore people are using the services of the Railways almost everyday. But the
Government is not supporting such a huge organization. Ultimately they have said
that the Railways have to take all the obligations and risk to run the railways. This
is the situation in the Ministry.

In the last two decades, there has been a 10 per cent increase in the number
of passengers in the Railways. It has increased from 1.5 crore to 2.5 crore. There
are no proper amenities, food and drinking water. But the surprising thing is that
the Government is not coming forward to support the Railways. The projects
which have been pending for the last two decades, there has been no thinking on
this issue by the Government. The new Planning Commission called the NITI
Ayog has not at all given any thought to this issue. For two decades the projects
are pending and the Members of Parliament are requesting for these projects to be
completed and want them to be developed and connected with Rail network. They
want them completed. For all these things, they are not able to give the required
financial assistance to complete the pending projects.

Coming to the most important area of corridors, North-East and North-
South, the award is only for 78 to 80 per cent. In the last four to five years, Japan
Government is financing it. Till today, they have not started the work properly.
The problem is, Maharashtra Government is not willing for it because it is very
difficult to give land. Even for Mumbai-Ahmedabad, the pending bullet train

project would cost Rs. 1 lakh crore. The average cost for one kilometre is Rs. 200
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crore. In spite of that, the Maharashtra Government and Gujarat Government have
come to the conclusion that they have to launch this programme.

The common people of India are using trains. As I told, the number of
daily passengers come to 2.4 crore. If a person is to use this train, the cost will be
more than ten times. We have unanimously decided, under the Chairmanship of
Shri Dinesh Trivedi, for it. What is the total length to be developed to reach the
speed of 120 to 150 kilometres? The Board Chairman and its members told the
Committee that with at least Rs. 3 to Rs. 4 crores per kilometre, we can complete
the whole railway network of 65,000 to 66,000 kilometres. With this cost, we can
increase the speed from 80 to 90 kilometres to 110-130-140 kilometres. The total
expenditure only for this will be Rs. 3 to Rs. 4 lakhs crores upto a maximum of Rs.
5 lakhs crore.

Of course, we have to appreciate that we have to compete with international
countries like China. 1 agree with this but what is the financial status of India?
When you are spending Rs. 1 lakh crore to cover 500 kilometres from Mumbai to
Ahmedabad, the total Indian railway network of 65,000 to 66,000 kilometres can
be modernised by Rs. 5 lakh crores. This comparison was made. Then the
Committee, under the Chairmanship of Shri Dinesh Trivedi, unanimously agreed
to give priority for this project instead of bullet trains. It is all right that we are not
entering the bullet train project, but at least India is capable to show its merit. But
financial crunch is there. You are unable to give financial assistance to the
Railways. We are in a bad position. We are not able to run the trains. We are not
able to provide amenities and even drinking water.

In such a situation, will this dream be possible, will it be viable in India? I
want to know it from the hon. Minister. I think Shri Suresh Prabhu has left. 1 do
not know why he has left the House. Nobody from the Railways is present.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI
RAJEN GOHAIN): I am present here, Sir.
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SHRI K.H. MUNIYAPPA: Thank you. Shri Suresh Prabhu was talking high
about this issue. We appreciate it. He is very intelligent but there is no money
available. What can we do and how to sustain the Railways? We will work
together. We are surprised as to how to proceed.

So, the hon. Minister has to reply about the bullet train project. I think Shri
Dinesh Trivedi will also participate in this debate.

I mentioned initially about the North-East Corridor. Even after a lapse of
four to five years, no work has started. After the lapse of four or five years the
award or work is also pending for Eastern Freight Corridor, which is of 222 kms;
and Western Freight Corridor, which is of 237 kms. The progress with regard to
the Freight Corridors, according to the records, is 30 per cent and 40 per cent and
North-East and North-West Corridors respectively.

The Japan Bank have cooperated and supported it and they have entered
into an agreement that they should be completed in stipulated time. But they could
not complete these projects. This is the situation. I think the hon. Minister should
say something as to how he will complete it.

He mentioned that the bullet train will be started by 2023. Even today, even
two years after its announcement, neither the Maharashtra Government nor the
Gujarat Government has given the land. The preliminary work has not started. But
they are claiming that by 2023 the bullet train will start running. All right, we will
see whether that comes true. Let the hon. Minister say what exactly they are doing,
and how they are going to complete the project.

The total route kilometre 1s 66,000. The Board has decided that at least
Shatabdi trains, Express trains and Mail trains, should start running at 130 or 140
kms. Now, they are running below 100 kms. In this regard, we have discussed and
unanimously decided in the Standing Committee to recommend to the
Government to take up this issue for which you have to spend Rs. 4 to Rs. 5 lakh
crore. Then, the entire scenario of the Indian Railways will be changed and the

common people of this country will get the benefit of this one. Now, the passenger
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trains are running hardly at 50 kms. The Shatabdi trains are running at 100 kms.
The speed of the passenger trains can be increased to 80 kms. and that of the
Shatabdi trains to 140 to 150 kms. That is more than enough. If you spend Rs. 4 to
Rs. 5 lakh crore on this project, which you plan to spend for running bullet train,
the entire country will be benefited. The saving of time, movement of goods, the
income, the profit etc. will result in 25 per cent economic growth. This kind of
economic growth will take place by spending Rs. 5 lakh crore.

