SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Madam Speaker, I am referring
to the Direction of the Speaker 124A and also to the Rule 334A of the Rules of
Procedure and Conduct of Business.
We are all aware and we were witness to that incident of 13™ December,
2001 when terrorists had attacked the temple of democracy and 13 people had laid
down their lives. It is not a matter of ethical conduct of a Member. It is not only a
matter of privilege. My request would be that a separate Committee be formed
because the terrorists had come to the door of the temple of democracy and they
were not aware how to enter into the building. That is why they attacked the door
of Rajya Sabha. At that time, Shrimati Sonia Gandhi was so perturbed — she was
not inside this House — that she telephoned the Prime Minister Atal ji to find out
what has happened inside. So, that was the kind of concern that was shown. The

whole nation was perturbed about it. After that a Security Committee was
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constituted. It went round different Parliaments of the world, and that is how the
security aspect has come in. It is a very serious matter. My only concern here is
this. It is not ignorance; it is not foolishness either; it is obduracy. Therefore, my
request would be that a separate Committee may be formed. I leave it to your
judgement as it is not a matter of Ethics Committee, it is not a matter of Privileges
Committee. ...
