SHRI A. ANWHAR RAAJHAA: Thank you, Madam. India is the largest 

democracy in the world and its human resource is its prime wealth. But the Indians 

are genetically liable to get heart diseases. Only rich people can afford to buy 

costly stents from the market. Though the Prime Minister’s Fund is awarded to a 

few common men, the same is not sufficient for completing the treatment. Mindful 

of such things, the former President A.P.J. Abdul Kalam and Dr. B. Somaraju 

jointly invented the Kalam-Raju Stent way back in 1994 costing about Rs.7,000.  

 As per the latest statistics, there are 45 million heart patients with Coronary 

Artillery Diseases in India. Of which, 14 million are urban youths and 16 million 

are rural youths who want the stents for survival. Scientific achievements will be 

beneficial only when they reach the common man. Taking new innovation in 

science to the public is the responsibility of the Government.  
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 At this juncture, why should not the Union Government come forward to 

obtain patent rates for these stents and undertake its mass production for free of 

cost treatment of all the heart patients in our country?  

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA : Madam, two initiatives have been taken in 

this regard. First is that we have fixed the ceiling prices of stents in CGHS. In 

CGHS, the maximum price for drug eluting stent is Rs.23,000; bare metal cobalt-

chromium including quoted and other stent is of Rs.12,000; bare metal non-

coronary vascular stent is of Rs.10,000 and bare metal stainless steel coronary 

stent is of Rs.10,000. It is because of this ceiling of prices in CGHS, the rates have 

come down.  

 Now, when we have brought it in the National List of Essential Medicines 

and after the NPPA deliberating on it, certainly the stent prices are going to come 

down. With opening of the AMRIT shops, its prices have reduced by 73 per cent, 

76 per cent, 75 per cent and 77 per cent in respect of different companies. It is 

because of the AMRIT shops that the prices have come down and we are going 

very fast in this direction. The more we open such shops, the more the prices are 

going to come down.

SHRI DUSHYANT CHAUTALA: Hon. Madam, according to the 20th Report of 

the Standing Committee on Defence, for last eight years the Committee were 

baffled to find that as many as 87 accidents have taken place which work out to be 

more than 10 accidents per year and in which 75 lives are lost. The data is of a 

period before May, 2016. The Committee, on one hand, finds that our Services are 

short of trained manpower and on the other hand, we are losing a large number of 

manpower in such kind of incidents.   We have recently seen an accident which 

took place in the Bay of Bengal where an AN-32, with 29 officers and technical 

support members, has gone missing.  

On the one hand, the Committee says that we have to make our Air Force to 

be an accident-free zone and on the other hand, the Air Force’s senior Air 

Marshall states that we are not equipped with adequate manpower as well as our 

squadron strength, which was supposed to be 42, is at 33. What are the steps that 

the Indian Armed Forces and the Ministry of Defence, after such words being used 

by the Committee,  taken to make our Indian Forces an accident-free zone? 

DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE: Madam, through you, I would like to 

inform the hon. Member, since he is talking about a recent accident, that from 

2007 to 2016, 95 category I accidents have taken place, but when you compare 

these two years with the previous almost nine years, you will find that there was 

no accident in previous two years, but then barring this AN-32 incident where the 

plane is missing, there were comparatively few casualties. I would like to state that 

this is because out of 95 category I accidents, 47 accidents are involving the MiGs. 

Hon. Member is right because 11 fighter squadrons are equipped with M-21 and 

M-27 MiG aircraft, but then, these are going to retire in years to come. 

 We have addressed this challenged by speeding up the procurement of other 

things. They have planned induction of SU-30 MKI, Light Combat Aircraft – 

LCA, Rafale aircraft, very heavy   transport aircraft, special operation aircraft, 
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attack helicopter, heavy lift helicopter and medium lift helicopter. This way, we 

are going to add not less than 40 fighter squadrons. With this, whatever 

shortcomings are there, they will definitely be overcome.  

Today, we are sure that we have enough trained manpower and enough 

number of fighter squadrons.

would like to inform the hon. Member that except this AN-32 incident, in the last 

24 months, we have not lost a single life. So, whatever crisis has taken place, it has 

not resulted in loss of life. The figure he quoted is for the earlier years.  

