SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE : Madam, Hon. Minister has given a written reply. I
have never seen such a cryptic reply of any Ministry in respect of such an
important issue. I cannot imagine it. This is not a reply at all!

Madam, for than half a century, the North-East has seen an unending cycle
of violent conflicts dominated by insurgency with demands ranging from outright
sovereignty to greater political autonomy. Insurgency has taken its toll on
thousands of lives, both of security forces and citizens. The roots of insurgency in
the North-Eastern region are embedded in its geography, history and a host of
socio-economic factors. Ninety-eight per cent of the borders of the region are
international borders, pointing out to the region’s tenuous geographical
connectivity with the rest of India. While the population share is 3.90 crore, a
mere three per cent, but from 1951 to 2001, it has increased by 200 per cent.

Madam, there are recommendations of a High Level Commission,
contained in its report, for transforming the North-East. These are the
recommendations of the Central Government constituted Commission. There are
eight recommendations. The North-Eastern Council should be implemented to fill
the gaps in infrastructure in the region. A comprehensive framework should be
evolved and put in place to promote the region as a preferred investment
destination. A Transport Development Fund to finance construction of important
road corridors should be set up. Comprehension and implementation of Look East
Policy though relevant for the country as a whole, especially important for the

long-term good of the North-East, the agenda for its implementation must be
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prepared in active association with the State Governments. Rail connectivity has to
be developed. Much greater efforts are needed to establish bank branches and
other credit disbursement institutions. There should be set up Centres of
Excellence for professional and higher education in the North-East. There is a
need to make an in-depth study.

In the border areas, there is no fencing in 50 per cent areas till now. My
question to the hon. Minister, although I have got a very cryptic answer, is
whether the Central Government has gone through all these recommendations
made by the High Level Commission in respect of transforming the North-East
and taken necessary steps. If the steps have been taken, I would like to know what
steps have been taken.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri C.K. Sangma: Q. 328 is your question.

SHRI C.K. SANGMA: Madam Speaker, thank you for giving me the time to put

the supplementary.
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As you are aware, the North East shares a very large border with
Bangladesh — almost close to 4,000 kilometres; out of those 4,000 kilometres,
Meghalaya alone shares 443 kilometres. It is a very porous border and we have a
huge threat from that aspect.

Recently, as you are aware, Madam, there have been incidents of violence
and attack in Bangladesh itself where the ISIS has been responsible for the attack.

My specific first question to the hon. Home Minister is this. In Myanmar,
there were joint operations done by the two countries together. Normally, when
the operation is done only by one side, the militants keep shifting their camps, so it
does not give us success. When we have a joint operation, then we are able to
actually neutralize them. So, my specific first question to the Government is
together with Bangladesh whether it has decided to for a joint operation so that we
can check on militancy from both sides, that is, Bangladesh militants as well as
Indian militants who are having camps there. Are we having or are there any joint
operations? If not, are we planning to have it?

DR. HEENA VIJAYKUMAR GAVIT (NANDURBAR): Madam, first of all, I
would like to extend my warm wishes to all the tribals across the country and
across the world.

Tribals have not just been an integral part of this country but have added to
the rich culture and heritage of India. Tribals in the country have been at the
forefront strengthening democracy, promoting gender empowerment and
practising the best human traditions. However, after 69 years of Independence of
the country, there have been many issues which have yet been neglected with

regard to tribals.
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The Government has formulated many schemes for the welfare of tribals
but the overall socio-economic indicators with regard to the tribals give us a very
depressing picture.

Madam, the Human Development Index in all the tribal areas across the
country is very low as compared to the national average. The literacy rate of the
country today is 74 per cent but if we see of the tribals it is 59 per cent. It is very
low in the States which have more tribal population like Madhya Pradesh,
Maharashtra, West Bengal and Odisha, where we see a gap of literacy between the
general population and the tribal from 18 per cent to 26 per cent.

If we see, 48 per cent of the mothers, who belong to the tribal community,
are undernourished. Every second tribal child is having stunted growth. About 29
per cent of the tribal children, who have stunted growth, are put in severely stunted
category.

In 2012, according to a Report of the Planning Commission, 45.3 per cent
of the tribals, who are living in rural areas, belong to below the poverty line. If we
see the general population, it is 21.7 per cent that belongs to below the poverty
line. So, it is almost double of what we see in the economic terms. In urban
areas, 24 per cent tribal people belong to below the poverty line whereas 13.7 per
cent general population belong to below the poverty line.

Now, I am coming to my Parliamentary Constituency Nandurbar. We are
having the lowest Human Development Index in the State. The literacy rate of
Nandurbar is also the lowest. We rank fifth in infant mortality in the State.

Therefore, Madam, through you, I would like to request the Government to
evaluate all the schemes meant for tribals and make a time-bound programme so
that all the indicators can be improved.

With the blessings and guidance of our hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu,
Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, Dindigul has developed in a big way as a city

corporation and also it has been selected under the Smart City Scheme. The
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Government of Tamil Nadu under the leadership of our Amma has installed
automatic traffic signal system on prime road junctions. Sufficient police
personnel are also deployed at points, and police personnel are posted at each
signal point for the safety of pedestrians.

In spite of that, traffic congestion is becoming significantly worse and more
widespread. Scores of residential colonies, commercial development along the
roadside and a slew of educational institutions have come up along the highway,
which has generated huge/ heavy vehicle traffic.

The heavy volume of traffic has triggered a demand for an outer ring road
to avoid the inter-city vehicle traffic congestion within the city.

An Outer Ring Road (ORR) or popularly known as the ring road, a four-
lane highway like road, which encircles the Dindigul city, is the only solution. The
objective is of relieving the congestion within the city and also for catalyzing even
dispersal of urban growth.

This proposed project will reduce congestion in the heart of the city by
diverting vehicles from the following highways that are not intended to reach
Dindigul but are just passing through:-

1. Karur-Dindigul road
Kuzhiliamparai-Nandavanapatti road
Trichy-Seelapadi road
Natham, Siluvathur-MM Kovilur road
Madurai road

Vathalakundu road, and

Palani bypass road

When an outer ring road is constructed, all these highways intersect the
Outer Ring Road at some point, about five kilometres from the city, and they will
connect to the four-lane road to prevent all the heavy vehicles from entering into
the town. This proposed Outer Ring Road will serve as a bypass as well as a city

road for the city.

SHRIMATI KOTHAPALLI GEETHA (ARAKU): Thank you, hon. Madam
Speaker, for giving me this opportunity. Today is the International Adivasi Day.
With your permission, I would like to congratulate all my fellow adivasis,
internationally, nationally and in my constituency. I urge upon the Government to
take welfare measures in achieving the Sustainable Development Goals for the
tribals.

Coming to ‘Zero Hour’, I thank you for giving me this opportunity to raise
this important issue of deaths of staff in the residuary State of Andhra Pradesh. I

would like to draw the attention of this august House regarding the need to relax
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the rules of the Central Government while filling up the posts in the residuary
State of Andhra Pradesh.

Today, we have a lot of vacant positions in Andhra Pradesh and a lot of
Secretaries are holding additional charges, almost three to four posts. In this issue
I would like to draw the attention of the House that there are 11 educational
institutions which are being opened in Andhra Pradesh. But nothing has been done
till date and none of the institution has become operational even today.

It is also pertinent to mention that the said institutions are in dire need of
adequate staff and faculty in the future. In order to counter delay in direct
recruitment policy, I request the Government to immediately recruit and post
experienced staff from various Central Government Departments on immediate
absorption basis.

In this connection, I would like to bring it to your kind notice that the
number of Central Government employees who are presently working outside the
State of Andhra Pradesh are eagerly waiting for a chance for permanently setting
and getting absorption in the new State of Andhra Pradesh.

I would request the hon. Home Minister and the hon. Prime Minister,
through you, Madam, to relax the rules so that people working in different States
may come back to the State and render their services for which we shall be
thankful to you. Thank you, Madam.

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DR. K. KAMARAJ (KALLAKURICHI): Madam, on behalf of the AIADMK and
our hon. Chief Minister Amma, on Tribal’s Day, I congratulate all the tribals in
the country and those living in my constituency.

In Tamil Nadu, our hon. Chief Minister, Amma, has been implementing
two flagship schemes for free distribution of milch cows, and goats and sheep to
the poor women, especially the landless women, since the year 2011 on the birth
anniversary of Peraraignar Anna. Twenty-nine per cent of the beneficiaries are the
Scheduled Caste and one per cent are the Scheduled Tribe.

In the past five years, our Government has distributed about 60,000 milch
cows and 28 lakh goats and sheep to 60,000 and seven lakh beneficiaries
respectively. This has ushered in a second revolution in Tamil Nadu and nearly
955 milk cooperative societies have been formed and milk production has
increased by two lakh litres per day. Free distribution of goats and sheep to 28
lakh beneficiaries has increased the farm income of women.

The Union Government started implementing the scheme National
Livestock Mission from the year 2014-15. They have allotted about Rs. 12.43
crore for the year 2014-15 to Tamil Nadu. For the year 2015-16, they have
allotted Rs. 4.87 crore. For the current year, 2016-17, they have given Rs. 7.04
crore despite the request of the State Government of Tamil Nadu, which has sent a
proposal, for Rs. 25.5 crore. This National Livestock Scheme is a complementary
scheme to the State Government’s flagship scheme of free distribution of goats
and milch cows which has resulted in improvement of the quantity and quality of
the livestock production systems in the State and capacity building of the
stakeholders.

Hence, I urge upon the Department of Animal Husbandry, Dairying and
Fisheries and the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmer Welfare to enhance the

allocation and release the balance amount of Rs. 18.5 crore. Thank you.

April, 2016. It was to start on 16™ April, 2016, on the anniversary of the first run
of the railways. However, for the reason best known to the Railways alone, the
occasion was missed and the next date of 30™ April, 2016 was declared for the
trial. This was also missed and the reason given was the safety clearance. Since

then the trials keep getting postponed on the pretext of one or the other reason.
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Now, it is being told that the technicians are not able to resolve the software issue
and hence the trial cannot be conducted.

While Indians are globally known for their software expertise all over the
world, one cannot understand why the software issue bogged down Railways to
announce new dates every time. The follow up of this delay is the manufacturing

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SHRI ASHOK SHANKARRAO CHAVAN (NANDED): Madam, Speaker, | am
raising the issue about the power loom sector, which is facing a never-before
downturn for last two years and is facing competition from rival countries like
China, Sri Lanka, Bangladesh and Pakistan in terms of cheap export.

The cloth manufactured by the Indian weavers has no demand in the
international market. Two major important factors for this continuous recession in
the power loom sector are, as far as synthetic cloth is concerned, India has
imposed anti-dumping duty on the synthetic yarn being imported from China.
China is exporting the same synthetic cloth to Sri Lanka and Sri Lanka is
exporting this cheap cloth to India. The cost of this cloth is nearly 30 per cent
cheaper than the cloth which is produced by the Indian weavers. It is destroying
the small weavers in the country as the cost of production of cloth is higher and it
is not being exported. So, they are not getting remunerative price in domestic
market.

Secondly, as per the data available, India’s export of cotton cloth is down
by almost 23 per cent. The major export of cotton cloth was made to African
countries which is now falling everyday due to cheaper cloth being exported by
Pakistan, Bangladesh and Sri Lanka to African countries.

I feel that the anti-dumping duty which is imposed on yarn should be
imposed on cloth being imported in India and further the Government used to give
duty draw back to the exporters which was substantially reduced thereafter. This
has also resulted in falling exports of textiles. Hence duty draw back should be
introduced again at previous rates.

SHRI THOTA NARASIMHAM (KAKINADA): Madam Speaker, I represent
Kakinada Parliamentary Constituency of Andhra Pradesh. It is one of the
prominent ports on the East Coast, which handles imports and exports of major
goods. During the year 2015-16, Kakinada Port contributed Rs.1200 crore towards
customs duty. Among this, Rs.400 crore collected exclusively through edible oils.

The maximum rate of Customs Duty on import of crude oils is 85 per cent,
whereas for edible grade oils, it is 7.5 per cent. The local customs authorities have
been extending 7.5 per cent duty to the crude oils, which are of edible grade, after
following the due process. During that process, Customs authorities draw samples
of the crude oil and send to the chemical labs located at Visakhapatnam, which is
150 kilometres away from Kakinada Port and getting of report is consuming much
time. Some times, it is taking six months. Till that time bonds, sureties and bank
guarantees are held up with Customs causing great hardships to the importers.

I would request the hon. Minister for Finance to instruct the Central Board
of Excise and Customs to open a Chemical Examination Lab at Kakinada to avoid
delay and to improve further imports through Kakinada Sea.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): Madam, a high-tech robbery has
been reported in Thiruvananthapuram SBT ATM yesterday. Lakhs of rupees have
been withdrawn by some unknown persons from the accounts of a number of
customers. Over Rs. 2.4 lakh was stolen by fraudsters from dozens of individuals.
People are shocked to find that their various amounts were withdrawn from their

accounts without their knowledge. The incident was reported from the ATM of a
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public sector bank at Vellayambalam which is a largely crowded part of the town.
It is suspected that the robbery was made after installing a particular electronic
device at the ATM counter. This enabled the fraudsters to collect the secret pin
code and card details through it. It was also reported that the money was
withdrawn from Mumbai. Many of the customers who were duped came to know
about the fraud after they received a text message yesterday, saying that money
was withdrawn from their accounts. Currently police has received around 16
complaints from the public.

It is highly alarming that such a well planned high tech robbery was
happened in a crowded part of the city that too in daylight. The incident is a
reminder to the lack of security and safety in ATMs. Such types of incidents are
being reported from different parts of the country. It is also not clear how the
information of their ATM and security pin was collected by the robbers.

I would request the Government to take all precautionary measures to
ensure safety of customers in ATMs. These are all public sector banks. The
Government must also adopt strict security measures to prevent such incidents in
the future.

