Darjeeling Tea Research and Development Centre is a continuous and an ongoing
process, which was initiated during the 11™ Plan and is aimed at making this
DTR&DC a Centre of Excellence for undertaking research and development work
for the Darjeeling Tea.... (Interruptions) About 120 million kilograms of orthodox
tea is produced ...

The Tea Board is definitely working with
standards established internationally as regards pesticide residue in tea, and

making sure that it should be minimized at the earliest. There are a lot of
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awareness camps being held by the Tea Board, both in Assam and in the South. If
the Member has any concerns, he can approach us and we are willing to work
together with him.

to put a supplementary question. The Nirbhaya incident which has shaken the
whole country, is still in the memory of all of us. After the incident, the
Government had decided that it would have a specific allocation of a type of
Nirbhaya Fund. But the fact remains that as of today, less than two per cent of the
fund has been spent in the whole country. The Fund was supposed to be managed
by the Home Ministry. There are reports that it has now come to the Ministry of
Women and Child Development. Now there is a decision to set up a Nirbhaya
Centre in each district, about 650 centres were supposed to be set up in the whole
country. But there are recent reports which say that it will not be set up in each
district but it will set up one centre in each State. My question is when hardly two
per cent of this Fund has been spent so far, what is the rationale of the decision,
not to set up one centre in each district? In this context, can I ask the hon. Minister
through you a question? Will the Government reconsider its decision and set up
one centre in each district including the district of Balasore in my constituency?

SHRIMATI MANEKA SANJAY GANDHI: Madam Speaker, the first centre has
been set up already in Raipur. I have just returned from it incidentally. We are
setting up 36 centres which we will have by the end of the year. I have deliberately
not gone in for 660 immediately because we want to see how these work. Each
one requires intensive skill training. Therefore, by the end of this year we will
have 36, and we will look at their progress and how they service needs. They are
called Sakhi centres. If they work well, within three months we will start setting
up the rest of the 660. I agree that 660 are needed, one for each District. Hopefully
during my tenure they will be set up. But we are starting first with 36, one for each

State and UT.

However, one of
the answers is to put 33 per cent of women in the police force. I have repeatedly
written to the Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh to increase the representation of
women in police force to 33 per cent. Our Government is making sincere efforts in
this.

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Mr. Deputy-

Speaker, Sir, I would request the Government of India to implement the AP
Reorganisation Act which was passed by the previous Government and also to
fulfill all the assurances that have been given to the State of Andhra Pradesh. Sir,
you see the problem which is happening right now. Because the Act is not being
implemented properly, we see that Telangana Members are also protesting in the
House today.

My sincere request to the Government of India is that they grant special
status to the State of Andhra Pradesh. Hon. Minister Rao Inderjit Singhji has
replied today categorically to some hon. Member who has asked for special status
to Bihar. The Minister said that after the Fourteenth Finance Commission, the

question of giving special status does not arise for any State. But, Sir, please do
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not compare the State of Andhra Pradesh with any other State for which people are
demanding special status. We were not a negative-Budget State before bifurcation.

It is because of all the problems that have been created by the previous
Government that we are now in a negative budget state. ... (Interruptions)
Because of being in a negative budget, even if more money is coming to the States
in the 14" Finance Commission, even after five years we will be a negative budget
State whereas Telangana, Odisha, Karnataka and all other neighbouring States
including your State of Tamil Nadu will have surplus budget of Rs 30,000 to
40,000 crore. How can we compete with them? ... (Interruptions) We will be in a
negative budget and all the other States will be in surplus budget. There will be no
level playing field for us and still they are delaying all the Acts. ... (Interruptions)
Because of that, you see that already we have lost three large scale industries
which were supposed to come to Andhra Pradesh because they were all expecting
special status for Andhra Pradesh. ... (Interruptions) It is delayed. So, they have
gone to other States and now there is huge problem of unemployment in Andhra
Pradesh. There are no finances to do anything. ... (Interruptions)

Also, with the special status, the grant from the Central Government is done
on a 90:10 basis. ... (Interruptions) If there is a delay in this or if they think there
is a problem in giving this or they want some more time in giving this, let us work
out another deal where it is not 90:10. ... (Interruptions) There is a special
package even if it is 80:20 or 70:30. There is some grant which is given
immediately so that we can start the process of rebuilding the State of Andhra
Pradesh. ... (Interruptions)

I request the Government of India to understand the sentiments of the
people of Andhra Pradesh and give it a special status and to implement all the
aspects which are there in the reorganisation Act. ... (Interruptions) It will do a
lot of benefit for the States of Andhra Pradesh and Telangana. I sincerely request

the Government of India to p look into this. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI K. PARASURAMAN (THANJAVUR): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, under

the guidance of our hon. Chief Minister Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, I would like to
draw the attention of the Minister of Water Resources regarding the urgent need
for ground water management.

Water is a natural and a national resource. Of all the water on earth, only
one per cent is available for our use. Of the one per cent usable water, 99 per cent
is ground water. India ranks number one in the world on ground water extraction.
About 90 per cent is used for cultivation, 8 per cent for domestic use and 2 per

cent for industrial use.
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In most parts of our country, the rate of pumping is far more than the rate of
replenishment resulting in a serious problem of ground water mining and because
of this we are at a risk of water soluable waste products infiltrating and polluting
the ground water supply.

Most parts of our country needs more water storage to be able to stop
depleting the ground water. Indian water storage infrastructure is very dismal
compared to other countries and we need to invest more on water storage
infrastructure to avoid ourselves from landing in a very serious crisis.

I would like to urge upon the Government to take necessary action
regarding the need to educate people on the importance of water storage at the
local levels.
