SHRI P.R. SUNDARAM: Speaker Madam, Indian Institutes of Technology were

set up to evolve technocrats. These IITs were established by an Act of Parliament.
Last year alone, 14 students have died in various IITs and many have been
expelled for under-performance. Incidentally, many students who end up as drop-
outs are from socially and economically backward classes like OBCs, SCs and
STs.

Our beloved leader, puratchi thalaivi Amma, 1s champion of social justice -
it means samooha needhi katha veeranganai in Tamil — who gave constitutional
protection of 69 per cent reservation to OBCs, SCs and STs in Tamil Nadu. As a
true follower of Amma, I raise this question.

Why is enough care not being taken by the IITs to see that the drop-out rate

is reduced? Why such students are not being helped to maintain their academic
performance though they have cleared the toughest entrance examination, JEE?
Why are special classes not being conducted, instead of expelling them?
THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT (SHRIMATI
SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI): Madam Speaker, while I appreciate the adoration the
hon. Member has for his party leadership, I would like to contest certain facts that
he has tried to produce in his question.

Firstly, his indication that children in the IIT ecosystem and IIT family are
committing suicides because they are unable to keep up with the pressure that the
academic environment in the IIT has, is incorrect. The second instance that I
would like to contest, as has been deciphered by the hon. Member in his question,
is the fact that enough is not done for children from weaker segments of society or
for children who are academically weak. Firstly, it should be said here, and very
proudly, that children who enter into the IIT ecosystem do so after cracking the

toughest examination in the country which is the JEE Advanced, which in itself is
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a representation of their academic brilliance and the academic pathway that they
so choose.

Within the IIT ecosystem, in the first year itself, as the answer represents,
there are various classes which are undertaken specifically for children who are
academically weak, children who are from weaker segments of society. These
initiatives are mentored specially by senior faculty members. Children are guided
and children are assessed not at the end of the year, but they are assessed monthly,
quarterly and mid-yearly so that any challenge that is presented in front of the
faculty is a challenge that the faculty can address.

Let me assure the hon. Member that any challenge that IIT students present
to the faculty within the IIT ecosystem shall be met in a supportive fashion by IITs.
SHRI P.R. SUNDARAM : Madam Speaker, IIT Roorkee expelled 73 students on
8.7.2015 for scoring less than five cumulative grade point average in the second
semester. The students who were expelled belong to the reserved category as 31
are STs, 23 are SCs, 4 are physically challenged and 8 are OBCs. All the students
expelled had been taken back by the IIT Roorkee because of the loud cry which
surfaced on their expulsion. Therefore, I would like to know from the hon.
Minister whether the Government has made any inquiry into it to prevent such a
foul play in future.

Similarly, as it happened in Chennai, why are they prevented from
enriching their knowledge through forums like Periyar-Ambedkar Study Circle?
SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI : Madam Speaker, yet again, I contest the
information that the hon. Member tries to put forth in this august House through
his Question.

Firstly, when students enter into the academic facility of the IIT, they
assure the institution and give an undertaking that their academic benchmarks that
these students shall not only aspire to but also attain. It is when these benchmarks
are not attained that IITs -- which are autonomous institutions as desired by an Act

of Parliament -- within themselves have the capacity to expel or give students
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preference to better their academic performances. The action of IIT, Roorkee was
challenged in the court of law and the court of law upheld the IITs right to ensure
that academic performance -- that the students themselves gave an undertaking to
uphold -- is upheld. However, IIT, Roorkee undertook an initiative to take these
students back only if they yet again fulfill those academic standards that they gave
an undertaking when they entered into the system.

So far as his reference to the IIT, Chennai 1ssue is concerned, let me assure
this hon. Member, through you, Madam Speaker, that even in the case of IIT,
Chennai it is the institution, the Academic Executive Council and the Students
Council, which has elected representatives of student bodies within the institution
that set benchmarks for activities undertaken by any individual within the IIT
campus. Hence, the Question that was posed to me is contested as a Minister.
SHRI KONAKALLA NARAYANA RAO: Thank you, Speaker Madam. I would
like to know from the hon. Minister through you, Madam, we have all heard for
some time about the demographic dividend that awaits our nation from its youthful
population, but we can only reap the dividend if we train and educate our young
people to be able to take advantage of what the world has to offer them in the 21*
Century. There is nothing more dangerous to the nation than legions of under-
educated, unemployed and unemployable young men with no stake in our society.
Therefore, education in India is not just a socio-economic issue, but a national
security issue as well.

We have a shortage of trained teachers as well as training institutes. If we
train teachers badly, then they will teach children badly. The picture is even worse
in higher education, Central Universities, [ITs, NITs, [IMs, which are all suffering
because of crippling shortage of teachers.

I would like to know from the hon. Minister whether it is a fact that the
Government has constituted a Committee sometime ago to study why the dropout

rate has increased and the teacher-student ratio has hit a low.
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SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI : Madam Speaker, though the hon. Member
seeks to get an answer for a question, which is not pertinent to the Question asked,
I will, however, say that it is a continuous engagement and an effort by the
Government of India to ensure that teacher vacancies and challenges within the
Central Universities, NITs, [IMs, IITs, IIITs, IISERs is something that we engage
with those institutions and seek to address.

In so far as the fallout of not having enough talent, which is getting into the
teaching profession, as the hon. Member might recall that the hon. Prime Minister
of India on the 25 December 2014 launched the National Mission for Teachers
Training, which also envisages a role for reviving good teaching practices;
encouraging our youth to get into the teaching profession; and at the same time
provide for in-service training for our teachers.

In so far as whether a Committee has been constituted with reference to the
Question put by the hon. Member, that specific Committee -- I do not know where
he gets that information -- does not exist. However, a Committee has been
constituted to look into the challenges in the teaching professions within the

Central University ecosystem.

HON. SPEAKER: Very good.
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DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: Madam Speaker, just now the Minister gave the reply
as to why there are dropouts in various institutions. If we see the Annexure to the
written reply, in Mumbai 72 dropouts are there; in Delhi, 169 dropouts are there;
in Kharagpur, 209 dropouts are there; and in Roorkee, 228 dropouts are there. Like
this, dropouts are also high in such reputed institutions. At the same time, if you
compare other reputed institutions like Mandi, it is Nil; in Jodhpur, it is Nil; in
Kanpur, it is Nil; in Madras, it is Nil; and in Gandhinagar, it is only one. If you
take even NITs also, in the reputed institute of Calicut 72 dropouts are there; in
Jaipur, 136 dropouts are there; in Kurukshetra, 129 dropouts are there, in Rourkela,
139 dropouts are there; and in Raipur, 67 dropouts are there.

But the Minister in her reply has mentioned that : “The reasons for dropouts
may be attributed to shifting to other colleges/institutions, personal reasons,
medical reasons, getting jobs during PG courses, inability to cope with academic
stress, etc.” When you answered just now, this reason was not mentioned in it, but
in the written reply you have said that stress is another reason. You have to find
out why they have left these institutions because there might be some problem. I
am saying this because students may not leave from reputed institutions. Why are
they leaving from institutes in Mumbai and Delhi in high numbers, but they are
not leaving from institutions in Madras. Some kind of a problem may be there.
Technical education is very important. A lot of institutions have also been opened
in the private sector where so many seats are vacant due to unemployment
problem. Even after completing the education, they are not getting jobs. As far as
IITs are concerned, they are reputed institutions. Most of the students who qualify
from there are going abroad. Why is there this kind of differentiation? You said
that academic stress was not a reason. However, in your oral reply, you have
mentioned academic stress as a reason. Why are so many anomalies taking place
in IITs? Are there any social reasons for it? For example, ragging is taking place
and because of which many students have committed suicide. What are the

preventive steps you are taking to address these issues?
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SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: With all sense of humility, I submit to hon.
Dr. Thambidurai that in my response to the first MP who posed this question to me,
I had said that I contest the fact that there is no mechanism available within the
IITs to address issues with regard to either academic stress, or for that fact
academic challenges that children from weaker segments of society or children
who are academically weaker face. Hence, I would like to firmly state here with
all humility that to say that students do not take stress is not a statement that I
made. I said that we have provided a mechanism that a student under stress within
this eco system can approach and seek help and guidance from.

Insofar as hon. Dr. Thambidurai’s question with regard to IIT — Kharagpur,
IIT — Delhi and IIT — Roorkee as to why there is a large surge of dropouts from
these three institutions is concerned, I would like to assure him that apart from
these three institutions, even Mumbai, the Department has communicated with
these institutions asking for the reasons as to why they feel there is such a large
number of dropouts. I am sure that the institutions will respond to the Government
of India soon. However, let me reiterate here the commitment of the Government
to ensure that within these IITs, we will ensure that the mechanism to deal with
academic stress, and the mechanism to help weaker students to strengthen
themselves within the IITs is something that we are committed to and for ever
shall be.

SHRI P.P. CHAUDHARY: Madam Speaker, most of the students clear the Joint

Entrance Examination (JEE), an entrance examination for IITs, purely on the basis
of coaching classes where they teach at the surface level in such a short span of
time. A majority of such students, while of a science background from school,
who lack the fundamentals of the programme, join such centres to simply crack
the exam at the expense of school learning. Moreover, a number of engineering
courses require fundamental knowledge that is taught at the school level

examination. Just now, hon. Dr. Thambidurai has stated that academic stress is one
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of the reasons. In my view, there is incompatibility insofar as the entrance exam is
concerned and the level of teaching at the IIT.

My question to the hon. Minister is whether the Ministry proposes to

change the pattern of IIT-JEE to ensure that students entering the courses offered
by the IITs have the fundamental knowledge required. Will the IIT-JEE be based
on such knowledge or parameters?
SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: Madam Speaker, with all due respect, [ am a
bit amused at the question that whether they have the fundamental prerequisites to
enter such an institution. This in itself is an oxymoron because obviously, the child,
irrespective of whether they have gone to a coaching institution or not, has that
technical/academic capacity and, that is why, they do so well in these
examinations. I think we should give a special compliment to those children. To
just say that only children who go to coaching centres manage to crack the exam is
a big disservice, especially to children from very poor families, who cannot afford
a coaching centre, but depend totally on their school education to crack this exam.
I, particularly as a Minister, am extremely proud of such children. I think the
Member will join me in congratulating them, especially for their success.

HON. SPEAKER: It is a very good answer; it has been very nicely answered.

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SURESH PRABHU): Madam, an
unfortunate incident of derailment of Kamayani Express and Janta Express
between Khirkiya and Bhirangi stations on Khandwa-Itarsi section of West
Central Railway took place at about 2330 hours on 04.08.2015. According to the
information available with me at this moment, bodies of 11 passengers of Janta
Express and one passenger of Kamayani Express were recovered from the coaches
and 25 passengers sustained minor injuries in this unfortunate in this unfortunate
incident, who were given immediate medical treatment. The exact number of
casualties is being ascertained by the Railway Officers at the accident site.

I personally monitored the situation throughout the night and co-ordinated
relief and rescue efforts with the hon. Chief Minister of Madhya Pradesh. Accident
Relief Trains and Accident Relief Medical Vans were immediately dispatched to
the site. The Divisional Railway Manager, Bhopal and the General Manager, West
Central Railway were directed to reach the accident site. The State Government
and the Railways are jointly involved in the relief and rescue operations.

On humanitarian grounds, an enhanced ex-gratia of Rs. 2 lakh each to the
next of kin of the deceased, Rs. 50,000 to the grievously injured and Rs. 25,000 to
persons who sustained simple injuries have been announced.

The prima facie cause of the incident is stated to be ‘flash flood due to
heavy rains’. A statutory inquiry into this incident has been ordered to be
conducted by the Commissioner of Railway Safety. Helpline numbers have been
set up at all important locations and the Railways have been instructed to take all

precautions in flood affected areas.

THE MINISTER OF LAW AND JUSTICE (SHRI D.V. SADANANDA
GOWDA): Madam Speaker, the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act, 2014
provides that a new High Court be constituted for the State of Andhra Pradesh and
the existing High Court will become the High Court for the State of Telangana.
Until such time, the High Court of Judicature at Hyderabad will serve as the
common High Court for the States of Telangana and Andhra Pradesh.

To enable the creation of a separate High Court for the State of Andhra
Pradesh, all the necessary infrastructure such as court buildings, quarters for the
judges and officials and staff of the Court has to be created at the place that the
Andhra Pradesh Government chooses to locate the High Court. Creation of the
infrastructure is the primary responsibility of the State Government and it has to
be done in consultation with the State High Court concerned, that is, the High
Court of Judicature at Hyderabad, which is the common High Court for the States
of Andhra Pradesh and Telangana.

Once the State Governments and the High Court take a decision on all
relevant aspects and necessary infrastructure is made available, the Central
Government will take immediate steps to issue the notification under the relevant
provisions of the law.

