SHRI ARVIND SAWANT (MUMBAI SOUTH): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, thank
you. [ am, with a deep pain, raising the issue of employees of the MTNL and the
BSNL today again. The employees of the MTNL, who are the erstwhile
employees of the Department of Telecom, were absorbed in the MTNL and they
were paid pension by the Government. It was agreed to pay the revised pension
from 2007. From 2007 to 2012, revised pension was not paid. The Department of
Telecommunications paid the revised pension from 2012. Now, they are
demanding arrears of pension from 2007. The arrears are to be drawn and paid to
them. The Department of Telecommunications agreed to it but are not paying it.
Therefore, they moved to the Principal CAT.... (Interruptions) The Principal CAT
has given a verdict directing the Department to pay it immediately within two
months, in the month of February. Till date, it has not been paid. Again, in the
case of DA, the revised pay with a DA of 78.2 per cent was to be paid. The
Department of Public Enterprises issued an order in 2009. ... (Interruptions) They
were requested to implement it. It was not implemented. In 2013, the BSNL

implemented it and gave 78.2 per cent DA to its own employees whereas it has not
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been given to the MTNL employees. That is the differential attitude exhibited....
(Interruptions) The step-motherly treatment is still continuing.

Therefore, in the ‘Zero Hour’ today, I request the Government, through

you, Sir, to immediately pay them the 78.2 per cent DA in the revised pay as well
as the arrears of the pension.

Prime
Minister “Mann Ki Baat” is missed by the people of the constituency and other
useful programmes which were launched recently are very much needed in Koppal
as well as Sindhanoor....

Four Assembly Constituencies of
Thuraiyur, Musiri, Mannachanallur and Lalgudi come under Trichy District and
Kulithalai Assembly Constituency comes under Karur District. Moreover, the four
Assembly Constituencies are 75 kms. away from Perambalur. In such a
geographical area, it is sad that only one Kendriya Vidyalaya is there in
Perambalur. So it has become a very big burden to the Central Government
employees, who are employed there, to get their children admitted in Perambalur.
Not only that, the general public are also suffering a lot. The affected parents have
represented this issue several times. Utilizing this opportunity, the private schools
are charging exorbitant fees, hence the lower and the middle class people are
unable to admit their children in the private schools....

in the middle part of the constituency, that is, Toll Gate No. 1 of Trichy District so
that all the five Assembly constituency Central Government employees and the
general public would be benefited.

I don’t think the Minister’s reply as a
responsible one. I urge the Union government that besides upgrading the glass
panes with quality, there should be prompt action against the construction
companies which were involved. Sir, I am very much concerned about the safety

of the air passengers.

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(iv) Need to implement Rotation of Headship Policy in the Departments of
AIIMS

SHRI PARVESH SAHIB SINGH VERMA (WEST DELHI): AIIMS is a premier
institute of national importance that probably gets maximum budgetary support
from the Government as compared to any other health institution in our country.
It has approximately 800 faculties in roughly 50 departments. Over the period of
time, a number of administrative reforms have been attempted. Unfortunately, the
reforms were sidelined because of poor administration of the previous
Government. One such major administrative reform was 'Rotation of headship
policy, in the departments. This policy aimed at smooth functioning of the
departments and equitable distribution of resources to every faculty member of the
institution. There have been many recommendations including referendums of
rotation of headship and also for rotation of headship. The Health Minister of
Government of India who is also an ex-officio President of AIIMS had constituted
a committee under the chairmanship of Dr. M.K. Bhan to facilitate the
implementation of rotation of headship at AIIMS. The policy of rotation of
Headship is in accordance with the motto of our Government's Sabka Saath, Sabka
Vikas.

