SHRI PINAKI MISRA: Madam, I am very grateful to the hon. Minister for having
given a very detailed and a very candid reply. I am particularly chagrined and
very, very disturbed by his answer to part (d) which shows the very dismal
position and condition that obtained in the Ministry of Environment and Forest in
the very corrupt regime of the UPA in 2012-13 and 2013-14. The figures are clear.
Less than 50 per cent of the Grants-in-aid was given by the Ministry to the States
and Union Territories for the reforestation programme. This is a distressing
situation.

I am very, very concerned because we have seen the spectacle of POSCO
where forest clearance was not given for more than two years. “the POSCO people
to pay bribes as a result of which forest clearance was not given. FDI worth Rs.
52,000 crore could not come to this country...*. It is a shocking state of affairs. ...*
I cannot understand this. Why should files be not dealt with in the office in Delhi?
Why should files go to the Minister’s residence in Chennai? Who has to answer?
This kind of corruption was exhibited and the results are here. Less than 50 per
cent has been given to the States.

My question is, now there is a little bit of fresh air that this new Minister
has brought in....* The new Minister is hopefully bringing in some fresh air. But
why are the figures, Madam, for 2014-15 also continuing to languish?

I would request the Minister that as far as these Grants-in-aid are
concerned, which is a very important component of forestation, reforestation and
afforestation, the Minister check with the State Governments as to why the utilised
allocated amounts are less than 50 per cent. Kindly give your personal attention

and continue with the work of completely dismantling ...*

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SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Madam, very important questions have been
raised by our colleague and hon. Member Shri Pinaki Misra. Let me tell you two
or three very important things. Everybody bothers about re-forestation because
afforestation is our national programme. But unfortunately, for the last ten years,
many things happened which did not help afforestation. What are they? First is
that the money spent by the project proponent for compensatory afforestation and
net present value, has not been utilized. Shri Pinaki Misra will wonder that more
than Rs.35,000 crore of afforestation money is languishing in bank and has not
been utilized. Therefore, we decided to bring in the CAMPA Bill. I hope that with
this Bill, 90 per cent money of this Rs.38,000 crore will go to the States directly.
At least, all parties should hear that and all parties should support that.

But people are playing partisan politics. What is more important is this. My
erstwhile Minister has written a letter in which she has narrated how from ... (Not
recorded), the influence was brought. She has written how the projects were
stalled; how the projects were directed saying that the permission should not be
given. That is how the regime continued for long. That is why, the project that you
mentioned, Posco or maybe other projects, were stalled. The Environment
Ministry was converted by the earlier regime as the ‘roadblock Ministry’. We
believe that both the environment protection and development are possible
simultaneously. We are doing like that. Therefore, we are also looking into the
letter issued by the erstwhile Minister ...” where she has said that how the
Congress Party office bearers were bringing the pressure on her for not to sanction
projects. We are going to look into this very seriously. ... (Interruptions)

Minister. The entire regime, the private taxation regime which was going on in the

The CAMPA Fund has been
languishing for the last ten years between 2004 and 2015. Will the hon. Minister
kindly take a very very precipitate step to ensure that the CAMPA Funds are
released at the earliest? ...

The Environment Ministry gave permission to all the State
Electricity Board plants in the last ten years. But in the case of Gujarat, they asked
for Rs.100 crore guarantee. It was without any reason. It was without any basis.
Still the Gujarat Government paid Rs.100 crore. But when I came to know about
it, we saw the files and scrutinised all power projects. We found that nowhere
Rs.100 crore guarantee was asked and we gave the guarantee back to Gujarat
because it belongs to the people of Gujarat. Such kind of tyranny will never be
tolerated. What we are doing is, we are putting processes in place. We have made
online processes transparent. We have brought in more Expert Appraisal

Committees. We are doing more valuable things. After due diligence and making
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environmental conditions more stringent, we are ensuring that both environment

protection and development go hand in hand. ... (Interruptions)

DR. BOORA NARSATIAH GOUD: Madam Speaker, at the outset I would like to

congratulate the Minister of Environment for the fast pace at which he is working
to develop both forests as well as the country.

Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Dr. Puratchithalaivi Amma who made a Member of
Parliament. [ also thank the people of my Theni parliamentary constituency.
Theni Parliamentary Constituency, surrounded by mountains on all the four sides,
is in the foothills of Western Ghats. Tea, Coffee, Pepper, Cardamom, Clove and
other crops are grown in this area. Fruits crops Like Mango, Jack fruit, Orange,
Apple and Pears fruit are also grown in large scale in this area. During the 18"
century, the then British Government created settlements with mostly labourers
for engaging in cultivation in these mountainous areas. Now, mostly these areas
are in the control of private entities. People living in these areas, especially those
belonging to Scheduled Castes and Tribes are deprived of basic amenities. Even
though the Tamil Nadu Government under the able leadership of Hon’ble Amma
is trying to provide basic facilities to the people belonging to Scheduled Castes
and Tribes of this area, the Department of Forests puts unnecessary hurdles during
implementation of projects. [ therefore urge upon the Union Government to
provide exception for the welfare activities undertaken by Tamil Nadu
Government in the interest of Scheduled Castes and Tribes people of this area.

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"SHRI B.S.YEDIYURAPPA (SHIVAMOGGA) : Hon’ble Speaker, Madam, This
year Karnataka has seen the worst drought in the last 25 years. People of about
130 taluks were badly affected by drought. Due to inadequate rainfall sufficient
water is not there in Krishna basin. The Alamatti dam which has the storage
capacity of 123 TMC had 102 TMC of water last year. Now only 58 TMC water
is there in this dam. Last year 297 TMC water was there in all the dams in the
state. But now they have 201 TMC of water.

The reservoirs in the Cauvery basin such as Hemavati, Krishna Raja
Sagara (KRS), Kabini and Harangi have the storage capacity of 115 TMC. Last
year water storage in these reservoirs was 93 TMC. But now they have only 84
TMC of water. Last year during the same period Hemavati, Harangi, Kabini
reservoirs were almost full and 43 TMC of water was released to Tamil Nadu.
This year even through there is inadequate water in all these reservoirs 39 TMC of
water was released to Tamil Nadu.

For the year 2015-16 targeted areas for cultivation is 111.37 lakh hectares
for Kharif, Rabi and summer season in which 31.71 lakh hectares of irrigated land
and 71.66 lakh hectares of rain fed land. However, till date the sowing operation
took place only in 9.07 lakh hectares of irrigated land and 30.05 lakh hectares of
rain fed land. In the past one month due to scanty rainfall 80% of the crops in the
dry land area were destroyed and farmers were suffering a lot as they had spent
huge money on seeds and fertilizers.

In many parts of the state there is no drinking water and fodder available

for cattles.

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During my tenure as Chief Minister of Karnataka I took steps to waive off
farm loan. I urge the State Government to take similar steps and waive off farm
loan disbursed by cooperative banks and also waive off the interest on farm loan
disbursed by nationalized banks.

Farmers are in hapless condition as the horticulture crops including Grapes,
Coconut, Pomagranite, coffee were destroyed due to drought. Moreover dry land
farmers too are not being benefited from the crop insurance schemes. The farmers
are living in a pathetic condition.

Therefore, I urge upon the Government to give Rs.20,000 per hectare to
each farmer to meet the expenditure spent on seeds, fertilizers and also give better
compensation to the growers of Coffee, Grapes, Coconut and Pomogranite for
crop loss. There is also need for immediate release of arrears due to the sugarcane
farmers.

Hon’ble Finance Minister Shri Arun Jaitley Ji has announced a special
package to rescue the Grapes and Pomogramite growers. Under this said package
the Union Government would give 75% and the State Government was requested
to contribute 25% of the total compensation. However, the Government of
Karnataka is not keen to take any step in this regard. It is an injustice meted out to
the people of Karnataka by the Congress Government of the state.

All these factors lead to the rise farmers suicide. There are 250 cases of
suicide in the last 3-4 months. It is unfortunate that when I am raising such
burning issue of severe drought on the floor of the House, my colleagues in the
Congress benches are staging protest, and dharans without sensing the gravity of
the situation. This attitude of the members shows their irresponsible nature and |
condemn their behaviour and also their lack of concern for the burning and

sensitive issues. Thank you.

SHRI BHEEMRAO B. PATIL (ZAHEERABAD): Madam Speaker, I would like
to draw the kind attention of this House, through you, regarding the dire need to
take proper steps for providing regular uninterrupted internet connectivity in my
parliamentary constituency Zaheerabad in Telangana.... (Interruptions) On the
one hand, the Government of India is making efforts for digitization of rural India
and on the other hand, due to negligence of BSNL officers there is no proper
maintenance of towers.... (Interruptions) Now-a-days, Mandal Revenue Offices,
Panchayat Offices, all other offices and schools are dependent on internet
connectivity....

