This Government led by Prime Minister Modi ji is committed to ensuring
24X7 access to power across the country to every household. ... (Interruptions)
HON. SPEAKER: Shri Ravneet Singh, please do not obstruct the Minister.

SHRI C. GOPALAKRISHNAN: I would thank you, Madam, for giving me the
opportunity. First of all, I pray to my Go-leader Puratchi Thalaivi Amma....
(Interruptions) My constituency is in Hilly region and covered with forest. It is to
understand that there is a ban on log woods for fuel purpose all over the country.It

is obvious that the Central Government is not providing adequate kerosene under
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the PDS. Our leader has also written to the Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi
for immediate release of kerosene.

In the circumstances, I would like to ask the hon. Minister, through you,
Madam, whether the Government has any special scheme for hilly region.
SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: The supply of kerosene does not come under my
Ministry but I can reassure the hon. Member on behalf of the Government that
nobody who is eligible for kerosene shall be deprived of adequate kerosene for his
requirement. On the contrary, this Government is trying to arrange for energy
access, either through cooking gas or electricity so that over the years we can
eliminate the need for kerosene which by itself is harmful for the people of India.

At the same time, for the hilly regions, as the hon. Member suggested, we
are very conscious that in the hilly regions, environment is to be protected.
Therefore, we have launched several schemes whereby hilly regions would receive
extra subsidy. We have the solar lighting programme for homes in the hilly
regions. For cooking purposes, we have bio-gas family type units, community
level units. We are also looking at the Unnat Chulha Programme, under which
every woman, a homemaker, will have a small cooker which works on solar
energy and will save them from the high cost of kerosene.

SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR: Madam, the Integrated Processing Development
Scheme was initiated in the 12" Five Year Plan with an outlay of Rs.500 crore. In
the 12th Five Year Plan, three years have already lapsed and only two years are
left. In the reply given by the hon. Minister, it has been stated that only one State
has forwarded the proposal. So, Madam, there is a discrimination going on
between the small units and large units. As per the scheme, projects with
maximum ceiling of Rs. 75 crore will be subsidized by the Government of India in
the Zero Liquid Discharge.

But a number of small units are there in our country. As regards, small units
in my State of Telangana, we do have small textile units in Sircilla, Warangal,
Pochampally, Gadwal and some other towns. But in the name of environmental
problems, the officials are harassing these small units.

Madam, due to stringent guidelines, no State Government could submit
the proposals. So, I would like to know from the hon. Minister whether they are
going to change the guidelines and whether they are going to take a review on this.
I am saying so because out of Rs. 500 crore, not much it has been utilised by the
MoT till today.

SHRIMATI K. MARAGATHAM: The State Government of Tamil Nadu under

the dynamic leadership of our hon. Chief Minister Puratchi Thalaivi Amma has
been giving a lot of importance to infrastructure projects as it is the only way for
development of the State.

The National Highways Authority of India awarded five national highway
projects to Tamil Nadu at an estimated cost of over Rs.2,000 crore and these
projects would drive the State into a new growth trajectory.

Therefore, I would like to know from the hon. Minister the steps taken by
the Government to execute the above awarded road projects, including the national
highway project from Chennai to Bengaluru which passes through my
constituency, Kancheepuram, the work on which is going on at a snail’s speed.
SHRI PON RADHAKRISHNAN: Madam, recently we have laid foundation for
five projects in Tamil Nadu. Out of that, the work in the Madurai-
Ramanathapuram project has started.

Regarding National Highway No.4, I fully endorse the concern of the hon.
Member. The said work was commenced in June, 2013 and by September, 2013,
the concessionaire stopped all the activities, including maintenance, as PIL was
filed in the hon. High Court of Madras which directed for immediate repair and
also inspection by a team of experts from Indian Road Congress. Subsequently,
the concessionaire started the maintenance work and reply was filed in the High
Court on the basis of which the PIL was dismissed.

SHRIMATI K. MARAGATHAM: Madam, while giving reply to my question, the
hon. Minister has not told what are the national highways which are robust in
terms of traffic growth, where half of the work is over, which the Government
intends to auction and what are the conditions being put by the Government for the

Same.
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SHRI PON RADHAKRISHNAN: In Tamil Nadu, we are giving much importance
to improvement of speedy traffic clearance and other repairs works and other
maintenance works.

In the National Highway Nos. 47 and 47A of Kanyakumari, the traffic is
very high. In the Karur-Coimbatore area also, the traffic is very high. We are
trying to expand the road under the national highway between Karur and
Coimbatore. Between Pollachi and Coimbatore also, the traffic is very high and
we are going to provide 4-lane road on this stretch.

