SHRI V. ELUMALALI : Madam, increase in the tele-density in the rural areas is
far behind the increase in the urban areas of the country. It is nowhere near to it.
One of the reasons for the same is that rural people are not able to provide rental,
which is being charged. I am confident that if BSNL accede to the proposal of
rental-free phones in rural areas, I have no doubt that it can attain the target fixed
by it, that is, achieving Rs.48,000 crore. Hence, I would like to know from the hon.
Minister whether the Government is considering to make rental-free phones in the
rural areas.

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD : Madam, hon. Member is very right. As I said
in reply to my first question, as of now about 55.5 thousand villages are not
covered. We have made three-prong attempt to cover that. First is in the North-
East area, for which a proposal has been approved; work is going on. Second is the
Maoist-infested area. About the Himalayan areas and border areas, we have the
DPR under preparation. I have told the BSNL that for the rest of the areas, come

with an action plan in three months time. Therefore, though 90.69 per cent villages

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are covered, I have very clearly told the officials to make a specific plan even for
the Maoist infested areas. As the hon. Member rightly said, it should be our
endeavour to ensure connectivity in every place, which is what they are doing.

SHRI ADHALRAO PATIL SHIVAJIRAO : Madam Speaker, tele-density all over

India is definitely up to the mark, but compared to the urban areas, tele-density in
the rural areas and that too in the tribal areas is not sufficient.... (Interruptions)
For example, in Pune District of Maharashtra, a majority of the population is from
tribal communities. ... (Interruptions) So, for the last two years we have been
demanding a BTS mobile tower in Pune District, particularly in the tribal areas. ...
(Interruptions) We have been informed by the GM of Pune Circle that 200 towers
have been sanctioned. ... (Interruptions) But till now there is no concrete plan for
that and there is no mobile tower installed particularly in the rural part of Pune
District. ... (Interruptions) So, 1 would like to know from the hon. Minister
whether he has any plan to sanction additional BTS towers in Maharashtra and

Goa Cicle and that too in Pune District.... (Interruptions)
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SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: Madam, I would like to inform the hon.
Member that tele-density in India as far as urban areas is concerned is now close
to 150 per cent plus. ...

SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR : The main question is on modernization of railway

workshops. My question is on coaches and wagons manufacturing units. It is a
small supplementary. The Andhra Pradesh State Reorganization Act has assured a
coach and wagon factory with the State of Telangana. I would like to know from
the hon. Minister whether they are going to take initiative in establishing such
unit. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI SURESH PRABHU: Madam, very recently the hon. Deputy Chief Minister
of Telangana met me. I have already told him that we are evaluating the position
of total requirement of wagons in the country and total capacity of these
workshops to produce them. If necessary and if it is really desirable, we will
definitely do it. Telangana is one of the very important States. We consider its
development our responsibility. But depending upon the availability and the

demand supply situation, we will take a call.... (Interruptions)
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SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI : Madam, in the upgradation of workshops the South
Western Railway, Hubli is also enlisted in the hon. Minister’s reply. The
Government is aware that there is a growing demand for trains from all over the
country and there is a constraint of rolling stocks. The Hubli workshop is the
rolling stock workshop. Though the upgradation has been announced, number one,
it is going in a very slow phase; two, a lot of work is outsourced.

In comparison to the manpower, the workload in Hubli workshop is too less
and still the work is outsourced. For example, at present, Hubli workshop is
manufacturing 61 brake vans whereas its capacity is of manufacturing 100 units.
Still the orders are not being given. If the workshop is upgraded further, they can
manufacture wagons and bogies as well. I would like to know from the hon.
Minister through you, Madam, whether there is any plan with the Ministry to
upgrade it further because it is more than hundred year old workshop.

SHRI SURESH PRABHU: Madam, we consider upgradation and modernization
depending upon the needs. We will definitely look into this. It is a hundred years
old workshop. Obviously, it is one of the very ancient traditions of Indian

Railways. So, we will take it forward.

