ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS
HON. SPEAKER: Q. 161, Shri K. Parasuraman.

(Q. 161)

SHRI K. PARASURAMAN: Hon. Speaker, Madam, the Government has
announced an ambitious target of setting up 750 gigawatts of wind, solar and
biomass power projects by the year 2022. Solar energy is expected to account for
18 per cent of total power generation capacity in India. This can only be possible if
the Government includes the installation of solar systems in all the infrastructure
projects being executed by the Government and extend the number of solar parks
in the country.

So, I would like to know whether the Union Government will themselves
come forward to set up the rooftop solar system in the existing mega structures
and new projects to be initiated by them like projects relating to development of
airports, railways so as to achieve the target by the year 2022 in solar power
generation. What kind of action has been taken by the Government to set up the
solar parks in the country?

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Madam Speaker, we are very much conscious of the fact
that rooftop solar is an outstanding way to reach solar power to the length and
breadth of the country. We, already, have a scheme by which grid connected
rooftop and small solar power plant programme by which we give 30 per cent
subsidy for all the States of the country and 70 per cent subsidy on the capital cost
of investment in the seven North-Eastern States including Sikkim, Jammu and
Kashmir, Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh, Lakshadweep and Andaman and
Nicobar. That scheme is going on all over the country. In that scheme, we have
already approved 2080.32 megawatt of projects and 362 megawatt systems have
already been given financial sanction. Now we are proposing to come up with
another scheme by which we will give 30 per cent subsidy to all the PSUs, all

Government offices, schools, colleges, hospitals so that they can also go in for
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solar rooftop in a very large way. We have recently signed an MoU with the
Indian Railways. The Railway is also going to set up solar rooftop all across the
country.

SHRI K. PARASURAMAN: Madam, my second supplementary question is this.
Hon. Minister has told that to encourage installation of solar rooftop systems, the
banks are providing loans, as a part of home loan and home improvement loan for
solar rooftop systems to individuals. But, there is no awareness about the
availability of bank loan for installation of solar rooftop system in the houses.

I would request the hon. Minister to inform whether the Government has
instructed banking sector to give priority for home loan with installation of solar
systems.

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Madam Speaker, we have already given instructions to
all the bank branches all over the country to give loan up to Rs.10 lakh under
priority sector, whenever a home loan is given. In fact, existing homes are also
allowed to take an additional add-on loan up to Rs.10 lakh. So, as things stand
today, everybody has the capacity to go and get this loan. I will take the message
of the hon. Member to the banking sector to advertise it a little more and create
awareness of this home loan.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Madam Speaker, I am standing

up just to participate in this deliberation. You were not there yesterday. The
Deputy Speaker was in the Chair. It was not only that papers were thrown at him,
but his desk was also thumped repeatedly. As was being said by the Parliamentary
Affairs Minister, his patience was tested again and again and this was continued
by some senior Members. If you see the visuals, — I think there are other cameras
also than the one which carry our photos here in the House — you will notice that a
very serious incident happened yesterday. I am not saying anything about what
Shri Virendra Singh said yesterday. None of us also can subscribe to that view and
I am not passing any comment on that.

But my concern here is relating to another aspect also which happened
yesterday and that is, before the Bill was taken up for consideration, I told
personally that no Bill should be passed in the din. Yesterday when the NCP
Member Shri Tariq Anwar was asking for a division, that could have brought the
House to order. But as it is said, instantly certain decisions are to be taken, that
was not done and the Bill was passed in the din. That also infuriated a large
number of people who were here and also those who were in the Well. My point
is, the discussion had taken place on the Bill, a number of Members had
participated in that discussion and some did not participate, that is a different
matter. Ultimately it is not only that passing the Bill in this House will serve the

purpose. Of course, that was a different Bill. It went to the Standing Committee
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and there was invariably a consensus that had been built. But my only request to
the Parliamentary Affairs Minister and also to the Government is that, please do
not pass any Bill in the din.

Madam, I would like to make another suggestion. If sense would prevail in

this House, drought situation is very alarming in this country. We need a
constructive response from the Government, not only from the Agriculture
Minister but also from the Finance Minister. That is necessary because the whole
country, especially the Members from those areas that are affected by drought are
waiting for the response of the Government.
SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Madam Speaker, I am not replying to the
Member, but I respect his sentiments. I totally agree that no Bill should be passed
in the din. But I want the guidance of the House. If somebody says, ‘we will not
allow the House to function and we will go to the Well of the House everyday’,
should the Parliament Session conclude without transacting any Government
business and without passing any Bills? That is the dilemma before me.

I am very sincerely saying it from my heart. How many days have passed
since the Parliament started? How many Bills were we able to pass? So, I request
all the other parties also to see that the House functions normally. I can give
assurance that no Bill will be rushed through, no Bill will be passed in din. If
somebody is determined, then what can you do? You have seen how the Andhra
Pradesh Reorganisation Bill was passed. Everybody knows how the Bill was
passed.... (Interruptions) BJP also was in favour of creation of Telangana State.
We supported it also. But, there was no opportunity for others also and the
division also was not accepted. So, my suggestion is this. Bhartruhari ji is saying
in a well-meaning manner but, at the same time, he should give that advice to
other people, particularly to the people who are coming to the well of the House
and saying, “We do not allow the House to function”. They should also rethink

about their position so that we can have a meaningful discussion.

With regard to drought, I will see whether the Finance Minister is available

here in the other House. I agree with you, drought is connected not only with the
Agriculture Minister but also sometimes with the Finance Minister, sometimes the
Home Minister, the Chairman of the Committee also. I will see, at least, either the
Home Minister or his Deputy is also there to take the notes about the drought
situation.
DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (KARUR): Madam Speaker, I do not want to talk about
the controversies, what happened in the Chair when I was presiding over. It is
because, whenever I am going to the Chair, I will handle that issue. How the Bill
was passed and everything cannot be debated here because I gave the ruling at that
time itself regarding that.

Now I want to raise certain points. The Parliamentary Affairs Minister said
regarding the drought situation and also the flood situation. We have already
discussed extensively about the flood situation, what happened in Andhra Pradesh,
Tamil Nadu, Chennai and Pondicherry. We have discussed that. Our Prime
Minister also visited Chennai. Our hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu requested
the hon. Prime Minister to declare this calamity as a national calamity. Also, she
has written a letter to the Prime Minister of India, taking cognizance of that to
come forward to give assistance. It is because, unless you declare it as a national
calamity — what happened in Tamil Nadu especially in Chennai and other areas —
we cannot get more assistance. Everybody knows what happened there. Also,
the Tamil Nadu Government has taken steps very seriously and normalcy has been
restored now. Our Tamil Nadu Chief Minister so extensively dealt with this issue.
She took it seriously and also she got so much assistance from other quarters. She
is still getting assistance from other quarters also. Very active rehabilitation work
is going on.

My request is this. It is because, so many Members have discussed. So
many calamities took place in India and we declared them at that time as national

calamities. We have discussed so extensively about what happened in Tamil Nadu
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and people are suffering. The Home Minister is here. He is the competent man
because already our hon. Chief Minister’s letter has reached the hon. Prime
Minister. She today gave a statement also in the newspapers. Therefore, I would
request the hon. Home Minister and the hon. Parliamentary Affairs Minister to
come forward and declare whatever calamity that happened as a national calamity.
That is my request. ... (Interruptions) It is a very serious matter because people
are suffering. It may be looked ordinarily but everybody lost their property
because of the unprecedented thing that happened. That is why, I would request
you to come forward. Whatever our Chief Minister has requested, that has to be
taken care of. Declare what happened in Tamil Nadu as a national calamity; that
is what [ am requesting.

SHRIMATI KIRRON KHER (CHANDIGARH): Thank you Madam Speaker.
Today, I would like to draw the attention of the house to a pressing issue
in my constituency Chandigarh. There is an immediate need to increase
the upper age limit for entering into the Government service in Chandigarh

Administration.

The Chandigarh Administration is based on the patterns of recruitment in
Punjab. Much like other union territories, it has  compact
and limited posts available in the department. But recently, there has been
a move to raise the educational qualification for some positions from a
simple 10+2 to a Bachelor’s degree. The age limit for applying to these
positions has, however, remained 18-25. As one can then note, access to
job opportunities are more or less restricted. If there is an enhancement in
the educational qualifications, there needs to be a corresponding increase

in the prescribed age limit.

Even the Government of India has prescribed 30 years as the maximum
age limit for appearing in civil service examinations. Various workers have
been continually demanding their equal and fair rights. They bring out these
notifications five or six years later and by that time people take private jobs. As

it is in Punjab, we would like the Chandigarh Administration to push that age
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limit from 18-25 to 18 to 37 years otherwise people will miss the bus

completely.

Madam, the Chandigarh Administration has limited posts. It is a very
important point. Being a UT, residents of all States are eligible to get
employment in Chandigarh. People from Punjab, Himachal Pradesh and
Haryana get jobs here but when Chandigarh residents want jobs in Haryana,
Himachal Pradesh or in Punjab, they are not considered eligible because they
are having the domicile of Chandigarh. So, either we should have some
reserved posts for the people of Chandigarh or they should also be given equal

opportunities in other States.

SHRI RAM PRASAD SARMAH (TEZPUR): Madam, I want to raise a very

important issue relating to Assam touching about 30 lakh population and 10 lakh
tea workers.

The tea gardens are the soul of Assam; and the tea industry is the only
industry, which has hundred years of vibrant history in Assam and is still going
in good health. The tea industry is also the largest employing industry in Assam
employing about 10 lakh workers and serving about 30 lakh tea garden population.

But, Madam, the condition of tea workers is very bad in Assam. There is
no healthcare facility; there is no education beyond lower primary school. There
is no high school, there is no institution, there is no college in the tea gardens.
Even there is no potable water in tea gardens. The wage paid to the tea workers is
only Rs. 94 per day. Just imagine, in today’s world, Rs. 94 is the wage per day!

Though they are giving aata and rice, at subsidized rate, yet it is not enough.
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If you go to the tea garden areas, it is the most poor area in the State.
People are uneducated. Alcoholism is playing a major role there, which is
affecting their health and economic conditions.

So, it is my humble request to the Government of India and to the
Government of Assam to raise their wages to Rs. 250 per day; provide good
quality ration at subsidized rates; give them good healthcare and hospital facilities.
They should also set up higher education institutions in the tea gardens so that the
people can dream up tomorrow. But today, they are rotting. They do not have
even apparel, wearing clothes in this season. There are no good houses to live in.

Madam, I would again request the Government of India, the Government of
Assam and the Tea Garden Authorities to provide all these facilities to the tea
garden workers, who are very poor and deprived persons. Thank you.

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(i) Need to increase anti-erosion projects for Assam

SHRI KAMAKHYA PRASAD TASA (JORHAT): Assam with its vast network of
rivers is prone to natural disasters like flood and erosion which has a negative
impact on overall development of the state. The Brahmaputra and Barak rivers
with more than 50 tributaries feeding them, cause flood devastation during the
monsoon period every year. The flood and erosion problem of Assam is different
from other states so far as the spread and duration of flood as well as magnitude
of erosion is concerned.

