SHRI R.P. MARUTHARAJAA: Thank you Speaker Madam. To stabilize the
soaring prices of pulses and increase its availability, the Tamil Nadu Government
under the dynamic leadership of hon. Chief Minister Puratchi Thalaivi Amma has
ordered pulses and essential commodities in its cooperative outlets at subsidized
rates; Half a kg. of Toor dal is priced at Rs.55 and a kg. at Rs.110. The PDS outlet
would continue to sell the subsidized Toor dal and Urad dal and palm oil at Rs.30
and Rs.25 respectively. These timely initiatives would help stabilize the market
rate of Toor dal. 1t is because of the efforts taken by the hon. Chief Minister
Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, the ill effects of price rise on the poor and middle class
people have been reduced considerably.

My question to the hon. Minister is whether the Union Government has
procured any additional quantity of pulses and other essential food grains in the
last two years and distributed to various States, particularly Tamil Nadu, to
stabilize market prices and also to ensure the availability of the same to common
public.

SHRI S.P. MUDDAHANUME GOWDA: Hon. Speaker, thank you. Diversion of

forest land sometimes becomes necessary in the interest of the development of the
country, particularly for development in urban areas. If the Government of India
goes on diverting the land day in and day out for the sake of developmental
activities, then the size of the forest in the country would be reduced. Definitely it
will have an impact on the environment and ecology of the country.

To make good of the reduction in the size of the forest in the country, and
to not only maintain the status quo but also to increase the size of the forest, what
action plan does the Government of India have?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Let me make it very clear that we have 80

million hectares of forest area in the country. Out of which, after so many decades,
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after Independence, we have not diverted even one per cent of it. Let us
understand the context properly.

More importantly we are trying to increase the area because any private
project proponent, if he gets the land for mining or anything else, immediately he
has to give equal land in non-forest area. It is compensated also.

We are now trying to increase the area. Our target is 33 per cent forest
cover, that means, increasing the tree cover outside the forest also. It is not that
forest cover should happen only in forest area; it should happen in non-forest area
also. Our target is to have tree cover and forest cover of 33 per cent.

SHRI PREM DAS RAI: Madam, Speaker, there is no relaxation, according to the
reply of the Minister, in the Forest Conservation Act, 1980 in urban areas. What I
would like to ask the hon. Minister, through you, is this. Is he contemplating on
looking at some of the issues related to the following? Some States have high
forest area like mine. Sikkim is actually increasing the forest area almost to the
extent of 83 per cent? However, there are States like Haryana where forest area is
less than three per cent. Every time we have to take some land away from the
forest, there is always the same issue and we are looked at with the same kind of
lense. Will the Ministry look at this particular issue where the density of forest is
very high? At the same time, since the urban centres in all such areas are also
increasing, will the Ministry relax the norms for States like Sikkim and maybe
even Arunachal Pradesh?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: We already have made arrangements where
States having forest cover of more than the national average, we are considering
them on a different footing. Those deficient States where forest cover is much less
than the national average, we are incentivising them for increasing it and we are
ensuring that unnecessary difficulties are not faced by States which have more
forest cover. That is already taken. As far as the suggestion goes, it is a suggestion

for action.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL.: Just like tribals in the forest, I think, fishermen should

have a right in the coastal area. Due to CRZ norms, poor fishermen are not in a
position to construct their small houses. Hon. Minister has replied that he has
given sanction for about 900 projects in the last two years. What would be the
future of these poor fishermen who are not in a position to construct houses due to
these CRZ norms?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: This is very important that those vulnerable
sections, fishermen and poor people who are staying on the coastlines for years
together, they will face the real brunt of the nature when there is a furious coast.
Therefore, we are reviewing the whole CRZ policy in the interest of the poor and
in the interest of the coastal marine ecology.

THE MINISTER OF URBAN DEVELOPMENT, MINISTER OF HOUSING
AND URBAN POVERTY ALLEVIATION AND MINISTER OF
PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS (SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU): Madam

Speaker, as the Parliamentary Affairs Minister, I would like to respond to the first
issue also. I seek your permission because from the Government’s side, it should
not been seen that the Government is silent. Various Members of different parties
have given notices of Adjournment Motion and it was deserved. Subsequently,
the Speaker, in her discretion, has allowed it to be raised in the House. For that
also, some friends have raised objections but what I am saying is, we should not
appear to the general public that we are trying to hide under some rule or under
some pretext because that will send a wrong message. What I am suggesting is,
Madam, we do not know whether what is being aired in the television channels is
true or false as far as West Bengal is concerned. But the fact of the matter is
something is being shown. We have also seen earlier incidents where such things
have come. There was discussion and subsequently, there was some inquiry. The
House has taken it very seriously. My friend Saugata Roy Ji with all his
experience, has made a very serious allegation as if the BJP, Congress and TMC
which are all sitting together for the last two years and then doing everything
common, have all come together and then doing it. It is not the question of TMC
or BJP.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY: It is a conspiracy.

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Saugata Ji, you are a very learned parliamentarian.
Please do not go beyond a point and embarrass a lot of people. My point is if it is
TMC, Congress, TDP, CPM, BJP - everybody has got their own political line and

everybody knows it. I do not want to politicise this. From the point of view of
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Parliament as a Parliament Affairs Minister, the prestige of the Parliament is at
stake. So, we have to establish the truth. The people, who are being portrayed
negatively, will have a recourse to take and then the people, who are showing with
such falsehood, have to be taken to task. But simply saying it is a political
conspiracy and not accepting any sort of inquiry, will not suffice and will not
justify the public impression also.

So, This is what I am suggesting, Madam Speaker, without taking sides
because I do not want to take sides also on this.

There are two ways. One is, the Government should order an inquiry and
the other one is, the House should order an inquiry. You are the custodian of the
House. As the Speaker of the House, you please consult others also and see
whether it is referred to Ethics Committee - we have no problem - or if you want
to have some other mechanism of finding the truth, then let us try to do it because
this impression should be dispelled. Right or wrong, I am not going into the
details. This has to be dispelled because the very system of Parliament and our
functioning is under question. We should not be seen with suspicion. Nowadays,
it has become a fashion also to condemn all parliamentarians and also the political
system. I do not want this to happen in this connection. It has come just now
before the election. That is a different matter but at the same time, truth has to
prevail.

So, I request the Chair to take appropriate action in this regard in whatever
manner. If you want to have consultation, we can have consultation.

The second point is this, that is, the issue raised by Kharge Ji through the
Motion. The Motion says:

“The injustice faced by the people of Andhra Pradesh because of
non-implementation of the provisions of Andhra Pradesh Re-
organisation Act by the Government of India which gives Special
Category Status to the State of Andhra Pradesh.”
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I am a student of law. I am also a parliamentarian for some time and a
legislator also earlier. Nowhere in the Andhra Pradesh Re-organisation Act, there
is any mention of special category status to Andhra Pradesh.

I should tell him, I
should remind him also and I have no problem and hesitation in that also that the
Bill that was brought by the UPA Government and adopted by Parliament, here in
Lok Sabha, does not contain the words ‘Special Category Status’.

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(vi) Need to revamp the Maternity Benefit Act, 1961
SHRI HARISH MEENA (DAUSA): I draw Government’s attention to the widely
prevalent discrimination against pregnant women in the corporate sector in the
country and the need to revamp the Maternity Benefit Act, 1961.

The statutory guidelines framed in 1961 allow 12 weeks of paid maternity
leave for women in private sector. However the Indian household has undergone a
drastic change from 1961 to 2016 with significant increase of women participation
in labour market, mainly urban areas.

I am concerned with alarming reports of discrimination faced by women in
the economic sphere of their life. Survey shows one-fourth of highly educated
women in urban areas abandon their professional careers and at least 11% face
dismissal at work due to pregnancy. Most employers are not generous to respect
the dignity of Motherhood and this has put huge burden on middle class mothers
trying to strike balance between their careers and family. India is also at the
bottom amongst South Asian countries in breastfeeding practices, with more than
50% children born every year deprived of optimal feeding practices.

To safeguard working women and their rights to remain self-reliant and
economically independent, revised maternity plan is the need of the hour. A
recent study by Booz and Company says that if men and women are employed
equally in India, the nation’s GDP might go up by 27%. Few organizations in
India such as Flipkart, Accenture, Google, Facebook, Godrej, HUL, SAP Labs
have allowed more than 3 months of maternity leave to their employees. However,
this is not being practiced in majority of the private sector organizations where
women employees continue to be discriminated against.

In the light of above, I would like the government to expedite the proposal
made by WCD Ministry to extend Maternity Leave period in private sector and
bring in place a legislation that makes it mandatory for the private sector to

provide for six months of Maternity Leave.

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(xiii) Need to improve poor service of BSNL in Ladakh region

SHRI THUPSTAN CHHEWANG (LADAKH): The performance of the Bharat
Sanchar Nigam Ltd. (BSNL) in Laddakh during the past 18 months has been
dismal and people of my constituency are disappointed and angry. The region has
been neglected to the extent that pending works on installation of Towers and land
lines have not been taken up and left incomplete. No additional facilities like
DSPTS have been provided and improvement in functioning by enhancement in
capacity has not made any progress. No fund under USO has been provided to
augment facilities. The services of the BSNL have been declining with disruption
in internal services and instances of repeated call drops. Now that a new work
season 1s about to commence with harsh weather conditions, I would like to
request the authorities in the BSNL and the Department of Telecommunications to
kindly take note of the poor service of BSNL in Ladakh region and sanction more

towers and fund under USOF to provide adequate telecom facilities there.
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(xiv) Need to construct a Rail Over Bridge on level crossing No.1 on

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(xv) Need to find a permanent solution to Indo-Myanmar boundary dispute
DR. THOKCHOM MEINYA (INNER MANIPUR): On December 18, 2013, Smt.
Preneet Kaur, MOS External Affairs in her written reply to my Unstarred Question
No. 2165 on Indo-Myanmar border dispute had replied: “There is no boundary
dispute between India and Myanmar. There are, however, nine unresolved
Boundary Pillars (BP) along the India-Myanmar Border in Manipur sector. The
two sides hold regular dialogue on issues related with boundary demarcation and
border management, through institutionalized mechanisms, such as Foreign Office
Consultations, National Level Meetings (NLM) and Sectoral Level Meetings
(SLM). Meetings are also held at the level of the Heads of Survey Department
and Director (Survey), where issues related to boundary demarcation, joint survey,
inspection and maintenance of boundary pillars are, inter alia, discussed. Joint
survey, inspection and maintenance of Boundary Pillars are regularly carried out
by Survey Departments of both the sides. India has also proposed constitution of a
Joint Boundary Working Group with Myanmar to enable examination of all
boundary related issues in a comprehensive manner. Media has recently carried
reports of protests against fencing work at the India-Myanmar border on grounds
that the fence was being constructed deep inside Indian Territory. A Central Team
recently conducted site inspection of the Bps near Moreh, Manipur, along with
representatives of the Manipur Government and the political parties”.

In this connection, I would very respectfully like to state that nothing has
happened on the ground. Villagers on the border and near these nine unresolved
Boundary Pillars are feeling uneasy. Unauthorized constructions are being done
by the foreigners inside our Indian Territory.

Hence, I do strongly urge upon the Union Government and Ministry of
External Affairs in particular to immediately submit the report of this Central
Team to the Parliament and the Parliament should debate on it and find a

permanent solution to the alleged Indo-Myanmar boundary dispute immediately.
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(xvi) Need to establish AIIMS in Kerala

DR. SHASHI THAROOR (THIRUVANANTHAPURAM): Quality healthcare
can only be provided through quality medical institutions. Hospitals equipped with
state-of-art infrastructure and enhanced facilities can alone provide improved and
affordable healthcare services to the masses.

The Government, in 2015, had promised to establish an All India Institute
of Medical Sciences (AIIMS) in Kerala to promote medical research, encourage
information dissemination and provide affordable healthcare to residents of Kerala
and of the neighbouring districts in Tamil Nadu. This would also provide
excellent higher education opportunities in medicine and jobs to young medical
professionals.

Kerala has finalized the required logistics and identified suitable locations
to establish this institution, including a location in the rural areas of
Thiruvananthapuram. However, the Central Government has not made the
required financial allocation for the purpose.

I, therefore, urge the Government to provide financial assistance to Kerala

to establish an AIIMS in Thiruvananthapuram.
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(xvii) Need to include Malabar Cancer Centre, Tellicherry, under Rashtriya

Arogya Nidhi Scheme

SHRI MULLAPPALLY RAMCHANDRAN (VADAKARA): Malabar Cancer
Centre (MCC), Tellicherry is a prestigious Institute under Government of Kerala
that caters to 50% of Kerala population and hundreds of patients from Karnataka,
Tamil Nadu and Mahe (Pudduchery). MCC has applied through Government of
Kerala to include it in the list of recognized Government Cancer Hospitals under
Rashtriya Arogya Nidhi (RAN) scheme for obtaining financial assistance for the
treatment of poor patients. However, Government of India has rejected the request
stating that MCC has not been identified as State Cancer Institute or Tertiary Care
Cancer Centre. It may be noted that MCC has been raised to the status of Tertiary
Cancer Centre and has received financial assistance under TCC scheme during the
year 2012. MCC is also providing free treatment to the majority of patients using
various financial assistance schemes. Considering these facts, I earnestly appeal to

the Government to include MCC Tellichery under Rashtriya Arogya Nidhi scheme.
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(xviii) Need to revamp education loan disbursement

DR. K. GOPAL (NAGAPATTINAM): Education loans are being given to
students for pursuing higher education. Earlier, economically poor students could
not afford the cost of professional and higher education. However, the policy of
giving education loan is deficient on many counts. It has no statutory backing or
proper guidelines. Each bank has its own guidelines. Many banks often refuse the
same on some silly and technical grounds. Guarantee and surety is always insisted
upon for granting the loan.

The rate of interest on such loan also varies from bank to bank. Students
and parents are harassed and have to run from pillar to post to get the loan
disbursed. Students pursuing studies in Private institutions and seeking admission
in management quota are not given loan.

So, the Central government should take the following steps:

(1) Loans to be disbursed for pursuing professional courses such as
medical, engineering or vocational course or education in any
discipline in any college or institution or University.

(2) The loan application should be disposed of within a period of one
month from the date of its receipt.

(3) The bank shall make payment directly to the head of the college or
institution or University.

(4) The bank should never deny an education loan to a student on any
ground.

(5) To do away with the system of guarantee, mortgage or surety for the
purpose of disbursement of loan.

(6) A bank official who refuses should be punished with imprisonment for

a term or a fine equivalent to the amount of loan sought by the student.
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(7) The loan should be waived off, if a student, even after five years of

completing his course, fails to get any employment.
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(xix) Need to establish Ayurveda and Yoga institutes in Chidambaram,
Tamil Nadu

SHRI M. CHANDRAKASI (CHIDAMBARAM): I wish to draw the attention of
the Union Government towards the need to create awareness about the AYUSH
treatment in our country. It is disappointing to know that the NSSO-survey shows
little attraction towards these systems of Medicines. This illustrates that the
Government have not taken adequate steps to promote and popularize AYUSH.

In my state, the Chief Minister has ordered distribution of ‘Nilavembu-
water’ to safeguard people from Dengue and Swine flu-fever. The Government of
Tamil Nadu also distributes a Siddha based —ante-natal-kit to pregnant woman free
of cost.

I request the Central Government to implement National Health
Programmes in AYUSH for the benefit of the public.

In Tamil Nadu, both Siddha and Ayurveda Systems of treatment are very
popular since ancient times. Honble Serafoji Maharaja of Thanjavur District in
Tamil Nadu was Ayurveda doctor and performed numerous eye surgeries, first
operation of cataract on August 20™ 1827. He was taken to Kashi to teach the
techniques of surgeries. The records are still available in the Saraswathi Mahal
Library of Thanjavur. I urge the Central Government to start National Institute of
Ayurveda in the memory of Serafoji Maharaja in my Chidambaram constituency.

Also, one more important fact I wish to bring to the notice of the
Parliament, the father of Yoga, Pathanjali belonged to my constituency,
Chidambaram. He popularized Yoga to the entire world. As this Government is
celebrating International Yoga Day, I urge upon the Central Government to
establish Central Research Institute for Yoga in memory of Pathanjali, Yoga Guru

at Chidambaram.
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(xx) Need to undertake dredging in Ichhamati river in West Bengal

DR. TAPAS MANDAL (RANAGHAT): I want to draw the attention of the
Central Government to a long pending demand of almost 20-30 lakh people
residing on both the sides of the river Churni and Ichhamati. The reactivation
specially dredging is extremely necessary for river Ichhamati in West Bengal to
increase its navigability, better drainage and flood management to save the lives of
people. The bank erosion is assuming dangerous dimension causing huge loss of
agricultural crops, property, and lives of people residing on both the sides of the
river Chruni and Ichhamati from Majdia (Pabakhali Village), Nadia to Hasnabad,
24-PGS (N).

The Mathabanga river originates from Bangladesh and enters into India
through Nadia District and it is bifurcated near Majdia, falling under my
constituency, Ranaghat, creating two branches namely Ichhamati and Churni.
After traversing a length of 19.5 KM in India, the river Ichhamati enters into
Bangladesh near Fatehpur — Mubarakpur. In the course of its journey, the
Ichhamati joins the Jamuna at Tippi in 24- PGS (N), the western branch called
Churni flows west of Ranaghat, Cahkdaha, and Payradanga. Previously, dredging
had been completed between Barnaberia and Kalanchi on Indo-Bangladesh border.
And again dredging is necessary between Fatehpur and Dattapulia via Mubarakpur
in Nadia district in India. If the proposed dredging between Fatehpur and
Dattapulia via Mubarakpur is not executed, the earlier dredging will be of no use.
By dredging you not only give life to the river, but also ensure the lives of all
living beings nearby.

Therefore, I would hope and expect that the government would undertake

to clear up off-take point at Pabakhali, Majdia, Nadia, dredging in the river up to
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Dattapulia to save the river Ichhamati and also the off-take point of the river

Jamuna to link it up with the Bhagirathi (Ganges).
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(xxi) Need to take steps to alleviate the suffering of tea garden workers in

West Bengal

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYANAGAR): The closure of privately
owned tea gardens in Darjeeling, West Bengal has left the plantation workers in a
pitiable condition.

The State has decided to pay FAWLOT (Financial Assistance to the
Workers in Locked Out Industrial Units) to jobless tea workers. The state has
identified tea estates and plantations which are ‘sick’ and will provide food grains
to 1.03 lakh workers and their families at Rs. 2 per kg under the Antodaya Yojana.
Rs. 1,080 crore is being spent under this scheme and a total of 3.28 lakh people
will be befitted from it.

The State Food Department has set up six ration shops outside the gates of
the five closed tea gardens, so that the workers, along with the people living in
those areas, can get the benefit of procuring ration from those shops. The Central
Government is responsible for securing better working conditions for the workers
and for investigating companies which have defaulted on the payment of wages. It
has the authority to take over the management of a tea company which fails to
comply with the Tea Act, 1953. The Centre has turned a blind eye towards the
hardships and distress faced by the workers and their families. I would urge the
Government to take the necessary steps to alleviate the suffering of the workers

and to extend a revival package for the tea gardens in the State.

(xxii) Need to set up a Odisha Hydro Power Corporation Limited Plant in the
state

SHRI BAIJAYANTI JAY PANDA (KENDRAPARA): Odisha, which is a coal
bearing state and a significant contributor to the National Clean Energy Fund
(NCEF) corpus, has a long list of projects which are in urgent need of funds.

The NCEF corpus, comprising central cess on the coal mined, is being
spent for research and development of clean energy technology. According to
official sources, the NCEF corpus has reached a considerable amount and is
expected to grow further.

The Odisha Hydro Power Corporation Limited (OHPC) is planning to
establish a 600 mega watt (MW) pump storage hydro power plant at Upper
Indravati. This pump storage hydro power plant, a green energy project, is to meet
the peak power requirement in the state. Central PSU WAPCOS has already
conducted a preliminary study of the project and found it feasible. The
Government of India is urged to consider providing the investment required for the

setting up of the OHCP plant.
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(xxiii)Need to accord permission to convert STD/PCO booths run by
differently- abled persons into multi-purpose vendor booths
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(xxiv) Need to provide forest clearance for construction of a new capital for
Andhra Pradesh

SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): The dreams of people of AP and

sacrifices of farmers, who have given their land, culminated into a sacred mission

to construct new capital Amaravathi for AP. It is modern, world-class, smart,

green, blue and people’s capital. There is no doubt that the land pooled so far is

not sufficient to go ahead with the envisaged plan. So in pursuance to Section 94(4)
of AP Reorganisation Act, Government of AP has requested for diversion of some

forest land and the State environment and forest authorities have cleared the

proposal. The State Environment Impact Assessment Authority has also approved

the proposal. And, the proposal has been sent to the Ministry of Environment and

Forests, Government of India for its clearance.

I am given to understand that the Forest Advisory Committee sought some
clarifications from the State and the State has submitted the same. Hon. Union
Environment Minister is on record saying and I quote,

“Whatever be the procedural issues, we would grant all environmental and

forest-related clearances for the new capital in a month.”

In view of the above, I request Government of India and the Environment
Ministry to give forest clearance early so that construction work on the ground can

be commenced.
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(xxv) Need to check illegal diamond trade in Mahabubnagar and Kurnool
districts

SHRI KONDA VISHWESHWAR REDDY (CHEVELLA): Not all minerals and
gems have to be mined. In Mahabubnagar District, Telangana and Kurnool
District of Rayalaseema, diamonds are frequently found on soil surface in the
fields after ploughing. The historic Golconda mines known for famous Kohinoor
Diamonds is here. Diamonds are also gathered in forest streams here.

Illegal Diamond trade flourishes in this area. Some traders and anti-social
elements who use muscle and guns, control this trade. They pay a pittance to the
farmers, take away the diamonds and reap huge profit. Both these districts are
drought prone and the farmers are very poor.

NMDC in contrast runs a fully mechanized mine where the diamond
production is falling, it contributes less than 1% to NMDC and whose profitability
is unknown.

If the Mines Ministry buys the surface diamonds or pays a finders fee to
these farmers, it will curb the illegal trade, help the farmers make some money,
reduce violence against farmers, make NMDC Diamond business more profitable.

I request the Ministry to consider this suggestion.
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(xxvi) Need to construct a level crossing on eastern side of Lailakh
railway station in Bhagalpur parliamentary constituency, Bihar
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(xxvii)Need to release funds for construction of Auditorium in
Pratapgarh, Uttar Pradesh
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(xxviii) Need to increase the stipend for wrestlers

SHRI DUSHYANT CHAUTALA (HISAR): I would Ilike to wurge the
Government to increase the stipend being provided to wrestlers and develop the
existing akharas under the Sports Authority of India. Wrestling is one of the
indigenous sports of the country, but now it is not being given proper importance
by the government. The players were given over the last 10 years a mere stipend
of Rs. 1000 which is not enough to meet even the travelling allowance. Hon'ble
Minister had informed in his written answer on 11.08.2015 that in order to create a
broader base for modern wrestling the Sports Authority of India has adopted 32
akharas with about 15-20 wrestlers each. But in reality, the akharas are provided
very limited facilities and Rs.1000/- stipend provided to the wrestlers is very low.
Besides other facilities, the diet for wrestlers is more essential than any other
sportsperson. Therefore, I request the government to enhance the amount of
stipend for wrestlers from Rs. 1000/- to Rs. 3000/- per month and allocate more

funds for the development of akharas running under the Sports Authority of India.

REAL ESTATE (REGULATION AND DEVELOPMENT) BILL, 2016

HON. SPEAKER: Now, we will take up Item No. 27, Shri M. Venkaiah Naidu.
THE MINISTER OF URBAN DEVELOPMENT, MINISTER OF HOUSING
AND URBAN POVERTY ALLEVIATION AND MINISTER OF
PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS (SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU): I beg to move:

“That the Bill to establish the Real Estate Regulatory Authority for
regulation and promotion of the real estate sector and to ensure sale
of plot, apartment or building, as the case may be, or sale of real
estate project, in an efficient and transparent manner and to protect
the interest of consumers in the real estate sector and to establish an
adjudicating mechanism for speedy dispute redressal and also to
establish the Appellate Tribunal to hear appeals from the decisions,
directions or orders of the Real Estate Regulatory Authority and the
adjudicating officer and for matters connected therewith or
incidental thereto, as passed by Rajya Sabha, be taken into
consideration. ”’

Madam Speaker, I would like to request the hon. Members to pay a special
attention to this Bill because this Bill is the need of the hour. The request has come
from various quarters for all these years. This is an issue, which is pending for
long. We have been discussing about some regulation in the Real Estate for the
last 11 years because all the buyers across the country are agitated rightly and they
are not getting adequate redressal system as per the previous arrangement.

