SHRI KALIKESH N. SINGH DEO : Given the severity of the drought, especially

that in the State of Odisha where 28 out of 30 districts are reeling under heat wave
and drought, the answer of the hon. Minister which states that the State
Government is primarily responsible and the Central Government will only fund
or will help with additional funding, is highly unsatisfactory. The reason being, we
have found that whatever demands have been made by the State Governments, not
only by the State Government of Odisha but also by other States, have summarily
been cut down and reduced; and very meagre amounts are given to the States.

For example, the Government of Odisha, to combat drought, had requested
for Rs. 2,344.99 crore, but a mere Rs. 815 crore was sanctioned. Even out of that
money, Rs. 214 crore, as the hon. Minister states, was reduced because the money
was lying in the SDRF. Now, if the Central Government is going to deduct 50% of
the money lying in the SDRF from the sanctioned amount, then how will the
States be in any situation to combat further calamities? This is unheard of. Just to
adjust this money, the Government of India made amendment in the operational
guidelines of the NDRF without consultation with any of the States. It is a matter
of shame. Not only this.

For tackling Phailin Cyclone, which the State Government of Odisha
handled extraordinarily well, Rs. 250.7125 crore was released out of Rs.399.83
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crore sanctioned. The remaining balance of Rs.149.1175 crore is yet to be released
even two years after the calamity.

If the Central Government is going to behave like this, then how will the
cash-strapped States fight calamities such as drought and Phailin?
(Interruptions) My specific question to the Minister is: Will the Central
Government release all the funds as sanctioned by it without cutting any money of
the SDRF? Thank you.

SHRI M. VEERAPPA MOILY : Madam Speaker, I have seen the reply given by
the hon. Minister. Drought is the national disaster. It has to be the duty of the
national Government predominantly to respond to it. Karnataka has demanded
Rs.5,247 crore in 2015-16 whereas the Government has granted Rs.1,440.20 crore.
There is a lot of discrimination from the list, from State to State. It is all done in a
more ad hoc manner. There should be an independent consideration for
determining the loss and also for granting of funds. That kind of objectivity is
totally lacking. If need be, National Disaster Manual will have to be re-written.
This is not a “one way’ tackling this problem. The National Water Policy,
as could be seen, it always said that along with the relief which is to be granted,
preference will have to be given for ‘drought proofing’. I find from the hon.
Minister’s reply that that kind of an approach is totally lacking. Moreover, there
are low hanging fruits. Like there are certain projects which can be completed
within a year or two. For example, irrigation-cum-drinking project. I do not find
that kind of presence here. We need to invest money on that for which States
cannot afford.
HON. SPEAKER: Ask the supplementary please. You know that we are going to
have a full discussion on this subject.
SHRI M. VEERAPPA MOILY:: After 1972, for the first time, the entire nation is
suffering from drought, more particularly Karnataka. What is the response? Is
Government thinking of revising the National Disaster Manual?

SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR (KARIMNAGAR): Madam, in the new State of

Telangana, it is the third successive drought year. Telangana is facing water crisis.
Out of the 450 mandals, nearly 70 per cent of the mandals are drought affected.
The 14 major reservoirs across the Krishna and Godavari Rivers have reached
dead storage level.

The State Government of Telangana had requested the Government of India
for an assistance of Rs. 3064 crore. The Government had announced only Rs. 791
crore, which is also replied by the hon. Minister in his reply. Out of this, only Rs.

400 crore was released. With regard to the drinking water supply, we have asked
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for an amount of Rs. 555 crore, but the Central Government had released only Rs.
72 crore. 1 would like to know from the hon. Minister what is the amount which
they are going to release and when they are going to release. Already we are in
the end of April and it is May which is very severe. I request the hon. Minister to
be specific and through this reply at least the people of Telangana should get an
assurance from the Government of India.

police people laid down their lives in fighting militancy in Kashmir. So, please do
not demean the Jammu and Kashmir police.

I want to know this from the hon. Minister. This is the only engineering
college in the Valley. By removing J&K police, have you given a perception that
you do not trust them and also the non-locals can only be protected by CRPF?
That is not good in controlling alienation. It is because we know for a fact that
there is no more militancy in J&K. You accept that. But when incidence of
militancy takes place and in the namaz-e-janaze of the militants, thousands of
people are attending. This shows alienation is increasing among the youth under
the age of 18. What are you going to do to ensure that this alienation stops at this
instance? Because if we do not stop this alienation, believe me, no amount of
CRPF would be able to create that emotional or physical security. My pertinent
question to the hon. Minister, through you, Madam, is, to ensure that alienation
stops, will this Government, because you are sharing power with PDP, remove
AFSPA from at least Srinagar? Would you remove more military bunkers from
Srinagar? This is your Government. What is the step you are going to take to
decrease the alienation and to create security? You cannot give an answer over
here and say because this is the only engineering college in the Valley. This has to
be answered by the Government.

SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: Madam, what the hon. Member has stated is correct.
Everybody wants that the State police should handle the law and order situation if
anything erupts in any part of this country. The Central Armed Forces are there to
assist the State Government, if such a situation arises. That is why, we will prefer
that in Jammu and Kashmir, the State Government should handle the situation. In
the NIT campus, it is the students and the administration who want that the Central
Forces should be deployed inside the campus. This is not on the basis of our suo
motu action but on the basis of the demand made by the authority. The students
want that CRPF or SSB or any Central Armed Forces should be deployed there.
And, on top of that, the State police is also deployed there. It is not the unilateral
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decision of the Central Government and this will not lead to the feeling of
alienation of Kashmiris.
At the same time, regarding the question he asked about the Armed Forces

Special Power Act, it is not related to this Question.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: I am reminded here when this question comes
up to answer by the Government what the present Home Minister had assured in
2014 before the election for Lok Sabha commenced. It was on 23™ January in
Cuttack at the birth place of Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose. He had categorically
assured all of us that the files, which are not being declassified, will be declared
once their Government comes to power and this declassification has started.

My point here is though the first lot of 100 files was declassified and now
50 files have been declassified — this time period is from 1956 to 2009. Our
concern was what happened from 1945 till 1948 or 1949. When are those files
going to be declassified? Do you have those files with you? Or, are there more
files with the British Government? Are you accessing those files which are with
the Japanese Government? Are you also accessing some files which are with the
then Soviet Union or the present Russian Government? The international scenario
has changed drastically and there is no need to be secret about revealing those
information or getting those information.

My concern here is the idea that was propagated during that time that there
was a crash. I do not agree with the hon. Minister’s statement. When Shahnawaz
Committee had put forth their report, there were dissent notes in that report also.
In Mukherjee Commission, there was a clear-cut case that the crash did not
happen. Even in Khanna Committee Report also, it was said that it is doubtful.
Therefore, the basic question that arises with every patriotic Indian is whether that
crash happened or not and whether Netaji was alive after that so-called crash or
not. Those files are yet to be revealed. When are you going to reveal those files,
declassify those files?

SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: Let me reiterate again to make it more specific. The first
two committees said that the plane crashed and the body was highly burnt and
brought to the hospital and ashes kept in Renkoji Temple belonged to Netaji, but
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Justice Mukherjee Commission of Inquiry did not agree with that. So, there is a
division within the various reports of the committees.

Regarding the information with various countries, we have established
contacts with all the relevant and important countries associated with Netaji
Subhash Chandra Bose. Austria has not found any material related to Netaji in
their archives. Russia, which you mentioned, does not have any document
pertaining to Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose within their territory. The United
Kingdom has given 62 files and that is whatever is available in the British Library.

The most important part, which I am going to mention, is about Japan.
Japan has five files relating to Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose which are going to be
very crucial. They have decided to declassify two files by the end of this year. We
are hopeful. Our mission there has been in touch with the Japanese Government
and they have agreed to declassify two files. Three more files are there which they
have not committed about yet. So, we are hopeful for those files also.

Germany has put all the files related to Netaji from 1945 onwards in their
archives and they are there for everybody to see. The USA does not have any
document related to Netaji. So, we have done everything possible about wherever
Netaji’s documents could be found.

Now, from the Government of India’s side, as I have stated earlier, we have
not been able to discover only two more files. One is with the Prime Minister’s
Office which is related to the proposal to bring Netaji’s ashes from Tokyo and put
up a memorial of Netaji in front of Red Fort in Delhi. That file is unable to be
traced. There is one more file with the Ministry of Home Affairs, which is also
untraceable, that is regarding the ashes of Netaji. Despite efforts, it could not be
traced.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Madam, I beg to present a
Petition signed by Shri Prasana Kumar Mohanty and others regarding construction

of underpass/flyover at Sikharpur square, Cuttack, Odisha.

SHRI FEROZE VARUN GANDHI (SULTANPUR): Madam, my intervention is
regarding the broader pattern of changing climatic conditions in our country and
its detrimental effect on agriculture. This is the only problem in our country we
face which has a non-negotiable time limit. The Council of Energy Environment
and Water has reported that in the last ten years we have had a one degree increase
in the Annual Mean Air Temperature and almost two degrees increase in night
time temperature which is a frightening development. The severe impact on
agriculture we can see, which is already reeling under the pressure being
unsustainable.

CSE Reports state that ten million tonnes of the Rabi crop have been
destroyed last year valued at Rs. 20,000 crore due to the unseasonal rainfall in
February to April last year and the hailstorms. The Kharif crop, which was in
winter, as in Punjab and Haryana has caused a loss of more than Rs. 5,000 per acre
and the crops of Bajra, Guar and Moong have failed in more than ten lakh acres
because of rising temperatures in the winter season. This is undoing the benefits of
the Green Revolution. Just to contextualize it, if there is one degree increase in
Annual Mean Air Temperature now, it will cause a 17 per cent decrease in rice
production in the country.

Madam, there is a welcome step by the Government to develop contingency
crop plans based on projected climatic conditions for 126 agro-ecological zones in
the country. However, my suggestion is the following. Instead of having
contingency plans, what we really need to do is to bring changes in patterns of
agriculture and we can use automatic weather centres for this which provide local
weather data before the start of the cropping season to decide which crops to sow.

The second example is the example of Maharashtra where a higher MSP for
sugarcane unlike other crops is the reason that despite being water scarce, four per
cent of landmass has sugarcane in it and it uses 71 per cent of irrigated water

which does not make any sense to any reasonable person.
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My only suggestion is an overhauling of the subsidy structure regarding
things like this taking into account the agro-climatic need of the crop because this
is really something that the Government and the farmers need to start working on.
Otherwise, half of our land is going to be arid and non-arable in no time to come.
Thank you.

DR. KULMANI SAMAL (JAGATSINGHPUR): Hon. Speaker, Madam, I am
thankful to you for allowing me to speak on an important issue relating to my
State of Odisha.

I would like to draw the attention of the Home Minister regarding the
scorching heat wave in Odisha and drought situation in almost all the districts of
the State. Yesterday, the maximum temperature in Titlagarh, a Western region of
Odisha recorded more than 48 degree Celsius which is an all time high
temperature in the month of April. The intolerable heat along with humidity in
coastal regions of the State is also a cause of concern. This year, so far around 80
persons have died of heat and dehydration in the State. In the last financial year,
there was 14 per cent deficit in rainfall causing 33 per cent of crop loss in my State
for which our Chief Minister has demanded Rs.2,234 crore to compensate the loss.
However, before disbursement of any amount by the Central Government to
address the problem during 2015-16, we are at the doorstep of another drought-
like situation. Hence, I would urge upon the Government to assess the situation in
my State urgently and provide adequate financial assistance at the earliest in order
to take suitable measures to address the problems caused by scorching heat wave

and drought situation in my State of Odisha.
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HON. SPEAKER: Shri Rabindra Kumar Jena is permitted to associate with the
issue raised by Dr. Kulmani Samal.

SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY (DHENKANAL): Madam, I thank you for
giving me this opportunity. In the overdrive mode that this Government is moving
to facilitate the creation of infrastructure and industrial growth, it is completely
forgetting that the future belongs not to us but to our descendants, our heirs. In
that process, I would like to bring to your notice the irrevocable damage caused to
national forest reserves due to deforestation and construction of national
highways.

