also abroad.

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(ix) Need to extend the benefit of Integrated Coffee Development
Project to medium, large and corporate Coffee planters
KUMARI SHOBHA KARANDLAIJE (UDUPI CHIKMAGALUR): Government
has approved Rs. 950 crore for the Integrated Coffee Development Project (ICDP)
under 12th FY Plan. Though, the Plan began in 2012, the Board started receiving
funds only in 2014. If the remaining funds are not released before 2017, it will get
lapsed and coffee growers will be deprived of subsidies. Finance Ministry has
stopped releasing subsidy amount for the past nine months and there is a news that
the Government is mulling cutting fund allocation to the board by 30%, which will
further affect the growers. Besides, coffee growers are given compensation for
crop losses due to erratic rainfall under the Rainfall Insurance Scheme for Coffee
(RISC). The Board had submitted a proposal last year seeking release of Rs. 26
crore towards subsidy for drying yards, godowns, irrigation facilities and others
activities. Of which, the Government released Rs. 10 crore. Around Rs. 35 crores
worth applications will come up for claims this year, which means the board
requires 20% mire funds than previous year to clear all claims including last year
dues. I also urge the Government to contemplate adding green coffee beans to the
exempted list in the proposed GST. Coffee Board should provide focused support
for water augmentation and extension activities of coffee growers. I also earnestly
urge the Government to extend the benefit of Integrated Coffee Development
Project to medium, large and corporate planters so as to achieve desired objectives

and amend the implementation modalities.
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(x) Need for early disbursement of pension of retired
artists of North Karnataka
SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI (DHARWAD): The artists of yesteryears are facing
financial problems due to delay in sanctioning of pension which have been granted
to them. Since many of them are very old and incapable of doing any other work
to sustain their livelihood the only source of income for them is their pension. Due
to this delay pensioners, especially in my region, which is the whole of Northern
Karnataka, known to produce talented artists in the country are facing acute
poverty. In view of this, I request the Government to kindly take cognizance of

this matter and ensure early disbursement of pension.
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(xi) Need to accord approval to Morand-Ganjal irrigation
project in Madhya Pradesh.

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(xv) Regarding problems being faced by fishermen community

PROF. K.V. THOMAS (ERNAKULAM): I would like to draw the kind attention
of the Hon'ble Minister of Agriculture about the problems being faced by the
fishermen community in the country.

The fishermen community in India, especially in the Southern States like
Kerala, Tamil Nadu, Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh and Goa, are facing very acute
problems due to (i) the CRZ Rules which prevent fishermen to construct new
houses or renovation of the old houses; (ii) there is a significant reduction in the
availability of fish, both in the sea and in other water bodies like rivers, ponds,
etc., and this has affected the daily livelihood of the fishermen: and (iii) the
present currency policy of the Government has affected badly the fishing industry
as a whole. there is a cash crunch, both for the traditional fishermen who catch the
fish and the traders who buy and sale the fish and the industry who exports the
fish.

I urge upon the Union Government to take immediate steps to solve the
problems of the fishermen community in the country and help them to earn their

livelihood.
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(xvi) Regarding medical facilities in long distance trains

SHRI K.R.P. PRABAKARAN (TIRUNELVELI): I would like to raise an issue
with regard to the medical facilities for the long distance rail passengers.
Passengers travelling on long distance trains face a lot of problems and
there is no medical facility available till the train reaches a station that has railway
doctors.
Therefore, I urge upon the Hon'ble Minister of Railways to put one doctor
on duty along with other support staff besides making provision for medicines and

equipment necessary for life support in each long distance train.
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(xvii) Need to devise a mechanism to monitor selling of medicines
and drugs by e-pharmacies
DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR): It is a matter of
grave concern that the Government seems to have no mechanism to control or
monitor the dispensing, selling or trading of medicines and drugs through Internet,
raising the possibility of compromising the quality and impact of these medicines -
which is a threat by itself.

