Minister has given a detailed reply but in that
reply itself he has told how many people have died in Pakistan jails and also how
they are ill-treated. In this context, as per the data of the Ministry, 260 fishermen
are there in Pakistan jails and 44 boats have been seized out of which release of 22
boats is in the process. ... (Interruptions) My question is, in November 2016, 43
Indian fishermen were arrested by Pakistan for allegedly trespassing territorial
waters. What are the steps taken for bringing them back? Has the Government
evoked the provisions of bilateral agreement on consular access signed in May
2008 to bring the fishermen to justice? ... (Interruptions) As per the agreement,
retired judges from both the countries can visit the jail and they can examine what
kind of treatment is given to the jail mates. ... (Interruptions) All these things can
be done as per the 2008 bilateral agreement. I would like to ask the hon. Minister
whether this agreement is being used by the Indian Government.... (Interruptions)
GEN. VIJAY KUMAR SINGH (RETD.): As far as our fishermen are concerned,
the moment our consulate gets information through our sources and through
Pakistan, an application is made with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Pakistan
for consular access to these fishermen. ... (Inferruptions) The first step is to find
out who are Indians amongst them. With that process on, our consulate makes all
the efforts to go and meet our people and find out what their problems are and
what kind of assistance do they want.... (Interruptions)

On the issue of judicial commission which the hon. Member has raised,
there was an agreement on judicial commission in which the retired judges were
nominated from both the countries to visit each other’s country on an alternate
basis and they were to see the conditions in the jails.

Member from
Jharkhand has raised a very important issue about the dispensation of justice in our
country which has been held up because of lack of computerization.
(Interruptions) In his detailed reply, the hon. Minister has given some statistics
which raise concerns. ... (Interruptions) It is because it seems only four High
Courts are using the e-filing system as of now and that too all of them are not
doing it online. ... (Interruptions) Some of them are doing it offline. This means
that there is still scope for delays and manipulation, the same old problems that
our legal system has been facing for all these decades. ... (Interruptions) The
terminology used for the Phase I of this implementation, such as LAN, Local Area
Network, is already outdated. ... (Interruptions) The other Ministries in this
Government are already using apps on smart phones; they are connecting through
wifi; they are connecting through broadband connectivity. Would the hon.
Minister assure us that within a specific timeframe, let us say a year or two, all
High Courts can be connected through broadband and an app and have all online
e-filing? ... (Interruptions)

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: Hon. Speaker, Madam, the hon. Member
Shri Panda is a very experienced Member of Parliament. He knows technology
very well 1 know that. ... (Interruptions) But where he is confusing is that
computerization of High Courts is complete. E-filing depends upon the lawyers

and the lawyers must be trained. They must have the aptitude. ... (Interruptions)

Hon. Madam Speaker, you are aware that many lawyers still enjoy filing in
the proper written form. Therefore, it depends upon the attitude of lawyers as far
as e-filing is concerned. ... (Interruptions) But I take his point that we have to

sensitize more that e-filing should start.
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Regarding the second part of his question regarding old technology, we are

updating it.... (Interruptions) I would like to inform the hon. Member that today
automatic sms about filing date, case number, next date etc. are being conveyed
through mobile phone. We will apply more and more of technology as time passes
by. ... (Interruptions)
SHRIMATI KAVITHA KALVAKUNTLA: Madam Speaker, thank you very
much for giving me this opportunity. The first e-court of India was supposed to be
started in October of this year.... (Interruptions) 1 would like to request the hon.
Minister to please let the House know as to when the first e-court is going to be
started. ... (Interruptions)

that it is the lawyers who have to get prepared to do the complete e-court in this
country. ... (Interruptions) But then does the hon. Minister realise the fact that
there is techno-legal approach that the Government should take into consideration
and give the training, particularly in terms of cyber security, cyber forensic digital
evidencing, reforms and many more aspects?

