very detailed written answer for which I am thankful to him... (Interruptions)

As per Ernst & Young’s, Renewable Energy Attractiveness Index, India is
among the top five destinations worldwide for Solar Energy Development. I
appreciate the Government’s devotion and efforts to generate environmental-
friendly solar energy... (Interruptions)

According to the National Remote Sensing Centre, Wasteland Atlas of
India, an estimated 47.22 million hectare accounting for 14.91 per cent of the total
geographical area of the country, has been mapped as wastelands during the period
2005-06... (Interruptions)

Most of the wastelands, which could have been utilized to set up solar
energy plants, is not connected with roads and providing connectivity, which
means huge infrastructure costs inhibit companies from setting up plants there...
(Interruptions)

Madam, I would like to know from the hon. Minister that so far how much
of wasteland has been used for solar power generation and what measures, the
Government has taken to provide continuity to unutilized wastelands areas so
that many enthusiastic entrepreneurs will come forward to set up solar industry in
such wasteland areas?...

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Madam Speaker, I was a little late; I was just outside. I
thought the first Question was going on... (Interruptions)

Madam Speaker, it is a very good suggestion that the hon. Member has
given. Wasteland can truly be used to generate more solar power. Land is a critical

component of the solar programme. We are in touch with different State
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Governments; and we are happy to report that 34 solar parks have been approved.
Almost 20,000 MW of solar power projects had been tendered out last year...
(Interruptions) Wherever possible, we are talking to the State Governments to help
us acquire the wasteland. We are not allowing any agricultural land to be used or
diverted for solar generation... (Interruptions)

I would like to reassure the hon. Member that going forward also, wherever
we get opportunity like salt land, barren land, wasteland, desert land, we would
continue to gauge that... (Interruptions)

SHRI P. SRINIVASA REDDY : Madam my second supplementary is this. The
increased demand of land is met in many cases through the diversion of land from
agriculture and the forest... (Interruptions)

Madam, for example, under Jawaharlal Nehru National Solar Mission’s
initial projects, it has been seen that the State Governments have helped the private
companies in acquiring productive agricultural land to set up solar, thermal and
photovoltaic units... (Interruptions)

Therefore, Madam, I would like to know from the hon. Minister whether
the Government is planning to set up an independent and representative
Regulatory Authority at the State level to ensure strict compliance of land use
norms and to stop diversion of fertile agricultural land. This regulatory body can
also facilitate the Government for identifying wasteland in the country for gainful
utilization of the unutilized area. That thermal power is harmful and not eco-
friendly. = The solar power should not consume the productive land....
(Interruptions)

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Madam Speaker, the hon. Member has raised a very
valid point. ... (Interruptions) Very clearly this Government believes that it should
not divert wasteland. We should not divert agricultural land for power projects. ...
(Interruptions) The country is moving more and more towards renewable energy
and for solar. As a rule, we do not divert land for generation of solar energy. ...

(Interruptions)
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As far as thermal projects are concerned, there are some projects which
have in the past acquired land of the farmers but full compensation, as per State
laws, has been given. ... (Interruptions)

Regarding setting up of a regulator, that is in the domain of the State
Governments. ... (Interruptions) The State Governments have their own
machinery for the implementation of land acquisition and the Central Government
would not like to interfere in the rights of the State Governments.
(Interruptions)

DR. KIRIT P. SOLANKI : By 2022, we have set the goal to increase the usage of
solar energy up to 58 per cent out of the total energy. ... (Interruptions) 1 would
like to know whether the Government will propose to do the solar rooftop projects
in villages and other parts of the country. ... (Interruptions) 1 would also like to
ask whether the Government will provide free solar energy to the BPL families
and to the SC,ST people through its solar rooftop projects. ... (Interruptions)
SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Madam Speaker, first of all, I would just like to correct
the record. ... (Interruptions) By 2022, the Government of India has kept a vision
to make one lakh megawatt of installed capacity of solar power. ... (Interruptions)
That does not become 58 per cent of the power. Roughly at that point of time, it
will be about 20 per cent of the installed capacity. ... (Interruptions) But when we
look at the actual energy generated, it will obviously be much less because the
plant load factor in solar is lower. ... (Interruptions)

Secondly, rooftop solar is an integral part of this one lakh megawatt. ...
(Interruptions) Our plan is that out of this one lakh megawatt, 40,000 megawatt
should come out of rooftop solar. Right now, the country is at 200 megawatt. ...
(Interruptions) To my mind, this is the world’s most ambitious target and plan to
promote rooftop solar. ... (Interruptions) The Government is encouraging the
Government buildings and Government institutions in the first stage to go solar.

