SHRI G. HARI: Madam Speaker, Tatkal scheme is forcing railway passengers to
buy tickets by paying extra money. In most of the trains, the seats reserved for
Tatkal scheme are so high that sometimes even the tickets reserved under Tatkal
are not sold. Therefore, Tatkal quota should be provided only after assessing the
actual requirement and it should not be kept for the purpose of enhancing revenues
of the Railways. I would like to know whether the hon. Minister will direct the
Railways to assess the actual requirement of Tatkal quota in each train so that the
poor people can get tickets without paying additional amount of money.

SHRI SURESH PRABHU: Madam, as the hon. Member is aware, the scheme that
we announced just now will result in helping such passengers. At the same time, it
is a fact that there are touts who misuse the system. Therefore, we want to
introduce a system, and I would request all the hon. Members of Parliament to
support it, of AADHAAR-based Know Your Customer (KYC) norm which the
banks have. I have directed the IRCTC to find out how we can use AADHAAR
for deciding who is a genuine registered user and who is using the IRCTC facility.
Today we are seeing that there is a possibility of misuse because concrete
information is not available and the identity of the user is not established. So, if
AADHAAR-based KYC norm is introduced, we would be able to ensure
automatically that only genuine passengers book the tickets and touts will not be
able to do it.

DR. SHRIKANT EKNATH SHINDE: Let me start by congratulating the hon.

Finance Minister and the Railway Minister for sanctioning three major projects of
Mumbai suburban railway, namely CST-Panvel elevated link, Bandra-Virar
elevated link and Vasai-Diva-Panvel quadrupling, the total cost of which amounts
to Rs.28,546 crore.

Along with these specific projects many projects for capacity expansion
have been undertaken on the suburban section under MUTP II and MUTP IIIL.
Similarly, there have been demands from various sections for quadrupling the
section between Kalyan and Karjat as this section of suburban railway has seen
rapid growth in terms of population in the last few years. Recently, there was a
big agitation by commuters at Badlapur station because of the frequent failure in
services. There was a riot like situation. It was really a pressure cooker like
situation there.

Therefore, my specific question to the hon. Railway Minister is whether
there is any plan to undertake quadrupling of Kalyan-Karjat section and whether it
will consider any such project if the State Government is ready to share the
expenditure.

SHRI K.H. MUNIYAPPA : Madam, the Law Minister is a very good lawyer. I
was also a practicing advocate in the High Court of Karnataka.

I want to know his reply to two parts of my question. The first part is the
most important area. I want to know whether the Parliament is supreme or the
Judiciary is supreme. Once the Parliament has enacted the National Judicial
Commission Act, why has it not been implemented and how has the Supreme
Court rejected it? Knowing it very well, without consulting or discussing with the
Judiciary, how have you passed this Bill? This Government has failed on this
issue.

The Government which is in power is formed by the largest Party, the BJP.
You have got the majority. Has the Government got powers under the
Constitution to take such a decision? If that is there, then why have you failed in
this matter? A very bad message is going to the country that weakens the
democracy, the Parliament and the Constitution. You are silent on this issue of
talking to the Supreme Court. We are supreme according to the Constitution. At
least you have to clarify as to why you are silent on this issue.

My second part of the question is this. There should be 60 judges in the
High Court of Karnataka but only 30 judges are there according to my
information. When are you going to fill up the vacancies of judges? This is a very
serious matter. You are a senior lawyer in the Supreme Court. Please explain
these points to the nation.

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: Madam, he is a very seasoned Member. As I
understand, Parliament is supreme and Judiciary interprets the laws. We came
with the National Judicial Commission Act with complete consensus. The
Supreme Court challenged it and they held that it impinges upon the independence
of the Judiciary. In the Parliament and publicly also, I have made a comment that

we have our reservation as far as reasoning is concerned. But we have accepted
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the judgment for the sake of judicial efficiency and appointment. For one year, the
process was stalled because of pendency of the case.

But, hon. Speaker, since he has raised a larger issue, I would like to share
one thing with this House. The only reasoning given by the Supreme Court is that
since the Law Minister is involved with the process, if a judge is appointed by that
process, he may not be impartial in his conduct and temperament. This is what the
litigant may feel.

I would like to say in this House in all humility that all the leaders present
here have been a part of the Government in various points of time. The Prime
Minister is the leader. He works through his Ministers. The Prime Minister of
India today is the main player in the appointment of the President of India, the
Vice President of India, the CVC, the Chief Election Commissioner, the Public
Service Commission and the three Army Chiefs. The people of India entrusts the
Prime Minister the duty to safeguard the integrity and the security of India. The
Prime Minister possesses the nuclear button. The Prime Minister can do so much
of work entrusted by the people of India but the Prime Minister, through the Law
Minister, cannot be trusted to appoint a fair judge. It is a very loaded question.
Sometime, this House will have to discuss and debate that. I have been saying that
very publicly.

I am very forthright in articulating the rights of the Parliament as far as
autonomy in the Constitutional Amendment is concerned but they have the right to
interpret. They said that independence of the Judiciary is the basic structure and
therefore, we are quashing it. We have to debate it some time. I thought that the
view of the Government must be known to you.

As regards the specific case of Karnataka, the appointments are in process.
But do not forget one thing. The Collegium starts the appointment process. It
comes to us, we take the IB feedback, the feedback of the Chief Minister and the
Governor. It goes to the collegium in the Supreme Court. A record 30 per cent of

the recommendations of the high courts are turned down by the Supreme Court. In
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your case also, I am sorry to say, many of the nominations are remitted by the
Supreme Court. But I am fast tracking it.

I want to just inform this hon. House that in the last one year the Narendra
Modi Government has made 126 appointments to the high courts which is the
highest ever in the last 30 years, apart from nine Supreme Court judges. We are
doing our best and we will continue to do that.

SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI: 1 wanted to ask about the Judicial Commission and
further about the functioning of the courts. Now that he has already replied to that
question, I have changed my question.

Putting on record, the Government for the first time has openly come out —
the hon. Minister has also written to the Law Ministers of the State Governments
and the Chief Ministers — saying that the Government is a party to nearly 46 per
cent of the total cases pending in various courts. About 3.14 crore cases are
pending. Out of that 46 per cent means, nearly in 50 per cent of the cases the
Government is the litigant.

That is why, my specific question is, whether the Government intends to

formulate or review the existing National Litigation Policy in order to introduce
compulsory arbitration/alternate dispute resolution mechanism for inter-State and
other such Government agencies related fresh disputes in order to reduce the
litigation burden upon the courts.
SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: It is the constant endeavour of the
Government to emphasise that un-called for Government litigation must be
reduced. I am grateful to the hon. Prime Minister that he personally asked me to
initiate the process. He is right. I have myself written to all the Chief Ministers and
all the Law Ministers that un-called for, unnecessary and frivolous litigations must
be avoided. That is one thing that I would like to emphasise.

As regards the larger issue of further cooperation is concerned, surely we
are working together. Arbitration architecture also we are fast tracking. I have

constituted a very high powered Committee headed by Justice Srikrishna, a very
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eminent former Judge of the Supreme Court to give us concrete suggestions as to
how to expedite it further.

One information I would like to convey to hon. Member, Shri Pralhad
Joshi. We are also encouraging the larger dispute settlements through the Lok
Adalats. In 2015, 2.25 crore cases were settled by the National Lok Adalat, in
2016, 1.04 cases were settled; and in 2017, in the last two and a half months,
6,39,000 cases have been settled. This is an on-going process and we wish to
expedite it further.

SHRI THOTA NARASIMHAM: Thank you Madam for giving me the
opportunity.

I would like to ask the hon. Minister the following questions: whether the
Government of India has any proposal to increase ‘judge-population’ ratio so as to
facilitate speedy disposal of cases in the State of Andhra Pradesh. What steps have
been taken so far by the Government of India for establishment of a high court in
Andhra Pradesh after bifurcation?

HON. SPEAKER: You can ask only one question. That is all.

SHRI THOTA NARASIMHAM: Does the Government of India have any
proposal to establish a high court bench at Vizag and Tirupati in Andhra Pradesh?
Please give the details of average disposal of cases by the High Court in a month
as well as by the District/Taluka Courts in Andhra Pradesh.

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: Many questions have been asked.

HON. SPEAKER: You can answer only one question. You can choose one
question and answer it.

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: I have to reply to one question.

As far as the establishment of Andhra Pradesh High Court is concerned,
surely if a new State has come into being, there must be a separate high Court.
Why not? Telangana is a new State, like Chhattisgarh, Uttarakhand, etc. As far as
creation of new high court is concerned, you know that there is a particular law,

the bifurcation law, according to which Hyderabad will continue to remain Capital
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for ten years, etc. I have been in touch with the Chief Ministers of both the States.
I would like expeditious erection of infrastructure in the State of Andhra Pradesh
where the new high court can function.

While I compliment your Chief Minister for the manner in which the new
capital is coming, I would also urge you too that please get a new high court
building done at the earliest and I will expedite it.

SHRI KALYAN BANERIJEE: Madam, through you, I would like to remind the
hon. Minister that possibly he would remember that I supported the Bill and in his
speech he thanked me at least five times.

The point is that we have the power to legislate an Act or pass the Bill but
the interpreter of the Constitution is the Supreme Court of India. We have to
accept it. Whether I like or dislike, under the constitutional provisions, I have to
accept. Now, the Supreme Court has declared ultra vires to a certain extent, and
wanted to inter into talks with you. I read from the newspapers. I do not know
exactly what it is. You can tell the correct position about the Memorandum of
Procedure. I am not saying that the hon. Prime Minister or the hon. Chief
Minister or the hon. Law Minister should not have any say. I am not at all saying
that. This is a very important issue.

HON. SPEAKER: I know. Please put your question.

SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE: Kindly excuse me. I am not at all saying that. The
problem today in the country is a good number of vacancies. This has to be
resolved. Yes, you have appointed 126 Judges. I do agree. At the same time, you
may tell me as to how many retirements took place during this year. It is more
than 150 or 180. In the Kolkata High Court, there is a vacancy of 50 per cent. [ am
making a request or asking a question — you may take it in whatever form you like
— I am not on technicality, I am on the substantive thing.

HON. SPEAKER: This is Question Hour, not for discussion.
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SHRI KALYAN BANERIJEE: What I am asking is this. What is the recourse you
have now taken to resolve the problem and to fill up all vacancies in the High
Courts?

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: 1 will again compliment Kalyan Babu for
having asked a very pertinent question. Madam, this fact must be brought on
record. We came to power on 26" of May, 2014. In August, 2014, this House
passed the National Judicial Commission Bill. By November, 2014 it was ratified
by 50 per cent of the States. It was challenged in the Supreme Court. For the
whole of 2015, it was kept pending in the Supreme Court. In December, 2015,
they gave the judgement that Collegium system needs to be improved. I am sorry
to state that for one year MoP remained pending in which our role is minimum.
Now, they have sent a proposal. The Government would take a call.

