SHRIMATI HEMAMALINI : Madam Speaker, I thank you very much for the

time given to me. It is a very important matter.

Are there any advanced diagnostic tests available in the country to rule out
such disorders at the time of conception? Can this genetic test be made mandatory
so that a lot of these disorders can be detected during the early stage of pregnancy?
HON. SPEKAER: Please ask one question only. You will get another chance.
SHRIMATI HEMAMALINI : It is one and the same.

I hear a lot of news that children are born with these kinds of defects

especially in rural areas @ TR ¥ BTG, SRES IS SHTEI TR VAT <@ | 3MAT &

But people are not aware about it. With regard to Pre-Implantation Genetic
Diagnostic Test, what is the cost and are people aware of such test? What is the
Government’s take on this?

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Madam, as far as gene therapy and gene tests
are concerned, research is still going on and accordingly, we are mostly engaged
in counseling part rather than the therapy part.

As far as the tests are concerned, the facility is available only in All India

Institute of Medical Sciences and in NIMHANS and 522 tests have been done and
293 tests have been done in NIMHANS. This is a very high quality test which we
have to undergo and we are trying to see to it that how far it is possible. But
counseling part has been started in many Central Hospitals where we are doing it.
SHRIMATI HEMAMALINI : What efforts are being made by ICMR in the field
of PGD Test and to make such test cost effective that the common masses of this
country can avail of it? How long will they take to produce these diagnostic kits
for the PGD Test?
SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Madam, it is a continuous process. A
programme has been taken up in All India Institute of Medical Sciences in
collaboration with Institute of Genomics and Integration Biology led by CSIR and
NIMHANS. All three of them are working together on this.
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As far as the tests are concerned, at this point of time we have got certain

tests which we are doing. But continuous research is going on and as we come up
with something, we will be going forward in this direction.
DR. RATNA DE (NAG) : Madam Speaker, neurological and neurogenetic
disorder is one of the greatest threats to public health. Unless immediate action is
taken, neurological and neurogenetic burden is expected to become more serious
and unmanageable.

What initiative has been taken by the hon. Minister to deliver affordable
diagnostic test and treatment to the Indian urban and rural communities for a better
quality of life?

HON. SPEAKER: He has answered it.

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Madam, her question can be divided into two
parts. If it is about the mental issue, then the answer is, ‘yes, we do counseling’.
That is part 1. Part 2, when we find such cases, we try to diagnose and give them
the treatment and the therapy what we are able to do.

But as far as the general health of the child is concerned, right from the
conception period to the delivery period, till the child becomes the adolescent, we
call it a life cycle approach, which we have developed. Under that life cycle
approach, we give them treatment — antenatal treatment, postnatal treatment,
vaccination, supplementation of iron and folic acid — so that the adolescent gets
the best treatment. We also fight out the malnutrition.

DR. A. SAMPATH : Madam, in today’s Question List, out of the 20 questions,
eight relate to the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare.

HON. SPEAKER: Yes. It is a good thing.

DR. A. SAMPATH : Yes, we are very much concerned about the health issues.
HON. SPEAKER: Under Rule 193 also, we have been discussing SDGs relating to
Healthcare. So, it is a very good gesture.

DR. A. SAMPATH : Madam Speaker, I would like to express my sincere thanks

to my learned friend, Shrimati Hema Malini-ji for asking this Question. When we
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speak of health, we speak about the physical health. But what about the mental
health of the patient? Why I am asking such a question is that in many of the
hospitals, when a patient undergoes a surgery specially the neurosurgery; or
sometimes, some women may undergo some surgery, all these cause the patient
severe mental pain. We know that before the surgery, there is a fear psychosis in
the mind of the patient and some psychological problems may arise to the patient.
After the surgery, we come across that many of the patients undergo severe
physical strain as well as psychological strain. With the result, mental depression
also happens to them.

So, I would like to ask the hon. Minister whether the Government of India
would take initiatives for appointing the adequate number of clinical
psychologists. Psychology is something different from psychiatry; and clinical
psychology is something different from the counseling. The hon. Minister also
knows it very well.

So, whether the Government of India can take such an initiative for the
appointment of sufficient number of clinical psychologists in the hospitals where
the surgeries are also being undertaking for the patients.

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Madam, as far as the counseling part is
concerned, we do it.

