SHRI JOSE K. MANI : Madam Speaker, in the answer, the hon. Minister has
stated, “As far as the Department of Heavy Industry is concerned, the units having
profitability potential are supported to improve their performance”.

The Public Sector Undertaking, the Hindustan Newsprint Limited in my
constituency is making profit since 1982, right from its inception, except for three
years in which it incurred loss.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR : Madam Speaker, the Minister’s response sidesteps

the question that there is an undeclared environmental emergency around the
Vellayani Lake. It is the largest freshwater lake in my constituency, and indeed, in
all of the Thiruvananthapuram district, which is vital to the drinking water
requirements of the people I represent.

In 1926, it spanned 750 hectares, today, it is drastically reduced to a mere
480 acres. This is a very serious matter because a study conducted by the Kerala
Agriculture University has predicted a gap of 1,268 billion liters between supply
and demand by 2021 but in fact, the hardship of 2021 has already arrived in 2016.
We are now at a crisis point. The Minister’s answer, I am really sorry to say, does
not take into account the pollution from urban and agricultural sources, the poor
conservation, sand mining, illegal encroachment and unauthorized construction.
This is a major crisis. It is an environmental issue. The Supreme Court has been
ruling about the importance of how water is fundamental to life. In these
circumstances, I really would like to know what the Environment Ministry could
do to assist in solving this critical situation.
SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: I appreciate the concerns raised because this
Vellayani Lake which is near to Thiruvananthapuram, is an important lake. The
issue is that he has specifically asked about the Biodiversity Heritage Site under
the Biological Diversity Act, whether it has been decaled under the Act or not?
When [ was handling this Environment Portfolio, I had written to Shri Shashi
Tharoor on 27.10.2015 that the Biological Diversity Heritage spot has to be
declared by the State Government. It cannot be declared by the Central
Government. It has been rightly said that the said lake has now been reduced to
practically half. I have gone to Bengaluru and seen the situation of the lake. We
have a very Big Lake Development Programme. If there are lakes which are meant
for drinking water purposes, the Urban Development Ministry also helps. Under

the AMRUT, we have given assistance to many other lakes also. So, the Kerala
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Government has to send the proposals, which they have not sent. So, this is what
we have done.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR : Madam Speaker, I have requested for your permission
to ask the second supplementary in Malayalam. I understand that interpretation has
been arranged. I may be allowed to do so.

HON. SPEAKER: Yes.

"DR. SHASHI THAROOR : Minister sir, Kerala is known as Gods own country.
God has given us, 44 rivers and several lakes. But these rivers and lakes are
getting dried up. You know it is an environmental issue, that also involves
availability of potable water.

National sample survey N.S.S says that only 29.5% of our rural households
get potable water. I have already mentioned the environmental issue and the
urgent need to protect the biological wealth. But your answer, transfers all the
responsibilities on to the shoulders of the State Government. In what way can the
Central Government help us in this regard? How can you help the people of
Kerala, get potable water, and also protect the water bodies like the Vellayani
lake? Are you ready to extent help to our people in this regards? I am told that
there is a policy to offer grants worth 75 crores; and that has prompted me to raise
this question. You say that the onus lies with the State Government. If so what
help can we expect from the Central Government?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Madam, let me again state the fact that though
the Concept Note was moved by the State Biodiversity Authority, it has not come
through proper channel from the State Government. There is a proper procedure
for funding. We are eager to fund and we are doing it. I will cite you some
examples. In the case of Dal Lake in Kashmir, we have granted Rs. 300 crore.
What vitiates the lake water is the sewage which has to be treated. Atal Mission

for Rejuvenation and Urban Transformation (AMRUT) also provides money and

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we also provide money through the National Plan for Conservation of Aquatic
Ecosystems. So there are two or three Ministries which fund this. Even the
Ministry of Water Resources provides funds for protection of ponds where

agricultural purpose is served. In Nainital, we have provided Rs. 65 crore. &™ g1

we have provided Rs. 130 crore through other schemes also. But there is a method.
I can understand the anxiety and concern of the hon. Member for the lake. But he
has to please convince the State Government to follow the process and we will do
it.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : Madam Speaker, I want to ask a question.
HON. SPEAKER: Yes, but please ask only with reference to this Question.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : Yes Madam. I thank you very much for this
opportunity.

Like the Vellayani Lake, there is another lake called the Sasthamcotta Lake
which has been approved by the Ramsar Convention. This is also in the same
pathetic position and it is also dying. It is one of the major fresh water lakes in the
State of Kerala. Unfortunately it is not being protected. Many steps have been
taken by the Government of India. But unfortunately it has not become fruitful.

So, my question to the hon. Minister is whether any Centrally- Sponsored
Scheme will be implemented so as to protect the fresh water lake, namely the
Sasthamcotta Lake. I would also like to know whether there is any proposal to
have a National Wetland Conservation Authority which was pending during the
time of the UPA Government. What is the policy decision of the Government of
India regarding constitution of a National Wetland Conservation Authority so as to
protect the wetlands in our country?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Madam, wetland protection is a very important
area on which we are working. On the issue of this particular lake which the hon.

Member has mentioned, we will definitely get back to the hon. Member because
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this is not covered in this Question. But we will get back to the hon. Member on

the specific issue of that lake.

SHRI A. ARUNMOZHITHEVAN : Respected Madam Speaker, I would like to

know from the hon. Minister, the effective steps taken by the Union Government
to curb the custodial deaths in the country. The custodial deaths can be prevented
if the police stations are covered by CCTV cameras, which will enforce a fear
among the culprits involved in such crimes.

Therefore, I would like to know from the hon. Minister whether the

Government is considering to provide CCTV cameras, which would help in
further modernization of the police force.
SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: Madam, I have already answered partly, this particular
query. But let me be specific. In one particular case of Shri Dilip K. Basu versus
State of West Bengal and others, the Supreme Court had very categorically made
two direct observations and directions with regard to the question being asked by
the hon. Member. The first one is, ‘the State Government shall take steps to
install CCTV cameras in all the prisons in their respective States within a period of
one year from today, but not later than two years.” Secondly, ‘the State
Government shall also consider installation of CCTV cameras in police stations in
a phased manner depending upon the incidents of Human Rights violations
reported in such stations.’

That is why, the provisions are already made, and the Government of India,
Ministry of Home Affairs is also in touch with various State Governments. So,
through the National Human Rights Commission, and through the 25 States,
which have already established their State Human Rights Commission, things are
being monitored.

SHRI BAIJAYANT JAY PANDA : Madam, the hon. Minister has given a

detailed response about India’s obligations under the Montreal Protocol which has
recently been amended under the Kigali Agreement in Rwanda on global
warming. This regards to the restriction on hydrofluorocarbons.

My question is with regard to the baseline years with which we have to
restrict. The developed countries have to start restricting HFCs from the year
2011 onwards; China and similar countries have to start restricting them from
2020 onwards; and India has agreed to start restricting them from 2024 onwards,
in other words, only four years after China.

Madam Speaker, I would like to point out to the hon. Minister that there
was a time, back in 1980, when the Chinese and the Indian per capita income was
about the same but in the past 35 years, they have grown vastly more than us and
their economy is now five-and-a- half times bigger than India. In fact, today’s
Indian economy size is roughly where China’s economy was in about 1998. So,
we are almost 20 years behind them. My question to the hon. Minister is this. Is
only a four-years gap, after China starts restricting, good enough for us? Will we
have developed enough or will we have taken advantage of the existing
technologies enough? Or, is there a scope to further delay it to accommodate our
catching up in proportion to other countries?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: First, let me tell you that we had moved an
amendment on this. And after a lot of discussion, the world has come to a
conclusion because the Montreal Protocol in its earlier missions also was a
successful mission. So, what you are asking exactly is not just four-year gap than
China. The main principle is that there will be a ten-year gap with the common
but differentiated responsibility principle. Therefore, if you see the USA, their
freeze comes in 2011-2012-2013 and reduction starts in 2019. Our reduction
starts in 2032. So, there is a case that 10 per cent reduction in 2032, again 10 per
cent reduction in 2037, again 10 per cent reduction in 2042 and then by 85 per
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cent in 2047. So, it is 25 years’ period that we have already got. China’s baseline
starts in 2022. That is the period. The reduction starts in 2028. While India will
have 2024-2025-2026 baseline years, we start in 2030. So, we do not achieve 85
per cent reduction in four-years gap. There is a gap of nearly 14 years.

SHRI BAIJAYANT JAY PANDA : Madam, for my second supplementary, I
would like to ask a question with regard to the Multilateral Fund (MLF) that the
hon. Minister has referred to. It is supposed to give financial assistance to
countries and industries and places like India so that we can develop our
technology. But in the later section, he has pointed out that as far as the Indian
Government is concerned, we are not giving any specific financial assistance
except we are giving some rebate on customs duties and excise for equipment
connected to this industry. My question is this. When we are taking on global
responsibilities for example, on climate change, we are also investing heavily, for
example, on solar energy. Now, when we are taking on this obligation on
restricting hydrofluorocarbons which will affect our economy, should we also not
be giving much more incentives for the industry? How can our industry take
advantage of the Multilateral Funding? Is there any specific scope or Cell that
your Ministry will set up to assist our industry from getting advantage of this
global fund?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Earlier phase down had happened under the
Montreal Protocol. There was 100 per cent funding available from the developed
countries. The same continues today. So, it is the obligation of the developed
countries to finance through MLF and that will continue but again, what we have
decided, you see, in this alternative to HFC and HCFCs, is that we are talking
about two companies having real monopoly in the world’s scenario. So, what the
Indian Government has decided is that HFC alternative has to be developed under
mission innovation. We are using the India Innovation Fund for it. And the Indian
Chemical Institute of Chennai will develop that job. They have been asked to do

that job and we have also given on our own a helping hand. We are the first
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country to issue our industries not only a helping hand but we have directed
manufacturers of hydrochlorofluorocarbon HCFC-22 not to emit or HFC-23 in the
atmosphere and to incinerate HFC-23 using an efficient and proven technology
and that is why, we are doing research also. We are funding also. We will take
care of our industry but we care for nature also and we care for atmosphere and
greenhouse emission also.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri R. Dhruvanarayana is not there. Now, Shri P.D. Rai.

SHRI PREM DAS RAI : Madam, this particular Question is a very important one
and I thank the hon. Member, Panda Ji who had brought this particular Question.
Insofar as these international compacts and agreements are concerned, the basic
question that I would like to ask, through you, Madam, is this. Why are these
kinds of agreements not debated in Parliament? We do not have a ratification
process. Because it is so important that most of these compacts, including the
Climate Change Compact, actually go at the level of the Panchayats. It is affected
there. Therefore, an understanding of this kind of technical issues is also required
at the level of the people who are most affected by it. So, will the hon. Minister
please reply to this particular concern?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: As far as ratification is concerned, yes there
was a proposal moved by many Members earlier also that there should be
ratification. We have a system where the Cabinet takes the decision. But there is
no limit to discuss this issue in Parliament as we are discussing this today through
Questions. If anybody moves any other Motion, that can also happen. Therefore,
with the Cabinet approval, ratification happens but we are not barred from

discussing these issues.

Madam, UID is something which we are using as Aadhaar Card for human
beings, but UID is needed even for military equipments. As far as defence is
concerned, in the Army, the Navy and the Air Force, many equipments are
common and their inventory is very large. NATO standardized process has NSN
numbers. We do not use the numbers and standardization process is a problem. If
we use the Bureau’s methods of efficient management of inventory, we will
decrease our procurement by 30 per cent and we can move the things because we
go on buying and making purchases of equipments and parts which are already
available. So, people who have been working on this particular project need not be
shifted. The project should be completed and some senior people should be
involved so that we can manage the inventories better, reduce the cost of
procurement and have an efficient management of our procurement process.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, the
IPS Cadre strength of Odisha is 188, out of which 131 posts are meant for the
‘direct recruits’ and 57 posts are under the ‘promotion quota’ for promotion of
State Police Service Officers to the IPS Cadre. Out of 131 posts provided for the
‘direct recruits’, 112 officers are now in position with a shortfall of 19 officers. All
the 57 posts under the ‘promotion quota’ are lying vacant as the available State
Police Service Officers are not fulfilling the eligibility.

