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(viii) Need for increase in the number of beds in the hospital at Adityapur in
Jamshedpur Parliamentary Constituency of Jharkhand

SHRI BIDYUT BARAN MAHATO (JAMSHEDPUR): Adityapur is a huge
industrial area and having more than one lakh seventeen thousand employees.
However, there is only one hospital for these employees having bed capacity of
50. For 1,17,000 employees, 50 bed is quite less and most of them are denied
treatment because of scarcity of hospital beds. I, therefore, request the Minister to

kindly increase number of beds to around 250.
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ix eed to permit development works in areas around Defence
ix) Need to permit develop t ks i d Def
properties in Mumbai and other parts of the country

DR. KIRIT SOMAIYA (MUMBAI NORTH EAST): Defence Ministry issued
clarification and also a list of properties of Mumbai around which development is
allowed. The circular issued by the Defence Ministry and the Government of
Maharashtra resulted into hurdles for development, redevelopment around the
Defence properties in Mumbai and other parts of the country. After receiving
several representations, the Defence Ministry issued clarification in 2016-17 and
permitted development beyond 10 meters of the Defence properties of Mumbai.
Army has released a list of such properties of Mumbai and other places allowing
development beyond 10 meters but Navy has been continuing to create hurdles,
straightway refusing “No Objection Certificate” without any appropriate logic.
Navy which has non-sensitive properties/lands, also has refused to allow
development there at par with Army and the clarification issued by the Defence
Ministry.

I urge the Government to take immediate remedial measures in this regard.
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(x) Need for a Flash Flood Management Policy for North East

DR. THOKCHOM MEINYA (INNER MANIPUR): In North-eastern States flash
floods and landslides leave thousands displaced. This time the death toll has gone
to more than four digits. Heavy Monsoon rains, flash floods wreak havoc in
Imphal, Guwahati, Mizoram and Arunachal Pradesh. The two life-lines of
Manipur i.e., NH No 2 and 37 are completely cut off causing immediate closure of
movement of goods and passengers. Encroachment of natural water bodies in the
valley areas in the name of development and shallow river beds appears to be
some of the reasons for these flash floods. This is high time to have a dedicated
Flash Flood Management Policy for the entire North East and Manipur . Hence |
urge the Union Government and Ministry of Home Affairs to immediately declare
flash floods in NE States as a National Calamity for sanctioning adequate relief
funds and formulate a dedicated Flash Flood Management Policy for the entire

North East.

(xi) Regarding incidents of racial discrimination

SHRI NINONG ERING (ARUNACHAL EAST): I would like to apprise the
Government of the recent incident of Tailin Lyngdoh, a Meghalaya woman
dressed in her traditional Khasi attire being denied entry to Delhi’s golf club.

Earlier also there have been similar cases wherein people from South India
have been mocked because of their dark skin, minorities being mocked for
practicing their traditional customs and beliefs and also people from Northeast
have been discriminated against. These are not the only incidents, in fact the issue
of discrimination against skin colour and special facial makeup is deep rooted and
occasionally these incidents turn violent as was seen in the Bangalore case in
which a mob thrashed an African couple and torched their vehicle.

The curious trend with these incidents is that they are mostly against the
people from North-eastern states of India being encountered in North Indian states,
Delhi being the most notorious (according to MP Bezbaruah report 2014). These
incidents of racial splurge can largely be attributed to the fact that even after 70
years of Independence, discrimination is still felt by them. The aloofness of NE
from the mainland India has brought about a cultural distance among people as a
whole, which in certain circumstances get manifested as racial slurs against each
other. Sometimes these exchanges turn violent and in each case disrupting the
unique fabric of homogeneous and heterogeneous India.

Hence the solution should not only encompass the removal of alienation of
this sort but also should embark upon the larger issue of national integration of the
people of India with its amazing diversity.

I, therefore, urge the Government to take further steps with the help of
NGOs and private sector and strengthen our preventative system to ensure that

these unfortunate incidents do not happen again.
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(xii) Need to exempt Tamil Nadu from NEET Examination

SHRI M. UDHAYAKUMAR (DINDIGUL): The National Eligibility-cum-
Entrance Test (NEET) is an Entrance Examination for all students who wish to
study any graduate medical course (MBBS/dental course (BDS) or Postgraduate

course (MD/MS) in government or private medical colleges in India.

The reasons for objection of Tamil Nadu Government to the NEET are as

follows:-

(1)  Ostensibly to make a level playing field for the rural students, who

don’t have access to Private Coaching Centres.

(2)  Students and Parents are reluctant because of the short period for
preparation after the Board Examination, Unfamiliar area of the
entrance examination, Cut-off Marks, Minus Marking are sore

points.

(3)  Necessary steps have been taken to improve School Education in

Tamil Nadu which require some more years to yield its fruits.

(4)  The reforms have been introduced by investing money to improve

the infrastructure as well as the teaching methods.

