Member has raised an
issue related to dumping duties. There is a Director-General who deals with anti-
dumping. Those industries which feel that because of the imports their export
possibilities are getting affected, they are welcome to give details so that the DG
will conduct a proper inquiry and any duties thereof can be levied on those kinds
of imports which are coming, which can damage our industry. ...

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Madam, the hon. Member has raised a

very important issue. Yes, the negotiations on the RECP are going to be happening
from today in Hyderabad. It is one of the several rounds. ... (Interruptions) The
concern that the Member has raised as regards agricultural products and dairy
products which may be coming into the country, we are very conscious and we are
constantly interacting with all stakeholders. ... (Interruptions)

At this stage, there is nothing which has been agreed upon as yet. Indian

farmers and Indian dairy interests, particularly and pharmaceutical interests as
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with other interests, also will be kept in mind and I will certainly say this as an
assurance to the House that none of our interests will be adversely affected and the
negotiations are not happening without us taking our interests into consideration.

SHRI G. HARI : Madam Speaker, the trade deficit with China has been widening
year after year. Today, import of various products from China has increased
manifold. However, it is saddening to note that while India provides an open field
for the Chinese products in India, many of the Indian products do not have access
in the Chinese market. ... (Interruptions)

So, I would like to know from the hon. Minister the steps proposed to be

taken to reduce trade deficit with China. ... (Interruptions) Thank you, Speaker,
Madam. ... (Interruptions)
SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN : Madam, the hon. Member has raised a
matter, which is of serious concern. ... (Interruptions) All of us also recognize
that the trade deficit with China is a matter of concern. ... (Interruptions) We are
definitely looking at getting greater access for our products and services in the
Chinese market for which negotiations are happening at various levels not just
today, but since the time this Government has come into power. ... (Interruptions)
Even the Prime Minister has raised the issue with the Chinese authorities. ...
(Interruptions)

What I would like to tell the House through you, Madam, is that with China
the stages are being followed as per WTO procedures/negotiations.
(Interruptions) It is only the time that the China consumes in granting market
access or even removing non-tariff barriers is far higher than what we expect. ...
(Interruptions) As a result, in spite of us attempting to get more goods and
services through to China, several non-tariff barriers on which negotiations
continue and on which some agreements are reached for implementation from the
Chinese side, a lot of time seems to be getting consumed in it. ... (Interruptions)

We are working on it, and we are conscious of it. ... (Interruptions)
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SHRI ARVIND SAWANT : Thank you, Madam. ... (Interruptions) Madam,
MSMEs are facing a serious problem now. ... (Interruptions) Whatever reply is
given is regarding exports, but I have written a number of letters to you also
regarding copper and metal industries that are facing serious problems. ...
(Interruptions) Even cotton, loom and yarn industries are the MSMEs affected by
demonetization as well as the latest decision regarding GST. ... (Interruptions)
They are coming on roads right now. ... (Interruptions)

I have pointed out to you that finished products that are coming from other
countries are duty-free whereas the raw-material that is imported by our
manufacturers is being charged with duties. ... (Interruptions) Therefore, MSMEs
are suffering a lot, particularly, the metal industry. ... (Interruptions) What action
has been taken by the Government to grant relief to these people who are in the
metal industry? ... (Interruptions) Thank you so much. ... (Interruptions)
SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN : Hon. Speaker, Madam, I would like to
first of all specifically respond to the Member’s observation that because of
demonetization and GST people are on the roads. ... (Interruptions) No, I am
sorry. ... (Interruptions) There is nothing that establishes this point.
(Interruptions) There is no studied information that tells us that people are on the
roads because of demonetization or GST. ... (Interruptions) 1 am sorry, but that
may not be factually correct. ... (Interruptions)

However, if there are issues about metal industries and MSMEs, SMEs per
se do have a problem in getting affordable credit, and banks probably do not
tailor-make their credit programmes for the small and medium industries for
which, we, from the Ministry of Commerce together with Shri Kalraj Mishra, the
hon. Minister dealing with MSME are working together to make sure that the
banks understand the credit requirements of SMEs, particularly, of some sectors
inclusive of metals and we are trying to address that issue. ... (Interruptions) We

will follow it up further too. ... (Interruptions)

