DR. BHAGIRATH PRASAD : Madam, the scheme of central school commenced

with a lot of enthusiasm on the part of the Central Government in 1961 but after a
decade, the entire project suffered from the neglect of the Government of India.
During the years 1961 to 1971, seventeen Sainik Schools were established in a
span of 10 years. ... (Interruptions)

The entire scheme and the gamut of funding pattern envisaged for
Sainik Schools has in fact dissuaded the State Governments from taking proactive
part in opening up new schools. ...

BHAGIRATH PRASAD: It was recommended by the Standing Committee
on Defence that the entire funding of Sainik Schools should be made by the
Central Government on the pattern of Kendriya Vidyalayas. ...

BHAGIRATH PRASAD : As is evident, not many States and Union
Territories are coming forward for establishing new Sainik Schools and even those
who initiated the process did not show interest subsequently when they were
intimated of their financial responsibilities. In order to explode the myth of
martial race and demolish the caste foundations of our army units, we have to
promote the Sainik Schools to create a new India with an army of national pride.

Hence my question to the hon. Defence Minister is this. Will the

Government of India undertake the project to fund the entire infrastructure and run
these schools in coordination with the State Governments? The State Government
can provide land only. ... (Interruptions)
DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE: Madam, through you, I would like to
inform the House and the hon. Member that the basic concept of the Sainik
Schools during the 1960s was that the scheme of Sainik School was conceived as a
collaborative effort between the State Governments and the Central Government.

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DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE: Madam, the joint ownership of the Centre
and the States in opening and running of the Sainik School is vital for its smooth
functioning. The scheme, therefore, ensures that jointness in responsibility and
pooling of resources by the Central and State Governments. The pursuit of asking
for the proposal from the State concerned for setting up of a Sainik School is an
attempt to assess the keenness and commitment of the State for sharing the joint
responsibility.

Madam, so far 26 Sainik Schools in the whole country are well established.
The position is that out of 26 Sainik Schools, only in respect of 12 Sainik Schools,
their respective State Governments have entered into an agreement, that is, the
Memorandum of Agreement. Now it is their responsibility also because day-to-
day running of the Sainik Schools is dependent on the local authorities. Around
67 per cent students are selected from that particular State.

As far as other matters which the hon. Member has raised are concerned,

the Standing Committee on Defence has submitted some suggestions and
recommendations. Now these recommendations are under the consideration of
this Ministry as well as the Ministry of Finance.
DR. BHAGIRATH PRASAD: Madam, the Government of India has just left this
issue to the State Governments. It is very important to support the Sainik Schools
for promoting quality education and also for preparing good Army Officers. They
have just created a Sainik School Society and the Government of India has left it
to the States to provide land and all the funds.

I would like to submit that in order to remove all caste, community and
martial race concept, the Government of India must fund the entire expenditure for
providing infrastructure and running of these schools. It is because these schools
can prepare good officers for the Army.

I would submit that Bhind district of Madhya Pradesh provides the largest
number of soldiers to the Army but there is no officer coming from that area.

Therefore, 1 would request that the Government of India should fund these
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schools. It should provide an opportunity to the warrior community living in
Bhind and Chambal areas. If quality education is provided and Sainik School is
established with the help of Government of India, then certainly this area can
provide good officers. With the result, our Army will be strengthened and it will
be free from caste and community issues and impartial selection will promote
national pride of our Army.

DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE: Madam, as I have already said, the
Standing Committee on Defence has made some recommendation in this regard
which is already under consideration. The Ministry of Defence is lending support
to the Sainik Schools. I would just like to bring to the notice of the hon. Member
that the Ministry of Defence is providing funds to the tune of Rs.81 crore to
Rs.100 crore per year to the Sainik Schools. In comparison to this, the State
Governments are providing only Rs.4 crore for all these 26 Schools.

