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(iii) Need to construct raised platforms in Kaziranga National Park and
Pobitora Wildlife sanctuary to enable animals take
shelters during floods

SHRI KAMAKHYA PRASAD TASA (JORHAT): Kaziranga National Park and
Pobitora Wildlife Sanctuary, both situated in Assam are two very important
wildlife destinations for tourists across India and abroad. Both inhabit a large
number of wild animals and valuables plants, thereby maintaining the balance of
ecosystem of nearby areas.

However, both the parks are situated in flood prone areas. Every year, the
animals have to suffer a lot because of flood, many animals died in this season as
well. One major reason of the death of animals is the National Highways running
through both the parks. During flood, many animals need to come to the National
Highways for shelter and this is indeed the biggest risk. Every year many
endangered rhinoceros, deers, tigers, wild buffalos, wild boars, barking deers,
leopards are either killed by running vehicles or killed by poachers.

To mitigate this, a multi-prong strategy is required. Environmentalists
believe a limited amount of flood is required every year to preserve the flora and
fauna of Kaziranga at least. However, the loss of lives of animals can’t be
accepted. As an immediate measure, I want to request Hon’ble Minister to
construct certain number of raised platforms where animals can take shelter during
flood. For this, proper places are to be identified first in both the parks in such a
way that existing eco system is not disturbed. Apart from forest officials, local
people and local environmentalists may be roped in to identify the exact locations
of raised platform.

As a long term solution, I again want to make the request of diverting
National Highways so that these do not pass through the national parks. This has
been a long pending demand from the people of Assam and Hon’ble Minister may

take cognizance of this.

PROF. RICHARD HAY (NOMINATED): Digitization has become the order of
the day in the country. The number of transactions using the digitization mode has
been increasing day by day.

But at the same time cyber-related crimes are on the increase. There are
possibilities that foreign countries are penetrating into the huge data on the digital
platform.

Therefore, it is urged upon the Government of India to set up a cyber

security authority to address the serious issues of cyber crime.

DR. KIRIT SOMAIYA (MUMBAI NORTH EAST): In several cases ‘Blue
Whale’ the suicide game, is resulting into cyber mesmerism. Many teenagers had
become addicted to this game and fall prey to misadventure. The first suicide by a
teenager in Mumbai while performing the final task of this game has been
reported. Serious attention by both Central and State Governments is required. It
may be noted that around 160 teens have died/committed suicide in Eastern
Europe and Russia due to cyber mesmerism created by ‘Blue Whale’ game.
Immediate action is required by Ministry of Electronics &  Information

Technology and Ministry of Home Affairs.

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(xiv) Regarding details of agreement between Government of India
and NSCN (IM) of Nagaland
DR. THOKCHOM MEINYA (INNER MANIPUR): It has been more than two
years since Government of India (Gol) and NSCN-IM signed a Framework of
Agreement on 3rd August 2015. It appears nobody knows the content of it.
Muivah talks of shared sovereignty with Gol. Even through RTI, we are not
getting the details of this agreement. Nagaland Tribes Council has questioned the
Chief Minister of Nagaland for supporting the Agreement without knowing the
details. The demand of NSCN-IM for Greater Nagaland is unacceptable because it
includes a large chunk of the territory of Manipur. The Government of Manipur
also wanted to know the details of the agreement but to no avail. The Prime
Minister's version about the Agreement is in contradiction to that of Muivah. We
are very anxious about the contents of the agreement. I demand and urge upon the
Prime Minister to make a statement in Lok Sabha to clarify the position during this

