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DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (KARUR): ‘Hon. Madam Speaker, Vanakkam. We are
celebrating the 75" anniversary of Quit India Movement. The father of our nation,
Mahatma Gandhi, gave the clarion call and led the Indians asking the British to
quit our country. Many leaders had sacrificed their lives for liberating our country
from the clutches of the British. We call this movement as Quit India Movement.
SOME HON. MEMBERS: Madam, there is no translation.

AT STEAE : MU GSHA 8l o off |

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: Madam, others are not able to get the translation.
What is the situation now? If I want to speak in Tamil, I have to get permission
and then you can get the translation. If you have to speak in other languages also,
you have to take permission.

HON. SPEAKER: This is not permission. You have to only inform in advance.
DR. M. THAMBIDURALI: I cannot get simultaneous translation of my language.
When others speak, I have to listen to that only in Hindi or English. I do not get
simultaneous translation in Tamil or in other languages. Now, I am forced to
speak in English.

HON. SPEAKER: If you had informed in advance, definitely you would have
been provided with translation. There are Interpreters.

DR. M. THAMBIDURALI: We have to listen to speeches only in Hindi or English
and not in Tamil. If somebody is speaking in Bengali, we have to listen to that

only in Hindi or English. This is what I want to say.

DR. M. THAMBIDURALI: The Quit India Movement was a Civil Disobedience
Movement launched by Mahatma Gandhi in the month of August 1942 during
World War II demanding an end to the British rule in India. This mega movement

was also known as the August Movement of India.

After the failure of Cripps Mission, Mahatma Gandhi made a call of “Do or
die” in his Quit India speech delivered in the then Bombay. Mass protests were
launched across the country demanding an “orderly British withdrawal” from
India and majority of the leaders fighting for independence were arrested within
hours of Gandhi’s speech.

As soon as the call for Civil Disobedience was made, all the national
leaders were arrested. Due to the absence of any leader outside, the masses turned
violent and burnt government offices. The Army was called in and about a lakh
people were arrested. The leaders had no contact with anyone from inside the jail.
Civil rights, freedom of speech and freedom of the Press were abolished by the
British.

The Quit India Movement was an important landmark in India’s struggle
for freedom from British colonization. It instilled a new confidence among the
Indian masses and aroused a spirit of total sacrifice in them. The Movement
attracted participation from a large number of people including such varied
professions as peasants, workers, lawyers, professors, teachers, soldiers, etc. All
of them joined the Movement.

The most important effect of the Quit India Movement was that it made the
British realise that in the context of the crippling effects of the Second World War
on Britain’s resources and the bitter opposition to its rule India, it would be very
difficult to continue ruling the Indians.

Madam, in your speech, you mentioned many incidents which took place
in the Quit India Movement. At that time, Tamil Nadu also contributed a lot while
participating in the Quit India Movement.

Tamil Nadu played an important role in the Indian National Movement.
Even prior to the Great Revolt of 1857, the rebellion in Panchalam Kurichi, the
1801 South Indian Rebellion of Marudu Brothers and the Vellore Mutiny of 1806
were the early anti-colonial struggles in Tamil Nadu. During the nationalist era,

Tamil Nadu provided leaders like G. Subramania Iyer, V.O. Chidambaram Pillai,
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Subramania Bharati, C. Rajagopalachari, K. Kamaraj, Thiru Satyamurti and
Thanthai Periyar to the National Movement.

You know very well that Thanthai Periyar was in the Congress in the
beginning and then he had difference of opinion with Rajaji. So, he left the
Congress. When he found the Dravadian Party, he fought against the British.
This is history.

Our leader, Arignar Anna asked the people of Tamil Nadu to celebrate
Independence Day when the British left India and handed over the Government to
us on 15" August, 1947.

I want to mention an interesting thing in this august House. My leader,
Puratchi Thalaivar, MGR was a staunch follower of Mahatma Gandhi. MGR
joined our Party, that is, DMK, in 1953, and founded AIADMK afterwards.
Before that, when he was a staunch follower of Mahatma Gandhi, he advocated
Gandhian principles and wanted to wear only khadi clothes. At that time, his
mother was against wearing khadi. When the marriage of MGR took place, MGR
had put a condition to his mother that if at all any marriage ceremony is to take
place for him, it will take place only if he wears khadi shirt and khadi dhoti. Then
it happened as he wished. That is the contribution of MGR for the National
Movement. So, even if the Dravadian Movement had differences with the
Congress in those days, we fought for our freedom and upheld our principles to
fight against the British.

Madam, I would like to mention some incidents which took place in Tamil
Nadu. During the Quit India Movement, the city of Madras (now known as
Chennai) was the scene of hartals, strikes, riots and all sorts of acts of violence.

Dr. B.S. Baliga describes the scene as follows: “In North Acrcot, besides
hartals and demonstrations, telephone and telegraph wires were cut; post boxes
were removed; the Public Works Inspection bungalow at Panapakkam and police
huts at Vellore were burnt.” At that time, the British imposed fines on people

amounting to Rs. 6535 at that time.
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It happened not only in that place but also in other places like Chengalpattu.
Many students from various colleges like Madras Christian College, and Loyola
College came out and launched an agitation during the Quit India Movement.
This kind of incidents took place not only in Chengalpattu but also in Coimbatore
and other places.

I want to make an important point. An ammunition train from Cochin
consisting of two engines and 44 wagons was derailed by the saboteurs between
Podanur and Singanallur railway stations. Attempts were made to derail trains at
Pollachi. A village Chawadi near Karnalur was attacked and damaged and several
toddy shops were burnt down at Singanallur. All sheds of the Sulur aerodrome
were set on fire those days.

Besides imposing collective fines on certain villages amounting to Rs.
35,410, the Coimbatore Municipal Council was suspended for six months for
supporting the Quit India Movement and for condemning the repressive policy of
the Government. In Madurai, similar incidents of violence were resorted to.
Madurai became the storm centre of the Movement and called for frequent
interference of the military and the police.

The agitation was more or less violent in all parts of India and South India
was exceptionally enthusiastic in producing the maximum effect of disconcert
against the Government. Students’ participation in full was the special character of
this agitation.

In conclusion, I would like to make this observation. Quit India Movement,
though unsuccessful in achieving its main objective in the short run, in the long
run it gave that kind of momentum to get the freedom in 1947. The Indian national
movement also promoted the idea of elected provincial Governments wherein
some of the more important subjects were delegated to the provincial State
Governments. Cooperative federalism formed the bedrock on which the national

movement thrived.
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Today I have seen a slogan in the newspaper given by the hon. Prime
Minister. He said: “Let us pledge to work shoulder to shoulder and dedicate
ourselves towards creating a new India that would make our freedom fighters
proud.” That is what he said. There is also a new India pledge. In that they have
said: “Let us together pledge towards a clean India. Let us go together and pledge
towards a poverty-free India. Let us go together, pledge towards a corruption-free
India. Let us together pledge towards a terrorism-free India. Let us together pledge
towards a communalism-free India. Let us together pledge towards a casteism-free
India.” It is excellent.

