SHRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI : Madam, I would like to ask this to the hon.

Minister. The Government has announced a pilot study in 16 districts for AeFDS.
Now that report is yet to come out. The Government has not placed the details of
that study in the public domain. The Point of Sale machines are also not available.
We do not know what the Government is going to do to distribute it. The
important point over here is that, for a PoS to operate, we require continuous
supply of electricity and Internet. The example of Rajasthan clearly shows that
because of not getting continuous supply of electricity and Internet, it is going to
have a huge problem over there. The biometric thumb reader has failed in so many
places. For example, the Telangana State has done a study on MGNREGA.
Madam, 36 per cent has been the rate of failure.

My question to the hon. Minister is: would you place this pilot study of 16
districts in public domain? It is because the policy should be based on evidence.
Even before evidences have come, you have decided on it. What steps are you
going to take to ensure that more PoS machines are available?

Also, Madam, it requires at least five minutes for one transaction. Now in
the Kharif season, you have 300-500 customers per day. So what is the policy of

this Government? What measures are they going to take to address these issues?

My pertinent and pointed question
was about the pilot study of 16 districts. What is the evidence of that study and
why has it not been placed in public domain? What steps are you taking to ensure
continued supply of electricity and Internet? The linking of PDS with Aadhaar in

Puducherry has completely failed. I have given an example of my State in respect

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of MGNREGA where the failure rate is 36 per cent. Madam, I hope, you have got
the answer.

My second supplementary is this. As on March 2017, the dues of fertilizer
companies are to the tune of Rs.30,000 crores. This is again a very convenient
device for the Government to control balance-sheet and show it in fiscal deficit.
My pointed question to the hon. Minister is, what are the new bank credit systems,
which the fertilizer companies are going to use because earlier it was manual and
now they will have to do it through Aadhaar? So, what are the steps that
Government is taking and what preparations have they made?

Madam, once again, I would like to point out that thumb impression

biometric system has failed in terms of farmers because of the wear and tear. How
is the Government going to respond to this situation? Why is the Government in a
rush to impose this scheme? This scheme is different from LPG scheme. In respect
of LPG, money goes directly to the user’s account. Here, a farmer has to go to a
fertilizer company and take it. So, these are very important things and should not
be taken up in a hurry.

About 20 crore people go to bed hungry and thousands of people die of hunger
every day; wastage of food is not less than a social delinquency. The wastage of
food entails loss of considerable amount of resources in the form of inputs used
during production. For example, 25 per cent of fresh water and nearly 300 million
barrels of oil used to produce food are ultimately wasted.

May I ask the hon. Minister whether he feels that there is an urgent need to

understand the complexity of the problem and to devise a national-level strategy to
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combat it so that surplus of food can be turned into an advantage instead of
resulting in wastage. Hunger and food wastage are two sides of the same coin. The

I would also like to know whether
the Government is taking any steps to collect accurate data or whether the
respective State Governments will be instructed to do so.

SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: Madam, the hon. Member knows the fact that the entry of
illegal immigrants is illegal and they are not coming to India through proper
channel. So, naturally, the maintenance of their numbers officially is impossible.
But, we have taken various steps to ensure that we detect them, identify them and
prosecute them as per law so that finally, they can be deported back. We have
taken various steps at the same time to ensure that the State Governments in
respective places do take all the steps into account while following the provisions
in Section 3 of sub-Section 2(c) of the Foreigners Act, 1946.

As per that provision, the Central Government has given authorization to
the State Governments to establish a Special Task Force in every district. There
must be detention camp so that the illegal immigrants can be detected and can be
kept in the detention camp. Besides that, various steps are being taken by the
Government of India to ensure that we do not get uncontrolled influx of the illegal
migrants into our country and create lots of problems related to social, political
and cultural and at the same time, we want to ensure that the demographic pattern

of India is not disturbed.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): Madam Speaker, thank you very
much for giving me this opportunity to raise this issue of LPG subsidy. It is a
serious issue affecting the common people of India.

Yesterday the Government of India has announced that the prices of
domestic LPG cylinders will be increased by Rs. 4/-. The decision implies that the
Government proposes to eliminate subsidy on LPG cylinders from March
onwards. Who are the persons who would be affected by this decision of the
Government? It will affect only the common people of this country, especially the
women folk in our country. Since, June fuel retailers have started raising the price
of cylinders by Rs. 4/- every month. Till that time the retailers had been raising the
price by Rs. 2/- every month. In the month of May the Ministry ordered the
retailers to double the quantum of monthly increase to Rs. 4/- to start the process
of elimination of subsidy on LPG. The scenario is that the prices of crude oil in the
international market have come down drastically. So, what justification the does
the Government have to take such a decision? This decision is actually against the
interest of the common people and the Government should withdraw this decision
immediately.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri Mullappally Ramachandran, Shrimati Supriya Sule, Shri
M.B. Rajesh and Shri Rabindra Kumar Jena are permitted to associate with the
issue raised by Shri K.C. Venugopal.

SHRI SUDIP BANDYOPADHYAY (KOLKATA UTTAR): Madam Speaker, the
prices of subsidized cooking gas cylinder will be increased by Rs. 4/- every month
and all subsidies will be eliminated by March, 2018. Since May 2017 oil
companies have raised the gas rates twice, the highest being Rs. 32/- per cylinder
and this is the highest in the last six years. Already the impact of GST has caused

such a hike. It has to be noted that there are 18.11 crores people who are
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consuming subsidized LPG, out of which 2. 5 crores are poor women who are
given free gas connection under the Pradhan Mantri Ujjwala Yojana. This
initiative of the Government was appreciated by all. But what will be the fate of
these women who were given free gas connection? Gradually the abolition of
subsidy on LPG will tremendously affect and cause difficulty to the common
people of the country. We protest this decision of the Government which is anti-
people and therefore should be immediately withdrawn. This is the appeal we are
making before the House.
SHRIMATI P.K. SHREEMATHI TEACHER (KANNUR): Madam Speaker, this
is a very cruel decision of the Government to increase the price of LPG gas
cylinders by Rs. 4/- every month. In this way the price of a cylinder will cost Rs.
600/-. How can a poor family afford this? This decision should be withdrawn. You
may compel the Government to withdraw this decision.
HON. SPEAKER: Shri P. K. Biju, Shri Jose K Mani and Dr. A. Sampath are
permitted to associate with the issue raised by Shrimati P. K. Shreemathi Teacher.
SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Madam Speaker, the point that I
would like to highlight is that the order directing the oil companies to increase the
price was given on 30" March 2017. After that Rs. 32/- has been increased for the
LPG gas. My point is that the Government is lacking transparency in the matter.
Why has the Government come to the public domain that a subsidy that has been
enjoyed by the people during the last so many decades have been taken away by
the Government but not been brought to the public domain? That is the main point
to be considered. Also, I would like to say that now a LPG cylinder had cost Rs.
477 in June 2016. This Government is imposing burden upon the people
withdrawing the entire subsidy without informing the people of this country.

I urge upon the Government to withdraw the order with immediate effect.

I would like to draw the kind attention of the Minister of Petroleum and
Natural Gas towards this important issue. Paradip Port is situated in my
parliamentary constituency. Many people have lost their land, property, and home,

and the region has lost its river and forest.
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Some people who were engaged 10 to 15 years ago in different factories
have already been engaged in IOCL in Paradip Port, but they have not yet been
regularised. It is a matter of regret that many people are now being posted afresh
by creating new posts whereas those people who were working previously have
been denied that opportunity.

So, I request the Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas, through you, that
at least those people who have lost everything, who are landless, jobless and
homeless should be given preference in regularisation of their services.

nos. Autonomous District Councils in the Northeast in the States of Assam,
Meghalaya, Mizoram and Tripura created under the provisions of the Sixth
Schedule of the Constitution need to be thoroughly revisited and an amendment of
the Constitution is required to fulfill the political, social, cultural and economic

aspirations of the tribal people and overall development of the region in general.
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The provision of the Sixth Schedule was conceived during the framing of the
Constitution in early 1950s. But after that, seven decades have already passed. If
we see the condition of the people there, no tangible development of those sections
of the people has taken place in most of these ADC areas, leaving the exceptions
in Tripura because of the pro-people policy of Left Front Government in the State
even though people in general in Tripura and whole of North-East strongly feel
that lot of things yet to be done in the field of social-economic spheres of this
section of people, which is possible by ensuring required legislative, economic and
political support from the both Centre and State. That's why to meet the cultural,
linguistic and economic aspirations of tribal people in particular and the people as
a whole of the region I further appeal to this Government, as this is the fourth time
in row during my last three years tenure in this House. That the provisions of the
sixth Schedule may be ammended to create three tier bodies like the PRI areas,
urban bodies in the council areas and to make provision for allocation of adequate
fund from NITI Aayog and diffrent ministries are made. Special attention has to be
paid for development of the language and culture of the communities who are
inhabiting in those council areas and a special project should be formulated
particularly to create multi-dimensional employment oppurtunities for the benefit
of the youth so that their aspirations are fulfilled and help strengthen the true
process of national integration.

SHRI FEROZE VARUN GANDHI : Madam, a few weeks before that, groups of
farmers held skulls of farmers, who had committed suicide in that same State to
show their misery.

On the 19" of July, the State Assembly of Tamil Nadu accorded to itself a
pay rise of 200 per cent. Without imputing any motives to this, it sent a broad
message of insensitivity.

Madam, in the first Cabinet Meeting of Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru in 1952
after winning the elections, the Cabinet took a unanimous decision not to avail of
their salaries for three months in the light of the economic sufferings of the people

at that time. We had Members of the Constituent Assembly like Shri Biswanath
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Das from Odisha, who chose to draw only Rs. 25 a day as against Rs. 40 which
they were entitled to, to show their sensitivity during that period. V.I. Muniswamy
Pillai in 1949 in the Madras Assembly imposed a voluntary cut of Rs. 5 per diem
in recognition of the suffering of the farmers, and the Madras Assembly
unanimously passed the Motion.

Madam, in the Parliament of the United Kingdom on which this is largely
based, there is a model of an Independent Authority, which is called the Senior
Salaries Review Body, which is a body consisting of non-Parliament Members,
non-politicians, academics, jurists, social welfare activities takes into account the
recommendations of both the beneficiaries, that is, the Members of Parliament and
the public. It takes into account the affordability and the validity of these claims,
and then requests the Government for it.

Madam, such a mechanism does not exist in our country sadly. Arrogating
unto ourselves the authority to increase our own fiscal compensation is not in line
with the moral foundations of our democracy. Gandhiji wrote and I quote:

“In my opinion, the allowances should be exactly in consonance
with the proportion of the services rendered to the nation.”

Madam, in the last decade, Parliamentarians had sought for an increase of

400 per cent for their compensation.

HON. SPEAKER: What is your suggestion?

SHRI FEROZE VARUN GANDHI : Have we really earned this massive
increment?

I just want to make three points. One is that 50 per cent of the Bills in the
last 15 years of this Parliament that have been passed, have not been referred to
serious Parliamentary Committee deliberations, which in fact, means that the last
passed Bills shows priority for politics and not policy because this House has
created itself to dissect, analyze and deliberate, and then pass on policy-making.

HON. SPEAKER: In ‘Zero Hour’ only point is allowed to be raised.
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SHRI FEROZE VARUN GANDHI : Madam, just a minute more.

Madam, 41 per cent of the Bills have been passed without discussion in the
last 15 years. There are those, who say that MPs should be paid in line with the
private sector.

Madam, the private sector’s only motive is self-interest and profit. We are
committed to the ideals of our forefathers. We are committed to make India a
country of our dreams. I do not want to refer to the issues of MPs’ behaviour,
performance or things such as taking cash for asking questions. I just want to
make a point regarding low number of sittings and constant chaos that we witness.

Lastly, I want to suggest that we should create an external body -- which
could be a statutory body -- which presides over our compensation package or if
we want to self-regulate, we should empathetically do so. Looking at the
condition of the country, we should forego any increase in compensation for the
rest of this 16™ Lok Sabha. Thank you, Madam.

HON. SPEAKER: Kunwar Pushpendra Singh Chandel is permitted to associate
with the issue raised by Shri Feroze Varun Gandhi.

DR. J. JAYAVARDHAN (CHENNAI SOUTH): Thank you hon. Speaker
Madam.

The introduction of the National Eligibility cum Entrance Test by the
Central Government has nullified the policy initiatives taken by our State Tamil
Nadu to achieve specific socio-economic objectives such as creating a level
playing field between the urban and the rural students and increasing public
healthcare in the rural areas. The NEET had placed the students of the State Board
syllabus at a greater disadvantage compared to the CBSE students. More than 90
per cent of the students are studying in State through State Board syllabus.

Madam, the hon. Supreme Court had held that the conduct of an entrance
examination does not fall within the purview of Entry 66 in List I (Union List) of

the Seventh Schedule. Here, it has to be noted that the State Government’s
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competence to enact legislation derives from Entry 25 of List III (Concurrent
List).

Based on the legal advice received, the “Tamil Nadu Admission to MBBS
and BDS Courses Bill, 2017 and the “Tamil Nadu Admission to Post Graduate
Courses in Medical and Dentistry Bill, 2017” were introduced and unanimously
passed in the Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly on 1* of February, 2017. The hon.
Governor of Tamil Nadu has reserved the Bills for the assent of the hon. President
of India under Article 254(2) of the Constitution of India on 18" of February,
2017.

As far as the Post-Graduate medical and dental courses are concerned, as
feared, despite the assurance from the Government of India, the High Court has
ruled that the time tested Tamil Nadu policy of reservation of Post-Graduate
Degree courses cannot be given and the State would have to follow the MCI
regulations on incentive marks and not the State pattern followed till last year
leading to agitation by the Government doctors.

The lack of assent of the two Bills passed by the Tamil Nadu Legislative
Assembly was one of the reasons that the State could not protect its existing policy
of Post-Graduate admissions.

Hence, I would like to request the Government of India that the approval
may be accorded immediately to the “Tamil Nadu Admission to MBBS and BDS
Courses Bill, 2017 and the “Tamil Nadu Admission to Post Graduate Courses in
Medical and Dentistry Bill, 2017”. The accorded Presidential assent will enable
the State to continue its existing fair and transparent system of admission to
Government Medical Colleges and Dental Colleges in the State.

"SHRI GURIJEET SINGH AUJLA (AMRITSAR): Hon. Chairman Sir, I thank
you for giving me the opportunity to speak on an important matter pertaining to
my constituency.

Sir I would like to draw the attention of the Government towards river Ravi
that flows adjacent to my constituency. River Ravi flows along my constituency
Amritsar for at least 25 kms. Pakistan falls on the other side of river Ravi. All
kinds of smuggling, bootlegging and terrorism — related activities take place along
this river. Whether it was the Gurdaspur incident or the Pathankot attack,
terrorists used the river and this terrain to their advantage.

Sir, Pakistan has constructed a concrete embankment on its side called
‘Dhussi’. During the time of floods, our farmers suffer as they find themselves at
the receiving end. The farmers of the area find themselves in dire straits
financially.

