DR. BOORA NARSAIAH GOUD : First of all, the word ‘alternative medicine’ itself, in
my opinion, is not correct because AYUSH, i.e. Ayurveda, Yoga, Unani, Siddha and
Homoeopathy, has got its own role and it is not an alternative to allopathy. It has its own
role. It is like Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha. The Lok Sabha is not an alternative to the
Rajya Sabha and the Rajya Sabha is not an alternative to the Lok Sabha. I request the
Minister to take this into consideration and correct the nomenclature of the alternative

medicine.

Second, we must appreciate Shri Narendra Modi ji and the NDA Government for
bringing recognition to Yoga in UN and WHO and for celebrating the Yoga Day. But,
unfortunately, Yoga is catching up all over the world except in India. If you go to the
western countries like America, the UK, Canada, Singapore and even the Muslim
countries, people teach Yoga to their children but not in our country where the Yoga
originated. Why do we not make it a part of our curriculum? It is a preventive medicine. |
think, if all our hon. Members practise ten minutes of Yoga, most of their sugar levels

will come down. The Lok Sabha would run in a much better fashion.

There is a National Medical Council in our country. We should allow prescription
of certain medicines which are life-saving medicines by giving adequate knowledge. But

making an Ayurvedic doctor an Allopathic doctor would not serve its purpose. They will
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become a ‘Jack of all trades and master of none’. Through you, Madam, I would like to
ask the Government, specifically, that adequate number of posts should be created in the
AYUSH field in CGHS, in Central Government Hospitals and also in the State

Governments Hospitals and it should not be seen as an alternative medicine.

I request the Minister to open a health university, particularly, in Hyderabad which
was the place where Anaesthesia was administered for the first time in the world. I hope

he will concede to my request.

DR. P. VENUGOPAL : Madam Speaker, as the House knows, doctors of systems of
alternative medicine or AYUSH doctors can never be substitutes to MBBS doctors by
any yardstick and standard. The hon. Minister said in his reply that the Government does
not give recognition to such courses. I would say that even when there is a shortage of
doctors, those who have practiced alternative medicine should not be substituted for
doctors in modern medicine. On a daily basis we find that there is advancement in
medical field and doctors and specialists are trying their best to cope with the
advancement. That being the case, the doctors of alternative medicine will find it all the

more difficult to cope with the ailments and the courses of their treatment.

To apprise the House of the history in Tamil Nadu, the then Union Health Minister
Shri Raj Narain introduced the concept of barefoot doctors. Our party opposed it when
MGR was the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu. Presently, Tamil Nadu has 22 medical

colleges producing sufficient doctors. Hence, I would ask the Union Minister whether he

SHRI BAIJAYANT JAY PANDA : Madam Speaker, the saddest thing about our terrible
shortage of doctors is that it is manmade. Over the last many years, the Medical Council
of India, which has been variously described as one of the most corrupt bodies in the
country, has created this shortage; and this is being filled with quacks. There was an
incident in my Constituency last year where we found quacks who are actually not even
from India but are coming from neighbouring countries and practicing medicine. This is a

terrible situation. So, I think it is a good thing that the Government has taken steps to
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replace the Medical Council of India with a new setup. But there have been reports in the
media of exactly what some of my colleagues have been asking and we did not get a clear
answer, that apparently a shortcut is being sought to allow ayurvedic and other doctors to

prescribe allopathic medicines.

I am glad that the hon. Minister has clarified that this question does not arise. This
is important to be clarified because this is not a shortcut which can be done. It will take
several years to set up many more medical colleges to create regular doctors that are
required to fill up the shortages in the hospitals. The shortcuts will not serve the purpose;
they are not good. They will lead to serious problems in the country. Ayurveda, indeed, is
a separate system. It is good for preventative medicine, but it is not to be confused with
the kind of strong medicines and acute intervention that is required in allopathic system
and in hospitals. Will the hon. Minister undertake and assure the House that they will
disseminate this information? It is because there is a lot of disinformation in the media
that the Government is planning to resort to such shortcut. It is important to disseminate
this, otherwise quacks will take advantage of this. Quacks who may have some other
qualifications or no qualifications will start prescribing medicines and the local

authorities will not be aware that it is illegal.

SHRI J.C. DIVAKAR REDDY : Respected Madam, I thank you for giving me an
opportunity to speak in this august House. In India, farmers are suffering from droughts.
In this country, 70 per cent of the people are farmers. Very often, droughts occur here and
there. We have seen the drought and because of that, farmers are suffering. No doubt, the
Government is giving a lot of help and other things. I have only one request. It is across
all parties in India, not one party, right from Kashmir to Kanyakumari; the governments
are purchasing votes with people’s money. No doubt some subsidies are necessary in this

country. But to purchase votes to gain power, people are spending like anything.

