DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: Madam, Speaker, the Hon’ble Minister, in his reply, has

stated the purpose of evaluating the Skill Development Programme. It has been
said that the Government has formed a National Policy for Skill Development and
Entrepreneurship to meet the skill development requirement. He has also
mentioned that the policy is linked to skill development and also to increase
employment potentiality and productivity. It is a good programme.

But, Madam, you know very well what is happening in the country. The
Government is saying that productivity has increased and also GDP has reached
a high level. But it is not correct. Most of the small-scale industries are being
closed down. In my Constituency, Karur which is famous for textile and mosquito

nets, Skill Development Programme is going on.
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All of them are small-scale units, but most of them have closed down. It is
because the Chinese are dumping their products in our country. So, most of the
people are purchasing only the Chinese products.

Somehow, this is happening here as our industries are not up to the mark.
If you take Bangladesh, they are dumping their products. Especially, in my
Constituency, all the mosquito net manufacturing units are closed down now. This
is happening because of the cheap products that they are bringing into the
country. | have represented many times to the Minister also requesting that this
type of dumping policy must be stopped, and they are also illegally sending the
products from Bangladesh to India. Therefore, my Constituency is suffering a lot.

You are talking about skill development, but the quality of the product must
be number one, which is not so in our country nowadays. Hence, other countries
are dumping their products in our country and our people are purchasing the
same. Further, the cost of the product is also very high. How will our economy
develop if the cost of the product is high and quality is also low? Therefore, in
order to save such industries, you will have to train and develop the skills of the
rural people.

Another issue is that most of the engineering colleges are on the verge of
closing down. Instead of giving it to any private agency to conduct the skill
development programme, you can use the infrastructure that is already existing in

the country in such engineering and polytechnic colleges and you have to see to it
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that the quality of the product is of high-level and its cost is also reduced. Will the
Government seriously take up this issue? Madam, through you, | want to know
this. What is the policy that you are going to adopt to ensure that our exports are
increased so that our economy remains in good shape?

SHRI SURESH PRABHU : Madam, | must thank the hon. Deputy-Speaker for
actually analysing the problem correctly. The whole problem lies in low
productivity; not so good quality; not having scalability; and at the same time, not
allowing the products to be globally competitive. This is the reason why it
happens, and | fully agree with him on this.

To address it fundamentally, we are coming out with a new industrial policy,
which will be announced very soon. My Ministry has already finalized it. The inter-
Ministerial consultation is over, and it will go to the Cabinet very soon. The whole
idea is to essentially target the issues that you have mentioned.

Secondly, the other part of the problem that you have correctly analysed is
not having standards. It is because sometimes we say that my product is the best,
but we must have the standards that can evaluate the quality not in an abstract
way, but in a real way to understand what quality really means. So, we have
launched a major programme for standards.

Thirdly, what you are saying is to ensure that dumping does not happen.
We have not only created the Anti-Dumping Authority, but for the first time we

have brought together various agencies. | must thank the Prime Minister for it.
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Earlier, the aggrieved importer / party had to go from one place to another, but we
have amalgamated all those functions into one and we have created a unified
authority to deal with it. At the same time, whenever we find out that there is
dumping taking place, then we immediately take anti-dumping measures to
protect the domestic industry. A good example for it is steel. Now, the steel
production is going up, and the steel industry is surviving because of this
measure. As far as agricultural products are concerned, we do the same thing.
Black pepper is a good example. Whenever there was a problem with black
pepper and the imports were exceeding the requirement and it was causing
problems to the domestic farmers, we have taken those measures.

As far as training is concerned, what you are saying is right. When we do
district analysis, which my colleague, Mr. Dharmendra Pradhan’s Ministry does,
they take all the Districts into consideration. It is a dynamic process. Sometimes,
as you said, mosquito nets may be a good idea, but after some time mosquitoes
may disappear. Therefore, we will have to go into the other issue and try to do it.
DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: The mosquitoes will never disappear. They are growing
more and more day by day.

SHRI SURESH PRABHU : Yes, | understand. | am just saying that from time to
time we have to find out which is that industry that would need such a training,

and we keep doing it.
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At the same time, to also ensure the exports, that you have mentioned, we
have come out with a strategy on how to increase India’s exports by another $
100 billion. Madam, | am happy to say that in 2017-2018, our exports recorded
the highest growth in the last six years. In the first few months, our records have
been almost more than 20 per cent on month to month basis. So, our exports are
also rising. In an atmosphere where trade is becoming a challenging issue
globally, and you must be reading in the newspaper that we do not talk about ‘war
for territory’, but we are talking about ‘war for trade’. In that context, India is doing
and trying to do its best, but all your points are well taken. We will definitely take
them as an input to formulate a policy.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: As | had suggested earlier, kindly use the existing
infrastructure available in our country like engineering colleges and polytechnics,
as an input to formulate a policy, to train the youth first.

SHRI ADHALRAO PATIL SHIVAJIRAO : Madam, the Minister has stated in his
reply that there is a shortage of skilled manpower in the industry, particularly in
the manufacturing sector. The shortage is to the tune of 126 million. | am really
surprised. There are many programmes and training programmes under various
schemes like PMKVY, DDUGKY, NAPS, ITIl, etc. My constituency is one of the
largest industrialised constituency in the district of Pune. Many multinational
companies adopt students from ITls to give them proper training. According to the

syllabus, these companies take the employees.
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The problem is that skilled workers and employees have increased in
Maharashtra, particularly in Pune district. The Minister has shown that there is a
shortage of 34 lakh skilled workers in electronics and automobile sectors, which is
not the correct picture, particularly in Pune. Most of the companies employ people
who have taken training under PMKVY or under a scheme called NEEM. Highly
educated engineers are given a salary of Rs.12,000. Majority of multinational
manufacturing companies in Chakan, MIDC or Pune, MIDC do not employ people
directly. They employ people only through NEEM, and they give them a salary of
only Rs.12,000 to Rs.14,000. That is the maximum salary.

So, | would like to ask the hon. Minister whether there is any policy to keep
control over the manufacturing sector because they are taking advantage of these
schemes, and they don’t give proper employment.

Madam, 80 per cent of the employees in MIDC are all employed by
multinational companies like Mercedes, Volkswagen, GE, etc. on the contract
basis or under NEEM or Learn and Earn Scheme, and only 20 per cent
employees are permanent. There is some disparity. The Government should look
into this important factor and put control on the companies, particularly

manufacturing companies who come from abroad.

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SHRI ADHALRAO PATIL SHIVAJIRAO : Thank you, Madam.

SHRI SURESH PRABHU: He represents a district, which is also one of the most
developed districts not only in Maharashtra but also in India. | think, he himself is
an industrialist, and he knows the problem correctly. So, | agree with him.

At the same time, he has raised too many issues. Actually what he was
conveying is, firstly, there are too many people seeking job, and therefore, they
are getting employment. This is what he was saying. Secondly, at the same time,
he is saying that they are getting a salary not commensurate with their
expectations. It is possible. Thirdly, what he was saying is that the private sector
companies, and particularly the companies he has mentioned, are coming to
India. He should be happy with the fact that many companies, whose names he
has mentioned, are Fortune 500 companies, and they find it necessary to be in
India to do business.

He has mentioned about the Apprentice Programme. For some time they
get training, and eventually when they get trained, they get higher salaries. Wage
depends on demand and supply. Minimum wages are prescribed by the
Government from time to time. That minimum wage, every company is supposed
to pay. In addition to that, what the company gives, depends on his qualification,
performance, etc. At the same time, as he has stated, we would look into this

issue to find out whether there is any need to bring in further improvement in the

policy.
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SHRI M.K. RAGHAVAN : Madam, skill development is the dream project of the
hon. Prime Minister. The DGCA, under the Ministry of Civil Aviation, is against
the wishes of the Prime Minister. Airline industry is growing very well and very
much. India today has over 600 aircraft. We are expecting another 1,200 aircraft
in the next 10 years. The DGCA is the agency for conducting exams for AME.
Unfortunately, the DGCA has reduced the intake by half, by permitting only 60
students against the existing 120 students. Will the Minister take initiative to
create an advantageous situation by discussing with all the stakeholders,
including DGCA, recognised institutes, etc.? If so, what are the modalities for the
same?
SHRI SURESH PRABHU: The hon. Member knows that Indian civil aviation
sector is the fastest growing sector in the world. We are growing almost by 20 per
cent. We are adding new passengers every day. Therefore, it is an exponential
growth that we are experiencing as a result of which there is a need for huge
trained manpower in this sector at all levels like for safety, operations, ground
handling and many other things. So, we have prepared a policy to find out as to
how many people can be absorbed in this sector. We are actually accrediting
training centres for doing this.

As far as the Director General of Civil Aviation is concerned, it is not the
only agency which recruits people. The DGCA is a regulatory body. | am talking

about the sector which is growing exponentially, particularly, the private sector in
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aviation is growing at a much, much faster rate than what we could even imagine.
Therefore, what the hon. Member mentioned is not just 600, we may have to buy
more than thousand planes in India. Madam, to make sure that it happens, we are
already preparing manufacturing of aircrafts in India. We have set up task force
under my chairmanship. We have also set up a task force to manufacture drones
in India so that we can benefit from it. So, manufacturing will increase along with
the increase in the volume of traffic and that will also create jobs downstream.

The whole idea is that even MRO facilities will be growing in India. Many of
our aeroplanes go out for servicing or repair. All of that can happen in India. Just
imagine the number of jobs that will be created through this.

So, do not go by the DGCA which is a regulatory body. In fact, we should
be happy that the regulators are not increasing in number. If the number of
regulators increases, you may not be happy one day. So, | think that there should
be a very quality regulation without having too many people sitting on a judgment.
We are working on a very robust regulation but not necessarily by having too
many people.

SHRI ANIL SHIROLE: | want to ask the hon. Minister through you, Madam,
whether the Government has thought of crowd sourcing from the unemployed,
entrepreneurs, farmers and the like to assess the need for the job to draw up an

appropriate training programme.
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SHRI SURESH PRABHU: Madam, the Minister of Skill Development is running a
very ambitious programme. As | said that one crore people are to be trained. One
of the ideas is that the Government works with so many top-class institutions
wherein they actually work as collaborators and providers of key people. | will not
call it an outsourcing programme but rather a partnership programme or a
collaborative programme under which the Government works with several
institutions including non-governmental organisations, technical institutions, State

Governments and local-self governments.

SHRI ALPHONS KANNANTHANAM: Madam Speaker, 2017 has been an

extremely good year for Indian tourism. While global tourism has grown at about
average of 5 per cent, foreign tourist arrivals to India has increased by 14.00 per
cent and the receipts from the foreign tourists have increased by 19.10 per cent in
US dollar terms.. We are the highest growing tourism economy in the world. We
are doing extremely well. In fact, last year, from foreign tourists, we received $27
billion which is equivalent to Rs. 1,77,874 crore which is an extremely large
amount. Out share of global tourism is only 1.18 per cent while we have a receipt
of approximately 2.10 per cent from global tourism. We rank 26" in global tourism

arrivals but we are 13" in terms of receipts from foreign tourists.
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In Asia, we are the 7" in foreign tourist arrivals but we are 7" in terms of
receipt. So, we are doing extremely well.

Madam Speaker, we have been doing a lot of things to attract foreign
tourists. In fact, this year, we have made five promotional movies. Four of them
have been put in the social media and, cumulatively, we have got 100 million
viewers on these three promotional movies. So, this is an incredible figure. | think,
we have beaten any other Government in terms of promotional movies and in
having many views like this globally. We hope that a lot of people who see these
promotional movies come to see India. The promotional movie on Yoga has got
23 million viewership. The one on wildlife has got 42 million viewership....
(Interruptions).

As far as India is concerned, we have 69 projects in which we are investing
Rs. 5711.79 crore in Swadesh Darshan Scheme. Under PRASHAD Scheme, we
have twenty-four schemes in which we are investing Rs. 727.16 crore.

