ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS

HON. SPEAKER: Question no. 321. Shri Rahul Shewale.
(Q. 321)

SHRI RAHUL SHEWALE : Hon. Speaker Madam, the major hurdle in achieving
the targets set by the Government for generation of solar power in the country by
2022 is the high cost of solar power. ... (Interruptions) It is believed that the per
unit cost of power generated by solar plants is about Rs. 10. So, the State
Electricity Boards, the largest distributors of electricity, like to buy and pay for
relatively cheap conventional energy. ... (Interruptions) So, | would like to know
from the hon. Minister as to what steps are taken to pursue these Boards to go in
for large scale purchase of green energy without hurting their finances.

SHRI R.K. SINGH: Hon. Speaker Madam, the per unit price of electricity
generated by solar plants has come down. ... (Interruptions)The prices which we
have achieved are in the range of Rs. 2.44 to Rs. 2.90. So, the prices of solar
power today are lower than the prices of power generated by coal and every
distribution company wants to buy solar power. ... (Interruptions) So, that difficulty
is no longer there. The price of renewable power is very competitive. ...

HON. SPEAKER: | am again requesting all of you to go to your seats. | will allow
you to raise your matters after Question Hour. At that time, if the Minister wants to
reply, | have no objection, but not now. So, please go to your seats.

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SHRI RAHUL SHEWALE : Madam, the Government set a target to raise the
solar power generation capacity of 48 gigawatts by 2019 and 100 gigawatts by
2022. On the other hand, it has been reported that the Government has
downscaled its target for generation of solar power from 5,000 megawatts to
1,000 megawatts in the year 2017-18. So, | would like to know from the hon.
Minister what the reasons are for such downscaling of the set targets in the year
2017 and what corrective steps are being taken to avoid such down-scale of
target in future so that the target of 100 gigawatts can be achieved by 2022.
SHRI R.K. SINGH: Madam, we will achieve our target quite comfortably. The
current situation is that we already have 23,000 megawatts of solar generation
capacity established. Apart from that, 9,990 megawatts of solar power are under
establishment. Besides, we have bid out 23,000 megawatts of solar power which
is under various stages of finalisation. So, all this totals up to 56,000 megawatts.
We will achieve our targets very comfortably. In the year 2017-18, we established
9,900 megawatts. This was a record and this was much higher than in any
previous year.

SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR : Thank you, Speaker Madam, for allowing me to

ask a question.

What is the progress in solar power made by the Government of India
during the long period since Independence? ... (Interruptions) The apex
institutions of higher studies like lITs, IIMs and NLUs have not been covered
under the ambit of generation of solar power. Regarding this aspect, the hon.
Prime Minister once announced that the Government is going to make an
agreement with foreign countries like Germany and other European countries for
endorsing solar power. ... (Interruptions) Has it been done? If yes, how far has it
been implemented and how far has it progressed? ... (Interruptions) This may be
informed in the House.

SHRI R.K. SINGH: We involve the IITs and other research institutions in the work
of research. ... (Interruptions) They are involved in the work of research but

insofar as establishment of solar generation capacity is concerned, IITs are meant
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for educational research and not for establishment of solar generation capacity. ...
(Interruptions)

As far as establishment of solar generation capacity is concerned, our
progress is one of the fastest in the world. We have already established 23,000
megawatts capacity in solar power and 71,000 megawatts in all renewable
sources; 10,000 megawatts are under establishment; and 23,000 megawatts
have been bid out. ... (Interruptions) We propose to bid out another award of
15,000 megawatts this year. So, the rate at which we are adding capacity is not
matched by any other country. ... (Interruptions) We are adding capacity faster
than any other country.

PROF. K.V. THOMAS : Madam, Kerala has made a quantum jump in the
production of solar power. At the CIAL, the Nedumbassery Airport has one of the
largest solar parks in the country. ... (Interruptions) It is producing solar energy to
meet the entire needs of the airport. My question to the hon. Minister is this. ...
(Interruptions) What assistance will be given to similar parks in Kerala and other
parks in the country, especially in the airports?

SHRI R.K. SINGH: For solar parks, we have a scheme under which we give an
assistance of Rs. 20 lakh per megawatt. ... (Interruptions) We are giving that
assistance to Kerala also for the solar parks which are under establishment in that

State.

SHRI T.G. VENKATESH BABU : Thank you, Madam Speaker. ... (Interruptions)

The hon. Supreme Court said that third-party insurance of two-wheelers
and four-wheelers should be made mandatory so that victims of road accidents
can get compensation. ... (Interruptions) Besides, a Committee headed by former
apex court judge Justice K.S. Radhakrishnan also recommended that at the time
of sale of two-wheelers and four-wheelers third-party insurance should be
mandatory for a period of five years and three years respectively, instead of one
year. ... (Interruptions)

The Committee also noted that around 18 crore vehicles are plying on the
road and only 6 crore vehicles have third-party insurance. Hon. Supreme Court
termed the deaths in accidents caused due to potholes on roads across the
country as ‘frightening’ and said that the number of fatalities in such incidents was
more than those in terror attacks.... (Interruptions)

In this connection, | would like to know from the hon. Minister, through you,
Madam, whether the Government has taken any concrete steps on the directives
of the Supreme Court on third-party insurance and also the steps taken by the
Government on the accidents taking place in the country due to

HON. SPEAKER: Shri T.G. Venkatesh Babu, please ask your second
supplementary.

SHRI T.G. VENKATESH BABU : Madam, India has only about two per cent of
world’s motor vehicles, but it accounts for over 12 per cent of its traffic casualty
deaths, making the road network most unsafe in the world.

According to the World Road Statistics — 2015-16, brought out by the
International Road Federation, Geneva, the highest number of fatalities in road
accidents in the world for the year 2014-15, was reported to be in India, followed
by China and USA and their numbers are far less.

The total number of persons killed in road accidents in the country during
2016 is 1,50,785 and in 2017, it was 1,47,913, as reported by police department
of various States and UTs. Among road users, two-wheelers are the most
vulnerable, followed by pedestrians.

Madam, through you, | would like to know from the hon. Minister whether
the implementing agencies of the National Highway work or not. Do they give
instructions for a regular monitoring and upkeeping of highways in a safe and
traffic-worthy condition, as also two-wheelers and pedestrians friendly? In this

regard, | would like to know the details.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI : Madam, the hon. Minister has mentioned my name, that
is why, | want to give a clarification.

As regards RTO, it is an organisation of the State Government. What these
associations are doing, we are not concerned about it. There are so many
associations. But it is an organisation of the State Government. Therefore, we
cannot criticise RTOs. We cannot say that RTOs are corrupt. That is not a fact.
If at all there is anything and if they are corrupt, we have to take action against
them. But the dealers may also indulge in corruption. If we give the power to the
private parties to register a vehicle, what will happen? We cannot control them.
But an RTO is a State Government organisation. You are taking away the powers
of the State. Already many powers have been taken away and you are taking
away this power of the RTOs also. You are turning the State Governments into
municipalities or even less than municipalities. This is what is going on.

Your idea maybe a noble idea and | appreciate your efforts. But at the
same time, we will not compromise in giving the State powers to anyone. We
cannot give power to register a vehicle to the private parties. It will create a bad
precedent. Therefore, | would request the hon. Minister not to blame the RTOs.
If the dealers go corrupt, you will not be able to control them. It is high time you
did no give powers to the private dealers. Therefore, we should not give this

power to the private dealers.

SHRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI : Madam Speaker, this is a question of pothole

fatalities. We had a short discussion on RTO and all. Thank you for that.
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My question to the hon. Minister is this. Last year in all the terrorist and
naxal attacks, the security personnel and civilians who have died was 803. In
pothole fatalities it is 3597. My pointed question to the hon. Minister is whether the
Government has framed any guidelines for standardised road construction and
maintenance. Has the Government reviewed any quality of terms in proportion of
the material that has to be used, thickness of road, its sustainability? What action
has the Ministry taken against all these contractors who are responsible for
creating such roads which have led to the loss of 3597 human lives? | would like
know from the hon. Minister whether these officials would be booked for culpable
homicide not amounting to murder under IPC. It is because the fatalities are 3597.
This is under the domain of this Ministry. At least with regard to construction
of roads in the National Highways, the Government can bring in this provision.
Has the Government taken any action against the contractors? Has the
Government reviewed the quality and thickness of road? Why do only in monsoon
people die? This is a question related to the lives of the people of the nation and
the hon. Minister should answer this.

SECRETARY GENERAL: Madam Speaker, | have to report the following

(i) In accordance with the provisions of rule 132 of the Rules of
Procedure and Conduct of Business in the Rajya Sabha, | am directed to inform
the Lok Sabha that the Rajya Sabha, at its sitting held on the 6" August, 2018,
agreed to the following alternative amendments and further amendments made by
the Lok Sabha at its sitting held on the 2" August, 2018, in the Constitution (One
Hundred and Twenty-third Amendment) Bill, '2017 in accordance with the
provisions of article 368 of the Constitution of India:-

1. That at pages 2 and 3, the following be inserted namely:-

"3. After article 338A of the Constitution, the following article shall be inserted,
namely:-

"338B.(l) There shall be a Commission for the
socially and educationally backward classes to be known as the National
Commission for Backward Classes.

(2) Subject to the provisions of any law made in this
behalf by Parliament, the Commission shall consist of Chairperson, Vice-
Chairperson and three other Members and the conditions of service and tenure of
office of the Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson and other Members so appointed
shall be such as the President may by rule determine.

(3) The Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson and other Members of the Commission
shall be appointed by the President by warrant under his hand and seal.

* Laid on the Table.
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(4) The Commission shall have the power to regulate its own procedure.

(5) It shall be the duty of the Commission-

(a) to investigate and monitor all matters relating to the safeguards
provided for the socially and educationally backward classes under this
Constitution or under any other law for the time being in force or under any order
of the Government and to evaluate the working of such safeguards;

(b) to inquire into specific complaints with respect to the deprivation of
rights and safeguards of the socially and educationally backward classes;

(c) to participate and advise on the socio-economic development of the
socially and educationally backward classes and to evaluate the progress of their
development under the Union and any State;

(d) to present to the President, annually and at such other times as the
Commission may deem fit, reports upon the working of those safeguards;

(e) to make in such reports the recommendations as to the measures that
should be taken by the Union or any State for the effective implementation of
those safeguards and other measures for the protection, welfare and socio-
economic development of the socially and educationally backward classes; and

(f) to discharge such other functions in relation to the protection, welfare and
development and advancement of the socially and educationally backward
classes as the President may, subject to the provisions of any law made by
Parliament, by rule specify.

(6) The President shall cause all such reports to be laid before each House of
Parliament along with a memorandum explaining the action taken or proposed to
be taken on the recommendations relating to the Union and the reasons for the
non-acceptance, if any, of any of such recommendations.
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(7) Where any such report, or any part thereof, relates to any matter with which
any State Government is concerned, a copy of such report shall be forwarded to
the State Government which shall cause it to be laid before the Legislature of the
State along with a memorandum explaining the action taken or proposed to be
taken on the recommendations relating to the State and the reasons for the non-
acceptance, if any, of any of such recommendations.

(8) The Commission shall, while investigating any matter referred to in sub-clause
(a) or inquiring into any complaint referred to in sub-clause (b) of clause (5), have
all the powers of a civil court trying a suit and in particular in respect of the
following matters, namely:-

(a) summoning and enforcing the attendance of any person from any part
of India and examining him on oath;

(b) requiring the discovery and production of any document;
(c) receiving evidence on affidavits;

(d) requisitioning any public record or copy thereof from any court or office;

(e) issuing commissions for the examination of withesses and documents;
and

(f) any other matter which the President may, by rule, determine.

(9) The Union and every State Government shall consult the Commission on all
major policy matters affecting socially and educationally backward classes."

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Madam, | do
vehemently oppose the introduction of the Bill under the nomenclature ‘DNA
Technology (Use and Application) Regulation Bill, 2018’ as the Bill provides that
the DNA samples can be collected from any accused, whether he has given it

voluntarily or is compelled to give his DNA under direction of the court. Secondly,

this is a gross violation of the provision of the Constitution and against the

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Fundamental Right to Life. The collection of DNA can be misused by police
officials to create evidence against the accused.

The Bill should also take into consideration the holistic and
comprehensive nature of this legislation. So, | would suggest that the Bill should
be sent to the competent authority for further scrutiny so that the hon.

Minister, Shri K. Chandrashekar Rao has urged the Defence Minister many times
and also met our hon. Prime Minister for transfer of defence land, that is Bison
Polo Grounds and Gymkhana Grounds in Secunderabad and Hyderabad to the
Government of Telangana for constructing a new Secretariat building because the
old Secretariat building is like a pigeon hole. So, our State is a new State, as it is
a newly born State, we wanted to have a new Secretariat built, and also the
defence land for constructing strategic road development projects on NH 44 and
SH 1 requires totally about 200.58 acres. In Hyderabad there is a bottleneck at
Secunderabad area where the roads cannot go on to the Rajiv Marg and the
Karim Nagar Road is also blocked. So, we have made a lot of requests. After
many meetings and negotiations, we were told by the then Defence Minister, Shri
Arun Jaitley to transfer 596 acres of land and pay the differential cost of Rs. 95
crore for the exchange of Bison land for which the Government of Telangana had
agreed. But even after three years, no steps have been taken.

