SHRI RABINDRA KUMAR JENA (BALASORE): Madam, I would like to submit the following two
matters to be included in the list of business for the coming week:

1) Attention needed for Non-Corporate Sector in our economy: It is observed that the fuel to our

high economic growth especially after the 1991 reforms came from the Unincorporated
Sector businesses (Mostly partnership and Proprietorship). In 2012, this sector contributed
about 45 per cent of National Income whereas the corporate sector contributes only about 18-
21 per cent. These P&P firms are counted under household for savings data and it is observed
that households contribute 60-65 per cent of savings in our economy whereas their share of
formal credit has declined from 58 per cent in 1990 to 36 per cent in 2012. For the corporate
sector which contributes lesser to savings, the share of credit has increased. There is,
therefore, a mismatch in sectoral credit allocation and economic planning in our country.

2) Need to revise the criteria for IGNDP: The disability pensions in India play a significant
role in ensuring social security for the most vulnerable in the society: The Divyang. In this
light, it has been observed that the Indira Gandhi Disability Pension (IGNDP) has some strict
eligibility criteria like 18 years and above, income below poverty line, minimum 80 per cent
disability and the amount paid if a beneficiary is eligible under all these criteria 1s Rs.300.
These stringent criteria especially the 80 per cent disability one, excludes the vst majority of
Divyangs and, therefore, needs immediate change. There are best practices like the criteria
under Madhu Babu Pension Yojana of Odisha State, in which everyone above the age of 5
with a disability of minimum 40 per cent is eligible.

DR. A. SAMPATH (ATTINGAL): The declaration of a Railway Coaching Yard at Nemom in Pallichal
Gram Panchayat in Attingal Lok Sabha Constituency is yet to be fulfilled. Railway traffic congestion is
increasing day by day in the Thiruvananthapuram Division. Hence, I request for the formation of a
Railway Zone having its headquarters at Kerala. There i1s a long pending demand of the people in the
Chirayinkeezhu for a two-minute stoppage for Parasuram Express. 113 years old Kadakkavur Railway
station should be declared as a Heritage Station and stoppages for more trains may be allowed at

Varkala Sivagiri Station should be provided.

The Attingal town is the centre of my Lok Sabha Constituency and is one of the oldest ones in the
whole State of Kerala having its history and tradition from the pre-Independence era. This ever growing
urban area is experiencing severe traffic jams and congestions on the NH-47. At present, the Attingal
Municipality is trying its best for widening the portion of the NH-47 which passes through the town

with people’s participation. The construction of a by-pass for the existing NH at Attingal is also
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envisaged by the NHAI simultaneously. So, I request you to be kind enough to take urgent steps for the
construction of the said Attingal by-pass in this stretch of NH-47.
