SHRI VINCENT H. PALA : Sir, when the Bill was passed in this august House,
| remember, the hon. Minister has said that every State in the North-East will
be provided with Sports University Campus. It is very embarrassing to see in
the reply given by the Minister that there is no such proposal. Meghalaya is
hosting the National Games in 2022. The State Government has sent a
proposal for more than Rs.200 crore to the Central Government. May | know
from the hon. Minister, through you, Sir, whether the Central Government
would be able to assist the State Government in building the infrastructure like
stadiums, artificial turf, and other things about which a proposal has been sent
to the Sports Ministry of the Government of India?

SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: Sir, first of all, | would like to say that this National Sports
University proposed to be established in Manipur is not confined to a region or
the North-East, it is a national university of India. So, there cannot be a specific
job reservation or reservation for the players or to establish campuses within
the North Eastern Region. That is not true. But, at the same time, | have to
admit that in terms of sports infrastructure, we need to do much more in the
entire country as well as in the North-Eastern States.

Now, with regard to the National Games which are supposed be held in
Meghalaya, the Chief Minister of Meghalaya had come to me and he had a
detailed discussion with me. Yes, definitely, the Central Government will have
to support the State Government in terms of creating better sports

infrastructure. But the primary responsibility of creating sports infrastructure
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lies with the State Government because as you all know, ‘sports’ is a State
Subject.

Having said that, Sir, we are ready and after the Parliament Session, |
will visit Meghalaya and have a discussion on it. | am planning to visit the
Facility Centre in both Shillong and Tura, and along with that, we will engage
corporate fraternity to come forward with a huge investment. After all, sports is
a subject which is very dear to me and to all the hon. Members also.

SHRI VINCENT H. PALA : Sir, normally, in the Budget, 10 per cent fund is
allotted to the North-Eastern States. Ten per cent of the funds allotted to the
Sports Ministry is supposed to go to the Ministry of DONER and that money is
normally used for the development of the North-Eastern Region by the Ministry
of DONER. May | know whether this ten per cent of unspent fund, in the name
of notional fund, is being transferred to the DoNER Ministry or not?

SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: Sir, whatever budgetary allocation which comes to the
Ministry, this is a well-known document, everybody can see it — how much
percentage of that is spent in the North-Eastern Region is also well-known.

There is a National Sports Development Fund under which we get
contribution from the corporate world and subsequently, we get a matching
grant from the Government which we provide for various games like traditional
games or Olympic games etc. and to the sports-persons also. There are
various programmes which | can elaborate later on. But regarding ten per cent
of funds which is to be spent on the development of the North-Eastern Region,

| am in close coordination with the Minister of DONER, we will work it out and
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ensure that not less than ten per cent is spent for the North-Eastern Region
including the State of Meghalaya.

KUMARI RAMYA HARIDAS : Sir, there was a proposal from the Kerala
Government to construct airstrips at Wayanad, Idukki, Palakkad and some
other tourist destinations and an Airport at Sabarimala, the famous pilgrimage
centre. Kerala has a high density of population and very high vehicle
population. As you know, there are not enough road and rail connectivity. So,
my question is whether the Government of India will give financial assistance
to construct airstrip to connect these tourist and pilgrimage destinations.
SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Hon. Speaker, Sir, | would like to inform the
hon. Member that we have already operationalised 174 routes and 39 regional
connectivity airports. All proposals that are received are considered. These
depend on availability of land, concessions given by the State Governments
and the Central Government. We have already 100 such proposals under
consideration. The details of these 100 proposals are listed in the Annexure to
the main Question that has been answered.

| would like to tell the hon. Member that we would be very happy to
consider those additional proposals. But as | say, the airport construction work
is undertaken in a collaborative effort. Many of these are State Governments’
projects. Some of them are undertaken by the Airports Authority of India. Some
of them are private-public partnership projects. In each of these cases, when
an airport is established, private carriers will work out the viability in terms of

the demand for traffic and in terms of the availability of other resources.
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Both the Centre and the State Government give different kinds of
concessions. The Central Government, for instance, gives a concession on
aviation turbine fuel; the State Airport operators do not levy landing and
parking charges. So, there are host of concessions which the State, Central
Government and others provide. We will be happy to consider additional
proposals, but at the end of the day, they will have to be based on viability and
the assessment on whether this will generate the kind of traffic which is
required.

KUMARI RAMYA HARIDAS : During the world war period, there were a large
number of air-strips constructed for military purpose in States like Uttar
Pradesh, Bihar, Madhya Pradesh and many other parts of India. Does the
Government have any proposal to revamp these air-strips under UDAN
scheme?

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: | would like to inform the hon. Member that we
are looking at a very large number of such unserved and underserved air-
strips. Several of these have been rehabilitated and there is a presumption that
many of these exist. Some of these exist only in the record books. Meanwhile,
there may have been vegetation or other developments there. But more than
100 of these have been identified. The answer to the Main Question in the
annexure lists the approximate dates when these could be undertaken.

insofar as the 100 unserved or underserved air-strips identified are concerned,
we have those in Bikaner, Jaisalmer, Kishangarh, Uttarlai and Kota. If
additional demands were to be received- these will have to come from the
State Government- we will be happy to consider these, again depending upon
the availability of land and availability of infrastructure. As | said, the State
Government, the Central Government and the Airports Authority of India will all
pool our resources to examine each of these requests.

SHRI A. RAJA : | have two questions for the hon. Minister. First, the hon.
Minister submitted before the House that they are looking for the viability of the
air routes. Thereafter, they are giving the permission. Take the example of

Coimbatore airport. It has come to my knowledge that for Kuala Lumpur-
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Bangkok-Dubai route, applications have been pending for the past 10 years.
The viability report was duly submitted by the officers after the due exercise. In
spite of that, permission has not been granted for Coimbatore airport. My
larger question under Q. 89 is that the hon. Minister says Rs. 25,000 crore is
being spent as CAPEX but OPEX is silent. Between the capital expenditure
and the operational expenditure, a number of air routes are inter-connected. |
want to put a specific question to the hon. Minister. If the Ministry is spending
Rs. 50,000 crore and if it is not able to connect the Coimbatore airport and
other airports in spite of the applications pending before the authorities, what
will be the operational expenditure? How is the Ministry going to meet it when it
is not at all giving permission to the aircrafts?
SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: The domestic carriers can fly between any two
points in the country and the State of Tamil Nadu and all the other States are
connected by a very large number of flights. Indian carriers have the
operational freedom to fly from any Indian airport to other airports. The issue is
about foreign carriers coming to India. That is determined by the bilateral air
services agreements and that is determined by a number of considerations
including the balance of concessions which are received and granted. Insofar
as the specific issues are concerned, about a particular airport, we have a
large number of representations.

For instance, the hon. Members from Madurai and other places want
more foreign carriers to come. But the Government, in exercise of its options,

looks at the bilateral Air Services Agreement. This has resulted in the
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development of regional hubs. There are hubs developing in countries very
close to India. They are not carrying passengers from our country, including
the Southern States. These are all passengers for onward connections to the
United States, Canada and other places. Our policy, therefore, has always
been and is going to be, to ensure that our carriers get the maximum number
of passengers. For that, they will have to induct wide-body aircraft, etc. But,
we are happy being involved in negotiating and conducting bilateral exercises.
| have already made it clear that once we reach the threshold specified under
the bilateral Air Services Agreement — when they have utilised 100 per cent
and we are at 80 per cent or above that — we will be willing to consider but in
the process equitable and appropriate share must come to our airlines.
SHRIMATI HEMA MALINI : Though the Minister of Civil Aviation has explained
quite a lot, | would like to ask him whether it is true that the success rate of
UDAN, ‘Ude Desh Ka Aam Nagrik’ or the Regional Connectivity Scheme has
been very low in the first two phases of its execution. | would also say that out
of 440 odd Air routes allotted to 14 major and fledgling airlines under two
phases, not more than 40 to 50 routes are operating regularly. If it is so, what
measures are taken by the Government to achieve the utmost success rate in
the upcoming phases of UDAN and also to see that cent per cent routes are
operated regularly?

