*SHRI A. GANESHAMURTHI (ERODE): Hon. Speaker Sir, Vanakkam. Bhavani
river and Moyaru are the rivers which form the main source of water for Bhavani
dam of Erode district. Koodalur, Devala, Panthalur are the areas of Nilgiri district
get the highest rainfall in Tamil Nadu. A part of rain water which is accumulated
from Nadukani, Irumbupalam, Aamaikkulam and Devala areas joins Pandiyaru
and passes through Nilambur, Saliyaru of Kerala and then joins Punnampuzha
river before draining into the Arabian sea. Similarly, the rain water accumulated in
the areas like Thevar Solai, pitharkadu, pattavayal passes through Sultanpatheri
of Wayanad district of Kerala and then joins Kabini river at a place called Pulpalli
in the Kerala-Karnataka border. Then this water is diverted to the dam. Ellamalai,
Santhanamalai, Oosimalai and silent valley are the rain-fed areas in Koodalur
district. The rain water thus collected from these areas passes through Kerala and
drains into the sea. This rain water should be stopped by way of check dams and
channelizing them to Moyaru will make it reach Bhavanisagar dam. Moyaru can
also be linked through backwater system, and a big dam can be constructed in

the areas surrounding Pandiyaru. This is called as Pandiyaru-Moyaru project.

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Engineers from Tamil Nadu have organized studies and declared this Scheme as
a feasible one. As much as 2.5 lakh acres of land are irrigated through
Bhavanisagar dam. Keezhbhavani canal irrigation, Thadappalli-Arakkankottai
irrigation, Kaalingarayan canal irrigation are the areas that come under irrigation
through Bhavanisagar dam. Since there is no adequate rainfall, this area of 2.5
lakh acres of land is facing drought like situation without irrigation facilities. If the
Pandiyaru-Moyaru scheme is implemented it will completely benefit the
Athikkadavu-Avinashi Scheme announced by the State Government of Tamil
Nadu. | therefore urge upon the Union Government to provide environment
clearance to the Pandiyaru-Moyaru Scheme besides immediate allocation of

which does not concern my State but of course, it is of national importance.

The Oriental Research Institute, the only repository of rare manuscripts in
Tirupati, Andhra Pradesh, has become a pale shadow of it past and today stands
as a symbol of neglect. The ORI was established by the Tirumala Tirupati
Devasthanam in 1939 but it had transferred ORI to Sri Venkateswara University
after its establishment in 1956. It was the ORI that deciphered poet saint
Annamacharya’s literature when copper plates were unearthed from the Tirumala
temple. Even the inscriptions on Tirumala temple walls were deciphered by its
then curator Sadhu Subrahmanya Shastri. Various acclaimed scholars were
associated with the ORI but eighty years after its establishment, the premier
institute is not visited by any scholar any more and the 65,000 rare manuscripts
face grave risk of termite attack and eventual destruction. Only 40 per cent of the
manuscripts that are palm leaves have been digitalised as the staff strength of 35
has fallen to just two assistant professors today. On the other hand, Odisha

State Museum which was originally founded in 1932 and started operation in the
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present building in 1960 has made 40,000 rare palm leave manuscripts online for

the use of research scholars across the world.

|, therefore, urge upon the Government to take urgent steps to protect such
rare manuscripts not only in Andhra Pradesh and Odisha but also across the
country and to provide adequate infrastructure and staff to ensure their availability

online for the use of research scholars across the world.

SHRI MANISH TEWARI (ANANDPUR SAHIB): Mr. Chairperson, Sir, article 262
of the Constitution of India provides for adjudication of inter-state river water
disputes. May | just read out the headnote of article 262 for the consideration of
this House? It says, “Adjudication of disputes relating to waters of inter-state rivers
or river valleys”. | think the operative word in this article, Mr. Chairperson, is ‘inter-
state disputes’. Since a new Government has taken office, it is implicit in the
philosophy of this Constitutional article that before this Bill was brought before this
House, a fresh consultation with the States should have been undertaken because
all that Parliament is setting out to do is to put in place an amended adjudicatory
mechanism in order to try and resolve disputes pertaining to water between the
States, and the fact that the Government has not chosen to do so, in my humble
submission, is an assault to Indian federalism which could have been avoided had

the Government carried out that consultation before bringing the Amendment Bill.

Now, what is the genesis of this entire Bill, Mr. Chairperson? The genesis of
this entire Bill is, over a period of seventy years, four of nine tribunals, which have
been constituted to adjudicate inter-state river water disputes, have delivered their

awards but five tribunals have not delivered their awards. In the Statement of
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Objects and Reasons, a very specific reference has been made to the Ravi-Beas

Water Tribunal that it has not given an award over the past thirty-three years.

Now, water is an issue which evokes passion and, therefore, | will try and
be as dispassionate as possible but if the hon. Minister was to peruse the reason
why the interim award of the Ravi-Beas Water Tribunal was never notified, and
that would be available in the files of the Law Ministry if | am correctly instructed
and the Law Minister is also sitting here, is because there was an inherent legal
infirmity in that award and that inherent legal infirmity was that the two States,
Haryana and Rajasthan, unfortunately, were neither riparian States nor basin
States, they were beneficiary States and, therefore, are not covered in terms of
article 262(1) or for that matter, the Inter-State River Water Disputes Act of 1956.
Therefore, the entire basis of bringing this Bill in the first place, as stated in the
Statement of Objects and Reasons, is completely and absolutely flawed in my

respectful opinion.

Now, sub-section 2 of Section 4 of the original Act which the Government
seeks to amend said that the judges who will sit on the Tribunal or the members of
the Tribunal will be named by the Chief Justice of India and would be sitting
Judges of the hon. Supreme Court and the hon. High Court. | would come to this
later as to why this provision was particularly inserted in the Act. But | would like to
respectfully submit that if there has been a delay, even if it has been an inordinate

delay in coming to a conclusion with respect to a particular dispute, it is not
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because the Judges in question were not competent. These are the same Judges
who adjudicate sixty matters a day in a different setting. It is because matters
pertaining to water are complex and if anybody would be familiar with what
transpired in Punjab between 1980 and 1995, he would conclude that water
unfortunately played a very maijor role in those events which transpired in those

fifteen years.

Therefore, to come to a very simplistic conclusion that because a certain
tribunal or a certain set of tribunals ... Mr. Chairperson, Sir, | would request that

| was submitting that the reason why a particular tribunal has not been able
to deliver an award is not because that particular tribunal was incompetent. It was

because issues pertaining to water are increasingly complex.

Now, let me come to the Amendment Bill. The Amendment Bill on one hand
says that its raison d’etre or its rationale is to cut the time which is taken to
resolve a particular dispute. And what this Bill has done is, it has added another
layer to the dispute resolution mechanism. It proposes a two-tier structure for

Dispute Resolution Committee in clause 4A, and then under clause 4B there will

In my respectful submission, the reason why States request the Central
Government to constitute a tribunal is because all consultations which inter se
they carry out unfortunately have not come to a fruition. So, rather than cutting the
time with regard to dispute resolution, what is proposed in the Amendment Bill is

only going to increase the time of that dispute resolution by adding another layer

to already what is a complex mechanism.

Now, Mr. Chairperson, Sir, under Section 4, sub section (2) of the original
Act which is sought to be amended, the Chief Justice of India was empowered to
select the members of the tribunal. There was a qualification that the members of
the tribunal would be sitting judges of the Supreme Court or the High Court. The
reason why that sub section was specifically inserted was because there had to
be confidence that the people who are being selected to adjudicate an extremely
sensitive and complex issue are neutral umpires, and the selection which is being
carried out is also being carried out by somebody who is perceived to be neutral
and above any partisan consideration. That is why it was the Chief Justice of India

who was empowered to select the Chairperson and the members of the tribunal.

Now, what does this Bill propose to replace it by? It proposes to replace it

by a Committee which will consist of the Prime Minister or somebody who is
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nominated by the Prime Minister; it would consist of the Minister of Jal Shakti; it
would consist of the Minister in charge of the Ministry of Law and Justice; it would
consist of the Chief Justice of India or a judge of the Supreme Court. But what |
find missing is that this Committee, unlike similar other Committees which have
been constituted in the past, does not have the Leader of Opposition in the Rajya

Sabha or the leader of the single largest party in the Lok Sabha as its members.

| would want the Minister to explain as to why the Leader of Opposition in
the Rajya Sabha and the leader of the single largest party in the Lok Sabha are
not members of the Selection Committee which will pick up the Chairperson, the
Vice Chairperson, the three judicial members, and the three expert members in
this particular panel. Is it the intention of the Government, Mr. Chairperson, Sir, to
pack this particular tribunal with a favoured set of people and that is why there
has been a deliberate omission of what is there in many other enactments and
many other selection committees that the Leader of Opposition in Rajya Sabha or
the leader of the single largest party in Lok Sabha would be members of the

Selection Committee has been deliberately precluded from this?

Secondly, what is extremely important is, when you had a sitting judge of
the Supreme Court or a sitting judge of a High Court either chairing a panel or
being part of a panel, there was a perception that these people would be neutral

arbiters of a dispute.
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When you change the terms of selection and when you say that it can
either be a sitting judge or a retired judge, | am afraid, you are opening a
Pandora’s box of job seekers, who will then primarily tend to do what in common
parlance is called the command performance. | do not think that this structure is
going to inspire any confidence in the States which come before such
adjudicatory panels, which are packed with people, who unfortunately, post-
retirement, may be looking for a sinecure. | think, this particular clause itself or
this qualification defeats the entire object and the entire purpose of this

Amendment Bill. Now, Mr. Chairperson, Sir, if you look at clause 4C (17), it says:

“The Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson shall hold office for a period

of five years or till the age of seventy years, whichever is earlier.”

But the terms of three judicial members and the three expert members
would be according to the dispute they adjudicate. Under clause 12 (2), if they are
adjudicating more than one dispute, they can continue to be members of that

tribunal or the respective tribunals.

Now, | would like to ask myself why make such a distinction. When you set
up a tribunal, you do not look at it in terms of 5, 10 or 15 years but you look at it in
terms of 25, 50 or 100 years. What happens when you set up a specialised

tribunal and you give people a permanent tenure of five years is that a body of
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jurisprudence develops; a body of experience evolves; and people, after going

through a learning curve, are in a better position to adjudicate disputes.

| cannot understand what is the logic that two people in the tribunal, namely,
the Chairperson and the Vice-Chairperson, will have a tenure of five years, while
the other three judicial members or the other three expert members will have a
tenure on a case-by-case basis. Has this clause been deliberately inserted so
that, if there is an inconvenient member who is not delivering according to a
command performance, can be done away after a particular dispute has been
adjudicated? | mean, this Bill for the lack of a better word, absolutely defies any

logic altogether.

Now, if you look at clause 6 of the Bill, it states that the award given by the
tribunal will not be published in the official gazette. There is no justification in the
Statement of Objects and Reasons as to why a particular award which has been

given by a tribunal, will not be notified in the official gazette.

Hon. Minister, Sir, | would like to suggest that if you are really serious about
resolving inter-State water disputes, then perhaps, you should consider a three-
tier hierarchy. A Dispute Settlement Commission, which as | earlier pointed out,
may delay matters. Rather than ousting the jurisdiction of the Supreme Court, let
an appeal lie to the Supreme Court because, in any case, every matter will end up

in the Supreme Court. And the reason why many tribunals have not been able to
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adjudicate and deliver awards is primarily because, SLPs in that regard, are

pending in the Supreme Court.

| would now come to the final point. Clause 9 provides that the data which
the Government will collect with regard to a river basin, with regard to river flows,
and with regard to the various other aspects of a river basin are going to be
outsourced to an outside agency. Therefore, one would like to ask whether the
Government is not competent to collect that data and what would be the integrity
of the data collected by an outsourced agency. If you will go into the genesis of
the problem which each of these tribunals has encountered, there is no agreement
on baseline data. When there is no agreement on baseline data, the adjudication
process cannot proceed further. So, | would very humbly like to submit that rather
than outsourcing the collection, coalition and analysis of data to some outside
agency — and this does not even specify whether that would be a Government
agency or a private agency — it would be appropriate that the baseline data
collection should be with the Government if you want to have adjudication

proceeding ahead.

Finally, Mr. Chairperson, Sir, | would like to submit that this Bill seeks to go

where angels fear to tread. | can only wish the Government all the best.
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“‘Regulation and development of inter-State rivers and river valleys to the
extent to which such regulation and development under the control of the Union is

declared by Parliament to be expedient in the public interest.”
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g3l -

‘Parliament may, by law, provide for the adjudication of any dispute or
complaint with respect to the use, distribution or control of waters or for any inter-

State river or river valley.”
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SHRI DAYANIDHI MARAN (CHENNAI CENTRAL): Thank you, Sir, for giving me
this opportunity. | think the dispute between the States, both during pre-
Independence and post-Independence, has always been with regard to the
sharing of water. | come from Tamil Nadu, which has been fighting a long war of
words with different tribunals. Today, the Ministry is following the mistakes of the
Cauvery Water Disputes Tribunal and trying to rectify them. When you have such
a big majority, a clear mind, and when you have renamed the Ministry of Water
Resources, River Development & Ganga Rejuvenation to, a new Hindi word, the
Ministry of Jal Shakti, | expected some shakti from the Ministry to have come up
with a proper Bill to make sure that you have the teeth, the power to handle the

issue.

Sir, you are very well aware of the Cauvery Water Dispute. This is a very
sentimental issue for both the States. | respect the sentiments of the people
representing both the States. We have no issue when we have proper rain. The
problem comes when there is a deficit. Though we say India is a country of
people with good hearts, people do not want to share their water with other States
during the time of distress. This has been a continuous problem. Even though

we claim our rights, since pre-Independence we are having this war.

| would like to mention about the Cauvery Water Dispute. When our great

leader, Dr. Kalaignar was the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, and late Shri V.P.
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Singh was the Prime Minister of India, the Cauvery Water Disputes Tribunal was

formed on 2™ June, 1990.

