ADV. ADOOR PRAKASH : The official data confirms that unemployment in the
country is at the highest level in 45 years. Unemployment doubled in the last two
years but the Government cannot blame Nehru for this. The previous Government
promised 10 million jobs a year but the achievement was zero.

SHRI T. R. BAALU (SRIPERUMBUDUR): Hon. Speaker, Sir, | would like to raise
a very important and painful issue of farmers living in the delta areas of Cauvery
basin in Tamil Nadu. The delta farmers are suffering for the past three years. For
the past three years, the villagers of Kathira Mangalam and Neduvasal areas are
up in arms and are fighting in hot Sun and rain against GOI. Most of the leaders

including my leader, Dr. M.K. Stalin went to support.

Sir, | would like to ask the Petroleum Minister, while envisaging the project,
whether the Government went into the details of financial rate of return or socio-

economic rate of return. | think, nothing of this sort was taken into consideration.

Actually, for the past 50 to 60 years, in the delta areas of Cauvery basin,
they have been exploring the possibility extracting crude oil. But only 0.6 per cent
out of 32 million tonnes of total production in India is extracted there. So, in that

case, where is the possibility of economic rate of return?
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Sir, 0.6 per cent is the total output from the Cauvery basin whereas in the
whole of India, it is 32 million tonnes. The output is two million tonnes against a
total of 320 lakh tonnes in India. We cannot understand why the Government is
taking up these projects without any application of mind. There is no socio-
economic rate of return and there is no financial rate of return. It is nothing. Then,

how can they go on indulging in this activity of extraction?

Sir, in 341 areas, drilling is going. We are all agriculturists. All the
members, who came from Tamil Nadu there, are almost agriculturists. How can

we allow this sort of an unruly and unlawful act of the Government of India?

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SHRI SAPTAGIRI SANKAR ULAKA (KORAPUT): Sir, | would like to highlight
some of the key issues of my Constituency. In Rayagada, we need a new inter-
city train from Jeypore to Bhubaneswar. This is the demand of the people for a

very long time.

Secondly, the new railway project from Gunupur to Therubali via Bissam
Cuttack is not in place. No accommodation has been done in budget. This is one

more key issue for the people of Rayagada.

The third thing is that the doubling of Koraput to Singapuram Road line is
also lying in the back-burners and no progress has been made. All these three

things are quite important.

SHRI BENNY BEHANAN (CHALAKUDY): Sir, | would like to bring to the attention
of this august House an important Railway development project in Kerala which is

going on from 1997 onwards. The name of the project is Sabari Rail Project.
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Sir, Sabarimala is one of the most important places of worship in South
India. Every year, a very huge number of devotees from various parts of India
and abroad, cutting across religions, throng to this Holy Shrine, which is
surrounded by thick forests. Sir, at present, Sabarimala is connected only by road.
Devotees coming from faraway places, especially outside the State of Kerala, find
it extremely difficult to visit the shrine due to the absence of direct railway

connectivity.

In the year 1997, a proposal was approved at an estimated project cost of
Rs.550 crore for laying direct railway line from Angamaly, which is in the
Ernakulam district, up to Erumeli in the Pathanamthitta district which is closer to
Sabarimala. Though the budgetary provisions keep getting allocated for this
project year after year, very little progress in work has been reported. Up to 2018-
19, a budget provision of sum of Rs.726 crore was allotted. But unfortunately, a
sum of Rs.253 crore was the actual amount spent on the project. At present, a

distance of eight kilometres from Angamaly to Kalady has been completed.

Sir, Rs.208 crore was sanctioned for the initial stage of work between
Angamaly and Perumbavoor via Kalady, the birthplace of Adi Shankar. The work
completed up to Kalady includes the construction of a major bridge over the river
Periyar. The construction of a railway station in Kalady is also completed.
However, the work from Kalady to Perumbavoor is still pending. Even though all

formalities, including land acquisition, were completed between Kalady and
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Perumbavoor, the work is pending. Please direct the officials to initiate immediate

steps for the completion of work from Kalady to Perumbavoor.

The project cost is said to have risen to Rs.2,600 crore as on 14.9.2017
from Rs.550 crore over the years, due to increase in the cost of labour, material
and land acquisition. The total distance of the project is 115 km. The other
formalities like demarcation and putting stones have been completed up to
Ramapuram, a distance of 69 km. The acquisition process from Ramapuram to

Erumeli is stopped because of agitation from landowners.

| would also request the Government of India to write to the State
Government to contribute their share of project cost without delay. The Minister
may be pleased to direct the Railway Board to approve the estimated project cost

without any further delay and allocate funds in the ensuing Central Budget.

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SHRI K. NAVASKANI: Sir, in the morning of 26" June, 2019, four poor fishermen,
namely, Selvaraj, Nambuvel, Selvarasu and Balakrishnan who set out for fishing
from Rameswaram fishing jetty, which falls under my parliamentary constituency,
were reportedly arrested by the Lankan Navy after they allegedly crossed the
International Maritime Boundary Line (IMBL). The Navy also seized their boat. A
sense of vulnerability and insecurity prevails in the minds of families of the

arrested fishermen.

Such incidents of arrest, detention and harassment of Rameswaram
fishermen by Sri Lankan Navy are continued unabated since long. Their boats,
trawlers, nets, etc. are seized and destroyed, putting the livelihood of fishermen at
stake. It is because of the declining amount of catch near the shores that the
fishermen have to go further deep inside the high seas, which leads to such

arrests.

The International Maritime Boundary Line between India and Sri Lanka and
the issue of Kachchatheevu are not settled. | urge the Government to first retrieve
Kachchatheevu. The Government should restore the traditional fishing rights of
fishermen in Palk Bay by annulling the 1974 Indo-Sri Lankan Agreement following
which Katchatheevu was ceded to the island nation by India. This island was
originally owned by the Ramnad Kingdom of Ramanathapuram district in Tamil
Nadu before Independence. Thus, it belonged to India till 1974. As per the Indian

Constitution, these agreements have to be ratified by the Parliament through a
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constitutional amendment. But this was not done so far. If this happens, the major

problem of fishermen would be resolved by itself.

Keeping this in view, | request the Minister of External Affairs to take up this
issue on top priority with Sri Lankan authority and bring an immediate halt to
these apprehensions. The Government should find a permanent solution to the
recurring mid-sea arrests and secure immediate release of four fishermen along

with their motorized fishing boat seized recently.

| also urge upon the Centre to help in skilling these fishermen so that they

can explore other opportunities and also modernize their fishing equipment.

Thank you, Sir.

SHRI H. VASANTHAKUMAR (KANYAKUMARI): Sir, in Kanyakumari constituency

In Andhra Pradesh at the Pazhamaneri Village near Usurupenda of Chittoor
District, Keshav and Hemavathi, belonging to different castes married and after
two years of their marriage when the lady was returning home along with her 10
day baby, that lady was brutally murdered by her brothers and parents in the
name of honour killing. This is a crime that takes place in the country on a daily
basis. | will conclude by reading the Judgement of the Hon. Supreme Court in this

regard.

In the year 2018, the Hon. Supreme Court in a historical verdict on honour
killing said:

“ It can be stated without any fear or contradiction that any kind of torture or

torment or ill-treatment in the name of honour that tantamount to atrophy of

choice of an individual relating to love and marriage by any assembly,

whatsoever nomenclature it assumes, is illegal and cannot be allowed a

moment of existence.”

It has issued some guidelines to both Centre and States. On the direction of Hon.
Supreme Court, the Law Commission of India already submitted a Bill named

Prohibition of Unlawful Assembly (Interference with the Freedom of Matrimonial
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Alliances) Bill, This Bill is pending with the Union Government. | request the Union

SUKANTA MAJUMDAR (BALURGHAT): Thank you, Sir, for giving me the
opportunity to speak something in this House for the first time. | have been
elected for the first time to this House. Earlier, | was involved in the profession of
teaching in a University. So, as you know, | am in the habit of giving big lectures.

Hence, please provide me more time to speak.
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Today, | would like to raise one issue, which is related to a River called
Atreyee.Not only my city, that is Balurghat, but also the whole district is situated
on the bank of this river.

They found that a rubber
dam was established in Bangladesh, and the same is visible in the satellite
picture. This is obstructing the river water flow to our side. That is why, | would
like to urge the Minister for External Affairs to take up the matter with Bangladesh

for a lasting solution.

Third is
diversion of water of Aliyalam Dam to Rayakottai via Uttanapalli. Fourth is the

implementation of Vaani Odu scheme.

There is long pending delay in the implementation of these schemes,
though the State Government have in principle announced the projects. Hence, |
request the Central Government, through you, Sir, to expedite the schemes by
providing Central funds, if required, like the then UPA Government had
sanctioned Rs.1,000 crore to the then State Government for desalination

projects.