We in the Standing Committee, under the chairmanship of Shri Dinesh
Trivedi, have unanimously come to this conclusion.

Another most important area to which I would like to draw the attention of
the hon. Minister is with regard to the RoBs and level crossings. Even today more
than 10,000 level crossings are pending in this country. Accidents take place due
to this. So many casualties have occurred and innocent people have lost their lives.

The earlier Governments, including the NDA Government, led by Shri
Vajpayee had given Rs. 30,000 crore to complete this project. This was to be
given the top priority. The mandate was to see that the level crossings in this
country are completed well in time. That should be the top priority. Even our
Government was unable to complete this one. Till today, it is pending. When is
the hon. Minister going to complete manning of 10,000 unmanned level crossings?
This is one of the most important things rather than the Bullet Train or any new
passenger train or any new express train because life is very precious.

The UPA Government had also allocated money for the said projects but
we could not complete these projects. That is why, I would like to request the hon.
Minister to address the matter of manning unmanned level crossings along with
other projects like RoBs and RuBs. All the State Governments would share the
cost of these projects. Sir, 50 per cent cost would be borne by the State
Governments, and the rest would be borne by the Ministry of Railways. Hence, I

would urge upon the hon. Minister to take care of this issue.
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About the cost sharing projects, during the time of Shri Dinesh Trivedi and
Kumari Mamata Banerjee, myself and Shri Dinesh Trivedi visited the undivided
Andhra Pradesh (Telangana), Karnataka, Odisha, Jharkhand and Maharashtra. We
entered into MoUs, with the provision of providing free land. In the case of
Jharkhand, they have allocated two-third land meant for the project. The same is
the case concerning my constituency also. We had 15 projects in Karnataka; we
had 15 projects in Andhra Pradesh. Hon. Chief Ministers themselves have
declared that they are ready to provide land free of cost, and also agreeing to the
cost sharing. We together visited these States; States have agreed. Till today, there
is no progress.

The Ministry of Railways should reach out to the States, have detailed
discussions about the projects to be taken up. These projects have already been
announced in the Railway Budget. These projects should be taken up. I think, the
hon. Railway Minister, Shri Suresh Prabhu should visit States. I had already
requested him in this regard. He should visit the States; sit with the Chief
Ministers. By doing so, the burden of the Railway Ministry would be reduced.
States are ready to bear the burden up to 60 per cent and the Railway Ministry has
to bear only 40 per cent cost of the projects so that all the projects would get
completed. These are the areas where the hon. Minister has to address. These areas
are very important. The hon. Minister has announced many schemes concerning
maintenance, cleaning, drinking water, etc. in the Budget but nothing has been
done practically.

Shri Suresh Prabhu, you were not present in the House when I was raising
the issues of manning unmanned level crossings. Special priority should be given
to complete the manning of the entire unmanned level crossings in the country.
This is all the more important than any other project which you want to execute
with your vast knowledge. You are planning to reform the Railways. I think,

reformation in Railways starts with manning the unmanned level crossings.
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I would also like to request him to visit the States where they are ready to
share the cost of the projects; make use of them, and ensure that there is progress
in the Railways.

Finally, about the Rail Coach Factory in Kolar, an MoU has been signed by
the Ministry of Railways when the hon. Chief Minister of the State was present.
Till today, even after the lapse of two years, no progress could be seen. I had
already made a request to the hon. Railway Minister to visit the place once; have a
detailed discussion; review the said project, and start the work. The Government
of Karnataka is ready to provide 50 per cent land for the project. The Ministry of
Railways should come forward by visiting the place, discussion between the
Railway officials and the State Government officials should take place to start the
project. This is one of the most important events where Shri Dinesh Trivedi was
present.

The MoU was also signed for this purpose. So, the hon. Minister should
take it seriously and start the work.

Sir, passenger traffic is increasing by 10 per cent every year in Railways.
The Railways have to be provided enough financial assistance from the
Government. Without budgetary support from the Government, the Railways
cannot improve the facilities to passengers and it will be difficult for them to even
carry out normal maintenance work. Therefore, the Government has to give top
priority to Railways and extend all the financial assistance required by them.

With these words, I conclude.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Now we will take up Private Members’ Business.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Mr. Deputy Speaker, just now
we heard a former Minister of State for Railways. We are also going to hear a
former Minister of Railways on this Resolution and there is every possibility that
some future Minister of Railways will also be speaking. So, let us continue this
discussion till 3.30 p.m. and I hope that we can pass this Resolution by 3.30 p.m.
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: No, we cannot finish this item by 3.30 p.m. because
many Members want to speak on this Resolution. The time allotted for this item is
two hours.

SHRI S.S. AHLUWALIA: Sir, we cannot take it up on Monday. We have to take
it up on Tuesday because on Monday both the Ministers will not be available here.
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Alright. We can take it up some other day according
to their convenience. Therefore, now we will continue this discussion till 3.30 p.m.