 Secondly, he said about 0.112 international figure. It is not an international 

figure; it is the figure mostly of US Air Force which he is quoting.   

SHRI DUSHYANT CHAUTALA : It was quoted by you in Rajya Sabha that we 

have lost lives in Dornier also.

2015 is definitely better than our figure. Our figure was 0.29, 0.40 and 0.22 for the 

years 2013-14, 2014-15 and 2015-16 respectively; so, we have brought down our 

figure. Secondly, the US Air Force has a better figure and it is because their flying 

hours are much longer. They do flying for ten hours and hence the resultant risk of 

accidents reduces. The normal accident risks are more at take-off and landing 

times. So, they keep flying for longer hours. We do not have that kind of 

requirement, but they do have that kind of requirement.  These two factors 

definitely make a difference. We are going in for better maintenance of the 

aircraft. I can assure the Member that unless an aircraft is in a position to fly, it is 

never allowed to be flown.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: Madam Speaker, in his first supplementary, Shri 

Dushyant Chautala raised a question regarding the aircraft which flew from 

Tambaram to Andaman carrying 29 officers. In this connection, the Minister also 

gave a statement in the House. What has happened after that? What is the position 

of the investigation and search operations conducted by the Ministry? Have they 

got any clue? What is the fate of those 29 officers who went missing? Have you 

got any confirmation or have you found out what had happened to them? What is 

the position? Their family members are really concerned about them. It is a serious 

thing that had happened in Chennai. Therefore, through you, Madam, I request the 

Minister to tell us what the actual position is in regard to that accident which had 

happened on that day. 
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DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE: Madam, through you, I would like to 

inform the House that this unfortunate incident had occurred on 22nd July. For 

your information, I may tell you that the Indian Air Force operates a courier 

service from Tambaram to Port Blair thrice a week. This particular flight departed 

on 22nd July at 08.30 a.m. After its departure, when it went South East towards 

Port Blair, around 250 kilometres away from Chennai, suddenly, we noticed on 

radar a thundershower cloud or a bad patch. This particular aircraft is equipped 

with the weather avoidance radar. The radar guided the flight to deviate to the 

right sight to avoid it. Accordingly, when the flight deviated to the right side, 

suddenly, it disappeared and we lost contact with it on the radar. Immediately, a 

massive rescue operation was ordered.  

 Till now, a total of 200 sorties/898 hours have been flown. The air assets 

deployed included six P8I aircraft, two Dornier Do-228 aircraft, six helicopters of 

Indian Navy, three AN-32 aircraft, three C-130 aircraft, two Avro aircraft, two Mi-

17 V5 helicopters, and six Dornier Do-228 aircraft of the Indian Coast Guard. In 

addition to that, one Bombardier Global 5000 aircraft was also deployed. Further, 

18 Indian Navy, eight Indian Coast Guard ships and one submarine have been 

deployed in the search area. All merchant vessels passing through the SAR area as 

well as local fishing communities were asked to report any sighting of 

survivors/debris. 

As a result of coordinated surface and air search, areas of three oil slicks, 

24 transmission intercepts and 30 floating objects have been found. Those were 

thoroughly investigated by ships and aircraft without any concrete evidence 

emerging with respect to the missing IAF AN-32 aircraft. Unfortunately, we did 

not get any clue so far.  

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: I would like to know whether they are surviving or not. 

… (Interruptions)  

HON. SPEAKER: How can they? They cannot say. 
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DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE: Looking at this kind of mishaps, this 

looks like a crash. At that particular level, it was at 3.5 kilometres, that is, 3500 

metres. At that level, it becomes very difficult even for the submarine to locate. 

But then the search operation is going on.  

I could also cite other examples of this kind. You may remember there was 

one Malaysian aircraft MH 370. That happened in the Indian Ocean some one and 

a half years back. Search is still going on. But they could not locate the 

whereabouts of that. There was other incident of the Air France aircraft in the 

Atlantic Ocean, which was found after two years. In a similar case, CG DO 921 

went missing over the Bay of Bengal on 8th June, 2015. This aircraft was located 

after a duration of 34 days. As far as survival is concerned, it is unlikely after so 

many days. But then, relatives and immediate family members were informed. 