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(x) Regarding disclosure of information on air-pollution

SHRI FEROZE VARUN GANDHI (SULTANPUR): As per an ADB-Casa
Asia 2006 report, the industrial and power generation sectors contribute in the
range of 20% - 40% to urban air pollution. Under the National Environment
Policy, firm level environmental information data should be filed with respective
State Pollution Control Boards (SPCBs) under Form V format of environmental
rules. Though this firm level data is available to state regulators, but citizens have
difficulties in accessing this data.

Information disclosure leverages the behavioural changes by making
existing private markets work better. This policy has been effectively used in the
US & EU through the disclosure of the toxic waste generated by the firms in the
US and mandatory eco-labelling of the products in the EU. The environmental
disclosures have been used by developing countries to complement the CAC
regulations, for example, the Programme for Pollution Control, Evaluation, and

Rating in Indonesia, EcoWatch in Phillippines and Green-Watch in China.
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(xi) Need to construct dams on tributaries of Wainganga in  Gadchiroli-
Chimur parliamentaryconstituency,Maharashtra.

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(xiv) Regarding an Universal Advertisement Policy for both print and
electronic media

SHRI S.P. MUDDAHANUME GOWDA(TUMKUR): Advertisement both in
the print and electronic media plays very vital and important role in the
functioning of both central and state Governments. Hon'ble Supreme Court has
given specific direction to enact a legislation with regard to advertisement policy.
But no action has been taken by the Union Government in pursuance to the
decision of the Hon'ble Supreme Court. But few states like Tamil Nadu, Andhra
Pradesh, Telangana etc. have evolved advertisement policy of their own.
Government of Karnataka had also taken a decision during 2014-2015 with regard
to the advertisement policy. The need of the hour is the initiative to be taken by
the Union Government. Therefore, I urge the Union Government to enact a

legislation with regard to the Universal Advertisement Policy in the country.
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(xv) Need to provide houses to all eligible citizens under Pradhan Mantri
Awas Yojana (Grameen) in a time-bound manner

PROF. K.V. THOMAS (ERNAKULAM): The Indira Awas Yojana (I.A.Y.) has
been renamed Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana (Grameen) which aims at providing
every Indian an affordable house by 2022. So far only 3.6 crore houses have been
completed under I.A.Y. The amount allocated under IAY is meager. Similarly
adequate land has to be found out for this scheme. Government of India has to
evolve a mechanism to fulfill the dreams of every Indian to own a house by 2022.
Services of States, private and public organizations should also be brought under

one single umbrella to achieve the objective.
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(xvi) Need to permit work site supervisor under Mahatma Gandhi National
Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme to work beyond the fixed limit of 100
days work

SHRI P.R. SENTHILNATHAN (SIVAGANGA): In Mahatma Gandhi National
Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme, Work site Management is one of the most
important aspects of proper execution of work.

As per the Operational Guidelines of MGNREGA Act, 2012, Para 4.1.2
specifies selection criteria, remuneration, roles and responsibilities of work site
supervisor. The job of a work site supervisor involves recording attendance, taking
initial measurements, motivating the unskilled workers and also ensuring drinking
water etc. Hence work site supervisor is a semi-skilled worker and cannot be
compared with unskilled worker.

Now, as per the new guidelines, for each work, atleast one worksite
supervisor shall work upto the period of completion of work or completion of 100
days, whichever is earlier.

MNREGA workers are involved in Swachh Bharat Mission. The workers
are specially trained in Solid waste management designated as Cleaning Guards.
If the new set of workers are employed for 100 days, it will dilute the spirit of the
programme.

Work site supervisor plays a vital role in the successful execution of the
programme and could not be replaced every 100 days. It is also not possible for a
new person to be trained for every 100 days. There are 2.5 lakh gram Panchayats
in our county. It is not easy to find a replacement of work site supervisor for every
100 days in each and every Panchayat.

Therefore, I urge the Union Government to desist from implementing the
new guidelines and allow the Worksite supervisor to work for more than 100 days

without any restriction.
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(xvii) Regarding doubling of railway line between Thanjavur and
Mayiladuthrai in Tamil Nadu

SHRI R.K. BHARATHI MOHAN (MAYILADUTHURAI): I urge upon the
railway minister that in my Mayiladuthurai Parliamentary constituency, the
railway track between Thanjavur and Mayiladuthurai is a single line section.
Introduction of new trains is held up in this highly saturated section due to path
constraint.

Three important A category stations namely Thanjavur, Kumbakonam,
Mayiladuthurai are in this section, These A grade stations are fetching an annual
passenger ticket revenue over amounting to Rs. 60.00 crores to the railways. The
entire section between Thanjavur and Mayiladuthurai together register a daily foot
fall of over 26000 passengers. Further Kumbakonam has been adjudged as the 5th
best clean station by the railways recently. So pilgrims, public, trade bodies,
consumer organizations etc., are expecting doubling of Thanjavur Mayiladuthurai

section which pass through various important pilgrim centres.
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(xviii) Need to bring back youth presently stranded in Malaysia

DR. TAPAS MANDAL (RANAGHAT): I want to draw your kind attention to
the hardships of some youth of my Constituency 13- Ranaghat (West Bengal) who
went to Malyasia for working through an agreement with MIS Jatayu Plantation at
Malaysia. They have not been absorbed in the said Company. They are not getting
sufficient food and are at present passing days of hardship. For the last one year,
they tried to come back to India, but could not succeed. Their families are in great
anxiety. Under the above circumstances, please bail out these youth by bringing

them back. I urge the Government to take immediate action in this regard.
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(xix) Need to declare Joynagar Moa, a traditional Bengali Sweet as one of the
heritage foods of the country

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYANAGAR): My parliamentary
constituency is Joynagar and the place is popular for its famous Sweet, the
Joynagar Moa. The word ‘Moa’ comes from ‘mo’ means madhu or honey.

Late Ashutosh Das, resident of Sreepure village at Joynagar I Block under
South 24 Parganas district first started the Moa industry. His son Jawahar Lal Das
now aged 90 years has been associated with this industry since his childhood. The
Moa 1is basically a unique combination of puffed paddy named ‘Kanak chur’
(special aromatic rice plant with molasses named nalen gur, ghee, cheese,
Cardamom, Kismis). Joynagar Moa has the distinctive & naturally occurring
organoleptic characteristics of taste and aroma that have won the patronage and
recognition of discerning consumers all over the world.

Like Darjeeling tea, Joynagar Moa has established a traditional base in the
Bengali life. It is now a part of Bengal’s heritage. We may treat Joynagar Moa as
food Heritage of West Bengal. Nearly 20,000/- people of entire Joynagar Block
are directly associated with this food product.

Joynagar Moa Nirmankari society has obtained Geographical Indication
Registration for Joynagar Moa. The economic & social development of the entire
Joynagar Block will reach a new height as the Heritage food status of Joynagar
Moa will bring about changes in the socio-economic life of the villages of
Joynagar, if we take into consideration the entire project i.e. cultivation,
production, preservation & global marketing of Joynagar Moa as a whole.

So, I urge the Government to declare Joynagar Moa as a Food Heritage.

I would like to request the Hon'ble Minister, Food Processing Industries to

allocate fund for the same and necessary steps should be taken for its promotion.
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(xx) Need to restore Central assistance for centrally sponsored Area
Development Programmes in Odisha

DR. PRABHAS KUMAR SINGH (BARGARH): Several Centrally Sponsored
Area Development Programmes like the Special Plan for KBK, Backward Region
Grant Fund and Integrated Action Plan for Left Wing Extremism affected districts
are under implementation in Odisha. These Programmes have been found to be
very effective in improving the lives of the people of these areas. Unfortunately,
the Government of India has discontinued the central assistance to these
Programmes which has severely affected the developmental works in some of the
most vulnerable and backward regions of Odisha. The State Government finds it
difficult to carry on the Programmes since it involves resource commitment of
about Rs. 1227 crore. I would like to request the Central Government to restore
the central assistance for these programmes keeping in view the developmental

needs of the most vulnerable and backward regions of Odisha.
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(xxi) Need to confer Bharat Ratna Award on Vinayak Damodar Sawarkar,
the great freedom fighter

SHRI RAHUL SHEWALE (MUMBAI SOUTH CENTRAL): Madam Speaker,
we all are well aware of the contributions of Swatantryaveer Vinayak Damodar
Sawarkar made during Freedom Struggle of India. He was sentenced to rigorous
imprisonment for 13 years in Cellular Jail at Andaman by the British Government.

During the time of his imprisonment, he carved out some poems on the
walls of the Jail. Also he wrote many poems during the imprisonment. He was
amongst many Freedom Fighters jailed in Cellular Jail, Port Blair who sacrificed
their precious lives for the freedom of the Nation.

Being a true Indian, it is a matter of pride for ourselves that last year
Honourable Prime Minister took an initiative to release a Music Album based on
the poems of Swatantryaveer Sawarkar written by him during his imprisonment in
Cellular Jail as a tribute to this Great Freedom Fighter. By honouring Veer
Sawarkar, after a long spell of 65 years, the present Government recognized the
contributions made by all the Freedom Fighters during the Freedom Struggle and
sacrificed their lives for a noble cause.

In his work, Sawarkar promotes a radical new vision of Hindu social and
political consciousness. He described a ‘Hindu’ as a Patriotic inhabitant of
Bharatvarsha, venturing beyond religious identity. He defined the Hindu race as
“That people who live as children of a common motherland, adoring a common
holyland.”

On behalf of myself, my party Shivsena and on behalf of all the people of
Maharashtra and all the countrymen, I demand the Government to consider
conferring Bharat Ratna Award on Swatantryaveer Vinayak Damodar Sawarkar

this year. It will be a fitting tribute to this Great Freedom Fighter.
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(xxii) Regarding special status category to Andhra Pradesh

SHRI M. MURLI MOHAN (RAJAHMUNDRY): There is a need to bring
about amendment in the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act 2014 on the issue of
‘Special Status Category’ to Andhra Pradesh and also implement the provisions

contained in the AP Reorganisation Act 2014 in letter and spirit.
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(xxiii) Regarding implementation of Andhra Pradesh
Reorganisation Act, 2014

SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR (KARIMNAGAR): As per section 31(I) of the
Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act, 2014, Telangana and Andhra Pradesh both
were to get separate High Court and as per 31(2), this was to be done by the
President through a notified order. I thus request the Minister of Law and Justice
to take a Cabinet decision and bifurcate the High Court immediately.

As per 80(2) of the AP Reorganization Act, the Centre must appoint
advisory committee to allocate staff between Telangana and Andhra Pradesh. I
request the Minister of Law to appoint such an advisory committee to allocate

subordinate judicial officers between the two states.
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(xxiv)Need to tackle floods caused by rivers originating from Nepal.

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(xxv) Regarding condition of National Highways in Barak valley in Assam

SHRI RADHESHYAM BISWAS (KARIMGANJ): Road connectivity in Barak
Valley in Assam along National Highway is in a worse condition. National
Highway Nos.-6, 8 and 37 are linked with Assam, Meghalaya, Manipur, Mizoram,
Tripura and Bangladesh border. On these National Highways, places namely
Malidhore to Srigouri 18 Kilometers, Srigouri to Baba hotel 20 Kilometers, Baba
hotel to kasthayagram 15 Kilometers, Lowairpowa to Churaibari 20 Kilometers,
Badarpurghat to Panchgram 2 Kilometers, last part of Dhateshwari to Bharobi
road 5 Kilometers, Silchar Ziribham road 4 Kilometers, Silchar Lailapu road 5
Kilometers and some parts of Karimganj — Sutarkhandi road are dangerous for
vehicle movement for the last 3 years specially in rainy season. People of the
regions are regularly submitting memorandum to different authorities. From time
to time I brought it to the notice of Union Government but problem has been not
solved till today.

So, I request the Union Government to take the remedial step immediately.
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(xxvi)Need to start DEMU train service from Hisar to Chandigarh

SHRI DUSHYANT CHAUTALA (HISAR): [ would like to urge the
government to start two Diesel Electric Multiple Unit (DEMU) train services from
Hisar to Chandigarh one via Kurukshetra and another via Dhuri. Hisar, as the
district headquarters, has a number of industries, educational institutions including
leading universities and there is a need for introduction of DEMU train services to
have direct rail connectivity with state capital Chandigarh. Similarly, Kurukshetra
is a world famous historic tourist place and regional colleges of Hisar are affiliated
to Kurukshetra University and so it is very important to provide train facility from
Hisar to this place also. In the event of introduction of these two DEMU trains,
thousands of passengers will be benefitted every day. However, this proposal is
pending with the Ministry of Railways since long. Therefore, I urge the
government once again to take necessary action for starting of DEMU train service

from Hisar to Chandigarh.
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(xxvii) Need to bail out Hindustan Organic Chemicals Limited (HOCL) at
Ambalamugal in Kerala

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): A public sector undertaking of
the Ministry of Chemicals and Fertilizers namely the Hindustan Organic
Chemicals Limited HOCL unit at Ambalamugal shut down operations due to the
shortage of working capital. The State government is making a major push for the
takeover of this PSU by the Kochi refinery of Bharat Petroleum Corporation
Limited (BPCL). The proposal is pending with Central Government. The non-
plan fund proposal for Rs. 75 crore is also still lying in the Ministry. HOCL
management is trying to arrange raw material from BPCL by having a 70-30
formula. HOCL has to give 70% of sales collection to BPCL and the balance 30%
shall be used for other purposes. This is only a temporary relief. HOCL cannot
meet the requirement of both the units with available 30%. Two months’ salary of
employees is also pending. Immediate intervention of the Government is required
to save HOCL.

Hence I urge upon the Government to initiate immediate steps to bail out

EMPLOYEE’S COMPENSATION (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2016

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE MINISTRY OF LABOUR AND
EMPLOYMENT (SHRI BANDARU DATTATREYA): I beg to move:

“That the Bill further to amend the Employee’s Compensation Act,
1923, be taken into consideration.”

Sir, it is my privilege and honour to introduce the Employee’s
Compensation (Amendment) Bill, 2016 in this august House.

Labour is a big component in the nation building activity as their role and
participation is very high. India has got a huge human resource and that is why,
the labourers or the workers play a significant role in building the nation.

The hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi and the NDA Government
have taken new initiatives like Make In India, Skill India and Digital India. With
all these schemes, a large national productivity will be there in which these
workers will be involved more and more. So, for this we are coming out with this
legislation. It is very important to note that a large number of organised work force
will be benefited by this.

There are four proposals in this Amendment Bill with regard to injury,
industrial accident, death or disablement. Then comes the occupational diseases.
We are increasing the penalty from Rs. 5,000 to Rs. 50,000. Then, there is a
penalty for failure to display the Act. Wherever an establishment or factory is
there, they have to display the Act in Hindi or English or in regional languages for
the information of the workers.

The limit for appeal in courts has been increased from Rs. 300 to Rs.
10,000 in order to reduce the litigation. The fourth one is the payment of
compensation. Earlier, the Commissioner had discretion. Now, with this proposed

amendment, the discretion with the Labour Commissioner has been done away
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with. Only when there is a stay from the High Court, it can be stopped. These are
the four amendments which we have introduced in this Bill.

I request all the hon. Members to support and pass this Bill in the interest of
the workers.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir,
thank you for giving me an opportunity to speak on this small Bill which was
introduced by the hon. Labour Minister, Shri Bandaru Dattatreya.

The Employee’s Compensation (Amendment) Bill, 1923 is further being
amended and is now before the House for its consideration. After decades of
debate and discussion, this amendment for enhancing the compensation is being
taken up for consideration. It is good to note that the employees are getting some
relief than not getting anything at all. But please note that the trade unions are
asking for more and still the demands of the unions are not being considered
enough and it is not to the satisfaction of all the employees.

In this Amendment Bill, the Government has shown its pro industry and
corporate mentality and the employees are given only peanuts. It is very
unfortunate. The proposed amendment suggests enhancement of penalty for
various violations under the Act from the existing amount of Rs. 5,000 to Rs.
50,000, which may be extended to Rs. 1 lakh.

Under the present rate of inflation, with the cost of various goods and
services being high, can this compensation be called as a compensation? The
maximum compensation for various violations is only Rs. 1 lakh. With this much
compensation, the industries and present day corporates will be very happy to
violate the employees’ rights and welfare according to their whims and fancies.
This is the reflection of the BJP Government’s anti-employee attitude and its
support to the employers. If the compensation proposed is higher enough to
persuade the employers not to violate the provisions of the Act, then there is
meaning in such amendments.

Sir, 27 months bank, Modi Government was talking about amending labour
laws of the country to promote more industries and increasing investment in the
country. Any civilized Government will always think of more welfare and

development provisions for its employees to improve their working conditions and
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living standards. Unfortunately, this Government’s focus is towards developing
industrialists, and not the workers. It is very unfortunate. Workers are watching all
these developments.

Workers are on warpath against the draconian laws and anti-worker policies
of the Government. Trade unions have also called for a nation-wide strike. This
Government is proposing withdrawal of various benefits the employees were
getting for decades under the Employees Provident Fund Scheme, the Employees
Insurance Scheme, the Factories Act, etc. Demands of workers are ignored time
and again. The Government has conducted several rounds of talks with the trade
unions on their demands. Still, none of the demands of the trade unions have been
accepted. All trade unions are ready to go on strike to protect their hard earned
benefits.

Sir, the only resort of millions of employees of unorganised sector in the
country is the EPF and ESI. Policies and initiatives of the Government are
weakening both these initiatives. Employees have been demanding for decades
enhancement in the salary ceiling in the EPF and ESI from the present rate of
Rs.6,500 to Rs.15,000 and Rs.15,000 to Rs.25,000 respectively. Current minimum
salary is Rs.6,500. There was a decision of the EPF Board that it would be
enhanced to Rs.15,000. So far it has not been implemented by the Ministry.
Minimum ESI amount should be enhanced from Rs.15,000 to Rs.25,000. This
was decided by the previous UPA Government. The UPA Government decided to
enhance the minimum amount in both EPF and ESI. So far, the present
Government has not implemented the same because you want to protect the
corporate interests; you want to protect the employers interests. That is why you
have kept in abeyance this decision. Why is it so? This Government came to
power two years back. Trade unions have been demanding on many occasions for
this enhancement. Still, the current Government is closing its eyes. This is your

attitude towards the workers.
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Earlier, the employees had the benefit of Death Fund. In the event of an
unfortunate death of an employee, the employee would get money from the Death
Fund. Now, this benefit has been withdrawn. Death Fund was a great solace to the
poor workers in cashew and other industries who earn Rs.200 or Rs.300 a day.
Hence, I would request the Government to reinstate the Death Fund. Many
Committees like the Standing Committee on Labour and Employment, the
Consultative Committee had a discussion on this subject but this Government is
not agreeing with the reinstatement of the Death Fund for the poor workers.

Similarly, workers have the facility to commute their pension under the
EPF Pension Scheme. Now that benefit too has been withdrawn. It is a great blow
to the poor employees. For most of the employees in sectors like cashew, and
other medium and small industries, commutation of pension was an income to
support their families like marrying off their daughters, building a house or to
undertake repair work or to set up a business, etc. A worker is now denied of this
benefit also. The provision for commutation of pension may be reinstated
immediately. Trade unions are also demanding for the reinstatement of
commutation of pension under the EPF, but the Ministry has not agreed to the
same. The trade unions have been demanding for commutation from time to time,
but the Ministry of Labour has not accepted their demand.

Another major demand from the side of the workers is that after the
prescribed period of commutation, the normal pension should be restored to the
workers. It is a great injustice and denial of natural justice to the workers and
denial of their basic rights. After the statutory period of commutation is over, the
normal pension should be restored to the workers.

Another issue which I would like to bring to the notice of the hon. Minister
is the minimum pension being paid under EPF. Now we are giving Rs. 1,000 as
minimum pension to EPF pensioners. The Government has increased all types of
pensions which are being given to the poor people, but the Government has not

increased the minimum pension under EPF. How can these poor workers carry on
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with this meagre amount? Is it not the concern of a responsible Government to see
that their citizens live a decent life after toiling for the country during their good
times? The retired employees of the Government of India are also getting revised
pension every 10 years. Every Pay Commission increases the salary and pension
of the employees of the Government of India. But what is the position of EPF
pensioners? Their minimum pension has not been increased. Various organisations
representing the EPF pensioners both at the State level and Central level have
strongly demanded to increase the minimum EPF pension from Rs. 1,000 to Rs.
5,000. So this has to be enhanced. But what is the attitude of the Government?
Why is the Government not enhancing the pension of EPF pensioners? This is the
important question I want to ask the Government.

I would like to ask the Government as to why there is a delay in introducing
the Minimum Wages (Amendment) Bill. This Government is always saying that
they are going to introduce the Minimum Wages (Amendment) Bill. The previous
UPA Government has drafted the Minimum Wages (Amendment) Bill. The UPA
Government was ready to introduce that Bill. But the general election was
announced and that is why the UPA Government could not introduce it.
Everybody expected that this Government would introduce this Bill soon. But so
far this Government has not introduced it. The Government has kept it in cold
storage.

Sir, I challenge the Government to show us a single act or initiative taken
by this Government for the benefit of the workers. All the labour law amendments
the Government is proposing is for helping the industry, not the workers. The
Government says that the amendments are proposed to stop the inspector raj and
corruption. Even with inspector raj, the workers are deprived of their rights. I
wonder if the inspector is not there, what will happen to the employees.

Then, the Government should take note that more than three lakh cashew
labourers in Kerala are at the verge of destitution or suicide. The factories are

closed for months and they are starving. The closure is mainly due to the new
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Export Import Policy of this Government and they are also imposing taxes on
them. Lakhs of cashew workers are employed in the cashew industry not only in
Kerala but also in Tamil Nadu. But the NDA Government has imposed import
duty on raw cashewnuts. In my district, more than two and a half lakh cashew
workers are facing problems because the cashew factories are closed for the last
six months and so they are not getting employment. The Commerce Ministry has
imposed import duty on raw cashewnuts.
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Please conclude.
SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH : Sir, I do not want to take much time. This is a
very small Bill. I am concluding.

Sir, the new policy allows the employer to impose his own rules; and there
is no inspection of the enforcement agencies. The result is that the workers are

deprived of their rights.

I would, therefore, urge upon the Government to have a fresh look on
these issues while initiating the central policy to ensure the welfare of the poor
workers.

Thank you, Sir.
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SHRI DUSHYANT SINGH (JHALAWAR-BARAN): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir,
I rise to support the Employees Compensation (Amendment) Bill, 2016.

In the background, I would like to begin by saying that it was envisaged in
1923. This Bill has come up because of reviews by various Law Commissions. We
had the 62™ review in 1974 and we had the 134" review in 1989.

My previous speaker, who is my learned friend, was a Minister in the
previous UPA Government. He held the portfolio of Labour. I heard him speak.
He mentioned what the Government of India has done.

Sir, I must commend the hon. Prime Minister. He has taken many years to

This is basically to address the employees while they are working at their
employers’ place vis-a-vis injury, vis-a-vis if they get any disease working in the
industry and if they face death, which is unfortunate. But it should not happen to
anyone. If they face death, for that the Government of India, the Ministry of
Labour has brought out this Bill.

know his/her entitled benefits from the employer, which was not there before.
Now, the employer has to inform the employee via electronic mail, via like the
Mantriji mentioned, putting out in the regional languages in Vernacular Press
about the benefits to the employees and the workers of the areas. For the first time,
it has happened. This is to uplift the aam admi, which was never there before, in

the previous Government.
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This also helps the employee to get all the benefits. Suppose, the employer
does not give the benefits, then the employer will face legal actions by the Labour
Commissioner and the Government.

By this, they have proceeded on Section 18A to help the employee to get
the compensation from Rs. 5,000 to Rs. 50,000. If there are severe damages, the
compensation may go up to Rs. 1,00,000.

I would like to thank the Ministry for Section 30(a) and the Law
Commission’s Report by which the rational behind this is to move that the
compensations which were held previously due to court orders or through Labour

Commissioners, now the employee will get their proper payment on time.
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In the end, I would like to say that the Government of India has considered
many views. It is the first time that the Government of India is pro-active. It is
the first time that the Government of India is thinking for the aam aadmi, aam
kisan and aam mazdoor. 1t is the first time that the hon. Prime Minister is thinking
about skill development. He is giving people the opportunity to get jobs. He is
not only pro-industry but also pro-people. Several Parties held power for 60 years,
were they not pro-industry? We see different reports in the media now like
C&AG reports, etc. What are they about?

I must say that the present Government is also thinking about the
employees. The Ministry of Labour is working for medical facilities and giving
ESI hospitals. The Ministry has also increased the area for that. They are also
working on investment for the welfare of the people. I would once again like to
thank the Ministry and the hon. Minister for coming up with such important
amendments.

It is the first time that the Government of India has thought about food
processing on such a big scale. It is the first time when people from all walks of
life are getting work. This is only happened because of the efforts of our
Government and I would like to thank our present Government and the hon. Prime
Minister for that.

I would once again like to thank the Ministry for this.

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SHRI P. NAGARAJAN (COIMBATORE): Thank you Deputy Speaker, Sir. I
would like to express my gratitude and sincere thanks to our beloved leader hon.
Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchi Thalaivi Amma for giving me an
opportunity to speak about the Employee's Compensation (Amendment) Bill,
2016.

Workers employed in the organized and unorganized sectors, sustaining
injuries at their workplace, should be eligible for higher compensation from
employers. Labour law reforms are an ongoing and continuous process and the
Government has been introducing new laws and amending the existing ones in
response to the emerging needs of the workers in a constantly dynamic economic
environment.

The Employee's Compensation Act, 1923 provides for payment of
compensation to the employees and their dependants in the case of injury by
industrial accidents including certain occupational diseases arising out of and in
the course of employment resulting in death or disablement.

According to this Bill, the employers will be liable for penalty amount in
the range of Rs.50,000 — Rs.1 Lakh in case they fail to report the authorities about
an accident occurring in work premises leading to injuries, serious body injuries or
death of a worker.

Employees or their families will be eligible for higher compensation from
employers as the latter will no longer be able to move the court for paying them a
sum of up to Rs.10,000. The law will ensure that employees are not harassed by
the employers for a small amount of compensation. This proposal will help
employees to get at least Rs.10,000 as compensation without facing legal hurdles.

The Employees' Compensation Act, enacted in 1923, is one of the first
legislations providing a social security net to workers in the country which covers
all work-related injuries. It provides payment of compensation to workers and

their families in case of injury or death by industrial accidents.
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In Tamil Nadu, hon. Chief Minister Puratchi Thalaivi Amma has taken
several initiatives to protect the interests of the employees engaged in both
organized and unorganized sectors. Compensation to the affected employees is
provided, instantly to reduce the burden of the affected employees or their family
members. Lakhs of workers employed in various State public sector services are
provided with all kinds of compensatory benefits without any delay. Tamil Nadu
under the dynamic leadership of hon. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma has been a role
model State in the country for providing adequate compensation to employees.

The law is applicable to unorganized workers employed in factories,
mines, plantation, construction site and also to certain Railway servants. The
proposed amendment related to a hike in penalty in case of non-reporting of
accidents is a very encouraging move. This will incentivize the employers to
report all forms of accidents, and once that happens, the judicial proceedings will
take over and the workers or their dependents can get compensation well within
time.

Compensation for workers in India varies depending on the size of the
company. Employers have to compensate an employee if the employee is injured
while performing his duties during work hours. Beyond this, the injury must be
deemed to have disabled the employee.

There are four types of disability which are compensated in different
methods. The four categories of disability are death, permanent total disability,
permanent partial disability, and temporary disability.

In the unfortunate case of a death, the worker's immediate dependents are
entitled to substantial compensation. Permanent total disability is relevant when a
worker can no longer perform any of his previous duties due to an on-the-job
injury. In this case, the worker is entitled to 60 per cent of his monthly wage
multiplied by a factor based on the employee's potential future earnings. The total

payment must be minimum Rs. 1,40,000.
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When an employee has sustained an injury that renders him unable to
perform his role at the same capacity for the rest of his career, the employee is
entitled to permanent partial disablement compensation.