The Government had already addressed the Chief Justice of the High Court
and the Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh to take all the necessary steps towards
the creation of a separate High Court for the State of Andhra Pradesh.

A Public Interest Litigation, PIL No. 59 of 2015 was filed in the High Court

of Judicature at Hyderabad on the issue of setting up of a separate new High Court

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for the State of Andhra Pradesh. The High Court at Hyderabad pronounced its
judgement/Order on 1* May, 2015 directing the Government of Andhra Pradesh to
identify and locate the site where the permanent High Court of the State of Andhra
Pradesh would be constituted in the territory of Andhra Pradesh. It also directed
the State Government to take a decision on the question of allocation of funds and
thereafter release, if allocation is made, to incur the expenses for creation of the
permanent High Court. The Court also requested the hon. Chief Minister and the
hon. Chief Justice to take a decision in consultation with each other to finalise the
issue of setting up of the High Court building, Administrative Building, residences
of the hon. judges and that of officers of the Court and staff quarters as early as
possible, preferably within three months from the date of the communication of
the Order.

Meanwhile, the ASG at Hyderabad has communicated that a review PIL
was filed by the State Government of Telangana on the above court orders. ASG
has also informed that the next hearing of the case is on 14™ August, 2015. The
matter is sub judice in the High Court....

Madam, it is a practical problem. I am saying this with all seriousness. To
set up a court you need identification of place and then construction and other
things. The suggestion given by Shri Vinod Kumar appealed to me. I told him
privately and I told my Minister also yesterday and I told them to discuss this
matter. If the Telangana Government itself is coming forward to say that the
Andhra Pradesh High Court can be switched to Hyderabad for some time till
alternative arrangements are made as in case of the State Capital of Andhra
Pradesh being in Telangana along with other institutions. That is a very
meaningful suggestion. But this issue has to be clinched again before the court
where a petition is pending. I would like to request the hon. Minister, my
colleague, saying that this suggestion could also be placed before the court and
then at the end of it we must get a satisfactory resolution by the court because we
should explain to the court the practical difficulties in adhering to the order of the
court that was given saying that you go and locate the court there as per the Act
and all. This is a transit arrangement, a temporary arrangement. We can work on
those lines. I hope the Law Minister who is a seasoned person, he will understand
the spirit made behind the request by Shri Vinod Kumar and other friends. I see
merit in that. That can be examined and the Government can take further action
including taking the High Court into confidence. But without disposing it,
Government unilaterally taking action is not practically possible.

My friend Shri Jithender Reddy was saying that it is a political decision all.
The political decision has already been taken. That is why we supported it. But
now the question is that administrative action has to be taken. Administrative
action has to have the consent of the court. Finally, we are deciding about the High
Court and so High Court also has to be taken confidence. The Government will be

moving in that direction. I would like to request my friends not to politicize this
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issue and bear with the Government for some time and see whether the
Government is really sincere about this or not. You will come to know of it shortly.
HON. SPEAKER: Shri Srinivasa Rao, he had already explained it. Hon. Minister
of Parliamentary Affairs has explained everything and I myself have said that no
names and no allegations should go on record.

(ii) Re : Problems being faced by Tamil Nadu fishermen
DR. P. VENUGOPAL (TIRUVALLUR): Madam Speaker, I thank you very much
for allowing me to speak on this perennial issue of fishermen belonging to Tamil
Nadu, daunting the entire Tamil community.

I have given a notice to move an Adjournment Motion in this regard.
Fishing is the traditional occupation for more than ten lakh fishermen living in
coastal villages of Tamil Nadu. These fishermen are not only earning their
livelihood, but they are also earning the much needed foreign exchange for our
country. These earnings could be increased if the Tamil fishermen are not attacked
by the Sri Lankan Navy.

Due to such frequent attacks, several thousands of fishermen are injured,
maimed and even killed, leaving their families as orphans. Over the years and
months, these attacks have become very frequent and severe. From capture,
detention and harassment of our fishermen, now the stage has come when they are
shot at sight. It is a criminal, inhuman and unjustified action by Sri Lanka.

Despite raising this issue on several occasions in the House, no concrete
action had been taken in this regard by the Government. What is more intimidating
for us and what is increasing the frequency of such attacks is the statements being
given by the highest authorities in Sri Lanka.

The Sri Lankan Prime Minister has the temerity to order shoot the Tamil
fishermen at sight, even when our External Affairs Minister was in Sri Lanka. So
far, his statement was not condemned by any one.

My leader and the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Dr. Amma has
consistently been taking up this issue with the successive Prime Ministers of this
country, but to no avail.

Attacks on fishermen do not happen only with Tamil fishermen. Such
attacks do take place with the fishermen of Kerala, where foreign vessels come

and take away their cache. The Gujarat fishermen are attacked and are captured by
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Pakistan. Like this, there are many common issues that need to be discussed on the
floor of the House. Our Parliament follows democratic principles, where hon.
Members belonging to all parties take part in discussions and debates.

Coming to my Adjournment Motion notice, I would request the hon.
Minister of External Affairs to take immediate steps to safeguard the interests of
Tamil fishermen and condemn the statement made by the Sri Lankan Prime
Minister.

I would also request that my Adjournment Motion notice may be admitted
and a discussion may be allowed to begin immediately.

HON. SPEAKER: That decision has already been given. It is okay. You have
raised the issue. Thank you.

Speaker, this issue is very serious one and it is a recurring issue. It has not
occurred all of a sudden. I want to tell the House also that the Minister of External
Affairs is taking necessary interest and is engaged in discussion with Sri Lanka
from time to time. We are trying to get our Tamil fishermen who are caught in Sri
Lanka on every occasion. I may also tell the House that hon. Prime Minister, Shri
Narendra Modi, after becoming Prime Minister spoke to Sri Lankan counterpart
and got five fishermen who were convicted, got them back without any case also.
That shows the sincerity of the Government. This is a recurring problem. This has
to find a permanent solution. I will convey the feelings of the hon. Member Dr. P.
Venugopal and the others to the hon. External Affairs Minister to take necessary
action in this regard. Because it is a sensitive matter, that is why I thought I should

intervene.
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SHRI MEKAPATI RAJA MOHAN REDDY (NELLORE): Hon. Speaker, on
your advice, the word given by the hon. Home Minister Shri Rajnath Singh and
the hon. Parliamentary Affairs Minister Shri Venkaiah Naidu, we would like to
wait for some more time for the Government of India to take proper decision in
declaring the State of Andhra Pradesh as a Special Status State. Five crore people
of Andhra Pradesh are agitating on this very issue. That is why, our Party
President Shri Y.S. Jaganmohan Reddy along with 67 MLAs, MLCs, MPs and
3000 party workers is going to stage a dharna at Jantar Mantar on 10" of this
month. That is why, I would request the Government of India to take a positive
decision at the earliest. To keep up the promises made on the floor of Parliament is
a great fundamental sanctity of parliamentary democracy. That is why I would
request the Government of India to keep up their promises and see that Andhra
Pradesh is declared as a Special Status State. Thank you very much.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri K. Parasuraman. You have given notice. Your name is first
in the “Zero Hour” list.

SHRI K. PARASURAMAN (THANJAVUR): Hon. Speaker, it is a well-known
fact that the Sports Authority of India plays a pivotal role in the development of
sports across the country. There are various training centres functioning under the
Sports Authority of India with a view to develop sports standards. Under the Come
and Play Scheme, the Sports Authority of India expands its training activities to all
parts of the country. As far as Thanjavur is concerned, it comprises a number of
small villages and the youth in this constituency have adequate sports talent and
potentiality for various sports activities but have lesser opportunity to participate
in the national-level sports competitions due to inadequate training. Now, the
construction of an indoor stadium is going on at Vaduvoor village with the support
of the Sports Authority of India. Therefore, I would like to urge upon the
Government to establish an extension centre for Special Area Games in Vaduvoor

with adequate, advanced equipments and hostel facilities so as to enable more
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youth from my constituency to participate in the national and international sports

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*SHRIMATI V.SATHYABAMA (TIRUPPUR): Hon. Madam Speaker, thank
you for this opportunity. Kodiveri dam was constructed across Bhavani river by
Hindu rulers of Mysore during 17" century. This dam is in a place called ‘Periya
Kodiveri’ in Gobichettippalayam Taluk, Erode district of Tamil Nadu. Tadappalli
and Arakkankottai water channels are attached to this Kodiveri dam on both sides.
There is an artificial waterfall for an height of 20 feet constructed with help of
small and big stones across the river. Water is stored as well. On the left and right
sides of the dam, there are two irrigation canals namely Tadapalli and
Arakkankottai. Under the orders of Hon’ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu and
revered leader of the world Dr. Puratchithalaivi Amma, work relating to laying of
concrete lining was undertaken in both Tadappalli and Arakkankottai canals for a
stretch of 4 km at a cost of Rs. 40.45 Crore on war footing basis and completed
within one and half months. Farmers, living around Gobichettippalayam and
adjoining areas, benefitted by this project are extremely happy. There is still some
work pending as regards these two water canals. If this work is completed well in
time, agricultural activities may be undertaken besides ensuring continuous flow
of water. This project is helpful for irrigating 24,504 acres of agricultural land in
Gobichettippalayam, Andhiyur and Bhavani Taluks of Erode district. I therefore
urge upon the Union Government to allocate adequate funds for completion of
remaining work relating to this project.

Farming in modern days has become more cost intensive with more of
technology inputs. Any form of natural calamities, which visit the State of Odisha
regularly and disease or pest outbreaks inflict irreparable loss to farmers. The
impact of climate change is expected to worsen the loss suffered in the farm sector,
the life line of our country. Unless and until ample assistance is extended to the
suffering farmers it would be impossible for them to resurrect their farm enterprise.
The input assistance extended from the Calamity Relief Fund (CRF) to the
affected farmers for crop loss suffered due to natural calamities need to be
enhanced suitably from the existing Rs. 6,800 and Rs. 13,500 per hectare of un-
irrigated and irrigated land respectively subject to a minimum of Rs. 2,000.
Similarly, the input assistance given for perennial and horticultural crops for crop
loss at the rate of Rs. 18,000 per hectare subject to a minimum of Rs. 4,000 should

also be enhanced suitably.
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Our hon. Chief Minister of Odisha Shri Naveen Patnaik has written many
letters to the Union Government to look into the matter and do the needful. So, I
urge upon the Union Minister of Agriculture to suitably enhance the input
assistance extended from the Calamity Relief Fund to calamity affected farmers
and help the farming community.

SHRI C. GOPALAKRISHNAN (NILGIRIS): Hon. Speaker, Madam, Vanakkam.

First of all, I pray my dynamic leader, Amma.

Madam, I want to raise an important issue concerning all the Members of
Parliament and ex-Members of Parliament while traveling and crossing the toll-tax
gates functioning in various National Highways across the country. It is the only
bottleneck and major hurdle in the movement on National Highways in the
country and it needs to be sorted out immediately to save the precious time of the
commuting people and ease the movement of goods. All the concerned
departments must act positively to resolve the difficulties.

Madam Speaker, as we are the people’s representatives, we tour across our
constituency and sometimes we go to State Headquarters in connection with our
constituency problems. While going to airport or railway station or while
undertaking tour by road, we have to cross the toll-tax gate. Our vehicles with MP
sticker are not being allowed a hassle-free entry in all toll-tax gates even after
showing our identity card which creates unnecessary problem. Sometimes our
PAs or our representatives use our vehicle to drop us to and to pick us up from the

airport or the railway station; at that time too they are facing the same problem.
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Hence I would request the Union Government, through you, Madam, to
take necessary steps, and instructions may be given to the concerned authority to
allow the vehicles of the Members of Parliament and ex-Members of Parliament a
hassle-free entry in all the toll-tax gates functioning in the country for the
convenience of the Members as a privilege extended to us.

SHRI C. MAHENDRAN (POLLACHI): Hon. Speaker Madam, I am thanking the
hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, our God Puratchi Thalaivi Amma for having
given the opportunity to express my views regarding the extension of zero per cent
rate of interest on agricultural loan to small and marginal farmers under the Kisan
Credit Card Scheme by all the banks running under the control of Reserve Bank of

India as that of Primary Agricultural Co-operative Societies in Tamil Nadu.
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I would like to invite your kind attention to the fact that now all the banks
running under the control of Reserve Bank of India extend agricultural loans to
small and medium farmers up to Rs.3 lakh with the interest of seven per cent
under the Kisan Credit Card Scheme with the condition that if the loan is refunded
within a period of one year, the amount equivalent to three per cent of the loan
amount will be credited to their account as subvention of interest.

HON. SPEAKER: It is enough.

SHRI C. MAHENDRAN: It is a very important issue.

HON. SPEAKER: I know it.