I draw the attention of Hon'ble Minister to take notice of the
recommendations and remove all roadblocks in bringing in this administrative

reform.
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(v) Need to construct a Canal/Channel along Rann of Kutch to link at
Bakhasar, Rajasthan to Arabian Sea

COL. SONARAM CHOUDHARY (BARMER): An immense salt water waste,
Rann of Kutch extends from the Arabian Sea near Gujarat to Bakhasar in district
Barmer, Rajasthan which I represent in this august House. It would be a pleasant
surprise to my distinguished colleagues to know that it is possible to construct a
canal/channel covering 300 kms along Rann of Kutch to link Rajasthan at
Bhakasar in Barmer district to Arabian Sea. Rann's land is almost flat and there
are no hindrances like huge rocks and hillocks. It is a barren land devoid of
vegetation as well as human life. Its soil is a mixture of sand, mud and salt. As
such, its construction is feasible like the Suez Canal in Egypt and Haldia port in
West Bengal. The route of the canal/channel shall be via Gujarat. It would be a
boon to Gujarat, Rajasthan and the country.

Geological evidences suggest that whole of western Barmer was under sea
in earlier times and a Gulf existed between Rann of Kutch in Barmer upto South
of Jaisalmer. The Sanchor-Barmer basin of Rajasthan is an extension of the
Cambay Basin. Oil has been discovered in Barmer basin and is currently being
produced by Cairn India Limited in partnership with the ONGC. Further,
discoveries of oil and natural gas are imminent in this area.

Possible benefits from the sea-link are that it would help reclamation of
salty land in Gujarat (nearly 20,000 Kms.), ii) It would strengthen the defence of
India along the Rann, and 1ii) it would provide access of ships to Rajasthan and
lessen the distance of North India particularly for crude oil, petroleum products
including LPG and LNG from proposed refinery at Barmer. The port shall also
provide easy access for export of minerals like gypsum, lignite, marble, granite,

limestone, etc.
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I, therefore, urge the Hon'ble Prime Minister to get a survey conducted for
construction of a canal/channel along Rann of Kutch to link Rajasthan at Bakhasar

to Arabian Sea like Mundra Port.

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(vii) Need to increase the Minimum Support Price of cotton
in Maharashtra.

DR. PRITAM GOPINATH MUNDE (BEED): Cotton is one of the most important
fibers and a cash crop of India. It plays a dominant role in the industrial and
agricultural economy. Six million farmers and about 40 to 50 million people are
engaged in the cotton trade. Gujarat, Maharashtra, Punjab, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya
Pradesh, Tamil Nadu are the major cotton producing States.

Maharashtra has witnessed a large number of suicides by cotton farmers
over the past few years including a significant number of cotton growers
especially from Maharashtra region due to heavy loss and fall in prices.

Due to higher cost of inputs like labour, pesticides, transportation, shortage
of electricity and water scarcity, the cost of production of one quintal cotton is
between Rs.5000 and 5050, but the Government pays Minimum Support Price
(MSP) of Rs.3750.

To prevent suicides of cotton growers in Maharashtra the Government
should, therefore, stop buying cotton from outsiders and also increase the MSP of

cotton.

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(xi) Growing menace of toxic food items

SHRIMATI RAKSHATAI KHADSE (RAVER): Almost all foods items of our
daily consumption are contaminated with Pesticides and Agro-chemicals. Fresh
water fish contains chemicals and mercury from the industrial effluents, poultry
chicken and eggs are contaminated with hormones. Adulterated food can lead to
dropsy, infertility, glaucoma, brain, liver and kidney damage, cancer, skin
diseases, cardiac ailment and even death. The rapid development of food
technology and food processing industries has raised the risk of contamination by
additives. On top of it unscrupulous traders adulterate food to increase the margin
of profits. The country uses around 30,000 tonnes of pesticides annually more
than 70% of which consists of Organo-Cheorine compounds, out of the range of
chemical fertilizers used in agricultural farming only Urea's contributes annual
requirement in our country to the tune of 31 million tonnes. During the recent
survey around 20% of food products contain pesticides residues beyond the
Maximum Residue Level (MRL). In the recent samples drawn by Indian Council
of Medical Research found DDT in 82% of the samples collected randomly from
12 states. I request a multi-dimensional approach is essential to be initiated to
meet the growing menace of toxicological hazards of food by strengthening the
activities of regulating agencies, stringent action along with empowering the
enforcement authorities for strict compliance of the food safety guidelines and

regulations stipulated by FSSAI and save the new generation.