(Interruptions) It is befitting that ICF, producing 2,000 coaches per
year, has rolled out the 50,000th coach in its Diamond Jubilee Year. In fiscal
2014-15, the production was 1,704 coaches, against the target of 1,696 coaches,
being the highest figure in all coach factories in the country, and the target for
fiscal 2015-16 is 1,950. ... (Interruptions) Recently, the hon. Railway Minister
had unveiled the LHB (Linke Hofmann Busch) Unit coming under the
Modernization and Expansion Scheme with a target of 285 coaches in 2015-16
and 600 coaches in 2016-17. No doubt, ICF’s better performance is due only to
better staff motivation and their dedication. ... (Interruptions)

Having said all these rosy things, I must bring to the notice of the House the
sad plight of the staff. Drastic reduction in staff strength, no new recruitment for
LHB Unit, redeployment of ICF staff in LHB Unit, etc., have created unrest
among the workforce. ... (Interruptions) Also it is a matter of great concern that
the Course Completed Act Apprentices (CCAA) of ICF for the past so many years
have not been absorbed whereas in other Railways and other Central Government
organizations, CCAAs of up to last year have been absorbed. ... (Interruptions)

sympathetically consider the request of the CCAAs of ICF for absorption in ICF
and LHB Unit or anywhere in the Production Units/Zonal Railways in the country.

to bring to the notice of the Government about the request of our hon. Chief

The body of the deceased fisherman is now reportedly kept at a hospital in
Bahrain. The sudden demise of the fisherman has put his family to great financial
and mental hardship...

I would, therefore, once again request the Government of India on behalf of
Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, to take all initiatives to arrange for the transportation
of the body of the deceased fisherman back to Tamil Nadu at the earliest.

Madam, I would also request you to kindly direct the officials of the Indian
Embassy to take up this matter with the employer and to ensure that the terminal
monetary benefits are released to his family without any delay as well as take the
initiative to prevent recurring of such incidents in future... (Interruptions)

SHRIMATI KOTHAPALLI GEETHA (ARAKU): Madam, kindly permit me to
speak from this seat.

Speaker, Madam for
giving me this opportunity to speak on the Zero Hour regarding a most important
issue that the Young India is facing today.

As the august House knows, we are entering into a Young India and we
often talk of promoting education. It has been the priority of the Government to
impart education as a Right to Education. But the reality is that procuring such
loans for higher studies is not that easy. Higher studies in India as well as abroad
have become very, very costly nowadays. The banks have got different norms for
the sanction of these loans. With the result, the children, especially economically
backward children are facing a lot of problems as their parents have no credit
history and so, they are not given loans. Moreover the banks collect different
forms of securities against the education loan. This could be bank deposits or post

office deposits or various other forms of securities. There is no particular uniform
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code for these securities. It is also difficult to get loan for education from non-
recognized universities.

Hence I would request the Government to see that the education loan
schemes are given to the meritorious candidates, who are economically backward.
Insurance also should be made a part of the education loan. God forbid, if a
student is deceased, his parents are facing a lot of problems in repaying of this
loan. So, insurance should be brought; and credit guarantee scheme should also be
brought in for the education purposes. I am sure, with all these things, if done, it
will promote the Young Indians and students of this country to get higher studies
and make India literate. Thank you so much.... (Interruptions)

SHRI PREM SINGH CHANDUMAJRA (ANANDPUR SAHIB): It is a well-
known fact that a large number of Indians across various States of the country go
abroad every year to earn their livelihood. Most of them use the services of agents
to enter various countries legally or illegally. The passports of such persons are
generally collected by the travel agents and the same are never returned to them
when they cross the international border illegally. After reaching their
destinations, with the help of local legal assistance, most of them do get political
asylum. Now, a large number of such persons have spent 20 or 30 years abroad
and now they want to come back to India to meet their family members. These
people have earned their livelihood by hard work and they now want to invest
their surplus savings in India. The India law does not permit them to come to their
mother nation as a result of which they cannot come and see their family members
and also they are unable to contribute or avail of the investment opportunities back
home. There is no criminal case pending against them. It is requested that suitable
amendment should be made in the existing law so that these people also get
necessary travel documents to come back to their nation.

There is a need to open more number of Consulate General Offices of India
at various places so that people do not have to travel long distances to get counsel
assistance. It has been observed that Consulates in USA, Canada, Australia and
Europe are at long distances, which are inconvenient to access.