(x)Need to supply piped gas to Vasai Muncipal Corporation area

SHRI CHINTAMAN NAVASHA WANGA (PALGHAR): My Palghar Lok
Sabha Constituency falls between Mumbai and Gujarat. Vasai-Virar Municipal
Corporation, Palghar Municipal Council and Dahanu Municipal Council including
Boisar, Tarapur, big and developed villages are within my constituency. The
population of my constituency is rapidly increasing and is fast developing. The
Mumbai suburban railway has also been extended upto Dahanu Road because of
rapid development and increase in population. First Atomic power station in India
i.e. Tarapur Atomic Power Station also falls under my constituency. The
government is supplying piped gas to Mumbai and all other tahsils of Gujarat.
There is a rising demand for supply of piped gas from Gujarat to Vasai Municipal
Corporation. I, therefore, request the Government to take the necessary step in this

regard.
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(xi) Need to repair National Highway No. 66 in the State of Tamil Nadu

SHRIMATI R. VANAROJA (TIRUVANNAMALALI): The condition of National
Highway 66 from Puducherry to Krishnagri covering five districts namely
Tindivanam, Villupuram, Tiruvannamalai and Krishnagiri is very pathetic as the
entire stretch is having large potholes. The repair work concerning the said
highway was sanctioned time back, half of the distance of this National Highway
is still in dangerous condition and accidents on this highway are a regular
phenomenon in this part of Tamil Nadu. Though the issue has been taken up many
times but the task of completing the repair work is yet to begin. I, therefore, urge
upon the government to direct the National Highways Authority of India to take
up the repair work of the National Highway 66 at the earliest and complete it on a

time bound basis.
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(xii)Regarding need to increase water level in Mullaperiyar Dam

SHRI K.N. RAMACHANDRAN (SRIPERUMBUDUR): Madam Speaker, the
Mullapperiyar Dam is being operated by the Tamil Nadu Government under the
lease agreement signed between the States of Tamil Nadu and Kerala.

Mullapperiyar River is the lifeline of people of Theni, Madurai, Sivaganga
and Ramnad Districts of Tamil Nadu. Since the dam is very safe and since it can
hold more water, Tamil Nadu Government under the able leadership and guidance
of the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, had been pleading to raise the water level in
the dam from 136 ft. to 142 ft. which was agreed to by the apex Court in May
2014.

Based on the request of our Chief Minister, in June 2014, the Government
of India constituted a Supervisory Committee for raising the water level to 142 ft.
The Supervisory Committee also decided to implement the decree of the Supreme
Court and raised the water level to 142 ft.

Since Kerala had been opposed to raising the water level in the dam, there
have been agitations going on in and around the dam. Presently, the dam is being
guarded by the Kerala Police. There are apprehensions that there may be a threat
to the dam and its appurtenant structures.

The Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu has been demanding that the dam must
be guarded by the Central Industrial Security Force personnel. In the
memorandum handed over to the Hon’ble Prime Minister on 7" August 2015,
Tamil Nadu Chief Minister made this demand.

So, I request the Government of India to deploy CISF personnel to guard
the Mullapperiar Dam and its appurtenant structures immediately in place of

Kerala Police.

(xiv)Need to remove anomalies in sections 50 and 56 of the Andhra Pradesh
Reorganisation Act, 2014
SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): If justice is to be done to any two parties,
it has to be done on the basis of the principles of natural justice; you cannot have
one yardstick for one thing and another yardstick for another thing. But, it is
happening to the residuary State of Andhra Pradesh. After reorganization of
Andhra Pradesh, the division of assets has been made on the basis of geographical

location and liability has been apportioned on the basis of population ratio.
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Section 50 of the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act allows right to
recover arrears of taxes or duty on property, including arrears of land revenue, to
Andhra Pradesh in which property is situated on the basis of geographical area and
Section 56 says the liability of Andhra Pradesh to refund any tax or duty on
property on the basis of population ratio. Both are contradicting with each other.
The yardstick has to be either geographical area or population. By applying
different yardstick, Andhra Pradesh is losing Rs. 3,800 crores due to
apportionment of assets based on geographical area and liabilities on the basis of
population. Since population of Andhra Pradesh is higher than Telangana, it has to
shoulder more liabilities. CM of Andhra Pradesh has written letter to Home
Minister to amend Sections 50 and 56 of the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act
to provide equal sharing of revenue between Andhra Pradesh and Telangana as the
above Sections have not applied principles uniformly and failed to apply the
norms of equity and fairness. This has deprived Andhra Pradesh of its share in tax
arrears amounting to the tune of Rs. 3,800 crores.

In view of the above, I request Government of India to immediately amend

the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act and do justice to Andhra Pradesh.

VALEDICTORY REFERENCES

HON. SPEAKER: Hon. Members, the fifth Session of the sixteenth Lok Sabha,
which commenced on 21* July, 2015 is coming to a close today.