SHRI THUPSTAN CHHEWANG (LADAKH): The people in my constituency
Ladakh are extremely agitated over the very poor service by the Bharat Sanchar
Nigam Limited (BSNL). The Mobile and Broad Band services have been
extremely erratic. The reasons for poor services are attributed to frequent optical
fibre disruption along Srinagar-Leh Highway, traffic congestion, low equipment
capacity, frequent fault in old equipment and very low satellite channels. As
Hon’ble Minister for Telecom is very well aware of the fact the Ladakh Region
remains cut-off from rest of the country for six months during winter and people
there expect better services during the period. Ladakh being a very important
tourist destination better telecom services is essential during summer months as
well. Most unfortunately BSNL has neglected Ladakh during the last two years
and there has been virtually no  expansion/installation of mobile equipment,
improvement of media and capacity upgradation through Universal Services
Obligation (USO) fund and USO funding for mobile towers in remote areas of
Ladakh. Besides there is acute shortage of staff, Ladakh being a very strategic and
sensitive remote region of our country needs special attention. I request Hon’ble
Minister for Communications and Information Technology to consider special
assistance to Ladakh for improvement of telecom services by BSNL on priority

basis.

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(xviii) Need to construct E.S.I. Dispensary-cum-Diagnostic lab building
at Nanjangud town Headquarters, Mysore district
SHRI R. DHRUVANARAYANA (CHAMARAJANAGAR): I would like to bring
to the kind attention of the Government delay regarding construction of E.S.I.
Dispensary-cum-Diagnostic Lab Building at my Constituency ie., at Nanjangud
Taluk Headquarters, Mysore District (Karnataka).

The Union Government have already (three years back) sanctioned ESI
Dispensary-cum-Diagnostic Lab at Nanjangud Taluk Headquarters and the
programme of laying foundation stone was successfully done by the Hon’ble Ex-
Union Minister of State for Labour & Employment on 23-10-2013. During the
above function, he had directed the concerned Officer to start construction of the
above building and to complete it at the earliest. But so far, the construction of
building has not started and I have communicated the above situation to the Union
Government many times . But no action has been taken.

As there are many Industrial areas there and many factories running at
Nanjangud Taluk and a large number of Employees are working in these factories
and they are waiting to get benefit of ESI Dispensary-cum-Diagnostic Lab, I
hereby strongly urge the Union Government to take immediate steps for
construction of E.S.I. Dispensary-cum-Diagnostic Lab Building at my

Constituency ie., at Nanjangud Town Headquarters, Mysore District.
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(xix) Need to set up an export oriented Common facility Centre for export of
banana in Theni parliamentary constituency of Tamil Nadu

SHRI R. PARTHIPAN (THENI): Theni District is the major Banana growing
region in Tamil Nadu. About 12,000 hectares of land is producing large quantities
and varieties of Banana. The Cavendish Banana has got tremendous potential for
export.

The farmers spend more money towards adopting high-tech agro
techniques and international standards of practice. The reason for Theni Banana’s
superior taste and international demand is due to its glucose content of 21 per cent.

The Banana farmers need a common export facility centre boost for export
earnings. There is an urgent need to provide adequate help and support by the
Union Government to encourage the cultivation and production of Banana in this
region. this will increase the foreign exchange earnings of the country. Theni
Banana has a shelf life of 42 days. Union Government should address the various
problems faced by the farmers in cultivation, production, packaging and the export
of Bananas.

The Tamil Nadu State Government has been compensating the farmers
suitably whenever their crops are affected and damaged due to natural calamities.

I urge upon the Union Government to explore the possibilities through
Agricultural Product Export Development Agency (APEDA) to implement export
oriented common facility centre with Pack house facilities in Theni region of

Tamil Nadu.
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(xx) Need to provide group insurance Scheme to Cotton growers and also set
up an ITI in Perambalur parliamentary constituency

SHRI R.P. MARUTHARAJAA (PERAMBALUR): Perambalur District is known
for cotton growing. The farmers of this area depend mainly on the cultivation of
cotton as the black soil in this part is suitable for cotton growing. The cotton
growing farmers are suffering from various problems which affect their annual
production. There is no group insurance scheme for cotton growers. Also in my
constituency women are unable to continue their higher education due to poor
economic condition. There is an urgent need for an Industrial Training Institute
and Entrepreneurship development Centre exclusively for women to develop their

skills in power loom techniques, knitting and fashion designing.