A major problem being faced by Assam is bank erosion by Brahmaputra,
Barak and its tributaries. Damages caused due to erosion run into several hundred
crores every year. Erosion of banks by the rivers has been a serious issue for the
last six decades as more than 4.27 lakh hectares of land have already been eroded
by Brahmaputra and its tributaries since 1950, which is 7.40% of area of the state.

Now, new areas are being affected by erosion every year. The riverine
fertile agricultural lands of the state are getting reduced due to erosion, which has
a very negative impact on the rural economy of the state.

I request the Government to kindly increase anti-erosion projects for Assam

immediately.

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(iii) Need to start construction work for Deoghar

Airport in Jharkhand
SHRI NISHIKANT DUBEY (GODDA): I seek the intervention of the
Government in getting the construction work of the Deoghar airport started. The
Defence Research and Development Organisation (DRDO) Centre at Deoghar is
an important defence establishment. Iin addition, a Cantonment is also proposed
to be set up in the area. Thus both DRDO Centre and the cantonment requires
setting up of this airport at the earliest. Improved connectivity will also be needed
in the coming months as several other proposed infrastructure projects like
4000mw UMPP and one All India Institute of Medical Sciences (AIIMS) like
Institute are coming up in the region. Besides, large part of the state is affected by
naxalism for which paramilitary forces also need to be deployed in the region.
Hence, the early completion of a proper airport will be of great help for this
region.

As district of Deoghar in Jharkhand is a very important location, the
government of India has already decided to undertake several strategic initiatives
in this area. An MoU between Government of Jharkhand & Airports Authority of
India for the proposed airport at Deoghar has already being signed in 2012
February. Since then, the process of land Acquisition has also picked up with as
much as 600 acres being acquired under Section 9.

The land will be available for immediate commencement of work by 31st
January, 2016 and Jharkhand Government is more than willing to help in this

important strategic endeavour.

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(v) Need to repair National Highway 37 in Assam

SHRI RAMESHWAR TELI (DIBRUGARH): National Highway No. 37
originates from Pancharatna in Goalpara district in Assam and after passing
through my constituency Dibrugarh, it terminates in Roing in Arunachal Pradesh.
It is also known as A.T. Road (Assam Trunk Road). But this important road which
is the lifeline of Assam that connects several important towns including Dibrugarh
and Tinsukia, is in a dilapidated condition.

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(xiii) Need to expedite the four laning work on NH-67 and construct bridges
and flyovers in Coimbatore

SHRI P. NAGARAJAN (COIMBATORE): Coimbatore with a population of 2.5 million
is known for its progressive and industrious outlook. The Manchester of South India has
also become the Educational and Health hub and offers a variety of viable industrial and

social growth, beating the rest in South India.

To facilitate easy and fast movement of the people and products, the 174
KM stretch of National Highway (NH-67) from Chindamanipudur to Kakanadu
via Coimbatore, Periyanaickenpalayam, Mettupalayam needs to be converted into

four lane.

The 24 KM stretch from Chindamanipudur to Narasimmanaickenpalayam
has already been widened. But in the remaining stretch four laning is yet to be
done. Over bridge and flyover are also required for easy, smooth passing of
vehicles at Saibaba colony Kavundanpalayarn, Thudiyalur,
Narasimmanaickenpalayam and Periyanaickenpalayam junctions to avoid traffic

jams.

Therefore, I urge the Government to expedite the four laning work on NH-

67 and construct over bridges and flyovers at important junctions in Coimbatore.

(xiv) Need to set up a Kendriya Vidyalaya in Ariyalur town of Chidambaram
parliamentary constituency

SHRI M. CHANDRAKASI (CHIDAMBARAM): I would like to submit a
demand for setting up of a Kendriya Vidyalaya in Ariyalur town in my
Chidambaram Parliamentary Constituency.

Ariyalur is the District Headquarters of Ariyalur District and various
Central Government offices are located here. A sizeable number of persons from
this district are employed in Military and Paramilitary forces. Approximately,
more than 3000 persons of the district are employed in Central Government
offices/departments. Many cement manufacturing units are also located in this
area. Ariyalur region is one of the backward areas of the country. People
belonging to BPL families in this district can not afford to get their ward enrolled
in costly private schools due to prohibitive charges and expenses. Therefore,
people belonging to SC communities and BPL category in the district will be
enefited, if a KV School is set up in the Ariyalur Town. This will enable the
people belonging to BPL category to get quality education.

I, therefore, urge the Hon’ble Minister to take necessary action in this

regard on priority basis.
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(xv) Need to expedite the process for release of funds for protection of
Mangrove forests in Mahanadi Delta and Devi-kadua estuary sites in Odisha

DR. KULMANI SAMAL (JAGATSINGHPUR): The Mangroves play a vital role
to protect and preserve the coastal areas including human habitations from natural
calamities. In this regard, I would like to state that the Ministry of Environment,
Forest and Climate Change has agreed to the proposal of Odisha Government to
provide 100% financial assistance for protection and management of Mangrove
Forests in Bhitarkaniika, Mahanadi delta and Devi-Kadua Estuary sites in the
State. However, till date, the funds in respect of protection and conservation have
not been received. It is a fact that every year the coastal parts of Odisha face the
wrath of cyclones resulting in tidal surges, thereby affecting millions of people.
Due to increasing occurrence of cyclones as well as growing human activities, the
density of mangrove forest in these coastal areas has been receding rapidly.
Therefore, to protect the coastal areas and the people in Odisha from tide induced
submergence and destruction, it is necessary to provide adequate financial
assistance to preserve, create and to manage the Mangrove forests.

Hence, I urge upon the Minister of Environment, Forest and Climate
Change to expedite the process for release of funds in respect of protection of

Mangrove forests in Mahanadi delta and Devi-Kadua Estuary sites.
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(xvi) Need to demarcate Sisupalgarh site near Bhubaneswar and protect it
from encroachment

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): The issue of demarcation of
Sisupalgarh situated near Bhubaneswar has been lying pending since long. The
Sisupalgarh was declared a Centrally Protected Area by the Archaeological Survey
of India (ASI) while the agricultural land situated within this area was converted
for residential purposes surreptitiously. Accordingly, a number of residential
houses have been constructed therein. The ASI has issued only a notification
during 2001 restricting construction in this area and termed such constructions as
illegal/unauthorised and has left it at that. Thereafter, the demarcation of
Sisupalgarh has not been completed by the joint Committee comprising officials
of the ASI, Bhubaneswar Development Authority and Revenue Department so far.
There is a 16 Pillars Hall (Solah Khamba) inside the fort complex that precedes
the Parthenon Temple that was constructed in 432 BC on the Athenian Acropolis,
Greece. This Solah Khamba Hall was constructed before the famous Kalinga War
of Ashoka. Dhauli has been developed to a Buddhist Pilgrim Centre but
Sisupalgarh has been neglected. I, therefore, urge the Government to take urgent

steps to protect such an important heritage site from encroachment by land sharks.

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(xviii) Need to amend the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act to address the
difficulties in revenue sharing between Andhra Pradesh and Telangana
SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): If justice is to be done to any two parties,
it has to be done on the basis of principles of natural justice; you cannot have one
yardstick for one thing and another yardstick for another thing. But, it is
happening to residuary State of Andhra Pradesh. After reorganization of Andhra
Pradesh, the division of assets is made on the basis of geographical location and

liabilities are apportioned on the basis of population ratio.

If one looks at Section 50 which deals with taxes, Section 51 which deals
with right to recover loans and advances and Section 56 which deals with refund
of taxes collected in excess of Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act, they are
contradictory. In case of tax arrears, it says State having place of assessment will
have the right to recover. It means, geographical area is taken into consideration
for this purpose. But, in case of refund, Act says burden should be shared by
Andhra Pradesh and Telangana on the basis of population ratio.

It is apparent from above that the Act is riddled with anomalies,
contradictions and inconsistencies. It has failed to apply the norms of equity and
fairness. By applying different yardsticks, Andhra Pradesh is losing Rs, 3,800
crores in tax arrears. Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh has written letter to Home
Minister to amend above Sections to provide equal sharing of revenue between
Andhra Pradesh and Telangana.

In view of the above, I request Government to immediately amend the

Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act and do justice to Andhra Pradesh.
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(xix) Need to strengthen food safety and enforcing standards

SHRI JOSE K. MANI (KOTTAYAM): The 2014-15 report on monitoring
pesticides residues at the national level shows that vegetables accounting for over
56 per cent of the samples, had pesticides above the maximum residue level set by
the food regulator. The Agriculture Ministry’s report shows an almost two fold
increase in the number of samples having pesticides above the permitted
maximum reduce level in the vegetables, fruits, meat and spices in the past seven
years.

Pesticides, including dangerous and banned pesticides, are being used many
times above the permissible limit. They have made food products, vegetables,
fruits etc. more of a health hazard than a boon. There is an urgent need for
inspections and tests including strengthening the food safety and enforcing
standards. Besides, there is also a need to widen the scope of food safety,

enforcing standards and bringing them at par with international standards.

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"DR. KULMANI SAMAL (JAGATSINGHPUR) : In relation to the discussion,
I would like to opine that most of the States of our country namely, Maharashtra,
Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan, Karnataka, Uttar Pradesh, Odisha, West Bengal, etc.
are facing the drought situation due to erratic behavior of Monsoon. The failure of
south west monsoon has affected severely the people in different parts of our
country. It is to be noted that around seventy five percentages of rainfall occurs
during the period from June to September. So, the water we get during the
monsoon should be harvested appropriately so that the shortage of water could be
addressed at the time of necessity. It is known to all that once monsoon fails in the
country, the livelihood of majority of rural populace gets affected. Subsequently,
the country faces crop failure leading to increase in prices of food items as well as
other essential materials. It is not only that agriculture is affected because of the
scanty rainfall, but also the industrial sector which needs a lot of water for the
purpose of production.

Recently, the suicide by farmers has become common news in all parts of
the country. This is happening when the farmers are unable to meet the
expectation to produce the quantity of crops for their livelihood. If the same could
not happen, might be, because of crop failure due to lack of rainfall leading to
drought or due to excess rainfall leading to flood, he does not see any other option
to lead his life and to feed his family. Consequently, the loser is the farmer who is
depending on agriculture. It is a matter of question as to what is responsible for
this type of natural calamities.

The level of pollution has increased manifold over the period of time. As
we are relying more upon industrial economy as one of the most important
parameters of development, the level of pollution is bound to increase. We are
also not showing seriousness towards forest management which is the source of
water cycle. Over the period of time, the rapid depletion of forest cover has

become responsible for water stress leading to drought. India has a forest cover of

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76 million hectares which is 23% of its total geographical area. This area is much
lower than the prescribed global norm of 33%. The forest protests soil erosion,
increases rainfall and controls floods and landslide, etc. So, the loss of forest is
directly responsible for destruction caused by climate change.