So, keeping that in mind, during the UPA regime, a Bill was brought and
the Bill was referred to the Standing Committee. The Standing Committee, in its
collective wisdom, has made certain recommendations. Out of 30 and odd
recommendations, 22-23 recommendations were accepted. In between, there was a
change of Government and the Government that came has brought it in the form of
a new Bill. The Bill has gone to the Rajya Sabha because it has originated from
there and the Rajya Sabha, in its wisdom, had again referred this matter to the

Select Committee.
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The Bill, which was approved by the Standing Committee consisting of
Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha Members was again referred to the Select Committee
of Rajya Sabha. I have agreed simply because I want the Bill finally to be passed
at the end of the day. So, we have agreed and the Select Committee of the other
House has done an excellent job. They have made their own recommendations and
sent them back to the Rajya Sabha.

Now, Madam, I am very happy to share with the House that the Bill was
debated, discussed and decided in the Rajya Sabha almost unanimously with one
Party, namely, AIADMK -- and I must put it on record -- have raised a
fundamental issue saying that the Parliament has no jurisdiction on this issue
because it is a matter concerning the local bodies at the State-level. We discussed
about that matter within ourselves in the Department also, and I have referred the
matter to the Law Ministry. The Law Ministry has opined that Yes, the Parliament
has a jurisdiction.

Subsequently, I have referred the matter to the Attorney General of India.
The Attorney General of India also, after careful study, has sent back saying that
the Parliament of India has the jurisdiction to pass such a legislation in the larger
interest of the people. Keeping that in mind, the present Bill has been brought in
and in the Rajya Sabha it was approved by the support of all the Parties. I am very
happy to state it.

Madam, the purpose of the Bill is that it is not only going to make
consumer the king, but bring in such needed regulation and transparency to the
people who are involved in this sector. This Bill seeks to create a set of rights and
obligations for both the consumers as well as developers.

Secondly, this Bill seeks to encourage both of them to live up to the
expectations of each other as per the agreement entered into by both of them.
When you purchase a house, you enter into an agreement. If one of the parties fail
to perform the obligation, then the provisions of the Bill will come into operation.

If they mutually agreed upon, nobody is going to intervene. Unfortunately, what is
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happening is that the buyers or the consumers are always at the receiving end. In
India, the Law of Torts is very weak as compared to other Western countries. We
do not have such provisions to enforce the law. Also, in India, the issues take a
long time. In courts, we have such a system that delay is being caused. I am not
here to accuse the judiciary, but the judicial system as of now in India today is
such that we are not able to get speedy justice. So, the hapless consumers should
not be left in lurch. That is what has really stirred my conscience that we must
bring this Bill at the earliest.

This Bill seeks to establish a regulatory authority with which the developer
will register the project to be launched. If ‘x’ wants to launch a project, he has to
register it with the regulatory authority. It is that simple. Secondly, while doing so,
they have to declare all project related information, including the details of
developers, status of land, various approvals, project schedule, information
regarding architects and structural engineers, etc., so that there is transparency and
people get satisfied when they come to know who the architects are, who the
developers are, who the engineers are, and what is the size of the project. All these

things will be in public domain. Thirdly, the disclosure helps the home buyers to

make an informed choice. BIF-AT HHE RIS B, SUDB] SAAW HIF 8, IADT AMfhede
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Apart from promoting fair play in real estate transactions, it also aims
ensuring timely execution of the projects — timely execution is a major issue;
people do not respect time and as a result, when there is cost escalation, the buyer
or the consumer is always put to loss. Keeping that in mind, it ensures timely
execution of the projects.

The Bill seeks to provide uniform regulatory environment and orderly
growth of the real estate sector. We want the real sector to grow. As the Minister
of Urban Development, I have no hesitation in saying that. We feel that the real

estate developers are also partners in development. We do not consider them as
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untouchables. Some people have the habit of condemning the private sector. We
who are in the Government do not believe that private sector is bad. Public and
private partnership is the need of the hour. That is the way forward. We have seen
the other methods in all these years, then we have learned by experience and that
is why we have come to this conclusion.

Display of unanimity and the spirit of give and take by both the
Government and the Opposition enabled the passage of this crucial Bill in Rajya
Sabha on 10" March, and the stage is now set for receiving the Lok Sabha
approval. The manner in which it was passed in the Upper House clearly
highlights that the highest Legislature of the land could do it to further the
aspirations of the people. The spirit of camaraderie demonstrated in the Upper
House underlined what we could do collectively for the betterment of the lives of
the people. The Rajya Sabha witnessed the rare occasion of the Opposition and the
Treasury Benches giving credit to each other for introducing and piloting this Bill.
I have no hesitation in saying — I have said it there and I am saying it here also —
that it was a Bill brought during the earlier regime, by the earlier Minister. Then,
certain improvements have been made in that Bill by both the Standing Committee
and the Select Committee. Finally, now, the time has come during this
Government that we brought this Bill and I am putting it before the House. The
credit for the significant improvements in the Bill goes to the work done by the
Standing Committee and it also goes to the Select Committee, the ideas they have
exchanged among themselves and the conclusions they have reached has really
helped me to come to some conclusion. Normally, in many of the cases, we come
to Lok Sabha and people say, “You have majority here, you just got it passed and
all that.” But we have gone to Rajya Sabha because the issue was pending there. I
am happy that Rajya Sabha, after deliberations... (Interruptions)

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): The same system has to be

followed in other cases, including in case of Aadhar.
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SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: It is a very good suggestion. If the same system
of consultation, discuss, debate, decide and do not disrupt is allowed, I am happy
to take this route. What Shri Premachandran has said is really a good idea. People
of the country want it. This morning also I got a message saying, “Please preserve
the example of Rajya Sabha and follow it also.” I have no problem at all. The
Government have nothing to hide. Whether it is Lok Sabha or Rajya Sabha, both
of them have been given their respective jurisdictions and responsibilities. We
should work together. Both of them together are called the Parliament of India. If
we do not perform our responsibilities in Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha, then it will
go to parlok Sabha. This is what has happened to many of the Bills earlier. I do
not want that to happen. If you discuss, debate and decide, good things will
emerge and good ideas will come. Nobody is perfect. In spite of our experience,
nobody is perfect. After discussion, some saner points or good points have
emerged, and the Government had no hesitation at any point of time to take those
suggestions forward.

I was moved by the response of the public on social media also, after the
Rajya Sabha cleared the Bill. There was so much appreciation from across the
country, from different parts of the country, hailing the passage of the Bill in
Rajya Sabha. Many of them posted that they rejoiced at that historic moment and
some were overwhelmed with emotions. I understand such reactions as cries of joy
after having gone through the pain of waiting for long to get their due and finally,
the moment of restoring order in the real estate sector becoming a reality. In this
country, a lot of consumers have been taken for a ride by unscrupulous elements. I
am not trying to damn the entire real estate sector. There are great people; there
are good people; there are reputed builders and architects also who have
constructed many buildings across the country. Our aim of Housing for All by
2022 is not possible by mere efforts of the Central Government or State
Governments alone. Government of India, State Governments and then private

sector also should join in a big way. If you consider the housing sector in the
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country, the contribution of the private sector individuals, whatever you call, is
also immense. They have done a great job. We have so many prestigious projects
in the country. That is why even the FDI also is coming in this particular sector.
Media has been following the progress for last three years and have given
their thumbs up to the Bill. Almost all sections of the media have hailed the
passage of the Bill because it enhances the confidence of the consumers and
investors. It ensures transparency and also encourages accountability. That is the
factor which was missing for many years for variety of reasons. I am not trying to
get into politics because it has nothing to do with politics. It is an issue where we
are trying to plug the leakages, shortages, shortcomings, if any, and trying to

improve the system so that the system can help the people.

Jones Langs Lassalle India is one of the industries, a real estate consultancy
firm opined that the enactment of the Bill as law will almost single-handedly
revamp the way the real estate sector works across the board, from developers and
end users and investors, to lending institutions and government agencies involved

in the buying and selling of property.

Oberoi Realty, a Mumbai based real estate company, has said that the Bill
is an excellent step. One of the significant issues flagged by the developers relates
to cost of funds increasing on account of requirement to deposit 70 per cent of the
collections in a separate bank account. I must clarify that the account to be
maintained by the promoter is a separate account and not an escrow account. Also,
the deposit of the 70 per cent is for both construction cost and land cost have also
to be notified. Earlier it was fifty per cent. Even the Select Committee
recommended 50 per cent. Some Members have given dissent note. I have taken
note of the dissent also. I have raised it from 50 per cent to 70 per cent
subsequently. The promoters can use the remaining 30 per cent for other expenses
incurred or for any other business purposes. After all, you need to give them a

little cushion, otherwise, it is not very easy to talk about an ideal situation. As you
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know, the promoter purchases some land, gives advance for some other land and
meanwhile, he will complete this project and go to other project. Keeping that in
mind, we have given that much cushion of 30 per cent available for him and
pending 70 per cent. That way, you are assured that the project will be completed
in time. A lot of projects have taken time. Earlier, delegations have come and met
everyone of us. What happened in NOIDA? What happened in Gurgaon and in
some other places by so-called big companies also? People are pained. They are
agonising and they are coming to us including some of the media friends also have
been taken for a ride. Normally, nobody would touch media. But some
unscrupulous elements have also taken on media and they are also taken for a ride.
They are also crying. That is why, there was a positive reaction because they also
had an experience. The 30 per cent to promoter is to ensure that the project funds
are not diverted and the projects are completed on time. That is why, a stipulation

of 70 per cent has been brought in.

I can assure the industry that with the establishment of a regulatory
mechanism there would be greater flow of investment because the credibility is
invested, both national and foreign, into the sector, resulting in reduction in cost of
borrowing. They should understand the industry who are saying that they are
concerned. I can tell them that because of this regulation, the credibility of the
sector is going to go up, acceptability is going to go up and more investments are
going to come from foreign investors as well as investors from other sectors also.
With that, the cost of borrowing will also come down because you will have a lot

of other avenues.

Madam, the Bill seeks to enhance the credibility of the realty sector. As |
said, right now the consumers end up paying more than what they were told at the
time of launching a project. Subsequently they say, we launched the project, that
was the rate, but subsequently this has been added, that has been added and all.

That is not allowed now. That has been put an end to.
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Regarding the consequences of including the ongoing projects under the
Bill, I discussed the issue with my officials. This shall have a bearing on the
projects and consumers. In fact the Select Committee of Rajya Sabha too in its
wisdom supported and retained the need for regulating existing projects. But at the
same time, projects which are almost at the fag end of completion and all, what
they require is they need to give only information. We are not going to harass
them. Because there is so much concern among the industries circle as to what will
happen to the ongoing projects, on ongoing projects whatever agreement you have
entered earlier stands. You have to fulfil the obligations which you yourself have
agreed upon through an agreement. And whatever conditions that were stipulated
in your agreement, they have to be implemented in fofo. All of what I am
proposing will apply for the future projects along with the projects which have got
stuck now. It is necessary for me to clarify that upon passage of the Bill, ongoing
projects would not come to a standstill. Let me make it very clear in the premises
of the Parliament. They will not come to a standstill, they will continue.

The Bill does not provide that the existing projects should stop all
operations until complied with the provisions of the Bill. The Bill does not say that.
The Bill only provides upon the formation of the regulatory authorities, all
promoters of existing projects coming within the ambit of the Bill would need to
register and provide and upload all project details on the website of the authority.
This is mandatory. A window of three months from the date of the commencement
of the said clauses, sections have been given to the promoters for registration also.
Reasonable time has been given. All that developers need to do is to specify the
project details of such apartments so that prospective buyers will make informed
choice, project status is known to all, and ensure that the projects are completed on
time. That is the need of the hour.

Regarding the provision of imprisonment for any violation of the orders of
the regulatory authority, some concern is expressed in certain quarters including

some sections of the media. It is certainly not a first option but only the last option.

Let me make it very clear, you will be cautioned, you will be penalised, and if you
do not adhere to the regulatory authorities order, then you will be taken to task.
Why should anybody worry? If you are not violating any of the orders of the
regulatory authority, nobody is going to touch you.

Some people are saying that this regulatory authority will be in one State
headquarters or at some place and how can every house buyer in a village or town
to go to the regulatory authority. No. Regulatory authority will be there and
simultaneously 600 plus consumer courts also will be functioning. Their
jurisdiction is not touched. We have the Consumer Affairs Minister here. The
consumers courts also will have jurisdiction with regard to the cases wherein some
people have a grievance.

There are many regulatory laws in the country with imprisonment provision
for three to ten years of imprisonment. Under the Securities Act, under the
Insurance Act, under the Pension Fund Act, ten years of imprisonment is provided.
Food Security Act has seven years of imprisonment. Electricity Act has provision
for five years imprisonment. There is imprisonment provided under Reserve Bank
of India Act also. It is not that I brought in that provision only. I am just reminding
them that there is a provision like this. Please be careful. That is the purpose of
putting that in this Bill. And that is compoundable also. The builder can exercise
these options also at that time if something goes wrong. But at the same time the
authority will decide what to do.

There cannot be a consumer without a developer and vice versa. There
cannot be a consumer without a developer. There cannot be a developer without a
consumer. So, they have to work in unison. And we have to protect the interests of
both. It is important for developers to mobile land. Land is a big issue. Madam, |
want to take a little time on this. Our projects for housing for all and affordable
housing, weaker section housing, low income group housing, all are in situ
developments also. All these things linger on the issue of land. Either the Centre

or the States, at the earliest they have to take a view on land acquisition. The land
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is acquired for affordable housing, for the poor man’s housing, for the common
man’s housing.

Nobody should create any hurdles with regard to land acquisition. If
somebody can give an idea that houses can be constructed without land, I will be
glad to receive that idea and will also be ready to study that wonderful idea. The
earlier Governments also have been constructing houses on land only, to my
knowledge. Now, this Government also wants to construct houses on land. If I go
to construct houses in the sea like in some other countries, my friend Shri Prakash
Javadekar will come into picture and then there will be the issue of environment.
There are also great people in this country who, without knowing the ground
reality, will be shouting from the rooftops about this, that and all. Development,
welfare and environment must go together. Some of the countries are developed
and they are trying to put so many regulations and are trying to teach us lessons.
India is on the verge of becoming a fully developed country. But at the same time,
we cannot afford to ignore the nature. Nature, culture and future should go
together. This is what the Government of India is doing.
SHRI K.H. MUNIYAPPA (KOLAR): It is a good combination.
SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: Yes, it is a good combination. Naturally, my
friends from Kerala are more concerned about nature because it is ‘God’s own
country’ and a beautiful place to see. People visit Kerala and they really enjoy. I
feel everyone in India must go to Kerala once in lifetime. They may meet Shri
Venugopal or they may not; that is a different matter. Kerala does not belong to
one person. Kerala is a beautiful country ... (Interruptions) Yes, it is a State.
‘Country’ means in that creation... (Interruptions) &= % =9 ®sd &l If you say
rajya, ST TR IS & AR AT TS T I Bl ool § el T giar g1 When

the term ‘God’s own country’ was given, that is creation. That was the idea. I
must tell Shri Kharge and other friends, even my friends from Kerala, that the

people who are in the Government are also concerned about the Land Acquisition
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Bill. They want some solution at the earliest because land is a major issue in
Kerala also and a lot of activities are going on. I am giving something, the State
Chief Minister is trying to mobilize something and together they want to go in a
big way for housing sector in Kerala. Keeping that in mind, I would urge upon all
the people concerned from different shades of political spectrum to please try to
come to some sort of understanding about the Land Acquisition Bill so that the
land is made available for the housing sector and we can really reach the goal of
Housing For All by 2020.

Earlier, I was referring to the option of imprisonment. It is the lowest
compared to all other regulations as far as the housing sector is concerned, and
that too, for ‘willful default’. Nowadays, the word has become very popular. It is
‘willful defaulter’ or as my friend Shri Tathagat Satpathy said, it is ‘skilful
defaulter’. But a defaulter is a defaulter. Some people have the skills and some
people do not have the skills. So, I appeal to this sector to understand the
provisions in that perspective.

The Government is aware that 40 approvals are required for housing project
and the important thing is that they should be given in time. I tell you it is an
issue that reminds of other people. For construction of a project at
Thiruvananathapuram in Kerala or at Anantapur in Andhra Pradesh or Medinipur
in West Bengal, people have to come to Delhi for approval for some projects. So,
projects are getting delayed. So, friends from the real estate sector, people from
CREDALI are all raising the issue, ‘Sir, you are putting all these regulations; we
have no problem. But at the same time, what about approvals? Approvals are
taking six months time, one year, two years or three years also. Cost escalation
takes place and you are now trying to penalize.” That is why, during the
discussion on this Bill, I appeal through this House to all the State Governments
and also urban local bodies to be proactive.

We insist on early completion and we must also see that speedy approvals

are given. [ am dealing with that separately. There are incentives and
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disincentives. The Government has come forward with new regulations for
AMRUT, Smart Cities, for the Housing For All and for all other urban
development related issues. We are telling them that there are incentives and
disincentives. You have to follow reforms. There is no other way; you
cannot perform without reform. Mere reform will not suffice without performance.
To perform and reform should go together. That includes speedy approvals.

You have seen how the Government of India is taking steps with regard to
ease of doing business. Some people call it pro-business. We have no problem.
Businessmen are also Indians; industry is also Indian. They are also needed for
the country’s growth. As we always believe agriculture and industry are like both
eyes of the human being. We need to protect their interests also. At the same time,
we have to see that the time prescribed is honoured.

I am happy to share with this House that to streamline such approvals these
real estate bodies CREDAI and NAREDCO met me; they met my officers. They
expressed their problems. So, this Bill has come after consultations at various
levels with various stakeholders. The States have been consulted adequately; the
real estate sector has been consulted adequately. Whatever has appeared in the
media has also been analysed. We had a stakeholders’ conference. My Secretary
took a meeting for a full day to hear the views of the consumers. A lot of
consumers came. They poured out. We also heard the NAREDCO and CREDAL
They also raised certain issues. All of them have been analysed.

I am happy to inform the House that I held seven high-level meetings with
the Minister of Environment, Forests and Climate Change; my senior colleague
Shri Ram Vilas Paswan, the Minister of Consumer Affairs; the Minister of Civil
Aviation; the Minister of Defence; and the Minister of Culture.

If you have a monument in your town, to get permission for construction
nearby a monument, it again takes time because you have to come to Delhi. If you
are constructing a project near an airport area, you have to come to Delhi. For one

project, you have to come all the way to Delhi. If defence establishments are there,
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you have to come to Delhi for permissions and all. All these issues were discussed
threadbare.

I am thankful to my colleagues. There were seven of them. Some of them
are senior. Shri Ram Vilas Paswan, for example, is the senior most among them.
All of them were very patient. They came with their Secretaries and answered
each and every issue which was raised by all these Ministries. As a result, we have
taken significant measures to ensure online and timely approvals.

I am happy to announce in this House that many of them are now ready for
online approvals and also timely approvals. People talk about the single window
approval system very easily. In phraseology, you can say, ‘single window’, but it
is not easy; you cannot put everything in a window. The meaning of ‘single
window’ is easy approval. Our idea at the end of the day, as the Prime Minister
feels, is that ‘man to man’ contact or ‘woman to woman’ contact has to be reduced
because I need not explain what will transpire if both hands meet.
(Interruptions)

Sir, first of all I have to explain so that you can support me.

SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE (GULBARGA): Naidu Sir, I am sorry to
interfere. 8 fda P 9 H1 A& & MR MU g1 a1 Wi W €, because you do not
want to reply after the discussion. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: I only think that if I present it, you apply your
mind and there will be no need for a reply afterwards because all the information
is supplied. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE: Already you have supplied the information
and we have applied our minds also. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: What is needed after the information is
confirmation.

The Civil Aviation Ministry has made available zoning maps for 13 major
airports online. Nine more would be available by June, 2016. Automated ‘No

Objection Certificate’ approval system and height clearance are operational from
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6" January, 2016. So, you need not come here. It is supplied to all the
municipalities across the country. You can see what the height is. There is a colour
coding. So, you can understand where you stand and you get approval
automatically. If you file false information, your project will be liable to be
demolished tomorrow. We have taken that precaution. We know how it is about
simple self-declarations.

Next, the Ministry of Culture has notified an online NOC process; handheld
APP and heritage byelaws have been made.

In Defence, the review of ammunition storage policy is also taking place.
The area commanders have been given all the details. They have to share the
restricted zone details with the municipal bodies. They do not want to put it on the
website because Defence security related issues are there. If you are nearby a
particular Defence establishment, that information is given to the local municipal
body and you can access from the municipal body.

The CCZMs for four Defence airports will also be ready by April, 2016.
Defence Airports have a peculiar problem.

Model Building Bye Laws are being finalised by the Ministry of Urban
Development in consultation with the Ministry of Environment and Forests. We
are at an advanced stage. Once the Parliament is over, on any day, those bye laws
will be amended and will be announced for the public so that they need not come
to Delhi for environmental clearance for a project up to a particular level. That
responsibility is given to the urban local bodies. I think it is a really historic step.
The Ministry of Environment and Forests have agreed to integrate environmental
conditions and norms in building approval process and now include it in the
Model Building Bye Laws by the Ministry of Urban Development. It is now up to
the States to adopt these model building bye laws and there shall be no need to get
separate clearance from the Ministry of Environment and Forests for a project up
to 1.5 lakh sq.m. If you are going to construct a project up to 1.5 lakh sq.m., you

need not come to Delhi for the approval. You can get it approved there. That is

one of the major steps taken by the Ministry of Environment and I am thankful to
the Minister because in the name of environment a lot of delays were taking place.
There was also a talk of some environmental tax.

There is a revision of National Building Code. National Building Code,
2015 is finalised after incorporating Urban Development’s Model Building Bye
Laws. Unless the building bye laws are modified and National Building Code is
amended, you cannot do it. So, you have to take care of these aspects also.
Revision of National Building Code is finalised after taking our suggestions. I am
happy to inform this august House that I will be announcing the model building
bye laws incorporating all these streamline procedure in a short time. Ultimately,
our target is to ensure that all required approvals are given in about a month’s time.
That is my wish. 1 would like to see that becomes a reality. The urban local
bodies and the State Governments should take a proactive role. I have an example
from the State of Kerala. Each municipality has to approve even the Central-
Government sponsored projects. So, the Kerala Government in a historic move
has brought in a legislation saying that if a project is approved by an authorised
architect there is no need for the municipal body to give permission. Such things
should really help in hastening the process of approval as also completion of
projects on time.

To ensure housing for all, the Government has launched the Prime
Minister’s Awas Yojana with an intention of constructing two crore houses for
urban poor. Keeping in view my request to give housing an infrastructure status, a
number of announcements regarding the concessions, whether they are service tax,
income tax or FDI, have been made by my colleague, Shri Arun Jaitley, in the
Budget. Without giving it an infrastructure status he has practically agreed upon
all the suggestions I have given. I will be further working with him. I would like
to see a day wherein the interest rates are further brought down. The only way to
bring down the interest rate is that the economy should grow. If the economy has

to go up we must have Bills like GST by which our economy can be taken to
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further heights. If you take the economy to heights you can bring the interest rate
down. That is the only way to achieve it. I have some experience of Shri Atal
Bihari Vajpayee Government where the housing interests were brought down to
7.5 per cent. Subsequently, they had gone up to 11 per cent. Now, they have
come back to 9.5 per cent or so but ordinary persons cannot afford it. For that also,
the hon. Finance Minister just yesterday announced interest subvention for which I
think, we have to make a provision of around Rs.15,000 crore. He had mentioned
about it yesterday. That will also go a long way. But I will be happy when the
interest rate comes down to 7 to 7.5 per cent as that will make the home buyers
very happy. They will be able to afford to buy a house and then will be able to
repay instalments. What I am trying to suggest to the House is that we have almost
incorporated a majority of the suggestions of the Standing Committee, suggestions
of the Select Committee and also suggestions given informally by various people.
Keeping that in mind, I would urge upon this august House to please
understand and appreciate the intent as also the objectives of this important Bill

and extend full support. This is what I want to appeal to the House.