Deforestation has been a big menace in India for the past few decades. But,
efforts have been made to protect and maintain national wildlife reserves. Under
the garb of development, the present Government is destroying our natural
heritage and getting away with it. Odisha’s pride, Simlipal has seen construction in
and around its periphery as well as increasing habitation even within its core area.
Similarly, in the recent past, major source of Pench and Kanha Forest Reserves —
Madam, it is from your State — is being raised to the ground by none other than the
National Highway Authority of India (NHAI) to make way for the expansion of
National Highways 6 and 7. The Highway cuts through two of the most beautiful
Tiger Sanctuaries in India, namely, Kanha and Pench. This project will end up
destroying a vital animal corridor between the two reserve forests. These reserves
are for tigers, which are precious animals at the top of the food chain. It has
become an endangered species. Mere increase in statistical data showing growth in
its population does not correspond to ground realities. The deforestation also leads
to drying up of ground water and acceleration of soil erosion. We are already
facing water crisis in Central India and moves like these will only worsen the
situation. It is time that the Government cannot and must not continue executing
such projects. Immediate withdrawal of sanctioned funds will alone save not only

the forests but the whole country.
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HON. SPEAKER: Shri Bhairon Prasad Mishra, Shri Rabindra Kumar Jena, Shri
Sudheer Gupta and Shri Rodmal Nagar are permitted to associate with the issue
raised by Shri Tathagata Satpathy.

SHRI S.P. MUDDAHANUME GOWDA (TUMKUR): Madam, I would like to
bring to the notice of the Government of India the plight of coconut farmers in the
country. In my constituency Tumkur, coconut is one of the major crops. In
Karnataka also, that is one of the major crops. It is no longer a commercial crop
now insofar as my constituency is concerned. It has almost become a source of
livelihood of these farmers. But, because of the depletion of underground water
and continuous drought situation in the country as also in my constituency, the
coconut farming has almost become a serious problem. The major portion of the
coconut farming is almost destroyed. In addition to that, Madam, there is a steep
fall in copra price in the country. The Minimum Support Price which the
Government of India is now providing is also very meagre. It is unfortunate that I
have to bring to the notice of this august House but even coconut growing farmers
are also committing suicides in my Constituency and in Karnataka not having been
able to repay the loans which they have raised.

I would urge upon the Government of India to increase the Minimum
Support Price of copra in the country to ensure that at least a minimum of
Rs.10,000 per quintal is given. That may not give much profit to the coconut
farmers, it is sufficient only to meet the agricultural costs. That is why I urge upon
the Government of India to increase the Minimum Support Price of copra to a
minimum of Rs.10,000 per quintal. Thank you.

SHRI JITENDRA CHAUDHURY (TRIPURA EAST): Hon. Speaker Madam, this

is the third time I am raising this issue. You will definitely consider that the

language is the vehicle of the culture. Without development of the language and
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culture, development of any community is hardly possible. Kok-Borok is my
mother tongue. It is one of the official languages of the State of Tripura and
mother tongue of 1.5 million Tripuri population inhabiting in Tripura, Asom,
Mizoram and six districts of Bangladesh. On behalf of the Kok-Borok speaking
people, I am urging this demand to include it in the 8" Schedule of the
Constitution. But all the time the reply I receive from the Ministry of Home
Affairs i1s that one Committee was constituted in 1993 or some time. After that,
there was no attempt to consider the demand of such languages.

The Kok-Borok-speaking people, the Tripuri community have ruled
Tripura State for more than 1400 years. Now, Kok-Borok is taught up to, up to the
post-graduate level in the Tripura Central University. There are a number of
people who have been awarded by the Sangeet Natak Akademi in the field of arts
and culture. Every year, more than a hundred titles are published and a couple of
hundred music CDs, albums, etc. are also produced. That is why once again, |
would like to appeal to the hon. Home Minister who is present here to consider
this very sentimental issue of the Kok-Borok-speaking people, who are also called
Tripuri people, in the State of Tripura, that it is recognized by the Government of
India and included in the Eighth Schedule of the Constitution.

There are many other languages and language groups besides this. If they
are not taken care of by the Government it would be very difficult for their
survival in this era of globalization. So, this is my earnest request. I think the hon.
Home Minister who is present here will give this due consideration.

With these words, I conclude. Thank you.

SHRI RABINDRA KUMAR JENA (BALASORE): Thank you Speaker Madam
for giving me an opportunity to raise an issue concerning mostly the youth in the
country. Madam, about 1 million Indians reach the employment age every month
in our country. Against this requirement the best job creation that has happened in
our country in the recent past has been 2009 when 12.5 lakh new jobs were
created; in 2010, 8.6 lakh and in 2011, 9.3 lakh jobs were created. This is the data
released by the Labour Bureau for eight most critical labour intensive sector in the
country.

When the present Government came to power, among various promises,
one of the biggest promises to the youth of the country was to create new jobs,
new entrepreneurship. Against this promise, in 2014, 4.9 lakh jobs were created
which is less than half of what was happening six years back. To make the
situation worse, in 2015, only 1.3 lakh new jobs were created which is hardly 10
per cent of the jobs created about six years back. To make it more worst, in the
last quarter of 2015, 20,000 jobs were lost in our country. This is the ground
reality.

The Government came to power to create jobs and not to lose them. It is
time for all the concerned in the Government to take cognizance of this serious
fact because this is the ground reality. I urge upon the Government to come out
with a National Employment Policy and a well-defined roadmap to create at least
one million new jobs per month in the country.

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(xiii) Need to improve AM radio frequency at par with FM radio

SHRIMATI RAKSHATAI KHADSE (RAVER): As FM radio is gaining
popularity in the recent days and also most of the electronic appliances are
provided with the facility of FM radio, it has become an easy and affordable
means of entertainment. The FM radio is largely heard by new generation.
However, the senior citizen is not able to utilize it. On the other hand, AM radio
is very popular with lower class, villagers, specially farmers and the house makers
who while performing or carrying out the household chores or agricultural works
listen to AM radio. The senior citizens especially women who do not have access
to the electronic appliances such as PC, Laptop, Mobiles, PD, I-pod etc, are even
at this juncture using old transistors and listen to the programme broadcast mostly
in the local language on AM radio band. Also, all the programmes relayed from
Akashwani Kendra are through AM band of radio where very useful tips on health
and health related topics and information on almost every aspect needed for
society such as agriculture, business etc. is broadcast in the local language. I
request Hon'ble Minister to either update the AM (Amplitude Modulation)
electronic waves relay to be compatible to match FM (Frequency Modulation)
band width or porgrammes in local language by all Akashwani Kendra be
broadcast with FM bandwidth. This will also facilitate dissemination of
information on Government's programmes/schemes without much efforts and with

negligible expenditure.
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(xiv) Need to declare the Puttingal Temple tragedy in Kollam, Kerala as a
national calamity and extend financial assistance to Kerala.

SHRI MULLAPPALLY RAMCHANDRAN (VADAKARA): The Kollam,
Puttingal temple fireworks tragedy is one of the worst tragedies Kerala has
witnessed after the devastating tsunami of 2004. More than 100 people have lost
their lives and more than 1000 admitted in various hospitals with grievous injuries.
Even after recovery, many of them will remain deformed and handicapped. Many
have lost their hearing capacity. In a radius of one and a half kilometer, several
houses have been destroyed or damaged. The rescue operations by Kerala
Government and local people were exemplary. But the after effects are so far
reaching that much remains to be done. The financial loss is estimated at Rs. 120
crores. Government of Kerala has requested the Union Government to treat the
tragedy as national calamity and to provide monetary allocation. I urge upon the
Government to consider this genuine request favorably and declare this tragedy as

national calamity and extend financial assistance to this State.
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(xv) Need for establishment of a separate High Court for Telangana

SHRI GUTHA SUKENDER REDDY (NALGONDA): I would like to draw the
attention of the Hon'ble Minister for Law and Justice towards the setting up of a
separate High Court for newly formed Telangana State. Lack of separate High
Court is leading to many difficulties between Andhra Pradesh and Telangana. It
was, in fact, a promise and provision made in the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation
Act. Lawyers of the present Andhra Pradesh High Court also went on a strike
seeking establishment of separate High Court. Even after a lapse of nearly 2 years
of the passing of the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act, no step has been taken
by the Government in this matter.

The then Minister for Law and Justice had also assured that he would
convene a meeting of both the Chief Ministers of Andhra Pradesh and Telangana
along with Chief Justice of present Andhra Pradesh High Court to solve the
matter. But the process was shelved as he was shifted to some other Ministry.
Parliamentary Affairs Minister Shri Venkaiah Naidu ji also informed the House
that the Government is considering to set up a separate High Court for Telangana
but the matter is getting delayed inordinately for the reasons not known. Supreme
Court also stated that it is the responsibility of the Central Government to establish
the High Court and allocate sufficient funds as per the Andhra Pradesh
Reorganisation Act.

In view of the above, I strongly urge upon the Government of India to take
immediate steps for setting up of a separate High Court for Telangana without any

further delay.
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(xvi) Need for four-laning of National Highway between Karur and
Coimbatore via Kangayam and from Kangayam to Tiruppur in Tamil
Nadu

SHRI S. SELVAKUMARA CHINNAIYAN (ERODE): In my Erode Lok Sabha
constituency "Kangayam" is a prominent and famous business centre with many
rice mills and large production of coconut oil, Moreover, Tiruppur is a Textile
Hub which is located near Kangayam. As there is heavy congestion in road traffic
between Karur and Coimbatore via Kangayam and also between Kangayam and
Tiruppur, the road connectivity from Karur to Coimbatore via Kangayam and also
Kangayam to Tirrupur needs to be expanded as four lane road in order to ease
traffic congestion. Hence, I urge upon the Union Minister of Road Transport and
Highways for allocation of adequate funds for four-laning of road from Karur to
Coimbatore via Kangayam and from Kangayam to Tiruppur. I also urge that the
necessary plan approval alongwith adequate financial allocation may be granted

immediately without any further delay.
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(xvii) Need to adopt appropriate scientific storage techniques to minimize
loss of foodgrains in the country

SHRI K. ASHOK KUMAR (KRISHNAGIRI): The problem of feeding the ever
increasing population does not end with increased production of foodgrains. The
wastage of foodgrains due to ill-equipped storage system is one of the major
problems faced by the country. The rodents, insects and micro organisms make the
situation worse. Nearly 10% of the food grains are lost due to the unprotected and
unscientific methods of storage.

Millions of tonnes of foodgrains are either damaged or lost every year due
to lack of adequate scientific knowledge in storage techniques. Insects of varied
kinds attack foodgrains during pre and post harvest stages resulting in the poor
quality and yield. It is, therefore, important that the foodgrains should not suffer in
quality and quantity.

The pests and micro organisms attack, consume, contaminate food grains
and make them unfit for human consumption. It is our prime duty to ensure food
security for all and for that it is very essential to stop the wastage of foodgrains.

Therefore, I urge upon the Government to take all possible pest control
measures and adopt appropriate scientific storage techniques to achieve zero-

storage loss of foodgrains in the future.
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(xviii) Need to withdraw the restrictions and include new projects under
Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana in Nabarangpur parliamentary
constituency

SHRI BALBHADRA MAJHI (NABARANGPUR): Odisha is one of the states
where road connectivity is still very poor. About 300 villages in my Parliamentary
constituency, Nabarangpur, a Tribal Sub-plan area, are yet to be connected by all
weather roads.

As per the latest guidelines of the Government, 2™ phase of roads under
PMGSY is being sanctioned for those states which have completed works under
1* phase. This decision is without any logic and because of this, states like Odisha,
with less infrastructure are further deprived to go ahead and catch up with the
developed states.

It is, therefore, requested that this restriction may please be withdrawn and
new projects under PMGSY may be sanctioned as per actual requirement of the

State.
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(xix) Need to provide adequate basic facilities in long passenger distance
trains in the country.