Some web portals are offering medicines directly to customers without
compliance of Government norms and regulations. The Drugs and Cosmetics Act
1940 (Rule 1945) envisages the mandatory disclosure of stocks, storage procedure
etc. apart from monitoring the manufacture, distribution, and sale of medicines -
which are scrutinized by the government regularly. But the e-pharmacies are
selling medicines to people blatantly disregarding any regulation, even as some
scheduled drugs are being sold without asking for prescription. A patient in need,
even the Government, has no scope to verify the quality or standard of the
medicine bought through internet, as the storage system is never disclosed online
and medicines are being delivered by local courier companies. Moreover, any
vigilant monitoring mechanism or recall of medicines is also impossible in such
cases.

In this scenario, I request the Government to intervene immediately to check
and monitor the 'home delivery' system of medicines. I further urge upon the

Government to modify the existing laws.
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(xviii) Need to open a Sainik School at Chandrakona in Arambagh
Parliamentary Constituency of West Bengal

SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAG): Chandrakona is one of the
most backward region of my Parliamentary Constituency. India is recognized as
the education hub of the world with a large number of schools and colleges
offering quality education to students. The opening of one Sainik School in
Chandrakona in Paschim Mednipur district of my Parliamentary constituency
would help the children of backward areas to get better education facilities at their
door step.

I earnestly appeal to the Government to take necessary steps to sanction and

open a Sainik school for the benefit of rural SC/ST children at the earliest.
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(xix) Need to include Jhodia Parja, Durua and Nakti Dora communities of
Odisha in the list of Scheduled Tribes

SHRI JHINA HIKAKA (KORAPUT): I would like to state that the communities
namely Jhodia Paraja, Durua and Nakti Dora in Koraput and Rayagada districts of
my Parliamentary Constituency, Koraput are the backward communities of
Odisha. These backward communities resemble the Tribal Communities from the
view point of life style, traditional culture, primitive traits, geographical isolation,
educational and economical backwardness. Considering all these issues, the Tribal
Advisory Council (TAC) of Odisha recommended for their inclusion in the list of
Scheduled Tribes. However, it is pending in the Tribal Affairs Ministry since long.

In this regard, I urge upon the Minister of Tribal affairs to expedite the

process to include these communities in the list of Scheduled Tribes.
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(xx) Need to shift the storage facility for hazardous chemicals
from Mehul and Ambapada village in Mumbai

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(xxi) Regarding devolution of funds to both Mandal and Zila Parishads

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): I want to raise a
matter of grave concern. Post the 14th Finance Commision Report, there has been
a spate of decentralization, with the Government prioritizing Gram Panchayats
over the Mandal and Zila Parishads with respect to funding. The Government's
move to empower Gram Panchayats directly is a well-intentioned one that aims at
breathing life into the concept of decentralized governance should but it must not
be forgotten that all 3 tiers of Panchayati Raj governance should work seamlessly
together, and individually, to undertake a great deal of developmental work in the
states.

These Mandal and Zila Parishads have clearly demarcated responsibilities as
laid out in our constitution under the 73 and 74th Constitutional Amendments, and
their representatives are chosen by way of elections. The advent of the 14th
Finance Commission leading to direct devolution of funds to Gram Panchayats has
made these two tiers idle.

While the Gram Panchayats are primarily concerned with the needs of their
respective villages, the works undertaken by Mandal & Zila Parishads are at the
macro level, taking into account the needs of a much larger number of people.
Further, these top tiers, specifically the Zila Parishads are directly responsible for
negotiating and discussing works with the State Government. Their experienced
oversight and advice allows for development to happen in a holistic, efficient, and
organized fashion. It is a fact that it is through the Blocks that the Districts
prosper.

In Andhra Pradesh, Zila and Mandal Parishads have played a crucial role in
sanctioning and implementing large scale water and road works, amongst others.
The present deprivation of funding will derail many similar large scale

developmental projects being carried out under their oversight. This is especially
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difficult given how cash strapped the economy of newly bifurcated Andhra
Pradesh is.