SHRI Y.V. SUBBA REDDY (ONGOLE): Madam, this is with regard to the
demand for granting Special Category Status to Andhra Pradesh.... (Interruptions)

While considering the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act, the then hon.
Prime Minister assured on the floor of Rajya Sabha in no uncertain terms that once
the State 1s bifurcated, the State of Andhra Pradesh would be accorded the Special
Category Status for five years. While speaking on the Bill, the hon. Urban
Development Minister Shri Venkaiah Naidu had demanded for extending the

period to 10 years. ... (Interruptions) Since the UPA Government did not accede

to that demand, he announced on the floor of the House that the moment BJP
comes to power, it will grant Special Category Status to Andhra Pradesh for a
period of ten years. ... (Interruptions) The Bill was passed in February last year
and on 1% March, 2014, the Union Cabinet had also approved giving Special
Category Status to the State of Andhra Pradesh. It is nearly three years since the
assurance was given. ... (Interruptions) It is more than two years since the
promise made by the BJP leaders that they would not only give Special Category
Status but also extend it for 10 years and it is more than two years now since the
State was bifurcated. But so far, there is not even a single move from the
Government of India’s side to provide the Special Category Status.
(Interruptions)

Now, the Government of India says that there is no proposal before the
Government of India to accord Special Category Status to any State. The people
of Andhra Pradesh were shocked on hearing this news and there are Dharnas,
Rasta Rokos and other protests all over the State. ... (Interruptions)

I want to ask this question to the Government. What is its stand on granting
Special Category Status to Andhra Pradesh? Even till today, categorically, the
Government of India has not said that Special Category Status would not be given
to Andhra Pradesh. ... (Interruptions) But from the recent special package which
was given, | feel that the Government of India is in no mood to give Special
Category Status to Andhra Pradesh. We want special category status as assured by
none other than the Prime Minister. There is misinterpretation that special
package will give equal, if not, more than what Special Category Status would
give. ... (Interruptions) It is all misleading and there is no basis for this. Hence, |
demand for grant of Special Category Status immediately to Andhra Pradesh
without any further delay.
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SHRIMATI BUTTA RENUKA (KURNOOL): Even my subject is also on the
Special Category Status only. So, the entire State of Andhra Pradesh is looking for
the announcement of special status.

I would like to bring to the notice of this august House and the Government
about the burning issue concerning the State of Andhra Pradesh. The entire State
of Andhra Pradesh is totally disturbed and agitated over the issue of Special
Category Status. The demand for the Special Category Status is neither new nor
has it come from the people of Andhra Pradesh. It is a result of historical decision
against the wishes of the people of the State of Andhra Pradesh. You are aware of
the circumstances in which the State of Andhra Pradesh was divided against the
wishes of the people and it was forced on us. ... (Interruptions) In the process to
satisfy the people of Andhra Pradesh, this offer of Special Category Status was
made on the floor of this House by the earlier Government. This very
Government, which was in Opposition at that time, had vehemently demanded for
extending the period of special status. Thus, both the party in power and the
Opposition were unanimous in offering the Special Category Status.
(Interruptions) Today, surprisingly for the reasons not known to us this
Government is expressing its inability in conferring Special Category Status on the
State of Andhra Pradesh which is burning. ... (Interruptions)

Madam, this Government has offered a special package. Instead of Special
Package, we demand for the special status.

SHRIMATI KIRRON KHER (CHANDIGARH): Madam, I rise to ask the
Government to grant a Film Institute so that the people who are going to be trained
and skilled in various parts of North India can have a Film Institute in Chandigarh.

Already, there is a Film Institute in Pune in Maharashtra. There is a Film
Institute in Chennai, and there is a Film Institute in Kolkata. Recently, the
Government has given one to Arunachal Pradesh.... (Interruptions) It is only the

people of entire North India--New Delhi, Chandigarh, Himachal Pradesh,
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Haryana, Punjab, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar and Madhya Pradesh-- do not have a place
to go and get training. This is not just for acting. It is mainly for technical skills
like editing videography, cinematography and direction. Our students do not get
admission in Pune because there are limited seats over there.... (Interruptions) It
is the need of the hour. The Punjabi film industry is growing by leaps and bounds.
Chandigarh is a city of educational institutions.... (Interruptions) I would request
the Government to kindly grant a film institute so that we could cater to the needs
of the students. Thank you, Madam.