... (Interruptions) Rooftops of private homes and BPL homes will also have an
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ability to go solar for which the Government will consider giving necessary
suppott. ... (Interruptions)

DR. KULMANI SAMAL : Hon. Speaker Madam, thank you very much for giving
me an opportunity to raise this question. ... (Interruptions)

I have gone through the reply tabled by the hon. Minister.
(Interruptions) The reply of the Minister says that acquisition of land with
sufficient solar radiation is a challenge. Sun does not locate the land to fall. It is as
simple as that. ... (Interruptions) My point is that there are plenty of wastelands in
the country. Has the Ministry, in consultation with the Land Resources
Department, ever tried or will ever try to utilize these wastelands for generation of
solar power? ... (Interruptions)

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: I fully agree with the hon. Member. ... (Interruptions)
The Government understands that the wasteland, barren land and desert land are
most eminently suitable for setting up of the solar projects. ... (Interruptions) We
do not have any such land authority which can identify it. ... (Interruptions) This
is available in the map of India.... (Interruptions) Wherever the wastelands are
there, for example, Rajasthan has a very large desert area; in Leh Ladakh there are
very large areas which are not used for any other purpose; in the deserts of Kutch,
we have land.... (Interruptions) Every State has mapped out its own areas which
are more suitable for solar power. ... (Interruptions) We are in dialogue with the
States and the location of solar parks will be finalized in dialogue and consultation
with the States. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI THOTA NARASIMHAM : Thank you, Madam, for giving me the
opportunity. ... (Interruptions) 1 would like to know from the hon. Minister
whether there is any proposal to establish more solar parks and increase the MW
capacity in the newly formed State of Andhra Pradesh apart from already existing
ones. ... (Interruptions) What are the initiatives taken by the Central Government
to promote and encourage the use of solar based power in Andhra Pradesh?...

(Interruptions) What steps are being taken by the Government to ease the
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permissions/clearances required to set up a solar PV (photovoltaic) plant? ...
(Interruptions) What are the steps that the Government is taking to make
Renewable Generation Obligation (RGO) compulsory for thermal power
companies to add renewable resources in their portfolio?

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Madam Speaker, I am happy to inform the House,
through you, that the State of Andhra Pradesh has done a very good work in
generating solar power.... (Interruptions) The cumulative capacity till 31* March,
2016 was 572.97 MW.... (Interruptions) In the last seven months, they have been
able to add 395.08 MW capacity in the State of Andhra Pradesh.... (Interruptions)
I am also very happy to inform the hon. Members that in Andhra Pradesh, we have
approved solar parks in Kunta, Ananthapur and Galiveedu, Kadapa districts of
Andhra Pradesh which will generate 1500 MW of solar power. ... (Interruptions)
We are also now looking at a second phase of approval of solar parks and we will
shortly be coming out with necessary schemes for that. ... (Interruptions) The
Government is also considering measures to support the production of solar PV
equipment in India, domestic production....