Yes, you are right that vacancies also occur because of retirement. But
Kalyan Babu being a very eminent lawyer, he also knows it that the initiation of
the process is to be done by the High Court Collegium. I hope, he knows that very
well. ... (Interruptions) Then, let me share with this House that I would like to
have the view of the Chief Minister, why not? I should like to have the view of the
Governor, why not? I would like to have the proper intelligence input. All this
process takes its own time and go to the Supreme Court. I can only assure you, we

are fast tracking it, and we shall continue to fast track it.
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(Q. 284)
SHRI KONDA VISHWESHWAR REDDY: Despite thorium power plants being

more efficient, having less radioactive output, world over research on uranium has
been done to an extensive level. But research on world over on thorium power
plants is not there. If anything, India is on the cutting edge because for
technologically advanced countries like the USA, Japan, they don’t have thorium.
So, it is not very strategic to focus on thorium but for us, it is highly imperative
because we have a large thorium deposits in the world.

In the answer, the hon. Minister had mentioned that the thorium based

power plants in Kalpakkam will come up after 2050. there must be some reason. Is
it because of R&D funding of thorium-based power plants? Or is it because of
lack of uranium-233 availability in the country?
DR. JITENDRA SINGH: I am glad that the hon. Member has raised this question
and he has also himself partly answered it. Indeed, it is true that India has the
largest reservoir of thorium. India can also take credit for having the only reactor
in the world which is using uranium-233 process from thorium. That is known as
Kamini Reactor located at Kalpakkam in Tamil Nadu. Therefore, a day would
come — and we look forward to it with pride — when India would set an example of
Thorium based generation of nuclear power and that nuclear energy would also
meet most of the increasing energy needs of the country.

As far as the timeline that the hon. Member has mentioned, actually the
process technically happens in three stages. We are in Stage [. We are on the verge
of entering Stage II. I would like to share with this House, with all humility, that
the present Government, under the hon. Prime Minister, has tried to fast track all
these processes which are part of the Nuclear Programme. As far as this part per se
is concerned, which the hon. Member has mentioned, in January this year itself a
proposal was brought in the Cabinet and passed to enter into the Second
Generation Advanced Heavy Water Reactor using Thorium which would be

operational by 2026, not 2050. However, I agree with the hon. Member that 2050
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is the final time limit when we would be entering into the Third Stage or Third
Generation and we would have a very large scale generation of nuclear energy
through Thorium. It would also be of economic and commercial utilisation.

But having said that, let me also add over here, just as I mentioned a few
moments ago, that the present Government has taken a number of other measures
to fast track this. For example, only about a few months back, I think a unique
proposal was passed by the Cabinet to have joint ventures in nuclear plant
installation which we did not have earlier during the last 60 years of the Atomic
Energy Programme since it was started by Dr. Bhaba in 1956. Going by this joint
venture, we would have the Government PSUs engaging themselves with the
Nuclear Power Corporation of India Limited. They would be doing the funding
part, the Nuclear Power Corporation will be providing the technical know-how
and, therefore, it will help us in expanding our Nuclear Power Programme.

I think, I can also reasonably take credit that in the last three years we have
brought the Nuclear Power Programme to other parts of the country where it did
not exist earlier. For example in North India, just about a year-and-a-half back we
have started work on a Nuclear Power Plant in Gorakhpur in Haryana which
would be functional in another three or four years and would produce very cost
effective energy.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Thorium is in Kerala.

DR. JITENDRA SINGH: No, I am talking besides that. Thorium is one thing. But
what I am saying is about the fast tracking of the process. Thorium, of course, is
on the beaches and to add to what hon. Member Dr. Shashi Tharoor is saying, it is
on the beaches of Kerala and Tamil Nadu. It is part of the seven associated
minerals. That is why it is known as the ‘beach mineral’. Therefore, that is one
aspect. But what I am saying is that a host of other measures have already been
taken to fast track the Nuclear Power Programme of India.

SHRI KONDA VISHWESHWAR REDDY: Madam, India is importing Uranium.

But Uranium deposits are being discovered, including huge deposits in Telangana.
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Hyderabad also has a Nuclear Fuel Plant. It supplies nuclear fuel to the entire
country and Hyderabad also companies like MTAR which manufactures critical
components for Atomic Power Plants. Now, I would like to ask the Minister as to
what the plans for Telangana are. Is the Government planning to mine Uranium in
Telangana and how will Telangana benefit from that if they are planning to do so?

DR. JITENDRA SINGH: Madam Speaker, as far as the exploration of Uranium is
concerned to which the hon. Member is hinting, certainly soon after this
Government came into power in 2014, under the guidance of the hon. Prime
Minister, we laid before us the target of making our generation capacity three
times in the next 10 years from 2014, that is, up to 2024. The hon. Member has
rightly said that it would be possible only if we have sufficient reserves of
Uranium, some of them exported and some of them explored from our domestic
sources. Therefore, several new areas or new regions are also being explored. We
have, for example, the Atomic Mineral Directorate (AMD), under the Department
of Atomic Energy, which has Regional Offices. Recently I was there in one of its
offices in Nagpur and that was the first time in 70 years that a Union Minister was
visiting that Centre.

What I am trying to emphasise is that we are actively pursuing it. Then, we
are also exploring in the States like Bihar, Meghalaya, some of those areas, which
were virgin hitherto. Certainly, the exploration is also going to increase. We hope
that, now, if we have reserves of about 4700 million tonnes or so, it would also, in
course of time, increase to twice or thrice.

Therefore, our atomic energy capabilities will be among the frontline
nations of the world.

SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR: What about Telangana?
DR. JITENDRA SINGH: This is an on-going process. What happens is that
wherever we find the possibility including Telangana, which was a part of the

erstwhile Andhra Pradesh and which is one of the main States including Andhra

and Tamil Nadu, we constantly keep exploring. Sometimes, we succeed;
sometimes, we do not; and sometimes, we half succeed.

But certainly, Andhra Pradesh and Telangana are the main focuses of
uranium exploration.
SHRI DUSHYANT SINGH : Hon. Speaker, I would like to ask the hon. Minister
that in light of the long duration of time required in order to fully reap the benefits
of our vast thorium reserves under the Third Stage of Indian Nuclear Power
Programme, is the Government, now, looking at the reactor design like the
Accelerator Driven System (ADS), the Advanced Heavy Water Reactor and the
Compact High Temperature Reactor, which allow more direct use of thorium in
parallel with sequential Three Stage Programme?

If yes, has any action been taken on these lines among the present level of
progress?
DR. JITENDRA SINGH: Hon. Speaker, I appreciate the question put by the
hon. Member. As I said a few moments earlier, in January itself this year, the
Cabinet passed a provision for the Advanced Heavy Water Reactor; and this is a
pressurized heavy water reactor. We are already into it. As I said, very soon, we
are in the process of making our nuclear generation capacity multiple times more

than what it exits today.

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SULE: Madam, I would like to thank the hon. Minister for

a complete and detailed reply, and I appreciate the challenges that Aadhaar has.
So, he has not made it mandatory. So, it is very kind of him, especially for the
concession of the senior citizens.

I would like to take this opportunity to ask him that what more efforts is

the hon. Minister making for making cashless effectively, especially in the rural
parts of India. In urban parts of India, it is very well implemented, especially in the
metros. But what about rural parts of India?
SHRI SURESH PRABHU: Madam, cashless could be the ultimate destination.
But less cash is the immediate priority; and to do that, there are quite a few
measures, which have been taken. 1 would like to say that, in fact, now, 62 per
cent of the reserved tickets booked are on the internet with 68 per cent revenue
for the Railways. It has improved considerably, and improving constantly because
of the efforts that we are putting in. We are putting 10,000 PoS machines through
the SBI in the remote areas; these are not the cities I am talking about. We are
doing all kinds of things. We are integrating seven payment gateways for
accepting debit and credit cards. Thirteen direct debit card integration has already
taken place. Thirty net-banking integrations with banks and 44 net-banking
through one payment aggregator and eight prepaid instruments (with three cash
cards and five e-wallets) have already happened. We are also working on making
sure that more and more people come. So, automatic vending machines are put.
Then, ‘Go-India’ smart card is already put in place.

So, these are all the measures, which have been taken, including using post
offices. Now, we have appealed to many banks, which are there in the far-flung
areas where people can go and book the tickets.

So, this is what we are trying to do to increase the reach of ticket booking.
We are trying to go to the passengers rather than the passengers coming to us and

trying to book their tickets.
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SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SULE: Madam, just earlier also, he talked about touts,
which still seems to be a challenge. So, are we all committed that touting that
happens in railway tickets, where especially the poor people are getting fleeced,
will be totally eradicated by the initiative taken by the hon. Minister?

SHRI SURESH PRABHU: Madam, this has to be an on-going process. One of
the best ways to tackle it is by using technology. As we progress on using
technology more and more, the identity of the person who is booking the ticket
can be properly established.

Actually, what is touting, Madam? He either impersonates or using
somebody else’s identity to book the ticket and then sell it at a premium. The only
way we can address this challenge is by ensuring that we sell tickets only to
genuine passengers who want to travel. That is why, we are using technology to
make that happen. As I said earlier and you asked, Aadhaar is being used
primarily for senior citizens which will ensure that, at least, we have proper
database of senior citizens. Today, it is not pre-examined and we do not know
who the senior citizen is. I may look like a senior citizen, which I am sure you do
agree, but I may not be the senior citizen. Therefore, we must make sure that we
use proper technology and establish identity.

SHRI NINONG ERING (ARUNACHAL EAST): Madam Speaker, through you, I

would like to draw the attention of the House and the Government to the problem
of poor internet connectivity in the North-Eastern States. There is a substantial
asymmetry in the distribution and effective use of internet resources in the North-
Eastern Region.

Just recently, banks had been closed for the last two weeks because of poor
connectivity. When we speak of Digital India and E-Governance, these will not be

successful until and unless we have the connectivity in the North-East. The banks
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and other service providers are having that problem. How do we expect an E-
Governance service or a cashless transaction in these areas? I have my
headquarters in Tuting. Yingkiang, Anini, Hayliang, Changlang and Khonsa are
very far off places and it is very difficult to get internet connectivity there.

Hence, the Government has to think a lot about it, and especially when
parties have even got contracts for laying of the fibre optic cable, that work also,
because of red-tapism, is still not being done. The Government should kindly look
into this. Thank you, Madam.

HON. SPEAKER: Kumari Sushmita Dev and Shri Radheshyam Biswas are
permitted to associate with the issue raised by Shri Ninong Ering.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Madam, the Union
Government has been implementing Atal Mission for Rejuvenation and Urban
Transformation (AMRUT) to provide basic service and build amenities in cities
with more than one lakh population across the country since 2015. In Odisha,
around nine cities with a population of 28.5 lakh are being covered now, which
have a population of more than one lakh. But there are another 101 towns and
cities which also have a population of more than 28 lakh. My request to the
Government would be that it should come down, instead of fixing it with only one
lakh and above. The Government should bring it down to 35,000 and above so that
urban amenities also can be provided to those townships and municipalities where
AMRUT programme is implemented.