As far as the counselors that he has talked about, are concerned, we have no
such proposals. But recently, we have come up with a new Mental Health Policy
and we are making it patient-centric. We are trying to see to it. But that is a
different thing altogether.

As far as the hospitals are concerned, we do not have such positions. It is
not under consideration also.

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Yes, Madam.
HON. SPEAKER: Thank you.
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(Q. 423)
HON. SPEAKER: Mr. N.K. Premchandran. Today, you have got this Question

listed in your name.
SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : Thank you.

Madam, every year, 38 million people die due to non-communicable
diseases. It is surprising to note that 16 million people death occur before the age
of 70; and 82 per cent of these premature deaths is reported from low and middle-
income groups. That means, poverty is closely linked to non-communicable
diseases.

Madam, in India, 2.7 million people die due to non-communicable disease
and 1.4 million people die due to communicable diseases. So, the surge of non-
communicable diseases is a threat to progress towards the UN Million
Development Goals, and also the Sustainable Development Goals, which is being
discussed in this House since yesterday on the initiative of the Madam Speaker.

So, at this juncture, I would like to inform the hon. Minister that most of the
communicable diseases, which had already been eradicated totally, are coming
back. The example is Malaria and other related diseases.

One point, which may be noted is that when we are discussing about the
Sustainable Development Goals, particularly, in relation to health aspect, that is,
Health to All, six to seven per cent of the GDP of the world’s developed countries
is being used and spent on the health sector. Unfortunately, in India — hon. Finance
Minister is also here — we are spending one per cent of the total GDP towards
health sector. By 2025, we are planning to have it at 2.5 per cent.

Therefore, I would like to know from the hon. Minister whether the
Government will take initiative or make a plan so as to have, at least, three per
cent of the GDP be spent in the field of health sector so that the health issues can

be addressed in a proper way.
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SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Madam, we have a very comprehensive
Health Policy. In our Health Policy of 2017, as I told earlier, the focus is from
sick care to wellness; to its preventive part. As far as communicable and non-
communicable diseases are concerned, we are taking all steps to see that
prevention takes place. Shri Premachandran ji has mentioned about Malaria,
Tuberculosis and HIV. I may inform him that we have brought them to an arrest
and now it is going towards the reverse position. This is what we have done. We
are doing accordingly within the targets of MDGs. We are strategizing for the
SDGs to do it.

In the New Health Policy, we have kept a provision that 2.5 per cent of the
GDP will be spent on health. It will be done till 2025. It is a gradual process.
Here, I would like to suggest that just by saying that the budget should three per
cent or six per cent is not enough. As I told you earlier, there is no dearth of fund
as far as the health sector is concerned. This year there is an increase of 27.7 per
cent in the health sector and more than Rs. 10,000 crore have been added in this
sector. The reason is that we have been successful in the last two years to see to it
that the real expenditure is more than the budget expenditure. Whatever we have
targeted we achieved it. The capacity of the states to spend the budget has to be
increased. Health being a State Subject, the States has to see to it that they keep it
as a priority sector. Secondly, after the 14™ Finance Commission, the tax
devolution to the states has increased from 32 per cent to 42 per cent. So, the
states are also to add into the budget. As far as the budget is concerned, ultimately,
it is going to be spent on health in states.
SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : My second supplementary is regarding non-
communicable diseases. The major cause of non-communicable diseases is the
change in lifestyle and other environmental factors. We are addressing the
complications due to change in lifestyle. There is no proper strategy to prevent it
at the primordial stage. So, we are focusing on curing them at the tertiary stage by

constructing super specialty hospitals and giving insurance and other amenities to
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the patients. I would request the Government to kindly see that the incidence of
cancer is increasing like anything. We are addressing it at the tertiary stage.

Therefore, my question to the hon. Minister is this. In the case of
increasing incidence of cancer, not much attention is being paid for having
research and development to find out the cause of cancer and to address this issue.
It is part ‘a’ of my second supplementary.

The next part of my supplementary is that there is a proposal from the
Government of Kerela. The Government of India has assured the Government of
Kerala that AIIMS will be provided to the State of Kerala. I would like to know
from the Government whether that promise will be fulfilled in the next year or in
the immediate future.