The concern here 1s out of 112 direct recruit officers available, 26 officers
are now on Central deputation, including one IPS officer who is on Inter-Cadre
deputation. Moreover, since there is no direct recruit from the Odisha Police
Cadre, we are unable to send more IPS officers of the State for adequate
representation in the Government of India.

The Government of Odisha has, therefore, requested the Union
Government to take urgent necessary steps to fill up the gap between ‘sanctioned’
and ‘actual’ strength of IPS officers allocated to the State. There is an urgent need
to allocate adequate number of young and energetic IPS officers to the State to

deal with the Maoist activities and to maintain law and order situation in the State.
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I would, therefore, urge upon the Union Government to accede to the
request of the State of Odisha at the earliest and also allocate adequate number of
IPS officers to the State of Odisha. Thank you.

SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Sir, this is regarding a concern over

setting up of a new office Victims of Immigration Crime Engagement (VOICE) by
the Department of Homeland Security in USA.

Sir, the rudimentary principle of any democratic nation is that everybody is
equal before the law and there should not be any discrimination on the basis of
religion, caste, colour, gender or region; and if anybody commits a crime against
the other, law of the land should take its own course and punish the guilty; it is
immaterial whether the crime has been committed by an immigrant or a native of
that country, a crime is a crime and a culprit is a culprit.

It is unfortunate that the situation is rapidly changing in the US over the last
couple of months. Crime against immigrants is going up, be it on Indians or on
people belonging to other countries. As the House is aware, USA is a country of
immigrants, it is formed out of immigrants. Now as per the latest figures, nearly

50 million out of 325 million people in USA are immigrants.
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The US President Trump has recently directed the Department of
Homeland Security to create a new office called VOICE (Victims of Immigration
Crime Engagement) to serve American victims of crime. The Executive Order of
Mr. Trump indicates for maintaining a list of immigrant crimes and the same
would be published on a weekly basis. This reminds me of a paper during the Nazi
regime in Germany called Der Sturmer. They have had a department called
“Letter Box” and readers were invited to send Jewish crimes to that Letter Box.
And, Der Sturmer would publish them amplifying even petty issues. So, focusing
on one subset of population’s crimes and then depicting that as somehow depraved
and abnormal from the main population is not justified. This kind of a thing we
had also seen in the US during World War II and before Japanese-American
internment, there was a newspaper called San Francisco Chronicle running about
the unassimilability of the Japanese immigrants and also the crime tendencies and
depravities they had which were distinguished from the main American
population.

Mr. Trump’s argument that immigrants are indulging in crimes is baseless.
I dismiss this argument lock, stock and barrel. Researchers have shown that even
unauthorized immigrants commit crimes at a lower rate than the American
population.

Finally, Department of Homeland Security equating the phrase ‘radical
Islamic terrorism’ which allows myopic individuals to juxtapose ‘Islamic’ and
‘terrorism’ in order to imply a necessary association between them, with the words
‘immigration’ and ‘crime’ are candidates for the same treatment under VOICE is
highly objectionable and unacceptable to not only India but also other countries.

VOICE will not only amplify crimes committed by immigrants and create a
situation where all innocent immigrants will be targeted and hate crimes against
Indians and immigrants will certainly increase. I, therefore, would request our

Prime Minister to please take this up with the USA at the earliest.

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Sir, Hindustan
Shipyard Limited (HSL), which is a pioneer shipbuilding, ship repair and
submarine refitting yard in the country, is located in Visakhapatnam. It is also the
first ISO 9001 company for its impeccable standard of quality in shipbuilding. It
is presently reeling under a financial crunch though HSL has been brought under
the administrative control of the Ministry of Defence, Government of India seven
years back.

Ever since the shipyard came under the administrative control of the
Ministry of Defence in February 2010, it has been awaiting orders for effectively
utilizing the in-house building capacity. The current loading of the shipyard is less
than 50 per cent, and high value orders such as Fleet Support Ships, LPDs,
Training Ships, Additional Special Purpose Vehicles, In-shore Patrol Vessels, etc.,
need to be expeditiously assigned to effectively utilize the facilities created by the
Government of India in the shipyard. While all other defence shipyard
undertakings like the MDL, GRSE and GSL are awarding contracts on nomination
to almost their full capacity, HSL has not been accorded the same. Also, HSL
suffered a lot of financial loss during the Hudhud cyclone. The Government of
India, especially the Ministry of Defence needs to compensate HSL for this loss.
No amount has been given till now. I would request the Government of India to
intervene in this matter and settle all the issues regarding the HSL of
Visakhapatnam.

SHRI MD. BADARUDDOZA KHAN (MURSHIDABAD): Hon. Deputy
Speaker, Sir, I am thankful to you for allowing me to speak in ‘Zero Hour’. I am

also thankful to our hon. Skill Development Minister for giving a model skill
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development centre to our Murshidabad district. At present, five professional
courses are taught there. But there is no formal certificate course available for
mason. The hon. Minister had once assured in this House that such
unconventional courses will be taken under certificate course. In Murshidabad
district, there are huge numbers of masons. They are working within our country
and abroad, but they have no certificate. Due to non-availability of any certificate
course for this profession, their professional growth is getting stagnant. I,
therefore, request the Government to consider my demand to start a short
certificate course for the mason under the Skill Development Ministry which will
be very helpful to the people who are engaged in this work.

SUBMISSION BY MEMBER
Re: Need to direct NAFED to purchase more amount of Tur pulse

SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE (GULBARGA): Sir, this is a very important
question that I am raising. It is not only connected with Karnataka but throughout
the country where toor or arhar is produced.

Various initiatives were taken, particularly last year, 2015-16, for
increasing the production of pulses as pulses were priced high. To encourage
more production, the Government of India and the State Governments are giving
incentives. Sir, the year 2016 was the International Year of Pulses. Karnataka had
a record sown area of 12.5 lakh hectare of Tur. Even though monsoons were poor
in this year, in Karnataka the production had gone up by three times, that is to 7.1
lakh tonnes, as many people changed their cropping pattern because of high price.

The Government of India imported 57 lakh tonnes of Tur last year. This
year also they have imported 27.86 lakh metric tonnes of Tur at the rate of
Rs.10,114 per quintal. This pertains to Paswan Ji’s Ministry.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: No, you address the Chair.
SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE : He is here. Let him pay attention.

Instead of importing Tur from outside, the Government of India should
come forward to purchase Tur from our own farmers at the same rate of Rs.10,114
per quintal. This will really help the farmer community, or, at least give Rs.7000
to them so that they can survive. The Government of India has announced MSP
for Tur at Rs.5,050 per quintal. The Government of Karnataka has also provided
an additional bonus of Rs. 450 per quintal. This price is quite low and does not
cover the cost of production borne by the farmers of Karnataka.

As per the estimation of Karnataka Agriculture Price Commission, the total
cost of production works out to Rs.6,403 per quintal in the State. Keeping this in
view, it is requested that an additional bonus of Rs.1,000 be announced by the

Government of India over and above the MSP price of Rs.5,050.
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The target of procurement of Tur through NAFED, FSI and SPA is fixed at
Rs.2.40 lakh metric tonnes. These institutions have already purchased 1.70 lakh
metric tonnes from farmers who have registered their names. Another 65 per cent
farmers are still left out. If NAFED does not come forward to purchase Tur from
the remaining 65 per cent of the farmers, it will create a law and order problem in
the State. The Government of India must give directions to NAFED to extend the
period up to 15" of May, 2017 for purchase of additional 3 lakh metric tonne of
Tur.

Sir, this is a very important matter. The hon. Minister is also here. He can
give directions to NAFED and other agencies to purchase more Tur in the country.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): Sir, I would like to raise an issue of
concern about the Mid Day Meal Scheme of school children.
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There are a lot of complaints about the quality of rice provided to the Mid-
Day Meals from FCI. There are complaints about the place in which they are
serving food because there are not sufficient dining halls in schools. The situation
has further worsened after a direction from the Ministry of Human Resource
Development that cooks and helpers working under the Mid-Day Meal Scheme
and the student beneficiaries will now be required to have an Aadhaar card to avail
the Mid-Day Meal benefit. As we know, the Mid-Day Meal Scheme is a
Centrally-sponsored scheme to boost universalisation of primary education. It
aims at increasing enrolment, retention and attendance in primary and upper
primary classes. There are about 12 crore children enrolled countrywide under the
Scheme. School meals are an important entitlement of Indian children, legally
enforceable under the Supreme Court orders as well as under the National Food
Security Act.

Numerous studies show that India’s Mid-Day Meal Scheme has made an
important contribution to higher school attendance, better child nutrition and more
effective learning. The Government should not deprive children of the benefits of
the scheme by making the Aadhaar card mandatory for availing its benefits.

I would demand the Government to withdraw the notification with

immediate effect.

This has evoked panic and distress in
the minds of the people. The thick virgin forests are being wiped out and the
atmosphere is being further polluted due to the huge fire. Wild animals, birds,
reptiles, etc. are forced to leave their natural habitat. Wild elephants and leopards

are even seen to be migrating into human habitations. In recent days, a leopard
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was sighted in the city of Kannur and before that, one was caught in Vatakara
town which is in my constituency. At many places, the fire is man-made and
unscrupulous elements are behind such destruction of forests.

I urge upon the Government to convene an urgent meeting of the Forest
Ministers to formulate an Action Plan to stop blatant destruction of our forests and
preserve our flora and fauna.

SHRIMATI MEENAKASHI LEKHI (NEW DELHI): The Midday meal scheme
seeks to achieve the twin goals of providing at least one nutritious meal a day to
primary and upper- primary school students in government-run and government-
aided schools and increasing enrolment and attendance. The scheme has failed to
achieve its objectives due to poor implementation. The quality and nutrition level
of food has been found to be poor in schools in several districts. Some districts do
not have hygienic kitchen facilities to cook food, because of which several
students have fallen sick. The structuring of the scheme is such that embezzlement
of funds is very easy. Some NGOs aiding in implementation of the scheme have
reportedly been engaging in corruption. Accountability of all players involved in
the scheme and regular inspection of activities carried out is essential to ensure

that the scheme does not fail.

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(xiii) Need to constitute a new Wage Board for Media after modifying its
terms of reference

PROF. K.V. THOMAS (ERNAKULAM): Today, Television is a powerful
segment of media industry in the country. The industry employees hundreds of
qualified journalists and non- journalists. Most of these journalists are forced to
live with subsistence wages. This apart, they do not come under the purview of
Working Journalists and other Newspaper Employees (Conditions of Service) and
Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1955.

For the last quarter century, thousands of journalists belonging to visual
news media have been doing their job without the protection of any legislation.
There is a discrimination among the journalists which should be brought to an end
and a salary structure should also be introduced.

Illegal termination of employees from newspapers and television channels
have become rampant. Employees are sacked without citing any reasons. This
practice should be stopped immediately and there is a need to constitute a new
Wage Board after modifying terms of reference of the present Wage Board
system.

I urge upon the Union Government to take immediate action in this regard.
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(xiv) Need to extend repayment period of loans by farmers

SHRI M.I. SHANAVAS (WAYANAD): A sharp decline in rainfall during the
southwest monsoon has cast a shadow over farming in Wayanad. The unseasonal
rain during harvest and declining price of the produce in the market are the major
concerns of farmers in Wayanad who have cultivated ‘winter crop'.

As now it is the harvest time, the banks and co-operatives are forcing the
farmers to repay the agricultural loans provided to them. But the severe fall in
production due to low rainfall and persisting drought has led to severe loss of
income for farmers of Wayanad. This has forced them into vicious debt trap and
the consequent suicides. This problem is also faced by the farming community in
different parts of our country.

Therefore I request the Central Government to take immediate measures to
extend the period for the repayment of agricultural loans by banks and
cooperatives throughout the country. Further, all debts of the farmers be written
off in order to protect the farmers from committing suicide and harassment from

public financial institutions.
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(xv) Need to monitor the residential schools in the country

SHRI S.P. MUDDAHANUME GOWDA (TUMKUR): Educational Institutions
which secure permission from the Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE)
and the Indian Certificate of Secondary Education (ICSE) are being governed by
Union Government only. The respective State Governments do not have any
control on these educational Institutions. Many educational Institutions run
residential schools with CBSE and ICSE curriculum without any permission.
Frequently untoward incidents happen there. Very recently such an incident
happened in an unauthorised residential school in Tumakuru District in Karnataka
resulting into death of three students and a staff member.