I, therefore, urge the Government to look into the matter sympathetically.
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(xiii) Regarding details of discussion between PM of India and President of
China at G-20 Summit in Hamburg, Germany

PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): The India-China standoff in the Doklam
plateau enters the third week as the current border crisis started after Indian forces
stopped the construction of a road by China in the Doklam region. Road
construction is China’s way of expanding territory. It has been doing so below
Bhutan’s claim line in the area for some time, brushing away protests by the tiny
country. China is livid because India came to Bhutan’s help and refused to allow
its “mission creep” to continue further. If allowed to continue uncontested,
Chinese action would render the corridor vulnerable, and have serious security
implications for India. With this action, China has again upended an understanding
between the special representatives. In 2005, India and China had agreed to a
formulation on ‘settled populations’ in the guiding principles for a boundary
settlement, but within a year, the Chinese envoy claimed all of Arunachal Pradesh,
dismissing the agreement. Chinese officials have ruled out any talks with India
until Indian troops “withdraw”. China has some boundary differences with almost
all 14 neighbours. All of them don’t have friendly relations with China. On the
other hand, some of the neighbours of China have come closer to India. All the
neighbours of China are watching the border standoff with India, if the situation
escalates to a war, it would send an alarming signal to others. China can’t expect
all the neighbours especially, Japan and Vietnam to remain unaffected if it enters
into war with India. Further, this may also hamper China’s One-Belt-One-Road
(OBOR) initiative, which tops the priority list of President Xi Jinping, who is
eyeing the role of global leader for his country. China has stated that Xi Jinping
and our Prime Minister will not hold bilateral talks during G-20 Summit at

Hamburg in Germany. While sources here maintained that the five- minute

meeting between PM Narendra Modi and President Xi Jinping in Hamburg went
“better than expected”, the Chinese government refused to agree that a meeting
took place at all. I would request the government to reveal the details of the

discussion between Prime Minister of India & President of China at Hamburg.
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(xiv) Need to extend the benefits of Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana
(Gramin) to all the eligible people

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYANAGAR): Census (SECC 2011) was
conducted in the year 2011 with an object of providing sturdy brick houses to the
social and economically backward people after fulfillment of certain specific
yardstick. But it is revealed that a noticeable section of socio and economically
backward people are still waiting to be benefited under the Pradhan Mantri Awas
Yojana (Gramin) scheme specially the family members who were minor during

the census & now have become adults & separated from their family.

I would urge the Government to take action/measures for inclusion of those

names by conducting further survey.

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(xvii) Regarding construction of Post Office buildings at Mosra, Madnoor
and Nizambad Mandal Headquarters of Telangana
SHRI BHEEMRAO B. PATIL (ZAHEERABAD): We as a part of the society are
connected to the government in some or the other way and one cannot even
imagine life without postal services. Hence, I would like to request regarding
construction of a Post office Building at Mosra, Madnoor & Nizamsagar Mandal
Headquarters. That the Mosra Mandal headquarters of Nizamabad Distt, and
Madnoor, Nizamsagar Mandal Headquarters of Kamareddy district, erstwhile
Nizamabad District in my Parliamentary constituency, have land available for
construction of Post Office building. There is a long standing demand from people
of above Mandals as they are facing difficulties. Hence it is requested to kindly

arrange for construction of a Post Office in above towns on priority basis.
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(xviii) Regarding Social Economic and Caste Census, 2011

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER (PONNANI): Socio Economic and Caste
Census (SECC) 2011 is the first comprehensive exercise to estimate India’s rural
poverty levels. The analysis of the findings shows that 31.2% of India’s rural
households can be called poor. About 275 million people in rural areas live in
deprivation, a state of being where people struggle to make subsistence living. In
2002 a similar census had estimated India’s rural poverty at 36% of the
population, about 267 million. In 10 years only 8 million people moved out of
poverty. The SECC data analysis categorizes the population on the deprivation
levels and will help the government prioritize schemes meant for the most
deprived. The study also analyzed data from a caste wise breakdown of population
for the first time since 1931. The SECC analysis uses an exclusion- inclusion
method to do a headcount of the poor.

I invite the attention of the Government towards the findings of the Census.
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(xix) Regarding more railway facilities in Northestern States

SHRI RADHESHYAM BISWAS (KARIMGANIJ): People of Barak valley
though connected with railway network with broad guage are not getting
full facility till date. The ratio of existing trains on all routes including
Badarpur /Lumding and Churaibari/Agartala is still very slow. Passenger trains
from Boirabhi to Silchar and Karimganj to Dullabchera are not sufficient and
passengers are facing problems due to shortage of passenger reservation system
and ticket counters. I request the Railway Minister to solve these problems
immediately for the interest of people of NE states.

I would like to request Hon’ble Railway Minister to introduce some more
new trains for people of Northeastern states viz. (a Introduction of Rajdhani
Express from Agartala to New Delhi (b) Express train from Boirabhi to New
Delhi, Kolkata, Chennai and Mumbai (c) Daily Intercity Express from Boirabhi to
Guwahati and Tinsukiya (d) More passenger trains from Silchar to Boirabhi,
Dullabchera and Agartala.

Lastly, I request to start immediate construction of railway line from

Patharkandi to Kahnmun of Mizoram.
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(xx) Need to extend Jaijon-Rahon-Jalandhar train upto Amritsar

SHRI PREM SINGH CHANDUMAJRA (ANANDPUR SAHIB): Jaijon-Rahon-
Jalandhar Train is the life-line of Doaba region of Punjab and most of my
constituency and native village of Shaheed Bhagat Singh fall on this route. A large
number of people of the area want to extend this service up to Amritsar. Hon'ble
Railway Minister declared its expansion up to Amritsar within three months when
he visited Khatkar kalan, the native village of Shaheed Sardar Bhagat Singh two
years ago. But unfortunately it has not been done till now.

I would urge upon the Government of India to implement the commitment
of hon'ble Minister of Railway to extend Jaijon-Rahon-Jalandhar train upto
Amritsar. I would also urge upon the Union Government to a make new Rail link

from Rahon to Khanna via Samrala.