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN : Madam Speaker, the hon. Member has

raised some very critical issues, but there are a few things that I want to put
forward before you to keep the record straight. ... (Interruptions) If goods from
Bangladesh or LDCs are preferred in some other countries, then I guess that the
Member is trying to talk about the European Union. ... (Inferruptions)

In the European Union it is not because of MFN but because of GSP
(General Scheme of Preferences) that their goods are preferred rather than Indian
goods. There is a stipulation that if any country’s export has already reached a
certain threshold level, they will not get the GSP as per a certain preference but the
others who need that, will get it. In my understanding, LDCs come under the GSP
of the European Union; the Indian exports to European Union do not get the GSP
only because they have crossed the performance threshold, which means, we are
doing much better than many others in the European Union scheme of things.
Therefore, Indian exports don’t get qualified. It is not a negation; it is a
recognition of Indian textile exports which have performed very well. However,
Indian textile exports will be given further and further support from our
Government.

As regards the FTA, which the hon. Member did ask, the Free Trade
Negotiations with the European Union is going on rather at a slower pace. We
would like to go further with a speedier note but the dates which have to be given
by the European Union are yet to be given. We are ready to negotiate in a speedier
fashion with the European Union.

SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR : Madam, I have gone through the reply given by the
hon. Minister. There are two Schemes — Swadesh Darshan and the PRASAD
Scheme. Our State of Telangana is a new State. Under the Swadesh Darshan
Scheme, the hon. Minister is kind enough to sanction a project. However, under
the PRASAD Scheme, not even a single project has been granted to the State of
Telangana for the last three years.

Madam, Vemulawada is known as Dakshin Kashi. It is a pilgrimage centre
worth seeing. Many pilgrims visit Vemulawada Temple. In Karimnagar District,
there are two pilgrimage centres. One is in Dharmapuri, which is a Vaishnav
Temple. The officials concerned from the State Government have already sent a
proposal to be granted by the Ministry under the Scheme. However, till today, no
action has been initiated. I had met the hon. Minister personally twice. I would
request the hon. Minister to promise me in this House once again about the project
under the PRASAD Scheme so that the people of Telangana feel happy about it.
DR. MAHESH SHARMA: Under Swadesh Darshan Scheme, I understand the
concern of the hon. Member that for Telangana, being a new State, tourism is
important and, especially, the spiritual tourism. We, in the Government of India,
are concerned about developing tourism in this newly developed State of
Telangana for which three projects under Swadesh Darshan Scheme worth about
Rs. 275.44 crore have already been sanctioned and the work has already started
under these two schemes.

PRASAD Scheme is mainly for spiritual cities. Till now, twenty five cities
have been identified as spiritual cities. It is a continuous process; it also depends
on the availability of funds and on the request of the State Government. The hon.
Member has already met me in this connection and, definitely, we will try to

consider it in the next meeting.

PROF. SUGATA BOSE : Madam Speaker, I hope you will allow the Opposition

PROF. SUGATA BOSE : Madam, a year ago the Central Government had
announced that they would set up 20 world class research and teaching institutions
but we still do not have a legal architecture for them. We have heard that the HRD
Minister took a proposal to the Cabinet on 7" June but it has not yet been
accepted. An informal GoM has been set up. We have read reports that the GoM
has expressed concerns about the proposal which will allow 30 per cent foreign
faculty and 30 per cent foreign students in these world class research institutions.
That should not be a problem for reservation. Since I am an Indian citizen teaching

in a foreign university, I do not count in the statistics of affirmative action. So,
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will the HRD Minister take the House into confidence as to when the final
proposal will be taken to the Cabinet, whether top academics are being consulted
and whether we can expect before the end of this Monsoon Session that we will
have an architectural legal framework for the 20 world class research and teaching
institutions?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: Madam, I am very happy that an academician
and a professor of eminence, who is teaching in the universities of the world, is
asking this question and I welcome it. The guidelines are ready. The proposal is
in final shape. As he has asked, whether it will be okayed before the end of the
Monsoon Session, I wish to say that I am very hopeful and very sure that this
proposal will get the final nod. It will pave the way for real research and
innovation. That is the way the world has grown. We need to grow. Today we
have the concept of learning in diversity. Students from many countries come
together, learn and do research together. Professors from different countries also
join them. Foreign professors as well as Indian professors will make these world
class institutes really world class. We will be calling them the Indian Institutes of
Eminence. But, after ten years, they are supposed to get that world class status.
They will be acclaimed and ranked among the top 200 universities in the world.

Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs (CCEA) in its meeting held on
19" July, 2017 has given ‘in principle’ approval for strategic sale of the
Government of India’s existing 51.11 per cent of total paid up equity shareholding
in Hindustan Petroleum Corporation Limited (HPCL) to Oil and Natural Gas
Corporation Limited (ONGC) along with transfer of management control.

The proposed acquisition in the oil sector will create a vertically integrated
public sector ‘Oil Major’ company having presence across the entire value chain.
This will give ONGC an enhanced capacity to bear higher risks, take higher
investment decisions and to neutralize the impact of global crude oil price
volatility. The acquisition of HPCL by ONGC will result in significant synergies,
in terms of optimization of logistics costs, R&D activities, economies of scale of
purchase of crude oil and optimization in refinery operations.

For overseeing this transaction, CCEA approved setting up of an
Alternative Mechanism, headed by the Finance Minister, which will help in taking
quick decision with regard to the timing, price, terms and conditions and other

related issues to the transaction.
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Post-acquisition by ONGC, HPCL will continue to be a Central
Government Public Sector Enterprises (PSE), having become a subsidiary of
ONGC. It can still maintain its cultural uniqueness and brand identity, distinct
from ONGC.

When the banks have reached a
stressed asset of Rs. 9.64 lakh crore, the RBI is now being given the power to refer
matters relating to stressed assets to Insolvency and Bankruptcy Board.

Earlier also, the RBI had the power to regulate the banks but they have
totally failed in their action and it is the same RBI, from demonetization till now,
has not been able to count the old notes that were deposited with them.

Madam, giving this power to RBI will take away or detract from its
regulatory powers and macro economic responsibilities and involve the RBI in
micro economic matters. And it will render the banks management useless without
any work. That is why, I have also opposed the Ordinance as there is no urgency
in the matter. NPAs have been rising in this country for a long time.

SHRI AJAY MISRA TENI (KHERI): Hon. Madam Speaker, I would like to bring

it to your kind notice that there is no Central Council for Physiotherapy. There are
296 colleges offering Undergraduate Physiotherapy Programme -- Bachelor of
Physiotherapy (BPT) of four and a half years and 16 colleges offering Master of
Physiotherapy (MPT) of two years duration. The Ph.D Programme in
Physiotherapy is offered in 16 colleges and 11 universities in our country.

Physiotherapy is used to assess plan, dialogue and recovery like paralyzed
bodies, sports injuries and fractured joints pain. However till now, there is no
Central Council to regulate this profession. But it is very much necessary to have
a Central Council for Physiotherapy to guide and regulate programme of this
profession and also to look into issues and problems of the students. I think this
will be greatly helpful for the physiotherapy professionals.

I would, therefore, request the hon. Health Minister for establishment of a

Central Council for Physiotherapy. Thank you.

SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR (KARIMNAGAR): Madam, this is regarding

expediting setting up of the Equal Opportunities Commission as per the Sachar
Committee Report.

Madam Speaker, in March, 2005, the UPA Government had appointed a
High Level Committee headed by Justice Rajinder Sachar to examine the socio-
economic and educational status of the Muslim Community in India. Its report was
Tabled in Parliament in November 2006 which had put forth recommendations to
address the conditions and issues identified as affecting Muslims in India. These
include the creation of an Equal Opportunities Commission to look into grievances
of deprived groups like minorities.

According to the Ministry of Minority Affairs, press note on the status of
implementation of the Sachar Committee report released by PIB in February 2014,
an Expert Group was set up 31% August, 2007 to study the proposal of the
Commission. The Expert Group submitted its report on 13™ March, 2008.
Further, as per the press note, based on the Expert Group Report recommendations

of Group of Ministers constituted for this purpose and comments/inputs received
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from various stakeholders, a proposal for setting up of Equal Opportunity
Commission through an Act of the Parliament is under consideration of the
Government.

However, ten years since the Tabling of the Committee report and eight
years since the report of the Expert Group, no legislation on the Equal
Opportunities Commission has been introduced in the Parliament.

I urge upon the Government to look into the matter and introduce a Bill to
give effect to the Equal Opportunities Commission at the earliest.