The setting up of Sainik School is a joint venture effort. If there is
keenness on the part of the State Governments, then only we enter into an
agreement and then we give sanction for a Sainik School. The hon. Member has
given a good suggestion and it is under our consideration. The support of the
Central Government to the Sainik Schools is beyond question.

So, I would like to appeal to all the hon. Members of Parliament that if they
want to have a Sainik School in their constituencies, they must follow it up with
their respective State Governments. Ours is a federal system. That is why, we
expect that there has to be some pro-active role as far as the functioning of Sainik
Schools is concerned.

SHRI HEMANT TUKARAM GODSE: Madam, the primary aim of establishing
Sainik School was to prepare students academically, physically and mentally for
entering into the Defence Academy. According to the statement of the Minster of
State for Defence made on 10™ March, 2017, the total shortage of personnel in the
Armed Forces was 9731 at officer rank and 85997 at other ranks. To reduce the

shortage, the Government has taken several measures such as publicity campaign,
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provision of better amenities and improving promotion prospects. In 2016-17
also, out of 1800 candidates who joined NDA, only 183 candidates were from
Sainik Schools.

Madam, through you, I want to ask the hon. Minister that for larger States

and for the youth gaining exposure to a career in the Armed Forces, whether the
Ministry of Defence has any plan to collaborate with the Ministry of Human
Resource Development to bring the curriculum, practices and ethos of the Sainik
Schools to the other schools?
DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE: Madam, as far as his questions are
concerned, he has put 2-3questions together. First is regarding the shortage of
army personnel. That is totally a different question and not related to this. If he
desires so, he will be provided with the detailed information.

Second question is: what are the steps taken to increase the percentage of
NDA intake from the Sainik Schools? I would like to bring to his notice that we
have institutionalized this mechanism to prepare these students for the NDA
qualifying exam, and we have seen the result. In 2014, a total of 129 students from
the Sainik Schools were selected to the NDA. That comes to 21 per cent. In 2015,
the figure was 144, and that comes to 23.92 per cent, and last year, that is, 2016,
the percentage has gone up to 30. I want to inform the hon. Member that we have
institutionalized the mechanism to assess the performance of the teaching staff and
the cadets, and our aim is to increase the intake at the NDA.

DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE: It is a good question. There were
suggestions from the Standing Committee also. There was a PIL also in the High
Court. Many Members have suggested this particular thing. I would like to bring
to his notice that the views of all the State Governments have been sought for
providing infrastructure to the Sainik Schools, as it is responsible for the
concerned States. The views of the Service Headquarters have been sought for.
They say the basic aim is to prepare these students for the NDA and the NDA is
not taking girl cadets.....(Interruptions) The matter is under consideration in the
Ministry of Defence whether to give admission to girl cadets in the Sainik Schools
as well as in the NDA.

SHRI PARTHA PRATIM RAY: Madam, the objective of the Sainik Schools is
to prepare the students to lead as officers in the Defence Services of the country
and to remove regional imbalance in the officer cadre in the Defence Services. But
in West Bengal there is only one Sainik School in Purulia. The second one is
going to be set up in Darjeeling. It has been learnt that the Sainik School was
originally planned to be set up near Siliguri but its location was changed later for
the benefit of the people from the hills as well as from the State of Sikkim.

My specific question to the Minister, through you, Madam, is this. What is
the present status of the proposed Sainik School in Darjeeling? When will it start
its academic session?

DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE: Madam, through you, I would like to
inform the hon. Member that in total there are 26 Sainik Schools in the country.
There has been consistent demand for Sainik Schools from different parts of the
country. There are 21 Sainik Schools for which the approval is given by the
Ministry of Defence and they are at different stages of approval. I would like to
inform him that nine schools have already signed Memoranda of Agreement.
Madam, three schools have been given in-principle approval. The remaining nine
schools are in the process of examination and consideration.....(Interruptions)

SHRI K. ASHOK KUMAR: Madam, the total farm loan accumulated is about
Rs.3.10 lakh crore, which is 2.6 per cent of our GDP in 2016-17. However, since

2000, the Government has waived off corporate loans worth over Rs.4.0 lakh crore
benefiting a few in the corporate sector. Is it also true that the Government has
asked the States to bear the entire burden of farm loan waiver by themselves?
Therefore, I would like to know as to whether the Union Government is

considering to waive off farm loan by bearing the entire burden.