ongoing Session.
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(xv) Regarding implementation of MUDRA Scheme in Thanjavur
Parliamentary Constituency of Tamil Nadu
SHRI K. PARASURAMAN (THANJAVUR): I would like to wurge the
Government to instruct banking sector to provide loan under MUDRA Scheme to
small entrepreneurs in my Thanjavur Constituency of Tamil Nadu. India, being a
developing country, requires its small entrepreneurs to grow and prosper.
However, keeping in view the huge population and the associated poverty line, it
is not an easy task to accomplish. Therefore, the Government launched the
MUDRA Scheme in 2015. The Government has set a target of
Rs. 2.44 lakh crore for the current financial year under this scheme. In Thanjavur
district, approximately 50,000 graduate come out of colleges every year. Of them
15,000 go for higher studies, 15,000 for jobs in private companies and 15,000
youth could become entrepreneurs. Banks should help at least 1000 of them in a
year by providing loans for setting up small scale industries. However, it is
observed that some banks in my constituency have refused to sanction loans on
one or the other pretext. Therefore, I urge the Government to evaluate the scheme
and rectify the mistakes and also to enhance the target level to cover more young

entrepreneurs in my constituency.
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(xvi) Need to improve the mechanism of payment of premium under Pradhan
Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana

DR. K. GOPAL (NAGAPATTINAM): Pradhana Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana the
new crop insurance scheme was launched last year by this government. It is better
than the previous national agricultural insurance scheme. But there are many flaws
in the scheme. Usually the farmers enrolment in their PAC Bank gives preference
to the loanee farmers. They cause delay in enrolment of non-loanee farmers and
also they are not allowed to pay the premium upto the due date. They fix a
particular due date and advise the farmers to pay the premium within that date.

This causes delay to accept the premium amount from the non-loanee farmers.

Some farmers are not able to pay the premium within the date, some of
them are not aware of the date. So lapse occurs and also the collected premium
amount must reach the insurance company within the date. Most of the PACB and
rural bank don’t have the proper internet service and have server problems. The
payment details don’t reach the insurance companies properly. So the insurance

companies should extend the time for at least one more month for this procedure.

The insurance companies should set up the Common Service Centre (CSC)
at village level in Thiruvarur and Nagapattinam district. They must establish 573
centers in Thiruvarur and 523 centres in Nagapattinam . But they have only less
than 100 centres. Therefore, the above mentioned number of CSCs should be setup

at village level immediately.

The premium collecting agents through CSC have various duties like,
registering farmers details, variety of crops, the field photo update, data entry to
central government portal and state government portal. They also conduct 4 crop
cutting experiments (CCE) in each village. In Thiruvarur and Nagapattinam they

should conduct more than 25,000 CCE in all crops. The honorarium of the CSC
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agents are very low, they get only Rs.5,000 per month. So agents don’t come
forward to perform the required tasks. Hence, the honorarium for the CSC staff

should be paid through the government.

The insurance amount is calculated considering the years yield, that is 5
years good yield, 2 years bad yield. Bad yield should be avoided, and also the
distribution of insurance amount should be done for every village individually not
district wise or lot wise.lf they give it at the village level it is easy to distribute the

amount very quickly.

In Thiruvarur, Thiruthuraipoondi, Koltur, Mutthupettai, Nannilam,
Thiruvarur blocks, the threshold yield is very low. In this case they should
consider only the high yield blocks and pay the insurance amount equally for all

blocks. So that the insurance amount variation within the farmers will be avoided.

Finally the insurance should pay through a government agency, because in
the year 2016-17 throughout India the farmers' contribution is Rs. 2000 crores.
The Central and State government’s contribution is Rs. 7000 crore. When Drought
affected all over India, the insurance companies paid only Rs. 4500 crores to the
farmers, the balance 4500 crore is net profit for the insurance companies. This
clearly proves that the insurance companies pocket a major portion of the fund. So
I advise the government to pay the insurance to the farmers through government

agencies.
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(xvii) Need to review the decision to divest Air India.

SHRI DINESH TRIVEDI (BARRACKPUR): Air India has served the nation for
decades and was always there for the service of the national call. If today it is in
this financial situation it was not because of itself but successive governments that
have shortchanged Air India and treated it like their private properties and at times
private airlines were favoured. The government has recently proposed a strategic
disinvestment of Air India and its 5 subsidiaries. Since 2015, Air India has shown
healthy signs of revival, owing to the TP initiated in 2012. For the first time in 10
years, Air India reported an operating profit of 105 crores in 2015, and 205 crores
in 2016. As the government operates BSNL, MTNL in communications and DD
and AIR in broadcasting, it should have a national carrier too.