At the same time, [ want to add two things. They are: “Let us go together
and pledge to see that all our languages of this country are called national
languages and not regional languages’. Let us pledge to see that all languages,
including Tamil, Telugu, Bengali, etc. are recognized as official languages of this
country.” It is because all our forefathers fought for freedom. They gave their lives
to protect our culture, language, etc. It is the bounden duty of Parliament to protect
all the languages and give equal status to all the languages instead of giving

priority to one language. That is my request. Thank you very much.
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PROF. SUGATA BOSE (JADAVPUR): Madam Speaker, 9" August is a red-
letter day in Indian history. On this day, 75 years ago, ordinary Indians became
heroes when they responded to Mahatma Gandhi’s death-defying call, ‘karenge ya
marenge’, to make colossal sacrifices in their resolve to force the British to quit
India. Our first duty today is to together pay reverent homage to the noble martyrs
of the ‘Bharat Chhoro Andolan’ who gave their all so that we may be born in free
India.

Mahatma Gandhi had drafted his historic Quit India resolution as early as
April of 1942. He indicated in interviews that he was even prepared to take the
risk of violence to end the ‘great calamity of slavery’. It was a somewhat toned
down version of Gandhi ji’s radical Quit India resolution that was eventually
moved by Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru and adopted by the Congress on 8" August
1942.

As our Prime Minister, Narendra Modiji, has said, in his eloquent and
stirring speech, the Quit India Movement turned out to be the biggest civilian
uprising in India since the great rebellion of 1857. It was led and orchestrated by
middle-ranking leaders because all the top leaders were clapped into jail in the
early morning hours of 9" August, 1942. It began as an urban movement of
students, youth and workers. My own father was severely wounded as he led a
students’ procession in the streets of Calcutta on 13™ August, 1942. In late
September, 1942 the uprising spread to the countryside, where huge crowds of
peasants attacked all symbols of British authority, including revenue offices, post
offices, police stations and so on. In some instances, arms were looted from the
captured police stations. British administration collapsed in many districts of Bihar
and Jharkhand, Eastern U.P. Bengal, especially in Medinipur District, Odisha and
Maharashtra, especially in Satara District. Bihar and Jharkhand, which was the
storm centre of the rebellion, saw strong participation by peasants and Adivasis.
Everywhere, Madam Speaker, women played a crucial role in the resistance.

Mantangini Hazra showed that the dignity of the Indian tricolour was more
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precious to her than her own life as she was shot down in Tamluk. Parallel
Governments were set up in liberated localities. But overwhelming British might
ultimately prevailed by March, 1943, even though the underground leaders like Jai
Prakash Narain, Ram Manohar Lohia and Aruna Asaf Ali were not apprehended
until later.

Our Prime Minister, Narendra Modiji, mentioned Netaji Subhash Chandra
Bose and how he had made common cause with Mahatma Gandhi in 1942. He
said in a broadcast on the 17" August, 1942:

“The whole world now sees that the velvet glove, which ordinarily
hides the mailed fist of Britain, has now been cast away and brute
force — naked and unashamed — rules over India. Behind the thick
screen of gas, underneath the heavy blows of police batons and the
continual whistle of bullets and the angry defiance of the injured and
the dying — the soul of India asks — ‘Where are the four freedoms?’
The words float over the seven seas to all corners of the globe, but
Washington does not reply. After a pause, the soul of India asks
again, ‘Where is the Atlantic Charter, which guaranteed to every
nation its own Government?’ This time Downing Street and White
House reply simultaneously — ‘That Charter was not meant for
India.””

Netaji had desperately wanted to be in Asia by August, 1942. But his
submarine voyage from Europe to Asia could not be arranged until
February, 1943. Had the armed thrust of the Azad Hind Fauj coincided with
the internal rebellion of the Quit India Movement, then the history of our
country might have taken an even more glorious turn.

Our Prime Minister, Narendra Modiji, has announced in his speech
that the five years from 2017 to 2022 should replicate the extraordinary
journey of 1942 to 1947, from sankalp to siddhi. Great events did indeed
take place between 1942 and 1947, including the Quit India Movement, the
armed struggle of the Azad Hind Fauj and the popular upsurge at the time
of the Red Fort trial in the winter of 1945-46. But how can we forget that
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there was a gap between sankalp and siddhi in 1947. We got independent
India, but unfortunately we did not get united India at that time.

Nehru’s famous “Tryst with Destiny” speech began with an honest
confession. The pledge of freedom, he said, was being redeemed “not wholly or in
full measure, but very substantially”. He paid tribute to the architect of our
freedom, the author of the Quit India Resolution. He said, “We have often been
unworthy followers of his and have strayed from his message.” Mahatma Gandhi’s
silence spoke louder than Nehru’s eloquence. Far away from the celebrations in
New Delhi, Mahatma Gandhi chose to spend Independence Day in Calcutta. The
Information and Broadcasting Ministry of the Government of India had asked him
for a message; and he said: “He had run dry”.

The 75" Anniversary of the Quit India Movement and the 70" Anniversary
of Independence, Madam Speaker, call for soul-searching introspection rather than
chest-thumping celebration. It was the Mahatma’s moral force, which ensured that
peace reigned in Calcutta on 15™ August, 1947; and Hindus and Muslims chanted
“Jai Hind” in unison. Gandhiji published an article “Miracle or Accident” on 16™
August, 1947; and he said: “This peace was neither miracle nor accident. It was
the determination of human beings to dance to God’s tune.” ‘We have drunk the
poison of mutual hatred’. Gandhiji wrote in Harijan “and so this nectar of
fraternisation tastes all the sweeter, and the sweetness should never wear out.”

The final five and a half months of Gandhji’s life constituted a message for
the predicament that we face in India today. Gandhiji had a keen insight when he
commented: “Irreligion masquerades as religion.”  Today, we see irreligion
masquerading as religion. When the first AICC Session met in mid November
1947, Gandhiji had a clear message for the ruling party and the Government of the
day. ‘No Muslim in the Indian Union’, he told them ‘should feel his life unsafe.’
Then, of course, he went on his final fast on 12" January, 1948 to maintain peace
in this great land of ours. On 23™ January, by the way, which was Netaji Subhas

Chandra Bose’s Birth Day, he said: “Subhas knew no provincialism nor
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communal differences” and “had in his brave army, men and women drawn from
all over India without distinction and evoked affection and loyalty, which very
few have been able to evoke.” “In memory of that great patriot”, he called upon
his countrymen to “cleanse their hearts of all communal bitterness.”

The 75" Anniversary of the Quit India Movement and the approaching 70"
Anniversary of Freedom may be an apt occasion to ponder the relationship
between the past and the future, between the old and the new.