Sir, I urge upon the Government to bail out the hapless farmers of this area
financially. Rivers, as such, are considered as economy — boosters in all countries.
In foreign countries, rivers boost tourism as tourists come to have a canal-view or
river-view in a particular area.

So, I demand that a concrete embankment should be constructed on our
side of river Ravi adjacent to Amritsar constituency. A road should also be
constructed along the river so that an eye can be kept on the activities of Pakistan.

Secondly, over 1.50 lakh tourists visit Amritsar daily. If proper water-bodies are

SHRI GEORGE BAKER (NOMINATED): Sir, through you, I would like to draw
the attention of the Government of India to the fate of Safaikaramcharis all over
the country. In the period from 1% April to 10™ July, 2017, 35 people have died
while cleaning sewers and septic tanks. Despite the Supreme Court’s judgements,
it is estimated that 1470 people have died in sewer lines and septic tanks in the last
few years, and till today 1.65 lakh women are being used to clean dry latrines.

On behalf of these Safai karamcharis, I demand elimination of manual
scavenging. This has been prohibited by the Parliament. I also demand to ensure
implementation of the 2013 Manual Scavenging Act and 2014 Supreme Court
judgements, and also to adopt safe and modern technological methods to prevent
loss of lives and to uplift the dignity of the Dalits. Thank you.

SHRIMATI KIRRON KHER (CHANDIGARH): Thank you, Sir, for giving me

this opportunity. Stalking in India is still considered a problem rather than a
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serious crime. We focus on the supposedly bigger problems of crime, while
stalkers roam around with impunity, no shame in their creed.

Delhi, Telangana, Himachal Pradesh and Andhra Pradesh see numerous
cases of stalking crimes. Through 2014, there were 4700 complaints of stalking in
Delhi. Two such recent instances in Delhi ended up in murders. The same man had
stalked them for years and then stabbed them to death because they turned down
his marriage proposal. Can you not penalize this stalker before he becomes a
murderer? Do we only notice when the offence becomes fatal?

Female students stalked outside colleges, working women stalked after
work. We need to see stalking as a precedent to assault. It needs to be regarded as
violence against women.

Trivializing incidents of invasive stalking will actually make them more
serious with time. It will be wiser and cognizant of us to realize the gravity of the
rise in this crime and become units of assistance to every victim who is prey to this
violence.

A senior prosecutor of the city police pointed out that stalking cases are
complex and often do not end in conviction, resulting in the accused coming out
and posing a bigger threat. Moreover, women are afraid and reluctant to register
complaints about stalking. What good are laws if the ability to act on them is
forever absent?

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Evaluation process in CBSE is

not foolproof and transparent. In eastern India alone,more than 3,000 students and
their parents have termed the Class 12 results of CBSE as erroneous in 2017.
Odisha High Court was approached seeking re-evaluation. The aggrieved students
were different parts from Odisha, West Bengal, Jharkhand and Chhattisgarh. They
camped in Bhubaneswar weeks after weeks with the hope of getting additional

marks through re-evaluation. However, they have been asked by the CBSE to sign
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an undertaking that they would not disclose their re-evaluated marks to any person
or agency; or even cannot challenge it in any court of law. The CBSE has thus
violated the rights of such students also.

I, therefore, urge upon the Government to take necessary steps immediately
to make the evaluation system of CBSE infallible and to protect the interests of
such children.

Moreover, the rural students and students from poor socio-
economic background will be unable to complete with urban elite.

SHRI K. PARASURAMAN : The rural students will be put to great disadvantage
because they lack the resources to enroll in training institutions and access
materials available to urban students.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Dr. K. Kamaraj and Shri Sharad Tripathi are permitted to
associate with the issue raised by Shri K. Parasuraman.
SHRI V. ELUMALAI (ARANI): Sir, the Government of Tamil Nadu has enacted
the NEET Bill for which the Presidential assent is yet to be received. Soon after
the passage of the Bill, it was sent to the Centre for Presidential assent, but till
date, there has been no response.

Several thousands of students were agitating on this issue and are on strike
across the State. Therefore, I would urge upon the Government to provide a
Presidential assent to the Bill enacted by the Government of Tamil Nadu.

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(xv) Need to provide suffiecient funds for implementation of
Pradhan Mantrai Gram Sadak Yojana in Karnataka

SHRI PRAKASH B. HUKKERI (CHIKKODI): Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak
Yojana is an important development oriented project and is helpful in providing
quality roads in the rural areas. Though this scheme has helped development of
roads in many parts of rural India, still a lot needs to be done. Considering the
importance for improvement of rural roads, the Government of Karnataka has
conducted a survey to assess the roads. The committee has proposed the need for
slightly above Rs.19000 crore for improvement and maintenance of rural roads for
the next 10 years, i.e. Rs. 11361 crore for modernization and Rs. 8082 crore for
maintenance. It has also stated that the funds received from the Union Government
under PMGSY will not be sufficient to carry out this work.

I, therefore, request the Union Government to provide sufficient funds for

the proposed project of Government of Karnataka.
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(xvi) Need to include 'Youth Leadership & Personality Development
Training' and 'National Integration Camp' in programmes run by
Nehru Yuva Kendra, Chamarajanagar, Karnataka

SHRI R. DHRUVANARAYANA (CHAMARAJANAGAR): I would like to bring
to the kind attention of the Government that out of 623 Nehru Yuva Kendras
(NYKs) established in District Headquarters of our Country, Chamarajanagar
NYK is one among them, which was established in my Constituency Headquarters
on 09-02-2012. All programmes allotted to this District have been implemented
successfully. As on today , the programmes have been implemented through 300
Youth Clubs (both Girls and Boys clubs), each Youth club contains an average of
30 Members. District level cultural and sports activities and Taluk level sports and
training for self-employment and TYLS training programme for youth leaders
have been conducted in a fixed period.

But the youth of my Constituency are demanding some more programmes
to be implemented viz. (1) Youth Leadership & Personality Development Training
Programme in which 35-40 youth will be trained for the period of 30 days
regarding youth leadership, personality development, public speech, formation of
youth clubs, shramadan activities, Health, Education, Environmental activities etc.
and (2) National Integration Camp — which provides opportunity to 150 young
cultural talents of 05 other States and 05 different Districts of Karnataka to join
together for some period to exhibit their cultural talent.

As the above two additional programmes are very necessary and essential
and useful to the youth of my Constituency as per their demand, I hereby humbly
urge the Union Government to include the above 2 programmes under Nehru
Yuva Kendra, Chamarajanagar (Karnataka) for the development of youth of my

Constituency in all respects.
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(xvii) Need to provide compensation to the coconut growing farmers

SHRI S.P. MUDDAHANUME GOWDA (TUMKUR): Coconut growing farmers
in the country are put to great hardships and crisis due to loss in productivity of
coconut trees causes by continuous drought and steep depletion of underground
water. Karnataka is one of the major states where farmers are growing and
depending on coconut to eke out their livelihood. Gorakh Singh Committee
constituted to study the plight of farmers has submitted a report and the report has
not come to the rescue of coconut farmers particularly those who lost cocnut trees
due to drought and depletion of underground water. Farmers should be given
compensation for the loss of coconut trees lost due to drought and depletion of
underground water.

Hence, I urge the Union Government to declare compensation for cocnut
farmers in the country in general and Karnataka in particular for the loss of the

coconut tress due to drought and depletion of underground water.
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(xviii) Need to provide special financial package to Government of Tamil
Nadu for Erode-Palani State Highway

SHRI S. SELVAKUMARA CHINNAIYAN (ERODE): The expansion of
Highway connecting Erode and Palani via Kangeyam and Dharapuram is very
important for the people of Kongu region. A survey for expansion of Erode-Palani
Road via Kangeyam and Dharapuram was undertaken through Tamil Nadu Road
Sector Project.

The Erode-Dharapuram Highway (SH 83A) being one of the high-traffic
density roads is being considered for the Public—Private-Partnerships (PPP) for
expanding the road width from the existing seven metres to 10 metres.

The project would help substantially since the bottleneck and traffic jams
created at many places would be removed. The road is divided by a median, but
there is meagre scope for simultaneous passage of two vehicles on either side.

The road is very important for hundreds and thousands of Devotees who
perform padayatra during Thai Poosam and Pan guni Utthiram festivals along the
100 Kms road stretch between Erode and Palani via Kangeyam and Dharapuram.
This road stretch being narrow at many places become root cause for many
accidents and death of several pilgrims every year. It will be very useful for
pilgrims as well as for regular pedestrians if the road is extended on both sides and
a pathway is constructed with provisions for resting and relaxing, particularly
toilets along this road.

Therefore, 1 urge the Union Government to provide a special financial
package to Government of Tamil Nadu to execute the expansion of the road on

both sides from Erode to Palani via Kangeyam and Dharapuram.
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(xix) Regarding Avinashi Athikadavu Ground Water Recharge
Project in Tamil Nadu
SHRI C. GOPALAKRISHNAN (NILGIRIS): Avinashi Athikadavu Ground Water
Recharge project aims at channelling the surplus water from Pilloor dam during
the monsoon season to all the high and dry areas of Coimbatore, Tirupur and
Erode districts. The Pilloor dam water would be allowed to flow for 35km after
which it would be diverted through two canals at Achampalayam.

The State Government has announced Rs 250 crore in the Budget for the
land mark project, which is estimated to cost Rs 2,500 crore. The State has already
allotted Rs 3.27 crore to kick-start the project.

Tender for environmental feasibility study for the project, has been awarded
to WAPCOS, a mini ratna public sector enterprise under the aegis of Union
Ministry of Water Resources, River Development and Ganga Rejuvenation.

While the procedure can’t be skipped for a medium irrigation project, it can
be put on fast-track. We hope the Centre will do its bit to implement the project
that had been pending for the past 60 years. Farmers, however, continue to be
sceptical about the implementation of the project.

Hence I urge upon the Government to do its bit to implement the project.

I also further request to conduct feasibility study for Pandiyar- Meyyar

Scheme.
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(xx) Full utilization of funds under Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchayee
Yojana (PMKSY)

DR. TAPAS MANDAL (RANAGHAT): One of the main reasons for the farmers'
distress and crop failure is due to the lack of proper irrigation system in place.
Since the inception of Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchayee Yojana (PMKSY) in
2015, the total funds allocated was Rs. 20,925 crore whereas the promised
allocation was 30,000 crores. The revised estimates of funds so far been allotted
depict the reality of improper utilization at the ground level. In the year 2016-17,
government  drastically reduced the budget allotted for the PMKSY by
approximately Rs. 2,000 crore to Rs. 5,767 crore. Above this, the revised estimates
of the scheme is Rs. 5,187 crore only i.e. 51% of the promised average allocation.

Under this project with a tag line of “Har Khet Ko Pani (More Crop Per
Drop)”, the Central Government allotted an average of Rs. 7,000 crore per year for
the whole country. It must be noted that in Bengal, the budget for Irrigation and
Waterways is Rs. 2,140 crores for 2017-18. Moreover, the State has also initiated
a scheme called “Jaltirtha” for addressing the problem of irrigation coverage. So
far a budget of approximately Rs. 500 crore has been spent by the government
under 'Jaltirtha' with emphasis on surface water management in the state.

Therefore, it is imperative that the Government completely utilize the funds

allocated under PMKSY to ensure welfare of farmers across the nation.
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(xxi)Regarding Revival of Mining and Allied Machinery Corporation
(MAMC), Durgapur in West Bengal

DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR): Mining and
Allied Machinery Corporation (MAMC) Durgapur used to produce equipment for
Coal mine, Defence and Railways. Government must be aware that a consortium
of Coal India, BEML & DVC was formed to takeover & reopen MAMC
Durgapur in West Bengal.

An amount of Rs. 100 crore was deposited for Primary initialization of the
consortium and handing over the plant & machinery of MAMC. Since then there
has been no clarity about the future of revival of MAMC as the project seems to
have been put in abeyance.

The Government is having the information of the latest status of the project
taken up by the consortium to execute the MAMC revival, there should be a

proposal for a speedy handover process as well as expeditious revival of MAMC.
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(xxii) Need for capital infusion by MMTC, Ltd in Neelachal Ispat
Nigam Ltd in Odisha

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): The Government of Odisha has
accorded approval to Odisha Mining Corporation (OMc) to infuse equity capital of
Rs. 80 crore in Neelachal Ispat Nigam Limited (NINL), a sick Steel Plant jointly
promoted by Central Government’s PSU viz. MMTC Ltd. and State Government’s
PSUs viz. OMC and Industrial Promotion and Investment Corporation of Odisha
Ltd. (IPICOL) and requested the Union Government to impress upon the MMTC
to infuse their share of equity capital of Rs. 149.34 crores in it for giving
momentum to the revival plan of NINL. However, no equity capital has been
infused by MMTC Ltd. in NINL so far. I, therefore, urge upon the Union
Government to take urgent steps to ensure capital infusion by MMTC Ltd. in
NINL immediately as the revival of NINL is inevitable to secure bread and butter

of its 3,700 employees/workers.
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(xxiii) Regarding the issue of gender equality

SHRI GAJANAN KIRTIKAR (MUMBAI NORTH WEST): Issues concerning
crimes against women need to be tackled on a priority basis so that there is social
justice and security. Madam, though there are laws to protect women from all
sources of violence and to sensitise the public on this issue but still crimes against
women are on the rise. In this connection, I refer to the National Crime Records
Bureau data which state that a total of 3,27,394 cases of crime against women
were reported in the year 2015, which was an increase of over 43 per cent since
2011.

In order to check increasing crimes against women, the Government should
go to the root of the problem; and if possible come forward with stringent
legislation. Besides this, there is a need to bring about change in mindset to respect
women and to ensure gender justice. One thing I would suggest for the
consideration of the Government is right from childhood years children should be
sensitised to respect women as they are taught to respect men. In fact, gender
equality should be made a part of the school curriculum. The school teachers and
parents should be given training to conduct regular personality building and to
keep a watch on the actual behaviour of the children to make them gender

sensitive.
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(xxiv) Regarding unemployment situation in the country

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): The issue of
unemployment, remains a cause of grave concern. According to a report of the
UN-International Labour Organisation, unemployment in the country is on the
rise. Increase in the number of unemployed is projected from 17.7 million in 2016
to 17.8 million in 2017, which might go to 18 million in 2018. Our government
under the leadership of Shri Narendra Modiji is striving with all energy to revive
job growth after years of policy paralysis. Flagship initiatives like Skill India,
Make in India and Start-up India will provide the much needed impetus to job
creation in the country. The majority of our population is in working age-group.
To ensure optimum utility of such a huge workforce, the focus has to be on
manufacturing. I hope that the government will achieve the target of skill
development of 402 million by 2022. This includes skilling, reskilling and
upskilling of the workforce to improve employment oppoitunities. Majority of our
workers are in informal sector. I request the government to consider more
innovative ways for inclusion of workers from informal sector to formal sector.
This will enable them to get benefits of better wages, social security and job

security.

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SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I would
like to point out some serious concerns relating to the economic situation of this
country.