My request to the hon. Prime Minister through our hon. Finance Minister is only
this. Fix some percentage in the Budget. Whether it is the Congress, TDP, Trinamool or
whatever it may be, in the Budget, you fix 40 per cent or 50 per cent as per their choice.
For example, in Tamil Nadu, they are giving mangalasutra for the purpose of votes. It is
necessary for marriage. ... (Interruptions) Please listen to me. I am not criticising. [ am
only taking an example. ... (Interruptions) In Andhra Pradesh, we are giving rice at Re. 1
per kilogram whereas we are purchasing rice at the rate of Rs. 10 or Rs. 20 per kilogram,;

even a beedi costs 50 paise. ... (Interruptions)

This country needs river linkage. My Chief Minister Shri N. Chandrababu Naidu
has taken up and has successfully completed Godavari-Krishna linkage.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: I agree with the spirit of what he has said because in substance
what he has really said is that the agriculture sector is one which needs support. It needs

the support of the Government because of the obvious limitations in that sector.
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It is true that despite resource constraints both State Governments and Central
Governments have been making various efforts. For instance, this year, support being
given to rural areas and agriculture amounts to almost Rs. 2,92,000 crore as far as the
Central Budget is concerned; there are State Budgets which are making similar

contributions.

The hon. Member is right that there were pending irrigation schemes which the
Central Government has taken up because of the concurrent nature of the subject. The
inter-linking of rivers, particularly in Madhya Pradesh and now in Andhra Pradesh and
Gujarat, has brought results wherever it has been done and the Central Government

would be open to encouraging all such proposals which come before it.

SHRI J.C. DIVAKAR REDDY: Respected Madam, my second question is this.

The Government of India is implementing the NREGA works for the labourers; in
that, proper agricultural works are not being given. They are giving all the works in the
forests and in the remote areas. It is not useful for the farmers. The States are suffering a
lot. As a result of this, we are not getting any farm labourers in the fields. My request is
this. You are giving Rs. 350 per each labourer. We are ready to give 50 per cent of that.
You please order that these labourers would be utilised only in the farms so that our
production will be enhanced; the States’ wealth will also go up and the Government will
have less problems. We are ready to bear 50 per cent. So, please pass an order that they

should participate in the farm works. Will you do it?

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Madam, the hon. Member has made a suggestion which is for
the Department of Rural Development to consider. [ would certainly pass on the

suggestion to the Department of Rural Development.

SHRI KONAKALLA NARAYANA RAO : Thank you Madam for giving this
opportunity. I associate myself with my colleague Shri J.C. Divakar Reddy. I would like
to say that the poor farmers are not getting a profitable price. I would urge upon the

Government to properly implement the recommendations of the Swaminathan Committee
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as then only the poor farmers will be benefited by the Government-sponsored schemes.
There will then not be any need for farm loan waiver. Poor farmers are producing the
crops but they are not getting full remunerations for the same and that is why they are
committing suicides. [ would urge upon the Government of India to help the poor

farmers in the purchase of fertilisers and seeds which will be beneficial to them.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Madam, there are crops for which the Central Government does
fix the Minimum Support Price and, therefore, the purchases are made accordingly but it
is also true that at times when the prices fall below the MSP itself then the farmers are at
the receiving end. We are seized of this problem and, therefore, market interventions do

take place by the Central and the State Governments from time to time.

As far as the fertiliser is concerned, there is a great amount of subsidy which is
being granted for fertilisers. This year the amount almost touches about Rs.70,000 crore,
which is being granted as fertiliser subsidy. We are conscious of the fact that the inputs
available to the farmers have to be made available at a reasonable price so that the

farmers do receive some remunerative consideration eventually out of the produce.

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SHRI ADHALARAO PATIL SHIVAJIRAO: Thank you Madam Speaker. The hon.
Minister has stated in his reply that private companies are permitted to accept deposits
from its directors, and family members. However, most of these companies who indulge

in fraud in these kinds of deposit cases, accept money from the public also.

I would like to know from the hon. Minister whether there is any machinery or any
system to monitor whether private companies that are accepting the deposits are taking
money only from the relatives and family members. I would also like to know whether
there is any machinery to monitor the amount of interest that is being charged. If the
interest rates are exorbitant, then the chances of getting back the money is very less. At
the same time, if the interest rates are very low, then also there is a problem of getting

back the money.

So, is there any Government system or machinery or mechanism to monitor that
deposits are accepted within the interest limits and also to see that the deposits are

accepted only from the family members and directors.

The name of a Company, that is Kapil Group of Companies has been mentioned
here. This Company has accepted money from the public in general. Their membership is
in thousands and the Company has cheated them. The prime motive of this Company was

accepting the money, using the money and committing the fraud.

I want to know from the hon. Minister whether he has any mechanism and strict

monitoring system so that these things do not happen in future.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY : Madam Speaker, the Minister is hiding behind technicalities
in dealing with this question. He has divided it into two parts. He said SEBI is under the
Finance Ministry and private companies are being looked after by the Ministry of
Corporate Affairs. But the fact is that these chit fund companies, non-banking financial
companies and private companies accepting deposits have become the bane of the
economy. They have cheated hundreds and thousands of people. They are all very poor.
The Government has its regulators like RBI, SEBI and then there is SFIO which is under
the Ministry of Corporate Affairs. As the Member who has asked the main question
mentioned, they have not taken any steps to really return the money to the poor

depositors.