As far as Rajasthan is concerned, we have four projects under Swadesh
Darshan. One is the Desert Tourism which was approved in 2015 and the
completion period is two years. This has an outlay of Rs. 63.96 crore and we have
already released Rs. 4698 crore. The project is 85 per cent complete and it is
almost ready for inauguration. The second project is Krishan Circuit which has an
outlay of Rs. 91.45 crore for which we have already released Rs. 41.78 crore and

about 30 per cent of the project is complete. The third project is the Spiritual
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Circuit at an outlay of Rs. 93.9 crore for which we have already released Rs.
43.69 crore to the State Governments. They have completed about 15 per cent of
the project. The fourth one is the Heritage Circuit with an outlay of 99.60 crore for
which we have already released 49.80 crore.

Apart from this, we have also sanctioned one more project under
PRASHAD Scheme which is an integrated development of Pushkar and Ajmer at
an outlay of Rs. 40.44 crore for which we have already released 19.41 crore and
about 25 per cent of the project has been completed.

For large revenue generating schemes, we have approved a project of Rs.
3.27 crore to the Rajasthan Tourism Development Corporation for making the
Luxury Trains — Royal Rajasthan on Wheels. That has already been completed.
So, the completed amount has been released. For fairs and festivals in
Rajasthan, we have released Rs. 40 lakhs. So, this is all what we have done for
Rajasthan. If the hon. Member has any further questions, | would be very happy
to answer them.

HON. SPEAKER: Whatever you have answered is okay.
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PROF. K.V. THOMAS: Madam Speaker, Kerala is known as God’s own country.
When Ananth Kumar-ji was the Central Tourism Minister and | was the Tourism
Minister of Kerala, we had started the Model Tourism Village scheme. My native
village Kumbalangi is known as a model village which was inaugurated in 2002 by
the then Planning Member Sompal-ji. One of the characteristics of these model
tourism villages is the homestays, the hon. Minister knows that. If | have got a
house and | have got one or two rooms vacant, | can give them to the tourists to
stay with me and they may take my food. This is spreading throughout the
country. That is one of the fast-moving tourism sectors. But unfortunately, this
sector has to get the approval from the Central Government and the State
Government and then there is the issue of tariffs differing from State to State. My
request to the hon. Minister is, as this sector is fast moving, why does not the
Government of India monitor this sector so that throughout the country there is
one regulation? When applications are made for classification, it takes more than
six to seven months. The tariffs are so high that these homestays cannot be run.
So, | request the hon. Minister to monitor the homestay system and make it a
viable proposition.

SHRI ALPHONS KANNANTHANAM: Hon. Speaker, the hon. Member has done
fantastic work in his home village Kumbalangi. It gets a very large number tourists

and has a very large number of homestays. It is in Ernakulam, Cochin itself.
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Madam Speaker, there is a shortage in India of 200,000 rooms. That is
mainly in the mid segment. Not enough of investment is coming into this sector in
the mid segment. Of course there is a lot of investment coming into the luxury
segment like 4-star, 5-star hotels, but in the mid segment there is a shortage of
rooms. So, we are encouraging homestays in a big way. It is extremely easy, in
fact. You do not need any permission from the Government of India for starting a
homestay.

However, the State Government has a system of registration. The
Government of India also has a system of registration but it is not mandatory. If
anybody wants to register with us, it is fine. But the State Government also has a
system of registration which | do not know whether mandatory or not. | think this is
one thing which we are encouraging in a big way because people come and stay
at homes, experience the cuisine, the culture, the locality, the flavour of the place.
| think this is one of best things that is happening. We in the Government of India
and the Ministry of Tourism are hugely encouraging homestays.

DR. FAROOQ ABDULLAH: Madam Speaker, two States of India — Himachal
Pradesh and Jammu and Kashmir — are two important tourism States. Winter
sport is one of the major growing events all over the world and these two States
offer skiing facilities in a big way. | would request the Minister to kindly visit these
two States, particularly Sonamarg in Jammu and Kashmir which is the new

emerging site for skiing. Would the Minister inform the House whether he has any
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intention of visiting these two States to see how we can promote skiing which is
supposed to be the cheapest in India compared to anywhere in the world?

SHRI ALPHONS KANNANTHANAM: Madam Speaker, | have not had the
privilege of visiting Jammu and Kashmir recently but | have visited Arunachal
Pradesh. Madam Speaker, Jammu and Kashmir has one of the largest number of
projects sanctioned by the Government of India. Under Swadesh Darshan, we
have sanctioned six projects worth Rs.569 crore. This is the largest amount which
has been sanctioned to any State.

HON. SPEAKER: He is only inviting you to see for skiing only. Otherwise, he is
not interested. So, at that time you can go there. That is all.

SHRI ALPHONS KANNANTHANAM: Madam Speaker, | could give the details of
the projects sanctioned in case the hon. Member would like to have.

HON. SPEAKER: Not necessary, he knows it. He was Chief Minister two times.
SHRI ALPHONS KANNANTHANAM: Madam Speaker, 70 per cent of Himalayas
are in India. This year we are promoting adventure tourism in a big way. So, we

are doing everything necessary to promote skiing as adventure tourism.

SHRI ALPHONS KANNANTHANAM: Madam Speaker, for fairs and festivals in

Maharashtra, we have given them Rs. 50 lakh: one was for the Kalidas Festival,
Rs. 25 lakh; the other was for the Elephanta Festival, Rs. 25 lakh. The
Government of India has disbursed Rs. 99.99 crore for fairs and festivals all
across the country. If hon. Members are interested in getting the details, | can

come out but it has many pages and would take a long time.
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We have approved two projects in Maharashtra under Swadesh Darshan
Scheme which is worth Rs. 136 crore. The first project is a coastal circuit at an
outlay of Rs. 82.17 crore. We have already disbursed Rs.12.79 crore and they
have spent about 20 per cent of the amount. There were some problems with the
Coastal Regulation Act; that is why there was a delay in the implementation of the
project.

The second one is a spiritual circuit at an outlay of Rs. 54.01 crore. This is
for the development of Waki, Adasa, Dhapewada, Paradsingha, Chota Taj Baj,
Telankhandi and Girad. This is under implementation; it was approved only in
2017-18 with a project time of 254 months.

Under PRASHAD Scheme, we have approved a scheme for development
of Triambakeshwar at an outlay of Rs. 37.81 crore. This has just been approved;
so, no money has been released yet.

Under Central Assistance to States, we have funded three projects: one is
development of Khanoji Angre Lighthouse area at at an outlay of Rs. 15 crore
which is being completed; the second project is modernisation of the port at
Mumbai to receive larger cruise vessels. We have disbursed Rs. 12.5 crore and
that work is going on. ...

high quality products, high precision products and their skilled workforce. But
their skilled workforce is honed through apprenticeship system and not 40 to 45
days skill development system.

Now in this Indo-German Vocational and Educational Training System, the

focus is on skills. But skills do not produce high quality workforce. In fact, the
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apprenticeship system is for a minimum of one to five years as opposed to 40
days skill development system. All the globally competitive products whether it is
French wine or Swiss watches or Japanese knives are through apprenticeship
system. Through the current skill development system, we are ensuring low
quality workforce with low quality skills.

So in the Indo-German partnership, why are we not focussing on
apprenticeship system and why are we focussing on short term skill development

courses?

SHRI GAJANAN KIRTIKAR (MUMBAI NORTH WEST): Madam Speaker, | thank
you for giving me an opportunity to raise a matter regarding encroachment on
Railway land in Mumbai. Some slums have come up on the Railways land 50
years ago. The Government of Maharashtra has a specific programme for

rehabilitation of such old slum-dwellers, but there is no such policy on the part of
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the Railways. Moreover, the Railways are not coming forward to issue NoC for
such redevelopment.

| would like to request, through you, Madam, the Coal Ministry to review its
decision and allot these four mines of Odisha to the MCL, instead of allotting it to
another Coal India Limited subsidiary located far away from the field of operation.

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ESI hospitals in Kerala, the ESI hospital situated in Thottada near Kannur is a
significant one. It is a 50-bedded hospital situated very near the National
Highway. Now the hospital has seven specialities. But | request, through you,
Madam, to include super specialities like cardiology, cardiothoracic, nephrology,
urology because a large number of patients are suffering from these diseases and
especially the diabetic patients want to get dialysis. Dialysis is required.
Nephrology is also needed.

Hon. Speaker, | would request the Government as well as the hon. Minister
to upgrade the ESI hospital. It also has a 20 acre piece of land with it. As the
hospital is near to the national highway, | request the hon. Minister to sanction a
trauma centre unit there. It will be beneficial to a large number of poor people,
especially the workers engaged in handloom, bidi and coir sectors. Thank you,
Madam.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): Madam, in our election system, we are
using the Electronic Voting Machines (EVMs). The neutrality of these Electronic
Voting Machines has been questioned and we feel that it has been compromised.
The Trinamool Congress has demonstrated outside Parliament on the demand

that ballot paper system should be brought back in the election process. Our
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Chief Minister, Mamata Banerjee, when came last week, gave a call to all
opposition parties to come together to demand that ballot paper system is brought
back.

Madam, an advanced country like America still have ballot paper system in
elections. The same goes with Germany as well. We have no proof that Electronic
Voting Machines cannot be compromised. So, 17 opposition parties are planning
to get together to represent to the Election Commission. But basically this has to
be implemented through the Ministry of Law, which is in charge of conducting
elections and is supervising over the Election Commission, which is an
independent body under Article 324.

That is why, Madam, through you, | reiterate the demand of Trinamool
Congress and of all opposition parties that the Electronic Voting Machines should
be scrapped and ballot paper system should be brought back to ensure a fair
voting so that there is no hacking and no manipulation of the EVMs by the Ruling
Party and their cohorts. Thank you, Madam.

Madam, this is really sad. The State Government has submitted all the
UCs. We have checked it with the officials concerned and it is very clear. This
kind of injustice to Andhra Pradesh, especially to its backward areas is not fair on
the part of the Union Government. | request the Government to release the

SHRI PARTHA PRATIM RAY (COOCHBEHAR): Madam, | want to draw your
attention to Rajbanshi language which is largely spoken by the Rajbanshi
Community and some other communities who are settled across the country. It is
spoken mainly in North Bengal, in some parts of Assam, Meghalaya and Bihar. In
Nepal and Bangladesh, the language is also known as Rajbanshi.

The speciality of this language is that it has complete grammar, there are
so many books on literature and other things. Rajbanshi is spoken by 8 million
people in India, around 1.3 lakh people speak Rajbanshi in Nepal and nearly 10
million people in Bangladesh. A renowned linguistic Dr. Grierson in his book of
Survey of India called the language spoken by the people of North Bengal and

north part of Assam as Rajbanshi dialect.
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| am very glad to say that the Government of West Bengal under the
leadership of the Chief Minister, Mamata Banerjee, has taken an initiative to
include Rajbanshi language as one of the official languages of West Bengal.

The West Bengal Government has also established Rajbanshi Bhasha
Academy in 2012. Several institutions and universities, namely, North Bengal
University, Panchanan Barma University, NEHU and JNU are also working on
Rajbanshi language. Dr. Girija Shankar Ray was awarded by Sahitya Akademi for
‘Eminent Rajbanshi Writer’. | therefore, request the Government to consider the
inclusion of Rajbanshi language in the Constitution of India.