The Cantonment Board wanted the State Government to pay on annual

basis Rs. 31 crore as compensation towards loss of annual revenue from property
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tax, etc. The State Government represented to waive off this compensation as the
land we require is for traffic improvement which is a public purpose and for
widening the highways. Since then the proposal is still pending.

It is very saddening to note that recently 210 acres of defence land was
transferred to the Karnataka Government within a short span of time. We have
been running from pillar to post since last three years for the transfer of land with
no result.

We would like to know why this step-motherly treatment is being meted out
to Telangana when the then Defence Minister, Shri Arun Jaitley had brought this

to a conclusion? But, now the Defence Minister is not finalising the same and

delaying it. We would like to know why it is so. It is seen that the L

But, now the Government has made a significant
change in these schemes and all these schemes have now been covered under
DBT scheme. So, instead of providing cooked food to students, they have been

provided cash under cash transfer system. The tribal students in hostels do not

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receive this cash well within time and that is why they have to face boarding
problems.

Hon. Speaker Madam, the same practice is also applied in Adivasi Ashram
Shala. Earlier the students used to get educational and other material from the
Government, but now money is being transferred directly to the guardian’s bank
account. The guardians use that money to fulfill their household needs and not
for their wards.

Hon. Speaker, the schemes to provide oil engines and pipes to tribal
farmers, have also been changed now. Now, these farmers have to procure
these agricultural equipments on their own and after submitting the bill they
receive the money. This is the reason why they are deprived of the benefits of
these welfare scheme. Hence, through you Madam, | would like to request
Central Government to withdraw this DBT scheme and the old schemes should
be restored. On this occasion of ‘Vishwa Adivasi Gaurav Din’, | would also like to
request Government to declare this day as a National holiday.

The High Court has
issued orders in their favour to issue caste validity certificates to
them.

But, Caste Validation Committee, Nashik refused to issue caste validity
certificates to these bogus adivasis and hence the High Court ordered to close
down this committee and a fine of Rs. 1 lac was also imposed on it.

Lastly, through you Madam, | would like to request and warn the
Government that if this kind of decisions are delivered by the Court, the tribals
would definitely become naxalites.

In the course of its existence for the last 36 years in Tripura in the shape of
Tripura Tribal Areas Autonomous District Council (TTA-ADC), and more than six
decades in Assam and Meghalaya, it is found that the existing provisions are

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(xiv) Regarding Problems faced by mango growers in Karnataka

SHRI D.K. SURESH (BANGALORE RURAL): | wish to raise the problems faced
by Mango farmers in the state of Karnataka. The untimely rainfall and hailstorm
across the state of Karnataka has resulted in massive crop damage this year. The
new fruits get infected by hailstorm and drop from the tree. The affected fruits do
not grow. In some cases, black spot develops on mango fruits. Slowly it gets
rotten. As a result, mango fruits cannot be sold, and farmers suffer huge losses.
This is the condition of most of the mango growers of my state and particularly in
my Lok Sabha constituency this year. In my home district Ramanagara, mango
crop is grown in about 23,500 hectares. The price of some vanities of mango
which was between Rs. 60 and Rs. 100 has now dropped to Rs. 10 and Rs. 15.
Therefore, | urge upon the Government for compensation from NDRF and fix an

MSP for Mango.
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(xv) Regarding banning of confession in Church

SHRI M.l. SHANAVAS (WAYANAD): | want to raise a very important matter
concerning right to freedom of religion of the Christian community especially the
Catholics. For centuries, Christians have been observing a very important ritual in
their church. Faithful Christians make confessions in the church before the priest.
The priest is considered to be personification of God. Recently the Women’s
Commission came to Kerala and the Chairperson told the press that confessions
should be banned in Church. It is learned that the Commission has given a report
to Central Government for banning confession.

This is an intrusion into the freedom of the Christian minorities which is
guaranteed by the Constitution of India.

| call upon the Central Government to intervene in the matter and issue

directions to the Women’s Commission in this regard.
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(xvi) Regarding establishment of National Institute of Pharmaceutical
Education and Research at Madurai

SHRI R. GOPALAKRISHNAN (MADURAI): | would like to place on record the
long-pending promise from the Ministry of Chemicals and Fertilizers that NIPER-
National Institute of Pharmaceutical Education & Research would be established
at Madurai. To that effect, land measuring about 100 acres had been acquired for
NIPER, near a place called Thirumugur, Idyapatti in Madurai and permission had
been issued by the Government of Tamil Nadu to construct the building. The

CPWD is waiting for funds from Government to start the construction.

Assurances were given that the academic activities will be started for
conducting PG/PhD courses from 2017-18. However, there is no such

development.

Therefore, on behalf of the people of Madurai, | would like to urge the
Government to consider starting the admission and related academic activities at

the earliest.
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(xvii) Regarding supply of safe drinking water in the country

SHRI K. ASHOK KUMAR (KRISHNAGIRI): India has the world’s largest number
of people without access to safe drinking water. About 5% of the India’s total
population are yet to be provided with safe drinking water. The country registers
many deaths annually due to diarrhoea and other water borne diseases. Several
parts of the country are facing acute water crisis and even in urban areas people
are often forced to drink contaminated water. Mismanagement including
misappropriation in planning and execution of water supply projects is another key
factor. Because of this water crisis, communities fall back on a single or distant
source of drinking water, often leading to disputes and increased discrimination
against the main water fetchers, particularly women. In the developed world, a
standard water bill is merely 0.1% of the total income. But in India, anyone
dependent on a water vendor would end up spending around 17% of their daily

income for the drinking water needs of the families.

Therefore, | urge upon the Union Government to take an appropriate step

to provide safe drinking water to each and every person in this country.
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(xviii) Regarding salt farming in Balasore Parliamentary Constituency of
Odisha

SHRI RABINDRA KUMAR JENA (BALASORE): Odisha has a history of salt
farming which goes back as early as 17th Century. In my Constituency Balasore,
Bolanga village used to have a thriving cottage industry of salt farming. A co-
operative society set up in 1970 with 330 hectares of land provided a living for
over 500 families in the area which produced 300MT salt per annum. In 1996,
packed iodised salt gained ground in the market and the industry in Bolanga has
been facing crisis. The government had provided machines and laboratory to
iodize salt, but they broke down and no help was given by the administration to
make the machines and the laboratory functional. There is indeed a lot of
potential for setting up a salt production unit in this area a move which could

provide occupation and increase economic status of all farmers in the region.
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(xix) Regarding Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana phase Ill in Maharashtra

SHRI VINAYAK BHAURAO RAUT (RATNAGIRI-SINDHUDURG): Pradhan Mantri
Gramin Sadak Yojana (PMGSY) is an ambitious scheme of the Govt. of India.
The primary objective of the PMGSY is to provide road connectivity to the
unconnected villages in the rural areas. PMGSY Phase | and Phase Il has been
successfully completed.

Maximum budgetary provision has been made in the budget for the current
financial year for PMGSY Phase lll. However, the work under PMGSY Phase |lI
has not been started so far in the coastal and hilly Districts of Sindhudurg and
Ratnagiri in Maharashtra.

| would, therefore, urge upon the Hon’ble Minister of Rural Development to
kindly impress upon the Govt. of Maharashtra for allocation of funds under
PMGSY Il for construction of rural roads in Sindhudurg and Ratnagiri Districts of

Maharashtra.
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(xx) Regarding renaming of International Airport at Chandigarh/Mohali after
Shaheed Bhagat Singh

SHRI PREM SINGH CHANDUMAJRA (ANANDPUR SAHIB): The International
airport at Mohali which is known as International Airport, Chandigarh may be
named with the name after great freedom fighter Shaheed Bhagat Singh who
played a great role in the Indian freedom struggle. To unite and nurture the feeling
of nationalism he got himself arrested and hanged only for the sake of creating
the feeling of patriotism in the country. As a result, people in large numbers joined
the freedom struggle and started protesting against the Britishers. Some people
stopped paying the land tax. All generations memorize Shaheed Bhagat Singh as
their hero but find that nation has not yet recognised his contribution. People of all
the communities have great respect for Shaheed Bhagat Singh specially
youngsters acknowledge him as his Role Model. The International Airport,
Chandigarh is frequently used by the people of Punjab, Haryana and Chandigarh.
The Punjab Government had already recommended for rechristening the airport
and Chandigarh has no objection while Haryana Government which had some
objections has now agreed to name it as Shaheed Bhagat Singh International
Airport.

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DR. J. JAYAVARDHAN (CHENNAI SOUTH): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, there
has been much politics talked about here from both the sides, but | am coming to
the issue of GST. ... (Interruptions)

The Goods and Services Tax (GST) has been one of the most ambitious
and path-breaking economic reforms ever undertaken in our country’s history. ...
(Interruptions) Among the few countries that have attempted such reforms, none
can come near India in terms of the complexity of federal structure, size,
population and the stupendous amount of diversity and asymmetry between its
constituent parts. ... (Interruptions)

The Government has introduced four Bills to amend four Acts with regard to
GST to ensure smooth transition of existing taxpayers to the new GST regime,
and to overcome certain difficulties faced in the new tax regime. Some of these
changes have been made in response to the earlier decisions taken by the GST
Council while a few have been proposed on the basis of representations made by
trade and industry.

In the Statement of Objects and Reasons, it has been mentioned about a
major inconvenience caused to the taxpayers, which was the process of filing
returns and payment of taxes under the GST law. We have repeatedly asked the
Central Government, through our State Government and it has been the request
of several Members of Parliament, that filing of returns is a cumbersome process
to be undertaken monthly and hence it should be relaxed. We appreciate the
Government’s decision and the Bill, which proposes a new return filing system
that envisages quarterly filing of returns and tax payments for small taxpayers

along with minimal paperwork.
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It is to be mentioned here about the problems being faced in the GSTN
portal, which includes lack of robustness and volume handling capacity of the
GST portal; delayed reflection of updated data as well as payments; absence of
effective mechanism to resolve issues; and inability to make corrections after
submission of returns in case of errors. These problems warrant improvement in
the GSTN portal, and | would request the hon. Minister to take necessary action in
this regard.

Coming to the issue of significant shortfall in the settlement of amounts due
to Tamil Nadu in the new GST system, | would like to mention here that a large
accumulation of IGST and the ad hocsettlement without being disbursed to the
States coupled with an unpredictable schedule are making the fiscal management
of States unnecessarily difficult.

It is to be noted here that a large amount of IGST remains unsettled even
after the second provisional settlement of Rs. 50,000 crore made on 27 June
2018. | wish to state that by a rough estimate, our State would receive over Rs.
5,600 crore of additional revenue if the unsettled IGST credit is apportioned to our
State. This unsettled IGST represent tax paid by the citizens but not useable by
the Government for the welfare of the citizens since they are held in suspense.
Sir, | request the hon. Minister to take necessary and immediate action in this
regard as Tamil Nadu Government is facing considerable fiscal stress and it is
important that our legitimate dues are paid to us. The Central Government’s
inaction on its part will lead to increase in unsettled IGST and will undermine the
whole structure of GST.

Coming to the issues faced by the MSMEs sector, as we are well aware,
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MSMEs play a pivotal role in giving fillip to economic growth. This sector is highly
employment intensive and augment GDP besides contributing to balanced
regional development. The Government of Tamil Nadu had convened a
stakeholders meeting with various MSMEs to understand their difficulties under
the GST regime.

It has come to the notice that the predominant request of MSMEs relate to
jobwork. Prior to GST, they were out of the ambit of VAT. Now under GST, they
are reportedly facing difficulties in blockage of working capital due to levy of GST
at 18 per cent for jobwork. This is more so in the category of engineering sector
where upfront payment of tax needs to be made while making supplies to big
companies in the organized sector, whereas they normally pay to the jobworkers
after a period of only three months. We feel that reduction in rates of tax on
jobwork to 5 per cent would considerably mitigate their burden, without adverse
effect on revenue, since it is an intermediate step.

We appreciate the Central Government’s decision to take cognisance of the
difficulties faced by the textile sector and reduce the rate of job works to five per
cent.

Another issue is in regard to the auto industry. It is to be noted that the
auto ancillary parts in Tamil Nadu are mainly supplied to the Original Equipment
Manufacturers (OEM) for which the rate of tax under VAT was 5 per cent as
industrial inputs and most of these ancillary units were earlier out of the purview of
Central Excise. However, with the implementation of GST, these units have to pay
highest rate of 28 per cent. It has now been brought to our notice that this has

caused huge blockage of working capital. Further, the auto components, being
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intermediate goods, need not be taxed at 28 per cent and may be reduced to 18
per cent. Further, the Replacement Market is intrinsically linked with the Services
sector and can't subsist on its own. That being the case, the rate of tax would be
18 per cent in the case of bundled supplies. Hence, reducing the rates of tax on
auto components to 18 per cent would not impinge on revenue collection. We,
therefore, urge that the rate of automobile components may be reduced to18 per
cent.

Clause 17 of the Bill seeks to amend Section 39 of the principal Act relating
to furnishing of returns so as to provide for prescribing the procedure for quarterly
filing of returns with monthly payment of tax. The MSMEs sector has played a
request for quarterly payment of tax as a normal practice as payments are
received from buyers after a period of three months. This may not be feasible at
this point in time.