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: | would like to inform the hon. Members that
the facts actually are the following: 174 routes have been operationalised,

connecting 39 airports under the UDAN Scheme. There have been three
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rounds of bidding. It is entirely possible, as has been the experience, that a
particular air carrier bids and then finds it difficult to operate that. These are all
private carriers. The Government cannot, through an Executive action,
mandate a private carrier to carry traffic between the two points. These are
private carriers. They will determine whether there is viability or not. Very
often, as it happens in general case - somebody bids for a project and after
having bid, they have second thought - when they see that it is not operational
or their assessment on the kind of traffic that would be available has not been
borne out.
DR. SHASHI THAROOR : You provide subsidy.
SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Yes, we do provide subsidy. As | said in
response to an earlier question, both the Central and the State Governments
provide support. | can give you an example. One of the Chief Ministers of a
State in the North East, whom | met two days ago, mentioned that he had
provided support and this is envisaged under the rules that the carrier is to be
provided viability gap funding. This is exactly provided for. | would like to tell
the hon. Member that it is entirely possible - after receiving all these
expressions of support, after receiving an assurance that the airport charges
and other facilities and concessions will be provided — that the private operator
backs off, in which case, we go into the second and the third round of bidding.

| am only ten days old into the job. If | may submit with due humility, the

UDAN Scheme has done quite well. In fact, there is an increasing demand
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from the hon. Members. | am absolutely sure that the original purpose, for
which this Scheme was established, will be more than fully met.

SHRI SUDIP BANDYOPADHYAY : Sir, my question is related to Q. 89, which
has been clubbed with Q. 84. A list has been submitted with regard to the
modernisation of airports. | would like to draw your attention to the fact that
Bagdogra Airport of West Bengal is the gateway to North Eastern India, the
seven sister States. If you wish to go anywhere in the North Eastern region,
you will have to use the Bagdogra Airport.

So, it is one of the most important Airports which is not in a good
condition. Would you consider the proposal for an all-out modernisation of the
Bagdogra Airport of West Bengal on priority?

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: The answer to Starred Question no. 89 clearly
lists the development works which we have already done in the airports as also
the expenditure which is likely to be met.

We are always willing to consider additional airports. But as | have said,
the proposal has to come through a prescribed mode from the State
Government. Then we have to look at what the expenditure will be entailed
and accordingly, we will take a view on that. | agree with the hon. Member that
various points in India are entry points. If you come in from the West and the
North East, you have an entry point. | totally appreciate the geography and the
strategic value of some of these. In an ideal world in which the resources are
unlimited, one could think of modernising simultaneously a large number of air

field. But as | have said, we would be very happy to receive the proposal for
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Bagdogra Airport. | will be grateful to this. The State Government has to
provide land measuring around hundred acres. The Airports Authority has
already planned to execute this project with Rs. 800 crores expenditure. | think
that should satisfy you. | have been updated on my facts, something that |
value. | am only ten days old into the job. But my answer remains the same for
Bagdogra as indeed for any other airport. It is the State Government that has

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Hon. Speaker, | would like to inform the hon.

Member that the two situations are not analogous. The Indian Railways is a
public sector service provider whereas the airlines are operating in the private
sector.

Secondly, my officials in the DGCA sit every month with the airlines and
review the air fares being charged. | can assure the hon. Member that those
discussions invariably result in effective monitoring. In April this year, one

large carrier ceased operations. That is why, there was a spurt in air fares but
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it has come back to normal. When that carrier ceased operations, there were
540 aircraft flying. Today, we have more than 516 in the air and we are adding
20 aircraft every month. As we transit from our present situation to a five
trillion dollar economy and as the per capita income increases, the demand for
air travel will increase. Air travel has been increasing at something like 16 to
17 per cent per year. | expect this growth to take place. With this result, air
fares will also benefit and the consumers will also benefit.
SHRI PINAKI MISRA : Hon. Speaker, Sir, | am deeply grateful to you. This is
a very important issue. Two years back, when the Delhi-Chandigarh highway
was shut down because of riots, fares went up, on 30 minute flight, up to
Rs.90,000. Recently, Odisha was hit by Fani cyclone and the air fares went up
to Rs.60,000 to Rs.65,000.

The hon. Minister is a very dynamic Minister and he holds the charge of
a very important Ministry. Kindly consider that in these peril times there should
be an imperilled route where for a week or a fortnight there should be a higher
bandwidth beyond which you cannot charge and there cannot be constant
private profiteering during difficult times.
SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: | would like to respond to the very specific and
a very necessary question that the hon. Member has asked.

Hon. Speaker, Sir, airlines set their fares in different segments. There
are segments, for instance, where the lowest fare is Rs. 5000 and the highest
fare is Rs. 45,000/-. Now invariably what happens is that if you are following

the APAC system, you will have a situation where people will buy the Rs. 5000
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fare in advance. Now, in the kind of sui generis or the kind of situation which
the hon. Member mentioned where there is, let us say, a civil disturbance on
the ground and there are only a limited number of flights, then there is
suddenly a demand for those seats and because the segments have been
utilised, people will go and buy the most expensive seat. Now, whether that is
profiteering or is provided for in the system is a different matter. But | will tell
the hon.

PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): Hon. Speaker, Sir, this House has
already been exercised over the death of children in the S.K. Medical College
and Hospital, Muzaffarpur. The death toll has touched 150. Though the Health
Minister went there, so far, he has not made any statement in this House on
the reason of death of many children.

Now, new facts have come to light about the Central Government-run
Kalawati Saran Children’s Hospital, which is a super-speciality hospital in
Delhi. It is reported that in six years over 6,000 child deaths were reported at
Kalawati Hospital which is a referral hospital for children from all over India.
The most common cause of death at the hospital include premature births,
respiratory infections, septicaemia and other infections and 50 per cent of the
deaths are reported in the first 48 hours of admission, which indicates a
serious condition of the people. The infrastructure in the Kalawati Saran
Hospital are inadequate to meet the demands of the patients. In this case, |
think the Government of India can take a lesson from West Bengal, where the
Government under Mamata Banerjee have set up a large number of SNCUs
and have brought down the number of child deaths drastically and have also

brought down MMR drastically.
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The Government should make efforts to improve the facilities in the
Central Government-run Hospital in Delhi and take steps throughout the
country to reduce child deaths due to inadequate facilities.

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DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE (DHULE): Sir, on 9" June, 2019, one
elderly patient was brought to NRS hospital, Kolkata in critical condition. In
spite of all the efforts, the patient could not be saved. The relatives of the
patient attacked the junior doctor and two doctors are seriously injured. This
incident has brought the issue of increasing violence against doctors and this
kind of incidents are increasing all over the country. We must understand that,
in spite of all the advances in the medical field, there are limitations to medical
treatment. In spite of all efforts, it is not always possible to save the patient
and probably, this was misinterpreted by the patient’s relatives as negligence.
In treating critical patients and operating the major and supra-major surgery, it
carries the risk of complication, morbidity and mortality. Hence, there is a very
thin line between inevitable complication and negligence.

It is also important to understand that doctors are also human beings
and not healing angels. It is unacceptable and absurd to victimise a medical
practitioner if a patient does not respond to the treatment. Violence against
doctors is unacceptable and any such act should be made a punishable, non-
bailable offence with imprisonment.

| congratulate the Health Minister, Dr. Harsh Vardhan Ji who has written
letter to the Chief Ministers of all the States, asking them to bring legislation to
protect the doctors and also to ensure that the law is implemented in States
where such laws are already in place. He also circulated the copies of the draft

The company was started
in 1983 as a PSU under the Department of Heavy Industries, Government of
India as a Wholly Owned Subsidiary of Hindustan Paper Corporation, Kolkata.

Ever since, its inception, modernization or upgradation of the plant was
not done. In spite of this fact, its capacity utilization was in the range of 110 to
120 per cent and the company has repaid to the Government of India more
than its investment by way of dividend, taxes, excise duty, etc.

However, the plant was closed in the year 2018 for about two and a half
months as it could not comply with certain norms prescribed by the Central
Pollution Board. Now, the HNL is facing financial crisis due to shortage of
working capital. More than thousand employees/workers are denied of their
salaries and wages for the last eight months continuously and the company is
on the verge of closure due to financial crisis. Non-payment of wages to the
work force has affected thousands of families directly and indirectly and the

situation is very grave.

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(i)Regarding Performance of Odisha on Health Index

SHRIMATI APARAJITA SARANGI (BHUBANESWAR): NITI Aayog has
brought out a report on health performance index a few days back. It is
extremely unfortunate that Odisha’s performance has slipped to 19" rank in
making it the third worst performing State among the 21 large States of India.