Sir, an interim award was given to us on 25" June, 1991. But nothing
happened after that. No water was released. After 1991, a final award was given
to us on February 5, 2007. But again, nothing happened and no water was given
to us. We have been continuously fighting for water to be released to us. The
dispute at that time was that the final award -- which was given by the Tribunal on
5" of February, 2007 — was not published. The then Karnataka Government
refused to give us water in the guise that it had to be published and is not binding
on them as it is not a gazetted award. We had to fight. The final award was
published in the Gazette on February 19, 2013. The hon. Minister has said that
this was the reason behind their saying that there is no need to publish it in the
gazette. You are making a mistake there. You are giving a loophole for those
States who say that this award is not binding because it is not gazetted. Sir, this is

our fear. | am expressing my fear. ...(Interruptions)
SHRI S.C. UDASI (HAVERI): Then, how are you getting water right now?

SHRI DAYANIDHI MARAN : Sir, wait for your turn. We have been suffering a lot.
We are a riparian State. Our problem has been throughout. What happened to
us? In fact, even after the gazette notification, again we had to go to court to fight

for it. The hon. Supreme Court’s judgement gave us a final award for Tribunal. It
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was delivered on February 16, 2018. Even then, no water was released. While as
per the interim award, 205 tmc of water was to be released to Tamil Nadu, the
final award reduced the release to 192 tmc. This was further reduced to 177.25
tmc by the hon. Supreme Court. Then, we asked for the implementation of the
tribunal award. It never happened. Then, the Cauvery Management Board was
formed. On 20" May, 2019, it directed the Karnataka Government to release
water, but no water was released to us. We are all talking about the distressed
times. We are not talking about the times when we have plenty of water.
Karnataka has no choice but to release water to Tamil Nadu. It uses us like a
drainage. To save their land, people, etc., they use us as a drainage. But we are
talking about times when there is no water. We also have farmers. We have more
than a million farmers on our side who are ploughing. We used to have two crops
— Kuruvai and Samba. For the last eight years, we have not seen Kuruvai at all.
Our farmers are suffering a lot. When the hon. Prime Minister is boasting and
talking about a five ftrillion dollar economy, how can you achieve the goal of five
trillion dollar economy when you do not concentrate and focus on the farmers’
production? Every production is important. We have been deprived of it because

of vote bank politics.

Today, they are in Karnataka. We have a fear. After struggling for 29 years,
we have got a Cauvery Management Board. Our fear is this. Today, you are

bringing a new Act. By this Act, all the existing Tribunals are gone and you have
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stated in your new Act that whatever the award is given, is taken care of. Yes, you
are giving us a confidence. Now, | would like to know what will happen to the
Cauvery Management Board? Will it be there? You are talking about ‘pre’, but

what about the ‘post’? Today, we are having a dispute.

If you see the Cauvery water problem, Karnataka has always been in
contempt of court. There is no jal shakti. What are you going to do when
Karnataka is in contempt? Do you have any powers? Are you speaking anything
about that? There is a habitual offender. At the time of the crisis and when there is
a distress, water has to be shared and for that, a formula has been given by the
Tribunal. That formula has not been executed. We, in the month of June, our
farmers were struggling to get water. We are not getting water. So, what shall we

do?

Today, Karnataka, directly in contempt of court, is trying to construct a dam.
What can you do about it? What powers do you have to ensure that no new
irrigation facility should be created as per the hon. Supreme Court’s order? So,
what happens now? You are now saying that Tamil Nadu should not worry as
they are forming a new Tribunal. Tamil Nadu can always come to the Tribunal.
We have to wait for three months before the Central Government decides to form
a tribunal. After the Tribunal is formed, it will take two years. Then, they have one
year or six months’ extension. Sir, nearly, four years are gone. Therefore, we

disbelieve these tribunals. All these tribunals throughout the country are to get
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plum postings and to get good houses. They just sit on it and ask for extension

after extension and no judgment is given.

Now | come to a very important point. They are saying that the data will be
collected and given to the agency. Which is that agency? We are suspecting it.
You give us the confidence. It is the duty of the Minister to give us confidence so
that we can trust the Government. We have been trusting all the Governments.
But every Government at the Centre has played vote bank politics and Tamil
Nadu is the sufferer. The people of Tamil Nadu have been suffering for all these
years. | would only request that when you are doing something, do it correctly.

They are trying to correct something which they cannot correct.

For Tamil Nadu, water is very important and Mr. Minister, you know the
seriousness of it. | would like to know from the hon. Minister without having
powers, what he is going to do. He is toothless. First, you at least nationalise the
rivers and ensure that the rivers are under your control so that you can resolve
the disputes. Without nationalizing the rivers, what is the point in claiming that
you will form a tribunal and the award of the tribunal will be final. It will be equal
to the award of the Supreme Court. But Karnataka has never respected the order

of the Supreme Court. What will you do?

| would like to request the Minister to give us some comfort. When a State

indulges in contempt, give the power to release water to Tamil Nadu. If
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Karnataka does not obey the orders of the Tribunal, you give reservoir control to
Tamil Nadu — as a punishment to Karnataka — so that required quantity of water
could be released to Tamil Nadu. These are distress times because water is very
important for farming. If you want us to trust you, you do something in black and
white and do not play with words. You are always treading in the grey area.
Tamil Nadu has had enough. We do not think that this Government and the
Ministry of Jal Shakti is going to do any justice because nothing is clear. | would
say that the Gazette Notification is important. Do not create another thing for

them to go back.

With these words, | oppose the Bill. | would request you to come out clean

and show us that you have some shakti.
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SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE (SREERAMPUR): Mr. Chairman, Sir, | heard the
speech of the hon. Minister and to a certain extent | agree with him that not only
for years together but for decades together, the tribunals are functioning.
Sometimes | am astonished how long and for how many years a tribunal can

continue for adjudication of a dispute.

| know about a case of one judge who retired from Patna in 1990 or 1991.
He was elevated as a judge only for one year. But | have the knowledge that he
was a member of the Water Dispute Tribunal till 2017. Therefore, after retirement
in 1990 for almost 19 years till 2017, he continued as a judge of a Water Dispute
Tribunal. The members of these tribunals are functioning like part-time members
of the tribunals. They are doing other jobs like arbitration, etc. Whenever they

find time, they look after the work of the Tribunal.

Therefore, there is no doubt that a very good proposal has been brought
through this Bill of constituting a permanent Tribunal. | accept this proposal. The

constitution of the Tribunal has been given here.

Sir, according to the speech of the hon. Minister, the constitution of the
Committee would comprise of one Chairperson, one Vice-Chairman, three
members from the Judiciary and there would be three experts. So, in all, there
would be eight members. Here, power has been given to assign the matter to the

Benches. The first question that arises is how many benches can be created. The
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second question that arises is how many members would be there in one Bench.
Now, if there are three members in a Bench, then there should be at least two
members from the Judiciary. It is because expert members cannot supersede the
views of the members from the Judiciary. That is the law of this country and that
should be the attitude. Such expert members coming from an administrative
background, without having proper knowledge of the law, will say something else.
It is not appreciable. Moreover, as you know, in different judgements of the
Supreme Court it has been pronounced that the views of the members from the
Judiciary should be given due weightage. This is one of my questions. How many

Benches can be created and how many members would be there in one Bench?

Sir, | would refer to two to three points only. Under clause 4(b)(ii) it has
been mentioned ‘the Chief Justice of India or a Judge of the Supreme Court
nominated by him’. On this, my request to the hon. Minister is that he should
consider keeping only "Chief Justice of India’ and not "any other Judge of the
Supreme Court nominated by him’. Let only the Chief Justice remain in the
process of consultation. Although the Committee comprises of the hon. Prime
Minister, the Chief Justice or a judge nominated by him, the Minister in charge,
other Ministers etc. | have a request that the views of the Chief Justice should be
given the primacy in the Committee since there is no scope to appoint anyone as
member from the largest Opposition party in the House. There is no such scope

provided in the Bill. Therefore, the views of the Chief Justice should be given
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primacy in the Committee. That should be the procedure. It would also mean to
show respect to the Judiciary. In our country, democracy has not only been built
up but also strengthened because of a number of interventions on various

occasions by the Supreme Court. We must accept that.

Sir, the continuation of proceedings before the Tribunals were not only the
fault of the members of the Benches. If we say so, then we would not be doing
justice to the members of the Benches. But it is also correct to say that for small
issues the parties to the disputes approach the Supreme Court, seek their
intervention and matters remain pending before the Supreme Court for years
together. Therefore, the Supreme Court should also take note of the fact that in
cases of water disputes -- like in case of Cauvery water dispute between the
States of Tamil Nadu and Karnataka the fight had been going on for decades
together — they should also be concerned to decide the dispute immediately, or
not to entertain it at all at every stage. | find that in matters of water disputes, if
any order is passed, either of the parties will approach the Supreme Court and will

get a stay order. That factor is also there.

So far as the Benches of the Tribunals are concerned, Section 4E (2) says
that the Benches of the Tribunals shall ordinarily sit at New Delhi or at such other
places as the Chairperson may decide. Incidentally, both the hon. Ministers of
Law are also present here. | seek the intervention of both of you on this matter.

Why should all the main offices or main branches of all Tribunals be at New Delhi
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only? The main office of every Tribunal is in New Delhi. Are they functioning only
for Delhi? What is the attraction here? That is why, the fees of lawyers in Delhi
are tremendously high. | would request the hon. Law Minister present here to
reduce the burden of the litigants. | would request him to make more circuit
Benches and make the Head Offices of Tribunal in different States. Then you will
find that the lawyers’ fees amounting to Rs. 8 lakh to Rs. 30 lakh or more will be
reduced. Moreover, the Supreme Court is here and so, the lawyers of Delhi are
enjoying. They will sit upto 4 o’clock and thereafter it becomes arbitration.
Arbitration cannot be a part-time job. It is a full-time job and it should be so. | am
taking the advantage of the presence of the hon. Minister of Law. Sir, please

consider these points while taking steps in future.

Sir, Clause 4A(v) says that any water dispute which cannot be settled by
negotiation shall be referred by the Central Government, by notification, to the
Tribunal for its adjudication within a period of three months from the date of the
receipt of report under sub-section 3. In almost all water disputes, they are at
loggerheads. They are all fighting and they are not able to resolve them. If it can

be resolved, | have a humble suggestion to make.

Before making a reference, appoint at least one neutral arbitrator to settle
disputes. That appointment may be made by the Central Government so that
they can settle the disputes. If you ask them to settle themselves, nobody will

settle them. | know it. Both the parties cannot settle by themselves. When they
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cannot settle, it will be referred to the Central Government and then you will refer

it to the Tribunal.

SHRI GAJENDRA SINGH SHEKHAWAT : We already have a provision of
Dispute Redressal Committee. P! BT HRICT & foaw ﬂﬂsﬂﬁ%é?fﬁmgw%\’

| | think you have missed it.

SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE : You are talking about Disputes Redressal
Committee. The Disputes Redressal Committee never decides on any dispute.
For example, consider matrimonial matters. In a dispute on a matrimonial matter,
the first thing they will ask is, “How much money will you take to settle the
dispute?” This is their approach. This cannot be the approach. As per Delhi High
Court rules, there should be a conciliation. There are counsellors appointed for it.
The first thing they will ask the wife in how much money she wants to settle the
dispute. Is it an approach? In a conciliation proceeding, he will ask the workers in
how much money they want to settle the dispute. Is it an approach? This should
not be the approach of any dispute resolution forum or conciliation body or
mediator. Not a single body is really acting except the Lok Adalat where some

disputes are settled where there are dues from the banks.

Sir, | just want to invite your attention to this issue. In West Bengal, during

the rainy season, when there is heavy rainfall, the Damodar Valley Corporation
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releases water even without consulting the State Government, and because of
that, the entire Hooghly district, the entire Howrah district, the entire East
Medinipur district are being over-flooded. The people are affected. | think, any
Member irrespective of his Party, who come from West Bengal, might know how

the DVC is releasing the water.

Since | have got this opportunity, | request the hon. Minister to take care
and take note of this issue. Everything should be done with the consultation of the

State Government. ...(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPRSON: Please conclude now.

SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE : Sir, please give me some more time. Do not be a

miser. ...(Interruptions)

We are affected because of this. ...(Interruptions) If we talk about Farakka,
we are giving the water. ...(Interruptions) | am referring to the Damodar Valley
Corporation. ...(Interruptions) Therefore, you should also take note of this. When
the DVC is releasing the water in the rainy season, why should there not be any
consultation with the State Government? Mr. Manish Tewari has said that
whenever you are bringing any Bill, and it concerns the States, in that case, there
must be consultation with the States. ...(Inferruptions) Sir, kindly give me some

more time. This is a very important issue. ...(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPRSON: | am agreeing to your point.
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SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE : Sir, now my experience is this. From the last part of
the 16" Lok Sabha till now in the 17" Lok Sabha, if any subject is there in the
Concurrent List or if anything is there which involves the States, be it any State,
there is no consultation at all with the States, let it be any matter. | am not only
talking about this issue. Why should the States not be consulted? The Central
Government does not suffer. The people of the States are suffering. In that case,
the Central Government and the institutions like DVC should consult with the
State Governments. ...(Interruptions) | am speaking about all the States including
the lower riparian States like West Bengal. They should be consulted. Why should
be there not any consultation? Do they not exist? Unless you get revenue as
income tax from the States, you cannot run your Ministry. You may take all credit
but your main revenue comes from the income tax from the States. That is the

reason you are showing your power. Otherwise, you are powerless and fruitless.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Thank you.

INTER-STATE RIVER WATER DISPUTES
(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2019 — Contd.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Now, we will continue with the Inter-State River Water

Disputes (Amendment) Bill.

Shri Midhun Reddy.

SHRI P.V. MIDHUN REDDY (RAJAMPET): Hon. Madam Chairperson, at the
outset, | would like to thank you for giving me this opportunity to speak on the

Inter-State River Water Disputes (Amendment) Bill, 2019.

As we all know, water is a very precious thing, and everything is revolving
around water in our country right now. So, this Bill is very important for our
country and more so for my State. If you see, everything including economy and

politics is dependent on it.
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| would like to give an example stating how acute this water crisis is. In my
Constituency, there is a peculiar problem being faced now. The girls are not
willing to get married to the youth in my Constituency because it is a drought
prone area, and the parents do not want to send their daughters to such a drought

prone area. So, such is the importance of water in our country.