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(xviii) Regarding problems faced by students in availing
education loan from banks

ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): The students from financially weaker
sections are not able to avail the education loan from the banks. These loans
have no uniformity and the banks are following different procedures for issuing
loans. The Nationalized banks are following one procedure. The scheduled banks
and private sector banks have their own laws and procedures. Every bank is
taking collateral security from the applicants and using SARFAESI Act if they fail
to repay on time. The aim is, therefore, not fulfiled and poor students have no

access to loan.

| request the Government to consider it very seriously and give direction to
the banks to follow uniform procedure which will not harm the applicants. The loan
was introduced to help the financially weaker sections and without collateral
security, the government has to take necessary steps to reduce the interest rate

and if repayment is delayed, the banks should not use the SARFAESI Act.
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(xix) Regarding Central Assistance to KBK Region of Odisha

SHRI SAPTAGIRI SANKAR ULAKA (KORAPUT): The KBK comprising Koraput,
Nabarangpur, Malkangiri, Rayagada, Sonepur, Balangir, Kalahandi and Naupada
districts, is one of the poorest and most backward regions of the country. Despite
years of focused development, intervention by both Central and State
Governments, large proportion of rural poor and tribals in KBK region continue to
face chronic hunger and reportedly starvation deaths. Reduced forest cover,
farmer distress, no visible employment opportunity — people are forced to

migrate to other States in search of jobs.

As per one National Family Health Survey, only 47.38% women in the KBK
region are literate against the State average of 67.4%, while the literacy level
among men in the region is 72.93% against the State’s 84.3%. In case of
institutional delivery, the region with 76.48% lags behind the State’s average of

85.4%.

Central assistance for Area Development Programmes like Special Plan for
KBK, Backward Region Grant Fund (BRGF) and Integrated Action Plan have
been discontinued. The Central Government has discontinued ST/SC scholarship
scheme thus depriving beneficiaries in the tribal region. Schemes delinked from
support of the Centre during the budget 2015/16 include: National e-Governance

Plan, Backward Regions Grant Funds, Modernization of Police Forces, Rajiv

Gandhi Panchayat Sashaktikaran Abhiyaan (RGPSA), Scheme for Central
Assistance to the States for developing export infrastructure, Scheme for setting
up of 6000 Model Schools, National Mission on Food processing & Tourist
Infrastructure. Though the State Government has launched its own Biju KBK Plan,
it is not sufficient. Justice Puncchi Commission on Centre-State relation has
recommended for higher Central transfers to backward states for improving the

physical and human infrastructure.

The services are offered
at Anganwadi Centres through Anganwadi workers and helpers and ASHA
workers who work at grassroot level.

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(xxi) Need to take measures to provide better and safe
environment to women and girls in the society

SHRI RAGHU RAMA KRISHNA RAJU (NARSAPURAM): Women and girls from
across the globe believe India is unsafe for them so this is certainly a shame to
every citizen of our country. Police Patrolling or Mobile apps are just a partial help
as we don’'t have enough police to guard every girl and not all girls or women
carry smart phones. To face the world with pride Indian Government should
consider the following:

1. Make Good Touch and Bad Touch awareness subject as mandatory for
both boys and girls studying in Primary Schools

2. Make Self Defense Training Mandatory for Girls studying in Schools,
Colleges and Universities. This subject can be taken up as Jhansi Rani

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(xxiii) Need to provide financial assistance to Odisha to set up cyclone
resistant power distribution network
SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): The severe cyclone ‘FANI' hit
Odisha coast on 3 May, 2019 with a wind speed of 200 km per hour and
extensively damaged power infrastructure consisting of Extra High Tension, High
Tension and Low Tension Networks in various Districts of Odisha. Besides large
scale damage to 11 KV lines, distribution transformers and LT network, extensive
damage has also been caused to 220 KV/132 KV towers and transmission lines;
Grid Sub-Stations and power transformers; 33 KV poles, lines and primary Sub-
Stations in various parts of the coastal districts in Odisha. The transmission and
distribution companies are not in a position to finance restoration work of such
power infrastructure. As electricity is a basic necessity, the State Government has
undertaken restoration of power infrastructure from its own resources. However,
the scale of damage to the power infrastructure is far too extensive to be taken
care of by the State Government alone. Under the IPDS Project for Odisha, a
proposal for underground cabling of 381.51 km with an estimated cost of Rs.
161.76 crore was submitted, but the Government has sanctioned only 58.71 km
with an estimated cost of Rs. 27.48 crore. Since, severe cyclones hit coastal
areas of the State frequently due to global warming and restoration work involves
huge expenditure, the request of the State Government for underground cabling

seems justified. I, therefore, urge upon the Government to provide Rs. 10000
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Crore for setting up a cyclone resilient distribution network having its
headquarters at Bhubaneswar for coastal districts of Odisha such as Cuttack,
Purl, Berhampur, Chhatrapur, Jagatsinghpur, Kendrapara, Jajpur, Bhadrak and

Balasore.
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(xxiv) Regarding plastic waste management

SHRI RITESH PANDEY (AMBEDKAR NAGAR): According to the Central
Pollution Control Board, India generates 26,000 tonnes of plastic waste every
day. Plastic bans haven’t worked because of lax implementation, and the
government’s target of phasing out single-use plastic by 2022 seems to be a

mirage.

The need of the hour is to speed towards becoming a circular economy, an
economic system that treats waste as a material resource for further production.
Through sustainable public-private partnerships, we need to promote growth,

investment, and job-creation in the circular economy:

India has enterprises that can turn plastic packaging into fabrics, shoes,
roads, toys, and even houses, and we have R&D underway for much more in the
interest of our future generations. | would like to urge Government Ministries and
Departments to work together to adopt and implement solutions that treat the
plastic waste management not as a problem but as a solution to boosting jobs,

growth, and innovation.
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(xxv) Need to develop and improve telecommunications
connectivity in Lakshadweep

SHRI MOHAMMED FAIZAL P.P. (LAKSHADWEEP): Lakshadweep Islands
home to about 70,000/- people are currently connected by satellite, which restricts
the bandwidth and increases the cost of connectivity. Due to this, the people in
certain areas of Lakshadweep are not able to connect with the people in other
parts of the country and other countries. Reliable telecommunications to the
islands from the Indian mainland are vital as they safeguard the country’s
seaboards and are strategically vital from the point of security as they are closer
to foreign countries like Maldives etc. than the Indian mainland. A proposal to
connect Lakshadweep with fibre was mooted as early as 2014, but plans have
never been finalized. Therefore, | request the Government to make efforts in
implementing the project for developing and improving connectivity in

Lakshadweep.
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(xxvi) Regarding plight of fishermen of Ramanathapuram
Parliamentary Constituency of Tamil Nadu

SHRI K. NAVASKANI (RAMANATHAPURAM): My constituency
Ramanathapuram is a coastal area and has a long coastal line. The main
occupation apart from agriculture is fishing. A considerable portion of the
population is engaged in fishing. But the fishermen face a lot of difficulties. While
fishing they get lost into territorial waters of Sri Lanka because of non-availability
of any scientific equipment regarding navigation, and are often captured,
harassed and even killed by Sri Lankan defence forces. During natural calamities
like storm, high tides, tsunami etc. the fishermen lose their way and get stuck in
the storm and are unable to return to the sea shore. It is very difficult to locate
them and bring them to sea shore for want of GPS facilities. There is no Coast
Guard in my constituency, who could help in this matter. During off season of
fishing they get a paltry sum as subsistence allowance. | demand that subsistence
allowance should be given by the Central Government also and the insurance
cover should be increased. They should be given fishing nets, boats etc. at very
subsidized rates. Government should chalk out a scheme for the health facilities
and also for an old age pension scheme for fishermen. They should be given
adequate quantity of diesel also. I, therefore, request the Government to take

necessary action for the welfare of fishermen.
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(xxvii) Regading TikTok and its affiliates posing a threat to the country

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Bytedance (which
runs Helo, and TikTok) is the world’s richest startup with 300 million users in
India. Its applications collect 45% more permissions than other Apps granting
them intrusive access on their users. In fact, the US government has imposed a
fine of 5.7 million dollar on Bytedance for violating children’s privacy. Studies
show that its data is shared with China Telecom, a Chinese government-owned
entity.

Bytedance also runs a network of paid influencers who receive 1 lakh per
month and can impact our democratic process. In 2019, Facebook had to remove
11,000 fake morphed election-related media shared by Hello.

The Foreign Policy magazine also supports this view by stating that the
Chinese government can tweak Bytedance’s algorithms and make Cambridge
analytical seem like child’s play. Under the garb of a lighthearted application,
TikTok and its affiliates pose a serious threat to India. It is high time we take

serious action against such threats.

concept and the contents of the legislative document; rather, | will oppose the
invocation of Ordinance. That is my contention; and along with it, | would propose
to the Government and to the Minister himself that the entire legislative document
should be sent to the Standing Committee for thorough scrutiny. There is a habit
being developed by this Government. You would be astonished to note that this
Government is already ranked first in the invocation of Ordinances since
Independence. For every ten Bills introduced by this Government during its
tenure, four have been introduced in the form of Ordinances. This means 4:10 is

the ratio for Ordinances to Bills. This is the record set by this Government.
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We are opposing this kind of arbitrary invocation of Ordinances. It certainly
will not augur well for the vibrant democracy for which you are also pleading.
There lies our contention. Ordinances certainly may be invoked but there must be
some sort of extraordinary circumstances which warrant extraordinary legislation

or Ordinances, or whatever they may be called.