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"SHRI K. ASHOK KUMAR (KRISHNAGIRI) : Hon. Chairman Sir, Vanakkam.
Thank you for this opportunity. I am very much grateful to Hon. Chief Minister of
Tamil Nadu Dr. Puratchithalaivi Amma for this opportunity to take part in the
discussion on the Report of the Railway Convention Committee for the years
2014-15 and 2015-16.

Sir, Railways are the backbone of our country leading to leading to overall
development. It is very much necessary for passenger and freight traffic. Railways
cater to different sections of people including poor, middle class, labourers, senior
citizens, women and students. It will not be an exaggeration if I say Railways
remain as a boon benefitting every citizen of this country.

The Railway Convention Committee came into existence in the year 1949.
And since 1954 we have had one Railway Convention Committee in every Lok
Sabha. The primary work of this Committee is to fix the rate of dividend to be
paid by Railways to the Union Government. During the years 2007-08 and 2008-
09, the rate of dividend was 7 per cent. During the years 2009-10 and 2010-11, it
was reduced to 6 per cent. And in the year 2011-12 it got reduced by another 1 per
cent and was fixed at 5 per cent. Further being reduced by 1 per cent, the rate of
dividend was fixed at 4 per cent for the year 2012-13. But in the year 2013-14, it
got increased by 1 per cent to become 5 per cent. It is now recommended by the
Railway Convention Committee to fix the rate of dividend as 5 per cent and 4
per cent for the years 2014-15 and 2015-16, respectively.

During the year 1950-51, the investment made by the Union Government in
Railways was to the tune of Rs. 827 Crore. During the year 2014-15 the same had
increased to Rs. 1,98,009.84Crore and for the current year it is at Rs. 2,35,328.79
Crore. At the same time, the dividend amount was less than Rs.100 Crore during
1964. But it got increased manifold to reach Rs. 8,008 Crore during the year 2013-
14. For the years 2014-15 and 2015-16, the dividend amount was Rs. 9174 Crore
and Rs. 10,811 Crore respectively.

* English translation of the speech originally delivered in Tamil.
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The Ministry of Railways, which is under the administrative control of the
Union Government, should have a robust financial health with sufficient financial
resources. At the same time, Railways generate more revenue to the Union
Government by carrying passenger and freight traffic. Railways should never be
seen as a commercial undertaking as it serves so many social and public service
obligations.

During the year 2015-16, Railways would pay to IRFC in 2015-16, an
amount of 8,500 Crore as interest component for lease charges. More over the
Railways need to bear the additional burden due to the implementation of the
recommendations of the Seventh Pay Commission. The Railways do not fix the
fuel price. Similarly, a major portion of the revenues is spent on Ordinary
Working Expenses, Salary and pension liabilities, Safety related work, etc. besides
liabilities on health and education. Railways also provide concessions to 53
categories of people thereby sharing the burden of the Union Government. The
dividend to be paid to the Union Government by Railways, if deferred, could be
used for various developmental work including laying of new lines and
construction of buildings. It would be therefore difficult on the part of Railways to
pay dividend in high percentage.

Railways play a major role in leading to nation’s development protecting
the interests of the people. Both the Railways and Finance ministries should act in
unison as the two eyes of our body. Only then there would be clarity on our vision
on development.

An investment plan of Railways for the years 2015-2019, has been chalked
out which envisages an investment of about Rs. 8.56 lakh Crore over next five
years. The target is to increase daily passenger carrying capacity from 21 million
to 30 million; increase track length by 20% from 1,14,000 km to 1,38,000 km:
grow our annual freight carrying capacity from 1 billion to 1.5 billion tonnes.

There are set targets for next five years, for commissioning of new lines for 4,000
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kms, doubling of 7653 kms; broad gauge conversion of 5,500 kms; and
electrification of 6500 kms of railways lines.

An amount of Rs. 5.19 lakh Crore has been approved by Union
Government under the twelfth five year Plan. Out of which an amount of Rs. 1.94
lakh Crore is to be financed from Gross Budgetary Support, Rs. 1.05 lakh Crore
from Internal Generation and 2.20 lakh Crore from Extra Budgetary Resources. It
is targeted to garner an investment of 1lakh Cr. through Public Private Partnership
(PPP).

Railways have provided an amount of Rs. 3,555 Crore to Konkan Railway
Corporation Limited. Out of which Rs. 2,755 Cr. was borrowed from the market
on the strength of letter of comfort issued by Ministry of Railways. Konkan
Railway Corporation Limited has been able to generate revenue sufficient only to
cover its operating expenses, which is inadequate to service interest and debt
liabilities. Hence Ministry of Railways had to extend support to KRCL by way of
loans. The Kolkata Metro Rail Corporation got, in the year 2008- 09, a sanction of
Rs. 4875 Crore which was shared between Ministry of Railways (74%) and
Ministry of Urban Development (26%). Kolkata Metro Railway, commissioned
during the year 1984, even after more than 30 years of expansion and operations,
is yet finding difficulty to earn more revenues.