Officers are personally meeting them and they are informing them on a day-to-day 

basis. We are doing our level best. Search is going on. We are not going to stop 

the search at any time till we get some evidence.  

SHRI THOTA NARASIMHAM: Madam, what are the reasons for the recent 

crash of Russian aircraft AN-32? Just now, the hon. Deputy Speaker and Shri 

Dushyant Chautalaji had asked about it. The Indian Air Force light military 

transport aircraft was flying from Chennai to Port Blair on 22nd July of this year. 

There were 29 military personnel on board including nine personnel from Vizag. 

Is it a fact that three snags were found in the same aircraft in the same month? Is it 

also a fact that MIG-21 aircraft which constitutes a major part of the Air Force, is 

referred as flying offence? If so, how is the Government plan to replace them? 

When is the Government considering indigenous production of combat aircraft as 

a better alternative to that of imports? Why are no other indigenous combat planes 

developed except Tejas, the Light Combat Aircraft, to meet the diversified 

requirements of the Indian Air Force? Is there any future plan in this regard?  

DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE: Madam, I would like to inform the hon. 

Member one thing. I understand his concern. Out of 95 category-I accidents, in 41 
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accidents MIG-21 was involved. But, as we are aware, there is an initiative of  the 

Prime Minister  called ‘Make in India’. Under this, we are going for the 

indigenous production in Defence. Even in the fighter squadron, we are doing 

indigenous production in the case of Light Combat Aircraft from the Hindustan 

Aeronautics Limited. We are getting those kinds of fighter squadrons. Besides 

that, I have already mentioned that capital procurement procedure is going on 

regarding the Rafale induction, Sukhoi 30-MKI and a host of others. Very soon, 

40 fighter squadrons will be added. We are sure about our strength in the sky. …

SHRI MANOHAR PARRIKAR: Madam Speaker, through you I would like to 

inform the hon. Member that as far as Israel is concerned there is compulsory 

military training and participation. In US,  I do not think it is compulsory any 

more and I am not aware of Russia in terms of compulsions. But in India if we 

make NCC compulsory, the total number of potential cadets who we will require 

to train probably will exceed four crore. Today we are doing around 13 lakh cadets 

and that is likely to increase to 14 lakh cadets. While I agree with the hon. 

Member’s feeling that NCC induces patriotism and discipline among people, I 

think it is not necessary that compassion for a person lying bleeding on the road 

should necessarily come from NCC, it can come also from family culture and 

background and training at home. However, we are examining the possibility of 

introducing package NCC programmes for schools which should take care of 
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around 15 lakh additional students. We can increase the number but I cannot 

consider making it compulsory because we do not have that infrastructure.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Hon. Speaker Madam, I am sure the hon. Finance 

Minister shares my concern that investment in Indian Start-ups has declined in the 

first quarter of 2016 according to the KPMG Report.  It seems that with mounting 

investor hesitation and concerns of over-valuation, we have had deals slipping by 

four per cent and funding falling by 24 per cent in the first quarter of this year.  I 

am sure the hon. Minister will agree that we need to see more capital coming up 

into Startups.  The Prime Minister has made a big initiative of ‘Start-up India.’  

Smart capital is required so that we can get both experience and access to our 

Start-ups here.  But in his Budget speech, the hon. Minister only gave an assurance 

that there would be no tax on Startups in the first couple of years.  But as I pointed 

out in the past, no Startups are going to make profits in the first couple of years.     

 We need to give tax incentives and tax breaks to the investors, not to the 

angel investors but to those who bring in smart capital. My question to the hon. 

Minister of Finance is this. Given that you have mentioned that the Government 

has approved funds for start-ups with Rs. 10,000 crore of government money, 

rather than spending the taxpayers’ money why do we not give incentives to 

investors so that they will get to pay less tax in order to fund start-ups in our 

country and thereby help the larger objective of ‘Start-up India’? 