In cases of temporary disability, an injured worker will be paid monthly
compensation fifty per cent of total earned wages. In all cases, it is the employer's
duty to ensure the worker can receive medical evaluations without incurring
personal expenses.

Protecting every single employee is the indispensable duty of the employer.
Any legislation to protect the interests of the employees and provision for a better
compensation is welcome and the need of the hour.

Thank you, Sir.
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SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYANAGAR): Thank you Deputy Speaker
Sir for giving me an opportunity to speak on the Employee’s Compensation
(Amendment) Bill, 2016.

Sir, the Employee’s Compensation (Amendment) Bill, 2016 is surely an
important initiative since it recognizes the importance of workers/employees in
any capacity specified in Schedule II of the 1923, Act which includes factories,
mines, construction work and certain other hazardous occupations and also it seeks
to protect the right of compensation.

It reveals from the Bill that every employee shall immediately at the time of
employment inform his right to compensation under this Act in writing as well as
through electronic means in English or Hindi or in the official language of the area
of employment. In my opinion, it is a very good move and the House should
appreciate for inclusion of such a good provision. The Bill also provides for
increase in penalty for contravention of the Act to Rs. 50,000 from the current Rs.
5,000, which may be later raised to Rs. 1 lakh. In today’s socio-economic
scenario, this is a very commendable initiative and we look forward to many such
initiatives.

Section 30 of the Employee’s Compensation Act, 1923 provides for appeal
in the High Court whenever the disputed amount of compensation is more than Rs.
300. The Bill seeks to raise this to Rs. 10,000 which may be further increased
through a notification later.

One of the major objectives of the Bill is to reduce litigation. The proposed
Bill is based on the Report of the Law Commission which intends to close more
litigations at the level of Commissioner for workmen compensation appointed by
the State Government for a particular area.

I would like to mention here that from the reply of the Unstarred Question
No. 3198 dated 16.03.2015, it is clear that there is a large number of cases pending
to be disposed of. I hope you must appreciate that many of these people have

incapacitated. So I would like to request special provision by holding special
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court or any other means are undertaken to expedite the case to help these people
out.

I would also like to mention here that from the reply of the Unstarred
Question No. 6070 dated 30.04.2015, it is mentioned that the reason for delay of
giving compensation by different companies is non-submission of requisite
documents by the claimants, verification of genuineness of the claimants and delay
in obtaining verification report. In that case, companies should take all the
required documents, including health status during the process of employment. |
would like to point out here that hardly any company follows the safety measures
to avoid hazardous disease like silicosis, a lung disease caused by inhalation of
dust containing silica. The employees working in coalmines and iron factory also
need preventive measures for any sudden accident.

I would like to urge here that in case the company does not provide the
workers with safety aid, the company should be penalized. This should be taken
care of by the Government. In hazardous environment like coalmines, stone quarry
and others, the workers must be made aware of the safety measures that they
should abide by. There should be surprise audit to check whether they are
following them or not. Awareness should also be created through lecture session,
poster, radio, to make them understand what would happen if they do not follow
these safety measures.

If there is no health insurance, it must be made mandatory so that the
company provides Health Insurance Scheme to all the employees.

I would also like to mention here that if there is any death in harness, then
the company should provide adequate compensation, like pension, to their
employees so that they can survive and carry on with their life.

With these words, I, on behalf of my Party, All-India Trinamool Congress
(AITC), wholeheartedly support this Bill. Thank you.
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SHRI RABINDRA KUMAR JENA (BALASORE): Thank you so much Deputy
Speaker, Sir for allowing me to participate in the Employee’s Compensation
(Amendment) Bill, 2016 which seeks to amend the Employee’s Compensation
Act, 1923.

Deputy Speaker, Sir, I stand here on behalf of the Biju Janata Dal and our
hon. Chief Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaik to support this Bill. The Bill contains
four specific objectives which the hon. Minister has said during his opening
remarks, and all those four aspects will definitely go a long way to take care of the
interest of the workmen who are there in the organized sector, and hence we
definitely support this Bill.

I am not in the game of blaming or counter blaming which two of our
national parties have just done. I will come straight to the point. The first point is
this. Why at all this Bill has come? Sir, 45 per cent of the total deaths due to
occupational injuries in the world are happening in India alone. We, as a country,
are footing the bill of 45 per cent deaths in this sector. This is what the number
given by the International Labour Organisation (ILO). Every 15 seconds a
workman is dying from work related disease or accident.

Now, what is the impact of this? The impact of this is that it is costing the
globe about four per cent of the GDP. This number or whatever statistics that I
have put forth is based on whatever figures that are reported. The ILO further
reports that there is massive unreporting which is going on across the globe,
including that of India. I will draw the attention of the hon. Minister to this very
important point. Even as a part of this Bill, the Government of India has
acknowledged that there is a limitation of statistics. That means, regarding
whatever numbers which are there and which have been put forth in the Bill, the
Government of India itself is admitting that there are issues with regard to the
statistics or whatever numbers are given. Hence, it is important for me to touch

upon a few important aspects, and I would urge upon the hon. Minister, Shri
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Bandaru Dattatreya Ji to include this as a part of the Bill, which will definitely
make the Bill much stronger and it is in the larger interest of the nation.

I have got six specific suggestions to make. Firstly, it is about the dignity of
labour. The Father of the Nation, Mahatma Gandhi all along fought for this
particular clause, ‘dignity of labour’. We, the people of India, have shown our
magnanimity by electing such leaders who have come from such background. One
national party, which is ruling the country today, claims that their leader has come
from the background of a tea vendor or a chai wallah. The other national leader
who ruled the country for 10 years till 2014 has also claimed that she comes from
a background of a waitress. It is beautiful that the country has responded by saying
that we as Indians can respect such leaders and give them the responsibility to lead
our country. But why do we not reciprocate, as a part of the Government, to make
it as a part of legislation and to make it as a part of the governance process to
recognize the fact of the dignity of labour?

I would urge upon the hon. Minister to please do recognize this fact. This is

in the blood of Indians and we have to take cognizance of this fact. Secondly,

take to settle a claim? There are reports which appeared on the headlines. The
Asian Age has reported last week itself. This has shaken the country. It was
reported that it took over 20 years for a claim to be settled for a worker who was
murdered in a Delhi factory here.

His father, who 1s 80 years old, is struggling by running from pillar to post
to get the claim settled for his son, who was murdered 20 years back. Sir, around
200 hearings have taken place, but he has not got justice. I would ask the hon.
Minister, through hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir, as to why he does not put a time cap
on this. How long does he expect the worker to run from pillar to post to get his
claim settled? It is very important. There has to be a time cap for settlement of
such claims. We cannot expect that our workers should run from pillar to post for

decades together for this. The statistics say that 84 per cent of the settlement cases
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hover around 20 to 25 years. If somebody does not get a claim for 25 years, there
is no law in this country. We should feel ashamed over this. It is important that we
have to put a time cap on this.

My third point is regarding the cause of accident. Whenever an accident
occurs, there is a compensation paid. But, is it not necessary for us to analyse the
cause of accident? How much penalty is put if the death is due to negligence of
management? They can very well pay a few thousands or lakhs of rupees. But we
should ascertain the cause of death and take serious cognizance of it. If it is due to
negligence, there has to be a provision of serious penalty including the jail term.

I will now come to the fourth point — how much compensation is paid to a
worker? Though there are various rules in this regard, statistics say that they get
between Rs.4 lakh to Rs.5 lakh and not beyond that. What is Rs.5 lakh worth
today? He will not even get Rs.3500 interest per month on that amount. Is it
enough? Can it support his family? How can we expect a labourer, who is getting
Rs.20,000 to Rs.30,000 per month, to support his family with mere Rs.3500? So,
we must look at the amount of compensation. We should not make it meagre.

Fifth, the Supreme Court has just issued a notice to the Government of
Gujarat. It virtually issued a bailable warrant to the Chief of Pollution Control
Board and asked the Government of Gujarat to pay Rs.7 crore. I request the hon.
Minister to visit Odisha and see what our hon. Chief Minister, Shri Naveen
Patnaik is doing for the welfare of the State. Why should people go to the Supreme
Court? How many people in this country you expect to go to the Supreme Court
and wait for years till it gives directive to the Government to pay compensation to
the workers. Why do we not build a mechanism so that the system itself will take
care of it and pay the right compensation in a fixed time frame?

My last point is in respect of incentivising those enterprises which are
running with no accident at all. This is a prevailing practice all over the globe.
Whether you go to the USA or Europe or other countries in the world, the factories

which report zero accidents or reduction in the cases of accidents, are incentivized.
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I would urge upon the hon. Minister to implement such factors like bonus,
incentive, etc. to encourage the enterprises to reduce the number of accidents or go
towards accident-free working atmosphere.

Before I conclude, I must tell you, Sir, that I have run a factory for about 10
years. My experience is that the workers are not bad. I have run it without a single
second of interruption. But when we do not do justice to the workers, they go on
strikes and take law in their hands. So, let us come up with a piece of legislation
which will give justice to the workers in the organised sector and to the people of
our country so that we have a holistic approach to this issue as we move along.

Thank you, Deputy-Speaker, Sir.
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SHRI GAJANAN KIRTIKAR (MUMBAI NORTH WEST): Mr. Deputy Speaker,
Sir, I rise to support the Employees’ Compensation (amendment) Bill, 2016.

The Employees’ Compensation Act, 1923 provides for a social security net
to those workers and their dependents who, during the course of their employment,
suffer from a case of injury by industrial accidents, including certain occupational
diseases resulting in their death or disablement.

The Law Commission of India in its reports in 1974 and 1989 relating to
the Workmen’s Compensation Act, 1923 - now known as Employees’
Compensation Act, 1923 - recommended to review various provisions of the Act.

The proposed Bill is based on the report of the Law Commission which
intends to close more litigation at the level of Commissioner for Workmen’s
Compensation appointed by State Governments for a particular area.

Section 30 of the Employees’ Compensation Act, 1923 provides for appeal
in High Courts whenever the disputed amount of compensation is more than Rs.
300. The Amendment Bill seeks to raise this threshold to Rs. 10,000. In my
opinion, this compensation amount is very less compared to today’s rate of
inflation. Even for a minor or medium injury, the hospital authorities would raise a
bill of Rs. 50,000 in a city like Mumbai and other metropolitan cities. Therefore, it
is requested that the compensation amount may be raised.

I come to clause 2 — insertion of new Section 17A. Now, it is mandatory on
the part of the employer to inform the employee at the time of his appointment of
his rights to compensation under this Act in writing as well as through electronic
means in English or Hindi or the official language of the area. I welcome it. Here,
I suggest that the emphasis should be on regional languages. My feeling is that
normally, the employer does not follow this procedure.

One of the main objectives of the Bill is to reduce litigation. I welcome this.
The earlier Act allowed people to approach High Courts when the disputed
amount was higher than Rs. 300, which meant a high number of court cases since

nobody will seek compensation less than Rs. 300. In this regard, I want to suggest
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that cases pending in various High Courts should be transferred to the Fast Track
Courts.

The Bill provides for an increase in penalty for contravention of this Act to
Rs. 50,000 from the current Rs. 5,000. I welcome this. The Bill also proposes to
impose penalty for failure to display provisions of this Act.

Section 30A under the Act previously allowed the Commissioner to use his
discretion to withhold payment of an employee whenever an appeal was filed in a
High Court. This provision has been taken away. Now, only a High Court order or
stay can withhold employee’s payment.

I want to suggest one more thing. In the case of death of an employee, his
dependents should be provided employment immediately instead of keeping them
in the wait-list for more than a year or two. The compensation which his family
gets is very less. His family needs immediate employment. This suggestion may
be considered by the hon. Minister favourably.

There are limited hospitals which are empanelled by the employers for
treating injured workers in metro cities. Most of the time, the workers get a stock
reply that beds are full and beds are not available. In view of this situation, I would
suggest to the hon. Minister to direct the employers to empanel more and more
private hospitals in the city itself so that workers need not run from one hospital to
another in search of a bed.

One more suggestion I want to give which is regarding the cashless medi-
claim facility. It should be applicable to the workers as well as his dependents.
Only government insurance companies should be empanelled and the employer
should be directed to deal with these insurance companies and pay premium on
behalf of the workers. Rather it should be made mandatory.

I hope the Minister would consider my suggestions favourably. Since the
Bill is in favour of employees, I once again support it on behalf of my party, Shiv
Sena.

Thank you.
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SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Sir, I thank you for permitting me to
speak on this Bill. Even though it is a very small Bill that proposes to give legal
backing to some of the left out recommendations of the Law Commission, I feel it
is an important one. At the same time, [ wish to know from the hon. Minister the
reasons for taking decades to implement the proposed recommendations of the
Law Commission, since some of the recommendations date back to 1974 and
some to 1989.

The first point I wish to make is relating to the insertion of a new clause 17
(A). I welcome this since it applies to every employer irrespective of the number
of employees engaged in a company, firm or organization, including charitable,
religious and non-commercial organizations. However, there is a problem in the
implementation of this provision since clause 17(A) mandates employers to inform
an employee of his rights to compensation under this Act, in writing as well as
through electronic means, which is a necessity and it is most welcome, Sir, but
there are some practical problems. For example, in companies like construction,
infrastructure and others, the employees are very mobile and there is no
continuous employment like in the organized sector. Secondly, they will be
working either on roads, in forests, or hilly or remote areas as well. As an
entrepreneur, | strongly support this clause, but as I said, there are some practical
problems, which need to be considered.

Therefore, I suggest for the consideration of the hon. Minister to slightly
change in the clause. The present clause states, “Every employer shall
immediately at the time of employment of an employee, informs the employee of
his rights to compensation under this Act, in writing as well as through electronic
means...” | just want to suggest a small modification here. Instead of saying, “in
writing as well as through electronic means”, you might as well say, “in writing or
through electronic means, or both at the choice of the employee...” If he has the

provision to receive something electronically, it can be done. If he does not, at
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least, it can be given in writing without breaking the law. Therefore, I would
suggest that you should make it “either/or, or both at the choice of the
employee...” This will serve both the objectives, that is, informing the employee
of his rights as also it eases the difficulty in conveying his rights.