SHRI C. MAHENDRAN: It is very painful to note that NABARD is instructing
all the marginal farmers by mentioning the norms in the guidelines of 2014-15,
that is, through circulars, that they should extend agricultural loans to small
farmers and the limit is Rs.3 lakh with seven per cent interest rate.

Obviously, zero per cent rate of interest on agricultural loan provided by
the Primary Agricultural Co-operative Societies might be the valid reason that the
loans pending with the banks are on higher side. The loan amount required by big
farmers should be increased from Rs.3 lakh to Rs.10 lakh for meeting out the
essential and urgent expenditures on their lands, according to their landholdings on
proposing some conditions at the nominal rate of interest on agricultural loans.

Hence I request the hon. Minister for Finance to take immediate action and
issue necessary orders for extending the facility of zero per cent rate of interest to
small and marginal farmers under the Kisan Credit Card Scheme to all the banks
running under the control of the Reserve Bank of India as that of the one that the
hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchi Thalaivi Amma implemented in
Tamil Nadu permanently. The big farmers will have a sigh of relief if the quantum
of amount is increased on agricultural loan. With this, I conclude. Thank you
Madam.

SHRI K.R.P. PRABAKARAN (TIRUNELVELI): Hon. Speaker, Madam, first of
all, I thank our hon. Leader, Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, for giving me a chance
to speak in this august House.

Palayamkottai known as the ‘Oxford of South India’ is a town in my
Tirunelveli Constituency of Tamil Nadu. Almost all the best schools, colleges and
institutions of higher education in and around Tirunelveli District are located in
Palayamkottai, some of which date back to more than a Century.

The city is expected to grow rapidly in a few years because of the large

number of professional students that it produces from its engineering, medical and
other colleges. Young entrepreneurs are now abundant and the environment is
rapidly modernizing, which are all positive signs of a modernizing metropolitan
society. There is a need to increase the number of Post-Graduation seats in all the
areas of studies where there is high need of the society since the current RR for all
the posts demand PG, but the number of PG seats is less. Hence, I would urge
upon the Union Human Resource Minister to consider and increase the number of
Post-Graduation seats in all these subjects. Thank You.
SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Thank you,
Madam Speaker, for giving me the opportunity. Last week, on 29 July 2015, four
Indian Professors, who were working in the University of Sirte in Libya, have
been kidnapped by a terror outfit that is linked to the ISIS and with best efforts
from the Ministry of External Affairs (MEA) and also the University officials over
there, two of them have returned back to India. But two people, namely, Mr.
Gopalakrishnan, who hails from my own Constituency, and also Mr. Balram who
is from Karimnagar, Telengana are still held captive.

I would request the Government of India, specifically, the MEA to take this
at utmost priority because I have been in constant touch with the father of Mr.

Gopalakrisnan, Mr. Narayan Rao, and I can only say that they are very very
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worried. In addition, what adds to their worries is that last year 39 people who
were kidnapped by a similar outfit in Iraq, their whereabouts are still not known.
So, a similar situation should not arise for these two Indian nationals, and they
should be brought back.

I would also like to give a suggestion. This kind of thing has been
happening in the Middle-East and also in the Gulf countries a lot this time. So, |
would like to request the MEA if they can give advisory notices beforehand that
these are the kind of consequences, which will be there. It is because a lot of
people from very poor economic background go to these countries to work. They
are all labourers and they do not know anything. They do not understand the
procedures and other things. They just go there because of the money they get.

So, the External Affairs Ministry should take this issue very seriously and
should advise all the people travelling to these countries where there is civil unrest
about the kind of consequences they would face there.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri Bhairon Prasad Mishra is permitted to associate with the
issue raised by Shri Ram Mohan Naidu Kinjarapu.

SHRIMATI ANUPRIYA PATEL (MIRZAPUR): Madam Speaker, Mata
Savitribai Phule was the champion of women’s education in India, who opened the
first School for Girls in the year 1848 and worked tremendously for uplifting the
status of women during the British Rule. She even stood strongly against the
unfair treatment based on gender and advocated widow upliftment as well as
eradication of untouchability. The memories of such great national reformers must
remain alive for future generations to keep drawing inspiration.

I, therefore, urge the Government to honour this great woman social
reformer of India by declaring her birth anniversary, 3" January, as a National

Women Literacy Day.

SHRI S.R. VIJAYA KUMAR (CHENNAI CENTRAL): Hon. Speaker, Madam,
Tamil Nadu firmly believes that interlinking of rivers amongst States and intra-
linking of rivers within a State will greatly help in optimum utilization of water
and drastic reduction in waste going into the seas. We are for necessary legislation
to facilitate implementation of the Peninsular Grid involving linking of Mahanadi-
Godavari-Krishna-Pennar-Palar-Cauvery-Vaigai-Gundar at the earliest.

As early as April 16, 2013, Tamil Nadu Chief Minister hon. Puratchi
Thalaivi Amma had urged the then Chairman, Task Force for Interlinking of
Rivers to expedite the interlinking of rivers. It is hon. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma’s
firm view that in the interlinking projects, the right of use of water flowing from
the existing Inter-State Agreements should not be disturbed and that the aim
should be to increase the availability of water to deficit States like Tamil Nadu.

Tamil Nadu had a programme to implement the linking Penniyar (Sathanur
Dam) — Palar link; Pennaiyar (Nedungal Anicut) — Palar link; Cuavery (Mettur
Dam) — Sarabanga link; Athikadavu — Avinashi Flood Canal Scheme; and the
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Tamirabarani — Karumeniyar — Nambiyar link. I urge upon the Centre to grant
immediate Central financial assistance including costs of land acquisition as
sought by our State.

The long-standing demand for diversion of about 22 TMC feet of water of
the west flowing rivers of Pamba and Achankovil in Kerala to Vaippar Basin in
Tamil Nadu would benefit the water needy southern districts of Tamil Nadu. I also
request the Centre to facilitate a meeting with Kerala to work out the modalities so
that the genuine water demands of southern districts of Tamil Nadu could be

immediately fulfilled.

SHRI RABINDRA KUMAR JENA (BALASORE): Madam Speaker, I thank you
for giving me an opportunity to raise an issue which has been the long-pending
demand of our people for the last several decades.

But the unfortunate part is
that we have become a victim of that growth. We have never seen that growth. So
far, not even a good project has been declared. If at all a project has been declared,
it has almost remained on the paper. Our demand has been pending with the
Government for the last 30 years. We have been requesting that we should be
taken out from the South Eastern Railway and be made a part of the East Coast
Railway. 1 would also request that a separate Railway Division be set up in
Balasore which has got all the facilities that are required for setting up a Railway

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(xii) Need to develop a mobile application to assist the foreign and domestic
tourists to access information about Courtallam, a famous tourist spot in
Tirunelveli district of Tamil Nadu

SHRIMATI M. VASANTHI (TENKASI): Courtallam or Kutralam, Spa of South
India, is a panchayat town situated at a mean elevation of 160 m (520 ft) on the
Western Ghats in Tirunelveli District of Tamil Nadu. Many seasonal and few
perennial rivers such as the Chittar, Manimuthar, the Pachaiyar and
Tambaraparani originate in this region. The numerous waterfalls and cascades
along with the ubiquitous health resorts in the area have earned it the title the Spa

of South India. Courtaflam has nine waterfalls.

Courtallam is not just waterfalls, its temples too attract visitors. The most
important among these is the Chitra Sabha, one of the five sabhas with Nataraja,
Shiva in the dancing posture as the main deity. The paintings at the Chitra Sabha
were renovated about 100 years ago. The others are the Rathna Sabha at
Thiruvalangadu, the Kanaka Sabha at Chidambaram and the Velli Sabha at
Madurai and the Thamira Sabha at Tirunelveli. The temple at the foot of the hill is
conch-shaped which has special significance in Hindu tradition.

Many of the foreign tourists visiting Courtallam without having any prior
information regarding tourist spots in the region. Hence, I urge upon the Union
Ministry of Tourism to introduce new mobile app so that tourists can have better

knowledge of Courtallam as a heritage place.
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(xiii) Need to facilitate release of financial assistance from World Bank for the
second phase of modernization of irrigation facilities and restoration of water
bodies in Tamil Nadu

SHRI R.P. MARUTHARAJAA (PERAMBALUR): For reconstruction of 113
dams in Tamil Nadu under the dams reconstruction and developmental project, an
amount of Rs. 745.49 crore is being utilized with the help of financial assistance
from the World Bank. With the financial assistance amounting to Rs. 745.49 crore
from the World Bank, reconstruction and maintenance of 113 dams in Tamil Nadu
have been taken up under this project. An amount of Rs. 450.13 crore has been
allocated in the budget for year 2015-16 for the above project.

Since the year 2007, with the assistance of aid from the World Bank, the
modernisation of irrigation facilities and water bodies and their restoration and
management is being carried out. This project was completed in the month of June
2015. So far, the Government of Tamil Nadu has spent Rs. 2544.15 crore for this
project. On successful completion of this project, the Government of Tamil Nadu
has requested the Central Government to approach the World Bank for providing
financial assistance to the tune of Rs. 2950 crore for its second phase. Therefore, I
humbly request the Central Government, on behalf of the people of Tamil Nadu,
to intervene so that early release of financial assistance from the World Bank is

received.
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(xiv)Need to appoint a physician as Director of the Regional Medical
Research Centre, Bhubaneswar

DR. KULMANI SAMAL (JAGATSINGHPUR): It is learnt that the Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare is proposing to appoint an 1AS officer as the Director
of the Regional Medical Research Centre (RMRC), Bhubaneswar, Odisha. In this
regard, I am to stress the point that RMRC, Bhubaneswar is one of the oldest,
efficient and leading medical research bodies of the Indian Council of Medical
Research in our country. In its history, an experienced physician has always been
appointed as the Director for effective research strategy to address the problems
arising out of regional diseases like lymphatic filariasis, malaria, diarrheal
disorders, tuberculosis, diabetes, etc. The research & development in medical
science as well as to diagnose the complexities of diseases occurred in the region
is better understood by a physician rather than an 1AS Officer. I feel that a
physician could only take the appropriate steps to promote the biomedical research
better than an administrative officer.

In this regard, it is my sincere request as well as suggestion to the Minister
of Health and Family Welfare to intervene and appoint an experienced physician
as the Director of RMRC, Bhubaneswar to serve the purpose of the medical

research.

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(xvi) Need to recognize all medical degrees awarded by Russia to Indian
students
SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Students particularly from Andhra
Pradesh, Tamil Nadu and Karnataka go to Ukraine to pursue MBBS. But, due to
Crimea becoming part of Russia and worsening security situation in Eastern
Ukraine, there is a lot of concern among students and parents as to what would
happen to their future.

About 650 Indian students are studying in Crimea Medical University
(CMU). But, after Referendum last year, Crimea joined Russia resulting in CMU
becoming part of Russia and now Russian Government will issue medical degrees.
The problem is, as per rules, MCI does not recognize degrees awarded by Russia.
Health Minister, in reply to a question in Parliament, said : “Students who are
about to graduate from Crimea are entitled to appear in Screening Test, as in case
of any other student graduating from a foreign medical institution.”

But, nobody has said anything about students who are already enrolled and
pursuing their 2™, 3rd and 4th year MBBS. Secondly, in view of sanctions
imposed by US, even if students go to US or Europe, their degrees are not
recognized.

Secondly, there are also 3,500 Indian students pursuing medical education
in Lugansk and Donetsk regions in Eastern Ukraine where there is fierce violence
between Russian separatists and Government forces.

Hence, I request Government of India to direct MCI to recognize all
degrees awarded by Russia to students who enrolled in erstwhile universities of

Ukraine which are now part of Russia.
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(xvii) Need to develop health tourism in the Araku Constituency of Andhra
Pradesh

SHRIMATI KOTHAPALLI GEETHA (ARAKU): I would like to draw the kind
attention of the august House towards a very important issue pertaining to the
development of tourism in my constituency. Araku constituency is the only tribal
constituency of AP and it is a tourist destination of Andhra Pradesh and the second
largest constituency in India. It has marvellous natural beauty and is known as
Andhra Shimla. The temperature is very moderate during all seasons and also falls
below zero degrees in winter which is also a speciality of the constituency. There
are many medicinal herbs in this forest area. Even after 65 years of Independence,
the area is underdeveloped and is lacking the minimum facilities.

Health Tourism has a great potential in the present Indian scenario and
many foreign tourists visit India every year for health tourism. This area located in
a very serene atmosphere will be suitable to promote health tourism under the
AYUSH which will be beneficial for the local people as it will provide
employment to the tribal population and will also contribute to the economic and
infrastructure development.

Hence in view of this situation, I would like to request the Hon’ble Minister
of Ayush to kindly provide the necessary approval and assistance for developing

the area for health tourism.