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(xvi) Need to develop Tumkur in Karnataka as an
industrial Smart city

SHRI S.P. MUDDAHANUME GOWDA (TUMKUR): The Government of India,
in the Budget 2014-15, had declared that the industrial Smart Cities will come up
in seven States. Out of which Tumkur in Karnataka has also been declared as a
place for an industrial Smart City in the Chennai-Bangalore industrial Corridor
region. The people of Karnataka, particularly the people of Tumkur, are yet to
know about the concept of industrial Smart City at Tumkur. A lot of hopes have
been generated among the people of the country as a whole and Tumkur.

The Hon. Finance Minister, while presenting the implementation report at
the time of presentation of Budget for this year, has stated that master planning for
three industrial corridor for the Chennai-Bangalore Industrial Corridor region was
to be completed by March 2015.

However, so far, there is no progress in this regard. I would like to know
the present status of this project.

I urge upon the Union Government to take immediate steps for the

implementation of industrial Smart City project at Tumkur in Karnataka.
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(xvii) Need to allot adequate budget and timely release of funds for protection
and conservation of BRT Tiger Reserve in Chamarajanagar District,
Karnataka

SHRI R. DHRUVANARAYANA (CHAMARAJANAGAR): I would like to bring
to the kind notice of the House that BRT Tiger Reserve of my Constituency
having an area of 574.83 Sq. kms. is the pristine habitat for tiger and is a part of
the most promising Tiger landscape in the World. The present tiger density in the
reserve is 10.21/100 Sq. Kms which indicates the presence of healthy tigers and
demands for their protection.

The management issues in the tiger reserve include protection against
hunting/poaching, fire, habitat improvement, man-animal conflicts etc. These
activities require adequate budget and timely release of funds. But the fact is that,
every year there is a difference between the sanctioned and the released amount
and also every year there is decrease in budgetary allotment which is affecting the
management/protection issues of the Tiger reserve.

During 2013-14 Rs.188.360 lakhs were released out of sanctioned amount
of Rs.235.452 lakhs. During 2014-15 Rs.148.2286 lakhs were released out of
sanctioned amount of Rs.185.286 lakhs and during 2015-16 till today Rs.116.0581
lakhs were released out of sanctioned amount of Rs.145.0727 lakhs.

I, therefore, urge the Union Government to take up the issue on priority
basis and help the BRT reserve to get sufficient allotment and timely release of

funds for protection and conservation of this natural resource.
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(xviii) Need for providing employment to Course Completed Act Apprentices
of Integral Coach Factory, Chennai

DR. P. VENUGOPAL (TIRUVALLUR): The Course completed Act Apprentices
of Integral Coach Factory, Chennai numbering more than 3,500 are waiting for
employment since 1998. They are sufficiently qualified for absorption. All other
Zonal Railways and Production Units in the country have absorbed the qualified
apprentices whereas the ICF, Chennai is an exception. During the last seven
years, the vacant positions in the ICE were filled up by selection through RRB &
RRC from other States in which more than 5,000 trained apprentices from Tamil
Nadu have been ignored. It is also reported that the process of placement for
apprentices from other parts of the country lacks transperency wherein false
documents and impersonation are taking place rampantly smacking corruption in a
big way. Recruiting trained apprentices will entail no extra spending on the part of
the Railways towards recruitment which otherwise would cost Rs.55,000 per
candidate.

Hence, I urge upon the Railway Minister to see that all the trained
apprentices from ICE, Chennai get placement immediately and they are also
willing to work anywhere in India in the production Units or Zonal Railways. In
Southern Railways also many vacancies in the safety categories are to be filled.
The trained apprentices from Tamil Nadu may be considered for all the openings

which will help people retain their hope.
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(xix) Need to develop basic infrastructure and passenger facilities at
Ambasamudram railway station in Tirunelveli
district, Tamil Nadu

SHRI K.R.P. PRABAKARAN (TIRUNELVELI): Ambasamudram is a town
located in my Tirunelveli Constitutency of Tamil Nadu. Tamirabarani River runs
by its side and it is situated on the foothills of the Western Ghats. It is a
sprawling town with natural beauty and greenary. The biggest attraction of the
place is the Mundanthurai-Kalakad Tiger Reserve. The festival of traditional
durbar is celebrated every year in the month of Aadi which draws a lot of tourists.
Tirunelveli to Tenkasi is an absolutely fascinating stretch and a southern paradise.