A number of NRIs have been denied Visa on the ground that their names
figure in the blacklist maintained by the intelligence agencies. There are no
criminal cases pending against them, but still they are not able to get necessary
travel documents. It is requested that the Government of India should scrap that

list.

(xiv) Need to construct a road overbridge on level crossing no. 1 on the
Hubli-Gadag stretch of National Highway no. 63 in Karnataka
SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI (DHARWAD): Hubli in Karnataka is the second largest
city in the State in terms of population and area after Bengaluru. This city is
joined by three National Highways viz. NH-4 Bengaluru-Pune, NH-218 Hubli-
Vijaypur and NH-63 Ankol-Gooty and all the three Nantional Highways have
heavy traffic movement. There is a Railway Gate No-I, a manned Gate across
NH-63 on the outskirts of city on the Hubli-Gadag stretch where thousands of
vehicles get stranded causing traffic congestion. There is a proposal for
construction of ROB on this Railway gate to ease out the traffic congestion which
was sanctioned in 2010 Railway Budget at the cost of Rs 20 crores on cost sharing
basis. Now the State of Karnataka has also conveyed its sanction of its share and
despite this the matter is not moving fast and people of the region are restless for
this inordinate delay. This ROB needs to be constructed at the earliest in the
interest of development of this region and also to avoid traffic hazards. I urge the
Government and especially the Ministry of Railways to expedite the matter. ...

It
is also difficult to reach Coimbatore for emergency treatment which is about 85
kms away. ... (Interruptions) Government of Tamilnadu has launched several
social welfare and health schemes for the benefit of people of this hilly terrain.
Setting up of a Central Government Hospital will be a great solace to the people of
Ooty and also boost tourism. ... (Interruptions) Tourists, particularly elders and
children would find such a hospital very useful in times of need.

(Interruptions) Our Hon’ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchithalaivi amma
has been urging the Government of India for the early formation of the Cauvery
Management Board and the Cauvery Water Regulation Committee. A 'pro tem'
Supervisory Committee has been formed which has not yet been effective. ...
(Interruptions) This request was made on 3™ June, 2014 by our dynamic leader
which has not yet been favourably considered by the Government of India. The
Government of India should take necessary steps to form Cauvery Management

Board and the Cauvery Water Regulation Committee immediately.
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(xviii) Trafficking of Children in the Country

DR. RATNA DE (NAG) (HOOGHLY): Sir, since the House is not in order, [ am
not going to read my Matter under Rule 377. Please allow me to lay it on the
Table of the House.

“It is a matter of shame that in spite of all round development, still incidents
of trafficking of children are emerging. The Government is making efforts through
Anti Trafficking nodal cell, but the situation has not improved and we come across
incidents of trafficking of children. Last year it is suspected that trafficking of 578
children occurred from West Bengal, Jharkhand, Bihar. On 24 May, 2014, 123
children of West Bengal were found at a Railway station in Kerala without any
valid document. Children easily fall prey to the wrong persons working in
orphanages or Juvenile Homes. Children rescued from trafficking should be sent
to safe places and rehabilitated or sent to their homes. Those indulging in child
trafficking should be severely punished under Indian Penal Code so that they dare
not to indulge in child trafficking in future. I would strongly urge the Ministry for
Women and Child Development and Ministry of Home Affairs to ensure that no
trafficking of children takes place in our country. Enough safeguards should be in
place to ensure that no child is put to such hardship. Hence it would be in the
fitness of things if the Government take extraordinary measures to ensure that not

even a single trafficking case takes place hence forth.

DR. KULMANI SAMAL (JAGATSINGHPUR): The Government of Odisha have
submitted a proposal to the National Council of Science Museums, Kolkata as
well as Ministry of Culture for establishment of Sub-regional Science Centre
(SRSC) at Keonjhar, Jeypore, and Khandapada in Odisha in order to popularise
developments in science and technology as well as to inculcate the scientific
temper in society, especially among the rural students. Since these centres are
based on learning through models and exhibitions, they could enable students,
teachers and general public to develop interest in scientific enquiry, creativity and
logical curiosity easily. So to foster scientific temper, the proposal for
establishment of Sub-regional Science Centre at Keonjhar and Jeypore was
submitted in 2010 and proposal for establishment of the SRSC at Khandapada has
been made in 2015. However, the decision in respect of all the proposals has been
pending with Ministry of Culture.

In this regard, I urge upon the Minister of Culture to take necessary steps to
finalise the said proposals to facilitate establishment of Sub-regional Science

Centres at Keonjhar, Jeypore and Khandapada in Odisha at the earliest.