During this Session, we had 17 sittings spread over 47 hours and 27
minutes.

The Session saw the disposal of important Financial, Legislative and other
Business. Discussion on Supplementary Demands for Grants (General) for 2015-
16 lasted for 2 hours and 10 minutes before the demands were voted and the
related Appropriation Bill was passed.

Discussion on the Demands for Excess Grants (Railways) 2012-13 was
held on 4™ August, 2015. The debate lasted for over 2 hours 40 minutes before the
Demands were voted and the Appropriation Bill was passed.

During the Session, 10 Bills were introduced and 6 Bills were passed.

During the Session, 360 Starred Questions were listed, out of which 48
Questions were answered orally. Thus, on an average, about 2.82 Questions were
answered per day. Written replies to the remaining Starred Questions along with
4370 Unstarred Questions were laid on the Table.

About 253 matters of urgent public importance were raised by the Members
after the Question Hour and by sitting late in the evening. Hon. Members also
raised 195 matters under rule 377.

The Standing Committees presented 46 Reports to the House.

One Adjournment Motion regarding action taken by the Government on the
reported involvement and admission of the Union Minister and related acts and
actions in assisting a fugitive and the stand taken by the Government in this regard
was moved by Shri Mallikarjun Kharge. It was discussed over four hours and 47

minutes and was negatived.
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The House also held one short duration discussion under rule 193 on a
subject of urgent public importance, namely, the Sustainable Development Goals.
The discussion remained part discussed.

During the Session, one matter was raised by way of Calling Attention on
the situation arising out of drought and flood condition in Karnataka resulting in
suicide by farmers. In response to the Calling Attention, the Minister concerned
made a statement and also replied to the clarifications sought by the Member, Shri
B.S. Yediyurapa.

As many as 46 statements were made by Ministers on various other
important subjects and four statements were made by the hon. Minister of
Parliamentary Affairs on Government Business.

During the Session, as many as 1,042 papers were laid on the Table of the
House by the Ministers concerned.

Coming to the Private Members’ Business, 45 Private Members’ Bills on
different subjects were introduced during the Session. The motion for
consideration of the Bill seeking to provide for compulsory voting by every citizen
in elections whenever called for by the Election Commission to elect the Members
of the House of the People or a Legislative Assembly, moved by Shri Janardan
Singh “Sigriwal’ on the 13" March, 2015 and discussed on the 24™ April and 8"
May, 2015 during the last Session was further discussed on the 7" August, 2015
during this Session and remained part discussed.

As regards, Private Members’ Resolutions, the Resolution regarding
immediate steps for rehabilitation and welfare of displaced persons from Kashmir,
moved by Shri Nishikant Dubey on the 20™ March, 2015 was further discussed on
the 31% July, 2015 and remained part discussed.

In this Session, while we lost about 34 hours and four minutes of time due
to interruptions followed by forced adjournments, the House sat late for five hours

and 27 minutes to compensate the time lost to some extent. I thank you for that.
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Hon. Members, I want to share my thought with you. Ever since the
Session started, some Members have been coming into the well of the House and
disrupting the procedures of the House. I was requesting them not to show
placards and come to the well of the House though they have a right to register
their protest but not in this way.

Since the House could not transact any business due to continued
interruptions, I called for an all party meeting on the 30™ July, 2015 and requested
all parties not to come to the well of the House and display placards. I also
impressed upon the Leaders that under the Parliamentary system, every issue can
be discussed and a solution can be found out. But since the Members continued to
persistently disrupt the proceedings, I had to resort to suspension of some
Members from the service of the House on the 3™ August, 2015 for five days. You
may kindly appreciate that I had to take this tough action as a last resort and last
option. I am sure that the Chair will not be forced to resort to this step in the
future.

Hon. Members, during the current Lok Sabha, I am proud to say that we
have set a benchmark of high standards and the productivity ratio was well over
100 per cent. We had shown this achievement during the last Session. But in the
current Session, However, | am pained to say that we lost more than 34 hours due
to interruptions although we also sat late to transact business.

I am confident that in the coming Sessions we will continue to work better
and more.

I would like to thank the hon. Deputy Speaker and my colleagues in the
Panel of Chairmen for their cooperation in the smooth conduct of the House, as
much as it was possible. I am extremely grateful to the hon. Prime Minister,
Minister of Parliamentary Affairs, Leaders and Chief Whips of various Parties and
Groups and the hon. Members for their cooperation. I would also like to thank on
behalf of all of you our friends in the Press and the Media. I take this opportunity
to thank the Secretary-General and the officers and staff of the Lok Sabha
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Secretariat for their dedicated and prompt services to the House. I also thank the
allied agencies for their able assistance in the conduct of the proceedings of the
House.

I take this opportunity to extend my best wishes and greetings on the
occasion of 69" Independence Day of our country.