I urge the Government to provide the group insurance scheme to cotton
growers and also set up an ITI-cum-Entrepreneurship Development Centre

exclusively for women in Perambalur.
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(xxi) Regarding shortage of faculty in Indian Universities

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYANAGAR): A huge shortage of
faculty in Indian universities is crippling the growth and quality of higher
education in India. Central Universities face a vacancy rate of more than 35% in
teaching positions. Even our leading institutes such as the IITs and IIMs face huge
faculty shortages, as high as 46% in some cases — especially in new institutes.
The situation has not improved over the years — even in 2013, more than 38% of
teaching positions in the IITs were vacant.

The process of appointing Directors and Heads of these Institutes is also
flawed. Increasingly, we are seeing reports of the Government appointing people
who are not qualified to head these leading Institutes. Alleged increasing pressure
and control by the Government has often led to resignations of institute directors
thereby worsening the situation.

Shortage of faculty and inadequacy of selection system is gravely affecting
the quality of education. Teacher-student ratio is rising, the attention and support
needed for students are far below the requirement and the research capabilities and
reputations of our Institutes have been seriously affected.

The government must take immediate steps to ensure availability of
qualified faculty by encouraging students to take up Ph.D. and M. Phil
programmes and attract more students with research grants and scholarships.
Academic and industry experts must be consulted in the appointment of Institute
directors and chairmen. The Government should also increase funding of
educational Institutes at the Central and State level to allow them to hire and retain

the best faculty.
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(xxi1) Need to create efficient system of public transport with adequate safety
standards in the country

SHRI DINESH TRIVEDI (BARRACKPUR): India is projected to have an urban

population of 60 crore by 2031. This will be about 40% of our total population.

Cities lack adequate infrastructure in all spheres — whether it is roads, sanitation,

waste management or transport. They are also increasingly getting polluted. 13 of

the world’s 20 most polluted cities are in India.

One way to reduce pollution and provide infrastructure at the same time is
by creating efficient system of public transport. Although this is a State issue, the
Centre plays a huge role with financing and coordination.

We need to incentivise the use of public transport over cars. This will
involve first making public transport facilities clean, convenient and world-class
and second, discouraging private transport through taxes, parking fees and so on.

Another important issue with public transport is safety. Every day, on an
average, 10-12 people die on Mumbai’s rail tracks. There are similar examples
from all over the country. We must increase safety standards to increase usage of
public transport.

Increased public transport use will permit our cities to expand more
sustainably, reduce our carbon consumption, reduce traffic and fatalities on the
roads, and spur economic growth in urban areas. This is an investment that will

pay off.

(xxiii) Need to sanction Bargarh-Nuapada via Padampur to Raipur railway
line
DR. PRABHAS KUMAR SINGH (BARGARH): I would like to request the
Honbie Minister of Railways to accord sanction to the proposed Bargarh-
Nuapada-via Padampur to Raipur new Railway line during the year 2016-17.
Survey for this Broad-Gauge Rail link was completed in February, 2003. Ministry
of Railways subsequently updated the survey. The estimated cost of the project is
Rs.4159 crores with a favourable rate of return of 18.32%. Rail infrastructure in
Western Odisha has not developed adequately despite availability of huge natural
resources, vast tract of land and surplus production of foodgrains and tourism
potential. This B. G. Rail link will travel through two districts namely Nuapada
and Bargah. Alternately, another route i.e. Bargarh to Raipur, capital city of
Chhattisgarh may be sanctioned. This will provide shortest route (via Khurda -
Bolangir line under construction) between Raipur and Bhubaneswar/Puri and also
industrial belt of Chhattisgarh to ports in coastal Odisha. This will also be an
alternate route for transportation of thermal coal and other minerals to Western
and Northern India instead of longer route via Titlagarh. The famous tourist
destination Nrusinghanath is located under Padmapur sub-division. Tourist
coming to Nrusinghanath will get a shortest route by Railway connectivity.
Therefore, keeping in view all these positive aspects, the Ministry of Railways is

requested to accord sanction for the new Railway line.
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(xxiv) Need to improve rail connectivity in Srikakulam Parliamentary
constituency
SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): My constituency
Srikakulam is the northern most part of the state of Andhra Pradesh. Srikakulam
Railway station is Grade A Railway Station and in spite of the same, justice has
not been done to the people of my constituency in terms of the number of trains
that originate from Srikakulam Road. Lot of people are facing inconvenience as a
result of lack of trains from my constituency. Therefore, the following train’s
routes need to be introduced on an urgent basis:

* Direct Special Train to Varanasi from Srikakulam as the entire North
Andhra lacks direct connectivity to Varanasi.