I would like to state further that even after 68 years of independence, we
have failed to approach an efficient irrigation system and water management
policy as per the requirement of different geographical areas of our country. I feel,
we have to strengthen the community based water harvesting system as well as
irrigation system in the country, especially in the areas where there is no river
system or any other source of water.

At the other end, we have also emphasized upon river-linking project. The
river linking project will definitely sort out the problem either caused by flood or
drought. So, the same would be immensely beneficial for farmers of both the
flood prone as well as drought hit areas all over the country. We should
wholeheartedly expedite the process of river linking project in all the states.

In this regard, I would like to tell that we do not have any direct control
over the rainfall or on monsoon. But we can have the control to harvest water in
scientific ways for the purpose. So, the initiative for the purpose should also be

taken into consideration in order to protect the farmers from drought.

* SHRI KESINENI SRINIVAS (VIJAYAWADA) : 2015 is the second straight
year of drought in India. 302 of the 640 districts have received deficit rainfall of
at least 20% compared to normal. Two consecutive years of drought translates into
4 failed cropping seasons. This state of affairs has wreaked havoc in the lives of
farmers in the 9 drought affected states of the country.

According to the Socio Economic and Caste Census data, 833 million
people that is 73% of India's population lives in rural areas. Out of this 833
million, 670 million people live below the poverty line i.e. earning less that Rs.33
per person per day. Independent surveys designed by economists Jean Dreze and
Reetika Khera have reported that eight of every ten households in western UP's
Bundelkhand region are eating rotis with spices and salt. Upto 17% of all
households in Bundelkhand have replaced regular meals with rotis made of grass
and half of all household had not eaten vegetables in over 10 days.

The crises in the 9 drought affected states of Andhra Pradesh, Karnataka,
Maharashtra, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Uttar Pradesh, Odisha, Madhya Pradesh
and Telangana have been further aggravated by the poor health of the rural
economy and mounting farm debts.

Host of factors like drought, unseasonal rainfall, hailstroms, floods and
structural factors like rising farm debt, high input costs, small size of land
holdings, low Minimum Support Price for crops, poor availability of institutional
finance, low investment in rural infrastructure and slow rate of farm modernization
have left the farmers in distress.

In 2014, the number of suicide by farmers and farm labourers was 5%
higher than in 2013. The Accidental Deaths and Suicides in India (ADSI) report
published by the National Crime Records Bureau (NCRB) put the number of
people who committed suicide in 2014 at 12,360. 5650 were farmers and 6710
were agricultural labourers. 20.6% of the 5650 farmer suicides were due to

bankruptcy and indebtedness and 16.8% were because of crop failure.
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While these are just numbers, let us imagine the plight of the families these
farmers left behind. There are scores of ageing parents whose sons committed
suicide because of the adverse farming environment in the country, scores of
school going children who were forced to drop out of school work as labourers to
support their families. We would fail as a nation if we cannot wipe tears from
farmers' eyes.

There are various reasons for agrarian crises in India today and we must
address the root cause of the problems.

The small landholdings in the country are further getting reduced every
year. In Andhra Pradesh, the average size of the land holdings have declined from
2.5 hectares in the early 1970s to 1.20 hectares in 2005-06. This only shows that
the peasants are increasingly being marginalised. The NCRB data on farmer
suicides for the year 2014 shows that 72.4% of the farmers who committed
suicide were small and marginal farmers with less than 2 hectares of land.

In rural areas, the informal lenders are charging interests rates of upto 50%
per annum. In this situation, even one season of crop failure forces farmers into a
vicious cycle of debt. Here we are talking about four failed cropping seasons.

The major cause reported by most of the victims' households is
accumulated debt for digging or deepening of wells and repeated crop losses or the
failure of bore wells. According to a case study, in one village thirty years ago
there were only six tube wells and the water table was at shallow level of six feet
from the surface. But by 1998, there were 1800 borewells, half of which were dry
and water table was at 240 feet. As per a study done by agricultural economist P
Sainath, in Musapally village in Nalgonda district of undivided Andhra Pradesh
there were 6000 borewells dug to cultivate an area of 2000 acres. Out of these
6000 wells, 85% have failed. Attempts to source ground water for irrigation are
proving to be a costly affair as the water table further recedes.

The case is similar in most states; traditional ways of cultivation have given

way to water intensive ways. The states of Punjab and Haryana are suffering a
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similar decline in water table. Planting of water intensive crops in arid regions is
wreaking havoc on the environment, damaging soil, and causing agrarian distress.

During a recent interaction in Hyderabad, hon. Minister of Rural
Development Chaudhary Birender Singh ji shared the idea of revival of traditional
village ponds and water bodies in the country. I did a little search and found out
that this is a very sustainable and successful model. There are numerous examples
of villages which have ensured adequate water supply throughout the year by
using ponds and traditional water bodies. Farmers in Punjab, Dewas in Madhya
Pradesh are actively using ponds for irrigation purpose.

India's Waterman Rajender Singh has shown that revival of traditional
water systems can enable cultivation in even deserts. In a span of two decades he
has worked to revive over 8600 'Johads' or traditional water structures in
Rajasthan. These ancient structures were used to collect rainwater around 1500 BC
and have helped improve ground water levels apart from storing water for daily
use. In many places where 'Johads' were developed, the depth of underground
water rose from about 100 meters to between 13 and 3 meters. The area under
cropping increased from 11% to 70% and the area under double cropping went
from 3% to 50%. Further, the forest cover expanded from 7% to 40% . We must
replicate this model in other drought hit regions of the country.

My constituency of Vijayawada suffers from water shortages even though
the Krishna River flows through the region. We should create a strong network
for irrigation using surface water. In the state of Andhra Pradesh, we have
Krishna and Godavari rivers; still major parts of the state are reeling under acute
drought. Under the visionary leadership of our Chief Minister Shri Chandrababu
Naidu, Andhra Pradesh launched the Neeru Chettu Program. The program aims to
plant trees in all districts of the state and rejuvenate water bodies in the state.
Water tanks and bodies were desilted on a massive scale and this had led to an
increase in water storage capacity of the tanks. This farsighted program has been

a boon to the farmers. The Neeru Chettu program has the following objectives.
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(1)Inventory of existing water harvesting structures and repairs needed.
(2)Construction of new water harvesting structures using remote sensing
technology.

(3)Construction of targeted recharge structures (root water harvesting, artificial
recharge of aquifers and defunct wells).

(4) Restoration of major, medium and minor irrigation systems (repair of breach of
structures and supply channels, desilting of tanks.

(5) Participatory Hydrological Monitoring (surface and groundwater) for
community water audit and crop water budgeting.

(6)Promoting sustainable water use by improved Irrigation and Agricultural
practices.

Our hon. Chief Minister, Shri Chandrababu Naidu's commitment to farmers
is such that the state successfully completed the Pattiseema lift irrigation project in
record time of six months.

The Pattiseema lift irrigation project, taps surplus Godavari river water
flowing into the sea and diverts it to the Krishna river for supply to the Krishna
delta and Rayalaseema. 80tmc of water is being transferred from Godavari river
to Krishna delta. Of the 80TMC of Godavari water, 10TMC will be diverted to
domestic and industrial users in major towns in Krishna and West Godavari
districts. The remaining 70 TMC will be released for irrigation in Krishna and
West Godavari districts, enough to irrigate 7 lakh acres of paddy fileds.
Additional 80 TMC of Godavari water in the Krishna delta means the pressure to
supply water from river Krishna eases and the Krishna water can be saved and
stored at Srisailam dam, from where it can be supplied to the drought-prone
Rayalaseema region.

These timely and visionary interventions by the state government has
definitely helped in reducing the severity of drought in some regions but still 7 of
the 13 districts in the state of Andhra Pradesh are reeling under drought. The

situation in Rayalaseema and Uttar Andhra is severe and farmers need immediate
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support. We urge the Central Government to provide drought relief funds to the
State of Andhra Pradesh at the earliest. Further, I request the Central Government
to disburse its share of funds for the Pollavaram project and support the state
government for the completion of the project on a war footing. Pollavaram will
help bring water to the parched parts of the state and improve rural livelihood.

The government's effort to bring in more and more people into the formal
lending sector are laudable but clearly more needs to be done. Crop insurance and
claim making has become a painful process. Sometimes, land surveyors are not
even visiting the field for the survey but just basing their numbers as per who
gives them more bribes. In the case where the survey takes place, it is both very
late and just by means of eye estimation. We need to reassure our farmers through
better means of crop insurance and quicker delivery mechanism in times of crop
damage and failure.

Last month, we visited National Remote Sensing Centre in Hyderabad as
part of the Consultative Committee of Rural Development's tour. The kind of
advances in satellite imaging and analysis that our scientists have achieved is
remarkable. We understand that there are means to estimate crop damage in case
of natural calamities by comparing pre and post calamity image of the fields. Use
of this technology will aid in faster assessment of crop damage based assessment
of crop damage will be a major improvement over the manual assessment that
takes eternity to complete and is fraught with manpower hurdles and corruption.
Further, we can use drone technology for quicker assessment of crop damage and
disburse funds to farmers at the earliest. In an age, where we are technology
behemoth, not using technology to help our farmers is almost criminal.

Another important reason for farm distress is the low or sometimes
negative returns on many agricultural produce. As per studies done by
Agricultural Economist Ashok Gulati on the data collected by Commission for
Agriculture Costs and Prices (CACP), there is a small positive return of 6.5% on

paddy and this too only in states where the MSP system is strong. In the case of
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groundnut, Ragi, Moong and Sun Flower seed there is a negative return of 4%,
20%, 3.5% and 8% respectively. Such losses on farm produce are pushing farmers
to the wall.

The targeted rate of growth of agriculture sector accroding to the 12th Five
Year Plan is 4%, however a severe drought situation could lead to negative growth
in the sector that grew at a dismal rate of 0.2% in 2014-15. The biggest challenge
is to provide immediate income support to the farmers as we take steps to fix
structual anomalies in the system. This immediate support could be in the form of
increased spending on jobs guarantee scheme and rural infrastructure creation. In
the long run we need to make structural changes in pricing strategy for farm
produce, provide effective crop insurance, organised credit and ensure that best
technologies are used at farms that conserve resources and improve yields. The
example of drip irrigation from Israel is worth mentioning. Drip Irrigation is
Israel has helped the desert nation conserve water and ensure food security. We
can draw lessons from there.

Further, we need to intensify efforts to develop drought and flood tolerant
crops. There are numerous varieties of crops that have been traditionally tolerant
to droughts. We should encourage merging of this drought tolerant gene into the
high yielding variety of grains. I am happy to learn that Kerala Agriculture
University has developed a saline tolerant variety of rice and is using it in coastal
areas. Similar work has been done using traditional genes from the Sunderbans in
West Bengal. The rich plant diversity in our country provides a vast gene pool to
develop drought and flood tolerant crops.