HON. SPEAKER: Motion moved:

“That the Bill to establish the Real Estate Regulatory Authority for
regulation and promotion of the real estate sector and to ensure sale
of plot, apartment or building, as the case may be, or sale of real
estate project, in an efficient and transparent manner and to protect
the interest of consumers in the real estate sector and to establish an
adjudicating mechanism for speedy dispute redressal and also to
establish the Appellate Tribunal to hear appeals from the decisions,
directions or orders of the Real Estate Regulatory Authority and the
adjudicating officer and for matters connected therewith or
incidental thereto, as passed by Rajya Sabha, be taken into
consideration.”
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SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): Madam, I thank you for giving me an
opportunity to initiate the discussion on this historic Bill regarding real estate.

Madam, hon. Minister, Venkaiah Naiduji in his initial remarks has already
admitted that this is a baby of the UPA Government. I am grateful to him for
admitting that fact. Yesterday, the hon. Finance Minister while replying to the
discussion on the Budget criticized us by saying that UPA is claiming everything
just like Aadhar.

When Aadhar was introduced by the UPA Government, at that time, we
faced a lot of agitations from other Members including the Members from
Treasury Bench Parties. The entire nation was agitating against Aadhar. They
said that it is not good for the people. This feeling was created by some Parties.
But now everybody agrees that Aadhar is one of the important things.

The same thing happened when this Real Estate Bill was introduced in
Parliament in 2013. This Bill was referred to the Standing Committee and it has
given its recommendations. In the meantime, the Government had changed and
NDA came to power. The Standing Committee reported in February 2014
following which the Cabinet considered the amendments in December 2014. The
Bill was re-introduced in the last Budget Session with amendments by the NDA
Government.

In that amended Bill, some of the provisions which were incorporated in
the UPA Bill have been omitted. These provisions are crucial. That is why, there
is a demand from the Rajya Sabha for referring it to the Select Committee. I
would really congratulate the Select Committee which has done a good work
under the chairmanship of Shri Anil Dave. He has incorporated majority of the
views of the Members. This Select Committee has done a good work and this Bill
has been brought and we welcome it because this is the need of the hour.

Madam, to build a home is the dream of the people especially the poor
people. In our country, lakhs of people are waiting for constructing their own

home. We know that a lot of faulty practices are going on and a lot of cheating is

going on in the name of real estate. People are being cheated. Somebody collects
money from them and then they divert the funds. In the end, their dream will not
be fulfilled. Therefore, this Bill is the need of the hour to protect the interest of
the allottees and consumers. Therefore, I welcome this Bill wholeheartedly as also
the steps taken by the Government for introducing this Bill.  This Bill was
introduced by UPA but now wisdom has prevailed upon the Government as it has
incorporated every suggestion to remove the problems faced by the poor people.

Madam, coming to the Bill, what are the key features of the Bill? It says
that all States and Union Territories must establish State level regulatory
authorities called Real Estate Authority within one year of the Act coming into
force. The Bill also proposes to constitute a Tribunal called Real Estate Appellate
Tribunal to hear appeals against decisions of the Authority. Each Tribunal will
consist of a Chairperson, and two members — one with a judicial background and
one with a technical background. If some issue is observed, it may also refer the
case to the Competition Commission. Thirdly, a Central Advisory Council
consisting of representatives from the Union Ministry, State Governments,
representatives of the Real Estate Regulatory Authorities, consumers and labourers
will be established. The Council will advise the Central Government on major
questions of policy and protection of consumer interest.

Madam Speaker, there are a lot of provisions in this Bill and the hon.
Minister mentioned some of them. One of them is, 70 per cent of the amount
collected from the buyers should be used only for construction. This is one of the
remarkable things that has been brought in. Now-a-days what is happening is that,
these developers are collecting money from the buyers and divert these funds for
other purposes. This kind of diversion will damage the buyers’ cause. That is why,
these days the people are waiting for a long time to fulfil their dream of buying a
house. Therefore, this provision has been brought in saying that 70 per cent of the
amount collected should be kept in a separate account and that should be used only

for constructions only. That is a very good provision which I have to mention.
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Then, the Bill requires that all residential projects with some exception be
registered. Promoters cannot book or offer those projects for sale without
registering them. That is also one of the key aspects of this Bill. But registration is
not required for projects that are less than 500 sq. metres or entail the construction
of less than eight apartments or entail renovation, repair, re-development without
re-allotment or marketing of the project. Here, I have a suggestion to the hon.
Minister. Earlier, the limit was 1,000 sq. metres. But now you have made it as 500
sq. metres or eight flats. I have a suggestion to make. Why are you going for
registration? Obviously, it is to protect the poor people. If they are constructing a
building of the size of 500 sq. metres, how can we penalise them? Being a poor-
friendly Bill, being a customer-friendly piece of legislation, I think, that provision
should have been avoided. There is no need for such stipulations. I think the Rajya
Sabha Select Committee have also given that suggestion to you. But that
suggestion has not been accepted.

There is also a provision stating that the real estate agents must also register
themselves. Now-a-days there are a lot of agents in the real estate sector and there
is no regulation for them. But now the real estate agents must register themselves
in order to regulate the sale and purchase of properties in real estate projects that
have been registered. Registered agents must not facilitate the sale of unregistered
projects nor can mislead buyers regarding services offered. This would also
provide transparency in this sector.

I would like to invite hon. Minister’s attention towards some
inconsistencies. Already AIADMK pointed out an inconsistency in this Bill. This
Bill already provides that the States can continue to apply their laws regulating
real estate. The States have the freedom to do it because land is a State subject.
The States can continue to apply their laws regulating real estate to the extent that
these laws are not inconsistent with the Act. However, several States have already
enacted or are in the process of enacting laws that have provisions that are

inconsistent with the Bill. For example, while the Central Bill mandates that 70
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per cent or less as determined by the State Government of the funds collected from
buyers of a project be used only for construction of that project, certain State
Governments have allowed for greater possibilities in this fund. The Maharashtra
Housing Regulation and Development Act 2012, for example, mandates that the
entire amount collected from buyers be kept in a separate account and be used for
the purpose for which it is collected. That is what the Maharashtra legislation is
telling.

Where the Central Bill mandates the establishment of statutory regulatory
authority, West Bengal has delegated this function to a Government Department.
While the Central Bill mandates something, the State Act mandates something else.
So, there is a scope for inconsistency. So, the Government has to examine as to
how to deal with that situation. That is my point.

Coming to the issue of penalty, according to the provisions of the Bill, the
penalty for the consumer is higher and the penalty for the developer is less. I think
the hon. Minister should note that fact. Developers have to pay only two to three
per cent in case of default but the consumers pay 16 to 18 per cent of interest for
their default. This is also against the suggestion made by the Select Committee. It
should be rectified.

The Rajya Sabha Select Committee in its Report pointed out that the
interest rate payable by the promoters as well as allottees shall be same eventually
for any default by either of them. Therefore, it is against the fundamental
recommendation of the Committee. My suggestion here is that both the allottees
and the promoters should pay the same interest rate for any default.

The Select Committee has also recommended that 50 percent made by
home buyers for real estate project shall be kept in a separate account and used for
a specific project only. It was changed. I am appreciating the Minister’s wisdom in
that area. He stated that 70 per cent of the amount should be deposited in a

separate account, as it was in the earlier UPA Bill.
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In addition to penalty provision up to three years imprisonment proposed
by the Government, the Committee has introduced an imprisonment clause for the
realtor failing to abide by the orders by the Appellate Tribunal. This
recommendation has been accepted by the Government.

About the registration of the company or association seeking to register real
estate project, redefinition of allottee should be changed in such a way that
wherein person agreed to be sold to must also be included. This is one of the
important points I would like to bring to the notice of the Minister. Here,
redefinition of allottee should be changed in such a way that wherein person
agreed to be sold must also to be included. Minimum size of the portfolio of the
project is required to come under the purview of this Act.

What exactly are we demanding? Earlier commercial real estate projects
should also be incorporated. This also has been included in the current Bill. But
there is an issue because 93 per cent belong to the housing sector. If you include
this commercial real estate projects also, then, there is also a scope for diverting
the things. In the earlier Standing Committee Report on the UPA Bill, it was not
incorporated. That is what my suggestion is.

The Bill has been delayed for sometime. Hon. Venkaiah ji has himself
pointed out that the entire House has requested for early passage of the Bill. A lot
of agitations are taking place throughout the country. Congress Vice President and
Shri Rahul Gandhi has raised the matter, and requested the Government to
expedite it, come with a very good law. At last, this law is happening. Therefore,
the speedy implementation of this law is the need of the hour.

The country is waiting for such a fruitful law. I was told that lakhs of
people are waiting for the passage of this Bill so that they can have their own
homes. Now a days, the real estate sector has a very great boom. After agriculture,
it is the second largest employer in this country. Real estate construction is the
third largest industry among the economy. It has a very great potential. Therefore,

we need to regularise it. The Government has come forward with this Bill. Shri
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Venkaiah Naidu has got the opportunity to introduce this historic Bill and pass it.
We are complimenting you for passing of such historic Bill. Shri Premachandran
has already pointed out that this type of legislation is needed for the country. We
need debates and discussion. The Minister mentioned about discussions in Rajya
Sabha. We are also discussing. Sometimes, here, we are passing the Bills. When it
goes to Rajya Sabha, they are giving amendments. Here, you are not accepting
our amendments. You are passing the Bill without our amendments. It goes to
Rajya Sabha. In Rajya Sabha, they are giving amendments. That is coming to
Lok Sabha again for approval. This is not a healthy democracy. Therefore, we are
supporting good laws; we are supporting good legislations. That is the way of
Parliamentary democracy debating.

Once again, I would like to congratulate the efforts taken by the UPA
Government and the present Government for bringing such a very good Bill in the
real estate sector.

Thank you, Madam Speaker.

REAL ESTATE (REGULATION AND DEVELOPMENT)
BILL, 2016 — Contd.
SHRI R.P. MARUTHARAJAA (PERAMBALUR): Sir, I express my sincere
thanks to hon. Chief Minister Puratchi Thalaivi Amma for giving me this
opportunity to speak in this august House.

The Real Estate (Regulation and Development) Bill, 2015 relates to land,
which comes under the Seventh Schedule of this Constitution and is a State
subject. The Government of India seems to be introducing this Bill under the
residuary powers vested with it. The realty sector does not fall under the purview
of the legislative competence of the Union Government. It would have been a
better idea, had this been sent as a model Bill to the States, with States enacting
their own Bill to regulate the real estate sector.

It is the constitutional right and duty of the State Government to protect the
consumer in realty sector. How can we accept a Bill which eats into the powers of
the States? This is one more classic example of infringing upon the powers of the
State. The federal system of Government did not advocate this kind of
encroachment in the powers of the State. That is why, our Party All India Anna
Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam, spearheaded by the visionary leader, hon. Chief
Minister, Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, categorically oppose this Bill in toto.

This Bill would bring Government agencies like the Tamil Nadu Slum
Clearance Board, the Tamil Nadu Housing Board, the Police Housing Corporation,
Cooperative Housing Societies under the purview of the Act. The Government
agencies should be kept out of the purview of the Act since the Government is
responsible for the construction and will protect the interests of the consumers.

Section 3 provides for prior registration of real estate projects with a Real
Estate Regulatory Authority and talks about the area and number of apartments.
The power to modify the threshold limit should vest with the State Government
and should not be appropriated by the Central Government.
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The time period informed by the promoter should be co-terminus with the
validity of the planning permission issued by the competent authority.

As per section 4(2) (D), seventy per cent or such lesser per cent as notified
by the appropriate Government of the amounts realized for real estate project from
the allottees, from time to time, shall be deposited in a separate account to be
maintained in a scheduled bank and shall be used only for that purpose. However,
in the explanation, construction should be explained to include the cost and
including the amount spent on purchase of land prior to the commencement of the
project. It should also be made mandatory for the promoter to submit the accounts
for the projects to the Real Estate Regulatory Authority every quarter.

The Bill casts obligations on the competent authority to complete the
remaining development works. This is practically impossible. Revocation of
registration should be followed by appropriate criminal and fine/compensation
against the promoter. The competent authority or the Government cannot step in
at this stage to complete the project.

There should be penal provision, apart from the return of the amount and
compensation if the promoter fails to complete or unable to give the possession of
apartment or building.

This Bill will result in making homes and flats more expensive in India.
Affordability would be affected because of the various new additional costs. This
would make the projects time consuming and expensive. This would drive genuine,
small time marginal developers out of the realty business and MNCs would only
thrive.

We must strengthen, empower the home buyer, particularly, those who are
buying their first home, for whom that home is a life time dream. But this Bill may
derail the ambition of a common middle class family to have a dream house of

their own.
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The Bill is not strictly within the legislative competence of the Central
Government. Also, the Bill casts undue responsibilities and takes away the rights
of the State Government and the competent authorities.

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PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): Sir, I rise to speak on the Real Estate
(Development and Regulation) Bill.

It is good that this Bill has come and there is unanimity from both the sides
of the House on this Bill. This Bill has been on the anvil for a long time since
2012. It was sent to the Standing Committee on Urban Development. The
Standing Committee gave its Report in February, 2014. This Bill has been on the
anvil ever since this new Government came to power. It is good that now this Bill
has come through the Rajya Sabha route, and the Rajya Sabha has passed it. So,
the Government’s allegation that the Opposition blocks everything in Rajya Sabha
has not been proved in this case. The Lok Sabha is to debate on the Bill, and pass
it now.

Sir, these are difficult times. That is why, unanimity is important. We have
elections in four States pending before us. These are times when sting operations
will be done. There will be efforts to turn this Lok Sabha into a theatre of the
absurd by pitting Opposition Parties against each other. This will be time when
names will be called and fingers pointed at. But if in the midst of all this we can
sanely discuss a Bill, legislation, then it will prove the efficacy of the
parliamentary system of democracy.

Now the Minister, with a lot of portfolios like Parliamentary Affairs, Urban
Development, Housing and Urban Poverty Alleviation, Mr. Venkaiah Naidu, our
good friend, knows that the realty sector in the country is faced with two types of
problems. On the one hand there is a total glut in the real estate sector. Sir, 18 per
cent of the built apartments are lying vacant. FDI in real estate has trickled down
to about six per cent. Even the built up flats of big builders of the country, DLF,
Unitech and Hiranandani, are lying vacant. They are not able to sell. The
Government must do something to push the real estate sector.

The second thing about the real estate sector is, there is a shortage of
houses to the tune of 19 million. The Government has promised house for all by

2022. So, unless we can bring in more investment, including FDI into the housing
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sector, the housing shortage will not be made up. But thirdly, the matter with
which I am most concerned is the plight of the middle class person who is seeking
a roof over his head. The biggest investment he makes in his life is in buying a flat.
Today this middle class person is subjected to the maximum amount of trials and
tribulations. Why? A promoter comes up with a project. He deposits money. The
project is not completed in one year, two year or three years and in some cases in
seven or eight years. He pays money for a project. But the promoter does not give
him what was promised. Even in case of total area, he calculates only the carpet
area. It means that the ordinary consumer is taken for a ride in most cases.

It is true that there is the Consumer Protection Act under which people can
go to the Consumer Court. But that Act is not a strong enough Act which will
provide relief to the affected consumers who are putting their life savings into this
sector. That is why I welcome this Bill, which will bring transparency in the real
estate sector. This transparency brought in the real estate sector will give a spurt in
the housing activities.

Sir, the other thing is that there is a provision for a real estate appellate
tribunal where anybody who is aggrieved with the decision of the Real Estate
Regulatory Authority can go in appeal. That will have a judicial member of the
status of a High Court judge.

Third is the advisory council at the national level which is very welcome
because we need to form a housing policy for the whole country. Last, this Bill
envisages certain punishments for people who will violate orders of the
Regulatory Authority.

I would suggest some minor changes in it. The Bill is a well-thought out
one. It is good for the country. It will bring transparency in the housing sector. It
will give spurt to housing activities and it will protect the helpless and hapless
consumer. [ would like the Minister as soon as the Bill is passed to make it
apparent at the earliest so that the Real Estate Development Regulatory Authority
is formed; so that the appellate tribunal at different levels are formed at the earliest
and also the advisory committee is formed at the earliest.

Mr. Venkaiah Naidu has taken up many projects of urban development
though I am a little sad that he cut out the name of Jawaharlal Nehru from the

SHRI KALIKESH N. SINGH DEO (BOLANGIR): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, I rise
to speak on the Real Estate Regulation Authority Bill, a Bill which is much
required in today’s real estate business environment, both for consumers as well as
for promoters. The real estate sector is the second largest employer in the country.
It contributes to about nine per cent of the GDP. Ten lakh consumers buy houses
every year from almost 76,000 companies. The size of the real estate sector is
scheduled to grow up to 676 billion dollars by the year 2025 and the Prime
Minister’s vision of ‘House to All’ needs to be incorporated.

There was an absolute screaming need for regulation to be brought in.
Under the previous avatar, many laws and many authorities regulated different
aspects of the real estate business environment. I must congratulate the hon.
Minister, Shri Venkaiah Naidu, for bringing this Bill in. I think, it is a wonderful
start and a wonderful step towards ensuring and streamlining the regulatory
environment for the real estate sector. The excesses caused by the imbalance of
power during negotiations between consumers and sellers, as the hon. Minister
pointed out, were indeed extreme. In many cases, projects were delayed, changed,
charges were increased, rates were increased unilaterally and the buyers had no
recourse. As the hon. Minister pointed out, the courts take a long time to
adjudicate. Therefore, there was a need to set up an individual authority with an
appellate tribunal to address the concerns of the buyers and the promoters. In that,
I am happy, and I must congratulate this Government for doing so.

Sir, since time is limited, I am going to go straight to the real issues which,
I believe, have been left out in this Bill. Many issues have been covered. Let me
come to the first issue which Prof. Saugata Roy was addressing. The minimum
size of plot covered is 500 square metres or eight apartments. I understand that
going below that would mean that a lot of individual house-owners would come
into the ambit and create a burden on the authority itself, but, Sir, as the hon.

Minister would be well aware, all of NCR of Delhi and all of Delhi city has

apartments built on 500 square metres. You have very big builders who do 20, 30,
40 or 50 projects — I do not want to name any builder — worth hundreds and
thousands of crores of rupees at one time, yet you are leaving them out of the
ambit of the Real Estate Regulatory Authority Bill. Sir, if I was skeptical or if I
was cynical, I would say that this Government has a nexus with those builders and
that is why, they are leaving them out of the ambit of this Bill. I would urge the
hon. Minister — I understand the concern of individual house-owners coming into
the ambit of the Bill — that at least those people who are registered builders - and
there are many whose net worth is over a thousand or two thousand crores of
rupees — their projects should be brought under the ambit of this Bill so that at
least they can be regulated. Otherwise, you will find that all of Delhi’s
construction, Delhi’s apartment buildings would be left out.

15.03 hours (Shri Konakalla Narayana Rao in the Chair)

Sir, my second point on this issue is, and the Minister clarified that, the
projects under development would be included. That is a bit strange. Please
imagine a project which is sold 40 to 50 per cent already under the super area
concept. Now, you are asking them to re-work the entire concept and sell it on
carpet area basis. The issue of carpet area basis needs to be addressed and it is
absolutely correct, but those projects which are already under construction and
already underway, I think, to include them would create a lot of confusion. My
suggestion to the hon. Minister would be to fix a date from whereon projects
seeking application or projects seeking approval would be brought under the ambit
of the authority. Let us be clear that the authority will take almost a year to be set
up and to be implemented. The State Governments have also to enact it. So, it is
not as simple as that. I think, the hon. Minister should clarify in his reply whether
the date which he seeks is a date in the future or there is a cut off date which he
has in his mind.

Now, I will come to my third and slightly technical aspect. I think that the

intent of the hon. Minister and the Government is correct when they said that 70
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per cent of the money given should be kept under an escrow account. It was 50 per
cent earlier and it was amended to 70 per cent in the Rajya Sabha. The intent is
absolutely correct because we find that the promoters take the money and buy
other land and are not able to complete the project. This will ensure that the sector
has only committed builders and that the rights of consumers are protected. But
there are two issues in it. Sometimes, the price of land may be more than 30 per
cent. So, money will be needed irrespective of the money kept into the escrow
account because you have kept a certain amount for construction. Sometimes, the
promoter can over-value the land itself and take out more money than he actually
needs for the land. So, these are contentious issues.

My suggestion is that you look at it a little more carefully. You allow the
promoter to put a certain percentage for construction separately and a certain
percentage for land separately, so that the buyer and the Authority are aware as to
how much money is going to go for what. As Legislators, we have to ensure that
sufficient money is there for him to complete the project before he can start taking
profits out.

I have two more points and I will take two more minutes to speak. In
Section 2 (n) (ii1), you have stated that : “the common basements, terraces, parks,
play areas, open parking areas and common storage spaces;” will all be part of
common areas, which have to be included in the cost of the apartments. But you
have left out covered parking and basement parking. Does that mean that he is
allowed to charge us extra for covered parking and basement parking? If that is the
case, then the whole concept of one-price for one flat remains depleted. You have
removed hundreds of extra charges, which come on as hidden costs to the
apartment, but these two issues still remain and they can blackmail you. Can you
imagine selling you a flat and then telling that you cannot get parking? They can
charge you astronomical figures. So, some regulatory input should be there on that

also.
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The final point, which I have, is this. In Section 2 (n) (i) common areas
mean : “the entire land for the real estate project or where the project is developed
in phases and registration under this Act is sought for a phase the entire land for
that phase;”. The problem comes when the project is developed in phases. This is a
case, which has happened in Gurgaon. A well-known builder and the building is
called ‘The Crest’. The Supreme Court has given a notification against it. The
builder sought an FAR for 100 acres. Let us say that he got 1,75,000 sq. f.
allocable space. He built on 50 acres. He was supposed to give the remaining 50
acres as common area to the owners. He did not do that. He went and got further
increase in FAR and he has built further on the remaining 50 acres. This kind of a
thing is happening. When the projects are done in phases what is going to happen
is that people are going to take the common areas away from the genuine
apartment owners and they are going to try and get a profit from it. I do not know
how you will manage to subvent that, but a case is registered in the Supreme Court
and the Patiala High Court has given a verdict against it. So, you may kindly take
this into account.

At the end, I would like to say from my side and from my Party's side that
we support this Bill but we seek further improvement on the Bill. I hope that this

process, which is an ongoing process, will carry on. Thank you, Sir.

DR. SHRIKANT EKNATH SHINDE (KALY AN): Thank you, Chairman, Sir, for
giving me an opportunity to talk on this important Bill.

Let me begin by thanking the Government on behalf of the entire nation for
introducing the Real Estate Bill. It was much needed considering the fact that
though the real estate sector is one of the most important sectors of our economy
and though it provides direct and indirect employment to crores of people, yet it
also remains one of the most unorganized sectors.

The real estate sector is the second-largest employer in the country. It is
next to agriculture and it accounts for nine per cent of the GDP. The construction
sector supports 250 ancillary industries. Therefore, it was really the need of the
hour.

Nearly, 10 lakh buyers buy new houses every year across the nation.
However, they were completely at the mercy of builders and developers. This Bill
gives them hope as well as encourages the new buyers and even the foreign
investors who wish to invest in the Indian realty sector but chose to stay away or
were skeptical in the absence of any regulatory framework. It brings more
credibility to the sector through more transparency as well as accountability.
Making mandatory disclosures and registration may reduce black money
transactions, thus empowering buyers with the information they need.

The most important step in this Bill is that the developer will have to put 70
per cent of the money received from the customers for a new project in a separate
‘escrow’ account so that the funds are not diverted to start a new project. This is a
huge step to ensure that construction is completed within the stipulated time.

Earlier, in case a customer had any legal dispute, then he was stuck between
the promoter, the developer and the seller. But that is not the case anymore, as

proper customer protection framework will be implemented.
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There are many provisions in the Bill which give comfort to the buyers
against delay and fraud. It also takes care of the developer’s interest. However, I
would like to point out a few things that should have been a part of this Bill.

The Bill States that registration with the regulatory authority is required
only for those projects where land is more than 500 square metres, or if the
number of units is more than eight. I fail to understand the rationale behind this
ceiling. One thing which is also not clear is whether such projects will be out of
the ambit of this Act, or whether the home buyers in such projects will also be
protected by this Act. I think there is ambiguity in this respect.