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(xx) Need to construct compound walls around all the girls' hostels in Arka
parliamentary constituency in Andhra Pradesh

SHRIMATI KOTHAPALLI GEETHA (ARAKU): I would like to draw the
kind attention of the Government towards security problems being faced by tribal
girls in gurukulam/hostel premises. I represent Araku Constituency in Andhra
Pradesh, which is the only tribal constituency and 95 percent of the population of
my constituency is tribal.

I would like to state that it extends to over 4 districts of Andhra Pradesh,
namely Visakhapatnam, Vizianagaram, Srikakulam and East Godavari. It is the
largest constituency in Andhra Pradesh in terms of area and is mostly remote. The
area has been neglected since the past few decades.

I would like to thank the Government for initiating a number of measures
for the promotion of education of tribals and particularly the girl child. Many of
the girls are living in post-matric hostel, ashram hotels, gurukulams and tribal
welfare hostels. The security of the girl child has always been under the threat as
most of the hostels are in remote areas and they are living in dangerous condition.

No doubt, the Government is committed to promotion of education of the
girl child and it is always the responsibility of the Government to protect the child
and that has been evident through the hon'ble Prime Minister's programme 'Beti
Padhao, Beti Bachao'. Hence I would request the Hon'ble Minister for Women and
Child Development as well as the Government to kindly sanction construction of
compound walls for all the girls' hostels. This act will be greatly appreciated from

all sections of the community.

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(xxii) Need to reopen the Cachar Paper Mill, a unit of Hindustan Paper
Corporation Limited at Panchgram, Assam

SHRI RADHESHYAM BISWAS (KARIMGANJ): Cachar Paper Mill, a unit of
Hindustan Paper Corporation Limited at Panchgram, Assam was closed on 20"
October 2015 due to shortage of working capital. A meeting with the Minister of
Heavy Industries and the other high officials was held in December 2015 to save
and restart the mill again. As per decision of the meeting, one Joint Secretary
visited the Cachar Paper Mill on 7" January 2016 and he submitted a detailed
report with some suggestions to the authority to revive the profit making industry
again. But it is a matter of great concern that the mill has not started again, though
there is a huge stock of bamboo amounting to Rupees 30 crores, coal amounting to
Rupees 8.5 crores and other materials lying in the mill and some of these will be
destroyed if the mill is not started immediately. So many casual labours and otherd
dependent on the mill are facing hardship to maintain their daily need. An
agitation programme was organized in front of the mill on 28" January 2016 by
the labour unions of the mill with the help of the other NGOs with a demand for
reopening of the mill immediately.

Considering the above situation, I request the Union Minister of Heavy

Industries to take immediate steps to reopen the mill.

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DR. TAPAS MANDAL (RANAGHAT): Mr. Chairman, Sir, thank you allowing
me to speak on this subject. West Bengal is deprived of getting any viable project
from this Railway Budget 2016-17. West Bengal got nothing. At the very initial
stage itself, when the Budget was presented, our leader, Kumari Mamata Banerjee
expressed her anguish over that. West Bengal has got only two dedicated freight
corridors and nothing else. The Minister has allocated very meagre amount for the
on-going projects in West Bengal. For some projects the money allocated is as low
as Rs. 1,000. So, our Party and our people demand that justice be done for the
people of West Bengal. You have done so many things for the other parts of the
country. So, please do something, announce some projects for the people of West
Bengal.

Earlier, when Kumari Mamata Banerjee, our leader was the Railway
Minister, she announced a lot of projects for West Bengal. Those projects have
been neglected in the present Budget. If it is not possible to do this time, please do
it next time, when you will present the Budget for the next year so that the on-
going projects, viable projects, expansion projects, railway based industries can
get justice from the Union Budget. This is my first appeal to the Union Minister.

The second issue is regarding my constituency. Ranaghat is my Lok Sabha
constituency. It is nearer to Kolkata. There is a huge and long-pending demand for
construction of motorable subway. But the Railway Ministry took a decision to
construct a subway for pedestrians and that subway is almost on the verge of
completion.

My request to the Union Minister is to look into this. I wrote many letters to
him. I raised this issue many a time in Parliament. However, the Government and
the Minister had not paid attention. Conversion of pedestrian subway to motorable
subway is very important for the city of Ranaghat, which is divided by the railway
stations. One part has no facilities but the other part has all the public amenities

like hospitals, banks, schools, colleges, etc. are there So, the eastern part where no
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such important facilities are there, patients are facing great problem. Please ensure
conversion of subway meant for pedestrians into motorable subway so that
ambulances can come on time and critical patients can have treatment in hospitals.

There are local trains that are bound to Sealdah and Howrah Stations. I had
requested earlier to increase the frequency of the local trains. During the peak
office hours, frequency is less. The daily passengers and office-goers - ‘daily
passengers’ in Bengali are known as ‘daily sandas’ are travelling in inhuman
conditions. In a seat meant for three persons, at least five or six passengers sit;
huge crowd is there in each and every compartment of local trains. So, in order to
give some comfort to the office-goers, please try to increase the number of local
trains during the peak office hours. This is my request.

Please increase the number of compartments from 9 to 12. Almost all the
stations are expanded and can accommodate 12 compartments but trains are
running with only nine compartments. If you increase the compartments from nine
to 12, then, more number of passengers can be accommodated and they can reach
their destination safely.

There are lots of unmanned level crossings in my constituency. [ wrote on
this many a time to the Minister, raised the issue in the House also at least four or
five unmanned level crossings can be looked into and can be implemented. Please
do the needful so that we can avoid accidents.

The Central Government had announced last year to establish an AIIMS at
Kalyani, which is an upcoming and planned city in West Bengal, about 55 kms.
from Kolkata Airport. Kalyani city may be connected through metro railway from
Barrackpore. Up to Barrackpore, there is a metro railway line proposed for which
work is initiated. When one of our leaders, Shri Dinesh Trivedi was the Railway
Minister, he allotted some money for evaluating the possibility of developing the
metro railway from Barrackpore to Kalyani. Please do the needful so that the
patients, doctors and huge sections of people can travel safely in the coming years

through metro railway from Barrackpore to Kalyani.
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Sir, Nabadwip Dham is the birth place of Mahaprabhu Chaitanya. It is one
of the important tourist destinations in this country. It has a very old railway
station. I would request the Government to make this station as a model railway
station and give justice to the people of Nabadwip and all the tourists who are
travelling to visit Nabadwip Dham.

Chakdaha is another important railway station. It is a locality with a
population of more than 50,000 people and at least 30,000 people are travelling to
Kolkata by train by Ranaghat-Krishna Nagar Local, Gidhi Local or Santipur
Local. So, I demand that a new Chakdaha Local Train should be introduced from
Chakdaha to Sealdah during office hours so that the office goers and the common
people can get a safe journey towards the Capital of the State.

Regarding other announcements made by the hon. Railway Minister, we
welcome all those announcements. We know that he has made many new
proposals and even announced bullet trains for the rest of the country except West
Bengal. So, we hope that there would be a time when the Union Railway Minister
would give justice, give some new projects to the State of West Bengal so that the
people of West Bengal would feel happy and bless the Railway Minister. Thank

you.
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"SHRI RAMESHWAR TELI (DIBRUGARH): The Railway Budget, 2016
presented by the Hon. Railway Minister Shri Suresh Prabhuji is undoubtedly a
welcome step by the Government. I whole heartedly thank the Railway Minister
for presenting such a people friendly budget which will contribute to the rapid
economic development of the country. Railways, as we all know, is an important
medium through which we can expect speedy economic development of every
nook and corner of our country. With increased Railway network, obviously there
will be an increase in trade and commerce as well as industrial growth which will
further boost our country’s economy. And a resurgent economy will certainly
enhance India’s dignity and prestige among the comity of nations.

I would like to thank the Hon. Railway Minister especially for his effort to
improve the Railway network in the North-Eastern States. I wish to mention here
that during the UPA rule, when it came to infrastructure projects, India’s North-

"SHRI PRASANNA KUMAR PATASANI (BHUBANESWAR) : I am grateful to
the Minister that as per our demand he has sanctioned the Demands for Grants.
Though the allocation is not sufficient to mitigate the railway problem in our state,
but our concern may not be materialized until and unless you intervene for
immediate execution on war footing. As per my demand, he has allowed me to
sign the MOU pertaining to Kurda Bolangir railway line. As per request,
Railways have been connecting from Kurda, Bolgarh, Begunia and Rajsunakeda.
Rest of the railway line is also completed upto Naiagarh. As he has managed the
train with well quipped and good platforms, the same needs to be repeated from
Naiagarh to Daspalla and KBK area. I hope it may be completed as per
commitment in the inaugural meeting at Begunia and Bolgarh.

Recently, the Minister had been to Bhubaneswar station to inaugurate Wi-
Fi facilities. He might have perceived the difficulties of platforms. His predecessor
had already announced to make Bhubaneswar as world class station. In Puri also,
the Nabakalabara festival of Lord Jaganath is already over. The world class station
target of Puri and Bhubaneswar are not materialized. I pray honestly and solicit
immediate cooperation in granting a good sum of grants to promote Bhubaneswar
and Puri as declared earlier.

I like to draw the attention of the Minister for Mono Rail and Metro at
Bhubaneswar. I am again and again reminding him for his kind immediate action
to start the work from Cuttack to Bhubaneswar and from Bhubaneswar to Puri via
Kurda, Jatini and direct Puri to Konark. While I was member of Standing
Committee, Urban Development (UD), I prayed for survey work that is not yet
over. This work should have been started on war footing to avoid traffic
congestion and to promote tourism.

Presently, railway catering system is not well managed and supply of items

of food needs to be instructed by the Minister as well as the passenger amenities

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for the safety and security of passengers should be provided. I am also requesting
Hon'ble Prime Minister Modiji to start a bullet train from Bhubaneswar to Delhi
on priority basis. Therefore don't ignore our State and the bullet train that I have
been demanding. No. 1 would be our State Odisha because Prime Minister has
announced Bhubaneswar the No. 1 smart city of country.

The flyover work of my constituency and the respective flyovers from
Satyanagar to Shahidnagar to Pokaripur are taking lot of time for completion and
the Pokaripur flyover is highly delayed. Apart from that some of the flyovers I
prayed for at Nirakarapur and Bhusaldapur and Kuhudi needs to be expanded and
made full fledged platform immediately for the greater interest of the public.
Whatever grant you have allotted should not be shifted to other states or lapsed.
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*PROF. RICHARD HAY (NOMINATED): In the Plan Head, New Lines, S.R.
Angamaly-Sabarimala Project, it is found that no outlay has been allocated for
2016-17.

The Thalassery-Mysore Line, about which I spoke in the Parliament has not
been allocated any funds for the conduct of survey.

The Budget allocation to Netravati Mangalore Central pending work has
only been allocated a paltry sum, which would not cover the entire costs.
Thalassery Railway Station, SR requires facelift and more facilities as requested to
G.M.(SR) as an Adarsh Station. The pedestrian path from the new bus stand to the
Railway -I platform premises is not yet taken up by the Railways even though the
Inspector of Railways was convinced. There is no retiring room, toilet in the First
platform, new two train stoppages, refreshment cafeteria, etc.

Thalassery Railway station has been deprived of several facilities by the
S.R. which may kindly be looked into.

The electrification of Kannur to Mangalore has to be completed on a war
footing as this would improve the functioning of the railways and save the cost of

operation in this sector.

SHRI RABINDRA KUMAR JENA (BALASORE): Mr. Chairman, Sir, first of all
I thank you for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Demands for Grants of
Railways for the year 2016-17.

Sir, we have several reasons to thank the hon. Railway Minister Shri Suresh
Prabhu and the hon. Minister of State for Railways Shri Manoj Sinha for the
various steps that they have taken in the Railway Budget, including allocation of
about Rs. 4,600 crore to Odisha. In fact, the Railway Minister has gone on record
to say that justice has not been done to Odisha in the past and so they have taken
action to make good the losses, which we have suffered, to a large extent. The
hon. Minister of Railways is one such Railway Minister who has received lots of
praise cutting across party lines when we discussed the Railway Budget and
obviously we also thank him for the nice Railway Budget that he has presented.