In the light of the above, I urge the Union government to take cognizance of
this matter and amend the recommendations of 14th Finance Commission at the
earliest to pave way for devolution of funds to both Mandal and Zila Parishads, in

addition to those being provided to Gram Panchayats.
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(xxii) Need to provide marketing facility to Telangana fishermen

SHRI P. SRINIVASA REDDY (KHAMMAM): The Telangana Government has
launched the ambitious 'Mission Kakatiya' to restore 46,531 tanks across the state
to create a storage capacity of 255 TMC of water in a bid to enhance the
development of agriculture based income for small and marginal farmers by
restoring of tanks under Mission Kakatiya.

Under this programme, about 46,531 number of Minor Irrigation, Small tanks,
Percolation tanks, Private Kuntas and Small tanks were 1dentified for restoration
which in turn has huge potential in generation of rural employment, poverty
reduction and agricultural growth. Almost 50% of the identified tanks have been
completed.

In order to exploit all the possible resources under capture and culture fishery
base for increasing fish production and productivity through sustainable
development, the State Government alone has spent Rs. 57 crores for fish
production in all the tanks during the current year. It has supplied fish larvae to
fishermen free of cost to put them into the tanks. As a result of monsoon fag end
heavy rains in Telangna, a wonderful harvest of lakhs of tonnes of fresh water fish
is expected.

Since fish is perishable item, the Government of India should also take the
responsibility to provide marketing facility for the huge catch, which gives benefit
to the poor fishermen.

I, therefore, urge upon the Government to extend all necessary help for

providing national and international marketing facility to Telangana fishermen.
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(xxiii) Need to set up a Kendriya Vidyalaya near upcoming International
Airport at Kannur in Kerala
SHRIMATI P.K. SHREEMATHI TEACHER (KANNUR): Kannur International
Airport is an upcoming International Airport at Mattanur in Kannur District. The
airport will be the second Greenfield airport to be set up in Kerala after Cochin
and once completed it will be the fourth and largest international airport in Kerala
after Thiruvananthapuram, Cochin and Calicut.

The airport is expected to begin commercial operations in mid 2017 and it will
develop as a township. Large number of officials will be working and large
number of people will be residing in nearby areas and so it is essential to put in
place standard educational facilities in this area and the required land is available
with Government of Kerala.

Hence I urge upon the Government to be kind enough to look into the matter
and accord sanction for setting up of a Kendriya Vidyalaya near Kannur

International Airport in Kannur Parliamentary Constituency of Kerala.
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(xxiv) Need to expedite setting up of Kakwara Mega Power
Plant in Banka district, Bihar.

One child goes missing every eight minutes. Where are these children?
What has happened to them? The answer to these questions reveals details of what
looks like modern day slavery or what we call as child trafficking. These children
are begging on the roads with tattered clothes. Some are hidden behind the veils of
illicit businesses, while others are coerced into prostitution or pornography. ...

The process of child trafficking is so complex and takes place under
multiple social contexts. For instance, child trafficking is predominant in regions
where the protection of the State does not penetrate. These are the areas with
large-scale poverty, illiteracy and remoteness of villages, which should exercise
these people instead of making a noise about non-issues. ... (Interruptions)

Well integrated urban areas also witness well-organised child trafficking
groups who operate through the loopholes of the regulatory system. An excellent
example of this is the case of trafficking for adoption. While adoption is legally
accepted, there has been a 1,400 per cent increase in the cases of trafficking for
adoption over the past decade. These are the cases where children are sold in the
name of adoption. ... (Interruptions)

While some parents are unaware of the fact that they have adopted a
trafficked or stolen child who might belong to another family, another report

shows that about 46 per cent of the traffickers obtained consent from the parents.
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But how can we be certain that the child actually belongs to the parent who gives
consent for trafficking? The question of DNA tests enters the picture only when
the case of trafficking gets reported. Moreover, in most of the reported cases, the
police go for DNA testing only if there is a ground for suspicion or if the
concerned State Government calls for it. ... (Interruptions)

This points us to one very important factor to consider. Child trafficking
can be attacked only with a multi-pronged approach involving various agencies.
The traffickers work not only in secrecy but also in complicated networks. And it
is crucial to comprehend this network to be able to put an end to it. Thank you
very much.