Today this language is struggling for its identity in a country which
is being considered to be the world's largest democracy and proclaims the Unity in
diversity its backbone. Many languages that have been included in 8th Schedule to
the Constitution were found neither numerically stronger nor more grammatically
richer than Bhoti. Unfortunately, the Bhoti language has been ignored. I request
Government of India to initiate action on priority to include Bhoti language in the

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(xii) Need to set up a Cultural Centre and Food Craft Institute
at Deoghar, Jharkhand

SHRI NISHIKANT DUBEY (GODDA): Deoghar, which falls under Santhal
Pargana region, is unique and extremely revered site of one of the 51 Shaktipeeths
and also of the Dwadash Jyotirlinga in the country. This is a religious and cultural
capital of Eastern India which catapults the holy place to an international acclaim
and is visited by over 5 crore pilgrims every year. Other prominent personalities
associated with the place like Guru Rabindranath Tagore who wanted to set up
SHANTINIKETAN here, Mahatma Gandhi in his biography mentioned this place
as his Ashram, Maharishi Aurobindo who shifted to Pudicherry from here only.
This place is also the birth place of well known social reformer Late Ishwar
chandra Vidyasagar.

The potential for cultural tourism of Deoghar in Jharkhand still is
insufficiently researched and poorly utilized. The state as a whole is not valued as
a cultural phenomena, this often results in neglect of the state’s hidden cultural
treasures. Deoghar cultural centre will conceptualize the aim of projecting cultural
kinship which transcends territorial boundaries. Besides, the Food Craft Institute at

Deoghar is also pending with the Ministry which requires early sanction.
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(xiii) Need to construct an eight lane new bridge
at Ghodbunder near Mumbai
SHRI CHINTAMAN NAVASHA WANGA (PALGHAR): National Highway
No. 8 is having heavy traffic. The Highway goes through Jammu and Kashmir,
Punjab, Haryana, Delhi, Rajasthan, Gujarat and Maharashtra. Due to heavy traffic,
this 6-lane Highway is now proposed to be converted to eight lane. But at
Ghodbunder near Mumbai, the existing overbridge is old one constructed in 1971.
This bridge is used for heavy vehicles. As per my information, this bridge used for
more than hundred tonne vehicles. Last year this bridge was repaired but within
one year this bridge was damaged and now work of repairing is going on.
Government has built up new bridge some years back but it is only for two lane.
New bridge for eight lane vehicles is necessary. Therefore, I request the

Government to build a eight lane bridge at Ghodbunder immediately.
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(xiv) Need to provide financial assistance to onion growers

of Karnataka

SHRI B.N. CHANDRAPPA (CHITRADURGA): Onion is largely grown in 13
districts of Karnataka. Onion acreage in Karnataka stands at around 1.35 lakh
hectares and the production is estimated to be between 22 lakhs to 23 lakh tonnes
annually. Onion growers are facing great hardship because onion prices in the
markets of Karnataka and the country have touched to a very low level of Rupees
50 to Rupees 100 per quintal. There are incidents of protests from onion growers
in the State of Karnataka. The price of onion in key markets such as Hubbalil,
Gadag, Davangere, Ranebennur and Raichur has also drastically come down. In
such a situation the Government of Karnatakata has come to the rescue of onion
growers and fixed the procurement price at Rs. 624 per quintal, However, it is
difficult for the State Government to extend more benefits, because of its limited
financial resources and that too at the time of drought in more than 140 Taluks in

the State.

So, I would urge upon the Union Government to come forward to extend
financial assistance to the onion growers and save them from this crisis of onion

price fluctuation.

(xv) Need to identify and groom talented sportspersons
in the country
SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYANAGAR): Kindly imagine for a
minute that in an enormous level such as ours holding almost 18 per cent of the
world’s total population, how much potential we hold. There are thousands of
talent that fail to be recognized and even professional athletes are not supported at
a level on par with international standards to be able to perform their bests at
international sports events such as Olympics. It’s just not about winning medals
for the country. For me, it is not shameful that we did not win more than 2 medals
in the Olympics this year in Rio, Brazil but it is shameful that we fail to support
our talent as much as we should despite having resources to do so. I would like to
the Hon. Minister for Youth Affairs and Sports to consider means to help

recognize talents and support professional athletes to rain and excel.
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(xvi) Need to undertake dredging of rivers, ports and
waterways in the country