I would like to know whether the Government has signed any agreement
with other countries to augment the supply of thermal energy in the country. If so,
the hon. Minister may please provide details thereof. ... (Interruptions)

I would also like to know whether there is any agreement to transfer surplus
thermal power produced in one State to a power deficit State, especially during
times of natural disasters like floods and droughts. If so, the hon. Minister may
please provide details thereof. And if not, the hon. Minister may please tell the
reasons for that. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Madam Speaker, this is a very composite question, but it
shows the concern of the hon. Member in this subject. ... (Interruptions)

I am very delighted to share with the august House, through you, Madam,
that this Government believes that India has to be energy secured. We have to
ensure domestic supply of coal and towards that end, we have ramped up the
production of coal within India. We have been able to bring down the import of
coal significantly in the last two years. ... (Interruptions) You will be happy to
know that as against 48.5 million tonnes used in domestic thermal plants out of
imports in 2014-15, we have been able to bring it down to 37.1 million tonnes in
2015-16 and further to only 13.2 million tonnes in 2016-17 up to October.
(Interruptions) It very clearly shows that India is moving towards self-reliance
when it comes to coal. Even these 13.2 million tonnes are largely imported by

private players. Out of that, more than nine million tonnes are imported by private

players whereas sufficient coal is available in India. We would urge them also to
stop imports and take domestic coal. ... (Interruptions)

As regards the step to augment production, they are all very well known
and defined. Unfortunately, the Members of the Opposition may not be able to
appreciate the kind of honesty and transparency with which auction of coalmines
took place. It is very difficult for them to accept that Coal India Limited was able
to increase production by almost seven per cent in the first year and 8.6 per cent in
the second year. ... (Interruptions) It was during their time that the coal was
always in short supply and growth was merely one, two or three per cent. Sadly,
for decades, India remained an energy-deficient and coal-deficient State. It is only
the persistent and honest efforts to change the scenario to power surplus and coal
surplus that have changed the situation. ... (Interruptions)

As regards the supply of excess power to neighbouring States or to
neighbouring countries, I am happy to inform the hon. House that during disasters,
we make special allocation from the Central sector, out of the unallocated pool. ...
(Interruptions) Other than that, today the country is power surplus. At any point of
time, on VidyugPRAVAH App, you can see how much power is available in the
grid which can be transmitted easily all across the country. Therefore, no part of
India is ever starved of power any more. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY : Madam, I just heard the hon. Minister’s reply
in which he has bracketed all non-ruling parties as Opposition. [ would like to
clarify that we were not involved in any coal scam. So, he should clarify that. ...

Secondly, increase in coal production should also keep the humane angle in
view. In Odisha, in my constituency, in Talcher, where the Minister himself has
visited several times, many villages are being uprooted without any proper notice.

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places in other panchayats where there is social friction. The MCL, the Ministry is
not taking care.

Government and MCL to take care of the people who are being displaced right
now today.

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Madam Speaker, at the outset, I would like to clarify
that I had not bracketed all the Opposition Parties; and that my reference was only
to those parties which were in power before the Modi Government came in. ...

Every village that has to forego land is in consultation with the State
Government. The District Administration takes the final call on that. Mahanadi
Coalfields Limited cannot, I repeat ‘cannot’, arbitrarily take any village away for
coal mining. However, if there are any such cases, I will have them examined. ...

Another important thing that he raised is about jobs. There is a set criteria
for jobs. Any villager who loses two acres of land is provided a corresponding job
in the Company. But it is not possible often to accommodate all the people from
one village necessarily in the same mine where that village is located. Therefore, a
little bit of relocation is a natural part of the business. Coal India is one entity. It
has several subsidiaries. We try our best to keep the people within the subsidiary,

This has
been a revolutionary step where 30 per cent of the royalty is given directly to the
local District Administration, and the DMF is administered by the local people for
the welfare activities in the local area. ...

DR. SHRIKANT EKNATH SHINDE (KALYAN): Madam, I wish to bring to the

notice of this august House, a very burning issue faced by Mumbai suburban rail
passengers these days. There have been recurring incidents of Mumbai suburban
rail service disruptions including yesterday’s incident, which led to a huge outcry
of commuters at Titwala station. Commuters were angry and frustrated. They took
to tracks and did rail roko. Similar incident took place at Diva station last year.
Services of the Central Railways have been badly affected for the past many days
due to various reasons such as rail fractures, fault in overhead wires and
pantograph failure on Mumbai suburban section. Madam, 13 incidents have taken
place in the last month. Therefore, patience of commuters are running out and
unfortunately the attitude of Railway officials is one of apathy.