This was the system which was being implemented during the INNURM
programme under the Urban Infrastructure Development for Small and Medium
Towns but that was stopped since 31* March, 2014. Therefore, 1 would also
request this Government not only restrict it to only one lakh population but also to
bring it down to 35,000. Instead of 50:50 basis where the State Government is
giving 50 per cent and the Union Government is giving 50 per cent, make it, at
least, to 80:20 so that the respective urban bodies can also develop infrastructure

in those towns.

SHRI BAIJAYANT JAY PANDA (KENDRAPARA): Madam, thank you for
giving me this opportunity to raise the issue of enforced shutdowns of mobile and
broadband services in various parts of the country.

There has been an increase in number suspending such services and these
orders are issued under Section 144 of the Criminal Procedure Code by the State
Governments in spite of separate rules issued by the Union Government under the
Information Technology Act. Madam, these are blanket orders. There is no clarity
on the time limit for suspension of services and it has been estimated last year that
the financial loss to the country was about Rs. 650 crore. Five such orders have
already been passed in February this year.

Madam, with the growing of digital economy, there is a pressing need to
have a rule-based system for such suspension because of security concerns. Hence,

the Union Government must formulate such rules.
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I would like to give some specific suggestions. The Union Government
should notify that only in case of emergency or in case of security threat, it must
be done, not arbitrarily. It should be in an escalating system. For example, the
Superintendent of Police should be allowed to enforce such suspension of mobile
or broadband services one day at a time for a week; the DG Police should be
allowed to do it one week at a time for three weeks; the Chief Secretary may
extend such suspension for one month at a time up to maximum of three months;
and the Cabinet of the State has to take a decision. It cannot be indefinite
suspension of mobile and internet services.

Finally, I would like to say that even in times of disruption during the
imposition of Section 144, exceptions are made so that people can go and buy
some milk or food. Such similar provisions have to be there. We are causing a
great harm to the country without this.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri Sanjay Kaka Patil — Not present.

ADV. JOICE GEORGE (IDUKKI): Thank you, Madam, for letting me raise an
important issue regarding the lives of the poor plantation labourers in the State of
Kerala, especially, in my constituency.

As we know, the plantation industry has been suffering from a lot of issues
for long because of the policy decisions of the Government, the no-liberal policies
of the Government, indiscrimination in import of tea and other plantation products
from abroad to India and other issues. But, the victims of all these issues are the
poor plantation labourers. The plantation laborers are being denied their wages,
medical facilities, accommodation, sanitation facilities, access to banking system
and other amenities. All the facilities required under the Plantations Labour Act
are also being denied citing the prevailing issues and problems in the plantation
sector.

In my constituency, two plantations remained closed for last fifteen years.
More than 30,000 of the plantation labourers are denied all the facilities including

what is required for their daily sustenance also. Some of them are even forced to
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migrate to other places and their families are also suffering. More than 35,000
plantation labourers in Idukki are facing this problem and almost all the plantation
labourers in Kerala are also suffering from this kind of issue. Therefore, I urge
upon the Government to introduce and declare a special package for the plantation
laborers in Kerala for the purpose of ensuring their survival and sustenance.

The NDA Government under the dynamic leadership of the
Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modiji have taken various steps to provide clean
drinking water to the people. The Government has also started ‘Namami Gange’
action plan for providing clean water. But, it is also a hard fact that in spite of the
efforts of the many decades to provide clean water, India is world’s tenth thirsty
countries in the world. By 2050, over 40 per cent of world’s population is likely to
be living in areas facing severe water stress. In rural India, near about 63 million
people lack access to safe water which is highest globally. According to India’s

official ground water assessment, more than one-sixty of the country’s ground
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water supply is over used. The UN Climate Change panel warns that an estimated
fifty per cent of malnutrition cases are linked to diseases from unsafe water and
inadequate sanitation. ...

As per the directives
issued by the Central Government, any kind of industrial activity is prohibited in
the radius of 30 kilometres from the location of the GMRT. Apparently,
transmission signals or any kind of radiation emitting from industrial equipment
can hamper the functioning of the GMRT. I am proud of the fact that such a
critical project in the field of Astrophysics is in my parliamentary constituency.
Yet, there are certain challenges being faced by the local citizens due to the
presence of the GMRT. The prohibition of setting up industries in the vicinity of
this installation has rendered many local youth in this region virtually jobless. It is
imperative that we protect the interests of local citizens while allowing the smooth

functioning of such a project of national importance.
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I strongly suggest the Central Government to create a sustainable economic
model for this affected region by initiating tourism related activities. This way,
economic opportunities for the region would be easily available. It would not
hamper in the operation of the GMRT in any way. Also, due to the lack of any
industrial activity, people of this region have been deprived of good roads, potable
water and regular electric supply. The presence of projects of national importance
should enhance the infrastructure in surrounding areas. Unfortunately, in this case,
the situation is reversed. I would request the Central Government to look into this
matter with utmost urgency and alleviate the hardships faced by the local citizens

SHRI NAGENDRA KUMAR PRADHAN (SAMBALPUR): Madam, I thank you
for allowing me to speak during ‘Zero Hour’.

It is very important to save the Satkosia Gorge on River Mahanadi which
flows in Odisha and Chhattisgarh before reaching the Bay of Bengal.

Satkosia Gorge Sanctuary consists of Satkosia Tiger Reserve, Mahanadi
Elephant Reserve and Gharial Research and Conservation Unit.

Satkosia Tiger Reserve covers 963.87 square kilometres which was notified
in 2007. The Reserve spreads over four districts of Odisha, namely, Angul,
Cuttack, Nayagarh and Boud. It has tremendous genetic and ecological importance
as it is the portion of Deccan Biography Zone. It has a significant elephant
population of around 300 in number. The Sanctuary is also important being the

natural habitat of two endangered species of fresh water crocodiles, namely,
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Gharial and Mugger and a sizeable population of Tiger, Leopard, Gaur, Sambar
and barking deer. A large number of giant squirrels are sighted in the canopy
cover of the forest. Rare and endangered birds and butterflies are very common in
the 22 kilometre large stock of Satkosia Gorge of Mahanadi River. The
aforementioned things will be damaged if the barrage proposed by Chhattisgarh
Government is constructed. Hence, I would request the Union Government to
cancel the environmental clearance to save the Satkosia Gorge on Mahanadi River
of Odisha.

HON. SPEAKER: Kunwar Pushpendra Singh Chandel and Dr. Manoj Rajoria are
permitted to associate with the issue raised by Shri Nagendra Kumar Pradhan.
PROF. K.V. THOMAS (ERNAKULAM): Madam, mid-day meal scheme is an
important scheme being implemented in the country for a long time.

Jute being a cash crop, insurance facility is not available for jute farmers. Jute
cultivation is practiced in my Constituency Arambag which is a flood-prone area.
During flood situations the jute farmers face a great loss because of fall in
production of jute. Therefore, it is the responsibility of the Central Government to
fix a remunerative price for jute, provide free and compulsory insurance for the
jute crops, and organize workshop programmes, train jute farmers in new
technology, and constitute a jute growers welfare fund to meet the various needs
of the jute farmers.

SPEAKER: Kunwar Pushpendra Singh Chandel is permitted to associate
with the issue raised by Shrimati Kothapalli Geetha
SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): Thank you Madam for giving me an
opportunity. Today is the World Water Day. The climatic change has led to an
unprecedented drought like situation in many parts of the country. Our water
bodies have nearly dried out. There is a terrific scarcity of fresh water across the
country. The gravity of drought in our State is such that it is the worst one to have
hit the State in the past 115 years. As we have now to counter the impact of global
warming and climate change, we must focus on long-term sustainable goals. This
is the result of the relentless exploitation of the environment. Madam, we are
indulging in deforestation, filling paddy for construction works and cutting trees.
As a result the entire flora and fauna has been damaged. These types of activities
are going on in the whole of the country and that is why we are facing acute water
scarcity.

We must focus to meet the immediate challenges of environmental issues.
In many parts of the country fresh drinking water has become a luxury. In the
rural and tribal areas people are being forced to migrate to other places. We have
a lot of ponds and canals. I would suggest that the Government should have a
concrete project, with the support of the State Governments, to fill our ponds and
canals and to recoup them in a proper way as then only our water scarcity issue
can be resolved. I, therefore, appeal the Government to do things in a major way
and also allow flexibility of MGNREGA. Through MGNREGA we can indulge in
these activities.

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(ix) Regarding Proposed eight laning of National Highway No. 8 connecting
Mumbai with Ahmedabad
SHRI CHINTAMAN NAVASHA WANGA (PALGHAR): Mumbai/Ahmedabad
National Highway No. 8 is a six lane Highway. Government has proposed to
extend this National Highway of six lane to eight lane. This Highway is having
heavy traffic and vehicles from Jammu & Kashmir, Punjab, Haryana, Delhi,
Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat, Diu Daman and Dadra Nagar Haveli are
going to Mumbai, Western Maharashtra, Konkan and South India through this
Highway. But after crossing Gholbunder Bridge, this Highway is only four lane
Highway from Gholbunder Bridge to Kashimira. The distance from Gholbunder
Bridge to Kashimira is about 8 to 11 Kms. Due to four lane Highway, people
going to Mumbai and returning from Mumbai and also from Thane city are facing
heavy traffic. I, therefore, request the Government to extend this highway from

four lane to eight lane immediately.
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(x) Need to re-open the closed Jute Mills in West Bengal

SHRI GEORGE BAKER (NOMINATED): As we all know, jute is biodegradable
and 1is preferred all over the world. The UNESCO has strongly recommended the
use of jute and natural fibre for packaging of food materials. Jute industry is one of
the oldest industries and it is the most labour intensive industry in eastern India.
There were more than hundred jute mills and three lakh jute mill workers in the
country. This industry has played an important role in earning foreign exchange as
well as providing livelihood to lakhs of families and has helped our economy to
grow. But now, however the condition of these Jute Mills and their workers,
especially in West Bengal is worsening day by day, because many jute mills have
closed down and some are on the verge of closing down. This has adversely
affected thousands of workers and their family members as they have been thrown
out of employment. At present, they are hard pressed for their day-to-day expenses
and are taking recourse to loans for their daily expenditure.

I, therefore, urge upon the Government of India to kindly re-open the
closed Jute Mills in West Bengal and revamp the National Jute Development

Corporation of India.