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Madam, as far as the non-communicable
diseases are concerned, of course, to address it at the curative stage, we are
spending a lot on cancer under the National Cancer Control Programme. What we
have done is that we are opening 20 State Cancer Institutes and spending
approximately Rs. 150 crore on each Cancer Institute. We are opening two
National Cancer Centres. One is at Jhajhar where we are spending more than Rs.
2,500 crore and it will be operational within one-and-a-half years or two years. It
has got the capacity of 800 beds with most ultra modern facilities. That is being
done in Jhajhar. Secondly, we are also working on our second campus at
Chittaranjan National Cancer Institute, Kolkata, where an amount of Rs. 500 crore
is being spent.... (Interruptions) Subject to correction, the State of Kerala is
getting one State Cancer Institute and one or two tertiary cancer centres. We are
working on them. This is what we are doing for cancer. But for the preventive
part, I would like to say that what we have introduced and we do not want to
burden the students. We have made very pictorial booklets which are in multi
languages and in all different regional languages wherein through pictures we
want to tell the students what is a healthy lifestyle, what we should eat, what we

should not eat, what should be our weight according to the height, what habits we
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should develop, what habits we should not develop. So, this is what we are doing
in the preventive part to catch them young. The students should be told what is
obesity, what weight they should have and what lifestyle they should adhere to.
This is what we are doing.

As far as AIIMS is concerned, the Government of India, the Health
Department is committed for opening AIIMS in every State and we are going in a
phased manner. Certainly, Kerala is also under consideration.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL: Thank you, Madam Speaker. The communicable
diseases which had been eradicated earlier are coming back; we are already told
that.

ASHA workers are doing very good job in the area of giving awareness to
the patients. But, their remuneration is extremely small. When we talk to them,
their complaint is that their grievance has not been addressed by the Government
of India.

Therefore, my suggestion is this. Curing diseases and giving medicines is
one thing, but to give sufficient publicity for these diseases should be a must.
ASHA workers can do a major work in that area. 1 would like to know whether
the Minister is thinking about enhancing the allowances of ASHA workers.

I have one more question, Madam. Thank you very much for giving
PMSSY. In the UPA period, we started PMSSY. The progress of work has been
very slow. I would like to know whether the Ministry is looking into the progress
of PMSSY in the medical colleges, especially of the Alappuzha Medical College.
SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: As far as the ASHA workers are concerned,
the Accredited Social Health Activities are doing very good job. Our indicators
are improving and they have got a much role to play. Certainly, as far as their
allowances are concerned, it is a continuous process which we have taken.
According to their work, we are increasing them from time to time. We are

concerned about it and we have also asked the States to see to it that they should
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also supplement as far as the allowances are concerned. But we are doing it and it
is a continuous process which is to be taken.

SHRI SIRAJUDDIN AJMAL : Thank you very much, Madam. The community
health care running under the Government institutions in rural India is in a pathetic
condition. We have seen that Dhubri, Barpeta, Karimganj and all other districts of
Assam, there are no doctors in the hospitals. Even drinking water in places like
Barpeta, Jamunamukh has got arsenic and fluoride which is the basic necessity of
life. I would like to request the hon. Minister to kindly let me know whether the
Government has any mechanism for periodic assessment of these health centres.
Secondly, I would like to know whether the Government has any plans to set up
more primary health centres in these rural areas.

Madam, I would like to give a good suggestion to the hon. Minister. We
run a hospital in Assam in Hojai. It is one of the biggest rural hospitals of South
East Asia. Now, I think, if the Government wants, we can do something jointly as
a joint venture. We have got a 325-bed hospital, one of the best international
standard hospitals and we can come together with the Government with whatever
help is required. We also have three satellite hospitals in Assam catering to the
needs of various places in Assam. If we can be of any help to the Government in
running these health centres in a better way, our services are there. Thank you.
SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Madam, as far as the quality assurance is
concerned, the management and other things are with the State and they see to it.
They have to take care. But what we have done is that we have developed a
programme which is called “National Quality Assurance Programme for PHCs
and CHCs” where we examine them, we give the report to the States and see to it
that whatever financial and technical support that they need, that can be given. As
far as the joint venture part is concerned, it should come through the State, then
only we can examine it.

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: As far as AIIMS is concerned, it is under
active consideration. It is being actively considered.

As far as the ASHA workers are concerned, I told already that it is a

continuous process which is going on and the States should also substitute.