Hence, I urge the Union Government to impose stringent law through State

Governments to prevent any untoward incidents in residential schools.
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(xvi) Need to make amendments in the MoU regarding

Chennai Metro Rail Project
SHRI S.R. VIJAYA KUMAR (CHENNAI CENTRAL): The Chennai Metro Rail
Project is being implemented as a joint ownership between the Government of
India and Government of Tamil Nadu. In the Tripartite Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) that was entered into between Government of India,
Government of Tamil Nadu and Chennai Metro Rail Limited, for implementing
the project, the then UPA Government and the then DMK led State Government
had included certain clauses which are not in the interest of the State Government
and Project. These clauses do not provide for an equitable sharing of risks and
costs.

Clause 12.1 requires the State Government to bear the full cost of land,
Relief & Rehabilitation cost, including escalation. The land acquisition cost is
provided by the State Government as subordinate debt to Chennai Metro Rail Ltd.
This skews the capital structure of the company towards higher debt. Further,
while the State Government has to pay to Central Government Departments for
their land, State Government land is provided free of cost.

As per Clause 11, any escalation in project cost and foreign exchange
fluctuation beyond project completion period has to be fully borne by State
Government. As per Clause 12.16, cash losses have to be borne only by the State
Government and if there is a profit, the Central Government would be entitled to
dividend. Therefore, it is essential to suitably revise the particular clauses in MoU
to make it more fair and equitable.

I, therefore, urge the Union Government to make necessary amendments to

the MoU to make it more fair and equitable.
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(xvii) Need to provide financial assistance to Tamil Nadu affected
by heavy rains and cyclone

SHRI G. HARI (ARAKKONAM): The extremely heavy rains during the North
East Monsoon in December 2015 have caused enormous devastation to standing
crops, property and public infrastructure besides loss of livelihood, loss of life and
cattle. The floods in Tamil Nadu also declared as a "Calamity of Severe Nature”.
The Hon’ble former Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu had requested the Hon’ble
Prime Minister to kindly consider her two Memoranda for assistance on account of
flood damages and devastation and release the necessary funds at the earliest to
meet the State Government’s requirement of Rs.25,912.45 crore. The Central team
also inspected and gave its report but the Union Government has so far not
provided adequate funds to Tamil Nadu for relief and restoration efforts.

In December 2016, Cyclone 'Vardah' had caused severe damages to
Chennai City and adjoining Districts of Tiruvallur, Kanchipuram and Cuddalore
uprooting thousand trees and electric lamp posts besides damaging the roads and
other infrastructure facilities. The Hon'ble former Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu
met the Hon’ble Prime Minister and submitted a 142-page memorandum seeking
an assistance of Rs 22,573 crore from the Central Government to undertake
reconstruction works in areas affected by cyclone 'Vardah' and reiterated the
demand for an ‘on account’ grant of Rs 1,000 crore for immediate requirements.

I urge the Union Government to consider the genuine demands of the
Government of Tamil Nadu regarding immediate release of adequate grant to

Tamil Nadu.
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(xviii) Need to undertake dredging of river Matla river and its
tributaries in West Bengal

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYANAGAR): The core area of sundarbans
in West Bengal has a national boundary with the mighty river Matla. Matla river
and its tributaries flow through the different islands of the area.

On the banks of the river Matla and its tributaries, there is a large
settlement of rural population. The Matla river & its tributaries have become silted
and because of this, during the dry season, boats cannot come near the jetties and
have to be stationed almost 500 meters from the jetties thus causing great
inconvenience to the people living on the banks of the river to commute. Now a
simple high tide or a tidal force breaches the embankment and flood villages,
destroying houses, paddy fields and ponds & affects the livelihood of the people.

The Sundarbans is a vast river delta on the Bay of Bengal and located in the
extreme southern part of the State of West Bengal & in Southern Bangladesh. The
Mangrove forest in this region is one of the largest such forests in the world &
consists of a network of tidal channels, river, creeks & islands.

Hence, the need for dredging of Matla river & its tributaries has become of
paramount importance. This would help the people of the area not only from the
fury of the floods but also keep the river & its tributaries navigable throughout the
year. I would urge the Government to address this concern with appropriate

measurcs.

(xix) Regarding Rise in encounters against militants
in Jammu and Kashmir
PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): The Kashmir valley has seen a rise in the
number of encounters this year. There have been more than 30 encounters this
year, in which 31 people including 9 security personnel and 22 militants lost their
lives. As protest near the encounter sites takes place more frequently. 6 civilians
have lost their lives so far fuelling more anger among the people. This is in spite
of the Army Chief’s warning that civilians interfering in anti- militant operations
will be dealt with sternly. Three LeT militants and a civilian were killed during an
encounter in North Kashmir’s Kupwara on Wednesday. The operation was carried
out by Army’s 41 Rashtriya Rifles and CRPF’s 98 Battalion. 3 weapons were
taken over from the slain militants. One 11 year old girl and a boy were injured as
stray bullets hit them 100 meters from the encounter site. The girl later succumbed
to her injuries. I, therefore, urge the Government to take suitable steps in this

regard.
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(xx) Need to construct railway line between Kantabanji &
Khariar, Odisha
SHRI ARKA KESHARI DEO (KALAHANDI): The survey of railway line from
Kantabanji to Khariar was conducted before 1947 and found to be feasible. Sixty
nine years have been passed, many governments have come and gone but no
government has taken any step to start the railway line between Kantabanji &
Khariar. As you know sir, my parliamentary constituency is located in the
backward pocket of Odisha. I request the Government to take urgent step to

allocate fund for the above said railway line during the current Fiscal year.
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(xxi) Need to grant Rs 3 crore annually to each Member of Parliament for
construction of toilets in city area of his/her constituency

SHRI GAJANAN KIRTIKAR (MUMBAI NORTH WEST): Subsidy is being
given to the Government of Maharashtra under Swachh Bharat Abhiyan by
Government of India. In fact, Maharashtra Government has also started granting
subsidy under the said scheme. Under the Central Government Scheme, a
beneficiary from the city gets Rs. 4000 whereas the State Government grants Rs.
1000; and the Local Self-Govt. grants Rs. 2000 towards construction of a toilet in
the city area. Therefore, a beneficiary gets Rs. 7000. However, there are lots of
difficulties for a beneficiary to get the subsidy simultaneously from all the three
Govt. agencies. It is becoming impossible for any single agency to achieve the
target.

In view of this situation, it 1is suggested that a sum of
Rs. 3 crore annually may be granted as a special fund to each M.P. for

construction of toilets in the city area of his constituency.
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(xxii) Need to revamp healthcare and education facilities in rural India

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Healthcare and
education amenities are hardly available in the rural areas to the poor people and
this is the core reason for migration of the rural people to urban areas.

The foundation to turn India into a strong nation has to be laid down at
primary and rural levels and so the quality of education right from the beginning
should be excellent. Education system and text books should be made interesting
and free of cost. For rural students textbooks related to their culture, their
traditions and values should also be there so as to create their interest in studies
The reason behind so many dropouts in spite of giving free education should be
found out as this is a hurdle on the road to progress. Improvement in the condition
of government schools, education quality, committed teachers and more salaries to
these teachers should form part of development. Improving education is a critical
area of investment. In order to build India as a consumer market of global
standards, it is very important that every child reaps the benefits of quality
education.

Healthcare is, by far, out of a poor man’s reach. About 75% of healthcare
resources are concentrated in urban areas, where only 27% of the total population
resides. 31% of the rural population in India has to travel over 30 km to get even
the most urgent medical treatment.

Most of the problems can be solved if healthcare and education facilities
are available in the rural areas and also the people are offered good job
opportunities. The medical facilities in Public Health Centres are very poor. To
overcome this inadequacy, it should be made mandatory for the graduating
medical students to serve in the rural areas before going for post-graduate degree

courscs.
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Keeping in view the above, I urge upon the Central Government to find a
solution around these problems which will resolve the overall issues of free

education and healthcare amenities to the poor people in India.
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(xxiii) Need to extend Mid-day meal scheme to students of 10+2 Course

SHRI KOTHA PRABHAKAR REDDY (MEDAK): I would like to draw the
attention of the Hon'ble Minister for Human Resource Development regarding
need to extend Mid-Day Meal Scheme to students of 10+2 Course.

You are aware that in rural and backward areas, the number of school
dropouts is more. To contain this situation, for proper feeding of the students,
Mid—Day Meal Scheme is being implemented throughout the country. But, the
Scheme is confined to school-going students only. As the Scheme has become a
good tool for raising the attendance of students and also because of its meticulous
implementation, it is requested that the Scheme be extended to students not
covered by the present system.

I, therefore, urge upon Hon’ble Minister for Human Resource Development

for extension of Mid-Day Meal Scheme to Students of 10+2 course at the earliest.
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(xxiv) Regarding fuel surcharge or transaction fee levied
by banks on customers

SHRI P.K. BIJU (ALATHUR): In order to boost digital payments after
demonetisation, the government had said that no bank can levy fuel surcharge or
transaction fee on customers paying by debit cards. As a part of these initiatives, to
promote cashless transactions Government of India has announced to incentivise
petrol/diesel customers transacting at PSU petrol pumps by way of 0.75% discount
when a customer uses debit/credit cards, mobile wallets and prepaid loyalty cards.
An RBI order also bars banks from levying the fee on consumers; it directs them
to recover it from merchants. But, Several banks are still imposing the transaction
fee on consumers paying by debit card for fuel despite a clear instruction from the
government not to do so.

The current arrangement allows for the card issuing banks to submit
information on daily fuel purchase transactions to oil retailers such as Indian Oil,
Bharat Petroleum and Hindustan Petroleum and get compensated. But according
to consumers and Oil Ministry officials, many banks including those from the
public and the private sector are still levying fuel surcharge. The card-issuing
banks usually respond to customers query on this by feigning ignorance about the
government order or say they are just keeping it as a buffer just in case the
acquirer bank asks for it.

I urge the government to take urgent steps to stop the banks from levying

fuel surcharge and transfer the discount as announced initially.
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(xxv) Need to provide funds for construction of an auditorium in Pratapgarh
Parliamentary Constituency, Uttar Pradesh
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(xxvi) Need to enact a law legitimizing bull race in rural areas of the country

FINANCE BILL, 2017
HON. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Now, the House will take up item No. 16, the
Finance Bill, 2017.
THE MINISTER OF FINANCE, MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS AND
MINISTER OF DEFENCE(SHRI ARUN JAITLEY): I beg to move:

“That the Bill to give effect to the financial proposals of the Central
Government for the financial year 2017-18 be taken into
consideration. ”’

HON. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Motion moved:

“That the Bill to give effect to the financial proposals of the Central
Government for the financial year 2017-18 be taken into
consideration. ”’

SHRI. N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, thank
you for giving me this opportunity to raise objection for the consideration and
passing of the Finance Bill, 2017. My serious objection to the Finance Bill, 2017
is under articles 110, and 117 and rule 219 (1) of the Rules of Procedure and
Conduct of Business in Lok Sabha.

Once we have agitated this matter in detail during the introduction of the
Financial Bill in 2015. T have to repeat it because the same issue is coming again
and again and repeatedly this activity of the Government is coming before the
House. Therefore, I am forced to repeat the arguments once again that I have made

once during 2015.

14.05 hours (Hon. Speaker in the Chair)

Under Rule 219(1) of the Rules of Procedure, the Bill means a Bill
ordinarily introduced in each year to give effect to the financial proposals of the
Government of India for the next financial year, and includes a Bill to give effect

to the supplementary financial proposals for any period. That means, Rule 219(1)
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is distinct and separate and it is only to give effect to the financial proposals for
the year or for the following year, that is, for a particular period, and not of a
permanent nature.

Article 110(1) of the Constitution of India also elaborately discuss this
matter. I am not going to read the entire Article. Hon. Finance Minister is well
conversed with all these facts, rules, regulations, and the constitutional provisions.
I do admit. You may kindly see the Money Bill under Clause 110 (1) — “For the
purposes of this Chapter, a Bill shall be deemed to be a Money Bill if it contains
only provisions dealing with all or any of the following matters namely, Clauses
(a) to (f), which deals with taxation proposals, recovery of money, regulation of
the borrowing of money, custody with the Consolidated Fund and the Contingency
Fund of India, and appropriation of money under the Consolidated Fund of India
and so on.