SHRI BAIJAYANT JAY PANDA: The hon. Minister has stated in his answer that

there is no need to change the provisions of the Companies Act to target the shell
companies and he has also pointed out the steps being taken with more than one
lakh such companies being derecognized.

Madam, I would like to submit that, while several of the shell companies
may be derecognized, the people behind them are incorrigible. They start new
companies, new transactions, and as the hon. Minister has himself admitted, this is
used to convert legitimate money into black money or vice versa and transfer it
into benami assets. He has talked about technology making it easier to trace such
people.

I have a specific question on this issue. As he said, companies can be for a
variety of purposes, for industrial purposes, for service purposes or holding
company. But even though the shell companies are not defined in the Act, it is
commonly understood in industry parlance that certain nefarious people set up
these companies only for the purpose of these illegal transactions.

With regard to technology, in a different sphere, the Government has

introduced Aadhaar linkage to PAN cards precisely for this same purpose, to weed
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out the large number of fake PAN cards or duplicate PAN cards through the use of
biometrics. Will the hon. Minister tell us whether similar biometric related
methods are being implemented to weed out the people behind the shell
companies, not just the shell companies themselves? If that is not being done, will
he consider undertaking such measures?

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Madam, I take the question of the hon. Member as a very
valuable suggestion. We will certainly apply ourselves and we will take his useful
suggestion into consideration.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Hon. Speaker Madam, this has been a very interesting

discussion and the hon. Minister’s answer is very helpful but it seems to me that it
does not go far enough. My colleague Shri Baijayant Jay Panda has already given
one interesting suggestion. But when you see that the Prime Minister’s Office is
revealing that there are 15 lakh registered companies in India and only 6 lakh of

them file their annual returns, you can see there is a problem. Even if shell
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companies are not defined in the Act, there is a potential there that 9 lakh
companies are either inactive or fraudulent.

HON. SPEAKER: They are shelf companies. 3% TR 3@ &
DR. SHASHI THAROOR: Hon. Speaker Madam has got the perfect formula.

They are either ‘shelf” companies or ‘shell” companies. The hon. Minister has said
that he does not want to amend the Act as there are other Acts which cover some
of these offences. Is it not striking that the Companies Act does not require those
incorporating a company to disclose beneficial ownership? So, indeed, the hon.
Minister can consider amending the Act, that would require every company to
disclose who the beneficial owners are and it can then be linked to Shri Panda’s
suggestion that those owners also be identified by further indicators such as
biometrics. Would that not be a useful amendment to bring into the Act, Mr.
Minister?

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: There is already a provision in the Companies Act to
provide for a beneficial owner and that is not a new provision in the Act of 2013.
Even in the Act of 1956, in section 187 it was absolutely clear that if there is
another beneficial owner on whose behalf the ostensible owner or the apparent
owner is holding the shares, he has to file a declaration under section 187 of the
old Companies Act and the corresponding provision in the new Act. So, there is
nothing wrong in that. I think where the hon. Member needs to have clarity is that
there 1s a distinction between a ‘dormant’ company and a ‘shell” company. A
‘dormant’ company is a company which is legitimately registered, which does not
file its returns and does not comply with the provisions of the Companies Act.
Therefore, some of these dormant companies have a potential for being misused as
shell companies. So, the concept of dormant companies exists in the Companies
Act and therefore these companies are de-registered and it is these companies
which we have just now de-registered. If they are misused, they will have to
change the beneficial owner. Now you have an additional instrument at your

disposal which is the provision under the revenue laws as also the benami property
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law. If you have not declared somebody as a beneficial owner which is an honest
declaration and you are doing business under a fake name, let us say, a cook or a
driver who becomes a shareholder of a company and we normally see in these
exposes which are being made, then it is on these kind of companies, like in the
case of immovable property, that the Benami Transactions (Prohibition) Act is

also applicable.

DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE: Madam, I would like to inform the hon.

Member and the House, through you, that the Government constantly reviews the
security scenario and accordingly decides to induct appropriate defence
equipment.

As he rightly said, in the last three years, we have signed contracts to the
tune of Rs. 2,30,000 crore. Out of this Rs. 2,30,000 crore, for the Indian vendors,
there are 99 contracts worth more than Rs. 1,07,000 crore as he has rightly
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mentioned. As far as the foreign vendors are concerned, it was 61 contracts to the
tune of Rs. 1,23,000 crore. It is our constant endeavour to prepare the Defence
Forces for any eventuality that occurs on the fronts. That is why we have the
Long-Term Integrated Perspective Plan. The equipment requirement of the Armed
Forces for 15 years are planned and procured through a detailed process that
includes the LTIP, a five-year Service-wise Capability Acquisition Plan, a two-
year roll-on Annual Acquisition Plan, and the deliberations by the Defence
Acquisition Council chaired by the Raksha Mantri.

DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE: Madam, the hon. Member wants the

details of the agreements and memorandum signed during the Israel trip. Though it
is not related to this question, I understand his sentiments. I would definitely
provide the details of Prime Minister’s visit to him.

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER: My question is intended to get more
clarity on the reply given by the hon. Minister.

India has recently emerged as the world’s largest buyer of defence
equipment. It is also known that India is going to have strategic partnership with
private players for defence production. The Minister has mentioned that in his
reply also.

It is also reported in the newspapers that some ordnance companies under

the public sector are going to be closed down. There is a move to buy ordnance
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from private firms. In my hand, there is a report which appeared in The Times of
India. This is a very important thing. It says that some ordnance units have been
told to wind up. It says: “Ministry of Defence has directed the Army to buy from
private players; units asked to wind up Gun and Shell Factory; Gun Carriage
Factory; Gray Iron Factory; Ordnance Factory, Chanda; Ordnance Factory, Dum
Dum; Ordnance Cable Factory, Chandigarh; Vehicle Factory, Jabalpur;
(Interruptions)
HON. SPEAKER: Please ask your question.

... (Interruptions)
SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER: I am asking what the policy of the
Government is. Are you going to wind up the public sector participation in the
Defence sector and encourage buying things from the private sector? This needs
to be clarified.

Madam, we have to make India self-reliant in Defence production. What is
the Government’s plan to make India self-reliant in Defence production? We must
encourage indigenous production of Defence equipment. I would like to get a
clarification in this regard from the hon. Minister.

THE MINISTER OF FINANCE, MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS AND
MINISTER OF DEFENCE (SHRI ARUN JAITLEY): Madam, the spirit of the
hon. Member’s question is to be appreciated. India is located in an area where we
need a very high level of Defence preparedness and, therefore, India cannot
indefinitely have a situation where we only keep buying equipment from all over
the world. We must also start manufacturing highly technical equipment in India

itself.
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We have made considerable progress in the last several years. Successive
Governments have been trying to increase the indigenous component as far as
domestic manufacturing is concerned. Now, traditionally the manufacturing has
been in the DPSUs.

As far as your question relating to strategic partnership is concerned, while
all those DPSUs will continue to manufacture those equipment, we have
formulated a policy of strategic partnership under which Indian private sector
companies in four platforms initially, which are going to be thrown open to the
private sector, will be asked to bid for it. By a bidding process they will be asked
to establish manufacturing bases. They can have a back-to-back tie up as far as
foreign principal is concerned. These could be technology tie-ups or tie-ups in
terms of joint ventures etc., so that highly specialized equipment required for the
Army, whether it is ammunition, aircraft or helicopter, could be manufactured in
India itself.