I urge the Government to reconsider the decision and to work on

restructuring the debt of Air India.
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(xviii) Need to set up a branch of Life Insurance Corporation of India
at Malkangiri, Odisha
SHRI BALBHADRA MAJHI (NABARANGPUR): Odisha comprises of 30
Districts. Malkangiri District, which falls in my Parliamentary Constituency, is
ranked 30th in all respects and is also farthest from the state capital Bhubaneswar.
It is the only district in the state not to have a Branch of LIC. The nearest Branch
is at Jeypore in Koraput District which is 100 km away from Malkangiri District
Headquarters and 200 km away from its farthest point i.e. Motu. For withdrawing
maturity money, cash back money or death claims, the beneficiaries have to travel
more than 100 kms. This discourages many people not to go for LIC policy.
Opening a Branch office at Malkangiri will encourage people to go for LIC policy
as it will make all transactions easy, simple and hassle free. The Government is
requested to advise the concerned officials to open one Branch office of LIC at

Malkangiri.
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(xix) Need to take suitable step for resettlement of Jhuggi-Jhopri clusters
presently occupying land owned by the Mumbai Airport Authority

(xx) Regarding new rail coach factory in Palakkad, Kerala

SHRI M.B. RAJESH (PALAKKAD): A new Rail Coach Factory project was
announced in Rail budget, 2008 and a foundation stone was laid for the same in
2012. A request for qualification (RFQ) was floated in September 2013 but no
responsive bids were received. Since then, though it was decided that the business
model will be made more conducive to investment and a fresh RFQ will be
floated, it has not happened. Further, the Steel Authority of India (SAIL) had
shown interest in the joint venture for Coach Factory. I urge upon the Government
to take immediate steps to bring this project under ‘Make in India’ and to float a
fresh RFQ to explore the possibility of Joint venture with any other public sector

including SAIL to get it operational in a time-bound manner.
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(xxi) Need to review functioning of DISHA Committee

SHRIMATI KOTHAPALLI GEETHA (ARAKU): The Union Government
constituted DISHA Committee to be chaired by Member of Parliament, Lok Sabha
on 28th July, 2016 for effective development coordination of almost all important
central schemes. Making a statement in Lok Sabha, the Hon’ble Minister for Rural
Development has stated that this committee will monitor the implementation of 28
schemes and programmes of Ministry of Rural Development and other Ministries
to promote synergy and convergence for greater impact.

These meetings are supposed to be held once in every quarter and this is
supposed to be mandatory. But in many districts, the meetings are not conducted
as per the guidelines. These meetings are being reviewed by the Ministry of Rural
Development as the Minutes of the DISHA committee are to be uploaded on the
website of the Ministry. Hence, I would like to request the Minister for Rural
Development to issue necessary instructions for the smoother conduct of DISHA,
as well as evolve a policy to closely monitor and fix responsibility on district
administration so as to ensure that the guidelines of the Union Government are

strictly adhered to.
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(xxii) Need to ensure speedy justice in cases of crimes against women

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SULE (BARAMATI): A 15 year old minor was brutally
raped and killed by three men in Kopardi village in Karjat taluka of Ahmednagar
district of Maharashtra on 13 July, 2016. It has been a year since the assault on the
minor and the victim is yet to receive justice. Even after more than a year, justice
is yet to be delivered. The total number of pending cases in High Courts and
Subordinate Courts, by the end of 2014, is more than three crores. Of these
pending cases, 9.2% have been pending for more than ten years in these Courts.
Crimes committed under Indian Penal Code (IPC) against women, as proportion of
total IPC crimes have increased to 11.4 percent in 2014. Thus, I would like to
bring to the notice of the Government the compelling need for the Centre to assist

states in undertaking safety measures and ensuring speedy justice for women.