Narendra Modiji has been talking about building a new India by 2022. We
too have a dream for a new India inspired by the great leaders from the past. “Let
new India arise”, Swami Vivekananda had proclaimed, “arise out of the peasants’
cottage, grasping the plough; out of the huts of the fishermen, the cobbler, and the
sweeper.” His message of equality went beyond class to encompass gender and
caste as well. He said that there were two great evils in our country — trampling on
the women and grinding the poor through caste restrictions. Vivekananda’s vision
was fundamentally one of religious harmony. That is what led him to proclaim:
“We believe not only in universal toleration, but we accept all religions are true.”

Vivekananda taught us to mix with all the races of the earth. “And every
Hindu that goes out to travel in foreign parts,” he believed, “renders more benefit
to his country than hundreds of men who are bundles of superstition and
selfishness.”  The sage held a balanced view of ancient India, which
contemporary champions of India’s past would do well to heed. “There were
many good things in the ancient times,” according to Vivekananda, “but there
were bad things too. The good things are to be retained, but the India that is to be,
the future India, must be much greater than ancient India.”

Madam Speaker, it is not easy to be rid of bad things from the past. Today,
in some parts of the country, we are witnessing a recrudescence of the hatred that
had marked the cow protection movements of the 1890s, and the shuddhi and
sangathan ~ movements of the late 1920s. Rabindranath Tagore’s book,

Nationalism published exactly a hundred years ago in 1917, has a passage that
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sounds like an uncanny foretelling of the social and political crisis besetting India
today. “The social habit of mind”, he wrote, “which impels us to make the life of
our fellow beings a burden to them where they differ from us even in such a thing
as their choice of food is sure to persist in our political organisation and result in
creating engines of coercion to crush every rational difference which is the sign of
life.”

I appeal to the Prime Minister to stop the engines of coercion in their
tracks. Faith in India’s destiny rescues us from debilitating pessimism in the face
of ferocious assaults on the expression of rational difference. The song composed
by Rabindranath that we have adopted as our National Anthem offers thanks to
“Bharata Bhagya Bidhata” for the divine benediction showered so generously on
our country and our people. The poet’s lyrics sang a paean to the expression of
this divine glory that had many attributes — the “Janaganamangaldayak”, the
Giver of grace, was at the same time, in the later verses of the song, the
“Janagana-aikya-bidhayak” — the One who crafted unity out of India’s myriad
religious and regional diversity. The “Janaganadukhatrayak’ appears in feminine
form.

“Ghor timir ghana nibir nishithe peerita murchhita deshe
Jagrata chhilo taba abichala mangala nata nayane animeshe
Duhswapne atanke raksha korile anke
Snehamayee tumi Mata”

The maker of India’s destiny gives solace in the darkest of times and offers
hope that the terror of the current nightmare will pass.

“The appointed day has come,” Nehru said of the tryst, “the day appointed
by destiny”. Was 15™ August, 1947 the day appointed by destiny? Viceroy
Mountbatten chose the day randomly as he tried to quit India with the least
possible harm to British interests. Yet, exactly two years before Independence on

15™ August, 1945, Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose had issued a poignant last Order
of the Day to those who fought under his leadership for India’s freedom: “Never
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for a moment falter in your faith in India’s destiny. India shall be free and before
long.”

Today, we need to rekindle the spirit of our great freedom struggle.
Narendra Modi ji says that the next five years will be transformative. We
sometimes wonder when he says that these years will be transformative because
the three top Constitutional posts are held by people belonging to the same
ideology, we cannot but expresses some concern. We need to be clear about what
our sankalp is for 2022. If he truly wants all evils to quit India by 2022, including
communalism, in the pejorative sense of that word, we hope that he will
unambiguously condemn and take stronger action against those who are spreading
the poison of hatred and killing human beings in the name of religion.

In conclusion, Madam Speaker, a galaxy of great leaders including
Mahatma Gandhi, Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose and Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru led
the people of India on their brave journey towards freedom. After Independence,
sometimes we have had to ask and say: “Manzil unko mile jo sharik-e-safar na
the.” That is why, today, we have to make sure that we do not have a vision of
untrammelled dominance of one community and one language. I agree with Dr.
Thambidurai that we must counter-pose an alternative and a better vision of a new
India based on the cultural intimacy of all India’s different communities. A part of
the battle for the soul of India will be fought in the realm of ideas not in the
trenches of party politics. So, let us have a healthy democratic contest during the
next five years. | know that those who are occupying the treasury benches today
have their own gurujies. But for the next five years, | would invite them to join us
on a journey on the broad highway illuminated by the halo of Mahatma Gandhi.

Let us banish poverty, illiteracy and disease from this great land of ours.
Our new India will be the most vibrant economy in the world with its inhabitants
enjoying universal access to education and health care. Our new India will be
home to some of the greatest institutions of learning attracting the finest faculty

and students from all over the world. An overarching sense of Indian nationhood
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will happily coexist with multiple identities of our diverse populace. We will
celebrate and respect our differences to rise above them.

To move from that resolution to accomplishment, from that sankalp to
siddhi, we need peace. To ensure peace, we must avoid all temptations to be
chauvinistic and jingoistic. To build a truly great new India by the 75"
anniversary of our Independence, we must have a grand vision inspired by a
broad, generous and imaginative conception of India’s place in the world and our
contributions to the cause of humanity. It is time for us, as democratically elected
representatives of the people of India, to not just affirm today’s resolution that
you, Madam Speaker, are placing before us, but also to renew the famous
midnight pledge “...to India, our much-loved motherland, the ancient, the eternal
and the ever-new, we pay our reverent homage and we bind ourselves afresh to her
service. Jai Hind. Jai Hind.”
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SHRI THOTA NARASIMHAM (KAKINADA): Thanks you very much for
giving me this opportunity to speak on Sankalp Parva. Indeed, it is a great
privilege for me to be a part of this Parva. The month of August is the month of
Revolution and the nation will be celebrating August 15" as Independence Day as
Sankalp Parva or Day of Resolve.

The roots of Quit India Movement were planted exactly 75 years ago on 8"
August, 1942 by Mahatma Gandhiji at the Bombay Session of All India Congress
Committee.

The spirit showcased during the Quit India Movement is relevant even in
today’s times when it comes to social evils which have plagued our society. Our
Prime Minister recently invoked the Quit India Movement during his ‘Mann ki
Baat’ programme and asked citizens to show the same spirit, which was showed
back then to expel the British from our nation, this time in order to expel the evil
forces of communalism, casteism, corruption, terrorism, poverty and dirt from the
country by 2022.

Madam, just like what Mahatma Gandhi said during his speech then that we
need an orderly withdrawal of the British from India, today we require an orderly
withdrawal of these social evils from the country. The Gandhian values are more
than just relevant today and a movement parallel to that of Quit India Movement,
on the lines of Gandhian ideology, will bring harmony and unity amongst the
people.

Madam, during the Prime Minister’s speech, he talked about corruption as
one of the evils which needs a withdrawal from the country. Here, I would just
like to say that the corruption has to be taken out. 3Tsl T W I a1d & & 21 B

Here, perhaps is our chance to have a re-look at and revamp the All India Services,
a colonial legacy, which along with a notoriously aggressive taxation system,
another colonial practice which has continued and has stayed the course
throughout independent India.