As we all know, even after nine months, the common people in the country
have not come out of the shock of demonetization. Let us look at some statistics.
Sir, India’s economic growth sought for the fourth consecutive quarter in three
months, which ended in March, according to the data released by the Government,
GDP growth slowed to 6.1 per cent in a fiscal fourth quarter from 7 per cent in the
third. Real Gross Value Added (GVA), another measure of economic growth,
slowed to a pace of 5.6 per cent in the March quarter. Fiscal fourth quarter growth
in the 2.3 Trillion Dollars Indian economy, the third largest in Asia, trailed 6.9 per
cent. Because China grew in January-March, India is losing the status as a world’s
fastest growing economy. India’s per capita income in real terms in 2016-17 also
slowed at the pace of 5.7 per cent to Rs. 82,296 against 6 per cent last year.

This growth rate was unexpected as the Central Statistics Office earlier in
January had estimated 7.1 per cent growth as compared to the 7.6 per cent in
2015-16. The construction sector strengthened 3.7 per cent in March quarter as
compared to 3.4 per cent growth in the preceding quarter. This is a very alarming
picture. This was like shooting on the tyre of fast moving cars. The ill-thought
decision to demonetize 1000 and 500 rupees notes is still making negative impact
upon the economy. The smoothly going economic growth of the country was
badly affected. Unprecedented rate of unemployment is there. Even now, black
money and fake currency is circulated. More interestingly, even the Government is
unaware of the actual impact of the demonetization so far.

Our learned Finance Minister is here. When demonetization was
announced, outside Parliament and inside Parliament, hon. FM narrated the
advantages of demonetization. Four issues have been highlighted by you. One,
demonetization will certainly address the menace of black money. Second, it will

definitely address the concern of fake currency. Third, it will increase the usage of
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digital currency. Fourth, it will reduce terrorism. These four points were
highlighted by the hon. Finance Minister and the hon. Prime Minister when
demonetization was announced. Let us have a discussion and an analysis on that.

Sir, the ruling party said that demonetisation was a surgical strike on black
money. They widely used it for political gains. They claim that it will boost the
economic growth in the country, that it will end all types of extremism in the
country. But the actual figures give a very opposite picture. The Government is
not giving any answer to the basic questions even after nine long months have
passed. We the Members of Parliament have a right to know the exact figures. The
Government has a duty to inform the Parliamentarians the exact figures on three
points. How much demonetised currency has come into the banking system after
demonetisation? How many new notes have been printed so far? How much black
money is unearthed? We expect answers to these three major questions from the
Finance Minister today.

More than two times the RBI has failed to produce the actual figures for the
money that has come into the banking system after demonetisation. The RBI is
saying that counting is still going on. We would like to know when this counting
will be over. Already nine months have passed. When will the counting be
completed? Please enlighten us. I seriously doubt that the Government has a
motive to hide some important facts from the public of India. If most of the
demonetised currency had come in, the Government’s false claim of having
eliminated black money will not be correct. If more money had come in than was
actually demonetised, it means more fake currency reached the banks. I, therefore,
would urge upon the Government to disclose the actual figures in this House. If
they cannot disclose this information in the current session, at least they can give a
date as to when they are going to disclose it.

Sir, the verdict is very clear. The main argument is that demonetisation was
aimed against fake currency. We do not know how much fake currency was

washed out of the system after demonetisation. The claim was that people who
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made money and did not pay taxes would be caught. However, the wealthiest
players keep the bulk of the black money in offshore accounts and real estate. It is
no surprise that the activity of faking currency is continuing even now.
Interestingly, around Rs.110 crore of the Rs.610 crore of unaccounted money
seized in raids during demonetisation was in new Rs.2000 and Rs.500 notes. What
does it mean? That means, 70 per cent of the cash seized in raids during
demonetisation was in new notes. Then where does your argument stand? Even
the ruling party members were caught in Kerala printing fake money. You are
aware of that. In Trichur, somebody was caught for printing fake money. There
were also instances of havala transactions happening in Kerala. I am not going
into the details because you know about them better than I do.

As per the data shared by the Government in Parliament, only 1.57 lakh
fake currency notes with a value of Rs.11.23 crore were detected in the country
between November 2016 and July 2017. That means, 1.47 lakh fake currency
notes have been seized. This is a much less number compared to the previous year.
What was the figure in the previous years? In 2014-15, a total of 5.94 lakh
counterfeit notes were detected as per the Annual Report of RBI. In 2015-16, this
number went up to 6.32 lakh. But in this eight-month period between 9"
November 2016, the day after demonetisation was announced, and 14 July 2017,
only 1.57 lakh counterfeit notes were detected. I would like to have an answer
from the hon. Finance Minister on this. Where is the counterfeit money? Did it just
vanish like that on a fine morning in this year?

Another argument is that demonetisation was meant for encouraging digital
transactions. There is a lot of talk about digital currency. There is a lot of talk
about digital transactions. What is happening there? According to official data, the
number of digital transactions, which grew significantly in the aftermath of
demonetisation last year, started showing a declining trend since March 2017.

This was none other than Shri P.P. Chaudhary, the hon. Minister of State in

the Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology, who said in a written
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reply in Lok Sabha that the number of digital transactions has come down from
119.07 crore in March 2017 to 118.01 crore in April and further to 111.45 crore in
May 2017. It means the growth rate of digital transactions happened only because
people had no other choice.

The other argument was that it will curb terrorist activities in the country
including Kashmir. What is happening in Kashmir? The situation in Kashmir is
beyond our control. We are also hearing about incidents of attacks on Amarnath
pilgrims. All of these show the complete failure of all claims made during
demonetization. Your arguments have terribly failed. It is shown from your own
statistics. That is why the entire country is facing a bad economy due to your ill-
motivated decision of demonetization.

What about the jobs? According to the data released by Centre for
Monitoring Indian Economy, 1.5 million jobs were lost in India during the first
four months of 2017. The data is based on the result of consecutive household
surveys performed from January 2016 to April 2017. However, the impact of
demonetization is more clearly shown in the labour participation rate. The average
labour participation rate was 46.9 per cent from January to October 2016. It fell to
44.8 per cent in the week after demonetization. The Prime Minister has claimed to
provided two crore new jobs to the youth of India. But what is actually happening?
Even the employed people are losing their jobs because of your economic policies.
It is all because of your policies and programmes. Because of the attacks of
gaurakshaks and slaughter ban, the leather industry is badly affected. The hon.
Minister of Commerce herself has given a reply in this House that there are fewer
jobs for the poorest of poor in the country. There is communal tension also.
Yesterday, we discussed on mob lynching. We think the Prime Minister told the
entire country twice that this is quite condemnable. We hear the words of the
Prime Minister and we think the Government is also in the mood that everybody

will condemn this. I have heard the speeches of important leaders in this
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Parliament. Except the ... " everybody has the same opinion that mob lynching
should be stopped. But what did the Members from BJP say? In other way, they
are justifying it. The ..." himself is justifying it. They are pointing at the
opposition parties. They are trying to take political mileage out of the discussion.
Of course, every life has its own value. When an RSS worker is killed in Kerala, it
is unfortunate. Even an RSS worker’s life has a great value. But the value of the
life of every common man is equal, not only the RSS. So many persons have died
because of mob lynching? When an ..." worker was killed in Kerala, the Home
Minister called the Chief Minister ... ... (Interruptions)) If the Governors had
called the Chief Ministers of respective States where mob lynching incidents have
taken place, we could have saved so many valuable lives in this country. ...
(Interruptions) That has never been done. ... (Interruptions)
THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE AND
FARMERS WELFARE AND MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF
PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS (SHRI S.S. AHLUWALIA): Can we discuss the
conduct of a Governor in the House? Please give your ruling. ... (Interruptions)
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: That is not necessary.

What is the Government doing for the betterment of the common people?
Yesterday, the State Bank has cut the interest rates on savings bank accounts to 3.5

per cent from 4 per cent on balances of Rs. 1 crore and below. About 90 per cent

of SBI savings accounts have balances under Rs. 1 crore. This means, 90 per cent
people have been affected due to this decision.

The Government decided to stop the LPG subsidy. Today, we discussed the
LPG subsidy also. They are going to stop that. The people whom they are helping
are only the rich people. All the poor people are suffering because of the activities
of the Government; only the poor people are being targeted while rich people are
getting exemptions.

I am pointing out one more fact regarding GST. We are all for GST. The
Congress had introduced the legislation for GST. But when the GST law was
passed we raised the concern that the Government may please take care of the
effect of GST on price rise. How much price has been there? How much is the
price of tomato, hon. Minister? I will tell you. ... (Interruptions)

You talked about a single tax for the whole nation. There are seven taxes.
The Government of India is saying, “One nation, one tax”. What is the truth? The
prices of essential commodities are going up. The restaurants are taking so much
money from the consumers. In addition to this, I would also like to invite your
attention regarding one more matter.

I am coming from Kerala. My constituency is Alappuzha. It is a backwater
destination. Around one thousand houseboats are running in Alappuzha. What you
have done by way of GST? A 28 per cent tax has been introduced for houseboats.
We raised it before the Minister also. How can tourism grow? The entire State of
Kerala is dependent on tourism. That is the largest employment generating sector.
Introducing 28 per cent GST on tourism means it would hit hard the entire tourism
in the State. We have a lot of NRIs living in the Middle-East, not only from Kerala
but from the entire country. Their parcels are taxed at 28 per cent.

On the one side you are saying that it will not affect the common people but
indirectly GST has affected every person of this country. Therefore, I am

requesting the hon. Minister to reconsider these aspects.
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The economic condition of the country is in a very disturbing state. Our
smooth-going economic growth has slowed down. Demonetisation and hasty
implementation of GST have failed in all their aims. They have shattered the
backbone of our economy. Demonetisation has led to overall destruction in
agriculture, small-scale industry, tourism, construction, and manufacturing
activities.

Let me conclude by quoting Abraham Lincoln: “You can fool all the people
some of the time and some of the people all of the time, but you cannot fool all the

people all the time.” With these words, I am concluding my speech.

*SHRI R.K. BHARATHI MOHAN (MAYILADUTHURAI): Hon. Deputy
Speaker Sir, Vanakkam. I thank you for allowing me to take part in the discussion
on Supplementary Demands for Grants pertaining to the year 2017-18. Approval
of Parliament is sought to authorize gross additional expenditure of Rs.11,166
Crore in the Supplementary Demands for Grants for the year 2017-18. Out of
which Rs.7,000 Crore is earmarked for the Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas
for providing differential royalty to various States.

Sir, It is a matter of concern that there is no mention in the Supplementary
Demands for Grants about the drought situation which has drastically affected the
agriculture and farmers of Tamil Nadu. Moreover there is no mention about
providing any relief in this regard. I therefore urge upon the Union Government
and the Hon. Finance Minister that a special assistance package should be
provided to Tamil Nadu as a relief measure to address the severe drought situation
in the State. Tamil Nadu witnessed unprecedented rains and floods in December,
2015. During that period, several thousands of houses and property were damaged
and cattle were affected. The standing crops were also destroyed adding misery to
thousands of farmers.

In this regard, Hon. Puratchithalaivi Amma met Hon. Prime Minister twice
and had requested for providing relief to Tamil Nadu on war- footing basis. An
amount of Rs. 25,912.45 Crore was sought from the Union Government for
carrying out relief and restoration work in Tamil Nadu. Thereafter a Central team
visited the State and submitted a report. Almost a year has passed since then, and
no relief was provided to Tamil Nadu.

Again in December 2016, Cyclone Vardha had devastated Tamil Nadu. In
Chennai, Tiruvallur, Kanchipuram, and Cuddalore districts, several thousands of
trees and electric poles were uprooted due to Vardha. There was no electric supply

for almost 5 days. Cars and motor vehicles were damaged. The people and the

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State of Tamil Nadu faced severe losses and difficulties leading to slowdown of
economic activities particularly in the field of Commerce and Industry. The State
Government had sought for release of Rs.22,573 Crore as assistance from the
Union. But till now not even a single rupee has been provided by the Union
Government which is further a cause for worry. Therefore, keeping in view of the
demands on the State Government of Tamil Nadu for carrying out relief and
restoration work after those two disasters, I urge upon the Union Government to
immediately provide sufficient funds to the State without any delay.

Sir, Cauvery is the lifeline of Tamil Nadu. It is the demand of the State
Government that Rs. 11421 Crore should be provided for carrying out the Canal
restoration activities particularly in the Cauvery delta districts. Similarly Rs.5166
Crore should be allocated for the Cauvery- Vaigai-Gundar link Scheme. There is a
demand for Rs.1862 Crore for the Athikkadavu-Avinashi flood canal scheme. This
amount should also be released to Tamil Nadu. I urge that these important water-
related schemes should be implemented on a priority basis with due allocation of
funds. Chennai Rivers Restoration Scheme is the dream project of Hon
Puratchithalaivi Amma under Tamil Nadu Vision 2023. Water bodies in and
around Chennai are to be restored and renovated. An amount of Rs.150 Crore is
required for the Adayar Park Scheme. Similarly Rs. 42 Crore should be released
for restoration of Chetpet Lake. And an amount of Rs.3833.62 Crore is needed for
restoration of Cooum river. These schemes will be implemented through Chennai
Rivers Restoration Trust (CRRT) in next five years. I urge that the Union
Government should allocate adequate funds.

We should address solid-waste management related issues of Chennai city
and its suburbs as well as managing the landfill sites in Kodungaiyur and
Pallikkaranai. Further an amount of Rs.25,000 Crore will be needed for providing
better drainage systems in Chennai City. I urge upon the Union Government to

allocate adequate funds in the next five years.
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All the 32 districts of Tamil Nadu are declared as drought affected. Out of a
total of 16682 revenue villages, 13305 villages have been declared as drought
affected. The Union Governmnet should release Rs.39,565 Crore as drought relief
to Tamil Nadu from the National Disaster Relief Fund. Chennai is one of the
important cities of the world. Due to the sincere efforts of Hon. Puratchithalaivi
Amma, the Chennai Metro Rail Scheme is being implemented in the City. A
financial assistance is sought from Japan International Cooperative Agency (JICA)
for the expansion activities of Phase II of Chennai Metro Rail. An amount of
Rs.44000 Crore has been earmarked for this project and the State Government of
Tamil Nadu has already accorded approval to the proposal. I urge that the Union
Government to accord approval to this proposal with adequate allocation of funds
ensuring its speedy implementation.

As demanded by Hon. Puratchithalaivi Amma during the meeting with
Hon. Prime Minister, an amount of Rs.1520 Crore should be provided to Tamil
Nadu for giving impetus to the expansion activities in fisheries sector. Besides,
there should be a special grant of Rs.10 Crore annually for carrying out de-silting
work. The Union Government provides scholarships to students belonging to SC
and ST categories. In this regard, an amount of Rs.2,118 Crore is to be released to
the State of Tamil Nadu which is a pending due from the Union Government. |
urge that the pending dues should be released at the earliest. Several dues
amounting to Rs.9000 Crore are still pending for release to the State.