May I know from the hon. Minister as to whether he would go beyond the brief of
Sections 73 and 76 of the Companies Act and take effective steps to return the money to
the poor depositors who have been cheated either by NBFCs or by chit fund companies
or by private companies taking deposits or public companies taking deposits? The
Standing Committee on Finance gave a detailed Report on this which has not been acted

upon. I would urge upon the Finance Minister to deal with this question in its entirety.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Madam Speaker, the hon. Member is right that there are
provisions in different legislations. Now in the Companies Act, which my colleague was
dealing with, there is a distinction between private companies and public companies and
if the investigations are under the Companies Act, then you have the machinery under the
Companies Act, which includes the RoC as wells as the SFIO. But what the hon. Member
is referring to is not about those deposits accepted by private companies as the Minister
of State was referring to. These are Collective Investment Schemes through which these
companies start accepting money from hundreds and thousands of depositors either by

way of deposits or by way of chit funds etc. These Collective Investment Schemes are
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looked into by SEBI and it has an effective mechanism in place, which includes recovery
of all the assets of these companies and then making sure that the depositors themselves
are paid back. In some cases, where the assets have been contrived in a complicated way,

SEBI also faces different challenges and courts have also intervened.

Similarly, there are State legislations which are dealing with chit funds and now
because of inter-State character of some of these chit fund companies, there is a Central
legislation which is in the offing because the State Legislatures will have a geographical

territory which is defined in its jurisdiction and they are effectively dealing with it.

Therefore, we have put in and are in the process of putting in an effective

mechanism in place to that effect.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY : But this is continuously going on. ... (Interruptions) Millions
of people are being duped everyday. The Government has not been effective in stopping

this.

SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Madam, within the legislative framework, the Government is

taking all steps within its powers to deal with these cases.

(a) to (f) The erstwhile National Land Records Modernization Programme (NLRMP) was
being implemented as a Centrally Sponsored Scheme since 2008-09. It has been

revamped as the Digital India Land Records Modernization Programme (DILRMP) in
2015-16.

The DILRMP has been made a Central Sector Scheme with cent per cent Central funding
with effect from 01% April 2016.

The DILRMP has the following components:
1) Computerization of Land Records

2) Survey/Resurveys and updating of the survey and settlement Records

4) Modern Record Rooms—Land Records Management Centre at
Tahsil/Taluk/Circle/Block level

5) Training and capacity building

7) Legal Changes and

8) Programme management

One or more components have been sanctioned in 457 districts of the 36 States/Union
Territories in the country.

States can supplement and add State-specific needs and requirements as they may deem
relevant and appropriate.

Rs. 1393 crore has been released in the country so far, of which Rs. 94.55 crore has been
released to the State of Andhra Pradesh.

Rs. 642.94 crore has been released for the component of Survey/Resurveys and updating
of the survey and settlement Records in the country so far, of which Rs. 1.35 crore has
been released to the State of Andhra Pradesh.

As per a report dated 28-12-2017 received from the State Government, Andhra Pradesh
have taken up survey of 34 unsurveyed villages only pending since enactment of Estate
Abolition Act, 1948 under DILRMP.

Unspent balances are allowed to be used from one component to another compnent at the
requests of the States and after examining the appropriateness of the requests and with
competent approval in the normal course of implementation of the programme.

STATEMENTS BY MINISTERS

(i) Outcomes of 11™ Ministerial Conference of the World Trade
Organization held in Buenos Aries, Argentina”

THE MINISTER OF COMMERCE AND INDUSTRY (SHRI SURESH PRABHU):
Madam, with your permission, I would like to make a statement on the recent 11"
Ministerial Conference of the World Trade Organisation which was held in Buenos Aries
from 10 to 13 December, 2017. 1 have already circulated the Statement but I will just
give the gist of it to save the time of the House.

In the run-up to the Conference, decisions were expected on a permanent solution
on the issue of public stockholding for food security purposes and other agriculture
issues. Some WTO member countries were seeking outcomes on domestic regulations in

services, disciplines on fisheries subsidies, e-commerce, Invest Facilitation and Micro,

Medium and Small Enterprises.

We worked closely with all the members and we are hoping for a solution. We
had a number of bilateral meetings as well. But, to reiterate, India participated in a
positive spirit in the Ministerial Conference and worked proactively with other WTO
member countries across issues to constructively find a way forward. Towards this end,
India was a proponent in nearly all agenda items under consideration, including public
stockholding for food security, an agricultural Special Safeguard Mechanism, agricultural
domestic support and the way forward on e-commerce. On Domestic Regulations in
Services, India engaged by contributing textual suggestions to find a common way

forward on the proposed text.

India had created strong coalitions based on common interests in agriculture and

other areas. Leading up to the Ministerial and at the Ministerial itself, India’s coalition

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partners remained steadfast in their support not only for a permanent solution on public

stockholding but also on other issues of interest to developing countries.

The 53-member African Group as well as a large number of other developing
countries supported India in opposing premature rule making in E-commerce and
the attempts to bring new issues such as Investment Facilitation and MSME into the

WTO’s agenda.