SHRI K. ASHOK KUMAR (KRISHNAGIRI): Madam, in my constituency of
Krishnagiri, there are thousands of families residing in Rayakotta and about
thousands of people from surrounding places are also traveling from Rayakotta
Railway Station. Many of them are traveling from Bengaluru to Hosur, Salem,
Erode, Tiruppur and Coimbatore. There are two platforms at this Station and the
passengers cross the railway track to catch the train from either of the platforms
which causes many difficulties to the students, office-going staff, old people and
lady passengers. Therefore, | urge upon the Railway Minister to take necessary
steps to construct a foot-over bridge at Rayakotta Railway Station.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL: Last week, when we discussed the Commercial Tax
(Amendment) Law, entire august House had a feeling that the Parliament is
supreme. The Supreme Court cannot dictate the Parliament. We all have the
same voice. But what happened today is that the entire national media has
projected one issue. Some of the Supreme Court Judges are also approaching
the Chief Justice of India regarding appointment of a judge in the Supreme Court.

As we know the seniority of the Supreme Court Judge who is appointed on
the same day is decided by the President by issuing the warrant of appointment
by the Government.

One of the Judges has been appointed and, actually, the Collegium has
recommended his name four months before. The Government did not give its
assent for his appointment. What was he guilty for? We parliamentarians would
like to know as to what was his fault. As per the recommendations of the
Collegium, he is one of the honest, efficient and eligible judges. But the
recommendations of the Collegium had been rejected by the Government. Then,

again, the Collegium recommended the same name.
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If you point one finger at the Judiciary for independence, you should know
that four other fingers are also pointed at the Government. Now, what is
happening? The Government’s independence is being questioned. In every
appointment of the Judges, the Government wants its own ways. That is what the
issue is. The entire country is watching what is happening in the Supreme Court.
The Judges are in a different mood. They are against the Chief Justice of India.
The system is not there in this country. Why is it happening day by day? It is
happening because of the attitude of the Government. What has the Judge been
appointed in the last? This is the question. The whole national media has
projected this. | have the report. | am seeking a clarification from the Government,
Madam Speaker. It should not be allowed.

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(xiv) Need to give incentives to develop and manufacture drugs for rare
diseases

DR. KIRIT P. SOLANKI (AHMEDABAD): World Health Organization defines rare
diseases as often debilitating lifelong disease or disorder condition with a
prevalence of A or less, per 1,000 population.

government should provide incentives to develop, innovate and manufacture
drugs for rare diseases. Also at the same time the government should give

subsidies to people suffering from rare diseases
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(xv) Regarding financial assistance to coconut growers in Karnataka

SHRI R. DHRUVANARAYANA (CHAMARAJANAGAR): | would like to draw the
kind attention of the House towards the fact that in my Constituency, Coconut is
one of the major plantation crops of Chamarajanagar District grown in an area of
10020 hectares. With an annual production of 863 lakh nuts. But for the last 6
years, this District has been suffering from severe drought and during 2016-17 all
the Taluks of this District have been declared as Drought affected. Out of 10020
ha. Coconut area, 6032 ha. is severely affected (6,60,176 Trees damaged and

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(xvii) Regarding electrification of Salem-Cuddalore railway line in Tamil
Nadu

DR. K. KAMARAJ (KALLAKURICHI): The Salem to Cuddalore Railway line was
established during the British period. This railway line was converted into broad
gauge about 10 years ago. The trains from Chennai Egmore to Coimbatore pass
through Viruddachalam and Salem. Due to alignment of the railway track, the
trains have to make a loco reversal of the rail engines at Viruddachalam and
Salem, because of this trains to and from Chennai Egmore and Coimbatore are
taking more time to reach the destination. This results in the under-utilization of
the railway line for passenger and freight transportation. The loco reversal of the
engine and the time delay could be solved if the Salem to Cuddalore railway line
is electrified. It will also enable the Railways to introduce more new trains on this

route.

Therefore, | urge the Minister for Railways to electrify the Broad gauge line
between Salem and Cuddalore and take necessary measures to introduce new
trains between Chennai Egmore to Coimbatore via Viruddachalam and Salem

and between Salem and Cuddalore.
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(xviii) Regarding establishing an Integrated Medical Plant Conservation
Park in Tamil Nadu

SHRI R. PARTHIPAN (THENI): India has one of the richest medicinal plant
clusters in the world. Several places in my Theni Parliamentary Constituency are
known for the presence of exclusive medicinal plants hitherto not grown in any
part of the world. Theni is known as the birth place of many exclusive medical
plants from which formulations for several drugs and medicines are extracted. So
there is an urgent need of setting up of an Integrated Medical Plant Conservation

Park in my Theni Parliamentary Constituency.

It can be implemented through support of the National Medicinal Plants
Board. The main aims of integrated Medical Plant Conservation Park are to

conserve the medicinal plants in its natural habitat and preserve its gene pool.

Medicinal plants from this area are the true backbone of a wide range of
local health traditions, in addition to the codified medical systems such as
Ayurveda, Siddha, Unani and Homeopathy. Several medicinal plants species
constitute many classical drug formulations and hundreds of home remedies.
Medical plants are largely put to use in 3 different forms: Curative, Promotive and

Preventive.

Medicinal plants are not only a major resource base for the traditional

medicine and herbal industry but also provide livelihood and health security to the
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people of Theni constituency. Besides this there is a possibility for revenue
generation through the marketing of these precious rare herbs in both domestic

and international arena.

Therefore, | urge the Union Ministry of AYUSH to establish an Integrated
Medical Plant Conservation Park through the generous support of National

Medicinal Plants Board and the Union Government.
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(xix) Regarding promotion of Sanskrit in the country

SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAG):  Thakur Godadhar Adarsha
Sanskrit Mahavidyalay at Kalipur ARambagh was set up by some benevolent
Sanskrit lovering person in the year 1983-84. Now the financial grant has been
stopped. | urge the minister to look into the matter for development and

improvement of our vedic culture by way of spreading Sanskrit in our country.
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(xx) Regarding leakage of database of IRCTC

SHRI DINESH TRIVEDI (BARRACKPUR): When a passenger gives the Railways
their data, they don'’t expect the data to be sold for profit. However it is a very well
known and perturbing fact that in 2016, the IRCTC database was leaked and the
information of around 1 crore people was feared stolen. Today the IRCTC website
has around 2 million site visitors every day, and it issues 700,000 tickets on an
average each day,adding to a treasure trove of over 100 terabytes of passenger
data. | understand that the government is re-assessing the disinvestment of
IRCTC, as it wants to tap the data that the platform has collected. This is the first
instance of privatisation of citizen data by a government department, leaving data
scientists and public concerned. This is a matter of grave importance and | urge
the Government to look into the matter as it is a threat to right to privacy and

leads to data manipulation.
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(xxi) Regarding construction of new railway line in Jajpur Parliamentary
Constituency of Odisha

SHRIMATI RITA TARAI (JAJPUR): Biraja Kshetra at Jajpur town in Odisha is a
famous place of pilgrimage in India at par with Dwaraka in Gujarat and Kashi in
Uttar Pradesh. Jajpur is one of the three old capitals of Odisha. A large number of
pilgrims visit the place regularly throughout the year. Absence of a railway line
has made their journey to Jajpur difficult. The State Government on their part has
recommended for this proposal several times. An RET survey for this new line
was sanctioned in the Rail Budget 2012-13, but beyond this no progress has been
made. The Ministry of Railways is requested to complete all the spade works
expeditiously and connect Jajpur Kendujhar Road — Jajpur Town - Dhamara with

a new railway line keeping in view the demands of the people of the area.
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(xxii) Regarding resolution of issue of land acquired from residents of
Mumbai, Thane, Raigad and Pune under the Maharashtra Private Forest
(Acquisition) Act, 1975

DR. SHRIKANT EKNATH SHINDE (KALYAN): Around 2,58,797 ha has been
acquired under the ‘The Maharashtra Private Forest (Acquisition) Act, 1975’. As
per section 22 (A) of the Act, the whole or part of the land can be restored to the
original owner, if due to the acquisition under the Act, his land holding has
become less than 12 ha. 87,006.74 ha. land have been thus restored. In the
Bombay Govt. Notification (29.03.1956), notices under sec 35(3) and/or
notification under Sec 35 (1) of Indian Forest Act, 1927 were issued by
Maharashtra government almost 60 years ago but the land was never taken over.
Now, these areas have been recorded as forest and all activities stopped. Lakhs
of residents are living under constant fear. Therefore, | request to resolve the
matter expeditiously, considering the future of lakhs of residents from Mumbai,

Thane, Raigad and Pune.
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(xxiii) Regarding establishment of Jawahar Navodaya Vidyalayas and
Kendriya Vidyalayas in newly formed districts of Telangana

SHRI B. VINOD KUMAR (KARIMNAGAR): The idea of Jawahar Navodaya
Vidyalayas was conceived by former Prime Minister of India Rajiv Gandhi. The
concept of opening a JNV in every district of India was born as a part of the
National Policy on Education, 1986 with an aim of providing excellence coupled
with social justice. The Kendriya Vidyalayas are a system of central government
schools in India that were instituted under the aegis of the Ministry of Human
Resource Development (MHRD). All the schools are affiliated to the Central
Board of Secondary Education (CBSE). Its objective is to educate children of the
Indian Defence Services personnel who are often posted to remote locations.
With the army starting its own Army Public Schools, the service was extended
(but not restricted) to all central government employees.Telangana was carved
out with 10 districts from Andhra Pradesh.Now,21 New districts were created on
11 October,2016 which led to 31 districts in Telangana. The division of districts is
to make the administration more effective and thereby making the public service
delivery reach the last mile.

| hereby request Government of India to establish Jawahar Navodaya
Vidyalayas in every new district that was formed and Kendriya Vidyalayas in the

headquarters of the newly formed districts.
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(xxiv) Need to develop Murshidabad in West Bengal as a tourist circuit

SHRI MD. BADARUDDOZA KHAN (MURSHIDABAD): Murshidabad is a historical
place of interest for many decades. Hazarduari (Nawab Palace), Imambara, Katra
Mosque, Nashipur Rajbari, Katgola Garden, Topkhana, Moti Jheel, Khosbaag
Graveyard and so many other places of historical interest are there. Every year at
least 10 to 12 lakhs tourists from all over the country and abroad come to visit
these spots. Archeological Survey of India (ASI) has taken the charge of some
monuments. We can generate employment of local people in this sector if we
utilize it planfully. But due to lack of planning, publicity and infrastructure
development we are not getting full benefit from this sector. Government of India
is now encouraging tourism by forming some Tourist Circuits. Now, | appeal to the
Ministry of Tourism to form a new tourist circuit in Murshidabad naming ‘Nawab

Circuit’.
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(xxv) Need to review the decision to cancel export of sheep & goats to UAE

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): Following a protest and
petition in the Bombay High Court by the Jain community, the Central
Government decided to cancel the export of over one lakh sheep and goat to the
UAE from Nagpur last month. This export of live sheeps and goats was intended
to generate additional revenue for farmers of the Vidarbha region in Maharashtra,
which has high farmer suicide rate. It was expected to increase the income of the
Dhangar community of traditional shepherds, butchers and farmers who could be
the primary beneficiaries of the international transaction. Export of livestock,
mainly goats, is a significant source of non-farm income to rural households in
India. India has considerable export potential in livestock exports. In 2015-16,
India exported nearly 7385.61 tonnes of livestock. | urge the Central Government
to look into the plight of Maharashtra’s farmers and the Dhangar community in
particular, which has suffered the most by the cancellation of the export by the

Ministry of Commerce and Industry.
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(xxvi) Regarding formulation of a National Library Policy

SHRI TEJ PRATAP SINGH YADAV (MAINPURI): Libraries play the pivotal role by
providing access to information/knowledge resources/services to meet
informational, educational, recreational and cultural needs of the community
through a range of national, institutional and public libraries. Yet Library and
Information Services (LIS) sector in India has not developed to keep pace with the
paradigmatic changes taking place in society. At present, Libraries being a State
subject and without a National Library Act, there is no common direction or
coordination among them resulting into pathetic condition of public libraries in the
country.