However, as an alternative, we would, suggest that the rate of interest for
belated payment of tax upto a quarter for taxpayers having turnover upto Rs.5
crore may be charged at a lower rate of 12 per cent. Parallelly, the levy of late fee
for belated payment of tax with delay of less than three months may also be
dispensed with for this category of taxpayers. In this context, | would like to state
that the present system of return filing does not facilitate self-filing by the taxpayer
himself andrather he has to depend on the consultants or accountants for
thepurpose. We apprehend that this could be one of the reasons for  lesser
number of returns being filed. Hence, we request the hon. Minister to make sure
that the GSTN come up with a very simple and user-friendly design that facilitates

self-filing like in the case of IT returns without discrepancy and dependency on
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others. Cost incurred for such revamp could be worth spending.

Another major issue faced by the MSME sector is delay in getting refunds on
exports. As a major chunk of exporters are from this sector, GSTN should, on a
priority basis, put in place a mechanism for hassle-free refund without intervention
of tax authorities. Further, in order to avoid delay in sanction of SGST refund by
dual authorities, | request the hon. Minister to explore the possibility of enabling
the proper officerto whom the taxpayer is allotted to issue refunds under all
thethree Acts and at the end of the month the amount of refund may be reconciled
and net balance may be apportioned to States and the Centre.

Timely refund to the MSME sector will remove blockage of working capital.

With regards to the MSME sector, it is to be noted that most of these tax
payers belonging to the MSME sector are below the threshold limit for
registration. As such, at the time of marketing their products, they face constraints
from big manufacturers and retailers who, for the purpose of availing ITC, insist
that such small suppliers get themselves registered. This puts the MSME sector
at a disadvantageous position as registering under the Act entails discharge of tax
liability without receipt of payments. This in turn leads to blockage of working
capital. | request the hon. Minister to initiate the process required for reducing the
tax on 72 goods and ten services put forth by the Government of Tamil Nadu to
encourage MSME sector. The huge benefits accruing out of this gesture to the
MSME sector would more than offset the minimal loss of revenue anticipated to
the exchequer.

Sir, coming to the issue of exports. The GST has adversely impacted

exports which was even mentioned by the Parliamentary Standing Committee on
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Commerce. The refunds are not being transferred in the stipulated timeframe.
Huge capital has been reportedly locked up thereby affecting the business of
exports and affecting the ability to be competitive in the international market. A
sharp liquidity crunch was primarily due to blocking of funds. Secondly, there was
difficulty in filing of returns and non-availability of electronic refund application
coupled with the fact of many discrepancies arising in the input tax credit.

Sir, our State Government is of the view that imposing of cess over and
above the GST will defeat the principles of the GST which is ‘One Nation One
Tax’. The imposition of cess runs contrary to the spirit in which the States have
abolished many levies for the sake of implementation of the GST. Also, we
apprehend that this may lead to a situation where the States will also be tempted
to impose cess on some of the goods in future for one reason or the other. Hence,
| request the Central Government to refrain from imposing of cess over and above
the GST.

| request the hon. Minister to rationalise the tax structure based on the
recommendation of our State Government put forth in the GST Council so as to
widen the tax base. No tax system could claim to be flawless and the GST indeed
has its own shortcomings and drawbacks. But taking into consideration the
individual States and multiple stakeholders’ view and addressing them
systematically and strengthening our enforcement agencies to check evasion will
truly solve the purpose for which such a complex transformational tax reform with
much strenuous efforts has been brought in our country.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY (DUM DUM): | rise to speak on the four GST-related Bills

brought by the present caretaker, Finance Minister, Mr. Piyush Goyal. | am told
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that Mr. Jaitley came to vote in the Rajya Sabha today. So, when the change in
portfolio will take place, | do not know.

But let me, at the outset, mention two things which have been mentioned.
There is much sound and fury in the House. The Parliamentary Affairs Minister
objected to certain comments made by Shri Mallikarjun Kharge saying that the
Finance Minister has never won an election. The Finance Minister responded to
that.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: You please do not open the pandora’s box. You come
to the point. You speak on GST. You have already spoken about that and the
matter is over now.

PROF. SAUGATA ROQOY : | have a book in my hand. This book is more important
than what you speak.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: That is important but do not come to this point
unnecessarily.

PROF. SAUGATA ROQOY : Sir, please have the patience to listen to me. Read page
151 with me:

“Subject to the provisions of this Constitution and to the Rules and Standing
Orders regulating the Procedure of Parliament, there shall be freedom of
speech in Parliament.”

Please, when you are sitting on that Chair, remember that there is absolute
freedom of speech. You cannot stand up and say, “352, such and such...he is not
allowed”. No! There have been great Parliamentarians here and they have always
spoken on all subjects. As long as we do not name anybody personally, as long
as we do not make slanderous expressions, we can speak on any subject on

earth without fear of rebuttal.
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HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: | know you are a well-read Professor.

... (Interruptions)

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: You have taken the Constitution Book and tried to
explain your point to me and | am happy that you have done that. At the same
time, we have formulated our rules and regulations on how to conduct the
Business in the House and based on that | am running the House.

SHRI NISHIKANT DUBEY : Sir, | am on a point of order.

PROF. SAUGATA ROQY : Sir, | have not completed, | am on my feet, | am not
yielding.

Sir, why do you allow the ruling party people whenever they raise points of order?
| am not yielding.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: He wants to raise a point of order.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY : | raise points of order every day. Do you allow me?
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: You have not raised a point of order. You are only

explaining something. He is raising a point of order.

This is a bad practice that
whenever somebody is speaking from the Opposition, they stand up and say
under such and such Rule he cannot mention Rafale. What is wrong with Rafale?
... (Interruptions) If the Government buys Rafale at an exorbitant rate and that is
paid from...

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: You are taking the time given to you. If you go on like
this, | cannot permit this.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY : Sir, secondly, | object to the Finance Minister speaking
for 45 minutes.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: That is his prerogative. You cannot stop it.
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SHRI NISHIKANT DUBEY : He is a Member of the Parliament. ... (Interruptions)
PROF. SAUGATA ROQOY : | object. | have a right to object.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: You have your objection, that is okay.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY : | am objecting by saying that this is not the convention
of the House. The Minister who moves the motion speaks for a short time. ...
(Interruptions) Then the Opposition starts, Members speak, and at the end he
gives a detailed reply.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: You come to the point, Professor. Otherwise, | will
have to curtail your time.

PROF. SAUGATA ROY : | will come to the point, Sir. Because all these questions
came up | thought in my conscience that unless | set the record straight with
regard to the Constitution and with regard to the fundamental freedom of speech
under the Constitution which Dr. Ambedkar has given us, | will be failing in my
duty.

Now let me come to the four GST Bills. The four GST Bills have brought in
certain changes. Those with an annual turnover up to Rs.15 million will be allowed
to opt for the composition scheme. Now the threshold is Rs.10 million. The
scheme provides for a flat and concessional GST rate but does not give input tax
credit. The Bills, the Minister claims, are primarily aimed at helping the MSME
sector and small traders. The Finance Minister has earlier said that simplified
GST return forms Sahaj and Sugam will be introduced to bring about ease of
doing business.

The Minister also said that the amendments will allow employers to claim

input tax credit on facilities which is food, transport and insurances provided to
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employees. It provides for separate registration of companies having different
business verticals, cancellation of registration and issuance of consolidated debit
or credit notes covering multiple invoices. According to the amendments, e-
commerce companies will not have to seek registration under the GST if their
annual turnover is less than Rs. 2 million. The Bill to amend the compensation Act
will enable the Centre and States to distribute the unutilized compensation fund
among themselves. Already, the Opposition has said that this Bill will hurt the
small-scale sector. Now, what is happening is that the Government has opened
up to the fact that now elections are on the way. So, suddenly the GST Council
led by the Finance Minister has, in a pre-poll sop, slashed GST on 100 items of
mass use. They have put zero tax on items like sanitary napkins, milk, rakhis etc.
GST on white goods like refrigerators, washing machine etc. has been reduced to
18 per cent. So, naturally big South Korean companies like Samsung and LG will
make a killing because they are dominating the market in the country. These tax
sops will lead to the loss of a huge amount. Almost Rs. 12,000 crore of income
will be gone. Now, the Minister has to explain from where that money will come.
One year of GST has been completed on 1% July 2018. | saw one article
which says that one year of GST is a saga of failure. It says that contrary to the
BJP claims, the GST has only encouraged malpractices, corruption and black
money. It is so complicated that the small and medium sellers and shopkeepers
shy away from it in every way. It is admitted by the ruling party that it is
complicated. Its uniformity lies in the fact that shopkeepers must charge 18 to 20
per cent on sales. The arithmetic involved in the process is so difficult that it is

better to avoid it altogether. As a result, many people are avoiding GST

altogether. They just keep a few items on GST list, show that they are following
the GST regime and sell the rest of items as usual without paying the GST. In the
process, they get a freedom to charge equivalent to or more than the GST. A new
division between the existence and non-existence of GST has come into being.
This leads to a practice where (i) the Government is deprived of genuine taxes,
and (ii) the retailers and wholesalers charge arbitrarily more in the name of GST
from the innocent buyers.

At the time of introduction of GST, our Chief Minister Mamta Banerjee had
said, “Before your system is in order, don’t introduce GST in a hurry.” The GST
network was not ready and our common small traders were not ready with the
electronic wherewithal as to where they have to pay tax online and where they
have to file their returns. They did not give the time to the country to prepare for it.
Just because Mr. Modi wanted to announce it from the Central Hall at midnight of
31°July, they introduced it.

BJP’s original base was small traders of Delhi. The small traders of Delhi
formed the original base of BJP and RSS. Now, BJP is going for a Hindutva base.
So, they are jettisoning these small traders. Even BJP members admit that the
small entrepreneurs and exporters are facing the problem of refund. This is the
amount spent in advance which takes time to return. As a result, their money is
stuck and they cannot invest further.

GST has made the process far more difficult. For example, the small-scale
commerce and industry in Tiruppur in Tamil Nadu faces serious difficulty on

account of the technical and other problem of GST and are on the verge of
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closure. Tiruppur, as you know, is close to Coimbatore which is the heart of the
hosiery industry of the whole country. GST has hit Tiruppur very badly.

Everybody says in principle that ‘one nation, one tax’ is very good. We have
one nation, but how many taxes do we have? There are five taxes: zero per cent,
12 per cent, 18 per cent, and so on.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Please conclude.

Having come to the point, | will not while
away the time of the House. | have certain queries to make to the Finance
Minister who has obviously gone around the corner.... (Interruptions) Has he
gone to Shri Modi? ...

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: He has already got the permission of the Chair.

PROF. SAUGATA ROQY : That is the problem if the Finance Minister is not from
the Lok Sabha because the function of the Lok Sabha is Budget and Bills. ...

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Professor, you come to the point.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: That is why | am allowing you.

... (Interruptions)
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PROF. SAUGATA ROY: There are many anomalies with regard to GST. For
instance, Haj subsidy for Muslims is five per cent for private operators and 18 per
cent for the Haj Committees of the State; and football coaching attracts GST of 18
per cent. ... (Interruptions)

They say that there is an anti-profiteering authority. How does the
Government monitor the anti-profiteering authority?

There are still different rates in different States. For instance, for solar
equipment in Karnataka, it is five per cent; but in Maharashtra, it is 18 per cent.
The authority of advance ruling has given that there are two different rates.

| am coming to the most important issue. Today, e-commerce has become
a big business. You can sit at home and launch the application of Flipkart to buy
anything from a pin to an elephant and that will be delivered at your doorstep.
Who is monitoring the GST on e-commerce? This business is of $ 27 billion; so,
even if you get ten per cent on it, you should have got $ 2.7 billion. How much is
the Government getting? | ask a specific question to the Finance Minister. We
have them one after the other. After Flipkart, there is Amazon now. You may have
heard of the name, Jeff Bezos. He is the world’s richest man now and he wants to
enter the Indian market. This is very important.

Lastly, | want to mention this. If you look up today’s newspaper mint, you
will find that IMF has said that if the Government does not improve the slab rate,
our rating would come down. If you do not improve GST, this Moody’s rating will
come down.

If you do not improve GST, the Moody’s rating will come down and other

rating agencies will rate you downwards.
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Our Finance Secretary did a cut and paste job with GST. It was copied
from Malaysia. Just like we do on computers, he did with GST. The new
Government that has come to power in Malaysia is scrapping GST. They won the
elections on that basis. So, people are going back from GST. You may know that
Australia and New Zealand are going to withdraw GST. Sir, your Party has
opposed the GST. If Puratchi Thalaivi Amma was there, GST would not have
taken place. She is the one who resisted GST till the last.
One-nation-one-tax is a good concept but the way the Government is
implementing it, the way the country has been ... (Interruptions)
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Shri Kalikesh N. Singh Deo.
PROF. SAUGATA ROY : Sir, Kalikesh will speak. He is a very good speaker. |
wish him all the best.
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: That is why | have called him.

PROF. SAUGATA RQOY : With these words, | conclude my speech on GST.
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SHRI KALIKESH N. SINGH DEO (BOLANGIR): Sir, as usual, Prof. Saugata
Roy’s charm has won the House. It always does.

Let me start by talking about the GST Bill introduced by the hon. Minister.
Like this Government coins many things in different ways to have catchy phrases,
the hon. Minister coined it as Good and Simple Tax. Itis so good and simple that
to make an amendment to one Bill he had to introduce four Bills to it. The same
simplicity is reflected in the fact that India has something like seven rates; from 0
per cent, .25 per cent, 3 per cent on gold, 5 per cent, 18 per cent, 28 per cent and
12 per cent. This is the simplicity of the tax. It is so simple that every tax-payer,
every small MSME sector which he speaks of well, have to file not one, two, five
or ten but have to file almost 37 tax returns every year, three every month - one
CGST, one IGST and one SGST. At the end of the year they file the annual
return. This is the good and simplicity of this tax that we talk about.