In terms of decline in health index value, Odisha is fourth from the
bottom. The new Natal Mortality rate of Odisha is comparable to Sierra Leone,
one of the worst performing sub-Saharan countries. We have States like
Kerala and Tamil Nadu who have already achieved the sustainable
development goal target of twelve Neo-Natal deaths per 1000 life births.
According to Sample Registration System, Odisha has reported second
highest infant mortality rate and third highest under five mortality rate. And it is
unfortunate that it has fourth highest maternal mortality rate. As per the report,
51 per cent women, 47 per cent pregnant women and 44 per cent children are
anemic in Odisha. In 25 districts of Odisha, prevalence of wasting is above the
critical limit as per WHO cut off values.

The critical state of health matters in Odisha is indicative of the fact that
all is not well as far as the implementation of schemes — whether Central or
State Government schemes are concerned. The State Government needs to
examine the matter very carefully and put into place a very strong monitoring
framework to ensure that the schemes are implemented well and there is good

level of awareness generated among people.
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| will request the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of
India to seek a report from the Government of Odisha as regards the
methodology of implementation of the schemes and the corrective measures
that they take in the light of the report that has been brought out by NITI

Aayog. This is a matter of utmost concern and required immediate attention.
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(ii) Regarding setting up of a Silk Park in Arani, Tamil Nadu

DR. M.K. VISHNU PRASAD (ARANI): Arani in Thiruvannamali district of Tamil
Nadu is famous for Arani silk sarees, which are traditionally made by the
handloom weavers there. Arani saree has also received Intellectual Property
Rights protection for the trade. The saree is ranging from 4 to 9 yards in
length. For wedding purpose and other functions, Arani saree is most sought
after, since it is available from affordable range to luxury rate, depending on
the value and quality. It is a fine finished product, durable and having
sophisticated look with aesthetic designs.

| would urge upon the Textile Minister to organise Silk Saree
Mela/Exhibitions during festival occasions in Arani. At present, Arani is lacking
infrastructure growth, though the artisans and weavers are highly skilled and
producing the best of silk sarees.

| would request the hon. Minister of Textiles to establish a Silk Park with
Marketing complex, workshop, warehouse, R&D facilities, equipment and
training for testing and training. This would help transform silk handloom
weaving industry into an organized profession and achieve sustainable growth.
They should develop an integrated Silk Park to project customer focussed
handloom silk products, using eco friendly factory facilities and world class

infrastructure.
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(iii) Regarding formation of new Railway Division at Kanyakumari in
Tamil Nadu.
SHRI H. VASANTHAKUMAR (KANYAKUMARI): The formation of New

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Motions moved:

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SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY : Sir, there is a sheer coincidence that
on the earlier occasion when the Ordinance was promulgated on the same
issue — with regard to Homoeopathic Council of India — at that time also | had
moved a Statutory Resolution, disapproving the Ordinance promulgated by this
Government.

Sir, we all know that promulgation of Ordinance should be done in
extraordinary circumstances coupled with extraordinary situations. But what we
are observing is that this Government has been, at regular intervals, resorting
to Ordinance route much to the chagrin of the sentiment of the democratic
people of our country.

Sometimes it is felt that the Government is running preferably on the
basis of Ordinances as if it is a Government of the Ordinance, by the
Ordinance and for the Ordinance.

The argument that has been expounded by my hon. Minister is far from
convincing. So, still | am taking a strong exception to the way Ordinance was
promulgated. Heavens would not have fallen upon us had the Government
waited for a few months. But the Government is so impatient about
promulgation of Ordinances that is really beyond any rational explanation.

Sir, the Ordinance-making power was first provided for in the
Government of India Act, 1935 to allow the then Governor-General of India to
promulgate Ordinances in such circumstances that made it necessary for him
to take immediate action. The 1935 Act stated that such Ordinances would

have the same effect as of the law passed by the then colonial Federal
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Legislature of India, but still we are inheriting the colonial hangover and often
resorting to Ordinances.

You may say that during Congress regime also, Ordinances were
promulgated, but | am saying it again that an extraordinary situation could be
the basis for promulgation of an Ordinance. The first Speaker of the Lok
Sabha, Mr. Mavalankar had on several occasions disapproved the action of
the Government to promulgate Ordinances during the inter-Session period,
particularly on the eve of Session. In January, 1947, he had observed:

“It was obviously a wrong convention for the Executive Government
to promulgate Ordinances merely because of shortage of time. That
power was to be exercised only when there was an emergency and
the Legislature could not meet. It was not a desirable precedent to
promulgate Ordinances for want of time, as inconvenient legislation
might also be promulgated in that manner.”

On 22.02.1952, when a Member questioned the desirability of
promulgation of an Ordinance to pass what was virtually a Money Bill, the then

Speaker observed:

‘I myself do not like promulgation of Ordinances. It is only in extreme
cases that an Ordinance should be issued. The ordinary rule should

be ‘No Ordinance’.

| emphasise again that the ordinary rule should be ‘No Ordinance’.

In July, 1954, he also brought the matter to the notice of the then Prime

Minister, Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru stating:
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“We, as first Lok Sabha, carry a responsibility of laying down
traditions. It is not a question of present personnel in the Government
but a question of precedents; and if this Ordinance issuing is not
limited by convention, only to extreme and very urgent cases, the
result may be that in future, the Government may go on issuing
Ordinances giving the Lok Sabha no option, but to rubber-stamp the
Ordinances.”
So, the Government should not turn the Lok Sabha to rubber-stamp the
Ordinances.

The practice of vesting law-making powers in the Government in the
form of promulgation of Ordinances does not exist in other democracies, such
as the UK, the USA, Australia and Canada. This is because the Legislatures in
these countries have an annual calendar of sittings such that they convene
regularly through the year, that is, for a few weeks every month. Of course,
India is a different country and our Constitution is distinct from those countries’.
However, | am again stating that at regular intervals, invocation of Ordinance
does not augur well for the health of democracy. | do not know whether the
hon. Minister will agree with my contention.

Here, we are talking about the Homoeopathy Central Council Act which
was enacted for the constitution of a Central Council of Homoeopathy to deal
with education and practice of homoeopathy. | am goaded to give a brief
historical background of homoeopathic medicine in our country. Homoeopathy

has become a popular form of medicine. The reason behind this is that it is

cheaper; it is economical; and it has no side effects. So, crores of people of our
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country are used to be treated by homoeopathy. Due to the popularity of
homoeopathy, there has been a demand for a long time for recognition of
homoeopathy as a system of medicine by the Government of India.

Sir, in April, 1937, Mohamad Giasuddin, an MLA from Bengal, moved a
Resolution in the Legislative Assembly for the recognition of Homeopathy. The
Resolution was passed and forwarded to the State Governments for its
implementation and Bengal was the first Province to constitute a Homeopathic
State Faculty in 1943.

After the formation of National Government on 17" February, 1948,
again, Shri Satish Chandra Samanta, Member of Parliament from West
Bengal, moved a Resolution for consideration by the Constituent Assembly of
India, which runs as follows:

“This Assembly is of the opinion that the Homeopathic
system of treatment be recognised by the Indian Union and
a General Council and State Faculty of Homeopathic
Medicine be established at once.”

An amended Resolution was moved by Shri Mohan Lal Saxena,
Member of Parliament in the following terms:

‘In view of the fact that treatment by the system of
Homoeopathy is restored to by many people, this
Assembly is of the opinion that the Government should
consider
1. The making of arrangements for the teaching of
Homoeopathy;
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2. The advisability of having Post Graduate Courses of
study; and

the advisability of regulating the profession and arranging
for the registration of practitioners in order to raise and
maintain uniformity of standards.”