If you see, almost 65 per cent people of our country are dependent on
agriculture. Effective management of water is the need of the hour and providing
livelihood to almost 65 per cent of the population depends on effective water
management. So, it is a very important issue which we are discussing today.
Even NITI Aayog in its report has stated that one of the major problems that the
country is going to face is lack of drinking water. If drinking water is a problem for

us, how are we going to progress? It is because water is the basic thing.

Moreover, | would request the Minister to consider the effects of climate
change because this is an age-old Act for which an Amendment was made in
2017. But the scenario is changing every year and the effects of climate change
are devastating. | will quote an example. If you see the city of Chennai, it was
flooded with heavy rains in 2017 where people even used boats to go anywhere
in the city. More recently, we have seen that they are transporting drinking water

in railway wagons to Chennai. This is the pathetic situation.
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If we do not manage water properly and especially, in the State of Andhra
Pradesh, then the problem is going to be really acute. We have issues with the
Godavari river basin. We have issues with the Krishna river. We have issues with
the Vamsadhara river. We need timely resolution of all these problems. So, this

Bill states that the first step of resolving this issue is through negotiations.

Madam, | would like to bring to your notice that the negotiations are only
possible when the Leaders are magnanimous, when they have a heart of gold,
when they are committed and when they see a larger picture more than the petty

politics of inter-state disputes.

So, for example, recently our hon. Chief Minister Shri Jagan Mohan Reddy
and the hon. Chief Minister of Telangana, Shri K. Chandrasekhar Rao moved
forward and showed that they are magnanimous and they showed that they have
a heart of gold and they could resolve the issues in two days. But it was not the
case in the earlier Governments. We had a lot of disputes. It was so bad that in
Srisailam reservoir, the staff of both the States almost came to blows with regard
to sharing of water. So, | would request the hon. Minister to have a relook at the
whole Bill because this a very progressive Bill. This is the need of the hour for the

country.

If you see the Disputes Resolution Committee, we are okay with that. We

are okay with the composition or whoever has been constituted in the Committee.
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But what we suggest is that they should be acceptable to both the affected
parties. If you see this Bill, there is one lacuna in Dispute Resolution Committee.
They have given a period of one and half years for the Dispute Resolution
Committee. One and a half years is too long a period because the tenure of the
crop is 3-4 months. So, one and a half years is too long a period. So, we have the
data. Data is monitored on a daily basis. We know what has happened for the
past fifty years. We do not need one and a half years for the resolution. We need
to act fast. | think one month or two months should be fixed where the whole thing
needs to be resolved on a priority basis and on a war-footing basis because in the

period of one and a half years, every body will be affected.

Hon. Member from DMK Party was stating that once you put this one and a
half years time limit for this Committee, then it goes for another two and a half
years and then it goes for four years, then the whole purpose is lost. | totally
agree with that Member. We need a Committee which is timebound. It should be
in months. We totally oppose this stated period in the Bill that is one and a half
years. It should have a time period of one or two months. We have the data. We
are going to get nothing more. When we have the data and when everything is
available, we need to resolve it fast. That is our demand. Once it is not possible to
go through the Disputes Resolution Committee, it goes to the Inter-State River
Dispute Tribunal. This is even worse because there has been again a period of

two years and then again extendable by a period of almost one year, | think. This
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is also too much. | think it should be resolved on a war-footing basis. Everything
should happen within six months. This is our demand. We expect the

Government to take a favourable decision.

Now, | come to the maintenance of data bank and information. So, when
we have this data and information, it does not serve the purpose because it drags
on. We take years together. | think it should be decided as soon as possible and |

will tell you a reason for this also, Madam.

The data is very crucial. For example, in our State, right now we have
floods happening in uttara Andhra region. We also have drought in another part in
the same State. It is because of climate change that we are not able to predict
when it is going to rain and when there is going to be a drought. So, efficient
water management is very, very important. Especially, the rights of the lower

riparian States should be protected and they should not feel insecure.

Whatever it is, we are supporting this Bill thoroughly. We want this Bill to be
more progressive. We have an issue with the time limit. We want the time limit to
be cut down. We also make our request that the constitution of the members,

whoever is going to be, should be amicable for both the affected parties.

So, thank you for permitting me to speak on this Bill. We whole-heartedly

support this Bill.

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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Madam Chairperson, | stand here
to participate in the discussion relating to the amendment that has come to an Act
of 1956, which is called the Inter-State River Water Disputes (Amendment) Bill,
2019. | can say that already more than half a dozen amendments have come in-
between last so many years, 63 years to be specific. The amendments have stuck
to a template which relies exclusively on tribunals for expeditious resolution of

river water disputes.

The Supreme Court and other courts do not have jurisdiction over such
disputes. They can interpret verdicts of Tribunals. This arrangement demonstrates
that the disputes resolution generally has not been very effective. Disputes have
recurred. There have been long delays in adjudication. The States have not
complied with the verdicts of Tribunals. This Bill has provisions to break that

mould. Therefore, the Biju Janata Dal supports this Bill.

| had opposed the introduction of this Bill at the introduction stage because
States were not consulted. That was my point of view. But the Minister has

categorically stated that consultation did take place in 2013. | believe him.

When | was saying that the Supreme Court does not have jurisdiction, | was
referring to the deliberation in the Constituent Assembly. In that deliberation, it
was repeatedly stated that there is a need to allow the Supreme Court to come

into dispute resolution mechanism. But it was left to the Parliament to take a
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decision in this regard. Subsequently, one can say, after seven years, in 1956
the Parliament took a decision that it is better to have individual tribunals to

decide on a dispute relating to water distribution.

This Bill proposes a permanent Inter-State Water Dispute Tribunal. This
Tribunal will be a eight-member body, comprising a judge of the Supreme Court
or the Chief Justice of a high court, who would be the Chairperson; a retired judge
or a Chief Justice of high court can also become Chairperson. Similarly, the
judicial member would be or has been a judge of a High Court. So, this has also
been widening the scope about which some Members have already spoken, that
retired Chief Justices, retired judges of the Supreme Court and also High Courts
can become the Chairperson and also the judicial member. They shall hold office
for a period of five years or till the age of 70 years, whichever is earlier. No
member shall hold office after the age of 67 years when we come to the other part
of it. Each dispute will be referred to a three-member bench and resolution will be

time-bound.

At least on paper the entire process is restricted to five and a half years.
However, there is almost no limit on extensions in the current arrangement. These
measures can improve the efficiency of dispute adjudication. The Bill provides for
Disputes Resolution Committee to enable ex ante negotiated settlements in place
of earlier mediation by the Centre. This is an interesting provision. But its benefits

will depend on the mechanism'’s efficiency.
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The Bill says that the Centre will set up DRCs with ‘members from such
relevant fields as it deems fit for resolving the disputes amicably’. This definition
is broad-based. But the DRCs’ functions include, recording data, noting stands,
claims of States and reporting facts. Unless the DRCs are adequately high profile
and command credibility and legitimacy for negotiated settlement, it may be

relegated to performing perfunctory procedures.

The other much-touted provision is the data bank and information system.
This is nothing new. There is a similar provision in the current Bill as well. But this
mandates the Centre to create a repository. The experience in this respect has

not been very encouraging.

The challenge is not about gathering data and information, but more about
the States agreeing over a particular piece of data. | think the hon. Member from
YSR Congress Party also has referred to this because there are disputes relating

to data that is provided.

Madam, you know better because you argue cases before the court and it
is the data that is always challenged. The challenge is about tapping the data to
produce knowledge. That can be used to produce knowledge; that can be used
for making decision. Such knowledge has been the major area of contestation
before the tribunals so far. Even then, | would say that this Bill holds promise for

tightening and improving adjudication.
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But some practical questions remain still unaddressed. How does the Bill
propose to address the challenge of implementing the tribunal’s award? Cauvery
Water Dispute Tribunal Award given in 2007 is yet to be implemented. The
ambiguities will persist even after this amendment. The power to devise such
mechanisms is with the Centre. But the Government is ill-equipped to offer

competent and resilient mechanisms.

The River Boards Act of 1956 has become a dead letter. The ad hoc
mechanism like river authority, supervisory committee etc. have proved
ineffective. With this critical gap, implementing Tribunal’s award will be a huge
challenge. Are we not aware that conflicts arise when the instruments and
institutions for cooperation fail? A grave omission is the absence of an effective

implementation mechanism.

It is said that the decision of the tribunal will be final. Here, | would like to
explain in detail. The decision of the tribunal would be final and binding on the
parties involved in the dispute. It will have the same force as that of an order of
the Supreme Court of India. Are we not aware that Supreme Court has been
amenable to Special Leave Petitions which led to extended litigation in the Apex
Court? All these defeat the basic purpose of the reform to expedite the resolution

of river water disputes.
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Madam, an amendment to the 1956 Act was given effect in 2002 during
Atal Ji’'s Prime Ministership. It so happened because one of our senior Members
from Biju Janata Dal was heading, at that point of time, the Ministry of Water
Resources. He had given effect to two major amendments. It said that the
decision will be final and binding on the parties to the dispute and shall be given
effect to by them. These are the words which were mentioned there and this was
given effect to in 2002. Another proviso was also added that the decision of the
tribunal, after its publication in the official gazette by the Government under sub-
section 1 of Section 7, shall have the same force, as an order or decree of the

Supreme Court.

The same thing has been repeated here, but the wordings have been a
little bit changed with ‘final and binding’. Under Clause 6 (6), it is mentioned that
the decision of the bench of the tribunal shall be final and binding. Even under the
present law, a tribunal’s ruling is not meant to be overturned by the Supreme
Court. What does this ‘final and binding’ mean? | would like to understand this

from the hon. Minister.

In practice, the Supreme Court has admitted it in the review petition on the
final award of Cauvery Water Disputes Tribunal. It even instructed Karnataka
Government to release water from time to time. So, where is the finality of the

decision of the tribunal?
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| would say that there are still a large number of gaps. Therefore, | would
mention here what, at one point of time, was published in the paper of the
University of California on India’s inter-State water disputes: “There are too many
options, and there is too much discretion at too many stages of the process. This
is partly because of procedural complexities involving multiple stakeholders

across Governments and agencies.”
It further states that :
“...But the inchoate nature of the system is equally the result of
factors outside the efficient functioning of the tribunal itself.”
Madam, it was in the 1935 Act where all this dispute resolution mechanism
had already trickled down, and it went up to the Supreme Court. It limited the

jurisdiction of the federal court in 1935, and we are still continuing with that

process.

Should | request this from the Government? Why have a tribunal? Let us
directly send it to the Supreme Court. Let Supreme Court adjudicate it instead of
having a tribunal and to find a solution between two States, which never happens
because now the political situation has changed. At that point of time, there was
one Party, which was encompassing the whole country. Today, regional Parties
have come up and regional aspirations have come up, and we have coalition

Government in the Union. So, it is necessary now to have a holistic view. The
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ultimate adjudication is being done in the Supreme Court of India. Why should we

have this type of adjudicating mechanism like a tribunal?

| will say again that we will support this Bill, no doubt. It will be binding and
final, but ultimately, it is not final at all because SLP, as you know, is being
entertained by the Supreme Court. There is always a provision that if | am not
satisfied with the decision of the tribunal, then | have a forum to go and plead.

With these words, | conclude, Madam.

that file. Today, you can see that Narmada Sarovar Project came into existence

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just because of co-operation and co-ordination between these two states. This is
a classic example of understanding between two states of Maharashtra and
Gujarat. Further more you had constituted a dispute Redressal Committee and

you have also given an extension of one year to this committee.

Hon. Madam Chairperson, | think there is an issue regarding Selection
Committee under the chairmanship of Hon. Prime Minister. Leader of Opposition
is supposed to be nominated to this committee. But, there is no leader of
opposition hence the leader of the largest opposition party should be nominated
to this committee. It is mentioned in the bill that the data regarding the river
basins and ravines should be made available to everyone. But, in this
connection, | would like to request you not to disclose this data as there is a
possibility of its misuse. Water is a state subject and the water distribution right
lies with the concerned state. Even the report of the Dispute RedressalCommittee

should not be made public.

Regarding Maharashtra, Nar-Par, Pinjal and Girna river issues are there.
We had signed a memorandum of understanding with Gujarat for distribution of
Girna river water. But, yesterday Government of Maharshtra decided to divert the
water of the river towards the west to the drought ridden Marathwada region. Jal
Shakti Ministry is a newly constituted Ministry. You should try to divert the water
of these west bound rivers towards the east for the benefit of our people. In my

state Maharashtra, we are facing floods in many parts like Konkan and others but
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our Marathwada region is facing an acute water scarcity. Hence, it has become
necessary to divert these west bound rivers towards the east. We received
sufficient water through Krishna River Water Tribunal. But after constituting
Koyna River Tribunal, 67 TMC water is being wasted through Vashisti river and
this water should be diverted towards Konkan region for providing irrigation
facilities in this area. @We can even divert this water towards Western
Maharashtra region for 67 drought ridden Tehsils of this area to overcome water
scarcity. According to Krishna River Water Tribunal award, we had to give 60
TMC water to Marathwada region. But due to the non-availability of water we
could not give that water. It is possible if we divert west bound rivers towards the
east. We have many issues with the water of Krishna, Koyna and Godawari river
ravines. One very important decision was taken regarding Raigad district. There
is a Tata Dam at Mulshi. Water of this dam is being utilized for industrial purpose.
But this water is going to be diverted towards the west, and | have an objection to
this. Before implementing this, availability of water should be ensured in my
Raigad district for industrial and drinking purposes. We need higher allocation of
funds for river-linking project in Maharashtra. You have brought this revolutionary
bill to settle the water disputes between states and | congratulate you for this.