The Constituent Assembly had extensive deliberations on whether the
Executive should have the power to promulgate Ordinances that would have the
force of law. The question was whether the Executive should have the power to
make legislative changes without the approval of the Legislature, that is the
Parliament. Some argued that Ordinances should be used only in the case of
emergencies. | am reiterating that Ordinances should be used only in the case of
emergencies; for example, in the event of break-down of State machinery. Others
argued that law-making powers should vest only with the Legislature, not the

Executive.

Ordinances bring legislative changes to address certain gaps in the legal
framework. Therefore, there is a need to create a space for wider deliberation and
expert inputs on such changes. However, since Ordinances have to be passed
within a specific time frame, they are often passed by Parliament without detailed
scrutiny. That is why | am proposing for a detailed scrutiny, which can only be

made possible through a Standing Committee because a Standing Committee is
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considered a mini-Parliament. Detailed scrutiny and rigour are typically seen

when other Bills are passed by Parliament.

The Ordinance-making power of the Executive contradicts the fundamental
concept of separation of powers between the Executive and the Legislature
allowing the Executive to make legislative changes, though temporary in nature,
without the approval of Parliament, undermining the role of Parliament as a

legislative institution.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY : | would say it again that principally we do
not have any objection to the contents of this legislation because democracy
supports the concept of equality. The Members of the Constituent Assembly also
acknowledged that India is fundamentally an unequal nation. So, our founding
fathers said that due to some aberrations if any of these institutions act contrary to

the basic principle of social justice, enshrined in the preamble to the Constitution,
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the Government of the day, the Parliament and the judiciary should take coercive
steps and ensure that the right to equality and provisions for reservation are

implemented.

The Constitution of India provides for reservation of seats in educational
institutions, public employment and legislatures. Reservation is prescribed for
four categories of persons: Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, Socially and
Educationally Backward Classes and Economically Backward Classes. There is
7.5 per cent reservation for Scheduled Tribes, 15 per cent for Scheduled Castes,

27 per cent for OBCs and 10 per cent reservation for EWS.

Sir, in the year 1997, the Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances and
Pension prescribed a roster system which may be applied to ensure hiring of
persons through reservation. In 2006, the University Grants Commission issued
guidelines on the application of this roster system for reservation of teaching and

non-teaching positions in Central Educational Institutions. These guidelines
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require universities to consider an educational institute as one unit for the purpose

In 1997, the Department of Personnel, Public Grievances and Pension

In 2017, the hon. High Court of Allahabad held that Department should be
taken as a unit for the purpose of reservation. Following these, the UGC amended
its guidelines to incorporate the rulings of the hon. High Court of Allahabad. There
lies the bone of contention — whether ‘University as a unit’ or ‘Department as a
unit’ should be considered for the purpose of reservation. There lies the bone of

contention.

In 2019, the Central Educational Institutions (Reservation in Teachers’
Cadres) Ordinance, 2019 was promulgated. It overturned the judgement of the

hon. High Court of Allahabad and states that central educational institutions will

be regarded as one unit for the purposes of reservation. Additionally, the

Ordinance expunged the reservation of seats to include OBC candidates.

| am giving one example so that it could be understood easily. If the
university is taken as a unit for reservation, then the total number of posts for
reserved categories would be out of 99 — 30 for SCs, 15 for STs and 54 for OBCs,
whereas, the number of unreserved seats would be 101. There are two types of
reservation systems — one is the 13-point roster and another is the 200-point
roster. If the different departments of a university are taken as separate units of
reservation, then the total number of posts for the reserved categories would be
83 — 25 for SCs, 9 for STs and 49 for OBCs, whereas, the number of unreserved
seats would be 117. What are you observing? The judgement of the hon. High

Court of Allahabad may affect the reservation policy that has been prevailing in

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: Sir, please give me two or three minutes

more.

In so far as India is concerned, it is stated that there is a golden opportunity
for our young generation in terms of demographic dividend. But | would raise
some very pertinent issues in this regard. Insofar as enrolment is concerned, India
is set to become home to the largest student population in the world by 2025. Yet,
the higher education space is low on the capacity to absorb students. At present,
India’s Gross Enrolment Ratio is 25.8 per cent, significantly behind China’s 51 per
cent or most of Europe and North America where 80 per cent or more people are

enrolled in higher education.

| would also like to draw the attention of our hon. Minister to one thing that
this Ordinance does not mention the inclusion of education for Economically
Weaker Sections (EWS). In the Teachers’ Reservation Policy, EWS has not been
mentioned. The DoPT has incorporated EWS in the roster system yet the
Ordinance has not mentioned Economically Weaker Sections. There is a lack of
clarity whether there is reservation for EWS in teaching and non-teaching posts in

educational institutions. This must be replied to.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Thank you. You have already taken 20 minutes.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY : Sir, | am the initiator.
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Sir, in terms of rankings, Indian universities have consistently ranked low in
global university rankings. Not a single Indian university has ranked in the top
200 as per the Times Higher Education World University Rankings, 2009. Only

five institutes made it to the top 500.

Expenditure on education is still far behind the target of 6 per cent of the

GDP at 4.6 per cent of GDP.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: You can discuss all this when the Demands for Grants

will be discussed.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY : Sir, the lack of practical skills imparted
through higher education in India creates a void inasmuch as there is an
increasing number of people eligible to be employed but the employers are not
inclined towards hiring them owing to their poor practical skills. Correcting this
would require training support for institutes as an inclusive part of higher

education.

You have also referred to it that at present there are 41 central universities
under the purview of the Ministry of Human Resource Development. The total
number of sanctioned teaching posts in 40 central universities is 17425 and out of

this, 6141 teaching posts are lying vacant.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: He said 7000 posts.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: Professors’ posts are vacant to the tune
of 6 per cent, Associate Professors — 47 per cent, Assistant Professors — 24 per

cent.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: He has given the details.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: Sir, | am within the ambit of my time. If
you think that my time is over, | will have to conclude my speech. However, it is

an important topic and | would like to raise various issues.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: He has given the details of the vacancies. | am sorry to
say this. The time that was allotted is two hours and out of that, the time allotted
to you has already been over long back. Eleven minutes were allotted to your

Party and you have taken more than 22 minutes.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: Over the years, several Committees such
as the National Knowledge Commission to advice on renovation and rejuvenation
of higher education were appointed. Prof. Yashpal Committee had looked at the

functioning and challenges of higher education in India.

As regards regulatory structure, please note that the Indian regulatory
structure has been putting a stumbling block to the growth of education sector in
our country. TSR Subramaniam Committee report on New Education Policy 2016
also recommended bringing of a National Higher Education Promotion and

Management Act.
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As regards fees structure, it has been observed that many private
institutions of higher education charge exorbitant fees. In the absence of well-
defined norms, fees charged by such universities have remained high. The UGC
regulates fees for course offered in deemed universities to an extent. They stated
that the fees charged shall be directly linked to the cost of running of the course
and the institution shall ensure non-commercialisation of education. In 2002, the
Supreme Court ruled that the fees charged by the private unaided educational
institutes could be regulated also. While banning capitation fee, it allowed

institutes to charge a reasonable surplus.

As regards teacher related issues, | have already mentioned that there is a
serious gap between the sanctioned posts and the number of teachers. The
Standing Committee on Human Resource Development stated that this could be
due to two reasons. Firstly, young students do not find the teaching profession
attractive and secondly, the recruitment process is long and involves too many

procedural formalities.

As regards quality standards, there are two accrediting institutions, namely,
the National Board of Accreditation established by AICTE and the National
Assessment and Accreditation Council established by UGC. It has been noted
that only 10 per cent of all institutions had been accredited in terms of quality of
universities. Out of 323 universities accredited by NAT in the most recent cycle,

only 23 universities have been given A+ grade.
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The Standing Committee noted that the accreditation of higher education
institutions needs to be at the core of regulatory arrangement. So far as the
foreign educational institutions are concerned, it has been recognised that the top
foreign universities should have an opportunity to come to India as this would

enhance qualitative competition within the higher education sector.

Sir, my next point is about shortage of resources in State universities. This
is most important. The bulk of enrolment in higher education is in the State
universities and in their affiliated colleges. However, these State universities
receive very small amounts of grants from the Union Budget. Nearly 65 per cent
of the UGC grants is towards Central universities and their colleges, while the
State universities and their affiliates get only the remaining 35 per cent of the

grants.