Railways have been making up the gap in its capital investment
requirement by resorting to market borrowings through Indian Railway Finance
Corporation. In the year 2015-16, borrowing is fixed at 17,276 Crores. Out of
which, Railways would pay to Indian Railway Finance Corporation, in the year
2015-16, an amount of 8,500 Cr. as interest component and Rs. 6,293 Crore as
principal component. Railways constitute more than 40 per cent of the Union
Government workforce. After the implementation of recommendations of Sixth
Pay Commission, the expenses due to salary, insurance and pension liabilities had
considerably increased. This will further increase due to the financial impact of

recommendations of the Seventh Central Pay Commission. This would drastically
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reduce the fiscal space of Railways and there would not be any excess money left
with the Railways for sharing as dividend with the Union Government.

It is therefore urged to reduce the rate of dividend and to fix it at 4 per cent
for the years 2014-15 and 2015-16. Moreover the operating losses incurred on the
national projects as well as other projects are quite substantial which are being
borne by the railways. All National Projects and Projects of National Importance
including identified strategic and border area projects may be declared dividend
free or eligible for subsidy relief on dividend liability.

The Dedicated Freight Corridors should be considered at par with new lines
for relief in dividend payment. And I urge that all special or exclusive coaches
provided in trains for physically handicapped and women may be added to list of
assets exempt from dividend. Moreover, the dividend should not be computed on
the taxation amount of a project cost and Ministry of Finance should reimburse the
GRP cost to Railways.

The total support expected to be given to Railways in 2015-16 from Budget
will be of the order of Rs.51,000Crore. This includes Rs.40,000 Crore through
Gross Budgetary Support and Rs.11,000 Crore revenue foregone for the public
service obligations of Railways. Clearly, any decision to reduce the rate of
dividend will increase the Budget support to Railways through enhanced revenue
foregone. If it earns profit in excess after meeting all expenses, it would help
Railways in paying dividend to the Union Government. Indian Railways have to
still extend its services in several parts of the country which may require
additional financial support leading for its growth and development.

Hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Dr. Puratchithalaivi Amma has
requested for speedy implementation of all the pending Railway projects in Tamil
Nadu. I urge upon the Union Government to immediately ensure completion of all
these pending Railway projects pertaining to Tamil Nadu.

Sir, in my Krishnagiri Parliamentary constituency, there is no railway line

connecting Krishnagiri town. There was a railway line functioning via Krishnagiri
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during the days of British Rule in India. I therefore urge that a new railway line be
laid between Jolarpettai and Hosur via Krishnagiri which is a long pending
demand of the people of my Constituency. I therefore urge upon the Minister for
Railways to immediately consider the proposal of laying a new railway line

between Jolarpettai and Hosur via Krishnagiri. Thank you.

PRIVATE MEMBERS' RESOLUTION

Steps to ensure welfare of Employees Provident Fund Pensioners ...Contd

PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): Sir, I rise to support the Resolution on
the Employees Provident Fund moved by Shri N. K. Premachandran. Shri
Premachandran is a noted trade unionist from Kerala working in the cashew, coir
and other big industries of Kerala. He has brought this Resolution after much
consideration and deliberation for which I sincerely thank him.

The Employees Provident Fund Scheme, as you know, Sir, was introduced
in 1951 and another scheme, the Employees Pension Scheme, was introduced in
1995. We are also connected with the trade unions. The contribution from the
employer is 12 per cent and the same percentage of amount is contributed by an
employee. Out of the employer contribution of 12 per cent, 8.33 per cent goes to
the pension fund and 1.16 per cent comes from the Government of India to the
Employees’ Pension Fund. Up to now the Employees’ Pension fund has a corpus
of Rs.2,38,531 crore. This is a very big amount, which is there.

Shri Premachandran brings out a few defects in the Employees’ Pension
Scheme in a very proper manner. I suppose the hon. Labour Minister must be
listening to it. First, our demand is that from 1971 the Government’s contribution
has remained the same at 1.16 per cent. The contribution of the Government of
India must increase.

I agree that the organised workers, who will enjoy the benefits of Provident
Fund, are relatively small compared to the unorganised workers. We also know
that in many States they have introduced through State Governments some
pension or some provident fund schemes for the unorganised workers. But as far

as the organised workers are concerned, the EPF remains their main support.
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Shri Premachandran also pointed out that after much difficulty the
Government of India has introduced the minimum pension as Rs.1000. I thank the
Government of India because Rs.1000 per month per pensioner is a good thing.
Before that, it was Rs.300 or Rs.400 etc. There is a formula for calculating
pension. It is: ‘Pensionable Salary x Pensionable Service / 70°. That is the amount
of pension.  Formally, in many cases, it fell below Rs. 1,000. Now, pension of at
least Rs. 1,000 has been ensured. Mr. Premachandran has made a demand that this
minimum pension should be increased to Rs. 3,000. I fully support his demand of
making the minimum pension Rs. 3,000.

Now, some big points are there. Formally, there is a provision for
commutation from pension fund under which I could take certain amount of
money from my pension fund and that would be deducted from the monthly
pension payable. Now, even after the commuted amount is paid off by the worker
from his pension, this will continue after his death. I think, this formula should be
changed. People should be given the benefit of paying off their commutation
amount and then enjoy the full amount of their pension.