 THE MINISTER OF FINANCE AND MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS 

(SHRI ARUN JAITLEY): In the entire package of tax concessions which is a part 

of the start-up package for instance there is an exemption from payment of capital 

gains tax if you liquidate a capital asset in order to invest in a start-up. That is also 

part of the package itself. That in itself is an incentive to a potential investor. 
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 With regard to those who invest – I agree with the hon. Member that since 

it is an innovation, it is a hit and trial – there are start-ups which will fail, there are 

start-ups, which will have to exit, and there are start-ups which will succeed and 

their valuations will go up phenomenally. Therefore, some kind of flexibility and 

elasticity has been given to them. They can choose a block of three years out of 

the five years in which they are entitled to an exemption from payment of taxes 

and that amount of flexibility is a apart of the tax concession package given to the 

start-ups. 

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL: Thank you very much, Madam Speaker. This is 

related to the safety of investors. With your permission, I have already raised the 

issue of high-tech robberies in ATMs which have happened in Kerala over so 

many days in Thiruvananthapuram and Alappuzha.  Four persons have already 

been arrested but the robberies are still continuing. Actually, the incident is an 

eye-opener to lacunae in security measures at ATMs. The chip-based ATM cards 

can be sensed by sitting in a car outside the ATM. The RBI should adopt updated 

technology and uniform safety standards to address the concern of the people. I 

would like to ask a supplementary question whether the Government is taking this 

issue seriously and what action has been taken or is going to be taken. 

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Madam, even though this question is not concerned with 

the main Question, I quite appreciate the concern of the hon. Member. As 

technological advancements take place, the number of those who misuse the 

technology and try to pierce through the technology also increases. It is not only in 

the context of the ATMs in Kerala that he has mentioned but recently an incident 

has also come to notice where an effort made to hack into the system of one of the 

public sector banks. Fortunately, it was detected and any possible damage was 

saved. Therefore, this has highlighted the issue. Both the RBI and the 

Government, and the bank have taken it very seriously. Therefore, the 

technological firewalls to be created around the technology system of the banks is 

being further strengthened. The banking system is seriously looking into this 
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whole issue. They are fully seized of it. If those systems could be hacked, the 

entire system of financial security will get threatened.

basically regulates the manufacture, storage and distribution of food articles.  All 

of us in this House drink milk.  Madam, 68 per cent of the milk nowadays is 

adulterated.  It is being spoiled by adding either caustic soda, glucose or other 

adulterants.  The hon. Minister for Science and Technology is also present in the 

House today.  He had stated in reply to earlier Question that the Government has 

undertaken a pilot study to test the milk products.  Every time such Questions are 

asked and the reply given is that food standards are managed by the States and the 

research and development is done by the Centre.  I would like to know from the 

Minister whether the Ministry of Health is working with the Ministry of Science 

and Technology to study the milk products.  A pilot scheme involving GPS-based 

technology to test the milk products has been undertaken in Pilani, Rajasthan.  

Such testing teams have been sent to other parts of India.  Is the Ministry thinking 

of taking up this GPS-based technology to test other food products also?

facilities is a continuous process.  Keeping that factor in view, the FSSAI has 

come up with new standards which are now in public domain.  Now it is for us to 

comment on them.  These new standards have got issues related to indication 

about ingredients, about quality, safety parameters and about safety of the raw 

material.  These three issues have been taken into consideration.   Now it is in the 

public domain.  We are trying to follow the standards accordingly.   

 We are also trying to see that the protocol of processing is also taken into 

consideration as far as standards are concerned.  So, all this is being done.  The 

multinationals or national companies are adhering to it.   

 The new standards are in public domain.  After we get the comments of the 

public, we will be notifying them and we will see that they are followed 

accordingly.

SHRI P.K. BIJU :  Madam, on 29/9/2014, we have started the National AYUSH 

Mission (NAM) for envisaging better access to AYUSH services, strengthening of 

AYUSH educational institutions, facilitate the enforcement of quality control of 

Ayurveda, Siddha and Unani and Homoeopathy drugs and sustainable availability 

of raw materials for ASU and H drugs in the States and  UTs during the 12th Plan.  

 We have started an Institute in 1970s in Kerala which happened to be in my 

constituency.  Panchakarma Institute was established under the direct involvement 

of AYUSH. I have sent many letters to AYUSH for strengthening that institution.  

Now that institution is in a difficult condition.  Doctors and medicines are not 

available.   

 I would request the hon. Minister to save and strengthen that institution 

under NAM which is meant to strengthen the educational institutions and  

hospitals which are under the control of AYUSH.