The second point is about the penalty proposed to be increased from Rs.
5,000 to Rs. 50,000, which may be extended up to one lakh rupees. I think, for
medium and large companies, this penal provision is okay, but when it comes to
small units that employ less than ten employees, this amount is excessively high.
So, I suggest to the hon. Minister to consider keeping this enhanced limit to units
that employ more than ten employees, and apply the existing penalty for units that
employ below ten employees.

The Bill proposes to delete Section 30A of the parent Act which empowers
the Commissioner to withhold payment to an employee if an appeal is filed in the
High Court. There is a slight problem and let me explain the practical problem by
giving the example of Andhra Pradesh and Telangana. Cases under this Act are
dealt with by officials of the Labour Department who do not have much legal
knowledge and do not have updated judicial process. Whenever these officers pass
any orders, employees have to deposit the entire amount and file an appeal as per
Section 30A of the Act, even though the said orders are legally and factually
incorrect. If Section 30A is omitted now, the entire amount will be withdrawn by
the employees. In case, if the management succeeds in appeal, it will become
infructuous and winning a case will have no sanctity. Hence, this Section may be
continued without any changes. This is my suggestion and you may please look
into that.

Sir, the final point I wish to make is that for deciding cases under this Act,
powers may be given to the Labour Courts and Industrial Tribunals across the
country, as the officials of the Labour Department are not equipped with judicial
knowledge and processes, and the corrupt practices are rampant. [ hope the hon.

Minister might be aware that the Karnataka Government has transferred powers to
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Civil Courts from the Labour Department for effective implementation of the Act.
This will help in improving the general quality of disposal of cases.

Before concluding, I just want to mention one thing. In my State of Andhra
Pradesh, after the bifurcation, our employee base has become very low. The State
was bifurcated in such a way that most of the industries have been left in
Hyderabad. One of the assurances given by Shri Manmohan Singh on the floor of
Rajya Sabha was that we would be getting industrial incentives on the lines of
Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand, to be able to build up our industrial base. All
that has been given so far is 15 per cent additional accelerated depreciation. I have
come to understand that some discussions are going on. The Finance Minister also
has mentioned that he may increase that to 30 per cent. But if we do not get other
incentives, it will be very difficult to attract industries to Andhra Pradesh. So, we
request you to please convey it to the Finance Minister and to the Prime Minister,
to please keep up the promises made to Andhra Pradesh and give us the industrial
incentives in line with Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand.

I understand that some of the neighbouring States are objecting saying that
this will create an un-level playing field. However, I want to make something very
clear. We are in an un-level playing field today. We are in an un-level playing
field because of the way the bifurcation has taken place. To get us to a level
playing field is all we are asking. There is no question of disrupting un-level
playing field. We are not in un-level playing field. So, please give us the promised
incentives, get us to a level playing field and then if you want to withdraw, it is

absolutely fine. We are only asking for justice to Andhra Pradesh.

SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR (KARIMNAGAR): Sir, I, on behalf of my Party,
Telangana Rashtra Samiti, support this Employee’s Compensation (Amendment)
Bill, 2016.

15.21 hours (Shri Hukmdeo Narayan Yadav in the Chair)

I have moved a small amendment. I would request the hon. Minister to
consider that amendment. The amendment is only to make the provision further
clear.

In Clause 2 of the Bill, a new section 17A is being inserted in the main Act.
Here, I have proposed a small amendment. After the words “inform the employee
of his rights”, I would like the hon. Minister to substitute these words by “inform
and make the employee understand his rights”. My friend Shri Galla has said that
many workmen may not be available because there are persons who are not very
much available with the employer at all times and many employees are illiterate
also. So, while making this proviso, let the employer make the employee
understand his rights. That is what I suggest through my amendment.

By Section 18A and in Section 30, they are increasing the fine amount. I
fully support this. Deletion of Section 30A in the Principal Act is also a welcome
step because there is no need for the Commissioner to withhold the concession
amount.

As all of us know, this main Act of the Employee’s Compensation Act was
earlier known as the Workmen’s Compensation Act. This Act was brought into
force in the year 1923 during the pre-Independence time. It is nearly 90 years. I
would request the hon. Minister one thing. The Law Commission in its various
reports has recommended to either repeal or amend many of the sections in the
Principal Act. The hon. Minister through this amendment Bill has only tried to
amend only two or three sections in the main Act. Earlier, various Governments
had made such amendments to the Workmen’s Compensation Act. This

Workmen’s Compensation Act was re-named in the year 2009. Now it is called as
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Employee’s Compensation Act, 1923. The Law Commission in its Report has
suggested many amendments to many sections. So, I would request the hon.
Minister to consider those recommendations to repeal this principal Act and bring
a comprehensive legislation in the present era particularly after the economic
reforms. The employers also change their way of functioning. So, the relations
between the employer and the employee in the present circumstances should be
taken into consideration. Let the Government come with a comprehensive
legislation in the present era as the Government and the hon. Prime Minister is
mentioning about the ‘Make in India’ Programme. We should attract investors not
only from this country but from abroad. To improve ease of doing business we
should bring a new legislation with regard to employees because they should not
be deprived of their compensation.

At the same time, the Parliamentary Standing Committee in its latest report
mentioned about the functioning of the Central Government Industrial Tribunals
and also the labour courts. There is no data maintained as of today as to how many
cases are pending and how many cases are registered in various labour courts
across the country. The functioning of labour courts is not monitored properly.
The Standing Committee had recommended various corrective measures.
However, the Government had not taken any initiatives so far to implement those
corrective measures.

The Standing Committee specified in its report that the Lok Adalats
disposed many cases which were pending in labour courts. The money allocated to
conduct Lok Adalats is very meagre. In 2015-16 they conducted about 22 Lok
Adalats in the Central Labour Courts and they disposed many cases. But
unfortunately they could not conduct Lok Adalats further because of paucity of
funds. So, I would request the hon. Minister to allocate some funds to conduct Lok
Adalats to dispose the cases pending before labour courts so that the workmen can

get their compensation early.
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As an hon. Member from the BJD party mentioned, cases are pending in
various labour courts for several decades. We should not expect that those cases
will remain pending for such a long time. With these suggestions I would like the
hon. Minister to consider my amendment which seeks to make the employer liable

to make the employee understand his rights. Thank you.
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DR. A. SAMPATH (ATTINGAL): Sir, with all respect to the hon. Minister who
piloted this Bill I would like to make one comment. Many of my colleagues, some
of them are employers also, have made their speeches and made some comments
on this very important Employees Compensation (Amendment) Bill. The
attendance in the House now talks about the importance being given by Members
of Parliament including those on the Treasury Benches to the issues of the
working people. If the hon. Minister chooses to look back, he cannot see even the
shadow of presence behind him. If somebody dares to raise the question of
quorum now, there is no alternative to me to sit down and for you, hon. Chairman,
to ring the quorum bell to find out whether there is quorum in the House.

Sir, there is a bestseller titled Count Your Chickens Before They Hatch.

There is a particular paragraph many of us know. In olden days, a man
went to Yemen when it was under the British rule. Violating all the norms and all
the laws of that nation, he began to collect silver coins and became rich. Now our
management gurus are now propagating that this is the right thing to do; the new
principle of the management gurus is the new ‘A’, ‘B’, ‘C’ ‘D’. A is for avoiding
the trade unions; B is for by-passing the laws; C is for confusing the courts and D
is for delaying all the benefits to the workers.

I was an advocate who practiced for more than 25 years from the Mofussil
Court to the High Court of Kerala. Even though I am still in the rolls, I do not
wear the robes. The workers never get justice. It is very well known to you that
many of our bureaucrats are least interested in meeting the trade union people, the
association leaders. I am not saying about sharing a cup of tea; anything can
happen across a cup of coffee or a cup of tea. We all share that in the Coffee
Board or in the Tea Board here itself. I am not accusing the hon. Minister, but in
the 15" Lok Sabha I have heard some of the Ministers saying, ‘do not come with
the trade union people; I do not want to waste my time.’

I may be permitted to quote from the speech of the hon. Prime Minister

which he made yesterday- ‘man, machine, minutes etc’. The first word he used
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was ‘man’. Everything is for man and ‘man’ includes women also. But what
happens when the cries of the human beings come? It is their cries which come
before us. Either they come by person or petition or through their representatives.
The hon. Minister may excuse me but it is just like giving Whatspp idl/is to end the
starvation. Suppose there is method of making idli in Whatsapp and you put that
and you can eat that. Then we can put an end to starvation.

There are quite a lot of laws. Our new entrepreneurs are asking for more
flexible labour laws in the era of globalisation. At the same time, the laws which
have been enacted by this august House as well as by our brothers and sisters in
the Upper House, are still in the Statute Books. They are not at all implemented.
Now we hear that we have to end the license raj; we have to end the inspector ra;.
Who is there to cater to the needs and take up the issues of the working class
people? This is my humble question.

Is the Government trying to disorganize the workers? The Government has
to be a role model in the case of employment. The Government is now
outsourcing. Everywhere we are seeing outsourcing. In many of the public sector
undertakings, there is outsourcing. We all use the services of the airport. In
almost all the airports, what happens is that most of the jobs are outsourced.
Nobody knows who are these people coming to work in the airports. How many
SCs, how many STs, how many OBCs, how many orthopaedically handicapped
and how many differently abled people are there? The director of the airport does
not know this. I also do not know. Not only that, there is gender inequality in the
jobs. The hon. Minister knows it very well. We all owe our lives to our mothers.
It is because of our mothers that we are here.

The working population, particularly the women suffer quite a lot. In this
country, in many of the airports, the unmarried girls are forced to serve liquor in
the lounges. They have been asked for this. They have to give an undertaking that
they would not marry; if they marry, they will not get pregnant; if they get

pregnant, they would not ask for any of the medical benefits; and suo motu they
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should be willing to resign from the organization. All these are given in advance.
These girls who have been taken for employment or who have joined the job in the
shops have to operate small vending machines but the employers are telling them,
‘I have employed you. I will decide what your salary is. I will decide what your
benefits would be. Now, I ask you to serve liquor in the lounge.” This happens in
the airports of India. This is a complaint I am making in this august House. If the
Labour Minister has that much of political clout, I beg him to conduct an inquiry
into what is happening and if the employers are doing that. Of course, they will
say, ‘We will educate the labour; we will protect the labour.” It is just like a fox
being given the opportunity to protect the chicken and just like the wolf being
given the prerogative to protect the cows and goats. What the Labour Department
has to do, it has to do. If you are watering the powers of the Labour Department
and Labour Ministry, it is a pity.

When 1t 1s a battle between the man and the machine, we the
representatives of the people are standing by the side of the machine and money
instead of the side of the man. It will create unprecedented hardship for the labour
class.

It has been pointed out by the corporate media themselves that there is
growth of joblessness. They have expressed their concern regarding the growth of
joblessness and lack of employment growth. We are discussing about the growth
of the economy, the growth of the gross national income, the growth of the gross
national product and how to curtail inflation — four per cent inflation, plus or
minus two per cent, as our hon. Prime Minister has stated yesterday — but what
about employment in organised sector which is coming down? It has been a
practice that you always put the organised sector before the unorganised sector and
tell the people that the organised sector is the opponent of the unorganised sector.
It is because of the babus in the Government Departments, both in State and
Central Governments that you unorganised people do not get your benefits. This is

what they propagate. Regarding the 7th Pay Commission, on HRA, transport
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allowance, etc., they have their own grievances. What about the people who are
working in autonomous institutions and other bodies under the Government of
India. Has the 7" Pay Commission taken into consideration the demands of those
people who are working under the Government of India in the so-called
autonomous institutions and autonomous bodies? No. What will happen regarding
incentives, increments and promotions to these people who — if I may use such a
word — sacrifice their lives when human life is given only once? In English they
say a cat has nine lives but a cat does not know it has nine lives.

My hon. colleague just now made a mention regarding the health benefits.
The pensioners are crying. They do not know where to go. If they go to one place,
they are asked to go to another. Even the Ex-Members of Parliament suffer from
the inadequacies of the Central Government Health Scheme. Every one in this
august House will become an Ex-MP.

To be frank, I am not opposing this Bill but I may be permitted to support
this Bill at the same this is my humble request to the hon. Minister. I know, he is
with me. A beauty parlour treatment will not solve the issues of the nation. It is a
cosmetic thing which will not solve the problems of the working people of this
nation. While I support this Bill, I would request the hon. Minister to take the
initiative and conduct regular meetings with the trade unions of this nation.
Before the presentation of the Budget such a meeting never takes place. The
Finance Minister does not invite the hon. Labour Minister along with other
representatives of the trade unions to have a meeting. Meetings do take place with
the corporate blocks, with the employers’ representatives but not with the
employees’ representatives. So, while we consider the machine and the money, at
the same time we have to have a balance with man also.

Today is the August Kranti Diwas. In the morning we paid homage to the
martyrs. The Constitution also talks about the workers’ participation in the
management. What about the workers’ participation in the management? Is the

hon. Minister sincere about that? We have to ensure that the workers’
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participation in management should start from the public sector undertakings. Just
because of that reason it should not be privatised. Everything is being privatised.
Even the natural resources are being privatised.

I agree with the Statement of Objects in principle. I support the views
expressed by the Minister but at the same time the treatment should not be a
cosmetic treatment. We should go deep into the problem and come up with the

solution. Thank you, Sir.

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SHRI VARAPRASAD RAO VELAGAPALLI (TIRUPATI): Thank you very
much for giving me this opportunity. Let me congratulate the hon. Minister. At
regular intervals he has been bringing quite a few labour reforms. On behalf of
our Party, and on my own behalf, I thank and congratulate the hon. Minister of
Labour.