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SHRI P.R. SENTHILNATHAN (SIVAGANGA): Thank you hon. Deputy
Speaker, Sir. Vanakkam!

I would like to thank our beloved leader, hon. Chief Minister of Tamil
Nadu, for this opportunity to speak on the first batch of Supplementary Demands
for Grants pertaining to the budget for the year 2015-16 presented to Lok Sabha on
31% July, 2015. The approval of the Lok Sabha has been sought to authorise gross
additional expenditure of Rs. 40,821.68 crore. Of this, the proposals involving net
cash outgo aggregate to Rs. 25,495.24 crore and gross additional expenditure
aggregating to Rs. 15,325.62 crore. Besides, a token provision of Rs. 82 lakh is
being sought, one lakh for each item of expenditure, for enabling re-appropriation
of savings in cases involving New Service or New Instrument of Service.

The Government has approved the additional provision of Rs. 25,495.24
crore to meet various urgent needs and priorities like capitalisation of banks,
provisions for MUDRA (Micro Units Development and Refinance Agency) Bank,
Swachh Bharat Mission, Drinking Water, ICDS, SABLA, Panchayats, PMGSY,
Metro Rails, Air India etc. I welcome the demand for providing “pass through
assistance’ of Rs. 750 crore to Chennai Metro Rail Limited.

Chennai Metropolis has been growing rapidly and the traffic volumes on
the roads have also been increasing enormously. Hence the need for a new rail
based rapid transport system has been felt and towards this objective, the
Government of Tamil Nadu, under the able leadership of hon. Amma, had decided
to implement the Chennai Metro Rail Project.

It was a proud moment when hon. Chief Minister Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi
Amma flagged off the first train of the Chennai Metro Rail which chugged off
from Alandur station on 29 June, 2015.

A sum of Rs. 1143.31 crore had been spent on the scheme between 2007-08
and 2010-11 and an additional Rs. 9608.63 crore from that year till date.
Altogether a sum of Rs. 10,751.94 crore was the expenditure since work

commenced on the Metro Rail activity. Of the total expenditure, Centre’s
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contribution is 15 per cent as share capital and five per cent as loans, while that of
the Tamil Nadu Government is 15 per cent in the share capital and 5.78 per cent as
loans. The State of Tamil Nadu has released its entire share of funds. The rest
59.22 per cent of the amount has been sourced as loan from Japan International
Cooperation Agency (JICA). This pass through assistance of Rs. 750 crore will
definitely be helpful to Chennai Metro Rail which with a vision -- "Moving people,
sustaining growth’ and providing a safe, fast, reliable, accessible, convenient,
comfortable, efficient and affordable public transport service preferred by all in a
sustainable manner. I urge that the Union Government should render a helping
hand financially for all the projects especially those relating to infrastructure
development in Tamil Nadu.

There is a support of Rs. 12,721.20 crore for financial services which
includes Rs. 12,010 crore additional support for bank capitalisation and Rs. 600
crore for supporting MUDRA Bank. Out of Rs. 600 crore, an amount of Rs. 100
crore is for equity and the remaining Rs. 500 crore is for refinancing.

The support for Social Sector and Rural Development amounts to Rs. 7,985
crore which includes additional support for Swachh Bharat Mission of Rs. 1500
crore and additional support for drinking water is for Rs. 1000 crore.

The Union Government has aimed at Clean India Mission in a great way
but still we need dedicated minds and awareness campaigns in full swing to take
the movement forward.

Hon. Union Minister for Health and Family Welfare in a written reply in
the Rajya Sabha had earlier stated that two National Centres of Ageing to care for
the elderly people are being set up at the All India Institute of Medical Sciences
(AIIMS), New Delhi and Madras Medical College (MMC) Chennai. We should
provide state-of-the-art health care to our elderly people.

It is also learnt that the National Centres of Ageing will be the apex level
state-of-the-art multi-disciplinary institutions in the field of Geriatric medicine.

They will provide daily out-patient services in various clinical disciplines and
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special clinics, day care centre for investigations, rehabilitation, respite care,
dementia care, continence care.

In the Supplementary Demand only a meagre amount of Rs. 15 crore has
been earmarked to meet the expenditure towards National Programme for
Healthcare of Elderly. I urge upon the Union Government for expediting the
process of setting up of National Centre for Ageing for the care of the elderly
people. Undoubtedly there is a need to allocate more funds for health care
programmes meant for the elderly. An additional support of Rs. 3,600 crore for
Integrated Child Development Scheme and Rs. 1,000 crore for Pradhan Mantri
Gram Sadak Yojana. I am proud to mention here that Tamil Nadu ranked numero
uno in educational development indicators at national level. ICDS has been
implemented successfully in Tamil Nadu under the able leadership of hon.
Puratchi Thalaivi Amma. As many as 54,62,000 children are benefited under the
Puratchi Thalaivar MGR Nutritious Meal Programme at the cost of Rs. 1,412.88
crore.

The Ministry of Civil Aviation has sought an additional support of Rs. 500
crore as subsidy to Haj charters. While mentioning this, I am reminded of the
pragmatic decision taken by hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Dr. Puratchi
Thalaivi Amma, to provide financial assistance to Hindu pilgrims travelling to the
sacred destinations of Kailash Manasarovar and Muktidham besides Christians
making pilgrimage to Jerusalem and Haj pilgrims. An additional support for civil
aviation of Rs. 820 crore is demanded which inter alia includes an equity infusion
of Rs. 800 crore into Air India. An amount of Rs. 300 crore has been earmarked
as support to Coast Guard for ships, aircrafts and fleets and Rs. 200 crore for
minor works, etc.

I request that this amount should be increased and more number of ships,
aircraft and fleets should be deployed in the coastal areas of Tamil Nadu providing

protection to the people, especially the fishing community.
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A supplementary grant of Rs. 1,000 crore is required for Power System
Development Fund. And another Rs. 1,000 crore exclusively for utilisation of gas
based generation capacity to be met from the Power System Development Fund.
An amount of Rs. 500 crore has been allocated for renewable energy out of
National Clean Energy Fund. I admit that clean energy is the need of the hour.
You are aware that Tamil Nadu is a fast developing State.

In order to satisfy the energy needs of the State, Tamil Nadu Generation
and Distribution Corporation Limited has installed a capacity of 1188.44
megawatts of power, which includes State projects, Central share and independent
power. Other than this, the State has installation in renewable energy sources, like
wind mill, solar, bio-mass and co-generation up to 8,219.67 mega watt. Recently
the State of Tamil Nadu has signed a 25-year solar power project with a proposed
generating capacity of 648 mega watt.

This is tipped to be the world’s largest solar plant to be located in a single
place slated to come up in Ramanathapuram District of Tamil Nadu. I, therefore,
urge that the Union Government should provide special financial package to States
like Tamil Nadu who are pioneering in the field of clean and renewable energy.

Another supplementary demand of Rs. 4,435 crore which relates to Central
assistance for States to meet expenditure on intra-State movement, handling of
food grains and fair price shop dealers margin under the National Food Security
Act. An amount of Rs. 7,000 crore is also earmarked for Direct Benefit Transfer
under the Mahatma Gandhi NREGA under the Ministry of Rural Development.
The Union Budget 2015-16 had targeted a total spending of Rs. 17,77,477 crore
this financial year.

Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, my earnest appeal to the Government, through

you, is that kindly treat Tamil Nadu with due regard as a most-promising State of

the country.The State has been flourishing under the able leadership of hon. Chief
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Minister Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma. Tamil Nadu is making giant strides and
marking success in very field of acitivity.

“Peace, Progress and Prosperity’ is the motto propagated by Dr. Puratchi
Thalaivi Amma. Tamil Nadu has been unfairly treated by the Fourteenth Finance
Commission with a drastic cut in the horizontal share from 4,969 per cent to 4.023
per cent of the general shareable tax pool and from 5.047 per cent to 4.104 per
cent of the service tax pool. The criteria adopted by the Commission were “neither
fair nor progressive” as efficiency and fiscal discipline have been totally ignored
to the detriment of a “Well-administered” State like Tamil Nadu.

A State like Tamil Nadu, which had invested heavily with resources
mobilised by taxing its people and also with huge borrowed funds to accelerate
economic growth, has been badly let down by the Finance Commission.

The notion that a State with better economic growth should rely on its own
resources alone was not based on any sound principle as the power of taxation was
“skewed” in favour of the Central Government.

The bulk of the tax revenue due to better economic growth achieved mainly
due to State Government’s efforts was through Income Tax, Customs Duty,
Corporation Tax, Union Excise Duty and Service Tax, all of which accrue to the
Centre and leaving only the Sales Tax to the States. As a result, a State like Tamil
Nadu will face a resource crunch and will be at the perpetual mercy of the Central
Government for its resources even for its normal administration.

The principle of co-operative federalism touted by the Government of India
expects States without equal resource capacity to be equal partners with the Centre.
Thus the time has come for the Central Government to leave all indirect taxation
to the States so that those which lead in economic development are not dragged
down for want of resources.

Sir, I once again make a fervent appeal to provide a special financial
package to Tamil Nadu in order to fulfil its long-pending and genuine demands.

With this, I conclude. Thank you.
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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): First of all, I would thank you,
Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, for calling me to speak on this subject.

I stand here to deliberate on the Supplementary Demands for Grants, 2015-
16 which have been put forth by the hon. Finance Minister for the consideration
of this House. I would initially mention here that when most of us who usually go
abroad, we try to buy something for our children back home like some trinkets,
some watches some dress or some shoes or something that we bring back so that
our family members are happy that we have remembered them when we were
abroad. But most of us are having a different type of experience nowadays that
whichever shop we enter into either in Europe or in the USA, most of the items
that we think worthy of being carried back home are all made in China. Even in
the Indian market, when we travel to some other cities, when we go for shopping,
the item that is provided or that is available in the shops is also made in China.
China’s products are flooding the market today. Yet, we know that the China’s
economy is coming down. Invariably, today - as it is reported in recent times - the
growth rate is hardly seven per cent. That is the lowest rate since 2009. This slow
down is also ominous for those countries including India. These countries have
been selling raw materials to China. It seems China today has a huge stockpiles of
steel and other raw materials in the backyard. I am saying this because India is
today facing export slowdown. Export fell by 20 per cent in May, 2015.

Other emerging markets and countries in Asia are also facing similar export
slowdowns. In case of India, the fall of petroleum price also led to lower dollar
export earnings of refined petroleum products that India specialises in. There has
been a rise in youth unemployment and various other budgetary cuts have led to
reduced disposal income. Yet, I would say that there is a fall in gold price and also
home prices, which can be termed as good news. The Minister of State for Finance
is a good friend of ours; he always indicates as to what is the effect of the market

that is there. It is a good news for our economy. It should be. We are traditionally
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habituated to physical assets; the concern here is, the habit has not changed despite
economic development.

Financial savings are therefore far lower than they should be. Despite
RBI’s intervention and Repo rate reduction, why are not banks cutting loan rates?
Why are the banks unwilling to cut their loan rates? Is it because of their high
NPAs? The gross NPA of Indian banks has risen to 4. 5 per cent of the total
advances in September from 4.1 per cent in March. Today, public sector banks are
in deep trouble. NPAs are cutting into profits and even leading to losses. This is
alarming. But we all know that bringing greater social security and shifting
savings from physical assets to financial ones are two keen household themes
which Union Government should strive to achieve. But there is a need to
constantly be on vigil to see whether the policy determined here in Delhi gets
reflected in the countryside.

Sir, Biju Janata Dal, as a regional party, believes that federalism is the basic
structure of our Constitution. A significant aspect of federalism is distribution of
revenue between the Union and the States. Under Article 270, all tax collected by
the Government of India are required to be distributed between the Union and the
States. Under Article 275, the Union gives grants to States and under Article 252,
the Union may make any grant for any purpose. As per the Budget 2015-16,
States’ share of tax revenue has been increased from Rs.5,23,980 crore from
Rs.3,82, 216 crore of 2014-15. The gain to State, it is said, is Rs.1,41,742 crore. It
is also being said that more funds are being given to the States. When this
Government has curtailed Central assistance, how can one say that more money is
actually flowing to States? The Government has accepted the recommendations of
the 14™ Finance Commission, that is, increase in the devolution of Central taxes
from 32 to 42 per cent. We welcome this. However, the Union Government has
delinked eight schemes from Central support. The sharing pattern of 33 Centrally-

sponsored schemes also has been reduced. There were certain Centrally-sponsored
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schemes which had 70 per cent central funding and this had been cut down to 50
per cent. So, there also State Governments have to put in more funds.