Ambasamudram is having a railway station (ASD) with lack of basic
facilities, no effort has been made till now to develop the basic infrastructure at the
railway station like drinking water, lights, platform roof, ticket counter to manage
the huge crowd of students and employees travelling daily up and down to district
headquarters Tirunelveli.

Hence, 1 urge upon the Hon'ble Minister of Railways to develop basic
infrastrucutre at Ambasamudram Railway Station (ASD) and also increase the

train frequency on this route.
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(xx) Need to expedite the construction of Motu-Sileru bridge across Sileru

River on the Ranchi - Vijayawada highway
SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): The construction of Motu-
Sileru bridge across Sileru River on the Ranchi Vijaywada Highway has been
delayed due to inability of the Government of Telangana in sending revised
estimate to the Ministry of Road Transport and Highways after getting the status
of a separate State. It is expected that the construction of the said bridge is likely
to be started after getting approval of the Union Government to such a revised
estimate.

The Ministry of Home Affairs had sanctioned Rs.33.97 crore for
construction of the said bridge on 8th March, 2011 with a target to complete it by
2 February, 2014 keeping in view the importance of the bridge in countering the
Maoist menace in Odisha and Andhra Pradesh. This bridge will not only provide
better connectivity between Odisha and Andhra Pradesh but also enable people of
Malkangiri district to access Hyderabad, Vijaywada and Khamman districts,
thereby providing better connectivity to Maoist inflicted Malkangiri district of
Odisha.

Therefore, I urge the Union Government to take up the matter of
construction Motu-Sileru bridge over Sileru river on priority basis and impress
upon the Government of Telengana to send the revised estimate immediately and

approval of the same by the Union Government at the earliest.
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(xxi) Need to take effective measures to curb child marriages
in the country

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(xxii) Need to provide funds to tackle drought condition in
Anantapur district, Andhra Pradesh

SHRI N. KRISTAPPA (HINDUPUR): I would like to submit that Anantapur
district, Andhra Pradesh is the second most backward and drought prone district in
the country.

Anantapur district is facing severe drought problem. The rainfall is very
much low in the past 15 years. There are around 3000 villages in my constituency
and the situation is grim with huge scarcity of drinking water. Even during the
rainy season, not a droplet is visible in any drinking water project.

Other occuptions are also being affected due to least rainfall in the district.
The sheep rearing has declined drastically as the fodder is not available.
Groundnut, a major crop in Anantapur, is dying in the budding stage due to
absence of rainfall. Second crop in Sericulture, more than 50% trade has been
reduced due to reduced import duty on silk yarn. Weavers and other artisans are
unable to sell their products as there is no flow of money to the market.

There is acute water scarcity and do not have water for drinking purposes.
The District Collector has urged the Central team of Ministers who visited
Anantapur district recently, to sanction funds of Rs.1405 crore towards drought
relief measures.

With poor monsoon, depleting ground water level, untimely rains, non-
availability of fodder wreaked havoc with agriculture this year, hence the farmers
are pinning their hopes on the recent visit of Central Ministers.

The state is taking steps to provide water to Anantapur district. I request
the Central Government too to empathize with us and provide its support at the
earliest.

Before the Lok Sabha elections, the UPA Government had assured the

Seemandhra region of the Special Category status. As assured by the then Prime
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Minister, Special Status may be announced immediately to stop further suicides in
the State of Andhra Pradesh and adequate compensation may be provided.