* Daily Special Passenger Express from Ichapuram to Amaravati as it will
provide connectivity to people of the district who travel in search of employment
to new capital city.

» Extension of Trains to Tirumala, Amaravati, Hyderabad, Bengaluru,
Chennai that originate from Visakhapatnam to Srikakulam Road Station, as that

will benefit the scores of daily wage workers who travel regularly to these cities.
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(xxv) Need to bust call money racket in Andhra Pradesh

SHRI Y.V. SUBBA REDDY (ONGOLE): With a deep sense of anguish and pain
I am bringing to the Notice of the Government the shameful “Call Money
Scandal” in Andhra Pradesh which has shocked the people of the state. Call
money is an instant loan available over a call through flexible process where the
lender comes home with money, promissory note and other documents and target
the borrower especially the women. The interest rate generally ranges from 120
percent to 200 percent. In case the borrower is unable to repay the loan, vehicles,
houses, other moveable and immovable properties are demanded as guarantee.
Since the loan is mostly paid to women at home, they are threatened, coerced and
dragged into flesh trade when they are unable to repay the loan. The lender gang
forces the women into prostitution by giving them drugs initially and blackmail
them or their relatives are kidnapped/abducted when they protest. The gang also
pressurize victims to trap women in their surroundings into this “call money
racket”.

It is alleged that several important political leaders having affiliation to the
ruling party, bureaucrats and also top police officers are a part of this heinous
crime. Since several ruling party leaders are involved in the call money scam, the
state government is trying to shield them by diverting the investigation. With this
shameful scandal, the new capital is earning a bad image. Madam, we saw what
happened to our Nirbhaya, today hundreds of Nirbhayas in the clutches of these
criminals in my State.

We demand that a judicial probe or a CBI investigation into this heinous
racket so that facts pertaining to the alleged involvement of the ruling party
leaders are brought before the people and real culprits behind this call money

racket are severely punished.
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(xxvi)Need to set up additional Cancer treatment centres in Assam

SHRI RADHESHY AM BISWAS (KARIMGAN]J): The number of cancer cases is
increasing day by day in the state of Assam and it is the worst-affected state in the
North East. Even though cancer cases are increasing at an alarming rate, the level
of awareness is very low. About 90% patients come to the hospital at the last
stage, when there is no chance of recovery. Shortage of cancer treatment facilities
in the hospitals of my constituency has become a matter of serious concern. Hence
many patients go to the hospitals in other parts of the country, spending huge
amount of money. There is urgent need for increasing the number of cancer
treatment centres, particularly in the rural areas. From Assam around 10,000
patients go to Mumbai, Vellore and Chennai every year for cancer treatment and
15 to 20 patients go daily to The TATA Memorial Hospital.

Under the circumstances I request the Union Government to come forward
and set up additional treatment centres in Assam as well as in Hailakandi and
Karimganj and to provide Mobile labs with latest instrument for early detection of

cancer patients.
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(xxvi) Need to put in place a mechanism for effective monitoring and
surveillance of foreign fishing vessels in Indian waters

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Foreign vessels are illegally
fishing in Indian waters. This is causing huge loss to the country’s exchequer and
affecting the livelihood of domestic fishermen. Several vessels of foreign origin
are misusing the Letter of Permit (LoP) scheme of the Indian government to
exploit lucrative Indian fish resources. Under the Indian Exclusive Economic Zone
(EEZ), only registered Indian fishing vessels can operate. But the LoP scheme of
Department of Fisheries allows Indian fishing firms to buy technologically
advanced foreign vessels. Dual registration is illegal as per the guidelines of Lop
scheme Foreign vessels are flouting the Law. Ineffective monitoring, control and
surveillance of such vessels are causing huge loss. The Lop guidelines require all
vessels registered under the scheme to send their positions on voyage reports to
the nearest Coast Guard office regularly. They are also required to submit their
reports to the Fisheries Survey of India. However, in both the cases it was found
that the reports were not submitted.

Hence I urge upon the Government to initiate urgent action for strict and
comprehensive rules and mechanism for effective monitoring, control, and

surveillance of foreign fishing Vessels in Indian waters.