I believe that the next stage of food security challenge to India will come
from the unpredictable weather. We must develop a comprehensive plan to insure
ourselves against the vagaries of climate change, even as we work with other
nations to reach an agreement on Climate Change in Paris. The farmers of the
country deserve our utmost attention and we must create an eco system where

farmers don't barely survive but thrive. I urge the Central Government to look into
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the immediate demands of the 9 drought affected states, including Andhra

Pradesh and release necessary funds so that the states farmers suffer no more.

MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR) : Drought is a
condition which happens to be an impact of short term environmental mishaps as
well as a continuous long term process. Interactive environmental changes
tropical monsoon character of the country less amount of rainfall in our country
by south west monsoon and global climatic change, leads to soil erosion, soil
devastation, increase in ground water level depth, reduction in river bed and less
water reserves in lakes and other water reserves. About one sixth of land area,
12% of population is drought prone.

At this moment 302 districts of eight states are affected by drought. In West
Bengal after flood and due to less rainfall, yields of crops is suspected to be less in
Bengal this year. Drought affects the life, society and nation in various ways and
losses are enormous and sometimes irreversible. Meteorological drought reduces
soil moisture and enables recharge of soil moisture, leads to surface run off and
reduction of ground water level.

Two third of our agricultural land is water fed so it leads to less cultivation
and shortfall of agricultural products as well as fodder feed. Import of foodgrains
become extreme necessity which leads to economic burden. However, India
manages to build a buffer stock because it partly retains green field.

Impact is drastic in case of social structure and economy which leads to
poverty, famine, ill health, malnutrition and increases death rate and reduces the
productive population and children and cattle.

Economic loss is due to crop and fodder deficiency, more monitory loss
due to irrigation and water supply maintenance. Even the business related to water
transport and hydro electric power generation is hampered.

Environmental impact is disruption of eco-balance of fish, cattle and wild
life habitat. Wild life migration is another burden over the nearby villages. There
is lack of drinking water for man and animal and the poor quality of soil produces

damage to further food production. In this situation not only the drought affected

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areas are suffering but in other areas people migrates in search of job, food and
shelter which creates big problem for the whole nation.

Drought is a continuous and recurrent problem. The immediate help from
government and non-government agencies is a temporary relief but actually it
needs a permanent solution. As a temporary measure Central Disaster
Management and the State Disaster Management are supplementing with food and
money. There is a plan for seed subsidy and diesel subsidy which is very
necessary for the present and future situation.

As drought is a recurrent phenomenon like in West Bengal, Jharkhand and
it comes in every 5-6 years and in other states like Maharastra, Karnataka the
frequency is 2-3 years, we should seek permanent solution, methods of prevention
and early management.

For global warming, it needs international interference, international rules
on carbon emission, sea water pollution, etc. Preservation of natural lakes,
improvement of depth of river beds, rain water harvesting, etc. is required More of
water needs to be taken through canals from rivers. There is need for
implementation of interventions on perennial horticulture crops under MIDH and
additional fodder development programme under RKVY. Scientists are
researching on artificial rain by cloud seedling.

So, drought is a universal problem. We should deal with it on a war

footing.

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SHRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI (HYDERABAD): Hon. Deputy Speaker Sir, the
drought situation in the country is very grave and never in the last 15 years have
we seen such kind of drought in our country. I propose to the Government that it
is very important and it is the need of the hour that the hon. Prime Minister calls a
meeting of all the seven States who are suffering an unprecedented drought. That
meeting has to be chaired immediately by the Prime Minister if he cannot visit
these drought-affected States.

The second point is that in Uttar Pradesh, especially in Bundelkhand, we
have seen that because of severe drought, poor people are consuming rotis made
of grass and sabzis made of wheat. What we are seeing is that the ruling party
over there is celebrating birthday parties and eating cakes and the poor people are
force to eat rotis made of grass and sabzis made of wheat. It is really shameful.
This is not said by me but it is a survey done by Shri Yogendra Yadav under
Swaraj Abhiyan which says that out of seven districts in Uttar Pradesh, 80 per cent
of the households have decreased consumption of daal and milk for the small
children. This is an emergency situation and I hope that the Government will
respond. ... (Interruptions) I also want to ask the hon. Minister of Agriculture to
please find out if this is a man-made situation in Bundelkhand. A special package
of Rs 7,266 crore was also given as drought relief in 2009. What has happened to
that? Where has that money gone? It is the Government of India money.

The next point is regarding MGNREGA. If a State declares a drought,
under MGNREGA, one is entitled for 150 days of work. But you can find out that
not even 100 days’ work is given in any State. [ also want to know why this
Government has brought a bad name to the legacy of Shri Vajpayee. This
Government has phased out the Antyodaya scheme. Specially when States are
facing drought, you have issued executive order whereby no new Antyodaya Card
can be given, you have made Aadhar mandatory and you have freezed the whole

coverage. Can you relax that? Your executive order was issued on March 28 by
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the Department of Food and Public Distribution. Please amend it or remove it
because things are very bad on the ground.

Now I come to my home State of Telangana. Already my State has spent
Rs 118 crore under SDRF. That is not enough but that is the most the State
Government can do. They have declared 231 mandals as drought-affected and in
the last 20 years Telangana has faced 18 years of drought. That is why the State
Government is asking the Central Government for Rs 2,514 crore. The
Government has Rs 5,690 crore under NDRF. It is high time that Telangana is
given its rightful share. My State is demanding Rs 2,514 and this is very
important because Rs 134 crore is required for drinking water for Hyderabad city
alone.

Lastly, I come to Maharashtra. About 15,000 villages have been declared
as drought-affected. In Marathwada, more than 1,500 farmers have committed
suicide, the highest being in Beed, Nanded, Aurangabad and other places. I do not
know what the Government is doing. Why can you not call the national banks and
tell them, ‘For God’s sake, give them new loans, and restructure the new loans.” If
you have the power, please waive off the loans because 1500 farmers have
committed suicide in Marathwada alone. With the beef ban imposed by the State
Government, the poor farmer cannot even go and sell his cattle now and even if he
wants to sell it, no one will buy it. Can this Government also take a policy
decision that they will not allow any more sugar mills in the dry area of
Marathwada? It is because those sugar mills have taken away all the ground
water. There is no drinking water. There is severe situation in Maharashtra and
that is why Rs 4,000 crore has been demanded by Maharashtra Government. Let
them have it because under NDRF you have Rs 5,690 crore. You have the money,
you have the finances. There is no point in standing here and saying, ‘whatever is

your need, we will give you.’
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It is high time the Prime Minister went there, visited these States, called a
meeting in Delhi and told the whole nation what this Government proposed to do.
It is a very emergency situation; it is very grave. [ hope the Government responds.

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" SHRI C.R. CHAUDHARY (NAGAUR): I come from the western Rajasthan

where drought or famine is a general phenomenon. We face the famine situation for four
years out of five years.

I am surprised to know that this time that there is no district figures in the list of
drought effected district of the country. The main reason behind it is that of the initial
stage the rainfall was so-so but after 15" of August, there was no rainfall and hence the
crops could not reap and almost 50% to 65% crops damaged and farmers suffered
because of it. This matter was raised in State Assembly by the MLAs and reports were
called by the Hon’ble Chief Minister. According to the reports from Collector, 19
districts are under drought situation where 50% and above crops were damaged. I would
like to request hon’ble Agriculture Minister to kindly consider the report of the
Government of Rajasthan and provided compensation to the poor farmers.

I would like to thank our Central Government and Hon’ble Prime Minister sir for
launching good schemes for water conservation in the country.

1. one drop more crop.

2. 60% expenditure of MNREGA have been given for water conservation and others
under Agriculture.

3. PMSY- Pradhan Mantri Sinchar Yojana is the best scheme for providing water to
every field.

4. Restoring Irrigation Infrastructure by desilting the canals etc.

I am highly thankful to your honour for providing me the time to participate in

this debate on “Drought Situation in India”. At the same time, I would like to welcome

the decisions of our Prime Minister Shri Narenderji Modi for increasing the 50%

compensation under NDRF and SDRF and decreasing the percentage of damage limit i.e.

50% to 33%. It is a historic decision of our Government.
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*SHRIMATI RAKSHATAI KHADSE (RAVER) : The farmers, throughout
the country are facing a serious problem of heavy rainfall in few areas but at the
same time drought conditions in some parts of the country. At some places heavy
downpour badly affected the crops but in some areas there are drought conditions
due to lack of adequate rainfall. In my State of Maharashtra, the percentage of
agriculture produce is below 50% in the total 14708 rural areas. Moreover, the
Kharip crops were also destroyed due to no rainfall since the month of July. In
15745 villages of Maharashtra, Government has declared drought and it has
affected 53 lac hectare of cultivable land. Last year, farmers of Maharashtra were
concerned about the overall situation but this year they have landed in trouble due
to heavy as well as scanty rainfall.

To get higher yields, the farmers throughout India have been using
chemical fertilizers excessively and hence the fertility of the soil has been
compromised and it is decreasing day by day. Due to excessive use of chemical
the natural atmosphere is affected and even normal seasonal cycle is also
disturbed. It has brought no prosperity to the farmers but on the contrary our
atmosphere is affected and polluted badly. Today, we are witnessing the side
effects of it.

I think, the subsidy given for the chemical fertilzers is partly responsible for
its excessive usage. Farmers do not get this kind of handsome subsidy on the
organic fertilizers and it is also not readily available in the market at cheaper rates.
Hence, the farmers use it excessively which lead to harming our natural resources.
We can see, it has disturbed our seasonal cycle and also has resulted to climate
change. Usage of organic fertilizers would not bring instant results but we will
definitely see the difference in the next 3 to 4 years. A concrete change would be
visible only after 8 to 10 years. Due to this disburbed seasonal cycle, we are
witnessing irregular and unpredictable climate. We should encourage farmers for

maximum use of organic manure. Simultaneously, we should focus on teaching

them the latest crop and cultivation techniques along with water usage and
irrigation technologies. That would also help to some extent. Providing soil
health card to farmers is a welcome step and I would like to thank the
Government from the bottom of my heart. It would help the farmers in crop and
water management which is turn would be helpful in encountering this climate
change.

Government of Maharashtra is implementing different schemes through
Department of agriculture and other departments. 'Jalyukta Shivar' is one of them
which has received a massive support from people and it has also enhanced the
availability of water. It has brought some positive changes in climate too.
Through the scheme like NRHM, we can promote afforestration and by
conservation of trees, we can slow down the process of climate change and that
would also help to check pollution indirectly.

Our entire nation is embracing newer technology but at the same time we
are neglecting our natural resources. We have to make a balance between them.
To check and control the problems of flood and drought, we should take it as a
mission. A committee comprising agriculture scientists, technologists and expert
farmers should be constituted and on the basis of the recommendations made by
them we should formulate a policy to take some concrete measures. Today, we
can see the drastic changes in the atmosphere and climate and it has caused
adverse effects on agriculture produce. To overcome this, wise use of water is
essential. Rain-water harvesting, water conservation through ponds, lakes and
micro irrigation and other special campaigns and programmes should be
implemented extensively.