This clarity is important because it concerns the redevelopment projects as
well. The Bill states that registration is not necessary for redevelopment projects.
So, is this law applicable to such projects or not? It is because there have been a
number of cases where redevelopment projects got delayed and the original
occupants were left stranded with temporary tenements. There have been
complaints against builders stopping payment of rents to these occupants after a
while and they have nowhere to go. Therefore, the interest of these occupants must
also be protected. So, I request the hon. Minister to throw some light on this aspect,
in his reply.

Although the Bill focuses on developer’s accountability, it should have also
brought the civic and other related bodies that are responsible for giving
permissions under its ambit. It will put onus of clearances or even rejections of
plans on civil bodies, and the same can become faster. This would, or rather
should lead to a provision of single-window and time-bound clearances as that can
reduce overall approval time, helping home buyers with more supply and choices.
This will also curtail the large scale corruption involved in the approval
procedures. All of this will effectively impact property prices and that too in home
buyers’ favour.

The sector is on the verge of a structural shift from the current smoky

environment to a more transparent environment and this needs to be strengthened
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further by plugging the loopholes. The intention of boosting home buyers
confidence and improving business environment for developers seems genuine
this time, and a few more steps in the right direction will keep it that way.

The regulator must regulate all the four constituents, namely, the customer,
the developer, the Government agencies and the lenders, if the Government really
wants the aam aadmi to get the benefit of this regulation.

In the Bill, the obligation on the promoter to correct any structural defect
without any charge is proposed to be only for two years. This is not a sufficient
time frame and it should be extended to at least five years.

The Bill has put the onus of the conveyance deed entirely on the promoter
or the developer of the project and the buyers have no say in the matter. There is
no provision for the deemed conveyance if the promoter fails to execute the
conveyance deed within the stipulated time. Ideally, there should be a provision
for the deemed conveyance to protect the interest of home buyers with respect to
the title. The Maharashtra Housing Act has this provision.

Thus the Bill brings in only a ‘regulation’ and not ‘strangulation’. This Bill
is not against anyone. The Real Estate Bill will revive investors’ confidence and
ensure timely completion of projects and create more opportunities. In this way it
will help in achieving the target of ‘Housing for All’.

I hope some of these concerns will be addressed satisfactorily. I once again
thank you for the opportunity given to me to share my views on this Bill. I support

the Bill.
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SHRI M. MURLI MOHAN (RAJAHMUNDRY): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I thank you
for giving me a chance to participate in the debate.

The real estate sector plays an important role in our Indian economy in
terms of GDP. It is also the second largest employer in our country after
agriculture. The Bill aims to regulate the real estate sector by bringing in
transparency, accountability, credibility and by protecting the consumers’ interest.
The purpose of the Bill is to regulate the residential and commercial real estate
sector and to establish State-wise Real Estate Regulation Authorities and Real
Estate Tribunals to review the decisions of the RERAs in order to boost the overall
consumer confidence in the sector.

While I fully support the need to protect the interests of the consumers, I
express my reservation and just concerns with regard to some of the provisions
contained in the Bill, which may adversely impact the progress of the real estate
sector in its onward march.

The frequent complaint against the developers is the delay in execution of
the projects. The delay in approvals is the single biggest factor behind the delay in
execution. However, the proposed Regulator has no powers to ensure that
regulatory and statutory approvals are given on time. There is no mention of any
accountability of public authorities or institutions which provide approvals,
especially in terms of timelines. There should be provisions for deemed approval
clause as contained in the Hyderabad Municipal Corporation Act, 1955 as it is
often observed that the public authorities tend to misuse their power despite
written commitments and they do not provide the essential services for years. It
affects the customer adversely as he pays higher cost because of project delays due
to delay in approvals.

The provision of keeping 70 per cent of the amount deposited in a separate
account for the prescribed real estate project is an impractical provision. Typically,
land cost is a big chunk of the project cost which the developer incurs long before

the project comes up for sale. Historically, the cost of raising capital for real estate
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developments has been enormously high. By denying the developer access to sale
proceeds, this provision would not only adversely impact the speedy execution of
projects, but would also squeeze the supply side of housing dwelling units, thus
adversely affecting the customer.

The real estate activity is governed and controlled by so many State laws at
present and the complaints of builders is that they are subjected to obtain a number
of clearances for development of projects. They are required to approach various
departments resulting in huge expenditure and causing abnormal delay on the part
of the bureaucracy. The Act should not become one more layer of bureaucracy
regulating the field and hence this Act should have an overriding effect on all
other State laws except the laws regulating granting of permits and sanctions.

The authorities under the State laws having power to grant permits and
sanctions for construction should also be brought within the control of the
provisions of this Act so that any abnormal delays or violations committed by the
permitting authorities shall be subject to appropriate action under this Act.

The proposed giving of retrospective effect to the present Act will not serve
the purpose and on the other hand, will result in failure of entire machinery. In
respect of the existing projects as on today, the permits were already granted, the
agreements were already entered, and the construction is already in progress.
Hence subjecting the pending projects to the provisions of this Act is not working
either technically or statutorily. Hence, the present law shall be made applicable to
only those projects to which permits and sanctions are to be accorded subsequent
to enforcement of this Act.

The requirement of deposit of 70 per cent of sale proceeds into the escrow
Bank account of the project will not yield good results and on the other hand the
appropriate authority may create hurdles from time to time in disbursal of funds in
exercise of various powers vested with him and which ultimately delays the
project. Further, out of the total price to be collected for apartment, 60 per cent to

70 per cent of the same only represents the cost of undivided share of land and the
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balance is only towards construction cost. Hence, making the builder to deposit 70
per cent of the total amount will not allow the builder to recover the cost of land
by a single stretch having invested huge amount for acquiring the land. Hence,
such requirement of deposit can be brought down to fifty per cent.

I have had the first hand information about the difficulties faced by the
developers in ensuring the completion of the project work in the scheduled time.
Keeping this in view, I would appeal to the Government to give proper
representation to the developers by nominating them in the National Real Estate
Development Corporation and its State bodies in all the Appellate Authority
Boards to represent the case effectively from the developers’ side also both at the
State and the Central level.

Similarly, my another submission to the Government would be that all
ongoing and pending projects till date be exempted from the purview of this Act.
In the interest of the real estate sector this Act should be implemented with effect
from 1-4-2016.

With regard to the provisions to set up an independent institutional
framework of the Real Estate Regulatory Authority and a Appellate Tribunal in
this Bill, the Government should ensure that there is uniform access in the country
in terms of Real Estate Regulatory Authorities, Appellate Tribunals and other
functionaries. Honest and efficient persons and persons having impeccable
character should be appointed for smooth functioning of the regulatory tribunals.

With these words, I support the Bill. Thank you.
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DR. BOORA NARSAIAH GOUD (BHONGIR): Mr. Chairman, Sir, today I am
going to speak on the Ghar Ghar ki Kahani. When 1 saw this Bill, I immediately
remembered the movie called Khosla Ka Ghosla. People who have seen that
movie would remember that a middleclass person who buys a plot had to face
police, face land mafia, real estate agents to his sapna of having a ghar. Today |
would like to congratulate hon. Minister Venkaiah Naiduji for bringing this Bill. I

know that he is a magician of the words. But I would to congratulate him with a

Sir, the issues here are: (1) land, (2) competent authority, (3) developer, (4)
customer, (5) finance, (6) market condition, and (7) litigations. This Bill
effectively addresses most of the issues pertaining to the customer, addresses some
of the issues pertaining to the developer, but does not address the issues pertaining
to the most litigant in this entire complex gamut and that is the competent
authority who most of the times is the reason for delay and escalation in the cost.

I would like suggest that as soon as this Bill was introduced in the RAjya
Sabha I took the matter with our Chief Minister KCRji and told our hon. Minister
the utility of this Bill. Within one day, our Chief Minister had called all the real
estate developers and a meeting was held. And we have solved the main problem
giving mandatory permission within 30 days and large permission shall be online
only. That decision is being implemented now before we adopted it.

The second problem is with occupation certificates. After the entire thing is
over most of the authorities delay the occupation certificate because of various
causes. You know them, I do not have to deliberate. And our Government has
taken a decision that within first 15 days of the application by the developer, it is
mandatory to give the occupation certificate or else the competent authority will
be fined Rs.500 per day on the officer till he gives the permission. So, I would
request the Minister to include such classes so that both the developer as also the

buyer are equally responsible.
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The second issue I would like to raise is Chapter 2, Clause v, grant of
registration with regulatory authority with is granted 15 days. Rest of colleagues
Murali Mohanji has talked about the apprehension of adding another authority for
the list of the authorities which are there as stumbling blocks.

My request to the hon. Minister is that the registration with the regulatory
authority should be an on-line process without a human interface. We have
already got revenue authorities, municipal authorities, DTP authorities etc. The
moment we are having a human interface, we are adding one more authority.

Secondly, for a building permission to be completed there is water supply,
electricity supply, firefighting certificate and other certificates. I can tell you it is
very painful. Many times, people have to go to so many officers, not to pay them
to apply the rules, but to manage them. My request is that all these agencies
whether it is water, electricity or firefighting or urban body, should be a part of it
because the developer is going to charge huge amount from people for these things.
So, the developer is the customer to the competent authority. The competent
authorities should also be liable if they delay the project.

The next point is, there is a clause that the developer as a safety measure
has to keep 70 per cent of the project cost with the local competent authority.
What will happen if the land cost is 70 per cent of the entire project? I know there
is a clause that there is discretion for the Government to have its own rules. My
suggestion is that it should be subject to the local condition.

My next point is, we are now allowing the Real Estate Regulatory
Authority and Appellate Tribunal. Who is going to bear the cost? That clarity is
not there. I would like to know from the hon. Minister whether the Central
Government is going to share some of the cost which is involved in applying these
rules.

Lastly, there is rule of projects over 500 square metres. Sometimes, a
clever and skilful developer may try to circumvent the real estate regulatory

authorities. Kindly take care of it.
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With these words, & § M #R §& 3ma1l I wholeheartedly support the
Bill.
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DR. A. SAMPATH (ATTINGAL): Hon. Chairperson Sir, first of all, I may be
permitted to support the Bill because this nation was longing for such a Bill for a
long time. What happens in almost all the States is that people are queuing for a
shelter whether it is an apartment, a flat, a two-bedroom house or whatever it may
be. This is a nation where the largest numbers of families do not have a proper
shelter at all, I mean a home. There are realtors- they call themselves developers
and we call them real estate people. It has been in the media that most of the
unaccounted money in the nation is having the roots in the real estate sector. 1
mean the illicit money — I am not terming it ‘black money’ because I am also
black and I do not want to turn it into a racial discrimination between ‘white’ and
‘black’. So, most of the illicit money is having its roots in the real estate sector.
Last week also, while the Upper House was discussing this Bill, this point was
there.

With your permission, I may invite the attention of the hon. Minister that

we need certain clarification in some of the clauses.

Clause 2 (¢) of the Bill which has been circulated to us defines “allottee”. It
says:

[1XX3

allottee’” in relation to a real estate project, means the person to
whom a plot, apartment or buildings, as the case may be, has been
allotted, sold ... ”

Here, this definition of “allottee” may be improved. That is my humble
submission and request to the Minister. I was a practising lawyer. I have also
executed certain deeds for my clients. In any conveyance deed, both the vendor
who agrees to sell and the purchaser who agrees to purchase have a legal role to
play even though the sale has not been executed. Even though only the agreement
to sell has been executed, they have a role to play. In the Bill there is no mention

of a party called a ‘person who agrees to purchase’ or a party called ‘a person who
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agrees to sell’. I definitely bona fide believe that there should be some more
clarification and the definition should be altered to include that also.

Many of our learned friends have expressed that the Bill excludes a land
area of 500 square metres and there is exclusion on the basis of the number of
apartments it has. Large developers use, if not misuse certain local bodies’ laws,
certain municipal and certain corporation laws. In a small area, in a small land,
they construct this type of small buildings. But the number of people who are the
allottees and number of people who are occupying these apartments would be very
high. Why should there be a discrepancy or a difference between 500 square
metres and above 500 square metres? After all, it is an apartment; after all it is a
homestead; after all it is a commercial building; and after all it is a land where they
have done some development activity and people are going to occupy that.

I want to make another point. We all know that even though we say that
Bharat or India is one, all are my brothers and sisters, what we experience here in
India is that there is discrimination on the basis of caste, creed, religion, food
habits, colour of the skin and place of birth. There has been that type of
discrimination. Even in this House we have discussed the discrimination that has
been shown to the people from the North-East in the very capital of this nation.
This is my humble submission. There should not be any discrimination on the
basis of any of these. That is what the Constitution says. We are all below the
Constitution. We all bow our heads before the Constitution. So, if any of the
realtors or any of the real estate developers are making any difference or showing
any discrimination on the basis of caste, creed, religion, food habits, skin colour,
race, etc., it is an unconstitutional act. That should be punished because it is an
illegal act.

While starting, I said that I am supporting this Bill. We have been seeing
that delays up to seven years or even ten years have been happening. The delay
does not happen because of any of the acts or misdeeds on the part of the

consumer; it is all on the part of the developers. I would like to invite your
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attention to the fact that when we were going to discuss this Bill, there were
reports in the media that the industry welcomed the Bill with caution the grant of
infrastructure status, etc. In this, the industry is very cautious but at the same time
we have a responsibility in this House towards the people. ... (Interruptions)

We are for the people. We are elected by the people. I speak for the people.
You are also Chairing this august House for the people. The Minister is also
piloting this Bill for the people. So, the rights of the people should be preserved. 1
think, the Minister should add some more teeth to this Bill.

Thank you very much.
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SHRI VARAPRASAD RAO VELAGAPALLI (TIRUPATI): I thank the Chair
and my Leader Shri Jaganmohan Reddy for giving me this opportunity. In fact, the
hon. Minister deserves great appreciation and everybody has been appreciating
him. I also wholeheartedly appreciate him for bringing out a wonderful legislation.

It really protects the consumers, brings in the standardisation,
professionalism and so many good things. It also reduces the frauds and the
delays. The regulatory Authority will be statutory now. And, so many other good
things have happened. But it is silent on certain issues. For example, I think it is
silent if the promoter takes advance without registration and that needs to be
addressed. Sometimes people take advances without even registering either for a
plot or for an apartment.

All of us have been repeatedly telling that the discrepancy of the total area,
number of apartments should be avoided in the sense that the present one only
harms the small buyers. Therefore, the conditions of 12 apartments and above 500
sq.m. should be deleted. It requires balancing of the promoters as well as the
interest of the buyers. We have a target of house for all by 2022. If you put more
restrictions on the promoters, there is a scope that the construction growth may
come down. So, that also needs to be properly addressed.

We suggest that more concessions may be given to affordable housing, like
the tax holiday, less interest, etc. so that the middle class and the poor will also get
benefited.

Sir, I have a very genuine doubt. Will the National Real Estate
Development Council (NREDCO), presently working under the Urban and
Housing Ministry, continue to function despite the formation of the regulatory
authority because there is an overlap of the functions of both? Both literally attend
to the same that is protection of the consumers from the ethical point of view.

Therefore, the hon. Minister may see this aspect as well.
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Already lots of flats have been delayed by more than eight years,
particularly more than 3 lakh in the NCR itself. Is this aspect, which has been
badly delayed, also being considered by this Act also needs to be addressed.

Sir, whether housing should also be given an infrastructure status, is a long-
pending issue. Although, in the introductory remarks the hon. Minister has been
telling what all has been given for infrastructure literally has been extended to
housing also. But, I do not think so. As far as lending is concerned, definitely
infrastructure gets a better deal when compared to housing. In most of the banks
the exposure is extremely limited. Banks are not going beyond 5 per cent of the
total lending money. If that being the case, there is a huge rush for that little 5 per
cent of exposure and as a result the promoters have to pay very high interest rates
to the bankers. Perhaps it is high time as many other countries have declared
housing as infrastructure. This also needs to be addressed.

Sir, according to me the Bill is also silent on the repeated defaulters. If
there is repeated default by the promoters how we are going to handle it. There
are particular grades in the sense that there are very big promoters and very small
promoters. So, this aspect also needs to be addressed.

Definitely, we need to define the carpet area. Initially the builders used to
manipulate this carpet area. I am sure while framing the rules and regulations,
after promulgating this, the aspect of carpet area also needs to be addressed.

One important point is, those who are working either in the Regulatory
Authority or in the Appellate, either as the Heads or as Members, according to us
they should not be allowed to reemploy in the private sector. If this aspect is not
considered, there is a lot of scope to misuse it. Whatever projects have been built
by the builders in the last five years should also be reflected in the website of the
regulatory authority so that the buyer will have an opportunity to know the status
of the builder.

As regards 50 per cent amount, I am of the strong opinion that this limit

should be raised. More than restricting the deposit of the money, what is required
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is the monitoring of the withdrawals. It is equally important because even if there
is a small loophole, we are extremely capable of misusing it. Therefore, more than

the deposits, monitoring of withdrawals is required.

Lastly, the black money is the fountain head but it is really silent on that.

This also needs to be addressed.
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SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER (PONNANI): Thank you, Sir. This is a
very good piece of legislation and a much needed one. This Bill aimed to create a
Real Estate Regulatory Authority at the State level. This Bill ensures registration
and accountability of property promoters, buyers and agents. The Bill provides to
maintain separate bank account and the entire amount must only be used for the
construction of that project. This Bill provides to make all transactions transparent.
Establishment of appellate tribunal is also there in this Bill. All these things are
excellent as far as this Bill is concerned.

Here, I would like to highlight one problem. Various States have already
made legislations in this regard. The State Government of Kerala may be the latest
one. In Kerela, the Kerala Real Estate (Regulation and Development) Act, 2015
was passed in December, 2015 by replacing an Ordinance. The Real Estate
Authority was constituted in 2015 in Kerala. The functioning of this State
Regulatory Authority was done by the hon. Chief Minister of Kerala on 25"
February, 2016. On the one hand State legislations are there and now the Central
legislations are going to be made. I would like to know as to how the Government
is going to address the contradiction, if any, in between the State legislation and
the Central legislation.

The Bill provides that the States can continue to apply their laws in
regulating real estate to the extent that these laws are not inconsistent with the Act.
However, several States have enacted or are in the process of enacting laws that
have provisions that are inconsistent with the Bill. How can the Government
address this complicated issue? We would have to find out a workable formula in
this regard.

Sir, there is one more problem. As per the Bill, 70 per cent of the amount,
collected from the buyers, should be used only for the construction of the project.

In some cases the project cost may be less than 70 per cent and in some cases the
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land cost may increase more than 30 per cent. In this situation, how can the
Government find out a workable formula?

Sir, the escalation cost, arising out delays in various Stages such as
clearance of land titles, approval from revenue authorities and plan approval from
local bodies, etc., is another problem. There are certain other problems like that
which may also kindly be addressed.

As far as the regulatory body i1s concerned, I suggest that a representative of
the local body may also be included in that. Need for bringing small projects
under this Bill is an important thing. The same may kindly be examined.

The Standing Committee’s recommendations are vital. According to the
recommendation, the current Bill seeks to regulate only the residential real estate.
The Bill should regulate commercial and industrial real estate as well.  The
exclusion of projects smaller than 1000 square metre or 12 apartments from the
purview of the RERA could lead to exclusion of a large number of small housing
projects. This limit should be lowered to 100 square metres and three apartments.

Now, I come to the issue of the registration of real estate agents. All the
real estate agents should be required to register with this Authority and not just
facilitating the sale of projects are covered by this Bill. Single window system
should be introduced for clearance of various projects.

With regard to the definition of carpet area, the recommendations of the
Standing Committee are so vital. All these points may kindly he addressed.

Anyhow, this is a much awaited legislation, and it is very good. I, once
again, support this Bill.

Thank you.
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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Hon.Chairperson, Sir, I rise to
support the Real Estate (Regulation and Development) Bill, 2016.

I also take this opportunity to congratulate the hon. Minister for having
admitted the fact that closer scrutiny of the Bill by the Standing Committee and
the Select Committee would give fruitful results. One more fact, which has also
been admitted by the hon. Minister, is that the demand of the Opposition in
referring this Bill to the Standing Committee or the Select Committee is not the
politics of obstruction but it is the politics of creativism. That is well proved in
this Bill.

Sir, this Bill was introduced in the year 2013. It was referred to the
Standing Committee and subsequently it was referred to the Select Committee,
and detailed scrutiny of this Bill had been done. As a result of it, he could bring a
very good and perfect legislation before the House. This is the actual legislative
process which is to be followed in almost all the cases. Unfortunately, it was not
done in other cases especially in the case of the Aadhaar Bill.

I am not going into the contents of the Aadhaar Billl, now. Last Friday, it
was passed in a very hasty manner; and it is having very serious repercussions and
ramifications in the society at large. You may kindly note that the Aadhaar Bill
was not referred to the Standing Committee. It was not scrutinised by the Select
Committee. Even the definition of ‘what is a subsidy, what is a benefit, what is a
concession’ -- nothing has been elaborated in the Bill. Out of the 59 clauses in the
Aadhaar Bill, the discretionary authority has been given to this Government on 23
clauses so that they can define, interpret and do whatever they like.

But in the case of the Real Estate (Regulation and Development) Bill, I
definitively approve that such lacunae are not there, which were there in the
Aadhaar Bill. It is a very perfect Bill. It is a customer-friendly legislation. Further
transparency and accountability are being brought in.

As far as the fraudulent developers and promoters are concerned, they can

be well controlled in this Bill. Why? It is because of the wisdom of Rajya Sabha,
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wisdom of Lok Sabha, wisdom of Standing Committee and wisdom of Select
Committee as a whole. So, we have to respect the wisdom of both the House and
also the Members of Parliament.

Sir, when I support this Bill, I would like to make two-three suggestions.
First is the green plan. As regards construction activities, we have to support and
grow the real estate sector, I do admit. But when the construction takes place,
there is rampant and continued destruction of land, trees and plants. My
submission is that a considerable area should be earmarked for green plantation
because the oxygen level is decreasing and the Greenhouses gases are increasing.
So, a big catastrophic atmosphere is coming up. We have to take care of it.

My second point is about the emergency services. As per the present
building and construction rules in the construction of the real estate properties, a
very little is being given in the name of emergency provision. So, I would
submit that a considerable space may be allotted for emergency services.

My last point is about the preservation and protection of cultivable lands.
It should be taken care of by the hon. Minister.

With these few suggestions, once again, [ appeal to the Government that the
legislative process should be followed in true spirits, and I do appreciate and
support this Bill.

Thank you very much.
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SHRI PREM DAS RAI (SIKKIM): Hon. Chairperson, I rise to support this Bill
and join my colleagues in thanking the Government, especially Shri Venkaiah
Naiduyji, for bring in the Real Estate (Regulation and Development) Bill, 2016.

I just have three points to make. The first point is that this Bill, as
everybody has noted, is something which is needed for the orderly growth of the
real estate sector. It is also a Bill, which seeks to ensure that home buyers and the
people, who are looking for homes, get a much needed symmetry in terms of their
negotiations with the developers and those who make the housing estates.

Sir, I would just like to make a point here that in my home State of Sikkim,
the real estate industry is at an incipient stage; it is just starting out. Therefore, I
would like to thank the Government that in the very nature of this Bill, it seeks to
see that there is Cooperative Federalism in its intent so that the Real Estate
Regulatory Authority, in each State, can be made through the decisions of the
State Government.

Sir, my State is a Himalayan State with many advantages as well as
challenges different from the rest of India. With the historical context and special
conditions of our State in view, the Constitution grants Sikkim a very special
status through Article 371F, the sanctity of which must be protected for the
welfare of the people of Sikkim. It is my hope that the autonomy of the State in
this matter related to land and real State will be maintained to allow for the
inclusion of special circumstances in each State, specially those in the Himalayan
region.

The last point that I would like to make is that even though the Bill says
that it is for regulation as well as for development, development, I see, is under-
played and especially, in relation to these standards that may be set for the way in
which housing is built and the correct kind of standards are met. I do hope that

these will be rectified in future.
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With these words, I thank the Government for bringing this Bill and my
Party supports the same.
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ADV. JOICE GEORGE (IDUKKI): Thank you Chairman Sir for letting me to
speak on the Real Estate (Regulation and Development) Bill.

First of all, I wish to congratulate the hon. Minister for bringing this piece
of legislation to curb the unfair trade practices in the real estate scenario. This is
much needed and this is the need of the hour too.