Having said that, let me come to some critical analysis of the Railway
Budget and the Railways per se. The Indian Railways is, in fact, in ICU. I am
pained to say that, but this is the fact of life. When I say that it is in ICU, one
factor that demonstrates this is that the operating ratio of Railways is 92 per cent
meaning thereby the Railways has to spend 92 paise to have one rupee of revenue.
This is a very difficult and a deadly situation for any organisation to operate.

The Railway Minister has given several doses. I can term that he has
possibly given certain paracetamol tablets to take the Railways out of ICU. But the
Railways need a major surgery; paracetamol will not help to take the Indian
Railways out of ICU. Why do I say so? If a surgery is not done today to revive the
Railways, possibly history will not forgive us because today we have got one of
the best situation in the country to tackle the problems faced by the Indian
Railways. First, we have a stable Government till 2019, we have a Prime Minister
who is committed to revive Railways and more so, we have a Railway Minister
and his Minister of State for Railways who are committed and very keen to revive

the Railways. Added to this, we have a situation where the country is not going to
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see possibly six Railway Ministers in five years. So, this is a stable situation.
Unless we do this, history may not forgive us.

Let me substantiate why do I say it is in ICU by more factual position. Sir,
50 per cent of the revenue of Railway in its operating expenditure goes towards
the staff cost itself. This is a very deadly situation. I mean, we have to pray God
to set the organization. Secondly, world-over, all successful Railways have a
revenue of 30 to 40 per cent from its non-core activities, whereas in India it is just
2 per cent. This is not a very healthy situation from finance point of view. We
have got Mr. Prabhu who is one of the best Accountants in the country as ever
seen possibly but we do not have an accrual system of accounting in Railway.
What does it mean? We do not know what is the liability of Railway standing
over today. Many liabilities may crop up tomorrow.

The Seventh Pay Commission has already put a big hole in the pocket of
Railway by taking out close to Rs. 36,000 crore. They have to pay it; they have no
choice. Added to this, the Railways have to pay dividend for gross budgetary
support. It is a very funny situation. One way, you take gross budgetary support;
other way, you pay dividend. What is this system? Can you not look at reviving
the system? In several countries, the ratio of passenger fare to the freight rate
hovers around 120 to 130 per cent. It is just the reverse in India; it is just 30 per
cent. So, this is another critical situation which the Indian Railway has got.

The Indian Railway, which has got 66 per cent of its revenue from freight,
depends only on 10 bulk commodities. That is, it is too much dependent on small
bulk commodities and this can pose a threat tomorrow. Now, what is the result
because of all these problems? The result is that the Railway is losing its share of
traffic revenue year after year from Independence till today. Post-Independence, it
was 89 per cent; today it is just 30 per cent. This is a very delicate situation for
everybody who is running Railway and for the countrymen as a whole. This needs

a real outlook. So, what needs to be done? The Railway had to undergo a serious
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structural change. Do you need a Railway Board in its present form or you need
to revive it?

The Railway Minister has spoken about land monetisation. World over,
when the land monetisation has been done on a much larger scale, it has revived
Railway. So, this is one area where the Minister needs to look into their land
monetisation on a very aggressive basis. You need to run it as a good operator.
The Railway need not have to become a good mineral water manufacturer.
Mineral water manufacturing can be better done by somebody else. The Railway
needs to concentrate its energy on its core activity.

Next is advertisement revenue. Advertisement revenue, which can be a
bulk portion of the entire revenue, is very meager today. The beauty in
advertisement revenue is that we have got incremental cost but much larger
revenue. So, this could be another area where the Railway needs to take it up.
Then, the Railway needs to introspect whether it has to do hospitals, clubs, hotels
or somebody else can do it better. So, these are a couple of suggestions which I
thought I will place before the hon. Railway Minister to see that something is done
structurally to revive Railway which is in ICU in my opinion.

I come from Balasore constituency of Odisha which falls in the northern
part of Odisha. We come from or we belong to South Eastern Railway.
Consistently, year after year, decade after decade, we have been suffering untold
misery. Even in the last Railway Budget also, the quantum of allocation which we
got for our part is really meager. There could be any reason; I am not going into
the reason. I would just like to put it before the hon. Railway Minister; Shri Sinha
ji is sitting here. Here is a list of issues which I have brought to the notice of your
officials of South Eastern Railway and I will submit it to you. Please see, what is
the kind of response we get. Either they choose not to respond or to write why it
cannot be done. This is our suffering. So, I would sincerely urge upon you to

kindly take us out of South Eastern Railway till, at least, our demand for a
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Division at Balasore is met. This is a very sincere demand and we would urge
upon you to really look at it with all seriousness.

Next, you have given two elevated corridors for Mumbai, one for Delhi and
suburban line for Ahmedabad, Hyderabad, Chennai and Bengaluru. Why not one
for Bhubaneswar, Sir? Bhubaneswar is the hottest destination in the country today
under the Chief Ministership of our hon. Chief Minister Shri Naveen Patnaik ji. It
is number one smart city. Our hon. Chief Whip says that you give one to Odisha
and one to Bihar as well. I will definitely go by his whip; he is our Chief Whip.

Then, I have been demanding for a passenger train in Nilgiri in my
constituency. People have been waiting for the last 40 years. Your goods train is
running over there. We have been demanding for a passenger train so that, at
least, two lakh tribal people will get benefited. It is a small request but we have
been languishing from here and there. We would request you to look at it. It is
not a big investment per se.

Having said that, I will come to a couple of other demands which we have
got from the State of Odisha and one of them is the Digha-Jaleswar Railway line.
It has been languishing for almost 10 years to 12 years. The budgeted cost of this
project is Rs. 635 crore. We have been getting not more than Rs. 1 crore or Rs. 2
crore. This is one of the lifelines of North Odisha. So, we would like to request
you to look into it and make some serious budgetary provisions. Then, there is
Digha- Baliapal-Basta, the North Odisha Rail Corridor. You have been extremely
kind to approve that and we would request you to expedite that project. That will
really give a big fillip to the economic situation of our area. We have requested for
one train from Balasore to Ahmedabad. In Gujarat and Ahmedabad, almost 10
lakh people stay from our region. We have also requested for one more train from
Balasore to Rourkela and one Jan Shatabdi from Kolkata to Bhubaneswar. We
have also demanded to name Balasore Railway Station in the name of Fakir
Mohan Senapati who is the saviour of Odiya language. He is said to be the man

who has saved our Odiya language from the onslaught of others.
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We have demanded for a Paschimbad unmanned level crossing where a lot
of deaths are happening and a lot of accidents are happening. It is a meagre cost.
We would request you to look into that.

We have got a couple of other demands like Rajdhani Express from
Bhubaneswar to New Delhi via Sambalpur for which all the hon. Members from
Odisha have made their submissions. We want a flyover at NH 42 at Boinda. We
also want a new train from Bhubaneswar to New Delhi via Sambalpur in the name
of late Shri Biju Patnaik. Our colleague Shri Nagendra Pradhan has made a
specific request. He has already made a request to Shri Suresh Prabhu ji and
Manoj Sinha ji. Then we have got another demand for Bhubaneswar — Paradip
region. It is coming up very fast. The train must be named in the name of Adikabi
Sarala Das. That is what our submission is.

We are also requesting for connecting roads from Cuttack to Paradip Road
with over-bridges and platforms at all respective places. Creation of new railway
division at Jharsuguda and stoppage of Amravati Express at Jaleswar are some of
our demands. We want a skill development centre at Koraput which was declared
in 2013 but the work has not been taken at Sitapalli Wagon Manufacturing
Workshop which we need to take up. Establishment of Lanjigarh Maintenance
Workshop was declared but there is newspaper report which says that the
Railways is going to take it out from Odisha. Kindly do not do that. It is the
sincere request of all members from BJD and from the State of Odisha. If
Lanjigarh is not suitable, put it in any other place in Odisha but not beyond
Odisha. That is our very sincere request. Then, we want an Express Train from
Jagdalpur to New Delhi and a daily train from Koraput to Bhubaneswar. We
request you to expedite the work of SPV which has been formed by the Railway
Ministry and the Government of Odisha.

With this, I must thank you for giving me time and thank the hon. Railway

Minister for his patient hearing. Thank you.
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*KUMARI SUSHMITA DEV (SILCHAR): As a first time Member of Parliament,
the very first issue I raised was about communication to and from my
constituency.

The burning issue was the delay in completion of the Broad Gauge line
from Silchar to Lumding.

The train services have commenced but this monsoon has already disrupted
the services in the DIMA HASAO section.

Further, due to poor condition of highways people are land locked. I also
demand more frequent train services from Silchar to Upper Assam (Dibrugarh
etc.) and more importantly to South India (Chennai).

I am deeply concerned about the security of passengers where there are
landslides during monsoon. More significantly, the service on the trains for
passengers. No food or water is available between Silchar and Guwabhati.

I hope all matters will be looked into immediately. Thank you.

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SHRI THOTA NARASIMHAM (KAKINADA): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, thank you
for giving me this opportunity to speak a few words on the Demands for Grants of
the Ministry of Railways.

15.59 hours (Shri Anandrao Adsul in the Chair)

I would like to take this opportunity to thank the hon. Railway Minister,
Shri Suresh Prabhu ji, for sanctioning a sum of Rs.50 crore for my constituency,
Kakinada of Andhra Pradesh in the last Budget on the prestigious Kakinada-
Pithampuram mainline. Likewise, I would also like to thank the hon. Railway
Minister for the grants conferred on Kakinada-Kotipalli-Narsapur railway line, for
which a sum of Rs.200 crore has been sanctioned.

16.00 hours

Sir, the Union Railway Minister has taken proper care to increase the
overall potentiality of the Railways without compromising the quality of services
and security of passengers.

Our Chief Minister Shri Nara Chandrababu Naidugaru praised the overall
Railway Budget saying that it is balanced with focus on rural and agricultural
development though our State did not get our due share from the Centre.

Sir, I congratulate Mr. Suresh Prabhuji on keeping focus on safety and
security of passengers and laying emphasis on providing amenities, which are
laudable. No hike in passenger fares is a big relief to the poor. Construction of
17,000 bio-toilets, allocation of 33 per cent berth reservation to women, 50 per
cent lower berth reservation to senior citizens with an increased quota for them,
ease of booking tickets and cancellation facility through ‘139’ helpline number,
GPS-based digital display in coaches for showing upcoming stations, all major
stations to be brought under CCTV surveillance in a phased manner, Deen Dayal
coaches for long distance trains for unreserved passengers, IRCTC to manage

catering service and local cuisine of choice made available to passengers,
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children’s menu, baby foods, baby boards to be made available for travelling
mothers, are all most welcome steps.

Similarly, public-private partnerships, involvement of private parties in
development of stations and other railway projects are also very welcome
measures.

Sir, the Budget looks futuristic. At the same time, it is welfare-oriented
also. Most importantly, no additional burden has been put on the common man.
Instead, efforts have been made to provide more services to them. All these
decisions of the Railway Minister will certainly be applauded by the people.

Sir, I would now touch upon the issues pertaining to Andhra Pradesh.

I am thankful to the Union Railway Minister for his announcement of
dedicated freight corridor from Kharagpur to Vijayawada, and the emphasis on
port connectivity would auger well for commerce and trade in the country. This
will be helpful for the industrial and commercial development of North and
Central Andhra Regions. Further emphasis on port connectivity will also help our
State, which is focussing on the port-based development.

Sir, there were several requests from the State of Andhra Pradesh but they
did not find any mention at all in the Railway Budget.

The much anticipated separate railway zone for the State did not
materialise.  Establishing a new railway zone with Vishakhapatnam as the
headquarters is proposed in the Bifurcation Act, but there is no mention of it in the
Railway Budget.

Similarly, there was no mention of a double-decker train between
Vishakhapatnam and Vijayawada, or any originating express trains from
Vishakhapatnam to Tirupati, Chennai, Varanasi, Howrah or Bengaluru. Also, now
new trains from Vijayawada or Guntur were announced to other Metros/South

Indian cities.
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Sir, as we all know, Vijayawada is a fast growing city. There is a need for
a satellite station there, but no proposal was made in the Budge, which is
disappointing.