DR. RATNA DE (NAG) (HOOGHLY): Dredging of rivers, inland waterways,
ports would result in savings of water. We find often in our rivers, port and
waterways no navigation taking place resulting in huge loss. Added to this we
find encroachment on the riverbeds. There is an urgent need for dredging of river.
There is no dearth of rivers in our country but due to absence of proper dredging
mechanism in place, most of the rivers are near empty and without water. We
could find water only during monsoon. Proper dredging at regular interval is
needed to restore the health of our water WAYS. With climate change taking over
every other method of our efforts to improve environment, we need to focus on
dredging to ensure that our rivers, ports, waterways live forever and not die in the
foreseeable future. Hence, I would request the Government and the Shipping
Ministry to make efforts to pay utmost importance to dredging and improving our

navigational channels and bring back to life our ports, waterways and rivers.
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(xvii) Need to extend the date for exchange of old currency notes

in Tribal and inaccessible areas
SHRI BALBHADRA MAJHI (NABARANGPUR): The demonetization scheme
of the Government is well intentioned but turning out to be badly implemented
one. I represent Nabarangpur Parliamentary Constituency in Odisha with about
55% of ST population and 48% literacy rate as per 2011 census. Some of the
Blocks are not having banking facility leave aside Gram Panchayats. Hence, not
all people have accounts in banks. Hardly 15% of people have access to
newspapers and televisions. Internet service is also yet to reach all the Block
headquarters.

As a result of all these complications and service deficiencies common
people could not exchange their old Rs 500/1000 currency notes. It is, therefore,
requested that the Government suitably extend the date of exchange of old
currency notes on area specific basis i.e. for TSP area, hilly area, inaccessible area

etc after conducting am immediate survey.
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(xviii) Need to continue the existing system of vending/catering

services on Railways platforms
SHRI ARVIND SAWANT (MUMBAI SOUTH): On Railway platforms there is
an arrangement in existence for decades, that stall holders are shouldering the
responsibility of maintaining vending/catering services to Railway passenger
through their allotted sub units i.e. trolleys, khomchas so that the passengers are
not deprived of facilities when trains are stationed/halted at platform and moving
vending trolleys are able to reach upto both the end of the long trains having upto
22-24 coaches.

Therefore, it would be desirable not to disturb the existing arrangements of
catering/vending system existing over Indian Railways. The small vending
contractors are having four-five stalls/units only and they may be allowed to
continue under policy 2010 but not more than ten stalls be permitted. The
provision in the policy is to allow ten numbers of units in one zone i.e. 160 units
over Indian Railway platforms to one licensee.

Therefore, I would request the Railway Minister to continue with the

existing policy.
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(xix) Need to approve Flood Control Project for
Amravathi in Andhra Pradesh
SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Foundation stone for new capital
Amaravati was laid last October by PM and Amaravati is going to be an
amalgamation of ‘Navaratras’ — Knowledge city, financial city, health city,
education city, tourism city, electronics city’, sports city, etc. For flourishing of
these ‘Navaratnas’, there is a need to protect Amaravathi from the vagaries of
nature and one of the important fureis of nature in Amaravathi is flooding. So, to
protect ‘Navaratnas’, there is a need to have flood control system.

As per the Master Plan of the Capital, 13,500 acres covering 54 Kms. of
area is prone to floods. So, to address this problem, Government of Andhra
Pradesh has decided to take up flood control works under flood control
management system in the above areas with an estimated cost of Rs. 1,096 crores.
Under this, Government of Andhra Pradesh intending to take up online flood
control system of reservoirs, diversion of flood to Western Krishna delta and also
divert water from Neeru Konda to Krishna river through Western Krishna delta.

Due to financial constraints, Government of Andhra Pradesh decided to
approach World Bank for financial assistance and I understand the proposal has
reached Ministry of Water Resources. It is so important that without flood
control/management system, the entire capital city project of Amaravathi, which is
being built with an estimated cost of US$4 billion, is like diya in whirlwind.

So, I request the Government of India to give its consent to the project and
forward the same to the World Bank for its assistance so that flood control project

is completed in time.