As mentioned above, recurring technical fault is taking place, which I can
understand because of the winter season but frequency of such incidents and other
consequences are something the Railways need to look into on an urgent basis.
One of the major concerns is that the technical and personnel norms are common
for pan India basis and they have not been updated in a while. It is also felt that
considering the pressure, there have to be separate norms for Mumbai suburban
railway stations and also all over India. For example, on Mumbai suburban where
rail passes every four minutes, and in the case of pan India, train passes every half
an hour. The number of gang men and the area they cover cannot be the same all
over India. Therefore, I urge the hon. Railway Minister to look into this matter and

appoint an Expert Committee to review the norms so that recurring incidents of
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system failure may be avoided. I would also request the Railway Minister to
expedite the work of Thakurli terminus. ... (Interruptions)

I want to raise the issue of elephant killing in Assam, in general, and in my
constituency, specially.

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(xi) Need to incorporate Raja Ravi Varma College of Fine Arts
under Central University Kasargod in Kerala

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): The Raja Ravi Varma
college of fine arts located in Mavelikkara, is a premier institute established by
world renowned painter and artist Raja Ravi Varma. The college, despite its
efforts at establishing new frontiers in the discipline of fine art deserves a support
from a higher institution. I would urge the Union Ministry of HRD to take steps in
instructing the Central University, Kasargod to formally incorporate Raja Ravi
Varma college of Fine Arts as its offsite department as it will undoubtedly help the
Institute achieve greater success in propagating its research activities and offer
new courses to more students and scholars wishing to pursue fine arts and
aesthetics. The government must take immediate steps in addressing this long

pending demand of people in my constituency.
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(xii) Need to make separate budgetary provisions for fire-management in
Chamarajanagar parliamentary constituency, Karnataka

SHRI R. DHRUVANARAYANA (CHAMARAJANAGAR): I would like to
bring to the kind attention of the Government that under the jurisdiction of my
Chamarajanagar Parliamentary Constituency, Forest area covers 1450 Sq. Kms. of
land in Chamarajanagar and 2791 Sq. Kms. in Mysore Districts. This includes
H.D.Kote and Nanjangud Forest area of Mysore District and BRT Tiger Project,
Bandipur Tiger Project, Cauvery Wild Life Division, Kollegal and Sri Malai
Mahadeshwara Wild Life Division, Kollegal of Chamarajanagar District.

Every year during December to April, several acres of forest land is
destroyed in fire and acres of vegetation get destroyed.

During 2014-15, 538.65 acres and 2015-16, 724.55 acres in National Park,
Bandipur Forest Division, during 2014-15, 200 Acres and 2015-16, 186 Acres in
Cauvery Wildlife Division, Kollegal, during 2014-15, 200 Acres and 2015-16, 416
Acres in Malai Mahadeshwara Wildlife Division, Kollegal, during 2014-15, 27.5
Acres and 2015-16, 26.77 Acres in B.R.T. Tiger Project Division Forest land got
destroyed in fire. In order to avoid accurance of such incidence, Forest Department
need separate grants under “Fire Management” as they are still making
expenditure from grants of other programs/schemes.

Hence, I hereby urge the Union Government for making provision
separately in the next Budget for allotment of grants under “Fire Management”

and to release maximum grants to my Constituency to avoid Forest fires.
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(xiii) Need to provide funds for modernisation of public sector steel plants
particularly Alloy Steel Plant, Durgapur, West Bengal

DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR): I draw the
attention of Union Government towards the modernisation of public sector steel
plants in different states particularly in West Bengal.

There is a need for upgradation, modernisation and developing the potential
of the public sector steel plant in the country particularly Alloy Steel Plant of
Durgapur, West Bengal. The Government need to infuse adequate funds for the
purpose. I wish to know whether Government has any proposal to merge the
Alloy Steel Plant of Durgapur with Steel Plant Durgapur in the Financial year
2017-18.