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(xvii) Regarding release of funds for Mahatma Gandhi National Rural
Employment Guarantee Scheme

SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): I take this opportunity to draw
the attention of this August House and the Government towards the plight of lakhs
of workers, engaged in Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Scheme
(MGNREGS). These workers in many States are in acute financial crisis due to the
non-payment of their wages. In my Parliamentary Constituency Pathanamthitta in
Kerala alone, the pending amount for the last year amounts to Rs. 314.72 lakh. It
should be noted that thc MGNREGA workers are among the most vulnerable
sections of society in terms of their economic condition. Most of them draw their
sustenance from seasonal jobs and struggle to make their ends meet. Therefore,
MGNREGS seems to be a great relief to the underprivileged masses in the
country. Therefore, the holding up of payment to MGNREGA workers is a human
rights issue. Hence, I humbly request the Government to kindly release funds to

various States so that MGNREGA workers will get the required relief.
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(xviii) Need to provide funds for Pradhan Mantri Adarsh Gram Yojana

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(xix) Need to continue with the present system of admission to Bachelor of
Veterinary Sciences and Animal Husbandry Course in Tamil Nadu

SHRI K. ASHOK KUMAR (KRISHNAGIRI): In Tamil Nadu, 85 per cent of the
seats of Bachelor of Veterinary Science and Animal Husbandry courses are filled
on the basis of marks obtained in the Higher Secondary Examination, rest 15% are
filled under the All India Quota. The entrance examination is conducted by the
Veterinary Council of India. Most of the students pursuing this course are from
rural areas of Tamil Nadu. Now the Veterinary Council of India has asked for
concurrence of the State Government for conducting a National Pre-Veterinary
Eligibility Test (NPVET) for admission to BVSc & AH courses.

Hence, I urge upon the Central Government to allow Tamil Nadu to

continue with the existing system.
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(xx) Need to promote cultivation of millet crop in the country

DR. RATNA DE (NAG) (HOOGHLY): Millets are grown for hundreds of years
by a large section of farmers belonging to dalit and other communities in different
parts of the country. Millets are served not only as their food and nutritional
security but also as fodder for their cattle.

There is a need to ensure increase of millet growing area. Millet contributes
to climate change, water conservation and nutrition bonus. There is a need to
ensure and recognize millet farmers’ knowledge as science and be introduced in
educational system.

There is all the more necessary to safeguard the heritage and indigenous
system of millet growing in the country. It is bounden duty to safeguard the
heritage and indigenous knowledge systems such as millet growing in the context
of global trade and negotiations at the WTO and other international levels by
ensuring our control over intellectual property rights of millets.

Hence, I would like to strongly urge the Government to not only increase
the millet area but also to procure and supply millets to be distributed through PDS
and also for the implementation of National Food Security Act. Government
should ensure that both civil supplies and agriculture departments work hand in
hand to frame policies which would eventually help small farmers to cultivate
millets in dry land regions of the country and result in enhancement of millet

growing area.
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(xxi) Regarding rising healthcare cost in the country

SHRI RABINDRA KUMAR JENA (BALASORE): The huge costs associated
with healthcare in India have become a serious concern in our country. According
to a Times of India report, patients are overcharged by billions of rupees every
year. It is noted that manufacturing cost of a syringe is around Rs 1.50 to Rs 2 but
patients buy it at five times the cost. Likewise, the import price of a popular hip
implant is Rs 8,906, but it costs around Rs 1.29 lakh for a pateint. Every year
millions of syringes and eye lenses are sold at inflated prices. One of India’s most
commonly used knee implant costs Rs 46,000 to patients but is imported at only
Rs 9,264. This affects the poor. Therefore, I urge the Government to take
appropriate action to ensure that prices in the healthcare are regulated and made

affordable.
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(xxii) Need to provide affordable houses to workers and pensioners of
Mumbai Port Trust

SHRI RAHUL SHEWALE (MUMBAI SOUTH CENTRAL): It is understood
that the Mumbai Port Trust is planning to develop approximately 1800 acres on
the east cost of the land-starved Mumbai. Under the proposed plan Government is
looking to develop this land exclusively for financial institutions, a convention
centre, marine entertainment zone and cruise terminal. The land earmarked is
spread between Colaba to Navi Mumbai which is believed to be one- eighth of the
total area of Mumbai. The 142 years old Mumbai Port Trust was considered a
premier harbour. Its employees nearly one third of the total staff are working
across India’s 13 major ports but handles only 10% of the total traffic. There were
several proposals floating around for real estate development. This includes rented
accommodation and affordable housing scheme.

While Union Minister of Transport is looking to explore the MBPT land for
various development projects, people are demanding a share to construct low cost
housing. The people from MBPT have opposed the plans to open up port property
unless they are given a share of land. The various Unions from docks have
demanded about 70 acres of land for construction of low cost housing for 11,000
members and around 37,000 pensioners under the proposed plan. The workers
have given their sweat and blood for the port and for building its infrastructure.
The poor workers deserve housing with amenities on the port land. It is learnt that
the Ministry is giving 350-400 sq. ft size houses to the workers in Kalyan or
nearby areas which is not agreeable to the workers.

My submission to the Government is that Government should take care of
the interest and right of the workers and pensioners of MBPT and they should not

be ignored for allotment of affordable houses in the proposed plan.
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(xxiii) Need to set up a Central University in Rayalseema region and
a Tribal University in Vizianagaram in Andhra Pradesh

SHRI MUTHAMSETTI SRINIVASA RAO (AVANTHI) (ANAKAPALLI):
Under the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act, 2014, the Government of India had
promised to Andhra Pradesh a new Central University, as well as, a new Tribal
University. The demand of the people of Andhra Pradesh is that the Central
University should be set up at Rayalaseema and the Tribal University at
Vizianagaram.

As the House knows, the untimely bifurcation of erstwhile Andhra Pradesh
had deprived the State from many Central institutions of learning and has caused a
significant setback to the youth of my State. Setting up new institutions, as
promised in the Andhra Pradesh Reorganization Act, will facilitate the progress
and development of my new State.

Further, I wish to state that Vizianagaram district has the highest population
of Tribals in the State to the extent of 14.55%. There can be no better place for
setting up a Tribal University in the district as the city brings the beneficiaries
directly to the University’s doorstep. Vizinagaram district is the most backward
district in the State.

Similarly, Rayalaseema is also the most backward region in the State. By
setting up a Central University in Rayalaseema region, it would not only boost
education in the region but at the same time, it would provide employment
opportunities to the youth of that region.

In June 2016, the then Hon’ble HRD Minister, had promised to the Hon’ble
Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh all help in pursuing these projects which were
announced during 2014. I humbly submit that the Union Government should fulfill
these promises by setting up a Central University in Rayalaseema and a Tribal

University at Vizianagaram at the earliest.
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(xxiv) Regarding granting of special category status to Andhra Pradesh

SHRI Y.V. SUBBA REDDY (ONGOLE): It is three years since people of Andhra
Pradesh are screaming, appealing and requesting Government of India to
implement assurance given in uncertain terms by PM in Rajya Sabha on granting
special category status to Andhra Pradesh.

It was announced by Government of India earlier that NITI Aayog would
study about giving special category status to AP. Now, NITI Aayog submitted its
Report to PM. I requested Aayog to provide me a copy of Report or lay it on the
Table so that people of Andhra Pradesh would know the recommendations made
by Aayog with regard to giving special category status. But, neither they are
willing to share it with me nor replying under RTI. They are also not keen to lay
it on the Table.

Last year, Finance Minister announced special development package to AP
and it was approved by Cabinet last week. But, if one looks at it closely, there is
hardly any benefit as major announcements under special development package
are part of AP Reorganisation Act. So, people of AP rejected special development
package and stick to their demand for special category status.

So, I demand for laying of Report of NITI Aayog on the Table and,
irrespective of recommendations of NITI Aayog, grant special category status to

AP immediately.
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(xxv) Need to start domestic flight service from Bhagalpur, Bihar

In fact, there is a misnomer about it. I would like to put on
record that we are not saying that search officer will not draw up any
satisfaction note. It is absolutely a must to draw up a satisfaction
note. He has to write all the reasons for why he is going in for a
search. He has to also probably write about the information he has
got and the informer from whom he has got it. All this is a part of
the confidential satisfaction note. But over a period, we found that
disclosure of satisfaction note to every single authority was misused
by people by declaring that satisfaction note itself is illegal. They
were trying to get favorable dispensation in Commissioner and
ITAT. That is why, we had to do this. It does not mean that we are
not there to disclose the satisfaction note to anyone. We have to
disclose to the High Court.”

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SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Mr. Chairperson,
Sir, The object of the Finance Bill, as you know, is to give effect to the financial
proposals of the Central Government for the financial year 2017-18.

The root of dharma is finance and the good financial health is prerequisite
to discharge the duties in a state. The growth of the economy represents the
expansion of the potential GDP of a nation and the growth of the economy occurs
when the production possibilities of a nation shifts outside. A number of countries,
and our country too follow its own path for the economic growth. England
pioneered industrial revolution. Japan took route of technology imitation. Later,
tremendous expertise took place in manufacturing and electronics. Various
countries in the world used to take their own path for economic development. But
one thing is distinctly clear that the path may differ but the common trait of all the
rapid developing countries is to ride on the four wheels of growth. And those four
wheels consist of capital resources, human resources, natural resources and
technology. They are the fundamental fulcrum on which an economy could
prosper.

Yes, issues have been discussed here over the weeks because the Budget
has been presented, thereafter, Supplementary Demands for Grants , Demands for
Grants, etc. were discussed. Most of the issues have already been discussed in the
House. I know that we have some paucity of time. We do not enjoy the plenty of
time like Dubey ji. Therefore, I would like confine myself to two or three issues.
First of all, I would ask my friend, Shri Arjun Meghwal ji this. Your senior, Shri
Arun Jaitley was the author of tax terrorism. May I ask you that the Budget, the
Financial Bill that have been submitted by you, by which parameter it is distinct
from tax terrorism. What are the distinctive features of this Bill away from tax
terrorism? Already the Government has displayed that the Government prefers to
run like a rampaging element in order to implement its own whims and fancies.
We are observing a spasmodic syndrome being betrayed by this Government.

After demonetization, scores of norms and regulations were altered. Even after
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introducing the Finance Bill, you are again bringing amendments. Everything
shows your tentative approach. You are yourself proving that you are suffering
from indecision. Again, you slash the cash transaction ratio from Rs.3 lakh to Rs.2
lakh. You have made Aadhar mandatory for IT returns and for PAN. My esteemed

friend, Shri Dubey ji was elaborating on it.

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SHRI SHIVKUMAR UDASI (HAVERI): Hon. Chairman, Sir, first of all, I am
thankful to you for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Finance Bill, 2017,
which was placed before the Parliament yesterday by the hon. Finance Minister.

Basically and fundamentally, by definition, a Finance Bill is a money bill as
defined by article 110 of the Constitution, which describes that ‘the proposals of
the Government for levy of new taxes, modification of the existing tax structure or
continuance of the existing tax structure beyond the period approved by
Parliament are submitted to Parliament through this bill.’