SHRI BAIJAYANT JAY PANDA : Madam, in a country of our size and

population, adoptions are relatively low, although they are increasing. The rules
and regulations often get in the way. So, I commend the hon. Minister for pointing
out that she will take steps, but when it comes to children with disabilities and
special needs, then the hurdle becomes even more. The number of such children
that get a home to grow up in, in our country, is very low.

So, I would like to ask the hon. Minister whether she will consider not just

streamlining the laws for adoption of children with special needs but also consider
providing some incentives because these children have extra expenses associated
expenses associated for families who take them on. They will require, sometimes,
some treatment, some gadgets or some special programmes. Will she consider
coming up with incentives? Even if it is not a financial incentive, at least she may
consider to have a programme to give honour and recognition to those families
who adopt and take care of children with special needs.

DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE: Madam, through you, I would like to

inform the House that more than 8 lakh acre land is under MoD, especially for the
services i.e., Army, Air Force and Navy. During that acquisition, the laws which
were applicable at that particular time, according to which, the State Government
authorities and the collectorate worked out the compensation to be given to the
farmers.

DR. HEENA VIJAYKUMAR GAVIT : Madam, despite making gains in the child

stunting in the past few years, the overall nutrition related performance of India
remains dismal and it is a cause of worry. Madam, today malnutrition affected
children, if we see, are almost 70 per cent among the school going children. One
of the reasons for this is lack of true implementation of schemes like ICDS, Mid-
day Meals which have heavy leakages and which are not duly targeted. The
Second reason is non-availability of good nutrition due to poverty. The third
reason is lack of awareness among the people about balanced diet. The fourth
reason is lack of hygiene and sanitation which is leading to different diseases
among the children. The last reason is poor coordination in various schemes of the
Government.

When we talk of malnutrition and addressing malnutrition, it involves
different Ministries. It is not only Health Ministry, but also the Women and Child
Ministry, the Education Ministry, and the Food and Civil Supply Ministry and
because of lack of coordination in all these Ministries, till date, we are not able to
solve this issue of malnutrition.

Madam, through you I would like to know from the hon. Minister whether
there is any plan in the Government to make any National Nutrition Mission
which can involve all these Ministries in implementation part and fight for
malnutrition in the country.

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: The concern of the hon. Member is very
correct. We have been taking up various programmes. The issue of coordination
has to be addressed which we are trying to do but, at this point of time, there is no
consideration of making a National Nutrition Mission or something. But, yes,
better coordination has to be done.

DR. HEENA VIJAYKUMAR GAVIT : Madam, I think it is very important that

there should be a National Nutrition Mission and I would request the hon. Minister
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that if there is no such plan, then the Government should plan for the National
Nutrition Mission in the country.

Madam, I represent Nandurbar constituency which is a tribal constituency.
If we see malnutrition, it is mostly in the tribal areas in the country. In my
constituency, there is also malnutrition. While studying of ‘why there is
malnutrition in the tribal areas’, one thing which has been highlighted which I
have also seen in my constituency is that both the mother and father go to work in
the field as labourers and there is nobody to feed the child at home.

In our country, in Chhattisgarh, in Bilaspur District, which is again a tribal
district, this issue of malnutrition has been solved by providing créche facilities in
the villages. Here, the children are left in the créche and there is somebody to feed
the child the whole day.

Today, the Government of India has initiated the Skill Development
Ministry. I would like to ask the hon. Minister, through you, whether it is possible
that creche facility is provided at different villages in the tribal areas, where
children can be left and they can be fed, at least, four to five times a day.

Secondly, if these pregnant and lactating mother can be given some skill
training at that créche level, the mother can feed the child at the same place.

SHRIMATI KOTHAPALLI GEETHA : Thank you, Madam Speaker, for giving
me this opportunity.

This is regarding a very important issue of malnutrition and children in the
tribal areas are suffering from not only malnutrition but also they are anaemic.
Due to bloodlessness, they are suffering from vector borne diseases and they are
subject to many other diseases.

Is the Government contemplating a programme for the children to provide
medicines which will address the issues of anaemia and also provide vitamin
tablets to the children as they are living in rural and tribal areas? I wish to know
from the hon. Minister whether the Government is contemplating, through
NRHM, any programme for the children in rural areas.