Coming to Article 110, Clause 1, Sub-Clause (g), this is the procedure by
which the hon. Minister and the Government relied upon, that means, any matter
incidental to any of the matters specified to sub-clauses (a) to (f). This is the
provision by which all these proposals are being made in the Finance Bill. I would
also like to draw the attention of the hon. Chair to the Short Title of the Bill. What
is the Long Title of the Bill? That is, the Bill to give effect to the financial
proposals of the Central Government for the financial year 2017-18. So, the entire
aim and objective of the Financial Bill is to give effect to the financial proposals
of the Central Government for the financial year 2017-18. That is the Long Title
of the Bill, the Finance Bill, 2017.

Now, I come to Kaul and Shakdher, where it is very specific — a "Finance
Bill’ means the Bill ordinarily introduced in each year to give effect to the
financial proposals of the Government of India for the next following financial
year and includes a Bill to give effect to supplementary financial proposals for any
period. Further, it states that, however, it does not contain provisions intended to

make permanent changes in the existing laws unless they are consequential upon
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or incidental to the taxation proposals. There lies the point. Either it should be
consequential or incidental to the proposals of Article 110(1) (a) to (f). Let us
analyse this Finance Bill.

Coming to the Finance Bill, 2017, Madam, you may kindly see this. Also,
the Finance Bill of category (a) and category (b) were described, which I am not
going into due to paucity of time. The original Finance Bill presented along with
the Budget on 1* February, 2017, Clause 129 and Clause 130 of the Finance Bill
dealing with the amendment to the Indian Trusts Act, 1882,

Clauses 131 and 132 of the Finance Bill dealing with amendment to the
Indian Post Office Act, and Clauses 133 and 134 which are amendments to the
RBI Act, 1934, Clauses 135 and 136 of the Finance Bill, amendments to the
Representation of the People Act, 1956, and Clauses 137 and 138 of the Finance
Bill, amendment to the Oil Industries Development Act, 1974, and Clauses 143 to
145 of the Finance Bill amending the SEBI Act, 1992. These are the amendments
which are being sought by means of the Finance Bill.

According to me, amendments to the RBI Act, and to the Representation of
the People Act are in respect of issuance of the electoral Bonds. How an issuance
of the electoral Bond fall within the taxation proposals over matters incidental to
the taxation proposal? That is the question which I would like to know.

Regarding the SEBI Act, how will creating a new Securities Appellate
Tribunal and providing its functions, powers and procedures, come within the
purview of Article 110(1) of this Act? These amendments are coming within the
purview of the Finance Bill. Madam, just minutes before we have received the list
of amendments to the Finance Bill.

HON. SPEAKER: You can speak about amendments at the time of passing of the

Finance Bill.

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : Madam, just now we have received the list of
amendments. If I will get the opportunity to speak at the time of moving the
amendments, that is okay. I will leave it to you.

Madam, 40 existing Acts are proposed to be amended by means of this
Finance Bill. This has never been heard in the history of Indian legislative
mechanism. ... (Interruptions) This is the first time. When the original Bill was
presented on 1* February, 2017, that is, before the UP Election, only 8 to 10 Acts
were proposed to be amended and those included the Reserve Bank of India Act as
well as the Representation of the People Act. Now, here there are various
amendments proposed like Amendments to the Companies Act, 2013,
Amendments to certain Acts to provide for merger of Tribunals and Other
Authorities and Conditions of Service of Chairpersons, Members etc.,
Amendments to the Employees Provident Funds and Miscellaneous Provisions
Act, Amendments to the Industrial Disputes Act, Amendments to the Copyright
Act, Amendments to the Trade Marks Act, Amendments to the Railway Claims
Tribunal Act and the Railways Act and also Amendments to the Smugglers and
Foreign Exchange Manipulators (Forfeiture of Property) Act and the Foreign

Exchange Management Act etc.

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Madam, there are amendments proposed to the Airports Authority of India
Act. What is the relation with taxation and the Airports Authority of India Act?
Another amendment proposed here is to the Control of National Highways (Land
and Traffic) Act. Then, there are amendments proposed to the Telecom Regulatory
Authority of India Act, the Information Technology Act and the Airports
Economic Regulatory Authority of India Act, 2008 and also amendments to the
Competition Act, the Companies Act, 2013, the Cinematograph Act, 1952 etc.
There are amendments to the Income-Tax Act, 1961 and the Customs Act, 1962. 1
agree that these amendments will come within the purview of taxation. Then, there
are amendments proposed to the Administrative Tribunals Act and the Consumer
Protection Act.

Madam, these amendments are pushed through this House by suspending
Rule 80 (i) of the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business in Lok Sabha. I
would like to know whether it is right because Rule 80 (i) is very specific and says
that an amendment should be related to the matter which is connected with the
facts of the original Bill. Unfortunately these things are not connected with the
original Bill and these amendments are now being pushed through or they are
being bulldozed just a few minutes before.

So, I would like to like to quote some precedents here. In the year 1956, the
first Speaker of this august House has stated and I would like to quote:

“I would normally urge upon the Finance Minister, not only he, but
also his successors to see that only those provisions which relate to
the raising of taxations should be included in the Bill. The procedure
should be followed and no other provision should be given attention
to unless they are absolutely consequential.”

Madam, this is the ruling which was given in the year 1956 and in 1970
also the same ruling was given. Why should we go to 1956 and 19707 Let us come
to your own ruling given on 30.4.2015. I will not read the entire ruling. I will

quote only paragraph no. 4 of your own ruling. I quote:
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“Nevertheless the fact is that a well established practice of this
House has been not to include taxation proposals in not only a
Finance Bill but also other Bills containing taxation proposals unless

it is imperative to include such proposals on constitutional or legal
ground.”

Madam, this is a very good ruling as far as the history of our rulings or

precedents is concerned. I feel that it is better than that of the 1956 ruling that
‘Not only in Finance Bill, it shall not be incorporated in any other Act.” Further,
Madam Speaker says: “Therefore, every effort should be made to separate
taxation measures from other matters unless it is impossible on Constitutional or
legal grounds or on some such unavoidable reasons to do so in a particular case.”

Madam, this was the ruling, which you had given when the Finance Bill of
2015 was brought in this House when a point of order had been raised by myself
and Prof. Saugata Roy.

So, what does it mean, Madam? Only on the Constitutional and legal
grounds, this Bill can be introduced, which is having non-taxation proposals. If
that be the case, Madam, kindly look at my point. My point is that if the exiting 40
Acts are to be amended, they have to come with a separate legislation before the
House.

My point, Madam, is that it is a backdoor legislation; it is absolutely a
backdoor legislation. It cannot be allowed under the pretext of a Finance Bill.

Madam, about suspension of rule 80 (1) of the Rules of Procedure,
invoking rule 388 of the Rules of Procedure, I fully agree with the authority of the
hon. Speaker to give power to the hon. Finance Minister to move the Motion. But
I strongly oppose the move to suspend the Rules of Procedure so as to bring very
cardinal structural amendments to the existing 30 Acts.

Madam, if you are going to transact the legislative business of this House in
such a way, then there is no need of a Monsoon Session; there is no need of a
Winter Session because then, the legislations in the country can be brought within

the purview of the Finance Bill so that the discussion can be curtailed, so that the
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scrutiny by the Standing Committees can be curtailed, and so that scrupulous
scrutiny of the Bill, clause-by-clause cannot be done.

Madam, it is the legitimate, democratic and supreme right of the
Parliament, which is being taken away. So, I strongly oppose moving of this Bill
for consideration and passing.

Madam, I am seeking a ruling from you once again on this aspect. Thank
you very much.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): Madam, whatever Mr. Premachandran
has said, I support him.

HON. SPEAKER: I know, it is the same thing. Do not repeat it, now.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY : Madam, my short point is that he has said that the
Finance Bill is essentially to bring taxation proposals in the House for passing.
The Finance Minister has included amendments to 30 Acts, partly in the Schedule
and partly in the additional amendments that he has brought forward today. This
should not be allowed.

HON. SPEAKER: Okay.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY : Let the Finance Bill consist of only the taxation
proposals. Let us pass it without much ado, and let us keep the other Bills in
limbo. There is a long Session ahead, and let the Finance Minister bring those
Bills later. We shall agree to that.

HON. SPEAKER: Yes, Mr. Minister.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Madam, Mr. Premachandran’s objection is
predominantly borne out the language of article 110(1), which reads:

“For the purpose of this Chapter, a Bill shall be deemed to be a
Money Bill, if it contains only provisions dealing with all or any of
the following matters.”

So, the critical word, according to Mr. Premachandran is the word ‘only’;

and that is how, Prof. Saugata Roy supports him that it is only the taxation
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proposals and nothing else, which is incidental, really can find a place as far as the
Money Bill is concerned.

Now, I skip the clauses (a) to (f) and take the hon. Speaker and this hon.
House to clause (g), which says:

“Any matter incidental to any of the matters referred to in sub-
clauses (a) to (f).”

Now, with regard to this word ‘only’, right from the inception of this
House, as to what is the width that this word ‘only’ permits has been a subject
matter of debate.

Mr. Mavalankar, in his first Ruling on this subject — I read his first Ruling
of 1952 — said:

“Prima facie, it appears to me that the words of article 110
(imposition, abolition, remission, alteration, regulation of any tax)
are sufficiently wide to make the Consolidated Bill, a Money Bill. A
question may arise as to what is the exact significance or scope of
the word ‘only’ and whether and how far that word goes to modify
or control the wide and general words ‘imposition, abolition,
remission, etc.’.

I think, prima facie, that the word ‘only’ is not restrictive of
the scope of the general terms. If a Bill substantially deals with the
imposition, abolition, etc., of a tax, then the mere fact of the
inclusion in the Bill of other provisions which may be necessary for
the administration of that tax or, I may say, necessary for the
achievement of the objective of the particular Bill, cannot take away
the Bill from the category of Money Bills. One has to look to the
objective of the Bill. Therefore, if the substantial provisions of the
Bill aim at imposition, abolition, etc., of any tax then the other
provisions would be incidental and their inclusion cannot be said to
take it away from the category of a Money Bill. Unless one
construes the word ‘only’ in this way it might lead to make article
110 a nullity. No tax can be imposed without making provisions for
its assessment, collection, administration, reference to courts or
tribunals, — now, this word ‘tribunals’ is very important — etc., one
can visualise only one section in a Bill imposing the main tax and
there may be fifty other sections which may deal with the scope,
method, manner, etc., of that imposition. ”’
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Therefore, the thrust of this is that you cannot have a Bill which says that
the Government shall spend Rs. 100 thousand. How that is to be spent, the
incidental provisions will have to be contained. You cannot have an Act which
says that there will be a five per cent tax. Then, how that five per cent tax is to be
achieved; what are the deductions to be allowed; who is the Assessing Officer;
how are they to be appointed; what is the appeal provision; how much deposits are
to be made; these are all incidental provisions. The fact is that these incidental
provisions to the Principal provision exist do not render a Bill to be a Non-Money
Bill. That is what Mr. Mavalankar said. Therefore, the word ‘only’ has to be read
in the context of the spirit of Article 110. It is much ado about nothing that you
say 40 laws are being amended. What is the amendment? Today, you have in
every law — a tribunal being created. Who will be the tribunal? It will be headed
by a judge and it will have members. He will be a retired judge. What will be age?
Every law has a different criterion. Every law has different perquisites. In some
cases they say that it will be the last drawn salary minus pension and in some cases
they say that a lump-sum will be given and no other perquisites will be given.
What will be the retirement age? It is differing in every law.

Madam, there are some laws in which tribunals have been created which
have such inadequate work that a tribunal may sit only for half-an-hour or one
hour. Then, you have to make a regular provision for salary and all perquisites.
So, all that is being done — 40 may sound very large — is that there is only one
amendment which says that there will be uniformity in service conditions and the
pay structure of all those retired judges who are being appointed in all these
tribunals.

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Now, you come to the other Bill. Now, the hon. Members says how is
electoral bonds a money Bill? Now, electoral bonds has been announced as a
scheme for cleansing political money under the Income Tax Act. How is it being
done? The reality as we all know, a lot of electoral funding to political parties
across the spectrum comes by way of undisclosed money and this is the issue
which has been in public domain.