As far as your second part of the question is concerned, which deals with
the Ordnance Factory Depot, let me clarify that all Ordnance Factory Depots are
going to continue.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY: Not the depots but the factories.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: We normally call them OFDs. So, all the ordnance
factories are going to continue. No employee of these factories is going to be
retrenched in any way. The core competence area of these Ordnance factories is
manufacture of ammunition and we are going to utilize these factories
predominantly for the purposes of ammunition manufacturing. We may think of
some non-core activity, which is not manufacturing, in the Ordnance factory itself
but each one of them will continue to manufacture as far as ammunition is
concerned.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri K.C. Venugopal.

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER: Madam, my second supplementary....

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SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL: Thank you very much Madam, Speaker. This is one
of the most important questions relating to the modernization of our Armed
Forces.

Some disturbing reports are coming from our border areas. Today also, |
have read a media report that eviction process has been started on a large scale in
Tibetan areas. According to the C&AG Report, the Indian Army has ammunition
reserves to fight a full-fledged war for only 20 days against the mandatory
requirement of at least 40 days. It also says that the Pakistan’s Defence industrial
base is better than ours. This is a statement made by our Army Vice Chief. I do
not know how such sensitive reports are being leaked. This is a sensitive issue
that has to be addressed by the Government.

My direct question to the hon. Minister is: is this the actual state of affairs?
Does our country lack in adequate Defence equipment?

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: This question has been asked earlier also and I will only
reiterate what I had said. Our Defence forces have adequate equipment to face
any eventuality. Any report which contains details are dated as of a particular
point of time; thereafter, significant progress has been made. It is a continuous
process. It continues to be made and, therefore, nobody should have any doubt
about the availability of equipment or the preparedness of our Forces.

DR. A. SAMPATH : Madam, Speaker, the hon. Minister has given a very good
reply in paragraph (d) & (e) saying, ‘Modernisation of Armed Forces is a
continuous process undertaken as per the extant Defence Procurement Procedure,
DPP to keep the Forces in a state of readiness to meet operational and security
challenges’.

Madam Speaker, we all praise the scientists of ISRO and DRDO. The
RISAT-1, RISAT-2 and the Cartosat satellites are from the ISRO. Here, my
question is this. On May 23, 2017 mysteriously a Sukhoi aircraft of the Indian Air
Force disappeared near Tezpur. The young pilots, Flight Lieutenant Achudev,
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from my own district, and Squadron Leader Devesh Pankaj were flying that
aircraft. Their parents got a message.

HON. SPEAKER: It is already Twelve O’clock. Please ask the question.

DR. A. SAMPATH: Kindly give me half a minute. This is the plight of our Armed
Forces.

HON. SPEAKER: Do not argue with me. Ask the question.

DR. A. SAMPATH: Our hon. Defence Minister was kind enough to visit
Thiruvananthapuram. But, he did not take any initiative to visit the family of
Flight Lieutenant Achudev.

HON. SPEAKER: It is not related to the question.

DR. A. SAMPATH: My specific question to the hon. Minister is about these two
Armed Forces personnel, the two TAF Pilots. It is because empty coffins were sent
to their homes. I would like to know from the hon. Defence Minister whether the
Ministry of Defence will initiate steps to conduct an independent inquiry about the
disappearance of Sukhoi aircraft and also to recover the bodies of two fighter
pilots of the Indian Air Force namely Flight Lieutenant Achudev and Squadron
Leader Devesh Pankaj.

HON. SPEAKER: I am sorry. This is not related to the question. Hon. Minister, do
you want to reply to this?

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: In any case, let us not have any doubt. The Air Force
have investigated the matter and have given a detailed report. Nobody should have
any basis to doubt the report of the Indian Air Force.