The Indian bureaucracy has since the very early inception been infamous

for its complexity of structure, inefficiency in the past and being prone to grave
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corruption. A Hong Kong based think-tank came out with a report in 2012 which
rated the Indian bureaucracy as the worst in Asia. Here, I would like to
acknowledge the steps taken by this present Government to bring in efficiency in
the bureaucracy. In the past few months, we have seen the IAS and the IPS
officers being handed out compulsory retirement on the grounds of their ill-
performances. Last year, the Ministry of Finance took a similar action against a
few erring IRS officers also. However, the aggravated problem warrants a far
greater reform.

In 2012, the Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances and Pension prepared
a background paper to lay the theme for discussion on the Civil Services Day in
2012 in which it mentioned that corruption in the Civil Services has become all
pervasive and has become a norm. It has become a total practice now. One of the
major factors leading to this corruption is the permanency of All India Service
Cadre Officers in one State throughout their career. ~ Permanency is the
breeding ground for this corruption. We need to reform this system of keeping the
IAS and IPS in one State throughout their career since we already have State cadre
officers for serving in the State. So, this type of administrative reforms has to be
brought in; electoral reforms have to be brought in; and financial reforms have to
be brought in.

Gandhiji’s calling in 1942 invoked an unprecedented response from the
Indians and it took us five years since this calling to drive the British out of this
country. There is absolutely no reason why the same cannot be repeated with such
social evils, which are deep-rooted in today’s society. All that is required is the
same unequivocal support and a genuine spirit to bring out a change.

This is the time to take a Sankalp today to free the country from the
clutches of corruption, intolerance, lynching, harassment of common man at the
hands of the powerful, safety of girls and work towards attainment of this Sankalp

by 2022. Let us pledge to create a new India in the coming five years -- an India
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that the Members of the Constituent Assembly envisaged and an India, which the
freedom fighters, who sacrificed their life for the struggle, would be proud of.

As we talk of sacrifice, Mahatma Gandhi, Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose,
Shri Bhagat Singh, etc. are all people who have struggled and they were yodhas
even before we were born. So, it is history for us, but today, we have also seen in
Telangana when the andolan was going on there where people like Shri
Jayashankar, Shri Srikant Chary, Ms. Suvarna, Shri K. Venugopala Reddy, Shri
Rajasekhara Reddy and Shri Yadgiri and all these people took part in the andolan
and they have sacrificed their life seeking the formation of new Telangana.

Even KCR’s slogan was either ‘87 deiv=1 &1fRial & a1 7Y This was also a

slogan, which he had given and we have achieved it. Today, after achieving it, we
have not left the State just like that. Today, we are rebuilding our Telangana
properly so that the Telangana people who have been deprived for the last 60 years
get back really what they want. Today, we are an example in the country. So, I
would request that even our country today should be built in a proper and good

manner. Thank you, Madam.

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"SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM):Quit India Movement or Revolt
of 1942 or August Revolution was the most powerful and mass movement in the
freedom struggle led by Gandhiji.

In the Working Committee Meeting held in Wardha in 1942, Congress first
accepted the idea of a struggle.

AICC met in Bombay in August 7 & 8 ratified to got to struggle, as Quit
India Movement.

Second World War broke out in the year 1939 and by the middle of 1942
Japanese troops were approaching the border of India.

Pressure was mounting on Britain from China and US to solve the issue of
Indians status before the end of the war. Due to this political pressure, Sir Stafford
Cripp’s a member of the war cabinet was sent to India to discuss the British
Government Draft Declaration.

The Draft Declaration

India Dominion status after the war.

And also conceded for changes in the British Government of India Act

1935.

The Draft Declaration was unacceptable to the Congress Working
Committee and was rejected in toto.

The failure of the Cripp’s Mission further strained the relation between the
Congress and the British Government.

In these circumstances Congress was forced to launch the struggle for
complete freedom or absolute freedom.

It is highly relevant to mention the famous quotes of the Stalwart’s of

Indian freedom movement.

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Gandhiji — In the AICC meeting held in Mumbai supporting the resolution.
Gandhiji addressed:-

“I am not going to be satisfied with anything but complete freedom. May
be he (The Viceroy) will propose the abolition of salt tax, the drink evil. But I will
say nothing less than freedom”.

Further he came with a Mantra “Karo or Maro” (Do or Die). “We shall
either free India or Die in the attempt. We shall not leave to see the perpetuation
of slavery”.

He even went to say. Stafford Cripp’s proposal was “Naked Imperialism”.
The above said speeches by Gandhiji indicates his Social Radicalism and shift in
the philosophy of the congress.

Though the need for non-violence was always reiterated Gandhi’s Mantra
of “Do or Die” represent the militant mood of Gandhi.

Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru on August 8 replying to the debate on Quit India
Resolution in the AICC meeting in Mumbai stated: ~ “We are in dead earnest.
Let there be no mistake about it, we are on the verge of precipice and we are in
dead earnest about it”.

“We have entered the fire and we have now to come out of it successfully
or be consumed by it”.

Sardar Vallabhai Patel_stated: “If there is a choice made between
slavery and anarchy, I hope the people will chose anarchy, as the latter will
ultimately disappear and the people will become free”.

One of the most active revolutionaries of the Movement held the view that
Quit India Movement was no less than the French Revolution and Russian
Revolution. “It not only brought a complete transformation in the country but it
gave birth to new India and gave new direction to its political life”.

When the Resolution had came into action hundreds of people were killed,

thousands were injured and more than one lakh were imprisoned.  Following
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which the Congress Organization was banned and almost all the leaders were
arrested.

The Quit India Movement had a tremendous influence on the future of
Indian Nationalism. Not the new Psuedo-Nationalism which we experience now
a days.

The communist Party of India strongly opposed the Quit India Movement
and supported the war effort because of the need to support the Soviet Union.

In response to which the British Government lifted the ban on Communist
Party. According to the Communist the second world war was “the war of the
Imperalist”. Not a pie for it to be given for nobody to join it”.

But when Hitler attacked Russia in June, 1941, the communist stand
changed. they seized to brand it an Imperialist war and called it a people’s war.

After which communist party switched loyalty to the British after the attack
on the Soviet Union.

As a Member of RSP, I am proud to say that my Party though there was
difference with the philosophy of Congress, actively participated in the Quit India
struggle and sacrificed so many lives for the Nation. Jogesh Chandra Chatterjee,
the founder Secretary of RSP organized and actively participated several
movements in various parts of the country. The Veteran leader of RSP Com:
Tridip Kumar Chaudhuri and others were arrested and put in prison particularly in
the Quit India Movement.

Our forefathers sacrificed their lives for the betterment of the nation. This
is the right time to discuss whether the dream of thousands of freedom fighters
who have sacrificed their lives is fulfilled in the independent India.

Now a days, Indian Nationalism is deliberately molding in a different shape
that as a Nationalism of a particular section of people and their belief.

Unity among diversity was the beauty of Indian struggle Hindus, Muslims,

all religion all belief were united to achieve the common goal “freedom of India”.
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Unfortunately after 7 decades of independence, the political and social
freedom of certain sections of people are in danger.