I urge that all the pending dues should be released immediately by the
Union Government. In the last year budget, an amount of Rs.100 Crore each was
allocated for organizing the celebrations of Birth Centenary of Pandit Deendayal
Upadhyaaya and 350" Birth Anniversary of Guru Gobind Singh. Similarly Rs.
200 Crore should be earmarked and allocated for the centenary celebrations of

Bharat Ratna Puratchithalaivar Dr. M.G. Ramachandran. Thank you Sir.
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SHRI SUDIP BANDYOPADHYAY (KOLKATA UTTAR): Hon. Deputy
Speaker, Sir, this discussion is not on General Budget. This discussion is limited to
the Supplementary Demands for Grants and so, the scope of expansion of this type
of discussion is very limited. But I would like to raise a few issues here which I
feel should be taken up for consideration and I would expect responses from the
hon. Finance Minister Shri Arun Jaitley.

Sir, here in the Supplementary Demands, the Government is asking for an
additional financial support of Rs. 11,166 crore for 2017-18 and along with that,
they are also asking the sanction of Parliament for the Demands for Excess Grants
which happened in 2014-15. So, both the items have been taken up together here.
Out of Rs. 11,166 crore, the hon. Finance Minister has categorically clarified as to
in which areas he is going to spend this amount of money. Out of the total amount
of Rs. 11,166 crore which has been asked for, Rs. 7,000 crore would go to the
Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas for providing additional Grants-in-Aid
(General) for payment of differential royalty to State Governments and the
remaining amount is going to be exclusively for GST. What are those? The first is,
Rs. 386 crore would be spent on activities related to the Goods and Services Tax.
The second is, around Rs. 250 crore would be spent for having effective publicity
on GST awareness and Rs. 99.03 crore would be spent on digital system for
payment of advance user charges of GST Network. Again, an amount of Rs. 37.09
crore would be spent on the accounting portal for GST. It is easily understandable
because GST has been introduced a month back. So, this is a GST-oriented
Supplementary Demand which is very important and the Government is asking for
the same.

I would like to say a few things in this connection. Two major decisions
have recently been announced by the Government. One is demonetization and
another is introduction of GST. In the last Winter Session of Parliament, I very
actively took part in the discussion when the issue of demonetization was

discussed, may not be a proper discussion, but we raised the issue everyday. Being
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a regional political party, we had our own views. We never opposed the idea of
demonetization or even the GST. On the issue of demonetization, we extended our
full support but with some suggestions and ideas. We were in a mood to suggest to
the Government to go slow on the issue of demonetization. We asked the
Government not to ban Rs. 500 and Rs. 1,000 currency notes together. We
suggested to the Government to go step by step and go slowly. That was the idea
of a particular political party which I wanted to ventilate along with my party
colleagues that this system may be adopted. But that was not taken into
consideration.

The Winter Session of Parliament was held from 16™ November, 2016 to
16™ December, 2016 and after that, I could not take part in the Discussion on the
General Budget because at that time [ was in jail. I was arrested in the first week
of January and I was in jail for a long time. So, now I found an opportunity to say
something on Arun Jaitleyji’s Budget at least in the discussion on the
Supplementary Demands for Grants. I am also interested to know as to what are
the good things that have happened after demonetization. I want to know from the
Finance Minister as to what sort of good signals are coming to our economic
arena.

Sir, the Goods and Services Tax has been implemented in this country in a
very fantastic way in the Central Hall of Parliament, though it was not attended by
all political parties. But it was a decision taken by the Government. What I feel is
that the demonetisation issue has not risen to the level of expectation, which the
Government even had intended for.

About the GST, even today, small and medium sector business circles are
not happy. Same is the case with the textile industry. In my Kolkata
Constituency, various Chambers Textile Trade and Industries are frantically trying
to pursue me to make me communicate with the hon. Finance Minister so that
their matters may be taken care sympathetically. They have requested that the

GST of five per cent on textile industry be withdrawn.
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Sir, my health condition is not very well, but I am grateful to Jaitleyji also;
he enquired about me twice, at least, by calling me over telephone. This
Supplementary Demand, which the hon. Minister is asking for, will be passed. It
will be taken care of. Then, Appropriation Bill will get passed; and the
Government will start its operations.

Here, I would like to speak about cooperative federalism. After
Independence, what we have seen is that the Eastern Regions of India, namely,
Bengal, Bihar, Odisha and Assam are the worst victims of regional imbalances,
economically. These States have never been taken care of with priority for their
economic development. Maharashtra, Gujarat and many others States have grown
up economically, but these Eastern States have been neglected. We suffer a lot.
People of the Eastern Regions have many sorrows in their mind. Every moment,
we feel that, we have become the worst victims of regional imbalances. So, we
should be provided and allotted with Special Economic Packages.

Sir, in our State, one particular party ruled for long 34 years; and our State
became economically bankrupt. The present Government had to carry a huge debt
trap of more than Rs. 2,06,000 crore when it assumed office. From the very
beginning, our State Government had made an appeal to the Centre. It was once
decided also that Bengal, Kerala and Punjab would be given special packages to
have special arrangements. But nothing has been done so far. So, we are trying
very hard and we have been repeatedly crying to have special packages.

Sir, the Government of West Bengal has come forward with some very
good projects. One such project is ‘Kanyashree Project’. Manekaji is not present,
now. But two days ago, while speaking on the ‘Beti Bachao — Beti Padhao’
programme, which has been launched by the Centre, she criticised us by saying
that the implementation of this project is worst in Kolkata. She uttered this
language about implementation of this project. We did not accept this project.
They had the Budget of only Rs. 100 crore whereas the Government of West
Bengal for its ‘Kanyashree Project’ have already allotted about Rs. 3,000 crore.
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This project has also been acknowledged by the United Nations. Mamata
Banerjee was offered an award for this project. Just two months back, in the
Netherlands, she went there and accepted the award for the ‘Kanyashree Project’.

Here, I would request the Government of India that they should also accept
some good proposals coming from different State Governments about the projects,
which they are actually implementing for the welfare and benefit of the common
masses, students, youths, and farmers. But without any reason, the Central
Ministers have been accusing and criticizing us while speaking on the floor of the
House. I was not present here that day, but I was very much upset to know all this.

Sir, in the Demands for Excess Grants of 2014-15, there is a mention about
safety fund for the Railways. In this regard, I would request Shri Jaitleyji that our
Standing Committee on Railways has submitted a very good Report on safety and
security of Railways, and he should go through it. You can go through that. The
money which was spent in 2014-15, the excess amount, for which you have
required the grant of the House, is already granted. You can accept it in that way.
So, these two issues should be taken care of properly.

As far as the issue of demonetisation is concerned, it has been declared and
implemented. I would like to hear from you whether it is good or bad. GST has
been implemented. We do not oppose GST but oppose the ideas which you have
floated. Our Amit Mitra was the Chairman of the Empowered Committee on
GST. He has suggested everything the ideas and the feelings of our Government
very positively to guide the Centre.

Lastly, I want to mention the agony of the States. You have categorically
spoken that we are the worst sufferers. This federal structure of the Government
should function with its proper spirit. The people have elected Modi ji and he has
become the Prime Minister. We have accepted it. Similarly, a Chief Minister of a
State is also elected by the people of that State. I would like to know as to why
there should be such a reflection that the State and the Centre are always fighting

each each other with a maximum worrying mood. Why will I be afraid to criticise
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the Government or if I go out of my way, I will be taken to task? So, some
assurance has to be given categorically by the Government.

This Parliament is a platform where every political party or every person
must have his own ideas, own faith, own belief, own ideals, etc. If an objective
criticism is done, this is to be honoured. I think, that is to be taken with faith,
love and priority.

Jaitley ji, I consider you as one of the most efficient Finance Ministers of
the country. I believe that you are a person who will certainly look after the
problems of different States that are suffering a lot in different ways. I think, we
have nothing to oppose in the Supplementary Demands which you have placed
before the House, and we extend our support to it.

Thank you.
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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir, you
must have been very happy yourself hearing our friend Sudip Bandyopadhyay
speaking in this House today. We all cherish to hear him again and again in our
House, the Lok Sabha.

Today, Sir, we are deliberating on the first Supplementary Demands for
Grants for 2017-18. The hon. Finance Minister has come to the House for an
additional expenditure of Rs. 11,166 crore. Of the additional spend of Rs.11,166
crore, as much as Rs. 7,000 crore will go to the Ministry of Petroleum and Natural
Gas toward additional grants-in-aid for payment of differential royalty to State
Governments. Of course, I would like to understand as to how much money will
come to our State Odisha. The Union Government also proposes to spend Rs.
1,800 crore as support to the units in the States of Jammu and Kashmir,
Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh, North Eastern States including Sikkim under the
GST regime which enjoy, to a great extent, the Special Category Status.

The Union Government is also going to spend Rs. 387 crore on activities
related to GST, out of which Rs. 250 crore would be used for effective publicity
for GST awareness, and Rs 99 crore on DG systems for payment of advance user
charges of GST Network; Rs 37 crore would be spent for the accounting portal for
GST. After the trouble erupted in Madhya Pradesh, now the Government is
providing Rs. 500 crore as grants-in-aid for procurement of pulses under the Price
Stabilization Fund scheme. It is a welcome step. I would also like to understand
whether it will be only or solely spent in Madhya Pradesh alone or it will be
distributed through the Ministry of Consumer Affairs so that farmers of other
States are also benefited.

Interestingly, in this supplementary budget, the Union Government also
plans to undertake an expenditure of Rs.50 crore for promotion of digital payment
through BHIM. About another Rs. 50 crore is proposed to be spent toward
Pradhan Mantri Gramin Digital Saksharta Abhiyan.  So, practically on

digitalisation or digitisation, whatever we may call it, around Rs. 100 crore has
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been placed in the Supplementary Demands for Grants. These are welcome steps
specially relating to digitalisation but they are very small steps.

After demonetisation, there has been a tremendous push for digitalisation
but it is a known fact that India is vulnerable to cyber crime as enough firewalls
have not been built to protect our interests. There is a need to urgently upgrade
our defences by setting up cyber security. Yes, the Government has initiated a
number of programmes to enhance participation of citizens in the fully digitalised
economy. But, according to the latest report by Internet Crime Complaint Centre
of the United States of America, India ranks second amongst the list of the world
in vulnerable countries, excluding USA, who are victims of cyber crime.
Prominent forms of cyber crime today are identity theft, financial fraud, planting
of malicious software which we call malware, conducting espionage, disrupting
critical infrastructure and facilitating terrorist activities. The rise of mobile
technology and cloud computing has further complicated the entire cyber security
landscape. One instance in recent years has been a malware injection in the
systems of Hitachi Payment Services Pvt. Ltd. in 2016 which caused the largest
data breach in India’s banking system affecting nearly 3.2 million debit cards.

There are different types of threats today relating to cyber crime. Why I am
saying this relating to the Supplementary Demands for Grants is this. We have
only provided Rs. 50 crore and another Rs. 50 crore, that is, Rs. 100 crore for
digitalisation to expedite the same. But, along with that, there is a need to take up
some more measures which, I think, the Finance Ministry has to look into.
Emerging threats far exceed the level of preparedness as observed by the 52"
Report of the Standing Committee on Information Technology. Shri Anurag
Thakur is not present here; he is the Chairman of that Standing Committee. That
Committee had given a report on cyber crime, cyber security and right to privacy.
Though all critical sector organisations under the Central Government
Ministries/Departments are mandated to implement information security best

practices as per ISO 27001, it has, however, been adopted by a few. Let the
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Government come out as to how many Departments and organisations of the
Government of India have actually implemented it.

Then, you will know how far we are in terms of protecting our cyber world.
Today, there is an urgent need to increase the number of cyber crime cells and labs
which have been established, no doubt, in every State but in a very small way and
provide requisite manpower, training and infrastructure for them. I think the
Finance Minister has to think about this when he will be coming again to this
House with the second supplementary in the month of November, if not with new
Budget.

There is a need to have higher thrust on research and development. And
another thing which we need to be very cautious about relating to cyber world is
the import of electronic and IT products and hosting of servers outside India that
pose a greater threat to the country’s security and citizens’ privacy. India today
depends largely on imported electronics and majority of the websites are still
being hosted outside India. That has been observed by our Standing Committee.

Sir, academicians have suggested that on the lines of Atomic Energy
Commission, Space Commission, there is a need to have a Cyber Security
Commission to protect our cyber world. We are going in for digitalization in a
very big way and it has become essential and a necessity. Today, cyber security is
yet to become a common topic of discourse among consumers. [ am of the
opinion that there is no mention of doing anything in this regard.

My State has supported Digital India Programme as it has an important
bearing on the quality of governance but there is a lack of reliable telecom and
internet connectivity. Odisha is a connective deficit State. About 28 per cent of
villages in our State do not have mobile coverage. Availability of high speed
broadband in all gram panchayats is very slow. Though we have a Bharat Net
project, that is not proceeding at the desired speed. I would urge upon the Union

Government to expedite the implementation of Bharat Net Project in all gram
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panchayats for effective roll out of various initiatives under Digital India
Progamme.

My second point is this. In the aftermath of the withdrawal of specified
banknotes of Rs. 1000 and Rs. 500 denominations, economic activity has been
interrupted in the manufacturing and services sectors specially in construction,
retail trade, transport, hospitality and communication segments which are cash
intensive.

Sir, in the case of Odisha, there was a decline of 11 per cent in our tax
collection in December, 2016. There was a decline of 11 per cent in comparison
to the previous month, that was of November. Is it not the time to take appropriate
policy measures to encourage manufacturing and formalize different sectors of
economy by simplifying the direct tax regime and lower personal tax rates? Yes,
because of demonetization, 96 lakh people have been added to the Direct Tax —
Income Tax. But still it is only four per cent or 4.2 per cent of the entire
population. Of course, another figure moves around in the facebook that is
because in the family, the women are half of our population . Farming community
has to be deleted. But still then there is an addition of 96 lakh of new income tax
payees, which is an addition, and that is a good step of widening the tax base. But
I would just mention here one report. The United States has commented on this
demonetisation move. This is a news item from the India-Abroad News Service
which has been published in The Statesman on 21* July.

“The US has commented on Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s
demonetisation move, saying that while one of the purposes cited by the
Prime Minister was to counter terrorist activity funded by counterfeit
currency, India has yet to implement laws effectively on criminal
convictions or take steps to ensure companies are adhering anti-money
laundering rules.

The US State Department in its Country Reports on Terrorism, under the
section Countering the Financing of Terrorism says-- and it has quoted--
“In November, Prime Minister Modi announced the demonetisation of 500
and 1,000 rupee currency notes and asserted that one purpose of this
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initiative was to curb terrorist activity funded by counterfeit notes, black
money, and stockpiled cash reserves.

Although the Government of India aligned its domestic Anti-money
Laundering/Countering the Financing of Terrorism (AML/CFT) Laws with
international standards by enacting amendments to the Prevention of
Money Laundering Act in 2012, and in 2016 initiated a National Risk
Assessment for anti-money laundering/countering the financing of
terrorism to assess the country’s terrorist financing risk, it has yet to
implement the legislation effectively, especially with regard to criminal
conviction.”