Government has formulated National Policies like Education Policy,
Tourism Policy etc. for overall development of various sectors. Due to partial and
ineffective implementation of state legislation, a National Library Policy is needed
to make India a knowledge society. | request the Minister of Culture to formulate a
NATIONAL LIBRARY POLICY at the earliest to facilitate coordinated

development of libraries systems and services in country.
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(xxvii) Need to provide banking facilities in all the villages adopted
under Saansad Adarsh Gram Yojana

SHRI DUSHYANT CHAUTALA (HISAR): The Central Government in the year
2014 had initiated the scheme Saansad Adarsh Gram Yojana with the intention of
developing model villages in every Lok sabha constituency. Under this scheme,
Members of Parliament were asked to adopt one village every year in their
respective constituency so as to provide necessary support for development of
that adopted village. Accordingly, | had adopted three villages till now in my Hisar
Lok Sabha constituency and have been taking various initiatives to promote these
villages with all basic facilities. However, in spite of my numerous attempts, till
today these adopted villages do not have banking facility. The same situation
remains in various other villages of my constituency which are entitled as per the
norms of Reserve Bank of India namely villages Badala, Mohala, Kharbala,
Masoodpur, Beer, Chainat, Kumbha, Sultanpur, Balak, Bhagana, Bhaini
Ameerpur, Jamawadi, Shekhpura, Matloda, Bobua. Therefore, | urge the
Government to take necessary action to provide basic banking facilities in those

villages including the villages adopted under Sansaad Adarsh Gram Yojana.

K. GOPAL (NAGAPATTINAM): Respected Deputy Speaker, Sir, thank you
for giving me this opportunity.

| wish to remember and extend my gratitude to my beloved leader Amma
before | speak on this very important Bill brought by the Union Government in the
light of the recent court rulings and issues of unrest.

On March 20, the Supreme Court had barred automatic arrests under the
Act, mandated preliminary inquiries before the First Information Reports (FIRs)
are registered, and said that there would be no bar on anticipatory bail. The
judgment triggered widespread protests by Dalit groups which argued that the
verdict had diluted the law meant to protect the marginalised communities from
crime and discrimination. It seems, the growing unrest among the SCs and STs
had made the Government to think seriously about the recent developments.

Sir, the Father of our Nation, Mahatma Gandhi has said: “Untouchability is
a sin and my fight against untouchability is a fight against impure in humanity.”
Had he been alive today, he would have condemned the lynching and mobocracy
with much stricter tone and tenor.

| am glad that our hon. Prime Minister and his team had took a historical
decision that important changes would be made to restore the status as it was
prior to the decision of the Supreme Court, dated 20" March 2018.

The three main provisions proposed in the amendments are, no prior

inquiry before registering an FIR, no permission required before arrests, and no
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provision for anticipatory bail. The nationwide protest by Dalit groups demanding
that the Government reverse the SC order had built pressure on the Government
to restore the 1989 law to its original form. The law was first enacted in 1989 and
strengthened in 2015 when caste slurs were also brought under its ambit. But the
conviction rate under the Act remains low, and was just 15 per cent in 2016,
according to the National Crime Records Bureau.

Sir, Dalits and the Tribals are the most marginalised sections of the Indian
society. Many atrocities have been committed against them since time
immemorial.

Sir, the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities)
Act protects them against discrimination and atrocities. However, dalits and tribals
still face discrimination. On the other side, there is a widespread concern over
misuse of the provisions of the Act against innocent persons. As per the Supreme
Court of India, the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of
Atrocities) Act has become an instrument of blackmailing and is being used for
vengeance and to satisfy vested interests. Crimes against the people of SC/ST
communities are of various forms. It is difficult to separate atrocities against
SC/ST from law and order problems. So, in many instances, the case is
registered under IPC or CrPC than POA.

Coming to the issue of social boycott, | would like to say that caste

panchayat often acts as an arena for perpetrating atrocities against dalits by

troubling and discriminating them from society. Baba Saheb Ambedkar had
recognized that discrimination occurs in multiple axes like boycott, stigmatization,
segregation and they try to fit it out on all these axes.

We need a comprehensive anti-discrimination law in lines withthe Civil
Rights entitlements in the United States and the United Kingdom. The Law
Commission drafted the Prohibition of Unlawful Assembly (Interference with the
Freedom of Matrimonial Alliances) Bill, 2011 that sought to declare the caste
panchayats unlawful.

In a society like India, where caste structures are still dominant in the form
of endogamy, honour killings are prevalent on a wide scale. Dalits are always at
the receiving end of the violence.

The term ‘cow vigilantism’ is used to describe the lawlessness happening
under the name of cow protection. Dalits and Muslims are at the receiving end of
this vigilantism. Since in most cases dalits are engaged in occupation of leather
making from hides of cow, they are invariably targeted by vigilantes. Cow
vigilantism has increased in the last two years.

In the post-Indian rural development model, OBCs became the new
oppressors of dalits in place of traditional upper castes. Post-1990 Reforms, there
was a resurgence among dalits due to reservation policy led to the emergence of
middle class among dalits, who spearheaded dalit movements. Identity politics

from leaders among dalits themselves began to express itself. Urbanization and
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other opportunities followed by 1990-Reforms led to improvement in dalits life.
This resurgence was met with violent clashes among upper castes/ OBCs and
dalits. But dalits were at the receiving end of almost all these atrocities like Bhima-
Koregaon violence in Maharashtra and Una violence in Gujarat.

The people of SC/ST communities also face a lot of discrimination in
Universities and colleges as well as all the educational institutions. This is the
bitter truth and a very sad state of affair even when India is going to celebrate its
72" Independence Day.

Sir, atrocities against dalits at Kizhavenmani, which is in my constituency in
Tamil Nadu; Karamchedu and Tsunduru in Andhra Pradesh, Bathani Tola,
Laxmanpur Bathe and Kambalapalli in Karnataka, Bhima-Koregaon violence in
Maharashtra and Una violence in Gujarat have been like wake up calls to the
Governments of the day both at the Centre and the States.

There are many nuanced and subtle forms of atrocities that are meted out
to the people of SC/ST communities. With every passing day, there is one or the
other incident of atrocities against SC/ST people. In fact, their everyday life is a
struggle against entrenched atrocities, as they are facing discrimination from
every facet of life, education, employment, marriage, status, food habits and so
on.

In the case of tribals, that is, the Scheduled Tribe people, it is still more

alarming. Since dalits are widespread and live in close vicinity of other castes,
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atrocities against them are more frequent and more visible. But tribals are
concentrated in some areas and are more isolated from other sections of society.
The Government from time to time has introduced many measures for preventing
these atrocities, especially under the aegis of Article 17. But these atrocities are
widespread throughout the length and breadth of the nation.

Sir, Article 17 of the Constitution outlaws the practice of untouchability.
However, despite legal and constitutional provisions, SCs and STs continue to
face many forms of untouchability practices as well as social, economic and
institutional deprivations. The Constitution of India vide Article 15 lays down that
no citizen shall be subjected to any disability or restriction on the grounds of
religion, race, caste, sex or place of birth. It also guarantees that every citizen
shall have equality of status and opportunity.

The Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities)
Amendment Bill was passed in the year 2014 after the present Government came
to power.

The Act prohibits commission of offences against members of Scheduled
Castes, Scheduled Tribes and establishes special courts for the trial of such
offences and for the rehabilitation of victims. But the atrocities committed against
the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe people have increased. This is a

worrisome situation.
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The more worrying part is, people from the Scheduled Caste and
Scheduled Tribe community, and minority communities were lynched and Kkilled,
while revengeful acts were committed on majority community causing communal
tensions and clashes in some parts of the country. This should be totally stopped.
While the Government at the Centre and in the States are responsible, equally
responsible are the opposition parties, the communal elements, more importantly
the media, the social media in particular. It is everybody’s collective responsibility
to maintain peace and harmony in the society.

In the words of Dr. A.P.J. Abdul Kalam: “Where there is righteousness in
the heart, there is beauty in the character; when there is beauty in the character,
there is harmony in the home; when there is harmony in the home, there is order
in the nation; when there is order in the nation, there is peace in the world.”

The Government at the Centre and some State Governments were under
attack over lynch mobs killing those suspected of cow slaughter or eating beef. A
string of such incidents have been reported from several States, including
Jharkhand, Haryana and U.P., shocking the nation and prompting protests.

Vigilante cow protection group have killed people for transporting cattle.
Men from minority community have been lynched by mobs, mostly for allegedly
storing beef and in one case for helping an inter-faith couple elope. Many are
wondering whether India is hurtling towards a ‘mobocracy’. There is a sense of

rapid breakdown of law and order when it comes to protecting Scheduled Castes

and Scheduled Tribes and minorities. But some sections of people accused the
media of ‘over reporting’ the incidents. Hate crims are not new in India. It is feudal
in nature. Today, they shake our conscience. | think even if they are over hyped
and over reported, a responsible Government cannot say lynching or hate crimes
are something new.

India has a shambolic record when it comes to religious violence. Dalit
women and men are routinely branded as witches and lynched to death for
property in many parts of the country. In Gujarat, a group of Dalits have been
flogged in public, who were allegedly skinning a dead cow near Una town. Four
of them were brutally beaten with iron rods, stripped, tied to a vehicle and
paraded in the main market near police station in Una. The flogging was filmed,
posted on social media and went viral within hours. This had led to public outburst
and condemning of such shocking incidents.

There are various types of discrimination against Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes ranging from denial of entry into non-Dalit houses and places of
worship, prohibitions against food sharing, denial of cremation and burial grounds,
denial of access to water facilities, ban on marriage processions, not being
allowed t sell milk to cooperatives, denial of barber and laundry services.

As per crime statistics of India, every 18 minutes a crime is committed
against Scheduled Castes; everyday 27 atrocities are committed against them,

which includes three rapes, 11 assaults and 13 murders; every week five of their
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homes or possessions are burnt and six persons kidnapped or abducted. This is
really alarming and needs to be addressed immediately by the Government at the
Centre and States.

Dalits in India are not allowed entry into temples in villages; common
crematoriums too are out of bounds for them. Are we not ashamed of such
incidents being taking place even now? The UN Special Report on Violence
against Women noted that Dalit women face targeted violence, even rape and
death, from State actors and powerful members of dominant castes who employ
these methods to inflict political lessons and crush dissent within the community.

Atrocities against women belonging to Scheduled Castes or Scheduled
Tribes should be tried by special courts for women with women judges and
women public prosecutors, preferably belonging to Scheduled Caste or
Scheduled Tribe community.

All women police stations in Tamil Nadu — first of its kind in the world — are
the brain child of Puratchi Thalaivi Amma. These all women police stations
provideassistance and redress the grievances of all women, especially SCs and
STs. All other States of the country can try to follow this method to provide
protection to women.

Around 70 per cent of the Scheduled Castes and 85 per cent of the
Scheduled Tribes are living in rural areas in Tamil Nadu. The socially

disadvantaged groups of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes need a
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constant special focus for the socio-economic advancement and our Amma’s
Government in Tamil Nadu is committed to continue its efforts for their welfare
and upliftment.

Tamil Nadu Government has taken several steps by framing appropriate
policies needed to design and implement various welfare programmes for
achieving the objectives for creating favourable environment to ensure speedy
socio-economic development of Scheduled Castes and Tribes.

Sir, despite special protective laws and their implementation for many
decades, the Scheduled Castes continue to be the victims of caste-based
untouchability and atrocities. Though most of such incidents go often unreported
yeteven the cases registered under these laws also end up in acquittal. The
increasing number of atrocities on the dalits and tribals lead to gross violation of
their human rights in a larger context.