Yes, when the concept came out, it was a one-tax-one-nation. Being a
productive Member of the Opposition, | am proud to say that our Party, BJD
supported both the UPA, when they brought that concept out and the NDA when it
tabled the concept on the floor of this House. But, unfortunately, it has not met
the objectives that we or the entire nation imagined it would. Does the House
know that the effective tax rate of GST in India is the second highest in the world,
only beaten by Chile, a country in Latin America? Is the House aware that we
have the highest tax net in Asia with the maximum number of slabs? And, we are
proud of ourselves that we have brought such a GST in.

While | agree with the hon. Minister that these particular amendments are

necessary, changes have to be brought and we support the amendments but we
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think that he is doing too little and taking too much time to do it. What we need is
reform. What we need is to understand that the business community of India is
suffering. We all are representatives of the people of our constituencies. Most of
our voters are MSME, small time businessmen. That is the engine of growth for
India. Sir, 80 per cent of our employment comes from there and we are stifling
them with the GST, not because the GST makes things more complicated in
terms of tax structure but there are compliance issues. Each of them spends from
the first of every month to the 10" of every month with the Chartered Accountants.
They cannot do business because they have to ensure GST compliance. The
cost of compliance has gone up by five or six times. The only people who have
benefited immensely from this are the Chartered Accountants. | think, the hon.
Finance Minister is himself a Chartered Accountant. He will be able to tell us as
to how much his colleagues, not Parliamentary colleagues but his Chartered
Accountant colleagues, have been benefiting from this scheme.

Sir, the hon. Member from the TMC was speaking on the diversity of
judgements on GST. Every law will have grey areas. We have seen that because
grey areas exist in taxation, corruption comes in. It was a norm in the Income Tax.
On the same law and on the same principle of taxation, different judgements
came in from different States at different levels and then corruption came in. Why
are there grey areas in taxation? | do not understand this thing. It is a simple black
and white procedure. If something needs to be taxed, it needs to be taxed. There
should be no grey areas left. If there are grey areas left in a taxation law, it is a

fault with us, that is, the people who make these laws. We are not making them
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clear enough. We are not making rules and guidelines clear enough. We need to
amend that.

Similarly, in the GST Authority for Advance Rulings, which have been set
up, Shri Roy spoke about the solar panels which have different tax rate as per
judgements given in Karnataka and a different tax rate as per judgements given in
Maharashtra. Sir, even in the Authority for Advance Rulings in Delhi, a judgement
has been given which says that on duty-free products, which you buy from duty-
free shops, GST has to be put. While it can take some time to understand the law,
but, at least, with authorities, there has to be cohesiveness and there has to be
one understandable wrong — may be right or wrong. You cannot have five
different understandings from five different authorities of any law.
(Interruptions) When authorities give different rulings, it means that the law itself is
at fault. There is something wrong in the way we make the law and the people in
those authorities giving those rulings should be sacked the next day. But, neither
you have clarified the laws, nor have you sacked those people, if you think that
the law is not clear enough.

Let us look at the complexity of the law itself. For the same service, there
are different ways of taxation. If | am a restaurant owner and | have one
restaurant without AC, | am charging five per cent GST on that. If | have a
restaurant with AC, | am charging twelve per cent on that. If | have a restaurant
which has a bar with AC, it is something like 18 per cent and if | have a five-star
hotel, then | am charging 28 per cent. Are we making life easier for a restaurant
entrepreneur or are we making it more difficult for him? Do | have to have a C.A.

in every restaurant to ensure that compliance is met? The fact is that a lot more
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needs to be done to ensure that compliance is easy. As long as compliance is not
easy, | can assure you that you will not meet your income targets. We believe that
in the taxation business of India, the Government believes that everybody is a
...'and the tax authorities attack them with that bent of mind. That has to be
changed, be it Income Tax or GST. We have to trust our tax payers. If compliance
is easy, making taxes lower, people willing and voluntarily will come forward to
pay the tax.

Sir, | know that you have given very short time to me. | am going to say one
last thing before | close my discussion. In my own Constituency, there is a local
flower called ‘mahua’. It is also there in Shri Nishikant Dubey’s Constituency and
in parts of Jharkhand and Chhattisgarh. These flowers are collected by tribal
ladies in their off-work season, when agriculture is not done. Now, the GST has
been put on that. Nobody minds a tax. But, | want to understand how will a village
person, who is buying flowers from these tribal ladies, comply with the GST tax
structure? It is the compliance and not a tax. You tell them that SI.UF.2T. BT B

complex. The compliance is too strong and too straight. Sir, even now, this Rs.

34,000 crore is mismatched between the returns which have been filed. The

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Government has not been able to deal with that. Even now, the NIC, which has
been given a responsibility of giving e-way bills, is not able to take the load of e-
way bills. It planks to ramp up with its capacity from twenty-five lakh bills a day to
seventy-five lakh bills a day. But, even that is not enough. So, what do we do to
MSME? We stop the trucks on the way. We tell them do not send your goods. We
will take it once the e-way bill comes.

| wish the hon. Minister was here so that he could have taken some
suggestions. | am sure that the hon. Parliamentary Affairs Minister will convey it.

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SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Sir, once again, | am constrained to focus
on my State’s issues. Due to the non-implementation of the AP Reorganisation
Act, an assurance was given to us. The range of non-implementation pertains to
many Ministries with Ministry of Finance being the most important.

| rise to speak on the GST (Amendment) Bills placed before the House for
its consideration. Out of these four Bills, amendments to UTGST, IGST and GST
(Compensation to States) are minor ones but amendments to CGST are major.
Hence, | would like to mainly focus my submissions on this Bill and on a few other
issues.

Sir, it is not just the Finance Minister but the Home Minister, the Prime
Minister and even the entire Cabinet had been trumpeting that the 14" Finance
Commission has recommended not to confer special category status on any State
or extend benefits to any of the special category States.

The fact of the matter is that nowhere the 14" Finance Commission has
recommended this, | do not want to repeat the details, this has been made amply
clear with evidence when [ initiated the discussion on the No Confidence Motion
in the first week of this Session. But, | do seek the attention of the House to what
Clause 11 of CGST Bill says. It proposes to amend Section 22 of the CGST Act.
Proviso to Clause 11 says and | quote: “Provided further that the Government
may, at the request of a Special Category State and on the recommendations of
the Council, enhance the aggregate turnover referred to in the first proviso, etc.,

subject to such conditions and limitations.”
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Mr. Finance Minister, what does it mean? Sir, on the one hand, you are
saying that henceforth no benefits would be given to Special Category States
once GST is implemented. But, on the other hand, this is what you are doing.
Again, in the same Clause, you are further clarifying the Explanation (iii) to Sub-
section (4) of Section 22, which talks about Special Category States. What are
you doing, Sir? You are adding Special Category States to this explanation. It
means, you are further categorically explaining, how benefits to Special Category
States mentioned in Article 297A (4) (g) are given.

Mr. Finance Minister, the people of Andhra Pradesh are watching every
move. Please do not think that the people of Andhra Pradesh are fools and
political or legislative illiterates. They will give a befitting reply in the coming
elections.

So, all | appeal to you is to please include AP also under Article 297A and,
as promised by you, you should extend all benefits given to Special Category
States to AP and support AP to the hilt. All we are asking you, Sir, is to give us
the same benefits in the same manner that you are giving to all Special Category
States.

Sir, it was only on this Monday, the Commerce Minister, in reply to a
question in this very House had said that North-East Industrial and Investment
Promotion Policy would be extended to the North-East till 2022. Not only this, the
Government of India has extended Central Assistance Measures and Incentives
to Special Category States in August, 2017 and the New Industrial Incentive
Package to the North-Eastern States in March, 2018. When we are asking for the

same, you are manoeuvring like snowboarders and trying to deny this to AP.
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Please do not cheat the people of AP. So, all | would say is to please extend the
benefits that you have given to Special Category States in the same manner to
AP also.

Sir, Government of India has given nothing to AP post the GST
implementation. If we look at the Tax incentives you have given prior to the GST
implementation, they are not exclusive to AP alone. It has been given to all the
150 backward districts in the country. Nothing unique has been given to Andhra
Pradesh. Secondly, if you look at Section 94(1) and (2), it clearly says that
“Government of India should give Tax incentives to promote industrialisation and
economic growth.” But, what you have given is just 15 per cent higher additional
depreciation and 15 per cent investment allowance, that too only to seven
backward districts of Andhra Pradesh which you are giving to all the 150
backward districts in the entire country, Sir. There is nothing special for Andhra
Pradesh in this. Sir, you have not even extended this to even backward Mandals
of the remaining six districts of Andhra Pradesh. Secondly, you have turned your
face away from what we have asked. We have been asking for tax incentives on
the lines of North-Eastern States; 30 per cent of the investment in plant and
machinery with an upper limit of Rs. 5 crores; 3 per cent on working capital credit
advance; reimbursement of 100 per cent insurance premium; giving us
Government of India’s share of CGST and IGST as a refund, the way you are
doing for the other Special Category States; reimbursement of Centre’s share of
IT for five years; financial support from national Infrastructure Investment Fund.

These are the incentives that are being given to all the 11 Special Category

States and we demand the same incentives for Andhra Pradesh, Sir.
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Sir, as per the Notification issued in July, 2017, in pursuance of Budgetary
support of Rs. 27,000 crore to the existing 4,324 units in Special Category States,
this is extended till the sunset period of March, 2027. Again, on 21* March, 2018,
the Ministry of Commerce and Industry approved the North East Industrial
Development Scheme with a financial outlay of Rs. 3,000 crore to the North
Eastern States up to March, 2020. The incentives are given for capital investment,
to access credit, interest incentive, GST reimbursement, IT reimbursement,
transport, employment and other incentives. What have you done on all these, Mr.
Minister? You have not given a single paisa to Andhra Pradesh and now you have
come up with these amendments. How can we support the Bill when we are not
included as part of your assurances? You want us to pass these amendments to
support the rest of the country. But you are not supporting Andhra Pradesh. You
are not meeting the commitments of the Andhra Pradesh Re-Organisation Act or
the assurances given by the then Prime Minister Dr. Manmohan Singh.

Our State Andhra Pradesh is not a non-performing State. It has always
been a performing State and we will be a performing State again. But today, we
are in a financial mess and it is up to the Government of India, who created that
mess, and this Parliament to correct that.

Andhra Pradesh is the loser due to GST to the tune of Rs. 2,600 crore per
annum, because from a producing State, it has been reduced to a consuming
State. Of course, the Union Government is compensating this, but not totally.
Secondly, the Government of India compensates only for five years. So, what will
be the fate of my State after five years? | am asking this because even after the

Award period of the 14" Finance Commission, Andhra Pradesh will be the only
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major State in the country still with a revenue deficit. Thirdly, how can you justify
compensating Andhra Pradesh only for the first five years when it is reeling under
severe financial crunch due to the undemocratic and unscientific bifurcation? So, |
demand, and | am sure many hon. Members support me as their States are also
in a similar position, to increase the period of compensating States from five years
to 10 years. This is one part.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Please conclude.

SHRI JAYADEV GALLA : Sir, please give me a few minutes more and | will wrap
up.

The second part is how Andhra Pradesh is deprived of the GST benefit. Let
me explain this, Mr. Minister. There is no doubt that due to the dynamic
leadership of our Chief Minister Shri Nara Chandrababu Naidu Garu, we have
done well under GST. However, our average revenue is only Rs. 1,461 crore per
month with a population share of 58 per cent in the undivided Sate. The average
revenue of Telangana is Rs. 1,740 crore per month with a population of 42 per
cent of the undivided State. Our revenues could have been higher had the Andhra
Pradesh Re-Organisation Act been drafted in a fair and equitable manner. The
Andhra Pradesh Re-Organisation Act says that arrears of revenue should go to
the State where the dealers have been registered as on the date of bifurcation
and most of the dealers were obviously registered in Hyderabad and refunds
burden is to be shared by the successor States in the ratio of population. By this
intentionally created anomaly, we have lost a minimum of Rs. 3,000 crore. We
have lost the advantage of a well developed Capital like Hyderabad, which

provided most of the tax revenues of the undivided Andhra Pradesh. Andhra
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Pradesh does not have the advantage of high consumption in view of low per
capita income and the absence of metro cities and, unfortunately, the GST
compensation does not take care of all these issues into consideration. Hence,
the revenue deficit issue of Andhra Pradesh should be taken care of specially
since it is not possible through the GST route.

Sir, | just want to make one point on real estate and one point on
agricultural items and | will wrap up.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Please be very brief.
SHRI JAYADEV GALLA : Yes Sir.

When the GST was introduced, a rosy picture was given that there would
be a real estate boom, which would result in employment opportunities and
increased economic activity. It proved to be a damp squib not just in Andhra
Pradesh, but across the country. Here, | will give you an example of Andhra
Pradesh. There is 12 per cent GST on the cost of an apartment and if you
calculate registration charges, it comes to 20 per cent. If one takes an apartment
for Rs. 50 lakh, the tax liability is Rs. 10 lakh. How can real estate revive with this
huge tax liability? Hence, | request the hon. Minister to revisit this, take this to the
GST Council, discuss it and bring it down to five per cent.

Sir, when it comes to agricultural items, | just want to make a couple of
points. The Act says that agricultural items are removed from the purview of GST.
But there are some commodities which are agricultural, but the GST Council for
the reasons best known to it, is not considering them as agricultural commodities.