Sir, accordingly, the Homeopathy Central Council Bill was drafted and
was introduced in the Rajya Sabha on 3" April, 1972. Shri Jagdish Prasad
Mathur, Member of Parliament moved a resolution in the Rajya Sabha for
reference of the Bill to another Joint Committee of both the Houses and

adopted by the House on the same day which is resolved as under —

“That the Bill to provide for the constitution of a Central
Council of Homoeopathy and for matters connected
therewith be referred to a Joint Committee of the Houses
consisting of 45 members”

Sir, on 8" March, 1973, the Committee, in its 26" meeting, considered

the draft report and adopted the Bill with some amendments in the preamble of
the Bill as follows:

“a few States have constituted State Boards or Councils
either by legislation or by executive orders, for the purpose
of registration of practitioners in Homoeopathy as well as
recognition of medical qualifications in Homoeopathy. There
is, however, no Central Legislation for the regulation of
practice or for minimum standards of training and conduct of
examination in the system of medicine on all India basis. A
Statutory Central Council on the lines of the Medical Council
of India of the modern system of medicine is a prerequisite
for the proper growth of development of Homoeopathy. The
main functions of the Central Council of Homoeopathy
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would be to evolve uniform standards of education in
Homoeopathy and the registration of practitioners of
Homoeopathy. The registration of practitioners on the
Central Register of Homoeopathy will ensure that medicine
is not practised by those who are not qualified in this system
and those who practise, observe a code of ethics in the
profession. The Bill is intended to achieve these objectives”
Sir, as far as Homeopathy is concerned, there is a chequered history.

My State, West Bengal is very much attached with the evolution of
Homeopathic practice across the country. Homeopathy was first introduced in
India in 19" Century, flourished in Bengal and then spread all over India. Shri
Mahendralal Sarkar was the first Indian — he happened to be a Bengali — who
became a Homeopathic physician. Calcutta Homeopathic Medical College, the
first Homeopathic Medical College was established in 1881. In 1973, it was
recognised as a national system of medicine and set up the Council to regulate
education and practice.

Sir, now, Homeopathy is the third popular method of medical treatment
after Allopathy and Ayurveda. Every year, we are producing more than twelve
thousands of Doctors. There are more than two lakh doctors available across
the country. The Central Council of Homoeopathy is a statutory apex body
under the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Department of AYUSH. It was
setup in 1973, and part of the Professional Council of the University Grants

Commission was formed to monitor higher education in India.

Now, | come to the point as to why the Central Council of Homoeopathy

has failed in its responsibilities and not cooperated, which has warranted the

SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAGH): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, thank
you for allowing me to speak on the Homoeopathy Central Council

(Amendment) Bill 2019. The Central Council of Homoeopathy has been a
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regulatory authority for education in homeopathy in India and it is an
autonomous body. Since last one year, there has been a replacement of the
Central Council by a governing body which does not represent homoeopathy
professionals in true sense. Members of this governing body are picked and
chosen by a process which has no selection criteria. Even homoeopathy
professionals and UPSC-selected CGHS homoeopathy officers are not
nominated in this body; doctors from the States have not been included in this
governing body, not even from my State of West Bengal, which is against
democracy. The Homoeopathy Central Council (Amendment) Bill must
incorporate the members of governing body from senior doctors of
homoeopathy working across the country, especially those working under
CGHS and different State Governments, following a definite selection criterion.

Since last one year, the educational institutions of homoeopathy in India
have been facing a great problem. The permission for admission in BHMS
course has been denied in many colleges and students from different areas
are facing this problem. | urge the Minister to look into this matter. The National
Institute of Homoeopathy is a pride for the fraternity and West Bengal is
suffering from shortage of teaching staff, both technical and non-technical,
which is creating delay in work delivery for the common man and the fraternity.

The required number of CGHS medical officers has increased from four
to 14 as per population ratio, whereas we have seen only six doctors in

Kolkata and there is a shortage in Siliguri, Jalpaiguri, Asansol and Durgapur.
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Siliguri and Jalpaiguri are in the northern part of my State of West Bengal
which is a rural-dominated area.

Sir, namaste!

At the outset, | would like to thank you for giving me an opportunity to
convey my party YSRCP’s stand on the Homoeopathy Central Council
(Amendment) Bill, 2019.

As we all know, the Homoeopathy Central Council (Amendment) Bill,
2019 was introduced in the Lok Sabha by hon. Minister Shri Shripad Yesso
Naikji on June 21, 2019. The Bill seeks to amend the Homoeopathy Central
Council Act, 1973 as well as aims to replace the Homoeopathy Central Council
(Amendment) Ordinance, 2019 that was brought out on March 2, 2019.

Before | start my talk, | would like to mention that | am an allopathic
doctor. There are various religions in our country. But as Swami Vivekananda
said, ‘All of them ultimately teach us to do good and be good’. Similarly, we
have many alternative medical systems in this country. As we see, under
AYUSH we have Ayurveda, Yoga, Unani, Homoeopathy, and Siddha. In every
medical system the final goal is to make every human being healthy because
health is wealth. Everybody should live their full length of life span in a healthy
way. We should understand the limitations but at the same time every system

of medicine is good.

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| want to say something about our Ayurveda guru Maharishi Charaka.
He wrote Charakasamhita. After writing Charakasamhita, he wanted to know
the reaction of the people and what they have learnt from it. He asked many
people about, ‘What they have understood from Charakasamhita?’

But he was not happy with their answers. Finally, he came across one
person who replied by saying, %T‘Fﬂiﬁ fﬁ?l‘ﬂ‘cﬁ FdYd makes one healthy.
This means we should take food which is suitable to our body, it should be
taken in less quantity — we should take small, frequent meals — and the food
should be earned by following dharma. Every medical system has its own
identity. We have unity in diversity. We should promote all branches of
medicine and it is left to the people to decide which branch to choose. The
Government’s duty is to set norms and promote research to find out as to
which branch is the best, to have some vigilance over every medical research.

With this brief introduction, | would like to continue with my speech. Sir,
the 1973 Act had set up the Central Council of Homoeopathy which totally
regulates homoeopathic education and practice in our country. In order to
ensure transparency and to improve the quality and functioning of the colleges
governed under the said Act, the Central Government had initiated certain
important steps, including promoting the use of information technology in
colleges.

However, Sir, the Central Council of Homeopathy had failed in its
responsibilities and not cooperated wilfully with the Central Government in

carrying out its duties in the manner that is required to safeguard the standard
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of education and practice of Homoeopathic system of medicine. The
unfortunate incident was that the Chief of the Central Council of Homeopathy
was caught by the CBI for accepting, | am sorry to say, a bribe of Rs. 20 lakh
for granting approval to a college.

Therefore, the Central Council of Homoeopathy was required to be
superseded by introducing the Homoeopathy Central Council (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2018 and thereby, the Board of Governors was constituted in its
place on 18" May, 2018 for a period of one year or till a new Central Council of
Homoeopathy was reconstituted. The said Ordinance was replaced by the
Homoeopathy Central Council (Amendment) Act, 2018.

Hon. Sabhapati ji, as we all know, the Central Council of Homoeopathy
could not be reconstituted within a period of one year as the State Registers of
Homoeopathy were not updated and were not in a position for conducting
elections to elect members to the Central Council of Homoeopathy.

In addition to that, with an aim to supersede the Central Council of
Homoeopathy and to repeal the Homoeopathy Central Council Act, 1973, the
Central Government had introduced the National Commission for
Homoeopathy Bill, 2019 in the Rajya Sabha on 7" January, 2019, which was
subsequently referred to the Department-related Standing Committee on
Health and Family Welfare. Therefore, the period of one year for reconstitution
of the Central Council of Homoeopathy was required to be extended to two
years so that the Board of Governors could continue to perform the functions

of the Central Council of Homoeopathy.
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However, due to dire need for urgent legislation in this regard, the
President had Promulgated the Homoeopathy Central Council (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2019 on 2" March, 2019.

In this regard, hon. Sabhapati ji, for the overall and comprehensive
betterment of the Homeopathy sector, there is a dire necessity to introduce
the Homoeopathy Central Council Bill, 2019 to replace the Homoeopathy
Central Council (Amendment) Ordinance, 2019 to provide for extending the
period for reconstitution of the Central Council of Homoeopathy from one year
to two years.

Our Party, YSR Congress, totally supports this Bill and requests the
Government to nominate experts in Homeopathy, who have a proven track
record of integrity, as members of the CCH and we also express sincere hope
that the alternate systems of medicine, like Homoeopathy, Unani, Ayurveda,
etc. are taken adequate care of and that the AYUSH sector grows in the
country.

Thank you, Madam.
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SHRI ANUBHAV MOHANTY (KENDRAPARA): Jai Jagannatha. Madam, | am
very much thankful to you for giving me an opportunity to speak on this Bill. I,
on behalf of my Biju Janata Dal Party, stand in support of this Bill.