This is a welcome step and it would help to strengthen our democracy. | support
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this bill because | was also the Minister of this department and settlement of water
disputes is extremely important. But it should be done in a time bound manner
and on priority basis. Lastly, | would like to urge upon you to nominate the leader
of largest opposition party to the committee. | am highly thankful for giving me an

opportunity to speak. Jai Hind, Jai Maharashtra.
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SHRI H. VASANTHAKUMAR (KANYAKUMARI): Respected Chairman, Sir,
thank you very much for allowing me to participate in this discussion on a very
important and sensitive piece of legislation. Water is precious and is a necessity
for each and every one. In a large country like ours, there are large and small
rivers spread over the country. While in many parts there is a threat of floods, in
other parts there always exists a drought-like situation. The Government of the
day has to spend thousands of crores of rupees every year to contain floods and
to extend financial assistance in case of drought. Unfortunately, may be due to
circumstances beyond control, the major rivers of the country could not be
interlinked. Had these been interlinked, the Government would not have had to
spend money on floods and droughts. Therefore, the Government should
consider linking major rivers with other rivers on a war footing basis. Moreover,
when the rivers are interlinked, it paves way for transportation through inland

waterways.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, already, there are many inter-State river issues
which are under different tribunals. With the passing of this Bill, | urge upon the
Government to sort out all the pending issues within a time frame on war footing
basis. Moreover, when a Tribunal is formed, it should be ensured that at least one

person should be a Member from the affected area.
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Recently, it has been seen that the awards given by the tribunal are not at
all implemented by the State Governments or the awards are delayed by the
States. | want to know from the Government what is the mechanism available with
the Government to ensure that the awards are implemented. There should be
some deterrent factor to ensure that the awards are implemented, otherwise, this
tribunal is another farce. It has been seen especially, in the Cauvery water dispute
that the Karnataka Government delayed release of water on many occasions.
There are certain inter-State water issues between Tamil Nadu and Kerala, Tamil
Nadu and Karnataka, and Tamil Nadu and Andhra Pradesh. It is a very interesting
fact that all the States are Dravidian States and have close knit relationships,

even in marriages.

In my MLA tenure, in the State of Tamil Nadu, | initiated with the help of the
former Chief Minister, Dr. Kalaignar Karunanidhi, Thamirabarani-Karumeniyar-
Nambiyar river interlinking project in the State by excavating a new flood carrier
canal. The project has been proposed to utilise 2,765 Mcft of water out of the
13,758 Mcft water that flows to sea as surplus water from Thamirabarani river
during flood situation. The cost appraisal for this project was Rs. 872.45 crore.

Through this project, more than 60,000 acres of land was benefitted.

There is a provision for setting up of a permanent tribunal to resolve inter-
State water disputes. However, there is another provision for establishment of a

Dispute Resolution Committee by the Central Government for resolving amicably
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the inter-State water disputes within a maximum period of one-and-a-half years.
Moreover, any dispute, which cannot be settled by negotiations shall be referred
to the tribunal for its adjudication. But, here, | have some reservations. The
Dispute Resolution Committee may take a longer time than the time limit
prescribed under the law as there is every likelihood of giving extension after
extension in the name of negotiation and the case will be pending for so long
without being resolved. | appeal to the Government to cut short the time limit of
one-and-a-half years to six months and ensure that no extension is given on any
count. Moreover, the award being implemented by the tribunal should be

implemented and the Government should ensure the implementation.

| take this opportunity to focus attention of the Government regarding the
Mullaperiyar Dam and Cauvery water issues. Though the tribunal has given its
award, the Karnataka Government never releases water from the Cauvery and
every time, the Court has to be approached. | want to demand from the
Government why this is happening? Why not have an automatic mechanism to
implement the award once it is given by the tribunal? The Government should

ensure this.

Neyyar River Left Bank Canal will help to irrigate an area of 9,200 acres of
land in Vilavancode taluk in Kanyakumari. In 2012, Tamil Nadu Government filed

a petition against Kerala Government seeking uninterrupted water supply from
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Neyyar river, and the matter is now pending in the Supreme Court.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): This matter is pending before the

Supreme Court and it is sub judice. ...(Interruptions)

SHRI DAYANIDHI MARAN (CHENNAI CENTRAL): Sir, he should not be allowed

The Tamil Nadu Government has contended that the Neyyar is an inter-
State river because a portion of the river's catchment area lies in the territory of
Tamil Nadu. The Tamil Nadu Government has not received water since 2004
which has caused serious hardships to the farming community. In 1999, the
Kerala Government took a stand that the Neyyar was not an inter-State river.
However, in its own draft agreement, Kerala informed Tamil Nadu in 2010 that the
water shall be supplied subject to the realisation of water charges and payment of
distribution charges; the agreement would be valid for five years and it would be
renewed with mutual consent. The Supreme Court in November 2016 had framed
certain issues including whether the river can be classified as an inter-State river
and also whether a legal obligation is imposed on the Kerala Government to
supply water from the Neyyar river to Kanniyakumari under the State Re-
organisation Act, 1956. The matter is pending in the Supreme Court now. |

request the Central Government to ensure water supply from the Neyyar river to
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Kanniyakumari to help farmers in the district for irrigation purpose.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Shri N.K. Premachandran is the former Minister for
Water Resources in the Government of Kerala. ... (Interruptions) Shri H.

Vasanthakumar, please conclude now. Your time is over.

SHRI H. VASANTHAKUMAR : Sir, the Government is very well aware that
farmers take loans from banks for agriculture purpose and even for personal
commitments like children’s education, medical expenses, marriage etc. The
farmers are not able to grow any crops and they are not able to repay the loans
borrowed from banks and other private agencies. If the State Government does
not meet its commitment of releasing water to another State, thus affecting the
farmers of that State, the State Government which has to release the water has to
pay the compensation because of the loss suffered by farmers. The Central
Government should also contribute its share in the compensation. The Central
Government should ensure that the State Government concerned gives
compensation to the farmers. In case the State Government does not pay the
compensation, the amount payable should be deducted by the Central
Government while the allocation is made to the State concerned from the Central

fund.

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The river water disputes are more in Southern India than in any other part
of the country. When the Government was formed in May, the hon. Minister of
Road Transport and Highways, Shri Nitin Gadkari, made a statement that the
Godavari and the Krishna will be linked with the Cauvery for the benefit of Tamil
Nadu. If these rivers are linked, | am sure the dispute of inter-State rivers will be

reduced considerably. But the Government should implement this.

To sum up, | urge upon the Government to resolve inter-State water
disputes. | request the Government to solve the Neyyar river dispute at the

earliest which would benefit my Parliamentary Constituency of Kanniyakumari.

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SHRI FEROZE VARUN GANDHI (PILIBHIT): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | rise to
support the Inter-State River Water Disputes (Amendment) Bill. | would like to
start with a quote by Brian Andreas who said, “| like geography best because our
rivers and mountains know the secret; pay no attention to borders.” In a utopian
world, this may be true, but unfortunately in a world of cut-throat hydro-politics
and political demarcations, it is not reflective of our current reality. When | wrote
my book ‘A Rural Manifesto’ last year, | wanted to see what the life of a river really
was. | went to the Cauvery delta in Tamil Nadu, Nagapattinam, Trichy, Thanjavur
and Thiruvarur. | went in and walked across the rivers with some academics and

some people.

What | found was deeply distressing to me. | found that more than 50 per
cent of marginal farmers have given up agriculture in the last 20 years. According
to the NCRB statistics, 2014, in Tamil Nadu 68 farmers suicides and 827 farm
labour suicides have taken place, out of which 67 per cent belong to the districts

along the Cauvery delta.

| also started looking at agricultural growth in those very districts and |
found that out of 39 parliamentary constituencies constituting the State of Tamil
Nadu, five or six districts have the lowest agricultural growth in the entire State
and three of them have negative agricultural growth over the last ten years. | also
found that in terms of Government investment in irrigation, which all of us know is

primarily a State subject, the lowest amount of Government investment in
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irrigation and hydrology was done in those districts. Like, nobody will buy a
disputed property, until people know the political future of a river, they tend not to

invest or double down in it.

If you look at the effect of these disputes on people’s livelihood, the
violence that broke out in Karnataka in 2016 - when we look at the damage to
public property, urban infrastructure, railways, etc. - resulted in a damage of

Rs.25,000 crore.

When we look at the construction of the SYL Canal, | do not want to take
any side, it is a very contentious issue. | would like to say that it is a lose-lose
situation for both the States. If you look at Haryana, it has been unable to use 3
lakh hectares of irrigation potential and it has lost incremental agricultural
production of eight lakh tonnes. Even Punjab, in terms of water management,
has not benefited in any manner. Today, 20 out of 22 districts are water deficit. |
am not talking about urban local bodies, but even 109 blocks out of 138 blocks in
Punjab today are dark zones in terms of ground water. This is something we
need to look at. This problem, by the way, is not becoming better. Between
2013 and 2016, the ground water that has been extracted has gone from 149 per

cent to 169 per cent in Punjab.

We need to look at rivers not just as bodies for extraction. We need to look

at rain water harvesting, desalination, and hydroponics. So, there are a whole
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slew of measures. Their solutions need to be sustainable and they need to be
deliberative. In terms of international examples, | look at France, which has water
parliaments. The hon. Minister is very knowledgeable. Water parliaments are the
agencies responsible for river and water management. They have farmers,
factory owners, Government officials, and those Members of Parliament who
belong to the riparian and riverine ecosystems. They not only raise revenue and
determine expenditure for managing the river but they also look at it per square

kilometre across the river.

The Government introduced GST. Initially, it was contentious but
everybody then got together and it became a success story for all of us unitedly.
My request to you and to the hon. Minister is, whether we can have a deliberative
process to combat this issue. Under Article 260 of the Indian Constitution, we can
actually set up Inter-State Councils for this. If we can make an effective use of an
Inter-State Council for water management, which can look at the Central Water
Commission, the Central Ground Water Board, and all the data management
systems which are not put in place, we can really have something that celebrates

the federal structure, as well as is overarching in terms of responsibility.

When we look at water management, it is a truth that unless we manage
our water more efficiently, we will be more predatory towards each other. We
have irrigation efficiency of 30 per cent and unless we reach 60 per cent drip

irrigation, sprinkler systems, and hydroponics need to be promoted.
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Sir, the Government of Karnataka has done something very good. They
had established a system called Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition
(SCADA) with a GIS technology along the Krishna river to monitor and control
both river flow and give real-time information to farmers. We can do this for rivers
across the country. The hon. Minister knows that the basin-focussed approach is
the future for hydrology. We have to look at basins and sub-basins. The Keoladeo
Sanctuary in Bharatpur is today on the verge of not having enough water to
replace its current ecological flora and fauna. Just take for example the Danube
river basin in Europe and how it was regenerated and reformed. The hon. Minister
knows very well that there is a River Basin Management Bill, 2018. | plead before
him to take this up on a war-footing and to see that it is re-visited as soon as we

can.

Now, | come to the Bill, if you just permit me some time. The hon. Member,
before me, said that the Bill will take very long. The Disputes Resolution
Committee has been given a time of one and a half years and then four and a half
years. But the fact is that these are complex and enormous issues. They are
respecting the federal structure of this country. There is a lot of back and forth
which goes on. The Godavari and Krishna rivers dispute started in 1956 and the
dispute was referred to the Tribunal only 13 years later. So, in that time-frame, if

you look at these issues, it is really not an enormous amount of time.
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There is an issue which | would like to talk about, which is the moot point of
this whole Bill. These are essentially politically problems. It has to have a stream
of political consciousness combating it. | cannot look at a political issue just being
looked at by judicial powers, although | respect it. There needs to be a political
solution to this when we look at the ex-post mechanism of States not looking at
the awards that they have been given. The Government of Telangana has filed a
SLP against the Krishna Water Disputes Tribunal. There is also SYL. It is not one
or two. | would like to ask from the hon. Minister whether they will be imposing
fines on States for not obeying the Tribunals’ awards. What is the corrective

mechanism that will be taken? That is a little unclear to me.

When we look at the formation of a single permanent body, it is a major
step in the right direction towards water management and towards solving these
disputes. Just the ‘to and fro’ between notification, giving permission for a tribunal,
etc., has taken more than 20 years in some cases. It is unfortunate. When we
look at the composition of a tribunal, | would like to thank the Government for
making it multi-disciplinary. We have one member from the States which are party
to the dispute in every body. We also have members from the Central Water
Engineering Services, etc. It is a multi-disciplinary body with, of course, judicial

powers that be.

| just want to end my speech by saying that the more we look at water from

a territorial perspective, everybody is going to lose. But, if we look at water from a
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regenerative national resource perspective, it will make it ecologically sustainable

and will pull together as a nation. This is something that we look at.

| would like to thank you for giving me the time.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN : We fully support it.
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ADV. A.M. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, thank you for giving me

an opportunity to express my grave concern about the Bill.

First of all, this Bill is an attack on the Indian federalism and it is politically
motivated. It is not surprising that the Government is taking advantage of broad
majority completely, ignoring the States’ sovereignty on matters listed in our

Constitution.

Hon. Shri Varun Gandhi said that the political solution is one of the major

remedies rather than the legal remedy. | also support this view.

Water is a State subject included in Entry 17 of List Il of our Constitution.
That the discussion on this Bill and the Dam Safety Bill is being taken up on the
same day is not accidental. Like all other Bills, these Bills are also having political
motivation. The Government and various political parties in different States have
differences of opinion in regard to water disputes, particularly Southern States.
Here the BJP is trying to catch fishes from the disturbed water or otherwise we
can easily say that they are trying to create divisions in political parties and are

trying to take gain from this game.

Let us look into the original Inter-State Water Disputes (Amendment) Act,
1956. Section 4 of this Act provides that in the event of an inter-State water
dispute, tribunals may be set up by the Central Government upon the request of

the aggrieved State. We all know that interlinking of rivers have catastrophic
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socio-economic, ecological, and more importantly political impact. | would like to

know about the implementing mechanism. The Bill is silent on this.

| am of the strong view that inter-State water dispute is a complex issue. |
do admit that mere bureaucratic and technocratic solution will be a futile exercise
over such issues. Godavari, Krishna, Narmada, Ravi and Beas, and Cauvery are
the classic examples in front of us. Only in four cases out of nine disputes, could
the tribunals take a decision. Even those decisions could not be implemented

due to the protest of the parties concerned.