The Standing Committee, in its report 2016, recommended that the
mobilisation of funds in State Universities should be explored through other
means, such as endowment, contribution from industry, alumni among others.
With regard to private sector with profit motive in higher education, the UGC
Report in 2012 noted that the distribution of public and private institution in India is
skewed because enrolment in public universities is largely concentrated in
conventional disciplines likes arts and sciences, whereas in private institutions

more students are enrolled in market driven disciplines, like engineering and
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management. Thus, with a rise in private universities, there is a mismatch of the

demand and supply of subject disciplines in the private sector education.

Sir, therefore, all these relevant issues need to be addressed provided we
want to be a developed country in the world. We are talking about development,
but if India remains illiterate and furthermore if we fail to promote ourselves as a
nation which nourishes higher education, we would then fail to achieve our

desired destination.

With these words, | conclude my speech.

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SHRI A. RAJA (NILGIRIS): Thank you Sir for allowing me to speak on this Bill.
Partly | support the Bill in the sense that the attempt that has been made by the
Government is supported by DMK regarding reservation for economically and
educationally backward classes. At the same time, even the time is too late, since
the appeals are pending before the Supreme Court and the Chennai High Court
relating to 10 per cent reservation for economically weaker sections. We are
opposing the Bill at least till the pendency of the appeals. The matter has to be
either sent to a Select Committee or the Bill has to be divided in to two portions.
In the first portion, the socially and economically backward classes should be
given the reservation, as contemplated in the Bill. Why? | will explain the reason.
We were not part of the last Lok Sabha, when the Bills were passed as 103" and
104" Constitution Amendment Bills. It is too late. But | think, this Bill is based on
the old Constitution Amendment which was passed in the last Lok Sabha. | think it
is a little bit relevant to submit some points since the matter is pending before the

Supreme Court and the High Court.

SHRI S.S. AHLUWALIA (BARDHAMAN-DURGAPUR): When you are party to it

as a Member, you should declare the conflict of interest also.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Mr. Raja, are you yielding to him?

SHRI A. RAJA: This is not conflict of interest. This is nothing secret. It is a

constitutional interpretation. | will come to your question. | must be thankful to Mr.
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Ahluwalia because | will give more information to this House in reply to Mr.
Ahluwalia’s questions. The Objects and Reasons of this Bill clearly state that
reservation for 10 per cent of economically and weaker sections is going to be
done on the basis of the Constitution Amendment which has been done in the last
Lok Sabha. What is the Bill? It has two parts. The Statement of Objects of the
Bill said: “At present, the economically weaker sections of citizens have largely
remained excluded from attending the higher educational institutions and public

employment on account of their financial incapacity”

Point No. 2 of the objects of that Bill is:

“With a view to fulfil the mandate of article 46, and to ensure the
economically weaker sections of citizens to get a fair chance of
receiving higher education and participation in employment in the
services of the State, it has been decided to amend the Constitution

of India.”

There are two reasons. Number one, the economically poor people are not
adequately represented in services and admissions. Number two, very clearly,

they are saying that Article 46 is enabling to bring the law.

So, accordingly, they have brought the law and on the basis of the law, this

law has been piloted before the Parliament.
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Sir, reservation is not unknown to the Indians. Reservation had taken place
some 2,500 years ago. One may be surprised to ask, how reservation could be
given 2,500 years back? That reservation was something inhuman and
undemocratic. How it was inhuman and undemocratic, | would explain. Four
Varnas were divided. They were: Brahmins, Kshatriyas, Vaishyas, and Shudras,

the outcaste Scheduled Castes.

All the occupations or jobs were carried out by these four classes. So, that
was also a reservation. That reservation was anti-human, inhuman and

undemocratic.

Now, the Preamble of the Constitution of India says:

“WE THE PEOPLE OF INDIA having solemnly resolved to constitute
India into a SOVEREIGN SOCIALIST SECULAR DEMOCRATIC
REPUBLIC...”

But after the Constitution was enacted, the reservation that has been
provided, is human and democratic. Democracy is not merely form of the
Government alone, it is essentially an article of respect and reverence towards the

fellowmen.

So, in that sense, | am claiming that the reservation is not unknown to the
Indians. But the only thing is that that reservation was inhuman and

undemocratic, and this reservation is human and democratic.
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Sir, as a Member of the DMK, | may apprise that our late leader, Dr.
Kalaignar Karunanidhi and his mentor, Anna allias C.N. Annadurai and the Father
of Tamil Nation, EVR Periyar Ramasamy, were the pioneer for the cause of the
reservation, even before the enactment of the Constitution in 1951. The first
amendment to the Constitution came into existence in 1951 because of the

Dravidian Movement when the reservation was denied to the backward classes.

Even prior to that -- it may be unknown to this House -- in 1927 when our
Dravidian Government was in power, we enacted the law for the socially and
educationally backward classes, for the Scheduled Castes including Muslims. One

could not even dream of it.

So, in that sense, | am very proud that we are entitled to say something
whether it is an old Bill or a new Bill. With due respect, the Constitutional validity
must be upheld. In that sense only, | may be permitted to be given five to 10

minutes more, to speak on it.

Sir, as | mentioned, there are two aspects to the Bill. One is that the
economically weaker sections were not adequately represented.  Second is,

Article 46.

Firstly, | am coming to Article 46. Article 46, which says:

“The State shall promote with special care the educational and

economic interests of the weaker sections of the people, and, in
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particular, of the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes, and

shall protect them from social injustice and all forms of exploitation. ”

The word, which was coined in the Section is ‘economic interests’ whereas
the provisions 15 and 16 say that those who are socially and educationally
backward classes are entitled for the recruitment and the educational institution

admissions.

The Constitution says: ‘class’ whereas Article 46 under which the legislation
was being brought here says is only ‘section’. There is a difference between the
class and the section. Article 14 was clearly interpreted by the Supreme Court.
According to the Article 14, reasonable classification can be made by the Court or
by the Parliament by way of legislation. But Class Legislation to a specific
Section cannot be made. That is a clear direction given by the Supreme Court in

SO many cases.

So, a reasonable classification is reservation for socially and educationally
backward. What is the class legislation? They are inserting a new degree or a

new value or a new term, which is ‘economically weaker sections’.

15.04 hrs (Shrimati Rama Devi in the Chair)

Madam, we are not against economically weaker sections. ‘Economic

interests’ are the words, that have been inculcated in the Constitutional values or
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Constitutional text. Then, they have to give more scholarships; they have to give
more loans; and declare that the entire educational fee is completely widened for

those economically weaker sections.

But by bringing this 10 per cent quota into the reservation quota, | think,
somewhere some space is going to be trespassed by these people by getting the
social justice for really oppressed and depressed classes both in the OBC, BC

and SC/ST communities.

So, for that | am just telling a glancing angle of incidence. It is because the
policy of reservation is not a matter of complete choice or charity, it is a right
which was substantiated even before the British Government. The root and the
origin or, if | may say, the genesis, mechanism and development of reservation

was there from 1880. | can give you the details.

The first discussion about the reservation — it is available in the Galanter,
Mare compilation — took place in1880. It used the term ‘backward class’ to
describe groups which are illiterate or indigent. They are being entitled to
allowances for study in elementary school. This was the first reservation where
the word ‘backward’ was coined in 1880 to give scholarship. Then, on 5" January
1985, the Gazette no. 40 provided for grants-in-aid to schools for backward

classes consisting mostly of untouchables. It was done by Madras Presidency.
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In 1917 the Maharaja of Kolhapur expressed interest of Montagu-
Chelmsford in uplifting the backward classes and especially the untouchable.
There was no word of ‘economically backward’. The word brought to the text by
the British people either in Parliament or outside or in the regional Government
was always backward, backward and backward. Of course, it includes

untouchables.

In the year 1918, the Government of His Highness the Maharaja of Mysore
appointed a committee to enquire into the means of encouraging members of
backward classes in public services. In 1920, a Joint Select Committee of the
British Parliament reviewed a report and emphasised the need of education
advancement of depressed and backward classes. Then in 1921, the Institution
Preferential Recruitment Board had defined in London: “All communities other
than Brahmins, who are not adequately represented in public services, are
backward community.” In 1925, there was a Ministry Report on Reforms: “The
Reforms Enquiry Commission regarding backward classes did not find an
occasion to use the term, but the Ministry Report refers to its use as a synonym
for the Depressed Classes (untouchables) and in contradistinction to non-

Brahmins.”

In 1928, the Hartog Committee defined backward classes as “Castes or
classes which are educationally backward including the depressed classes,

aboriginals, hill tribes, and criminal tribes.” In 1929, the Indian Central Committee
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distinguished the problem of backward classes among whom may be counted
aboriginals, criminal tribes and others among the less advanced of the inhabitants

of British India.