The other thing is called the return of capital and that is to be restored.
Earlier, the amount of pension was based on last 12 months’ salary. Now, it is
based on 60 months’ salary. This reduces the amount of pension. We want the
former system of computing pension based on last 12 months’ salary to be
restored in the interest of the working class.

Sir, you will realize that the pension of pensioners in the Government of
India increases with the cost of living index. Also, at the time of every Pay
Commission, they are receiving better pension benefits. Nobody should grudge
that and they should get it. I would like that this pension amount should also be
linked to the cost of living index. I would like to remind that in the year 1995,
when Shri Sangma was the Labour Minister, he introduced this pension scheme.

He had promised that this pension scheme would be revised after every ten years,
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but it is 20 years now and there has been no revision of the pension scheme for the
workers.

Now, the Labour Ministry of Government of India has the ESI Scheme. At
present, if a worker retires and goes on EPF pension, he gets no medical benefit. |
demand that the pensioners of Provident Fund under EPF Pension Scheme should
also be entitled to ESI benefits.

Now, I come to the main important questions or controversies regarding the
pension scheme of today. I find that the Labour Minister is absolutely helpless in
the face of more powerful Finance Minister. Why? Rs. 27,000 crore is the
unclaimed amount as far as pension is concerned. Why is this unclaimed amount
there? According to rules, pension- EPF savings become inoperative when there is
no fresh credit into the account for 36 months. Such deposits remaining
unclaimed for over seven years, there is a proposal to divert it to Senior Citizens’
Welfare Fund. Now, we are totally against that. Whatever amount is received from
the workers, that amount should be spent for their medical benefit and on them.
Do you agree, Mr. Premachandran?

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Absolutely.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY : It is very good that you have set up a Senior Citizens’
Welfare Fund. The Government has many sources of revenue, but they are
targeting that unclaimed amount lying in the Employees’ Provident Fund
Organization and they are trying to divert these deposits. Now, according to law, it
cannot be done. So, what did the Finance Minister do? He has brought the Finance
Act of 2016, which was passed by the Parliament, and inserted an overriding
provision that authorizes transfers from EPF account and making provisions in
other laws ineffective. One branch of the Government is making the existing law
inoperative.

You will be happy to know that all sections of working class have protested
against this. The Bharatiya Mazdoor Sangh General Secretary, Shri Virjesh

Upadhyay has said: “The Government has no right to encroach on workers’
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money. We welcome the move to set up a Welfare Fund for Senior Citizens
created out of budget and no from Provident Fund savings of employees.” Who
says this? It is the General Secretary of Bharatiya Mazdoor Sangh.

Not only that, the other Central Trade Unions walked out of the meeting
held on July 26 protesting against the agenda item informing the Board of the
Government’s move. Now, AITUC General Secretary, Shri D.L. Sachdev said:
“Even the provisions of the Finance Act or any other rule of law cannot take away
the fundamental rights. Workers have the right to claim their deposits at any point
of time.” This was said by AITUC General Secretary, Shri D.L. Sachdev. So, what
the Finance Minister has done is against the wishes of the organized Trade Unions
in this country. Hence, this move is totally anti-labour.

Shri Bandaru Dattatreya, the present Labour Minister, was a child worker
in Hyderabad. Then, he was involved in trade union activities in the Allwyn
Factory. Though age made him less sharp, he should protest publicly against this
move of the Finance Ministry.

Sir, lastly, I want to emphasize that this Scheme has been so good and, over
the years, the total corpus of the Employees Provident Fund has reached up to Rs.
9 lakh crore. It is a huge collection. Now, the Government is always looking for
ways where they can get money from. They are setting their eyes on this. What we
want is that total security has to be ensured. That is why, this money should be put
in Government Bonds, Securities and, at most, in the public sector. There is a
strong pressure from the corporate lobby and sections of the Government that you
should invest a part of this in the share market with all the attended risks. I am
totally opposed to putting workers’ money in share market and stock exchanges.
The benefits that workers have received after so many years of service should not
be taken away from them.

It is true that in our country social security is not available for most of the
people. This is most unfortunate thing that most of the people have no regular

income. There are so many workers in the unorganized sector. There are a large
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number of construction workers; those who move from place to place. There are
small shop workers. In our State, we know there is a special scheme of provident
fund for unorganized workers. There is also a special scheme of provident fund
for construction workers. But this Employee’s Provident Fund Scheme is a
Central scheme.

Normally, the Employees Provident Fund Organization is headed by a
senior IAS officer and the Government of India started thinking that this money
collected with the Employees Provident Fund Organization is their own money. I
would urge the hon. Minister Shri Bandaru Dattatreya, who is from Secunderabad,
to take into consideration the workers’ worries regarding commutation, return of
capital, our demand for minimum pension of Rs. 3,000, our demand for reviewing
the Employees’ Pension Scheme, our demand for increasing the Government of
India’s share, our demand for ESI medical benefits and our demand for minimum
Rs. 3,000 pension under the EPF scheme.