The Minister has contemplated a major thing in this Bill and that is
compensation. It is mandatory that compensation has to be paid. It is mandatory
for the employer to inform the employee. What I request is, perhaps compensation
should be more and the penalty that has to be imposed on employer who is
violating the law, that should also be increased.

Another aspect in the Bill is that the Labour Commissioner cannot withhold
anymore whatever compensation is to be paid unless court orders are there. It is
also a good reform. Therefore, I appreciate various reforms that have been
contemplated here.

I want to slightly divert from this Bill. Many Members have supported and
our Party is also supporting it. We welcome it. But as the earlier speaker, Shri
Gogoi was mentioning, safety measures are definitely inadequate in India when
compared to all other countries. For example, in hazardous industries like coal,
iron, quartz and silica, employees have been exposed to various dangers.
Therefore, the Government should come down heavily on the employers to ensure
that safety measures are implemented in these hazardous industries.

Although we have on paper the Code of Safe Practices and Standard
Operation Procedures, I don’t think we have a mechanism anywhere in the
country, in any State where the Code of Safe Practices and Standard Operation
Procedures is implemented effectively. Therefore, we request the hon. Minister,
the Ministry to evolve a mechanism so that the Code of Safe Practices and

Standard Operation Procedures is implemented at least in hazardous industries.
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One more field where the attention of the Minister is required is
construction workers. Tamil Nadu is one of the prominent States where they have
Welfare Boards exclusively for the construction workers. Kindly ensure that all
other States would also have Welfare Boards mostly for labour and construction
workers. Here, I want to bring it to the kind notice of the hon. Minister that a lot of
accidents are taking place at construction sites and they are going unnoticed. For
example, a few months back, as many as eight Dalits have been buried alive, all
aged between 18 and 24. All were studying but because of poverty, during
holidays they take up works.

An incident has taken place at Gottiprolu in Guntur district of Andhra
Pradesh where eight young Dalits have been buried alive. The only reason for this
incident was, neither the employer nor the contractor has taken adequate
precautions. Had they taken adequate precautions I am sure deaths would not have
taken place. Thereafter, we have not seen any action either against the contractor
or the employer. Therefore, at least in future, you evolve a mechanism where the
suo motu cognizance is taken whenever a labour dies at the construction site. It is
extremely important.

One more point which I have been representing to the hon. Minister is
about mica mines particularly in Saidapuram in Nellore district — Kalichedu and
Thalapu. Although there are 39 mica mines in the hazardous industry, where
schools are being run, it is extremely unfortunate that teachers are not being
posted. I have been representing to the hon. Minister regarding this. You have
brought many reforms, and helped in many ways. A school has been there for the
last 50 years. If at least a consolidated pay should be paid to seven teachers as
recommended by the local authorities, the school would be very prosperous and
hundreds of students would be benefited in Kalichedu school. I repeatedly
requested the hon. Minister for this and I am again requesting him now.

Another point, cases are mounting in various labour courts in the country.

Some cases are prolonging up to 25 years. The hon. Minister has brought in

several reforms. So I would request him to evolve a mechanism like fast track
courts. Here I would like to cite the example of the fast track approach adopted by
the AAP Government in Delhi which is working well. A similar approach of fast
track could be adopted by the Central Government also in different places for the
benefit of labour.

Then, the amount of compensation should be higher and the penalty against
the violation should be increased further because the amount of rupees one lakh is
very nominal. The pendency of cases in various labour courts should be brought
down. A fast track mechanism should be evolved to solve this problem and safety
practices should be implemented very strictly.

In conclusion, I would like to request the Government that they should set

up Welfare Boards in all the districts of the country for different kinds of labour.

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SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER (PONNANI): Sir, I thank you for giving
me this opportunity. I am in agreement with the provisions of this Bill and its
intention is very good. The scope of the Bill is very limited: (1) it makes it
obligatory on the part of the employer to inform the employee of his right to
compensation; (2) enhancement of the penalty; (3) making employer liable for
non-fulfillment; (4) amount involved in filing the appeal; and (5) omission of
Section 30A, which is a relief to the petitioner. All these things are good and that
is why I am supporting this Bill.

However, one relevant question remains: is this what we are really
expecting, that is, as per Sixty-second Report of 1974 and One Hundred Thirty-
fourth Report of 1989 of the Law Commission of India? I am sorry to say that the
Minister has made only cosmetic changes in this and the crux of the problem still
remains.

The first point is about the delay in getting the compensation settled. I will
give you one glaring example. I have with me the news item that appeared in The
Asian Age of 3™ August 2016. The headline says, “Labour court to settle relief
pleas pending for years”. If you go into the details, it says, “Twenty years after his
son was murdered in a Delhi factory, 80-year-old Gorakhnath from Azamgarh in
Uttar Pradesh is eagerly waiting for the settlement of his two-decade-old
compensation petition, which will be decided by the AAP Government’s labour
court this week.” There are many incidents like this. It is really a cumbersome
process to get the compensation settled in due course of time.

Similar is the case with industrial accidents where the question of
compensation comes because of accidents and occupational diseases. The reply
given in this House on 16™ March 2015 reveals, “The total number of fatal and
non-fatal accidents in coalmines: in 2012, 523 persons were injured, and the
number of deaths was 83. In 2013, 480 people were injured, and the number of

deaths was 81. Similarly, in 2014, 367 persons were injured, and the number of
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deaths was 73. It is a very serious matter. It is our duty to control these kinds of
accidents. Industrial accidents are increasing like anything.

I will now come to occupational health hazards. Sir, I myself worked in a
chemical factory for about two decades and I know the hardships of the workers.
The National Safety Council, at various times, have pointed out their finding with
regard to occupational health hazards and diseases. Various recent studies have
also highlighted the seriousness of these kinds of things. The National Safety
Council has made a very effective recommendation. There is a provision in the
Factory Act; there is the WHO initiative, but what is happening at the ground
level? I want to quote one example which will be an eye-opener to everybody.

I am quoting from The Indian Express Report on Silicosis deaths. The
headline says, “Silicosis deaths: Supreme Court asks Gujarat to pay Rs. 7 crore,
pulls up the Chief of Pollution Board”. If you go into the details, it says, “In a rare
order, the Supreme Court has issued a bailable warrant against the Chief of the
Central Pollution Control Board after he did not show up to explain steps taken for
preventing death of workers due to silicosis, a lung disease caused by inhalation of
dust containing silica. The top court has also directed the Gujarat Government to
release more than Rs. 7 crore as compensation to the families of 238 workers who
died due to silicosis after working in Godhra’s quartz and stone crushing
industries. Issuing the order last week, a bench of Justices Kurian Joseph and
Rohinton F. Nariman expressed concern over the negligent attitude of the CPCB
in addressing the issue...” I do not want to quote further on this. What is
happening? Everybody knows about the occupational diseases in the chemical
factories. Cancer and other major kinds of diseases are taking place because of
this. So, we have to be very careful in controlling the occupational diseases.

Similarly, we have to take into account a very important aspect. In the
Objects and Reasons of the Bill, there is a mention about the 134" Report of the
Law Commission. It is an elaborative Report. I have gone through that. There are

many more recommendations. Unfortunately, the Government has taken a small
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portion of it. The Minister is very active in this. I appeal to him to take a very
stringent action on all these kinds of things.

We all know that there are various definitions. There is a definition of
‘workman’. Similarly, there is a criterion in deciding the compensation rate. All
these things should be re-modified. It is very urgent.

There is one more point. It should be made obligatory on the part of the
employer to make periodical medical check up of its employees and to take follow
up action. I hope that the hon. Minister, who is doing a lot of work in the labour
field, will come forward with a comprehensive legislation addressing all these
problems.

With these few words, I conclude.
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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Hon. Deputy Speaker, I rise to
support the Employees’ Compensation (Amendment) Bill, 2016. This is a simple
amendment. | think this amendment will not in any impact the labour reforms as
the Government envisages. The original Act is the Workmen’s Compensation Act
of 1923. The nomenclature of that Act has been changed to Employees’
Compensation Act with effect from 31-5-2010.

What is the intention of this Act? The objective of the main Act is to
provide financial protection to employees or their dependence in case of accidents
arising out of or in the course of employment causing either death or disablement
of the employees. This is the main purpose, the ambit of the Employee’s
Compensation Act 1923. The Act also provides for compensation for the
occupational diseases. Why is this amendment being brought? As Shri E.T.
Mohammad Basheer has said, this is on the basis of the recommendations of the
Law Commission in the year 1974 and in the year 1989, that is in the 62" report
of 1974 and 134" report of 1989. The Law Commission recommended for review
of various provisions of the Employee’s Compensation Act. It was in the year
1979 that the Law Commission submitted the report; subsequent report was
submitted in the year 1989. None of the major recommendations of the Law
Commission has been incorporated in this Bill. Only one simple amendment has
been brought into this Bill.

Why is there inordinate delay in incorporating or implementing the
recommendations of the Law Commission in respect of the labour? That is the
mindset of the Government. I am not blaming any one Government. After 1991,
after the post-liberalization era, the workmen’s cause is getting the least priority; it
is out of agenda. We are all trying to protect the interest of the rich, the haves and
the corporates. That is why the Law Commission made recommendations in 1979
and subsequently reiterated those recommendations in 1989. Unfortunately, none

of those recommendations have found a place in this amendment Bill.
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Bringing a piecemeal legislation is not going to make any impact. What is
the amendment? The amendment is incorporating a new provision in the
Employee’s Compensation Act 1923. Section 17A is to be incorporated in the
Act- ‘Every employer shall, immediately at the time of employment of any
employee, inform the employee of his right to compensation under this Act in
writing as well as through electronic means in English or Hindi or in the official
language of the area of the employment as may be understood by the employee
and court.” The core and crux of the amendment is that when an employee is
being given appointment, employer should give in writing that the employee is
entitled for compensation in case of death or injury because of an accident in the
course of employment or out of employment. This is the amendment.

So many important amendments and recommendations are there. You are
just informing Mr. Worker that he has the right to claim the compensation. This is
the amendment which is being brought here. This is why the hon. Prime Minister
said yesterday in the House that within two years of governance, his Government
has made hundreds of legislations in the country. If it is these types of
legislations, we can have a thousand of legislations. So, we are seeking a demand
that let us have a comprehensive legislation in respect of the labour issue. I urge
upon the hon. Minister to come out with a comprehensive legislation so as to
address the issues of the workmen in the country instead of coming with a
piecemeal legislation whereby when appointment is being given to the employee,
the employer should say, ‘yes, you are entitled to the compensation.” This is the
core of this amendment and we are spending a lot of time. No impact is going to
take place.

What is the second amendment? It is dropping of Section 38. I fully agree
and welcome it. As per Section 38 of the original Act, if an appeal is pending in
the High Court against the order of the Commissioner of Workmen’s
Compensation, the employee is not entitled to receive the deposited amount which

is with the Commissioner. But according to this amendment, Section 38 is being
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dropped so that even if there is an appeal pending before the High Court, the
worker can realize the amount which is pending before the Commissioner. This is
a welcome amendment and 1 fully agree with the amendment regarding dropping
of Section 38.

The third amendment which is being brought in this Bill is regarding the
appellate jurisdiction against the order of the Commissioner. In the original Act, if
we wanted to appeal against the order of the Commissioner, the amount in dispute
should be not less than Rs. 300; now, it has been increased to Rs. 10,000 and any
other higher amount which the Central Government may notify by notification. I
fully disagree with the second part of the amendment. We are fixing the amount in
Parliament but you are giving the right to amend the amount to the Government.
The Central Government can by notification say only those disputes in which is
the amount is not less than Rs. 50,000 can be appealed. I fully disassociate and
disagree with the second part of this amendment for which I am moving an
amendment.

I am coming to the suggestions regarding what is to be done in the
Employees Compensation Act. There is a comprehensive redrafting or
comprehensive amendment required in the case of the Employees Compensation
Act. According to the provision in section 17 (a) and section 16 of the original
Act, the pertinent question to be considered is an employee or worker is entitled to
get compensation only if the accident took place either arising out of or in the
course of the employment. A series of Supreme Court judgements are there. Most
of the workers are denied compensation by the Commissioner only because of the
reason that if on the way to the factory a worker is going by scooter for his
employment, that will not come within the purview of the definition, ‘in the course
of employment’ or ‘arising out of employment’. Due to the paucity of time, I am
not going into the Supreme Court Judgements. Even if a worker meets with an
accident in the premises, it is also being interpreted in different ways so that the

private firms can very vehemently argue with the help of advocates paying lakhs

of rupees as fees to fight against the workers on the ground that it did not arise out
of or in the course of employment. So, I urge upon the hon. Labour Minister who
has absolutely a pro-poor and pro-labour attitude and mindset to kindly review the
definition for accident claims. This has to be revised, redrafted and redefined so
that the poor workers get compensation from the Commissioner as well as the
Court.

The second suggestion is regarding delay in disposing the cases. Just now,
the average number of years it takes has been cited. If you go through the cases
pending before the Commissioner, 85 per cent of the cases take a minimum of five
years to 25 years. | am a trade union worker. We have submitted many disputes
before the Commissioner. It takes years and years. This has to be changed. If it
takes 25 years to dispose workmen’s compensation cases, it means the delay
defeats the justice. So, this provision has to be reviewed.

The third suggestion is regarding the amount of compensation. Kindly see
that as per the Act the amount of compensation is enhanced. The minimum
amount in the case of a death in the course of employment or arising out of
employment is Rs. 1,20,000. Kindly examine this. If a person who is a
breadwinner of a family dies, the Commissioner is to give a minimum of Rs.
1,20,000 in the case of death; and if there a permanent disablement, he is entitled
to get Rs. 1,40,000. This was amended in the year 2010. This amount is totally
outdated. So, considering the consumer price index, cost of living, compensation
under the Motor Vehicles Act for accidents, etc., I would urge upon the
Government to enhance the compensation amount provided as per this Act.