The loss on account of reduction in Central assistance in the case of Odisha
would be Rs. 8,037.26 crore. This is not going to be set off by the 10 per cent
increase in devolution which would work out to Rs. 5,888.43 crore. Thus, Odisha
has to bear an additional liability of Rs. 2,148.83 crore for 2015-16 only. There is
also a de-linking of Area Development Programmes like Special Plan for KBK
districts, Backward Region Grant Fund, Integrated Action Plan for Left Wing
Extremism Affected Districts from Central assistance which is seriously affecting
the development programmes undertaken in States like Odisha.

Apart from this, a number of other States also, which suffer from Left Wing
Extremist activities, are being affected. Yesterday the Chief Minister of Odisha
had met the hon. Finance Minister and I do not know what type of assurance has
been given to him. But I presume that he has raised the concern of Odisha in true
spirit and the Finance Minister would look into that. Here also, we would expect
that adequate assurance would be given to Biju Janata Dal in this House.

In addition to this, I would like to stress that there would be a big dent in
our own tax revenue from the current year to the extent of nearly Rs. 1,700 crore
per annum on account of tax deferral after the commissioning of the Oil Refinery
of the Indian Oil Corporation which is being set up in Paradip. It was during the
previous NDA Government, the then Prime Minister Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee
went to Paradip to lay the foundation stone for this plant and after 15 years, this
Paradip Oil Refinery is going to be commissioned. But our problem would be that
because of the deferral of that tax, Odisha would be losing Rs.1,700 crore annually.
The State Government is exploring a suitable mitigation strategy to be worked out
in consultation with the Government of India and Indian Oil Corporation in this
regard. However, the current revenue of the State will be affected till some

alternative mechanism is put in place.
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Sir, the Government has accepted the recommendations of the 14™ Finance
Commission and every State has to accept it. But when the devolution is not
actually taking place and we are already at a loss of more than Rs. 2,800 crore,
here there is a shortage of another Rs. 1,700 crore. I would like to mention here
that during the Budget Speech, the hon. Finance Minister had emphasized that
there is a need for Eastern States to grow faster. He assured Central assistance to
some of the Eastern States like Bihar, West Bengal, Andhra Pradesh, Telangana
etc. But the case of Odisha has not been considered for such assistance in spite of
low level of socio-economic development indicators of the State. I think this
aspect needs to be considered. The State Government also could not gain from the
new dispensation of increased devolution and reduced plan transfer put together.

The additional financial liability is beyond the means of Odisha
Government. 1 would, therefore, request the Government to appreciate the
concerns of Odisha and consider continuance of Central assistance for area-
specific development programmes like Special Plan for KBK, Backward Regions
Grant Fund, and Integrated Action Plan besides special assistance. For this, from
our State, the Chief Minister has given to the Government and also has written to
the Prime Minister of India that we need an assistance of Rs. 3,500 crore which
may be provided out of the funds that are allocated to the National Institution for
Transforming India Aayog, that is, NITI Aayog to keep up the ongoing plans and
programmes of our State.

I would just like to touch upon two-three aspects here relating to what the
Government of India has suggested to the respective State Governments. With
this 10 per cent increase of devolution from 32 per cent to 42 per cent, along with
that, suggestions also have come. The Department of Justice has submitted a
comprehensive proposal — it was with the 14"™ Finance Commission; the Law
Minister is here — covering areas like reduction in pendency of cases, redesigning
existing court complexes so that they become more litigant-friendly, enhancing

access to justice and capacity building of personnel. The Commission also had
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recommended a proposal by the Department of Justice to strengthen the judicial
system in the States and urged the State Governments to use the additional fiscal
space provided by them in the tax devolution to meet such requirements. The
Ministry of Home Affairs has submitted a detailed memorandum. The 14"
Finance Commission observed, the States have the appropriate fiscal space to
provide for the additional expenditure that is need for this requirement — it means
we have to also go into that — for maintenance of irrigation projects, public
buildings, roads and bridges. We have also been advised that this fiscal space of
10 per cent also should be taken care of.

Another is the forest aspect. Forest entails two major costs: maintenance
cost of keeping forest and restoration cost required for improving health of
existing degraded forest. Keeping in view the ecological benefits and the need to
support States, which, earlier, the Central Government was doing, now the States
have been advised that you have also to look after your States from this increased
fiscal space that you have. It is because forest is one of the important criteria for
horizontal devolution. For this, we also do not get any additional funds. CAMPA,
of course, will come provided the Parliament passes it as early as possible but that
money is there. Some money is being transferred but that is not as per the
requirement. Requirement is another thing. As per the provision, that should flow.
That is also not flowing. But we have all been told that this is the area, this is the
space from which this money has to come.

Sir, the 14" Finance Commission also has considered health, education,
drinking water, sanitation as public service of national importance. But how much
money is actually flowing in this aspect? This needs to be looked into.

I would also like to mention here another aspect. We are not against the
auctioning of mines. We had not opposed that but we said that the State’s interest
also should be protected. There is a glaring case. The Government of India has
received Rs. 6,801 crore by way of additional levy that is realised from 31

cancelled coal blocks in various States from companies like Hindalco. An
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additional levy of Rs. 295 per metric ton of coal has been levied as per the orders
of hon. Supreme Court which was suggested by the Comptroller and Auditor
General of India. The amount of Rs. 560 crore payable by Hindalco on
account of Talabira-I is a legitimate claim of Odisha Government. Other States
like Chattisgarh and West Bengal have also put forth their claims on this account.
This money has not flown back to the States.

I would urge the Finance Minister to impress upon the Government so that
the money is flown back to the States as early as possible. Our Chief Minister also
has written in this regard. I think, he must have discussed it yesterday.

The Mudra Bank is a unique feature. The hon. Finance Minister had
announced it in the Budget. It deals with micro finance. It deals with looking
after the small and tiny enterprise. Our State Odisha and especially Bhubaneswar
do not have any headquarters of any public sector bank.

Lastly, I would urge upon the Government and request the Finance Minister
to have the Headquarters of Mudra Bank in Bhubaneswar. It will look after the
whole country. There is a need for it. When you are looking into the Eastern
States’ development, here is a case where Odisha Government will be providing
all sorts of logistic support and, I think, Mudra Bank Headquarters can be
stationed in Bhubaneswar. That will be a great thing for a State like Odisha.

With these words, I conclude. Thank you very much.

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SHRI M. MURLI MOHAN (RAJAHMUNDRY): Hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir,
thank you very much.

I rise to speak on the Supplementary Demands for Grants in respect of the
Budget (General) - 2015-16. At the outset, I wish to draw the kind attention of the
Union Government to one thing that the unjust bifurcation of Andhra Pradesh
State has caused heavy losses to the successor State by way of losing major
revenue sources and many cultural universities and institutions. Without
addressing the basic needs of the new Capital city and resource mobility for the
successor State of Andhra Pradesh, the previous UPA Government had bifurcated
the Andhra Pradesh State in a thoughtless manner, without bothering about the
consequences in the long run. As such, the Government of Andhra Pradesh is
reeling under several financial crises and has, presently, severe revenue deficit.
Unless the Central Government comes forward all-round, it would be very
difficult to develop Andhra Pradesh State at par with other developed States. To
make matters worse, the Hudhud cyclone had caused extensive damage to a lot of
property, infrastructure and agriculture procedure.

The people of Andhra Pradesh nurture a lot of expectations and aspirations
from the Union Government, including that the Special Status Category to Andhra
Pradesh State would be accorded by the Union Government. Even though one year
has elapsed by now, no such decision has been taken so far, which is a cause of
resentment among the people of Andhra Pradesh State. In this context, I would
like to remind the Government through this august House that the then Prime
Minister, Dr. Manmohan Singh, at the time of passing of the A.P. Reorganisation
Bill, 2014 in Rajya Sabha on 19.2.2014 had assured this to the House:

“I have listened very carefully to the views expressed by the Leader
of Opposition and all the other Members who have spoken,
especially those from Andhra Pradesh. The Home Minister has
already mentioned the specific steps our Government will take to
address the concerns of all regions of the State, particularly of
Seemandhara.
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I would like to make a few further announcements in this regard.
First, for purpose of Central assistance, Special Category Status will
be extended to the successor State of Andhra Pradesh comprising 13
districts, including four districts of Rayalaseema and three districts
of North coastal Andhra Pradesh for a period of five years. This will
put State’s finances on a firmer footing.”

However, unfortunately, the same thing was not mentioned in the A.P.
Reorganisation Act which has resulted in a lot of resentment among the people of
Andhra Pradesh. In this regard, I would also like to remind this august House that
when the States of Uttarakhand, Jharkhand and Chhattisgarh were carved out from
U.P., Bihar and Madhya Pradesh respectively, the then NDA Government had
consulted all stakeholders, taken them on board and addressed all the issues in a
justified manner. Whatever reasons may be there for delay in granting the Special
Category Status to Andhra Pradesh, it is liable on the part of the successor
Government, that is, NDA Government, to implement the word of promise
declared on the floor of Parliament. I would, therefore, humbly appeal to the
Government to keep up the sanctity and dignity of Parliament by keeping up the
practice of upholding statements made on the floor of this temple of democracy of
India, irrespective of the fact that the Governments will come and go.

In this regard, yesterday on 4.8.2015, Shri Venkaiah Naidu garu, hon.
Minister of Parliamentary Affairs and Union Home Minister, while replying to the
special mention made by my colleagues regarding reason for delay in granting
Special Category Status to Andhra Pradesh, had assured the House that the
Ministry of Finance was examining the issue and would take a decision soon. |
would, therefore, fervently appeal to the Union Government to expedite the matter
and accord Special Status Category to Andhra Pradesh for a period of ten years,
without further delay, as it will help in developing a strong and vibrant State
which is the principle and philosophy of Shri Narendra Modi, our hon. Prime
Minister, who has established NITI Aayog to build strong States and strong nation
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- a true cooperative federal structure of India which the forefathers of India had
visualized.

If the Special Status is given to Andhra Pradesh, a lot of industries would
be set up, which will not only generate employment for the unemployed youth, but
also ease revenue deficit to some extent. Unfortunately, the  14™  Finance
Commission has estimated our new State revenue deficit partially and did not fully
assess the massive developmental needs or requirements of the residuary State of
Andhra Pradesh, including the formation/building of a new Capital, infrastructure
development, initiatives required for industrial development and other major
growth engines.

For the construction of a new Capital city for the new State of Andhra
Pradesh, the Government of Andhra Pradesh has identified a place called
Amaravati for which a huge financial inflow is required. Singapore has recently
submitted a blueprint of the Master Plan of Amaravati City. In order to bring back
the pristine glory of Andhra Pradesh, we need a massive infrastructure
development and heavy investments under ‘Make in India’.

All the assurances made in the Andhra Pradesh Reorganization Act, 2014
have not been fully implemented so far, except for announcement of setting up of
IIT, IM, TISR, Tribal University and Petroleum University. I would request the
Government to implement all the assurances made in the said Act in true letter and
spirit as early as possible.

I would also earnestly request the Government to allocate adequate funds
for construction of the new Capital city.

I appeal to the Government to declare adequate allocation for the
Polavaram National Irrigation Project to the tune of at least Rs. 5,000 crore in this
Budget so that it could be completed within the timeline.

The NDA Government headed by Shri Narendra Modi, the hon. Prime
Minister of India, is giving utmost priority for the implementation of interlinking

of rivers. In this regard, I wish to state that Andhra Pradesh is best suited for the

implementation of interlinking of Godavari and Krishna Rivers, which could
address the problems being faced by the farmers in general, especially of those in
the drought-hit region of Rayalaseema in particular. I would urge upon the
Government to expedite the process of interlinking of these two rivers in the
proposed list of interlinking of river projects.

Coming to my Rajahmundry Parliamentary Constituency, it is one of the
major cities in the State of Andhra Pradesh located on the banks of the Godavari
River connecting East and West Godavari Districts. Very recently, we had the
Godavari Maha Pushkaram, which comes once in 144 years. About 4.58 crore
devotees visited Rajahmundry and had their holy dip. HRIDAY is a Central
Scheme for preservation, conservation and revitalisation of the soul of Indian
cities of heritage importance by reflecting each city’s unique character in an
aesthetically appealing, accessible, informative and secured environment. [ would,
therefore, urge upon the Government of India to include Rajahmundry, the central
cultural Capital of Andhra Pradesh, under HRIDAY Scheme of the Ministry of
Urban Development.

I am constrained to bring to the kind notice of the Government that the
existing Government General Hospital in Rajahmundry is not having adequate
facilities to deal with cancer-related cases. Keeping this in view, [ would earnestly
request the Government to sanction one more AIIMS-like institution along with a
Cancer Research Institute/Hospital at Rajahmundry.

I would also urge upon the Government to set up one Mega Food Park at
Rajahmundry to augment the agricultural supplies and to ensure food security.