At the same time, our beloved Chief Minister is striving for the linkage of
Godavari and Krishna rivers to provide water for irrigation and drinking water
purposes to Anantpur and other Rayalaseema region. I request the Hon'ble Prime
Minister to kindly support the State Government to complete the project by
providing all clearances from the Centre, at the earliest. Till then, kindly arrange

immediate relief from the Centre to overcome the drought situation in the district.
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(xxiii) Need for formulation of a National Sports Policy

SHRI A.P. JITHENDER REDDY (MAHABUBNAGAR): I wish to raise the
matter 'Politics in Sports' . It is very aptly said that 'Healthy body has a healthy
mind'. In order to make India a healthy nation, a lot has to be done. Small nations
of the World are excelling and winning medals at the international sports events
whereas Indians perform poorly at such events. In spite of having a huge
population, we are unable to produce good sportspersons and win laurels for our
nation.

One of the basic things which we will have to do is to groom our children at
a very young age i.e. toddler/school stage. A systematic and well-planned scheme
has to be worked out. A lot of funds have been allocated and spent on the
development of sports but nothing tangible has been achieved. So one wonders as
to where the funds are going. There are reports of apathy towards sportspersons
and non-availability of food, food supplements, equipment, sportswear, training
facilities, coaches, hostel accommodation, sponsorships, etc. But there is
involvement of many agencies for the development of sports and a lot of vested
interests have crept in and as a result politics have come into the play.

When the sportspersons see infighting among the various sports bodies how
can the development of sports take place?

But the Yoga programme started by our Prime Minister is a step in the right
direction towards achieving this goal. To make India a sporting nation 'Skate
India' project will be a good booster and will help in achieving the goals in a
shorter span. Given the prevailing scenario of sports in the country, for the future
development of sports and for making India an emerging sports nation, there is an

urgent need to formulate a 'National Sports Policy' and implement it meticulously.
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(xxiv) Need to provide adequate funds and infrastructure for

Sansad Adarsh Gram Yojana
DR. A. SAMPATH (ATTINGAL): The Sansad Adarsh Gram Yojana (SAGY)
evoked high expectations from the rural people of the country. The demands for
basic necessities including land, housing, drinking water, sanitation, electricity,
roads and bridges etc. are coming up before the MPs. The MPLADS amount
allotted to them is insufficient to cater to these needs. The declaration of Sansad
Adarsh Gram Yojana villages without adequate financial resources and sufficient
co-ordination of the departments, agencies, PSUs and other bodies under the
Government of India as well as the State Governments have created problems for
the MPs adding to their dearth of time to look into the needs of their respective
constituencies.

Even though this matter has been raised during the zero hour on
13.05.2015, no positive steps have been taken by the Government of India so far.
Hence, I urge upon the Government of India to take urgent necessary steps for
providing sufficient funds, adequate staff, facilities and co-ordination for the

successful implementation of the Sansad Adarsh Gram Y ojana.
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(xxv) Need to conduct a comprehensive survey on the availability of minerals
in Araku Parliamentary Constituency, Andhra Pradesh

SHRIMATI KOTHAPALLI GEETHA (ARAKU): I would like to draw kind
attention of the Government regarding the mining issues pertaining to the
scheduled areas of Andhra Pradesh.

Araku, a mineral rich constituency has 75 per cent of the scheduled area
fully inhabitated by the tribals. There is no proper report by the Geological
Survey of India to identify minerals spread over the area.

Though the mining policy has been framed, it is yet to be finalised for the
scheduled areas till date. Any activity that needs to be done in the scheduled areas
needs the resolution of the gram sabha under the PESA act which has come into
force since 2011 but mining has been going on in the scheduled areas without any
such resolution. Because of this, there is huge unrest prevailing in the tribal area
and there are agitations by the local people on the illegal mining.

I have also submitted a representation to the hon. Minister for mines and
minerals to order a comprehensive survey on the availability of minerals in Araku
parliamentary constituency by the geological department of India. I, herewith,
also request the government to announce a clear policy pertaining to the mining in
scheduled areas. I would like to request the Hon'ble Minister to take necessary
action in this regard as may be deemed fit in the interest of the local tribals and the

nation.