State and Central Government have extended their helping hand to the
drought affected farmers. State Government has also paid the annual premiums of
Rs.12/- of all the farmers under Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Beema Yojana. Every
state has different method of assessment of drought affected area or value fixation

which is usually decided within a fixed time. Hence, I would like to request the
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Government through you that all the states should declare their facts and figures
regarding the drought conditions to enable the Central Government to help them
on time.

All the States have taken many such initiatives to help the farmers. But for
fighting the climate changes, everybody should come forward to take
responsibility to deal with this menace. Do not take it as a problem but as a
chance to bring in some changes. A joint committee of states should take stock of
the situation and also examine the various relief and assistance packages and
programmes formulated by different State Governments. A comprehensive policy

should be made in this respect to take some futuristic steps.
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*SHRIMATI MEENAKASHI LEKHI (NEW DELHI) : River linking and
cloud seeding are two essential technologies that the government of India should
consider given the frequencies at which we face either flooding or droughts. River
linking is the process by which two or more rivers are linked by creating a
network of manually created canals and providing land areas that otherwise do not
have river water access. Whereas cloud seeding is a form of weather modification
used for changing the amount of precipitation that falls from clouds.

In India the rainfall over the country is primarily orographic. The summer
monsoon accounts for more than 85 per cent of the precipitation. The uncertainty
of occurrence of rainfall marked by prolonged dry spells and fluctuations in
seasonal and annual rainfalls is a serious problem for the country.

Countries such as Japan and Brazil excessively use cloud seeding
technologies for irrigation of crops where as country like US and UK have created
a well connected inland water link.

Given the background that large states such as Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, West
Bengal, Orissa, coasts of Tamil Nadu and Kerala and the North Eastern Regions
are all prone to flooding and droughts, such technologies would help in resolving
the current state of affairs.

In India, roughly 40 million hectare of land is prone to flooding, whereas
droughts have led to major famine across the country. By engaging in developing
these two technologies, we will be successful in gauging safe river water levels in
flood prone areas and divert the excessive water across water links to drought
prone areas.

I, therefore, humbly request the government to actively pursue the two
technologies and constitute a board to identify the drought and flood prone areas
and then map the possible water links to balance the areas with either of the two

extremities.

THE MINISTER OF LAW AND JUSTICE (SHRI D.V. SADANANDA

GOWDA): Sir, yesterday, with some introductory remarks on the Bill, I sought

the permission of the Chair to take up the Bill for consideration.

SHRI P.P. CHAUDHARY (PALI): Sir, the Commercial Courts, Commercial

Division and Commercial Appellate Division of High Courts Bill, 2015 is no

doubt very important for the economic growth of the country. It is also an urgent

legislation but today, I have submitted, on behalf of the Committee, the 78t

Report on the Commercial Courts, Commercial Division and Commercial

Appellate Division of High Courts Bill, 2015. In the Report, at least 25 important

recommendations have been made and the debate on the Bill has already been

ensured.

Sir, the debate on this Bill be deferred for the next week? Meanwhile, 1
request the hon. Minister that the Report of the Committee with respect to the 25
very important recommendations may be taken into consideration and if, after
considering them, the Government is of the view that these recommendations are
useful, then those recommendations may be placed on the Floor of the House as
official amendments. Otherwise, the Report of the Committee will be a futile
exercise. We have presented the Report today. So, I request the hon. Minister
through you, Sir, that the recommendations of the Joint Parliamentary Committee
may be taken into consideration, and thereafter, the debate may be ensured.

SHRI ARVIND SAWANT (MUMBAI SOUTH): Sir, I am also of the same

opinion.
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THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE MINISTRY OF SKILL DEVELOPMENT
AND ENTREPRENEURSHIP AND MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY
OF PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS (SHRI RAJIV PRATAP RUDY): Sir, if you
look at the Business List today, you may find that Item No. 12 mentions about the
positioning of the Report of the Standing Committee on Personnel, Public
Grievances, Law and Justice on the Commercial Courts, Commercial Divisions
and Commercial Appellate Division of High Courts Bill, 2015.

Immediately after that, I[tem No. 14 is listed which is the consideration and
passing of the Bill. As the Report has been presented on the same day, there could
be some issues and points. So, we suggest that, if the House agrees and if that is
the sense of the House, the Government may look into the recommendations and if
they want to incorporate any suggestions which are there in the Standing
Committee’s Report, the Government can consider them.

Meanwhile, we can take up the following Bill which is related to the
Ministry of Commerce and Industry. We may ask Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman to
move that Bill, the Industries (Development and Regulation) Amendment Bill,
2015.

SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA: I do not agree with Shri Tathagata Satpathy
that there was some match fixing or spot fixing. It is not true.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTRB (CUTTACK): Good sense has prevailed.
HON. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Do not disturb. Let the hon. Minister speak.

SHRI D.V. SADANANDA GOWDA: I do not know how these two issues came
together. So, it is not match fixing by the Government or from my side. But the
observations made by Shri P.P. Chaudhary are well taken by the Government.
Certainly we will go through the Report submitted by the Committee. If some
suggestions need to be incorporated, certainly we will consider.

HON. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: I think the House will agree for deferring this Bill.
We will take it up later.

INDUSTRIES (DEVELOPMENT AND REGULATION)
AMENDMENT BILL, 2015

HON. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Now, the House will take up Item No. 15, the
Industries (Development and Regulation) Amendment Bill, 2015.

Hon. Minister.
THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE MINISTRY OF COMMERCE AND
INDUSTRY (SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN): Sir, I beg to move:

“That the Bill further to amend the Industries (Development and
Regulation) Act, 1951, be taken into consideration.”

With your permission, I wish to move this Bill for consideration and
passing. If there is any need for further details, I can get into the details.

However, I would like to say a few words about the Bill and its importance.
Here, we are coming in front of the august House for an amendment in the First
Schedule of the Industries (Development and Regulation) Act, 1951, so that we
are able to transfer the authority to regulate potable alcohol to States, as was
recommended by the Law Commission in its 158" Report. So, the proposal that
we have come up with, is the heading 26™ of the First Schedule of the Industries
Act, 1951, which essentially gives powers to the Union Government in regard to
the regulation of the industry be amended to read as under. The Amendment that
we are wishing is 26 to read as “Fermentation Industries (other than potable
alcohol), the existing words are “Fermentation Industries (1) alcohol; (2) other
products of fermentation industries”, that we want to change as “Fermentation
Industries (other than potable alcohol)”, which actually reflects what the Law
Commission’s 158" Report states.

The reason why this amendment is now being brought before the House is,

all this while, because of the way it was represented as fermentation industries,
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this was actually subject to a lot of litigation because the First Schedule industry
under the Industries (Development and Regulation) Act, in terms of the
provisions, has alcohol included under the Union List and the subject ‘intoxicating
liquors’ was included in the State List. So, that was the first ground on the basis of
which a lot of litigation was happening.

A constitution bench of the hon. Supreme Court, in the case of M/s.
Synthetic & Chemicals, held that the power to issue licences to manufacture, both
potable and non-potable alcohol, vested with the Central Government. That was in
1991. Then, subsequently, a Division Bench of the Supreme Court revised that
judgement in the Bihar Distilleries Vs. Union of India case, for which the verdict
was pronounced on 29" January, 1997. In that, the Supreme Court held that
manufacturing alcohol, for potable purposes, shall be under the total and exclusive
control of the States in all respects, including the establishment of the distillery
and levy of Central Excise Duty and so on.

So, the amendment, actually, should have, immediately, been done. But
there was a lot of engagement with the Law Commission and we have taken the
Law Commission’s recommendations on board. As a result of that, we have now
come before this House with the Amendment that the 26™ Heading of the First
Schedule under the Industries (Development and Regulation) Act, 1951, be read as
‘Fermentation Industries (other than potable alcohol)' be considered and passed by

this House.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Motion moved:

“That the Bill further to amend the Industries (Development and
Regulation) Act, 1951, be taken into consideration.”
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SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY (DHENKANAL): Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir,
this Bill, that is, the Industries (Development and Regulation) Amendment Bill is
coming up after many years because the Supreme Court, in its judgement on 23
January, 1997 which the hon. Minister just referred to, demarcated the regulation
and production of alcohol between Centre and States.

Now, what is the necessity that it has come up today? The most recent
happening, of course, - please don’t get irked — is the result of the Bihar Election
and the newly elected Chief Minister of Bihar Shri Nitish Kumar announcing that
he would ban alcohol in the State has acted as a catalyst or as a starter for the
Government of India to bring forth this Bill. This is a very small Bill and
obviously, if we go into the judgement of the Supreme Court, there is an
interesting background to this. Way back in 1997, this case refers to Bihar
Distillery and Others versus the Union of India and Others. This was pre-
meditated at that time that Bihar will remain a party for this major change in the
1951 Act, which provided for development and regulation of certain industries,
including metallurgical, telecommunications, transportation and fermentation
which includes production of alcohol amongst others. This Act was enacted in
1951 and now we are changing a very small provision that except industrial
alcohol, all other alcohol, mostly the ones that are consumed by human beings,
will be under the control of the States. If we see this amendment, prima facie there
is no reason for opposition to this Bill. But my point is, by perpetuating this
process, are we not continuing the Licence Raj that, obviously, everybody wants
to get rid of? It states that separate licences are to be acquired for new industrial
undertakings which are mentioned in Schedule I and this Bill gives complete
control to the Government to issue or revoke licences if the products do not meet
their standards, that is, the State Government’s standards, which is good.

Sir, you come from the State of Tamil Nadu which is an industrial and a

developed State and you also know that it is time the Central Government decides
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and takes positive action to relinquish the holding powers that it has which mess
up the governance system of this country.

But there is also another suspicion. Has the ban by the States really helped
them in controlling the consumption of alcohol? We have a bright example here.
We always, all of us — given an opportunity — look at models, I am talking about
State models.

In this instance, obviously the brightest model in the hemisphere today is
the Gujarat model. Gujarat has been a dry State, as far as I know, from 1960 till
date. But the story in Gujarat is very interesting. Anybody who has travelled to
Gujarat — if they do not get swayed by all the publicity that our colleagues in the
Treasury Benches are now propagating — and actually looked at the State, it is still
having intense poverty. Except pockets of flashing prosperity, it has intense
poverty all over the State. Coupled with this poverty, this ban on alcohol has
actually damaged the economy of the State and of the people. What is happening
in Gujarat is that at every street corner, every bend of the road, you have a hooch
dealer, you have a tout, you have somebody. All you have to do is call up that
number on the mobile phone and one can get alcohol delivered at home which is
not available even in the AAP-ruled State of Delhi. So, what is happening today?
Alcohol is available in plenty in all the States which have a ban imposed in those
States. The other States which are following suit, I am very doubtful whether they
will really be able to handle the mafia that will automatically in developing the
trade of illicit alcohol. On one side, there will be the mafia which will have lots of
money, lot of muscle power and, on the other side, we have so many instances
where young people are having small get together as modern people. You know,
many modern people will say, they have parties at home, not political parties. We
only know about political parties. But these people have parties at home and in
these parties if they are giving out to their close friends some alcoholic drinks, the
police comes in, harasses these children, these young people, gets their names,

their fathers” and mothers’ names, their addresses, their mobile numbers,
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everything published in the newspaper the next day. It is a torture of the young
people who indulge in very simple, private enjoyment in the confines of their own
homes. Ban is something that, I do not believe, has actually helped society
anywhere.