The objective of this Bill to is to regulate and develop the real estate in our
country. I also join with the views expressed by my colleagues. I want only to
make certain suggestions. This Bill is providing so many measures to regulate
construction as well as selling of the real estate properties in our nation. A
regulatory authority is meant to be established also. In that regulatory regime, the
buildings having built up area upto 1000 square metres has been excluded from
the purview of the regulatory authority. This should be brought down to 100
square metres. No harm is there, if we bring down the entire area to 100 square
metres because the very purpose and purport of this enactment is to protect the
buyers from their unfair trade practices. If we can bring down this exclusion area
to 100 square metres, we can bring more people because the less privileged and
the small buyers can be brought under the ambit of this Bill and thereby we can
protect their interests too. The registration of real estate agencies is also very
important.

Yet another issue is the carpet area. Of course, there is a clarity between the
built up area and the carpet area but the carpet area is defined as the net usable
area. The very word, ‘net usable area’ is not defined and much clarity is to be
brought in, in this particular concept ‘net usable area’.

Another issue, which I want to bring to the notice of the hon. Minister, is
regarding the period of rectification of the structural defects. Two years period is

fixed in the Bill. It should be increased to five years.
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With these suggestions, I once again congratulate the Minister on bringing
this piece of legislation, and I support the Bill. Thank you, Sir.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Shri M. K. Raghavan — you take only two minutes.
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SHRI M.K. RAGHAVAN (KOZHIKODE): Sir, I would like to support this
legislation and I congratulate the hon. Minister, Venkaiah Naidu Ji who presented
this Bill in this august House.

At least, some of the real estate promoters in India have been accused of
cheating the allottees, especially those from the economically weaker sections and
mid-income groups. In this context, this Bill is very important. I wish to place on
record the following issues about the Bill for the consideration of the Government
while promulgating it as law.

Apart from the Regulatory Authority, Advisory Council and Appellate
Tribunal, there should be a district level forum which will help small and mid-
level allottees.

Second, the constitution of the Appellate Tribunal under Chapter VII
should compulsorily have one Technical Member. Therefore, clause 45(2) should
be amended and paragraph-45 (3) below paragraph-45 should be added to have
one Technical Member also in the tribunal.

Third is about quality. The promoters should ensure that no sub-standard
materials are used as against high quality materials. The promoters should be
liable to pay compensation as outlined above in paragraph-6.

Regarding non-completion and compensation under Chapter-I11, paragraph-
18, the promoters should face stringent punishment if they are unable to give
possession of the apartment/flat/building within the contractual period. The
promoter should be blacklisted. The compensation should be at least 10 per cent
over and above the housing loans of banks and financial institutions.

The fifth point is regarding proper garbage disposal and waste management
within the project. People living in the housing complex should not be allowed to
dump their waste and garbage on the road or nearby drain, canal or sewage. There
should be a proper garbage disposal and waste management option within the
housing complex.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.
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SHRI M.K. RAGHAVAN : I will conclude now.

Floor or roof heights are decreasing day by day, and it eventually reaches to
nine feet or even lower now-a-days in most of the housing constructions. Such
kind of a low height is not healthy in terms of air circulation and other issues.
There should be a minimum height of at least 12-13 feet.

My humble submission before this august House is that the proposed law
must strike a balance so that it does not kill the investment in this sector but, at the
same time, ensures that the growth of the sector should not be at the cost of the
consumer.

With these words, I conclude. Thank you.
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SHRIMATI POONAMBEN MAADAM (JAMNAGAR): Thank you, Chairman,
Sir, for giving me this opportunity to speak on this very important Bill.

Sir, this Bill is important because it is aimed at regulating a sector, which
has a maximum growth potential, which is the second largest employment giver in
the country and which contributes about 9 per cent to our GDP.

First of all, I would like to congratulate our hon. Minister for bringing in
this Bill, which, as other Members also said, was long over due and finally putting
a regulatory mechanism in place to monitor and develop the real estate sector.

Sir, as the other hon. Members said, I would repeat the same - 8 AT &1

going, this dream became a far fetched dream for a lot of people of our country.
This sector although has a lot of potential and has been growing very fast,
somewhere, of late, in the last few years, it ended up becoming very volatile and
this volatility stopped many genuine buyers from investing in a home of their own.
On the one hand there was volatility somewhere in this sector and on the other
hand there was mistrust between both the developers and the buyers. There was a

fear in the buyers {6 ®& 96 [ Sfad & 4ol o 98 A0 ¥ HATR ¥a A g, if

they invest it in a house, whether it will go waste; whether they will not get timely
deliverance of their own house; or whether the quality would not match up with
what has been promised.

The hon. Minister said it rightly that this Bill will actually implement
through the regulatory authority what has been promised in the agreement to sale
entered between the buyer and the developer. Whatever they promise, whatever
they commit, they will owe it to each other to meet up those promises.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude now.
SHRIMATI POONAMBEN MAADAM: Sir, [ have just spoken for a minute only.
I will conclude in about two minutes. Sir, I am the only lady, I think, who has

spoken on this Bill. So, I request that I should get some special privilege.
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I think this volatility — a lot of hon. Members have voiced this concern —
was due to absent of any legal mechanism in place. The consumer would go to
consumer forums and civil courts. But that was again a never ending process.
Then, of course, the developer had an option of going to higher courts or higher
bodies in the form of an appeal.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: No doubt, you are speaking very will, but there is a limit
of time. Please conclude.

SHRIMATI POONAMBEN MAADAM: This Bill, as the Members referred to,
went to the Parliamentary Committee, went to the Select Committee and was
discussed in detail in Rajya Sabha. A lot of deliberations and consultations have
been done before bringing in the Bill here. So, this Bill will ensure that the trust,
the goodwill, which was missing in this sector, will be brought in again through
this Bill.

Somewhere a strong mechanism will be put in place.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Now, I call the last speaker.
SHRIMATI POONAMBEN MAADAM: Sir, I will just give one or two
suggestions and conclude.

I would request the hon. Minister to give some relief to the existing projects.
I would also request him to reduce the approval time for developers required in
different phases of project. I think, maximum developers should be included in the
ambit of this Bill.

Sir, I support the Bill. I think, this Bill will go a long way. 37 39 & Sitad

including the financial investment in this sector. I think, this Bill will go a long
way in doing so. So, I congratulate our hon. Prime Minister and our Urban
Development Minister for bringing in a very detailed, a very well thought of and a
very pro-consumer Bill.

Thank you so much.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: The last speaker is Shri Rahul Shewale. You may speak
for only one minute.

SHRI RAHUL SHEWALE (MUMBAI SOUTH CENTRAL): Sir, I thank you for
allowing me to speak on the Real Estate (Regulation and Development) Bill, 2016
which was passed by Rajya Sabha in the last week. I would like to suggest some
points which I hope would be considered by the Government before passing this
Bill.

I come from Mumbai and the real estate has been functioning in Mumbai
widely and a large population is affected by this trade. My main suggestion is that
real estate may be considered as an industry by the Government and it may be
given the status of an industry. The logic behind my request to declare real estate
as an industry is that the real estate contributes 6.3 per cent of Indian GDP and is
also responsible for maximum revenue generation of premiums and funds. Also,
as of today, the real estate industry attracts income tax, stamp duty etc.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Now, please conclude. Your time is over. You wanted to
put only one question.
SHRI RAHUL SHEWALE: Let me give only last suggestion.

The Real Estate Regulatory Authority has, however, not been put at par
with other authorities, such as TRAI and other such authorities. While RERA will
only regulate developers, it should also be an authority which can grant approvals
for projects and monitor compliance. At present, a developer needs the approval of
the municipal corporation of the city and other government authorities in various
States. In Mumbai, it is required from BARC, RCF and NPC. In many cases, even
an approval of the Environment Authority is required. This causes a great deal of
uncertainty and takes a very long time and adds, therefore, to the cost of the
project, thereby making it very difficult for housing to be affordable.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Now, hon. Minister may speak.
SHRI RAHUL SHEWALE: In Mumbai, there are several buildings having a

height of around 200 metres. Civil Aviation has granted permission in the past to
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these buildings, but now the same Civil Aviation has put a ban on constructing
high-rise buildings above 85 metres. One cannot understand that when the existing
buildings having a height of around 200 metres are not creating any obstruction to
the civil aviation, why this ban is being imposed now on new construction.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Minister, Sir.
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THE MINISTER OF URBAN DEVELOPMENT, MINISTER OF HOUSING
AND URBAN POVERTY ALLEVIATION AND MINISTER OF
PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS (SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU): Mr. Chairman,
Sir, 21 hon. Members have spoken on this important Bill. I am thankful to all of
them. Except one hon. Member, everybody has supported the Bill. That one hon.
Member also, I hope, after seeing the general consensus in the House, will join us
in passing this historic Bill.

He had a point. The AIADMK hon. Member, Shri Marutharajaa made out a
point that Parliament has no jurisdiction to pass this Bill. Initially, I had touched
on that point, but I will just explain in one line. The Bill is meant only for contract
and transfer of title. The land and other related issues are left to the local bodies.
Once he gets permission for all this, this is about a contract between two - the
builder and the consumer. The second thing is transfer. Then only, this will come

into operation.

have opined that the Parliament has jurisdiction because it is a concurrent subject.
So, keeping that in mind only we brought this Bill. The earlier Government
brought the Bill in 2013. As I told earlier, it was referred to the Standing
Committee. This Government came and it brought a revised Bill. Thereafter, it
was referred to the Select Committee and in the Select Committee also there was a
broad consensus that this Bill is the need of the hour. Hence, this Bill has been
brought in.

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU : Shri Chaudhary is a good lawyer. He is a lawyer
with knowledge.

Chairman, Sir, I have also received a note in the form of a letter from Dr.
Kirit Somaiya, Shri Anil Shirole, Shri Sanjay Dhotre, Shri Adhalrao Patil
Shivajirao, Shri Arvind Sawant, Shri Gopal Shetty and other friends from
Maharashtra expressing some concerns that have to be taken care while dealing
with this Bill. I am thankful to all of them.

When I was moving out of my village on a formal basis, earlier I was
moving out of my village to study, go to school, go to college and then University

I used to move out of my village. But when I was moving out to Nellore along
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with my family I really was worried as to what type of house I will have in Nellore
because we villagers are used to live in little bigger area. The house may be small,
but area is big and it used to be good. So, I had a fear as to what type of house |
can have in Nellore. Later, we took a loan also from the House Building Society in
those days. So, I can understand and recall that anxiety in my mind.

Today also, millions across the country have the same anxiety because new
aspirations have come in and the new generation has come in. So, everybody is
concerned about having their own house be it an apartment, be it a villa or an
independent bungalow or even a farmhouse in whatever manner whoever can
afford it. But the question is about the genuineness, the promptness and the
timeliness of the house delivery. This is the major concern of the people. Keeping
that in mind, as I said earlier, the earlier Government has brought a Bill in 2013.
But in 2011 itself the debate was started, and from 2011 to 2016, for five full years
the country was debating this issue. The media was also debating this issue.
Political parties were also debating this issue. At the end, the Government led by
Shri Narendra Modi, has brought this Bill. Fortunately, the Rajya Sabha has
approved it and then the Lok Sabha is going to approve this today. It will be a
historic moment in the history of the country because we are fulfilling the
aspirations of the people by giving them the needed protection and also by giving
credibility to the realty sector. That is why I call this as a very, very important Bill.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, certain people have expressed certain concerns, for
example, what will happen to the State legislation. The Central legislation
overrides the State legislation. Let me clarify it in one line. That is the
constitutional position. ... (Interruptions)

mike misleads us and we do not know how much noise we are making. Please take
care of that. It happened with me also. I was talking to my neighbour wearing the

microphone. I did not know that I was speaking in a louder voice. Afterwards only,
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I came to know of it. I always advise the Members that when they are talking, they
should remove their microphones. If they are hearing, they can use it.

Shri Venugopal said that the Bill is a baby of the Congress Party. Yes, it is
their baby which was left out; now, I am taking care of it. Secondly, he also
mentioned about 70 per cent of the money being deposited in a separate account.
SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE: Leaving is different, and adoption is different.
SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: He also raised the issue about confining it to 500
square metres and eight apartments. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE: Do not behave like a step-mother!

SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: There is no question at all. We have our own
mother. Why should we be a step-mother? We consider India as our mother. &9 a1

Sir, a point made was why we should confine it to 500 square metres and
eight apartments and why we should not reduce it down. This point has been
answered by some of the Members. You cannot regulate each and every house as
it will become a little difficult. By experience we will learn further and then we
can think about it. Moreover, I have left it to the discretion of the States,
depending on the local situation. As some people rightly said, the land cost in
certain areas is very high; in certain areas, comparatively, it is less; in the rural
areas, it is less, and in the urban areas, particularly in some areas, it is very high.
So, I have given that option to the States to make legislation. I may politely
remind the hon. Members, initially, when the Bill came in 2011, it was 4,000
square metres and the number of apartments was not notified. From 4,000 square
metres, we have brought it down to 500 square metres. It is a major improvement
over the earlier proposal, which must be kept in mind.

Secondly, I have already clarified the point with regard to Central law and
State law. As per clause 2 (a), the rate of interest payable by consumer and

payable by builder varies. He said that in respect of some people, it is two per cent;

in some other cases, it is 16 per cent to 18 per cent. It is not correct. As per clause
2 (a), the rate of interest payable by either party will be the same. If the consumer
pays a particular rate of interest, then the builder also pays the same rate of interest.
So, there is no discrimination whatsoever. I am the last man to put more burden on
the consumer and less burden on the builder. We will never do it also. Let me be
clear about that.

With regard to the definition of ‘allottee’ in clause 2 (d), it is very
exhaustive. He also said that the Congress Party is a Party that wants a speedy
clearance of the Bill. I am happy that they realised it. I should really acknowledge
it. They have not only said it here; they have said it outside also. The State
Congress President of Delhi, Shri Ajay Maken, former Minister, has written to me
because this Bill has a little history. I should take the House into confidence about
this Bill. The Real Estate Bill was introduced in Rajya Sabha on 14™ August 2013,
and the Bill was referred to the Standing Committee on 23" September 2013. The
Report of the Standing Committee was tabled in Rajya Sabha on 13" February,
2014. It was tabled in Lok Sabha on 17" February, 2014; 39 recommendations
were made by the Standing Committee of which 23 were accepted; official
amendments based on Standing Committee’s Report and stakeholders’
consultation were approved by the Union Cabinet, that is, our Government, on 7"
April, 2015. Then the 2013 Bill along with the official amendments was referred
to the Select Committee of the Rajya Sabha on 9" May. The Select Committee
submitted its Report on 30" July. As far as this Government is concerned, we have
brought this to the notice of the House for consideration and passing on 15™
February with three official amendments also. Subsequently, I have given notice
on 4™ of this month, then 7th, then 8th, then 9™ and at the end of the day, I could get
it listed in Rajya Sabha on 10™. I am happy to inform that it was approved. So,
there is no question of any delay on our side. Moreover, we have tried to hasten

the process after wider consultation.

As I have said, the Real Estate Regulatory Authority is only for regulation
and not for strangulation. We are not against the builders. We want builders also
to be partners to build strong and stable India. I am willing to discuss with the
builders, if they have any problem. I have no hesitation in meeting them in day
time also. I can hold discussion with the builders. Some people feel shy. Some
people have some reservations about businessmen meeting in day time. We have
no problem. We are in the business of public service. We can meet them during
day time also and during evening time also. There is no problem on that count.
Why I am saying this is that builders also are integral part of the nation’s
development. We have to hear their views. Some Members of Parliament who
have some knowledge about the industry also spoke. I do not want to find fault
with them. The rule says that if you have any interest, you should declare it before
you speak in the House. But I do not want to invoke that rule. I want as many
people as possible to speak so that the others’ points of view also come before the
House so that we can take a corrective view. Whatever difficulties they are going
to face, those difficulties also will be addressed by me.

A concern was expressed by the hon. Member from Maharashtra vis-a-vis
their legislation and also on other issues. I am assuring them that we will consider
them during the making of the rules. That will be taken care of. I am very clear on
this.

With regard to the impact of this on property prices, some people are saying
that with this Bill, property prices will go up. I do not agree. I would say that we
would get more investment; we would get early clearances and the property prices
would come down.

My senior friend Prof. Saugata Roy has said that so many constructed
houses are lying vacant and all. Prof. Saugata da, I come from that part of the
country — South India. Any day, I see the newspapers, the front page is not of
news but of colourful advertisement, beautiful advertisement about launching a

new housing project. Shri Kharge ji knows it better. In Bengaluru, the front page
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advertisement means, how much costly it is. The advertisement is colourful, costly
and beautiful. But I want to make the ‘beautiful’ to be ‘dutiful’. They have to do
their duty. The very purpose of this Bill is that I am not going to interfere at all.
The Parliament is not interested in interfering in their activity. What they are
committing, what they are promising, they must fulfil it. That is the only purpose
of this Bill. What you are promising through an advertisement, what you are
promising through announcement of your project, please fulfil that. That is the
purpose of this Real Estate Bill and nothing more than that. That being the case, I
do not think anybody should have any apprehension at all.

With regard to the imprisonment clause, I had explained it in the morning.
Shri Khargeji said that I should leave something for the reply. I have covered most
of the points so that there is clarity and I get wider support. The imprisonment
clause is there in various regulatory authorities including the Reserve Bank Act,
Electricity Act and so on. In this, I am giving the minimum punishment because I
have a vested interest. The vested interest is of Housing for All by 2022. I know it
is not possible for the Central Government or the State Governments alone. Here, I
have done my duty. Now, the States have to do their duties. In this connection, I
would like to compliment the Chief Minister of Telangana. I want to put it on
record also.

The moment I mentioned this, this discussion started and the issue came
there in Telangana, he made it very clear that the permission has to be given
within 30 days. And he said, after 15 days, the officers who are responsible for this
will be taken care of. ... (Interruptions) He did not use the word punishment. He
has used a local word. And the Andhra Pradesh Government has also followed it
up. Some of the other States also are thinking. I am going to write to all the Chief
Ministers in this regard. We cannot enforce one-sided things. On the one side you
are saying conclude timely, implement what you have promised; and on the other
side you are holding up things for six months, nine months, one year, and two yeas

also in some cases. That is the responsibility of the respective State Governments
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here. Through this House I seek the cooperation of all States. Please take interest
and see to it, I mentioned the Kerala example in the morning, that all the approvals
are given within 30 days.

At the end of the day, land is still a State subject and urban local body is the
body to give permission for area of construction, FSI and other easing of
regulations, stamp duty, etc. Everything is with them. What is with the Centre?
Environment, defence connected issues, BIS, model building laws, Culture
Ministry connected issues, etc. We are going to take all that. We have already
taken care. I told you, six Ministers sat together seven times and we are taking
care and they would be announced in a week or two and they will be implemented.
From States’ side I seek cooperation because this law will be really meaningful if
the States come forward and then make those regulations and put the responsibility
on the officers concerned. There a lot of delay takes place. I am not trying to shift
the responsibility from the Central Government to the State Governments. You
cannot expect a Minister sitting in Delhi to take care of Coimbatore Municipality
or my own municipality. And the 73™ and 74™ Amendments also prohibit you
from interfering in local bodies. At the same time, I have told you that I have
found out a method of incentives and disincentives through which we are trying to
encourage the States.

If States take interest, you can do wonders. I have seen certain examples
like slum clearance in Tamil Nadu. Earlier also I mentioned the initiatives taken
by the present Chief Minister Madam Jayalalithaaji. ... (Interruptions) 1 have no
problem. I have respect for her and I have liking also for her. I am frank on that.
Whoever does something good, whichever party, deserves mention. I am going to
fight AIADMK in the coming elections. I am going campaign also shortly in
Tamil Nadu because it is my neighbouring State. At the same time, the work done
in a particular sector, subsequently followed up even by Dr. Karunanidhi also,
needs to be mentioned. This slum clearance is a model as far as Tamil Nadu is

concerned because they have taken steps. Similarly I am requesting all the States to
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please take a proactive role and see that these clearances are given at the earliest
so that there is no heartburn or there is no grouse for the developers also. This is a
very important thing and that is why I am saying this.

Raghavanji said that States should be given powers to appoint more
authorities. There should not be dual authorities. At the same time, certain powers
are delegated to the States. What Raghavanji said is provided in clause 20 in the
second proviso. Then coming to Joyce George, he said that the threshold should be
reduced. I have already responded to that. Then there is the point of structural
defects. The time limit earlier was two years. Now the responsibility of
rectification of structural defects lies with the builder, promoter, developer for a
period of five years. So, that has been taken care of. It was said that the carpet area
does not define net usable area. Article 2 (k) provides for an exhaustive definition
for carpet area. Clause 4(2) provides that the promoter shall disclose the following
at the time of making an application for registration of the project with the
regulatory authority, the number, type and the carpet area of the apartments for
sale in the project along with the area of the exclusive balcony or verandah areas
and exclusively open terrace areas abutted with the apartment if any.

For existing projects, a window of three months from the date of
notification has been given under Clause 3 for making an application to the
authority and to disclose the same. A future disclosure of the carpet area would
not affect the past sales. This was another worry expressed by many Members as
to what will happen to part sales. I cannot give it retrospective effect; I can only
make it prospective. While making it prospective, I am aware of the fact that there
are thousands of projects going on. So, I have to take care of those consumers also.
Keeping that in mind, we have asked for this provision. Future disclosure of
carpet area would not affect the past sales under the existing or on-going projects.
The limited requirement is to disclose the size in terms of carpet area of the

apartment. This has to be understood.
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Coming to the other issue raised by Shri Marutharajaa, I have answered in
the beginning itself because he raised a fundamental issue as to why a Government
body should be within the purview of the Act. There should be uniformity in
governance. You cannot exclude Government bodies so that if the Government
does something wrong, nobody can ask. King can do no wrong, that was past.
Now everybody is liable to be questioned. Whether it is king or queen, questions
will be raised and they have to be answered. There should be uniformity in
governance irrespective of public sector or private sector in support of the houses.
So, Government bodies should also be brought within the purview of the Act.

The Government bodies are collecting money and they are not constructing
houses in time. There are houses constructed which are not occupied. In Delhi,
22,000 houses were completed. For the last two years, I have been making all the
efforts to see people occupy them, but they have not occupied. In Hyderabad,
under Rajiv Awas Yojana, houses are constructed but people are not willing to go
because there are no pucca roads, no water and no other facilities. So, all these
things have to be kept in mind while planning. Simply because you are in the
Government, you cannot be out of this regulation. That is why we have also
included them. That is my humble response to Shri Marutharajaa’s point.

Shri Prahlad Patel said that there are a lot of vacant houses across the cities.
This Bill will reinforce the trust and promote sales. Prahladji, I can assure you
that the day this Act is notified, there will be a boom in the real estate sector and
people will purchase houses with more confidence. Private people will come and
invest more. Foreign investors are also looking for safe investment. They have
money, we have the opportunities and here is the regulation so that the people may
feel confident. Otherwise, if you don’t give confidence, people will not come and
invest. I can assure you that this point is taken care of. He also said it about the
States and I have taken care of that also.

With regard to the Government formulating a National Urban Rental

Housing Policy, the Government is in the process of developing this policy and a
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model tenancy law which will encourage house owners to let out vacant houses on
rent. There is a problem and the entire House and the political spectrum should
ponder over this. People are not willing to invest in real estate sector even if they
have surplus money because they are worried. The moment you lease it, you have
to forget and it will be leased, sub-leased and then further leased. The owner is
worried and other people are enjoying. They are more in numbers. The owners
are less in numbers and the tenants are more in numbers. We in democracy go by
numbers. That is a weakness in our system. Keeping that in mind, I am trying to
come out with a policy on model tenancy law. This is very difficult and very
challenging.

This real estate thing also is very challenging. I cannot explain in words
how many pulls and how many ‘recommendations’ are there. I don’t call it as
‘pressures’. In democracy, everything is a pleasure, not pressure. But people
were trying to bring a lot of these things and there was certainty. Why are people
rejoicing in a law? The moment it is there, it will be done. But people are
sceptical. Even today, some of the consumers had an agitation and a group has
been formed for passage of Real Estate Bill. It is because they are sceptical that
vested interests will thwart the Bill. So, the Government has shown its
commitment, its calibre and Shri Narendra Modi is the last man to get pressurized.
So, I am happy that our friends from the other side, from all sides are supporting
us. [ hope similar support will come to us as far as the model tenancy law is
concerned. It is difficult but it is not impossible. We will also work on that in the
coming days.