Our hon. Chief Minister immediately spoke with the hon. Finance Minister,
Arun Jaitleyji and reminded him that it is the Centre’s responsibility to rescue our
State. He explained to him how our State has been facing the troubles due to the
bifurcation. Our Chief Minister has been explaining our State’s critical financial
position. It is the Centre’s responsibility to fulfil all the promises made during the
State bifurcation. Hence, the Centre should support us financially till we grow on
par with the neighbouring States. I am sorry to say that still we are not granted our
due share either in the Railway Budget or in the General Budget.

There are several pending projects in Andhra Pradesh. Due to paucity of
time, I am not mentioning all those details on the floor of the House. But no
mention was made of them in the Railway Minister’s Budget Speech, excepting
some nominal funding, which was proposed for the ongoing survey. Doubling
works need to be taken up in several places, but there is no clarity about
allocations to them.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, the division of Andhra Pradesh has brought so many
unforeseen difficulties. Hence, I would request the hon. Railway Minister to be
liberal to Andhra Pradesh till we restore ourselves to the main track. There is a
growing feeling in the minds of the people of Andhra Pradesh that the helping
hand has not been extended to Andhra Pradesh in this Railway Budget.

I would request the hon. Railway Minister to pay his fullest attention to the
pending issues of Andhra Pradesh and extend a helping hand to the people of
Andhra Pradesh.

The State of Andhra Pradesh has made some requests to the Railways.

These are mentioned below:-
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Establishment of a separate Railway Zone with Visakhapatnam as
headquarters. The same was also mentioned in the 13™ Schedule of the
Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act, 2014;

Introduction of a double decker express train between Visakhapatnam
and Vijayawada;

Introduction of originating express trains from Visakhapatnam to
Tirupati, Chennai, Varanasi, Howrah and Bengaluru;

Construction of four new platforms at Visakhapatnam Railway Station;
Establishment of Metro Rail facility in Visakhapatnam, Vijayawada,
Guntur and Tenali Metropolitan area;

Establishment of rapid rail connectivity from the new capital of Andhra
Pradesh to Hyderabad and other cities;

Connectivity from Amravati, the new capital of Andhra Pradesh, to
Guntur, Vijayawada and major South Indian cities through high speed
trains;

Release of funds for the Guntur — Chittoor Railway line which is
estimated to cost Rs. 1350 crore;

Introduction of express trains from Vijayawada to Mumbai and
Bengaluru;

Diversion of four pairs of express trains to Visakhapatnam instead of
stoppage at Duvvada which include the Howrah — Yeshvantpur
Duronto, Howrah-Yeshvantpur AC, Howrah — Prashanti Nilayam and
Kamakhya — Chennai.

Stoppage of Coromandel Express and Howrah — Kanyakumari Express
at Vizianagaram and 11 other express trains at Srikakulam Road station;
Improvement of passenger amenities at Anakapalle and Yelamanchili
stations; and

Opening of reservation counters at Chodavaram and Madugula.

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SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR (KARIMNAGAR): The hon. Railway Minister, Suresh
Prabhu Ji, while presenting the Railway Budget, has expressed a strategy of Nav
Arjan, Nav Manak and Nav Sanrachna, which means new revenues, new norms
and new structure.

Sir, I am an optimist. Definitely, he should have a new strategy. Also the
need of the hour is to change the norms. I expect from the Railway Minister that
by changing the present norms, the functioning of the Railways may change in a
positive manner.

Sir, I will give one example. Due to simple decisions, such as stopping a
train or naming a train or renaming a train, a lot of time is being spent. Very
recently, when the State of Andhra Pradesh was bifurcated into two States, that is,
Andhra Pradesh and Telangana, a train from Hyderabad to New Delhi was earlier
named as Andhra Pradesh Express. The Members of Parliament from both the
States requested to change the name of the train but it took one year and ten
months for the Railways to change the name. Such simple decisions are taking
years together. I do not know how this Ministry will function. The need of the
hour is to change the norms.

The Minister, while presenting the Budget, expressed that the operating
ratio for the year 2016-17 will be 92 per cent. Probably, he might have assured us
in this august House to say that he had good revenues. Of course, eight per cent is
too short. But the analysts mentioned that in the given situation, that is, as per the
Seventh Pay Commission, approximately Rs. 36,000 crore burden will be on the
Railways. So, by calculating all these things, the operating ratio will be around
120 per cent. So, in the given circumstances, the Railway Minister should plan
how he is going to implement the ambitious programme of laying new lines across
the country.

Sir, the Railway Minister has not mentioned about how he is going to

improve the revenue receipts. Anyhow, on behalf of my Party, Telangana Rashtra
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Samiti, we are going to support and vote in favour of the Demand for Grants of the
Railway Budget.

Sir, at the same time, with regard to the other idea which he had expressed,
that is, the PPP model, it is not a new model. I think in the year 1989, the Railway
Act was amended for having such programmes. Particularly, the Rail Land
Development Authority was constituted in the year 2006. In spite of all these
ideas, even now nothing happened, particularly in the Railways with regard to
Public-Private Participation in utilizing the valuable lands which the Railways
have. But nothing happened, except this. Though they have 43,000 hectares of
land, only 100 hectares of land was given under PPP. So, it is a failure. For the last
two decades, the experience of the Railways with this PPP model is a failure. But
the hon. Railway Minister has not given new ideas. What are his new ideas? He
expressed about the new strategies and new ideas but on this front, I hope the
Railway Minister will clarify.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.
SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR: Please give me two minutes.

With regard to the other important issues, he has come up with an idea of
joint venture with the State Governments. My State Government, that is, the
Government of Telangana and my Chief Minister, Mr. K. Chandrasekhar Rao is
the first Chief Minister in this country to sign an agreement with the Railways
under this ambitious programme of joint venture. My State Government has
acquired land for many railway lines. The expenditure on the land was incurred by
our Government and we are trying to hand over those lands but they have not
come forward yet for laying of the railway lines.

With regard to the new trains which he has announced, UDAY, Tejas,
Humsafar, Antyodaya Expresses, he has not mentioned about from which place to
which place these trains will be introduced.

Coming to the other most important issues with regard to my State, under

the AP State Re-organization Act, they assured that one more Railway Division
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will be announced in the State of Telangana, that is, in Kazipet. But no
announcement has been made since the last two years. They also assured us under
the AP Re-organization Act that they will set up a coach factory as well as a
wagon factory in Kazipet. In 1984, when I was a student leader in Warangal in
Kakatiya University, at that time the foundation stone was to be laid by the then
Prime Minister, Shrimati Indira Gandhi. Unfortunately, she was assassinated.
Later on, under Rajiv Gandhi-Longawal Accord, that coach factory was
transferred or set up in Punjab at Kapurthala. But till date, after three decades,
nothing happened in the State of Telangana, particularly in Kazipet. The hon.
Minister has to assure us in this House about this.

I have only two more submissions. With regard to the execution of the
world class railway station at Secunderabad and also with regard to the tourist
express trains connecting all the tourist destinations in the five southern Indian
States, beginning and ending at Secunderabad, which may be named as Southern
Splendour, I had made a request earlier. We also requested to connect a train
between Hyderabad and the new State capital of Andhra Pradesh, that is,
Amaravati, that is, by a bullet train. Let the Telugu people of both the States have
a connecting train from Hyderabad to the new capital, that is, Amaravati.

Lastly, with regard to the ROBs and RUBs in the State of Telangana, my
State Government has come forward to pay some amount under annuity basis to
the Railways to construct these RUBs and ROBs but nothing is happening from
the other side, from the Railway Ministry.

Sir, ultimately, you are not giving me time. Anyhow, I support the Railway
Budget on behalf of my Party and we vote in favour of this Demand for Grants.

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SHRI VARAPRASAD RAO VELAGAPALLI (TIRUPATI): Sir, we compliment
the hon. Minister for the very innovative Budget. I also compliment him and thank
him for awarding so many things to my constituency, Tirupati. One new train has
been started from Shirdi to Tirupati, and I thank you for the same. However, the
issue which we have been raising or requesting is that the train instead of being
routed through Kadapa and Guntakal, the train may be routed through more
potential areas like Gudur, Nellore and Vijayawada so that the entire Andhra
Pradesh could be covered. This point may be taken into consideration.

We also have been awarded two subways, and RoB also has been
sanctioned to us. More importantly, Nadikudi-Srikalahasti new track has been
awarded and I thank you for the same. So many good things are happening and
new trains are also getting started.

We have the Andhra Pradesh Express which goes via Vijayawada. Coming
from Visakhapatnam, it covers one part of Andhra Pradesh, but there are other
parts of Andhra Pradesh, like Tirupati, Gudur, Nellore and Guntur. Therefore, in
the past, it has happened that whenever the State is too big, it was split into two
trains. First half could come from one-third of the State and the other half could
come there and both could be joining at Vijayawada so that the entire Andhra
Pradesh is covered because it is named as Andhra Pradesh Express. That would be
appropriate if half the train goes from Tirupati via Nellore and Gudur. I thank you
for that.

We have been asking for another thing. The State Reorganisation Act has
provided a separate new Railway Zone at Vizag. Already more than two years are
over. There is no reason why a small thing like this is pending. Recently, one
ardent supporter by name Shri Gudivada Amarnath is on fast unto death for
creation of a separate Railway Zone at Vizag. Therefore, I would request the hon.
Minister to take this into consideration seriously.

Another thing that has been pending for a long time is about the

modernisation of Tirupati Railway Station. It has been pending for almost two
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decades. Tirupati is an important place. It has been promised that it would be made
into a world class railway station. So, appropriate credit could be given to Tirupati
also.

Another important thing that I want to mention and which is beneficial to
all of us is about the meeting of the General Manager. The meeting of the General
Manager is becoming a very routine one. Whenever the General Managers call for
an annual meeting with MPs, they are not applying their minds. They are not
considering our request adequately. Therefore, what we would request is that
whenever there is a meeting of the General Managers and the MPs, they should
apply their minds, they should get into the field and consider our requests
generously.

Another thing is about level crossings. These days, they are discontinuing
level crossings at many places. For example, we are asking for level crossings at
different places like Sullurpet, Doravarisatram and Venumala. They are telling that
the money has to be mobilised by the local resources. That is impossible.
Therefore, since the level crossings are replaced by the sub-ways, the cost has to
be borne by the Railway Department. That is very important.

The net revenues of Railways are falling down from Rs.19,000 crore to
Rs.18,000 crore. That needs to be considered. More importantly, the Pension Fund
has increased from Rs.34,000 crore to Rs.42,000 crore. If this trend is not taken
into consideration, in the long run, as was mentioned by the earlier speakers, more
than 60 per cent of the revenues would go towards only the staff salaries and
pension. That needs to be addressed by the Railway Minister.

Similarly, the Debt Service Fund has come down from Rs.3,700 crore to
Rs.214 crore. That needs to be addressed as to how it came down to that level.
Secondly, the operating ratio is steadily deteriorating. This year again, it has gone
from 90 per cent to 92 per cent. If anything goes beyond 100 per cent, it will be
extremely difficult later. It might be that the surplus would fall. So, the

deterioration of the operating ratio needs to be corrected.
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Freights have not been increased. While we appreciate this certainly, the
investment would be very difficult later. That also needs to be considered. Another
thing is that only half of the fund commitment has been absorbed by the Seventh
Pay Commission. The remaining half of the fund commitment has not been
absorbed in this Budget. It is heartening that cargo has been taken into
consideration because it is a real bread-winner. You want to construct terminals
and so many other things. What is missing is this. There is no doubt that you are
considering the passengers. But cargo also is contributing more than 60 per cent to
our revenues. But the importance of cargo has not been considered by the helpline.
That also needs to be considered.

With this, I thank you very much. Once again, the modernisation of

Tirupati Railway Station should be taken on war footing.
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"SHRI D.K SURESH (BANGALORE RURAL): The Railway is the lifeline of
India, which connects the east to west, south to north. It connects the entire
country irrespective of rural or urban differences. Indian Railway is a commonly
used mode of public transportation in the country. During 2014-15, it carried
8,224 million passengers as against 8,397 million in 2013-14, which is 173 billion
passenger carried less than over last year. Passenger earnings also increased by Rs.
5,657.35 crore (15.45%) in comparison with 2013-14. The passenger earnings in
2014-15 was Rs. 42,189.60 crore. The passenger revenue in terms of earning as
per passenger kilometre for different classes also increased gradually. In spite of
the gradual increase in number of passenger and passenger revenue, the ticketless
travel also increased gradually. As a national common carrier transporting
passenger and goods over its vast network, Indian Railways has always played a
key role in India's social and economic development.