I urge the Government to take necessary action on the issue.
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(xiv) Need to consider Gram Panchayat as the Unit of Crop Insurance under
National Agricultural Insurance Scheme

DR. PRABHAS KUMAR SINGH (BARGARH): National Agricultural Insurance
Scheme has been implemented in Odisha from Rabi 1999-2000 to Rabi 2015-2016
season. From Kharif season - 2016 Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY)
has been introduced by Government of India and it is being implemented in our
State. The Crop Cutting Experiments (CCEs) are conducted at Gram Panchayat
level for Paddy crop and for other crops, it is at Block level. As per the scheme
guidelines of PMFBY, the CCEs are to be captured by smart phones with GPRS
facility and it is to be uploaded to the crop insurance portal. For purchase of smart
phones funds are required. Technological development and its adoption for
conduct of CCEs requires fund. The operational Guidelines of PMFBY stipulate
that the States implementing PMFBY at Village/Village Panchayat level shall be
entitled for 50% reimbursement of incremental expenses of CCEs and cost of

smart phones / improved technology from Government of India.

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(xvi) Need to establish a new Railway Zone in Andhra Pradesh

SHRI KESINENI SRINIVAS (VIJAYAWADA): I bring to the attention of the
Government a matter that has been long pending. The Andhra Pradesh
Reorganization Act, 2014 had promised the people of Andhra Pradesh that the
Indian Railways will establish a new railway zone in the State.

There are rising demands from the people of Andhra Pradesh for new
trains, additional platforms, additional lines, and better services. However, because
of lack of a separate Railway Zone, these demands are being ignored. A new
Railway Zone will increase freight and passenger capacity of trains in the State
and increase regional inter-connectivity. As the State is facing financial
difficulties, this could also boost the State revenues.

In the light of the above, I urge the Government to honour the promise in

the Act and grant a new Railway Zone to Andhra Pradesh as soon as possible.
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(xvii) Need to establish six Kendriya Vidyalyas in Tripura

SHRI JITENDRA CHAUDHURY (TRIPURA EAST): Kendriya Vidyalaya (KV)
scheme has been found to be a very successful venture towards promoting national
integration and imbibing patriotism right from the budding stage of children,

besides providing quality education.

As per the policy of the Central Government, in the Ministry of Human
Resource Development at least one KV is supposed to be established in each
district of our country. Right now, Tripura is having 8 (Eight) Districts and among

them Gomati, Sipahijola and Khowai are yet to be covered by such scheme.

The Ministry of Human Resource Development may kindly consider to
establish 6 (Six) more KVs in Tripura State, 3 (Three) to the above districts and
another 3(three) at (i) Khumulwng, HQ of TTA-ADC, (ii) Belonia, HQ of South
Tripura District and (iii) Dharmanagar, HQ of North Tripura District. Setting up of
KVs is also necessitated because of its locational importance and number of

employees and variety of population from other States.

SHRI JOSE K. MANI (KOTTAYAM): In a desperate gambit to mobilise funds to
bridge the huge deficit gap the Centre has chosen to divest its stakes in a string of
public sector undertakings at the behest of NITI Aayog, which seems to have
faltered its assessment of Hindustan News print Ltd., Kottayam (Kerala) as a PSU

fit for divestment.

The plea of HNL workers, numbering more than thousands and their
families, now under the threat of despair and distress, have been pleading towards
hiving this consistently performing mini-ratna PSU from its parent body HPC to
prove is mettle to attempt a recovery. Yet the Centre chose to be passive and
insensitive on infusion of a tranche of funds for the long overdue modernisation
package for HNL. While finalising the list of PSUs for divestment, the NITI
Aayog has ignored or lost sight of treating of HNL as an independent entity hived
off from its parent HPC.

HNL has been performing consistently well both on productivity and
profitability. Even under the present adverse conditions, HNL has managed to post
a positive bottom-line figure, though modest and nominal. I urge the Centre to

abandon the divestment plan for HNL and an attempt towards its revival.