The date for the presentation of the Union Budget has been advanced by
one month to 1% February from this year. In this context, the hon. Finance
Minister has revised the General Financial Rules, 2017. The aim of these rules,
which have been revised, is to provide a framework within which an organization
manages its business in a financially prudent manner without compromising its
flexibility to deal with varied situations. New GFRS 2017 will enable an
improved, efficient and effective framework of fiscal management while providing
the necessary flexibility to facilitate timely delivery of services. This is done by
our Government, which believes in the professionalism.

Professionalism is the key to our stable growth in today’s highly
competitive world, and in some major economies, the growth is actually
shrinking.

A Government, which is true to its people and is interested in the long-term
welfare of the people, therefore, needs to adopt a professionalism as a core
principle.

The GFRS are the rules and orders dealing with matters involving public
finances. The GFRS were issued for the first time in 1947. These, subsequently,
have been modified and issued as GFRS 1963 and GFRS 2005.

Now, there was a need to revise the GFRS because there was a change in
the budgeting pattern like removal of distinction in Plan and Non-Plan

Expenditure and also merger of Railway Budget into the General Budget. This is
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a historic revision, and it is only the third one -- after they were first introduced in
the year 1947.

Sir, the revised General Financial Rules will enhance the efficiency and
professionalism in the system, which will benefit all of us.

The narrative across the world is changing fast with uncertainty rising in
the back of protectionism and rhetoric gaining ground. For example, if you
historically see in the context, the first Parliament was formed in this country in
1952. The first two decades were in sync with the global economy. The Indian
economy was also following communism and a little bit of socialism.

From 1972 to 1992, it was more of socialism and more of populism. Then,
from 1991, when the hon. Narasimharao’s Government, took over, it started
Economic Reforms. There came the era of liberalisation, privatisation and
globalisation. The Indian economy was also in sync with the global economy.

But ultimately, what happed in the last two decades from 1992 to 20127 If
there was only one State, which made use of this liberalisation, privatisation and
globalisation, it was the State of Gujarat. The then Chief Minister hon. Narendra
Modi ji had visualised and took advantage of LPG or liberalisation, privatisation
and globalisation to make a vibrant Gujarat. After 2012, you can see that aspect in
the entire world economy. We have entered into a phase of de-globalisation in the
name of tariffs or in the name of concessions which have been given. The Free
Trade Agreements have been cancelled. You can see everywhere that a lot of de-
globalisation is happening.

The other day, you must have seen that US Senate is not going to provide
any concessions or the tariffs because they are also on the verge of make-in-
America. It was visualised by hon. Narendra Modi ji when he came to power. He
visualised Make-In-India, Startup India, Digital India and other things to have a
demographic dividend and make the country develop faster. He has made some

historic tax reforms such as GST, Bankruptcy and Insolvency Code, ease of doing
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business. This all has been done just to get rid of policy paralysis which would
spur the growth of the Indian economy.

I would like to mention here about five components of demand namely
consumption and expenditure, investment expenditure, Government expenditure,
exports and imports. The most important component of the demand is
consumption expenditure which was explaining 70 per cent of nation’s income in
2016. Generating and sustaining income would, therefore, call for strategies that
would generate income. So, to generate more consumer demands, our hon.
Finance Minister has announced that persons having an annual income of up to Rs.
3 lakh will not have to pay tax. Persons having an annual income up to Rs. 5 lakh
will have to be charged with five per cent tax instead of 10 per cent tax. This will
give an additional income of Rs. 13,000 crore in the hands of consumers. In order
to increase the income of consumers, the Seventh Pay Commission will also play a
major role in generating more consumer demands.

As far as instances of tax evasion are concerned, the Finance Minister has
stressed the need of digital economy, big data analytics and data mining to catch
tax evaders. You might have seen in the newspaper the other day that ED has
caught hold of hawala traders and operators who were making entries to the tune
of Rs. 11,000 crore. So, our Government is doing all the necessary things in order
to give a stimulus policy growth. The Government is adopting some measures to
stimulate the growth namely concessional withholding rate of 5 per cent for
interest received by foreign entities on loans given in India to be continued for
another 3 years beyond 30.6.2017; Start-ups to get two relaxations under the
scheme of Income Tax holiday given last year; and as far as the Corporate Tax is
concerned, income tax to be reduced from 30 per cent to 25 per cent for companies
with turnover upto Rs.50 crore. There are also other tax proposals as far as
maintenance of the book of accounts, capital gains on the property; affordable

housing; and political funding is concerned.
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Our Government believes in transparency. We are also thinking to limit the
political funding. The political parties’ limit for accepting cash donations has
been reduced from Rs. 20,000 to Rs. 2,000. The Budget proposes that electoral
bonds to be issued by banks, which may be purchased by an individual through a
cheque or an electronic means, can be used for donation for political parties.
Details of such donors need not be disclosed by the parties. Limit on cash
transaction and tax waiver to the start-ups are done to promote ‘ease of doing
business’.

Yesterday, Satpathy sahib was talking about the Indian economy vis-a-vis
the last Government and the present Government. [ was going through a book the
other day which reminded me Mr. Satpathy. According to that book, we are on the
cusp of a wave of inventions and innovations that can vastly improve our lives.
Although these inventions and innovations will also replace countless jobs and
thereby dry down the wages of the vast majority — a process that has already
started in the advanced nations. We have already organised capitalism so the gains
are shared widely. We have optimism and we need not be victims of impersonal
market forces over which we have no control. The market is a human creation. It
is based on the rules that human beings devise. The central question is that who
shares those rules and for what purpose. Over the last three decades, the rules
have been shared by the large corporations and wealthy individuals in order to
channel a large portion of the nation’s total income and wealth to themselves. If
they continue to have influence over the rules, they control the assets at the core of
the new wave of innovations and they gain control of the assets at the core of the
new wave of innovations and they will end up with almost all the wealth, all the
income and all the political power. That result is more in their interest than in the
interest of the rest of the population because under such conditions, an economy
and society cannot endure.

The coming challenge is not to technology or to economics. It is a

challenge to democracy. The critical debate for the future is not about the size of
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the Government. It is about for whom the Government is for. The central choice
is not between the free market and the Government.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

SHRI SHIVKUMAR UDASI: I will conclude in one minute.

It is between a market organized for the broadly based prosperity and one
designed to deliver almost all the gains to a few top. The pertinent issue is not
how much is to be taxed. It is how to design the rules of the market so that the
economy generates what most people would consider a fair distribution on its own
without necessitating the large re-distribution. The vast majority of the nation’s
citizens do have the power to alter the rules of the market to meet their needs but
to exercise that power, they must understand what is happening and where their
interest lie and they must join together. We have done so before. If any common
friend has any sway, we will do so again. It is in this context our Government
under the visionary leadership of Shri Narendra Modi Ji is working hard in a
professional, transparent and honest way on the principle of ‘for the poor, by the
poor and to the poor'.

And with these few words, I will conclude.

It is so
wonderful to know that the Government also earns crores of rupees from this
industry. One gets to know that certain actor paid so much tax. He is a very big
taxpayer. The Income Tax Department also honours them. So, it is all very nice
about it. But there are some sad scenarios also. We need to think about those
actors who have lost their stardom. I am talking about technicians like camera
man, light man, sound assistant, dress assistant, etc. who work for 24 hours behind
the camera. Their work-life is very limited. These people need social security
and benefits in the form of Government aid to help them so that they can live with
dignity.

So, I would request the Government to do something about it. My humble
suggestion is that the Government should give the film industry, the status of
industry. It should help these people acquire the benefits which they deserve.

Lastly, I want to talk about the performing artists. I would like the
Government to address the problems of the performing artists. These performing
artists are actually the brand ambassadors of our Indian art and culture worldwide.
Today if the world is so aware of our so great nation’s classical and folk art in the
form of dance, music, the traditional instruments played by them and various other
aspects, it is because these artists have made our performing art this popular
worldwide. But these treasurers of our culture receive no benefit from the

Government for their dedication towards spreading art and culture. I would once
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again humbly request the Government not to levy taxes on the income of these
performing artists with the kind of taxes that are levied on other business and
financial institutions. These artists live a very humble life and their earnings are
not as high as the Bollywood artists. So, for them art is just a Sadhana. Why not
honour these brand ambassadors of Indian art and culture with some tax benefit?

I would once again like to congratulate our hon. Prime Minister and our
Finance Minister for this wonderful Finance Bill which have been brought forward
which aims at supporting the poor people and the farmers.

PROF. K.V. THOMAS (ERNAKULAM): Sir, I wish to concentrate on four
important issues — after effects of demonetization; NPAs of the Public Sector
Banks; price rise and the natural calamity which especially affects the State of
Kerala.

Sir, it was on the night of gth November, 2016 that the hon. Prime Minister
announced to the nation his decision of demonetization. This is not the first time
demonetization has been announced and implemented by Governments at various
times. But this is the first time when demonetization has been announced with
fanfare, firework and drum beating. It is an untimely, unplanned and a decision of
one man and that is the hon. Prime Minister. Some of my colleagues while
participating in the discussion said that the recent elections in five States have
amply proved that the people of this country have supported the decision of the
hon. Prime Minister. Is it so?

We have had elections in five States. The BJP has won in the State of Uttar
Pradesh. The Congress Party has not been in power in Uttar Pradesh for a long
time. The BJP has won the State of Uttarakhand. But the Congress is the second
largest party there. The Congress party is in power in the State of Punjab. In the
States of Goa and Manipur we are the single largest party. I have been a Member
of this House since 1984. There were a number of deliberations on anti-defection.
We passed an Anti-Defection Law. But this Government, at midnight, after the
election results were announced, both in Goa and in Manipur, used the power of
the Government to snatch the power and undermine the decision of the country....”

When the hon. Prime Minister announced the decision of demonetization
on 8" of November, 2016, I would like to quote, “rights and interests of honest
hardworking people will be fully protected. Persons holding old notes of Rs. 500
and Rs. 1000 can deposit these notes in their banks or post office accounts till 30™

December, 2016 without any limit. They can go to the specified offices of RBI

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upto 31 March, 2017 to deposit the notes after submitting declaration forms.” 1
request the hon. Finance Minister that, when he goes today to his house, he may
please have a look at the RBI office in Delhi. There are thousands of NRIs
queuing up before the Parliament Street. Is it the credit of the Government? The
hon. Prime Minister of India has promised the people of this country that all the
500 rupee notes and 1000 rupee notes which are with the people of this country
will be exchanged either in the banks or RBI offices.

I am from Kerala. There are a large number of Keralites staying abroad. I
have got some journalist friends abroad. They were telling me that they have
written to the Prime Minister that thousands of Keralites who come to Kerala
occasionally want to exchange their old 500 rupee notes and 1000 rupee notes.
Where should they go? Should they go to Chennai for exchanging them? Should
they go to Mumbai? So, the hon. Prime Minister has promised the people of this
country not to worry about it and that people can wait upto the end of March,
2017. After the declaration of demonetisation, how many times have you changed
the norms and rules?