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Madam, I share the concern of the hon.
Member, but I would like to also enlighten that please do see to it that the State
Governments utilize the programmes undertaken by the Ministry of Health and
Family Welfare for preventive part. We give them iron and folic acid right from
the pregnancy till the delivery, and after the child is born to the child also till the
child reaches adolescent age. All types of screening are being done. So, it is for the
State Government to see that they utilize the programmes undertaken by the

Ministry. As far as technical and financial support for medicines are concerned,
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we have got a weekly iron and folic supplementation programme where we give
them to the children, to the lactating mothers, and even after the delivery to the
mother for a specified amount of time. We give them all such supplementation and

we will carry forward with that.

(ii) Re: Reported death of civilians during a counter
insurgency operation in Jammu and Kashmir.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, last year, I had
accompanied the hon. Home Minister in an all Party Delegation to Jammu and
Kashmir. Now, the situation in Kashmir is so grave. I think the hon. Minister
should step in again.

The Jammu and Kashmir police chief on Thursday asked the youth to desist
from the practice of storming encounter sites to pelt stones at the security forces
during raging gun battles with terrorists. He described the practice as tantamount
to committing suicides. In the encounter, even the security forces take cover of
bullet proof vehicles or a house. The Youth coming to encounter sites are
committing suicides. The Director General of Police, Shri S.P. Vaid told reporters
while appealing to the youth to stay at home during encounters.

He further added:

“A bullet does not see who is coming and who it will hit. So my

appeal to all these young men is, as in the past, they should remain

in their homes and not come to the site of the encounter. Of course

stone pelting is not desirable at all.”

I would also repeat this appeal to the youth not to come to encounter sites.
He was addressing reporters here two days after three civilian protesters were
killed in central Kashmir's Chadoora pocket when they indulged in stone pelting
during a counter-insurgency operation in a bid to help a holed-up terrorist flee.
More than 60 security personnel were injured in the stone pelting by the youth and
at least 30 protesters were hurt in the firing of bullets and pellet guns by the
security forces to protect themselves from the enraged mob. The DG said that the
youth were being misled and misused by elements inimical to peace in the valley

for their short term political gains.
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The situation is grave and serious and I would like the Home Ministry to
step in.

Jinnah House which was
originally called the South Court was taken over by the Government and declared
Evacuee Property in 1949. Lakhs of rupees are being spent for maintenance of this
building by the Public Works Department of Maharashtra. After the Parliament
passed the Enemy Property Act, Jinnah House is now the property of the Indian
Government.

Sir, through you, I would like to request the Government that the structure
of Jinnah House should be demolished and a Freedom Fighter Memorial should be
built in its place and this memorial should exhibit the glorious history of India.

FOOTWEAR DESIGN AND DEVELOPMENT
INSTITUTE BILL, 2017 ... Contd.

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE MINISTRY OF COMMERCE AND
INDUSTRY (SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN): I beg to move :

“That the Bill to establish and declare the Footwear Design and
Development Institute as an institution of national importance for the
promotion and development of quality and excellence in education,
research and training in all disciplines relating to footwear and
leather products design and development and for matters connected
therewith or incidental thereto be taken into consideration.”

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN : Thank you, Sir.

As many of the hon. Members will be aware, the Footwear Design and
Development Institute was established in 1986. The objective of this Institute was
very clearly to expand the activities of the leather industry and give it the
necessary impetus by providing an institution, which can give design and
suggestions, and also build the capability among people who will be the essential
skilled workforce for the leather industry.

The campuses were set up and, today, we have seven of them doing
extremely well from the point of view of providing skills and a Diploma at the end
of the course, and based on which you have students qualifying for design and
development of leather and leather goods. It is not just footwear, but leather-based

other accessories and professional wear that can be produced.
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Now, this set of institutions, which are seven all across the country, have
been doing exemplary work and the students have been given good opportunity
and they have been recruited through campus recruitments for very good
assignments in leather-related industry. The courses are wide and varied. They
look at retail marketing capabilities; they look at technology development; and
they look at tools and implements, which are required for production of leather-
based commodities. The course has had a wide base as a result of which the course
itself is considered to be a very comprehensive one.

Today, we are here to put it to the consideration of the hon. Members and,
through you, I would like to state that the hon. Members consider providing
institute of national importance stature for this set of institutions, which are at the
moment in seven different places.