Therefore, in the Budget announcement, we came out with a proposal that
there will be an income tax incentive involved in four different ways. One is that
monies are paid by cheque. The maximum cash donation which earlier was
allowed up to Rs. 20,000 will now be allowed up to Rs. 2,000 as the Election
Commission has recommended. Thirdly, there is a mass collection through the
digital media and fourthly, that there will be electoral bonds issued in accordance
with a scheme under the Income Tax Act. These are all amendments under the
Income Tax Act and the specific provision of the Income Tax Act which deals

with this 1s Section 13A.

SPEAKER: Hon. Members would recall that during last year when similar
objections were raised at the time of consideration of the Finance Bill, 2016, I had
observed that as per rule 219, the primary object of a Finance Bill is to give effect
to the financial proposals of the Government. There is no doubt about it. At the
same time, this Rule does not rule out the possibility of inclusion of non-taxation
proposals. Therefore, I have accepted this. The Finance Bill may contain non-
taxation proposals also.

Now, another thing is, no doubt, every effort should be made to separate
taxation measures from other matters. It should be done. But as has been very
widely explained by the Finance Minister, I need not say the things again and
again.

SHRI M. CHANDRAKASI (CHIDAMBARAM): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir,
first of all, I would like to express my hearty gratitude and indebtedness to our
beloved immortal leader, Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, before I speak in this
august House on the discussion on the Finance Bill, 2017.

Sir, the Union Budget for 2017-18 has been presented at a very crucial
moment especially after demonetisation. This Budget
represents a significant forward movement from the previous
Budgets presented by the Finance Minister.

Sir, as far as Education Cess for assessment year 2017-18 is concerned,
additional surcharge shall continue to be levied at the rate of two per cent and
one per cent respectively, on the amount of tax computed, inclusive of
surcharge, n all cases. My request to
the hon. Minister is that the Education Cess collected through
various States should be given back to the concerned States for
the development of education and educational infrastructure in
those States.

Sir, in India, the elderly persons do not have much scope for getting
income through employment in their old age. They depend on the monetary
savings or pension and other retirement benefits. Most of the elderly persons
in the country have family commitments but their savings or retirement
benefits are limited. Therefore it will be a great boon if the Government
reduce tax rates for the elderly people in the country. The rates of income-tax
need a fine tuning as far as the people over 60 years are concerned. I therefore
quest the hon. Minister to make it flat income tax rate of 10 per cent be made
for persons above 60 years. This will protect the interests of the elderly
persons and enable them to lead a dignified live.

Sir, in order to promote development of affordable housing sector, it is
proposed to amend Section IBA SO as to provide

relaxations. We welcome it. At the same time, there is a need to protect and
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promote affordable housing and real estate sector in Tier II and Tier III cities in
the country, particularly in Tamil Nadu. Apart from the four metros, there are
more than 100 Tier II and Tier III cities in India which need no restriction of sizes
of residential units.

For promoting Digital Economy, restricting of cash donations is welcome.
Under the existing provisions of Section 80G, deduction is not allowed in respect
of donation made of any sum exceeding Rs. 10,000, if the same is not paid by any
mode other than cash. In order to provide cashless economy and transparency, it is
proposed to amend Section 80G so as to provide that no deduction shall be
allowed under Section 80G in respect of donation of any sum exceeding Rs. 2,000
unless such sum is paid by any mode other than cash. This will be a landmark
decision as it will create a genuinely transparent society in future. This will also
avoid unlawful siphoning and abuse of monies of trusts by people with vested
interests.

Tamil Nadu is concerned about the impact the proposed GST will have on
the fiscal autonomy of States and the huge permanent revenue loss it is likely to
cause to a manufacturing and net exporting State like Tamil Nadu. In essence, the
GST’s effect on the entire Indian economy will have to be scrutinized in totality to
reach a widely accepted conclusion. Until then manufacturing States like Tamil
Nadu should be adequately compensated and their losses for accepting and
implementing GST should be repaid then and there till the moment of break even
is reached.

Sir, the 14™ Finance Commission recommended a substantial enhancement
in the share of the States in the Divisible Pool of Central Taxes from 32 per cent to
42 per cent. While we welcomed this increase in tax devolution from the Centre to
the States, Tamil Nadu was singled out for the sharpest reduction in its share in the
Divisible Pool of Taxes. The unbalanced formula adopted by the 14" Finance

Commission treated Tamil Nadu most adversely.
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The reduction in the inter-se share of Tamil Nadu of 1914 per cent
represents the biggest loss in share amongst all States. Tamil Nadu was doubly
penalized for its prudent fiscal management as it has not received revenue deficit
grants.

The very large drop in Tamil Nadu’s share in the Divisible Pool is barely
compensated. The 14™ Finance Commission has also not recommended any
special purpose grants and State specific grants. The loss to Tamil Nadu due to the
reduction in its share in the Divisible Pool and the discontinuance of special
purpose and State specific grants is estimated at Rs. 6,000 crore per annum.

In the last two Union Budgets, many new cesses and surcharges have been
levied which reduces the shareable pool of Central Tax receipts and thereby the
devolution to States. Many schemes have been de-linked from Central Assistance
including Normal Central Assistance Backward Regions Grant Fund, Hill Areas
Development Programme and Western Ghats Development Programme. The
State’s share for many key programmes has been increased to, at least, 40 per cent.

The State being required to take on the burden of additional expenditure of
the Central Government priorities, is an unfair expectation, and detracts from the
State’s own expenditure priorities. In order to redress the large financial loss that
Tamil Nadu had suffered as a consequence of the recommendations of the 14"
Finance Commission, the hon. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma had requested a sizeable
allocation to Tamil Nadu out of the special allocation made in the Budget for
schemes to be approved by the NITI Aayog.

Puratchi Thalaivi Amma had requested the Government to enhance the
Annual Special Grant to Tamil Nadu to Rs. 2,000 crore in each of the

remaining four years of the 14" Finance Commission award period up to 2019-20.
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The Government of Tamil Nadu have a ready shelf of large projects that could be
funded out of this special allocation including the Comprehensive Special Package
for Diversification of Fisheries, Desalination Projects and several infrastructure
projects under the Puratchi Thalaivi Amma’s vision Tamil Nadu 2023.

With these words, I conclude. Thank you.
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PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, I rise to speak
on the Finance Bill on behalf of my party, the All India Trinamool Congress.

This Finance Bill, when it was presented on 1% February, 2017, had 150
Clauses and seven Schedules. But strangely enough, the Finance Minister, in his
series of amendments received today, added 33 new Clauses and two Schedules.
This is unprecedented; and we have already protested. The Ruling party has done
this after the UP victory. They think, they can ride roughshod over all rules,
conventions and procedures. Otherwise, I do not understand why in a Finance
Bill, which is supposed to detail the taxation proposals of the Government, they
have brought in the abolition or uniformisation of the tribunals, which have no
relation to taxation proposals directly.

I may read names of some of the tribunals — Copyright Board, Railway
Rates Tribunal, National Highways Tribunal, Cyber Appellate Tribunal,
Competition Appellate Tribunal. This has no relation with taxation proposals, but
still the Finance Minister has forcibly, riding roughshod over Article 110 of the
Constitution and the traditions of the House, done all this.

Now, as we know that the taxation proposals mainly relate to different
taxes that we have in this country. They are the Corporation Tax, Income Tax,
Customs, Excise Duty and Service Tax. Now, if you see the Budget of this year,
19 per cent of the income of the Government comes form the Corporation Tax; 16
per cent comes from the Income Tax; 9 per cent comes from Customs; 14 per cent
comes from Excise Duty and 10 per cent comes from Service Tax. That means,
Direct Taxes are 35 per cent; Indirect Taxes are 33 per cent. Now, in a properly
running economy, Direct Taxes should be much more than Indirect Taxes because
Indirect Taxes are basically inflationary. In this Budget, we find that both these

taxes are roughly equal.
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You also know, Sir, that there is the Lafayette Curve in economics, which
says: ‘the higher the taxation rate, the lower the collection.’There has been no
significant effort to lower the taxation rates so that collections could be improved.
It is true that collection from tax revenue has been increasing. It was Rs.
14,55,648 crore in 2015-16; it was Rs. 16,30,000 crore in 2016-17; and this year’s
Budget is Rs. 19,11579 crore. I shall later tell the House as to why the chances of
the Government achieving this tax collection is unlikely.

The whole budget has been formulated in the backdrop of two important
steps. One is the reckless demonetisation ordered by the Government on
November 8" and the other is the shadow of the GST. Before I go into how the
basic theory has affected the taxation and the economy of the country, let me state
some of the proposals. In case of Income Tax, the rate has been reduced for those
having income between Rs. 2.5 lakh to Rs. 5 lakh, from 10 per cent to five per
cent. The other increase is with regard to people having income between Rs. 50
lakh to Rs. 1 crore, the tax has been increased to 10 per cent. Those who are
having income over Rs. 1 crore, the tax is 15 per cent. Now, the Government is
giving up Rs. 15,000 crore as far as the Income Tax is concerned and it is gaining
Rs. 2,700 crore by taxing the bracket between Rs. 50 lakh and Rs. 1 crore.

The other important step taken by the Government is with regard to the
Corporate Tax. For companies having turnover up to Rs. 50 crore, the tax has
been reduced to 25 per cent. The Government claims that 96 per cent of the
companies belong to this category. So, due to this, the total tax given up is Rs.
7,200 crore. The total outgo of the Government or the total reduction in taxes
comes to Rs. 20,000 crore. There are, otherwise, no major changes in the tax rates
in the Budget.

I can quickly read some of the points of the Budget. The minimum alternate
tax credit is allowed to be carried forward to 15 years instead of 10 years at
present. Reduction — this is a good step — in the basic Customs Duty from 5 per

cent to 2.5 per cent on liquefied natural gas, which is normally imported. The
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other thing is that the longstanding demand of startups has been accepted and the
profit-linked deduction exemption available to them for three years out of five
years is being changed to three years out of seven years. For carry forward of
losses in startups, the condition of 51 per cent of voting rights has been relaxed
provided original promoter continues.

As I told you, the small Income Tax payers will get a benefit of Rs. 12,500.
The next tax concession that the Government has given is with regard to building.
For affordable housing, the area should be 30 to 60 square metres and that area
should be the carpet area and not the built up area for tax concession.

Thirty square metres in four metro cities and completion period of housing
extended from three to five years. Now, the other thing is that there is tax relief or
partial withdrawal from the National Pension System. Tax relief or partial
withdrawal up to 25 per cent of the contribution by subscribers and permitted self-
employed individuals, deduction upto 20 per cent of his total income for
contribution to NPS, is a welcome step in the sense that those who are saving
through the National Pension System will get this benefit.

Another good step is that the Chief Minister’s Relief Fund is exempt from
taxes. The other important step with regard to housing is Joint Development
Agreement. Liability to pay capital gains tax will arise in the year the project is
completed. Tax on notional rental income to be calculated only after one year from
the end of the year the completion is received. For stimulating growth,
concessional withholding of tax of five per cent for interest received by foreign
entities on loans given in India to be continued for another three years beyond
30.06.2017. They have also extended the provisions of Section 115 of BBDA of
Income Tax Act which provides for levy of tax on dividend income exceeding Rs.
10 lakh to all resident persons, association of persons and body of individuals
excepting domestic companies, trusts or institution. This is another way the

Government can earn corporate tax.
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Lastly, with the scope of Section 56 of IT Act provides that any money
immovable property specified, moveable property received in part consideration or
with inadequate consideration by any person subject to certain exemption and
exceptions shall be taxable if value exceeds Rs. 50,000. So, I briefly stated the
different proposals the Government has given and now they have given a long list
of concessions on Customs Duty. Some concessions relate to proposals involving
change in Customs Duty for incentivising value addition ‘Make in India’;
reduction in Custom Duty on LNG, terephthalic acid, nickel, finished leather,
capital goods and renewable energy and changes in Customs and Excise Duty to
address the problem of duty inversions.

Chemical, petro-chemicals, textiles, metals, automobiles and renewable
energy have been given this benefit. Changes in Custom Duty proposed to
provide for domestic industry, cashew nuts and electronic hardware will be
protected because the import duty has been raised. Import duty has been reduced
and made nil for card readers, micro-ATMs, fingerprint reader and parts and
components. Manufacture of card readers has been made nil.

Sir, every year, the Government taxes cigarettes, and this year also, they
have increased the taxes on cigars, cigarillos, beedis, etc, from 1% April. The prices
have already risen. The Government has increased tax on cigarettes and pan-
masala additionally. But we give this price to the Government gladly because the
Government has no money and we give this to the Government.