This is not the India that our freedom fighters had hoped for. So today,
when we commemorate the Quit India struggle we the people of Independent India
have to take a common pledge that the Unity, Integrity and Diversity of India will
be protected by honouring and respecting all beliefs and faith beyond creed, caste
and religion.

SHRI P. KARUNAKARAN (KASARGOD): Thank you, Madam Speaker. I
would like to participate in the discussion on the 75™ Anniversary of Quit India
Movement in India.

There is no doubt that the slogan and message was raised by Father of the
nation, Mahatma Gandhi. There were a large number of struggles such as Non-
Cooperation Movement; Dandi March; Prohibition of foreign commodities and
many other struggles. Besides, the political slogans, slogans on social changes
such as untouchability and caste system had also come into force.

We got freedom not because of struggle of one day or one year, but it was
due to the long glorious struggles that the nation had fought. The Indian National
Congress has its own contribution. Mahatma Gandhi, the Father of the nation, has
his great contribution in leading the struggle. At this point of time, we can
remember the other Leaders such as Pandit Jawahar Lal Nehru, Shri Motilal
Nehru, Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel, Maulana Abdul Kalam Azad, Netaji Subhash
Chandra Bose, Dr. Ambedkar, Lala Lajpat Rai, Shri Bal Gangadhar Tilak and
many other luminaries.

Many of the Left Party Leaders like Shri A. K. Gopalan, Shri E. M. S.
Namboodiripad, Shri S. A. Dange, Shri Indrajit Gupta, Shri Ajay Ghosh and many
other Left leaders were working with the Congress Party in the beginning. They
have also participated in the struggle in the State and at the national level.

If we analyse with an independent view, then we could see a very inspiring
aspect of the freedom struggle, which led different Parties and also the Leaders to
the main objective, which is one and the same, that is, one that leads to the
mainstream of freedom struggle.

The first Independence struggle was called "Sipahi Lahala’ by the British in
which thousands of soldiers participated and lost their lives.

Madam, the Meerut and the Kanpur conspiracy cases were framed and

charged by the British. Many of the Left Party leaders were arrested and put
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behind bars for a long time. It is interesting to note that Jawaharlal Nehru and
Motilal Nehru who were the Secretary and President respectively of the Action
Committee have defended the accused in these conspiracy cases.

I can proudly say that the present Left Party leaders were in jail
years together just because they had participated in the freedom
struggle of India. The first Opposition leader of this House, Shri A.K.
Gopalan - for 15 years he was the Opposition Leader in this House — has spent
years together in various jails in Kerala and
outside. He was behind bars not once but many times. I am glad to say here that I
am the son-in-law of Shri A.K. Gopalan. Many luminaries in the Treasury
Benches and also in the Opposition were here.

Shri A.K. Gopalan was put in Trivandrum Pujapura Central Jail
- Cell No.58. He was put behind bars for a long period of time. When India
became Independent on 15™ August, 1947, he was not released; he was still in jail
and he was raising slogans alone in the jail itself. There was a very good
understanding between Jawaharlal Nehru who was the Prime Minister at that time,
and Shri A.K. Gopalan. We can see this in the biographies of Shri A.K. Gopalan
and also Jawaharlal Nehru.

Our Party’s General Secretary Shri Harkishan Singh Surjeet was
a Rajya Sabha Member. In the 16" year of his life, he raised the National Flag,
when he was surrounded by police, they tried to shoot him. On March 20, 1923
four young comrades - Appu, Kunhkambunair, Abbukkar and Chirukankar - who
were all aged 19, were hanged merely because they were participating in the
freedom struggle as Congress volunteers.

In Kerala, hundreds of innocent people were shot dead and
burned in Punnapria and Vayalar by the then ruler Sir C.P. Ramaswamy, who was
the very obedient ruler of the British Government.

Our freedom struggle 1is the struggle of the Indian people

under the leadership of Mahatma Gandhi. Thousands of people were arrested and
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put behind the bars. Students, peasants workers, lawyers, doctors, and a big
stream of people from various walks of life were involved in this struggle. We
could not forget the martyrs of Jalianwala Bagh, Bhagat Singh,
Chandrashekhar Azad, Rajguru and many others. The  first
Independence struggle started in 1857 but it was called as Sipahi Lahala by
the British.

I do not want to go into other details. After 75" years of Quit India
Movement and 70 years of our Independence, this is the time to analyze our
merits and defects, as hon. Chair has already pointed out. India has the largest
population next to China. This is really a big resource that we have. We have
an elected Parliament - both Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha; we have 29 States; we
have a judicial system - from the Supreme Court to the lower courts; we have the
Reserve Bank of India to control the monetary system; we also have the President
as the Head of the State. These are our administrative and organizational
instruments that were set up to strengthen our democracy. This is the time for us to
take strong steps as enumerated in the Preamble of our Constitution which points
out to freedom of expression, freedom to organize, freedom to choose any food,
freedom to speak any language and freedom to move anywhere. The question
before us is whether we are able to follow these significant norms.

On the one hand we have achievements; on the other hand we have to
critically self-assess our defects. The most important feature of the Quit India
Movement was the absence of religious and communal division. We have six
major religions, 122 major languages, 1599 other languages, 63 major festivals, 23
languages included in the Eighty Schedule, 3,000 castes and 25,000 sub-castes.
This is the inspiring complexity of our Indian society.

We could achieve national unity in spite of having these very wide features.
Here, we could see tolerance and mutual understanding with other religions, other
castes and other languages. The national unity can be achieved through tolerance

and mutual understanding with various societies. I am sorry to say that we are
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losing such an atmosphere. The population of the minority is less. It comes to
below 20 per cent. In recent times, the notification issued by the Government
about cow protection and also the various incidents that we have witnessed in the
name of cow vigilante, have created anxiety and apprehension among the Dalits
and the minorities. But, I appreciate our Prime Minister who said that he would
take very strong action. However, it is still continuing.

HON. SPEAKER: Please conclude.

SHRI P. KARUNAKARAN: I will take only two minutes.

We have to go further in the development of IT sector. There is a slogan of
‘Digital India’. I fully agree with that. But, agriculture is the backbone of our
country. But, the backbone is now broken. We see that thousands of farmers
coming from Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan, Maharashtra and from other places. It is
not a political struggle. It is a struggle for survival. So, the Government has to
think about it when we are celebrating this day.

It is true that there is a corruption. It is spreading on just like cancer. But,
what action has the Government taken? The corruption issue should not be taken
as a political issue. The Government should take it as a serious issue. The
Government should not use this as a political tool, as a political objective to get
the Governments disabled, or to get seats. The Government should not use the CBI
or the Enforcement Directorate for this. If the Government is sincere, it should

deal with this with an open mind. Thank you.
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SHRI TATHAGATA SATPATHY (DHENKANAL): Madam, I would like to,
first of all, thank you for creating this atmosphere today. As you told us in the
BAC yesterday, you have personally taken interest to dedicate this day in the
Indian Parliament for this kind of a serious discussion. I would thank parties from
all sides of this House for having participated in this discussion and expressed
their opinions without anybody disturbing each other.