And the major part is this which we have to ponder and the Government

has to come back to us.

“It said the law enforcement agencies in India typically open criminal
investigation reactively and seldom initiate proactive analysis and long-
term investigation.”

“While the Indian Government has taken action against certain hawala
financing activities, prosecutions have generally focussed on non-financial
businesses that conduct hawala transactions as a secondary activity.”

“Additionally the Government has not taken adequate steps to ensure all

relevant industries are complying with AML/CFT regulations. The report

added that the reporting of terrorism related Suspicious Transaction Reports

(STRs) has shown an increasing trend in recent years.” —and that report

says-- “with India’s Financial Intelligence Unit receiving 1,12,527 STRs

between July 2015 and May, 2016.”

This is the alacrity with which the US has reported. What is our response?
This deals with terror funding. This is the information which I am sure, when the
newspaper has reported, when it is there in the public domain, the Government is
aware of it. Is this the certificate India has got after the demonetisation to stop
terror funding?

Odisha has actively participated in the deliberations of the GST Council.

Odisha has enacted the necessary State GST legislation. However, an important

concern raised by the State in response to calculation of compensation was not
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addressed. It is still not being addressed. I would like to mention here that
consequent upon the judgement of the Constitution Bench of the Supreme Court of
India on entry tax, Odisha will get substantial amount of entry tax relating to
2015-16 as well as for the past years. Odisha proposed to the GST Council that the
revenue realised in the later years should be excluded while calculating the actual
revenue for the concerned subsequent years. Otherwise it will adversely impact the
compensation amount due to Odisha and similarly situated States.

Sir, there has been repeated denial of justice to Odisha. I will just mention
about one or two aspects related to that. One is relating to royalty on coal. The
royalty on coal was last revised by the previous Government in 2012, in April
2012 to be specific. Since the rate of royalty on coal should be revised every three
years, it was due for revision in April 2015. Instead of revising the royalty, the
Union Government has raised the Clean Environment Cess on coal from Rs.200 to
Rs.400 per tonne.

We have drawn the attention of this Government on several occasions for
revision of royalty on coal. The Government of Odisha has requested for renaming
the Cess as Environmental Rehabilitation Cess and earmarking at least 60 per cent
of the Cess to coal bearing States as they have to bear the cost of environmental
degradation and rehabilitation.

The GST Council in its own wisdom has decided to use the entire proceeds
of the cess for GST compensation fund, which is meant for all States. It is, if I can
say this in Odia, like, ‘Aamari chawla, aamari gua, aamari mundare...swaha
swaha.’ It means, you take the rice and betel from one and do kalyan to the same
person, as they say it. The coal bearing States have been deprived of both
enhancement in royalty and their share in the cess. How long have we to be denied
justice? Tell us what we should do so that you will realize the genuine concerns of
Odisha.

The second issue is that the Union Government has realized an additional

levy on coal with respect to coal extracted from prior allottees of 31 cancelled
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Scheduled-II coal mines in various States. The additional levy of Rs.295 per
metric tonne has been imposed as per the Coal Mines (Special Provisions) Act of
2015. About Rs.560 crore paid by Hindalco on account of Talabira-I, a Scheduled-
IT coal block situated in Odisha, is a legitimate due of Odisha. This amount has not
been transferred despite repeated reminders. Why are you sitting over the money
that does not belong to you? Is this not injustice?

Sir, another issue which I would like to mention here is that many a time in
this House people stand up from Treasury Benches and shout about chit funds. In
south, especially in Tamil Nadu, that is a success. It is legal and allowed. But in
many States, it is a cause of concern. The Government of Odisha has made a law
and that law has been commended by different other financial regulators of our
country, which actually monitor the functioning of chit funds. These are all private
chit funds but they function as per the law. But the Government of India is going
to frame a comprehensive code to provide a legal institutional framework to ban
unregulated deposit schemes and to protect the interests of depositors based on the
recommendations contained in the report of the Inter-Ministerial group and
comments received on the proposed legislative measures. Have the comments on
the draft ‘Banning of Unregulated Deposit Schemes and Protection of Depositors’
Interests Bill 2016’ been solicited?

Our Government has already forwarded as to what the best practices are
that we have been following in Odisha, which have been commended by SEBI.
Therefore, I urge upon this Government to come back to this House as early as
possible and implement that law and take the suggestions of the States, which have
already worked on it.

In regard to CST, already Sudip da and other hon. Members have
mentioned. Odisha had a claim. There was distrust during UPA-II regime between
the State and the Union Government relating to promulgation of GST, the
commitment that the Government had given which was not adhered to. At that

time, because we had cut down our CST collection and accordingly, something
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was due from the Government of India, Government of Odisha had claimed Rs.
2,755 crore for the period 2007-08 to 2011-12. Till date, we have received Rs.
2,201 crore, leaving a gap of Rs. 554 crore. According to our estimate, Odisha will
lose around Rs. 600 crore per annum from paddy, rice, pulses and other related
products because of the transition from VAT to GST regime. This needs to be
compensated. For the period 2012-13 to 2014-15, the State Government had
claimed Rs. 2,908 crore, out of which the Centre has paid only Rs. 240 crore till
date. I urge upon the Union Government to release the pending funds immediately
as the GST regime has already completed one month. Today, it is 1* of August,
2017 and the GST regime has come into practice since July 1, 2017.

I would like to conclude my speech by saying that Supplementary Demands
for Grants is a necessity, but Supplementary Demands for Grants should also look
into the essential demand of respective provinces, respective States. These
demands, which we have put forth, have been discussed and deliberated at
different forums of the Union Government by our State. I would urge upon the
Finance Minister to look into these aspects and take care of our State. As Sudip
babu has very rightly said, Eastern India, for the first time during the UPA regime,
was first looked after when Pranab babu, the erstwhile President, was the Finance
Minister and said ‘our attention should now focus towards Eastern India.” The
Prime Minister is saying that we should focus on Eastern India because when
Eastern India rises, the whole nation will rise.

These are the faultlines that I have mentioned today before this House and |
expect that the Finance Minister will come forward to help Eastern India to rise.

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DR. RAVINDRA BABU (AMALAPURAM): Sir, I thank you for giving me this
opportunity to speak on behalf of the TDP. We are very eagerly waiting for these
Supplementary Demands for Grants.

for differential royalty payment. I, therefore, expect the hon. Finance Minister to
fully give this amount to Andhra Pradesh from the MoPNG Fund which has
specially been earmarked for the payment of differential royalty payment.

There are a few things which have been waiting for long after the
bifurcation of the State. For example, revenue deficit. We have projected
Rs.16,000 crore but a sum of Rs.12,000 crore is still pending. This has been
certified by the Accountant General but there are certain disputes concerning as to
how much is the exact figure. I would request the Finance Minister to be liberal
towards Andhra Pradesh because after bifurcation, we have been suffering a lot.
We do not have much of revenue; and revenue deficit 1s also there. We have
inherited this. Please consider revenue deficit also to be covered as much as
possible.

We have to build a Capital in the newly bifurcated Andhra Pradesh. At
present, we have no Capital. We have to build a new Capital from scratch. For
that, there is no money. The Central Government has assured a lot of help. They
have announced a ‘special package’. But “special package’ also needs to be given
a legal status, to make it as a law or as an Act. I therefore demand the Finance
Minister to kindly enact a law or an Act so that the “special package’ announced
for Andhra Pradesh Government is given a legal status, which we have been
demanding. To compensate the demands in the “special status’, which has already
been announced, we expect that it should be given a legal status so that we will not

be neglected by the Executive.

Polavaram project has been declared as a national project. This is actually
declared as a baby of the Central Government, which you have given to us for
nurturing. Unless you give us the food, the nutrition, the money, how can we feed
this baby? Therefore, I request you to give us the funds liberally for the
Polavaram Project which is waiting for the funds due to crunch.

In the present regime, we get most of the revenues from the GST, Customs
and Direct Taxes. So, the GST is the main source of revenue for the present
Government. The GST is a very good idea being unfolded very enthusiastically.
The idea is good. The tax base has increased. I feel that any scheme would be
successful with the cooperation of the people and also the bureaucracy. Here,
bureaucracy and the Central Board of Excise and Customs (CBEC) is made on par
with the State Government officials who are much below the rank of the CBEC
officers. It is hitting the morality of the collective mechanism. It is not good for
the collection of GST. Unless the officers involved in the collection of the GST
are strongly motivated to deal with the new tax regime, I am afraid, the GST may
not be collected to the extent that we are expecting. The cooperation of the people
will, of course, be there. But, the cooperation of the bureaucracy will not be there
because the protocol violations are taking place at the State level where the
Central Government officers are equated with the lower rung of State Government
officers. Therefore, this needs to be rectified.

Now I come to the payment of differential royalty of the Ministry of
Petroleum and Natural Gas (MOPNG) for the KG Basin. I come from the KG
Basin area. The KG Basin is the hub of the oil and gas operations. Recently, the
ONGC allotted Rs.30,000 crore to be invested in extracting oil and gas. Therefore,
people of that area have a lot of expectations from the Finance Ministry, from the
Government of India to provide them better facilities, better benefits and to do
more of CSR activities. There are certain industrial activities related to MOPNG
like fertilizer plants, gas power stations and so on. It will generate employment in

that area. The KG Basin is the third or fourth priority area for the oil and gas
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sector. It is almost contributing to one-third of the oil and gas requirement of the
country. This area needs to be stimulated not only by way of differential payment
of royalty but also by way of unconventional way of doing things like CSR
activities, employment generation and so on. There are certain points relating to
the MOPNG about the KG Basin. Whenever there is an off-shore drilling
operation, the fishermen are stopped from going inside for fishing. Therefore,
there has to be a liberal attitude of payment of compensation to the fishermen who
are prevented from going into the sea during the drilling operation. I would,
therefore, request the Finance Ministry to treat fishermen and treat the fishing
activity as a part of economic activity. These fishermen are no less than Naval
soldiers or better than Coast Guards. They are prevented from going into the sea
during the time of oil and gas drilling operations. I, therefore, request you to spend
more money for the CSR activities relating to fishermen involved in the KG Basin.

The AP Government is starving for funds. We are very eagerly waiting to
get all the promises fulfilled entirely. I, therefore, support the Supplementary

Demands. Jai Hind and Jai Telagu Desam.

SHRI P. KARUNAKARAN (KASARGOD): Thank you Sir. I would like to
participate in the discussion on the Supplementary Demands. I do not like to go in
for a detailed speech as I had experienced during the Budget discussion. I would
like to confine my speech to only three or four points.

I would like to start with the kisan issue. Each and everyone says that kisan
or the farmers are the backbone of our economy. I would say that the backbone is
now broken. It is because of the decisions taken by the Government. It is obvious
to all -- the Chair himself knows it well -- that wherever the kisan struggle was
going on either in Madhya Pradesh or in Rajasthan or in Maharashtra irrespective
of the political parties and political colours, farmers are coming together.

Farmers are coming together. It is not a pleasure that they are committing
suicide. Even the Government is forced to shoot many of the farmers. I know they
are the BJP farmers. Whether they are BJP farmers, CPM farmers or the Congress
farmers, it does not matter. Here, the main issue is that when the Government
came to power, they said that they were ready to implement the recommendation
of the Swaminathan Commission, i.e., 50 per cent more to the cost of production.
The BJP also said that they would give 150 per cent more with regard to the cost
of production but nothing has materialised. As a result, there is a big gap in the
cost of production for the farmers and the actual earnings they are getting. So,
what is the answer the Government has to give?

The Government says that the growth rate is very high and they are going
towards ‘Make-in-India’ and glittering India. But, at the same time, still the
farmers are in difficulty. You have promised for better MSP and you are bound to
give that. I think more amount has to be given. Hundred items are included in the
supplementary demands. I am not disagreeing with any of the items. But the
massive investment in the agricultural sector and also the right of loan for kisan,
especially, in almost all the States is the first demand that I raised with regard to

this.
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The Government also said that they were ready to give, as stated by Mr.
Venugopal, 2 crore employment every year. Three years have passed. That means,
6 crore employment you had to give. Can you give the details? Instead of 6 crores,
you have given only 3 lakh jobs. How can you say that the growth rate is high? At
the same time, unemployed youth are not getting employment.

Due to disinvestment, many of the workers who were employed are
unemployed now. It was just because of the decision that you took. In my own
State, there are about six public undertakings of which the Government has
decided to do disinvestment. The Government of Kerala is ready to give all
assistance but the Government is not ready to hear all these issues.

The major decisions taken by the Government are demonetisation and GST.
The House has discussed demonetisation in detail, not only we but many of the
Members from their side. They have made it clear that there is a negative impact
of the demonetisation in many sectors, like agricultural sector and trading sector
etc. I know, they said in the House itself that there was a steep decline in the trade
in Mumbai just because of demonetisation. That is true in the agricultural sector
also. We have the reports with regard to the agrarian crisis in the northern States.
It is because of the demonetisation that they are not getting money. There is less
money in the market. So, they are forced to give their produce at the price they
get.

As stated by other Members, we want to know what is really the fake
money that the Government has received? We have not opposed the
demonetisation in the House and the Congress Party has not opposed because you
gave four reasons, such as black money, fake money, terrorism and the economic
growth. Economic survey says that instead of 8 per cent, 6.5 per cent is the
economic growth. It means it has come down by 1.5 per cent.

With regard to the black money, you have instruments like the Enforcement
Department, Vigilance Department, Intelligence Department and CBI which can

be used. Then what is the use of demonetisation?
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With regard to terrorism, Mr. Venugopal has made it clear what is
happening there. In the last elections, the polling output is only 7 per cent and in
the by-election, it was only 2 per cent. [ want to know where you were able to take
the people of Jammu & Kashmir in the mainstream. It is not the issue of black
money. But the policy that the Government has taken on these four issues has
failed and you cannot justify it. At least, you tell us as to what is the fake money
that you received in the Reserve Bank. In the last discussion, our hon. Prime
Minister was present here. We asked him what was the amount of the black
money. Mr. Arun Jaitley did not give any reply. The Governor of the Reserve of
Bank of India did not reply. They are still counting. Countless counting is going
on to find out the total amount of black money. Then, what is the justification for
all this? The decision of the Government should have credibility and validity. The
Government stated the reasons but it has to substantiate them.

Today during the Question Hour it was stated that the Government has
decided to withdraw subsidy on LPG; they have ordered state-run oil companies to
reduce subsidy on cooking gas by Rs.4 per cylinder every month. It is set to
eliminate all the subsidies by March next year. Public sector oil companies were
authorised to increase the price of subsidised domestic gas by Rs.2 per cylinder
with effect from 2016. The Government again authorised oil companies to
continue to increase the effective price of subsidised LPG by Rs.4. It means that
there should not be any subsidy. Is that the contribution which the Government is
making to the lives of the common people?