In most cases, unwillingness to file a First Information Report (FIR) under
the Act comes from caste-bias. Policemen are reluctant to file cases against
fellow caste-members because of the severity of the penalties imposed by the
Act. Most offences are non-bailable and carry minimum punishment of five years’
imprisonment. The victims who actually manage to lodge a complaint face large
obstacles. Failure to follow through with cases is alarmingly apparent at the

lowest echelons of the judicial system.
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Out of several thousands of prevention of atrocities cases pending in the
courts, only a limited numbers are brought to trial. Such delay is endemic to the
Indian judicial system. Judicial bias against SC and ST people is rampant and
unchecked, which needs to be curbed and checked. Seeking justice through the
special laws is not an easy task, since it demands adherence to number of
procedures on the part of the victims, accused, police, the special public
prosecutor and others concerned at every stage of the case, which is often turned
out to be very costly, tiresome and time-consuming particularly for the victims.
The law enforcement agency, the police and the judiciary should be free from
caste prejudice to address this perennial social problem. We should be united and
committed to protect the basic human rights and principles of justice, equality,
liberty and fraternity.

“‘My final words of advice to you are educate, agitate and organise; have
faith in yourself. For us, it is not a battle for wealth or for power. It is a battle for
freedom; it is a battle for reclamation of human personality.” This statement of Dr.
Baba Saheb Ambedkar among the dalit community and its supporters and

sympathizers resounds louder today than ever.
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DR. TAPAS MANDAL (RANAGHAT): | thank you, Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, for
allowing me to speak on the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes
(Prevention of Atrocities) Amendment Bill, 2018. | am also thankful to my party
leader Miss Mamata Banerjee, my other Party leaders of Trinamool Congress and
the people of West Bengal belonging to SC/ST communities. Our leader, Miss
Mamata Banerjee is trying hard to protect the people belonging to downtrodden
classes.

In West Bengal, our leader cares for them. It is not my claim. It is on record.
The report says that the SCs/STs are very much taken care of and they are very
much safe in the State of West Bengal in comparison to other States of India.

Today, we are very happy to see the long-awaited amendment and a
welcome decision by the Government of India. The Government has brought this
amendment following the huge pressure in the form of agitation, a lot of unrests
etc. in the country among the dalit communities.

Due to their huge pressure, the Government was bound to come in this
Parliament with an Amendment. So, it is not their intention, but they were
pressurized to do so.

My point is that if they are very much willing to make this Amendment, then
why did they not come with an Ordinance earlier? | am asking this because this
judgment of the Supreme Court came on 20 March in the case of the State of

Maharashtra Vs. Dr. Subhash Kashinath Mahajan where the Supreme Court gave
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the judgment. The essence of that is that preliminary inquiry must be prior to FIR,
if any member of SC or ST community was harassed by the common people.

Another concern of mine is that if the Government is very much in favour of
this Amendment, then why has that Judge -- who has given the judgment against
the dalit community in the Supreme Court -- been appointed by the Government
in the National Green Tribunalon the next day? Why was it so? This is against the
interest of the SC and ST community of this country.

However, we feel relieved. Our Party, under the guidance of Madam
Mamata Banerjee, supports the Bill and the Amendment. Since coming to power
in West Bengal, SC, ST, OBC and minority community people feel safe in the
State as she cares for them, and this is not our claim, but it is evident from the
published report by the NCRB.

If we look at the national statistics since 2014, Bihar is the State where the
highest rate of crimes against SC and ST population has taken place. As regards
crimes against the SCs specifically, Madhya Pradesh, which is a BJP-ruled State,
is the highest at 43.4 per cent. As regards crimes against the ST population
specifically, Rajasthan, which is again a BJP-ruled State, is the highest at 12.9
per cent. So, it is a shame for the country that the crimes against the SC and ST
people are the maximum in the NDA Government and the BJP Government,

wherever they are in power.
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About seven-members of a dalit family were allegedly beaten up by a group
of Gau Rakshaks for skinning a dead cow in Una Town of Gir Somnath District of
Gujarat. On 21 May 2018, five people were accused for flogging Mr. Mukesh
Vaniya, a 30-year old dalit man, who was tied to the gate of a factory and beaten
to death at Rajkot in Gujarat. So, a lot of crimes against SCs and STs happened
in the States of Gujarat, Madhya Pradesh, Bihar, Uttar Pradesh and so many
other States where the BJP is in power.

This amendment proposes that preliminary enquiry shall not be required for
registration of the First Information Report against any person and the
Investigating Officer shall not require approval for the arrest, if necessary, of any
person. We support this amendment for the sake of the Scheduled Caste and the
Scheduled Tribe communities. | think, nobody in Parliament opposes this
amendment because it is a long pending demand. It is the demand of the
depressed classes and the Scheduled Casteand the Scheduled Tribe
communities. All of us together support this amendment.

If we look towards the statistics, then, we see over 1.44 lakh cases of
atrocities against the Scheduled Castes, and 23,408 cases of atrocities against
the Scheduled Tribes came for trial before the Judiciary in 2016, as per the last
available data from the NCRB. Of this, only 10 per cent cases were completed for

trial. Later, just a fourth of this number ended in conviction. In the case of the
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Scheduled Tribes, only 12 per cent cases were completed for trial, and a fifth of
this number ended in conviction.

The number of courts exclusively for the Scheduled Castes and the
Scheduled Tribes Act is very less as compared to the requirement. Out of 700
odd districts, only 194 have the recommended exclusive courts for the Scheduled
Caste and the Scheduled Tribe communities. Exclusive courts should be set up
in other districts to render proper justice to the Scheduled Castes and the
Scheduled Tribes communities.

A part of the unfinished agenda identified in the Scheduled Castes and the
Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Act is the poor rate of convictions.
This lawis commonly called the SC & ST Act, which requires all States to provide
for an ample number of Special Courts that can hear cases of atrocities against
the Scheduled Caste and the Scheduled Tribe communities.

Right now, major concerns of our country are rising pendency cases and
falling conviction rates. Sir, almost 90 per cent of the cases filed under the
Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes Act languish in courts at the end of
every year. When they manage to complete trial, on an average five years, later,
a majority of them end in acquittals.

If we see the increase of crimes against the SCs and the STs between
2010 and 2016, we see crimes increased by 10 per cent against the SCs and

there was a six per cent increase in crimes against the STs. If we see the rise of
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pending cases against the SCs and STs at the end of 2016, it was 91 per cent
against SCs, and it was 78 per cent against the STs. Conviction rate for crimes
against SCs and STs during 2016, it was only 16 per cent, but in 2010, it was 38
per cent. It was better in 2010 where the conviction rate for crimes against SCs
and the STs was 38 per cent. When the present Government took over, the
percentage came down to 16 per cent.

That means the conviction rate has reduced to a very large extent and
pendency of the cases has increased. You can see that 98.6 per cent of all the
crimes against Scheduled Castes that came for trial in 2016 did not end in
convictions. In the case of crimes against Schedule Tribes, 99.2 per cent cases
did not see convictions at all. This is a failure of the present Government.

Fourteen States have special courts mandated by Section 40 of the Act, the
others have already designated district and session courts for this purpose. Ten
per cent of the cases of crimes against Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
which were under police investigation were labelled as false.

So, these are the problems we are having in this country. Regarding
atrocities against persons belong to Scheduled Castes, there is a high prevalence
of such cases in the States like Uttar Pradesh where it is 25.6 per cent and in
Rajasthan, it is 12.6 per cent. If we see the metropolitan cities like Jaipur in

Rajasthan and Lucknow, Kanpur etc., there is a high prevalence of the
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crimes/atrocities against people belonging to the Scheduled Castes. These are all
the States which are presently ruled by the BJP Government.

Since 2014, the general trends for crimes against people belonging to the
Scheduled Castes have seen an overall decrease of 3.8 per cent only with a
significant drop of 8 per cent in 2015. So, it is also our concern.

A huge backlog is there. The judiciary is the body in charge of enforcing the
rights of SCs/STs under the Act by conducting a fair trial and convicting the
prosecuted persons if found guilty. The conviction rates for cases involving
SCs/STs atrocities are slightly below the all-India rate of 21 per cent. For
Scheduled Tribes, it is 20.8 per cent and it is significantly higher in cases involving
Scheduled Castes which is 25 per cent. The conviction rate is particularly low in
the States like Karnataka, Odisha and Andhra Pradesh.

In case of Rajasthan, a lot of incidents and crimes against SCs/STs have
happened. At the investigation stage, a total 1060 cases were disposed of by the
police due to mistake of the fact of the victims. Out of these cases, 691 cases
have taken place in the State of Rajasthan. This is a serious concern. The people
belonging to SCs/STs are being beaten by the mob. In the name of mob lynching
and in the name of hate crimes, mostly, the downtrodden people of SCs/STs and
minorities are the victims and are being beaten up. So, these things are

happening mostly in the States where the BJP Government is ruling.
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Many of the hon. Members are talking about Dr. Ambedkar and his
contribution. | want to make a few points. Dr. Ambedkar is now a point of
business. The BJP and Congress are doing business with his name. We the
common people, we the people from the downtrodden classes, should not see
Ambedkar as a point of business. Baba Saheb Ambedkar is a father figure and if
we want to respect him, we have to pay respect to the downtrodden communities
of the country. That is not happening in the country, especially in the BJP-ruled
States.

| want to give some suggestions. Courts should be established for cases
exclusively for SC/ST communities. In the whole country the number of courts is
very less as compared to the present requirement. Therefore, establishing the
maximum number of courts exclusively for dealing with cases against SC/ST
communities should be taken up. Vacancies in the courts should be filled up on
priority basis so that the increasing tendency of pendency of cases could be
minimised.

Giving justice to the downtrodden people is the ultimate objective. They
should not have to wait for a long time to get justice. Now they have to wait for
five years, ten years, fifteen years, and even after that no judgment comes.
Therefore, speedy justice is required for the people. Empowerment of SC/ST
community people should be done. By giving them proper education, proper legal

facilities, you can improve their social status.
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Lastly, | want to highlight that the increment of funds under the Tribal Sub
Plan, Scheduled Castes Sub Plan is required and there should be no diversion of
funds.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, with these words, | from my Party support this Bill.

Dr. B.R. Ambedkar wrote in his Annihilation of Caste, “... turn in any
direction you like, Caste is the monster that crosses your path. You cannot have
political reform, you cannot have economic reform, unless you Kkill this monster”.
Is it not true that tonsuring of head, sharing off mustache, garlanding with
chappals, denying access to water/fire/irrigation/forest rights, forcing people to
carry human excreta/wastes/dead bodies, imposing social/economic boycott,
forcing someone to remove garments/dresses, forcing people to leave their
house/residencel/village, inappropriate touching, using words/acts/gestures etc.

are only aimed at the specific deprived communities, till today and the existing

laws have failed to prevent all these?

* English translation of the speech delivered in Oria
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Hon’ble Supreme Court in the verdict of May 2018 has said that the aim of
the 1989 act was not to prevent the Government officials from dispensing their
duties in fair manner but to make sure that it was not used as a tool of blackmail
or vengeance. At the outset, | would categorically put it on record that, this
amendment bill restores a commitment that the deprived and the exploited
sections need to get justice. This bill will go a long way to make the provision that
an FIR be lodged, and that no approval of a senior officer would be needed for the
arrest. Thus section 18A, when passed, will ensure ‘preliminary enquiry’ shall not
be required for registration of an FIR against any person, or arrest, if necessary,
of a person shall not require any approval. As per the statement of objects and
reasons of the amendment bill, once theinvestigating officer has reasons to
suspect that an offence has been committed, the accused can be arrested. This
decision to arrest or not to arrest can not be taken away from the investigating
officer.

Do we live in a casteless society? It is not correct to say a casteless
society in India will lead to no threat to her unity and integrity. Rather, | think,
non-implementation or lesser implementation of the existing prevention of
atrocities act or rules should never be tolerated. Those who say there is misuse
of law, they do not judge and they do not try to have a balanced view. When |
find during 2014 the conviction rate in the SC/ST Act is only 28 percent, in 2015 it

is only 27 percent and in 2016 this has further come down to 25 percent, | want to
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ask, why this rate is so low? Is it because the Government and the employees,
who implement this act, want it to be so! Fact is fact. The truth is the SCs and
STs are oppressed, depressed and subjugated to atrocities. Whether one admits
it or not the Government is a silent spectator and deliberately not doing enough to
act against those who are attacking time and again. In the last couple of years
assault on the lives/livelihoods have increased, non-release of scholarships have
increased and there has also been drastic reduction of reserved faculty positions
in the universities in this country. Monetary relief or financial assistance to SC/ST
victims of atrocities are not being released in time. Legal aid cells for these
people are non-existent or not reaching the intended beneficiaries. People are
suffering for many days. As we all know, the Government is a collective group
that must work for the benefit of the public at large, but it is not doing enough.