Let me give a few examples.
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Sir, five per cent GST is imposed on red chillies, whereas it is zero per cent
on green chillies. Now, Guntur constituency, which | represent, is the world’s
leading producer of chillies. All they do is, they dry the green chillies under the
sun to make them red chillies. There is no processing involved. But five per cent
GST is there for red chillies. Earlier, there was no Sales Tax or VAT on red
chillies. So, | request the hon. Minister to please remove this anomaly by
removing the tax on red chillies.

Similarly, there is zero per cent GST on turmeric, but after drying turmeric
under the Sun, which is a very natural process, five per cent GST is imposed.
How is it justified? So, please remove GST on red chillies and turmeric powder at
the earliest.

Sir, roasted red gram is also done through the natural process, and neither
there is any value addition nor other process is involved, but 18 per cent GST is
imposed on this. So, | would request that it should be treated like agriculture
commodity and not as a processed food.l have no hesitation in saying that it is an
irony that de-stemming is also considered as value addition under GST. It is
ridiculous to say that by removing the stem from any vegetable, that becomes
value addition and gets taxed as GST.

So, | would request the hon. Finance Minister to look into these, and
remove GST on chillies, turmeric and other non-processed and naturally

processed agriculture commodities.
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With these words, | would request the hon Finance Minister to take these
important issues before the GST Council and ensure that they are addressed

positively without any further delay.Thank you very much.
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SHRI KONDA VISHWESHWAR REDDY (CHEVELLA): Hon. Deputy-Speaker,
Sir, | am thankful to you for giving me this opportunity to speak on this debate.

Sir, when the Finance Minister first introduced the GST, he talked about
many advantages of the GST to the Centre, to the nation and to the States. He
said many things viz., there would be reduction of frauds; evasion of tax would go
away, compliant chains would come in; it would be simpler; there would be less
paper work; it would be removing ambiguity; and it would translate into higher
revenues for the States and for the nation, which would all result in the nation’s
growth.

However, there were many sceptics; and the sceptics included all the
States. Many BJP ruled States themselves were sceptical. We, on the other
hand, are from a party, which is in the centre of the House. We have many things
on which we had complaints. We felt that we were cheated; we felt that that the
Centre treated us unjust on Kaleshwaram, on Bayyaram Mines, on AlIIMS. We
have a whole list which includes coach factory and our own defence land for the
purpose of construction of better road.

So, there are two things before us. Either we can complain and protest or
we can cooperate and hope that the Central Government recognises and gives us
these things.

Our Chief Minister had shown a great maturity. There is a saying in
English that if you are angry with somebody, ‘you can cut-off your nose to spite
your face.” Our Chief Minister is not like that. He saw some of the long-term merits
of the GST; and we were the very first State in the entire country to agree to it.

Even before the BJP ruled States agreed, we passed it in our Assembly. We
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were the first to sign it. So, we look forward to the Central Government to also
assist us in various things.

Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, | would just like to point out a few things. Let me
start with our local things. You are the Chairman of the MPLADS. Two years

back, there was a small rumour or talk in the Central Hall T9.4T. ofS Hhed 93 gl

93T IX 10 IRIS IH B, 25 IRIS BUT ™, and all that. While we were
looking up hopefully that something would go up, the GST hit us in the stomach.
They took off 18 per cent from our MPLADS. So, effectively, the GST reduced
our Rs. 5 crore from the MPLADS to make it about Rs. 4.1 crore.

But Sir, that is not the only thing. If you look at the tax evasion, has the tax
evasion stopped? No. It has not stopped. Have the frauds stopped? No. Is it
more efficient? It is definitely not simpler as Shri Kalikeshji and Prof. Saugata
Roy also pointed out. Is there less ambiguity? No, there is actually more
ambiguity.

Let me share with you a few examples starting with what is affecting me in
our Constituency. There is a place called Tandur, which is one of largest
producers of the Bluestone or the Naparayi or the Shahabadrayi or Tandurrayi
as we call it. It is the cheapest stone. A square foot of that flooring costs about
Rs. 10. Initially, when the GST came in, they put it on equivalent to Italian marble,
which is used in 5-star hotels at 28 per cent. We brought it to the notice of the
Finance Minister; and he reduced it to 18 per cent. But it is no favour. It was four
per cent. From 28 per cent it was brought down to 18 per cent. Then again, we

made a representation to reduce it further. Recently, they reduced it to 12 per
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cent. Is it doing justice? From four per cent, they increased it to 28 per cent; and
now, they have reduced it to 12 per cent. So, a great injustice is being done.

Sir, on the other hand, there is the Kota stone, which is also a cheap stone
from Rajasthan. It costs Rs. 30 per square foot. It is more expensive than ours. |
do not know, maybe they say that because the elections are round the corner
and that is why on Kota stone alone, they have reduced the GST by five per cent.
But they have not done it in the case of Tandur stone.

Sir, what is just an injustice? But let us talk about ambiguity. We brought
this to the notice of the Commissioners of State Tax of two-three States. These
stones are not just there in our Telangana State, but they are there in other
States also. One of them did this.

This is just to inform you that the commodity napa stone whether or not,
roughly trimmed or merely cut, sawing or otherwise into blocks or slabs of a
rectangular (including square) shape falls under heading 2515 to attract five per
cent GST and all others fall under 28 per cent. All others are called tiles. This is
the slab. If the Commercial Tax Officer is not treated well, it suddenly becomes a
tile and same thing becomes a slab. So, he has introduced ambiguity. Once, you
introduce ambiguity, it paves way for corruption and various other forms of
malpractices in GST. There are various issues like this. So, it sounds from this
whole GST business as to how this tandur stone is being treated. They neither
simplify it or its ambiguities nor it reduces fraud.

Sir, we want to progress and we want the country also to progress and that
is why, we are cooperating with the Government. We are, actually, happy about a

few things like the exemption on sanitary napkins. | need to also state that, that
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was the anomaly which the Government recognised not too quickly. They
exempted it from GST but in the State of Telangana, not only, there is no tax but
very soon there is no cost also because our CM is going to announce a scheme
for free sanitary napkins.

Sir, there is one more thing which is about GST collection. The States,
really, need to cooperate. There is a huge gap. We are a growing State. The
hon. Minister promised to make up for any shortfall in GST collection but our State
is a growing State. We cannot base on yesterday’s collection, we have to be
based on today’s collection. So, we are short-changed. Also, Sir, the timing was,
really, bad. We initiated one of the largest drinking water projects. We initiated
irrigation projects. But the timing, really, hit us very badly.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Okay, please wind up.

SHRI KONDA VISHWESHWAR REDDY : Sir, give me a few more minutes, |
have quite a few things to cover. | will try to do it in a short while.

Our GST collections have come down or the difference in revenue gap
came down to 2.4 per cent by March, 2018 whereas in rest of the country it
stands currently at 17.5 per cent. At the same time, there are some contributing
States and we are one of them. We are proud to say that we contribute not just
for our growth but we contribute — every person from Telangana is proud that he
is contributing — for the growth of the nation.

Sir, now, there is something about sports. The health equipment and all
other things are falling under 28 per cent. How can it be justified when we are

trying to make our nation healthy?
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Now, this is very important. There is a talk about petrol. We are really
worried about it. The petrol and alcohol should come under GST. You are trying
to promote local self-governance and decentralise things. Now, the last frontier of
GST is petrol and alcohol. On that, at least, the States should have control. We
heard about this and we are extremely worried about this. If you are going to do
this, definitely, it takes two to tango but it also takes two to fight. We are not the
only State. All the States are going to fight for this.

There are a few more things, Sir. There is one thing about apartments
which are under construction. Again, there is an ambiguity. If it is fully
constructed, there is no GST and if it is under construction, there is GST. Who is
going to be hit? It is only the middle-class people, who are taking loans and
booking homes by paying in advance. They buy their apartments much before
they are constructed so, they have to pay GST. There are many anomalies. |
think, these need to be addressed very quickly.

Thank you, Sir.
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SHRI P. KARUNAKARAN (KASARGOD): Thank you, Deputy Speaker, Sir. We
are discussing the bills in connection with GST. One is with regard to
compensation to the States. The other is related to sorting out inconvenience
caused to the tax payers, especially, the small and medium enterprises. The third
one is related to Union Territories and also integrated goods and services.

Sir, the Bill was introduced in this House, as we know, in 2017. When the
Bill was introduced by the then Finance Minister Shri Arun Jaitley ji, it was
promised that there would be a uniform tax system which would provide benefits
to the consumers and also to the States. It was also argued that the State would
get better financial benefits.

Sir, | remember the words used by Shri Arun Jaitley Ji. He said that the
States should not come before the Centre with a begging bowl. The States will get
sufficient funds and their financial capacity will be good when the Bill is passed.

In view of this argument, the Centre has also changed the funding pattern
of the centrally sponsored schemes. Now, more and more financial burden is
being thrown on the shoulders of the States. At the time of the discussions, there
were apprehensions from all sections of the House with regard to the effects on
the common man. It was completely negated by the Finance Minister in his reply.
When the Government implemented demonetization followed by the GST, it come
as a big blow to the common people and also for the economy.Even all the
Ministers and leaders profoundly stood for this decision. | am sure that even from
the Treasury Benches also, many of them are forced to admit the reality from the
experiences of the people.  How many times GST Council met and made

suggestions? Now, we are discussing the Bill in' connection with the GST. | do
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agree with the small and medium sectors that were facing the problems and many
of them really left their businesses because of the decisions that were taken in the
Bill. It is true that the Government has realized and is making the changes. Who
is responsible for this type of piece of legislation? Law makers have to apply their
mind not merely on the paper but also on the reports of the bureaucrats. One
has to see how it affects the common people and thereby the nation asa whole.

We have the same experience with regard to the FRDI Bill which now the
Government is forced to withdraw. High level officers were proud to explain the
financial issues, the melt down instances, which they have copied from the
western countries. Our nation has its own problems and its own way out. This
should not be a cut and paste method that we have to take from USA and from
the European countries.

When we questioned this decision, the Government could not realize the
facts but majority of the financial institutions either banks or the insurance
companies even the RBI, SEBI expressed their different views. Now, the
Government has decided to withdraw the Bill. | congratulate the Government.

When the Government commits such mistake, especially in the law making
process, the actual sufferers are the common people, consumers and also, we
bear big financial burden as a result of the unnecessary exercises.

Now, the Government have introduced the Bill to provide for simplifying
returns and to rise the threshold of the compensation scheme under the indirect
tax system. Of course, it is good.

Micro, small and medium enterprises that have an annual turnover of Rs.
50 million will be able to file quarterly returns once the Bills are passed. Of

course, this is a welcome step.
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We have to discuss all the four bills together. Those with the annual
turnover of up to Rs. 50 million will be allowed to opt for the compensation
scheme. Now the threshold is Rs. 10 million. The scheme provides for a flat and
concessional GST rate.

The other aim is that the new tax regime has been facing certain difficulties
in respect of matters relating to supply of taxable goods or services by a supplier.
It is specially related to the Union Territory.

The other issue is about the distribution of revenues between the Centre
and the States. | know the State of Kerala itself is waiting to get its share from the
Centre because there was no clarity in the earlier Bill. That is why, there is
undistributed fund with the Centre. Who is responsible for that? The States are
experiencing difficulties. The fund is with the Centre but the States are not getting
the fund.

The Government plans 46 changes with regard to the GST through these
four bills. It includes redefining reverse charge mechanism and changes in the
input tax credit norms.

It has proposed 38 changes in the Central GST in 2017, six changes and
explanations in IGST Act, 2017 and two in GST Compensation Act.

It is said that the amendments are more friendly and supportive in ease of
doing business. Some sections of the industry could be affected by the provisions
relating to restrictions on transfer of credit balance especially on education cess,
secondary and higher education cess, krishi kalyan cess, additional duties cess,

especially on textile and textile articles.
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Sir, this issue is the negative part of this Bill whereas, on the other hand,
the Government says that it is a positive one.

Sir, the specific denial of transition of credit of cess, like educationcess
would be against the tax compensation that the tax payers have to take. On large
number of items which faced 28% of levy such as refrigerators, washing
machines, it has been reduced to 18 per cent. Of the 49 items in the slab, on 17
items it has been reduced to 18per cent. Only three States — Manipur, Mizoram
and Arunachal Pradesh — have surplus GST collection whereasall other States
are facing a shortfall of up to 43 per cent.

In 2017-18, the average revenue trend has shown a shortfall of 13 per cent
at all India level andthere has been a revenue gap of nearly Rs.6000 crore every
month. With the reduction in the rates of GST, the loss would range from Rs.8000
crore to Rs.10,000 crore.

One year has been completed after the introduction of the GST in the
country. The experience is the best lesson to judge a legislation. The
experienceshows that after failure of demonetization, it has also been a failure.

A lot of efforts have been made to achieve uniformity in the taxes in the
country. One Nation One Tax is the slogan of the BJP. There is no doubt that
there should be a simple taxation system but it is also true that unnecessary
complications should be removed. Though huge promises have been made by
the Government and the Finance Minister but the experience of the common
people has shown that it has proved to be a great disaster, which has adversely

affected the normal transactions in trade and commerce throughout the country.
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Sir, contrary to the BJP claims, GST has only encouraged
malpractices in the last one year. We have seen no reduction in corruption and
circulation of black money. It has also complicated the life of small and medium
businessmen as well as shopkeepers. BJP itself has admitted this. As a result, in
spite of the uniformity slogan, the shopkeepers and the businessmen engaged in
small-scale sector have to pay taxes ranging from 18 per cent to 28 per cent on
their sales. Now, you are revising it. But | want to know as to who is responsible
for these changes.