The Homoeopathy Central Council (Amendment) Bill, 2019 amends the
Act of 1973 to provide for the supersession of the Central Council. The reason
which necessitated this amendment was gross corruption, charges against its
own President and members, who despite the corruption charges, continued in
their office. Besides the members, some other officials also continued to hold
the office even after completing their term in the Council. Even the selection or

Our Biju Janata Dal
Party and our leader, Shri Naveen Patnaik Babu, stand with this Amendment
which is really necessary and which was necessary since long.

Through you, Madam, | would like to ask one question. What actions
have been taken against the corrupt people who were involved in this

Homoeopathy Central Council? Will this corruption be checked after a new
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Council is formed? Will there be any kind of mechanism that would not allow
anyone to continue with such kind of corruption, such kind of disruption and
such kind of dysfunction of the Council?

The present Council failed in maintaining uniform standard of medical
education at the Under-Graduate and at the Post-Graduate levels. It also failed
in upholding the ethical practices in the Indian systems of Homoeopathy and it
lacked transparency. There were malpractices in recognition or de-recognition
of institutions pertaining to homoeopathy. It failed to produce the expected
skilled and professionally-competent medical graduates. Finally, it also failed in
assessing the requirement of the quality teaching, training, infrastructure and
conducting proper inspections.

The NITI Aayog also recommended replacing the Council when the
National Commission of Homoeopathy was there for policy making for medical
education in homoeopathy. It also recommended for four mutually independent
Boards for better and efficient management of homoeopathy.

Madam, we recommend homoeopathy because the treatment is very
easy. Though the treatment is long, but it is not painful at all. | remember my
childhood days. These days also, | sometimes consult homoeopathy doctors
and | take homoeopathy medicines. My family does believe in homoeopathy. It
is very cheap. It is very accessible for economically weaker people.

Through you, Madam, on behalf of my Biju Janata Dal Party and Odisha
Government, | give an open offer to the hon. Minister. The hon. Minister should

consider opening a Homoeopathy University in my constituency, Kendrapara,
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Odisha and | shall ensure that the State Government shall provide all kinds of
support that is needed. The people of Kendrapara would love to have a
Homoeopathy Institute there. | am sure that this university shall serve crores
and crores of people, especially the backward people who are not able to
access high-rated allopathic medicines or any such kind of medicines. Thank

The Central Council of Homeopathy Act, 1973 created the CCH Body

virtually independent of Government oversight. It operated in a world of
shadows without proper transparency. We have to realise that Bodies that
become and tend to become independent without proper Government
oversight will always lead to corruption and this corruption can lead and ruin
lives of various students across the country. This was found in this Body. The
President and Chief of the Body was arrested by the CBI on October 22, 2018,
in a sensational case, and the suspected middleman, Shri Hari Shankar Jha,
who paid worth Rs. 20 lakh to a homeopathic college, was also arrested.
Firstly, | would like to congratulate our hon. Prime Minister and the hon.
AYUSH Mantri who is present here today in the House. This Mantralaya was
created in 2014 and it has been very pro-active since then. For the first time
since Independence we have had the AYUSH being recognised and given its
due by the Government. We are extremely grateful from the industry that this
Government accepted the need to create a separate Ministry. All of us can see
the benefits of creating this Ministry. What has happened over a period of time
is that AYUSH has really grown by leaps and bounds in the last five years. |
am extremely grateful to the Mantri ji here for spending so much time and effort

in upgrading the infrastructure, especially on research and development. The
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hon. Prime Minister got a day declared as an International Day of Yoga. This
has created awareness and also has created a tremendous amount of goodwill
for India. Today, the world recognises the positive aspects and health aspects
of yoga. We would be very grateful to the Government if they can do the same
with the rest of AYUSH system of medicines.

| would like to tell my esteemed colleague and learned friend from the
Opposition Shri Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury, who asked about the need for
bringing in an Ordinance, that sometimes an Ordinance is really necessary,
crucial and also critical, if various lives are going to be put at stake, especially
the lives of the students. Today we have 231 Homoeopathy colleges, out of
which 198 are private colleges. Most of these colleges were running without
oversight; without having proper functioning; without any transparency; some
of them were even without proper infrastructure and without enough staff to
teach the students there. | am grateful to this Government for bringing in this
Ordinance because if this Ordinance was not promulgated, then we would
have had the same case as we had in Ayurveda where six colleges were de-
recognised. Every time a college gets de-recognised, imagine the plight of the
students who have put in three to four years of hard work and study and all of
a sudden, they are left with no place to go. The student does not get a valid
degree and his entire time, money and effort gets wasted. So, we should be
grateful to the Government for bringing in this Ordinance. At least the future of

those students was saved.
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Madam Chairperson, | am also grateful to the Government for trying to
improve the quality of these colleges. Today, you have got a Governing Body
which is filled with experts. | heard a demand here that people from all States
should be included. | think, a Governing Body should really be filled with
experts. It cannot have people from various States being represented. We
need proper Registrars and we need learned homeopathic doctors in the
Council. We need a Council which is independent in thought and action, which
can govern and upgrade these colleges.

Unfortunately, what happens today with most of the Ayurveda and
Homeopathic doctors is that they are so under-paid when they pass out of
these colleges. Their basic charge per patient is Rs. 30 to Rs. 50 whereas
somebody from the Western system of medicine tends to charge a consultative
fee of a minimum of Rs. 100 to Rs. 150. Today, if we cannot bring these
doctors at par, our new doctors coming out from the AYUSH system, and if we
cannot upgrade our colleges, the systems will never get recognised worldwide.

Today, Ayurveda, Siddha, Unani, Homeopathy and Yoga systems are
knowledge source industries for the country. The more we promote these, the
more will be the foreign exchange earnings by the Government. These are the
true Make in India components. This is our power house of knowledge. We
will be very grateful to the hon. Minister of AYUSH if he can help to promote or
get recognition for Ayurveda and Siddha across the world as they have

managed to do with Yoga.
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| would happily support this Bill and hopefully, we will see that the
Governing Council for Homeopathy is created very quickly and experts are
really brought in for the students who are going to be appearing for their exams

and these colleges are upgraded. Thank you.

| am very happy to participate in this discussion on the Homoeopathy
Central Council (Amendment) Bill, 2019. My wife is practising Homoeopathy. |
and my family members are using Homoeopathy medicines for the last 23
years. Now, my wife has developed a concept of treatment regarding obesity
and weight management. The obesity and weight management treatment is
done by using Homoeopathic medicine....(Interruptions) Our hon. Member,
Shri N.K. Premachandran’s wife is a Homoeopathic Doctor. He is also going to
participate in this discussion.

| am sharing the feelings of the other hon. Members regarding the
corruption at the apex level of the Homoeopathic Council. | am not going into
the matters in detail.

The Central Council of Homoeopathy is the apex body which controls
the Homoeopathic education and practice in India. The main job of the Council
is to formulate a syllabus for degree and post-graduate education and to
conduct inspections in colleges to see whether the regulations of the Council
were implemented. Most of the allegations about the Council are regarding
inspections and recognition of some of the sub-standard colleges.

Homoeopathy is the safest and the cheapest method of treatment
available in the world, though it has some limitations. India has two and a half
lakh registered practitioners. They can be posted in the rural areas and can

provide the first level of qualitative treatment to the poor people in rural India
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and can ensure healthcare for people of all villages. Only cases which require
hospitalisation and more treatment need be referred to the main centres.
Homoeopathy can provide it in the cheapest way since Homoeopathic
medicines are the cheapest when compared to the cost of other treatments.

The State of Kerala is an example for utilisation of Homoeopathic
Doctors. We have a Homoeopathic dispensary or hospital in almost all
panchayats and almost one lakh people are utilising the services of the
Homoeopathic Doctors at the grassroots level every day. Kerala has
commendable achievements in many parameters of public health. The Reports
of the Central Government’s recent study show that Kerala is no. 1 in public
healthcare among other States.

The previous Council had around 60 members out of whom 14 members
were nominated by the Central Government, and there was one member from
Homoeopathic faculty in different universities apart from elected members from
different States. But the elections in different States and faculties were not
conducted at the proper time and hence, many members continued even after
the expiry of their term, since in the act, there is a clause that the members can
continue until the next person is elected.

| have one suggestion. This extension of the term can be curtailed by
conducting the elections six months before the end of the term of previous
members.

Some of the members are continuing in the Council even for more than

25 years and they belong to the private management lobbies. My suggestion
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is that this can be prevented by fixing the maximum term of a member as two
terms.