So again | would like to know about the implementing mechanism which is
not there in the Bill. Why is the Government not contemplating on alternative
dispute resolution mechanisms? It is not the tribunal alone. What we need is
wider consultation with the civil society and stakeholders. But sadly, as per the
new amendments, the decision of the tribunal is not required to be published in
the official Gazette. Why is there such a proposal in the Bill? It kills the possibility
of resolving the disputes in a democratic manner through wider participation. No

doubt, the Government stands for centralization instead of decentralisation.
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SHRI M. SELVARAJ (NAGAPATTINAM): Sir, we, the Communist Party of India,

have serious objection to this form of amendment.

The water disputes differ from case to case and from State to State. There
are hundreds of dams in the country and over 200 of them are in disputes. If a
Central commission is formed, they cannot look into them perfectly. | would
hereby like to mention the case of my State. The Cauvery Water Disputes
Tribunal was constituted only for the disputes between Tamil Nadu and
Karnataka. The Cauvery Tribunal was constituted when hon. V.P. Singh was the
Prime Minister of India. The Tribunal knows fully about the nook and corner of the
dispute because it is dealing with only Cauvery water. Despite that, they could

not solve the problem till now.

The Tribunal’'s verdicts have not been honoured by Karnataka. The
Karnataka Government has not implemented even the judgment of the Supreme
Court. We, in Tamil Nadu, are at the receiving end and because of its non-
implementation, the farmers in Tamil Nadu could not do kuruvai cultivation for the
last eight years. They could not cultivate 20 lakh acres of land. The farmers are

virtually starving.

Therefore, already around 8 lakh farmers in the State have suffered
because of this. This is not only a loss to the farmers but the country, at large, has

suffered a loss of paddy owing to the distress of these farmers. There are no
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provisions in this Bill to solve these types of cases. There is no mention of it in the

Bill. So, on behalf of the Communist Party of India, | oppose the Bill.

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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN : Hon. Chairman, Sir, | am thankful to you for
giving me this opportunity to speak on the Inter-State River Water Disputes

(Amendment) Bill, 2019.

The proposed Bill is to amend the Inter-State River Water Disputes Act,
1956. Before | start my speech, | would like to congratulate Shri Varun Gandhi for
making a wonderful speech regarding Inter-State Water Sharing Agreements, and
the present scenario in our country. | fully support his observations, which he had

made just now.

Sir, if we look at the Indian situation, India has 2.4 per cent of the total
world’s land. Eighteen per cent of the world’s population is in India. But we are
having only four per cent of the renewable water resources. This is the

precarious situation prevailing in our country.

Let us look at the political situation, political equation and political
demography of our country. India is a multi-party democratic system of federal
governance, and inter-State River Water Disputes are one of the most
contentious issues in the Indian federalism. So, in such a system of divergent
and political interest, it is very difficult to resolve Inter-State River Water Disputes.

It is also hampering the harmonious relationship among the States.

We have bitter experiences of Cauvery Water Disputes between

Karnataka and Tamil Nadu, and Sutlet-Yamuna Link Canal Water Disputes. The
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nexus between water and politics has often subverted and subotaged the
resolution. This nexus between water and politics results in the recurrence of
inter-State Water Disputes. | have had the experience as a Minister of Water
Resources in the State of Kerala for five years. | had dealt with so many Inter-
State Water Agreements in which Tamil Nadu was a party. | had a big dispute
with  Tamil Nadu and | had convened so many meetings with Kalaignar
Karunanidhi-ji trying to resolve the water dispute but nothing could be done. That
is the political situation, which is prevailing. There is the Parambikulam Aliyar
Project Agreement, which is one of the Inter-State Agreements with Tamil Nadu.
Second is the Cauvery Water Disputes in which Kerala is an integral essential
partner. We are contributing 20 per cent of the water. Though we have the river
basin of Kerala yet unfortunately, we did not get so far. Even the Cauvery Tribunal

Award is not sufficient to meet the water requirement of the State of Kerala.

Sir, coming to Neyyar water conflict, my learned friend has just now
spoken about it. On this issue, I, being the Minister of Water Resources in Kerala,
had made the amendments of the Dam Safety Authority Act and Kerala Irrigation

Water Conservation Act in the State of Kerala.

Sir, we are ready to supply water to the State of Tamil Nadu from Neyyar
dam. Our State of Kerala is the most liberal State in the country in regard to

supplying water to the neighbouring brother States or sister States.
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Nothing is hidden there. We are ready to supply water to Tamil Nadu. Our
only condition is that we have made an enactment in the State Legislative
Assembly that is, Kerala Irrigation and Water Conservation Act by which the State
of Tamil Nadu or whichever be the State, before entering into an agreement of
water sharing, the State Legislature has to pass a resolution and our State
Assembly has passed a resolution by which we are ready to give water to Tamil
Nadu. We have passed the resolution subject to a condition that they should

come forward for an agreement under the Act.

But Tamil Nadu is not ready to sign the agreement. ...(Interruptions) | am
not going into the dispute. | am not deviating. We are ready to supply water.
...(Interruptions) We are ready to supply water to Tamil Nadu. The State of Kerala
is the most generous State in the world. In the Inter-State Water agreements,
Kerala is the biggest loser. ...(Interruptions) You can dispute me. | have no
problem. ...(Interruptions) | am seeking protection from the Chair because | am
losing my time. If you come to our State, we will mediate. As far as the Neyyar
agreement is concerned, Neyyar is not an inter-state river. That is a basic fact.

Even then, we are ready to supply water. ...(Interruptions)
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In Siruvani agreement also, we are supplying water. We have no problem.

...(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Hon. Members, let him complete first. You please sit

down.

...(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON : | will allow you.

...(Interruptions)

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN : Chairman Sir, | am ready for an open debate.
For all the five inter-state agreements, out of which one is not an inter-state
agreement, we are supplying water without any consideration. This is the

procedure. | am concluding.

My personal experience is this. | strongly believe that judicial adjudication
of water disputes will never solve the problem. That is what Mr. Varun Gandhi
was also speaking. The best solution is nothing but a political resolution among
the States. Disputes must be resolved through dialogues and talks. To ensure
cooperative federalism, | reiterate that political resolution through dialogue is
required than this judicial adjudication. In this agreement, extra-ordinary delay

was caused in the resolution by the Tribunal.
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Coming to the present Bill, | fully support and fully welcome the suggestions
made by the Government through this that the Disputes Resolution Committees
are one of the best mechanisms by which the issue can be resolved and with

these words, | support the Bill.
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SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU : Thank you hon. Chairperson Sir for
giving me an opportunity to speak on the Inter-State River Water Disputes
(Amendment) Bill, 2019. | appreciate the concern of the Government for bringing
up this Bill. Time and again, we have seen that these river water disputes
between the States have been constantly raised inside the House. There have
been disruptions because of this. There have been agitations to the level that

whole States have come together and fought for these rights.

So, the concern is very well appreciated and when you look at the Bill, the
Bill primarily addresses the problems that these Tribunals have been facing since
the establishment of the 1956 Act. As many hon. Members have also mentioned,
nine tribunals have been set up. Coming from Andhra Pradesh, | can say that out
of all the nine Tribunals, we are included in the four Tribunals — Godavari
Tribunal, Krishna Tribunal-I, Krishna Tribunal-ll and Vamsadhara Tribunal, which
is considering Vamsadhara river which goes through my Constituency. So, 44 per

cent of the Tribunals have Andhra as one of the primary stakeholders.

So, considering this, | can say that regarding the problems of the
Tribunals, of all the problems that it has been facing over the years, in due course
of time, one of the most important one is that the Tribunals have been taking a
long time to give the award, the verdict. The second thing is that the
establishment of the Tribunals has also been taking time due to various reasons.

Sometimes, the appointment of judges takes time. So, regarding the problems of
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the Tribunals, this Bill definitely addresses these problems. It streamlines them. It
gives a better way of addressing this kind of problem. But when it comes to the
dispute part of these problems, that has not been properly addressed. There are

still loopholes considering the disputes that happen among the States.

Why do these happen? One of the major reasons, like the earlier speakers
have also mentioned, is because of the data. When it comes to the data, many
experts in the field of Inter-State water disputes have been saying that this Bill is
nothing but a change of nameplate. They have said so because it lacks reliable
and transparent data for the States to agree. There is a severe lack of
comprehensive data that look at hydrology, meteorology, ecology and economy in
an integrated fashion. Most importantly, we are in the digital age. We should be
able to predict the future also. That kind of data also should be taken into
consideration. When there is no proper reliability on the data, the States cannot

agree.

The second thing, which also many speakers have mentioned, is the
interference of the courts. We have seen as recent as in the Cauvery Tribunal
also that when a verdict is given, that is not being followed. Then, a Special Leave
Petition was also moved in the Supreme Court. They had to interfere and do this.
How is this going to give importance to this Bill? When the court interferes at
every stage, how are we going to get the confidence through this Bill? Even

though there is a wording that this is the final verdict, it is not followed. If any State
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is not agreeing, they will go to the court; and they will raise their concern. When
the courts interfere, there is no reason to discuss so much on this Bill. How is the
Central Government going to give confidence to each and every State or each
and every stakeholder that this is going to be the final verdict and everyone is

going to agree?

The third point is, definitely, the States are not going to agree because the

most important side of the State is the concern of the State itself. ...(Interruptions)

Sir, you please give me four minutes’ time. | am going to conclude. | am not

going to take one second more than the four minutes.

Then, there is a change in population. The population is increasing. The
climate change is a factor now. There is irregular and unpredictable monsoon
happening now. The groundwater situation is depleting day by day. The
agricultural and industrial use of water is increasing day by day. The river course
is changing because of encroachments, constructions, mismanagement of the
riverbeds and so many other things. Most importantly, because of the political
reason, the States are never going to agree. Now, before me, our YSR Party
leader has also spoken about it. He has said that both the CM of Andhra Pradesh
and the CM of Telangana have agreed within two days of sitting together. | am

sure, definitely, the Government is going to change in Andhra Pradesh, and next
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time when we come to power, we are going to disagree with it because what they

have agreed today is their own political interest and not the interest of the State.

So, when these kinds of things keep happening, then the will of the State is

also going to change.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please conclude.

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU : Sir, | have asked for four minutes’

time. | am going to conclude within two minutes.

Now we see water as an important issue. There have been many experts
who have said that if there is going to be a third world war, it is going to be
because of water only. Now keeping this in mind, the crux of the problem today is
that the States have to agree. Ultimately, it has to be that the States have to
agree to whatever Bills we are preparing. The statistics of the NITI Aayog also
states that by 2030, if proper steps are not taken, then the supply of water is
going to be outstripped. Also, we are facing such situations now. Let it be Chennai

or let it be Tirupati. There are many cities which are facing water problems.

Taking these kinds of situations in mind, we, in the Telugu Desam Party,
whenever it has been in power under the leadership of visionary Chandrababu
Naidu Garu, have taken important steps. The hon. Central Minister has

appreciated the Neeru-Chettu Programme which has been implemented in the
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State of Andhra Pradesh. Other than that, there is the dream project of the ex-

Prime Minister, Vajpayee Ji’s inter-linking of rivers.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU : | will conclude in two minutes.

We have done inter-linking of rivers under the leadership of Chandrababu
Naidu Garu. Krishna and Godavari Rivers have been linked together under the
great project of Pattiseema. | would like the Central Government to take this

project and implement it across the country.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU : Sir, | am concluding.

I will come to the last point. So, these programmes that have been
implemented in Andhra Pradesh can be taken as pilot projects. While concluding,

this is my final point. The water issue is not like land issue.

Land issue is stagnant and static. Once you give a verdict, it stays on.
Water is a very, very dynamic issue. Even at this point of time, we took six years
to solve one issue through this Bill. After six years the Government is now giving
its verdict. So, these are all very dynamic things. We want a decision right now.

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SHRIMATI SUMALATHA AMBAREESH (MANDYA): Thank you, hon.
Chairperson, Sir, for giving me this opportunity to participate in the discussion.

The Inter-State River Water Disputes (Amendment) Bill, 2019 is a very
important Bill. There might be many disputes between various States. But there is
no dispute in the fact that today water is the most precious commodity. It is not
just a legal issue, it is also an emotional issue and a very highly sensitive issue
which needs to be addressed in the most appropriate and conscious manner. If it
is not dealt appropriately, the survival of human race will be very, very difficult.
Therefore, the proposal by the Government to constitute a single tribunal to
adjudicate disputes relating to inter-State river water is very welcome and |

support it.

Under the present mechanism, there are inordinate delays and huge
expenses incurred by various Governments. | hope this Bill will go a long way
towards reducing the time and the losses incurred by the Government. This
adjudicating mechanism is heavily based on data. | would like to request the
Government to make it clear how and what kind of mechanism is proposed to be
put in place to collect this information. At the end of the day, the tribunal
adjudicates based on the investigation of water availability. This is why data plays

such a very significant role in the judgement.
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| would like to suggest that there should be a better mechanism for
institutional support. The state-of-the-art technology should be made available for
data base so that there is no ill-feeling among the people of various States
concerned. The long festering problems of the States should be solved by
ensuring equal justice. Here, | would like to emphasise on the word ‘equal justice’
because all these years, we, the people of Karnataka, have not been given equal
justice. | hope this Bill will do away with all the apprehensions of the people of

Karnataka.

| would like to draw the attention of this august House and also the Union
Government to some of the significant facts related to the Cauvery water sharing
issue. The Cauvery river originates in Talakavery in Karnataka and flows into
Tamil Nadu, Puducherry and Kerala. The sharing of water between the two large
States was decided by the British-Indian Government between the Madras

Presidency and the small Princely State of Mysore.

These two major southern States have many things in common such as
culture, linguistics and food habits, etc. from time immemorial. However, the
sharing of Cauvery river water has always been a point of conflict. Unlike the
Himalayan rivers, the Deccan rivers are not perennial. They are fed only by the
monsoon. Therefore, they fluctuate in volume according to the seasons. The
Cauvery river is fed by seasonal monsoon rains and several other tributaries. So,

in times of heavy rainfall, there is flooding. ...(Interruptions)
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.