In 1930, the Starte Committee in Bombay described only aboriginals, hill
tribes and others. In 1930, the Simon Commission referred only to the term
‘intermediate castes’ and the non-Brahmin movement without any reference to
backward and depressed classes. Again in 1932, the Indian Franchise Committee
said about backward, untouchables and shudras. In 1932, the United Provinces
Hindi Backward Classes League submitted a memorandum and suggested that
the ‘Hindu backward’ as a more suitable nomenclature to include socially and
educationally backward people. In 1936, reports in the Times of India on the
inflation of backward classes in the Madras Presidency by inclusion of several
non-Brahmin communities. In 1937, again to include economically backward
classes Adoption by Travancore of the term ‘backward classes’. In 1947, a
separate reservation was provided through G.O. 3437 Public Department on 21"
November, 1947 by the Government. Separate reservations provided in Madras

in the services for backward Hindus for about 145 communities.

After 1947, the Constituent Assembly debate started. What happened in
the debates? Pandit Hirday Nath Kunzru from UP brought explanation
nomenclature for backward classes: “Delegates from North assume that

backward class was victim and was, hence, really a synonym for the Scheduled
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Castes.” Then, what happened to Shri T.T. Krishnamachari? He said: “We
should not go for reservation on the basis of caste”. Dr. Ambedkar replied the
question of Shri T.T. Krishnamachari in the Constituent Assembly. He said that
the Drafting Committee had to produce a formula which would reconsider your
two points. Firstly, there shall be equality of opportunity and secondly, there shall
be reasons in favour of certain communities which have not so far had

representation in the administration.

This is the answer which was given by Dr. Ambedkar to Shri T.T.
Krishnamachari. Why am | summarising all these things? It is because, the root
lies in 1880. The first amendment took place in 1951. Till the last Lok Sabha, in
the legislations of British era, everywhere, economically backward classes were
not at all included either in the Constitution or in any Executive Order which was
brought or which was meant for reservation for the depressed classes. Suddenly,
you brought the legislation, a Constitutional amendment, by which you are giving
10 per cent reservation to economically weaker sections. That is why, let it be
referred to the Select Committee. Appeals are pending before the court. Till
then, 10 per cent reservation to economically weaker sections can be kept in
abeyance. Even economically weaker sections category is liable to be

substantiated before the Supreme Court scrutiny. ...(Interruptions)

You have brought in 10 per cent reservation for economically weaker

sections. What is the analysis? Is it standard? Is it static? Is it reasonable under
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Article 14 of the Constitution? | would like to know whether it is abused or
misused. The last Government, the UPA Government appointed a Commission
under Major Gen (Retd.) S. R. Sinho for the specific purpose whether 10 per cent
reservation can be given to the economically weaker sections under the
Constitution. It was a very specific question. The reasons and objects were
clearly given. That Report says that economically backward classes can be
identified by States for extending welfare measures only. Reservation in Indian
context is a form of affirmative action for socially and educationally backward
classes alone. Economic backwardness cannot be the criteria for reservation in

educational institutions and in jobs.

It was said by the Commission appointed by the UPA Government. The
Government appointed a Commission. The Commission gave a very categorical
report.  You are setting aside the report. You are bringing it in a
conspiratorial manner. | can tell that there is a conspiracy. It is because, even
the copies were not circulated. ...(Interruptions) Even it was not listed in the List
of Business. Without listing it in the List of Business, bringing in a Constitutional
amendment is a shame on the part of the Government. For the first time, without

including it in the List of Business, a Constitutional amendment took place.

In the Sawhney case, in 1991, the former Prime Minister Shri P. V.

Narasimha Rao wanted to bring in a symmetrical legislation; it was struck down
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by the Supreme Court. ...(Interruptions) Then, the Economic and Political Weekly

made an analysis ...(Interruptions)

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS
AND MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF HEAVY INDUSTRIES AND
PUBLIC ENTERPRISES (SHRI ARJUN RAM MEGHWAL): Are you challenging

the power of the Parliament? ...(Interruptions)

SHRI A. RAJA : | am not challenging the power of the Parliament. The way in
which you brought the legislation is something fishy. ...(Interruptions) That is why

| am telling to send it to the Select Commiittee. ...(Interruptions)

Madam, | must be very categorical and firm. ...(Interruptions) 1 am not
challenging the amendment made by the Parliament. | am telling the way in
which they brought the amendment gives a lot of room for suspicion.

...(Interruptions)

So, for all these reasons, | oppose giving 10 per cent reservation to the
economically weaker sections. Do not think that we are Eklavyas any more. You
do not tell that your mindset should be that of Drona. The mindset of being Drona

should be changed. We will prove that we are no more Eklavyas.

Thank you, Madam.
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SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYNAGAR): Madam, India has emerged as
the superpower which is alerting the hegemonic balance of power. But this largest
democracy is still tainted with caste-based discrimination. There has been a 37
per cent increase in atrocities against Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in
the past decade which is very alarming. Not just prohibiting crimes, there is an
urgent requirement for establishing level playing field so that the vulnerable group

can be at par with the privileged.

Madam, the Central Educational Institutions (Reservation in Teachers’
Cadre) Bill 2019 is yet another effort to bring equality and by reviving the 200
points roster as against 13 points system put forth by the High Court of Allahabad.
The aim of the Bill is to consider a Central Educational Institution as a unit in
place of departments to ensure proper functioning of the reservation system in

direct recruitment of teaching faculty.

| take the opportunity to explain this as the public might be in dilemma as to
how this is beneficial. They think that department-wise reservation will yield more
employment. But this is false because the number of vacancies for recruitment in
each department will not be enough to support reservation. Thus, | appreciate

this Bill.
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Through you, Madam, | would like to seek a clarification from the hon.
Minister on the necessity of promulgating the Ordinance dated 7" March, 2019.
Article 123 of the Indian Constitution as interpreted by Shri H.N. Kunzru is to deal
with the situation where an emergency in the country necessitated urgent action.
The Clauses of UGC Guidelines, 2006 were quashed by the High Court of
Allahabad on 7" April, 2017. Why did not the Government introduce the Bill in the
following Sessions? The Supreme Court also gave a similar verdict on 23"
January, 2019. The Parliament was in Session from 31° January to 13"
February, 2019 in which a historic Bill was passed. Why did not the Government

make an effort to legislate on the important national issue?

Madam, instead an Ordinance was promulgated on 7" March, 2019, that is
just three days prior to the announcement of election. This cannot be a mere
coincidence. It had a clear intention of attracting vote bank. Promulgating
Ordinances time and again is going against the very nature of a Parliamentary
form of Government. This House is constituted of eminent and learned
representatives of people and by promulgating Ordinances on every matter, the
Government is exhibiting an absolute authoritarian feature. It is discarding the
views and inputs of the House and by doing so, it missed to include the
Economically Weaker Sections in the Ordinance. The House legislates better
laws to India by going beyond the purview of party politics. It should be given

importance and respect as it deserves.
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Now, coming to Section 4 of the Bill, the Clause ‘b’ of sub-section 1 is a
valid point and in accordance with the Fundamental Rights of the minority

community.

But sub-clause (a) provides for certain institutions which will be kept out of
the provisions of this Bill. | would request the Minister to explain the basis of
selection of the institutes. As much as | could interpret, all of them have one thing
in common, that is ‘science’. All the institutes fall under the category of science
and technology. By doing so, is the Government again repeating the mistake of
doubting the capabilities of the concerned category? When these universities
have reservation for the student community, then why not for the teachers as

well?

Madam, | would like to put forth a couple of suggestions. Firstly, reservation
should be allowed for the universities that are excluded. It is because if the criteria
put forth by them are met, by any candidate of the concerned section, then, why
not the opportunity be given to him or her? After all, it is our fundamental duty to
promote scientific temper in the society and what could be a better way than

promoting the people who have been neglected throughout.

Secondly, a regulatory board should be constituted to ensure proper
functioning of the provisions of the Bill. And, in case of any dispute, it can give

quick verdicts. This is necessary because even after the Ordinance, four

universities, namely Central University of Punjab, Karnataka University, Tamil
Nadu University and Indira Gandhi National Tribal University, did not comply with
the provisions. This would have gone unnoticed if it was not brought up by Shri
Javed Ali Khan during ‘Zero Hour’ in the Rajya Sabha. Now the resolution of the
matter, as asked upon to do so by the hon. Chairman of the Rajya Sabha, will
take a lot of time, thereby either delaying the whole recruitment or else depriving
the eligible. This is why, a responsible body to handle the affairs is necessary.
This body should also be entrusted with the duty of looking into the redressal
matter, if any, arising after employment. This is because every other day we come
across cases involving hatred towards the vulnerable sections of the society
mentioned in the Bill, namely Scheduled Caste, Scheduled Tribe, socially and
educationally backward community and economically weaker sections and also

doubting and questioning their capability ...(Interruptions)
Madam, please allow me to speak two more minutes.