I hope that I have been able to put across the main intention of the mover of
the Resolution Shri Premachandran. The hon. Minister Shri Bandaru Dattatreya is
supposed to reply to this debate today. I hope that he will respond to some of the
people.

Lastly, I would say that these are days when corporates are gaining upper
hand. Ever since liberalization started in this country, workers are going with their

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Hon. Members, I have to inform that the time allotted to
the discussion on the Resolution is over.

*SHRI SANKAR PRASAD DATTA (TRIPURA WEST): Sir, if your sagacity
permits, I would like to speak in my mother tongue Bengali.

Respected Chairman Sir, today a very important private members’
resolution is being discussed in this House. Hon. Member Shri N.K.
Premchandran has brought this resolution i.e. steps to ensure welfare of
Employees Provident Fund Pensioners, and for us those who want overall welfare
of the common people, it is a very significant matter. Our brothers and sisters,
who are workers or employees, deposit money in their Provident Fund. The main
objective behind it is that at the time of superannuation or after retirement, they
can run their families without much problem. In an estimate of 2014-15, it can be
seen that 3 crore 49 lakh persons have their PF accounts through 3 lakh 60
thousand organization. And the quantum of deposit is also not very less sir, it is to
the tune of rupees 3 lakh 79 thousand 485 crores. Now, who is the beneficiary of
this fund? It is for those people who have deposited the money, for their welfare
and subsistence after retirement. They also expect that in case, the earning
member dies, the members of his / her family, should not face any problem and do
not starve. But in reality that is not happening. Shri Premchandran has brought
this resolution to ‘Restore the benefits of commutation and return of capital to the
Employees’ Provident Fund Pensioners’ and our party Communist Party of India
(Marxist) entirely supports this resolution. We hope that Government of India will
accept this. Our Hon. Minister of Labour is present here. He is very considerate,
he thinks about the welfare of the workers so we expect that he will put forth a
clear view of the Government on this issue.

The resolution to ‘provide pension to the beneficiaries of EPF Pension on
the basis of average salary of 12 months immediately preceding retirement moved
by our Hon.Member Shri Premchandran, is a very justified demand. Sir if this is

accepted then the employees will get a lump sum amount when they retire, from

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their own fund, which they had created while they were working. This will
mitigate the problems which people generally face after retirement. 1 hope
respected minister will keep this in mind.

The third demand i.e. ‘Ensure payment of full pension to the pensioners as
per the Employees Pension Scheme 1995 after realization of full amount of
commuted pension from pensioners is also highly justified and I fully endorse this
demand. I hope that Hon. Minister will look into this aspect as well.

Hon. Chairman Sir, the fourth proposal which he has placed i.e. to increase
minimum pension to Rs.3000 per month under EP Scheme 1995, is also a very
reasonable demand. It does not merely affect the pensioners. People are raising a
slogan saying that the sum of Rs.1000 which is being paid now is not adequate.
Sir, kindly think, we are Members of Parliament, sitting here and discussing
issues. If we go out and try to return home, Rs.1000 will be spent on transport by
the time we reach the airport. Therefore how can a pensioner or his family survive
the whole month on this sum of Rs.1000? Employees of the organized sector may
be getting a little more amount, but what about the unorganized sector?
Remember, today is July 29, bank employees of the entire country are on strike.
Why? Earlier in my state, and I don’t know about Maharashtra, the IAS — IFS
officers were first considered to be well — off, thereafter, the doctors and engineers
used to earn well and next in line were the employees of the banking sector. But
today, see their plight. Right from the top officials down to the group D
employees had to resort to strike. What are their demands? They are not merely
fighting for themselves. They are not only asking for enhancement of their own
salaries and perks; they are fighting for everybody. Chairman Sir, you are
associated with labour movements, you are better aware of these issues. In our
country about 40 to 42 crores workers belong to the unorganized sector. When
these workers grow old, they do not have anyone to look after them. The person
who has worked as a daily wage labourer, as a farm labourer, as a construction

worker, as a carpenter, as a blacksmith, as a clay modeler, as a handloom weaver,
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when he becomes old do you think sir, that his family members or children have
enough means to look after that person properly? They do not have money to
even have two square meals a day. Therefore minimum pension should also be
paid, not only to the people linked with Provident Fund or EPF Scheme but also to
these poor, hapless people of the unorganized sector. This is a very justified
demand of Mr.Premchandran. As a primary step; at least Rs.3000 should be paid
to them. You are conducting the business of the House today and you would also
appreciate the intention of this resolution. The Government should pay a
minimum amount of Rs.3000 in order to help the poor labourers run their family.
This is a reasonable demand which should be met. I hope that Hon. Labour
Minister who is a sensitive person will offer his considered opinion in this regard
and will ensure that the money is disbursed as early as possible.

It has been observed that after opening the PF accounts, everybody does not
deposit money regularly, sometimes due to financial constraints they are not able
to deposit. ~ Moreover the problem arises when the account holder dies. The
family members are then not always capable of claiming the money as they may
not be aware of the procedure and rules. The paper work may be cumbersome and
they have to run from pillar to post to get the claim cleared.