My last point is regarding the health, safety, and welfare of the workers.Sir,
the health, safety and welfare of the workers is a prominent factor to be considered
by the Government. We have the Factories Act. We had so many trade union
meetings. It is being decided by the Government to codify the entire labour laws
in the country. We welcome it but when we codify the labour laws, my suggestion

to the hon. Minister is, it shall not be on the basis of the curtailment of the rights of
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the poor workers in the country. We want an assurance from the Government that
when we codify all the labour legislations in the country, it should be done in
order to protect the rights of the workers.

Once again, I support the Bill with this observation that the Government
should come out with a comprehensive Labour Reforms Act so that we can have a
full-fledged discussion on the condition of the poor workers. With these words, I

conclude. Thank you very much, Sir.

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DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR): Hon. Deputy-
Speaker, Sir, thank you for giving me this opportunity to participate in the
discussion on this amendment Bill.

Sir, I rise to speak on the Employee’s Compensation (Amendment) Bill,
2016 which seeks to amend a few clauses of the parent Act which was the
Employee’s Compensation Act, 1923, the first ever social security legislation of
India. I am really happy about the fact this Bill seeks to provide certain benefits to
the people working as labours and the oppressed and the deprived class of the
society.

The Government of West Bengal headed by Ms. Mamata Banerjee is the
Government of the people and for the people belonging to the lower strata of
society. I stand on behalf of them. But the irony is, as has been mentioned by some
of my other colleagues also, that the Labour Commissions were set up in 1974 and
also in 1989, and made several recommendations, but not a single
recommendation was given effect to. Here is a legislation which seeks to include
some of the recommendations of the Labour Commission. But the amendment that
has been brought about is a simple one. This amendment, of course, is in favour of
the labourers. The first amendment seeks to enhance the penalty amount for
various violations from the existing amount of Rs. 5000 to Rs. 50000 which can be

extended up to Rs. 1,00,000. This is provided for in Section 17(a) of the Act.
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But it is said in section 16 that the employer should inform while
employing the employee that there is a compensation to be paid if there is an
injury or in case of a death next to the kin. This amendment says that it should be
in writing or in the digital form, but the problem is that most of our labour class
cannot read. So, there should be some witness, while he is verbally narrating it,
that he has understood it. It should be there in the amendment also.

Secondly, it is said only about information but there are other statutory
notes like depending upon the degree of injury, compensation should be paid. Like
in the Factories Act, there should be a provision for safety measures. That is the
most important thing. What about imposing a fine if there is no proper safety
measure and who is going to look into it? Of course, I know that the Commission
has got inspectors who inspect it. Inspection should be ensured and there should be
regular reporting about safety in the factory or the working place and that safety is
properly maintained there. Otherwise, there should be a regular fine and that fine
should be enhanced.

Another amendment is increasing the limit for filing an appeal. Earlier, the
provision was that if it was less than Rs. 300, then they could not file a case. Now,
it is increased upto Rs. 10,000. My other colleagues have also said that the words,
‘Central Government’ should be omitted so that the Central Government cannot
direct them later on.

About Section 30A where it is said about payment, I completely agree with
it as it is impairing the Commissioner.

My various colleagues have said that the cases relating to compensation are
going on for years and years. This issue should be addressed and there should be
an amendment in the law so that the grievances are redressed as soon as possible.

In West Bengal, there is a rule that compensation should be paid within
three months. Usually that never happens but to ensure that touts do not get hold
of part of that money, the West Bengal Government, has by a notification from the

Directorate of Employees’ Compensation said that if the compensation is more
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than Rs. 20,000, it should be paid directly to the bank account of the person or his
kin.
With these words, I am supporting the Bill.

CENTRAL AGRICULTURAL UNIVERSITY
(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2016

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE AND
FARMERS WELFARE AND MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF
PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS (SHRI S.S. AHLUWALIA): Sir, I beg to move":

“That the Bill further to amend the Central Agricultural University
Act, 1992, be taken into consideration.”

Sir, the Central Agricultural University (Amendment) Bill is a small Bill.
Basically, when the Central Agricultural University Act, 1992 was enacted in
1992 for a Central Agricultural University for the North-Eastern Region for the
development of agriculture and advancement of learning and prosecution of
research in agriculture and allied sciences in that region.

Sir, in this Act, the North-Eastern Region States, Arunachal Pradesh,
Manipur, Meghalaya, Mizoram, Sikkim and Tripura were included but at that
point of time the Government of Assam and the Government of Nagaland opted
out. They had not given the consent. It is because as per Schedule VII of the
Indian Constitution, Parliament cannot extend the area till a State gives its consent.
Now, the Nagaland Government is going for a veterinary college and for that
purpose they have already allotted 200 acres of land and they want to start the
college. But to start the college and run the college, they need a university and
recognition. Now that they have given the consent, all right, we are ready to accept
this university and we can take this university as one of the Central Agricultural
Universities. The headquarters will be in Imphal, and the institution which they are

proposing will be in Nagaland. So, that is the reason which necessitated the

* Moved with the recommendation of the President.
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amendment in this 1992 Act. We have to just add after ‘Mizoram’ the word,
‘Nagaland’.

I request the House to pass this Bill.
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Motion moved:

“That the Bill further to amend the Central Agricultural University
Act, 1992, be taken into consideration.”

SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE (GULBARGA): He is an experienced leader.
When the Minister himself is there, why does the Parliamentary Affairs Minister
go on explaining?
SHRI S.S. AHLUWALIA: I am also the Minister of State for Agriculture.
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: He is a Minister of State for Agriculture also.
SHRI S.S. AHLUWALIA: As a Minister of State in the Ministry of Agriculture
and Farmers’ Welfare Ministry, I am looking after education. That is the reason I
am piloting this Bill. If the House desires, this Bill can be passed. If it is not
passed and if it is delayed, that particular college will not get the recognition. We
have to get it cleared from Lok Sabha as well as Rajya Sabha so that they get the
recognition. They are delaying the session in their college. Therefore, if without
discussion it is passed, I will be highly obliged. ... (Interruptions)
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: If the hon. Members want discussion on it, we can do
it.

... (Interruptions)
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: There is no problem if the hon. Members pass it
unanimously without discussion. That is left to the House. If you want to discuss
it, you can discuss. We can extend the time and the Members can speak on it.

... (Interruptions)

HON. SPEAKER: We extend the time till the Bill is passed.
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DR. THOKCHOM MEINYA (INNER MANIPUR): Thank you, Mr. Deputy-
Speaker, Sir, for allowing me to intervene in the consideration and passing of the
Central Agricultural University (Amendment) Bill, 2016 moved by the hon.
Minister of State in the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers” Welfare.

I would like to draw the attention of this august House to the very fact that
this Central Agricultural University at Imphal was for the Northeastern region. We
would like to inform the august House that Nagaland now wants to have a
veterinary college at Nagaland. The inaugural function of the college has already
been done. It was inaugurated on 6™ of August by the hon. Minister of Agriculture
and Farmers’ Welfare, Shri Radha Mohan ji. The Bill is now going to be amended
today.

I am very respectfully putting my opinion to the House. I wish the Act
could have been amended and the college started after that. Even then, it is good
that Nagaland Government has agreed to come under the Central Agricultural
University.

I will just tell a little story about how this college came up. At the very
outset, I would like to draw the attention of the august House that the Northeastern
region is more or less an agricultural region. Agriculture is the most important
occupation of this region.

I would like to add a very important chapter to the history of the Central
Agricultural University (CAU), Imphal at Manipur. It was in early 70s when
Manipur attained statehood. The need to establish an agriculture college at
Manipur was very much felt. Following this, the then Minister of Education, Shri
H. Thoithoi Singh started the Manipur Agricultural College at Moia, Imphal West,
which happen to be my village. I was on the governing body. This college was run
under the private management of Manipur Rural Institute, Imphal and it became a
semi-Government college under Manipur University. When the Government of

India wanted to have a Central Agriculture University at Imphal to be established
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under the Act of 1992, there was one institute in Nagaland under the name of the
College of Agriculture Science and Rural Development in Nagaland.

It was also affiliated to the Nagaland Central University. By that time, the
Government of India, in the project report, wanted to have both the Manipur
Agriculture College at Imphal and this institute in Nagaland to be the affiliated
colleges of the Central Agricultural University, but the Agriculture College of
Nagaland opted to stay with the Nagaland Central University. That is how, it could
not become a constituent college. That is the historical part of it.

Therefore, the Central Agricultural University, Imphal was established in
1993 under the Central Agricultural University Act, 1992 of Parliament (Act No.
40 of 1992) and has its jurisdiction over the States of Arunachal Pradesh, Manipur,
Meghalaya, Mizoram, Sikkim and Tripura. This University has got a veterinary
college in Mizoram, a horticulture college in Arunachal Pradesh, a fishery college
in Tripura and other three colleges in other states. This is the reason, how it missed
it. Now, it is good that in July this year, the Government of India has started
consultation with many areas and a proposal from the Nagaland Government has
come. The College of Veterinary Science and Husbandry has already been
inaugurated by the hon. Minister, as | mentioned earlier.

Once this Act is amended, perhaps that will take retrospective effect.
Normally, laws take effect prospectively, not retrospectively. I am very
respectfully putting before the Government that this Act could have been amended
and the college could have been inaugurated in time. This is the process I would
like to say.

While mentioning this, I would like to mention in the end that for the
inhabitants of my State, Manipur, the staple food is rice and fish. Anyway, we
have an agriculture college. We did have a good harvest of indigenous fish. Even
then, the production we have is not enough for our consumption. So, we depend
mostly on the fish coming from Andhra Pradesh and Myanmar. In this connection,

I would like to request the hon. Minister, particularly the Ministry here, to
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consider to expand the area of research and development of the Central
Agricultural University, Imphal where they can do research in respect of
pissiculture, fisheries and animal husbandry. Here, in that case, they can expand it
to research and development activities so that the quality of our fish and their
species are protected and preserved and their production can be enhanced. At the
same time, we have animals, birds and other things which can also be preserved
and their species maintained. So, research and development activities in the areas
of fisheries and animal husbandry would help us meet the ever growing demand of
the population of the State. This is very important.

With these few words, since the Minister is in a hurry, and perhaps the
House is also in a hurry, I stand here to support the Bill. There is no problem in
doing that. I am very happy that our neighbour State of Nagaland has already
agreed to come and join the Central Agricultural University which is the pride of
our State and pride of our area. We look forward to the college, which the hon.
Minister has inaugurated recently, getting recognition without any problem so that
we can grow together.

At the same time, please also remember that this North-Eastern part of the
country has been in news for no reason almost all the time. This is because of our
looks. Whenever we go there, we need to be identified. Suppose, I go there like
this, wearing pyjama and dhoti, and stand there as an MP, nobody will recognise.
They will say ‘Okay, it is fine.” Suppose, I go there wearing a suit and tie, it is
very dangerous. They will insist on my identity card. I do produce my identity
card and cross the hurdle. But the young people, who are going there, are facing a
lot of problem.

So, as per my opinion, you consider this area together along with other
parts of the country for inclusiveness. I always suggest that the geography and
history of this part of the country should be in the curriculum of students in the

mainland so that we mix with each other and have the emotional integration.
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With these words, I support the Bill and wish all the best.

Thank you very much.
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SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAG): Hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I
thank you for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Central Agricultural
University (Amendment) Bill, 2016. The purpose of the Bill is to include the State
of Nagaland under the jurisdiction of the Central Agricultural University having
its headquarter in Imphal. This will help to impart education in different branches
of agriculture and allied sciences, undertake research in agricultural programmes
and extension of education in North Eastern hilly regions with national and
international institutes.

Agriculture is the main economic activity in Nagaland, and more than 90
per cent of the population is employed within it, with more than 16 Tribes and
Sub-Tribes who have their own culture, tradition and language. The wide-spread
practice of jhoom cultivation has led to soil erosion and loss of soil fertility. It
needs to do research to retain its fertility.

Imphal, with a hot and humid rainy season during summer and cool dry
winter, with fertile land made up of alluvial soil will help the farmers with new
techniques thereby contributing to the production and productivity of agriculture
of the region. This would help in getting over the shortage of technical manpower
and infrastructural facilities and would contribute for the development of
agriculture, including animal husbandry, horticulture, plant pathology, plant
breeding, soil science, and agricultural chemistry.

After inclusion of the State of Nagaland under the jurisdiction of the
Central Agricultural University, the College of Veterinary Science in Nagaland
will produce professional manpower in the field of animal husbandry, which will
facilitate the social, economic growth in the region thereby contributing to the
production and productivity of animals in Nagaland, and will be a great blessing to
the people of the State. According to the Twelfth Plan, Rs. 14.31 crore shall be
expended after the establishment of the College of Veterinary Science in

Nagaland, which is a very welcome initiative.
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The State of Nagaland has enormous potential for productive season and
off-season agricultural crops, fruits and vegetables, which have a demand in the
State and also in the adjoining States, but due to improper storage and harvest
handling, there is a huge loss, especially of the perishable items. Funds should be
provided for purchase of machinery and equipment with reasonable, affordable
subsidy policy. The connectivity to the potential areas from village to village, to
highway and to market should be well connected, to boost the economy of the
rural farmers.

Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, the State does not have industries to absorb the
educated, unemployed youth because the State has no proper infrastructural and
institutional set up. So, they have every reason to take up agriculture seriously.
Addressing the Fifty-fourth Convocation of the Indian Agricultural Research on
6" February, hon. President, Shri Pranab Mukherjee, said that agricultural
education in our country must conform to global standards and we need to create a
large pool of competent faculty in our institutions of technology to promote
agriculture nation-wide.

In West Bengal, the Bidhan Chandra Krishi Vishwavidyalaya is doing good
research work and is one of the best in the country. Its research work with modern
techniques is helping the farmers. It is a State University. The Government should
take measures to reduce discrimination among various sections of people,
especially the Dalit students and create an environment for studies and research in
the universities to shape India into a developed nation.

So, I welcome the initiatives taken by the Government. On behalf of my

Party, All India Trinamool Congress, I support the Bill. Thank you.
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SHRI NAGENDRA KUMAR PRADHAN (SAMBALPUR): Hon'ble Deputy-
Speaker, I thank you for allowing me to speak on this subject. Initially, it was the
University Act of 1992, and now the Government of India has brought this
amendment Bill. I support this Bill, on behalf of my Party, Biju Janata Dal.