Another very important point is this. I appeal to the Government to take an
innovative measure for skill development in police personnel on par with other
professions like engineering, medical, agriculture, IT, etc. I would request the
Government to set up a Police University in the State of Andhra Pradesh on the
lines of Raksha Shakti University in Gujarat, which was set up by Shri Narendra
Modi when he was the Chief Minister of the State of Gujarat. It should offer a
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four-year degree course with criminology, psychology, forensic science and cyber
technology as subjects. In the academics, physical fitness should also include

Yoga and various sports like shooting, running, etc. Thank you.
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SIhH e &1 ghraT Bl It was written that it was not recoverable. I know that

because I have experience of income-tax. A part of money can be recovered
provided that it is properly done and it is seriously taken up. Hon. Finance
Minister is taking all measures to boost the revenue and collect the revenue as
much as possible. I am aware of that and I support that.

The other aspect is about the management. I would like to draw the
attention of the hon. Finance Minister, through you towards application of Special
Component money. So often I have seen that the money which is disbursed or
allocated under SCP and TSP is misused. Sometimes dams are constructed or
stadium is built out of the money which is for the development of SC and ST. That
has to be checked. I would urge the hon. Finance Minister that there should be a
mechanism for this. There should be a Committee to monitor it. In the Ministry of
Human Resource Development, there is one Monitoring Committee for SSA. We
do not have that kind of a Monitoring Committee in the Ministry of Finance. That
is why we do not know whether the money allocated under SCP and TSP is being
really utilised for their development or not. I would urge that a Committee should
be formed and they should also look into this to ensure as to what kind of plans
and programmes should be devised for these people. This would really empower

them and uplift them.
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Besides, it has been discussed that SCP should be individual oriented and
not area targeted. What happens is, when it is area targeted, then others would also
become the beneficiary of this. Then it is all credited that it is spent for SC and ST.
That should also be looked into.

Coming to the NPA, still a huge amount of NPA is lying which is
recoverable. The Government is taking all measures. I am aware of that. Unless
and until we strengthen this part, it would not help. 1 was Additional
Commissioner of Income-Tax. My wife is still Commissioner. I know very well
about the Revenue Department. The administration part of the revenue has to be
streamlined. The present Government is trying its level best. It is not very easy to
resolve this issue because of the legacy that we have inherited. It takes some time.
There are so many districts where even offices of Income-tax and Customs and
Excise are not there. It is not possible to tap the revenue in those places. So, the
base of the revenue is too much and it is being expended. I would urge the

Government to take proper steps in this direction.
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THE MINISTER OF FINANCE, MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS AND
MINISTER OF INFORMATION AND BROADCASTING (SHRI ARUN
JAITLEY): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, the first Supplementary Grants has been
debated and many hon. Members have spoken on it. It is a regret for all of us and
for me that some of our colleagues are not here because this is an opportunity
where almost every ideology and every inch of India is represented. In these
debates popular concerns can be voiced. I do hope that an environment would be
created by our colleagues in which they are back to participate in further
discussions on several subjects.

So, while we are discussing the Supplementary Grants, a lot of hon.
Members have spoken on the general economic conditions as they prevail. There
is a slow down all over the world and it is generally believed that the global
growth this year would be a little over 2 per cent; about 2.4 per cent is the figure
which is being now spoken of. There are many leading economies in the world
which are facing challenging situation, as Mahtab ji just now mentioned that even
a high growth economy like China which has grown for the last three decades at
almost an average of over 9 per cent, their ‘new normal’ now is 7 per cent or even
below.

In this global environment where the global winds are not very favourable
and the past few years had not seen airs of growth, in fact we had come down to a
reasonable bottom pit as far as the Indian economy is concerned, the Government
led by the hon. Prime Minister Modi ji is trying to steer the Indian economy. It is
a responsibility for each one of us to cooperate in those steps which we take in
order to enhance the growth rates.

In this overall global slow down India is ranked as one of the few bright
spots in the global economy. Last year we grew by about 7.3 per cent. This year
we are targeting to touch a growth by over 8 per cent. Obviously, when we grow
by a larger growth rate, revenue buoyancy also comes in. The first few months of

the current year appear to be giving some green shoots. One of those green shoots
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is in the area of indirect revenue as far as the Central Government is concerned.
Though I must concede that there have been certain additional revenue measures
compared to last year, we have used the fall in the global oil prices to have some
cess which is being transferred on to infrastructural development, rural roads,
railways and National Highways.

The Excise Duty rebates which were given to the auto sector and
consumable durables last year have been withdraw. There is a Clean Energy Cess
but the indirect taxes in the first quarter have risen by a phenomenal 37 per cent.
Even if we remove the additional revenue measures, the growth is still about 14
per cent which also is indicative of the growth in the GDP rates which in turn
leads to larger revenue bouncy. This itself has created an enabling situation where
we are in a position to spend more. In the first quarter, the capital expenditure
itself has increased by about 17.6 per cent and our investment on infrastructure
this year is going to be about Rs.70,000 crore additional because of the revenue
measures which we are taking.

Now one error that we fall into is that when we compare the grants this year
to the States and to different Departments and compare it with the last year, the
last three years had a very interesting accounting system. High amounts were
provided in the budgetary estimates, unrealistic projections were given and at the
end of the year, large amounts of cuts used to take place. As a result of those large
amounts of cuts, when the final revenues used to come — the revised estimates as
against the budget estimates — the difference was very large. Therefore, when
Members compare what is sanctioned this year, please compare it with what was
spent in the past three years. Therefore, despite the fact that the share of the States
increased from 32 per cent to 42 per cent and the share of the Centre in the gross
tax came down from 68 per cent to 58 per cent, we have tried our best as I said
during the discussion on the Budget and the Finance Bill to maintain or increase
expenditure as far as we can. [ can assure you that this year the difference

between budget estimates and the revised estimates as had been the past practice is

not there. If at all the revised estimates may be a little superior to the budget
estimates itself. That is why, additional amounts are being spent as far as the
revised estimates are concerned.

For instance, Mahtabji mentioned the example of Odisha. I will just take
one example. If you take whatever Odisha is going to get for five years under the
14" Finance Commission, you can exclude those amounts of eight schemes —
some schemes we are funding in total and some schemes are not going to be 50:50
as you said. That was an initial suggestion. It is a Chief Ministers’ Committee
functioning within the Niti Aayog which is now going to decide the sharing
percentage. So even if you account for some of those deductions and if you
compare what Odisha got under the 13" Finance Commission and what Odisha
will get under the 14" Finance Commission, our current estimate is that under the
13™ Finance Commission for five years altogether, Odisha got Rs.68119 crore.
You can take the deduction of those schemes also in it. What are you going to get
in the 14™ Finance Commission? One is the revenues have been raised and I am
not taking into account any mineral or any other extra amount that Odisha will get.
By just the sharing pattern improving and the revenues improving, Rs.68119 crore
is going to become Rs.1,80,796 crore for the 14™ Finance Commission. So, the
increase in a State like Odisha is going to be extraordinarily large and if some of
my colleagues who are not present today allow the implementation of Goods and
Services Tax, Odisha being a consuming State, its own taxation revenue which
you said are depleting because of some domestic reasons are also going to increase.

If some of the States are going to benefit from the GST, it is the consuming
States which are going to benefit the most and Odisha obviously would be a
beneficiary. Therefore, if the Eastern part of the country has to benefit, this is
going to be one of the factors that the measures which are being taken and the
environment that the GST itself will able to create.

One of the hon. Members mentioned that, and for every Parliamentarian the

Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana is a very important scheme and that is why
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we are trying to improve on the capital expenditure. Last year what we spent was
Rs. 14,391 crore. This year what I provided for is Rs. 14,291 crore and I am
adding another Rs. 1000 crore in the Supplementary Grants. This is only the first
Supplementary. At the time of second Supplementary if revenues increase, if
amounts have to be added, then this is a scheme which is going to give a boost to
the rural areas and the economy, we will try and add more. I am trying to organise
if something additional is available from the financial institutions. But in the first
four months itself, as against unspent amounts in the previous years, we have
already spent 45 per cent of the amount. So, we may well be faced with a situation
towards the time when the second Supplementary Grants come up that this entire
amount is spent and one of the ideas is that we want at a time when the private
sector investment is somewhat slow. It is public investment which has to increase.
Therefore, on national highways, approximately 75 national highways were at a
standstill.

because uncompetitive rates were being quoted. Thereafter disputes with
contractors arose. There was no machinery for resolving of disputes. When the

present Government took over and project after project were tendered, not a single
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person was left to even bid for them. This is the state of the national highways.
Therefore, we used the budgetary money and gave a record amount of help to the
national highways and that money is now being used in order to prime up the
national highway construction. Once the State expenditure of the national highway
starts building, it is only then that the private sector will also start participating in
it. So, that is the second area where NPAs have been created.

The third area where the NPAs have been created is the power sector. Now,
this was a very typical case under the UPA Government of crony capitalism.
Everybody decided to loot the coal mines. We know what happened. You created
surplus capacities and industrial growth was slow and there were no buyers for
that power. So, today we have reached a situation where there is surplus power in
India and the power companies which have taken all those contracts are unable to
sell that power. To add to it, the State Governments will also have to realise, that
is the fourth contributory to the NPAs, the Distribution Companies of the State
Governments are suffering. If you are going to lose one rupee or two rupees per
unit, how are you going to finance it? Either you tax all the people and from the
tax payers money you finance it, or you take loans from the banks and finance it.

The State Governments which have decided not to charge even the cost for
the power are now facing problems. At least there are some State Governments
whose Distribution companies are in a bad shape. Tomorrow if the banks stop
supporting them they will have a power crisis. Therefore the lesson of the story is
that users must pay for the services that they obtain and if the State Governments
do not get users to pay and think it is the banks which will support them, then at
some stage the banks will face NPAs. The banks will no longer be in a position to
lend to businesses and therefore the economy itself suffers. These are the prime
areas where NPAs are being created. Therefore, some factors are external which
we are trying to resolve. Some like highways were entirely internal, some like

power sector were purely internal. Steel has suffered because of several external
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factors which we are trying to resolve. Slowly, I think, we will be in a position to
resolve most of them. Therefore, the banks need to be recapitalised.

We inherited an economy where bank NPAs were 6 per cent which is an
unacceptable figure. There was a stressed asset of another 6 per cent. In those
stressed assets there may have been some hidden NPAs. Therefore, after a long
time we have decided to recapitalise the banks. In order to recapitalise the banks
the Government has decided we are actually, in simple language, using the tax
payers money to put it into the banking system so that the banks which are
suffering because of either the policies of some State Governments or the
conditions under which some industries are stressed, so the tax payer is literally
having to supplement them. This current year we are putting Rs. 25,000 crore into
the banks; next year another Rs. 25,000 crore; thereafter Rs. 10,000 crore and Rs.
10,000 crore for two years which comes to Rs. 70,000 crore. Then we will issue
additional capital and raise another Rs. 1,10,000 crore from the market and
recapitalise the banks to the extent of Rs. 1,80,000 crore. That is when the banks
with initial capital coming will again come into a healthy situation so that they are
in a position to take the burden of financing the growth of Indian economy itself.

One important area was stalled projects. Projects worth lakhs and lakhs of
crores were stalled. There were stalled projects in the Railway sector, in the
highway sectors. In each of these sectors we have pumped in a lot of money now.
The Prime Minister in his office is personally monitoring the improvement in the
stalled projects and many have got started and therefore, once they get started you
will have an additional amount of activity which will be built up and those stalled
projects itself will pick up. If, of course, my friends who are not present today
allow the implementation of the GST, a proposal which was first mooted by the
UPA Government in 2006 and consistently supported by them, you will have a
uniform taxation regime in the country. You will have a fair basis of taxation.
India itself will be one market. The result will be that it is capable of boosting the

economy between one and two per cent. If we are at a situation where we are this

year likely in an adverse global situation, if we can touch 8 per cent growth rate, or
we can aspire to touch 8 per cent growth rate, if these economic measures are
allowed, stalled projects take up, GST is implemented, banks are recapitalised,
infrastructural spending improves and then we have a situation which Shri Mahtab
mentioned that economy is like China which have slowed down and one of the
other reasons which he did not mention of their slowdown is that their wage bills
have gone up. Therefore, their products which you saw all over the world as ‘made
in China’ are now going to become slightly costlier.

That is why, it is one of the reasons why their economy is also now facing a
different kind of a challenging situation. It is for us then to become also a
manufacturing hub. If we can do that, it is only then that the Indian economy will
achieve its full potential. This year, fortunately, despite the floods in some areas
and in areas like Marathwada, Rayalaseema and North Karnataka where there is
still drought, we are keeping our fingers crossed. But, overall, the rain Gods are
being kind enough to us this year than they were the last year. Therefore, we are
expecting a good harvest. Therefore, if agricultural growth in all likelihood moves
up, if the services sector is doing reasonably well, if we are able to concentrate on
infrastructure, a rationale taxation basis both indirect and direct taxation, spend a
lot on irrigation, we can spend more.