If we take the case of the US where there was a ban imposed from 1920 to
1933, it was a nation-wide Constitutional ban. If you know the Blues numbers, if
you hear any of the songs or poetry of that era, all of them are stories of sadness
and are heart-rending stories which tell you how families had broken up, how the
mafia tortured people, how people were harmed by these bands.

So, per se, 1 support the Industries (Development and Regulation)
Amendment Bill, 2015. We do not oppose it. But, it is also the bounden duty of
the Central Government to advise the States and to assist them that they should not
impose bans on alcohol. If they do, then we have to set up a system in the
neighbouring States that alcohol also is not available for import into those States
which have imposed the ban on alcohol which will eventually be based on the
potable alcohol which you are handing over as a responsibility to the States.

As the hon. Minister of Parliamentary Affairs said, I have no interest in
alcohol and I am a person opposed to the alcohol lobby. I think it harms the health
and it harms the thinking process of the youth. So, I am not supporting alcohol in
any way. But, on the other hand, in my villages, when I go to my constituency,
people, old people, vulnerable people use to smoke marijuana. They use to smoke
natural marijuana. Today, by imposing ban on natural substances, which people
have been using for ages from the times of Lord Shiva or may be earlier than that,
we have actually forced a lot of these people to move on to alcohol. Bhang was a
very common intoxicant in a holy city of Puri. You could get it on the roadside. It
was legally available there. It is available in Varanasi also. You have made it
illegal and it has been replaced by alcohol. You can see today the crime rate, the
number of rapes, the number of burglaries, the number of violent incidents. We

have heard that during the Bihar elections one of the strongest parties, which had
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very high hopes of forming Government in Bihar, has distributed alcohol in
truckloads to people. I am not naming any party. People drank the alcohol merrily
and spoiled their health but after realising that it is bad for them and that these
people are giving them bad stuff they voted elsewhere. We saw the results also.

So, Sir, I would suggest that if at all alcohol is to be banned, it should not
be piecemeal. It should not be only in Bihar. It should be widespread and let
people live a natural life. I thank the hon. Minister for handing over powers to the
State Governments. [ would suggest that the Central Government in totality
should look at all the laws and should try to relinquish too much of rein holding.
They should allow states to develop their own policies, develop their own abilities
and strong points to become prosperous. The Central Government should only
play the role of a mediator or an arbitrator and not play the role of a big brother
governing from the top.

The Amendment is very specific. It is as per the 1997 verdict of ‘the
Supreme Court in case of Bihar Distillery and another versus Union of India and
others’; and also as per the Recommendations of the Law Commission. My
colleague Shri Satpathy said, it is because of the result of the Bihar Government.
It is not so. After the result, there was a UPA Government for so many years.

% 2l This Amendment is very small that the alcohol is being diverted to the

State Government so that the full control of the State Government should be there.
It would be in conformity with the judgment of the Supreme Court and also ensure
that the industries engaged in the manufacture of alcohol meant for potable
purposes shall be under the total and exclusive control of States in all respects.

If you look at the sugar industries, particularly in the State of Maharashtra
and Uttar Pradesh, wherever there are sugar industries, you would find a lot of
alcohol is also being produced there. That is why ‘for the control and other things’,
it is the State subject. Whatever they have to do, they can just do it.

Only recently, the Bihar Government has announced to ban alcohol in their
State. But our experience is that wherever there is a ban of alcohol, there is a lot
of alcohol being produced and supplied illegally by mafias. These mafias are
supplying spurious alcohol to the common people and poor people, which is very
dangerous to their health. We hear so many incidents of many poor people dying
after consuming such alcoholic wines etc.

So, if it is kept free, and not banned, the State Government will also get
money in the form excise duties; and such incidents of people dying after

consuming spurious alcohol would also not happen in future.
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In the end, Sir, I would say that though it is a small Amendment yet it is a
very important Amendment. With these few words, I fully support this Bill.
Thank you.
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DR. RAVINDRA BABU (AMALAPURAM): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, I am
thankful to you for giving me this opportunity to speak on this very important Bill.
On behalf of my Telugu Desam Party, I fully support this Amendment Bill.

But in this Bill, I have some small doubts, which I hope the hon. Commerce
Minister would clarify while replying to the debate.

There is a tendency on the part of every States these days to ban alcohol.
The alcohol which is mixed with methyl alcohol is consumed and people are dying
in large number. Day before yesterday in Andhra Pradesh, there was a big
tragedy. In order to give effect to the Supreme Court’s Judgement and Law
Commission’s observations, we always make legislations here. Why do not we
make a legislation suo motu? Instead of giving effect to the Supreme Court’s
Judgements, why do we not make legislations? It appears as if Supreme Court is
dictating us and we are running the administration as per the Supreme Court’s
directions. Let us give an impression that the Lok Sabha is supreme. Let us make
a law. I am not saying that the law should not be in conformity with the law of the
land or Supreme Court’s Judgements and directions. That is fine. You can have
those things as persuasive or of some advisory nature. To give effect to the
Supreme Court’s Judgement, we are passing this amendment. Should we give
importance to judiciary or should we give importance to the people of the country?
They should have the free will to do whatever they like. Instead of mentioning it
to give effect to the Supreme Court’s judgement, we can also say that the people
of India desire to have this amendment or desire to have these types of
amendments in the Bill.

Whenever you talk of alcohol, as I said, it is spurious; now, in the GST Bill,
there is a lot of talk whether this alcohol should be part of State GST or Central
GST or IGST. So, this has already been taken care of by not putting it in a State
GST. That means it will go to GST. I do not know what type of benefits the State

Government will get when the taxes are not being levied and not allowed to be
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collected from the State Government except for some licenses having in these
manufacturing units.

Another thing is that we have a lot of pollution problems in our country
presently because of petrol and diesel emissions. Therefore, there is a proposal all
over the world that almost 20 to 30 per cent alcohol is being mixed with petrol so
that emission will almost be zero per cent. There is a strong proposal from the
Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas to allow the alcohol to be mixed with
petrol and please give us the quota so that more alcohol can be allotted to the
Ministry of Petroleum and subsequently, emissions will come down. It also gives
a great relief to the sugar growing farmers. Sugar growing farmers are always at
the mercy of sugar industries and lobbyists. Instead of doing like that, if the
farmers are given the freedom to sell their alcohol products, molasses and other
things to these manufacturers of petroleum and diesel refineries, it will also go a
long way in addressing not only the ecological and emission problems but it will
also take care of the problems of farmers. Since an alcohol topic has come, it has
reminded me that alcohol should also be a part of mixing with petrol and diesel so
that emission level will come down.

Last but not least my request always would be, as usual, that let us give an
impression to our countrymen that the will of the people — Lok Sabha is supreme
than anything in India. It is because we are again writing in the amendment that in
order to give effect to the Supreme Court’s Judgement, we are legislating. If that
line is not there, we are having independent application of mind. We too can make

amendment independent of the judiciary.

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SHRI P.K. BIJU (ALATHUR): Sir, I am coming from Kerala, the most
consuming State in the list of alcohol consuming States. So, we are very happy to
include it in the State List.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, the Industries (Development and Regulation)
Amendment Bill, 2015 was introduced in the Lok Sabha on 7t December, 2015.
This Bill seeks to amend the Industries (Development and Regulation) Act, 1951.
The 1951 Act provides for the development and regulation of certain industries,
including metallurgical, telecommunications, transportation, fermentation (which
includes the production of alcohol) and among others.

The First Schedule of the Act includes all industries that are regulated
under this Act. Sir, this Bill seeks to amend the First Schedule of the Industries
(Development and Regulation) Act, 1951 to exclude the production of alcohol for
potable purpose from the ambit of the said Act. The Supreme Court of India in its
judgement on February 20, 1997 demarcated the regulation of production of
alcohol between the Centre and the States in ‘Bihar Distillery versus Union of
India and others’ case. The court ruled that the Centre should regulate the
production of alcohol for potable purpose, that is, domestic consumption. The Bill
confines to the Supreme Court’s decision.

Sir, we have to change the existing system. I would like to ask the hon.
Minister what its affect will be on taxation and other things. We are going to
introduce GST and alcohol is one of the subjects not covered under it. The Bill
also says ‘other industrial purpose’. Now, the Ministry of Petroleum and Natural
Gas 1s going to introduce alcohol-diesel and alcohol-petrol, where alcohol will be
mixed with diesel and petrol, in order to reduce pollution in this country. It is very
difficult. I am a Member in the Standing Committee on Petroleum and Natural Gas
and we discussed in detail the introduction of such petroleum products in our
country. It is very difficult to transfer them from one State to another. The PSUs
approached us and said that it was difficult to hold consultation with all the
stakeholders.
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We have to change the old law. We have to amend the existing law and
introduce new provisions not for the purpose of present only. This applies to all
the laws. The Act which we seek to amend is of the year 1951. Yesterday we
discussed the Indian Trusts Act of 1886. Whenever we amend any law, we have to
change it for few more years, not for the present purpose only. Otherwise, we will
have to come again to this House to seek amendment. As we know very well, the
process takes a long time to enact a law in the Parliament and to prepare the rules.
It takes so much of time. So, I would request the Government that whatever
amendment to a law is placed before the House, it should not be to fulfil only the
direction of a court. This Bill incorporates and gives effect to the direction of the
Supreme Court. The 158™ Report of the Law Commission also recommended to
bring a change in the existing law.

Whatever comes before the Government, the Government should go
through it in a detailed manner. Then only should it propose the amendment so
that it may provide a clear direction to the nation.

Sir, this 1951 Act itself gives an advice to the Centre to prepare a Council.
So, I would like to know from the Government whether the functioning of the
Council is up to the mark. You have a detailed discussion on that as the
functioning of the Council is very important. Just changing some sections will not
provide the maximum benefit to the nation. So, I would request the Government
and the hon. Minister to go through the other sections as well and say that
effective functioning of the Council is also very much required to establish the
system in a smooth way.

With these words, I conclude my speech. Thank you very much.

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SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, I thank each
one of the Hon. Members who have participated in this debate and have given
absolutely useful comments for me to take on board.

I wish to first refer to the first speaker, Shri Tathagata Satpathy, who has
probably just gone out. He tried to bring a strange relationship with what is
happening in Bihar to the introduction of this Bill here. I am very grateful to my
colleague, Dr. Manoj, who clearly stated that there is absolutely no connection
between that development in Bihar and this Bill. Of course, there is a case, which
is the Bihar Distilleries Case, which is part of what we are talking about.