Coming to Prof. Saugata Roy, I have briefly touched the points he has
made. The Bill cuts across all sections; the middle income group consumers have
been facing problems and harassment. This Bill has been hailed by the consumers
as landmark legislation. The concerns of the middle income group are well taken

care of in this Bill.
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With regard to the points raised by Shri Kalikesh Narayan Singh Deo about
the threshold I have already responded saying the States can do it. I have brought
it down from 4,000 to 500. All the projects that have not received completion
certificate, when clause 3 is notified will come within the Bill and have to register
within three months. That is very clear. Open parking is part of the common areas
because we know people sell flat separately and car parking separately. So,
‘garage’ is defined in clause 2 (i) as a closed parking. So, that is also covered. On
land cost and construction cost, there is clarity. The land cost will be based on
some documents and can be established. Overall management will be possible
within this 70 per cent. There are practical problems. Some people give
advance but do not insist on voucher. What can you and I do?

Phase-wise registration, clause 3 explains, is also provided. Phase-wise
project is a major issue raised by some people. They have tried to deceive us by
taking up Phase-1, Phase-II, Phase-III and so on. A project could be declared and
executed in phases but for every phase these provisions will apply; 70 per cent
amount is the criteria applicable for each phase separately.

Dr. Shrikant Eknath Shinde said re-development projects which involve
marketing new allotment are not covered. In clause 2 (¢), there is clarity about that.
Liability for defects has been now extended to five years. The Bill provides for
five years’ liability. Under clause 14 (2), there is five years’ liability for structural
defects, not for other defects.

Shri Murli Mohan from TDP said that there is no provision for deemed
approval. I have said that this is within the purview of the local bodies. The local
bodies are given proper guidance from the Centre. That will impact the cost of the
capital. We come into picture after all those approvals are given; then only you
have to register with the regulator. Therefore, there is no question of borrowing
cost going up.

It has been said that the Bill should provide for overriding powers. The Bill

will apply uniformly across the country. On 70 per cent separate account, he said
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there were some difficulties but it is not impossible. In everything there is some
difficulty but we have to address those problems. Our ultimate aim is to serve the
consumers who are our masters. The need is to ensure timely completion of
projects. It is not required to take permission for withdrawal. You are withdrawing
and showing the expenditure; that is all. You need not take anybody’s permission.
There is no question of harassment on that count.

Coming to Dr. Sampath, the friend from Kerala, the definition of ‘allottee’
is very exhaustive. | have already explained it. The Law Minister has also vetted it.
Discrimination is another issue. It was made out earlier also. Some people have
given amendments also. Discrimination is taken care by the Constitution. Article
15 of the Constitution is very clear that you cannot discriminate on the basis of
caste, creed, sex, religion or region. Still, there are some practices in certain areas
with regard to letting the house on rent to vegetarians, non-vegetarians and all but
they are mutually agreed upon. They are not a part of this. Secondly, the day will
come when people have to cross even beyond that and make it open to all. The
Constitution is already taking care of it. That is why I have not made any separate
mention about this.

Article 15 of the Constitution protects against discrimination. The other
points which he has mentioned have already been addressed.

Dr. Boora Narsaiah Goud supported the Bill but said that permission by the
local authority should be time-bound. He himself has said about the initiative
taken by the hon. Chief Minister of Telangana. I commended the Chief Minister
as also all the States. Andhra Pradesh followed it up also. Other States are also
doing it. So, the States have to make a detailed order on time-line. That is an
important thing. From my side I have finalised the Model Building Bye Laws
which will be helping in time-bound clearance. This has to be followed by the
States.

Shri Varaprasad Rao from Tirupati, my village falls in his constituency,

said that promoters cannot sell without registration of the project to the authority.
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Yes, he cannot sell without registration. The very purpose of insisting on
registration is to make accountability as a fact. Obviously, advance cannot be
taken without selling to the prospective buyer. I appeal to all the home buyers
across the country not to give any advance because if you give advance and do not
insist on receipt you cannot enforce it tomorrow. So, keep that in mind. I have
already explained about the carpet area. Re-employment in private sector is not
allowed. It is for them to employ or not. After retirement as Members of the
Authority there are provisions in the Act with regard to reemployment. Normally,
it is not encouraged because there are suitable people available. NREDCO is not a
part of the Government. It is an organisation working for the welfare of the
developers. It is not a statutory body also. Hence, the question of statutory body,
as proposed in the Bill, overriding NREDCO does not arise. I would like to make
it very clear. We will take their suggestions because it is an organised body.

Another friend, Shri Jai Prakash Narayan supported the Bill. He made
general observations. Prem Singh Chandumajra Ji also extended support to the
Bill. Shri Kaushalendra Kumar Ji also supported the Bill. He has suggested to
include all cases below 500 sq.m.. That has been answered by me earlier.

Shri Mohammad Basheer from Kerala talked about the Kerala State law.
Kerala passed this Bill in 2015.  Central Bill will override the State Bill. That is
the constitutional position. He also said hat smaller projects also have to be
covered. I have already brought it down from 4000 sq.m. to 500 sq.m. He also
said that the Bill should cover commercial establishments... (Interruptions)

If a Member says something and I do not cover, it does not look nice. I
have a problem also. I have conveyed it to Shri Venugopal aifée 7 & &1 o= 04

there. At the same time, since I have piloted the Bill I cannot leave the House and
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that is why I am trying to expedite but at the same time trying to address important
points raised by one and all.

So, he said that commercial establishments should also be covered. I would
like to say that this will cover both residential and commercial also.

Shri Premachandran talked about protection of cultivable land. The Bill is
paying 17 per cent contract entered into between buyer and the promoter. It is left
to the individual whether it is a cultivable land or not. The Government cannot
step into that.

Shri P.D. Rai mentioned about standards. Standards are provided in 3(2)
for promotional measures. Central Advisory Council is being proposed for
advising and improvement also. That also is in the offing.

Practically, to the extent possible, I have tried to cover all the suggestions
given by the hon. Members. I cannot say that everything has been covered but
certain things which are not covered here will be taken care during making of the
rules.

I have an open mind. I am there to take care of the consumers and also to
give the needed protection to the developers also because they are also partners in
development.

Before we finalise the rules, if the Members of Parliament have any
suggestions, they are also welcome to send their suggestions to us. We will give a
serious thinking to that also and take note of all that.

With this, I appeal to the House to pass this Bill unanimously.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Motion moved:

“That the Bill further to amend the Constitution (Scheduled Castes)
Order, 1950, be taken into consideration.”

Shri K.H. Muniyappa.
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SHRI K.H. MUNIYAPPA (KOLAR): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, I would like to place
on record one thing that after the completion of 65 years of our Independence, still
there is an anomaly in respect of substituting and including certain castes in the
List of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. Some small sections of the SC/ST
people have been left out.

After Independence, Article 341 has been amended six time. But there are
still some castes, which have been left out including Nomadic Tribes, Semi
Nomadic Tribes. Of course, a few States like Chhattisgarh, Haryana, Kerala,
Odisha and West Bengal have included and substituted some of the castes in the
List of the Scheduled Castes. Similarly, in Karnataka, in north Canara, there are
some castes, which have been left out. In southern Karnataka, there are 101
castes in the List of the Scheduled Caste. There are some castes like Nomadic
Tribes and Semi Nomadic Tribes, who are fully settled, now. But they have not
been included in the List of Scheduled Castes. For example, in 1950, only SCs in
the list, who are untouchables, make it one group 'A'. After substituted make one
group 'B' and give all facilities to them according to their population. Their social
conditions and all other things are same as that of the Scheduled Castes. So, I
would urge upon the Government and the hon. Minister that one time system has
to be evolved to direct the States that after a thorough study, they should send a
proposal about those castes, which have been left out. Then, we may include all
those castes in the List.

The dream of Mahatma Gandhiji, Jawaharlal Nehruji, Maulana Abdul
Kalam Azadji, Subhash Chandra Boseji, Vallabh Bhai Patelji and other leaders
who fought for the freedom of this country, was the freedom for the people of this
country, to make the last person in the country enjoy the basic facilities of food,
clothing and shelter, to have a social and economic liberty and to have a good
education. This was the main object as to why the Gandhiji had fought for the
freedom. But we were not able to fulfil the dream of our forefathers who fought

for the freedom.
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Sir, I would again urge upon the hon. Minister, Shri Thawar Chand Gehlot,
who is a dynamic person, to immediately write to the States asking for the
information on whatever castes left out, who could not get the facilities under the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes category, so that they may also be
included in the List.

Sir, during the years 1994, 1995 and, 1996, I was also a Member of the
Consultative Committee of the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment. It
came to our notice that in the northern part of India, in the States of Madhya
Pradesh, Rajasthan, Gujarat, Uttar Pradesh, the percentage of girls education was
below three per cent. There was a Report placed before the Consultative
Committee. So, we had urged upon the Government and the Consultative
Committee had taken a decision to select 40 Districts in these States, which I
have just, now, mentioned and start residential schools there exclusively for the
girls.

I hope, while giving reply to the debate, the hon. Minister would throw
some light on it. But according to my knowledge, only 20 such residential schools
have been started in the northern part of India and 20 are still left out till today.
After 20 years, they have started the residential schools for the SC/ST people. So,
this is the state of affairs of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in this
country. [ urge upon the hon. Minister and also the Government to start Navodaya
school in each district of our country. We have 650 districts. We should start at
least one residential school for SC and one residential school for ST because the
SC population is now 15 to 18 per cent and the population of ST has increased
from 7.5 per cent to 10 per cent. Ultimately, if we look at the total population of
this country, the population of SC/ST is 30 per cent. What is the budget allocation?
In the earlier Governments, there was no proper budget allocation for the welfare
of SC/ST people. Had that been done from the right beginning, there would not

have been any caste stigma today. The dream of Mahatma Gandhi would have
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been fulfilled. There would not have been any caste stigma and untouchability.
Social status and equality would have been there.

Till today, no Government is looking at these things seriously to fulfil the
dream of our forefathers. I would urge upon the Government to at least start a
residential school for the SC/ST people in every district of this country, which will
give social status to them, in this country. I am repeating this because this is very
important for the welfare of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.

Minorities are also being neglected. They are 15 per cent in this country.
There are no proper funds in this Budget also. Shri Asaduddin Owaisi Ji is not
here. He mentioned in the Budget discussion that there is no proper money
provided for the welfare of the minorities also. They are the backbone of this
country. They are giving their blood and sweat for the development of this
country but they are totally neglected. I urge upon the Government to take care of
these minorities also. This is one of the most important points which I would like
to place before the hon. Minister and the Government.

There is another important point. It is very unfortunate that the former
Justice Rama Jois has filed a petition in the Supreme Court with regard to the
reservation. We are still including some castes in the Scheduled Caste category
because they belong to the below poverty line. He is trying to stop those
reservations. It is a very unfortunate thing in this country. This is what Baba
Saheb Ambedkar has said. Reservation is a fundamental right. Until and unless
the status of the people of this country particularly, the weaker sections and the
backward classes, becomes socially and economically equal to others, till that time,
the reservation has to continue. During the period of Pandit Ji and also during the
period of Indira Ji, renewal of reservation used to take place every 10 years.
When the Vajpayee Ji’s Government was there, there was a thinking to review the
Constitution.

You should have a proper study on this aspect. Till then, the reservation

has to be continued.
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Another important thing is the amount which is allocated to the welfare of
the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. You take the model of Karnataka. Mr.
Siddaramaiah’s Congress Government with Mr. Anjaneya as the Social Welfare
Minister belonging to the Scheduled Caste community had taken a decision in the
Belgaum session last year.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.
SHRI K.H. MUNIYAPPA: Sir, I am concluding.

The population of the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe community is
24.1 per cent. Out of the total budget, 24 per cent of the money, Rs.16,000 crore,
is allocated to the development of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.
Karnataka is a model State. You please understand this. You direct all the State
Governments to introduce the same Bill and to make provisions for all the States.
Even the Government of India has to take this as a lesson to increase the
percentage of money which is being allocated to the welfare of the Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes. You take this very seriously.

On development side also, you give priority. You are giving scholarship.
You are giving scholarship to the foreign going students. There are schemes. I
cannot say nothing is there. But a systematic development is required. That is why,
the fundamental thing is education. Education is the basic thing. Even if you give
basic infrastructure for quality education like residential schools of Navodaya and
Kendriya Vidyalayas, it will take another 20 years to recoup and to make them
equal in all fields.

Finally, the UPA Government has started so many welfare schemes for the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. You continue them. That is my earnest
request, and make a re-think on this issue.

Thaawar Chand Gehlot Ji, it is unfortunate. Look at the Ministers in your
Government. Half a dozen Cabinet Ministers were there in the UPA Government
under the blessings of Sonia Gandhi Ji and there were 10 Ministers of State. ...

(Interruptions)
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude now. You have already taken more time.
SHRI K.H. MUNIYAPPA: How many people are here? It is not more than three
Cabinet Ministers and not more than six State Ministers. How can we expect
development? There is no proper representation. Dr. Udit Raj and Arjun Ram
Meghwal Ji are also thinking that they are capable persons. They are former IAS
officers. Shri Ramesh Jigajinagi is a five-time MP. ... (Interruptions) People are
there. No suitable person has been taken except Thaawar Chand Gehlot Ji....
(Interruptions) Shri Kariya Munda is there.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Only two hours time has been allotted for this Bill.
Please conclude now. I do not want to call another speaker.
SHRI K.H. MUNIYAPPA: Mr. Chairman, Sir, I am only enlightening the
Government.

You give proper representation in the Cabinet. We are asking you to do
social justice. It is your Government. You protect your Government by giving

good representation to these people. Thank you very much, Sir. ... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Now, Shri Virender Kashyap.
... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: I have already called him. This is not the way.
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SHRI C. GOPALAKRISHNAN (NILGIRIS): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I pray to my
lord Puratchi Thalaivi Amma for having allowed me to speak on this Bill.

The Bill seeks to include certain new castes, synonymous communities and
modification of existing entries in the list of Scheduled Castes for the States of
Chhattisgarh, Haryana, Kerala, Odisha and West Bengal.

I wish to record in this august House that the hon. Chief Minister of Tamil
Nadu Puratchi Thalaivi Amma has been continuously persuading the Union
Government, Ministry of Tribal Affairs, the Registrar-General of India and the
National Commission of Scheduled Tribes to include the Narikuravar, Badaga
communities in Tamil Nadu in the list of Scheduled Tribe in Tamil Nadu. They
should be accorded Scheduled Tribe status and the provisions of the Constitution
should be suitably amended and modified.

The hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchi Thalaivi Amma
had written a letter to the then Prime Minister, Dr. Manmohan Singh seeking the
Scheduled Tribe status for Narikuravar community in the State. She wrote in the
letter:

“I write to bring to your personal attention a long pending issue
relating to a nomadic tribal group found in Tamil Nadu, known as
Narikoravan or Narikoravar or Kuruvikaran or Kuruvikarar
community who have been representing to the Government for
inclusion on the list of Scheduled Tribes in Tamil Nadu.”

The Tamil Nadu government has been repeatedly writing to the
Union Minister of Tribal Affairs regarding the inclusion of the
'Narikoravan grouped with Kuruvikaran Community' on the list of
Scheduled Tribes in Tamil Nadu.

In her earlier letter dated July 16, 2012 to the Centre, she had clarified to
the Union Ministry of Tribal Affairs regarding the spelling of the name of the
community in the colloquial and formal forms in Tamil, and the use of the names

Narikoravan, Narikuravan and Narikoravar inter-changeably to represent the same
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community. It was also clarified that Kuruvikaran is an additional colloquial name
of the community in Tamil Nadu.

The Government of Tamil Nadu had, in this letter, clearly pointed out that
the expert bodies, the Lokur Committee and the Joint Committee of Parliament
had recommended the inclusion of Narikoravar and Kuruvikaran on the Scheduled
Tribes list of Tamil Nadu.

Amma had said that the Registrar General of India had also agreed to the
proposal for inclusion of Narikoravar grouped with Kuruvikaran community on
the Scheduled Tribes list on the lines of the recommendations of the expert bodies.
The State Government urged the Government of India to take appropriate and
urgent steps for inclusion of Narikoravar grouped with Kuruvikaran community on
the Scheduled Tribes list of Tamil Nadu by amending the Constitution as
envisaged under Articles 342 (1) and 342 (2) of the Constitution of India.

Based on the recommendations of the State Government, the Union
Ministry of Tribal Affairs informed that the Registrar General of India and the
National Commission of Scheduled Tribes had also agreed to the proposal for
inclusion of Narikoravar grouped with Kuruvikaran on the list of Scheduled Tribes
of Tamil Nadu and the Ministry is in the process of preparing the draft Cabinet
Note for the inclusion of Narikoravar grouped with Kuruvikkaran on the list of
Scheduled Tribes of Tamil Nadu.

Nearly, fifty long years have passed ever since the Lokur Committee --
appointed by the Central Government -- recommended inclusion of the
Narikuravar community in the list of Scheduled Tribes. However, the members of
this ancient tribal community in Tamil Nadu have been struggling to get the ST
status for the past four decades.

The Narikuravars constitute one of the most deprived and
vulnerable communities in Tamil Nadu who are nomadic and extremely poor, and
deserve all the Constitutional protection by inclusion in the list of STs. Justice in

the form of inclusion of the community in the list of STs has eluded the

Narikuravars for far too long. They urgently
need to be provided all the Constitutional guarantees envisaged by Article 342 of
the Constitution of India to enable them to lead a life of equality and dignity along
with other citizens of India.

The Tamil Nadu Chief Minister, Amma, had also urged the then Prime
Minister, Shri Manmohan Singh, to include the Badaga people, a
community of hilly Nilgiri region, in the Ilist of Scheduled Tribes
category. The issue had been pending for a long time and an
immediate action may be taken to consider the request of Badaga
community to include them in the list of Scheduled Tribes at the
earliest. Amma recalled in her letter sent to the Union Minister of Tribal Affairs
with a detailed analysis of various attributes of the Badaga community such as
primitive traits, a distinctive culture, shyness of contact with public at large,
geographical isolation, and social and economic backwardness to declare them as
a Scheduled Tribe.

In the Census of 1931, the Badagas were classified as a tribe. It was clear
that the broad characteristics indicated for classification of a community as a
Scheduled Tribe have been satisfied, thus making the Badaga community eligible
for qualification as a Scheduled Tribe.

Finally, in the same way, the fishermen community in Tamil Nadu should
also be recognized as tribal and accorded the Schedule Tribe status for getting
their rightful share in education and job opportunities. Thank you very much for

giving me the opportunity.
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SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYANAGAR): Thank you, Sir, for giving
me the opportunity to speak in this august House on the Constitution (Scheduled
Castes) Order (Amendment) Bill, 2016.

Sir, fate determines one’s caste. One must accept it and live according to
the rules. ““You cannot really believe that! I do believe it. That man’s misfortune
is that he cannot accept his caste, his fate.” I just took a few lines from Libba Bray,
which was actually an explanation given on caste inequalities in India.

The Bill seeks to include certain new castes, synonymous communities and
modification of certain communities in respect of entries in the list of Scheduled
Castes for the States of Haryana, Kerala, Chhattisgarh, Odisha and West Bengal.
The Bill also includes the removal of area restriction for certain communities and
exclude entries for certain communities as in the case of Odisha.

It appears that due to non-availability of caste-wise data, it was not possible
to give a precise estimate of expenditure which might be incurred. I would request
the hon. Minister that Government should conduct a caste-wise survey in order to
determine such expenditure which might be incurred.

I would like to bring to the notice of this House that our hon. Chief Minister
has introduced a unique scheme named ‘“Shikshashree” for the welfare of
Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe students, to encourage them towards
education as well as for their social and economic upliftment. The Government of
West Bengal has already issued near about 13-lakh caste certificates, and then
online procedure has also been introduced to expedite the process.

Sir, it 1s evident that with inclusion of more castes, the Government will
require more funds to make sure that every such member is enabled to access all
opportunities and facilities. So, I would like to request the hon. Minister that the
Government may consider it beneficial to revise the fund allocation meant for the
welfare of Scheduled Caste communities.

Lastly, Sir, I would like to extend my gratitude to the people who work

with regional communities at the grass-roots level and convert different empirical
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data into simpler forms for us to better understand the needs of the people, who

need the help the most.
On behalf of my Party, I would like to extend my wholehearted support to

the Bill. Thank you.

SHRI LADU KISHORE SWAIN (ASKA): Hon. Chairman, Sir, I feel very
fortunate and proud to present my views on this subject. I represent a State, that is,
Odisha, which is an underdeveloped State where almost 40 per cent of our total
population belong to the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes. Now, I am
going to share the views of my Government with regard to the present
Constitution Amendment Bill, 2016.

Sir, under the Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Order, 1950, (Part XIII), 93
categories of Castes were deemed to be Scheduled Castes in Odisha. The Bill
seeks to remove two such categories, namely, Barikis and Kummaris, from the list
of Scheduled Castes.

As compared to other States where this Bill will add or replace categories,
Odisha is a stand-alone example of a State which is progressing in the right
direction. The change is bottom-up. It is a matter of pride for our State that two
categories have been opted out of the SC category.

In Odisha, the estimated population of Barikis is around 25,000, while the
estimated population of Kummaris is around 12,000. Odisha is a shining example
of a State which has effectively worked on the advancement of SC category
citizens so much so that their sole survival does not rest on reservations, after
having assimilated with the general population.

The Government of Odisha had also in the year 2000 proposed exclusion of
seven tribes from the ST List. The proposal was later defeated by the opposition
in the Parliament. I am sorry to say that the State Government had also referred
many times for inclusion of some synonymous tribes but it is not being heard by
the Government of India yet.

In several States of India, we have observed as to how certain communities
strive to secure their position with the SC/ST categories despite having advanced
economically and socially because of very attractive package of social benefits

and facilities.
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Timely exclusion of categories is, therefore, necessary to accommodate the
needs of the really backward communities. Also, such exclusions are necessary as
inclusion into the SC/ST often operates as a stigma. Government of Odisha has
recommended so many times for inclusion of some communities like Kalar, Durva,
Duruwa etc. as Scheduled Castes. There are about 147 sects of tribes which are to
be included. I am sorry to say that it is not being heard properly by the
Government of India.

Many times, a lion’s share of the various benefits and concessions
earmarked for the SC/ST are appropriated by the numerically larger and politically
well-organised communities. The smaller and more backward communities with
the SC have tended to get lost in the democratic process though they deserve the
most of these special aids. Hence, I would request the Government, through you,
that the reservation of SC and ST should also be there for jobs in the corporate
sector.

Here, I may mention a happening which occurred in the aftermath of
Phailin during the month of October, 2013. At that time, every one lost their
houses including food stuffs and other essential items of a remote village in one of
the blocks of Ganjam District of Odisha. Relief items did not reach due to
negligence of the officers even after three days of Phailin. So, it was obvious that
the residents of that village were eagerly waiting for immediate help for their
rescue and rehabilitation and also for an assurance from the Administration. Our
hon. Chief Minister Shri Naveen Patnaik had declared 50 kgs of rice and Rs.500
for each family to be provided immediately. When the Tehsildar reached there, a
couple of college students raised slogans against the lackadaisical approach of the
Administration. They must have raised the concern before the officer. Instead of
repenting for the negligence of his duty and responsibility, the officer, being from
the SC community, filed a case against these college students in the name of
Prevention of SCs and STs Atrocities Act for which these students were put

behind the bars for 15 days.
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I just highlighted an instance with regard to misuse of power and position
by the officers belonging to the Scheduled Caste community. The most important
concern here is that there are instances like this where even senior Government
officials have been misusing their positions and powers. I have all sympathy to the
under-privileged, down-trodden and marginalised communities like SCs and STs
but not at the cost of the most needy within the community.

I once again thank you for this opportunity to share my views on the subject.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: It is already 6 o’clock now. What is the sense of the
House? Should we continue?

SOME HON. MEMBERS: Yes.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Should we conclude the debate on this Bill now?

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DR. RAVINDRA BABU (AMALAPURAM): Hon. Chairperson Sir, I thank you
for giving me this opportunity. On behalf of Telugu Desam Party, I support this
Bill. It is very fortunate that we are talking about this Bill at the time of
Babasaheb Ambedkar’s 125" birth anniversary. It is also very unfortunate that the
day before yesterday, there was a PIL challenging the reservations for the SCs and
STs in Parliament and Legislatures. It is very unfortunate that we still have no
reservation Act. On an ad hoc basis, we are extending the reservation every 10
years. I urge upon the most dynamic Minister Shri Thaawar Chand Gehlot that
even after 67 years of Independence, we are getting the reservations only by orders
of 10 years. Is it not high time that we should have a reservation Act? Is it not
high time we should stop the litigations in the Supreme Court by others?