It must be a cheap and affordable means of transportation for millions of
passengers. As a carrier of bulk freight viz. ores and minerals, iron and steel,
cement, mineral oils, food grains and fertilizers, containerized cargo etc., the
importance of Indian Railways for agriculture, industry and the common man is
well recognized. I hope the Government will do the needful for electrification of
all the existing lines and also to convert the existing meter gauges to broad-gauge
to uniform the entire rail network of the country.

During the past two decades there were more than a dozen new railway
lines announced for the State of Karnataka in the various railway budgets
presented by different Governments. But till date not a single project is completed.
So, I request the Hon'ble Minister to allocate more funds to complete all those
pending projects in the State of Karnataka.

One of the pending railway line passing through my Lok Sabha

Constituency is Bengaluru-Satyamangalam line. It was announced twenty years

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ago with an estimated cost of Rs. 901 crores. But so far it is not seen the light of
the day. I would like to request hon. Railway Minister to provide the Budgetary
allocation for the railway line between Chamarajanagar and Bangalore via
Kanakapura and Kollegal. This new railway line is both economically viable and a
socially desirable project for the Indian Railways.

I would also urge the Hon'ble Minister to take steps to strengthen the
existing railway tracks, construction of Railway Over Bridges and Railway Under
Bridges to mitigate the congestion of huge traffic particularly in Urban areas of the
country and to avoid railway frequent accidents constructing Barricades in
strategic places.

I would like to impress upon the hon'ble Railway Minister to expedite the
suburban railway project to Bengaluru city to fulfill the needs of sub-urban
railway transportation. It has been over 10 years since the city has been demanding
a suburban rail and it has been held up owing to lack of funds for the project. If it
is implemented, it will address the immediate concerns of congestion in the city
and also help Bengaluru retain its position as a preferred business destination.

The trains running between Bengaluru and Mysore on this railway line,
particularly during peak hours, there is a huge rush as student, laborers, traders and
employees of private sector and public sector and Government employees prefer
to travel on trains. So increase the frequency of trains to facilitate commuters on
the railway line.

I urge the hon'ble Minister for Railways to consider the demands of my
people to have a direct train connectivity between the Bengaluru city station and
the Kempegowda international airport, introduction of a speed train on the
Chennai-Bengaluru-Mysuru route, early completion of the Bengaluru-Hassan
railway line.

Time-bound completion of Bengaluru-Mysuru track doubling, introduction

of a high-speed express trains between Bengaluru-Mysuru, extension of double
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track work from Bangarpet to Mulbagal and Chittor on the Bengaluru-Tirupati
line. The railway budget has not made any commitment in this regard.

A new MEMU train service (6 days) was announced between Bengalore
and Ramanagara which falls in my parliamentary constituency. Even though the
electrification work on this line has been completed, it has not been commissioned
even after more than a year. The electrification work has been completed until
Channapatna, but the plan is to provide service only up to Ramanagara. I request
the Union Government to complete this electrification immediately and also
extend the MEMU services up to Channapatna. There is a need to introduce more
Holiday Special Trains from Bangalore to Mysore to meet the growing demand.

I would like to ask the Railway Minister about the so called Automobile
Freight Train Operator Scheme (AFTO). As per the information, the present AFTP
is impractical and it never meets the demand. Kindly upgrade the facility to tap the
freight transportation of commodities like fertilizers, molasses, edible oil, caustic
soda, chemicals, petrochemicals, alumina, bulk cement and fly ash, etc. The rail
co-efficient is traditionally very slow, a new scheme needs to be launched to
attract private investment in special purpose wagon required for transportation of
these commodities.

For the speed up of Passenger Reservation System, Information
Technology continued to be the focus area for improvement in passenger services
and efficiency in train Operations. Government has to open thousands of new
Computerized Reservation Offices in each nook and corner of the country, even if
there is no rail connectivity. Besides this, railway has to open computerized
unreserved ticketing system in all railway stations irrespective of its class and
grade to enable the general public to access their tickets without standing on long
queues. Government has to launch enough services to enable enough online tickets
as per requirement with high speed.

The high demand for wagons for freight traffic has to be addressed by the

railway board. The present hardship to avail enough wagon for freight traffic is
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very horrible. For this, railway has to enhance the existing Electronic Reservation
of Wagon Demand many fold. The proposed Mobile Application of train enquiry
on Windows and Android platforms to provide train running position to
passengers needs to be implemented immediately with updated information.

Railways should be a model to function as paperless office to all other
government departments. All Divisions and Zonal Offices must implement
Biometric system for more effective functioning of the offices. The Railway User's
Amenities should be practical as per the decisions taken by Railway User's
Consultative Committees of Divisional Level and Zonal level.

Railway has to launch intensive mechanized cleaning of coaches in the
coaching depots, though professional agencies is the only solution for the very
dilapidated and ugly condition of the lakhs of coaches of Indian Railway. Our
Prime Minister is always talking about Swachh Bharat, if anyone sees the interiors
of Indian Railway Coaches, the entire nation will be blamed. For this, railway
should use high pressure jet cleaners, floor scrubbers, vacuum suction cleaners,
etc.

The Government has to introduce Automatic Fire and Smoke Detection
System in all premier trains like Rajdhani, Sampark Kranti, Satabdi and other
Super Fast Trains to avoid fire in running trains. Government needs to implement
the proposed catering policy in all trains to avail neat and clean food items in a
hygienic ambience in all long running trains to raise the overall impact of Indian
Railways, which generates thousands of employment to Indian youths. To avoid
the huge crowd of passengers, Government has to implement MRTS projects in
almost all the metropolitan cities.

I am very afraid of the frequent train accidents, whether it is light or heavy.
It is reported that 43% of train accidents are due to the failure of railway staff. The
unmanned railway crossings are one of the major reasons for train accidents. It is
pertinent to say that the construction of road over bridges or road under bridges is

the only solution to avoid the railway accidents due to unmanned level crossings.
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The Government should give more attention to implement Train Protection
and Warning System to alert the train drivers about the dual signal passing. The
Train Collision Avoidance System installed in all the major lines will be more

helpful to avoid the accidents and collisions.

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"SHRI ARKA KESHARI DEO (KALAHANDI): Railways is one of biggest
undertakings criss crossing the country from North to South, East to West. I am
very thankful to Hon. Railway Minister for budgetary allocation for developing
railways in my Parliamentary constituency — Kalahandi, in the State of Odisha.
Kalahandi is located in the Western Odisha region which is comparatively less
developed than the coastal districts of the State.

I express my concern on the railway security as some incidents have
already occurred recently. So technology may be upgraded in order to ensure the
security of the railway passengers. Timely running of trains reduces losses of
railways as delay enhances the expenditure of the railways. Track modernization,
conversion of unmanned railway stations into manned railway stations, dedicated
freight corridors, improvement in railway stations, and amenities of passengers
must be addressed on priority.

I request Hon. Railway Minister to take up following railway projects of
my parliamentary constituency during the current financial year 2016-17:-

(@) A new railway line from Kanta-banji to Khariar to be taken up
during the financial year 2016-17, as the survey has already been
done.

(b)  Opening up wagon repair factory at Narla.

(c)  Extension of railway line from Junagarh to Ampani.

(d)  Running of good trains upto Junagarh to collect farm products like
paddy, directly from the farmers.

With this, I conclude my speech.

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*SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SULE (BARAMATI): Indian Railways is one of the
largest organizations in the world responsible for commercial activity. Its long
existence is an indicator of robustness of the organization. As a prime mover of
bulk commodities and passengers across more than 7000 stations, it plays a huge
role in India's economic progress.

Railways in India are a tool for development, equity and integration of all
parts to the mainstream. It is rightly referred to as 'the lifeline of the Indian
economy' as it facilitates industrial and economic development by transporting
materials such coal, iron ore, fertilizers and foodgrains. It touches the lives of
people in both tiny villages and urban metropolises.

Indian Railways (IR) is currently facing two crucial problems that is
affecting their revenues. These two problems are - poor growth in freight loading
and passenger traffic.

The Government had expected gross traffic receipts of Rs. 1.83 lakh crore
in Financial Year 2016, instead it garnered revenues of just Rs. 1.67 lakh crore.
Now, this year, the Government expects revenues at Rs. 1.84 lakh crore, which is
a 10 percent growth on Rs. 1.67 lakh crore.

Similarly, as far as passenger traffic goes, the Government had expected
revenues to come in at Rs. 50,175 crore in Financial Year 2016, but it has come in
at Rs. 45,384 crore. The Government now expects to see revenues at Rs. 51,012
crore in Financial Year 17.

The Government expected revenues from goods traffic at around Rs. 1.21
lakh crore in Financial Year 16. But this has come in at just Rs. 1.13 lakh crore.
The revenue target from freight traffic for Financial Year 17 has been set at Rs.

1.18 lakh crore, which is lower than the Financial Year 16 targeted revenue.

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Ahead of the Budget for 2016-17, the Railway Minister acknowledged that
subdued freight volume is a major problem area for railway finances, apart from
the impact of implementation of the 7" Pay Commission's recommendations.

In the previous budget, IR had targeted an ambitious 7.7 percent growth in
freight volumes for 2015-16. In budget last year, the Government has estimated
freight traffic to grow to 1,186 million tonnes in 2015-16 from 1,101 MT the
previous year. Of the incremental target of 85 MT, 42 MT was to come from coal,
the largest component of the Railways' commodity traffic basket. Also, an
additional nine MT was to come from iron ore and seven MT from cement.

However, cumulative growth in freight loading during April 2015- January
2016 stood at 0.9 per cent, the lowest ever. Lack of demand of key commodities
such as coal, cement, iron ore and containers is to be blamed for sluggish volumes.
Also, while freight rates of IR were hiked last year, lower fuel prices made other
modes of transport cheaper. Therefore, a shift to other modes of transport also ate
into its market share in freight transport. This dismal freight growth is staring at
Indian Railways in the face. I would urge the Government to explain this
overestimation of freight growth.

A point worth noting is that in the last 15 years, railway loading has
increased on average 7% every year. While sluggishness in railway loading can be
attributed to subdued economy, the reality is that we have had several years in the
past when GDP growth was less than 5%.

For 2016-17, freight loading and freight earning growth is targeted at 4.5
per cent and 5.4 per cent, respectively. These figures are again dependent on
whether the industrial demand improves in the coming months. We look forward
to seeing how and when the Government lives up to the promise to expand the
freight basket and rationalize the current tariff structure.

During April-December 2015, passenger traffic on IR declined by 1.9 per
cent as compared to the same time last fiscal. Because of a steep cut in air fares

and raining discounts, India's middle class which traditionally preferred distance
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trains is now open to the quicker and affordable air travel. This trend is likely to
continue in the next fiscal as well which means railway passenger bookings will
be under pressure. However, the targeted growth of 12.4 per cent in passenger
earnings is very optimistic.

When Indian Railways could have provided better intermodal facilities at
airports, they did not, despite having railway lines along many airports in the
country. Now many transport options including luxury buses and taxis operate
directly from and to airports and provide way better connectivity to and from
nearby towns.

The dining cars are another open scam. On long-distance trains, everybody
knows that they are used mostly for private business and at best for hot-cooked
meals for IAC passengers; other meals are picked up from middle stations and
kept in the doorways of coaches, next to the toilets, to be served to passengers.

There was an increase in Tatkal fares by 33 per cent in December, 2015.
They increased the upper class rail fares by 4 percent in November , 2015. The
Tatkal cancellation fares were also increased in the same month. Now, in the
budget it was mentioned that there will be no fare hike.

More than two lakh vacancies are to be filled in the Railways. Nothing has
been mentioned for filing these posts. Certain posts are important for ensuring
safety of passengers and rail infrastructure.