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SHRI RABINDRA KUMAR JENA (BALASORE): Thank you, Madam Speaker,
for giving me an opportunity to participate in the discussion on Supplementary
Demands for Grants on behalf of our party Biju Janata Dal. While on the subject,
it is important for me to touch upon the issue of demonetization which has affected
the whole country and virtually derailed the functioning of the Parliament. ...
(Interruptions)

Speaker Madam, our hon. Chief Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaik has all
along supported the move of demonetization which is against black money and we
all stand here to support that. But if we go to the ground, we find that there is a
very difficult situation. It is a kind of warlike situation in the country. It is not a
war on LoC but a war in the financial sector. It is important that we all have to
come together irrespective of party politics, join hands to see that the economic
difficulty which the people of our country are facing is handled. No other
consideration must come and play over here. This is a kind of an emergency
situation. That is why, it is time that we must come together and work hand in
hand. ... (Interruptions)

Having said that, I would like to come to the issue of economic growth.
Today India is the only country in the world which is growing at the highest rate.
The growth rate of our economy is 7.6 per cent. I would like to say that though the
growth is there, it is not a job-led growth. Almost one million youngsters enter the
job market in India every month but we are not able to create jobs. So, I would
urge upon the hon. Finance Minister, Shri Arun Jaitley, who is sitting over here to
take this into consideration while moving the Motion. What is required for us is
job and nothing else. ... (Interruptions)

Having said that, I will also touch upon the issue of GST, which our
Government led by Shri Naveen Patnaik has supported. It is important that GST
has to be rolled out from 1* of April, 2017 as has been committed so that

repercussion which has arisen out of demonetization can be partly made good by
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virtue of growth of 9.5 per cent, which the economists believe that GST will result
in higher growth in the economy. So, it will be compensated. ... (Interruptions)

Then, Madam Speaker, I would like to touch upon the issue of Finance
Commission. As per the recommendations of the 14™ Finance Commission, the
divisible pool share was increased from 32 per cent to 42 per cent. But the State of
Odisha remained in loss because the share of divisible pool in respect of Odisha
came down from 4.78 per cent to 4.62 per cent amounting to a loss of Rs.4600
crore. I would urge upon the hon. Finance Minister, Shri Arun Jaitley to
compensate Odisha which we have been striving for. ... (Interruptions)

I would also like to urge upon the hon. Finance Minister not to make any
budgetary provision for supporting the Polavaram Project which we have been
advocating in the larger interest of the people of Odisha. Our hon. Chief Minister
has repeatedly requested it to the Government of India and we have also been
raising this issue in the Parliament. ... (Interruptions)

I would like to add just one more point before I conclude. Health sector in
our country has been passing through one of the most difficult times. There are
several studies which say that if the per capita income of the people of our country
increases by one per cent, the private expenditure on the health care goes up by 1.4
per cent meaning thereby that we Indians are becoming poor with every passing
day because of the difficulty in the health sector. So, I would urge upon the Union
Government to make higher budgetary provision for the health sector so that
whatever assurances in respect of improvement in health sector were given by the
Government when it came to power in 2014, are addressed ... (Interruptions)

With these words, I thank you and support the Supplementary Demands for

Grants. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Namaste, Madam. I thank you for giving
me this opportunity to speak on Supplementary Demands for Grants.
(Interruptions)

Madam, as earlier speakers have also mentioned, the Parliament has not
been functioning now for this whole Session and it is very difficult to have a
debate or a discussion in these circumstances, but I would like to say, any way, a
few things for those of you who are listening. ... (Interruptions)

I want to make only two points. The Government, the Finance Minister has
announced a special package for Andhra Pradesh. We have been asking that we

should get legislative backing for all the commitments that have been made so far.
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I just want to ensure that in this discussion also, sufficient funds are available with
the Government to fulfil all of the promises made to Andhra Pradesh. That is my
first point. ... (Interruptions)

My second point is on demonetisation. I know that this is not the subject of
this debate, but I just want to make a few points. I know that the cash supply
situation has been improving, but it needs to improve more. I think, day by day,
there needs to be an improvement, but if we look at it from last week to this week,
perceptible difference does not seem to be there. So, we need to see an
improvement every week so that we can improve the confidence levels of all the
people in this country. ... (Interruptions)

Then, there is the issue of service charges for e-payments. Today, many
people are not willing to move to the e-payment method because of service
charges. The Government has waived the charges for the government transactions.
We request the Government to look into it so that the private parties also should
waive the transaction charges. It should not be for a period of time, but going
forward also, if we have to be in a cashless or less cash economy, digital
transactions have to be less costly than cash transactions. ... (Interruptions) The
question is : How do we bring out the methodology to make that happen? In order
to make than happen, digital transactions should be less costly than cash
transactions.