When presenting the Budget in this House, the hon. Finance Minister said
that we can have cash transactions for Rs. 3 lakhs. Today we hear from the press
that it has been reduced to Rs. 2 lakhs. Am I holding the right on my money in the
banks? Then you say that we may go in for e-transactions. Are we ready for e-
transactions? Is our system competent enough and are our cyber laws competent
enough to tackle it? There are a large number of cases where people have been
cheated. So, this decision of the hon. Prime Minister on demonetisation is just to
cheat the people of the country.

He has made a number of declarations during the election campaign and
after it. He has said that black money will be brought back. In his speech also he
has said that it is for the elimination of black money, destroying fake currencies

and destructing funds for terrorist groups. We welcome it if that it is so.
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Now, hon. Finance Minister, six months have passed since then. Why
cannot you tell the people of this country as to how much currency notes have
come back to our banks? What is the problem in telling us? In many sittings of
the Parliament Committees, officials of the RBI and the Ministry of Finance were
present. They have been asked as to how much currency notes have come back?
Why are you hiding it? The answer which they sometimes give is that they are
counting them. Are they putting people to count the notes which have come to the
banks? Who will believe it? What is the problem in having a transparent
mechanism by which we know how much money has come back and how much is
fake money?

Another problem which I wish to bring before your attention is about the
Non-Performing Assets of the banks. There are about six to seven lakh crores
worth of NPAs in this country. Out of this, about five to six lakh crores is with the
corporate houses of the country. It is not with the farmers; it is not with the
students and it is not with small traders. It is with the corporate houses. What
action are you taken on them? If a farmer becomes a defaulter, you publish his
picture in the newspapers. If a student becomes a defaulter, you send police men
to him. What are you doing regarding corporate houses who have become major
defaulters? I do not want to name some of the defaulters who are abroad and
lavishly staying in the resorts of Europe. I do not want to name them but you know
who they are. What action have you taken against them? When strong action is
taken against the farmers, traders and students, what action are you taking against
those people who have gone away from the country? Are you serious and sincere
to bring out black money into this country?

The third issue is the price rise. I have got the details about the prices of
essential commodities as per yesterday. ... (Interruptions) This is as per the prices
prevailing in Delhi. The price of Chenna dal, during the same day of 2015 was Rs.
55; but it is Rs. 84 now. Yesterday Shri Kharge raised that issue. When the prices

are going up in the market, when the farmers are producing more, there is a
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mechanism of procurement. The farmers are not getting a reasonable Minimum
Support Price. The price of groundnut oil was Rs. 145 during the same day of
2015. Now, it is Rs. 165. So, the prices are rising.

The next issue pertains to my State. We are facing acute drought. The
Kerala Government, under the leadership of the Chief Minister, wanted to send a
team to meet the Prime Minister. That is being denied. In a democratic system, in
a federal system, how can the Prime Minister deny like that?

I was the Food Minister here. We had allotted 16 lakh tonnes of food grains
to Kerala every year. Now, under the Food Security Bill, they can get 14.5 tonnes
of food grains. There are about 30 or 40 lakh non-Malayalees from other States
who are in Kerala. So, you can allot another two lakh tonnes. So, the State of
Kerala is entitled to 16.45 lakh tonnes of food grains which was allotted to Kerala
in the last five years. Our State is known for its efficient Public Distribution

System. So, Kerala should be helped to overcome the drought situation.
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SHRI IDRIS ALI (BASIRHAT): Sir, I am deeply grateful to you for giving me
this opportunity to speak on the Finance Bill. I am also deeply grateful to our hon.
Chief Minister, Kumari Mamata Banerjee. Due to her only I have come here.

On the Finance Bill, 2017, I would like to say four points for the
consideration of the House to be included in the Bill and to accordingly amend the
Bill.

Firstly, in comparison to the ‘market-based’ personal consumption
expenditure with basic price index year 2005-06, in this Bill the Central
Government proposes to waive only Rs. 1,000 per month for the individual tax
payer, who earns Rs. 25,000 per month. This means, basic income tax exemption
has not been reduced for the general people and so I request the Government to
raise the limit of total income per person per annum from Rs. 2.50 lakh to Rs. 3.50
lakh for the age group up to 60 years, and Rs. 4 lakh for senior citizens up to the
age of 80 years.

Secondly, the maximum ceiling for monthly income scheme deposit in the
post office for individual may also be raised from Rs. 4.50 lakh to Rs. 15 lakh and
Rs. 9 lakh to Rs. 35 lakh for joint account.

Thirdly, there is a long cherished demand and hope of the Press people that
during their PIB accreditation, they are entitled to get CGHS medical facilities, but
while on retirement they and their family members are not getting any medical
facilities from CGHS as per the pensioners. All the CGHS beneficiaries during
their co-terminus tenure may kindly be included in the CGHS pensioner scheme
after their termination or on retirement.

We totally oppose the strategic disinvestment plan and the process of the
Mini Ratna Central Public Sector Undertakings, particularly which are profit-
making in the last five years. Under the present employment and slowdown
economic scenario, we request the Governmemnt to stop disinvesting, closure and

sale of CPSEs. With these words, I conclude.
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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you very much Mr.
Chairman, Sir.

I rise to oppose the Finance Bill, 2017, presented by the hon. Finance
Minister. Nowadays, the Finance Bill has become a protective umbrella to make
legislations without having a detailed scrutiny in the pretext of Money Bill. The
objections have already been stated and I am not going into those objections.

I am directly coming to the Finance Bill, 2017. When a uniform tax regime
is going to come into effect from 1* July, 2017, the Indirect Taxation proposals do
not have any significance in this Finance Bill because the Indirect Taxation
proposals are coming in the GST Bill in the near future. Therefore, I am directly
coming to the Income Tax proposals. I fully welcome the Government’s decision
to reduce the 10 per cent Income Tax rate to five per cent for those who are having
income up to Rs. 5 lakh.

I also fully support the imposition of surcharge for those who are having an
annual income of more than Rs. 50 lakh. But the only reservation which I would
like to make in respect of income tax is instead of giving rate of tax, those who are
having an income of more than Rs. 50 lakh, you are imposing a surcharge and you
are not imposing a rate of tax. Why is it so Sir? It is because if you are imposing a
rate of tax against the amount which is more than Rs. 50 lakh, then that will go to
the divisible pool. So, the States will also get a share out of the income tax. So, in
stead of imposing the rate of tax, you are imposing the surcharge. The entire
purpose is to avoid the sharing of Central taxes with the State tax for which I raise
my objection. That has to be reviewed. That is the submission which I would like
to make.

You may also kindly see that the surcharge and cess will not come within
the purview of the divisible pool. Last time after the 80™ Constitution
Amendment, all the taxes which are accrued to the Government of India have to
be shared except the surcharge and the cess. So, up to 2015-16, it was up to 5-6

per cent gross tax revenue which was cess and surcharge. Now, it has become
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around 9 per cent of the gross tax revenue. That means the States are only getting
35 per cent of the gross tax revenue of the Centre and instead of 42 per cent, they
are only getting 35 per cent. That has to be corrected. That is the point which I
would like to make.

My second point is with regard to the Customs Duty. Sir, kindly see in the
last year’s Budget, you have imposed five per cent Customs Duty on imported raw
cashew nuts. Cashew industry is a traditional industry which is providing
employment to 10 lakhs of workers. Out of the 10 lakhs of workers, 95 per cent
belongs to the women category and they belong to socio-economically backward
communities. Very downtrodden people are working in the cashew industry. It is
a traditional industry and it is fetching foreign exchange to the tune of Rs. 5,500
crore per annum. After imposing five per cent of Customs Duty on raw cashew nut
and Special Additional Duty plus cess, it will come to around 9.36 per cent. So, as
a part of this, around 60 per cent of the processing industries have been closed and
as a result, five lakh workers have lost their employment.

Sir, since 9.36 per cent of the Duty on importing of raw cashew nuts will
make the cashew industry unviable, therefore, I demand that the Government
should withdraw the five per cent of Customs Duty on raw cashew nuts.

Sir, I do agree that there is a provision for exporters to import raw cashew
nuts free of Duty under advanced authorisation scheme. But the point is that the
unattainable SION norms, that is, Standard Import Export Output norms, makes it
unviable for the industry. I urge upon the Government to withdraw the import
Duty on raw cashew nuts. That is with regard to the Customs Duty.

Regarding the Customs Duty of titanium dioxide pigment, in order to
protect the indigenous production and the indigenous industry like KMML and
TTP in our country, I demand that the Government should enhance the Customs
Duty from 10 per cent to 20 per cent. That is another demand.

Coming to another point and that is with regard to FRBM review and Debt

GDP ratio. That is fiscal responsibility budget management review and the debt
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GDP ratio. After demonetisation, States are under high financial stress. States’
revenue has declined like anything because of the demonetization. The existing
debt GDP ratio is 20-27 per cent. Now, the proposal to limit the debt GDP ratio as
20 per cent to States and 40 per cent to Centre is not acceptable. The NK Singh
Committee report to review the FRBM Act states that the debt GDP ratio is to be
limited to 20 per cent. This will be costing much burden upon the States. So, the
borrowing powers of the State have to be increased. The debt GDP ratio has to be
increased. That is another point.

Now, I am coming to the demonetization. I am confining to that point. So
far, how much tax revenue we have earned out of this demonetization process is
not yet clear. So, I demand that a white paper be issued in respect of the
demonetization process as a whole.

Coming to the last point regarding transparency in the political funding
also, I do fully support transparency in the political funding.

Chairman Sir, you may be remembering the most powerful Election
Commissioner of India Mr. T.N. Seshan. He has once said that:

“The corruption begins from the date of filing nomination. So,
electoral reform is the need of the hour.”

I urge upon the Chair and also the Speaker to have a special Session to
discuss about the electoral reforms to be implemented in our country.
With these words, I conclude.

Thank you very much.
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DR. SHRIKANT EKNATH SHINDE (KALYAN): Sir, I congratulate the
Government on taking various steps and making various reforms to reduce the
agony of the common man.

15.25 hours (Shri Pralhad Joshi in the Chair)

Coming to small and medium enterprises, five per cent point reduction in
the tax rate and companies with annual turnover up to Rs.50 crore, this will benefit
small and medium enterprises which were mainly affected during demonetization.
The Finance Minister says 96 per cent of the SMEs will benefit from this and it
will accelerate growth and job creation. Small and medium enterprises are the
backbone of industry and job creation.

Coming to additional surcharge of 10 per cent, it is a very welcome step.
On the individual taxable income from Rs.51 lakh to Rs.1 crore, additional
surcharge of 10 per cent has been introduced which will add to the revenue
Rs.2,700 crore to the Government’s Kkitty.

Coming to personal income tax, there is no tax up to Rs.2.50,000. It is a
very welcome step by the Government that tax has been reduced from 10 per cent
to five per cent on the income from Rs.2.5 lakh to Rs.5 lakh, which is a good step
taken by the Government, giving much of a relief. But after the Seventh Pay
Commission, I think every Government employee will get at least Rs.50,000 per
month which comes to around Rs.6 lakh per annum. So, if this would have been
reduced from 10 per cent to five per cent for the income up to Rs.5 lakh to Rs.10
lakh, it would have given much more relief.