Together with it, there are more than 40 training centres, which are all over
the country, which prepare trainers who can train students in different institutions
about the art of treating leather and leather being used as a raw-material for
production of certain goods whether they are footwear, jackets, wallets, belts or
any other accessory. Together with the institution, we also have training centres,
which have state-of-the-art facility in training trainers who can then go into the
market and help in building capacities.

I would like to quickly draw the attention of the Members about its
curricular capability. It was initially running courses by itself and later got
affiliated to the Indira Gandhi National Open University.

Now, the institutions are present all over the country as I said. Only a
national university could certify courses. However, although the Indira Gandhi
National Open University was giving the degrees, these courses are in sifu courses,
in the sense that they are classroom-based courses in the campuses in which they

are held. In 2012, for some reason, the Indira Gandhi National Open University
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said that it could no longer provide the certification and the degrees for these
students because they can only now do distance education and could not provide
for classroom based courses, and without adequate notice, that certification
process attached to the IGNOU was stopped.

The FDDI, at that time, keeping the developed exigency in mind, put a
tender call to see if there would be any university which can affiliate the FDDI
and, on the basis of the advertisement, shortlisted a set of universities. At the end
of the day, Mewar University in Rajasthan agreed to get the FDDI associated and
affiliated to itself and start providing the certification. Unfortunately, although this
had happened in 2012, by 2014, the University Grants Commission came to see
the development and said that it was completely untenable because as a university,
Mewar, which was located in Rajasthan, could at best only deal with institutions
which are located in Rajasthan and not certify courses which are being held in
different institutions all over the country. Since then, there has been an attempt in
2014. Our Prime Minister placed a lot of emphasis on skill development and
looked at the potential that this FDDI had. We did not want the students to suffer.
From then, the attempt from the Prime Minister’s Office and from us has been to
see as to what will be the way in which we can get these students a certification
from a proper university. We even tried looking at the prospects of getting them a
deemed university status if that was workable. Having tried several of these, we
have now realised that the only way in which the stature of the institution can be
kept up and also the curriculum content could be maintained at the level, as it is, is
completely self-financing set of courses.

The only way in which we thought the course content and the level at
which this institution can function can be maintained is by seeking Parliament’s
approval to give it the stature of the institute of national importance. That is why

we are here before you recognising the importance of skill component that this
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institution offers not just through the existing seven, there are five of them more to
come, new ones to come. Other than these campuses, there are centres through
which skill development courses are being conducted, as I said, for the trainers
based on the importance of skill development and job opportunity creation.

It is submitted to the consideration of the hon. Members that this Bill
seeking Parliament’s approval to give FDDI the stature of national importance is
favourably considered by all the hon. Members and the matter is taken favourably.
Thank you.

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DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR): Sir, I thank you
for giving me permission to speak on this Bill. I welcome the Footwear Design
and Development Institute Bill, 2017. I am very glad with this initiative of the
ever-like Minister to give authentication to such an Institution so far as degrees
and diplomas are concerned.

Footwear, other leather and allied materials make bags, wallets, briefcases,
accessories used in automobiles, furniture, interior decoration are widely used in
modern life. These are widely traded commodities globally. The first keyword in
the Bill is ‘design’. The design, material and make tell about status, style, position
and profession of a person and establishment. Therefore, it is very important.
Proper fitting, as already narrated by my colleague, design and sole material and
made to fit is essential to keep gait, figure, orthopaedic requirement and so on.

Cinderella was identified by shoes. So, they are people’s identity also. In a
saddest story in the history of Bengal and India, Nawab Sirajuddulah while fleeing
in a boat from Bhagwangola, he was in disguise but because he could not part with
his shoes, the spy boat man identified him. He was captured and the British got
entry to India.

Presently, trend of leather interior furniture, fashion dresses and articles
have increased. The scope of footwear and leather designing is becoming popular
all over the world. On the health sector, besides designing for orthopaedic uses in
different shapes, shoes prevents some contaminated disease. It is a very simple
disease but it is dangerous. It is called hook worm and other worm infestation. It
is caused due to open defecation, which is a major cause of anaemia in our rural
population. The worm goes via foot sole to blood. In pre-toilet era under NRHM
programme, Tamil Nadu, West Bengal and many other States supplied hawai
chappals to villagers and BPL category public to prevent them from this disease.