So, I have stated the different IT provisions excise and service tax
provisions. But from this year, you know, the GST is coming in force from 1*
July, 2017. Both Excise Duty and service tax will be subsumed within the GST.
Now, the Government has formed this Budget with the expectation that the GST
would give rise to better collection. The Government has increased the money for
infrastructure, etc. Now, where will the money come from? The funding of such
expenditure seems to be left to the mercy of implementation of the GST which is

likely to bring in more taxes to the Centre and States as also transfer of resources
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from tax evaders to the Government through demonetisation. However, evidence
from cross country studies—this is important—has pointed to the contractionary
effects of GST in the short-term, particularly in the year of imposition. Thus, the
tax revenue will be reduced.

It is likely that the tax revenue will fall this year. That is why, Mr. Arun
Jaitley has not been revolutionary. Even with the U.P. elections, he was very
careful to give things to the common people. He just gave a small concession on
income tax but the people’s expectation was that the exemption limit would be
raised to Rs.5 lakh. He did not give that.

The other thing is, there was a talk of farm loan waiver. The Government
has not given farm loan waiver. The idea of universal basic income, which could
have been a revolutionary step and which could have gone down in history, which
was proposed by the Economic Survey that everybody should have a basic
income, has not been put through.

So, the reasons are two. The Government had done a gambling.
Demonetisation was a big gamble of Mr. Modi and Mr. Arun Jaitley. They
expected that there would be a bonanza due to demonetisation. People, who
deposit more money, do not withdraw it. So, that would be with the banks and
they can distribute that money. But actually if you remember, roughly Rs.15 lakh
crore was demonetised. But almost Rs.15 lakh crore has been deposited. You ask
the Government how much money has been deposited. Mr. Jaitley will never
reply. None of the Ministers, not even Mr. Gangwar, who is deputising for him,
will reply because they do not know.

The second question, which I have asked and not got an answer, is this.
How much money would be required to re-monetise? It means for printing of new
notes. Till today I have not got an answer from the Government. My estimate is
that it will be Rs.20,000 crore. So, for one decision of Mr. Modi, Rs.20,000 crore

will be spent. Now, how much extra tax have they got through demonetisation and
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by scrutinising all the accounts? It is only Rs.6,500 crore. So, demonetisation has
been a total loss.

The Government says we have won in U.P. So, what? Does win in U.P put
money in the banks? Does winning in U.P put money in the Government coffers?
No, the Government took a gamble and it was a risky gamble which crushed the
small farmer, the artisan, the daily labourer and one day the Government will have
to pay the price. Maybe, it is not in political terms but for the country as a whole
because Mr. Modi is such a good salesman that he can sell igloos to the Eskimos.
He has no problem. He can go and tell them to buy it. He will give such a speech
SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY : He can sell igloos to Sahara.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY : Yes, he can sell igloos to Sahara also. Why not? Yes,
he can sell to the Sub-Saharan people.
16.10 hours (Hon. Speaker in the Chair)

With regard to GST, I will point out the main problem. The GST is to be
implemented from 1* July, 2017. Tax revenues may not perk up in 2017-18 when
crude prices may be higher and corporate profit growth weak. The Centre has
committed to reimburse State Governments for revenue losses post-GST and also
guaranteed 14 per cent growth annually. If the initial year of GST is poor in
revenue accruals, then where will he get the money from? If the first year does not
throw up enough money, I do not know where the money will come from for this
Budget of Rs. 21,00,000 crore proposed by Shri Jaitley. Earlier, it was thought that
compensation to States would amount to Rs.50,000 crore per year, but after
demonetisation, most of the States have seen a drop in tax revenue and
compensation figure may swell to Rs. 90,000 crore. The Finance Minister’s
pockets are empty. Where will he pay compensation to the States from? It is not
quite clear from the figures. Hence, the Budget was a little more than an exercise
in damage control. It had a long list of give-aways and Government programmes
in the context of demonetisation hurting the economy, but little in the way of job-

creating reform.
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Here, I come almost to my last point that the sort of reforms India needs to
create jobs is to open itself up to global supply chains, to incentivise firms to grow
so that they can compete globally and work harder to teach skills to young people.
One million people are joining the job market in India every year. In 2015, only
1,35,000 new jobs were created in this country. Every year we are creating an
army of the unemployed. You look at Mr. Jaitley’s speech. Where is the promise
for giving employment to the people? You tax, you demonetise, you introduce
GST, you talk big and you say infrastructure, but where is the job coming? That is
the question.

The Budget encourages companies to remain small because they are giving
concessions to smaller companies but not to bigger companies. So, they remain
small. You need not bother! The Budget India needed to do something to revise
investment since private investment showed no signs of recovery.

Madam, I will end with putting two points. The Government is going for
privatisation. Today, the Finance Minister announced that he is going to disinvest
Bridge and Roof, Kolkata, Bharat Pumps, Scooters India, Hindustan Newsprints
and eight more companies. They are destroying the basis of the public sector. I
totally oppose these disinvestment proposals of the Government.

Lastly, I say that this Budget does not tell us how much black money
Government has recovered so far. This Finance Bill does not show a way.

The Finance Minister in his Budget Speech said that India is a tax non-
compliant society. He has not laid down a roadmap by which he will be able to
mop up more resources from the rich and give more relief to the poor so that the
economy improves.

With these words, I end my speech on the Finance Bill.
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SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY : Madam, namaskar, pranam, johar. 1 express
my gratitude for allowing me to speak on the Finance Bill, 2017.

I wish to start by expressing my utter disappointment about the direction in
which this Government intends to take or has started taking this country. I
remember, I was much younger when the late Shrimati Indira Gandhi clamped
internal emergency in this country. Initially, the common man was very very
happy because trains started functioning on time; their arrivals and departures
were bang on time; officials used to rush into the Secretariat as if their jobs
depended on it; prices initially fell; and everybody seemed very happy. It took a
little bit of time, but gradually the average Indian -- let us not underestimate the
average Indian -- saw through the dirty game and come 1977 the Janata
experiment was a grand success. It is another matter that the people could not hold
themselves together, but it was a grand success and the people saw through the
game. ... (Interruptions)

In these days of intense social media blitz, all that can be done or can be
achieved is that the timeframe for understanding can be delayed to a great extent. I
admit that, and that is what social media has been successful in doing whether we
talk about the greatest western nation that everybody adores to smaller countries
like France and other nations also. So, it has immense power, and I do not
underestimate the powers. But I overestimate the powers of the people of India
because they are very perceptive.

When I go to my Constituency, people ask me : “Sir, we see that the prices
of petroleum products are falling drastically in the Arab countries. Why is it not
happening in our country?”. Sometime earlier, that is, during the UPA I and II
time we had these illustrious Finance Ministers -- you were there in the House,
Madam -- who would put their hand on their chest sitting right there; look at us;
and tell us ‘main hoon na’ like they were Gods? They had done the same thing
what is being done today, but they could not properly manifest it. So, my

youngsters are saying : “Is it true that there are rumours that just six-eight months
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before 2019 General Elections the petroleum product prices will be drastically
dropped; things will look cheaper; everything will be available in plenty and much
cheaper and again the people will be fooled and once they come back to power
they will raise the prices?”.

But here I would like to suggest, Madam, that let us think as Indians. Let us
allow the poor Indian to build up some reserves in their families with which they
can survive the vagaries of economic ups and downs that the whole world is
seeing today.

I would like to just mention four points quickly, Madam. I would like to
wind up my speech before you ring the bell. Point one is that very surreptitiously
this Government has taken upon itself the task of imposing Income Tax on
agriculture. The effort started in 2014-2015 and now we are all mutely watching
how they are busy decimating that profession. The former Prime Minister had very
clearly said here -- which had broken my heart and many people were hurt by that
-- that : “Farming is no more profitable. We want Indians to migrate from farms
into urban areas. We need to urbanise this country.”

Where does your stomach fill-up from? Is it from eating mobile phones as
we have been told? Is it by eating computers and laptops? How do I fill my
stomach? If there is no food and we go back to the 1960s of dependence on
foreign countries for food, we will have to reconsider our existence as a nation. Do
not forget what happened to the Soviet Union when it collapsed and how the CIS
countries had to suffer. But today each one of them is a very strong country. I pray
to God, let that not happen to India. I have seen in my constituency what a
hardworking farmer does. In a nearby tier-2 or tier-3 city or town, he builds a
home which he rents out, he buys a car which he gives to his son or his nephew to
drive as a taxi. That makes some income so that when there is drought, flood or
hailstorm — in my constituency, there are a lot of incidents of hailstorm which
destroys crops and flattens out the plants — the farmer has some income from these

sources to just merely survive and escape starvation death. That is all. It is not
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luxury life, no air conditioning and no big bungalows. But that is now being
clubbed as ‘income from other sources’.

That means a farmer who is toiling throughout the year to make a living, he
or she will be allowed a mere Rs. 5,000 per annum. That limit is set up to Rs. 2.5
lakhs. What is Rs. 2.5 lakhs today? It is Rs. 20,833 per month which is not even
the salary of a government peon who gets more than that. You want to keep the
farmers at a niggardly, at the lowest of the low level so that you can show them
this chakma; you keep them in the maya jaal. But let us look at the farmer - how
do they survive, and why do the farmers commit suicide? It is not your fault, it is
the system’s fauLT I am not politicising this. I am not saying BJP, Congress or
anybody; it is the system’s fault and all of us are being driven through this system.
Just because 40,000-50,000 farmers are cheating on income tax, let us not punish
the two to three crores of farmers who are genuine toilers, who are not rich and
who are working for survival.

The second point is ‘Political funding through electoral bonds’. The
Association of Democratic Rights had mentioned it earlier in their report and the
hon. Finance Minister also in his budget speech on 1* February had mentioned
that political parties reportedly get about 70 per cent of donations through cash
and a mere 30 per cent through cheques. So, this 30 per cent was what was
taxable, what was known and what was “white money”. Now, you are saying that
they will be allowed to buy electoral bonds and that too incognito - secretly. A
bank will transfer money to another bank and the bonds can be taken by the
political party and deposited in their account. So, that means that 30 per cent
bracket has also moved into the incognito branch. You are helping them hide that
little amount also. All of us know how the FCRA rules had been changed in the
last 2015-16 Finance Bill. Now that shows that foreign funding can come to
political parties in India very, very secretively and in that process, you are

allowing people, foreign companies, to lobby here. You should legalise this
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lobbying or make it in such a manner that people can pay up in white and that
should be acceptable.

I would like to repeat this after all my points is this the kind of reform that
we in this Parliament want to be responsible and a part in passing? This is
something that needs to worry all of us.

The draconian search and seizure provision in the income tax is my next
point no. 3. I have got one more point after this. I will make it very short. In clause
50 of this Bill, the Government has proposed a curious amendment to allow IT
officials not to disclose their reasons for conducting search and seizure. I have a
sneaking suspicion that this amendment is being put in to cover up the arbitrary
raids conducted during 50 days of demonetisation.

When you demonetised the Indian currency, at that time, it was said:

“Sources said that no official instructions or orders have been issued
by the Revenue Department of the Ministry of Finance for the IT
sleuths to swoop on people suspected to be holding or actually
holding bulk cash. Instructions are being issued over the telephone
from a very high level official to members of the Central Board of
Direct Taxes who in turn transmit them to the DG of Income Tax
who then verbally directs his senior officers to produce the results, a
euphemism for showing seizures.”

Is this true? If this be true, are you already using the Income-Tax Department as a
political tool? If that be so, Madam, the whole country — not only the BJP or the
ruling clique — accepts that the ...” . Do you agree or not? If they do, then they
must prepare themselves that an election depends on the mood of the people. What
if, in a terrible condition in 2019, there is a swapping of places? Do you want to
give this deadly tool to a ...~ ? That is the question you have to think about.
Finally, my last point, which is No. 4, is that the NPA problem is getting

worse. Our economy is in a shambles. This year’s Economic Survey points out

* Not recorded
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that bad loans have doubled since last year — it is 12 point some per cent. I am
quoting from the Economic Survey:

“More than four-fifths of Non-Performing Assets were with Public

Sector Banks where NPA ratio has reached a little over 12 per cent.

The situation is very alarming. There is practically no new loans

being given out.”