All of us here, the representatives of this vast country of 130 crore to 150
crore of people have our own dreams. Maybe, some are small people and they
have small dreams about the country. Some are having larger visions and they
have larger dreams. But, all of us have dreams of what we see this country to be in
the next 50 years or 100 years.

We all know and we all are aware that those who live for themselves are
hated in this world or ignored at best. But, those and only those who live for others
are fondly remembered all over the world, not only in one particular country, but
all over. The history of India has been repeated, oft repeated and many learned
speakers have given their opinions. So, I will have the audacity to say that I would
not like to go back and would not like to take a leaf out of history. I would only
like to speak a few words here about how do I feel, why do I feel disturbed in
India today? Why do I feel worried? Where are we, all of us put together — no
matter whether it is the Congress or the BJP or the BJD or the AIADMK or the
Trinamool Congress? It does not matter. The political parties do not matter. We
are, first of all, born as Indians. When we die, we will die as Indians.

We have to acknowledge that this is a multi-cultural society where people
speak Tamil with as much love and as much respect as people speak Hindi, where
people speak Oriya or Ahomia with as much gusto as the Marathi or the Gujarati.
So, this is a country where tolerance is built into the very foundation of this nation.
It is not something one has to shout from the rooftop and demand tolerance. Either

itis there in you or the history of this country will reject you forever.
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We cannot have walls in this country. We cannot say that because you wear
this kind of clothes, you speak this kind of language, you eat this kind of
vegetarian or non-vegetarian food, therefore, you are different from us. We cannot
afford in the 21% Century to make this country into an us and them country. We
simply cannot afford to give the teenagers of this nation a distorted image of what
we as representatives of the people have dreamt of this country. It is sad to see that
we in our petty desires and our petty ambitions, we have forgotten the interest of
the country. I do not see aspiration anywhere. There is plenty of ambition. I
differentiate greatly between the two.

When Gandhi ji said, “Kare Ya Mare”, we have twisted that. We have
made it, “Kare Ya Maarein” and that is not fair to the coming generations of
India. When he said, “Ahimsa”, he also said, “Civil Disobedience” because he
knew the people of India could not rise up in arms. He knew that our nature was
that we will be disobedient to the ruler, no matter who it is who is ruling us.
Similarly, when he said, “Non-Cooperation”, he knew our character that we like to
be Bhakts, we like to be trolls and we like to bow down at the feet of the people
who are in power just because we do not have the courage to stand up for what we
think 1s true, what we think is correct or what i1s the honest India. We have seen
the Paika Bidroha in Odisha, we have seen Shri Jayee Rajguru, we have seen Shri
Surendra Sai and we have seen so many freedom fighters. But I would like to
speak just this much, Madam, that it is time that we unite all our dreams, we do
not divide and get into petty fights like who buys which MLA, who fights which
seat, who wins what and which State Government comes to where. It is no more
politics. It is the future of India. I hope that today, on this great day, when Madam

Speaker has designed it in such a manner and led the way at the very outset to
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make it a day of understanding and cooperation amongst all of us, when we go
back home today, I hope we all will think where are we taking this India, what do
we want to do with this India and how is the 14 year old, 18 year old or 20 year
old young Indian girl or boy looking at us, are they inspired by looking at us or do

they hate us? That is the question before us.

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SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA (HASSAN): Hon. Speaker, I express my sincere
thanks to you for allowing me to speak. While you were allowing the Resolution
to be discussed on the floor of this House, I was sincerely observing your speech
sitting at the back side. The Leader of the House, the hon. Prime Minister; the
Leader of the Congress Party, Shrimati Sonia Gandhi ji; and several other leaders
spoke on the occasion of the anniversary of the Quit India Movement which took
place on 9™ August, 1942. I was a student at that time and I was unable to
participate in the Quit India Movement.

Let us be frank. Hon. Prime Minister expressed his views through his
advertisement in the newspapers which stated: “Sankalp se Siddhi. Come, let us
together pledge for building a New India by 2022.” We are all going to extend our
full support to this whether we would be here in 2022 or not. Today as a Member
of this House I want to sincerely take the pledge towards a Clean India, Poverty-
free India, Corruption-free India, Terrorism-free India, Communalism-free India,
and Casteism-free India. On all these issues, I am prepared to extend my full
cooperation. But let me say a few words.

I have entered public life in 1962. We take oath under the Constitution as
Members of this House, as Members of State Legislatures, as Chief Minister or as
Prime Minister. Let us introspect ourselves whether we are in conformity with the
oath we have taken, whether we discharge our duty according to that oath or not. I
do not know. I do not want to say where we have gone wrong. In this very House
several issues were discussed. I do not want to elaborate on this issue. The point is,
today forgetting all differences this House is going to take a pledge to remove all
these problems.

We fought in the Quit India Movement to make this country free from the
colonial rule or the British rule. We are ruling ourselves now. When we are ruling
ourselves, let us introspect on how things are moving. I have got a written speech

but I do not want to place it on the Table of the House.
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The hon. Prime Minister has come. Let us be frank with ourselves and see
in what direction we are going. Are we going in the direction of a Corruption-free
India, Casteism-free India and Communalism-free India? What things are going
on? Let us introspect ourselves. Madam, we can go on narrating many issues but I
do not want to do that on a day when we are going to make a pledge here. We
should all remember what things had happened, how many people had gone
through sufferings, how many people were hanged during the British rule. Today
people are suffering and committing suicides.

In the entire country, there was only one call by Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru
when he proposed the Resolution and Vallabhbhai Patel seconded it. Many people
and a galaxy of leaders in the country fought for freedom. But the only thing is,
hon. Prime Minister, while you are giving this message, let your conscience move
in the direction of removing all these things and achieving your goal. We are all
going to stand by the views expressed by you, whether it is in your advertisement
or in your speech. We are going to stand by you. The whole House will stand by
you in making the Resolution which has been moved by your good self. Thank

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"SHRI P.R. SUNDARAM (NAMAKKAL): 'Quit India Movement' was launched
by Mahatma Gandhi ji to rescue the country from the Britishers on 8" August,
1942. This was the most popular and powerful mass movement in the series of
agitations led by Gandhi in the course of freedom struggle.

During the first half of 'Quit India Movement', there were several strikes,
demonstrations, processions etc. Later on, the next half of the movement included
raids in government buildings, municipal houses, post offices, railway stations etc.
and they were set on fire.

The last and the final phase began in September 1942 which started with
mobs bombing government places like Bombay, Madhya Pradesh. Finally, the
movement started gaining lots of importance through peaceful means and was
carried on till Mahatma Gandhi wasn't released.

Gandhi ji had resolved that if the British did not listen to their demands,
they would start a mass civil disobedience movement. Britain was involved in the
War and with many political changes were going on in Britain, the demands of the
congress were no met. This dissatisfaction was also one of the triggers for the
movement.