With regard to GST, we have discussed it in great detail. We support GST.
While we had given a number of amendments to the GST Bill, none of them was
accepted by the Government. I myself had taken up the issue of price rise under
Rule 193 about four times in this House. Our Finance Minister then said that price
rise is common, we are not able to control it, but it would be controlled after GST
comes into effect. What is the result now? On almost all the items, given the tax

rates and all that, things have become more difficult.
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GST came into effect from 1% July this year. GST has put a new burden on
the common people. Small and tiny enterprises, traders, unorganised sector
industries, services like textile, beedi, pharmaceuticals, construction, transport,
tailoring, small newspapers, matches and fireworks, all are badly affected. Instead
of bringing down prices of many commodities, the iniquitous tax structure has
resulted in rise in prices of many commodities and services. GST is one form of
indirect tax and it has been increased. Though there has been reduction in tax
rates, the benefit is not being passed on to the common people but it is going to
benefit the corporate people.

There is no justification in imposing five per cent tax on equipment used by
the disabled people, 12 per cent tax on sanitary napkins, 12 per cent tax on AC and
non AC restaurants. Tax on essential medicines has no justification at all. It affects
the common people. GST has imposed 18 per cent tax on synthetic yarn which
would increase the prices of synthetic sarees which are used by the women
belonging to lower income groups. GST has taken aggressive steps and rejected
welfare and social security benefits for workers in non-coal mining, beedi and
cigarette sectors.

We happily join the Parliament in approving the additional expenditure of
about Rs. 11,000 crore. Of course, mostly it is going as budgetary support for GST
for the various States particularly for the weaker States and also for the payment of
royalty to the State Governments. So, there is nothing much to comment on that.

One aspect on which I comment here is the industrial corridor development
which has found a place in the Supplementary Demands. The Government of India
has mentioned that there will be a Vizag-Chennai Industrial Corridor but
unfortunately although three years have lapsed no initiative has taken place for the
development of the industrial corridor between Vizag and Chennai. Therefore, we
request the Government of India to kindly initiate that because the State of Andhra
Pradesh has suffered a lot after the bifurcation. The industrial corridor between
Chennai and Vizag should be started immediately.

Similarly, we thought that we will find a mention about the development of
the Buckingham Canal. As much as Rs. 3,000 crore have been allotted but not a
single paisa in the last three years have been spent. As a result, most of the
backward and coastal districts are suffering. So, we request the Government of
India to start the Buckingham Canal project soon so that the fishermen in that area
would be largely benefited.

The most important issue about which the hon. Members who spoke earlier
have clearly mentioned is about the price stabilisation fund. All of us appreciate
that Rs. 500 crore may be much limited but we would like to state that because
most of the States are not in a position to create the stabilisation fund a lot of
suicides of poor and marginal farmers are taking place. So, to save these poor and
marginal farmers, perhaps the Government of India could come to the rescue of

State Governments and see that the minimum price is given to the farmers and
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stabilisation fund is given to the States. We request the Government of India to
come in a big way as far as the stabilisation of prices are concerned, particularly
for the essential commodities.

The Government is taking up digitalisation in a large scale. In the last one
year, as mentioned by hon. Members who spoke earlier, cyber crimes have gone
up by 100 per cent. Therefore, we request that modernisation should take place so
that cyber crimes are reduced, particularly in the rural areas. At the same time, it is
seen that connectivity, particularly Internet connectivity is much less in the rural
areas. In order to enhance the infrastructure in rural areas, the connectivity should
be more so that marketing facilities can be provided in a larger scale in the rural
areas. Therefore, more money should be spent on digitalisation, particularly with
reference to the rural areas.

Coming to the Defence allocation, our Defence Minister has literally
thrown the gauntlet in the ring of war. What he said was, ‘India is not what it was
in 1962’ But as far as allocation of funds to the Defence Ministry is concerned, it
is much less. We all suggest that more money could be pumped for the
procurement of defence equipment as well as its modernisation so that India’s
sovereignty and integrity could be protected.

Sir, the earlier speaker from Andhra Pradesh has mentioned about the
Polavaram project. The Government of Andhra Pradesh has given only Rs.16,000
crore for the Polavaram project whereas the actual expenditure could be more than
Rs.40,000 crore. We would suggest that the Government of India should take up
the implementation of the entire Polavaram project which has been declared as a
National Project. It has a national importance. Therefore, we would request the
Government of India to take up execution of the Polavaram project, the cost of
which may come to about Rs.40,000 crore.

Sir, the more specific issue with regard to Andhra Pradesh is granting it a
special status. In fact our Leader, Shri Jaganmohan Reddy undertook almost nine

days’ fast, literally fast unto death, for granting special status to Andhra Pradesh.
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Earlier, the BJP Government had agreed to it. The present TDP Government in
Andhra Pradesh has also agreed to it but nothing is happening. Therefore, we
would request the Government of India to help us by giving special status to
Andhra Pradesh which is lagging behind after its bifurcation.

After bifurcation the Government of India has promised a railway zone for
Vizag. So far, almost three years have passed, there is no financial commitment
on the part of the Government of India. no railway zone is given for Vizag. Itis a
great injustice to the people and we would request the Government to give a
railway zone for Vizag as early as possible.

In the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act it was promised that the
Government of India would develop a port at Duggirajupatnam. Unfortunately,
for the last three years the whole of Andhra Pradesh, particularly people living in
three Assembly constituencies, that is the Sullurpeta, the Gudur and Sarvepalli
were all eagerly waiting for the Duggirajupatnam port to come up. The
Government of India may give fund for the development of Duggirajupatnam port
which was promised under the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act.

The last and most important point pertains to all of us. We have been
requesting the Government of India to increase the MPLADS fund. 1 would like
to give one classic example. Some of us, either the MP or MLA, do not have a
single source except the MPLADS fund to spend. We have been saying that Rs.5
crore per annum per MP is too meagre a sum. I have literally visited as many as
1200 villages and I would say that people are looking at MPs with the hope that
we could spend some money, at least Rs.50,000 to Rs.1 lakh, but we are not able
to spend it. Therefore, I would request that the MPLADS fund should be
increased at least to Rs.10 crore per annum as then only the MPs will have a lot of
respect in villages. We all want that more funds could be allotted under the
MPLADS.

I thank the Chair and also my Leader for giving me this opportunity.
Thank you, Sir.
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SHRI RAMEN DEKA (MANGALDALI): Thank you Chairman, Sir. I rise to
support the Supplementary Demands for Grants. As my friend Mahtab ji has said
that Odisha is a deficit State in terms of connectivity, I would like to say that
Assam is deficit in terms of road and rail connectivity. In view of this, T will
confine my discussion on these two subjects.

The Railways lost pace and was in a downhill journey during the UPA
regime. After NDA Government came to power, the Railways got a new life. The
Indian Railways is one of the largest public as well as goods transporters in the
world. It is the lifeline of Indian people connecting every nook and corner of the
country. Under the guidance of our hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, the
Indian Railways got a new lease of life. Many new initiatives have been taken
such as, introduction of high speed trains, new project for bullet train, gauge
conversion, cleanliness, punctuality drive and many more. Our hon. Minister of
Railways, Shri Suresh Prabhu also tried hard and succeeded to bring back the
Indian Railways on track.

I come from Assam. The geographical position of Assam is very strategic.
It is surrounded by international borders of Myanmar, Indo-Bangladesh and Indo-
Bhutan. To reach Arunachal Pradesh and Indo-China border, Assam is the only
route. Today’s political and military situation demands a good railway and road
connectivity in Assam. National Highway No. 15 which reaches Arunachal
Pradesh is the only route to reach Indo-China border. The Rangiya-Murkongselek
railway section has only one track. If there is any eventuality with China, it will be
very difficult for the army personnel to reach the border and also it will be difficult
to move the military equipment to the border. In view of this, I urge upon the hon.
Minister to look into this matter.

I am very proud to say that we have recently opened two bridges on the
River Brahmaputra. But, up-till now, we have got only three bridges after 1962
war. But, within these three years, our Government has opened two bridges and

four new bridges are going to be constructed on the River Brahmaputra. In view of
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this, I demand an alternate railway route from Sangsari to Dekargaon connecting
Darrang District. Darrang District is not yet covered by Railways. The conversion
of National Highway No. 15 into four lanes will give us a strategic advantage if
any eventuality happens with China.

Further, I would like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister of Railways
that Lumding is the oldest division in the country. Now, there is no further activity
going on. There is encroachment on the railway lands. I would like to suggest that
a long distance train running from Guwahati be shifted to Lumding so as to lessen
the pressure of Guwahati as well as people from Barrack valley will get easy
access. This will help maximum utilisation of infrastructure which already existed
in Lumding. Further, the Railways should come up with a concrete proposal to use
the present vacant land of Lumding division.

I have seen in the Ministry of Water Resources that there is a request for an
additional grant. We have just passed through the havoc of flood. The hon. Prime
Minister is on tour today and will review the flood situation there and the damages
caused due to flood. I would like to request the hon. Finance Minister to grant
liberally so that the flood problem, which is occurring every year can be handled.
There should be a long term proposal to overcome this flood problem.

Erosion is the major cause of losing our land. We are losing hectares of
land due to erosion in successive years. But, there is no plan. I would like to
request the Minister to take up this matter with the Ministry of Water Resources so
that we can save agricultural land, which is the lifeline of our Assam’s rural
economy.

Sir, dredging of the River Brahmaputra is in the pipeline. I request the hon.
Minister that the said work be expedited so that siltation will not occur and the
River Brahmaputra can flow. We have entered into an agreement with the
Bangladesh Government in this regard and Rs.250 crore have been sanctioned for
this. This should be expedited so that the flow of water of Brahmaputra is
uninterrupted with the formation of the Delta. Thank you, Sir.
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SHRI KONDA VISHWESHWAR REDDY (CHEVELLA): Sir, I thank you for
giving me the opportunity to speak on the Supplementary Demands for Grants on
behalf of the Telangana Rashtra Samithi.

I went through a long list of items included in the Supplementary Demands
for Grants. We are fortunate to have a Minister and a Ministry which have gone in
depth and selected those items. We cannot but agree with those items and we
support these Grants.

However, there are many requests and demands from various States
including the State of Telangana in areas of very high priority like irrigation. We
have taken up huge irrigation projects in an irrigation-starved State like Telangana.
It 1s not just to appease the farmers but it is also of great economic value to the
State and the country. Every penny we invest on irrigation, we are getting huge
returns. We had requested for LTIF loan of Rs.7950 crore. I think this was
explained in detail and it was agreed to but I do not see any provisions in the
Demands for Grants. So, this is very much required.

16.26 hours (Shri Ramen Deka in the Chair)

Similarly, we are taking up the Mission Bhagiratha which is a project of
Rs.40,000 crore. It is going to be replicated in every other State in India after
Telangana State. Once again we requested to partly fund this from the National
Infrastructure Development Fund. I think the appropriate agencies are not
empowered or are not well-funded. We wish that this has happened in these
Demands.

Telangana is a new State and it is a growing State. We have great
aspirations. We are also a very tax-compliant State and our growth is
unimaginable. Last year to this year, tax collection increase is 21.7 per cent. Our
nearest and the second State is a small State of Chhattisgarh which is at 10 per
cent and India average is only about seven per cent.

We are growing and are a tax-compliant State. We have law and order in

our State. This is where we need help from the Centre. We supported the GST.
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Our Chief Minister had emphatically explained to everyone in Telangana that this
is good for Telangana as well as the nation. But now we do not want people of
Telangana saying that we have done something wrong.

Sir, they said that immediately after GST, the tax collections will start
rising. We were very happy but then a little later they said that in the short term,
there is going to be a dip but in the long term, you will gain. Now that is when our
concern started. So many issues and things are involved in it like textiles, hair oil
and in my case, Tandur stone. It also applies to our friends in Andhra Pradesh
where Betamcharla and Cuddapah stones are there. Now four per cent tax
suddenly became 18 per cent GST. So, the business came to a standstill in Tandur
which is in my Constituency, and the tax collections came to zero. We grew by 18
per cent last year and 21 per cent this year. Now we are scared of that word ‘short
term dip’. I do not know how long this short term will continue. That is what we
are concerned about.

Now this is the implementation time and this is the time when things have
to move on a war footing. 1 was very glad to know that in the Supplementary
Demands, they have set aside Rs.150 odd crore for GST awareness and some
Rs.36 crore for GST portal for bringing about awareness. It is not the time for just
general awareness, but it is the time for hard action on the floor. This is the time
for GST Sectorial Council to work on war footing. Hundreds and thousands of
issues are coming up concerning textiles, stones and things like that. This is where
I hope the funding was given to the Sectorial Councils to work like a war room.
They should work 24 hours. I wish some funding was set aside to the GST
because they are working with inadequate staff. Their response time is slow.
Almost half of the MPs here have queries on GST. I do not think the MPs have
got the response from the Sectorial Councils of GST.

Sir, I do not want to bring in too many things. The State of Telangana is a
contributing State. We have contributed to the nation. We pay more to the Centre

than we collect back. The schemes we are taking, for example, in sheep collection
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we plan to invest Rs. 4000 crore and out of that we have already invested a sum of
Rs. 2000 crore. In three years time we will get a return of Rs. 25000 crore. Even if
we are wrong we can be wrong by half a per cent. It makes economic sense other
than social sense to actually support growing States like Telangana.

Sir, lastly I would like to make a point on the GST compensation. The hon.
Prime Minister had emphatically told that if any State has lost from the previous
year the Centre will compensate. But how will the Centre compensate a State
which is growing at such a fast rate? Even with or without compensation our State
is growing at 20 per cent. So, when the Central Government proposes to
compensate the State, it must take into account the growth of our State and then
compensate for our collection as well as the estimated growth. We do not want our
people to feel that we have done anything wrong by supporting the present
Government and supporting the GST emphatically.

Thank you.
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SHRI P.C. MOHAN (BANGALORE CENTRAL): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, I thank
you very much for giving me this opportunity to participate in the discussion on
the Supplementary Demands for Grants. After more than a decade long journey,
the biggest tax reform since Independence became a reality on July 1%. At the
stroke of midnight India was converted into a unified "one nation, one tax regime’.
I would like to congratulate the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi ji and
the hon. Finance Minister, Shri Arun Jaitley ji on achieving this "Mission
Impossible’.

Today we have crossed a month after the GST roll out and its impact has
been many. Prices of a lot of commodities have come down. It has helped in
reducing the tax on most of the commodities consumed by the weaker sections of
society. Prices of cement have come down; prices of housing and apartments are
likely to be reduced by 20 per cent; automobile manufacturers have already
reduced the prices. The logistics sector gained from GST as cost of transportation
has come down by 20 per cent. GST will boost the domestic electronic sector as
has been suggested by ASSOCHAM. With the end of the era of check posts,
efficiency of trucks has increased. The GST has brought about transparency and
honesty. It will encourage more people to pay tax and help increase the tax base of
the country.