Another sorry state of affairs is that the media which should play an
important and decisive role in strengthening the democracy, is not mentioning the
cases of atrocities made against the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
community, across the states.

Sir, in my state Odisha the Chief Minister Shri Naveen Patnaik has
extended every kind of support to the people of SC & ST category. Perhaps no

other state of India has done so much for them.
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Last but not the least; Shri Jagannath temple at Puri, does not recognize
castes and the Jagannath Samskruti cherishes the concept of Basudheiba
Kutumbakam.

SHRI BALKA SUMAN (PEDDAPALLI): Mr. Chairman, Sir, thank you for giving
me this opportunity to speak on this important Bill.

Sir, with your permission, | would like to speak from here.

| would like to mention that the provisions of the Bill are engaging the
attention of the entire nation. Today is being observed as the Chundur Day in the
State of Andhra Pradesh. It is a village in the State of Andhra Pradesh. On August
6,1991, 13 people belonging to the Dalit community were massacred in Chundur.
Sadly, after 27 years of the incident justice has not been done to the families of
the victims. This is the situation in this country. This is what | would like to bring to
the notice not only of this august House but also to the entire nation.

We all know the reason as to why this Bill has been brought forward after
so many months. Let me make it very clear that out of compulsion and political
necessity only this Bill has been brought forward by this Government. Nothing
more than that. The whole nation is well aware of the unfortunate incidents that
took place in the country which forced the Government to bring this Bill. The
judgement came on March 20. After the judgement was pronounced, the people
belonging to Dalit community and people belonging to the progressive sections of

the society were literally shocked. That judgement issued guidelines to protect
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public servants and private individuals from arbitrary and immediate arrest under
the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Act,
1989. As an youngster of this country, particularly belonging to the Dalit
community, | was also shocked at this judgement.

Sir, what happened after that judgement? As was mentioned by my brother
Shri Ravindra Babu, the controversial judge was rewarded by being made the
Chairman of the NGT on the day of his retirement. | sincerely request this
Government that if they had any sympathy towards the people belonging to the
Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes, then they should remove that judge
immediately. | would like to know about this from the hon. Minister.

Sir, the order bans automatic arrest and registration of cases for alleged
harassment of SCs and STs and dilutes the law which aims at protecting the
marginalised communities against discrimination and atrocities. The highly
controversial ruling of the Supreme Court on March 20 deeply hurt the feelings of
the people belonging to the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in this
country. | would like to say one thing very clearly here. If anyone says that this
Government is committed to the welfare of the SCs and STs; this Government is
committed to the upliftment of the SCs and STs in this country, then it is a big
joke. In spite of so much pressure from different groups, this Government is still
supporting the controversial judge by rewarding him and making him the

Chairman of the NGT.
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Sir, TRS is first party in this country to have responded to this judgement
calling it unfortunate and our hon. Chief Minister, Shri K. Chandrasekhar Rao,
urged the hon. Prime Minister to restore the faith among the Dalits and Tribals
and assure them that this Government stands with the Dalits and Tribals in this
country. | would like to speak on this issue a bit more elaborately.

In 1928, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar highlighted violence against depressed
classes in his submission to the Simon Commission. After Independence, two
main laws were brought into effect in order to implement the provisions of article
17 and other related articles of the Indian Constitution aimed at preventing
unequal treatment, oppression and with the objective of eradicating inherent
discriminatory attitude against the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. This
Parliament has passed the Untouchability (Offences) Act, 1955. In 1976, it was
renamed as the Protection of Civil Rights (PCR) Act. Owing to the ineffectiveness
of the Act, the SCs and STs (Prevention of Atrocities) Act came into existence in
1989.

We need reservation and we will continue to
have reservation until the last Dalit and tribal practically feels that he or she is a
part of the nation and treated with equality. When the very survival of Dalits or
tribals is not safeguarded, how can they avail the fruits of reservation and become
equal with others in the Indian society? That is why, | say that reservation should
be there. That is where this Act makes the difference and that is why, this Act
should be there.

| would like to give some figures as per the NCRB record. India has over
180 million Dalits. A crime is committed against a Dalit every 15 minutes. Six
Dalit women are raped every day. Over the last ten years (2007-2017), there has
been a 66 per cent growth in crime against the Dalits.

This Modi-led BJP Government which has come to power in 2014 and the
long-ruled Congress Government before that have miserably failed in

understanding the country and in protecting the rights of Dalits, adivasis, OBCs
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and minorities. The present Modi-led BJP Government is doing nothing short of its
previous Governments. It is simply following the footsteps of the Congress.

When Indira Gandhi was the Prime Minister of India, then India became
Indira India and after that, it was known as Emergency India. We all know what
had happened during the period of emergency. | do not want to get into the details
of it.

What is happening presently? All the time, we hear Clean India, Green

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SHRI JITENDRA CHAUDHURY (TRIPURA EAST): Hon. Chairman, Sir, on the
behalf of my Party, definitely, | do support this Bill, but, at the same time, there are
some strong observations. Sir, why this has been necessitated -- not only this
amendment but also the enactment of this Bill? If we are to assess this thing, we
have to go centuries back. Today, regarding Caste System, we are talking about
the reservation; we are talking about the atrocities. From where has it been
generated? The Caste System that has been prevailing in our society is centuries
long. Though there have been social reforms, still, we have been endeavouring to
overcome this situation. But, today’s situation is, due to the apathy of the
Government and their wrong policies, we are not witnessing any kind of
overcoming of this curse or menace.

Sir, if we see as to why the Supreme Court Judgement has come and what
the background behind it is, you must be knowing about the case of Mr. Bhaskar
Karbhari Gaikwad. He belongs to the Mahar community of Maharashtra. He was
holding a post of Storekeeper in a Pharmacy College of Maharashtra. He wrote a
complaint to the higher authority against the Principal and one Professor of that
college, who happen to belong to an upper caste. Those two persons, the
Principal and the Professor, have indulged in corruption. The honest Dalit
employee lodged the complaint and these two higher officers and other people
started harassing him. Subsequently, from the Lower Court to the High Court,

finally the case has reached the Supreme Court and it passed the Judgement on
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20" March, 2018 which has diluted whatever the protection is there in the Act to
protect the Adivasis and to protect the SCs and STs. In this way, if we see, if this
can happen with a Storekeeper who is not uneducated or poor and marginalised
like the other common Adivasis or SCs and STs, think about the other millions of
the Adivasis. My brother from Telangana has just voiced his concern about
millions of Adivasis who are languishing, be it in case of their jobs; be it in case of
their lands, and they are suffering due to so many other issues.

Sir, of course this kind of an enactment and this amendment will bring some
change but what about the overall change in the condition of their life where we

are talking about social emancipation? The other Party people are also saying

development of Adivasis and Dalits, for giving them their share over land, for
giving them the right to education, for giving them the right to work, for giving
them the right to get elected and function as elected representatives etc. and
when they get that kind of opportunities.

Sir, in 2011, the Socio-Economic Caste Census was conducted. On many
occasions our friends here raised the question as to why it is not being published.
As per the information collected from the Socio-Economic Caste Census of 2011,

what is the situation of the Scheduled Castes in the country? As per the data, the
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monthly income of 95 per cent families of the Scheduled Tribes in our country is
less than Rs. 5,000 and the same is the situation in the case of Dalits too. Why is
it so? If we see the case of the Scheduled Tribes, they inhabit in the midst of
abundance of nature. Where do the Advisasis live? They live in the hills,
mountains from where the river comes, they live amidst the abundance of nature.
But they do not have any share to that resource. They are not only below the
poverty line, but they are very much below, deep down the poverty line because
our system does not allow them to have a share over these resources. They are
living in the hills and forests for centuries. But they do not have any right over
forest resources. That is why, this disparity is there and the gap is widening now.
When we come to the recognition of forest rights, in our country, not only the
Scheduled Castes, but there are also other forest dwellers. They have also not
got any right over the land under the Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional
Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.
SHRI JITENDRA CHAUDHURY : Sir, | have just started. It is a very important
legislation. Please give me some more time.

Sir, till today, more than one crore families are inhabiting in the forest land.
But only 47 lakh applications have been received. Out of that, 30 lakh applications
have been outrightly cancelled without any hearing and only 17 lakh people have

been conferred the forest rights. There also, after the Modi Government came to
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power, most of the families, who are conferred with forest rights, are being evicted
from there in the name of constructing track for the bullet train, in the name of
construction of industrial corridor etc. Thousands of hectares of land are being
released for the corporates. Where is the Environment Assessment? Where is the
Social Impact Assessment there? These assessments are there only for the
Scheduled Tribes and the Scheduled Castes.

Sir, the hon. Ministers of the Government are sitting here. They have
supplied information regarding cases of atrocities committed against the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. | would like to give this information for
three years, 2014, 2015 and 2016. According to the information supplied by them
in this House, the cases of atrocities against the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes registered in 2014 were 40,300. It is very nominal, the actual
number would be more than three times of this figure and they are mostly from
the four BJP-ruled States, namely, Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan and Uttar
Pradesh.

Sir, | come from Araku constituency of Andhra Pradesh, which is said to be
the largest constituency in terms of size as well as in terms of Scheduled Tribes
population. | thank the Government on behalf of SCs and STs of my State for
bringing in this important legislation. The Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
(Prevention of Atrocities) Act was significantly weakened by the Supreme Court
judgment in the order released on March 28", allowing accused people to be
arrested only after a senior official has conducted an inquiry.

Sir, the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities)
Act is a key instrument to fight prejudice in society in which brutal violence against
dalits and adivasis is a common place and often has a political sanction.

| feel the powers of the legislature have been actually taken over by the
judiciary. | feel the judiciary’s intervention in the laws that are made in Parliament
is too much now and it has to be curtailed because the judiciary, the legislature
and the executive are all bound by the Constitution of India. Today, when the law
is made in this House of democracy, in this temple of democracy as per the
Constitution of India, the judiciary cannot overrule the legislature and pass rules

as they like. This has aroused the emotions and the fury of Dalits. Agitations were
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conducted across the country and as many as 12 people have lost their lives and
almost thousands of people are in jails by this order.

| wish to bring to the notice of this august House that the Court has cited
the low conviction rate under this Act to interfere as stringent provisions in the law
are being misused. As it happens, this is also a common complaint for many
upper class groups. However, the National Crime Records Bureau shows that the
proportion of false cases registered under the Act has actually fallen. It is not that
much. Even though anti-terror laws have low conviction rate, the courts never
suggested this sort of a remedy or this sort of an action to be removed. So, | fully
agree with hon. Minister when he was saying that we need to actually bring in the
Judicial Commission and reservations have to be given in the judiciary so that
people who are sitting in the judiciary will know the pain of the Dalits who are
actually being subdued, who are vulnerable sections of the community.

| would like to say in this august House that the conviction rate of those
accused of committing atrocities against Scheduled Caste population is 25.8 per
cent and Scheduled Tribe population is 25.2 per cent. The hon. Supreme Court
has passed passing remarks that the law is being mis-utilised. But where is the
question of mis-utilising the law? The statistics reveal the extent of exploitation
and injustice meted out to the Dalit community. Being on the bottom of the caste
hierarchy, Dalits have lost out on educational and employment opportunities.