As a result, a new difference between existence and non-existence of GST
has come into force. This leads the Government being deprived of genuine taxes
from the retailers and the wholesale,who are charging arbitrarily more in the name
of GST from innocent buyers and consumers. Though it was promised that prices
would be lowered, but introduction of the GST has allowed the prices grow
steeply and officially they went up to 28 per cent and in some case more than
that.

Sir, one issue that has been raised by almost all the hon. Members is with
regard to price control, particularly when it comes to petrol and diesel. When
prices in the country were high, it was said that crude oil prices were quite high.
But when the crude oil prices came down in the international market, we could not
see its impact on the prices of petrol and diesel. That has become a major issue. |
want to know whether the Government is going to take any step with regard to
petrol and diesel in terms of GST.

Sir, the Government has come out with certain changes through these four

Bills because they have now realized that the people are against them. Whatever
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your agenda may be, their livelihood is in a very, very difficult situation. There
would be its reflection and retaliation in the coming Lok Sabha elections. The
Government has really tested itself in the by-elections in nine assembly
constituency seats and four parliamentary constituencies as well as in Karnataka
elections.

You have come up with certain promises. But who is responsible for the
situation which is prevailing for the last one year? It is the responsibility of the
Government. That is why it is said that experience of the last one year, which you
have also seen, has made it clear that this Bill has been a big blow to the
aspirations of the people, as has been the case of demonetization.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: | am requesting the hon. Members that now | will give
only two minutes to each of the Members who want to speak because the hon.

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SHRIMATI BUTTA RENUKA (KURNOOL): Hon. Deputy Speaker, Sir, | thank you
for giving me this opportunity.

Goods and Service Tax is one of the toughest economic reforms that have
been implemented in the country. The success of the implementation is yet not
clearly visible as it still has not become a full-fledged one. The Government has
been making many changes yet periodically, at intervals, since the introduction of
GST.

The amendments are being brought in to provide clarifications and
specifications to certain issues. The main provision is to enhance the limit of
composition levy from one crore rupees to Rs. 1.5 crore. This, | hope, will help the
medium and small enterprises. These amendments will also give clarity on
reverse charge mechanism.

In this connection, | take this opportunity to highlight the very important
concern of the handloom sector. This industry offers employment to more than 40
lakhs, next only to agriculture. This Government, realising the importance of the
handloom sector, has declared 7" August as the National Handloom Day, which
has just gone-by. Given the importance of this sector in providing employment
and also in carrying on the legacy of our culture, there is a dire need to protect
handloom sector by taking appropriate measures.

In view of the importance of the textile and handloom industry in our
economy, | request the hon. Minister to exempt both the textile and handloom
sectors from the GST. | would like to reiterate the demand of the weaving
community from across the country to bring the handloom products and its raw

material under zero per cent GST.
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| wish to stress the importance of low GST rates which will stimulate
economic growth. A higher GST rate will add to inflationary pressures. The
highest slab of 28 per cent needs to be taken off and all the products in that
bracket need to be adjusted in a lower slab. This will enhance the purchasing
power of people, the volume will grow and the overall tax collection will not be
impacted.

Sir, | just wanted to mention here that GST is supposed to be a good and
simple tax, but there are many places in my constituency where many of small
and medium entrepreneurs come to me and say that they are faced with a very
complicated process of filing returns and at many places, they could not
understand how to file the returns. In spite of that, they are not given any time-
limit and they are being charged the fine also. | think for these people to
understand the whole process, they need to be given a grace period. It is
supposed to be a simple tax paying system, but it has become a very
cumbersome process. | request the hon. Minister to make it simpler and
prescribe a simpler process so that entrepreneurs can follow it easily.

Everyone will agree that the way it has been framed and implemented,
GST has proved to be a great disaster, and has affected the normal transaction in
trade and commerce throughout the country. Earlier VAT was introduced
throughout India. If there was a shortfall in the collection of GST, and when the
same is compared with the VAT, if it is less, then, the Central Government have
taken a policy decision for extending supplementary compensation. It was the
policy decision taken by the Central Government that at the time of introduction of
GST that different States can demand compensation if their revenue on account
of GST is less than the earlier period.

My State Government is not getting adequate compensation as yet as was
declared by the Central Government at the time of introduction of the GST. Is the
Government providing adequate compensation to the States? If they are providing

compensation, how much has been given to all the States?
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The Central Government should continue to work in close coordination with
the States and come up with a clear laid out roadmap.

With these words, | conclude. Thank you, Sir.

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REPRESENTATION OF THE PEOPLE (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2017
THE MINISTER OF LAW AND JUSTICE AND MINISTER OF ELECTRONICS
AND INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY (SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD): Sir, |
beg to move:

“That the Bill further to amend the Representation of the People Act,
1950 and the Representation of the People Act, 1951, be taken into
consideration.”

Sir, it is a very simple Bill. NRIs always used to complain that they are not
getting opportunity to vote in elections. NRIs are spread in various parts of the
world. They have love for India. They are equally interested in the democratic
polity of the country and they want to participate in it. NRIs mean those who are
citizens of India.

Based on a proper PIL and GoM discussion, we are only giving them the
right to vote by proxy. This is a very simple amendment that we are making in the
rules. You are aware that military personnel can vote by postal ballot. There
have been many concerns like the concern of migrant workers. All the migrant
workers who go to different parts of India have their names in the voters’ list in
their respective constituencies and they have also got the right to get themselves

registered in the area where they are working.
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HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Suppose a candidate is contesting from a Lok Sabha

constituency in Kashmir and his vote is in Tamil Nadu, how will he go there?

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: The position is that he has to be registered in
the voters’ list. The NRIs need not come to vote. They are allowed to vote by
proxy. Rules shall authorize as to under what conditions a proxy will vote. In
Company Law and others, proxy is allowed. They will have to vet, confirm, and
go through the whole process. Those NRIs, who are citizens of India and who still
have their names in the voters’ list, will be allowed to vote by proxy. Instead of
asking them to come from America, England or Russia to vote, they will authorize
their confirmed proxy to vote on their behalf. This is the only limited thing that we
are trying to bring in. It is good for the country and also for the NRIs. The House
should pass it. This is my initial observation on this Bill. | seek your kind

indulgence for the consideration and passing of the Bill.

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SHRI R. GOPALAKRISHNAN (MADURAI): | express my gratitude to my beloved
leader Puratchi Thalaivi Amma before | speak on the Representation of the
People (Amendment) Bill, 2017 which was introduced in Lok Sabha on December
18, 2017. The Bill seeks to amend the Representation of the People Act, 1950
and the Representation of the People Act, 1951 so as to allow proxy voting and to
make certain provisions of the Acts gender-neutral.

The 1950 Act provides for allocation of seats and delimitation of
constituencies for elections, qualifications of voters and preparation of electoral
rolls. The 1951 Act provides for the conduct of elections and offences and
disputes related to elections.

The 1951 Act permits an overseas voter to vote only in person. The Bill
seeks to amend the 1951 Act to permit an oversea voter to cast his vote in person
or by proxy in the constituency where the poll is taken. The 1951 Act provides for
the wife of a person holding a service qualification to vote. The Bill replaces the
term ‘wife’ with ‘spouse’.

Sir, the previous UPA Government conceded the demand of overseas
Indians to give the right to vote in the elections in the country in 2009. But their
jubilation faded when the Election Commission subsequently made their physical
presence mandatory in their respective constituencies at the time of the polls to
cast their votes. NRIs ignored the call of the Election Commission to enrol their
names in the voters’ list online. Only 11,844 out of an estimated 100 million NRIs
across the world registered their names at the time of 2014 Lok Sabha polls. Of

these, very few travelled to India to exercise their franchise.
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NRIs could not use their right because it was not practical and affordable
for them to make an exclusive visit to the country at the time of elections.

The Government has sought to solve this problem by allowing NRIsto cast
their votes from their overseas location through ‘proxy’. However, a cross-section
of the Non-Resident Indians have expressed apprehension that the facility could
be misused. For example, say | am living with my family in Dubai. If | appoint a
distant relative or a friend as my proxy, what is the guarantee that he or she will
cast the vote according to my preference? The political parties back home can
influence my proxy to vote for their candidate. | could not appoint a proxy unless
there is a mechanism to confirm that he will vote for the candidate of my choice. It
was not possible to trust even family members as they have their own political
leanings.There are questions about the need for proxy voting in the
technologically advanced era. The technology is now available to make foolproof
online voting. The Government should use this and introduce online voting.
Aadhar Card, which serves as the single identification, is now mandatory for all
resident Indians. If the NRIs too are brought under this, they can vote online with
biometric identification sitting anywhere in the world. Proxy voting might affect free
and fair polls. Instead of this, voting for NRIs through Indian Embassies and
Consulates will be safer and apt.

A majority of workers living abroad are unskilled or semi-skilled workers in
the Middle East and in the Arabian countries. Most of these countries do not allow

political activity. This means that the political parties may have to employ different
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tactics to canvass for the NRI votes. We are afraid this could even pave the way
to vote trading.

According to rough estimates, there are about 25 million NRIs of eligible
voting age. They could hold a considerable sway in election results, whereever
the contest is very close. Even a few votes will decide the winner and the loser.
Therefore, the move to grant proxy voting rights to overseas electors assumes a
significant importance and it is also desirable to provide equal opportunities for all
political parties and leaders in getting the confidence of the NRI voters. Thank

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DR. MAMTAZ SANGHAMITA (BARDHMAN DURGAPUR): Hon. Deputy-Speaker,
Sir, thank you for giving me this opportunity to participate in the discussion on the
amendment of the Representation of the People Act.

In one way it is a good amendment but | am very surprised about the fact
that the hon. Minister while making his initial remarks on the Bill said it is a very
simple Bill. But it cannot be a simple Bill. Here it is a matter of the identity of
people and also a question of the right of a person. How can a proxy vote be an
alternative?

The point that | would like to make here is that while on the one hand we,
everywhere, are trying to remove irregularities, there we are creating one more
irregularity by bringing in this provision of proxy vote in this Act. How can we be
sure that the person who is being chosen to give the proxy vote on behalf of the
original person is casting the same choice as that of the person in whose name
the vote is listed? In the event of a proxy vote, one vote would be cast by two
people, one is the original person whose name the vote is being cast and the
other one would be the person who is giving proxy on his behalf. It is very difficult
to make it fool-proof.

The Government is thinking about the interest of the well-to-do NRIs
because it may so happen that those votes may come to them. But on the other
hand, the migrant people for whom the Government is shedding Crocodile Tears
would not be allowed to cast a proxy vote. So, it is not possible to make it fool-
proof at all. The electronic voting system is also not fool-proof with so much of

cyber fraud being committed.
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The Government should think twice or more times before they think of
implementing the provisions of this Bill. | think, it is irregular in nature.

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SHRI KALIKESH N. SINGH DEO (BOLANGIR): Sir, this particular amendment
brought by the hon. Minister is not a simple amendment. It goes into the very
basic foundation of democracy of India.

While we all agree that NRIs still remain Indians and should have a
participatory nature of involvement in the democratic functioning of the country,
the manner in which it has been brought in suggests to me that this particular
process of yours is not fully thought out. Sir, please bear with me and | beg due
indulgence from you on this point.

Our democracy functions on one-vote-one-person system which is
governed by the Election Commission and the first past the post gets elected like
you and me. My first question is this now. Does the Election Commission have
the power to monitor elections outside India, if there is any system of doing that?
How will you ensure that registration is correct or not? Has any thought been
done on that?

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: French people are voting in Pondicherry when there
is an election of President in France. Their Election Commission controls the
election here when there is an election in France. There is a provision for that.

SHRI KALIKESH N. SINGH DEO : Sir, the Minister should tell us as to what
provisions he has made to ensure that registration of these people is accurate
and correct and whether it can be infiltrated. It is not a question of just a simple
amendment. It strikes at the basic foundation of democracy and the Constitution

of India.
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We are talking about a proxy voting system. There is a proxy voting system
for Armed personnel and Government servants in India but they also have an
ability to choose between proxy voting or a e-postal voting. Why do we not have
that option in this case also?

For example, a lady is working outside India and she chooses her husband
to go and vote for a certain political party. He does not agree with her. He votes
against her choice. Is that not a violation of her choice of vote? | would like to
point out here that individual's freedom of expression through election under
article 19A of the Constitution gets violated.

| would also like to point out here that it violates an individual’'s liberty to
cast vote of his choice under article 21 of the Constitution. It is a constitutional
provision. How do you ensure that the proxy will vote as per the nature or the
intent of the person who has given the proxy?

Then, the hon. Member from Shiv Sena, Shri Adsul basically alluded to one
person-one vote criteria. Under the Constitution, each person has one vote.
However, in this case, if | am the proxy of my spouse, | will vote for myself and |
will vote for her also. He talked in a very nice manner which is understood by
everybody. ‘faFe 8TeIf 7 31T §a Ta?”

the People Act, 1951. It says:

‘Any person who performs any duty in connection with the recording or
counting at an election shall maintain and aid in maintaining the secrecy
of voting.”
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Here, the secrecy is gone because | have told my husband or wife about it. To
that effect, it violates the basic law which they are trying to amend. It also violates
section 39 of the Conduct of Election Rules, 1961.