The Central Council of Homoeopathy Act is not implemented in many
States uniformly. This leads to difficulties in the recognition of qualifications of
different States. My suggestion in this context is that the newly proposed Bill
should have a provision to make it mandatory to all States and if any university
is not following it, it should not be allowed to conduct courses.

At present, not all the subjects have post graduate courses. My
suggestion to the hon. Minister is that post graduate courses should be started
in all subjects.

Now some States have three or four times more members than other
States and some States have only one member for every 10,000 registered
practitioners. These States are controlling the Council. My suggestion to the
hon. Minister is that each State should have only one elected representative
irrespective of the number of registered practitioners.

As far as inspections are concerned, most of the complaints against the
Council are about the lack of uniformity in inspections which leads to
corruption. A team of inspectors may be selected from the teachers of different
colleges and they should be trained to do inspections and no member from the
Council should be made inspector. | would like to submit that only teachers
may be appointed as inspectors. If any college feels that they are

discriminated, a provision may be made for a re-inspection with a certain fee.
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To improve the standard of the teaching faculty, an all India examination
like UGC NET should be conducted for post graduate holders who intend to
become teachers. An outside body may be entrusted with the conduct of this
examination.

There should be a system of grading of colleges depending on their
results in university exams, facilities in the colleges and running of collegiate
hospitals.

Sir, we do promote homoeopathy. But we should give priority to the rural
areas. The Government should take initiative and establish dispensaries in the
rural areas. We are now focussing on medical colleges and big hospitals. At
the same time, we have to give priority in setting up dispensaries also. Thank

you.

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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Thank you for giving me an
opportunity to participate in the discussion on this Bill. The Homoeopathy
Central Council (Amendment) Bill, 2019 has been brought by hon. Minister and
my good friend, Shri Shripad Yesso Naik. This Bil’'s main objective is to
ensure transparency, improvement in quality of homoeopathy treatment and
smooth functioning of the Homoeopathy Central Council. The Father of the
nation, Mahatma Gandhi Ji had quoted:

The Homoeopathy cures a larger percentage of cases than any
other method of treatment, and is, beyond doubt, safer and more
economical.”

The thoughts of Bapu reflect the larger reality of millions of people,
which is access to economical and affordable treatment as conventional
systems of allopathic medicine remain unaffordable.

Homoeopathy as a system of medicine offers an alternative to
conventional forms of medicine. It is relied upon by a vast population, thereby,
necessitating a time-bound reform in the form of functioning of governing
bodies regulating the system.

The proliferation of homoeopathy, as a system of medicine, has found
acceptance among Keralites. The successive State Governments have
supported creating grassroots infrastructure in the State. The State of Kerala,
now, features a homoeopathy clinic in every Panchayat. Just now, my good
friend Shri A. Ariff has mentioned about it. The hon. Minister is very much

aware of homoeopathy treatment in Kerala.
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Such support and encouragement to homoeopathy must be made a
policy priority in the Union Government and all efforts must be made to
enhance access to homoeopathy medicine in the country with a dedicated and
targeted policy initiative.

The reference model for successful homoeopathy medical institution and
research facility is the ANSS Homoeopathy Medical College in Kurichy, which
falls in my Constituency Mavelikkara, where research and teaching are
simultaneously conducted. Such institutions can be referred to as the base
model upon which similar institutions can be conceptualised.

The generation of employment is another concern and needs to be
addressed by the Union Government as there are numerous graduates
passing out BHMS Course and are in search of gainful employment. The
Government must create more posts and vacancies for them on a priority
basis.

The NHM and the NRHM are managed by the Ministry of Health and
Family Welfare. We have to promote the health sector. We also have to help
the people. The Government should provide more money to the State
Governments for spending on health sector. Unfortunately, the Central
Government is not helping the State Governments in implementing the NHM,
especially, in the AYUSH sector. That is why, we are not reaching our goal.
Therefore, | would like to request the hon. Minister in this regard. The General
Budget is coming. The hon. Minister has to request the hon. Finance Minister

to provide sufficient funds to the Ministry of AYUSH.
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The number of doctors in homeopathy stream, as furnished by the hon.
Minister for AYUSH in the House, stands at 2.8 lakhs. This figure is significant
as reliance on traditional and pluralistic forms of medicines, especially,
homeopathy is increasing after people realise the efficacy of traditional and
parallel forms of medicine. The Government on its part needs to augment the
efforts at promoting the growth of homoeopathy medicine by making
specialised programmes and support in building infrastructure at local
Government level as well as taking steps to provide gainful employment for
homoeopathy graduates.

The establishment of Centres of Excellence in Homoeopathy Research
and Medicine should become a priority subject for the Government through a
structured policy addressing the demand for alternative medical systems in the
country with sufficient budgetary allocations.

With the rising population, India need more and more avenues of
accessible medicine and Homoeopathy is an option that needs to be
harnessed for its capabilities.

In my constituency, Kuttanad is a backwater area. So, people are very
seriously affected by water-borne diseases in my area. People are preferring
Homoeopathic treatment for all the water-borne diseases. But, unfortunately,
our Homoeopathy Department or Health Ministry could not reach there and
give sufficient Homoeopathic treatment. | would like to request the hon.

Minister to especially take care of Kuttanad because there are water bodies in
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the entire area of Kuttanad. So, during the monsoon season, every year,
people naturally suffer from chikungunya, Japanese encephalitis etc.

Coming to the Bill, Homoeopathy means the Homoeopathic system of
medicine and it includes the use of biochemical remedies. This is the
definition. But, at the same time, it is quite redundant. The new definition
could be as under. Homoeopathy means the Homoeopathic system of
medicine including biochemical remedies and use of all modern tools and
advances in science for diagnosis, prevention of medicine and promotion of
health. This is the correct definition. Your definition is objectionable.

The justification of this definition is this. Aphorism 3 of ‘Organon of
Medicine’, the book on basic principles, clearly says that every physician
should have a clear knowledge about the diseases in general and diseases in
particular and how to cure and the obstacle to recovery. This calls for proper
diagnosis, prognosis and treatment with medicine and use all auxiliary.

| am not going through all the provisions of the Bill. But | would like to
point out some of the important issues here. The overall nomination procedure
— this is very important — may be made simple through the Administrative
Ministry. It may not be by the Ministry of Home Affairs. Criteria of nomination
may be laid down in the rules. In that, consultation with MHA may be made
one of the criteria. Out of the seven persons, three may be with an academic
background, one with an administrative background, one may be a researcher,
and two persons may be with clinical background or with experience in public

health sector.
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There are other National Institutes such as the National Homoeopathy
Research Institute in Mental Health, Kurichy, Kottayam, which is in my
constituency and the National Institute of Homoeopathy, Delhi etc. which may
not get any representation in this Bill. A provision may be made for
representation from these academic institutions also. These two Institutes are
going to be Centres of Excellence. That proposal is pending with the Ministry.
The hon. Minister is very much aware of the importance of these two
institutions. Therefore, | would like to request through you, Madam, the hon.
Minister to include representatives of these two Institutes.

The Advisory Council shall consist of a Chairperson and ex-officio
Members. It is a very ambitious proposal. This may not be viable as these
persons shall not have any sensitivity towards a medical system like
Homoeopathy.  Secondly, they always remain engaged with high-end
academic programmes. Therefore, the Government may nominate persons of
high academic background who are sensitive to the system such as former
Directors of ITs, 1ISCs, former bureaucrats etc.

Though this is an Advisory Council to the Homoeopathy Commission,
not even one person with Homoeopathy background is made a Member. The
Vice Chancellors of the Universities, the Directors of lITs, IISCs and |IMs are
all persons from diverse fields. They had several pressing responsibilities and
without having eminent persons from the medical education, this Committee

shall be directionless.
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Certainly, the vice-chancellors, secretaries of AYUSH etc. cannot
become a Member in the regulatory bodies like Homoeopathy Council. The
regulator should be independent from Administration. The Vice Chancellor is
the administrative unit of the University. There may be one Member from the
Faculty of Homeopathy.

At the end of my speech, | would like to remember Swami Athuradas.
He is the architect of Homoeopathy in Kerala. There is one Athura Ashram.
Swamiji has tremendously propagated Homoepathy treatment throughout
Kerala. He has established several hospitals and he travelled throughout
Kerala and also outside Kerala.