SHRIMATI SUMALATHA AMBAREESH : Sir, we have waited for 100 years for
justice. Please allow me a few more minutes. For the first time, | am participating

in the discussion of a Bill. | request you to give me a few more minutes.

While speaking on the debate, an hon. Member from Tamil Nadu said that
Karnataka has been in contempt of the Court order. | would like to place a few
facts. The full reservoir level of Krishna Raja Sagar (KRS) Dam is 124.8 feet. But

this year due to insufficient rainfall the water level is between 85 to 86 feet.

The level in the same month of 2018 was 124 feet. So, there is no disputing
the fact that my State, at present, is drought-hit and there is no drinking water in
more than150 talukas at present. So, the question arises as to how and from

where the water should be released.

However, | do not think that Karnataka has ever been in contempt of the
court orders and has always obeyed the court orders. We have been peace loving

and stood in cooperation with our beloved neighbours always.

The tribunal says that 740 tmc water is available in the entire Cauvery

basin. ...(Interruptions) Sir, | am requesting you for just a few minutes. | am the
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only one speaking from Karnataka on this Bill. ...(Interruptions) If so, why only

270 tmc for our State? ...(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Madam, your allotted time is five minutes and you have
already taken that. Please conclude now. The reply was scheduled to be at 4

o’clock.

SHRIMATI SUMALATHA AMBAREESH : Sir, | will conclude faster.

| just want to share a few concerns as to why we feel that the State of
Karnataka is not being given equal justice in sharing of Cauvery River water. After
the State reorganisation, the sharing of water became a serious issue and we are

being asked to follow, referred and directed by, rules made during the British era.

Sir, 1 would like to point out that Bengaluru is hub of the IT-BT and is
accounting for 35 to 40 per cent of the software exports from India. We are aiming
to be a 5-trillion dollar economy in five years and if you ignore the water woes of a

city like Bengaluru, it is not going to happen.

Sir, this Government has actively done away with many obsolete Acts
dating the pre-Independence era. So, when it comes to such an important issue
like water, why are we being continually referred to the rulings made during the

British era, which does not take into account the present factors?
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Experts fear, God forbid, that the third world war, if at all it happens, it will
happen for water. We do not want such a situation with our neighbours. We want
to live in harmony and peace. We do not want a situation where Tamilians have to

hide their origin in Karnataka or a Kannadiga lives in fear in Tamil Nadu.

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SHRI BRIJENDRA SINGH (HISAR): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | thank you for
affording me this opportunity to speak on the Inter-State River Water Disputes
(Amendment) Bill, 2019. Sir, this also happens to be my maiden speech in the
House. So, | seek your indulgence with regard to the time allotted.

Sir, | rise to support this Bill wholeheartedly and | say ‘wholeheartedly’
because | sincerely mean it as | come from the State of Haryana that has had to
suffer from the inadequacies of the Inter-State River Water Disputes Act, 1956;
not only the inadequacies of the 1956 Act, but also from the intransigence, the
obduracy and even recalcitrance of the other State to the dispute, which is
Punjab.

Sir, without going into the long history of it, still a brief timeline of the Ravi-
Beas water dispute or its more popular manifestation, the Satluj-Yamuna Link
Canal, is essential to understand how we have reached where we are. Haryana
was formed in 1966. After that, the first allocation of surplus Ravi-Beas River
waters was made in the year 1976. Thereafter, Haryana mooted the construction
of SYL canal to carry the waters allocated to it and it completed its part of the SYL
canal, about 92 kilometres, by June, 1980. However, there was no progress from
Punjab side. Ultimately, an agreement was signed which was also mentioned by
Shri Rahul Kaswan. A ftripartite agreement of 1981 was signed among Punjab,
Haryana and Rajasthan. This agreement was also signed by the then Prime

Minister of India, Shrimati Indira Gandhi. What this agreement did essentially was
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that it re-allocated the waters which were available. Now, the availability was
shown to be at 17.17 maf as against the earlier 15.85 maf.

Punjab was allocated 4.22 MAF; Haryana was allocated 3.5 MAF,;
Rajasthan was allocated 8.6 MAF; and Jammu and Kashmir and Delhi were
allocated 0.65 and 0.2 MAF respectively.

The construction of SYL Canal was inaugurated on 11" April, 1982. It is not
a coincidence that the current Chief Minister was also part of this inauguration
ceremony. Thereafter, the situation became tense, followed by dharnas, jatthas,
morchas, agitations, and protests, which ultimately led to the Punjab settlement,
popularly known as Rajiv Longowal Accord. It was this Accord which provided for
the water allocation by a Tribunal. ...(Interruptions) The Tribunal submitted its
Report in 1987. This Report, surprisingly, came in less than a year. As some
clarifications were sought under section 5 (3) of the Act of 1956, even after 36
years, it has not come to any conclusion.

Thereafter, a lot of things have happened. A lot of water has flown down
Ravi and Beas. Since you are not allowing me to speak much longer, let me just
mention the two Acts which the Punjab Government has enacted. In July 2004,
the Punjab Legislative Assembly passed the Punjab Termination of Agreement
Act, 2004 discharging them from the obligation mandatorily cast on them by the
Supreme Court judgement of 2004. It does not end there. In March 2016, they

again passed the Punjab Sutlej Yamuna Link Canal Land (Transfer of Property
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Rights) Act, 2016 paving the way for returning 5,376 acres of land required for the
construction of the canal.

| want to say that it is not just a techno-legal issue as a lot of other
Members have mentioned. It is essentially a political issue. But there is something
called the constitutional propriety. Ultimately the Constitution has to be upheld.
Punjab has been thumbing its nose at the Constitution, at the Government of
India and at the Supreme Court.

| hope this Bill will go a long way in addressing the issues as it provides for
a new Tribunal to be formed and for the dissolution of the previous Tribunal
dealing with Ravi-Beas waters. It is supposed to start its work from where the
previous Tribunal left off, which gives me hope that this will be concluded in one-
and-a-half-years’ time because the matter before it is under section 5 (3) of the
Act of 1956.

With these words, | thank you once again and | support this Bill.
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"SHRI PRATAPRAO JADHAV (BULDHANA): Thank you very much Hon.
Chairman Sir. Today, | will speak in my mother tongue. Hon. Chairman, an
amendment bill on Inter-State River Water Dispute Act — 1956 and a new bill has
been introduced by the Minister of Jal Shakti Ministry Shri Gajendra Singh

Shekhawat and | rise to support this bill on behalf of my party Shiv Sena.

Hon. Chairman, many members have already highlighted the importance
and necessity of this bill and hence | would not reiterate that. We have witnessed
severe disputes between states in our country which took ugly turns. These
disputes continued in the Tribunals and the Supreme Court for years together and
they failed to deliver justice to the people. Hence, | would like to thank our late
Prime Minister Atal Behari Vajpayee for introducing the River-Linking Scheme.

Chairman Sir, as we Know, rainfall is lesser day by day. | hail from the Vidarbha
region of Maharashtra. This area is infamous for farmers suicides and they only
reason behind these suicides is the non-availability of irrigation facilities. One

Dandekar Committee was constituted in the year 1985 in Maharashtra to examine

the irrigation facility and its backlog in Vidarbha region. But, the Congress-NCP
coalition Governments of Maharashtra did not try to fulfill this irrigation projects
backlog of Vidarbha. On the contrary, they diverted the funds meant for irrigation
projects in Vidarbha towards their own region and constituencies. You have
brought this bill to settle the disputes between states but these inter-state disputes
are increasing day by day. We can even see disputes within the state. Some
areas or regions within the state are ignored deliberately. This issue should also

be addressed and the necessary provision should be made in this bill.

Hon. Chairman Sir, kindly give me two more minutes. | will conclude |
would like to share one more thing. Vainganga-Nalganga Rivers Linking Project
Report has been submitted to the Central Government and if you kindly extend
this project by 45 km, farmer suicide ridden 6 districts of Vidarbha namely
Buldhana, Washim, Yavatmal, Wardha, Chandrapur and Amravati would get great
relief in terms of water availability. Out of 117 TMC water of Vainganga river
ravine flows into the sea. 70-80 TMC water should be diverted towards the
Godavari Ravine which could help to minimize farmers suicides. These areas are
facing acute shortage of drinking water. Vidarbha is a backward region and we
have no water for industrial purpose. If this water is lifted, it could be used for
industrial purposes which would help in employment generation in that region.
Hence, | would like to request Hon. Minister that Vainganga-Nalganga Project

should be extended to Painganga river for the benefit of Vidarbha and
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Marathwada regions. It would solve the problem of drinking water there. With

these words, | support this bill and conclude.

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"SHRI P. RAVEENDRANATH KUMAR (THENI): : Hon. Chairman Sir, Vanakkam.
Thank you for this opportunity for allowing me to speak on Inter State River Water
Disputes (Amendment) Bill, 2019. Rivers which flow in our country are gifts from
God and nature. Rivers are for development and livelihood of the people. Due to
separation of States, rivers are also bound to be separated. The rivers are
separated by human beings, and their flow is affected due to several situations in
the States besides various political issues. Tribunals were set up for resolving
such issues. But the disputes are on the rise despite the continuous efforts of
these tribunals. | am aware of the fact that Hon. Prime Minister Shri Narendra
Modi has brought this Bill in order to find a permanent solution to these river-water
sharing related issues. | also wholeheartedly appreciate the foresighted vision of
creating a new Jal Shakthi Ministry under an able Minister to look into all the
water-related issues. As regards my State, Tamil Nadu, two major rivers play an
important role in the livelihood of the people. One is Mullaiperiyar and another one
is river Cauvery. The west flowing river Mullaiperiyar of Kerala should be diverted
eastwards towards Tamil Nadu benefitting the Theni, Madurai, Dindugul,
Sivagangai, Virudhunagar and Ramanathapuram districts of Tamil Nadu
benefitting more than 70 acres of land in these areas will be benefitted. This is the
lifeline and the source of water for more than 1 Crore people of Tamil Nadu.

(SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI): Hon. Speaker, Sir, | beg to move:

“That the Bill further to amend the Public Premises (Eviction of

Unauthorized Occupants) Act, 1971, be taken into consideration.”

Sir, by way of introduction, | want to recall that the Public Premises (Eviction
of Unauthorized Occupants) Act, 1971 was enacted to ensure that we have a
system of rules and regulations which can be used in order to ensure that public
premises are occupied only by those who are authorized for that occupation. This

legislation, enacted in 1971, has already been amended on five earlier occasions.

Hon. Speaker, Sir, the Government provides residential accommodation to
hon. Members of Parliament, Government employees, officers and other
dignitaries. These allotments are for the duration that the designated persons

occupy the posts.
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This residential accommodation is a perquisite of office and, if | may submit,
a privilege which certain sections of our society like hon. Members of Parliament,
Ministers of the Government, public servants, Central Government and employees
enjoy. Indeed, the Judiciary, the Judges of the High Courts, are also having this
privilege and | could list several other categories of entitled or, if | may also use
the term, privileged persons. However, in certain compelling circumstances such
as retirement, transfer, deputation, proceeding on study leave, resignations,
dismissal or in the event of death, retention of such accommodation is permitted

by the Directorate of Estate for specified periods of time.

For instance, when a civil servant is due to retire at the designated age of
60 years, he or she is always aware that when they reach the age of
superannuation, which is 60, they will be required to vacate the Government
allotted residential accommodation. In order to provide a cushion, in order to
facilitate that transition, the Government has also formulated rules that the
designated officer will be allowed to retain that accommodation for six months
after that date. The period of retention for hon. Members of Parliament is one

month.

The attempt of the Government and the Directorate of Estates is always to
try to provide accommodation to those who are entitled. We have an interesting
situation on our hands that even after the entitled persons cease to be authorised

occupants, they do not easily vacate the accommodation allotted to them.
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On the last occasion, when this Bill was amended, a period of notice of
seven days was provided. Also, after the notice was provided, the occupants
were to be provided a 15-day period and, in order to facilitate and ease that
transition, with a provision for additional 15 days. The general pool of residential
accommodation has a total shortage of 15,416 residential accommodations under
its quota. It is, therefore, a matter of considerable regret for me to have to
mention that currently we have a total of 3081 cases which are in litigation. This
constitutes 20 per cent of the overall size of the general pool of residential
accommodation. In other words, it is because there are 3081 persons in different
categories — and | do not want to point fingers — and they have not vacated the
accommodation to which they are no longer entitled, it becomes difficult for us to
grant 3081 other entitled persons, including hon. Members of Parliament, entitled
civil servants, the accommodation which is their legitimate due. Therefore, it is
intended, through this amendment, to ensure three specific changes which will
ensure that the occupants will be left with very little option but to voluntarily move

out.

But let me explain why this situation is arising. It is arising because the
seven-day notice period which the Director of Estates provides, and then
additional 15 days period in two instalments, invariably results in the unauthorised
occupant going to a court and getting a stay order. As a result of which we are

battling, as | mentioned, 3081 cases of litigation.
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| would submit that in this legislation, which has been long overdue, we are
therefore utilising an existing provision which provided for summary notice which
was introduced for temporary accommodation. In other words, those who were in

occupation of premises less than 30 days could be summarily evicted.

What we are, therefore, proposing are three specific amendments. The first
is to introduce a new definition in the Act of the residential accommodation
occupation. And these three amendments that | am introducing before the House
are essentially only for residential accommodation. The Public Premises Eviction
Act is a broader piece of legislation which covers other public premises as well,

such as office space etc. This does not apply to those categories.

The second proposed amendment is to insert a new section in the Act, after
Section 3A, a Section 3B to provide for eviction from residential accommodation
on a summary basis by the estate officer. The second amendment flows directly

from the first amendment where a definition has been introduced.

First of all, in the second amendment, a period of three working days will be
the notice period. When the Act was last amended in 1994, they had, in fact for
the temporary accommodation, not introduced any notice period at all. Therefore,
that appeared to go against the canons of natural justice. So, the idea now is to

provide a three day period so that the requirements of natural justice are fulfilled.
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After considering the reply of the so-called unauthorised occupant and making

such inquiries as the estate officer deems fit, he will then issue an eviction notice.