There is a high chance that the teachers will also face similar problems. A

Hindi poet has put it in this manner:

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To avoid cases like that, which involved suicide of Rohith Vemula, this is a
very important step that the Government can and should take. It cannot be done
until serious steps are taken because another young girl Payal Tadvi lost her life.
Sukhdeo Thorat, a Professor Emeritus of JNU and former UGC Chairman who
headed the Committee to investigate the allegations of discriminatory treatment
against the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe students at AIIMS, had found
that lower caste students faced discrimination in everyday lives at the premier

institute.

About the measures that should be taken to check the discriminatory

behaviour, he said:

“There has to be an Act by the Government to make caste-based
discrimination at the university campuses a punishable offence. Apart from
this, a set of guidelines should be formulated for the upper caste students
on how to behave in the presence of the students from the marginalised

sections.”

Finally, | would like to conclude by saying that in order to ensure the
compliance of Constitutional provisions under article 14, 15 and 16, the

Government must consider the suggestion and not just discard it.

Lastly, | would conclude by quoting Sheetal Sathe, a young Ambedkarite:

“‘Nausea served in the plate, the untouchable nausea

The disgust grows in the belly, the untouchable disgust
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It's there in the flower buds, it’s there in sweet songs
That a man should drink another man’s blood,

This is the land where this happens

This is the land of hellish nausea.”

We have to strive hard in order to change this scenario. While concluding

my speech, | thank you, Madam, for giving me the opportunity.
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SHRI N. REDDEPPA (CHITTOOR): Hon. Chairperson, thank you for giving me
this opportunity to speak on the issue regarding reservation of people belonging
to Scheduled Castes/ Scheduled Tribes/ Backward Classes and Economically

Backward Classes in education.

Madam, | hail from Chittoor constituency in Andhra Pradesh. First of all, |
extend my thanks to our hon. Chief Minister, Y. S. Jaganmohan Reddy Garu, who
implemented reservation even in his Cabinet by appointing five Deputy-Chief
Ministers from Scheduled Caste, Scheduled Tribe, Backward Community and
Economically Backward Communities for five important Departments — Home,
Revenue, Education, Commerce and Excise. He is a role model Chief Minister in
our country. He has given more than 60 per cent reservation to the people of

SCs/STs communities in his Cabinet.

The Central Educational Institutions (Reservation in Teachers’ Cadre)
Ordinance, 2019 was promulgated on March 7, 2019. The Ordinance provides for
reservation of teaching positions in Central educational institutions for persons
belonging to the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and the socially and

educationally backward classes.

The Ordinance also provides for reservation of posts in direct recruitment of

teachers out of the sanctioned strength in Central educational institutions. For the
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purpose of such reservation, a Central educational institution will be regarded as

one unit.

The Ordinance will apply to the Central educational institutions which
include universities set up by the Acts of Parliament, institutions deemed to be a
university, institutions of national importance and institutions receiving aid from

the Central Government.

However, it excludes certain institutions of excellence, research institutions
and institutions of national and strategic importance which have been specified in

the Schedule to the Ordinance. It also excludes minority educational institutions.

| also wish to point out that the new system will consider a university or
college as one unit instead of treating department or subject as one unit. So, it will
not help many institutions which do not come under the ‘Centres of Excellence’

tag.

The reservation for OBCs was not implemented in the appointment of
Professor and Associate Professor. This is evident from the fact that no OBC
candidates have been appointed to the posts of Professor and Associate
Professor while OBC constitutes 14.38 per cent in the appointment of Assistant
Professors against its sanctioned quota of 27 per cent. The figure talks about the

appointments made in the Central Universities till April 1, 2018.
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This needs to be mentioned here that candidates belonging to SC/ST
categories did not get their share in the appointments of all three faculty positions.
The SC/ST candidates occupied 3.47 per cent and 0.7 per cent in the
appointment of top faculty position, that is, Professor while SC/ST candidates
have a share of 4.96 per cent and 1.3 per cent respectively in the appointment of
Associate Professor against their respective quote of 15 per cent and 7.5 per

cent.

Madam, in view of the above, we can see that reservation system could not
be implemented properly through all these years in our country. | hope that
Modiji’'s Government will at least implement it in education as mentioned in the

Constitution by Dr. B.R. Ambedkar.

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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Madam Chairperson, | stand here
to deliberate on the Central Educational Institutions (Reservation in Teachers’

Cadre) Bill, 2019.

Again, this Bill emanates from an Ordinance, which was promulgated on 7
March, 2019. This was given effect to because of judgements of Allahabad High
Court, which was again concurred by the Supreme Court of India. Sub-Clause (c)
of Clause 6 and Sub-Clause (a) of Clause 8 of UGC Guidelines of 2006 provides
that the cadre or unit for determining reservation roster points in teaching posts in
Central Universities should be the University or the College and not the
Department or subject. However, the said Clauses were quashed by the
Allahabad High Court on 7 April 2017, which was upheld by the Supreme Court.
The Supreme Court took a stand that the cadres cannot be combined for the

purpose of reservation. In a way, this cast aspersion on the decision of the UGC.

Thus, this Government says that it adversely impacted the teaching
process and academic standards. | have heard the Minister explain in detail about
the vacancies that has been caused because of the High Court and Supreme
Court judgement. But | would like to understand this. How the standards have
been hampered, namely, the academic standards have been hampered and
teaching process have been hampered? Is it because of the vacancies of around
7,000 that has actually hampered it or is there something else that needs to be

explained?
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Further, how many such posts have been filled up after the Ordinance was
promulgated? When there are vacancies of more than 7,000 teaching
professionals, how many have been actually recruited within the last 3-4 months’
time? For reservation of posts in direct recruitment of teachers, out of the
sanctioned strength in the Central Educational Institutions, a Central Institution
will be regarded as one unit and not one Department of that Institution. This is the

crux of the Bill today for consideration.

The necessity of promulgation of Ordinance has been put forth by the
Government. One can never justify an Ordinance. It is an Executive Order, which
is imposed on the country without the popular support. An Ordinance was
promulgated before the election. Were you so sure that you will be coming back

to power and will be piloting this Bill for concurrence of this House?

Let us understand that this Ordinance could have waited for so long. The
vacancy of 7,000 did not arise immediately. Vacancies were there, and we have
heard during the last Lok Sabha where Members have been ventilating their
anger that for a specific Department, advertisements were being made or for
specific institutions, advertisements were being made. It was not to fill up the total
vacancy that was there in that institution or University. It was partly done, and that
was one of the major reasons why people had gone to the Allahabad High Court,

and subsequently the Supreme Court took cognizance of it.
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Are you tiding over that problem? | do not find any mention of the fact that
whenever advertisement will be made, it will be made for the full strength that is
sanctioned, and accordingly the reserved category can get recruited in that

University.

But you were in a hurry. Then, tell us how many teachers have been
recruited after the Ordinance came into force? What is the time-frame within

which most of the vacancies would be filled up?

In Odisha, there is a Central University in Koraput. Hon. Member from
Koraput is also present here. A large number of vacancies are there. | think, that
university is functioning with only 11-12 faculty members. Can you imagine a
Central University functioning with only 10-12 faculty members? How best that

university is functioning can very well be imagined?

The Supreme Court took a stand that cadres cannot be combined for the
purpose of reservation. Some find merit in this contention but because of this
process of recruitment had come to a complete standstill leaving more than 7,000
faculty vacancies in various Central Universities, this has adversely affected the

teaching process and the academic standards.

Here, | come to a clause which needs a little bit of elaboration. That is
clause 3. Actually, here the crux of the Bill is very much mentioned. Clause 3 is in

two parts. One is: "Notwithstanding anything in any other law for the time being in
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force, there shall be reservation of posts in direct recruitment out of the
sanctioned strength in teachers' cadre in a Central Educational Institution to the
extent and in the manner as may be specified by the Central Government by
notification in the Official Gazette’. | was given to understand that it is the UGC
which actually determines about the manner and the extent to which recruitment
will be done. But here in this clause 3, it is categorically mentioned - the Central
Government by notification in the Official Gazette. That means, whether the HRD
Ministry will be issuing this notification or the UGC will be empowered to issue the

notification. This needs some clarification.

Second part is: 'For the purpose of reservation of posts, a Central
Educational Institution shall be regarded as one unit.’ | support this because for
one unit when an advertisement is issued and recruitment is made, it should be

made for the totality of the vacancies that is there.

With these words, | conclude.
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SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): Thank you, Madam, for
giving me an opportunity to speak on such an important Bill. | stand here to
support the Bill obviously because it is in the interests of the people, who deserve
to contribute to the development of India. Education is a very important and

integral part of the growth story of India.

There are two or three pointed questions. | would like to ask the hon.
Minister. The Minister has talked about the entire mess created by the
Department. Originally, what was the bifurcation of reservation? You went to
court. In that, you got caught in your own trap. | have no idea of this magic
number of 13. Where did it come from? You could kindly explain to me where this
number does come from? What was the Government’s legal system doing when
this unnecessary chaos was created? Shri Rajiv Ranjan ji talked about a very
positive step, and people went out. It is these people who went out on the road,
and that is why this Ordinance has come. Otherwise, what was the need of an

Ordinance? You could have brought in a Bill. None of this was required.