They write letters, once, twice or thrice but when they still don’t get the
deposit back, they give up. As a result the fund lies idle in the account. The
amount of such unspent, unclaimed fund has touched about Rs.27,000 crores.
Thus we should try to utilize this huge unclaimed sum for the welfare of the
families of the pensioners. As Shri Premchandran has proposed, that a housing
scheme can be started for these people, so that they get roofs over their heads. No
one else can use this money, no other department is allowed to touch this fund.
The sum of Rs.27,000 crores should be utilized for the benefit of the pensioners
only, those who do not own a house, those who have no proper shelter. I whole-

heartedly support this proposal of my fellow member.
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In the year 1971, there was a provision in this scheme that ‘Government of
India will provide 1.16% of those amount which are being given by the persons
inclined with the Provident Fund” which means Government would contribute
1.16% of the money being deposited. In the present scenario, employees’ share of
1.16%, employer’s share of 1.16% and Government’s share of 1.16%, in total
3.48% is a meager amount Sir.  So the share of the Government must be
enhanced. Much water has flown through the Ganges since 1971. 29 years of the
20™ century have passed. We are in the 16™ year of the 21% century. So about 45
years have elapsed. But the old rate of 1.16% still continues. I think it will be
increased and our Hon. Labour Minister will look into the matter and Government
of India will look into the matter and it would be a very good decision from the
side of the Government. The Government must take some steps in this regard.

Sir we have a good scheme in place, the Employees’ State Insurance
Scheme. The workers covered under this scheme get a health benefit which helps
numerous workers. Sir can’t we link this ESI Scheme with the persons covered by
Provident Fund? I would request Hon. Labour Minister to consider this proposal
so that the health facilities are extended to the PF beneficiaries. It is true that
when people are young, they do not easily fall ill, but with old age, come various
diseases. Thus the persons who sacrifice themselves for the country, who
contribute to nation building should get health care benefits when they are not able
to work anymore. The state should be a welfare state and if the common people
get some assistance from the Government the dream of welfare state, in the true
sense of the term, can be realized.

Now, I would like to say that we are pained to see the people of
Ahmedabad purchasing tomatoes at Rs.80 per kg, people of Surat Purchasing
tomatoes at Rs.100 per kg. we are pained because we can recall that in the year
2011, our Hon. Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi, the then Chief Minister of

Gujarat was the Chairman of a Committee. UPA Government was in power at
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that time. People of the country were very annoyed with UPA Government
because prices of essential commodities were sky-rocketing.

To pacify the people, very intelligently, the UPA Government constituted a
committee comprising 4 Chief Ministers of 4 states. Who were the members?
The CM of Maharashtra Shri Prithwiraj Chauhan, CM of Andhra Pradesh Shri
Kiran Reddy, CM of Tamil Nadu Shri Karunaidhi were the members of that
Committee which was headed by our Hon.Prime Minister, the then CM of Gujarat,
Shri Narendra Modi. The UPA Government gave them the responsibility to look
into the reasons behind price rise. They did their job well and came out with 63
proposals to deal with price rise and to check escalating price. If I go on
explaining those 63 proposals, this day will pass. So I will not go into the details.
But one of the proposals highlighted the fact that the price of oil was one major
cause of inflation. Only 20-30% of petrol, diesel, kerosene etc. which we require
can be extracted from our indigenous sources, rest 70-80% have to be imported
from outside. Price of oil in the international market fluctuates. Sometimes it
rises to135 to 140 dollar per barrel, sometimes it come down to 26 dollars per
barrel. Naturally when international oil price goes up, India has to purchase it
paying a steep price and when price comes down, India has to spend less.
Therefore the chairman of the said committee Hon. Modiji had proposed that a
static fund should be created so that the Government could contribute to it. At the
time of oil price hike in the global market, that fund could be utilized for payment
of bills and in the case of lower oil price, the fund would increase and in turn
would act as a cushoning mechanism; the burden would not be on the common
people. This was the contention. It was a very good proposal. Such a proposal
was given to both UPA Government and the present Government by our party
CPIM. But unfortunately, now after assuming the highest office of the state, Hon.
Prime Minister of India, seems to have forgotten his own ideas. When he took
oath on 26 May 2014, the global crude oil price was 126 dollar per barrel and in

January 2016, oil price was 26 dollar per barrel. At present, the crude oil price is a
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low as 35 to 40 dollar a barrel. So sir, please think, when the global price was
126 dollars, what was the local oil price? And now when the oil price hovers
around 26-40 dollars, oil price in almost the same as before in our country. Then
how can the price of essential commodities be reduced? We had hoped that the
proposals which our Hon. Prime Minister gave as Chief Minister of Gujarat would
be implemented but that has not happened.

Sir, now let us read the election manifesto of BJP, Page No.4 of the
manifesto contains very significant views of BJP. The first two pages contain a
preface by Dr.Murli Manohar Joshi, the third page contains the contents and the
fourth page enumerates the vision of the party. BJP had understood before
election that price rise was an extremely sensitive and touchy issue. They knew
that if they could promise to arrest price rise in the very beginning people would
be impressed. Thus they tried to make people believe through their manifesto that
the Congress Government had failed in every aspect. They had failed to check
escalation of cost of essential commodities and family budgets had gone haywire.