Sir, I wish to share with you that Nagaland is a State where 80 per cent of
the people is dependent on agriculture. Seasonal fruits and horticulture products
are the main source for their livelihood. In the last Budget, this Government had
provided Rs.115 crore for developing organic value chain in the North-East
region. It means that probably the Central Government is giving thrust to the
North-East because the people in that region believe in organic product. Now,
some States are producing some items but they do not use those items. I do not
like to name those States. They are purchasing the same thing from other States.
This is happening because their produced items are prepared by using fertilizers.
This is the state of affairs. That is why, I would congratulate the Government of
India on providing Rs.115 crore for this purpose. Nagaland will be the role model
for other states and encouage them to produce hygenic organic products.

I fully support this Bill because Nagaland will come to the mainstream. I
would like to make one or two points. Some days back, hon. Agriculture Minister
Shri Radha Mohan ji visited our State and he visited the OUAT. On behalf of the
Government of Odisha, the OUAT have given a memorandum for establishment
of a Central University. But, unfortunately, the Indian Council of Agricultural
Research have given a report against this and the Minister has also sent the reply
accordingly.

As you know, the Eastern part of Odisha is a coastal belt where we find one
type of climate. The other part is the Western side. That consists of 13 districts is
having other type of climate. On different occasions, the Western districts are
demanding for a Central University in the Assembly. Our hon. Chief Minister has
also written a letter to the Government of India for establishment of a Central

Agricultural University in remote area of the State. Hon. Agriculture Minister has
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visited the Agriculture University. He might have seen that memorandum. I think,
during his reply, he would answer to this point.

As you know, the issue of Mahanadi River dispute is raised both in the Lok
Sabha and the Rajya Sabha. It is a known fact that the water source is coming
down. So, I demand for a Regional Water Research Institute at Sambalpur. There
is one such Institute in Bhubneswar. The said Institute cannot cater to the needs of
the Western side. That is why, a separate Regional Water Research Institute has to
be sanctioned so that the production of the western Orissa will be increased and
huge self employment will be created.

As everybody is saying that my constituency Sambalpur city is the second
Capital of Odisha. Hirakud Project is there. About 90 per cent of irrigation is
because of the Hirakud Project. There is one Agricultural and one Horticulture
College in Chiplima. About 351 acres of land is with Agriculture and Horticulture
College. The institute cater up to B.Sc. Ag. The above institution should be
upgraded to M.Sc Ag. in agriculutre and horticulture. Research wings of different
subjects should be opened so that scientists can be produced, as a result of which
people will be trained in scientific ways for having their livelihood by agriculture
and horticulture.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: The Odisha Government can do that because this is
under the State.

SHRI NAGENDRA KUMAR PRADHAN (SAMBALPUR): Without assistance
of the Centre nothing can be done as fund is required. On this occasion I would
like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister to this issue and request him to
make a statement during his reply keeping in view of the difficulties being faced

by the people of Western Odisha. Thank you.
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SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Hon. Deputy
Speaker, Sir, thank you for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Central
Agricultural Universities (Amendment) Bill, 2016.

First of all I stand here on behalf of Telugu Desam Party and my leader
Nara Chandrababu Naidu-garu and I wholeheartedly support this Bill which is
very important not just for Nagaland or the North-Eastern region but the whole
country itself. The hon. Minister while introducing the Bill said this is a very small
amendment. But | hope the impact that this Bill is going to have on the North-
Eastern States in terms of agriculture or on the farmers is not going to be small but
is going to have a huge impact. That is the expectation from our party and our
Members here.

There is a reason I stand here to speak on this Bill though our State is not
related to this. This entire House took responsibility to pass the Andhra Pradesh
Reorganisation Act in 2014. The 13" Schedule of that Bill which is regarding the
education, clearly mentions that the Government of India is going to take the
responsibility to establish 11 institutions in the bifurcated State of Andhra Pradesh
which has the likes of IIT, AIIMS, IISER and all these institutions including one
tribal university and one agricultural university. It has been mentioned in letter
and spirit that the Government of India is going to establish a Central University
which is of national importance. Now it has been two years.

The State, taking that clause, has requested the Government of India to
establish a Central University in the State. First of all, the Central Government
came up and said that 500 hectares of land is needed for this. The State said that
we are ready to provide 500 hectares of land. Again the Central Ministry came to
the State Government and said that they require only 500 acres of land. We
agreed to that also and we were ready to give that also. Now the Centre is taking a
step back and is saying that they can’t give a Central University because they are
not giving Central University anywhere in the country. I would like to ask not

only the hon. Minister but the whole House whether this House does not have the
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responsibility to fulfil each and every provision given in an Act which this very
House has passed. It is the responsibility of all the Members here.

We are bringing a Bill and we are thinking that it is related to Nagaland,
there is no importance of this Bill and only Members from Nagaland or north-
eastern region will speak. We are passing the Bill. It means that every Member
sitting here has an equal responsibility. Similarly, when Andhra Pradesh Re-
organisation Bill came in this very House, people felt that this is about Andhra
Pradesh and Telangana and they don’t have to care about it; they passed the Bill.
Now we are facing the consequences. If the House which sat at that time under
the Congress Government had taken the responsibility of doing justice to both the
States while preparing the draft Bill, we would not have had the requirement to
stand up here and shout slogans in this very House. We are taking up the
responsibility for whatever problems have been created from the Bill.

According to the Bill, a Central University has been promised to Andhra
Pradesh. Earlier, we had an agricultural university in the State also. That has
been given to Telangana. With that institution, 30 other research stations have
also gone to Telangana. How will we be compensated for that unless the Central
Government takes interest in doing this? Now, the Central Government has said
that they will develop one State University. Then we took up that idea and we
prepared a DPR and gave a requirement of Rs. 1500 crore. What has the Central
Government done? They have given just Rs. 85 crore in two years. This is a
grave injustice done to the State of Andhra Pradesh. We want the Central
Government to take up complete responsibility in doing justice to the State of
Andhra Pradesh. We have high hopes on this Government which is being led by
the dynamic Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi. We require full support from
the Central Government. Even though this Bill does not relate to us, we require

complete support from the Minister of Agriculture also.
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SHRI KONDA VISHWESHWAR REDDY (CHEVELLA): Hon. Deputy Speaker,
firstly I would like to state that I fully share the sentiment of our neighbouring
State of Andhra Pradesh and the hon. MP Shri Ram Mohan Naidu. Speaking on
the Central Agricultural University (Amendment) Bill 2016, there is an
agricultural university in Imphal and presently the university covers Arunachal
Pradesh, Manipur, Meghalaya, Mizoram and Tripura. The present Bill wants to
include the State of Nagaland. I do not think anyone in this House will oppose
this. We also rise to support this Bill on behalf of the TRS party.

As per the study, India is going to be the most populous country in 2050.
With growing population, demand for food and agricultural products is going to
rise. To handle such a huge demand, we need to not just include one more state in
the existing university, but we need to have investments and have more
agricultural universities both in Nagaland and Andhra Pradesh. But, not only we
have to set up institutions and colleges in Nagaland, research and development
needs to be focused on in agriculture sector.

In the recent years, agriculture research has been plagued by severe
underinvestment and neglect. For example, even Bangladesh spends more
percentage of money on agriculture research; not only do they spend money on
agriculture research but their policies are also driven by research in agriculture
universities in Bangladesh.

The other day, we had the debate on price rise. Actually, I really do not
know who to support. Price rise to an urban consumer is a very popular thing to
take up for urban based political parties. But farmers in the rural areas in my
constituency actually want the prices to rise. They are abysmally low in our
country. If there is one thing compared to any other commodity, the prices have
not risen in agricultural produce. They are sometimes going up and sometimes
coming down but overall the average is very low.

The agriculture education and research is plagued by resource crunch,

difficulty in attracting talented faculty, limited linkages and collaborations with
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international counterparts. The weakening of lab to land connect is a very
important thing. In my own constituency, we have one of the largest agriculture
universities, the Rajendranagar Agriculture University but there is no lab to land
connect; besides, there is lack of innovation.

Today, many young people are not much interested in studying agriculture.
We have to make it popular. First of all, students studying agriculture are not seen
with the same respect as accorded to other disciplines, like IT, engineering and
medicine. What is most important is not sufficient research is being done on native
species whether they are of grains or vegetables. I think, that needs to be done
since Nagaland has many native species of local vegetables and fruits.

The jhum practice in Nagaland, which is the slash and burn technique, has
come down clearly because of loss of awareness in ancient agriculture practices
brought out by modern agriculture practices. ... (Interruptions)

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Please conclude now.
SHRI KONDA VISHWESHWAR REDDY : So, just like they need a university,
they also need a separate high court; we also need a separate high court.

Thank you.
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DR. A. SAMPATH (ATTINGAL): Thank you. I will be very brief.

I support the Bill moved by the hon. Minister but I would like to point out
some four or five points within two minutes. First, as my learned friends have
already suggested, the lack of funds for agriculture research. It is a very important
factor. Even though we would be completing the legislative process within ten
minutes, as he insists and we all wish, this is a very important matter and I hope
my very senior learned friend Shri Ahluwalia will take up this matter with his
colleagues and the Government of India may take up this issue with prime
importance.

Secondly, in the Central universities and Central research institutes there is
lack of manpower — academic as well as non-academic. We are facing acute
shortage in IISERS, IITs, Central universities and other research institutions. If we
do not recruit adequate manpower — professors and other scientific research
officials — our position will be very unpleasant.

Thirdly, regarding research scholars, there is a situation in many of the
Central research universities and institutes of which I may point out one example
from Thiruvananthapuram in my district. It was earlier in my constituency but
now that place is now in the constituency of my learned friend Dr. Shashi Tharoor;
this is the Central Tuber Crops Research Institute. Here, quite a number of Ph.D.
students under the University of Kerala are also doing research but what now
happens is that the research scholars coming from outside have to pay quite a large
sum as fees. So, these people who are doing research here from University of
Kerala and those from Anna University are also bound to pay more fees. So, they
have taken loans from banks as education loans. It has become very much
difficult for them as they are not from any private sector agency. They are
actually the research scholars from the university. So, this matter has to be taken

up seriously. There are some missing links between the field and research.
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Whatever research is going on has to directly go to the fields but that is not
happening.

Last but not least, as my learned friend has just now stated, nowadays, the
brilliant students do not want to become agriculture scientists. It is true with
Tamil Nadu, Gujarat, UP, Kerala, Madhya Pradesh, West Bengal, in fact with all
the 29 States and the Union Territories. If you ask a brilliant student what does he
or she want to be, the answer will be he wants to be a doctor. If you do not
become a doctor then what do you want to be? That student would like to be an
engineer. The third option will be an advocate. It is because they think that if
they retire as an agriculture scientist they do not have any job to do. If they retire
as a doctor they can practice after retirement. As an engineer also they can do
something. If they retire as lawyer either they have to leave the court or leave this
world. ... (Interruptions) But in the case of an agriculture scientist there is no job
after retirement. These things must also be considered by the hon. Minister.

Thank you, Sir.
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SHRI VARAPRASAD RAO VELAGAPALLI (TIRUPATI): Sir, this Bill is not
as simple as the hon. Minister is saying, for the simple reason that the entire
North-East deserves much better consideration which we have been repeatedly
telling. North-East definitely depends mostly on agriculture. For these two
reasons we consider this Bill as the most important one. We are very happy that
the jurisdiction of the Central Agricultural University is being extended up to
Nagaland.

What is most important here is that the modern technology and the
techniques that are lacking in the North-East are to be considered by the
Government of India. The purchasing capacity of North-East is very less.
Therefore, if you really want to make use of the land available in the North-East,
the Government of India has to come in a big way to implement the modern
technology and the techniques. The subsidies have to be given to the North-East
for more than one reason; to infuse confidence in the people of North-East and
also to bring them on to the mainstream.

As every other speaker has mentioned, in North-East more than 70-80 per
cent of the people depend only on agriculture, therefore, the importance of the Bill
is very high. Although infrastructure is not very much relevant to the Bill, but
development of the North-East is extremely important as it is lacking in
infrastructure; be it the storage facility, cold storage facility or the last mile land
for the roads. It is extremely important and if it is not done the people of the
North-East will feel differently and India might find it difficult later.

As the earlier speaker was mentioning, shifting cultivation, zoom
cultivation are extremely outdated and, therefore, the modern technology is very
much required. Hence, the importance of the agriculture university is more
relevant now. I feel that the North-East very much requires an institution like the
ICRISAT, which is in Hyderabad now, so that the entire area could be put into

use.
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Similarly, as my earlier speaker, the young, dynamic MP, has spoken, we
need a Central Agricultural University for Andhra Pradesh. And, the Government
of India should consider giving the Special Status that we require the most.

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SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): Sir, I thank you for allowing
me to participate in the discussion on the amendment to the Central Agricultural
University Act of 1992.

The proposed amendment is to include the State of Nagaland under the
jurisdiction of the Central Agricultural University. No doubt the Central
Agricultural University is having its headquarters in Imphal and is playing a major
role for the development of agriculture in the North-East region of the country.
Through this amendment, the State of Nagaland will also get the benefits of the
Central Agricultural University.

Since the discussion is related to the Agricultural University, I would like
to share a few thoughts on the state of agricultural research in the country. As we
all know, India is an agrarian country and the majority of our fellow citizens earn
their daily bread from the agricultural sector. Therefore, the agricultural research
institutions have to play a vital role in ensuring the food security and economic
growth of the country.

However, today there is a reverse trend in agricultural growth which has
adversely affected the income and confidence of our farmers. Reports say that
climate change will have adverse impact on agriculture in 150 districts in the
country which would in turn have serious implications on the livelihood of 45
million people. The Indian Academy of Science also has come out with similar
findings.

There are tens and thousands of acres of virgin land are lying unused. If we
are able to support the farmers in the North-Eastern region, then we will be able to
produce more food and it will benefit the country.

Sir, I support the Bill.