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down. So, it is in our interest to increase it. Punjab is the food grain bowl of India.

The External factors are also being reasonable as far as our economy is
concerned. We have a record Foreign Exchange Deposit. In the first few months
of this year, the FDI increase itself is 49 per cent. Our Current Account Deficit is
under control. Therefore, we are in a position to spend a lot more money. The
social sector schemes which this Government has launched have been a
thunderous success. We first started the Jan Dhan Scheme. Now, we are bringing
almost 165 million people, sixteen-and-a-half crore people, within the banking
system who were away from the banking system. Through Accident Insurance, we
bring 110 million people into it within a matter of weeks. Life Insurance, Pension
schemes are there. I can assure you that this is the path on which this Government
has increased additional resources. We are going to continue to work on each one
of these areas.

As far as the States are concerned, no State is going to get any amount
lesser. Each State has its own issue. The hon. Member raised the concerns of the
State of Andhra Pradesh because Andhra Pradesh has suffered as a result of the
bifurcation of the State because Hyderabad was an important centre. It is a pride
city of India. Andhra Pradesh is deprived of its revenue. Therefore, in the very
first year when we have revenue pressures as far as the Centre is concerned, we
have been trying to help Andhra Pradesh so that whatever it has lost, it can cover
up. Slowly in each of the areas, year by year, the revenue deficit, the additional
revenue, special measures as far as Andhra Pradesh is concerned, each one of
them is on our agenda. We have been talking to the State Government. We will
continue to support the State in whatever measures we can, whether it is the
capital or its revenue deficit as far as the State is concerned so that the industries
can also come into the State. Andhra Pradesh, which has suffered because of its
own revenue coming down, is more than compensated. What your expectations

are, we will make sure as the economy increases. If we are able to grow nationally
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by eight or nine per cent, the revenues have eventually to be passed on to the State
also. Andhra Pradesh is an important State as far as our development is concerned.
I would like to assure you as far as that issue is concerned. I have already given a
list. Some Members had raised the issue last time that there were some cuttings as
far as social sector schemes are concerned. A lot of additional revenue which is
going to the States is to be used for that purpose but we are trying to make up with
each one of those sectors. Therefore, in the first set of Supplementary Grants also
we have provided for those amounts. Hopefully, in the second set, we would be
able to provide more.

With these few words, I would request the hon. House to approve the
Supplementary Grants and the Appropriation Bill.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): We all of us heard the eloquent

speech of the hon. Finance Minister. I was going through the demands that we are
going to vote now. Drinking Water, Sanitation — Rs.2,685 crore; Ministry of
Petroleum & Natural Gas — Rs.47 crore plus Rs.1,153 crore, nearly Rs.2,000 crore;
Ministry of Power — Rs.2,000 crore; Ministry of Rural Development — Rs.1,000
crore; Ministry of Urban Development — Rs.2,000 crore (Rs.1,000 plus Rs.1,000
crore). But the Ministry which the Finance Minister is heading is Information &
Broadcasting and Financial Services. The Ministry of Information & Broadcasting

is going to get Rs.11,116 crore. We all would be educated if the hon. Finance
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Minister tells us about Rs.11,116 crore which is a very huge amount. Why has it
come in the Supplementary Budget and for what purpose? Financial Services, one
can understand. The amount that is being targeted is Rs.12,221 crore is in the
Capital Account and another Rs.5,00 crore. This needs to be explained. I am not
questioning.

We had requested from our State side about the establishment of Mudra
Bank in Bhubaneshwar.

SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): 1 would like to thank the Finance

Minister for the assurances that he has given today about Andhra Pradesh. I would
like to make a point. The situation that we are in today is due to no fault of the
people of Andhra Pradesh or the Government of Andhra Pradesh. It is due to the
policies made in the previous Union Government and the poor execution of the
bifurcation. The choice before us is this. Do we want to let Andhra Pradesh
continue to be a financial basket case? Even the 14™ Finance Commission has
showed that Andhra Pradesh is the only large State that after even five years, we
are still under finance deficit. But if we can invest in Andhra Pradesh, we can,
once again, become a growth centre of the country. So, please consider our request

for special category and please provide us timeline along with the assurance.

Thank you.
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SHRIMATI KAVITHA KALVAKUNTLA (NIZAMABAD): Mr. Deputy Speaker,
Sir, the hon. Finance Minister is proposing a capital infusing for the banks. Is he
going to distribute it evenly to all the public sector banks or is there any difference
or is there any grading? This is one question that I would like to ask.

My second question is regarding the MPLAD Fund. Everybody in this
House is very anxious about the increase in the MPLAD Fund. Is there any
possibility of doing that?

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: I think the Minister will consider it because most of
the Members are raising this issue. I am also the Chairman of the Committee on
MPLAD Scheme. I have sent many letters to you. I think you can consider this as
this is the demand of most of the hon. Members here. Most of the Members from
the Treasury Benches are also very eager and are supporting this demand.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: On the last point first, the hon. Member has used the
opportunity when the Deputy Speaker is presiding in the House to corner me. I
will certainly look into it because there are constraints of finance. But this is also a
successful scheme. We will certainly look into this matter.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: For all the Central schemes you are giving money to
State Governments. That can be taken care of through MPLAD Scheme also. That
can be done.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: As far as infusion of capital into banks is concerned, the
Department of Financial Services is going to divide this entire amount which is
being infused from the Budget both between the banks which need it the most and
also the banks which are performing banks. So, we do not want a situation that the
performers are discriminated because additional capital means, they will be able to
leverage this money 10 or 11 times in a bid to give it to the people who need it for
industrialization and growth of India. Therefore, the capacity of the performers
also has to be enhanced further and those which are in some distress situation also
have to be helped. So, there is a system that they have drawn out in order to divide

this amount between both the categories.
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As far as the I & B Ministry is concerned about which Shri Mahtab asked,
there is nothing new which is being added. He thinks that I have a conflict of
position that I am favouring one Ministry. In the past, because of the large
employment size in the Prasar Bharati, the I & B Ministry had suffered a large
amount of loss and therefore this is only a technical supplementary in terms of
writing off of the past losses. So, nothing new is being inducted and only the past
losses in several departments are being written off.

As far as Air India is concerned, as you know, there is already a scheme
which is being implemented. The hon. Minister of Civil Aviation is present here. I
am sure the Minister has heard the comments of the hon. Member. He will
certainly look into it.

As far as Andhra Pradesh is concerned, as I said earlier, I fully appreciate
that Andhra Pradesh is the only one amongst the large States which has to be
given special assistance for five years because the bifurcation of the State has
made it a revenue deficit State and that is a solemn commitment that we, as a
country, have towards Andhra Pradesh because it is one of the performing States
as far as India is concerned. Its Capital is being set up, the Secretariat has to be set
up, the High Court has to be set up, the Raj Bhawan, residences of Ministers, and a
whole new city itself has to come up. For the Capital, there are various kinds of
measures which we have taken. The Finance Commission itself suggested an
additional revenue grant. Unfortunately what had happened now is that earlier we
used to have the concept of Special Category State. The Finance Commission said
that you cannot have that category now. With regard to the Northeastern States,
the Chief Ministers” Committee in the Niti Ayog is looking into this question. But
as far as Andhra Pradesh is concerned, irrespective of what happens to that
controversy, some special help in terms of compensating Andhra Pradesh in all
these projects — whether they are water projects or whether it is the revenue deficit
or whether it is Capital City project, - so that the State is developed and that

capital will be given as far as the Central resources are concerned. I would like to
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assure the Members from Andhra Pradesh that we will not be found wanting as far
as Andhra Pradesh is concerned.

Similarly, other States which have some special features, when they require
it — the country grows only when the States Grow — if revenues of the Government
of India increase, therefore it is going to be our endeavour to help each one of the
States as far as their special needs are concerned. We would certainly not be
discriminating as far as any State is concerned.

As far as MUDRA Bank is concerned, I will certainly check up where the
headquarter is to be established.... (Interruptions)

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: Make Bhubaneswar as the headquarter.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: I will certainly consider Mr. Mahtab’s request because it
is, so far, only a scheme. The scheme has to be converted into a bank. Once it is
done, we will certainly keep these factors in mind. It is a bank which is intended
to encourage small entrepreneurs. The scheme has already started working and it
is working quite well.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Okay. Thank you very much.

DELHI HIGH COURT (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2015 — Contd.
(As passed by Rajya Sabha)

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Now, we will take up Item No. 20 — The Delhi High
Court (Amendment) Bill, 2015.

THE MINISTER OF LAW AND JUSTICE (SHRI D.V. SADANANDA
GOWDA): Hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir, at 5.30 p.m., we have got the Cabinet
Meeting.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Before that we will finish it; do not worry. Before

5.30 p.m., we will finish it. Shri Natterjee to resume his speech.
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SHRI J.J.T. NATTERJEE (THOOTHUKUDI): Hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir,
ordinarily civil suits involving value of Rs. 20 lakh and above come under the
original civil jurisdiction of the High Court of Delhi. This has been increasing the
workload of Delhi High Court considerably. Poor people seeking justice had to
face great difficulties every time. As this Bill seeks enhancement of pecuniary
jurisdiction, this will help them in a big way.

In fact, the Bar Association of Delhi requested through their Coordination
Committee an upward increase of value from Rs. 20 lakh to Rs. 2 crore and above.
After passing of this Bill, the pecuniary jurisdiction of Delhi High Court will see a
rise in the value of cases handled there. Cases pertaining to lesser value will
henceforth be handled by the District Courts and the City Civil Courts. Now they
will be handling cases from Rs. 5 lakh to Rs.2 crore. The Government has come
forward to positively respond to both the practicing advocates and those who
resort to litigation in civil matters.

In Tamil Nadu, ably led by our dynamic leader hon. Puratchi Thalaivi
Amma, Judiciary is getting proper support from our Government of Tamil Nadu.
Be it providing infrastructure facility or be it providing properly recruited
presiding officers to administer justice, Tamil Nadu is way ahead. All these are
because of the initiatives of our hon. Chief Minister Puratchi Thalaivi Amma.

In 2015-16, our State budget has earmarked a sum of Rs. 809.70 crore for
Judiciary. We can proudly declare that the recruitment of 162 Civil Judges is being
completed. Strengthening judicial infrastructure gets adequate attention from the
hands of hon. Amma. We have also recruited 178 Civil Judges in the years 2012
and 2013.

Our Government has constituted 170 new courts. Out of them, 65 are
related to land acquisition and Motor Vehicle Accident Compensation which are
being set up as Special Courts. The new courts to be established would include 46

Family and Mabhila Courts, 26 Judicial Magistrate Courts and Munsif Courts. Our
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Government has also sanctioned 90 Evening Courts over and above the existing 53
Evening Courts.

I would like to point out that no funds were released for the State of Tamil
Nadu in the years 2010-11 and 2011-12 for enhancing judicial infrastructure under
the Centrally Sponsored Scheme. I want to draw the attention of the hon. Law
Minister to take necessary steps to release sufficient funds for still better
functioning of Judiciary in Tamil Nadu.

I also deem it a privilege to showcase the achievement of our hon. leader
Puratchi Thalaivi Amma who has ensured nearly 88 per cent of own buildings for
the functioning of subordinate courts in Tamil Nadu. Further steps are on the anvil
to provide adequate infrastructure for all the judicial institutions.

Urging upon the Centre not to lag behind in providing adequate financial

support to the Judiciary, let me conclude my speech. Thank you.
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SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY (DHENKANAL): Sir, the Delhi High Court
(Amendment) Bill, 2014 is a very simple Bill. All that it wants to do is the bottom
of the cases with pecuniary involvement from Rs. 20 lakh to Rs. 2 crore. This is
supposedly intended to lighten the burden on the High Court of Delhi.

It is also interesting to note that when judiciary in all the States is heavily
laden with disputes and long-lasting litigations, Delhi has had the good fortune
that the Central Government has constituted no less than 14 Subordinate Courts to
lighten the load of the High Court. I definitely welcome this step and I hope that
the Government will also be considerate in setting up more Courts. In Odisha, we
have a situation where we can set up more Courts whereby our judiciary will also
be lightened of the load. The aim of a civilized society is that justice should be
meted out as quickly as possible. So, that target can easily be met.

There was a revision like this in 2003. Till that time, the High Court had
only Rs.5 lakh as a limit and from Rs.5 lakh it had been increased to Rs.20 lakh.
So, my point is this. For these tertiary or secondary legal Acts, is it necessary to
bring the matter to Parliament every time? I am not clear whether it is actually
required or the Government can devolve the power whereby the concerned High
Court itself can take a decision maybe in consultation with the Government, raise
its own financial pecuniary bottom up and bring it higher, and pass on the burden
to lower courts. That is something, which the Government can think about.