But I just want to broadly draw the timeline to say that after 1997 Judgment
of the Supreme Court, it has taken a lot of time for this Bill to come here. Strictly
speaking, till 2008, there were continuous litigations even after the 1997 Supreme
Court’s decision. In 1997, the Bihar Distilleries Case came to an end when the
Supreme Court gave its verdict. In 1998, the Law Commission came up with its
suggestions. Actually speaking, in 1999 itself, a proposal went to the, then Cabinet
talking about amendment which could be brought in, but the then Cabinet was
reminded that there was one more case related to Haryana State Government,
which was also related to alcohol and related matters. It was then felt, therefore,
by the Cabinet that it might as well wait for the result of that particular case, which
was disposed of in 2002. However, the Department of Industrial Policy was made
a party to it subsequently when there was an appeal in the Court, and it was only in
2008 that, that case got disposed of completely upholding the verdict which was
given in the Bihar Distilleries Case -- in other words, upholding the position, that
States will have the control over potable liquor.

Like many of the Members of Parliament have said, for which I am very
grateful, under the leadership of Shri Narendra Modi, it is the mindset of this
Government to share power with the States. It is a continuous process that is

happening and this Bill is part of that, that after 2008 that which could have been
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brought as an amendment like the one which we have brought now has actually
waited all this while and in 2015, it is under the leadership of Shri Narendra Modi
that this little Amendment, but a very important Amendment, has come on to the
floor of this House. I am very grateful to several Members who have invoked that
point that this Government under the leadership of Shri Narendra Modi believes in
sharing power with the State Governments, believes in Federalism and believes in
strengthening the hands of the States, and this Amendment is aimed at taking the
power to the States.

I will certainly draw the attention of Dr. Ravindra Babu, Hon. Member
from TDP, who has twice in his intervention said that instead of crediting the
Supreme Court, it should be treated as an Amendment which is desired by the
people of India and, therefore, the Parliament should take the credit for it. It is a
very well argued point, and I accept that. But the amendment which is brought
here whether in recognition or in following up of the Supreme Court’s decision, or
in following up of the Law Commission, it is actually happening here. It is not
happening anywhere else. It is the will of the elected Members of the House,
which is going to pass this. If you are all with me in this, you will pass it; or, you
will amend it; or, you will reject it, but it is happening in this House thereby
strengthening the hands of the elected representatives and the Parliament, and not
necessarily obeying the orders given by the Supreme Court. Yes, we respect the
verdict given by the Supreme Court; we respect what has been suggested by the
Law Commission, but it is happening here, Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, to which I
would like to draw your attention and also duly draw the attention of the Member
from the TDP.

Again, I fully agree with the suggestion made by the Hon. Member, Dr.
Ravindra Babu, on ethanol mix for energy efficiency and also for the sake of

protecting environment.
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This Government is taking a lot of steps towards it. In doing so, we are
ensuring that farmers get better price for their produce, the cane, whether it is
going for crushing for sugar or for a certain portion of it which is going for the
production of ethanol. The intention of the Government is, that better price goes to
the farmer. So, the point which the Hon. Member has raised is well taken and the
Government will certainly appreciate it.

I thank the Member from the Shiv Sena Shri Anandrao Adsul who rose to
speak and support this Bill. I also thank the senior Member Shri Jagdambika Pal
who identified rightly that it is a part of the process of this Central Government to
strengthen the hands of the Government here. However, drawing the attention
through you, the Member from the Communist Party Shri P.K. Biju ji, he has
referred to aspects of taxation. About the GST, it is known. Whatever is going to
happen in the process of getting GST, I do not need to speak about it. But one
thing which will have to be very clearly voiced, is that, with this Bill, the
Amendment that we are bringing in here is more to define with clarity what is with
the State and what is with the Centre. The Central Excise Act will talk about the
taxation, taxation related matter. They are not both one over the other; they are not
included as one. Here the Bill talks only about what is within the power of the
Centre and what is within the power of the State. I do not want to give any
impression here that aspects of taxation are being talked. It is certainly not. That
will be with the Central Excise Act. At present, the excise duty on potable alcohol
is being levied by the State Governments. That comes under a separate Act and is
not covered by this one at all.

Shri Prahlad Singh Patel has rightly raised a lot of relevant issues. I hope,
eventually alcohol or ethanol which is produced goes towards energy efficiency,
goes towards improving our use in the fuel efficiency, in motorable fuel rather
than for production of potable alcohol which goes for human consumption, which

all of us agree that it does have a detrimental effect on human health.
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With these words, I hope, I have made sure that I have addressed the
concerns raised by Members; some, who are present here and some others who
were earlier present and voiced their concern. I think the Bill needs the unanimous
support of all the Members here and the due passing of it.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: The question is:

SHRIMATI K. MARAGATHAM (KANCHEEPURAM): Thank you, Sir. The
Union Government has recently reduced the funding for Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan,
which is a Centre-State Government funded scheme, by 50 per cent from its earlier
funding of 65.35 per cent. This has caused huge financial burden on the State
Government.

Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan is the Fundamental Right for ensuring free and

compulsory education to children as per 86™ amendment to the Constitution of
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India. The Central Government has to provide at least 75 per cent of fund for
Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan but it even reduced the existing 65.35 per cent funding
which was envisaged in the scheme.

In the Union Budget 2015-16 the Central Government had assured that the
scheme will continue as it is fully supported by the Central Government. On the
contrary they have reduced the funding to 50 per cent. The Central Government
has put an additional burden of Rs.6,000 crore per annum on Tamil Nadu
Government.

The Tamil Nadu Government under the able and dynamic leadership of our
hon. Leader Purathi Thalaivi Amma is giving importance to education by
providing free laptops, free bicycles and free bus passes to students. Amma has
allotted Rs.20,936.50 crore for school education this year, providing free
education for children from 6 to 14 years.

Hon. Amma has also requested the Prime Minister of India in the first week
of October to immediately intervene in this matter and restore the old 65.35 per
cent funding of the scheme. Hence, I once again request the Prime Minister to act
on the request of our Amma and direct the Finance Minister and the HRD Minister
to roll back the Central Government’s proposal and restore the funding of the
scheme to 65.35 per cent.

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SHRI MD. BADARUDDOZA KHAN (MURSHIDABAD): Hon. Deputy-
Speaker, Sir, with your kind permission I would like to draw the attention of the
House to the fact that the important valleys of tea estate in West Bengal’s
Darjeeling hills, Dooars and Terai region are now converting into the valleys of
deaths. Sir, there are 273 tea gardens. Till date more than 100 people have died
due to starvation and malnutrition.

Sir, as per a report by Harsh Mandar, the Supreme Court’s Special
Commission on Right to Food in September, 2015-16, Duncan tea gardens owned
by G.P. Goenka in Dooars and Darjeeling are in a state of limbo. They are neither
closed nor open in the true sense of the term.

This situation has added one more chapter of shameful history of hunger in
the tea industry. As per report, none of the estates has a functional hospital, no
medicine or other facilities in the hospital.

Since April, 2015, the situation has become miserable in all these gardens.
Wages payment and bonus disbursement became irregular and yet the State
Government did not take any step.

Wages are also very low in West Bengal. It is only Rs.97 in West Bengal,
Rs.115 in Assam; Rs.206 in Tamil Nadu; and Rs.228 in Karnataka.

Other facilities like housing, drinking water, sanitation and medial facilities
are not up to even minimum requirement.

As a result, some 100 workers died due to starvation and some 25-40 per
cent workers and their families have left tea gardens in search of jobs else where.

So, I urge upon the Government to take some fruitful action to save the
poor tea garden workers and their families.

Preparedness of the Governments to face such
eventualities is highly questionable.

National Highways are working as check dams, arresting the
free flow of water. Under the guise of development and urbanization, we are
forgetting the very path and basic principles. Water goes down freely is the natural
principle, which we always forget. The result is the Chennai devastation which
we are witnessing with our naked eyes. Innocent people are put to great sufferings
and loss of life. Let us at least find solutions now to these man-made calamities.

Let us scientifically gear up the system.
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I would request the Government to appoint a high level scientific
committee to study and suggest remedies to put a full stop to these man-made
calamities.

SHRI S. SELVAKUMARA CHINNAIYAN (ERODE): Thank you Mr. Deputy
Speaker, Sir.

India's Human resource is its greatest strength. Millions and millions of
student population are pursuing their higher education either in professional
courses like B.E., B.Tech., MBBS, B.L., B.Sc., (Agri) and many other streams.
Most of the students from poor economic backgrounds are having no other support
except getting education loan from nationalized banks. Even in getting the loan for
their education, they suffer a lot of hardships. Their misery continues even after
they complete their courses. They heavily suffer due to unemployment problems
and inadequate opportunities to get proper jobs which force them to take up any
other job irrelevant to their professional education for a meagre salary. Therefore
they find it extremely difficult to repay their educational loans with interest.

So, I would like to urge upon the Union Government to either waive off the
educational loan completely or at least waive off the interest fully and provide
them with more time to repay their loan amounts.

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SHRIMATI R. VANAROJA (TIRUVANNAMALALI): Sir, my Parliamentary
constituency, Tiruvannamalai comprises important towns like Thirupathur,
Jolarpettai, Kalasapakkam, Keezh Pennathur and Chengam. There are a lot of
families of ex-servicemen living in my constituency which require Kendriya
Vidyalaya schools for their children to get quality education at a minimum cost
but the entire area has only one KVS at Tiruvannamalai. Even today, the families
of thousands of Defence personnel and soldiers serving our Armed Forces are
living in and around Thirupathur Municipal Town. There is an urgent need to
increase the quota of Members of Parliament from the present 6 to 20 to nominate
students in getting admission in KVS as the number of deserving students seeking
admission in KVS is increasing.

Therefore, I urge upon the Union Government to give permission for
starting a new KVS at Thirupathur town and to increase the number of students
from the MPs quota to 20.

SHRI P.R. SUNDARAM (NAMAKKAL): Hon. Deputy-Speaker Sir, in view of
the flood situation in Tamil Nadu, the hon. Minister of Road Transport has ordered
suspension of toll collection on National Highways in the State of Tamil Nadu till
today.

This order has been issued by the Government mainly to help the affected
people in different parts of the State and to ease the rescue and relief operations
being undertaken by various agencies but it is unfortunate that the staff of the toll
plazas on the Highways are forcing the people to pay the toll fee which has thrown
the orders in the air. Particularly toll plazas in Trichy, Samayapuram, Vikravandi,
Ulundurpettai and other toll plazas have collected toll fee against the orders of the
Government.

The inhuman attitude of toll plazas has intensified the pain of people who
have already been affected by the massive floods in Tamil Nadu.

Therefore, 1 urge the hon. Minister to inquire into the matter by sending
high level officials of NHAI and take penal action against those toll plaza
contractors who collected toll fee forcibly from the vehicles in Tamil Nadu.

I also request the hon. Minister to extend the suspension of toll fee

collection till the end of December.

SHRI M. UDHAY A KUMAR (DINDIGUL): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, thank you for
allowing me to raise an important matter in this august House.