There is a case which I would like to mention to you and I would seek your
support. There is a case of M. Nagaraj vs. Union of India in Supreme Court. The
Supreme Court has stated that whenever you give promotions, whenever you
observe reservations in promotions, there are three criteria to be fulfilled. The first
is the determination of backwardness; the second is inadequacy of representation
and the third is the efficiency of the organization. These three observations were
made by the Supreme Court. To nullify it, the previous Government in their
sincerity brought 117" Amendment which had been passed in Rajya Sabha but it
has not yet been introduced in the Lok Sabha.

18.07 hours (Dr. P. Venugopal in the Chair)

Hon. Chairperson, I request the hon. Minister to please bring out this
amendment to stop the litigations forever. In the Nagaraj case, every State and
everybody is facing a lot of difficulties in implementing reservation in promotion,
especially in the Central Government. There is a department called Central Board
of Excise and Customs falling under the Ministry of Finance. Under our own nose,
they are threatening, they are not giving reservations, and they are not giving

promotions on the ground that the Nagaraj case is coming in the way. The
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Nagaraj case has nothing to do with promotion. It is only a way to hoodwink the
reservation facilities provided by Dr. Ambedkar in the Constitution.

As a measure of social justice, I request the hon. Minister who is a very
dynamic Minister and who has got a lot of sympathies for the SCs and STs, to
kindly bring out the Constitutional Amendment so that no Court should accept
these challenges against the reservations especially in promotions. There is also a
threat to the elections of the SC and ST legislators to Parliament and Legislative
Assemblies which has come up yesterday in the Supreme Court. If that comes
through, there will be civil war. Let there be no such Court interpretations to
interfere with the Constitutional provisions, to interfere with the society of India
wherein they are challenging the reservations for the SCs and STs. Sir, a
dangerous situation is emerging out in the Supreme Court litigations leading to so
many complications in promotion and appointment.

I urge upon the Government through the hon. Minister to make a sincere
effort in making a reservation Act and to make sincere effort in giving reservation
in All India Judicial Service so that when it becomes Government Service, at least
the SCs and STs will become judges in Supreme Court and High Courts. At the
moment, it is very unfortunate that out of the population of 125 crore, we have
only 160 MPs in Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha. We don’t have a single judge in the
Supreme Court except a few judges in High Court.

It is most unfortunate. We are celebrating his 125" birth anniversary. Shri
Tawar Chand Gehlot, you are a dynamic man. You are showing a lot of dynamic
qualities. It is high time you pioneered the 117" Constitution Amendment Bill to
put at rest all types of complications and litigations for SCs and STs.

Thank you.
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DR. A. SAMPATH (ATTINGAL): Thank you, Chairman Sir.

This is the month of March. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Today is the Ides of March, be
careful! ... (Interruptions)

DR. A. SAMPATH: Yes, I was very well aware. Most of us have read
Shakespeare’s Julius Caesar. As the hon. Member has just now said, ‘The Ides of
March, beware!” Then the answer of Julius Caesar to the soothsayer was, ‘The
Ides of March are come’, to which the soothsayer said, ‘But not gone’. It was on
March 15"

Here what happens in our nation is that the rights of the poor people, the
landless people, the toiling masses, the Scheduled Caste people, the Scheduled
Tribe people, the minorities, and the other backward classes are being trampled
upon.

In the Parliament here we hear quite a lot of speeches, speeches and furious
speeches but what happens? We all know that one million vacancies are yet to be
filled up in various Government Departments and Public Sector Undertakings
including public sector banks and insurance companies. Anyway, these poor
people are not at all responsible for the non-performing assets. They cannot leave
India. They do not even have passports.

Why has the demand for reservation in the private sector come up?
Nowadays, we hear about public-private-partnership, privatisation of public sector,
disinvestment, etc. I fear a day will come when the disenfranchisement of the
poor people may also happen where the economic power would be grabbing away
the political power of the people. I ask this because some of my hon. friends just
now stated about the Supreme Court decisions and pending cases before the
Supreme Court.

If the founding fathers of the Constitution did not have that much of a
vision can we say that in this House so many SC and ST Members would be there?

Now, it is 125. If the founding fathers of the Constitution did not envisage
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reservation what would have been the sad plight regarding representation of
Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe people? What is their representation in the
High Courts and the Supreme Court even after so many years since Independence?
A boy or a girl who was born in the year 1947 or later is still not seeing a single
person in the many High Courts or the Supreme Court to address, ‘My Lord’ or
“Your Honour’. Just because they are from a Scheduled Caste or a Scheduled
Tribe, do they not have merit at all?

It has become a practice that those who are deadly against reservation, who
propagate self-immolation, who encourage to commit suicide against reservation
are now coming and demanding reservation. Even the propertied class are also
coming. We have the National Commission for the Other Backward Classes.
Unfortunately, the National Commission for the Other Backward Classes does not
have any constitutional status at all. It is working just like a post office. We are
sending some complaints; they are sending some replies. We are sending some
appeals; they are also sending some replies. It has to be given constitutional status.

I am supporting this Constitution Amendment from my heart and from my
brain. [ am in the same wagon with the Minister. I am in the same boat. I express
my solidarity.

It is mentioned here in page 2, clause 2 (b). ... (Interruptions)

Sir, I will conclude within two minutes. This is concerned about Kerala.

In Clause 2(b),:

“in Part VIII.—Kerala, for entries 36 and 37, substitute— "36.
Malayan (in the areas comprising the Kannur, Kasaragode,
Kozhikode and Wayanad districts)

", ”»

37. Mannan, Pathiyan, Perumannan, Peruvannan, Vannan, Velan";

Here, some of the words we use just because ‘ma’ becomes ‘va’ and ‘va’
becomes ‘ma’. Thousands of people are denied the fruits of reservation. Unless

and until we are duty bound to ensure that the fruits of ... (Interruptions)
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please try to conclude now.
DR. A. SAMPATH : Definitely, Sir, I will cooperate with you. I am going to
conclude.

In this year’s Budget also, as some of our hon. Members have just now
pointed out, the SC sub-plan in real terms has come down. The ST sub-plan has
come down in real terms. It creates a lot of ambiguity among the minds of the
people. We say that you are included in the SC category and at the same time they
are denied the fruits of reservation.

Last but not the least, what is the stand of the Government regarding
implementation of Justice Ranganath Commission Report? What about the
Ranganath Commission Report? That Report has to be implemented. That is the
stand of my Party CPI(M). I also would humbly submit before you, Sir, it is high
time that Justice Ranganath Commission Report should be implemented. It is a
matter of opportunity. It is a matter of affirmative action. It is a matter of social
justice as enshrined by the Constitution of India.

Thank you, Sir.
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SHRI VARAPRASAD RAO VELAGAPALLI (TIRUPATI): Thank you, Sir, for
giving me this opportunity.

Sir, in principle we have no objection for this but I want to bring to the
notice of the hon. Minister the philosophy for which the categorization has been
done. Originally, some castes from SC/ST had been put into the List. The reason
was those communities had been ostracized from therest of the communities.
They were treated as untouchables. For several centuries they were oppressed and
suppressed. They were not given the human dignity. Therefore, to compensate
whatever injustice had been done to them the Constitution had included some
castes in SC/ST List. It is very improper. We keep on adding new communities
into the List for the simple reason the existing communities themselves have not
come up. Secondly, we are not too sure that the communities that are being
included now whether they underwent the untoucahbility, ostracized from the rest
of the community or whether they were kept out of the community habitation.
Therefore, in the long interest, to do justice for these suppressed and oppressed
people, new communities need not be added to the List of SC/ST at least in future.
I am saying this because after the formation of 16™ Lok Sabha this is the third time
that new communities are being added to the List.

I will give you a classic example. For example, we have one community in
the category of ST in the State of Rajasthan. That corners nearly 80 per cent of the
reservation posts meant for the STs. That means, by any chance one educationally
forward community is included in that List, the rest of the existing communities
will greatly suffer. Therefore, the Government should keep in mind that whenever
new communities are added to the List the existing communities will greatly suffer
because they have not come up very much. Secondly, Ambedkar has been
repeatedly saying that social democracy has not been achieved in India.

Political democracy has little value unless the social democracy is also
achieved. Just as my earlier speakers have been mentioning, kindly think of

giving income generating assets to the SCs so that at least in future, they can live
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with dignity. Atrocities are increasing day-by-day. New kinds of indignities are
being poured on to the people belonging to SCs/STs. The only way is to uplift
these people by providing some income generating assets to them.

There should also be reservation in private sector. Otherwise, we can never
come up at par with other communities. If they really want to uplift these
communities which are suppressed for centuries, no new communities should be
added. Whenever a new community is added, the quantum of population is not
being mentioned here. At least, the Odisha Government is so grateful that they
have removed the developed communities from this list. So, if the quantum of
population that is going to be introduced into the list is not given, the existing
community will seriously get affected.

Therefore, these points may be kept in mind by the Government. The hon.
Minister is very senior. He should take at least two initiatives. One is that he
should ensure during his tenure that they get proper representation in the Supreme
Court as well. Secondly, the reservation in private sector should also be
considered if social democracy is to be achieved which is being repeated by this

present Government.
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"SHRI SHER SINGH GHUBAYA (FEROZEPUR): Hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir,
I thank you for giving me the opportunity to speak on the Constitution (Scheduled
Castes) Order (Amendment) Bill, 2016. Sir, I congratulate the hon. Minister Shri
Gehlot who is piloting this bill in this august house. This bill seeks to correct
certain anomalies and will give the Scheduled Caste people their due.

Sir, in several states, several Scheduled Castes have been added in the list.
This is an important step towards providing social justice. I do not want to dwell
at length on this issue. However, in Haryana, there are several castes like Aheria,
Rai Sikhs, etc. which have been provided the status of Scheduled Castes now. It
was a long-pending genuine demand of these castes in Haryana. They had to bear
this injustice for a long time. The Rai Sikhs were already in the Scheduled Castes
list in Punjab. But, better late than never.

Sir, some communities have been given different status in different states.

The same caste has the status of backward caste in one state and Scheduled Caste
in another state. For instance, the Rai Sikh community is also found outside
Punjab and Haryana.
They are there in Rajasthan, MP, Gujarat, UP, Uttarakhand, Delhi, West Bengal,
Himachal Pradesh, Andhra Pradesh. Their social and financial condition is similar
to the Rai Sikhs of Punjab and Haryana. So, I urge upon the hon. Minister Shri
Gehlot to provide SC status to the Rai Sikhs of all these states.

Sir, there are other castes like Naik, Dhobi, efc. These castes too face a
similar predicament. These castes should also be granted the Scheduled Caste
status.

Hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir, rampant discrimination in employment
opportunities is the harsh reality. Whether it is the judiciary or other higher posts,
the SC students are discriminated against. Sir, there is paucity of time, otherwise,
I could have explained at length. For instance, the SC students are deliberately

given very less marks in interview.

SHRI SHER SINGH GHUBAYA': Sir, so much weightage should not be given to
the interview for a job. If the SC student has secured good marks in written exam,
he should not be deliberately given less marks in the interview.

In the end, I again congratulate the hon. Minister for piloting this bill in the
Lok Sabha. I wholeheartedly support this bill and hope that this bill will benefit
the Scheduled Castes and given them their due.

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SHRI R. DHRUVANARAYANA (CHAMARAJANAGAR): Sir, I thank you very
much for giving me an opportunity to participate in the discussion on the
Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Order (Amendment) Bill, 2016 introduced by the
hon. Minister of Social Justice and Empowerment. In this Bill, new castes have
been added in the States of Haryana, Kerala and Chhattisgarh. Some castes have
been excluded from the State of Odisha and modification has been made in the list
of West Bengal.

At present, 1,206 castes are included in the Scheduled Castes list.
Karnataka alone has given 101 castes under this list. Castes of my State are
included under the Scheduled Castes list. The main criterion for inclusion of the
Scheduled Castes is untouchability. = Those communities suffering from
untouchability stigma should be added in the list. Every year, we are including
some communities under the Scheduled Castes list. My humble request to the hon.
Union Minister for Social Justice is, you please enhance the reservation. At
present, the Scheduled Castes reservation percentage is 15 and Scheduled Tribes
reservation percentage is 7.5. So, I would request you to enhance the reservation
percentage according to their population.

My second point is regarding Scheduled Castes Sub Plan (SCSP)
and Tribal Sub Plan (TSP). Based on their population, adequate amount is not
allocated for SCSP and TSP by the present Government. For example, in our
State, Karnataka, the hon. Chief Minister Mr. Siddaramaiah has allocated Rs.
16,000 crore for SCSP and TSP. The present Union Government has not allocated
as per the population. 1 would urge upon the Union Government to allocate
adequate amount for SCSP and TSP.

Regarding residential school, especially in our State, Karnataka, in each
block we have got five residential schools for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes
and Other Backward Classes. The hon. Union Minister of Tribal Affairs is very
much here. He started Eklavya Residential Schools for providing education to

tribal students. The Union Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment do not
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have any residential school for the Scheduled Castes. Like Eklavya, you may start
residential schools for the Scheduled Caste students also.

Sir, there are thousands of posts vacant in the Central Government
organizations; backlog vacancies are there. During the tenure of our late Prime
Minister Shri Rajiv Gandhi, he had taken a decision to fill up the backlog
vacancies and started special drive for filling up backlog vacancies. I would urge
upon the Central Government — there are thousands of posts vacant in the Central
Government organizations — to conduct special drive to fill up the backlog
vacancies.

Regarding scholarships, pre-matric and post-matric scholarships should be
enhanced for Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe students.

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SHRI PREM DAS RALI (SIKKIM): Thank you Chairman, Sir. I rise to participate
in the Constitution (Scheduled Castes) Order (Amendment) Bill, 2016.

At the outset, let me just say that I and my party support the Bill. However,
the reason I am speaking on this particular Bill is to actually give a sense of what
Sikkim was before 1975. The reason is that there is a historical element which
needs to be taken in when we fashion out of how certain communities, which need
to be protected and their interest needs to be protected, will have to be seen in that
historical light. It was in 1975 that a historical referendum was undertaken in
Sikkim through the Government of India because Sikkim was a protectorate of
India. We had a king and we were the subjects. That is why, from 1961, when the
Census was conducted, there was a concept of ‘Sikkim Subject' and if your name
was in the ‘Sikkim Subject’ Register then you were a Sikkim Subject. There was
no difference in a subject from one community to a subject from another
community.

However, through the 36" Constitution Amendment, Sikkim became the
22" State of India. Today, we are a proud State of a proud nation and we are fully
respectful of the Constitution of India. We continue as the 22™ State in its 41°
year.

Sir, there has been reservation in Sikkim Assembly and there have been
further reservations as Scheduled Tribes as well. But the Scheduled Tribes who
were reserved earlier is not under Article 332 of the Constitution of India. It is
only two communities — the Limbu community and the Tamang community —
which got the reservation in 2003 through a Constitution Amendment.

Today, the State Government is pressed with the idea that we would have to
give the same kind of reservation to 11 other communities — Dewan, Gurung,
Mangar, Khambu Rai, Sunuwar, Bahun, Chhetri, Sanyasi, Jogi and two others —
thereby making the entire Sikkim subjects, all Sikkim subjects, as tribals in the
State of Sikkim. This is the demand which we have forwarded to the Central
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Government, and we would like to see the light of the day in this particular
demand.

Sir, it is a historical imperative. We constituted the B.K. Roy Burman
Commission which gave its Report. Under that Report, the entire process through
which this historical imperative concerned had been documented.

SHRI K.H. MUNIYAPPA (KOLAR): Sir, before that, I have to correct my speech.
First of all, I would like to place on record one thing. After attaining Independence,
the first Prime Minister of India Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru on the suggestions of
Mahatma Gandhiji, Prof. N.G. Ranga and Shrimati Sarojini Naidu appointed Dr.
Baba Saheb Ambedkar as the Chairman of the Draft Committee. So many people
are talking on this issue. Let it go on record that this is the Indian National
Congress that has done this. It gives the Constitution for the whole country.
Another correction is, hon. Minister, whatever is done in the last few years,
you are not able to complete this one. You keep it in mind. I have only one
clarification to give. In 1950 when the classification of Scheduled Castes was
made - as Udit Raj and Varaprasadji and well educated people have mentioned —
there was a clear-cut social stigma and untouchability at that time. Those were the
sections which were taken into consideration as Scheduled Castes. After that,
subsequently many States had recommended for inclusions. We are not objecting
to that. They are also economically and educationally backward. Make it two
groups - Group A of real Scheduled Caste people who suffer untouchability and
Group B who are not untouchable but are equally economically backward - and
give them all the facilities. This is my correction in my speech. Thank you very

MOHAMMED FAIZAL (LAKSHADWEEP): Thank you very much, Hon.
Chairman, Sir, for giving me this opportunity to raise a very important issue which
is alarming in my constituency, Lakshadweep. On the last Sunday, the 13" March,
2016, at around 4.30 p.m., the Chairperson of Agati Village Panchayat, Shri
Mohammed Nazar has called me up for an emergency situation concerning a lady
named Salina. She has been airlifted from my native place, Andrott for expert
treatment to Agati Island in the Rajiv Gandhi Speciality Hospital. After taking her
to that hospital, after carrying out a thorough examination by CT scan, it was
learnt that it was internal bleeding due to hypertension and that hospital was not in
a position to treat her. They insisted that the patient should be immediately
airlifted for further treatment in Kochi. By that time it was five o’clock and the
pilots, who were flying Pawan Hans helicopter which is meant for medical
emergency evacuation to Kochi, were not in a position to fly as the rule says that if
the destination is not reachable by sunset, the helicopter is not supposed to fly. In
that situation, I was left out with no option other than talking to the hon. Defence
Minister for his help to instruct either the Navy or Coast Guard to provide
helicopter to lift this patient. I am thankful to the hon. Minister that he has
extended all the help. But unfortunately, I got a call at around 9.30 p.m. in the
night from Rear Admiral Phillipose saying that they were not in a position to come
and land in Agatti because there is no night landing facility available in Agatti.
This patient was in a very critical condition and if she was not evacuated
immediately, it was sure that she would die. So, we were praying to the God the
entire night that God should show mercy so that she can be airlifted to Kochi at
least the next morning.

Sir, the issue is, the Home Ministry had taken a meeting with the Navy and

the Pawan Hans to make night landing facility available in Lakshadweep.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please conclude now. I am calling the next Member. In
‘Zero Hour’, you should not take more than two minutes. You should make your
submission very briefly.

MOHAMMED FAIZAL: Sir, it is a very important issue. I am concluding. Please
allow me.

Sir, this matter of providing night landing facility in Lakshadweep is
pending before the Home Ministry. I met the hon. Prime Minister also regarding
this matter. So far nothing has been done in this regard. This is a very alarming
situation. Therefore, I request that the night landing facility is provided at the
earliest.

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SHRI A. ANWHAR RAAJHAA (RAMANATHAPURAM): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I
would like to raise the matter regarding the pathetic situation and the burning issue
of our fishermen living in the coastal area of Tamil Nadu.

Our Indian fishermen from Tamil Nadu face death and threat to their
livelihood every time they go for fishing. Last Sunday, five fishermen were
arrested at Rameswaram, three country boats with 23 fishermen were also arrested
on 12" March at Pamban and totally 28 fishermen and four boats have been taken
away by the Sri Lankan Navy.

Our Tamil Nadu Chief Minister, hon. Amma has been writing repeatedly to
the hon. Prime Minister to take immediate steps to release the poor fishermen
through dialogue with the Sri Lankan Government.

So far, 82 fishing boats and 96 fishermen have been taken away by the Sri
Lankan Armed Forces. The main reason for this harassment is the ignorance of
the traditional fishing rights enjoyed by our Indian fishermen around Katchatheevu.

According to the 1974 and 1976 agreements, Katchatheevu was ceded to
Sri Lanka without our Parliament’s approval. The harassment started against our
Tamil fishermen only after the Katchatheevu agreement. So, retrieval of
Katchatheevu alone can be a lasting solution. For this, our Tamil Nadu Chief
Minister, hon. Amma has approached the Supreme Court.

Our Tamil Nadu Chief Minister, Amma is of the view that minimizing
fishing activities on the Palk Strait and retrieval of Katchatheevu can be the
permanent solution. In order to facilitate the deep sea fishing with the
infrastructure development at a cost of Rs. 1520 crore, the permission and the
funds have to come from the Centre.

Sir, Sri Lankan Navy often attacks brutally and violently our innocent
Indian fishermen. Even though our Indian Navy and Coast Guards are stationed

near Rameswaram, they have not protected our fishermen even once.
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Hence, I urge upon the Centre to take immediate steps to protect our
fishermen and their traditional fishing rights.

Thank you, Sir.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Shrimati V. Sathyabama is permitted to associate with
the issue raised by Shri A. Anwhar Raajhaa.

DR. SHRIKANT EKNATH SHINDE (KALYAN): Thank you, Chairman, Sir. I
wish to bring to the notice of this august House, through you, a very burning issue
that has currently grappled the jewelers of this country. The jewelers of this
country are facing a very bad situation. The hon. Finance Minister has proposed
in his budget to levy one per cent excise duty on non-silver jewellery. The
jewelers across the nation are on indefinite strike since 2" March. While I
appreciate his efforts to raise the additional resources to meet the ever increasing
needs of the country, it is pertinent to note that this particular measure is going to
bring a lot of hardships not only to jewelers but also to lakhs of karigars or
artisans that are involved in actually manufacturing the jewellery.

Jewellery making in India is mostly dependent on human skill rather than
machine. Most of the karigars, though at top of their skills, are hardly literate.
Therefore, it will be difficult for them to maintain records as it will involve a lot of
paperwork. There is a fear among jewelers that it will lead to the inspector raj,
confiscation of gold and other precious metal and loss of jobs to lakhs of karigars.

So the collateral damage of this proposed tax is huge as compared to the
gain that we are expecting from it. Therefore I request the hon. Finance Minister,
through you, Sir, to find out some other means to raise the resources he is
expecting from this one per cent excise duty. I am sure, the jewelers would be very
happy to contribute to the nation's cause and would not mind if they are made to
pay by some other way which is less troublesome and seamless.

SHRI GAJANAN KIRTIKAR (MUMBAI NORTH WEST): Hon. Chairperson,
Sir, I thank you for giving me an opportunity to raise the issue of irregularities that
took place in the National Institute of Industrial Engineering, Powai, Mumbai in

the last few years on the floor of this House.
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Sir, I would like to mention a few irregularities that took place in the
Institute — recruitment scam, illegal foreign tour, illegal MoUs with foreign
universities, nepotism and rampant corruption by the Registrar. He has made
excessive payments favouring certain individuals causing loss to the exchequer.
Though I have written letters to the Director, NITIE as well as to the Minister of
Human Resource Development giving the details of the irregularities, I am yet to
get a reply from them.

The Director of the Institute is not accessible and does not give any
appointment. She is adamant and acts with vendetta against union leaders and
staff of the Institute.

I would, therefore, urge upon the HRD Minister to look into the matter
personally and take suitable action against the erring officials so that it can act as a
deterrent against the officials who want to adopt dubious methods and run the
Institute according to her whims and fancies. Thank you.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: S/Shri Sharad Tripathi, Kunwar Pushpendra Singh
Chandel, are permitted to associate with the issue raised by Shri Gajanan Kirtikar.
SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): Hon. Chairman Sir, I would like to
invite the kind attention of the Government to the concern raised by the students,
teachers and parents regarding the recently concluded CBSE Class 12"
Mathematics examination. The Central Board of Secondary Education’s Class
12™ Mathematics examination on Monday, that is, yesterday, has reportedly left
students in tears. Most of them claimed that they could not complete it on time as
it was very lengthy, unusually lengthy. Teachers and students complained that
unlike last year, when the whole paper was from the NCERT syllabus, this year,
maximum questions were outside the NCERT syllabus. The students found it
difficult.

Sir, it is also reported that the questions were not only tricky but also
required elaborate steps. The students said that they could not answer the

questions of 20 to 25 marks. Concepts such as Linear Programming and Matrices
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which have generally got easy questions over the years had tough questions this
time. Every question was tricky, as a result of which many of the students found
it tough to finish the paper on time. In fact, many students including the top
scorers in schools were crying after the examination.