The Railway Minister assured a "Zero Accident Regime". In 2013-14, 118
persons were injured and 54 persons were killed in rail accidents, while in 2015-
16, the number of injured has gone upto 136 and those killed to 64. Immediate
steps need to be taken to reduce the number of accidents in the railways. The
budgetary allocation for replacing aged assets has gone down from Rs. 5,500 crore
to Rs. 3200 crore while appropriating funds. This is not in the interest of passenger
safety. There are 10,000 unmanned crossings all over the country.

Apart from installation of CCTV cameras, it is very important that these
CCTV camera actually function and the CCTV footage is actively monitored.
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Apart from that, steps need to be taken to increase safety in overnight trains and in
ladies coaches.

The Budget announced Antyodaya Express and Deen Dayal Coaches, in
memory of former Jan Sangh leader Deen Dayal Upadhyay. These will be long-
distance, fully unreserved, superfast train service for the common man, to be
operated on dense routes. I believe these are just new names for Duronto and
Garib Rath expresses started by the UPA. Hamsafar, Tejas and Uday services also
look like repackages of old trains and facilities.

The Budget mentioned: We will exploit new sources of revenue so that
every asset, tangible or non-tangible, gets optimally monetized. I would urge the
Government to be more specific and explain what new sources of revenue the
Ministry is looking at.

It is very important to focus on these alternate revenue sources for
expansion and modernization of Indian Railways. Increasing freight and passenger
fares shouldn't be the only avenues for increasing railway revenues. The effect of
constantly rising freight prices has been visible in the decreasing share of railways
in goods transport. Getting more non-fare revenue - from advertising, for instance
- 1s another priority area for railways, though the progress on this has been slow
and information from the Government less.

There has been no real ground work done in the stations meant to be
developed as adarsh stations. I would urge the Government to look into this
scheme and conduct a ground study of what all civic amenities have actually been
provided and maintained under this scheme.

I would now like to list down issues which are of utmost importance to
common passengers and determine their railway experience :

Unclean stations : The bigger the station, the filthier it is, with water and garbage
on platforms and human excreta on the tracks.

It is a big put off for travelers who have only learnt to live with situation

since it simply hasn't changed at many stations despite the ongoing Swachh Bharat
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Abhiyan. Its a major drain on the resources too, but even money hasn't been able
to make a difference. Western Railways alone reportedly spends nearly Rs. 3.5
crore every year to keep its stations as well as trains clean. Last December, the
National Green Tribunal slammed a fine of Rs. 5 lakh on the railways for failing to
keep the New Delhi Station's tracks clean. The NGT said that it was beyond
comprehension why railways failed to perform a merely supervisory function
since contractors had been engaged for cleaning tracks and platforms. The tribunal
also warned that it will impose a fine of Rs. 1 lakh per day if things don't change.

Unclean toilets on trains :Stinking toilets have been the bane of the railways for a
long time. The Railway Minister announced in the 2016-17 budget the cleaning of
toilets by request through SMS. Only time will tell whether this will work or not.

The conventional toilets' basic design has itself been problematic. That
itself leads to stench and filth in the toilets apart from the dumping of faecal matter
directly on to the tracks. The IR has been experimenting with various technologies
to counter this particular problem, because of which Indian trains now have three
different kinds of toilets, the conventional ones, bio-toilets and Control Discharge
Toilets.

The latest stress is on "bio-vaccum toilets" that send the flushed-out waste
into a tank underneath the coach. The tank contains bacteria that turn faecal matter
into water and gas, which is then discharged on the ground or tracks. Let us hope
this new technology will free the toilets on our trains from stench and filth.

Train delays : Any frequent traveler on India's trains will find it hard to
instinctively agree to the Government's claim that it turns 78% trains on schedule.
The Government gets this number by calculating punctuality after a train has
completed its journey. It does not factor in delays before completion, which is a
major error since many trains run late on several hours and make up for the delays
towards the end, reaching the destination on time. Most common factors that delay

trains include capacity constraints because of increasing traffic, weather conditions
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like fog and rains, heavy road traffic at level crossings and run-over cases at these
crossings.

IR has also admitted that equipment failure like signal malfunction, rolling
stock breakdown, overhead equipment failure etc contributes to punctuality loss in
a big way. However, railway engineers do not accurately report all such instances.
Food on trains : Some of IR's longest routes stretch up to 72 hours, underlining
the need for good catering facilities on-board. Even for shorter distances, it is
common for passengers to travel for 12 to 20 hours at a stretch several times a
year. However, the quality of the food and drinks that railways makes provision
for leaves much to be desired.

The menu is standard and the food is of low-quality. Tales of uncooked
chapatis, semi-cooked rice, stale veggies and infection-inducing chicken curry are
common. A visit to the pantry coach is bound to kill any appetite right away. IR
has recently begun tying up with restaurants, taking orders on-board and picking
them up at stations. It is still at early stages and makes no difference on direct
routes that have only technical stops.

Lastly, I would want to request the Indian Railway to consider following
demands for Maharashtra and Baramati Constituency:

1. Women's coaches started decades ago. We are witnessing one women
coach in all the passenger trains. With changing time, number of women
passenger has increased considerably, I request to consider increasing
number of woman coaches in passenger trains.

2. At present, Pune-Lonavala suburban zone is functional. Pune is the 7™
Metropolitan city in the country. However, the horizons of Pune are
expanding rapidly due to heavy influx of people from all regions of the
country due to heavy influx of people from all regions of the country due to
employment opportunities and good educational facilities. As such, Pune is
growing rapidly towards Lonavala, Daund, Saswad and Jejuri areas. People

prefer to stay in sub-urban areas due to comparatively cheaper availability
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of land and residential premises in the suburban areas. In view of this, it has
become necessary to declare Pune-Daund section as suburban zone similar
to Pune-Lonavala section to provide DMU services to the commuters from
this region under Pune Division.

3. Daund Junction is a railway junction on the Mumbai-Chennai railway line
located in Pune district in Maharashtra. Daund junction is a major stop for
Passenger trains and is a major freight hub. Just like Lonavala many people
travel from Daund to Pune City for work. This route was proposed for
convenience of people of Daund and the villages like
Patas/Kadethan/Kedgaon/Khutbav/Yevat/Uruli Kanchan/Loni/Manjri/
Hadapsar on this route. Instead of suburban trains, four shuttle trains
operate on this route between Pune and Daund and though trains like Pune-
Baramati shuttle, Pune-Manmad passenger, Pune-Nizamabad passenger and
two shuttle trains between Pune to Solapur are useful but they are
insufficient for people on this route to access Pune City.

4. MST (Monthly Season Ticket) is issued only up to 150 km. We strongly
request to increase the limit up to 500 km so that it will be beneficial to the
passengers.

5. The doubling between Daund-Manmad is also now very necessary as the
electrification work is almost completed. Presently there is a single track
and many of the Superfast and Express trains run daily in between this
section causing very heavy traffic, due to the holy place of Shri Sai Baba at
Shirdi.

6. The Baramati is nearby Daund and Pune. It will become very affordable to
travel by train if the triangle of Daund, Baramati and Phaltan gets
connected. Some of the trains will pass through this route towards Kolhapur
side and will save time and money. Hence it is very necessary to do the

Second Track along with electrification between Daund-Baramati.,

In fact, it has
increased manifold, and, therefore, it is not correct to say that doubling has come
down. It is, in fact, 250 per cent more than the previous year.

Electrification, last year in 2014-15 in our own Government, was Rs.1,391
crore. The physical achievement was Rs.1,375 crore. In 2015-16, we increased the
amount to Rs.2,265 crore and increased the physical achievement to 1,730
kilometres. In 2016-17, the target is 2,000 kilometres and increased the allocation
to Rs. 3396 crore. So, this is the reality. I will come to Capex a little later.

@l |ieq 1 g8l o1 about depreciation fund, etc. I will explain to you. Rs.1
lakh crore safety fund is something which we mooted in about 3-4 months back.
You are right. 1 will tell you why it is necessary. The idea is that if we can
remove the unmanned level crossing, which is one of the main reasons for
accidents, we will be able to reduce the fatalities, casualties in a big way. To do
that, we need a kind of non-lapsable fund because the work that goes on does not
end necessarily within the financial year. It is going beyond. So, we are thinking
of creating this fund. We have already sent the proposal to the Ministry of
Finance. We are trying to leverage this with some sort of a security surcharge. But
we will definitely be working on that, and this is something which I am sure, all of
you would also like to support. This will be a major thing that can help us to do
this.

In this year itself we are setting up Shreshta, a dedicated research and
development organization to invest in future. Today’s problem can be addressed
by today’s strategy but those problems will also get aggravated if we do not invest
enough in future at today’s time, and, therefore, we are working on it. We are also

creating a Railway Planning and Investment Organisation. Also, we are thinking
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about restructuring the organisation by merging some of the cadres.
Reorganisation of the Railway Board, delegation of powers—all of this is
necessary to meet the new challenges of Railways. We have very good people. We
have talented, committed and dedicated people but they must work as a team and
if the organizational structure is coming in the way, we must find out the ways of
doing it. That is why, we are doing it.

We are also working on expanding freight basket. We are also rationalising
tariff structure, and for the first time, as he mentioned, we did not increase even
the freight rate because normally the freight was always the casualty because we
wanted to increase the revenue, the freight had to pay for it, and, as a result of
which it was like losing a golden egg giving hen because we are losing the
revenue from freight. So, we have decided to reduce it and also review the primary
rules for making projects.

I am very happy to say that many of these things are now already under
functioning. I wanted to mention something now before I give the figures to
Kharge Saheb. He had asked me a very valid point regarding depreciation fund
and development fund. I will tell you about that. But what has happened is, all
these funds were created many, many years ago, probably, 50-60 years ago. We
are following the same system. Now what has happened is, let me explain to you
about development fund or depreciation fund, whatever it is. Development fund is
used for some of the developmental works like traffic facilities, etc. But now if
you only confine yourself to doing developmental work from development fund,
then we cannot spend any amount of money. Most of the development now takes
place out of capital expenditure. So, what you should really compare is not the
development fund alone. But you must compare the entire basket of how we are
going to incur the capital expenditure and that has improved dramatically. Next
year the provision is Rs.1,21,000 crore. So, I am sure you will be happy to know

that.
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I will come to the Capex. But before that, I have only two points which
many of the Members mentioned. We are starting for the real poor common
people of India Antyodaya Express which will be fully unreserved super fast
service. We are already working on the planning of it, how that should be branded
and how the product should look like but this will be to benefit the common
people of India. We are also starting Deen Dayalu coaches which will be
unreserved coaches with potable water and higher number of mobile charging
points. Hum Safar is fully air-conditioned third AC service with optional choice

appropriation was Rs.7,975 crore, expenditure was Rs.7,287 crore. Last year,
2015-16, the appropriation was Rs.5,700 crore and the expenditure is Rs.7,300
crore. This year, 2016-17, you are right that the appropriation is Rs.3,400 crore but
we are going to spend Rs.7,160. The balance of Rs.4,000 crore will be met
through sale of scrap. As you know, there are certain rules, which govern this.

Let me just go to the next point which you mentioned is Development

Fund.
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SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE (GULBARGA): I can see only the Budget. I
cannot expect as to what you are going to do outside the Budget. So, I just
mentioned whatever you have given in the Budget. If you are going to get money
from outside this, I do not know about that.

SHRI SURESH PRABHU: I am not blaming you. I am just trying to explain it to
you. This is not a scoring of point that I am right or you are wrong. I am not
saying like that. I am just telling you the reality. Therefore, I would like to go to
the Development Fund.

Sir, core railway development is normally undertaken through CAPEX.
Development Fund was a concept which was devised maybe decades ago. At that
time, the only money that was available for spending on capital expenditure was
Development Fund. Now, we have gone through a huge evolution. We are now
spending Rs. 1,21,000 crore for CAPEX. What is the Development Fund? Please
do not misunderstand me. The idea is not to ... (Interruptions) I am just telling. ...
(Interruptions) But do not draw the conclusion that it is inadequate to meet the
demand.