There is one other thing, Madam. I have gone to my constituency and I
have talked to my people — in the streets, waiting in lines at the vegetable market
and in the villages as well. Every single person in this country, right from top to
bottom, is going through different levels of inconvenience, but nobody is saying
that they do not support this move. Everyone I have spoken to has supported this
move. ... (Interruptions)

The reason they have supported it is because they are looking forward to a
country where the corruption levels go down. That is really what is behind their

support of this policy. Therefore, if we see six months from now or one year from
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now that those corruption levels have not come down, or everything is back to
square one, I think the people will not accept that result. So, the result is very
important. The intention is very good; inconvenience is acceptable; but the result
is very important. If we do not achieve this result, I do not think it is going to be a
very good situation. ... (Interruptions)

With these words, I would like to support the Supplementary Demands for

Grants (General). ... (Interruptions)
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SHRI Y.V. SUBBA REDDY (ONGOLE): Madam, I thank the Chair for giving
me an opportunity to speak on the Supplementary Demands for Grants (2016-17).
We support these Demands for Grants. ... (Interruptions)

There are significant changes in the General Budget (2016-17) presented by
the Finance Minister in February this year as it provided impetus to investment in
infrastructure, particularly in transport and national highways, and also had some
focus on agriculture. There is no doubt that for the last couple of years, India’s
economy is growing as there have been efforts for freedom and equality for a
sustainable economy. ... (Interruptions)

Agriculture plays a pivotal role in the economy of a country and better
performance of this sector is vital for inclusive growth for a developing country
like India. Planned, balanced and harmoniously developing industry and
agriculture are essential for employment generation and economic development.
However, the agricultural growth, which may have boosted the total GDP growth,
seems unlikely to see improvement. Agriculture is lately being badly affected. We
did have good monsoon and we were expecting a good crop since agriculture was
expanding at about four per cent, but now it is unlikely to happen because of lack
of transactions. ... (Interruptions)

Farmers who are supposed to grow food for the society and prosper along
with it are falling victim to unnatural deaths. Farmers who are spending lakhs of
rupees as investment are being left with debts. Natural calamities are adding to
their losses and pushing them into difficulties. The Government should waive the
loans given to the farmers. ... (Interruptions)

As far as healthcare is concerned, there is a huge disparity in the country. It
is a matter of shame that India should rank as low as 97 of 118 developing nations
in the Global Hunger Index. India also fares poorly on other indices like wasted
and stunted children below five and infant mortality. In malnourished and
undernourished children, we appear to be a world leader. We should provide

enough funds so that we can provide all young children a nutritious breakfast and
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quality lunch in schools as is being provided in several countries.
(Interruptions)

Madam, it is about three years since Andhra Pradesh has been promised a
Special Category status, but the Government is not implementing the assurance
given on the floor of this Parliament. The State of Andhra Pradesh, after
bifurcation, is facing a financial crunch. The people are agitating and restless. I
would request the Government to kindly implement the assurance of granting
Special Category status to Andhra Pradesh, as promised in this august House. ...
(Interruptions)

Also, as promised in this august House during the passage of A.P.
Reorganization Act, I would request the Government to set up a Railway Zone at
Visakhapatnam. ... (Interruptions)

With these words, we support these Supplementary Demands for Grants,
Madam. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI ANANDRAO ADSUL (AMRAVATI): Madam, I rise to support the
Demands for Grants, which have been brought by the hon. Finance Minister
before the House. Since it is a constitutional obligation, it has to be passed. On
behalf of my Party, Shiv Sena and on my own behalf, I support it. Thank you very
much. ...