It is a very good news for the startups that the existing provision of Section
80-IAC of the Income Tax Act is being amended. It says that the deduction under
Section 80-IAC can be claimed by an eligible startup for any three consecutive
years for the first seven years since its incorporation which will boost the Startup
Programme and also help in creating jobs.

Exemptions given for the income of Chief Minister’s Relief Fund is also a

very welcome step.
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Coming to agriculture, regarding increasing of farmers’ income, the Budget
has laid special emphasis on agriculture sector and the target for agricultural credit
has been fixed at Rs.10 lakh crore.

Also, the Government has made special efforts for additional income
generation to farmers in dairy farming, and a corpus of Rs.8,000 crore for three
years in NABARD has been announced.

Under the Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana, the Government has set a
target to cover crop insurance up to 40 per cent in 2017-18 and 50 per cent in
2018-19 to save farmers’ losses in case of crop failure. Seriously, these measures
are welcome steps to boost the morale of farmers.

I also wish to take this opportunity to place on record some important
issues that need urgent attention. Farmers across the country are suffering from
multiple issues like drought, lack of storage facilities, burden of debt, frequent
price shocks leading to farmers’ suicide. One of the major reasons for the suicide
is debt burden. In Maharashtra alone, 8,000 suicides have taken place in the last
two years. Agriculture plays a very important role in Maharashtra’s economy and
Mabharashtra plays a very pivotal role in running India’s economy. Therefore, we
must take immediate steps to stop our farmers from committing suicide.

Coming to doubling of farmers’ income, which is also a very welcome step,
the Government has repeatedly emphasized on doubling of farmers’ income in the
next five years, by 2022, and in order to achieve this ambitious target, the
Government has planned to invest in various schemes.

In this year’s Budget, the target of agriculture credit is set at Rs.10 lakh
crore. I congratulate and thank the Finance Minister for this ambitious target.
However, effort must be made to make the bank lend to the poorest of the poor
farmers. Therefore, I urge the hon. Finance Minister to take strict measures to
compel banks to achieve the target set in the Budget. Otherwise, farmers will be at
the mercy of private money lenders, which is also a very big issue all over India.

The figures are frightening. There is 40 per cent increase in the private money
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lending alone in Maharashtra, and in India it is 25 per cent. ~ This is because of
lack of access to institutionalised agro-credit. To reduce this proportion and to
bring farmers out of clutches of the moneylenders, we have to see that the banks
play a very pivotal role in this.

For crop insurance scheme in the form of Prime Minister Fasal Bima
Yojana, the target is 40 per cent in 2017-18 and 15 per cent in 2018-19. This is a
welcome step taken by the Finance Minister to boost the morale, but the need of
the hour is to bring the farmers out of this debt trap. The only immediate solution
is the loan-waiver.

There is a high demand for loan waiver in Maharashtra which is heavily
dependent on agriculture where 51 per cent of the population depend on
agriculture and allied activities. Maharashtra’s 10 per cent GDP come from
agriculture. There is one suicide per day due to debt burden. Maharashtra
Assembly could not function for nine consecutive days because of this loan waiver
issue. We should lend a helping hand to the farmers. It is because of the farmers
that we are here, discussing this issue. Our party chief, hon. Uddhav Thakerayji,
has been insisting upon complete loan waiver. The Chief Minister of Maharashtra
is also positive about this, but the State Government alone cannot shoulder this
burden of Rs. 30,000 crore.

Last week the Chief Minister and other Ministers from Shiv Sena met the
hon. Finance Minister and hon. Agriculture Minister. Maharashtra Government
has already expressed its willingness for loan waiver and to share the
responsibility. Therefore, it is high time for the Government of India to take
immediate steps to announce a loan waiver scheme.

We speak about the need to strengthen the health system, yet every year’s
Budget fails to give adequate priority to this sector. Currently, India spends less
than 1.5 per cent of its GDP on health sector. Germany spends around 11 per cent.
China spends 5.5 per cent. Even our neighbour, Bangladesh spends around three

per cent of its GDP on health. Now, the new National Health Policy aims to
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increase the spending on health from the current 1.4 per cent to 2.5 per cent of
GDP. However, no deadline has been set to achieve this target. So, there is every
reason to be sceptical about this new National Health Policy which was unveiled
after a gap of 15 years.

The budgetary provision gives us more reasons to be pessimistic about
achieving this target. Hon. Finance Minister has stated in his Budget Speech that
every year, more than Rs. 3,00,000 crore are spent on the development of rural
areas. If we look at the Budget provision for health-related scheme, namely,
National Rural Health Mission, an allocation of only Rs. 21,189 crore has been
made which comes to less than ten per cent of what we spend on the rural areas.

On the one hand, we keep on saying that India is rapidly urbanising and on
the other, the provision for the National Urban Health Mission has been reduced
from Rs. 950 crore in 2016-17 to Rs. 752 crore in 2017-18.

Hon. Finance Minister has spoken in his Budget Speech on the need to
strengthen our tertiary health centres, yet the provision for the same is unchanged
at Rs. 725 crore from the last year’s BE.

Currently, India is short of at least five lakh doctors and additional five lakh
post-graduate seats are needed. All I can say is that at least the beginning has been
made, but we need to step up these efforts. More and more seats need to be added
every year to reduce the doctor-patient ratio, which is now 1:2000, to 1:1000.
Therefore, the challenge is to double the number of doctors in a time bound
manner. Therefore, I urge the hon. Finance Minister to increase allocation to
health sector substantially.

Coming to demonetisation and digital economy, I welcome the
Government’s initiative to curb the cash economy and encourage the digital
economy. The hon. Prime Minister announced demonetisation of Rs. 500 and Rs.
1,000 currency notes on 8" November, 2016. Eight-five per cent of India’s
economy is cash economy. So, it impacted a large section of the economy and hit

the common man the hardest. According to ASSOCHAM Report, 40 lakh jobs
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were gone due to demonetisation. Daily labourers in various fields lost their jobs.
There were long queues for more than two months and more than 200 people died.
Remonetisation process has not been completed.

Hon. Finance Minister has stated in his Budget Speech the surplus liquidity
in the banking system due to demonetisation will lead to increased access to credit.
Various Ministers keep writing to the Members of Parliament to help reach
various government schemes to the common man. I ran a campaign of MUDRA
loan in my constituency which got a tremendous response. Over 2,000
applications are lying in the lead banks for the past six months and not a single
loan has been sanctioned. The reason given by the bank is demonetization. This is
the ground reality.

It is not enough to put restrictions on cash transactions to encourage digital
transactions. In the original Budget, the Finance Minister has proposed to fine for
cash transaction over Rs. 3 lakh. Now, you have proposed to bring down this
ceiling to Rs. 2 lakh in the Finance Bill that you have presented yesterday.
However, this is in vain if the Government does not incentivize the digital
transaction. Today, every digital transaction is being charged in some or the other
may be at the Railway reservation through Debit / Credit Card or payment through
e-wallets. Now, even banks have decided to levy hefty charges over frequent
withdrawals. People are being charged to use their own legitimate money, which
has already been accounted and taxed. This is gross injustice to the ordinary tax
payer of this country.

Maharashtra, in its recent Budget presentation, has proposed to do away
with the 13.5 per cent VAT on card swipe machines. I would request the hon.
Minister to take similar measures, which should not only help ease the use of
digital gateway, but also will benefit the end-user.

Lastly, coming to GST, it looks like GST will be implemented from 1* July
this year. It is touted to be the most radical tax reform this country has ever seen,

but the truth in its impact can be known only after its implementation. The States

and especially the Urban Local Bodies are going to lose their economic freedom
as they are going to be dependent on the State and the Centre for their share of
funds. Such fears have been raised in the past also. I am sure that this issue must
have been considered and resolved by the wise minds in the GST Council.
However, I would request the hon. Finance Minister, through you, Sir, to put in
place a mechanism whereby the share of Urban Local Bodies is deposited directly
in the kitties so that they would not have to be dependent on the State / Central
Government and the financial autonomy is not compromised.

With this, I extend my support to the Finance Bill. Thank you.
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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Thank you, Chairman, Sir.
When we discuss about the Finance Bill, normally the revenue side of the Budget
is scrutinized and that is to understand if the Government is being realistic about
revenue generation in 2017-18. Clearly, in the Finance Bill and in the Budget that
we have already discussed and passed and the Finance Bill that is before us for
consideration, there is clearly over-optimism given that economic growth will be
slow; too much is expected from voluntary disclosure; and penalties while
incentives are not in place.

Let us not forget that the Union Budget of 2017-18 was presented under the
shadow of the impact of demonetization. The consensus among most economists
is that demonetization will impose a significant cost on the economy and the
Economic Survey itself recognizes this. The Survey says and I quote : “Short-term
costs have taken the form of inconvenience and hardship specially those in the
informal and cash-intensive sectors of the economy who have lost income and
employment”.

The Survey recognizes that the informal sector has suffered substantially
more than the formal sector. We are aware that the ability of the Government is
measured as it meets the expenditure targets by generating revenues as has been
envisaged in the Budget, and to go into this aspect, the major attack that has been
done by this Government is taxation of black money. The Government hoped to
raise Rs. 30,000 crore as taxes from Rs. 65,000 crore declared under the Income
Disclosure Scheme that ended in September 2016. It is likely that Rs. 30,000 crore
may not be realized as taxes if the black income declarant is able to explain the
source of his income.

Meanwhile, the Government has enacted one more Taxation Law (Second
Amendment) Act, 2016. It was passed in this House as a follow-up measure to the
demonetization announced on 8 November 2016. As per the amendment, a tax
payer may declare undisclosed income, and whether the black-money holder

would volunteer to disclose or not depends, of course, on the incentives that they
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expect. But what is the probability that their undisclosed income would be
discovered at all?

Can the Finance Minister tell us how much black money has been disclosed
voluntarily during the last eleven months? As for the benefit of demonetisation,
little is known, of course, leaving aside the result of Uttar Pradesh which is being
touted as the effect of demonetisation.

SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE: That has nothing to do with this.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: That has nothing to do with this but it is
being touted. No numbers have been disclosed on how much of the demonetized
currency notes have come back to the Reserve Bank of India. Government have
conveyed to the Supreme Court that between a quarter and a third of the
demonetized currency notes would not surface. You had given this in writing. That
assessment was almost certainly wrong. The explanation of silence on the actual
numbers is that counting is still going on. Today is the 81* day - I counted it from
1* January — which is after the last day for handing over old notes. We do not
know how much black money and counterfeit currency have been unearthed and
how much voluntary disclosure scheme will yield.