This simple solution of safeguarding foot from soils and dirt was also narrated
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long back in "Juta Abiskar" (Discovery of Shoe) satire poem of Rabindranath
Tagrore.

The second key point is 'development' which means research and
innovation of newer models, research and invention of newer alternatives as it 1s
very much necessary in the present context of our political situation. Indian leather
and allied industry has scope of growth in terms of local consumption as well as
global export. In global perspective, China is number one; Italy in second and
India is in the fifth position. In matters of raw material, local consumption as well
as export, in China everything is good and that is why it is in first position. India
also has enormous scope of improving leather industry because we can get the
materials. But for some reason or the other, it may be stopped in near future. India
is shifting from mere raw material to value added exports also. Local consumption
is also increasing. There is every scope for this leather industry to flourish and it is
very valuable for Indian economy. But I do not know how much we can do in the
present situation. India shares about 12.2 per cent of global export and in coming
years it will be much more if we try and do not put any barriers in the production
of raw materials. Major share of export goes to US, then UK (12.24%) and then
Germany. In export, footwear contributes about 47 per cent, in accessories it
contributes about 23 per cent and in finished products, its contribution is about 18
per cent and in garments it is 9 per cent of the total exports. But at this juncture,
the footwear export is little less. The per capita footwear use has also increased. In
India, Kolkata holds second position in India in production as well as exports.
Twenty-five per cent of tanning is done in Kolkata and fifty per cent of finished
leather goods of India are exported from Kolkata.

Footwear and leather industry plays a vital role in Indian economy. Besides
export, this industry is mostly labour intensive and it has huge scope for youth
employment, especially when they will be skilled labour, under supervision of
qualified administrators. In leather industry, there are quite a good number of

women folk who are, as has already been mentioned by Shrimati Ranjit Ranjan,
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mostly in the unorganised sector. They do the basic work at home. They may be
women as also men. Previously, in Kolkata, there were many Chinese workmen
who were very good but now they have all left. They help in finished product
preparation. So, this is an industry which has immense scope for women
empowerment. I do not know how much will the establishment of this Institute
help in doing that. I will come to that later. That is why there is a question about
the present institution whether it is an institution of national importance or not.

Yes, this could be, but with some policy changes.

15.28 hours (Shri Anandrao Adsul in the Chair)

This Bill is very relevant in this context. It deals with an establishment of
an institution for education, research and innovation with modern techniques as
regards footwear and other leather products. Clause one is regarding title of the
Bill. I wonder why it only has the name “footwear’. There are other allied subjects
also. I would like to know whether instead of “footwear’ alone, other articles like
leather and other allied articles will be incorporated in the Title of the Bill. The
Bill is regarding establishment of an educational institution to uplift the footwear
and leather industry to a national and international standard. We are hoping for
more and more.

The directive body, as has been said, will have a Governing Council with
Chairman, Managing Director and such persons who are all footwear and leather
technology experts. I also agree with Shrimati Ranjit Ranjan that why should
industrialists be there in the Governing Council? It is because that may create a
problem and it might get directed the other way round and instead of youth
employment, it might enrich the pocket of some other people. The Bill deals with
formation, running, remuneration, tenure and status of the Council. Of course, the
central controlling authority will be Govt. of India. Study and working courses
will be determined and decided by the Council. The courses are about designing,

making, research and other things. But this leather institution under LDC was
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already in existence but they have no power to confer a degree or diploma to
authenticate their expert knowledge. Through this Bill, we are trying to give some
degrees.

My question is, what the hell will it do giving diploma degrees to these
fellows? Where will they be employed exactly? It is not clear in my mind. Maybe,
the hon. Minister will guide me on this point.

Our worry is about actually what is needed. The Centre should be involved
with the Skill Development Centers so that smaller productions and smaller
tanning institutions will employ skilled persons resulting in more growth.

Relation among the branches is not clear. There are several branches. What
is the relationship between inter-branches? How will you recruit students and how
will you recruit teachers? What is the qualification of the teachers? These are not
clear in this Bill. How will they be able to bear the tuition fees? What about
promotion of skilled workers through these institutions?

We want to establish small factories or big factories. You know that in
Kolkata or Kolhapur there were factories. Bata Shoe Company and Khadims are
famous all over the country. How can this be utilized and how will man power be

given to them through this Bill? These are my questions.