One wonders, if you are not giving out new loans, how is your GDP figure
shooting up to seven and you are planning to go beyond seven per cent also? It
boggles our minds. We are commoners and we are not able to understand this
jugglery of figures. “Seven per cent GDP real growth for third-quarter of financial
year 2017 released by the Government has made many experts conclude that
demonetization has had no effect on the economy (which is great, if true).” Let us
accept that. But how can the economy grow when the bank lending growth has
declined to a 60-year low of a mere five per cent? That is a 60-year low! We are in
a partial state of recession. Since there are reports of massive job cuts across
sectors — from IT, Real Estate and everywhere — if the Government claims that the
seven per cent figure is true, it has to be living in denial; it is not accepting the
reality. They may hide behind their shroud of public relation.

Madam, you must have heard of Mr. Goebbels in the 1940s. He used to say,
“Keep repeating something and the public believes that.” But eventually, what was
discovered was that Mr. Adolf Hitler, Mr. Goebbels and Mr. Heinrich Himmler
and all their cahoots themselves started believing the lies they were dishing out.
That brought about the fall of Third Reich.

It is quite possible that one day the top ten defaulting companies which owe
Rs. 40,000 crore each to banks will slap them in the face and leave them stunned
like one of the smaller players left for England. Markets will come crashing down.

I would say the Government should beware of such a situation — not take lightly
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and not behave like the earlier ...*.” When everybody left them, for ten years, ... .
Let that not happen to India again.

You, gentlemen, are not in power. You will not even know what is
happening. When you come to know, you know when you will know, when we
will know. When we all know, the country will know. But then, it will be too late.

I would just end with two lines, Madam. Rhetoric dies a quick death, but
changing laws has a long-term effect. I ask the Government to pull their heads out
of the sand and smell the bad smell in the air. Do it before it is too late.

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SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Hon. Speaker
Madam, I thank you for giving me an opportunity to speak on this important
Finance Bill. I stand up on behalf of my Telugu Desam Party and our leader hon.
Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh Shri Chandrababu Naidu in support of the
Finance Bill.

First of all, I would like to start with the problems of Andhra Pradesh. I
know this has been happening all the time. But we are compelled to do this after
the unfair and unscientific bifurcation that has happened to the State of Andhra
Pradesh. 1 would like to thank the Central Government for showing a lot of
commitment in whatever issues that have been raised in the House or outside the
House. They have shown full commitment and support to the State of Andhra
Pradesh. When we asked the Central Government for providing legal sanctity to
the package that has been announced for the State of Andhra Pradesh, they have
also agreed to that. Last week, they have given Cabinet approval also.

On behalf of the people of Andhra Pradesh, we thank the Central
Government and our hon. Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi. What the Cabinet
approval also says is that there will be 100 per cent funding for the Polavaram
project which is the lifeline of the State of Andhra Pradesh. There will also be
special assistance measure for Andhra Pradesh by way of repayment of loan and
interest for externally added projects signed between 2015-16 to 2019-20. This
has been done so that if Andhra Pradesh is granted special status, whatever money
is going to come to Andhra Pradesh, will be compensated by repayment of loan
through the medium of externally added projects.

What I want to mention here is that when a State gets special category
status, there are two important issues that need to be understood. One is the
centrally sponsored schemes where the States get a benefit in the ratio of 90:10
whereas Andhra Pradesh at the moment is getting 60:40. So, there is a gap of 30
per cent. According to the special package that has been mentioned in the Cabinet

approval, Andhra Pradesh will get the benefit of this 30 per cent. But what I want

to bring to the notice of the Central Government is that according to the special
status, there is certain benefit for the externally added projects also and that is also
supposed to be in the ratio of 90:10. There is no mention of that in the Cabinet
approval but when the hon. Finance Minister Shri Arun Jaitley announced the
package itself, he said that every paisa of the benefit of special status for Andhra
Pradesh will be covered under this special package. So, we are just bringing it to
the notice of the Central Government and we assume that whatever is not
mentioned in the package also will be taken care of.

In the Budget the Finance Minister has on the request of the Chief Minister
Shri Chandrababu Naidu granted capital gains tax exemption to the farmers who
have donated their lands for the construction of our new capital at Amaravati
region. It is a great historic decision. We really want to thank the Central
Government for taking that decision but there is a clause that we want to bring to
the notice of the Central Government. This capital gains tax exemption has been
granted for a period of two years. We have to understand that after the land
pooling scheme, the farmers who were holding the land will not get the full
intended benefit. So, for them to avail the full benefit we request that the capital
gains tax exemption be granted for the first sale without any time limit. We have
already put that concern to the Finance Minister. We are very grateful that
whenever we come here regarding the farmers’ issues he is granting time and
listening to our issues. We hope that this issue will also be taken care of and the
exemption would be granted without any time limit.

There is another issue which is regarding the FRBM limit for the State of
Andhra Pradesh. We are currently having a limit of three per cent but our Chief
Minister has requested for 3.5 per cent. We have to see that at the time of
bifurcation, Andhra Pradesh had a revenue deficit of Rs. 16,000 crore. It was not
our fauLT The revenue deficit that had been put on our head, that had been
hanging on the State of Andhra Pradesh was not the fault of the State but in fact

the fault of the Centre, the Government which was ruling during the previous
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term. Accordingly, we had requested the Central Government to curtail the
financial constrictions in order to get financial flexibility to take the State forward.
The FRBM limit for the State of Andhra Pradesh therefore has to be enhanced to
3.5 per cent. It is a long pending request. We hope the Central Government and
the Finance Minister take this into account and grant it.

Coming to demonetisation, more than the Government I think the House
should salute the people of this country for having hope on that decision and for
tolerating even if there was a little inconvenience and even if there was a lot of
hardship that they had to face. They had tolerated with the hope that this decision
was going to do some good for the country. Taking the decision forward, we are
now promoting cashless economy and digital economy. So, we are telling
everyone to use digital medium. Whenever they are doing that, the banks are
levying transaction charges. ... (Interruptions)

Madam, since I am fortunate to be speaking when the hon. Chief Minister
has come, we would like to congratulate him on our behalf, on behalf of the State
of Andhra Pradesh, and on behalf of our Chief Minister Shri Chandrababu Naidu.
... (Interruptions)

Coming back to my speech, I was talking about the digital transactions.
Right now, we have done the demonetisation in the hope that it would benefit the
common man and the people of this country but the way this is going we see that
the maximum benefit is accruing to the banks rather than the common man. Every
time you transact, they charge you a certain amount of money. So, the people are
being discouraged to go to the digital medium. I would request the Finance
Minister to incentivise them whenever they are using the digital medium or go in
for cashless transactions so that there would be more encouragement to move into
this mode. I would like to give a small example here. If there are ten people who
are transacting Rs. 10 within each other without spending anything or if I am
giving Rs. 10 to someone who is giving to someone else, at the end of a thousand

transactions, that Rs. 10 is gone and is sitting with the bank but nobody has any
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kind of money. In fact, if you do it with the physical currency, the monetary value
of Rs. 10 is always with the person. So, this has to be taken into account. The
transaction charges which are being levied by the banks have to be curtailed. They
have to be stopped. It has to be done for the benefit of the common man. The other
aspect regarding merchant discount rate also should be taken into account. There
has been a reduction of one per cent for the petrol pumps. Similarly, for all other
merchants also, this needs to be taken into account; and the merchant discount rate
should also be considered for other merchants.

It is time that we see the reality of the GST. It is a very revolutionary Bill
and I congratulate the Government. Even after a lot of hardships, a lot of
constrictions, the Government has come ahead, taken the opinion of all the States
and have addressed all the issues. We really wish to see it as a reality, Madam.

According to GST, there is one constraint from the State of Andhra
Pradesh, which is the off shore oil and gas reserves. In terms of on shore oil and
gas reserves the State which holds these reserves get a royalty. The State of
Rajasthan, right now, because of its oil and gas reserves is earning an amount of
almost Rs.6,500 crore to Rs.7,000 crore whereas Andhra Pradesh, which has KG
basin just next to its shore, is not getting a single penny at all because it is sitting
off shore. Pipelines are being laid through Andhra Pradesh. They are using our
land, our infrastructure, our resources and everything but we are not getting a
single penny. So, we want that even where the oil and gas reserves are sitting off
shore, they also pay a royalty to the landing States.

Implementation of GST is very-very important. There has to be good
coordination between the State and the Centre. This is the first year we will be
implementing it. There can be many issues that can crop up. So, the Government
should have an advance mechanism to address these issues in a timely manner so
that they do not get derailed and the whole purpose of GST does not get derailed.

I just wanted to bring this to the notice of the Central Government.
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Coming back to my State of Andhra Pradesh, we need almost Rs.20,000
crore per year to be able to build a world class Capital. The Centre has given a
meagre Rs.4000 crore. I would request that in future years certainly they will look
after our demand and fulfil the request of building a world class Capital in the
State of Andhra Pradesh.

The AP Reorganisation Act states that the backward regions of Andhra
Pradesh will be given tax incentives and a special backward package because of
which we are enjoying Rs.50 crore per year. There are seven districts which are
enjoying that. There is 15 per cent accelerated depreciation allowance and the
capital expenditure allowance also. We request that other than the seven districts,
out of the 13 districts, the district of Prakasham also be added to the list of
backward districts. It is as backward as these districts. So, it also needs to be
considered.

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU : Madam, I have a couple of

important issues to raise but I do not know if I can raise all of them.

HON. SPEAKER: You can raise only one issue.

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU : I would like to raise two important
1ssues, Madam. I do not know if I can mention it in this Finance Bill discussion
but it is a good suggestion. I want the Central Government to take them into
account.

They had the power to take out the Railway Budget. They have taken out
the 70 years of tradition. I want them to think over this proposal, use the same
power to have a separate agriculture budget. It is very important that this House
shows concern towards the farmers and agriculture. It has been raised by Shri

Tathagata Satpathy also. Just like we have discussed the Railway Budget for so
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many years, we should discuss Agriculture Budget every year. We should give
confidence to farmers saying that this House is committed to their benefits. So,
there should be Agriculture Budget every year separately.

The NRIs who are specifically staying in America right now are facing a lot
of turmoil in terms of racial issues or stringent visa laws that are being put in. In
90s or 80s there was brain drain from India to America. Now there is an
opportunity for reverse brain gain. People are willing to come back to India but
the Central Government need to take certain measures so that they prefer India,
come back and help in the growth and development of this country.

With these suggestions I would like to end my speech. 1 support the
Finance Bill. Thank you.

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SHRI MD. BADARUDDOZA KHAN (MURSHIDABAD): Hon. Chairman, Sir, |
am thankful to you for giving me this opportunity to participate in the debate on
the Finance Bill. I am also happy that the hon. Finance Minister, Shri Arun Jaitley
is present here.

Sir, firstly, I would discuss about the Income Tax. The Income Tax has
been reduced in case of the low income group people, who are the salaried
persons. It is also true that it is only the salaried class people, who pay their taxes
in a correct way. They have little chance to hide their income. But the Finance
Minister has reduced the Corporate Taxes from 30 per cent to 25 per cent; and he
is hopeful that ‘due to such tax reduction, the price of production of the corporates
would go down and they would do further investments; and in such a way some
new employment would be generated.’

Now, Sir, what is the position of employment in our country? In the last
two years, there has been no expansion of employment in our country. So, we
are frustrated in this sector. But in most cases, we find that the Indirect Tax have
been increased. Service Tax, Customs Duty and Excise Duty have been increased.
Only in the case of unconventional energy, the Excise Duty is reduced. Also, there
is a compulsion of the Environment Conference in Paris. For this reason only, in
the case of unconventional energy, the rate of tax has been reduced.

Sir, I would, therefore, suggest the hon. Finance Minister to give some
more rebate on taxes of the salaries people of lower income group, who are under
tax net, and impose more direct taxes on the corporates.

Sir, it is told from the Government’s end that unprecedented tax has been
collected this year. What is the reason that it has happened? I want to state here
that it had happed only during the time of demonetization. The tax payers paid
their tax, in advance, in excess. These excess tax would be refunded after certain
period after all the accounts would be completed. In such a way, some persons

converted their black money into white and some persons earned huge profits.
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Sir, from the document we find that the revenue collection has increased
this year. But why has it increased? Why is that the revenue collection has been
better than that of previous years? It is mainly due to increase in Excise Duty on
petroleum products. The Government is lucky that since 2014, the price of crude
oil in the international market has been coming down. But, in spite of that, the
Government has imposed more and more Excise Duty on petroleum products. So,
through such types of taxations, the Government has earned a huge amount of two
lakh crores of rupees.