Today after 75 years of Quit India Movement, we as proud Indians are in a
position to safeguard the Independence which we got after the struggle and blood

shed of various leaders who laid down their lives for the sake of this great Nation.

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"SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER (PONNANI): I would like to express my
views on this historic Special discussion to commemorate 75" anniversary of Quit
India.

This great freedom movement by Mahatma ji and his slogan “Do or Die”
triggered crores and crores of Indians to March ahead in the freedom struggle.

At this stage we need not enter into a controversy about some parties
opposed to the “Quit India Movement”.

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"SHRI BALBHADRA MAJHI (NABARANGPUR): I would like to express my
views on the contribution of forefathers of my Constituency during the freedom
fight and sacrifice during the Quit India Movement, 1942.

On the call of the Father of the Nation Mahatma Gandhi, freedom fighters
of Nabarangpur area marched towards Basugaon Police Station to place their
memorandum for the Britishers quitting India on 24 August, 1942.

However, on their way, near Papadahandi, on the approach of Tura river,
demonstrations were encountered by the Police and 19 people were gunned down,
24 people jumped into the full flowing river on 24™ August, 1942. Thus, 33
innocent tribals lost their lives. The police Inspector responsible for this firing
was Ram Krushra Naidu (Kalanga) of Jeypore.

Likewise, on 21% August, 1942, while people were holding peaceful
demonstration in front of Matheli Police Station of Malkangiri sub-Division (now
a full fledged District) of Koraput District about five people were gunned down by
the Police. One of the persons killed was a forest guard.

As the forest guard was a Government employee, the police held
responsible, Shri Laxman Naik of Tentuligoma, who was spearheading the
demonstration Sh. Naik was falsely implicated, jailed and hanged for no fault of
his on 29" March, 1943.

Ironically, the Advocate pleading for his life, Shri Jagannath Rao
subsequently became an MP(LS) from Berhampur. The judge who sentenced Shri
Naik, a tribal, to death subsequently became the Chief Secretary of independent
Odisha State.

There have been many more contributions and sacrifices of tribals of the
then Koraput District of Odisha towards freedom fight. But these two instances
are worth mentioning.

One thing which is the saddest part of the happenings is that the rulers,

tormentors all were also Indians only acting in the name of British Raj.

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‘DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR): The 75"
anniversary of Quit India movement, this call by Mahatma Gandhi on 8" August,
1942 is being observed today. This call is a step in for freedom fight and for
independence. It was in many sense a resentment against economic and social
exploitation by British. Various political parties and organizations have their own
way, but Gandhiji’s Indian National Congress tried to unite whole India with this
movement. They started with Ahimsa and Satyagraha but most of leaders were
arrested and tortured. Due to lack of proper guidance, in some places there were
violation of laws, absence from Government works, boycotting and strikes in
schools and colleges, factories. Though it was not totally successful but it created
a pressure on British Raj to quit India. So some sankalp of unity “Karenge ya
Marenge” was made all the Indian together. We ultimately achieved freedom.
But at the cost of division that still creating various problem in our life and safety.
After 70 years of independence, we are not economically sound. Peasants and
farmers are facing some problems. We still have difference on the issue of caste,
religion. We are denying/ignoring constitution in many ways. If we don’t unite,
outside force will enter India and may hamper our freedom.

The whole spirit of integration and multi-cultural, multi-religious image

will be spoiled.

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*SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Today is an auspicious day.
The day 75 years ago India rose to tear away from the shackles of bondage
and gave a final call to a colonial powers to Quit India. That was a
culmination of a long struggle of freedom for the people of India who had
fought against the oppression of the East India Company and also of ' the
British Crown during last 200 years of subjugation. It was a fight led by the
Father of Nation on moral grounds purely on non-violent means. The
evening of 8th August of 1942 witnessed meeting of the Congress Working
Committee at Gowalia Tank Maidan of Mumbai which gave a final call to
immediately end British Rule in India. The Resolution said " the continuation
of that rule is degrading and enfeebling India and making her progressively
less capable of defending herself, and of contributing to the cause of world

freedom".

After 75 years when one looks back at the eventful evening of 8th
August and the upsurge of the people on 9th morning and in later days, one
feels proud to be descendants of those legendary freedom fighters of that day
who gave away their present to make our future bright. Let us not forget
history suffers distortions whenever the present is used to contextualise the
past guided by ideological predisposition. We owe it to ourselves not to
allow the nation's history to be circumscribed by ideological dogmas any
longer. Prime Minister Narendra Modi is the initiator of today's event. It was
his idea to devote a day to commemorate the 75th Anniversary of this
August Kranti Divas. All respective political parties, leaders also agreed to
observe this day and Madam Speaker has allowed to devote a full day for
this purpose to commemorate the Tyag, Tapasaya of our freedom fighters

for which country attained Independence in 1947. Those were the 5 years

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from 1942 to 1947 which shaped our destiny.

Communists were in support of the Quit India Movement
initiately but they became supporters of the British regime after the then
Soviet Union joined the Allied Forces and fouqht against Nazi Germany.
This twist of allegiance occurred in India because of the events of Europe
when Hitler attacked Russia. For the Communists, Freedom of India was not
of greater importance. Important was to ally with the oppressive colonial
British Empire to fight against fascist forces of Hitler.

I would like to mention here a very interesting aspect which is
seldom discussed at a national level. The Congress Working
Committee meeting at Wardha in the month of July, 1942 had not
endorsed the view to give the final call to the Britishers to Quit India.
Though in 1939 when the British Empire involved India in the World War
the then Congress Government in different provinces had resigned
expressing their differences against the decision of the Viceroy vis-a-vis the
British Empire. The World War was thrust on India by the British.
Provincial Governments in the country led by Congress had resigned in
protest. Individual Satyagraha were held whereby large numbers of leaders
were put behind bars in 1940. In 1942 at Wardha in July the Working
Committee held its meeting and deliberated to decide the cause of action.
Nehru and Maulana were not in favour of launching a country wide
movement. They had valid reason. Japan was approaching Indo-China
region and was in occupation of part of South East Asia.

There was tremendous fear that was amongst the people which was
created by the British rule. During that period Mira Behn was send by
Gandhiji to tour Odisha to instil a sense of confidence in them. During this

period, British Viceroy wanted Congress to extend full co-operation to the
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Empire to withstand the onslaught by the Japan forces if that evehtually
occurs but Gandhiji was aghast to 'see through the treachery of the Britisher
when he saw a Top Secret Government Note send by Military intelligence to
Provincial Police to target the freedom fighters.

This had more relevance in Odisha because Netaji hailed from Odisha
and large number of freedom fighters had personal relationship with Netaji.
British Intelligence had presumed that Netaji may land on the cost of Odisha,
where he would be welcomed in open arms.