Sir, I represent the Bangalore Central Parliamentary constituency. I would
like to urge upon the Central Government to allocate funds for development of
lakes in the city of Bengaluru. Bengaluru is known as the Lake City of India. But
the State Government is planning to de-notify 1500 lakes in the city. This is very
disgusting to say this but I would like to request the Central Government to
allocate some funds for development and rejuvenation of lakes in the city so that
the sanctity of the name ‘Lake City’ continues to remain for Bengaluru and it
would also be in the interest of the people of Bengaluru.

Sir, the population of the Bengaluru city has crossed more than a crore and

vehicular population is around 65 lakhs. It is expected to increase. We are all
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aware that Bengaluru is the fastest growing city in Asia. Bengaluru already has
BMTC buses which are carrying 53 lakh passengers per day. The number is going
to increase because of the metro feeder and all that. After the completion of the
Metro phase I, almost three lakhs passengers are using the Metro trains. But more
trains cannot be run due to lack of coaches despite demand as the State
Government has failed to procure the rakes on time. I am taking up this issue with
the Ministry of Urban Development. Last mile connectivity has been a major
issue for metro trains. I am saying this because the Metro phase I — 32 kilometer
stretch took almost 10 years for its completion. Phase II and Phase III of Metro
will take another 10 years to complete. Keeping this in mind, Bengaluru city
requires a suburban train for which RITES have already estimated that an
exclusive suburban system can take 35 lakh passengers per day. It can reduce
about 20 to 25 per cent of the traffic on the existing roads but the State
Government is very lethargic in that matter. The draft proposal was already
submitted in January but the State Government signed it recently and now, the
Chief Minister has written a letter saying that the pattern of 20 per cent State
Government fund, 20 per cent Central Government fund and 60 per cent banking
fund has to be changed. This is what he has written in that letter. But I request the
Central Government to consider it immediately and clear the file as Bengaluru
needs a suburban train.

Therefore, I request the Central Government to look into the matter, call the
State Government officials for a discussion and clear this project immediately so
that it will be helpful to the people of Bengaluru.

I request the Central Government also to look into the Byappanahalli-
Whitefield MEMU train service to be introduced. As Metro Phase II construction
has started, the Whitefield area is choked with traffic.

Therefore, I request the MEMU train also to be started in that section.

Thank you very much.
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SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER (PONNANI): Sir, [ am thankful to you for
giving me this opportunity to speak on this important debate.

With regard to passing of the Supplementary Demands, nobody can say no
to it because it is a part of our budgetary commitment. But when we are talking
about the budget kind of activities, we are discussing only the glittering part of it.
Unfortunately, we are forgetting the deplorable conditions prevailing in rural
India. We had an elaborate discussion under Rule 193 recently where it was all
explained how deplorable the agrarian situation of our Indian farmers is.

Sir, I would like to make an important point with regard to the budgetary
process. We present the Budget. Then, it is placed and discussed in the House
about different Ministries and  Departments. But when it reaches the
implementation stage, it takes a lot of time. It is a time-consuming process. So,
how to solve this problem? Here, my suggestion is that we need to simplify the
process. Unification also should be done. Regulatory mechanism and process
should also be streamlined.

About the administrative reforms, experts say that 80 per cent of our delays
can be avoided through proper digitization. This way, regulatory systems can be
improved systematically. In a recent article appeared in ‘The Financial Express’,
various financial experts have suggested that certain Departments concerning
natural resources such as petroleum and natural gas, mines, coals can be brought
under one single Ministry so that a lot of delay could be avoided.

Sir, coming to the financial sector, as far as the pubic sector units in this
country are concerned, the Government is swiftly moving towards disinvestment
process. Our major public sector undertakings are facing privatisation and
disinvestment. I understand that NITI Aayog had identified several companies for
strategic disinvestment. It is a very dangerous move. Our primary responsibility
should be to strengthen the public sector undertakings and MSMEs. We have a
prestigious public sector industry which is known for many Maharatna companies

and Navratna companies. India’s first Prime Minister Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru
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once called them the temples of modern India. But this Government is cutting the
wings of public sector including our national carrier Air India. Air India is
undergoing disinvestment process. What are you going to do? I am asking you.
What will happen to its employees? What is going to happen about the social
commitment of the Government in Air India when it will be privatised in such a
way? That is the point to be discussed in detail.

As far as the Ordnance Factories are concerned, I got a report with me but
because of the time constraint I do not want to elaborate it. There also, we are
going to do privatisation. These Ordnance Factories, which are under the public
sector, are going to be wound up and they are going to be handed over to the
private sector. It is a very bad signal. It should not be done.

We have to realise that India is the biggest buyer of war weapons from
Isracl. We have got our own public sector institution. India must be self-reliant in
that field. Why should we depend on a country like Israel? It is not in the best
interest of the nation. There is some ill-motive.... (Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please conclude now.
... (Interruptions)
SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER : Sir, I am concluding in one minute.

As far as hospitals are concerned, even in the district hospital, the Centre is
giving opportunity to the private sector. The private hospitals are coming in a big
way. Recently, the Centre has taken this policy decision. For the treatment of
chronic diseases like cancer, these private hospitals are offering treatment inside
Government hospitals. We are paving the way for the private sector even to the
district hospitals.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Shri Kaushalendra Kumar.

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER : Sir, before concluding, let me tell you
that the gap between the richest and the poor is widening. There also we need to

concentrate.
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SHRI V. ELUMALAI (ARANI): Hon. Deputy Speaker, before I speak in this
august House on the discussion on the supplementary Demands for Grants for
2017-18, 1 express my gratitude to our beloved and immortal leader Puratchi
Thalaivi Amma.

The Union Government has sought Parliamentary nod for an additional
spend of Rs. 11,166 crore, including cash spend of Rs. 10,648 crore. This was
reflected in the first batch of Supplementary Demands for Grants for 2017-18
tabled in the Lok Sabha by the hon. Finance Minister Shri Arun Jaitley.

The Government is also looking to spend about Rs. 387 crore on activities
related to Goods and Services Tax. Of this Rs. 387 crore, as much as Rs. 250
crore would be used for effective publicity for GST awareness and Rs. 99 crore for
DG systems for payment of advance user charges of GST Network. Also, an
amount of Rs. 37 crore would be spent for accounting portal for GST.

The other cash spends including Rs. 500 crore for providing grants-in-aid
general for procurement of pulses under the price stabilization fund scheme.

The Centre also plans to spend Rs. 50 crore on promotion of digital
payment through BHIM. About Rs. 50 crore is proposed to be spent toward
Pradhan Mantri Gramin Digital Saksharta Abhiyan.

Sir, as far as Tamil Nadu is concerned, there are several requests from the
State which are yet to be addressed. The extremely heavy rains in Tamil Nadu
during December 2015 have caused enormous devastation to standing crops,
property and public infrastructure besides loss of livelihood, loss of life and cattle.

The hon. former Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchi Thalaivi Amma
had requested the Union Government to release Rs. 25,912.45 crore to meet the
Sate Government’s requirement. But the Union Government had provided Rs.
1960 crores only. Even a year after the central team had inspected and given its
detailed report on the devastations caused by the heavy rains and cyclone in
December, 2015, the Union Government has so far not provided adequate relief to

Tamil Nadu for relief and restoration efforts.
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Sir, in December, 2016, cyclone ‘Vardah’ had caused severe damages in
the coastal regions of Tamil Nadu, particularly in Chennai city and adjoining
districts of Tiruvallur, Kanchipuram and Cuddalore, uprooting several thousands
of trees and electric lamp posts , besides damaging the roads and other
infrastructure of the people.

The Government of Tamil Nadu had sought an assistance of Rs.22,573
crore from the Centre to undertake reconstruction works in areas affected by
cyclone ‘Vardah’. But the Union Government has not released the fund so far to
meet the expenditure to undertake reconstruction works. Therefore, I urge upon
the Union Government to consider the genuine demands of the Government of
Tamil Nadu to immediately release an adequate relief grant to Tamil Nadu which
has been devastated by two back to back calamities of severe nature.

Sir, the Department of Fisheries in Tamil Nadu has pioneered many fishery
development activities in India. The Union Government has promised to form a
separate Ministry to develop and conserve the fishery resources and to ameliorate
the socio-economic status of the fishermen community. I would like the
Government of the day to create a separate Ministry for fisheries and development
of fishermen community in the country and focus exclusively on the subject to
provide a permanent and everlasting solution to the serious life challenging
problems faced by the Indian fishermen community.

I request the Government to allocate Rs.200 crore for the Tamil Nadu State
for celebrating the Birth Centenary of Bharat Ratna, Puratchi Thalaivar Dr. M.G.
Ramachandran, founder of the AIADMK Party, the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu

for three consecutive terms from 1977 to 1987. Thank you, Sir.
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"DR. HEENA VIJAYKUMAR GAVIT (NANDURBAR): Thank you, Hon’ble
Deputy Speaker Sir, for giving me an opportunity to speak on the important issue
of Supplementary Demands for Grants for the year 2017-18. During the last 3
years since this Modi Government came to power, 84 new schemes have been
launched. It would not be possible for me to comment on each and every scheme
of Modi Government within the given time limit. But, there are few schemes
which are very important and prominent and I would like to comment on those
schemes. There are crores of women in this country who used to cook on
household Chulha. Hon’ble Modi ji has brought a new scheme Pradhan Mantri
Ujjwala Gas Yojana and he has provided LPG gas connection to crores of women.
I would like to congratulate this Government for taking this decision in favour of
women. Around 2.5 crore women have got gas connection under this scheme.

We always keep on talking about saving trees. Under the Chief
Ministership of Hon’ble Devendra ji Fadanvis, Government of Maharashtra has
decided to plant 4 crore saplings throughout Maharashtra. I believe this is a very
good step taken up by Maharashtra Government to supplement the Ujjwala
Yojana, because women have to collect wood for cooking purpose. Now, better
health for women has been insured through this and there would be no need to
chop trees to burn as fuel for cooking.

I hail from Nandurbar which is a rural area and banking facilities are not
sufficient in this area. Hence through you, I would like to request the Government
to open more branches of banks in rural areas. When we are implementing the
scheme of Direct Cash Transfer, it has become necessary to expand the banking
facilities in rural India. Our country and Hon’ble Prime Minister Modiji has a
shared dream of Digital India. Earlier only the urban areas were covered under
this digitalization and internet facilities were available in urban India only. But

since the Modi Government came to power at the Centre and Fadanvis

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Government came to power in Maharashtra, even the rural areas get connected
with internet.

Hon’ble Chief Minister of Maharashtra Shri Devendraji Fadanvis has taken
a very good step by applying a bio-matric system for the beneficiaries through
Digital India to stop the black marketing of foodgrains under PDS scheme. Now
only the poor, needy and entitled beneficiaries are getting the benefits of PDS as
per their entitlements.

Hon’ble Sir, their was acute shortage of Tur Dal last year and that was why
we had to import it to make it available to everyone at cheaper rates. To avoid this
kind of problem in future, Government had provided seeds of Tur Dal to farmers
well in advance. Government has already started the procurement of Tur Dal at
the MSP rates and it will continue till the stock lasts. In this way Government has
given a big relief to poor farmers.

Pradhan Mantri Gramin Digital Saksharata Abhiyan, Pradhan Mantri
Gramin Digitalization have helped internet penetration in rural India. Rural youth
and students can now fill up admission, examination as well as employment
application forms online through internet facilities provided in rural areas. They
can even pay their bills and do other transactions online. I would like to thank and
congratulate Modi and Fadanvis Governments for providing internet facilities in
the rural India which were earlier available only in urban areas.

The Ministry of Agriculture has started a very helping and beneficial
scheme of providing farm equipments to the farmers. It saves time and increases
the income of farmers. Wherever farm labourers are not easily available these
equipments are very useful. Therefore, I would like to request the Government to
implement this scheme at a large scale and expand it extensively.

Ministry of Health had started NRHM scheme few years ago and this
scheme has brought some healthy changes in the lives of rural people. ‘Disha’

Committee has been constituted under the Chairmanship of MPs. PIP preparation
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is also one of the works assigned to this committee. But, this PIP should be
prepared only after consultations with the local MPs and MLAs.

Sir, a new scheme regarding the upgradation of State Government hospitals
has been started by the Central Government. My Nandurbar district is a tribal
dominated area, the biggest problem here is of malnutrition and anaemia. Hence, I
would like to request the Government to include our district hospital under his
scheme.

The then Medical Education Minister of Maharashtra Dr. Vijay Kumar
Gavit tried his level best to open a medical college at Nandurbar, and I am happy
to say that our Hon’ble Chief Minister Shri Devendra Fadanvis ji has included this
in his priority list. I am pretty sure that a medical college would be opened in
Nandurbar district. My only request to Central Government is to kindly allocate
the necessary fund for this purpose.

I represent the tribals and tribal area. I would like to share one very
important issue related to tribal students. Government provides pre and post
matric scholarships to SC / ST and OBC students. But there are income
conditions for the students. In case of SC, ST students the income limit is 2.5 lac
and in case of OBC students it is 6 lac. This limit should be same for all the
students and it should be 6 lac. These scholarships are not provided within a time
and that is why the concerned colleges do not allow the students to take exams.
Some colleges do not send the scholarship forms in time and the students have to
face problems. These errant colleges should be fined for harassing the students
unnecessarily.

One scheme related to soil health card has been brought by Government
which is a very good scheme. We send mobile vans for soil testing in rural areas
but it cannot reach every where. So it is my request to the Government to provide
the soil testing training to the children of farmers so that they can get some kind of
employment. A decision regarding imparting soil testing training through training

institute for soil testing has been taken and I would like to congratulate the
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Government. But the duration of this training programme is one year and I have
doubts whether they will participate in this kind of longer duration training
programme. Hence, I would like to request you to cut it short and it should be a 1-
2 months duration course. After completion of the training, they can open a soil
testing laboratory in their villages.

Government also provides funds for construction of hostels for SC / ST
students. But usually the matching grant for it, is not released on time and that is
why the construction work get delayed. So, I would like to request the
Government to release these matching grant funds well within time.

I am very thankful for sanctioning a Kendriya Vidyalaya for Namdurbar
district. Jawahar Navodaya Vidyalaya is already there but it has no building.
Hence, I would like to urge upon the Government to provide funds for the
construction of the building. Lastly, I once again congratulate this Government.

Thank you.
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SHRI PREM DAS RAI (SIKKIM): Thank you, Deputy-Speaker, Sir, for giving
me this opportunity. I rise to support the first Supplementary Demands for Grants
to the tune of Rs.11,166.18 crore. This is something we in the Sikkim Democratic
Front Party support.

I would straight away come to the issues related to the region. There is a
Disability Index meant for the mountain States which are landlocked, mountainous
with no access to the markets. The erstwhile Planning Commission had constituted
a Committee headed by Shri B.K. Chaturvedi, whose Report recommended that to
cover the disability deficits, two per cent of GBS could be given to all the
mountain States. I would request the Finance Minister to take ahard look at this
because this is something that needs to be done. It is recorded in the Planning
Commission.

The removal of subsidy from LPG would also put the people in the
mountains at a very great deal of trouble. Today, I have received many messages.
If this happens, then the rural people will start cutting trees and using them as
fuelwood. This would not be good for our initiatives in the climate change region.