Atrocities are being perpetrated against them. Despite various legal options, we
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are being subject to a lot of atrocities across the country. In my constituency also
many cases have been registered. But there is extraordinary delay in taking up
the cases. Cases are pending for years together. The investigating officers are
changing. They are not made accountable at all. Justice delayed is justice denied.
So, if the cases drag on for years together, Dalits are not able to hold on to these
cases. The witnesses are being tampered with. They do not have any protection.
They are being subdued by the upper class community. Even after seven
decades of Independence, the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe population
are still waiting for the welfare activities to penetrate down. Educational and health
amenities are still a far dream. Sub-plan grants have been diverted. This is a very
important point. For the past 30 years, an organisation called India Spend has
revealed that Rs. 2.8 lakh crore which was allocated to the Scheduled
Caste/Scheduled Tribe Sub-plan are not spent for this purpose and was diverted.
In Andhra Pradesh Rs. 25,000 crore in the past ten years have not been spent
and had been diverted for various reasons.

Hon. Minister of Tribal Affairs is present here. | would request the Minister
to kindly look into this issue and take stringent action against the erring officers.

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SHRI HARINDER SINGH KHALSA (FATEHGARH SAHIB): | was just wondering
that after so many years a law was enacted to prevent the atrocities against the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes and not even 29 years have passed that
the brilliant judges of the Supreme Court have realised that the atrocities
committed on the non-Scheduled Castes by this Act is more grievous than the
atrocities committed on the Scheduled Castes for thousands of years. There is
something wrong with us. There is something wrong with our Supreme Court.
There is something wrong with our own psyche. It smacks of lunacy, smacks of
idiosyncrasies and smacks of idiocies. It is better that we mend ourselves.

| am not here to address the Scheduled Caste voters of my constituency
like some of us are doing it. | am not here to give a speech, tabad-tod bhashan. |
do not believe in that. But, | simply want to give a jerk to all of us that we get out
of this slumber. Enough of this gimmickry atrocity act and then letting the
Supreme Court to indulge in this kind of a thing, which they have done. And, now
we are saying that our Government is trying to correct it. My question is, why did
we not provide a system where there could be meritocracy in the Supreme Court,
in the High Courts?

We are talking about reservation. When | was a Member of the National
Commission for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes for three years, | found
that there is no reservation in the administrative wing of High Courts and Supreme

Court. We want sanrakshan for reservation of the Scheduled Castes. We want
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protection from the Supreme Court, the court which itself does not believe in
reservation, the court which itself passes judgement saying that this is the general
category quota and this is the Scheduled Caste quota.

| do not know what does it mean by General Category quota. | can
understand quota for reservation. Now, when you have that kind of a jaundiced
psyche at the top of the Judiciary, what will we do? You know the quote: “As flies
to wanton boys are we to the Gods.” They Kkill us for their sport. This is what has
been happening with our Scheduled Castes all these years. Some of them do
become leaders, but then they have to toe their Party line. Each Party is bugged
by that psyche. That psyche borders on lunacy.

| am sorry to say that. But, | am saying all these things because my father
was a close friend of Dr. B.R. Ambedkar. Both of them worked together. In
Nagpur, on 10" July, my father presided over the Samta Sainik Dal conference. It
is because of the proximity with the thoughts of Dr. B.R. Ambedkar that | am
standing here.

| am telling all of you that if we keep on politicking about the issue of
Scheduled Castes, one day they will rise and then it will be very difficult for us to
quell that revolt, with all these gimmicks which we are indulging in today. Thank

you very much.
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SHRI E.T. MOHAMMAD BASHEER (PONNANI): Sir, thank you very much for
giving me this opportunity for speaking on this very important piece of legislation.

Sir, nobody can hear me, if he interrupts like this.

Sir, | support this Bill wholeheartedly because it is a very important
legislation. | would also like to endorse the views expressed by my learned friends
here with regard to the intervention of the Supreme Court. The judgement of the
Supreme Court has been widely discussed here. But one thing is sure. There are
certain limits defined in the Constitution for all the three organs of the State,
namely, the Legislature, the Executive and the Judiciary. Unfortunately, the
breaking of the Lakshman Rekha on the part of the Supreme Court is highly
objectionable. | think, this legislation will actually be a trend setter in this direction
and this will be a very good signal for healthy law-making process of this country.

Sir, coming to the specific issue, all Members have discussed it in detail. |
also endorse the views made by them that this legislation should be made a part
of the Ninth Schedule. | agree with my earlier speakers on this point. When we
deal with the atrocities committed against the Schedule Castes and the
Scheduled Tribes, protection of the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled Tribes and

the minorities should be done with a holistic approach. The law-making process
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for their welfare should also be done in a holistic manner. Similarly, in the field of
administration also, a lot of reforms are required. The Executive should be very
proactive in this respect. Then, to a certain extent, police personnel themselves
are instrumental in creating all these kinds of atrocities.

We are reading news every day about the atrocities committed against the
Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled Tribes and the Minorities. Newspapers are
publishing complete stories about various atrocities. Every day, newspapers are
coming up with stories of blood and tears. This is a shame for the whole country.
In the name of protection of cow, a lot of atrocities are committed against the
Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled Tribes and the Minorities. My only humble
appeal to the Government is to ensure higher status for human beings than cows.
That is the need of the hour, because many atrocities are committed against
these people in the country in the name of cow protection.

Then, | would like to ask the Government whether they are honest in
protecting these suppressed classes. If they are honest in protecting them, how
many Special Courts have they set up in different States? It was stipulated that
Special Courts should be set up for the trial of the cases of atrocities committed
against the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes. Similarly, the places
where untouchability is practised should be identified. | would like to ask the
Government as to how many such districts have been identified and what action

they have taken in that regard.
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Many Members have been speaking about reservation and all that.
Unfortunately, this Government has not taken any steps in this regard. | would like
to say that in spite of all the recommendations made by the National Commission
for the Scheduled Castes and the National Commission for the Scheduled Tribes,
the condition of the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled Tribes and the Backward
Minorities is going from bad to worse. On this also, the Government should pay
serious attention.

With regard to education, what is happening? Members have been
speaking about Rohit Vemula. He is no more. But what for has he sacrificed his
life? What was his hellish experience? How much has he suffered? We all know
that. So, these people must have enough opportunities to get education. Our
friends have been saying as to how deplorable is the situation of the Scheduled
Castes and the Scheduled Tribes in the field of education. Even the reserved
posts have not been filled up because competent hands are not available. So, |
would like to say that the empowerment of the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled
Tribes and the Minorites is possible only through educational empowerment.

With regard to caste system, | would like to say that supremacy of certain
castes is prevailing in our country. We have to put an end to that. Indian society is
deep-rooted in the caste system. Nobody can abolish it all of a sudden. At the
same time, when we are taking some steps to abolish it, we should do it in a

judicious manner.
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In this caste-ridden society, we have to do justice to everybody. We should
not allow any supremacy for any caste.

With these few words, | conclude. Thank you very much.

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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, |
thank you for giving me this opportunity to participate in this important amendment
Bill. Sir, | support this amendment Bill.

This Bill prohibits the commissioning of an offence against the members of
SC/ST communities. It also establishes special courts for trial of such offences
and rehabilitation of victims.

Sir, in 2018, the Supreme Court stated that for a person accused of
committing an offence under the Act, approval of the senior police official would
be required before any arrest is made. Further, the Deputy-Superintendent may
conduct preliminary inquiry to find out whether there is a prima facie case under
the Act. The Bill states that the investigating officer will not require the approval of
any authority for the arrest of the accused. Further, it provides that a preliminary
inquiry will not be required for the registration of a First Information Report against
those accused under the Act.

The Act stated that a person accused of committing an offence under the
Act cannot apply for anticipatory bail. The Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled
Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Amendment Bill, 2018 was introduced in this
august House because of the Supreme Court’s recent judgement in Dr. Subhash
Kashinath Mahajan vs. State of Maharashtra case. The Supreme Court Bench of
Justice A.K. Goel and Justice U.U. Lalit ruled on 20" March, 2018 that the arrest

of accused persons under the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes
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(Prevention of Atrocities) Act should be made after a preliminary inquiry.
Incidentally the same Bench had diluted the IPC section 498 (a) relating to
domestic matters citing gross misuse of the law by the complainants. Now,
hearing the new petition against the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes
(Prevention of Atrocities) Act, the Supreme Court today refused to change the 20"
March judgment.

Why has this Government introduced this Bill? It is because of the Supreme
Court judgment. After the Supreme Court judgment came out, in various parts of
the country, a lot of protests were conducted by the Dalit organisations. On 2"
April, 2018 a number of organisations called for a nationwide bandh. The bandh
was successful. Normal life was disrupted. In many parts of the country police
unnecessarily provoked the Dalit activists, including U.P., Madhya Pradesh,
Rajasthan, and Haryana. Nine Dalits were killed due to firing without any
provocation from the Dalits. Thousands of Ambedkarites were arrested. Hon.
Prime Minister of India, Shri Narendra Modi, never condemned the killing of these
poor Dalits. How many Union Ministers condemned these incidents? How many
BJP leaders have condemned these incidents? You are blaming the Congress
always. You are always making allegations against the Congress. But nine poor
innocent Dalit activists were killed in the BJP-ruled States by the police. But you
never condemned these incidents. The only leader who has conveyed his

solidarity and extended full support to this Dalit agitation was the Congress
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President, Shri Rahul Gandhi. He is the only one leader in the whole country who
has done this. Shri Rahul Gandhi is the only leader who supported the Dalit
agitation. ... (Interruptions) Why are you laughing? ... (Interruptions) After the
successful bandh the Government of India promised to bring a new amendment
to overcome the Supreme Court judgment, which has diluted the provisions of the
Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Act. After
these agitations, the Government should understand the seriousness of the
concerns of the Dalits over the dilution of the provisions of the Scheduled Castes
and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Act.

The hon. Home Minister of this country, Shri Rajnath Singh promised to the
Dalit organisations that the Government of India will bring an amendment to the
Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Act to
overcome the diluted judgment. But the Government of India is going back on its
promise. My leader Shri Kharge has already mentioned it here. After the Supreme
Court judgment in the month of March, how many Ordinances this Government
had promulgated? But the Government was silent on this issue. Since the
beginning of the Monsoon Session of Parliament, the Government of India is
keeping silent about amending the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes
(Prevention of Atrocities) Act. The Dalit organisations in this country again

announced that they would hold a Bharat Bandh on o" August. That is why

suddenly you brought this amendment. Otherwise, you would not have brought
this amendment.

In the beginning, Shri Ram Vilas Paswan, did not react. Nine Dalit activists
were killed due to police firing. His Party did not write any letter to the Prime
Minister to react. He has also not reacted. Now, due to the second phase of the
agitation, he suddenly woke up and wrote a letter to the Prime Minister and he
made a statement that he will resign from the Union Ministry.

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SHRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI (HYDERABAD): Deputy-Speaker, Sir, | stand to
support the Bill. | take this opportunity in thanking millions of Dalits who had
forced this anti-Dalit Government to bring this Bill. They have created a fear of
loss of power in the Government,

Sir, extreme marginalisation and persecution of Dalits, Tribals and Muslims
is the harsh reality in the last 70 years of our Independence. A crime is committed
against a Dalit every 15 minutes. Every day seven Dalit women are raped in our
country. In the last 10 years, crimes against Dalits have increased 76 per cent, as
per the NCRB data. Why do | oppose the judgement of the Supreme Court? It is
because the hon. Judges have done a travesty of justice. They have made fun of
this august House by coming to that conclusion which they came.

In the case of NCR, they had stated that false cases are filed. Did the
judges know that according to the NCRB data, in 78 per cent of cases, charge-
sheet have been filed. What is the language the hon. Judges used? They said
that false cases are filed out of vengeance and due to greed of monetary
compensation. How can the hon. Judges cast aspersions on filing of cases by the
proud community of Dalits?

On the low conviction rate, again, the hon. Judges overlooked. If the low
conviction is the case, in many terror cases, thousands of Muslims have lost their
livelihood. Would the hon. Judges dilute the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act?