Sir, we also know that many mechanisms are used which are unsavoury in
Politics. Sometimes people are influenced; sometimes people are coerced;
sometimes people are even paid money or given gifts to buy votes. How will the
Election Commission monitor that if they are not in India? They can monitor
spending in the country itself. They hold a candidate responsible for such
incidents in the country. But, if somebody is giving money to voters in Dubai or
America, what will the Election Commission do? What will the Government do?
Sir, this, in my opinion also disenfranchises the vulnerable group of Indians. A
large part of the Indian diaspora who go there are amongst the working class
there. Some of them are workers; some of them are construction labourers. They
may be coerced by the person who has given them jobs there to give powers to
somebody in their family who is inclined to vote in a particular party. Will this
encourage corruption or encourage free democratic practices?

Sir, | have a few more points to make. | would not take very long. | hope
you will allow me. In my opinion, this violates right to equal opportunity and equal
protection of the law in Article No. 14 of the Constitution. The hon. Minister
himself is a Lawer. He will understand, no matter what Law we make. If we make
a Law which violates the Constitution itself, it would not stand. There will be

people who will go against it.
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Sir, my last and final point is, for elections to be conducted fairly, each
political party must have an equal platform to work from, to campaign from. Now,
Sir, in the last five years, the hon. Prime Minster has made us proud or so we
thought, by going to a large number of countries, by holding large mega rallies of
the Indian diaspora there at the cost of the Government. However, we, the
Regional Parties neither have the power, nor the money or the outreach of the
Ministry of External Affairs or the embassies there, working for hours;
campaigning for hours on an individual mode. Is that fair, Sir? Should one political
party enjoy the benefits of having all the embassies work for them and have these
mega rallies continuously for five years leaving aside all other political parties at a
disadvantage at the cost of the Government?

Therefore, Sir, with so many questions left unanswered, unless the hon.
Minister answers them satisfactorily, | would stand to oppose the Bill. Thank you,
Sir.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Now, it is already 05:57 pm and after Six 0’ clock, you
want to take up Zero Hour. Therefore, what | am suggesting is, if the House
agrees, we can extend this discussion up to Seven o’ clock now.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: | am not compressing the time. | am seeking the
opinion of the House. | am just putting a suggestion. The rest is left to the House.
| am not compressing. That is not my duty. | am giving the time. | am not limiting
the time. We are extending the House up to 7 o’clock. Meanwhile, we will try to

pass the Bill and afterwards, we will take up Zero Hour.
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SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): Thank you, Sir. This Bill is a very important
Bill. It is very close to my heart, especially because | was also an NRI for the first
half of my life. | lived in USA for 25 years. During that time, as an Indian citizen, |
was not able to participate in the political process in America and because this
provision was not there, | was not able to participate in the political process in
India either. So, for 25 years, | felt like | was not a part of any country as | was
living in one country and a citizen of another country. So, this is very important to
me and people like me who live abroad and remain citizens of India. They may be
settled abroad but their heart always remains with India. Their ties, their family
ties, their ancestral ties and everything is always about India. So, it really brings a
lot of cheer to all the Indian citizens living abroad.

But the way it is brought, as earlier Members also said, — | have not even
got a chance to review the Bill properly to see what that process is going to be
and how it is actually going to be done — what is this proxy system that they are
talking about? What does ‘appointing a proxy’ mean? Does it mean that you
appoint a person to vote on your behalf? That sounds like a very complicated
process and in today’s age, with the technology that we have, why do we need to
have a physical proxy in order to caste our vote?

Many countries around the world have already started e-voting as a
practice. With the type of security and safety systems available, when millions of
dollars are being transacted through electronic mode, why can a vote not be cast
through electronic mode? | think it is high time that we can look at it, we can

undertake it as a pilot project for overseas Indians. But eventually, this is a system
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that can be offered to all our citizens even in India. So, e-voting should be studied
carefully. We bring in technology to avoid corruption in many areas. Why can we
not bring in technology in voting? Hence, | request the hon. Minister to look at e-
voting and voting through electronic mode also rather than having physical
proxies.

The proxy is gender neutral. It is a welcome step and | congratulate the
Minister for that. NRIs, who remain Indian citizens, are about 16 million people in
the world. It is not a very large number when you look at our electorate. These 16
million people cannot make a very significant impact just by voting. But the
connectivity that you give them to the country is important. These 16 million
people may be just one or two per cent of the population in many of the countries
that they live in. But they are usually the top one or two per cent of that
population. They are doctors, lawyers, engineers, accountants, astronauts etc.
Many of them, after having taken citizenship abroad, are even becoming
Governors, Senators and Congressmen in their countries and we may soon see a
day when Presidents of other countries also could possibly be of Indian origin. But
their hearts remain in India and we need to keep them connected. The brain-
drain, that we see happening, has to be turned into a brain-gain as we bring those
people back to India, with their capabilities, with their knowledge, with their
resources, to invest back in our country.

Sir, | think, as a next natural step to this, dual citizenship should also be
looked at. | think Indian citizens abroad are the most connected to their country

compared to people who leave from other countries. If we give them this option of
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dual citizenship, it will keep them connected to our country and help us to change
the brain-drain into a brain-gain.

With these few words, | support this Bill and | encourage the Minister to

look at taking the next step of dual citizenship.
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SHRI KONDA VISHWESHWAR REDDY (CHEVELLA): Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir,
the Bill allows the NRIs to appoint proxies to vote on their behalf. The principle
behind this Bill is very correct. They need a national identity and this Bill,
probably, allows them to do it. Even Rudyji mentioned that there is a Non-
Resident Indian, who lived for 30 years abroad, but at heart he is still an Indian.

But let me tell you frankly, when | heard the Minister speak, | was stupefied
and astounded. | feel like the little boy in the story “The Emperor's New Clothes’
where everyone is saying that the Emperor’s clothes are really fine and nice and |
feel that the Emperor is totally naked.

Sir, we heard many times in news that some people sell their votes. You
can buy votes. Now we are providing a mechanism for selling your vote by this
system of proxy. So, the premise of this Bill is all NRIs are honest people and all
Indians living in India are dishonest people.

SHRI RAJIV PRATAP RUDY (SARAN): This is not fair.

SHRI KONDA VISHWESHWAR REDDY : If a Non-Resident Indian can sell it to a
proxy, can | not sell it to a proxy? | may be in ICU or somebody may be on the
death bed. He also wants his identity as a human being. Suppose | am on the
death bed, can | go and vote? Can | give you a proxy? ... (Interruptions)

So, that is the fundamental premise. The principle behind this Bill is really true
and as Jayadevji mentioned, | think, NRIs need an opportunity to vote.

There is one more flaw which many people pointed out. | think the proxies

may not represent people correctly, they can misrepresent. In fact, the very Act,
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‘The Representation of the People Act’ will lead the proxies, who can potentially
mislead.

So, one of the solutions — it may not be a perfect solution — is that it cannot
be any proxy; a proxy has to be a blood relative. So, it is less likely that the blood
relative will buy the vote from this NRI. So, a ‘proxy’ can be further defined. It
need not be any proxy anywhere.

Sir, it is significantly important. Last time, when | had to go abroad, |
applied for visa. Earlier, when | had to apply for visas, | actually had to go to the
Embassy or the Consulate to get the visa. Now, | can go to a local agency in
Hyderabad and put my fingerprints. My e-identity is there with biometrics. So,
they give me the visa. | do not need to come to Delhi to the Consulate for visa.

If that can happen, why can the technology not be used to provide an e-
voting for these NRIs?

Sir, we definitely agree with the principle behind this, but not the
methodology, the technology and the procedure used. We need the
Representation of the People Act, which does not misrepresent so that there is no
scope for misrepresentation and there is no scope for malpractice.

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SHRI DHARAM VIRA GANDHI (PATIALA): Thank you Sir for giving me an
opportunity to speak on this important Bill. | stand for voting rights of our NRI
friends who have strong attachment with their motherland and they are in quite a
big number. There are about 1.6 million people living in different parts of the
world. So, | do not find any reason to oppose this Bill but the word ‘proxy voting’ is
ridiculous. We know the meaning of proxy. It is about bogus voting. So, | have
my first objection with the word ‘proxy’ which is the main body of the Bill.

Secondly, it violates the spirit of the People’s Representation Act. One
person, one vote clearly violates the spirit of the Act.

Thirdly, it is devoid of giving a level-playing field for the smaller parties or
regional parties to attract or to voice politically or to preach and to spread their
message outside the country, which are having less resources as compared to a
mainstream, big political party. So, it does not give the level-playing field. Some
objections were raised that the NRI's vote will be bought. | do not agree with this.
They are having enough money. They do not need to get money back for their
votes.

For me, | think we are a digital nation or we are advancing towards that
Government’s claim, as they rightly claim, that we have made a lot of progress in
this field. Sir, e-voting will be the ideal alternative or an ideal solution for allowing
voting to our NRI friends.

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We may say whatever we want to. But let us not deride the contribution of
the great Indian NRIs. They have earned millions of dollars. They can become
citizens of any country. They wield influence. But yet they keep the colour of their
passport as Indian. That is their commitment to India. We need to recognize that.

This part of my reply will answer many of the queries which have been
made. | have great respect for Kalikesh ji. | have great admiration for your
understanding of Parliamentary procedures. But you made some sweeping
comments. You said that if they are given this power, they will sell it or use it in
some such way.

(c) who is absenting from his place of ordinary residence in India owing to his
employment, education or otherwise outside India (whether temporarily or not),
shall be entitled to have his name registered in the electoral roll in the
constituency in which his place of residence in India as mentioned in his passport
is located.’

When did this 20A come? This came with effect from 10.2.2011. Salim ji,

who was in power during 2011? It was brought by the Government which you
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supported. It was done by the UPA Government. The UPA Government brought it
for a good cause. They have been representing that they are finding it difficult to
come to their constituency and vote in every election.

| must tell you one thing. | have interacted with many of them in my own
way in different parts of the world. Their abiding commitment for India is truly
remarkable. The way many of them have picked up various villages in their State
for education, the way they involve themselves in the Teach India campaign, the
way many of them are helping their alma mater with huge funds, like IITs, medical
colleges, etc. is a matter of great manifestation of their commitment for India. We

need to understand that.

They asked us whether we can allow them proxy. What was their concern?
We have Legislative Assembly elections, we have local body elections, and we
have Lok Sabha elections. We may want to participate in some elections and we
may not want to participate in some elections. They asked us whether we can
make a legal provision for proxy. Mr. Deputy-Speaker, you have been the Law
Minister in the past. ‘Proxy’ is not a dirty word. ‘Proxy’ is a proper, defined legal
word in Company Law and in many other places. Therefore, in case of Armed
forces also, we gave them the the provision of proxy voting.

Now, Sir, all the concerns which have been raised by the hon. Members
are matters of rules. Sir, you are aware that we have got the Conduct of Elections
Rules, 1961. The entire procedure is there, for example, how will you file the

nomination; how the voting lists will be prepared and how the counting be will held
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etc. The Act which we are contemplating today gives the enabling support under
Section 20A. The rule will take care of all the concerns which the hon. Members
have raised today. What do you mean that an NRI will not vote as per his wish?
Any NRI can put one of his relatives, one of his close friends as a proxy.

Let us trust his judgement about his proxy. Surely, when the rules are
framed, Election Commission will take into accountwhether the mandate of the
main NRI voter has been flouted, and then there is a provision for cancellation of
that vote also. All these are matters to be considered when the appropriate
amendment shall be made in the Conduct of Election Rules, 1961 or any other
rules which the Election Commission may consider. Therefore, Sir, | do not want

to elaborate this matter unnecessarily.

Election Commission is already working on this. They have formed a Committee.

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Sir, these are some suggestions. Many have recommended for linking it
with Aadhar. The Supreme Court has not recommended this. But the work is in
progress. | want to assure this House that our sympathies are with the migrant
workers. They should be given the Right to vote in the total architecture of voting
procedure including being in the voting list. Let us wait till the Election
Commission makes further progress on this.
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: | want to raise one point. Suppose a man from
Bengaluru wants to contest election in Delhi and he is campaigning in Bengaluru,
whether he has to go there and vote or a postal vote is allowed. Other workers
and teachers are going to have the right to use postal vote.
SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: Sir, my answer is very simple. As of now,
migrant workers can register in their original place or in the new place of their
work also, if they are ordinary resident in the meaning of the law. Today, we have
allowed postal ballot only in case of Armed forces.
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: But teachers are also using that right because of their
workplace.
SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: Yes Sir.
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: The persons who are on election duty at some other
places, should have that right.
SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: If teachers go for election related works, they
can use the postal ballot in respect of their constituencies.
Sir, voting in India, in terms of your name in voter list, is mainly relatable to

your constituency. All of us are aware of that. Therefore, migrant workers
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presently can remain voters in their constituencies or if they satisfy the

requirement of ordinarily resident, they can become voters in their place of work.
The larger concerns about migrant workers which have been raised, it will

be surely looked into.

Now | come to the e-voting part. Sir, | am also having the IT Portfolio. | am
one of the biggest supporters of IT initiative including online. But when we talked
about it, we found that e-voting may not be completely free from difficulty. The first
that thing that will happen is whom you have voted will come online. Therefore,
we will have to make a very secured architecture as to how this can also be
shielded. It will become a violation of the secrecy of voting. As of now, we need
further technology to ensure that e-voting is completely free from any kind of
trespassing or others knowing about it.