Now, | congratulate the hon. Minister. Recently, he came to Trichy and
installed a statue of Swami of Athuradas in Trichy Homeo Research Institute.

Through you, Madam, | would like to the request hon. Minister that the
Ashram which was established by Swami Athuradas should be taken over by
the AYUSH Ministry. The Minister has installed the statue. He must also take
care of the Ashram. That is very important as far as Homoeopathy is

concerned.
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SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Madam, | think
what this Bill proposes is very simple. This Bill has come to this House for
discussion in 2018. The only change is this. Earlier it provided one year for the
establishment of new Council and now that needs to be extended by another
year.

My simple question to the hon. Minister is this. We have already given
them one year to reconstitute it. Now, the excuse that they have is that the
State registers for the Homoeopathy doctors has not been updated in this one
year. | would like to know from the hon. Minister that what makes it sure right
now that the extended year is enough to update this register. What kind of
information do we have that within one year which we are providing for the
establishment of this new council is enough? It also leads to another question.
You are extending the term of the existing Board of Governors by another one
year. We already faced this problem with the existing Council. It has led to
corruption, it has led to illegal activities and it has led to lot of activities that we
were not proud of. So, when you are extending the term of this existing Board
of Governors, what makes us sure again that they are not going to commit any
mistake which the earlier Council has committed?

| have another question. In 2018, one Bill was brought in and now, in
2019, with some amendment, it is being discussed right now. We also had
another Bill that was proposed in the Rajya Sabha which was the National
Council for Homoeopathy. It had a very in-depth analysis of what needs to be

done regarding the Homoeopathy situation in India. It has had various
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proposals within that Bill. The National Commission for Homeopathy Bill
speaks about various issues. Some of them being the constitution of National
Commission for Homoeopathy, the functions of the National Commission for
Homoeopathy, establishment of autonomous boards, advisory council for
Homoeopathy and also entrance exams, etc. They were discussed in this Bill
and appeal on matters related to professional and ethical misconduct was also
there. So, these are some of the important issues that are plaguing the
Homoeopathy Council. These were all discussed in that Bill which was sent by
the Rajya Sabha to the Standing Committee.

Now, we are discussing this Bill. We are extending it for one more year.
But what seems to be the question here is that once the Standing Committee
sends us the Report on the National Commission for Homoeopathy Bill, what

would be the situation of the Government?
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Is it going to bring another Bill by including all those recommendations?
Or, is it going to extend this and involve all of them in this particular Bill? So,
this needs to be clarified in this august House.

Since this opens up the whole debate about the homoeopathy situation
in India, there are a number of believers who believe in homoeopathy. Even
though allopathy seems to be the most prominent one, there are lakhs of
patients who actually believe in this. | am not a doctor myself but | certainly
believe that the treatment or the way the patients are treated is equal to the
way the belief in the system is for the patient also. So, homoeopathy needs to
be given due importance, and for that, there are a lot people who are actually
getting educated and becoming homoeopathy doctors also. The Government
has taken a good decision to involve the Ayurvedic medical doctors in the
regular PHCs giving them an opportunity to serve the poor and the needy at
the grassroot level.

Even today if we see, the medical situation in this country, the mental
well-being and the physical well-being of this country, needs to be improved a
lot. | am not saying that the Government is not doing anything but certainly,
whatever we are doing is not enough at this moment. So, why do we not
include the homoeopathic doctors into the PHCs also? That is one food for
thought that this Government has to ponder over because there is dearth of
resources; there is dearth of infrastructure in terms of medical facilities that we

are offering. There is a requirement for more doctors also. | cannot compare
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the homoeopathic doctors with the regular MBBS doctors who are there
because their structure is different. Their syllabus, their course, their
requirement—everything is different. But certainly, can there be a bridge
course that can be established so that the homoeopathic doctors can at least
attend to the first-aid or some initial requirements when an emergency trauma
accident happens or something like that happens? Can we offer a bridge
course whereby these homoeopathic doctors get the eligibility to treat the
patients at the initial stage? This is something | want the Government also to
look into.

Other than that, | think, definitely, it is a good cause that they are
wanting to establish a Council for homoeopathy with good intentions. They
want to regulate education. They want to give proper course system to the
students also. Being a young Member, | really appreciate the work that is being
done by the AYUSH Ministry and the hon. Minister himself. It is a pride of
India--Ayurveda, Unani—these are all old medical systems. ...(Interruptions)
Now | am not old. | am second time MP but | am still young.

So, | really appreciate all the good work that is being done by the
Ministry. | hope that we actually get due importance in this field at the
international level also. We have already established our presence in terms of
yoga and lot needs to be done in terms of medical practices also. | feel that

this is the time where India can lead the medical practices across the world.
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There are many important doctors who are doing it. Homoeopathy certainly
has its place in the country and in the world also. | wish the Government to
push all its legs through this Bill and through homoeopathy also. | wish it all the
best.

Thank you very much, Madam, for giving me the opportunity to speak on

this Bill.
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DR. FAROOQ ABDULLAH (SRINAGAR): Madam, being an Allopathic doctor,
| am speaking for homoeopathy. It is a great medicine. India, in the past, had
Ayurvedic, Hikmat and Homoeopathy. Unfortunately, the Minister will know that
over the years, many of those people, who had this medicine, died without
leaving those prescriptions behind.

Just to take one minute to recall, in my medical college, when | was in
the last year of the medical college, those days we used to get patients with
eye ulcers, corneal ulcers. They could not be treated. Today, you have got
grafting that stuff. Then, from a temple a sadhu came. He used to put a
poultice on the eyes of these people and that corneal ulcer would disappear.
My professor, Prof. Sharma, at that time went to this sadhu and said if you give
us the prescription, it can help the whole world. He gave him the prescription of
various ingredients which he made a poultice into and put it on the eyes of
those patients. Instead of getting better, they became worse because there
was something in this which he did not give. When the professor went back to
the temple to see him, he had vanished. That was one of the problems with our
homoeopathy medicine. A number of people took this medicine with them.

Today, Madam, if you look at the homoeopathy institutions, they are in
terrible conditions. Even in Delhi, you can look at them. They need to be
upgraded. Then, research is one of the important things, if you really want to
develop this medicine. One good thing in homoeopathic system of medicine is
that its dangerous trends or dangerous affects are hardly noticed or are hardly

there. In allopathic medicine, if you go beyond certain amount of dose, it can
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be dangerous. That is one of the greatest things that homoeopathic medicines
have. But today you need good teachers of homoeopathy.

| have seen myself that some of these allopathic doctors are using
Cortizone and antibiotics and prepare small pudis (powder) of it and say that
this is the homoeopathic medicine. This has to be taken care of because if you
really want to develop homoeopathy, it has to be from the basic medicines.
They have to collect all sorts of jadi butis from the mountains.

Today, if you look at where the homoeopathic medicines are coming
from, they all are coming from Germany. Today we are using German
medicines as homoeopathic medicines. We find nothing of our own. You will
be surprised that in my own State, when | was the Chief Minister, | appointed
homoeopathic doctors. They did not want to have their services. They said that
they wanted allopathic doctors.

The fundamental thing why we have blown homoeopathy out is because
we have not promoted it. We need to promote it and give maximum funding so
that we can have research which can beat the Western medicines. That is
what we need and | hope that the hon. Minister will take care of it because
Homoeopathy, Ayurveda and Hikmat systems of medicines are India’s greatest
things. If you can develop these medicine systems, | do not think that we will

have to go to the medicines that the West sends us.

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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you very much, Mr.
Chairman, Sir, for giving me this opportunity to speak on the Bill as well as the
Statutory Resolution.

Sir, | rise to support the Statutory Resolution moved by Shri Adhir
Ranjan Chowdhury, but we have to support the Bill. There is no other option
but to support the Bill because the period of one year is already over.
Definitely, the Board of Governors has to act in order to conduct the affairs of
the Central Council of Homoeopathy, and for which the Parliament has to give
sanction so as to continue for a further period of one year. | have given a
notice of amendment to this provision that let it be 18 months, which means
that within six months, the election has to be conducted and the Central
Council of Homoeopathy has to be reconstituted. This is my suggestion in my
amendment.

Homoeopathy is a therapeutic system of medicine developed in the 18"
Century by a German Physician, Dr. Samuel Hahnemann. It is a holistic
system of medicine that stimulates and encourages one’s own natural healing
forces of recovery. Homoeopathy is safe, economic, gentle and effective. It has
already established a name in treating acute, chronic and even genetic
diseases.