Sir, the third amendment is again flowing from the first two amendments
that for the period that the unauthorised occupant has been in possession of the
premises because he or she may get a stay order, damages will be calculated in

terms of the period of unauthorised occupation.

Sir, | would like to confine myself at this stage to these introductory
remarks. It is my submission to this House, through you, that this is a long
overdue set of amendments and we had introduced this in the last session of
Parliament but because of pressure of legislative business and other factors, the

Bill could not come up for legislative approval.

May | submit that this is also a good time to push through this legislation
because | have several hon. Members of Parliament and others are waiting to get
residential accommodation and this House will appreciate more than any other
body how important it is for us to try and ‘encourage’ -- and encourage within
single inverted comas -- those of our colleagues who are no longer entitled or
authorised to move. We have been very tolerant. We have tried our best but |
would be very happy to listen to the views of the hon. Members. | will do my best
to respond to those views but | would comment that this Bill be considered for

discussion and eventual adoption. | thank you.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Sir, | subscribe to the
view that has been expressed by my esteemed hon. Minister of Urban Affairs but

Sir, | appreciate that the Government has been streamlining the process of
affording accommodation especially the time is ripe as Members of Parliaments
have been thronging in the city who are patiently waiting for having their

accommodation.

| think no delay of providing accommodation to those Members concerned
should be brooked. Therefore, this Bill has undergone amendments on five
occasions. It is basically focussed on three features, that is, residential
accommodation about which has been depicted by the hon. Minister, notice for
eviction, order of eviction and payment of damages. That means, some deterrent
measures have been explored in order to expedite the process. There is no harm
in it. So, it appears to be an innocuous legislative document in which | do not find

any substantive argument to oppose it.

While the Bill is to be appreciated in its effort to streamline and speed up
the process of vacating Government houses, | would draw the attention of the

hon. Minister to certain shortcomings. The Bill does not quantify the damages to
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be paid for every month of overstay when an appeal is filed against the eviction

order. ...(Interruptions)

Hon. Minister, please give me your attention. You have already told that
three days have been allowed. But three days may be unworkable, especially in

genuine cases involving medical problems.

Furthermore, section 5 of the principal Act contains a provision allowing for
an additional 15 days to vacate the premises after issue of the order, in case of
genuine compelling reasons being put forward as per the Estate Officer’s
satisfaction. However, this applies to eviction from public premises and no such
provision has been provided for residential accommodation/occupation under
section 3(d). While section 4 of the principal Act provides that the notice issued by
the Estate Officer should include the reason for eviction in the case of public
premises, there is no such provision for cases of residential accommodation/

occupation.

But when | reached there to get the possession, | was
surprised to note that that bungalow was already allotted to Smt. Prabha Rao,

Additional Director-General of RAW. The renovation work was going on there.

Then, on 6.4.2015, | received a letter from Directorate of Estates stating
that the rent of my house, that is, Bungalow No.14, New Moti Bag is already
deducted. The allocation number was mentioned on the letter as 083. At that time,
| thought that that bungalow might be allotted to me because allocation number
was provided on the letter. Water and electricity charges were deducted from my

account. So, | assumed that that bungalow has been regularized for me.

Sir, | am taking the advantage by participating in this discussion to ventilate

my pent-up feeling. On 6.6.2015, | again received a letter from Directorate of
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Estate that | have been allocated a new bungalow, No.C-1/77 in South Moti Bag.
Then, on 7.12.2015, | received a hand-written copy of a letter from a CRPF
personnel stating that they would evict me on that very day from the bungalow
where | was living. At that time, | was not present in Delhi. | immediately had to
report to police and move the Court. After the intervention by the hon. High Court,

| got another bungalow, No.C-1/4 Humayun Road where | am presently residing.

Sir, believe me, the bungalow that was allotted to me was in a dilapidated
condition. There were no water and electricity facilities. However, it was told that
the accommodation was habitable. | proposed to the House Committee, Lok

Sabha to make a joint visit at the said bungalow. But the then Directorate of

Estates, * misled the hon. Court and submitted that bungalow No.C-1/4,

Humayun Road was in a habitable condition.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : The name mentioned by the hon. Member may be

removed from the record.

SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE : But it seemed as if it is restricted to the Members of
Parliament, but it is not so. This Bill's effect is up to the ground level public
servants. This is applicable to every public servant only for residential purpose.
The hon. Minister has said that the time permitted is one month for Members of
Parliament, and for certain officers it is six months. What is the guideline for all the

officers or employees?
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Now, the main objection is that he is going to the court. Is his going to the
court a curse? Is his going to the court an offence? Is his going to the court not his
right? If an illegal order is passed, then | have a right to approach the court.
Today, you may be in power, but you will not be in power till doomsday. One day,

you will also have to relinquish power.

Let us assume that a person has been dismissed from service illegally, and
he goes to the court to get a stay. Do you think that the court is granting stay
blindly unless a case is made out by someone? Will court grant stay just like that?
The court is not like your officers of the Central Government or State Government
who will just stamp anything. They apply their mind, and after application of mind
if they prima facie feel that there is a strong case made out, then stay is granted.

It is not that one approaches the court and stay is granted.

| am saying that it is a draconian law. A draconian law has been made
here. In Clause 4, you are saying that if one approaches the court, then he would
have to pay damages. How much is it? Unbridled discretionary power has been
entrusted or given to the Estate Officer. This power, which has been given under
Clause 4, is capable of being exercised arbitrarily. What is the guideline for it?
How much damage is to be charged for one month or for six months or for nine
months? One Estate Officer will fix a particular amount as damage and another
Estate Officer will fix another amount as damage. What is the guideline for it? | do

not have any difficulty if a person is staying in an unauthorized manner.
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| will give details of what we have done. What we have done possibly a
single House Committee would not have done so far. | will take some time to
elaborate. Shri Arjun Meghwal is not present but he was the Chairperson of the
House Committee at that time. Sir, due to the efforts of Mrs. Lekhi and myself,
many persons were evicted. Unauthorised persons were staying in an
unauthorised manner in Government accommodations in Delhi because of the

blessings of your officers, not because of any other persons.

When the 16" Lok Sabha commenced, earlier in Western Court, rooms
were there. | was also a Member of the House Committee, Mrs. Lekhi was also
there. She helped me a lot. Shri Arjun Meghwal was our Chairperson at that point
of time. We found that at least 100 persons were staying in the Western Court for
10 to 15 years. Who were they? They were the businessmen of Delhi. Taking the
name of the guests, they enter the Western Court accommodation. We have
asked the Estate Officers the details. It is on record. When we asked the Estate
Officers to appear before us, do you know what was their answer? The answer
was: how can we evict? We have to apply under the Public Premises (eviction of

Unauthorised Occupants) Act.

Today, on the basis of my request, Parliament has given someone guest
accommodation for three days to stay. How can it come under the Public
Premises (Eviction of Unauthorised Occupants) Act? Then, they were opposing.

They said that no, it cannot be done. Both Mrs. Lekhi and myself were fighting
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against them. Then, Law Secretary was called as we wanted to know his advice.
He said that this Act does not apply at all; they can be thrown out of the
accommodation. Then we asked them to issue notice; within three days they have
to be evicted. Otherwise, throw them out. All this happened because of us; not

because of anybody else.

Someone went to court. We said, if anyone wish to go to court, tell us.
Mrs. Lekhi and myself would argue the case. Ultimately all were evicted. Now, in
the new suits, new Members of Parliament are staying there. See the
development. This is not because of anyone. ...(Interruptions) When we were in
the Committee to carry out constructive things, irrespective of the Party
affiliations, we have to do it. That is the lesson | have learnt. We have done it,
Sir. Not your officers; your officers were obstructing us. That is on the record of
the House Committee. That is the reason why | am saying that here everyone is
staying because of the blessings of officers of Estate Office, not because of

anybody else.

Suppose a dismissal has taken place. A person has gone to the court. He
has not got the stay immediately. He is staying in the accommodation. After six
months, he has succeeded in the case. Will you evict him? Or will you impose
damage? Will that period be treated as unauthorised? It will not be treated as
unauthorised period. Secondly, how much time are you giving to him? In the

statute itself, you are saying that there is no time limit. You are referring to some
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orders, etc. It must be of statutory ones. One must know this. Suppose in the case
of a Government servant, a tenure appointment is made or a term appointment is

made, it is for three years. You are illegally terminating him.

If he goes to the court, then will it be unauthorised? How can it be
unauthorised? If he gets the stay, will it be unauthorised? This is the philosophy of
the Government. Clause 4 of the Bill says, “If the person in unauthorised
occupation of the residential accommodation challenges the eviction order passed
by the estate officer under sub-section (2) of Section 3B in any court, he shall pay

damages”. What is the damage if | go to the court and get a stay order?

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please conclude.

There is a clause in the Bill which says
that if some temporary structure is made on some premises, it has to be
demolished at the cost of whoever has stayed there. | have seen in one or two
places temporary structures which were beautifully made. If a new Minister or a
senior MP has to move in, why should that structure be dismantled? Just because
it is mentioned in the Rule Book, they are deliberately breaking it. It is not just a
question of putting the cost on the earlier resident. The cost of construction has to
be borne by the new resident. To put up a temporary structure or a small office is
not a crime. But if a decent structure is already made and it is going to be useful
to the new incumbent, let it be made use of by the new incumbent instead of

asking it to be demolished just because it is there in the Rule Book.

| have another small suggestion to make. | differ with hon. Member Kalyan
Banerjee here. He has explained very clearly how he and Meenakashi Ji had got
vacated many rooms in the Western Court. He also asked us to go and have a
look at the North and South Avenues. He has pointed out that when someone has
gone to court, there may be some exceptions made. Just to give some leeway in

He used a term which | am vastly surprised at in the House. He said, we
have an ‘interesting’ situation where people who are no longer entitled continue to
stay and refuse to vacate. | cannot understand the hon. Minister saying
‘interesting’. | think we should substitute this by saying, we have a ‘despicable’
situation. The only word for this is ‘despicable’. When public servants, who have a
duty and an obligation to be in public service, demit office and continue to stay on

illegally, then it is a despicable situation.

The fact that there are 3,081 such cases shows that the law simply is not
strong enough and it does not have enough teeth. | would urge the hon. Minister
to seriously consider that there should be, as in many other cases and in many
other Acts, a bar of civil court jurisdiction in cases relating to Public Premises Act.
There should be an ouster of civil courts jurisdiction. Constitutional court, Article
226 or 32, you cannot take away. That is a right under the Constitution. But as far
as the right of civil court goes, you go to a Sub Judge court, you take an
injunction, that injunction then continues for two years to four years, then you go

in a revision, you get a further injunction, you go to the High Court by way of a
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second appeal, you get a further injunction, etc. | know dozens and dozens of

cases where this is happening.

And | do not agree with Mr. Banerjee that there is a fundamental right of
anybody to go to court. | am sorry, there is no fundamental right to litigate,
particularly when you are dealing with public premises. You may have a
Constitutional right. Then go in appeal under Article 226 and let us see if there is

any per se perversity in it.

Therefore, a bar of civil code jurisdiction is something that the hon. Minister
should seriously consider. | agree with Mr. Banerjee on the fact that you left the
charges and the damages as indeterminate, which is wrong. According to me, you
should have determinate charges. Somebody who wants to stay on must know
what his charges are going to be. The market rent at the moment is extremely
vague. According to me, it should be quantified because you have the categories
from IV to VIII. So, if you choose to stay on longer, you must know that it will be
market rent multiplied by five times and that should be the penal consequences
because | know for a fact that people who are staying on in type VII, type VIII
bungalows in Delhi, where the market rent would be nothing short of Rs. 15-20
lakh, they are ultimately paying the estate officer Rs. 1.5 lakh. So, they are quite
happy to stay on for months and years together because the rental is really one-
tenth or one-fifteenth of what they would be paying for a comparable place in a

private residence. Therefore, this can never be a deterrent. It should be absolutely
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quantified with such penal consequences that you must know that you will have to
pay through your teeth in the event you choose to litigate and you choose to stay

on.

| believe that there are one or two things that the hon. Minister left in the
realm of a little bit of subjectivity. For instance, you said, in section 3B that the
estate officer must forthwith issue notice in writing. Now, for an estate officer,
forthwith’ could mean anything. It could mean 15 days, a month, etc. So, as you
said, they must respond within three days. ‘Forthwith’ must be replaced with
‘within 12 hours or 24 hours’. The person must be immediately put on notice. That

is point number one. Section 5(1) of the principal Act states:

“‘Every order under this sub-section shall be made by the Estate
Officer as expeditiously as possible and all endeavour shall be made

by him to issue the order within 15 days.”

We do not know what endeavour he will make or what endeavour he will not
make. According to me, he should be circumscribed by time and it should be that
he has to pass an order within 15 days. There is nothing like ‘all endeavour’. He is
here to work. He must work within those 15 days. Therefore, | wholeheartedly
support the hon. Minister in respect of these amendments. My only grouse with

the Minister is that it does not go far enough.
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Please bring in as draconian a law as possible because people who are in
public service must set an example, and if they do not set an example, then they

must pay dearly for not setting that example.

is very commendable; it is very important and relevant. | have just two queries to
ask for the sake of clarification because there have been mixed stories. One is
that most of these bungalows which are occupied by Members of Parliament or

bureaucrats are heritage properties. The hon. Minister has talked about it in the
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Bill, but can he commit to us that all these heritage properties will be protected
and well looked after? There is menace of monkeys; there is menace of mice;
there is very low maintenance. There are very good people who do very good
work in restoration. It is the heritage of India. It is something that we have all
inherited and several people have looked after it well. Can we not have that as
continuity because it is a part of our heritage? Sometimes, there are a lot of
internal changes made and that really changes the entire home. The Minister may

The second point is that there is some grey area which finds no mention in
the Bill.

But there is some
misunderstanding or confusion that there are different rules for Members of
Parliament and other people in the job. Can the Minister just put it on the record
so that there is no mis-communication because there have been some
newspapers which have talked about this. As long as it is one rule for all, it is a
very good thing. Traditionally, in my State, it is always done. Mr. Verma informed
us that several leaders on his side have done this. While we have been in power
for many years, and traditionally even in the last 50 to 60 years, official residences
are surrendered well within time. So, we support this wholeheartedly as long as

there is no misuse of power or nobody has been in isolation.