Shri Raut talked about Right to Education being in a mess. | am actually
surprised. It is one of the flagship programmes of India. So, | want clarifications
from the Government. Is the Government not supporting the Right to Education?
He said that school has to be shut if 20 children are not studying in the school.
That is not the case. Even if there are less than 10 children in a tribal area,

schools can function. In the last five years, both in the Central and in
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Maharashtra, we have the same Party in power. They have brought in this law. If
there are less than 10 children, then, you may close schools. We have
vehemently opposed it. Even if there is one child, there has to be a school to
provide access to education. That is the spirit and soul of the Right to Education.
What is reservation for? This reservation is for opportunity for all. | am coming to
this 13 number again. Now, you have changed this again because you had no
option. The Supreme Court had quashed it. Thank God, somebody in Bihar raised
it. If nobody had raised this, you would have pushed it through. It was only a
political motive. When you realised elections were coming close, that was the only
reason you brought in. Otherwise, what was the reason? Please explain to me.
That Ordinance is not the route. When you have such a huge maijority, you could
have passed in the form of a Bill. You have got knotted in your own trap. That was

the real truth. It is unfortunate that the common man gets trampled in it.

What about the vacancies? | was just going through some data, and how
the bifurcation is done about it. | have no idea from where you got this 13 magic
number. About these appointments and the vacuum that have created, | would
take Shri Mahtab ji’s question forward. This is not only about reservation of jobs.

This is about good quality education for the future of this country. The focus of

this reservation should always be giving quality education. ST TE®! et

One more question | would like to ask you. What is this ideal number in a
unit? How would you handle the Vice-Chancellors? When the question comes of
the Vice-Chancellors, will you club all the Central Universities and give
reservation? How will promotions work? There is no clarity in any of these - for
example, career advancement, recruitment, promotion. What is the percentage of

benefit accrue to the people?

| will give a simple example. In the last elections, where your Party formed
the Government was committed to give reservation to Dhangar community in the
first Cabinet meeting. Till now 200 Cabinet meetings have taken place. No
reservation to Dhangar community has been given in the SCs/STs, which has
been their demand consistently for the last five years. The Maratha reservation
was not given by the Government. They had to get on to the streets, fight it, and
the courts have given the Maratha reservation. So, reservation to Dhangar
community has not been given. How will children from this community be included
in this? Thank God - hon. courts have given the Maratha reservation. What is the

opportunity outflow of this?

Thousands of vacancies are there. | am making this pointed question for

my own knowledge. | am not an expert on this. | will give an example of Tamil
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Nadu since Shri Raja ji spoke here. Advertisements is for 113 seats; reservations
are only for 40; and the quota, according to what you have put out, is 56.

regarding education.

Keeping the constraint of time limit, | would like to make my point
straightway. The first point is that sub-clause (c) of clause 6 and sub-clause (a) of
clause 8 were both struck down by the Supreme Court. | like the way the
Government is standing up to that decision. | like the way it is presenting itself.
This is the right way forward. It is a very good decision. That is the way to
implement this reservation. More than agreeing to the fact that it is the right way
for reservation, | like the fact that the Government is standing up to the Supreme
Court, which is the right thing to do when it comes to doing good for the people. |
hope that this Government will take such steps in the future also. | just want to
ensure that the courts do not come in the way of implementing this Act in the
future. | would like to request the Government to ensure that this happens in the

right way.

There are seven thousand vacancies that need to be filled up. There are
many institutions with reservations but if we consider today there are a lot of
institutions where even though the Act is being implemented in many of them,
including the Railways and other organisations and institutions, there are still
pending vacancies. So, | would like to bring to the notice of the Government,

through you, that even after the formulation of this Act, there would be a huge
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responsibility on the Government to fill up these seven thousand vacancies. So,
the Government will have to work with a lot of concentration in the implementation
to ensure that the rights of the backward classes, the Scheduled Tribes, and the

Scheduled Castes are protected and their aspirations are fulfilled.

Maybe my next point does not come within the purview of this Bill because
this Bill extends reservation to the teachers’ cadre but | would like to know from
the Government whether it is thinking about the non-teaching staff also. There is a
lot of vacancy in the non-teaching staff and that is also very important for smooth,
transparent, and efficient running of the institutions. So, | would like to know from
the Government if it is thinking of extending this kind of reservation and if this kind

of an Act is going to be brought in for non-teaching staff also.

| have a couple of other points also. | would like to know from the
Government why certain institutions are not included. The talent has to be there in
certain institutions, which cannot be run through reservations. There needs to be
a certain amount of talent; that needs to be ensured. But | would like to know from
the Government itself what is the line they have decided on what is to be included
and what is not to be included. We see that this Bill does not apply for institutions
of excellence, research institutions, institutions of national and strategic
importance, and minority institutions. So, | would like to listen to the explanation of

the Government itself on what lines they are dividing these institutions.
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Before concluding, | want to say that | want to extend our support for the
Bill in the hope that this would ensure quality education and also protect the rights
of the SCs, STs, OBCs, and also the economically backward classes for whom
the Government is taking a lot of interest. In the spirit that we want to play the role
of a constructive opposition in the 17" Lok Sabha, we wish that the Government
takes forward this good spirit in terms of ensuring quality education for the

students of this country.

According to me, the provisions, as contained in the
Bill, are allright. This will help to streamline the recruitment process in the national
educational institutes by adhering to the reservation policy for the Scheduled
Castes, the Scheduled Tribes, socially and educationally backward classes and
minorities in the field of education. That provision is good. In addition to that |
have my own doubts about the ten per cent reservation for the Economically
Weaker Sections and | think, that this might not stand the test in the courts of law.
| think you will have a reverse line in this regard. Of course, it helps the
Government to tackle the hindrance arising out of the Supreme Court judgement
treating the ‘institution’ as a unit instead of ‘Department’ as a unit. That obstacle

is also going to be removed.

| would like to express my concern on one more point. When the power of
recruitment is derived through this legislation, how is the Government going to

exercise it? That is to be discussed.

| do not hesitate to say that recruitment in the country, especially in higher
education, is completely polluted because of the political interest of the
Government. There are only certain institutions like IIT, IIM, Central Universities,
UGC, NCERT mentioned here. While posting the Head of those institutions, you
have not given consideration for merit. On the other hand, certain other

consideration was taken into account.
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| would appeal to the hon. Minister to kindly save higher education from
politicisation. You have to give due consideration to merit but unfortunately, that is

not happening now.

If you take the present scenario into consideration, | do not want to name
any institution and | do not want to blame anybody, only one thing is required as
qualification. The qualification is, whether they are loyal to the ruling Party or not.
If that is the criteria which you are going to adopt, then you are leading education

itself on a dangerous path.

Similarly, there is one more aspect. It is very good that you are now trying
to save certain institutions and of course, national institutions have to be saved.
The hon. Minister may be knowing that the UPA Government sanctioned Regional
Centres for Aligarh University. That was the most progressive step taken by the
UPA Government in the best interest of the minorities. There are institutions in
Perinthal Manna of Kerala, Kishanganj of Bihar and Murshidabad of West
Bengal. What is happening to these institutions? All these institutions are on
death bed. You are not allowing any recruitment to take place there. You are not

sanctioning any fund there. They are going to have a natural death.

| humbly appeal to the Government and the hon. Minister to take a lenient

view on this matter. We are all talking about minorities, OBCs and others. This
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was the most progressive step taken by the Government keeping the academic

interest of the minorities in view. But you are now killing those institutions.

Coming to the filling up of the vacancies, the hon. Minister has stated that
worst hit is the new Central Universities with 53.28 per cent vacancies remaining
vacant and 47 per cent of teachers’ vacancies in lITs yet to be filled up. If this is

the position, how will the situation improve in the universities?

Sir, | will be concluding after raising a very important point. You are
seriously attending to not only higher education reforms but also to education
sector reforms. In this regard, Kasturirangan Committee Report is now under
discussion. You have circulated it. It is a 500-page Report which may change the
very profile of education. There are many more things to be decided and a

threadbare discussion should take place on the Kasturirangan Committee Report.

The hon. Minister has given only one month for submitting the viewpoints of
the stakeholders. You should give adequate time as this is not a small point.
This is a very serous thing. If you go through the Kasturirangan Committee
Report, | was myself a Minister for Education in Kerala, you may feel that it should
be well attended to. The hon. Minister must give adequate time for the

stakeholders to submit their valuable suggestions.

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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Mr. Chairman, Sir, | thank you for
affording me this opportunity to speak on this very important Bill, namely, the

Central Educational Institutions (Reservation in Teachers’ Cadre) Bill, 2019.

Sir, this may be one of the strange occasions in which | am supporting the
Bill because the contents of the Bill as well as that of the Ordinance were the long

pending demand of the entire House.
SHRI RAJIV PRATAP RUDY (SARAN): Why is this a strange occasion?