If someone reads the BJP manifesto today, it would seem as if the present
Congress Party is saying all these things. We have seen that not even a single
promise has been fulfilled so far. Prices are shooting through the roof and the
Government is not taking any steps whatsoever in this regard. Today we are
talking about the welfare of the workers. But if the prices go on increasing, then
you can very well imagine the plight of these poor people. As you know, their
salaries are meager. The 7™ Pay Commission, constituted for the Central
Government Employees has proposed that the minimum salary would be
Rs.18,000. The salary of our Cabinet Secretary will be Rs.2,50,000. But who will
think about the hapless labourers, daily wagers? Sir, you have worked for the
benefit of the common man, you have a socialist bend of mind, you think about
the society. Do you know sir, how much do these labourers earn? Not more than
3000 or 4000 rupees. I was going through an estimate which showed that 90% of

the population earn less then Rs.10,000 a month. The number of millionaires or
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billionaires must have increased in our country. But the gap between the rich and
the poorest of the poor is widening day by day. Several schemes are being
announced by the Central Government as well as the State Governments but the
ground reality is not changing. People are agitating against price rise. Labourers,
farmers, students, women, SCs, STs, OBCs minorities — people from every strata
of society are contemplating major mass movements. What is the condition of the
jobless persons in our country? Population is increasing by 2% every year.
Keeping this in view, the employment opportunities should be increased.
Government data show that there are 8 sectors which provide the majority of
employment in the country like construction sector etc. I don’t want to waste time
by naming all the sectors. In last one year, only 1,30,000 people have got
employment in these 8 sectors whereas more than one crore people have come to
the job market in search of work. Just imagine the crisis. The deficit is increasing
by leaps and bounds. The number of educated youth is increasing, numbers of
semi — educated and uneducated youths are also increasing. There are crores of
people who do not have any job. Sir, this situation is leading to unrest in various
parts of the country like in Jammu & Kashmir. Our party CPIM is in favour of
the unity and integrity of the nation. We want to fight against any disruptive and
divisive forces along with the countrymen. But sir, if we delve deep into the issue,
we will find that a boy called Burhan, who was involved in anti-national activities
became a cohesive force for the outlaws. When he was killed, a procession was
organized in his native village and about 1.5 lakh youth participated in the
procession. I don’t support the ideology of Burhan because unity of the country is
supreme for Marxists. But can you imagine the impact of divisive forces on the
young minds? How could so many people gather to mourn for a terrorist? This is
not only an issue of Kashmir. I hail from a tiny State of North-East viz Tripura.
Only 40 lakh people stay in Tripura. Kindly listen to what [ say. I am from a
small state, allow me speak. Have patience sir, there were insurgency problems in

our state earlier. There was an acute problem of terrorism. There used to be a
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time when everyday people were murdered, abducted and looted. But gradually,
through a joint coordination of the Left Front Government, common people, the
paramilitary forces, the menace of insurgency was successfully tackled. The
Government on one hand had undertaken developmental works, has created
employment opportunities for young boys and girls, tried to create infrastructure.
A small part of the Scheduled Tribe community was involved in the anti-national
activities. The Government has addressed their issues and, I am not claiming that
there is zero problem in Tripura now, but mostly the issues have been solved. It is
a matter of pride for us that when our Hon. Prime Minister Modiji visited Tirpura
recently, he held a meeting with our cabinet ministers and wanted to know how
Tripura could tackle the problem of insurgency so effectively. It was possible
only because of a sincere effort and intention on the part of the Government.

Sir, I am concluding in a few minutes. In field of social security, Tripura
has been able to bring the working class together. When today we are humbly
requesting the Government of India to enhance the pension amount from Rs.1000
to Rs.3000, what steps has the Tripura Government taken? We are trying to go to
each household to find out if any poor family, family of labourer, farmer, weaver,
artisan, factory worker is still deprived of the pension or allowances paid by the
Government of Tripura. If any family is left out, we are including it in our scheme
of assistance. Can you imagine? Allowances are paid to carpenters, motor
mechanics, beedi workers, handloom weavers, physically handicapped, cancer
patients, leprosy patients and all other categories of poor people from the State
Government fund. In Tripura we are observing that the Left Front Government is
working hard to safeguard the interests of the common, poor working class, for the
ordinary people. When Tripura Government can do so much for the people, why
can’t the Government of India take some steps for uplift of the poor by paying
them minimum pension? The interest rates of small savings are being reduced by
the Government instead. There is onslaught on the labour laws. Under such

circumstances, you must be aware sir, that on September 2, cutting across party
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lines, workers and common people will stage massive protest and observe all India
strike.

I just hope that Central Government will take some measures and accept
their demands so that the strike can be stopped. I request Hon. Labour Minister to
look into the demands and as early as possible try to find an amicable solution in
the interest of the general public. With these words, I thank you and conclude my

speech.