We recently saw an incident where the outcome of the judgment was
predicted by the powers that be. I do not wish to drag in the issue of death penalty
or any of these issues which have created a lot of confusion in our society. We all
agree that our society is not yet prepared to do away with death penalty. We are
not as yet mature enough and we have legal luminaries sitting amongst us who
would enlighten us better on these issues. But, I think, the way the highest Court
of the land was perceived as being pushed into doing something that the powers

that be wanted, that you have a sitting after midnight, you take this judgement and
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we are going ahead with our work, has created a bad taste about the system of our
judiciary. Even the acts that have happened in this Houser have questioned the
credibility of our democracy itself.

There was a rumour in between that the Government was probably trying to
divert attention from other issues like Vyapam and others by creating such a
diversionary tactic. I would not like to comment on those things because that is
not the topic of discussion here. But we should also remember that the public in
general in this country is also very observant now. The youth of this country is
very observant. They are watching everything that we are doing, and they are also
studying us. Let us not underestimate the public.

However, we have certain issues. I would like to point out two more things.
According to the last estimate, we have more than three crore cases pending in
different courts across the country. Has there been any positive move to ensure
that this figure comes down? I would like to hear from the hon. Minister whether
any specific steps have been taken by this Government to bring down the number
of cases that are pending in different courts across the country, which amount to
three crore plus cases, in the past 14 or 15 months that they have been in power.

It is said that India has about 17 Judges for one million people; and we are a
very litigant nation also. To come to my State, my State of Odisha has a
sanctioned strength of 27 High Court Judges but as of now, we have only 21
Judges. So, imagine the tardiness in the process of meeting out justice to the
needy, to the poor and to the underprivileged!

I would like to impress upon the hon. Minister that there are many cases
under the CAT, SAT, Green Tribunals etc., and these cases are also pending,
which would add to this figure that I mentioned about.

I would like to know from the hon. Minister whether the Government is
thinking of bringing a system of taking punitive action on the false and flimsy
cases that are filed by people, which clog the machinery, which delay the actual

dispensing of justice. Is there any system whereby people who file these false
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and flimsy cases, are also punished by the Judiciary if it is found that these cases
were false?

Sir, my last suggestion would be that a system has to be worked out --
because this is a litigant nation and you want to bring down the number of
litigations -- whereby the proceedings in cases must take place only when the
applicant or the litigant, the one who has filed the cases, or the prosecution if it is
the Government, is compelled to supply all relevant papers at all different stages,
free of cost, to the accused or to the other side. That way, it would help people
and would stop people from going to courts immediately at the drop of a hat.
would want the hon. Minister to give specific answers to these points.

With these few words, I support this Delhi High Court (Amendment) Bill,
2015. Thank you.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Shri Varaprasad Rao.

We are taking up Discussion under Rule 193 at 5.30 p.m. So, we have to

pass this Bill before that. Please be brief.
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SHRI VARAPRASAD RAO VELAGAPALLI (TIRUPATI): Sir, in fact, it is a
right step in the right direction in view of the enormous appreciation in the prices
of properties. It is a good step, but I agree with an earlier speaker who was telling
that it is a colonial decision which we have taken. In all other High Courts, they do
not have the original jurisdiction whereas these four chartered banks of Chennai,
Kolkata, Mumbai and Delhi only have this kind of a thing. I think, one can
dispense with it and the Government may consider this also so that it would be
easier in the years to come.

Definitely, it reduces the burden of the High Court and the litigants will
also benefit enormously from the point of view of distance, from the point of view
of fees and all other points of view.

Sir, in the nearby areas of Gurgaon, Noida, Faridabad etc., the district
courts have unlimited jurisdiction whereas the Delhi High Court alone would be
having jurisdiction up to rupees two crore. It would be unfair. Therefore, in the
long run, the power of the original jurisdiction of the civil cases may be taken
away from the High Court and given to the district courts so that the High Court
could focus on the appeals and writ jurisdiction.

Sir, the pecuniary jurisdiction should be uniform throughout the country.
Whereas it is much lesser in Tamil Nadu, in Delhi, we would have a limit of
rupees two crore. While the property appreciation and currency devaluation is
uniform throughout the country, raising it in the case of Delhi High Court only
would be unfair. Therefore, I am of the opinion that uniform pecuniary jurisdiction
may be given to all the courts and the High Courts should not be dealing with this.

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SHRIMATI ANUPRIYA PATEL (MIRZAPUR): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, I rise
to speak in support of the Delhi High Court (Amendment) Bill, 2015, which
attempts to enhance the pecuniary jurisdiction of the Delhi High Court as well as
the other 11 District Courts in Delhi as a consequence of which the Delhi High
Court is going to be having its jurisdiction over suits which are above the value of
Rs. 2 crore as against the earlier value of Rs. 20 lakh. In view of the devaluation of
currency and the increase in the property rates of Delhi, as hon. Jagdambika Pal
also mentioned that virtually nothing is available in Delhi for less than Rs. 20 lakh,
so this ten-fold increase which is going to be like from Rs. 20 lakh to Rs. 2 crore is
going to be in the interest of the courts.

The Delhi High Court today is in a situation that it is practically looking at
every original civil proceeding. By increasing it ten-folds, we are actually going to
transfer more than 12,000 cases which are pending in the Delhi High Court to the
lower courts. I think it is a good idea because pendency is a serious issue and an
impediment to the litigants. It is not only in the interest of the public, but also in
the interest of the judiciary because a lot of judges in the lower courts are sitting
idle, so we will be able to give them some work. If you look at the advantages
more closely, we will find that the workload of the High Court will also come
down, and there will be lesser burden on account of the court fee on the parties to
dispute. The Delhi High Court would actually become a more exclusive forum
which would be able to adjudicate on the cases of more serious nature. There will
be better brains adjudicating on the better cases, the disputes of larger States.

I also wish to point out that this Bill is relevant because there is a need to
bring uniformity in the pecuniary jurisdiction of all the High Courts across the
country. All the District Courts in the neighbourhood of Delhi like Noida,
Gurgaon, Ghaziabad and Faridabad, have unlimited pecuniary jurisdiction.
Similarly, we have to equate the District Courts in Delhi with the other District

Courts in the adjoining areas.
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One more important issue I wish to point out is that this Rs. 2 crore value
still remains a mystery. I would ask the hon. Minister to enlighten the House about

how this figure has been arrived at. Thank you.

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SHRI P.P. CHAUDHARY (PALI): Sir, I extend my thanks to the hon. Law
Minister for bringing this Bill. It is a salutary move. Now the only question is, out
of 24 High Courts, we are having basically no original jurisdiction in twenty High
Courts. Only in four High Courts which are the legacy of the British era, we are
having the original jurisdiction. My submission to the hon. Minister would be that
in all these four High Courts, there is no need of having an original jurisdiction.
There must be uniformity in view of the provisions of Section 6 of the CPC.
Therefore, to create uniformity all over the country, in four High Courts, that is,
Delhi, Kolkata, Chennai and Mumbai, this original jurisdiction should be taken

away and uniformity should be maintained.
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THE MINISTER OF LAW AND JUSTICE (SHRI D.V. SADANANDA
GOWDA): Hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I thank all the hon. Members who have
fully supported the Bill. They have given certain suggestions in addition to the
matter which is discussed in the Bill.

Practically, the issue of pecuniary jurisdiction of Delhi comes under the
Central Act because the Delhi High Court Act is a Central Act. Hence, the Bill has
to be brought before the Parliament and we have to amend the Bill. All other
amendments pertaining to pecuniary jurisdiction can be raised by the State
Legislature. The States are competent to take up this issue. It is under the domain
of the State Government. The State Government after due consultation with the
Chief Justices can enhance this.

As far as pecuniary jurisdiction of Delhi High Court is concerned, the
Coordination Committee of the Bar Association of Delhi has been representing at
various forums to enhance the pecuniary jurisdiction of the Delhi Court from the
existing amount of Rs.20 lakh to Rs.2 crore. The National Capital Territory of
Delhi has also considered the request of the Bar Association. They also wrote to
the Central Government and requested the Central Government to consider the
proposal. Even the Delhi High Court has also through a Resolution on 21*
November, 2012, recommended the proposal for increasing the pecuniary
jurisdiction from Rs.20 lakh to Rs. 2 crore.

The property value in and around Delhi has increased by manifold. Even
the present monetary jurisdiction has become so low that a case pertaining to very
small property has to be filed before the High Court.

Under such circumstances, keeping in view the need to provide justice at
the doorsteps to the people of Delhi, enhancing pecuniary jurisdiction will
facilitate the general public to access the District Courts in the vicinity of their
location. Not only that, this Bill which seeks to raise the pecuniary jurisdiction of

District Courts from Rs.20 lakh to Rs.2 crore, will reduce the workload of the
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High Court and people living in far flung areas of Delhi would not have to cover
considerable distances for approaching Delhi High Court to seek justice. At
present there are 11 District Courts and three more District Courts will come up
soon so that these cases can be dealt with by the District Courts in various places.

My friend raised the point with regard to pendency of cases across the
country. I do concede that there is a huge pendency of cases across the country.
Almost 3.6 crore cases are pending right from the Supreme Court up to the
subordinate courts in various parts of the country. We are taking initiatives to see
disposal of cases through alternative dispute resolution mechanisms. I would like
to place on record that in last December a Mega Lok Adalat was held in almost all
the courts across the country and nearly 44 lakh pending cases were disposed of.
The Conference of Chief Ministers and Chief Justices was held recently wherein
we deliberated and discussed with regard to the disposal of pending cases in
various courts.

Increasing the number of judges in various courts has also been taken care
of. In the last two years, the number of High Court judges has increased by more
than 100. Now there are around 1,100 High Court judges. Even in subordinate
courts also the High Court has to take care of things after due consultation with the
State Government. We have already written letters to the Chief Ministers and
Chief Justices of various High Courts to see that all necessary steps are taken for
filling up of the vacancies of judges and disposal of the cases.

My friend from Tamil Nadu just said that no funds have been allotted to the
State Government of Tamil Nadu. The Central Government has sanctioned
Rs.58.35 crore under Centrally Sponsored Schemes to Tamil Nadu in 2010-11,
Rs.19.53 crore in 2012-13, and Rs.73.43 crore during 2013-14. The sanctioned
strength in Tamil Nadu has also gone up, nearly 980 courtrooms are available and
981 judicial officers are there, and 115 court buildings are under construction also.

My friend has made the point that pecuniary jurisdiction across the country

should be uniform. As far as fixation of pecuniary jurisdiction is concerned, it
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comes under the prerogative powers of the State Government after due
consultation with the High Court. So, the High Court has to take care of this after
the proposal comes from the State Government and the State Government has to
raise the pecuniary jurisdiction.

The proposals which have come from the Coordination Committee have
been forwarded by NCT of Delhi to the Central Government and even that has
been supported by a Resolution of the High Court of Delhi, and it has been fully
accepted by the Central Government. Hence, this pecuniary jurisdiction of Delhi
High Court has to be revised. This was last revised in the year 2003 by amending
Subsection 2 of Section 5 of Delhi High Court Act of 1966 and Section 25 of
Punjab Courts Act of 1918.

So, all the Members who have participated in the debate have
wholeheartedly supported the Bill and practically there is no confusion as far as
this Bill is concerned. It is welcome by the Members. So, I once again request

that the Bill may be passed.
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HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: The question is:

	SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Students particularly from Andhra Pradesh, Tamil Nadu and Karnataka go to Ukraine to pursue MBBS. But, due to Crimea becoming part of Russia and worsening security situation in Eastern Ukraine, there is a lot of concern among students and parents as to what would happen to their future. 

	About 650 Indian students are studying in Crimea Medical University (CMU). But, after Referendum last year, Crimea joined Russia resulting in CMU becoming part of Russia and now Russian Government will issue medical degrees. The problem is, as per rules, MCI does not recognize degrees awarded by Russia. Health Minister, in reply to a question in Parliament, said : “Students who are about to graduate from Crimea are entitled to appear in Screening Test, as in case of any other student graduating from a foreign medical institution.” 

	But, nobody has said anything about students who are already enrolled and pursuing their 2nd,  3rd and 4th year MBBS. Secondly, in view of sanctions imposed by US, even if students go to US or Europe, their degrees are not recognized. 

	Secondly, there are also 3,500 Indian students pursuing medical education in Lugansk and Donetsk regions in Eastern Ukraine where there is fierce violence between Russian separatists and Government forces. 

	Hence, I request Government of India to direct MCI to recognize all degrees awarded by Russia to students who enrolled in erstwhile universities of Ukraine which are now part of Russia.