National Highway, NH 209, falls entirely within the State of Tamil Nadu
and Karnataka. In Tamil Nadu, it covers 286 kms. and in Karnataka it covers 170
Kms. The Highway is maintained by the National Highways Authority of India.
This Highway links Dindigul with Bengaluru. It runs for a distance of 456 kms.
This National Highway passes through Dindigul — Pollachi — Palani — Coimbatore
— Annur — Kollegal — Bengaluru.

Currently NH 209 is in a bad condition. It has numerous curves which pose
a threat to the motorists.

The initial proposal is to widen the 200 kms. stretch into a four-lane road.
The project has two sections, from Dindigul to Coimbatore and from Coimbatore
to Karnataka border. The proposal includes four major bridges, 30 minor bridges,
vehicular and passenger underpasses, road over bridges and as many as six bypass
roads between Dindigul and Coimbatore. The proposal is to have service lanes in
some areas where there were major towns or cities. Flow of traffic is high on the
existing two-lane stretch between Dindigul and Palani and also from Coimbatore

to Udumalapet and widening of the road will ensure smooth flow of traffic.
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Even as there is increasing demand to widen National Highway 209 from
Dindigul to Bengaluru, the National Highways Authority of India is expecting the
consultant to finalise and submit the feasibility report for the project in a couple of
months. The NHALI is pursuing the matter and waiting for the final feasibility
report for a long period. Also there is a proposal for extending this Highway as
NH 209 — A, which splits from Sathy towards Erode via Gobi and reaches
Dindigul via Sivagiri, Aravakkurichi.

I urge upon the National Highways Authority of India to speed up widening
of National Highway 209 connecting Bengaluru and Dindigul via Chamarajanagar

and Coimbatore. Thank you.

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International crude oil prices have fallen from US § 116 per barrel in July
2014 to US $ 45 at present. But the Oil Marketing Companies in India have not
reduced the prices of petrol/diesel matching with the fall in international prices. To
match with the fall in international prices, the prices of both petrol and diesel
should have been reduced. The Oil Marketing Companies take independent
decision on petrol/diesel prices without even bothering to discuss with the
Government. This is not at all good for both the Government and the people.

Hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchithalaivi Amma has demanded
that Union Government should instruct the petroleum companies to withdraw the
rise in petrol and diesel prices and effect a rollback immediately to pass on the real
benefits of falling international crude oil prices to the consumers. It is high time
the Union Government formulated and effected a price control and regulation
policy and insist on the oil marketing companies to strictly adhere to it while
fixing the price of petrol and diesel.

I, therefore, urge upon the Union Government to formulate an effective
price control and regulation policy and to stop the unilateral decisions made by the
Oil Marketing Companies to benefit the consumers.

In
order to preserve soil resources awareness cause in the world, the United Nations
Director for Food and Agriculture Organisation, Jose Graziano Tacilva had
announced that the year of 2015 is declared as the "World Soil Resource Day".
Every Year, December 5" is celebrated as a World Soil Day. On that day we all
take our responsibility to ensure protection of soil resources.

Soil contains 25 percent air, 25 percent water, 45 percent minerals and 5
per cent bacteria. To form the surface of the 2.5 depth's soil, thousand of years is
required. It is good to see flourish and blooming in agriculture. Depending on the
top of the soil, crop reaches the yield. Crores of bacteria, lakhs of Actinomyces
bacteria are living on the top of the soil. Sir, in 1.4 tonne per acre crop land
earthworms live. Earthworms create rich soil to the tune of 15 tonne per year. In
India , 45 percent of the land is used for cultivation.

Our hon. Prime Minister launched the "Soil Health Card Scheme" for the
benefit of the farmers in India. This step to issue Soil Health Cards to farmers will
ensure that they are aware of the quality of soil so that they can use right

fertilizers.

Our hon. Chief Minister Puratchi Thalaivi Amma implemented many
pioneering schemes in Tamil Nadu like the Social Security Scheme for Farmers
and their Dependent Family Members of Farmers. This scheme is offering various

welfare benefits to farmers.

Hence, in order to preserve the soil resource, I humbly request the Central
Government to allot adequate funds to create awareness about soil health among

SHRI S. RAJENDRAN (VILUPPURAM): Hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir, because of

global warming and changes in climatic pattern, there has been a heavy rainfall in
Viluppuram district of Tamil Nadu.
A lot of people lost their entire valuables, cattle and livelihood in this heavy

rainfall. Our Tamil Nadu Chief Minister Dr. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma has initiated
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so many timely measures to protect the people of Tamil Nadu from this
unforeseen situation on war-footing basis.

My district, Viluppuram is fully an agrarian district and people only depend
upon agriculture for their livelihood. There are 4.5 lakh farming families in
Viluppuram district, which is one of the potential agriculture districts of Tamil
Nadu. Viluppuram district received 858 mm rainfall during November 2015 and
first week of December 2015 which is almost 100 per cent of the rainfall.

In Villupuram District around one lakh acres of crop of paddy, groundnut,
pulses maize, sugarcane have been lost. There is every possibility that this
damage figure will further go up.

To redress the grievances of the farmers, the following relief activities
should be started: Immediate relief to the affected farmers; all farmers should be
covered under the Crop Insurance; and seeds, fertilizers and plant protection
chemicals should be provided free of cost. Thank you.

SHRI P.R. SENTHILNATHAN (SIVAGANGA): Thank you, Deputy-Speaker,

Sir. I would like to bring an important issue to the notice of the House through

this august House.
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Apple is the king of fruits. At the end of the season at Kashmir, apple is
imported from foreign countries. That is the only way to fulfil the demands of the
Indian consumers. Up to September, 2015, apple was imported to India through
various ports like Chennai port, Mumbai port etc.

Nowadays, import of apple from Chennai Port Trust is banned by the
Government. The import of apple is only allowed through the Mumbai Port.

Imported apples are being transported to other parts of the country,
including Chennai, by lorries and other modes of transport. This process involves
additional cost, which is impacting the common man.

The Chennai Port Trust is not allowed to import apples from abroad. In the
absence of the Chennai Port Trust being allowed to import apples, the traders are
put to hardships. Since apple is a perishable commodity, the traders have to bring
it to the consumers early so that they do not suffer loss on account of wastage.

Hence, I would request the Government of India to look into matter
seriously and permit the Chennai Port Trust to import apples straight from abroad.

Except Mumbai Port Trust, all the other Ports in India are banned importing
apples from foreign countries. So, the Government should take necessary steps to
permit importing apples from foreign countries by all the Port Trusts in India.

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*SHRI NALIN KUMAR KATEEL (DAKSHINA KANNADA) : Honble
Deputy Speaker, Sir, I would like to draw the attention of the Government towards
the controversial 'Yettinahole'drinking water project of the Government of
Karnataka. Madam, the proposed Yettinahole drinking water project of the
Karnataka Government would be disastrous to the environment of the region. It
would have adverse impact on agriculture of the area. The river Netravati is the
life line of Dakshina Kannada district of Karnataka. The project if implemented
would badly affect the Western Ghats which is recognized as world heritage site.
Western Ghats is the home of numerous flora and fauna. They are already facing
threats from industries and urbanization. It is the need of the hour to preserve and
conserve the Western Ghats. There are protests against this proposed drinking
water project not only from the people of Dakshina Kannada district but also from
the environmentalists. In the beginning the name of the drinking water project
was "Scheme for diversion of flood water from Sakaleshpur (West) to
Kolar/Chikkaballapura (East)," the Government of Karnataka has renamed it as
Yettinahole drinking water project in order to convince the Union Environment
Ministry to get the clearance for the project.

I would like to point out that the State Government has not taken the
consent of the farmers to acquire the land for the project. This is a clear violation
of Section 11 of the Land Acquisition Act, 2013. Further, the Government of
Karnataka has not conducted any study to analyse the pros and cons of the project.
It has taken unilateral decision to spend Rs.13,000 crores on the controversial
water project. Therefore, I urge upon the Union Government to seek immediate
explanation from the Government of Karnataka and also issue a direction to stop

the project without any delay.

PROF. RICHARD HAY (NOMINATED): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, I am

thankful to you for giving me this opportunity to raise an important issue. I would
like to bring to the notice of this august House about the tragic life of the SC/ST
community in Kerala.

There is not a more lamentable sight in the habitats of the SC/ST than to
witness the large numbers of squalid and dehumanised people who live in
inhuman conditions in Kerala.

Lamentable sight of homelessness and the destitute poor in these locations
is heart-rending. But the Government of Kerala is apparently turning a deaf ear to
the cries and pleas of SC/ST community.

Inequality and poverty are visible to any person, who visits these ghettoes
in a modern India. Added to the woes, there is rampant stigmatisation and social
alienation encountered by these hapless sons and daughters of India. Indeed it is a
blemish on the psyche of a developing India. Their dismal living conditions
always perpetuate untold misery and they are victims of isolation and
marginalization.

Sir, I visited habitats at Attappadi, Wayanad, Kasaragod and Pathanamthitta

Districts in Kerala. The quantum of hardships they suffer, are beyond perception
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of human mind in these places. What do they do in the end? Frustrated and
isolated, they take to drinking and smoking of ganja. They beg and live in abject
poverty. Their innocence is exploited by the town dwellers. Their respectability,
honour, dignity, freedom from exploitation, appropriate living conditions etc., are
to be regained and retained so that posterity will not put the blame on us.

The culture of these vanavasis has to be preserved as they belong to an
ancient sect of people, who believed in the beauty of nature, aesthetic settings,
harmony with nature, simple life, respectability, mutual help, democratic
principles and fear of natural objects. They are the original inhabitants of our
country and they deserve respect, decent living conditions, educational
opportunities, proper healthcare, jobs, conservation of the habitat, property rights,
skill development and access to resources so that their economic conditions
improve. They also deserve better housing facilities, better roads and
infrastructure, and good drinking water. They are to be protected from the impact
of climate change too.

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	SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): The issue of demarcation of Sisupalgarh situated near Bhubaneswar has been lying pending since long. The Sisupalgarh was declared a Centrally Protected Area by the Archaeological Survey of India (ASI) while the agricultural land situated within this area was converted for residential purposes surreptitiously. Accordingly, a number of residential houses have been constructed therein. The ASI has issued only a notification during  2001 restricting construction in this area and termed such constructions as illegal/unauthorised and has left it at that. Thereafter, the demarcation of Sisupalgarh has not been completed by the joint Committee comprising officials of the ASI, Bhubaneswar Development Authority and Revenue Department so far. There is a 16 Pillars Hall (Solah Khamba) inside the fort complex that precedes the Parthenon Temple that was constructed in 432 BC on the Athenian Acropolis, Greece. This Solah Khamba Hall was constructed before the famous Kalinga War of Ashoka. Dhauli has been developed to a Buddhist Pilgrim Centre but Sisupalgarh has been neglected. I, therefore, urge the Government to take urgent steps to protect such an important heritage site from encroachment by land sharks.
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