The successive Governments had adopted many measures to avoid
unnecessary competitions and examphobia among the students. The performance
in a single examination is not a criterion of intelligence. This sort of tricks and
toughness has to be avoided to ease the tension of the students. Why is the CBSE
creating such types of tensions?

I would, therefore, request the Government to look into the concern of the
students regarding the recently concluded CBSE 12" Standard Mathematics
examination and take necessary actions to remove their anxiety and concerns.
Thank you.

SHRI T.G. VENKATESH BABU (CHENNAI NORTH): Sir, recently the Union
Government has decided to discontinue the scanning of food products from Japan
as they run the risk of being contaminated by radioactive substance.

Even after five years of the Fukushima nuclear disaster in 2011, reports
indicate that food products from Japan carry the risk of radioactive contamination
that leads to various forms of cancer. Various countries like US, Germany, Turkey,
Russia, are still following a strict mechanism to keep a check on Japanese food
products. There are also strict checks on radiation for vessels and containers from
Japan but the Indian Government feels otherwise. In March, 2015, radiation was
found in the sample of green tea imported from Japan to the US. In a study by the
US, it was stated that freshwater fish and ocean bottom dwellers around
Fukushima are at a higher risk of radioactive contamination compared to most
other types of ocean fish in the same area.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please conclude.
SHRI T.G. VENKATESH BABU: Sir, you have not even given a single minute
time. Please give me some time.

The Imports Division of the Food Safety and Standards Authority of India
(FSSAI) under the Ministry of Health has recently issued an order saying that the
advisory dated 15.03.2011 issued regarding monitoring of food articles imported
from Japan for radioactive contamination issued earlier as a temporary measure in
2011, is hereby withdrawn.

The abrupt end to the practice has, however, alarmed the experts. The
Indian Government should not have stopped the screening because the kind of
nuclear disaster that happened in Japan can still have its effects. As the cancer

scenario in the country is quite alarming over the years, I urge upon the Union
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Government to reconsider the decision of lifting the scanning of food product

imports from Japan in order to save the life of common man. Thank you, Sir.

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HON. CHAIRPERSON: S/Shri Sharad Tripathi, Bhairon Prasad Mishra, and
Kunwar Pushpendra Singh Chandel are permitted to associate with the issue raised
by Shri Vishnu Dayal Ram.

ADV. JOICE GEORGE (IDUKKI): Thank you, Chairman, Sir, for allowing me to
bring to the notice of the Government a very important issue regarding hardships
faced by retired Central Government pensioners, MPs and ex-MPs from Kerala.
The issue is regarding the Central Government Health Schemes dispensaries. We
are having only one dispensary at Thiruananthapuram. The people from the
northern districts of Kerala like Kasargod, Kozhikode and Kochi have to travel to
Thiruananthapuram for getting admission in hospital. More than 200 to 300
patients are attended everyday at dispensary at Thiruananthapuram. But the
dispensary is not sufficiently staffed. There is no facility to attend such a large
number of people. We have been raising this issue for long but no dispensaries are
being set up at Kochi and Kozhikode.

The number of CGHS empanelled hospitals is also not sufficient. So, there

should be more CGHS empanelled hospitals. Huge amounts of money are due to
the private hospitals which are empanelled under CGHS scheme but they are not
giving medical treatment to the pensionaries and other personnel, who depend on
the CGHS facility. Hence, I urge upon the Government to intervene in the matter
and establish new CGHS dispensaries at Kozhikode and Kochi. Thank you, Sir.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: S/Shri Kaushalendra Kumar, Jitendra Chaudhury, C.R.
Chaudhary, Dr. Manoj Rajoria and Dr. A. Sampath are permitted to associate with
the issue raised by Adv. Joice Georg.
SHRI M.K. RAGHAVAN (KOZHIKODE): Respected Chairman Sir, thank you
for giving me this opportunity. Sir, I want to highlight the plight of an ancient
industry exclusively handled by the Vishwakarma community in my constituency.
The industry once flourished is now facing crisis.

Sir, Uru is a seagoing vessel made of wood, similar to the Arab Dhow and

made with high quality wood by highly skilled carpenters at Beypore in Calicut,
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Kerala, which falls under my parliamentary constituency. Since ancient times it
has been used as trading vessels. Good seaworthiness, durability and fine
architecture of Urus have made them popular as seagoing passenger vessels also.
These vessels are aggressively marketed to Qatar and other Gulf countries as
luxury yachts. All the work, right from sawing logs of wood to launching, is done
by hand in which around 35-40 people complete the work in about 24 months.

The Beypore Uru is the largest single piece of handicraft afloat. The vessel
is moved to Dubai for outfitting and upholstery as these facilities are currently not
available at Beypore. Sir, an Uru of 1000 tones will cost about Rs.8 crore to build
the hull at Beypore. An equivalent amount is required at Dubai for outfitting and
upholstery. If these activities are done at Beypore, each Uru could fetch Rs.16
crore in foreign currency. Falling under the unorganized sector without any
corporate or government backup, it is very difficult to raise funds from financial
institutions. Urus could be promoted as luxury yachts to rich, seafaring countries
such as UAE, Brunei, Singapore, South Africa, Australia, New Zealand and
Europe. A focused and dedicated promotion effort through Indian Missions in
these countries could win orders.

Sir, it is requested that manufacturing of Urus should be brought under
Make in India banner which can help obtain loan and facilitate for better
marketing abroad. Secondly, in order to promote manufacturing, they may add the
latest technology and also retain the ancient tradition. In this regard, a study
should be conducted by the Government of India by constituting an Expert
Committee.

Being one of the oldest manufacturing units in the country, Beypore should
also have a museum on the evolution of Uru.

SHRI K. ASHOK KUMAR (KRISHNAGIRI): Sir, in my constituency,
Krishnagiri, there is a government Women Arts and Science College in
Anginayanapalli village at NH 46. There are about 1,200 girl students studying in
this college.

The girl students have to cross the national highway for getting bus to go to
their destinations from both the sides during college days. About 1,000 vehicles
are moving on both sides of the roads.

Since there is a dangerous curve in front of
the college, the speeding vehicles are not visible when they cross the highway.
There must be constructed a foot over bridge or an underpass which is required
over there.

SHRI S.R. VIJAYA KUMAR (CHENNAI CENTRAL): Thank you, hon.

The CBSE Class XII examinations are going on. The Mathematics paper
was held on 14" March, 2016. To the shock and dismay of the students, the
Mathematics paper was tough like the last year’s one. Many 6 mark questions
were based on multiple concepts from different chapters leading to consumption
of 15 to 20 minutes for each question. Many 4 mark questions in this year’s paper
were of 6 mark category during the previous years. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI MANOHAR PARRIKAR: Sir, the issue has already been raised by an hon.
Member.

SHRI S.R. VIJAYA KUMAR: Across the country, numerous students felt that the
paper was lengthy, many questions were asked out of the NCERT prescribed
syllabus and thus could not complete the full paper within the time. The worst-hit
are the poor students from the rural and semi-urban areas.

In a nutshell, the unprecedented tough Mathematics paper in more than a
decade has put many students to worry about their marks and consequential effect
on their admission to professional courses as mathematics score would have a
direct impact on their cut-off.

I would, therefore, request the hon. HRD Minister to consider the plight of
the worrying students and direct the CBSE to take note of the issue and correct the
Mathematics paper with liberal valuation and award of grace marks. Thank you,

Now, I want to tell this to the hon. Members. I can only give one minute
each or else I have to adjourn the House if you do not understand the problem.
There are 45 Members who wish to speak. Please understand the issue.

SEVERAL HON. MEMBERS : Yes, please allow for one minute only.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Sir, to protect and preserve the
coastal areas including human habitations from natural calamities, mangroves play
a vital role.

The coastal area of Bhitarkanika and Mahanadi Delta are the second largest
mangroves of our country. Three coastal sites like Bhitarkanika, Mahanadi Delta
and Devi-Kadua Estuary have been approved at the State-level Steering
Committee, but only two Estuaries have been sanctioned, namely, Bhitarkanika
and Devi-Kadua during 2015-2016. The sanction of Action Plan in respect of
Mahanadi Delta for this year, that is, 2015-2016 has not been done.

Therefore, my demand is that the Central Government should take
immediate steps as the Government of Odisha has requested in view of the fact
that the mangroves play a vital role in protecting and preserving the coastal areas

from natural calamities. The money should be released as quickly as possible.
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I hope that I have not taken more than a minute to complete my submission.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Thank you very much. You are always helpful.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: Thank you, Sir.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Shri Sharad Tripathi and Kunwar Pushpendra Singh

SHRI PREM DAS RALI (SIKKIM): Sir, thank you.

The Supreme Court has directed the Government of India, through the
Ministry of Home Affairs, to resolve the matter related to the reservation of seats
in the Sikkim State Assembly for Scheduled Tribes, specifically, of Limboo and
Tamang Communities within 4 months from the date of order, which is 4" January
2016.

They were granted ST status in 2003 by an amendment in the Constitution.
Under Article 332 (1) of the Constitution of India, they are mandated to be given
reservation in the State Assembly, but so far this has not been done by the
Government of India.

The Government of India, till date, has not taken any action in respect of
the point mentioned by me above. In view of the special and very sensitive nature
of this issue, the Central Government may initiate action as recommended by the
State Government on a number of occasions, which is in alignment with the
Burman Commission’s recommendations, as it 1s known.

A Committee of Secretaries of both the Centre and the State may be
constituted immediately to resolve this issue without further delay. The
Government of India may inform this House and the State Government about the
population of these two communities as per the 2011 Census. This matter is urgent,
sensitive and important. Hence, the Ministry of Home Affairs may take up this
issue, as mentioned above by me, without any further delay. Thank you very much,

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SHRI PRAKASH B. HUKKERI (CHIKKODI): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I would like to
bring to your kind notice that five days ago, the Crime Branch of the Maharashtra
Police seized Rs. 3.07 crore in Bethlehem Village, Miraj Taluka, Sangli District.
The Maharashtra Police has arrested one person by name Mohiddin Mulla. During
the inquiry, he had informed the Police that the money belongs to a Member of
Parliament from Karnataka. He has even accepted that he stole the money from the
MP’s personal car.

In this connection, the Sangli Police visited Chikkodi Taluka and conducted
an investigation, but it is quite surprising that the Karnataka Police had no clue
about this investigation. Therefore, I urge the hon. Home Minister and also the hon.
Finance Minister to seek the details from the Governments of Karnataka and
Mabharashtra, and to conduct a detailed inquiry as early as possible.

Telangana
Cricketers need justice in terms of equal opportunities to represent higher
standards and to build careers through sports.

Comparative studies reveal that sportspersons from rural backgrounds have
more focus on their goal than city boys who are distracted by many extra-
curricular activities. But the boys and girls from rural Districts of the State were
never considered to be groomed in the city based and city confined Hyderabad
Cricket Association history.

There are a number of irregularities, frauds, breaches of trust in Telangana
State. The Telangana Cricket Association is a State level cricket association
operating and developing cricket in the entire State and it speaks the language of
transparency, responsibility and answerability that the BCCI is speaking of late.
The Government should encourage it with timely help and support to build careers
through sports at an early age. That will create a successful life path to youngsters
to that they can become responsible citizens of India rather than being ignored and
become disturbed elements in the society.

Therefore, we urge the Minister of Home Affairs and the Minister of Sports
and Youth Affairs to look into the subject and do the needful for Telangana cricket.

"SHRI R. K. BHARATHI MOHAN (MAYILADUTHURAI): In my

Mayiladuthurai parliamentary constituency, there is a urgent need for doubling of
railway line between Thanjavur and Mayiladuthurai section. Thanjavur,
Kumbakonam and Mayiladuthurai are the ‘A’ Category railway stations that fall in
this route. Four Express trains, 2 Janshatabdi trains and 10 passenger trains run on
daily basis in this rail route. Moreover, 6 weekly once Express trains, 4 fortnightly
once trains and 2 tri-weekly once trains also pass through this route. This single
line section witnesses 33 passenger train crossings on daily basis apart from goods
trains which cause inordinate delay in travel time. I therefore urge the Hon.
Minister for Railways to allocate adequate funds for doubling of this railway

section between Thanjavur and Mayiladuthurai at the earliest. Thank you.

Even in the 7" Pay
Commission, I understand that the male and female nurses working in
Government hospitals, especially under the Government of India including AIIMS
have been complaining that their discrepancies have not been looked upon by the
7™ Pay Commission. So, my humble request to the Government of India is that
their salary should be at par with other Government employees. Their allowances
should be increased. Their interest free loans and their advances which are

charged with some interest also, should be increased. Their workload should be
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reduced. This is my humble request. The hon. Minister of Defence is also here. I
think that his brain and his heart are also with me regarding the issue of nurses
under the Government of India because our armed forces are also having
thousands of nurses in military hospitals. So, when we implement the 7" Pay
Commission’s recommendations, the salaries, allowances and other pecuniary
benefits of the Government nurses should be at par with their counterparts.

Hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchi Thalaivi Amma understood
the need of Madurai city and the importance of the Vaigai river. Amma has been
insisting upon inter-linking of rivers associated with Vaigai river for a long time.
Amma lends her support and voice for this cause. The Central Government should
prepare a detailed project report on Mahanadhi-Godavari-Krishna-Palar-Cauvery-
Vaigai-Gundar link. The National Water Development Agency had completed a
feasibility report long back in this connection. On the course of interlinking, the
Vaigai river could be rejuvenated. The Vaigai river can have a new lease of life.
Lakhs of people in and around Madurai city and the surrounding districts could be
benefited through this.

It merges with the sea in Rameswaram, a holy and religious place near the
Palk Strait. It is the main water source for drinking and irrigation of these districts.
Every year, the famous religious ‘Kallalagar Festival’ is conducted on the River
Vaigai. The River Vaigai is the identity of Madurai city as well as its surrounding
districts. Therefore the efforts of hon. Amma’s Government to protect the River
Vaigai from pollution, garbage, dumping, etc., shall have to be supported and
complemented by the Central Government to the maximum extent possible.

Therefore, I urge upon the Central Government to initiate immediate steps
for rejuvenation of the River Vaigai by providing clear cut budgetary provisions as
has been done in the case of the River Ganga. I am sure, under the leadership of
our kind hearted hon. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, rejuvenation of the River Vaigai
would not be a tough task, provided the Central Government extends sufficient

budgetary support.

SHRI MD. BADARUDDOZA KHAN (MURSHIDABAD): Hon. Chairman, Sir, I
am a Member of Parliament from Murshidabad Parliamentary Constituency,
which comprises 100 kilometres of Indo-Bangladesh border area. There are
various types of problems in these border areas. The Madhugari Mouza at
Karimpur Block under Nadia District, West Bengal, which is a border area is
facing regular threat of Bangladeshi goons. They are cultivating crops in their own
lands but could not harvest because Bangladeshi goons are looting their crops
regularly as there is no permanent B.S.F. Camp. After 5 p.m., those areas are the
free zone for the Bangladeshi anti-socials. No Indian can go there after evening.
Sometimes, Bangladeshi armed robbers come to our border villages and loot the
cattle and other valuable materials. In such a serious condition, I would request
the Home Minister to provide a permanent B.S.F. Camp at Madhugari Mouza at
Karimpur Block under Nadia District, West Bengal to save the Indian people and
their properties.
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SHRI G. HARI (ARAKKONAM): Sir, Sholinghur is an ancient Temple town
known for Lakshmi Narasimha and Yoga Anjaneya temples. It has a railway
station which about 13 kilometres away from Sholinghur in a place called

Banavaram.

In recent years, Sholinghur is emerging as an industrial town with Brakes
India and associated companies operating from this town. It also houses the TVS
Motor industrial production unit which employs more than ten thousand
employees. Apart from this the school going children of these employees, people
of all walks of life have to travel in trains every day to reach their destinations.

Many pilgrims from all over Tamil Nadu, are visiting Sholinghur.

There is an need for introduction of shuttle train service between Chennai
and Sholinghur. If all the Express trains passing through Shoiinghur could halt for

two minutes at Banavaram Station, it will benefit train passengers immensely.

I urge upon the Union Government to introduce shuttle train service
between Chennai and Sholinghur and create stoppage for all Express trains at
Sholinghur Banavaram Railway station.

SHRI Y.V. SUBBA REDDY (ONGOLE): The Ministry of Urban Development
has undertaken an ambitious plan of constructing 2 crore houses by 2022 to
achieve the goal of housing for all under Pradhan Mantri Avas Yojana. As a part
of this, Ministry has allotted 1.93 lakh houses to Andhra Pradesh in 59

Municipalities and Corporations.

The procedure is that Municipalities and Corporations enter into an
agreement with the Ministry to implement the project. But, the question is who
will identify beneficiaries - is it the State Government or Municipality or
Corporation? It is not clear. With my little understanding, I think, the beneficiaries
are going to be identified by the State Government. If the entire power of
identifying the beneficiaries is given either to the State Government or
Municipalities or Corporations which are otherwise under the control of the State
Government - there will be discrimination in identifying beneficiaries. There is
every possibility - and it has become a norm - not to give importance to MPs of

the opposition parties.

So, I would request the hon. PM that MPs be given some percentage of
houses for allotting in their respective constituencies so that nobody feel
discriminated and houses are also distributed equally among all the sections and in
all districts/constituencies.

SHRI P.R. SUNDARAM (NAMAKKAL): Mr. Chairperson, Sir, thank you for

giving me this opportunity. I would like to proudly declare here about the launch
of a new round-the-clock Amma Call Centre in the State of Tamil Nadu under the
leadership of our hon. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma mainly to ensure quick delivery of
government services. The Call Centre with the latest technology like computer
telephony integration and Voice Logger System, the centre will initially handle

upto 15,000 calls a day with 138 operators recruited for this purpose.
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Already a Chief Minister’s Special Cell is functioning successfully
addressing people’s issue by referring petitions and letters to the Departments
concerned. There are various issues in the Central Government Departments to be
notified to the common citizens about their petitions and appeals.

Taking this example from the State of Tamil Nadu, I would like to request
the Central Government to establish such Call Centres in every State capital in
order that it functions as a Central Grievance Redressal System. Thank you.

RICHARD HAY (NOMINATED): Sir, it is shocking and disturbing to see
that the BJP workers in Kazhakootam, near Trivandrum, Kerala were mercilessly
attacked by, in this case, CPI(M) workers yesterday evening and night as per
newspaper reports.

Draft Master Plan. The former BJP State President, Shri V. Muraleedharan and
20 members are hospitalized and the condition of one party worker is very critical.

As the State elections are nearing, I urge upon the Government of India to
intervene and convey the concern and angst in this horrendous incident and ensure
a peaceful, democratic and healthy election in the State of Kerala.

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"SHRI A. ARUNMOZHITHEVAN (CUDDALORE): Hon. Chairman Sir,
Vanakkam. The East Coast rail project proposed along the east coast of Tamil
Nadu, from Cuddalore to Chennai via Puducherry, Marakkanam, Mahabalipuram,
and Velachery, has been kept pending for long. Keeping in view of the increasing
passenger traffic in this route this ECR Railway Project should hence be expedited.
Particularly, Cuddalore is an ancient town which has high density of population.
There is heavy traffic between Cuddalore and Puducherry. Puducherry railway
station is 23 kilometres east from Cuddalore. In the east coast railway project, in
the first phase, this 23 kilometer stretch of rail route between Cuddalore and
Puduchcherry should be laid immediately. Puducherry-Kanniyakumari Express
(Train No 16861) passes from Puducherry to Cuddalore via Villuppuram. If this
23 kilometer stretch of railway line is laid, it could save rail travel time up to a
distance of almost 80 kilometers besides saving money. Therefore I urge upon the
Hon. Minister of Railways to issue orders for laying railway line between
Cuddalore and Puducherry in the first phase of implementation of east coast
railway project, besides expediting the extension of same line up to Chennai via
Marakkanam, Mahabalipuram and Velachery. Thank you.

I
bow before Hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchithalaivi Amma. 1 urge
upon the Hon. Minister of Human Resources Development to take necessary
action for setting up of a Music and Fine Arts University in Thanjavur. Tamil
Music (Tamilisai) is 3000 years old. There are some important grammar books on
Tamil Music like Kalaria, Virai, Muthunaarai, Muthukurugu, Isainunukkam, and
Panchamarabu. Tamil Music (Tamilisai) is very ancient which is 3000 years old.
There are seven notes in Tamil Music such as Sa, Ri, Ga, Ma, Pa, Tha and Ni. No
one is able to find the eight note till now. Pann in Tamil is called as Raaga in
Sanskrit, The word Alatti has a Sanskrit equivalent called Alapana. Isai is called
as Sangeet in Sanskrit. This traditional and ancient music of Tamil Nadu should be
preserved and passed on to the youth of this country. Hon. Puratchithalaivi
Amma has been taking continuous efforts in this direction with a foresighted
vision. Government Music Colleges in Chennai, Tiruvaiyaaru, Coimbatore and
Madurai; Colleges of Fine Arts in Kumbakonam and Chennai; Government
College of Architecture and Sculpture in Mamallapuram; Unaided Private
Colleges which teach Music, Drama and Fine Arts could be brought under one
umbrella i.e. Music and Fine Arts University. There could be Under Graduate and
Post Graduate courses on Music and Fine Arts offered by these institutions. I
therefore urge upon the Hon. Minister of Human Resources Development to set up
a University for Music and Fine Arts in Thanjavur with 13 full-fledged
departments to teach Vocal music, Veena, Violin, Nadhaswaram (Nagaswaram),
Thavil, Ghatam, Mridangam, Kanjira, Morsing (Mukharshanku), Flute,
Bharathanatyam, Nattuvangam and Folk Arts. Thank you.

SHRI P.R. SENTHILNATHAN (SIVAGANGA): Mr. Chairman, Sir, Indian

Postal Service is an ancient, traditional and largest postal service in the world. It
had 1,54,866 Post Offices. The traditional service of mails in this Department has
now been reduced due to technical advantage like mobile, courier, e-mail, internet
service and introduction of delivery of mail through bus services at selected places

under urban areas by the State Government. In spite of developed infrastructure
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and efficient man power, the Department needs to be strengthened by the Central
Government with innovative ideas. To extend the service to rural areas, gas
subsidy payment may be arranged through Post Offices and Branch Offices so as
to increase money transactions. All the subsidies provided by the Government of
India under various welfare schemes, particularly the payment of wages of
MGNREGS, may be made through Post Offices and Branch Offices at villages.
The service of Media Post, Direct Post and Logistics Post in the Department of
Posts may be utilized by the Central and State Governments instead of others.

The Prime Minister introduced the Jan Dhan Yojana in which every citizen
of the country is encouraged to open Savings Account in Nationalised and Private
Banks, but the public are not encouraged to open Savings Account in Post Offices.
The Central Government may utilize Post Offices as a model for banking
transactions. The opening of ATMs at select Post Offices after more than 150
years of postal history is appreciable. However, this facility may be provided in all
Post Offices and linked with other banks for the convenience of the people.

In order to achieve the dream of the Father of the Nation Mahatma Gandhi,
the interest for all savings scheme in Post Offices may be increased by offering a
little more interest than what banks offer, as was the case earlier. This may be
done so that middle class people and weaker sections throughout the country in
every nook and corner may be encouraged to inculcate the habit of savings for
their better standard of life in future and also to increase the revenue at all Post

Offices in the country.

SHRI C. MAHENDRAN (POLLACHI): Thank you Chairman Sir. First of all, I
thank my leader Hon. Chief Minister Puratchi Thalaivi Amma.

At present, the Union Government is importing palm oil used for cooking
purpose. The Union Government has also permitted to import palm kernel oil by
the private companies which is commonly used in commercial cooking because of
its relatively low cost and remains stable at high cooking temperatures and can be
stored longer than other vegetable oil. Ninety per cent of the imported palm kernel

oil is adulterated and mixed with other cooking oils and they are selling it for
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higher rate. If we use these oils continuously, it will create adverse effect in the
body.

Chairman Sir, coconut oil is good for health. So, the Union Government
should take immediate action to ban and stop the import of palm oil and palm
kernel oil.

So, I request the Agriculture Minister and Commerce Minister, through this

august House, that the import of Palm oil and Palm Kernel oil should be stopped
or import duty of these oil should be raised and steps should be taken for
supplying of coconut oil through Fair Price Shops across the country, so that the
coconut farmers life and their income will Improve. Thanking you.