What I am saying is that the total demand is far in excess. Even if you
provide another Rs. 5,000 crore, as you are saying, it is not going to be enough.
We need Rs. 1,21,000 crore. That is why, we are providing it in a different way
and we are doing that. [ am saying that the CAPEX source has increased by 63 per
cent in 2015-16 and I expect it to rise further by 25 per cent. It is a major source
which takes care of development.

The same thing is there with respect to the rolling stock. You said that less
provision is made for the rolling stock. Sir, I want to tell you the number. There
was a provision of Rs. 16,490 crore for rolling stock in 2014-15. In 2015-16, it
was Rs. 19,088 crore. In 2016-17, it is Rs. 27,278 crore. Where is it coming from?
It is coming essentially from EBR, extra-budgetary resources, like bonds etc. It is
not like that now. We realized it a long time back, including in your time, that for

rolling stock financing, we have to find out some sources outside the Budget. That
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is why, we went to IRFC. The IRFC is finding funding for this. Therefore, we are
trying to do it from these sources. So, in 2016-17, Rs. 21,830 crore will be spent
from IRFC money. This is the total amount and that is whyj, it is mentioned here.

If you look at the overall CAPEX number, in 2014-15, the GBS was Rs.
30,121 crore which increased to Rs. 37,745 crore in 2015-16 and in 2016-17 — my
colleague Finance Minister has been very kind — we have gone to Rs. 45,000 crore
and we are hoping to even increase it. Internal resources, which were Rs. 15,347
crore in 2014-15, have gone up to Rs. 16,574 crore in 2015-16 and it is almost the
same at Rs. 16,675 crore for 2016-17. EBR has dramatically improved from Rs.
11,000 crore to Rs. 39,476 crore this year and to Rs. 59,325 crore next year. So,
please try to understand the amount of money we are spending on this and to make
this happen, I want to tell Shri Kharge — if he wants, only one number — that in
2013-14, the year this Government was formed, the opening balance in the
Depreciation Fund was Rs. 16 crore. If you are saying that we are doing something
which should have been done more, you may please look at the Depreciation Fund
which has gone up from Rs. 16 crore to Rs. 1,021 crore in 2014-15 and Rs. 1,777
crore this year. Please try to understand that these are the challenges, but do not try
to find that this is not done. This is the problem of the Railways and we have to
solve it together. Therefore, we must work on it. If you want numbers, these are
the published numbers in the Budget itself.

Sir, some hon. Members, including Shrimati Supriya Sule, asked why we
should not do more RUBs and ROBs. From 2009 to 2014, the average number of
ROBs/RUBs that were constructed were 762 per year. We increased it to 1,024. In
fact, on unmanned level crossings, from 2009 to 2014, 1,139 were eliminated. We
increased it to 1,253 in 2015-16. This is what we are trying to do to find out how
we can actually increase it.

Shri Kharge, you did not raise this point, but just for the information of the
House, I may tell why it is necessary to raise the money from extra-budgetary

resources. Sir, you yourself pointed out about the Railway finances. I told you the
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opening balance of Depreciation Fund for 2013-14. This money is not sufficient to
meet the growing demand. How do you find more money? Can we increase the
passenger fare to that extent? Can passengers pay Rs. 1,21,000 crore a year? Can
we put that burden on the freight handlers and make it more uncompetitive and
thereby, lose our share? We have to find out money not only from internal sources
and not only from GBS because even GBS money is borrowed by the Finance
Ministry from the market. We have to find out money which Railways can raise
and Railways can service. It is not the Railways only which is doing it. Even the
Metro, which you talked about, is raising money from the market. All
infrastructure projects need money from the market and therefore, we are doing it.

But what is the global issue here? In Germany, the liability of loan is far far
more than ours. The Indian Railways ratio is not even 17 per cent including the
future borrowings. In Germany, it is 31.53 per cent; in France, it is 55.91 per cent;
in Russia, it is 19 per cent; of course, in Japan, it is 32.4 per cent; and in China it is
huge. In fact, I do not want to mention the number, but I am telling you this point
because we are doing everything to make it possible to make sure that we raise
money, create infrastructure and make Railways better. It is because if we do not
do anything, then we can answer that question. Suppose, we do not do anything at
all, then will the Railways be better? We have to find money to do something. You
have asked for money for your State. Obviously, where is the money going to
come from? Therefore, when the Kerala Chief Minister met me, he told me that
we want money from whatever source because we cannot get it. Where do you get
the money? You have to get money from somewhere and that is why we are
spending this money on the States. I will come to it later as to how much more the
States have got more than any time else.

So, to make this happen, there have been certain old practices of governing,
which we need to revisit. I am announcing today that we will be reviewing the
financing norms for project financing to bring them in line with best practices. We

are introducing the concept of equity IRR and debt service coverage ratio to
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ensure that returns are evaluated in a holistic manner. Today, when we do the so-
called IRR calculation, we say that this particular line is okay, but signalling will
not be an IRR. Now, tell me this. Can you run a Railway without signalling? I was
giving an example to some of my colleagues that if we construct a 30-storeyed
building, then for each apartment you can calculate the IRR and say that each
apartment is an IRR because I can sell and get money. But can you sell an
apartment after the 10™ floor without an elevator? On elevator, one will say that I
cannot calculate IRR because elevator is not part of the apartment. Can you sell an
apartment in that building? So, we are revisiting all these issues. I am sure that
Shri Kharge will agree because this is a practice that even you followed. So, we
are trying to change it to make it better and do it.

Another point came up and Shri Kharge very eloquently mentioned about
high-speed Railway. First of all, I want to make one point clear. High-speed
Railway has many components. So, we are trying to increase the speed of all
Railway operations. When we started Gatiman, nobody said that Gatiman is at the
expense of other trains. When we are starting Humsafar or Tejas, it is not going to
be at the expense of other trains. The idea is to increase the average speed of all
the trains.

How do you do it? When we move the traffic of goods from present tracks
to dedicated freight corridor, the capacity will increase. We are investing this
capital expenditure for removing bottlenecks; for augmenting capacity; and for
making signalling better. I know how my friends in UP and Bihar are suffering
because all the trains coming from Kolkata to Delhi get delayed because they pass
through one of the most congested networks in the world. Therefore, to decongest
it, we need to invest money. So, once all this happens, this will be actually
increasing the speed of those common people who are suffering today.

I would like to ask one more thing. We have never talked about bullet trains
or we started it only recently, but we are blamed for it. Why are the common

people suffering? Is it because of bullet train? If bullet train is the cause of the
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problem, then why were they suffering even before the bullet trains were
announced? So, it means that this is a completely independent project and this has
nothing to do with the average person. In fact, that is our priority, that is, to
increase the speed of the trains. ... (Interruptions)

So, what we are doing is that we are definitely trying to increase the
average speed of all the trains including passenger trains. We want to make sure
that they travel in a much better way. This is our priority. Our priority, as the
Prime Minister says, is the commonest of the common man and we will try to
work for them. While we do this high-speed Railway project, I thank the then hon.
Prime Minister, Dr. Manmohan Singh, who signed a MoU with the Japanese
Prime Minister and he said that we must start a high-speed Railway in India and
for that they commissioned a feasibility study. So, I must compliment your
Government for doing it. ... (Interruptions) 1 think that at that time you must have
taken into consideration the concerns of the common man and that is why you
signed the MoU. Therefore, having signed it, our Government came to power and
we said and decided that we will take this idea forward. We commissioned a study
and the study gave us a Report. This was a joint study by JICA and the Indian
Government, which has talked about the feasibility of this project. Feasibility can
be calculated on many counts — economic analysis, financial analysis,
environmental analysis and social analysis, and on all these parameters they have
concluded that this project will be viable if we finance it by a very low cost of
interest. We need a soft loan for this. How soft a loan can be? a8 &sd € 1 f& #q

2,496 crore. In this year’s Budget, we have provided Rs. 2,779 crore. This amount
is possible to be provided. Now, I will come to other States. This amount is
possible because we are raising resources from Extra Budgetary Resources and
that is how we are trying to do it.

Sir, please give me a few minutes to give you the details. This year, the
Budget has provided for Rs. 2,823 crore for Andhra Pradesh.
It is more than 100 per cent as compared to 2013-14. In Assam and North-East, it
was only Rs.2,330 crore in 2013-14 which has become Rs.5,340 crore. In Bihar, in
2013-14, it was Rs.1,244 crore — Shri Arun Kumarji was right in saying this — and
now it has gone up to Rs.3,171 crore. In Chhattisgarh, it has gone up from Rs.379
crore in 2013-14 to Rs.1,738 crore. I can go on and on, if you permit me. But the
idea is that we have increased the allocation to each and every State exponentially
and not incrementally. This is because we realise that even this is not sufficient.
The railway network has to increase dramatically. We must put in more efforts
with more money. Therefore, we really need to put all this.

We fully understand that there are so many aspirations, so many
requirements. I would have been the happiest man if I could fulfil all of them.
Unfortunately, we have limited resources and unlimited demand. Like a mother
who has many children, she cannot give food to everybody. So, she tries to give

something to everybody. This is what I am trying to do. I am trying to be a good
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mother to make sure that everybody is properly taken care of, as my friends from
Odisha will agree, that is a State which has not even demanded as much as we

gave it to them because we realise that that State has been wronged in the past. We

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): The reply to the discussion on

Railway Budget became a duel between Mr. Kharge and Mr. Prabhu. In the reply
of course the Minister revealed certain things which were not revealed to the
nation earlier relating to the agreement on the bullet train as we all call it. One
question was asked by Mr. Kharge relating to consultation fee that was there. But
the revelation in the Minister’s speech was relating to the technology transfer that
is going to occur because of this high speed train and how Indian Railways will be
benefited. I would like to understand how we are going to take advantage of this
technology transfer and at what cost.

Consultation fee or equipment that is going to be utilized in this bullet train
is one thing. But the technology transfer is for all time to come. I would be happy
if our Indian Railways live up to that expectation and also take advantage of that
situation. But I am apprehensive that that comes with a certain cost. What is that
cost? Whether it is in-built or is it separate? And how is it going to be
implemented? I would like to understand that.

& a1 € T AnTelt, this is called Overseas Development Assistance (ODA). As you
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must be knowing, the concept of ODA is that rich countries are supposed to give
money at a very concessional rate of interest to developing countries. We are the
single largest recipient of ODA in the world from Japan. Japanese loans have been
taken in the past. This is the first time we insisted that the prime contractors, the
lead contractors will be very limited as far as Japanese are concerned. The main
lead contractors can also be Indian.

The second thing we insisted was that most of the things that will be done
will be made in India barring some things. If we had the technology, then we have
no need to sign an agreement with Japan. We cannot take risk with the security
and such aspects. But most of the things will be made in India at least. I want to
confirm that figure whether it is 75 per cent or 85 per cent because I do not want to
give wrong information.

The whole idea is that in an unprecedented way, major contractors will be
from India and, therefore, this will be really helping us. In fact from Japan we will
be importing only 13 per cent. Just imagine! This is an unprecedented agreement
that we have signed and I thank the Prime Minister for it. It is because of his
personal relation with Japanese Prime Minister and the respect that he enjoys
globally that this has happened.

Technology transfer for rolling stock and other critical items will happen in
India. This is the best possible deal we could have got. In fact I will tell you
something. Some of the Japanese friends were saying that they did not know how
India could get such a fantastic deal from Japan. This is something we should
definitely take into consideration.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: What is the cost in figures that we are going
to pay?

SHRI SURESH PRABHU: That is what I told you. If you want, you will
definitely have it. What I am saying is, as far as India is concerned it is the best.
Also, there are two projects that are coming up at Madhepura and Marhowra. One

1s for electric locomotives and the other is for diesel locomotives. The cost at
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which we have got state of the art technology is the lowest in the world. The
technology is the best in the world. More or less 100 per cent will be manufactured
not in any other place but in Bihar, a State which needs industrialization. The
benefit will also come to Odisha, an adjoining State. Because it will come up in
Eastern India, the ecosystem will develop.

So, my submission is that we will definitely take into account all your
concerns and all your ideas. But what we are doing is in the best interest of India.