We do know that roughly two-thirds of the 1.8 million people who handed
in cash of, at least, Rs. 5 lakh each have not responded to tax inquiries. This was
the information that was shared with us rather I gathered from somewhere.
Government’s step to curb the menace of unaccounted or black money is being
appreciated. What would like to be appraised about the extent of unaccounted
income is that that has been detected.

As has been said by my friend, Mr. Premachandran, I would also reiterate
that demand that Government should also present a white paper to Parliament
indicating all the details on unaccounted money and wealth stashed abroad and
also the generated income concealed within the country and the extent to which

Justice M. B. Shah Task Force recommendations have been implemented.
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Sir, relating to the identifying sources of political funds, a great attempt has
been made in this Budget and also through the Finance Bill. The other day when I
had mentioned about the lack of transparency in political funding, the Finance
Minister had said to find solutions to the problem instead of finding problem to
every solution. These were his words the other day. I believe that if problem is
identified, solution can also be found. The German basic law contains very
elaborate provisions regarding political funding. Section 21 of the basic law
enjoins the political parties shall publicly account for the sources, the use of their
funds and for their assets. Our party, Biju Janta Dal, believes that transparency in
funding of political parties in a democracy is the norm and must be promoted in
public interest. Any money that a political party gets should be made public. Why
anonymous donations? There was a time after emergency when the country went
for election. There was crowd sourcing of finance to run the political party to
contest election. But, today I believe that the time has come because after the
statement of the Finance Minister in public domain that is there that very little
money is actually coming from the rural areas as political donations to political
parties. It is the big companies and corporate sector who are giving donations to
the political parties in a huge number. Therefore, I would insist that, it is better,
every pie or every rupee that is being donated to a political party should be in
public domain.

Sir, I would also like to mention here regarding tax on agriculture. Last
year, when I had posed this question to the Finance Minister, he said, “as we all
know, we are under the same impression. Agriculture is not taxable, agriculture is
a State subject and agriculture income is not taxable”. That is the impression
which I always had. My chartered accountant informed me, “Sir, Rs. 2 lakh which
is the income from your agriculture is now being taxed”. I asked him, since when?
He said, “since this Government has come to power. So, I told him, “Give me
those details. Let me find out. I will also check up with the Finance Ministry”. 1

had posed that question. ... (Interruptions)
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SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY (DHENKANAL): This is an anti-farmer
Government.

SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE : I am happy that at least you have realized it
now.

SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY: No, we have realized this long back.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: He has at least realized now and that is why
he is happy.

The question I had asked was: What is the tax treatment of ‘agricultural
income’ under the provisions of the Income-Tax Act? Is ‘agricultural income’
completely exempt or not? I got the answer; the Standing Committee on Finance
got the answer. The Chairman is very much present here in this House. The short
point out of three paragraphs is, “This exemption to agricultural income under the

2

Act is due to a scheme of the Constitution of India.” This is mentioned.
‘Agriculture’ is a State subject. It is not to be taxed. Further, “In the Scheme of
Direct Taxes at present, income from agriculture is considered for rate purpose
only in case where the income from other sources exceeds the income not
chargeable to tax and net agricultural income exceeds Rs. 5,000.”

What does this mean? If I have an income of around Rs. 50,000 or Rs.
1,00,000 which is ‘agricultural income’ only, I will not be taxed. However, if I
have other sources of income, and these specific words are added to it ‘for rate
purpose’, it will be added and the income-tax will be imposed. This has come
since when? It was inserted in 2014 Finance Bill. We are in 2017 and the tax for
the accounting year of 2016-17 is being deposited now. Is this the
recommendation of some committee? Or did the Government, in its wisdom,
decided ....

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude now.
SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY: He is just starting and he is a senior Member,

Sir.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: He is making points. He is one of the most learned
Members, I know that. However, we should understand the time constraint also.
SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY : This House should discuss this.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: I agree that whatever is being said is important.
SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: Sir, I will wind up on this issue. There are
two other points also on which I need to elaborate.

This is the methodology which this Government has adopted that they will
be taxing a part of the income of the agriculturist and that they will not be taxing a
part of the income of the agriculturist.

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SHRI THOTA NARASIMHAM (KAKINADA): Hon. Chairperson, I thank you
for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Finance Bill, 2017.

I fully support the Finance Bill on behalf of the Telugu Desam Party. First
of all, I would like to thank the Finance Minister for producing such a progressive
and a pro-active Budget after the successful implementation of demonetization. I
would also like to thank the Government for integration of the Railway Budget
with the General Budget, breaking the stereo-type which has been there in vogue
since Independence. It is a big step towards harmonizing the rail network with
roads, air and water transport.

The Union Budget 2017-18 has focused on infrastructure, consumption
growth and support ecosystem for industries, increase in competition and fund
flows, transparency concentration on farmers, rural economy, energizing youth,
poor and under-privileged, infrastructure financial sector, digital economy, public
service, prudent fiscal management and tax administration. The availability of
land, labour and power at a reasonable rate is sure to bring in more investors to
Andhra Pradesh for ‘ease of doing business’. About 33 start-ups are being
promoted in the two incubation towers in the State.

The State Government of Andhra Pradesh is exceptionally thankful to the
Centre for fulfilling its commitments under Andhra Pradesh Reorganization Act
2014 and for supporting the development oriented vision of the hon. Chief
Minister of Andhra Pradesh. This Central Government has reaffirmed its
commitment for Andhra Pradesh in the form of a special package with all its legal
sanctity. The Special Package is complete in itself which would give Andhra
Pradesh a more beneficial and advantageous position than what Special Status
would have given it.

The formation of a new Railway Zone becomes crucial because the
headquarters of the South Central Railway is at Secunderabad which is now in the
state of Telangana and there is urgent need for a separate Railway Zone for

Andhra Pradesh at Visakhapatnam. The connectivity that the new zone will
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provide benefit to less-developed regions of Andhra Pradesh and will boost the
overall growth of the State.

As per the March 15, 2017 Union Cabinet approval, the Centre approved
financial assistance for bifurcated Andhra Pradesh by way of special dispensation
in funding of externally aided projects (EAPs) and also the irrigation component
of Polavaram project.

Andhra Pradesh has sought for an increase in the number of Legislative
Assembly seats from 175 to 225. The Central government is requested to consider
looking into the matter carefully as delimitation will allow for a more
proportionate representation of the people of Andhra Pradesh people and
therefore, better administration of the State of Andhra Pradesh.

Under this Budget, a one-time exemption from capital gains tax to the
farmers who have pooled their land for the creation of the Andhra Pradesh capital
Amaravati has been provided which is limited to first sale in three years. The
Central Government is requested to remove the restraints of first-time sale, and
provide exemption for legal heirs who receive the land as inheritance.

As per Section 94 of the Andhra Pradesh Reorganization Act, 2014, the
Centre must provide special financial support for creation of essential facilities in
the new capital city of Amaravati that includes essential infrastructure. But,
according to the note issued by Union Finance Minister in September 2016, an
amount of Rs.2,500 crore had already been paid as support for creation of new
capital and a balance of Rs. 1,000 crore would be paid in due course. Of this, Rs.
450 crore was recently released, leaving a balance of Rs. 550 crore to be paid. The
Centre is requested to sanction more funds.

Sir, I would like to know the progress of Hardware Park project at
Kakinada announced by our hon. Finance Minister in his Budget 2014-15 which
people of my Constituency Kakinada are eagerly awaiting. Likewise, many
significant educational institutions were promised to the newly bifurcated Andhra

Pradesh under the Andhra Pradesh Reorganization Act and many of them have
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found a mention under the 2017-18 Budget. However, the Central Government is
requested to provide clarifications regarding allocations for NIPER. Four new
NIPERs (National Institutes of Pharmaceutical Education and Research) are
sought to be established including one in Sabbavaram, Visakhapatnam. The 2017-
18 Budget shows a combined allocation of Rs. 127.73 crore for all NIPERS, the
seven existing ones and four proposed ones. Hence, I request the Government to
clarify the allocation details of amounts to Andhra Pradesh.

Finally, I would request the Government of India to enhance the MPLADS
from Rs.5 crore to at least Rs.15 crore per year. Huge development activity is
going on by both Central and State Governments.

With this, I would once again thank the Government for giving a growth-
oriented budget. Sir, I thank you for giving me this opportunity to put forth my

viewpoints on budget and raise issues of my state Andhra Pradesh.

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SHRI VINCENT H. PALA (SHILLONG): Kindly allow me to speak from here,
Sir.

Sir, I have got only three quick points to mention. With regard to making
Aadhar number mandatory for PAN and filing Income Tax returns, I would like to
say that in a State like Meghalaya only 30 per cent of the population has been
enrolled and has been issued Aadhar Card. The original contractor has been
cancelled and a new one has to be appointed. So, it is not possible to make the
Aadhar number mandatory for Meghalaya. I would request the Minister to look
into this matter and issue a separate notification for Meghalaya on this issue.

Secondly, there is a proposal for merging seven tribunals. I do not know
the rationale behind replacing certain tribunals. For example, the TDSAT may not
have the expertise to adjudicate the matters related to the pricing of airport
services. Similarly, it is unclear if the NCLAT which deals with the matters
related to company disputes and governance will have the expertise to deal with
matters related to anti-competitive practices which are currently managed by the
Competition Appellate Tribunal. Therefore, I would request the minister to
explain as to why this has been done and that too at the last moment.

Another issue is regarding donation to the charitable institutions. More
than 10,000 FCRA have been cancelled by the Government. Many of these NGOs
belong to Christian minority. One of the main NGOs is the Compassionate
Internationals which has more than 547 centres all over India and more than 1.5
lakh students, who have been sponsored by the NGOs, will now suffer because of
the cancellation of FCRA. The FCRA of Catholic Bishops’ Conference of India
has been cancelled for small reasons. You have given the slogan of ‘sab ka sath
sab ka vikas’ but I think there is something behind the cancellation of this NGO. 1
would request you to look into the matter and not to harass all these people for
small-small mistakes.

There is a provision of search and seizure. You have been giving broad,

sweeping powers that too without accountability to the tax men. This provision is
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very dangerous in terms of the tax men who have a free will to go wherever they
want without any accountability. So, I think the Minister should look into it.
There are always various restrictions on the taxman for search and seizure. So, I
think suddenly giving them so much power may have problem in the future.

SHRIMATI BUTTA RENUKA (KURNOOL): Madam Speaker, we welcome the
demonetisation move but I need to draw the attention of the Government to the
difficulties being faced by the general public due to cash shortage, especially in
Andhra Pradesh and Telangana States.

There is no cash available in many of the ATMs in Hyderabad and other
centres. Even those who visit banks for withdrawing cash are not given cash
stating that there is no cash. The agricultural labour, construction workers, and
those in unorganised sector are the worst affected as they are not being paid daily

wages due to shortage of cash.
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Though the people of this country have sacrificed a lot in the process of
demonetisation, the Government should ensure that people are not put to any more
difficulties. I request the Government to take immediate steps to deploy adequate
cash so that the problem can be mitigated.