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PRIVATE MEMBERS' RESOLUTION
Steps to ensure welfare of Employees Provident Fund Pensioners....Contd.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: The House will now take up Private Members Resolution
regarding the steps to ensure welfare of Employees Provident Fund pensioners.

Shri Ajay Mishra Teni may speak now.
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DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR): Thank you,
Chairman, Sir, for giving me the opportunity to speak on this Bill.

I will start from the last point of the Resolution. My previous honoured
colleague has said that the Employees’ Pension Scheme, 1995 should be extended
to some other places and it should not only be restricted to the unorganized sector.

It should be there, but before that there are various other places where even the
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Government employees or Government-related employees do not get pension. One
such place is the Post Office where the casual workers over there do hard work,
but they have not got any pension scheme to be offered to them.

Similarly, I would like to mention about the unorganized sector like the zari
workers in West Bengal. There are plenty of women folk who are working day
and night doing zari work and making sarees, dresses and suits. They are also
workers who are earning minimum wages. The beedi workers have also not got
any pension scheme. There should be some provision for them also.

Of course, as regards the penultimate point of the Resolution, which states
that : “Revise the whole Employees’ Pension Scheme, 1995 on the basis of past
experience”, we all know that every 10-12 years the situation changes including
the monetary conditions. Why should the pension scheme be all along having age-
old things? It should be revised in a certain period of time. This is my point.

16.24 hours (Shri Hukmdeo Narayan Yadav in the Chair)

As such, pension is a welfare policy. So, there should be provision of
minimum pension, which should be suitable and that also should be revised every
10 years, 15 years or 20 years. | am agreeing with the Resolution as taken by Shri
Premachandran ji.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): I do not know whether it has
come to the notice of Madam that during the course of the discussion of this
Private Member’s Resolution, the hon. Minister and the PF Organisation have
given two years weightage. I am very thankful to the Minister and the
Government. Last week, on 23rd, when this Resolution was taken up for
discussion, on the same day the Government issued an order and the PF
Commissioner also issued an order by which those who are having salary more
than the ceiling limit are entitled to pay the rest of the amount of the contribution
and are entitled for full pension. Two orders have been issued and they come
within the purview of my Resolution which has already been discussed in this

House.
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Yesterday, the PF Trust Board had a meeting in which very fundamental
decisions have been taken. It is to my knowledge that some decisions have been
taken. I would like to know from the hon. Minister whether this is also in the
Resolution because when we are discussing the PF Resolution and Employees’
Pension Scheme Resolution, some decisions are taken. Would the Minister like to
clarify whether any decision has been taken in respect of extending the ESI benefit
to the PF pensioners as well as extending the Scheme to some other set of workers
like ASHA workers and some other sectors? It will be good for the discussion.
THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE MINISTRY OF LABOUR AND
EMPLOYMENT (SHRI BANDARU DATTATREYA): Sir, this much
clarification I can give. As Shri Premachandran ji raised these two important
issues. I had clarified one issue which he recently asked in Parliament. We have
positively responded.

Now, regarding the pensioners, we are going to give pensioners benefit
under the ESIC to those who are retired pensioners as ESIC is giving its retired
IPs. We are also providing all medical services to the retired pensioners.

DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA : Another point is ‘medical benefits’. As the hon.
Minister has already said, he has decided to do that. So, I welcome it and thank the
hon. Minister.

SHRI BANDARU DATTATREY A: 58 lakh pensioners will be benefited.

DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA : There is another point. The insured payment of
full pension is given to the pensioner as per Employees’ Pension Scheme 1995
after realization of full amount of commuted pension from the pensioners. I am
also agreeing with that. The increase in minimum pension up to Rs. 3000 should
not be stuck to Rs. 3000 only. It should have a provision to increase it from time to
time as it requires.

Regarding housing facility, it should be for the lower level pensioners.
They should be provided with the housing facility. Pensioners above certain limits,

like somebody is getting a pension of Rs. 20,000 or Rs. 30,000, that means he
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already has got some provision and he can make the house. What about those with
an income of Rs. 3,000, Rs. 5,000 or Rs. 6,000? There should be a scheme for
providing housing facilities to them. So far as restoring the benefit of commutation
and return of capital to the Employees’ Provident Fund are concerned, I think they
are genuine claims, which the Minister should look into. Thank you.