Sir, the people of our country only are not getting the benefit of such price
reduction of crude oil. The prices of petrol and diesel are the highest in our
country. The price of petrol in Bangladesh is even cheaper than what is there in
our country. This is the position in our country. Due to this reason only, the fiscal
deficit has got reduced. In his Budget Speech, the hon. Finance Minister had said
that the fiscal deficit has been reduced this year. But only with this reason, the
fiscal deficit has been reduced.

Sir, from our Party, we demand reduction in the price of petroleum
products in compliance with the international market. It must be reduced for the
benefit of the common people of our country.

Now, I would like to discuss about the political funding. The Government
has reduced the individual donation from Rs. 20,000 to Rs. 2,000. But there is no
ceiling of expenditure for political parties in elections. Only candidates are under
some restrictions. Everybody knows from where such huge money is coming to
the political parties in elections. From our Party, I demand a ban on corporate
funding to political parties by any means, be it by cheque, be it by cash or be it by
election bonds.

Now, our Finance Minister has proposed election bonds. We are against it.
We want a ban on all this. We want a ban on corporate funding in the elections.

Sir, I would like to speak on NPAs of the banks. Every year, the non-

performing assets, that is bad loans, are increasing. Actually, they are not just
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increasing, but they are jumping. Now, it is Rs. 11 lakh crore. But now, we find
that the Government is advocating to recapitalize the public sector banks. What
does it mean? You again give loan to the defaulters who are actually liable for
NPAs. It means that again NPA will increase and all the banks will become
bankrupt. Therefore, it is our view that it must not be considered. There is no
direction from the Government as to how such a huge NPA will be recovered.

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SHRI MEKAPATI RAJA MOHAN REDDY (NELLORE): Thank you very much
Mr. Chairman, Sir, for giving me an opportunity to speak on the Finance Bill,
2017.

There was a lot of expectation among the middle class and the salaried
employees from the Budget, particularly, in context of the trouble faced by them
for over two months due to demonetization.

The hon. Finance Minister has reduced the IT rate for persons having the
income between Rs. 2.5 lakh to Rs. 5 lakh per annum, from the earlier rate of 10
per cent to five per cent. However, the Finance Minister said that the existing
rebate of Rs. 5,000, which is available on income up to Rs. 5 lakh, has been
reduced to Rs. 2,500. It will be applicable to assesses having the income of Rs.
3.5 lakh. We would request that the old limits should be retained as they were.
We also request that the Government may kindly exempt the persons who are
having an annual income up to Rs. 5 lakh from income tax.

In another change, the Finance Minister said that the long-term Capital
Gains Tax on immovable property will apply after two years instead of three
years. We request that this may further be reduced to one year as in the case of
stock market. In fact, this is a pure speculation while it is a genuine investment
drive.

The Finance Minister has imposed a surcharge of 10 per cent on those who
are earning between Rs. 50 lakh to Rs. 1 crore. The current 15 per cent surcharge
on those who are earning above Rs. 1 crore will be there. We really wonder why
this additional surcharge is being imposed on those who are having an income up
to Rs. 1 crore.

Sir, ever since the NDA Government came to power in 2014, the cesses and
surcharges are being routinely increased so much so that as against what they used
to constitute just 12 per cent of Gross Tax Revenues in 2014, presently, they

constitute about 18 per cent which is very high.
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For instance, there is Rs. 400 per tonne of coal collected as clean energy
cess. Where is the need for this now, when the country is making good progress in
terms of creation of capacity in Renewable Energy Sector?

While on this subject, it is important to note that during 2009 and 2016, the
installed power capacity has increased from 1.75 lakh MW to 3 lakh MW, an
unprecedented increase in the capacity in such a short span of time. Of this, the
coal based power capacity increased from 79,000 MW in 2009 to 1.8 lakh MW.
There is too much of power availability in the country. Unfortunately, the demand
for power is not picking up as the manufacturing sector has not been showing any
signs of growth. Whatever growth we have now is the intermittent ebbs and tides.
As a result, a large number of private power projects are operating at low PLFs
incurring huge losses, in the process, becoming NPAs. Power sector constitutes
the single largest NPA of commercial banks. While the situation is like this, each
State is going on to add more and more capacities in this sector creating potential
NPAs at the incipient stage itself. It is time the country takes an impassionate look
at the whole issue before things go from bad to worse.

It is a mystery as to why in spite of great focus of ‘Make in India’
programme and despite global commodity prices falling by over 60 per cent in the
last two years and the entire country becoming power surplus, why is the
manufacturing sector in India not picking up? For instance, the Index of Industrial
Production for manufacturing was 204.7 in March, 2014 and after nearly 2 years
10 months, the IIP for manufacturing for the month of January, 2017 was reported
by CSO as 199.2.

Despite levying 0.5 per cent cess as Krishi Kalyan cess on Service Tax
from 1% June, 2016, what is the budgetary increase for agriculture? The Budget
for Ministry of Agriculture and Farmer Welfare was increased from Rs. 48,072
crore in 2016-17 to Rs. 51,026 crore in 2017-18, an increase by six per cent for a

sector on which more than 60 per cent of the population depends.
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As regards indirect taxes, the Central Excise and Service Tax gets
subsumed in the proposed GST scheduled to become operative from 1% July,
2017. As GST is coming into force, no major changes were made except to
promote ‘Make in India’ programme, which we welcome.

In the Customs Duty, the Government has imposed a levy of Special
Additional Duty of two per cent on import of populated circuit boards used in the
manufacture of mobile phones. While this may marginally increase the price of
phones in the short run, this would incentivize domestic manufacturing of PCBs.
Further, the basic customs duty on import of solar tempered glass has been
reduced from existing five per cent to nil and replaced with a levy of six per cent
CVD. While BCD is a cost, CVD is creditable and hence not a cost. Parts required
for manufacture of solar tempered glass would be subject to lower rate of excise
duty of six per cent. The above moves would encourage domestic manufacturing
of solar cells/panels/modules etc. in India.

Further, to accelerate disposing off the pending rulings, it has been
proposed to merge the authority for advance ruling for Income Tax with that of
Customs, Excise and Service Tax. This is good.

Coming to 2017-18 budget provisions, it is inexplicable as to why revenue
receipts were projected to grow only by 6.5 per cent in 2017-18 over the revised
estimate 2016-17 despite the revenue receipts for the period April-February 2016-
17 registering a healthy growth rate of over 15 per cent and the indirect taxes
registering a robust growth of 22 per cent for the same period. As a result, the
total budget outlay will grow by less than six per cent. We wonder when we spend
so little, as to how we can achieve the ambitious GDP growth of over seven per
cent.

In conclusion, I would like to say that, Sir, in the Finance Bill, 2015, certain
tax concessions were extended to States like Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, West
Bengal and Bihar. But what Andhra Pradesh should be given are the tax

concessions that were extended to Special Category States, as that was the promise
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made by the then Prime Minister Dr. Manmohan Singh on the demand made by
BJP. We request and we reiterate kindly to grant the same to Andhra Pradesh to
enable it to catch up with the other States because of unjust division of the State.

With these words, I support the Bill and conclude. Thank you.
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SHRIMATI K. MARAGATHAM (KANCHEEPURAM): Sir, I express my hearty
thanks and respect to our eternal Leader Puratchi Thalaivi Amma, before I speak
on the discussion on the Finance Bill, 2017.

The Union Budget 2017-18 has come at a vital moment after the
demonetization. This Budget represents a major forward movement for the
country.

Reeling under the pressure of demonetization, which has weeded out 86 per
cent of the country’s bank notes, the Finance Minister focused on startups and the
small and medium enterprises.

For SMEs with turnover up to Rs.2 crore, the Finance Minister said that the
tax will be lowered from eight per cent to six per cent. This will reduce the
financial burden and help SMEs. For startups, who have been waiting for tax
incentives, the Finance Minister has announced that they will have to pay taxes for
three out of seven years, only if they make profits.

MSMEs are the largest employment provider. This cash-based informal
sector represents over 90 per cent of all enterprises. An increase in the credit
guarantees for this sector from Rs.1 crore to Rs.2 crore is really good. The MSME
sector is not yet ready to adapt the GST and has fear that GST could add to their
woes. The Government has a duty and responsibility to allay their fears.

The public sector banks that are permitted to lend a certain proportion of
their total loan kitty to the micro, small and medium enterprises have urged the
Reserve Bank of India to relax the credit rating limits for some essential bodies
like health sector.

Credit flow towards the MSME sector has been thinning due to a surge in
Non-Performing Assets (NPA) in banks. Most banks have been shying away from
financing them due to tough provisioning norms, and the default rate among
MSMEs has been rising. The Budget, however, did not highlight any measures to
relieve funding and fund pick-up. There were no measures for banks which worry

about loan defaults. I urge the Union Government to take strict measures and ways
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and means to collect loan dues from NPAs which will allow banks to finance more
for the needy and genuine industries.

The Goods and Services Tax (GST) has been signed as the biggest indirect
tax reform in India after Independence. With the ball set to roll for a unified
country-wide tax reform, the market is filled with both hope and fear. GST will
replace various other taxes such as Excise, VAT and Service Tax with a single tax
structure. Driven by wide-ranging fears, several startups and SMEs are wary of the
difficult impacts that may come into the picture with the GST rollout.

GST 1is destination-based consumption tax imposed at many stages of
production and distribution of goods and services. It combines various other taxes
such as State and local tax, entertainment tax, excise duty, surcharges and others.
The tax is applicable on transaction value which includes packaging, commission
and other expenses earned during sales.

It allows full tax credit from inputs and capital goods on procurement
which can later be set off against the GST output liability. The main feature of
GST would be that goods and services are considered alike and within the supply
chain, they are taxed at a flat single rate till the customers can access them.

Another main feature of the GST roll out in India is that it will be dual
based, that i1s, both Centre and various State Governments will tax GST
separately. The Central Government will charge CGST and the State
Governments will charge SGST respectively. The basis for classification of
taxes, measure of levy and chargeability of taxes will be the same for both. This
is necessary keeping in mind the federal structure of the Government, provided
the governments at both levels have the liberty to administer their own taxes. In
addition, GST will be levied on import of goods and services into India.

India is a global manufacturing hub and SMEs form around 90 per cent of
the industrial units in the country. A large portion of SMEs are of the opinion
that GST is not all good for the sector. The tax neutrality that the SMEs enjoy

may be one of the important benefits. However, reduction in duty threshold is
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one of the key concerns that have led them to be wary of the GST Bills.

GST regime will not differentiate between luxury goods and normal
goods. This will make it hard for the SMEs to compete against large enterprises.
GST ultimately charged on supply will not be available for input credit. This will
lead to an increase in the cost of the products for businesses that supply directly
to end-users.

Sir, our hon. Puratchi Thalaivi Amma was highly concerned about the
impact the proposed GST will have on the financial independence of States and
the huge permanent revenue loss it is likely to cause to a manufacturing and net
exporting State like Tamil Nadu. It is quite natural that GST has a mixed opinion.

Furthermore, the GST system will have acceptance that
will vary from State to State. In essence, the GST's effect on the entire Indian
economy will have to be examined in entirety to reach a widely accepted
conclusion. Until then, manufacturing States like Tamil Nadu should be
sufficiently compensated and their loss due to implementing GST should be
repaid then and there.

Sir, as a part of the roadmap for the implementation of
GST, the Central Sales Tax rate was reduced from four per cent to two per cent
with effect from 2008. The Government of India agreed to implement various
non-revenue measures and direct release of funds to compensate the States for
their revenue losses.

The Government of Tamil Nadu has been submitting its compensation
claims regularly but has not received the promised compensation in full. We are
grateful that after a long delay of nearly four years, a sum of Rs. 2,000 crore was
finally released and Rs. 2238.35 crore during 2015-16.

However, even after these releases, as against the State Government's
claim of Rs. 13,227.46 crore for the period from 2007 to 2013, a sum of only Rs.
6,875.25 crore has been released by the Government and a sum of Rs. 6,352.21

crore is yet to be reimbursed by the Government of India. I request that the entire
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outstanding compensation claims of Tamil Nadu should be sanctioned and
released at the earliest.