It was between the Wardha Working Committee Meeting and August
8 Working Committee Meeting at Mumbai. A secret Office Order written
from Central Military to the State Police was provided by Bhupendra Kumar
Basu, the young man in his 30s, who was Prant Sar Sangh Challak of RSS in
Odisha to Harekrushna Mahtab who was then the youngest Congress
Working Committee Member. This letter was given to Gandhiji in Mumbai
which exposed the duplicity and treachery of the British empire. The letter
stated the police and their Intelligence to keep a close watch on the Congress
leaders, freedom fighters, their movements, and the persons who are in their
contact and secondly try to defame them through any means so that they lose
acceptability. The instruction was to use all methods in their capacity to
deride the leaders, freedom fighters and defame them so that they would not
be in a position to lead. This was actually a treachery. On one side in the open
they ask for support from the Congress leaders and behind the back they were
indulging in this type of in villaneous activities. This letter was placed in the
Working Committee at Gowalia Tank Maidan where Congress Working
Committee had met. The small state called Odisha then, had provided the
spark to the mighty movement which is aptly called August Kranti,

Auqust Biplab. Gandhiji, Kasturba and Mahadev Desai were send to Agha
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Khan Palace in Pune and the rest were incarcerated in Chand Bibi Quila,
Ahmed Nagar Fort.

Kasturba breathed her last during this incarceration at Pune. Netaji, in
his famous radio speech while addressing the country had propounded two
words which reverberate even today. He had
addressed Gandhiji as "Father of the Nation" and concluded his
speech by saying "Jai Hind".

The Resolution of the Quit India Movement had "emphasised the
demand for the withdrawal of the British power from India," had said a
provisional Government would be formed its primary functions would be "to
defend India and resist aggression with all the armed as well as the non-
violent forces at its command, together with its allied powers, and to promote
the well-being and progress of the workers in the fields and factories and
elsewhere, to whom essentially all power and authority must belong." It also
said the provisional Government will evolve a scheme for a constituent
Assembly which will prepare a Constitution acceptable to all sections of
people.

The commitment of the leadership through this resolution stated in
very clear terms that "This Constitution ..... shall be a federal one with the
largest measure of autonomy for the federating unit, and with residuary
powers vesting in these units".

We attained independence in 1947 but the Nation was divided.
Pakistan was formed on communal lines. India declared itself as a
democratic republic through its Constitution which cam e into existence in
1950. Elections were held giving equal powers to every citizen of this
country. I visit Ahmednagar Fort. Whenever I get a chance to visit Pune or

nearby area. It was during my first visit in 1999-2000. I found that Quila had
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turned into a military office. Stacks of files were put up
in all the rooms. The rooms where Maulana Azad, Sardar Patel,
Acharya Narendra Dev, my father Harekrushna Mahtab had stayed for more
than 2 and a half years were all full of files, table, chairs. There was no trace
of the historicity of 1942 to 1945 except their name written in very small
letters over the door.

Only the double room, where Jawaharlal Nehru stayed was a
memorial. Nothing about the others. No photographs nothing. I searched for
the Visitor's Book and wrote down my comment. On my return to Delhi, I
followed it up with a letter to the then Defence Minister George Fernandes.
Thing have changed since then. I have visited Ahmednagar twice in

between.

Army office has been shifted and it has been converted to a memorial.
That was the place where top Leaders of 1942 were placed together from
August 1942 to 1945. Progress of INA towards Indian Boarders had
electrified the mind of the Indians. With the fall of Japan in 1945, the
progress was halted no doubt but British became very much aware that the
Indian Forces through which they had ruled for 200 years is no longer going
to accept them. Netaji has demolished that.

Finally the uprising of Naval Force in 1946 in Mumbai, forced the
hands of the British. Those were the five years of determination,
perseverance and dedication of our forefathers, freedom fighters which
forced the British to transfer power to Indian peacefully.

In Odisha, the first spark was on August 17th, when large
number of Satyagrahis had burnt down a Police Station in

Bhandaripokhari in Bhadrakh District.
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Subsequently, agitations were held in Lunia where 7 were
martyred. Four were martyred at Kaipada Kalamatia of Bari -Jajpur on
August 26, 1942. Twenty people were wounded in police firing at Nimapada
during agitation and on September, 28th at Iram where 29 satyagrahis were
killed by British Police firing. The martyrs included one woman also.

The clarion call of Gandhiji, Engrez Bharat Chodo also
reverberated in the Tribal dominated district of Koraput. They had not seen
Gandhiji, nor heard him in person. There was no radio, they had only heard
that their dear Bapu has asked to do or die.

At Mathili, the Satyagrahis all tribals were demonstrating
peacefully which was attacked by British police. Some were killed and many
were arrested. 24 people were killed in police firing in undivided Koraput
district and around 100 were victims of police brutality in and outside
prisons. Then, the British had repeated the Jallianwala Bagh massacre at
Papadahandi on the bank of Turee river in Nabarangpur district where about
5000 followers of Mahatma Gandhi were victims of police action on August
24, 1942. As many as 19 people were killed and more than 30 others were
wounded in the firing. Police brutality was also witnessed at Mathili of
Malkangiri district on August 21, 1942 when five unarmed people were
killed in firing. Approximately, 2500 people were sent to jails for raising
their voice against the British rule. Laxman Naik was prosecuted and
handed. While going to be hanged, he had uttered few words" Freedom will
come. Bapu has said Bharat will be free. I will be born again in a Free India"

Several people were tortured and over 30 were executed by the British
Government in the Princely States like Dhenkanal, Nayagarh, Nilgiri and
Talcher. Another heinous crime was committed against the tribals in 1939

during the World war when Britishers wanted to recruit tribals from
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Sundergarh District to fight their war when the tribal people of Sundergarh
resisted they were rounded up and shot dead. People say more than 400
tribal people succumbed to British bullets.

The Resolution of Quit India Movement which was a challenge to the
British power in India was not of negativity. Rather it states that "it resolves
to sanction for the vindication of India's inalienable right to freedom and
independence, the starting of a mass struggle on non- violent lines on the
widest possible scale, so that the country might utilise all the non-violent
strength it has gathered during the last twenty-two years of peaceful
struggle. Such a struggle must inevitably be under the leadership of
Gandhiji and the Committee requests him to take the lead and guide the

nation in the steps to be taken" .

It also gave a direction to the people that every man and woman who
is participating in this movement must function for himself or herself. Every
Indian who desires freedom and strives for it must be his own guide urging
him on along the hard road where there is no resting place and which leads
ultimately to the independence and deliverance of India. And it decided
"when power comes the power will not be for Congress alone but it will
belong to the whole people of India.". Such was the commitment which was
enshrined in that resolution which became the Magna Carta of our Republic.

Today we are celebrating the 75th year of the Quit India
Movement which demonstrated the unstoppable urge of the people of India
for freedom. After five years India will be celebrating the 75 years of our
Independence. The five years from 1942 to 1947 as I said earlier were the
five years of Tapasya. The five years from 2017 to 2022 will be the year of
our endeavour to drive out poverty, ignorance,

communalism, terrorism, malnutrition from this country. It is time to
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commit for development and resolve ourselves in a positive line to make our

country great, prosperous where every citizen of this country would feel this

country belongs to them.