The next point is this. The establishment of the National Organic Farming
Research Institute (NOFRI) was announced by the hon. Minister of Agriculture.
That was when the Prime Minister had visited Sikkim and declared Sikkim as the
Organic State on 18™ March, 2016. Other than the fact that the local ICAR has
been notified as the NOFRI, this particular institution has not taken up the step. |
request the hon. Minister of Finance to look into this so that we get this particular
Institute going and the region at large can be benefited.

Sikkim will have to come to the Centre for help. We are sandwiched
between the Doklam standoff with China and the Gorkhaland agitation. In the last
45 days, more than one lakh of hotel reservations have been already cancelled.
This has created a huge economic disruption in Sikkim and the Government of
India will probably have to step in. The security situation in the region will also

have to be brought under control.
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Sikkim has supported the GST. It is too early to say as to how it will
impact. But the ground reality is a mixed one. There should be no tax on the
handicraft sector because this is a category in which lots of the young
entrepreneurs are working and a lot of start ups are taking off in our region.

Due to climate change, there have been floods and landslides in our region.
The hon. Prime Minister today visited Assam and spoke to many of the Chief
Ministers of the region. Many roads within our State have been affected. We need
a separate fund to repair them. But, this is an annual feature and it is getting worse
because of climate change. Can we think of an Insurance Fund to take care of this
particular purpose? Under the Disaster Risk Reduction, we would like to
understand if such a Fund can be created so that if disasters strike within the
region, this Insurance Fund can be used for that particular purpose.

Finally, I would like to support the view of the hon. Leader of the BJD Shri
Mahtab Sahib when he talked about cyber security and creating a Cyber Security
Commission to look into this because of the huge push to the digital world. I think,
this requires something which India can and should look at very very closely.

Thank you very much. With these words, I support the Demands.
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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you, Madam Speaker.

I rise to oppose the first batch of Supplementary Demands for Grants for
the year 2017-18 which comes to around Rs. 11,166 crore out of which Rs. 10,379
crore have to be voted by this august House. You may kindly see that the revenue
expenditure is Rs. 10,379 crore and the capital expenditure is a mere Rs. 690
crore. It is very interesting to note that 70 per cent of the Supplementary Demands
for Grants are for Demand No. 72 pertaining to the Ministry of Petroleum and
Natural Gas where Rs. 7,000 crore are going to that sector. The second highest
allocation is of Rs. 2,000 crore on Demand No. 12 of the Department of Industrial
Policy and Promotion.

I am confining my speech to Demand No. 12 and also Demand No. 35 in
respect of indirect taxes. The other major Demand is of the Department of
Chemicals and Pharmaceuticals, which is Demand No. 6 for an allocation of
around Rs. 376 crore. For the Department of Consumer Affairs’ Demand No. 15,
it comes to around Rs. 500 crore. In the light of GST, many Supplementary
Demands have been enunciated or stated before this august House.

Before entering into the Demands, I would like to make a reference
regarding the passing of the Budget this year. It is a wonderful achievement of the
Parliament as well as of the Government. I appreciate that the full Budget was
passed before 31* March of the last financial year. It is a good beginning as far as
the financial business of the country is concerned. I would also like to appreciate
the hon. Finance Minister for passing the full Budget before the financial year
commences. The clarification from the hon. Minister I am seeking is this. I would
like to know the impact during the last three months having passed the full Budget
before 31% March, 2017. All the Ministries and Departments were at liberty to
meet their expenditure from the Budget itself. So, what is the impact and what are
the good results of passing the Budget before 31 March, 2017? That is the

clarification I would like to seek from the hon. Minister. [ would also like to make
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a suggestion to the hon. Minister. This should be made applicable to all the States
in the country also and if a legislation is required for that I urge upon the hon.
Minister to come out with a legislation. Having the Budget passed before the
previous financial year ends is a good thing to be followed in all the States.

With regard to the Supplementary Demands for Grants, I would like to say
that it is quite unfortunate to note that even after passing the full Budget, even
immediately after the first quarter of the financial year, the hon. Finance Minister
is coming with the Supplementary Demands for Grants for Rs.11,166 crore. This
has to be discouraged because the Public Accounts Committee has already
expressed its apprehension, displeasure and concern on the lack of foresight,
effective monitoring and bad planning on the part of the budget controlling
authorities of various Ministries and Departments in preparing the Budget
Estimates as well as the Supplementary Demands for Grants.

The PAC has reiterated, last time also it had stated the same thing,
scrupulous scrutiny of the Budget proposals, rigorous monitoring of the
expenditure and strict compliance with the general financial rules to eliminate
possibility of excess expenditure, under-spending and wrongful appropriation. So,
I urge upon the hon. Finance Minister to have a proper planning and effective
monitoring mechanism. It is highly essential to have a disciplined budget system
in the country. This is my suggestion.

Madam, coming to the Demand No.12, pertaining to the Department of
Industrial Policy and Promotion, Rs.2000 crore has been earmarked under this
Demand. This money is being spent in the North- Eastern States, Uttarakhand and
other States. On the one hand the Government of India is giving budgetary
support to the public sector units and on the other hand it is killing and selling out
the public sector undertakings. During the time of Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru, it was
stated that these public sector undertakings are the temples of modern India. In
my State there are three industries namely; Hindustan Newsprint Limited, Cochin

Shipyard and Bharat Earth Movers Limited. Bharat Earth Movers was established
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five years back and from the day of its inception it is making profit. It is now in
the list of disinvestment. Cochin Shipyard is the biggest pioneer in ship making
industry in India. It can compete with any global player. Madam, out of 25 per
cent stake, 10 per cent is going for disinvestment and 15 per cent share is going for
public issue. Cochin Shipyard is also in the list of disinvestment. So, on the one
hand the Government is giving budgetary support to the public sector undertakings
and on the other it is mercilessly killing the public sector undertakings. My
suggestion to the hon. Minister is that a public sector undertaking is highly
essential. Kindly review the industrial policy and promotion in the country.

With regard to indirect tax, I would like to say that we all have supported
GST, especially the State of Kerala was in full support of the GST. Our Finance
Minister in Kerala has fully supported it. The demand by the State of Kerala,
especially by our Finance Minister, was to have the Anti-Profiteering Mechanism.
After 1* July, the tax on 72 per cent of the consumable goods has come down but
unfortunately the benefit has not been passed on to the consumers. The traders are
making benefits out of it. Madam, undue benefit is going to the traders because
the Anti-Profiteering Authority has not been established. I would urge upon the
Minister to establish this Authority at the earliest. With these words, I conclude.

SHRI JOSE K. MANI (KOTTAYAM): Thank you Madam. I would straightaway
go to the issue. It is almost one month when the noble idea of one nation one tax
was introduced on 1¥ July. As Shri Premachandran has said, the tax on almost 70
per cent of the essential goods has come down to zero per cent but the benefit has
not gone down to the consumers.

So, actually profit is being made by the producers and the traders. I would
like to make a point here. The GST was introduced in Malaysia in the year 2011.
In the laws of Malaysia Act, 723, there is a Price Control and Anti-Profiteering
Act, 2011. They had made an Act which enforced a control on anyone who is
making an illegal profit and amassing wealth out of the tax reduction which was
made in the GST. The rigorous Act is there to control this. Such a mechanism can
be made here so that the benefit which is coming through by reducing the tax on
essential goods has been passed on to the common man. This is very beneficial for
the agricultural sector where agricultural products have been bought by the
producers at a lower rate.

HON. SPEAKER: One minute please. We may extend the time of the House.
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THE MINISTER OF CHEMICALS AND FERTILIZERS AND MINISTER OF
PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS (SHRI ANANTHKUMAR): Madam, the House
may please be extended till the Supplementary Demands and Appropriation Bills
are passed.

SEVERAL HON. MEMBERS: Yes

HON. SPEAKER: The time is extended.

SHRI JOSE K. MANI : This will be very beneficial for the agriculturalists also.

The other point that I would like to mention here is that after the
demonetization, we find that, even today it was mentioned, the savings bank
interest has been reduced from 4.5 per cent to 3.5 per cent. We find that we are
getting housing loan at approximately 10 per cent and car loan at 8 to 10 per cent.
But, we find that the public sector banks are providing education loan at 14 per
cent and private sector banks are providing education loan from 16 per cent to 18
per cent. I believe that education loan is the cream of loan. They are the cream.
The students are the future of this country. So, I urge upon the Government to
reduce the education loan. At least, provide the education loan at three per cent or
four per cent so that they can pay back after their studies.

Madam, the last point which I would like to associate with Shri
Premachandran Ji is about the public sector disinvestment. As you know,
disinvestment is always the motto when NDA Government comes to power. |
want to mention here the double standards. In my constituency, the Hindustan
Newsprint Limited which has been making profits till now, has been included in
the list of disinvestment. I have nothing against the States of Assam and Nagaland,
but, similar public sector undertakings in these two States of Assam and Nagaland
which have been making losses have been protected. The Hindustan Newsprint
comes under the HPC and if it is delinked from HPC, it can survive and make

profit.

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ADV. JOICE GEORGE (IDUKKI): Thank you, Madam Speaker, for letting me
participate in the discussion on the Supplementary Demands for Grants, 2017-18.
I will not speak on any of the matters which have been taken care of. I will
confine to only two-three points.

Madam, we are all concerned about the welfare of farmers and we are all
for promoting the welfare of the agrarian community. At the same time, we are all
concerned about our healthy living. For that purpose, we are promoting organic
farming in our nation. But in today’s GST regime, we have reduced tax on the
chemical fertilizer to the extent of five per cent but unfortunately, we are charging
18 per cent tax on bio-fertilizers. I would urge upon the Minister to reduce the tax
rate on bio-fertilizer and bring it to the extent of tax on chemical fertilizer.
Otherwise, we will not be able to pursue organic farming in our areas.

Secondly, as regards cash crops, we are investing a lot of money in the
agrarian sector for the purpose of establishing all the infrastructure. Earlier we
had a practice of giving subsidies for establishing all these kinds of infrastructure
for cash crops like rubber, cardamom, pepper, etc. But in this budgetary
allocation, sufficient allocation has not been made for commodity boards such as,
Spices Board, Rubber Board, Coffee Board, etc. Due to paucity of funds, all these
Boards have not been given subsidy for establishing infrastructure in those areas.

So, on that count also, I would urge upon the Minister to increase
allocation for commodity boards through the Ministry of Commerce. But
unfortunately, no such demand is there in the Supplementary Demands for Grants.

Thirdly, as regards development of rural India, funds have not been
allocated for establishing infrastructure and for providing basic amenities to the
people living below poverty line. Due to mistakes in the socio-economic survey
and other data, we are not in a position to give assistance to the poor people for
constructing their houses under IAY Scheme. We seek indulgence of the
Government in correcting the mistakes in the socio-economic survey and other

data so that we can include more people in our welfare net.
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Lastly, we are all talking about Swaminathan Commission Report. After
having a detailed study of the issue in my Constituency, Idukki, the Swaminathan
Commission had made recommendation for increasing the productivity of cash
crops like small Indian cardamom, pepper and all other items. On the basis of that
report, during 2009, the Government of India announced a package but
unfortunately that did not take of.

I would urge upon the Government to have a special package for Idukki on
the basis of Swaminathan Commission Report so as to avoid suicides by poor
farmers there. The farmers are suffering a lot. They are not in a position to repay
their loans. They are not in a position to make their ends meet. So, [ would urge

upon the Government to announce a special package for Idukki.

Salim Saheb, please consider this that those 29 States, UTs and Centre are
also accountable to the people. They know in their States as to where the shoe
pinches.

SR Tl 7, 98 S 1 39qc @fee # fiermiThe point that Shri Premachandran
raised, I think, is a very valid point. He speaks in the end, but always comes out
with ... “What if this benefit is not transferred to the consumer?” This is the point
that you had raised. In many industries this is happening.

This is happening for example in automobiles. The rate of taxation remains
the same but the benefit of whole chain created by GST brought the prices down.
So, we hope, as in automobiles, competition is the best check. If that doesn’t
happen, we have for the initial years put an anti-profiteering clause in the law. The
industry was resistant to this clause but this was anticipated. So, it was put in the
clause. It was put in the clause - what the machinery is going to be - so that there
is no misuse of this clause also. The Council is considering this. As I said, we are
meeting a few days from now.

raised with regard to manufacturing of defence equipment locally particularly in
the Government sector. We have set up over the last few decades several good
ordnance factories. The ordnance factories have been involved in some essential
and good ammunition manufacturing. They have also been involved in some
functions which are not ammunition manufacturing functions. So, none of these
ordnance factory depots is going to be privatised. There is no such proposal. No
employee is going to be retrenched. But, instead of concentrating on non-essential
functions, the ordnance factories must concentrate on manufacturing ammunition
and weapons. So, do we need ordnance factories which are doing tailoring jobs?
General V.K. Singh is laughing at it. Our ordnance factories should not be doing
tailoring jobs. They should be doing ammunition manufacturing. Therefore,
ordnance factories are all being maintained. None of them is being privatised.
Please do not have this particular fear.

SHRI K.H. MUNIYAPPA (KOLAR): Disinvestment of PSUs is taking place like
in BEML.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: From time to time, the Government considers either
disinvestment or even privatization. Therefore, I do not want to make a comment
in regard to any individual cases because these announcements start impacting the
market.

The only one which is in public domain is with regard to Air India. An
argument was raised by my friend from the other side. We really have to decide as
to what we want to do. Aviation in this country is becoming a success story.
Today, you have some 600 to 700 planes domestically flying in India. China has

5000 planes. Therefore, the manner in which our economy is growing, over the
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next few years, this sector is going to radically expand. In India, we overcame the
mental resistance and involved the private sector in airports. Today, I can say with
certainty that some of our big airports in the country are better than most airports
in the world. They are better than the European airports; they are better than the
American airports. They are being rated in the first two, three ranks world over.
The airports like Mumbai, Delhi, Hyderabad and Bengaluru are great airports
which have come up. ...

SHRI K.H. MUNIYAPPA : What is the fate of the employees of Air India? ...

Now, the move is for regional connectivity. We have 72 airports in the country
which are carrying commercial airlines.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY : Madam, I would like to answer Shri Venugopal. In the
absence of any other argument, the RBI must tell us immediately. The RBI said
that whenever they finish the exercise, they will let us know. During the
demonetisation period, the RBI, from the banking chest, the details they were
getting, was giving us the approximate figure that this was the amount which
needs to be coming. Today, they have to count every currency. They have to take
the fake currency out. These figures of fake currency that you gave are not the
figures of these notes which have been deposited in the banks itself. That is yet to

come. The RBI has taken that exercise to a very advanced level. Since March I am
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hearing “give us the figure” as though the counting of these millions and billions
of notes can take place overnight. After the deposits were closed in December,
there was a time period for the NRIs. The last tranche has come in the month of
July which the cooperative banks had collected in the first four-five days. So, that
tranche has come. From March I am hearing this argument — “Tell us the currency,
tell us the currency”.