No. The fact of the matter is that and the NCRB data says that the conviction rate
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was 23.8 per cent in 2003; it was 28.8 per cent in 2014. There is an increase in
conviction rate. But yes, since 2014, conviction rates have gone down. In Gujarat,
it is six times less than the national average. What is this Gujarat model? Maybe,
the hon. Minister would throw light on it.

Regarding Section 438 of CrPC - anticipatory bail — again the hon.
Supreme Court Judges have done intellectual dishonesty. Under Section 438 of
CrPC, anticipatory bail cannot be given but they have given it. The Supreme
Court had overlooked the judgement of 5-Judge Bench in Kartar Singh case; the
Supreme Court had overlooked the March 24, 2017 judgement. The hon. Judges
should have given it to the CJI but they didn’t do that. The Supreme Court issued
guidelines. By doing that, they had clearly crossed the judicial powers, and they
had encroached upon the legislative territory. Even after all these things, this
Government has awarded the hon. Judge. The Judges overlooked the Section 22
of POA Act which protects public servants. The ASG accepted in the Supreme
Court that the abuse had happened in this Act. Is this the honesty of the
Government? The Government’'s own ASG stood up in the Supreme Court and
said that yes, abuse happened in this Act.

In conclusion, | would like to ask whether we will be able to remove 100 per
cent reservation in manual scavenging. Will we be able to remove 50 per cent

reservation for Dalits, Muslims, Tribals in prisons? No, the Government cannot do
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that because the Government does not have the intellectual, honesty and
integrity.

In the light of increasing threat and attack on the Muslim Community, with a
threat to our lives and to our culture, | propose and demand that in this SC/ST
Act, let the word ‘Muslim’ be also added.

Lastly, | would congratulate the Government and the hon. Prime Minister,
Shri Narendra Modi, that this is a historic moment for them. What is the historic
moment? This is a classic Shah Bano moment. Would the Government call this
an appeasement? After the Judgment of the Supreme Court, you are bringing a
law. Is it not a classic Shah Bano Judgment? The then Congress Government
was not interested in Muslims, the present Government is not interested in Dalits,
both of them are interested in votes. That is the reality.

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DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR): Mr. Deputy Speaker,
Sir, deprivation of SC/ST communities and committing atrocities against them,
mostly Dalits and Achuts, has centuries old history. It starts from the story of
Ekalavya. It is shameful that while we claim to be a civilised society heading
towards becoming a superpower, about one-fourth of our population is living
under this condition.

The conviction rate has come down from 38 per
cent in 2010 to 16 per cent now.

No number of laws will help mitigate the situation, Sir, unless there is
political will on the part of the Government, and | feel that the present Government
is lacking in it. In our State of West Bengal, rate of crimes against SC/ST
communities is as low as one per cent. That is because our State Government of
West Bengal does think of safeguarding the interest of SC/ST communities. ...

Our leader Miss Mamta Banerjee doing special projects and
programme for upliftment of SC, ST and for ready redressal of cases and justice.

There should be more judges of SC, ST and Minority. As women and children
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are more vulnerable. There should be inclusion of women police from SC, ST

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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Hon. Deputy Speaker Sir, | rise to
support the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities)
Amendment Bill, 2018 in its letter and spirit. The original Scheduled Castes and
the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Act was enacted in 1989.
Subsequently, it was further amended in the year 2015. By means of the 2015
amendment, the ambit and scope of atrocities against dalit community has been
widened. So, many have been Acts have been incorporated in the schedule of
offences under the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of
Atrocities) Act 1989. Establishment of exclusive courts, exclusive special public
prosecutors and exclusive trial of offences to enable speedy and expeditious
disposal of cases is also brought in by the 2015 amendment.

Coming to the recent judgment of the Supreme Court, it is a shocking
judgment. Not only the dalit community but the entire nation is shocked by the
judgemnt of the Supreme Court’s Division Bench. The first condition stipulated by
the hon. Supreme Court is a preliminary enquiry by the Dy. SP before filing an
FIR. The second one is: before arresting the accused, approval from any
authority is to be obtained. It is strange to note that the reasoning given by the
Supreme Court judgment is: firstly, the misuse of provisions of the Act, and
secondly, it is very strange and shocking, that there is a chance of caste conflict
within the country by the misuse of the provisions of this Act. India is a secular

country. The secular fabric is the structural and fundamental feature of the
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Constitution. That cannot be altered. Therefore, these two conditions have to be
complied with by the Government in dealing with the cases of atrocities against
the dalits. It is absolutely a strange phenomenon or a strange ruling given by the
Supreme Court. So, the Government has come with an amendment. It is
absolutely the need of the hour and | fully agree with the amendments.

The new propositions of law which are being given by the hon. Supreme
Court is against the basic principles of criminal jurisprudence. By virtue of Cr.P.C.,
it is very well evident and everybody knows that before arresting a person
nobody’s permission or approval is required; in no case is it required; and also, for
filing an FIR no authority or preliminary inquiry is required. Section 41 of Cr.P.C. is
very clear. According to that section, to arrest or not to arrest a person is the
discretionary right of the Investigating Officer or the Station House Officer. It
cannot be taken away. This right cannot be taken away. It is not only diluting the
Prevention of Atrocities Act against the dalit community; it is also taking away the
right of the dalit community in the country. Therefore, the amendment which is
proposed is highly essential and hence | fully support the new section which is to
be incorporated.

Most of the hon. Members have already spoken about the conviction rate.
In the year 2014, the conviction rate under this Act was 28.4 per cent; in 2015, it
was 27.2 per cent; and in 2016, it was 25.8 per cent. So, the average conviction

rate comes to about 27 per cent as far as the atrocities against the dalit
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community in India is concerned. This means that this Act is not being properly
implemented by the Executive of our country. What are the reasons for that?

First, there are delays in filing FIR; secondly, the witnesses and
complainants turn hostile; thirdly, there is absence of proper scrutiny of cases by
the prosecution before filing the charge-sheet; in the courts; fourthly, there is a
lack of proper presentation of cases by the prosecution and appreciation of
evidence by the courts; fifthly, the prosecution is unable to prove cases in a
proper way; and finally, as a result of long pendency of trials, witnesses lose their
interest in the cases. If the Government is able to address these six issues, the
Act would definitely become fruitful. It is very clear from this that a mere
enactment of legislation is not sufficient to implement the legislation in a stringent
manner, for which bona fide political will is required. Unfortunately, that is lacking
in this country.

Once again, | would like to support this Bill. With these words, | conclude.

Therefore, this Bill has some relevance with respect to our State and so | support
it.

There is a saying, ‘man proposes and God disposes’. If such a disposition
shown is against the wishes of a person, sometimes he scolds God for the
misfortune brought to him. But on occasions when law-makers propose and the
Judiciary disposes, and if it disposes prejudicially against the intent of the law-
makers, which otherwise may have brought a great deal of social change and
social equilibrium, they cannot simply scold the Judiciary. In the present system of
democratic governance, Judiciary is held in high esteem; sometimes even
mistakenly, making one believe that it is above God. Therefore, the persons
appointed in the Judiciary offices should be of saintly character, standing above
any prejudice and bias. They should even be free from any desire for a post-
retirement posh posting by the Government. Otherwise, somebody may again be
lured to shatter and batter the law-makers’ wishes, making us hopeless and
hapless.

If the Government is really thinking of saving the dalits and adivasis from

the tribulations inflicted upon them by some evil elements in the society, once the

Bill becomes an Act it should be included in the Ninth Schedule of our
Constitution. Only when it is brought under the ambit of Article 31B of our
constitution will it get protection in the matter of judicial review.

Most of the constitutional provisions for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes are temporary measures. They are intended to be implemented in the right
spirit so that dalitsandadivasis of our nation will attain faster socio-economic
development and any special Act with positive discrimination could be dispensed
with soon.

But, alas; all the special Acts to empower the Dalits and the Adivasis of the
country have sailed through in turbulent waters.

In the present case, though the POA Act is a Special Act, yet it loses all its
speciality when a person accused under this Act manages to easily secure bail in
spite of the fact that he has committed a heinous crime against the Scheduled
Caste and Scheduled Tribe people.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Please wind up.

SHRI RAMCHANDRA HANSDAH : | do not know whether the fault lies with the
public servants who are associated with investigation and prosecution. If it is so,
how many such examples have been created since 1995, the year from which it is
being implemented, when a public servant has been prosecuted under the
provision of Section-4 of the Act? If the hon. Minister in charge has any data, |

would request him to place it before the House.
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Another thing is regarding judiciary officers posted in the Special Courts or
Exclusive Special Courts. They should have right empathy for the causes of the
Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe people. | support the idea of All India
Judicial Services where reservation for SC, ST and OBC be made. While
appointment for higher judiciary is made, it should be seen that the person
appointed should not belong to umbrella organisations of a political party like
RSS etc. Otherwise there is a chance of atrocity being committed on ST/SC

lawmaker by such judicial officials when he is in custody.
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PROF. A.S.R. NAIK (MAHABUBABAD): Thank you, Sir, for giving me the
opportunity. | welcome and support the Bill on behalf of my Party.

Sir, today is a ‘black day’ and a ‘tragedy day’ in the history of India. If you
go back to 6" August, 1991, in Karamchedu, Andhra Pradesh, six tribals were
massacred and a separate court was constituted. What happened to the victims?
Sir, 212 members were accused and an FIR was also booked, but nothing had
happened. There are 47 tribal representatives, including our Minister, and 87
Scheduled Caste representatives in the Parliament. Our strength is 134, but in
spite of that we do not know what is happening in the country.

Why are they sacrificing their lives in the country on the pretext of 50 per
cent reservation? Is it there in the Constitution? Why this Government is not
awakening to their cause? Why are they throwing the responsibility on another
Government? The Government in power has to take the responsibility. The
Telangana Government has passed the Bill and sent it to the Central Government
but it is pending. There are bulk of cases pending. Sir, 120 communities have
been waiting for the last 20 years to be included in the List. It has not been
finalised.

| am a Professor. How many posts of professors are there in the
Department? There are only two posts. When will the 8" or 14" posts come?
After deliberating on this Bill for six hours, the Bill will be passed by the House.

What will happen if tomorrow the High Court again strikes down the Bill? What

One part relates to the children born to the parent of Lakshadweep origin.

Minister has said that it is further
to strengthen the Act. | am proposing two more amendments further to strengthen

the amendments of the Government. First is that a preliminary inquiry shall not be
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required for registration of a First Information Report against any person. That is

the amendment.

My amendment is about making it mandatory that a police officer shall

register a First Information Report against such person.

Secondly, there may be any case. Let it be any offence under the Act.
Then only, it will be explicitly clear. That is, 56 offences are there under the Act.
So, all the offences will come under it. These are the two amendments. Kindly

accept these amendments.

results in the deprivation or violation of the exercise of any right
guaranteed to any person belonging to a Scheduled Caste or
Scheduled Tribe, by the Constitution of India or by any law in force,
then such public authority shall be required to —

(@) monetarily compensate any person affected by such pattern or
practice of deprivation or violation of the exercise of any right;

(b)  take such remedial measures as may be determined by the National
Commission for Scheduled Castes or the National Commission for
the Scheduled Tribes;
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(c) immediately remove such individual officer or any person acting on
behalf of the said public authority, from such office or employment;
and

(d) take any preventive measures found to be necessary in order to
ensure that such pattern or practice of conduct does not continue or
develop again.”. (5)

Deputy Speaker Sir, it will investigate a Government body which has a
pattern or practice of exclusionary actions or policies or oppressive measures
such as police brutality. My amendment seeks to fix the inadequacies. It
empowers NCSC and NCST. It will prevent unlawful illegal detention of people

like Chandrashekhar Azad, Shoma sen, etc.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: | shall now put amendment No 5 moved by Shri

Asaduddin Owaisi to Clause 2, to the vote of the House.