Second is the safety issue. Mr. Galla, since you have been in America for a
long time, you must be aware that e-voting still is not globally free from difficulty.
In America, they still do ballot part of it. ... (Interruptions) Therefore, the smaller

Out of those people, names of 2,48,000 people were kept on hold as they were
marked as ‘Doubtful Voters’. Maximum of those people have already proved their
citizenship in the foreigner tribunal. Exclusion of names of the family members like
father, mother, son, daughter and sister in the final draft of NRC has emerged as
a major concern for many people among 37,39,630 applicants whose names do
not figure in it. Even the original citizens coming from other parts of India and

living in Assam applied for registration in NRC, but their names were also dropped

as the documents submitted by them were not authenticated by the respective
States or authorities in the specific times.

In the name of checking NRC papers, Student Organisations of
neighbouring States are harassing the citizens of Assam. The issue has become
very serious and a complicated one. Now, filing of claims and objections will start
from 30" August to 28" September, 2018. On 31* July, in an order, the hon.
Supreme Court of India permitted the Home Ministry, Government of India, to
prepare and submit new modalities for entering the names of the family members
and others in the final NRC draft.

In view of the above, | urge upon the Home Minister through this august

House to issue necessary advisory to all natives of the State of Assam to stop
harassing innocent people before publishing final NRC draft and | also request to
prepare such kind of modalities in consultation with all political parties before
submitting the report to the hon. Supreme Court of India.

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Mr. Deputy Speaker,
Sir, | would like to raise an important concern regarding my Srikakulam
Parliamentary Constituency. This is an issue of national concern also. There is an

area in my Constituency called Uddanam which comprises 109 villages with an
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approximate population of one lakh people. Previously, Uddanam area used to be
known for its beautiful nature and lush green vegetation and coconut plantations.
But for the last two decades there has been a terrible reason as to why it has
been in the news. Uddanam at present has the highest number of kidney patients
in one concentrated area in the whole country. That is the seriousness of this
issue.

I will mention some statistics just to make the House understand how
important this issue is. When the kidney patients undergo dialysis, the number of
Stage 1 patients is 17,870; Stage 4, 5 and 6 patients are 17,529. In the last ten
years, Sir, there have been deaths of approximately 8,300 people.

In the last six months, 100 people have died because of kidney related
diseases. In one single Panchayat with the name of Loharbanda, 23 people died.
It is not sparing the rich or the poor. Two ex-MLAs have also died because of this
disease. Previously, in this very House | had raised this issue but the demands |
had put forward to the Central Government have not been fulfilled. | want to raise
them again. One is that the Indian Council of Medical Research should set up a
specific medical research facility in Uddanam area. Previously, in 2009 they had
established it but because of insufficient funds, it has not gone through. This time,
they have to provide adequate fund so that there should not be any problem. The
Central Government has launched the Ayushman Bharat scheme. Somehow,
they have to integrate kidney patients also in that scheme. Until that is done, we
can’t do justice to these patients. It is like social outcast right now. Nobody is
going to work there; nobody is going to teach there; nobody is going to marry

someone from there. They are all being treated as social outcasts. So, it is a
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national concern. | want the Central Government to interfere in this matter and
provide hope to those kidney patients who come from Uddanam area.

SHRI JITENDRA CHAUDHURY (TRIPURA EAST): Hon. Deputy Speaker Sir,
today is World Indigenous Day. | am bringing up here the issue of tribals in my
State and also in the entire North-Eastern region.

You know that under the Sixth Schedule of the Constitution Autonomous
District Councils have been formed. In Tripura, Assam, Meghalaya and Mizoram,
there are ten districts. Our experience in Tripura is of 36 years and in Assam is of
more than 40 years. What had been assured under the Sixth Schedule to protect
land, for socio-economic development, etc. have not been fulfilled. That is why
there has been a popular demand. Our party CPlI (M) and the Gana Mukti
Parishad have been demanding for a very long time that the provision of the Sixth
Schedule should be reviewed totally and by amending the Constitution more
empowerment and source of funds from Central Ministries should be ensured.

Here, | would like to mention that there is a very direct bearing on our hon.
Prime Minister and our hon. Home Minister. | want to mention that on the 4" and
5" January, on the eve of the State Assembly elections, they had made

categorical assurances to one of our regional parties in the State; and now that
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political outfit is a coalition partner of the Government of the day. The promises
made to that political outfit were widely carried by the State and national media.

The assurances and promises were that a modality committee comprising
of senior officers of the Central Government and experts would be constituted by
the month of January itself to examine and recommend the perspectives of socio-
economic and linguistic development of the tribal people and overall development
of the State; a comprehensive package would be declared for development of
Kok-Borok, the mother tongue of the largest tribal population of the State along
with languages and culture of all other smaller groups; and the Tripura Tribal
Areas Autonomous District Council would be upgraded to such a status by
amending the provisions of the Sixth Schedule that the tribal people could steer
themselves to the height of self-reliance. But with the utter dismay, | rise to share
here the sentiments of the 38 lakh people of the State. Since 4" January, when
the meeting was held with the hon. Home Minister and the next day with the
Prime Minister, seven months and six days have elapsed till today but no modality
committee or high-powered committee has been constituted as yet.

There is no official communication issued from the end of the Central or
State Government except some blank rhetoric. | demand a categorical statement
from our Prime Minister or our Home Minister in this House. They should kindly
come forward to fulfil the commitments made and give justice by amending the
Constitution not only to the Autonomous District Council in the State of Tripura but
also to the other nine such ADCs of the North-Eastern region. The tribal people

should feel empowered and feel that they are proud Indians.
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Today, on the occasion of World Indigenous Day, | am raising this issue.

"SHRI GURJEET SINGH AUJLA (AMRITSAR) : Thank you, Hon. Chairman Sir. |
want to draw the attention of the Government towards the miserable condition of
Railways, as far as Amritsar is concerned. Sachkhand Express Train No. 121716
plies from Amritsar. This train leaves much to be desired. Its condition is horrible.
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER : You have requested for the construction of new I.I.M.
SHRI GURJEET SINGH AUJLA : No, Sir. | requested in the morning time. |
requested in writing.

HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Make it very brief.

SHRI GURJEET SINGH AUJLA : Sir, this is a very important issue. Sir, train No.
12054 Jan Shatabdi has seven coaches, but AC coaches are in a very bad
condition. Train No. 12242 Inter City Chandigarh needs more AC coaches. The
Tata-Moori train has no water facility in the train. These trains have a halt at
Manawala. However, there is no platform at Manawala. No lights are there. No
security has been provided there.

Sir, at Amritsar railway station, Ministry of Tourism work is going on since
2012. A sum of Rs.1363 crores had been allotted for this purpose. But, this work
has not yet been completed. Similarly, work at Chheharta Coach facility worth 61
crores was started in 2013-14. But, it has not yet seen the light of the day.

Similarly, work at a railway bridge worth 8 crores remains incomplete. Moreover,

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line 2 and line 3 work at Amritsar was awarded in 2011-12. But, this work too
remains incomplete. Additional station yard work worth 5 crore 58 lakhs was
allotted in 2004-2005. This work too has fallen prey to apathy and neglect and
remains incomplete. Sir, Amritsar is the hub for pilgrims and tourists. An
escalator is needed at the railway station. About Rs.16.29 crores were allotted for
this purpose. Money for this work was allotted in 2014-15. However, the work
remains incomplete.

Sir, there are similar other works that have not yet seen the light of the day.
The integrated security system has not come into existence. A one-megawatt
Solar power plant worth 8 crores remains incomplete since 2016-17.

Sir, the railway infrastructure is in shambles. Passengers are not getting
any facilities or amenities in the trains. Cleanliness or hygiene in the trains is a
casualty. The image of railways has taken a beating. Sir, new rakes should be
provided by railways.
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Please, wind up.
SHRI GURJEET SINGH AUJLA : Sir, please, Sir....
HON. DEPUTY SPEAKER: It is very lengthy. Zero Hour means you have to be
brief. It is not a railway demand.
SHRI GURJEET SINGH AUJLA : Sir, new rakes should be provided in the trains.

Health of people has become a casualty. Education system is in shambles in
Punjab. Punjab is reeling under the yoke of a gargantuan loan amount of 2 lakh
25 thousand crores. It has to pay a huge amount of 28,000 crores as interest
every year.

Sir, for the last seventy years, the flawed policies of successive Central

Governments has doomed Punjab. Conspiracies were hatched against an

DR. P. VENUGOPAL (TIRUVALLUR): Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, | thank you for
giving me an opportunity to speak during ‘Zero Hour regarding reduction in
Grants-in-Aid to Tamil Nadu.

As you know, Tamil Nadu is in the forefront in implementing several
Centrally Sponsored Schemes for the benefit of the poor and the downtrodden.
These Schemes have been a huge success in our State. | may also point out here
that many schemes of Tamil Nadu have been replicated in several other States.
Last week, we saw some Union Ministers admitting in this House that some
schemes of the Tamil Nadu Government have been taken up by the Centre for
implementation.

But of late, there has been a continuous and harsh reduction in the
Grants-in-Aid received by Tamil Nadu from the Union Government, due to which
not only the schemes fail, but also the poor suffer; and the net result is that the
State Government of Tamil Nadu is finding it very difficult to cope up these
schemes with its own scarce resources. The Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu had
been continuously writing letters to the hon. Prime Minister of India, but to no
avail.

To sustain such good schemes, Tamil Nadu Government need more
resources. When Tamil Nadu got reduced Grants this year, Uttar Pradesh
Government received an increased grant of Rs. 71,161 crore this year, as against

Rs. 32,537 crore last year, which is a rise of about 119 per cent. Similarly,
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Rajasthan received an increased grant of Rs.29,188 crore in 2017-18, as against
Rs. 19,482 crore in 2016-17, which is a rise of about 50 per cent. Maharashtra
also received an increased grant of Rs. 33,752 crore in 2017-18 as against Rs.
21,652 crore in 2016-17, which is a rise of about 56 per cent. So, this year, Tamil
Nadu received a reduced Grant of Rs.19,264 crore as against Rs.19,838 crore
last year, which is a 3 per cent reduction or a shortfall of Rs.574 crore for the
current year. The Centre is continuously punishing a 'Better Performing State',
thus putting a huge question mark on the 'Federal Character of our country'.

In view of this, | would request the Central Government to allocate sufficient
Grants, as demanded by the Government of Tamil Nadu, for implementing
welfare schemes for the people of our State.

K.V. THOMAS (ERNAKULAM): Hon. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, frequent
collision of ships with fishing vessels in the coastal areas of Kerala, Tamil Nadu
and Karnataka is causing deaths of fisherman and heavy damage to the fishing
boats and equipment.

Very recently, on August 7, 2018 early morning there was another collision
reported near Kochi and three fishermen were brought dead to the shore and nine
people are still missing. Even though search operation is going on with the
participation of the Coast Guard, the Navy, Marine Enforcement and local
fishermen, these missing nine fishermen could not be traced yet. There is a
strong demand from the local fishermen community that the search operation has
to be further strengthened with the active participation of the divers from the Navy.

My request to the Government is that the Government should take effective
measures to prevent such collisions in future and punish the guilty and also

provide adequate compensation to the victims of such accidents.

Sir, the Himachal Pradesh High Court pronounced an order on 15" March,
2018.In that order, nowhere was it written that oxytocin drug should be banned.
There was an issue that oxytocin is used on animal husbandry. But the ICMR

Guidelines say that oxytocin does not survive in a human body because it is a
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protein. Even the National Dairy Institute has said that there no bad effect on the
cattle because of oxytocin.

The Government, as a kneejerk reaction, has taken an action to stop
oxytocin injection by 31% August,2018.

Sir, oxytocin is the only drug, which can save women if there is a blood
haemorrhage after delivery.

Sir, if we ban this drug, or the way the Government is thinking to provide
1,000 vials to a private nursing home or to provide 1,000 vials to a district
hospital, it would not work.

Sir, a delivery never takes place at a person’s choice. It can happen in an
ambulance or it can happen in a village. How would a doctor go to a district
hospital to take oxytocin and come back and inject it into a women? Till that time,
the women would die.

So, Sir, | would seek your protection. | would request you to direct the
Government to think nicely in this regard. It is a question of life and death of
pregnant women.

But people from Dinhata division who want to go to
Bangladesh, have to travel 200 kms to Changrabandha to cross the border which
is a complete waste of time.

I, therefore, request the Government to consider this issue on an urgent
basis and reopen the ICP at Gitaldah, Coochbehar at Indo-Bangladesh border.

SHRI ANIL SHIROLE (PUNE): Sir, the implementation of rainwater harvesting
activities is yet to attract the importance in our country. At present, there is no
Inter-Ministerial effort at the Government of India level. A lot needs to be initiated
at the individual household level also. Wherever there is a pucca house, the
owner or occupant should be encouraged not to concretise the front, rear and
side-margins of the structure so that it will help in the percolation of rainwater in
order to enhance the stock of the groundwater.

In addition, footpaths and roadsides need to be redeveloped within fixed
time-frame to increase the percolation of rainwater. In order to promote seepage
of rainwater in the groundwater underneath and to increase ten per cent post-
monsoon flows in watercourses, a massive effort to develop the catchment areas
as well as surface, feeding plant species therein, need be initiated.

Therefore, | feel there is a need to urgently prioritise and implement these
suggestions on a time-bound manner through the monitoring by an Inter-
Ministerial body at the Central Government level.