Dr. Farooq Abdullah has also rightly mentioned that nowadays most of
the deaths are caused due to overdose of medicines, which is creating side-

effects and that may be the cause of deaths that we are witnessing in the
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hospitals. As far as the Homoeopathic system of medicine is concerned, there
are no side-effects. So, it is a safe, gentle and cost-effective medicine also.

A recent study conducted by IMRB on ‘Acceptance of Homoeopathy in
India’ across Mumbai, Bengaluru, Hyderabad, New Delhi, Kolkata, Chennai,
Pune and Ahmedabad has revealed the fact that 59 per cent of people have
shifted from Allopathy to Homoeopathy; and at least 77 per cent believe that
Homoeopathy is the best form of treatment for long-term treatment. But it is
quite unfortunate that there are lot of complaints about the quality of
homoeopathic medical education. This is the main point that has to be
addressed by the Government.

The quality of homoeopathic medical education prevailing in the medical
colleges due to mushroom growth of self-financing Homoeopathic Medical
Colleges is a big problem for the standard of homoeopathic system of
education. This issue has to be addressed, namely, commercialisation of
education, which lowers the standard of homeopathic education in the country
as a whole. If you would examine it, then | can very well substantiate it.

The Central Council of Homoeopathy is the regulator of homoeopathy
medical education, but this regulator is ‘notoriously corrupt’. | may be pardoned
for using these words. In this background, the Government has setup a four-
Member Committee headed by the NITI Aayog Chairman to suggest measures
to revamp the Central Council of Homoeopathy.

In the year 2018, we have amended the Central Council of

Homoeopathy, Act of 1973. Drastic amendments took place in it like the
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Central Council will be reconstituted within one year from the date of
supersession of the Central Council of Homoeopathy; and a Board of
Governors was also constituted. Further, a new provision was also
incorporated in the Act, namely, 12C by which it shall seek permission from the
Government of India for establishing new colleges, for commencing new
courses, and increasing the capacity of students in the colleges for which the
Government of India’s approval is also required. This amendment was carried
out in the year 2018, and | also took part during this discussion. It is a welcome
step taken by the Government.

In order to streamline the functioning of the Central Council of
Homoeopathy and also the standard of education, the Government has
introduced a Bill of 2005. The hon. Minister may be remembering that there
was a Bill of 2005 in the Rajya Sabha, which is still pending according to my
information. The Standing Committee on Health submitted its Report on the Bill
in the month of July, 2005, but still no action has been taken on the Bill.

In May, 2017, the Parliamentary Standing Committee on Health
recommended that the Government should bring forward the 2005 Bill at the
earliest so as to ensure proper functioning of the Council. The
recommendations include that each Homoeopathic Medical College should be
affiliated to a University. Secondly, each Medical College should get
permission from the Government of India, and so many other

recommendations were also there in the Standing Committee Report.
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In May, 2015, another Bill has also been introduced in the Rajya Sabha,
namely, the Homoeopathy Central Council (Amendment) Bill, 2015. To my
limited information, that is also pending. The Government did nothing about the
recommendations of the Standing Committee. The Standing Committee
insisted for pushing forward the Bill of 2005. Instead of acting on the
recommendations of the Standing Committee, the Government on May 18,
2018, promulgated an Ordinance, which has now been replaced and the Act
has come into effect. | would like to know as to what has happened to these
two Bills — the Bill of 2005 and the Bill of 2015 — and the Standing Committee
Report. What is the fate of the Bills? That has now become insignificant
because the Government is already going to take the National Commission for
Homoeopathy Bill. So, definitely the same has no relevance at this juncture.

| would now like to make certain suggestions to the hon. Minister. Kindly
bring the National Medical Commission Bill at the earliest before the House so
that we can have a comprehensive law to administer and scrutinise the entire
homoeopathic medical education in the country. | request the Minister to
ensure continuity of the existing courses. Day before yesterday also, | met the
hon. Minister. Every year, medical colleges have to come and get the sanction
from the AYUSH Ministry. This is creating a big difficulty because when the
NEET results come, students are not able to get admission in medical colleges
only because of the reason that the Government is not recognising the

courses. Every year, undergraduate courses have to be recognised by the
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AYUSH Ministry. Let this be a permanent one so that we can overcome this
difficulty.

In Kerala, there are five homoeopathic medical colleges. Oldest medical
college, as the hon. Chairman is well aware, is in his constituency, Mavelikara,
that is in Changanassery. Adhurashram Nair Service Society Medical College
is there but in the last three years, this medical college has not been given
recognition only because they don’t have the bedded hospital, along with the
medical college. You may kindly see that already we have a district hospital;
we have the Central Government hospital; all the doctors, professors, and
faculty are working in these medical colleges. We also have an In-Patient
Hospital. Kindly examine the case of Adhurashram NSS Medical College,
Kottayam. No recognition has so far been given. But the self-financing and
other four colleges are not up to the standard of this NSS Medical College but
even then, all the other four medical colleges have obtained the recognition for
the courses. Kindly look into this matter. This is one of my suggestions.

Undergraduate courses should be given recognition for a particular
period instead of colleges getting recognition each year. | have a suggestion to
improving the quality of homoeopathic education. Kindly see the statistics. In
Maharashtra, there are 53 homoeopathic medical colleges. Out of this, not
even one is that of Government medical college. In Madhya Pradesh, there are
24 homoeopathic medical colleges, out of which, there is only one Government
college, and the rest 23 are in the private sector. In Gujarat, there are 31

homoeopathic medical colleges, out of which, there is only one Government
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college, and the rest 30 are private colleges. Hence, the Government of India
should definitely come forward to give direction to the State Governments to
see that they establish medical colleges under the direct supervision of the
Government of India or a particular State Government or jointly to ensure that
medical education in the homoeopathic sector is improved.

Regarding the postgraduate courses, under the Homoeopathy Central
Council Act, Schedule I, it is clearly mentioned about the postgraduate
courses. But it is quite unfortunate to note that none of the universities in
Kerala is accepting and recognising the postgraduate courses recognised by
the Homoeopathy Central Council Act, Schedule Il. This is actually a violation.
Postgraduate courses which are recognised, approved and included in the
Homoeopathy Central Council Act, Schedule Il is not being accepted by the
universities in Kerala. This is nothing but violation of rules enacted by
Parliament; it is violation of the Act of Parliament. This has to be dealt with very
strictly. That is another suggestion | would like to make. After the Board of
Governors has assumed charge of the Office of the Central Council of
Homoeopathy, the staff pattern has also changed. How can it be like that?
When the Central Council of Homoeopathy was there, the staff pattern was
entirely different. After the new Board of Governors took over the charge of the
Office, the staff pattern in each and every department has changed. It needs to
be looked into. | would not go into the details of the departments because of

the paucity of time.
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Sir, it has rightly been pointed out that there is discrimination against the
Homoeopathy Department within AYUSH in terms of budgetary allocation as
compared to the Central Council for Research in Ayurveda. | am not going into
the details of the matter because of paucity of time. That is a complaint which
is being made by the faculty of Homoeopathy Department.

Sir, | would like to give a suggestion regarding quality of homoeopathic
medicines. A separate pharmacy council for homoeopathy needs to be
established to take care of the unique medicine manufacturing process
involved in homoeopathy. So far, there is no separate pharmacy council.
Secondly, a number of patented homoeopathic products are flooding the
market without any safety or studies. This would ruin the reputation of
homoeopathy and general system of healing. Strict regulatory measures
should be brought to curb such practices. Lastly, more Government
pharmacies should be established to ensure high quality of medicine
manufacturing.

These are the suggestions which | wanted to make. | once again thank
the hon. Chairperson for giving me time to speak and | appeal to the hon.
Minister, kindly look into the issues which have already been raised, especially
recognition of colleges because the students are finding it very difficult. In
2016-17, 2017-18 and 2018-19, no recognition has been given to the colleges.
The students have appeared for the examination and the results have already
come out but they are under the apprehension whether the college would be

recognised in future or not. It is worrying their parents also.
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| would also appeal to the hon. Minister, kindly conduct the election at
the earliest so as to replace the Board of Governors by a democratically
elected Central Homoeopathy Council. With these words, | support the Bill and

| also support the Statutory Resolution.