Sir, thank you for giving me the opportunity to speak on this Bill.

Sir, first of all, | would like to offer my support to this Bill. | am very much
satisfied by the statements that the hon. Minister has made during the opening
remarks. He has given various reasons as to why we need this Bill and as to why

we need to make it more powerful also.

As MPs, we all can agree that we face this difficulty in finding homes for
ourselves when we come to Delhi. The Supreme Court also has given a decision
in the S.D. Bandi versus the Divisional Traffic Officer case. The court observed
that over-staying in the premises directly infringes on the right of others. So, that

can also be taken into account and that is definitely the need of the hour.

| have some concerns. One of them is Section 3(b)(a) where it talks about
three working days. | feel that it may be extended to five working days. Three
working days looks a little bit short period for a person to come up with a reply to
the Show Cause Notice. It is because there might be some genuine cases and
we do not want to miss them. The hon. Minister has mentioned that there are
more than 3000 cases which are under litigation or pending. There might be one
per cent or 0.1 per cent cases which are genuine. So, we do not want to miss
those genuine cases. We want to give them the right to overstay also if they

have a genuine cause. So, let the time be extended to five days.
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Other than that, in section 4(iii)(a) ST SHOleT ¥ foRaT T8, it is a very vague

To my understanding and as per my reading of the Bill, this Bill is
applicable to employees and Members of Parliament as also the employees and
staff of both Houses of Parliament. This is not applicable to the judges. This is
not applicable to IAS officers. This is my understanding. | am seeking

clarification.

As has been rightly mentioned by Shri Rao, what is the criteria by which
such a special classification is being made for the Members of Parliament and for
the officers and staff of the Secretariats of Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha? Very
stringent provisions are being made for vacating the premises. | fully support this.
But it is being mentioned here that the Members of Parliament shall vacate the
houses immediately after the expiry of the term. | do not have any objection to it.
Normally we will vacate in advance. But | would like to know from the hon.
Minister what is the criteria by which only the Members of Parliament and officers
and staff of both the Secretariats of Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha are being made

to vacate their premises in this way.

SHRI RAJIV PRATAP RUDY (SARAN): It applies to other officers of Government

of India also ...(Interruptions)
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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN : No. It does not apply to them. That is my
understanding of the reading from the Bill. Here it is mentioned "premises’ means
any land or any building or part of the building. Also, it says any premises
belonging to or taken on lease under the control of the Secretariat of either House
of Parliament for providing residential accommodation to any member of the staff
of that Secretariat. That means it is applicable only to the staff, employees,
officers of both Houses of Parliament as well as to the Members of Parliament. If
that be the case, kindly enlighten the House why such a legislation has been
necessitated in order to punish the Members of Parliament and the staff in such a

way.

Sir, the second clarification which | would like seek is regarding clause 4 by
which a new clause is being incorporated that is clause 3A. | will read this. It is
interesting. | do not think if anybody goes to the court it will stand the scrutiny of
law. It says, if a person in unauthorised occupation of residential accommodation
challenges the eviction order passed by the Estate Officer under sub-section 2 of
section 3B in any court, he shall pay damages for every month for the residential
accommodation held by him. This is a punishment. If one goes to the court, then
he will be punishable. Why should it be? You can very well omit the word. If a
person in unauthorised occupation of residential accommodation challenges the
order, then he is liable to pay compensation. What does this mean? It is a

disrespect to the Judiciary. The Estate Officer is entitled to recover compensation
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or damages from the person who is in unauthorised or illegal occupation. But why
are you incorporating this section in the Bill? If you are challenging the order in
the court, then definitely you will be responsible and you will have to pay the

compensation.

Sir, the third point that | would like to make is regarding the determination of
the compensation. What are the criteria and norms for fixing the compensation?
This point was rightly mentioned by Shri Pinaki Misra. What are the criteria by
which the compensation has to be fixed? These are the clarifications that | would

like to seek from the hon. Minister.

Sir, | would also like make another point about three working days. It says
that after the expiry of the stipulated time one is given just three days to give a
reason for not vacating the premises. It is good that it has been mentioned “three
working days’. What is the emergency? Why have you to evict the resident of a
premises on a war-footing? You should at least give 30 days to a Member of
Parliament or to a staff of the Secretariat of both the Houses. Let the person be
given a chance to take everything from his house. A minimum of 30 days should

be given for replying to the show cause notice served on the person concerned.

With these observations, once again, | support the Bill.

Despite the lateness of the hour, the number of participants that we have
had in this very rich discussion and the substantive points that have been made,
all lead me to one conclusion that apart from one or two hon. Members, one or
two exceptions, the House, both individually and collectively, has widely
welcomed the proposed amendments. Having said that, | also want to submit,
through you, Sir, that some of the comments which have been made are the
comments with which | can agree, including those forthcoming from the hon.
Members from the Opposition. But | think, those comments have been made
because the provisions of the Bill and the prevailing practise, including personal
experiences, are not fully understood. So, | will take this opportunity to respond to
each one of the comments made, and | seek your indulgence in it. | know, you

have been extremely gracious with the time that you allot to us.

Therefore, let me start by naming the hon. Members who have participated
in this discussion — Shri Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury, Shri Parvesh Sahib Singh
Verma, Shri Kalyan Banerjee, Shri Kanumuru Raghurama Krishnaraju, Shri Pinaki

Misra, Shri Nama Nageswara Rao, Shrimati Supriya Sadanand Sule, Shri
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Rajendra Dhedya Gavit, Shri Janardan Singh Sigriwal, Shri Ram Mohan Naidu
Kinjarapu, Shri Shankar Lalwani, Shri N.K. Premachandran, and Shri Rajiv Pratap

Rudy.

Sir, let me start with the hon. Member Shri Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury, who
has welcomed the thrust of the amendments. But then, he proceeded to say that
the Bill does not quantify the damages payable. My first submission, not only to
the hon. Member but also to others, who have raised this point, is that the Bill
does not need to quantify the damages. It is because the damages are quantified
elsewhere. There is an Office Memorandum which clearly spells out the types of

accommodation and the rates at which damages are to be charged.
SHRI PINAKI MISRA : They are too low.
SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: | am coming to that point precisely.

If you look at the figures cited in this Office Memorandum -- and the one,
which is currently operative is dated 7" September, 2016,well before | became a
Minister; in fact a year before that — my first reaction, when | saw this Office
Memorandum, was precisely the point the hon. Member, Shri Pinaki Misra makes.
What happens is that if you have a low base level, and if you are paying a rent — |
would say hypothetically if Rs. 100 a month or let us say even Rs. 1,000 a month

— and then, you are charged 40 times or 120 times, then the amount payable is
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significantly lower than what you would pay for accommodation of that quality in

the market. So, that point is well taken.

However, there are safeguards. If the hon. Members do not pay, then
before an election, they have to come to the Directorate of Estates to seek ‘no
objection’. Otherwise, they cannot go and file their nomination papers, and that
is where some corrective comes. But that is rather late in the day. But | take the
point and | want to tell the hon. Members that on my own, | have been saying that
this Office Memorandum should be addressed. One of the ways it will be
addressed is through the amendment, which is coming in now. But | think, we
may need to look at this. This is something that | would examine as we go a long,

after this Amendment Bill is passed.

Shri Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury also raised one or two other points. He said
that the notice is after the extension period. Absolutely, yes. But let me make
another submission. There is a system of Public Premises Eviction Act on which
notices are issued. Various hon. Members have spoken about the notice period.
Shri N.K. Premachandran, if | may be allowed to jump the queue a bit, said why
three days’ notice period is there; why not 30 days? That is precisely my point.
One other hon. Member said that this is draconian. In fact, it is intended to be
less so. The then Government of the day and | am not naming a party, in 1994
brought in an amendment, which did not have even a three-day period. So, when

my attention was drawn to this, the legal team said that we should follow the
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example of 1994. But | submitted then, ‘No. We have to give an opportunity and
that opportunity must resonate in natural justice. People must be provided the

opportunity.’

The issue here is not three years or three days or seven days. The issue
here is different. That three days’ notice period will be given only after the
Director of Estates has satisfied himself or herself that all other margins of
persuasion have been exhausted and that the party concerned is not. Let me
give you the example of the current situation. The Lok Sabha Election Results
were declared on 23" May. Strictly speaking, on 25" June, all hon. Members
should have vacated. We did not issue a notice to any one of them. We are now
past 25" July. Now, routine notices have started going. All these Acts or all these
powers are exercised in the most humane way. The 1994 example was actually

draconian, and we deviated from that.

Now, | come to the examples cited by various hon. Members. One hon.
Member said that he has pent-up fury, and he wants to ventilate that. | deeply
appreciate that because it gives me an opportunity to try and place on the record

of the House what the real situation is.

When an accommodation is allotted on vacation basis, let us say, | issue a
notice to Shri Rajiv Rudy. | did not in his case; | could have. That is a separate

issue. We will come to that in a minute. | think, the House is a great opportunity
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for us to make a few statements. Let me explain. It is a hypothetical example. |

Now, in the case of Shri Adhir Ranjan
Chowdhury, it seems what happened is that the C-l accommodation, which must
have been type-VI — it is because earlier he was in a type-VIl accommodation —

was set to be free but when the hon. Member went there, it was not the case. |
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think, there is a slip up. And | try to ensure, as a Minister, that no such slip up
takes place these days. In fact, | personally monitored this along with my team of

officials.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY : Sir, | have the highest regard for you but

believe me | was forced to stay outside.

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: | totally appreciate that and | would be willing to
sit down with you. | would be willing to listen to the exact narration of events
which you have given along with dates. If you have been charged something,
which | think is unreasonable, | assure this House that | will personally move a
Note to the Cabinet Committee on Accommodation that those charges should be
restituted. You should get them back. If this is the case, we will sit down with my
team of officials. It is because we need to ensure that representatives of the
people who come for representing the sovereignty of the people are given a fair

share here. So, | can assure you on that.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY : Sir, my image was tarnished due to that.

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: At least, | have developed a thick skin and a

sense of humour. | will sit down with you.

Some hon. Members have raised some personal issues. | am going to skip
those but | wanted to make this point that anybody, who has any personal

grievance on any issue, please feel free to come to me. We will look at them.
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Those are not policy issues. Those are not issues which are germane to the

consideration of this Bill.

Shri Parvesh Sahib Singh Verma mentioned many instances when senior
leaders of my Party, of which | am a proud member, vacated their
accommodations immediately when the results were being declared or when the

circumstances led to accommodation being no longer warranted.

surely. Parvesh ji also mentioned the need for establishing a SIT. | think, that is
his proper suggestion. | want to assure him that there is already a SIT. That SIT
has been formed by the Government. Somebody has encouraged it. It operates
under the DDA. It looks at encroachment of hundreds of square metres or

kilometres of public property and it files a report before the court.

| also want to take this opportunity to jump again a little to mention the

coverage of the Act. Some questions were asked: “Does it apply to Government
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servants only?” We are dealing with two separate issues here. One is the Public
Premises (Eviction of Unauthorised Occupants) Act of 1971. This applies to all
public premises. But the amendment that we are bringing in today, applies only to
residential accommodation occupied by the Government officers, the Members of

Parliament, etc.

An issue was raised, insofar as the Judiciary is concerned, whether any
judicial disrespect is meant. Absolutely none. Hon. members of the courts also
occupy accommodation but they manage that themselves. | have not come
across a single case where a retired Judge of the High Court or the Apex Court
decides to stay in the accommodation. It is because, they manage it themselves.
As soon as one His Lordship or Her Lordship vacates, it is allotted by them. It

does not come to us. | want the record to very carefully reflect this.

Now, | come to the issue raised by Shri Kalyan Banerjee. In the spirit of
cooperative agreement that we have around this Table, | wish | could say that |
agree with what he is saying. But | disagree with almost everything that he has
said. It is not because | disagree with him — and | want to look through you to him
— not that he is any less attractive a proposition to look at, but the issue here is,
we must get our facts right. Something was said about Gazette, whether the
Estate Officers are gazetted. | want to assure the hon. Member that they are

gazetted, their names are gazetted. ...(Interruptions)
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SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE : | have not said that.

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: The hon. Member said that. We looked around,

who are the officers. | can give you the names.

SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE : No, | have not said that.

He said — and | take serious objection to this — those people were in illegal
occupation because of my officers. First of all, let us get our record straight. Who
gives accommodation to the hon. Members? Is it the Ministry of Urban
Development? Is it the Directorate of Estates which gives accommodation to the
Members of Parliament? Question is appropriate; answer is ‘NO’. This

accommodation is granted by the Chairman of the House Committee. In the
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previous House Committee, it was Shri Suresh Angadi. Now, it is Shri C.R. Patil
in the case of the Lok Sabha and Shri Om Prakash Mathur in the case of the

Rajya Sabha.

It is very easy to be critical, hon. Speaker, but let me explain one very basic

thing.

SHRI H. VASANTHAKUMAR (KANYAKUMARI): Hon. Speaker, Sir, thank you.

Kanyakumari is the only District in Tamil Nadu where rubber is produced
and roughly 24,000 tonnes of rubber is produced annually. Though rubber is
grown in plenty in Kanyakumari, no step has been taken to harness its availability.
A few years ago, the Rubber Board at Kottayam in Kerala formulated a project to
set up a Rubber Park in Kanyakumari and it sent its proposal also. But nothing

came out of it.

Kanyakumari has no major industry. It is an industrially backward region.
Moreover, rubber is grown in reserved and private forests in Kanyakumari and

thousands of workers are engaged in rubber industry in Kanyakumari.
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In view of the availability of rubber in Kanyakumari, | urge upon the
Government to set up a Common Facilitation Centre and also a Rubber Cluster

Centre in Kanyakumari under the MSME sector.

Setting up of Rubber Park can also be considered under the Public- Private
Partnership mode by giving suitable tax incentives. Moreover, rubber should not
be imported as it could affect the domestic producers. The Minimum Support
Price given for rubber is very less and it should be increased to Rs. 200 — Rs. 250

per kg. for natural rubber. Thank you.