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN : This is a strange occasion because most of
the time we are opposing the Bills proposed by the Government due to various
reasons. But whenever positive things come from the side of the Government, we
will definitely support THEM. Our hon. Prime Minister has rightly said on 17"
June, 2019 that the Opposition should be constructive, effective and active. So,
we are all active, effective and constructive and so the Government has to accept

the constructive suggestions that come from the side of the Opposition also.

Sir, this situation has arisen because of the verdict of the Allahabad High
Court given on 7" April, 2017. Then, the Supreme Court had also upheld that
judgement. Subsequently, the Government had moved a Special Leave Petition
against the judgement and it was dismissed. Thereafter, two Review Petitions
were moved by the Government as well as by the University and both were

rejected on 13" February, 2019. The House was adjourned sine die on 14"

February, 2019 because that was the last sitting of the 16" Lok Sabha. Therefore,
the Government could not come out with a legislation. To that extent, | do
appreciate the stand taken by the Government in promulgating the Ordinance.
There is a legitimate reason for that and that is why | am supporting this Bill as

well as, to an extent, the promulgation of the Ordinance.

Coming to the contents of the Bill, if you kindly see, one of the major
reasons why we have to discuss this is because this is overriding the judgement
of the Supreme Court. As all of us know, as per Articles 141 and 142 of the
Constitution of India, the judgement of the Supreme Court is the law of the land
and all State Governments and the Central Government are bound to enforce the
judgement of the Supreme Court. You may recall that at the fag end of the 16"
Lok Sabha, we passed another Bill which is also adversely affecting the people
belonging to the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes and that was the
Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities)

Amendment Bill.
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There also, the hon. Supreme Court has made a judgement by which if
there is any atrocity, in order to get an FIR lodged in a police station, they have to
get advance concurrence of the DSP of that particular area. 11 people were killed
due to the riots because of this. People are being adversely affected. In this

Parliament, we have come out with a legislation

SHRI RAJIV PRATAP RUDY: Sir, the hon. Member has mentioned that the
Supreme Court judgement is the law of the land. Is it true? | wanted a

clarification on this.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN: Article 142 says so. | am reading Article 141
and Article 142 of the Constitution. | am not supporting the provision. | may be
exempted for seeking clarification by the hon. Member. Article 141 of the
Constitution says: “the law declared by the Supreme Court to be binding on all
courts. The law declared by the Supreme Court shall be binding on all courts

within the territory of India.”
SHRI RAJIV PRATAP RUDY : So, we are redundant.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN: No, | never said that. Article 142 says:

“‘enforcement of decrees and orders of the Supreme Court are binding on all.

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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN : Yes, | am coming to the point. Most of the
times, now-a-days, if you examine the cases of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes and the poor people, what is the judgement made by the Supreme Court.
Here also, the Supreme Court has upheld the verdict of the Allahabad High Court
which adversely affected a section of the society, the Scheduled Castes and the
Scheduled Tribes. The Government is now coming up with a legislation to

In
the Sabarimala issue, a judgement has been pronounced by the Supreme Court
which has created a big chaos in the country. It has become a law and order
problem in the country, for which we are seeking a legislation from the

Government of India. | am not going into that point now.

Here, | am supporting the contents of the Bill also because as the hon.
Minister has rightly cited, if you are taking the teachers’ cadre, department-wise or
subject-wise -- for example, in case of Economics or in the case of History, if you
are taking all the Centrally sponsored or Central Government aided institutions

together as a special category -- definitely the classification or the reservation for
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the teaching faculty will be reduced. In such a case, either the university or the
particular institution has to be taken as a particular separate/individual unit, so
that those who are entitled to get a benefit from reservation will be benefited from

it. The definition which is stated in Clause 2 (l) says:

“teachers’ cadre means a class of all the teachers of a Central
Educational Institution regardless of branch of study or faculty, who are
remunerated at the same grade of pay, excluding any allowance or

bonus.”

That means, it is fair on the part of the Government. This is actually how
legislation comes into play to override the Supreme Court judgement. | do not
think that the Supreme Court can struck this legislation because it is benefiting the

people belonging to lower strata of society. ...(Interruptions)

Coming to the last point, one of my suggestions is that, when we talk about
faculty, when we talk about higher education, abundant care and caution should
be taken by the Government in the teaching faculty, especially the quality of the
teaching faculty. Education is a process by which a new generation, a new
country or a new nation is built up. In such a situation, quality should not be
compromised. You fix up the best qualification and give reservations also. We

have to build up the new teaching faculty having full qualification.

With these words, once again, | would like to support the Bill and in a way,

there is a legitimate reasoning for the issuance of the Ordinance also.
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SHRI P. R. NATARAJAN (COIMBATORE): Mr. Chairman, Sir, | am thankful to
you for giving me this opportunity to express my views on the Central Educational

Institutions (Reservation in Teachers’ Cadre) Bill, 2019.

First of all, | would like to opine that the current representation of SCs, STs

and OBCs among the teachers in higher education is negligible.

The Constitution mandates that educational institution should ensure 15 per
cent reservation for SCs, 7.5 per cent for STs and 27 per cent for OBCs among
the faculty members. What is the reality? The All India Survey for Higher
Education for the year 2017-18 released by the Ministry of Human Resource
Development shows that there are 12,84,000 teachers in various higher
educational institutions. Of these, 56.8 per cent of teaching staff is from the
general category; 8.6 per cent is from the Scheduled Caste community while the

Scheduled Tribes are a mere 2.27 per cent.

The poor representation of Dalit and tribal is exposed when the University
Grants Commission (UGC) mandates reservation of 15 per cent for SCs and 7.5
per cent for STs. The ST representation is worse than that of the Muslims and
other minorities who are 5.3 per cent and 9.4 per cent respectively of the total

teaching faculty of the universities.

Coming to the 200-point system, why are the reserved categories objecting

to the 13-point roster? The hon. Minister may reply on this. In the 13-point roster,
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the formula for determining reserved posts is like this. It is only after 13.33
positions (14 in round figure) are filled up that every reserved category gets at
least one post. The expression ‘13-point roster’ reflects the fact that 13.33

vacancies are required to complete one cycle of reservation.

Based on this, every 4", 7", 8", 12" and 14" vacancy is reserved for OBCs,
SCs, OBCs, OBCs and STs respectively in the 13-point roster. It means that there
is no reservation for the first three positions and even in the full cycle of 14
positions, only five posts — or 35.7 per cent—qgo to the reserved categories, which
is well short of the Constitutionally mandated ceiling of 49.5 per cent, that is, 27

per cent plus 15 per cent plus 7.5 per cent.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude. The Minister has to give reply before

six o’ clock.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH : The Minister can give his reply later because this

is a very important Bill.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.
SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH : Why is the Minister in a hurry?

HON. CHAIRPERSON : No, he is not in a hurry. The time allotment to each and

every party is exhausted.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH : Why is the Minister worried?

But out of the 15 per cent reservation available for Scheduled
Castes, only 7.5 per cent have actually utilized the benefits of reservation.
Similarly out of the 7.5 per cent reservation available for Scheduled Tribes, only
2.1 per cent have utilized it. In a situation where only 7.5 per cent is utilized out of
15 per cent reservation available for Scheduled Castes and even the Scheduled
Tribes could not utilize the reservation to the fullest possible limit available for
them, providing 10 per cent reservation to the forward castes is against the basic
principles of social justice. | strongly oppose the stand of the Government in this
regard. | urge upon the Hon Minister to withdraw the 10 per cent reservation
provided to economically weaker sections.

	I would like to urge the Hon’ble Home Minister, that a team of investigating agencies may be sent to the state of West Bengal and an adequate number of Central Forces may be deployed for containing the violence.

	SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAGH): The Integrated Child Development Service Scheme is a government initiative for allround development of children under 6 to improve nutrition and health status. The services are offered at Anganwadi Centres through Anganwadi workers and helpers and ASHA workers who work at grassroot level.

	I urge the Minister of Women and Child Development to increase the wages of Anganwadi workers and helpers as well as Asha workers.

	SHRI RAGHU RAMA KRISHNA RAJU (NARSAPURAM): Women and girls from across the globe believe India is unsafe for them so this is certainly a shame to every citizen of our country. Police Patrolling or Mobile apps are just a partial help as we don’t have enough police to guard every girl and not all girls or women carry smart phones. To face the world with pride Indian Government should consider the following: 

	1. Make Good Touch and Bad Touch awareness subject as mandatory for both  boys and girls studying in Primary Schools 

	2. Make Self Defense Training Mandatory for Girls studying in Schools, Colleges and Universities. This subject can be taken up as Jhansi Rani 

	3. Government should pass an order stating every employer employing female employee should provide Free Self Defence Training programme for their female employees. Female employees face abuses at work, while commuting to work and even at their home. 

		By considering the above 3 steps India can ensure that the children, girls and women of our country will be able to confront any odd situations leading to reduction in crime rate against Women, Girls and Children.
