SHRI SYED IMTIAZ JALEEL : Sir, the opening up of commercial coal mining
for the private sector was said to have been the most ambitious coal sector
reform since the nationalisation of this sector. ...(Interruptions)

SHRI SYED IMTIAZ JALEEL: When this announcement of private
participation in the coal sector was made in February, 2018, the Minister had
said that this reform was likely to bring efficiency in the coal sector by moving
away from the era of monopoly to competition, and lower power tariffs.
...(Interruptions) He had also said that the move would lead to higher
investments and create lakhs of direct and indirect jobs. ...(Interruptions) My

pointed question to the hon. Minister is this. Since the private players have
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been allocated coal blocks, the Central and State PSUs have been allowed to
participate in the coal mining process.

Will the Minister inform the august House as to whether the tariffs have
been lowered as per your promise that you had made in February, 2018 when
you made this announcement? ...(Interruptions) If yes, how much tariff has
been lowered and if not, by when can we expect this? ...(Interruptions) You
had also said that there will be higher investments. ...(Interruptions)After this
decision was taken, how much more investment has come into this sector?
...(Interruptions)

SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI: Sir, as far as sale of coal is concerned, we are not
using the term ‘commercial coal’ or ‘coal mining commercialisation’.
...(Interruptions) The question is that of sale of coal. As has been rightly
mentioned by the hon. Member, the Sale of Coal Policy was announced on
20.7.2018. ...(Interruptions) As regards tariff, it comes under the Ministry of
Power. But | can say that it was done in 2018. ...(Interruptions) After that, the
elections came and due to various reasons, the process of actual allocation
and auction of mines is yet to take place as per this policy. ...(Interruptions)
Once it is done, there will be a lot of investments and the shortage of coal in
the country will also be reduced. So, this is done with that intention.
...(Interruptions)

SHRI SYED IMTIAZ JALEEL.: Sir, the idea behind privatising coal mines was
that more players can participate in the coal mining process which till now was

the monopoly of Coal India Limited. ...(Interruptions) But even after allocating,
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there is still a gap between the demand and supply in 2017-18, 2018-19 and
even in 2019-20. ...(Interruptions) The reply that you have given states that
there is a gap between the demand and supply. ...(Interruptions) In the
announcement that you made, you said that any prior allottee who is convicted
of an offence relating to coal block allocation and sentenced to imprisonment
for more than three years is not eligible to participate in the auction under the
policy of 2015. ...(Interruptions) Can the Minister inform this august House as
to how many such type of allottees have been blacklisted from participating in
the coal block allocation process? What is the status of their cases? Are they
pending in the court or in the ED? ...(Interruptions)

SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI: Sir, as | have already said, after 20.7.2018, there is
no auction and there is no allocation as per this Sale of Coal Policy.
...(Interruptions) So, this question does not arise. But we are very strict that
whoever has committed an offence will not be allowed to participate in the
auction process. ...(Interruptions)

SHRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI : Mr. Speaker, Sir, the Supreme Court has held
MDO contracts as illegal in 2014. ...(Interruptions) Is it not true that many State
and Central Public Sector industries have tied up under MDOs, 11 of them with
State Public Sector industries, 5 in West Bengal, 3 in Chhattisgarh, 2 in Odisha
and 3 in Jharkhand? Why is the Government withholding from disclosure of
such MDOs under RTI? ...(Interruptions) | am asking this because the model
MDO document which the Government of India has sent to the States says

that these agreements are protective. ...(Interruptions) Why is there a veil of
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secrecy on all these MDOs? The example | will give you is that in Rajasthan,
the Government of Rajasthan has switched from the MDO agreement with
Adani. ...(Interruptions) You know very well that in 2017-18, Adani earned a
revenue of Rs. 8.63 billion through MDO contracts. ...(Interruptions) The
Supreme Court has held MDO contracts as illegal and the Government is not
disclosing all these MDO contracts. Your model agreement which you have
sent to the States is not disclosing this. ...(Interruptions) Why is this veil of
secrecy? Have we gone back to pre-2014 and when will the Government allow
open commercial mining so that this crony capitalism ends in this country?
...(Interruptions)

SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI: Sir, appointment of MDO also is made by a bidding
process in a most transparent way. The RTI information needs to be given by
the representative of the State Government. We have not asked anybody to
hide it. We are very clear ...(Interruptions)

As | have already stated, the States can appoint MDO through a bidding
process, which is done in a most transparent manner. So, question of our role
here, does not arise. If through the RTI, he does not get information, then
there is a due process for that. But the Central Government does not have any
say or role here ...(Interruptions)

SHRI MIDHUN REDDY: As we all know, the cost of solar power is nose-diving
and coming down drastically. Very soon, the cost of solar power is going to be

lesser than that of coal based thermal power. But in the recent auctions,
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which have taken place in our country, all the coal blocks have not reached
their rated capacity. Most of them are not operational now ...(Interruptions)

Now, the hon. Minister is talking about more mines, which are going to

be auctioned. Can the hon. Minister tell us, when would these issues of mines
get sorted out and when would the targeted rated capacity be reached? What
steps is he going to take for the new auctions, which are going to take place?

SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI: Sir, auctioning of mines comes under the domain of
the Central Government, but that does not mean that the entire auction is done
by us alone. There is an environment clearance (EC); there is a Forest
Clearance (FC). Then, there are States also. The States have to create a
single window system as far as industry is concerned, to know what they are
doing. The clearance is given not entirely by us alone; it is given by various
State Governments also ...(Interruptions)

Land problem is there. Land records problem is also there. Keeping all
these things in mind, the concerned State Governments also see that all
clearances are given at the earliest ...(Interruptions)

As far as the Central Government and the Ministry of Coal are
concerned, we are trying to coordinate with all the Departments. We are also
trying to bring in drastic changes in the policy so that we can operationalise the

mines.

HON. SPEAKER: Shri Kalyan Banerjeeji.

... (Interruptions)
SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE: Sir, the hon. Minister has stated that in view of
the administrative exigencies of work, efficiency and economy of operations,
outsourcing is made. ...(Interruptions) Now so far as the Government posts,
which fall under Article 311 of the Constitution, are concerned, outsourcing is

not permissible in law. ...(Interruptions)
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Now, these words ‘administrative exigencies of work’ are extremely
vague ones. It has been stated here that contractual employees are being
engaged for the contractual jobs. The law is this. If a nature of work is
perennial in character, then contract labourers cannot be engaged for years
together.

Now, | want to put a supplementary question, through you, to the hon.
Minister. Kindly let us know how many contract labourers have been engaged
till now and for what kind of jobs. Kindly intimate us so that we can understand
the entire issue in question.

DR. JITENDRA SINGH: Hon. Speaker, Sir, | appreciate the concern of the
hon. Member, Shri Kalyan Banerjee. He has raised two or three issues in his
very wise intervention.

As far as the appointments on contract are concerned, | agree with him
and the Government also holds that view, that we should not make
appointments on contractual basis if it is not required. But sometimes it
becomes imperative. For example, if it is a medical college which is on the
verge of getting de-recognised because of lack of faculty, and if the
appointments and selection there have to be made through a due process, like
the UPSC, etc. then it takes a lot of time. So, in the interest of the students, in
the large interest of medical education, these appointments are made.

Of course, we should always bear in mind that an effort or attempt
should be made to make a permanent appointment to these posts as far as

possible.
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As far as the labourers are concerned — the hon. Member has expressed
his concern about them — when we are making these appointments through
outsourcing, through a medium of a contractor, like for example, a car parking
has to be guarded against or for example drivers have to be engaged or for
example a security agency has to be engaged, then the contractor is actually
the person who maintains that register and record and it is always not feasible
and practically possible for the Government to have all the records of the
exact number of such labourers engaged and in what part of the country. But
nevertheless, all the rules under the Chief Labour Commissioner are followed
and wherever any instance of deviation from discipline is observed, we have a
due process of law.

In fact, | would like to share with the hon. Member, who himself is a very
literate person, that now we are also trying to improve upon the processes of
outsourcing by using e-technology, like for example the e-procurement. So,
this is an on-going process. Both outsourcing and engaging contractual
labourers are on-going process. Our improvement and evolution in the process

of selection is also an on-going process.

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(x) Regarding telephone connectivity in Ladakh, Jammu and Kashmir

SHRI JAMYANG TSERING NAMGYAL (LADAKH): In the last few years,
tourism in Ladakh has been on rise; and what once was considered a
destination for adventurous types is now also considered for family vacations.
However, the fact remains that Ladakh is still a region that gets cut out from
the rest of the country for six-seven months altogether; in winter and where
even some of the basic amenities are missing in several areas. One of such
amenities is mobile phone and internet connectivity; which is still hard to get in
the upper Himalayan region. In terms of network providers, BSNL has the
widest coverage range followed closely by Airtel and Jio. It is because of the
fact that only BSNL, Airtel and Jio have networks in Ladakh. Internet and
mobile phone connectivity is an integral part of our lives nowadays. Lack of
proper telecommunication facilities is a big hurdle in the system since many
tourists that come to Ladakh also go for treks to remote areas, and there are
hardly any facilities for quick transfer of information and evacuation in the
event of a mishap. Rural areas like Waris-Fastan and Digar-Tangyar in Nubra,
Demjok, Chumur, Korzok, Kharnak andother regions of Changthang, Domkhar,
Kanji, Singay-Lalok areas of Leh and Zanskar Valley, Dartsigs-Garkhone,
Batalik areas and many areas in Kargil district in Ladakh should be given the
same facilities and civic amenities that the urban areas enjoy. Better telephonic

connectivity of villages in Ladakh should be given priority. These villages are
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remote, backward because of lack of mobile telephone facilities and poor
connectivity. There has been an ongoing problem with DSPTs in rural areas
and approximately 30% of villages in Ladakh are still unconnected with Mobile

Phone facilities.

I, therefore, request the Ministry of Communications and Technology to
please consider the villages and hamlets of strategic border areas of Ladakh
for installing Mobile Towers under any appropriate scheme within a targeted

time frame.

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(xvii) Regarding privatization of airports

SHRI B. MANICKAM TAGORE (VIRUDHUNAGAR): The Union Government
has taken a decision to privatise six airports namely Lucknow, Ahmedabad,
Jaipur, Mangaluru, Thiruvananthapuram, and Guwahati through a public-
private partnership (PPP) model. These six airports are profit-making airports
and having air traffic throughout the year.

Setting up of an airport is not an easy task. It involves tremendous works
and efforts by various departments to acquire land, compensation to the land
owners/farmers, clearance from various departments, constructions of building
with all infrastructure facilities and passengers amenities. So it involves huge
investments and expenditure. After constructing airports with all infrastructure
facilities by spending thousands of crores of rupees and earning profit from
these airports, the Government simply handed them over to the private players
to manage the airports. What is the logic behind it and what is the difficulty for
the AAIl (Airports authority of India which is managing all airports in the
country) to manage and maintain these profit-making airports at this juncture?
The employees union and trade unions have expressed their frustration for
privatization of these airports. So, the whole country is expecting proper
answer from the Union Government that on what basis these profit making
airports were privatized. what are the terms and conditions for the
privatization? The names of private players to whom the airports be handed

over to? By when these formalities are likely to be completed and the terms
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and conditions for sharing of revenue from these airports. Whether bids have
been invited from global operators and total number of eligible bidders
participated in the bidding for the PPP. Whether the Union Government has
taken care of the future of the employees working in these 6 airports.

In view of the above, | urge upon the Hon’ble Minister of Civil Aviation to

provide the details about the process followed in the recent privatization.
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(xviii) Need to sanction stoppage for three Express trains

SHRIMATI RAMYA HARIDAS (ALATHUR): It would be a great blessings for
employees of PR Info Tech, New India Assurance Company and pilgrims to
the famous Utharalikkavu Bhagavathi Temple and important tourists places in
Wadakkanchery, if stoppage for three trains are provided at Wadakkanchery
and Mulamkunnathukavu. There are important Centres between these two
stations and hence sanctioning a stoppage for Palakkad — Punalur - Palaruvi
Express, Kochuveli-Nilamber Rajya Rani Express and Trivandraum-Madurai
Express at Wadakkanchery nd Mulamkunnathukavu will be highly beneficial for
the commuters.

It would be grateful if a new passenger train through Palakkad-Palani
route is introduced and also consider the reopening of Amatanagar railway

station which was closed earlier.
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(xix) Need to lay a pitline at Palakkad Town Railway Station, Kerala

SHRI V.K. SREEKANDAN (PALAKKAD): It has been long pending demand
for laying of pitline at Palkkad Town Railway Station and the proposal for the
same has been pending for a long time. The Railways has got sufficient land at
Palakkad for pitline. In the absence of pitline at Palakkad, the railways was not
able to introduce new trains from Palakkad although there were demands from
public for new trains to various destinations. At Shoranur Railway Junction,
there exists a pitline, but it can serve only train with 12 coaches and whereas
most of the trains run with more than 24 coaches. Therefore, the pitline at
Shoranur is unable to meet the needs. The lack of pitline at Palakkad and the
shorter pitline at Shoranur is hampering the overall railway development in the
region. | urge upon the Government to lay a pitline at Palakkad as well as

double the capacity of pitline at Shoranur.
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(xx) Regarding bio-diversity protection and conservation project for
Pallikaranai Marshland, Tamil Nadu

DR. T. SUMATHY (A) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN (CHENNAI
SOUTH): Chennai is a thriving metropolis which is also known for its diverse
ecosystem. The Pallikaranai marshland covering a geographical area of 80
square kilometres is one of the most significant wetland ecosystems which
plays an important role in the natural drainage systems in South India. The
topography of this marshland is such that it retains water perennially, creating
an aquatic ecosystem which is home to several rare, vulnerable and
endangered flora and fauna. It is also a breeding ground for many migratory
birds making it environmentally very important to local and global ecosystem.
Unfortunately, mindless damages have been done to its environment, making

its very existence uncertain in future.

The Pallikaranai marshland is vulnerable to encroachment and
degradation. The marsh has come under serious threat from the
developmental programmes adopted by the government. Major problem faced
by the marsh is the dumping of municipal wastes. The Corporation of Chennai
is dumping about 2200 tonnes of garbage in landfills right over the Marsh.
Besides a sewage treatment plant that is located in this region is discharging

32 million litres of untreated sewage into the marsh on a daily basis.

‘“If you mess with nature, it messes with you”. This suits best for

Pallikaranai marshland.
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At present the chromium content in the land and groundwater is
hazardously high and the Air quality too deteriorated, exceeding the healthy

limits by many-fold.

Wetlands provide innumerable valuable services to the society at large
such as recharging ground water, recycling nutrients, attenuating floods and as
natural habitat supporting biodiversity. Due to rapid urbanization and
industrialization the Pallikaranai marshland has been reduced to one-tenth of

its original extent.

If the landfills are closed and sewage treatment plants relocated, the
damage can be curtailed. The Madras High Court in one of its recent verdicts

has ruled for the protection and preservation of 1716 acres of marshland.

Therefore, | urge the Union Government to initiate immediately a
comprehensive bio-diversity protection and conservation project under the
National Wetland Conservation Management programme to save the

Marshland of Pallikaranai.
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(xxi) Regarding changing the name of West Bengal

PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): The West Bengal Assembly had passed
a resolution for changing the name of State of West Bengal to Bangla in 2016.
The proposal was sent to the Central Government, so that they could introduce
the necessary constitutional amendment. This has not been done so far. This
inaction by the Central is an insult to the people of West Bengal. Further, the
state Government of West Bengal had sent proposals to take over JESSOP
and Dunlop Companies under the IDR Act. They have not received the

Centre’s approval. This should be given immediately by the Home Ministry.

(xxii) Regarding cancellation of flights from Gannavaram airport,
Andhra Pradesh

SHRI RAGHU RAMA KRISHNA RAJU (NARSAPURAM): Air India has

cancelled some of the services from Gannavaram Airport in Andhra Pradesh.

It is reported that these services are being cancelled due to financial
crunch of Air India. Also services of some daily services are limited to 4 days in
a week from July 15th. Further, one stop flight services Al-544 (DEL-HVD-
VGA) and AU-839 (VGA-HVD-DEL) have been cancelled. Alliance Air Flight
(ATR-72) has withdrawn its services to Tirupati and Bangalore with effect from
16th July. Also daily services for Visakhapatnam have been reduced to one

flight daily.

Gannavaram Airport is the only airport that connects the Capital City
Amaravati of Andhra Pradesh. Air Traffic at this airport is more as passengers

belonging to nearby towns and cities come here to use flight services daily.

The sudden decision of the Air India has become a thunderbolt to the air

passengers as they face problems due to cancellation of these flights.

Keeping in view the problems of the air passengers, | urge the Hon’ble
Minister for Civil Aviation to direct the Air India to review its decision and
restore cancelled Night services on priority basis without any further delay
which will be helpful to the air passengers and also generate good revenue to

the government.
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(xxiii) Regarding illegal use of spy cameras

SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA VISWANATH (KAKINADA): A new scourge is
spreading its tentacles fast and wide due to unregulated sale and use of spy
cameras that are installed secretly in houses, shopping malls and hostel rooms
to record women in their private movements. Several videos of women filmed
secretly while in bathrooms, changing rooms or bedrooms through secretly
placed spy cameras and uploaded on various websites have traumatized many
women. Few complaints have been registered in police stations but no relief
has been provided to aggrieved persons. There is an urgent need to regulate

the use of spy cameras that violate the privacy of women.

Spy cameras have no known use other than for security, defence and
law enforcement. Then why are these available in the open market both online
and offline without any regulation or licensing system in force? Regulation is
required on sale and purchase of spy cameras. Stringent action should be
taken against persons involved in illegal use of spy cameras. The offence

should be made non-bailable. Amendments should be made in necessary Act.
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(xxiv) Regarding alleged irregularities in coal mining under Western

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SHRI PINAKI MISRA (PURI): Hon. Speaker, Sir, thank you for giving me this
opportunity to speak on this very important Bill. | want to first bring on record
the track record of my party, the Biju Janata Dal and my leader Shri Naveen
Patnaik who has stood like a rock with every Government. Irrespective of
which shade of Government was and is in position of power, we have stood
with the government in matters of national security. In always strengthening
the hands of the Government, we have stood shoulder to shoulder and hand in
hand with the Government. Even during the last Government, we saw how
during the Pulwama incident we unequivocally condemned it; how during the
Balakot incident we unequivocally again praised the Government and the
Armed Forces for the strike and therefore there is no question of not
supporting the Government on issues of national security.

Misgivings have been raised, misgivings have always been raised by the
Opposition. Every Bill will have shortcomings. These are Bills which are all Bills
in the making. Creases need to be ironed out over a period of time and | think
what the Government is doing is ironing out some of the creases. This will
continue.

Madam, | have a few constructive suggestions to make and | think the
Government will take it in the right spirit because while there are misgivings
which are for the sake of misgivings, there are also issues which the

Government of the day always needs to look at.
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Firstly, the issue of Centre-State relations and the issue of federalism.
We are completely one with the Government on cooperative federalism. There
is no question about it. Now, | feel the issue with the NIA is that there should
be a better coordination with the States and an all-inclusive structure is needed
at the national level. Multi agency centres or joint task forces or any other new
mechanism can be designed for this purpose. There should be a permanent,
institutionalised set up rather than having it on a case to case basis. This
whole case to case basis makes it very subjective. So, we should have an
institutionalised set up. That is the first point.

Secondly, on the question of scheduled offences, there are many more
scheduled offences which should be included. The Government has done a
good job in making it as expansive as possible but there are many
more scheduled offences like espionage, money laundering, drug trafficking,
organised crime, hijacking, assassination, assassination attempts on the lives
of major political leaders, crime relating to radio-active and poisonous
substances, bio terrorism, narco-terrorism etc. | think, all these should be
included in the ambit and many more such crimes should be considered for
inclusion.

These are very dangerous offences in this very difficult time that we are
living. The Government must think of this point.

The very important issue is the issue of prevention and not just
investigation and prosecution. Section 3(2) of the Act says that the NIA has

the power to investigate, throughout India, any offences listed in the attached
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Schedule. However, the NIA is not clear as to what preventive powers it has.
The House knows that after 9/11, the Federal Bureau of Investigation has now
decided to completely encompass the preventive aspect first rather than just
the prosecutorial aspect. For that, they collaborate with others on counter
intelligence activities. So, prevention is always best served by acquisition of
information. Information is power. Therefore, we need to understand, know
and equip the NIA to work better with institutions like the Intelligence Bureau,
the Financial Intelligence Unit, the DRI, institutions relating to money
laundering, PMLA, etc. All these institutions need to coordinate very well in
order to ensure that investigating and intelligence gathering is quickened. This
will ensure that they are equipped to prevent rather than merely prosecute.
Fourthly, delay is, unfortunately, institutionalised in this entire set-up.
Section 6(2) of the Act says that once the State Government receives a report
on a scheduled offence, it shall forward the report to the Central Government
as expeditiously as possible. Now this is very subjective. This should be
made time bound completely, according to me, so that State Governments
cannot sit on this indefinitely. | believe that there should be a 24-hour or 48-
hour window at best so that the Central Government gets cracking on it as
soon as possible rather than wait for the State Government to first mull over as
to whether it should send it to the Central Government or not. It should be sent
immediately and there should be a time bound system rather than to say ‘as

expeditiously as possible’, according to us.
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High rate of acquittal is something which every Member has raised. All
shades of opinion in the House are that you cannot have a 75 per cent
acquittal rate and feel that the law is serving its purpose. According to us, this
obviously means that the entire judicial system firstly needs to be strengthened
very drastically. The hon. Minister of Law is here. He will be the first, and he
has always been the first, to admit that.

There is no doubt that the Government will accept this and all shades of
opinions in the House will accept this that there have been far too many
frivolous bookings as a result of which the system gets clogged. You cannot
have people being booked for carrying Maoist literature. These are absolutely
and totally insensitive bookings which take place sometimes. High degree of
sensitisation is required by the police forces and the investigating forces. This
is something which the Government must seriously look into. Therefore, it
comes back to police reforms, the same old lament that we have been going
on and on over the last several decades.

There has been one misgiving which has been raised in this House. In
my opinion, it has some substance in it. | mean the disproportionate
incarceration of a particular segment. We are talking about minorities, Dalits
and tribals. There is no question that minorities, which is predominantly the
Muslim community, the Dalits and tribals constitute 53 per cent of the prison
population while being only 39 per cent of the population. This is a problem.
The problem according to me is not because of selective targeting. The

problem really is because they are economically and socially under-privileged.
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That is the reason. Otherwise, | have here a list of court judgements which
have really looked at the problem of mistrials or the problem of
misprosecutions. There, they are mostly people of majority community. Look
at the names which have come forward. Anup Bhuiyan, Indira Das, Srikant
Prabhakaran, Arun Balan are all people belonging to majority community who
have given landmark cases on bad prosecution or malprosecution. So, it is not
as if the minorities alone are being targeted but there is no doubt that, in order
to ensure that minorities, Dalits and tribals do not continue to suffer
incarceration needlessly, we need to ensure that the prosecutorial system
becomes more sensitive. We also need to ensure that the judicial system
needs to be more integrated.

Lastly, the time period that is given to the police under the UAPA is 180
days to file a charge sheet. This really calls for lazy investigation. That is the
problem.

According to us, this must be reduced. It should be brought down to,
maybe, 90 days. Otherwise, the lure of putting a person in jail, and then seeing
that you have a happy period of 180 days in which you can happily go about
investigating and filing a charge sheet makes it a lazy investigation, lazy
prosecution, and, therefore, laziness all around, and needless incarceration.
So, | believe, these are some of the issues which, | think, are needed to be
flagged.

The hon. Law Minister is not only an eminent senior Advocate but also

an enlightened citizen. Therefore, he will be the first to understand that many
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of the issues that we have flagged have been flagged in the right spirit. | think,
the Government is doing a splendid job, and that is the reason why they have
the kind of majority that they have got; they have got it in all fairness. A large
chunk of people in this country felt that this Government is giving them more
safety.

The first is the amendment
which is to clause 5, Section 25, which enables the NIA to be able to go into
any State and to arrest, seize and search properties without the permission of
the State’s DGP or even without the knowledge of the State’s DGP. Now, this
is completely against the federal structure of our country because if you see in
List I, you are trying to give the NIA policing powers under IPC and other
special Acts. The NIA is not an agency that is in List I. It is in List Il that the
powers of the policing are vested with the State. So, in this case, the only
agency which is on List | is the Central Bureau of Investigation. Now, in this
case, the High Court of Assam, has even struck down the Constitutional
validity of even the CBI. There is a stay order and the case is pending in the
Supreme Court. So, in this case, when the NIA itself is under a cloud, you are
giving it more policing power. Even when the CBI go in to investigate, they

work with the State police.
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We are a federal structure. The States have a certain degree of
sovereignty. In this case, if the DGP is not even aware of this and the NIA
comes in, this power completely goes against the grain of the Constitution.

The second point, which is the most dangerous amendment, is Clause
5, Section 35. It is exactly, what you referred to. What you are doing is, you
are seeking to designate individuals as terrorists in addition to the existing
terrorist organisations.

In Section 35, you are creating a whole different set of powers to declare
as to who is a terrorist. You say that an organisation shall be deemed to be
involved in terrorism if it promotes or encourages terrorism or if it is, otherwise
involved in terrorism.

Now, the UAPA, in its current form, already allows to take all actions
possible against individuals, who are involved in terrorism.  You have Section
16, which gives you the death penalty and life imprisonment. You have
Sections 38 to 48, which criminalise membership, support and raising funds for
a terrorist organisation.

So, there is no need to designate individuals without due process. In this
Section 36, you have set out a process for denotification of a terrorist
organisation. But there is no process for notification. You are talking about the
UN Security Council saying in the Statement of Objects and Reasons that we
have to be in line with international obligations. The UN Security Council

Resolution 1373 lays out very clearly what is the process of raising funds. In
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this case, there is nothing laid out and there is no process. It is not even
following the procedure of law, forget about due process.

So, if any Government in India, which has taken away the safeguards for
life and liberty, which the Constitution has given to us, no Government has
been able to survive without paying a heavy price. You yourselves have got
somebody, who has come in as an elected MP; and | respect the person, who
has come in elected as an hon. Member of Parliament, who is a terror accused
under NIA. You say, it was political targeting. Fine. | can believe that it may
be a political targeting. But you are doing the same thing. Tomorrow, it may
be targeting of somebody else.

VENKATESH NETHA BORLAKUNTA (PEDDAPALLE): Hon. Speaker,
Sir, under the guided leadership of our Telangana Chief Minister, KCR Ji and
TRS Party President, KTR Ji, | would like to say that we are very particular
about our national security and integrity.

Here, | would like to talk on three points. One is, under the Act, the
Central Government may designate any organisation as a terrorist organisation
that commits, participates in acts of terrorism, prepares for terrorism, promotes
terrorism and is otherwise involved in terrorism. The Bill additionally empowers

the Government to designate individuals as terrorists on the same grounds.
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So, here | would like to tell the hon. Minister that a little bit more clarifications
are needed between these organisations and individuals.

Second is related to section 25. Under this Act, an investigating officer is
required to obtain the prior approval of the DGP to seize properties that may
be connected with terrorism. The Bill adds that if the investigation is conducted
by an officer of the National Investigation Agency, then the approval of the
Director-General of NIA would be required. Here my suggestion is, whether it
is the Head of the Department, that is, the Police Department headed by an
IPS officer, whether it is the CBI headed by an IPS officer or the NIA headed
by an IPS officer -- they all come under All-India Services -- the coordination
and cooperation between the NIA Director-General and the State DGP is
needed. Otherwise, it is taking away the rights of the States. So, | request the
hon. Minister to kindly consider this suggestion because that is against the
spirit of federal system.

And, third is related to section 43. Under this Act, the investigating
officer shall be Assistant Police Commissioner or Deputy Superintendent of
Police and above. Why did we make it so? Or, why was the Inspector rank
officer included to investigate the case? So, kindly withdraw this that the
Assistant Commissioner of Police and Deputy Superintendent of Police and
the above rank officers needed to investigate the cases of terrorism. Thank

you, Sir.

DR. MOHAMMAD JAWED (KISHANGANJ): Sir, | stand here to oppose the
Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Amendment Bill. My party has always been
very serious about terrorism and has taken stern steps to curb it from time to
time.

13.12 hrs (Shrimati Meenakashi Lekhi in the Chair)

The amendments in the Bill intend to give absolute powers to the
Government — the powers, which have a different interpretation of deshbhakti,
different interpretation of secularism and different interpretation of terrorism.
That is why, it has become more dangerous.

The idea behind this Bill is not to have a zero-tolerance policy against
terrorism but to give such powers to the Government-owned agencies that are
inclined towards violating citizens’ basic human rights. The power of

designating an individual as a terrorist on the basis of suspicion alone is
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dangerous because it not only takes away the liberty of an individual and his
family but the chances of finding the real culprit or association are lost.

A lot of innocent people might suffer because of it and they have
suffered in the past. People have spent years and years in jails because of
wrong implications. | would rather be happy, had the Government taken steps
to give compensation or to give the Government jobs to such people who have
suffered at the hands of these agencies.

This amendment will enable the National Investigation Agency (NIA) to
label an individual suspected to have terror links as a terrorist. Currently only
organisations and associations are labelled as terrorist organisations. The
claim that difficulties are being faced by NIA in dealing with cases of terrorism
by individuals have not been brought to light before. Hence, there is no
substantive proof of difficulties faced due to which the Bill needs to be passed.

The Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act has already been used to detain
individuals without bail for long stretches of time even though 67 per cent of
the cases have resulted in acquittal recently. This is according to the figures
which have come up. The Act does not contain provisions for anticipatory bail.
Allowing the addition of individuals is also a significant risk of grave human

right violations.
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In the current political climate, an emphasis on human rights will be seen

The provisions of UAPA make it possible to use them against not just
criminals and terrorists, but even authors, academics, lawyers, human right
activists and doctors, as my doctor friend sitting here is saying.

The UAPA can become a weapon a choice to use against dissidents
which allow the State to keep people in custody for extended period of time
without bail. The bail provision is problematic since it allows for nearly
indefinite imprisonment even without conviction of the accused, without any
concrete proof. Even if the person is eventually acquitted of the charges, the
delay in conducting judicial proceedings means that the case may only get
heard several years after his arrest. Failure to get bail means that the person
has to spend his entire time in jail. Acquittal might happen, but a considerable
amount of time passes away and the person’s life and the lives of his family
members are ruined.

The burden of proof under UAPA is on the person accused. It is now for
the person accused to prove his innocence.

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Madam, | oppose this Bill on
the pertinent reasons which | am going to state in brief. ...(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Mr. Basheer, just one minute. There are still some
Members who want to speak. So, we are giving three minutes to every
Member.

So, | am just informing everyone that | will ring the first bell after three

minutes.

AN HON. MEMBER : Madam, kindly make it five minutes.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: No, it is not possible.

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER: Madam, if we examine the past
experience of implementing the UAPA, then we will be fully convinced that this
legislation was ruthlessly misused in this country. The speakers who spoke
before me have also stated about this point.

A meticulous reading of this amendment Bill will also prove that this is
more dangerous than TADA, POTA and AFSPA. If this Bill is passed, then it
will place extra-arbitrary, dictatorial, fascist and draconian powers in the hands
of the Government, which is more dangerous.

Now, | am coming to the Bill in brief. | would like to state that in addition

to the powers vested in the Government to designate an organization as a
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terrorist organization, this Bill additionally empowers the Government to
designate individuals as terrorists on the same ground as specified in the
parent Act.

This Bill also says that if the investigation is conducted by an officer of
the NIA, then the approval of the Director-General of NIA would be required for
seizure and attachment of property. As per the parent Act, prior approval of the
DGP was needed for it. This would give an open general license for the NIA to
go to any State and do things according to their wish and pleasure. This needs
to be objected as it is against the structure of cooperative federalism. This Bill
empowers the officers of NIA of the rank of Inspector or above to investigate a
case in addition to officers of the rank of Deputy Superintendent or Assistant
Commissioner of Police or above.

This Bill also widens the scope of terrorism. This Bill also empowers the
Government to add or delete organization or individual from the list of
terrorists. All these additional powers show that the Government’s true desire
is to place extra-judicial and extra-Constitutional powers in the hands of the
Government. This issue has also been discussed in detail by my previous
speakers. Therefore, | do not want to use much time on it considering the
constraint of time at my disposal.

| would like to mention one more point. There are certain hidden dangers
in this Bill. If we go through the various clauses of the parent Act and this
amendment Bill also, then we will come to know that even an ideology or any

organization of the Government’s dislike can be banned on flimsy grounds
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even if they are not involved in any kind of terrorist activities. Even keeping a
literature of your dislike or policeman’s dislike can be fabricated as an offence
under this Bill. There is another danger in it, namely, democratic right for
dissent, opposing, freedom of expression or even shouting a slogan can be
fabricated as an offence as per the definition of the Bill. | would like to mention
only one more point here. Even muzzling the freedom of Press can be done in
this way, as a particular interpretation, according to the liking of the police
officers.

Finally, this will end up as a ‘lawless law’. This is going to happen with
regard to this law. Hence, everybody, including the Home Minister, should
learn lessons from the past experience. | am humbly urging the Government
not only to withdraw this Bill, but also to come forward to repeal the original Act

and totally repeal the UAPA. Thank you.
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ADV. A.M. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA): Thank you, Madam, for giving me an
opportunity to express my grave concerns on the UAPA Bill, 2019.

There is no doubt that terrorism is the greatest threat to humanity.
Therefore, we need to have strong laws to protect our country from terrorism.
We have strong laws against it, but | am sorry to say that all these laws were
largely misused by the successive Governments. Unfortunately, the UAPA,
1967 is no different from the others.

| support all the views submitted by the Opposition. | am not repeating
them. Madam Chairperson, in your speech, you have successfully justified the
need for amendments but failed to explain the thousands of instances of
misuse. | would like to go through the instances of misuse to some extent.
There are clear cut evidences to show that the growth of terrorism is
sponsored by the international weapon manufacturers and their agents. We
often forget that it is the root cause of terrorism. The equation is simple. More
terrorist activities mean more defence budgetary allocations.

The Bill seeks to allow an individual suspected to have terror links to be
designated as a terrorist. What is the real picture of our anti-terrorist laws?
Under the National Security Act, a suspect charged can be detained for up to
two years, without a charge sheet. It is widely being misused in Uttar Pradesh
against those allegedly involved in cow slaughtering. In January, 2019, in
Bulandshahar district of Uttar Pradesh, three people were accused of
slaughtering cows and were arrested. Today’s 'The Hindu’ reported that the

Madhya Pradesh Government invoked the NSA against milk adulterators. |
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don’t know whether the Food Adulteration Act will come under the ambit of the
NSA. | would request the hon. Home Minister to please explain whether Killing
of cows are considered as crime that threaten the security of our country.

About the TADA and the POTA, it is shocking that in 1994 more than
70,000 people were arrested under the TADA. In 1990, 5,000 people were
arrested under the TADA in Gujarat. Target of the TADA is terrorists. Instead of
terrorists, people like trade unionists, activists, political rivals and journalists
were brought under the purview of this Act. A meat seller in Gujarat carries just
a knife. As you know, it is a professional tool. Even children were charged
under the TADA. A 12-year old boy, Paresh Khalifa Pasha, was charged for
inciting trouble against the State. There are many instances. Due to lack of
time, | am not going into them.

It is true that both the Acts were repealed due to arbitrary powers and
widespread misuse. Again, the UAPA law has been abused by recurring
Governments to target defenders of human rights defenders who are working
with the poor and marginalised communities, and those who criticise
Government’s inaction or excesses.

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Thank you,
Madam Chairperson, for giving me the opportunity to speak on the Unlawful
Activities (Prevention) Amendment Bill.

First and foremost, on behalf of my Party, and our beloved leader,
Chandrababu Naidu Garu, | would like to state, through you, Madam, that any
legislation to stop terrorism that comes before this House, we were supporting,
we are supporting now, and we will support in the future also.

We also appreciate the statement made by the Home Minister, Amit ji
also during his reply on another Bill where he said that terrorism is neither left
nor right, and terrorism does not have any religion or colour or gender. We
appreciate the statement that has been made. We also request him to
implement it in true letter and spirit.

Coming to the Bill, one of the most important amendments that this Bill
makes is that it empowers the Government to designate individuals as
terrorists. Many people have spoken for and against this clause. But definitely
we see that there is a unified spirit to fight terrorism that has come across the
House and also across the country because it is the need of the hour today.

India has been a victim of terrorism time and again. We have seen in the
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recent attack in Pulwama where 40 security forces of this nation were killed.
Definitely it needs a stronger stand from the Government side and from the
side of the country also.

But what seems to be the problem here is, | would like to place some
statistics, that in 2015, 65 out of 76 cases in which trials were completed under
the UAPA ended in acquittal, and in 2016, 67 per cent of cases under the
UAPA ended in acquittal. This is a matter of concern. More than 50 per cent of
the cases which were registered under the UAPA have been acquitted.

Though we are making a law which is trying to make it difficult for the
terrorists to escape and easier for us to capture the terrorists, this Bill, where
we designate individuals as terrorists, makes it even harder for the innocent
who gets suppressed under this Act to come out. We have seen such
instances also. Earlier, there was TADA, POTA and similar legislations which
were draconian laws. Even the hon. Supreme Court has said that these are
much more powerful laws and there needs to be safeguarding provisions in
place.

Taking forward the point of safeguarding provisions, | would like to
request and suggest to the Government also. Whenever there have been such
cases of innocent people being subjected to this kind of laws, they are proven
not guilty, they are acquitted, but they lose their time and they become social
outcast today. Therefore, in this kind of situations, it is the responsibility of the
Government to provide proper rehabilitation and compensation so that they

can get back to their normal lives.
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Madam, the Government is making NIA more and more powerful. Even
through the NIA Act, they are allowing the DG of the NIA itself to seize the
property and everything without the permission of the DGP. So, as we are
making NIA more powerful, somewhere we also need to keep a check on the
accountability and how NIA is working. With this kind of system, there seems to
be nothing in place. We can say that there is a human error when some
suspect has been brought under the UAPA. But if the human error becomes a
habit, it may be prejudiced or it may be based on what the statistics of the
police or NIA show, then definitely, the Government should ensure a proper
monitoring system to see how the NIA is being accountable.

Some of the other points that other hon. Members have raised are that
the SCs, STs and minorities have been the major proportion of the people
whether they are in the jails or those who are tried. | definitely request the
Government to speak with the Commission for the Minorities and SCs/STs and
see why this is happening and why exactly these groups of people are being in
this kind of situations.

| am coming to my last and the foremost concern. It has been my
personal observation also that when someone criticises the Government, it is
being portrayed as criticising the country itself. Madam, you also know that
these are two different things. In this kind of a situation, one can love the
country and can still criticise the Government. It is not sedition but it is the right
of the individual to criticise. Therefore, | request the Central Government not to

mix these two things and appreciate criticism when it comes to the betterment
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of this country and ensure that there are proper legislations in place and no

misuse is being done.
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SHRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI (HYDERABAD): Madam, | stand to oppose the
Bill because by bringing such a Bill, the Government is disrespecting our
freedom fighters. The freedom fighters wanted the country to be independent
from the clutches of the British not only for independence but to ensure that we
have due process and we follow rule of law. This is what the Government is
attacking.

Madam, this Bill violates articles 14 and 21. The Government is taking
over the judicial independence which is guaranteed under article 50. You are a
lawyer, Madam Chairperson. Now, as the present law stands, if | am called a
terrorist, | can only be called a terrorist after a court convicts me. It cannot be
on the basis of the feeling of the Government or on the mere suspension. |
have to be given a judgment by a court of law, then only | am called a terrorist.

Now, what this Government is doing? They do not have any bona fide.
They suspect on your feelings, you call ‘X' a terrorist, and there may not be
many legal consequences but social ostracization is there — police knock at 2
a.m. in the morning, the people in the area tell the resident, “please vacate the
flat or the house because you are called a terrorist”. What is the procedure?
Madam, in Section 35, the Government says, “We will call you a terrorist”, in
Section 36, | appeal, the Government rejects it. Then the Government forms a
Review Committee, the review committee rejects it. Where is the
independence?
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Then you have judicial review. Judicial review is also

there.
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SHRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI: Madam, you are absolutely right. | agree with
you.

Madam, you know very well the seminal case of V.G. Row. When it
came to ‘unlawful association’, the Supreme Court said that designation
without a judicial review was unconstitutional. Here there is no judicial scrutiny.
You know the case of Maneka Gandhi. Not following judicial scrutiny is against
the principles of natural justice. What will happen is you will be destroying an
Indian’s reputation, freedom and personality without following the procedure
laid down by CrPC.

Secondly, clause 11 of the Bill seeks to insert ‘as amended from time to
time’. Where is the Parliament’s sovereignty going? You are saying that any
international law would be implemented! A law subscribing punishment has to
be passed in our Parliament. You are outsourcing your nationalism to some
international convention! Is this the nationalism of the Government? | strongly
oppose this clause 11. It undermines the dualist nature of the Indian polity.

Thirdly, we talk about international law. Madam, you know for a fact that
we have signed and ratified ICCPR and ICHCR. What do they say? They
clearly say that a fair trial is required. Here under the UAPA Bill, presumption
of guilt is on the accused. Even if | am silent, that is taken as my guilt. That is a
clear violation of ICCPR Article 14. Please look into it. You do not talk about
that!

You talk about Security Council Resolutions. Security Council Resolution

1373 clearly says that you cannot violate ICCPR. Security Council Resolution
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1535 says that any law you make to counter terrorism must comply with
international human rights. Again, you violate it.

This is my fourth point. You say you have zero tolerance for terrorism.
May | ask the hon. Home Minister very respectfully, what about your zero
tolerance towards miscarriage of justice? There is a recent example. Three
days ago, four boys from Amroha were released by NIA after they spent seven
months in custody. Now, will you suspend those officers? You cannot suspend
them. ...(Interruptions) Madam, please allow me some more time.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: | have already given you an extra minute.
SHRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI: | request you, Madam, please give me two-three
minutes.

There are 197 CrPC, 45(1) CrPC, which do not allow suspension of
officers. What is the remedy for me? It is only Article 311. Will you suspend
those NIA officers? No, you will not do that. And | blame the Congress party for
this. They are the main culprits for bringing this law. When they are in power,
they are bigger than BJP; when they lose power, they become the big brother
of Muslims. That is my tragedy. They have made such laws that you come and
take them to their logical conclusion.

My fifth point is on seizure of property. Please again see, where is the
judicial scrutiny? Can a policeman apply a judicial mind? No. Then you are
violating federalism. How can NIA take the State property? That is a violation

of federalism.
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As regards bail, | will not get bail because | have to satisfy the court that
| am innocent. May | point out to you the Supreme Court judgment in Nikesh
Tarachand case of 20187 The bail provision in this Act and the PML Act are
completely ad verbatim. The Supreme Court said on PMLA that it was drastic,
draconian, it reverses the presumption of innocence. Will you follow that
Supreme Court judgment? We do not know.

Madam, Section 58 was there in POTA. Again, Congress party was

responsible. | pleaded with ... “from here not to pass this law. But | was told
that | did not know about national interest. Now Congress Party sits here and
sermonises. They did not even send that 2008 Bill to the Standing Committee.
Who are the victims? | wish and pray that a topmost Congress leader should
go in under UAPA and spend at least ten months. Then they will realise. Then
they will realise my pain. ...(Interruptions)

SHRI GAURAV GOGOI (KALIABOR): Madam, | am on a point of order.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: In any case, Mr. Owaisi’s time is up.

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SHRI K. SUBBARAYAN (TIRUPPUR): Madam, thank you for giving me this
opportunity. | strongly oppose the Bill. While doing so, | have urged to refer to
some MPs who spoke in favour of the Bill. They spoke so-spiritedly about
patriotism. What is patriotism? It is love and devotion towards the nation.
Nation is not just the land, trees, mountains and rivers within the geographic
boundaries. Nation is the heart and soul of the 128-crore people, their beliefs,
their faith, their aspirations, culture, ethnicity, etc. But this Bill that aims to
alienate a section of the people of India, to provoke one section against the
other and create terror and chaos has all that is antithesis to patriotism.

| oppose this Bill in the most certain terms for the following specific
reasons:

Firstly, it is motivated and vindictive in its intent and content. It is
draconian because its aim is to designate an individual as terrorist. This is
excessive in relation to the measures required to curb terrorism. This is an
affront to the Fundamental Rights of citizens and their right to a fair trial.
Amending the Act to obtain permission from the Director General of National
Investigation Agency instead of the DGP to seize the property and conduct
investigation is again a serious infringement on the federal system. The law
and order is a State subject.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude now.
SHRI K. SUBBARAYAN: Secondly, this Bill seeks to give powers of
investigation to an officer of National Investigation Agency in the rank of an

inspector. This is empowering even the lower level officers of National

The last but the most dangerous objective of this Bill is that it aims to
target the Muslim minorities.

Shri
Pinaki Misra and | am sure, Shri N.K. Premachandran also have pointed out
the nuances as to why the amendments need to be opposed, particularly, the
centralisation of power in the hands of the Central Government and the federal
structure and individual liberty being violated. This is the trend of every
Government. Every Government wants to centralise the power. Every
Government thinks that if it has a tougher law, it will be able to handle
terrorism. But the fear is: what if there is not an enlightened Government?

| know the Government is here and the Ministers are here. They all
assure us that this law would not be misused. | am sure that you have the
mandate, you also have the wisdom and you also have the magnanimity not to

misuse this law. But what if there is a less enlightened Government in the
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future? Will they be able to misuse this law? Are you putting processes in
place in which this misuse will not happen? That is the real crux. Had this law
been there earlier, would you have been able to prevent Pathankot? Had this
law been there earlier, would you have been able to prevent Pulwama? That
is the question, you must ask.

Every Government always thinks that it needs more and more tougher
laws, more and more centralised laws and more and more laws in which it can
control people. But what have been the results of it? Have they been able to
prevent terrorist attacks because they have tougher laws? We do not think
about that. But we do have to measure individual liberty as well. We cannot
give up individual liberty.

Many of the people in the Government today came up as activists. You
cannot deny that. You came up as activists and you have fought Governments
in the past. You have been activists. What if the tables are turned today?
What if, as you said, activists are masquerading as terrorists or a terrorist
masquerading as activist. They need to be dealt with. That is why, you need
this law. Please think about it. Please think about the journey, the members of
your Government have taken. Please keep that in mind. The boot can always
be on the other foot. While we need to fight terrorism, let us also balance
individual liberty. That is what is at peril here.

SHRI HASNAIN MASOODI (ANANTNAG): Hon. Speaker Sir, let me make a
threshold point. This House is under a constitutional obligation to enact a law
that is in tune with the spirit and letter of the Constitution. That is the
fundamental point and that is the baseline here. One of the provisions of article
21 of the Constitution protects life and personal liberty. They cannot be taken
away except in accordance with the law, and law has been interpreted to be a
just, reasonable and fair.

Sir, a law cannot be said to be just, reasonable and fair if it gives wide
and unguided power to the investigating agencies to conduct an investigation
because fairness, reasonableness and justice should be at every stage of

investigation, trial and sentencing. An investigating officer cannot be given
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unguided and unbridled powers to investigate the matter. What is intended to
be done by this amendment?

In the first place, the property cannot be seized with the permission of
the Director-General of the police of the State where the property is sought to
be seized. We have to appreciate that the fundamental principle of criminal
justice in the country which says that everybody is presumed to be innocent
unless proved otherwise. Is it not a departure in the case of Unlawful Activities
(Prevention) Amendment Bill? That is there. Once we start discussing or
debating it, we have to have that in the back of our mind that everybody is
presumed to be innocent unless proved otherwise. Here, this Act gives some
pre-trial powers to the investigating officer which are in the nature of
punishment before the trial.

Let us go to the seizure of property. Seizure of property can be done
even before the trial commences or before the person is held guilty by the
competent court. This Bill intends to give that power to the officer. Permission
is required to be sought from the Director-General where investigation is
conducted and not where property is situated. That is one of the provisions that
| understand from this Bill.

Then, you give powers to the Central Government to include any person
in the Fourth Schedule and designate him as a terrorist, if it believes that such
a person satisfies the requirements of the law. The law does not provide any
kind of guidelines on how it can be done. There is no inquiry and nothing of

that kind. What does it mean for that person? Under the law, he is presumed
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to be innocent but it has a number of legal adversary consequences for the
person who is included in the Fourth Schedule. Again, investigating officer
under our criminal justice system is taken to be the first judge of a case. He
has to be as fair and reasonable as a judge.

It is because we say in the Criminal Justice system that the Investigating
Officer is the first judge. He has to be dispassionate and impartial. That is why,
the lawmakers, in their wisdom, gave this power of investigation to the Officer
of the rank of Deputy Superintendent of Police so that he understands what the
legal imperatives are, what he has to do, and how he has to follow. Why
should this power, which lawmakers in their wisdom thought that this is so
wide, be given to the Inspector? There is every chance of arbitrariness. It could
be used arbitrarily. So, this should be given to a senior Officer. Once it is
brought down to the level of Inspector, the chances of misuse of powers, and
arbitrariness will increase. So, when we take a holistic view of the amendment
proposed, this law is in direct conflict with the mandate and spirit of Article 21
of the Constitution. We do not say that there should be no law to deal with
terrorism. But a law should be, as | said, fair and reasonable. But this law, as |

said, does not satisfy those basic tests. Thank you.

Sir, unfettered, unreasonable, and arbitrary powers are given in the
hands of NIA, and thereby, the Government creates an atmosphere of fear and
threat in the minds of the people who do not subscribe to the political
philosophy of the Government. That will be uprooting the basic fundamentals
of the democratic principles of our country.

Sir, we have a bitter experience of POTA and TADA. Why were the
POTA and TADA not able to survive in Indian democracy? It is because of the
widespread allegations of misuse and abuse of the powers by the Government
which was there in office, maybe, our Government. That is why, the POTA is
repealed, and from 1985 to 1995, TADA was there. TADA was allowed to
lapse on its own. So, that means, in Indian democratic polity, these types of
draconian legislation do not find a place. That is why, they were not able to
survive in our country.

Sir, this UAPA Bill is intended to revive POTA in a different language
that cannot be accepted in a refined and vibrant democracy. In this Bill, the
individuals are being targeted and they are indirectly bringing back the

preventive laws against the individuals. | am opposing it on two grounds.
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Number one is technical, and it is this. This Union Government and the
Parliament has no legislative competence to legislate on this matter. Why is it
so? It is because this matter is coming under Entry 1 and Entry 2 of List Il, that
is the State List. The Union Government will have the authority to legislate on
the issues only in the case of Entry 2A of List I, that is, the Union List. Sir, what
is Entry 2A? When Armed Forces of the Union are deployed in the State in aid
of the civil power, then the Government of India will have the right to legislate
in case of 2A of Seventh Schedule. This is absolutely a State subject. How can
Section 25 be amended by the Union Government? Sir, | will conclude by
making two points. How is the Union Government able to amend Section 25?
Section 25 is within the ambit of the State power, and it is a State subject. In
the case of Section 2A, it deals with seizure and attachment of
property....(Interruptions) | will conclude shortly, Sir. Law and order, and police
are absolutely State subjects. So, the federal character of the Constitution is
also being lost. ...(Interruptions)

Sir, this is my last point. In the core amendment, individuals are being
targeted. If the Government believes that he or she is involved in terrorism,
then he or she could be included in the category of terrorists. It is against the
principles of natural justice. It is against the principles of the International

Convention. Hence, | strongly oppose the Bill. Thank you.

Chit funds and money circulation schemes are under the domain of
State Government. Housing finance companies come under the purview of
National Housing Bank; collective investment schemes come under the
purview of the Securities and Exchange Board of India, and deposits taken

actively by companies other than NBFC are regulated by the Ministry of
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Corporate Affairs. Further, section 45(8) of the RBI Act prohibits acceptance of
deposits by individuals and un-incorporated entities. Raising of money needs
to be allowed in a responsible, accountable and transparent manner. But it

must be ensured that violations are safely addressed.

activities across the country? In the past four years, 146 cases of this nature
had been investigated by the CBI; 56 by the ED; 32 cases involving 223
companies, by the Ministry of Corporate Affairs and SIFO, and 978 cases were
referred to various investigating enforcement agencies by the State
Coordination Committees. SEBI alone has passed 64 orders against
unauthorised collective investment schemes in the last three years. That is the
kind of the menace which unregulated deposit taking companies or the entities
pose. The worst victims of these schemes are the poor and the financially not
so fully aware population of the country. Operation of such schemes in many
cases is spread across the States. Most State Governments have their
respective Protection of Interest of Depositors Act, PID, already and these Acts
will continue to remain effective even after this Central legislation.

Further, as mentioned in the First Schedule to the Bill, the Regulated

Deposit Schemes are regulated by respective regulators which include SEBI,
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RBI, IRDI, NHB, PFRDA, EPFO, etc. So, different companies get registered
and regulated under the provisions of different Acts and schemes regulated by
different regulators. The Bill essentially seeks to ban those who are not
registered anywhere and those who are not regulated anywhere. Those who
are regulated entities continue to do the business but the unregulated ones do
not. The unregulated scheme has been defined in the Bill.

The Standing Committee in its recommendation has expressed its
concern and apprehension. It has been stated that while appreciating the
larger object and the spirit of the proposed legislation, the Committee are
apprehensive that this Bill may end up leaving unfettered discretion upon
enforcement authorities at the ground level where a large number of gullible
people depend on small short-term credit or deposits for their various needs.
This includes trade advances, which are effectively deposits and the vast
informal banking sector. There are also financial arrangements and channels
of financing, involving entities in the informal sector including start-ups and
small entrepreneurs, which may by default fall under the ambit of ‘unregulated
scheme’ due to absence in the Bill of a coherent, clear-cut definition of
‘unregulated’.

The Committee, thus, desired that such ambiguities should be cleared to
prevent harassment and misuse. In this legislative document, ‘unregulated
deposit scheme’ is defined as a scheme or an arrangement under which

deposits are accepted or solicited by any deposit taker by way of business and
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which is not a regulated deposit scheme, as specified under column (3) of the
First Schedule.

We have gone through this column also. But still, | think, there is a slip
between the cup and the lip. These loopholes, if any, should be addressed as
expeditiously as possible. First of all, it is still dominated by hydra-headed
regulator and it is still not a seamless architecture, which is desired. So many
miles are to go before making it seamless and free from loopholes and
deficiencies.

Sir, the Committee desired that as a way forward, effective regulation
needs to be complemented by effective surveillance, empowerment of

authorities and the process of punishment being rendered quick to act as a

Clause 30 of the Bill provides that the Competent Authority shall refer
the matter to the CBI, and further that the reference made by the Competent
Authority shall be deemed to be with the consent of the State Government
under Section 6 of the Delhi Special Police Establishment Act. The Committee
believed that since the matter may also involve offences under various
economic laws, and also considering the huge workload already shouldered by

the CBI, it would be more prudent and practical to avoid exclusive jurisdiction
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to one particular investigating agency. Accordingly, the words “or any other
agency like Serious Fraud Investigation Office, depending on the subject-
matter” may be added after “the Central Bureau of Investigation”.

How much money have you been able to unearth, which was defrauded by the
fraudulent companies?

Sir, | am simply putting two or three suggestions to the hon. Minister who
is akin to my brother also. To establish the fact that an inducement was made
knowingly and with malicious intent by an individual, is a tedious, nearly
impossible task. There is every possibility that these loopholes may be used to
unfairly frame innocent citizens who may have had incomplete knowledge and
who were as much victims of the scheme as the depositors were.

This loophole - in which the establishment of wilful concealment and
distribution of deceptive information is nearly impossible - can be exploited with

ease.
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Section 31 of the Bill, which allows police officers to search without a
warrant, has insufficient safeguards to prevent exploitation by the act of
searching without a warrant. This is a loophole that is open to exploitation.

The authorization given to the Central Government to create a database
of all deposit activities could raise questions about privacy and surveillance.
This authorization is perhaps too premature and needs to be clarified. The
Government of India now has been bulldozing all the Bills in such a way that
the first and the worst victim is the privacy of our life. In this Bill also, there is
something which is smacking of violation of privacy.

According to a report in the Business Standard, this Bill could adversely
hit real estate developers and jewellers.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: If you are quoting a newspaper, then you have to sign
it and give it at the Table of the House.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: All right. Sir, we are not so much
conservative like you.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: There is nothing to be conservative. This is the rule.
SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: If | refer to any paper, you just delete
it.

This Bill could adversely hit real estate developers and jewellers, who
offer payments in instalments, with up to 50 per cent discounts promised in
monthly contribution. Real estate developers who offer fixed returns till

possession come under “unregulated deposits”.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: The Minister will reply to that but | think this has been
allowed. This does not come under unregulated deposits. Anyway, please
conclude now.
SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY : Certainly, it may be allowed or it may
not be allowed, it is a different thing. But | have the privilege to ask for
clarification. |1 am not as knowledgeable or as erudite as our respected
Chairman is. But | have the right to seek clarification. That is why, | am
seeking clarification from the Minister concerned.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Thank you, Adhir Babu.

Before | call the next speaker, | just want to inform the House that this is
the first Bill which the young Minister of State for Finance is piloting in this

House.
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SHRI S.C. UDASI (HAVERI): Sir, at the outset, | would like to thank you for
giving me this opportunity to speak on this serious Bill, namely, The Banning of
Unregulated Deposit Schemes Bill, 2019.

| am happy to say that we were all, including you, the Chairman, Sir, part
of the Standing Committee in the 16" Lok Sabha. Saugata Dada and Shri
Nishikant Dubey, we were all part of the Standing Committee from 2015 to
2018. As has been said by the hon. Minister in his opening remark, this
Committee gave recommendations in 2018 and they have been accepted and
this Bill has been brought up in a time-bound manner.

This Bill was passed during the 16" Lok Sabha but due to paucity of time
it could not be passed in the Rajya Sabha. So, it was once again promulgated
as an Ordinance by the hon. President of India. Then to have the effect of law
in order to protect the interest of the poor people who have lost and are, as
Shri Adhir Ranjan was mentioning, losing millions of money because of these
unregulated deposit schemes, the Government of India, under the leadership
of Shri Narendra Modi ji, has brought this Bill. Therefore, | stand here to defend
the provisions of this Bill and support the Bill.

Sir, before elaborating on the provisions of the Bill, | would like to draw
your attention to the fact as to how the Ponzi schemes, or the chit funds or the
unregulated deposit schemes are making the poor people lose their hard-
earned valuable money. | would like to narrate some such incidents which
happened in this country. Despite increasing awareness and tightening

regulations, investors continue to fall for schemes promising eye-popping
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returns. Even senior citizens and home makers who are otherwise wary of
investing in well regulated equity funds find it difficult to resist from investing in
such ponzi schemes. Basically, this is a socio-economic behavioural problem.
In spite of having these types of regulations and Act, why are people lured to
invest in these type of chit funds, or bogus or fake companies? This is because
after having these types of Acts, if a person cannot control his urge to make a
quick buck, then in that case behavioural aspect is key and not giving in to the
greed is the surest way to insulate oneself against such frauds. That is the only
mechanism.

Sir, in spite of having the Ordinance on this unregulated deposit scheme,
what happened in the State of Karnataka? You might have heard about IMA
company which lured so many poor people into depositing money, especially
the people belonging to the Muslim community and they all got cheated. What
was the modus operandi. The company took the route of LLP which is not part
of this Bill. The company was taken as an LLP where all the investors were
made a part of the company and because of this the provisions of the
Ordinance could not take effect and no action could have been taken against
them. In that way IMA being a ponzi scheme collected huge amounts of money
and cheated a large number of people.

Sir, to give a few more examples, there are a number of such ponzi
schemes, or unregulated deposit schemes like IMA, Freenet, Speak Asia
online, Sharda, Rose Valley, Samruddhi Sahakari, Alchem, MSP, Sunflower.

There are multiple such agencies which cheat the ordinary people of this
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country. As has been mentioned by Shri Adhir Ranjan ji, in the State of West
Bengal the Government went to court to seek redressal. Even in the State of
Odisha, the Government appointed a Commission under a retired judge, in a
case where small investors were cheated, and promising the people that they
will get back their money. But what | heard the other day was, one of my senior
colleague was telling me, that in the State of Odisha the Enquiry Commission
which was constituted and headed by a retired judge, the amount paid to the
retired judge was more than Rs. 3.5 crore but the small investors got no money
from Government of Odisha. If this is the state of affairs, how can the poor
people get back their money? So, | would like to urge upon the hon. Minister
that when you intend to pay back the money to the investors, then it should be
done in a time-bound manner.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: The rules are supposed to be made by respective
State Governments. That is in the Bill. Now the onus lies with the State
Government on how they have to frame the rule.

SHRI S.C. UDASI: Sir, | would like to draw your kind attention to the
Memorandum regarding delegated legislation. It says:

“Clause 41 empowers the Central Government to add or omit
schemes or arrangement to or from the list of Regulated Deposit
Schemes specified in the First Schedule of the proposed
legislation.”

So, even the Government of India can do that. | was talking about the

LLP which has not been introduced in the Bill. It should be taken up when rules
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or subordinate legislation are going to be formed. It has to be taken into
consideration so that poor people will get benefited.

As Shri Chowdhury was saying, it is financial illiteracy which is making
the people lose their wealth and their hard-earned money by the activities of
these fraudulent people who are cheating the people of this country.

| would urge upon the Government to take it up as a serious thing.
While formulating the subordinate legislation, this should be taken care of so
that no such thing will happen in future. In spite of doing all these things, why is
the ordinary citizen of this country being cheated?

T8l fIeT@T & | Is it a classic case of money laundering or a case of unregulated
deposit scheme? Nobody is knowing about this. In spite of this, all the stars
and the cricket players appeared in the advertisements of the Sahara
Company which this Bill has addressed saying that it should not happen in
future. By this way, poor people will not get cheated....(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Is the hon. Member saying that it gives credibility to

those companies?
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SHRI S.C. UDASI : Advertisement by those types of people, it will give
credibility, also make them to invest in such type of companies and lose their
money. This is what | am trying to tell this House.

In the IMA case, Mansoor, the owner of IMA, said that it was a ‘halal
trading firm’ allegedly with the blessings of local religious leaders. It may be a
few of them. | am not saying that all religious leaders of Muslim community
have done it. It is also said that the Muslim community had fallen prey to what
was called ‘Mudarabah’, commonly referred to as ‘halal investment’ by a
section of ulema. They were apparently taken in by visible political patronage
and the company’s promise of high returns which it reportedly met for the last
13 years.

Sir, the words used as regards IMA are ‘| Monetary Advisory Pvt. Ltd.".
Somebody may be thinking that it is sounding as RBI. It is done for cheating
the people. When you hear a name like this, ‘I| Monetary Advisory Pvt. Ltd.’, it
will make not only the financially illiterate people but also the literate people fall
prey to this company. They get cheated when they see the name of the
company like this. To adhere to ‘Mudarabah’, | Monetary Advisory Pvt. Ltd.
which was founded in 2006, it took investors as Limited Liability Partners in the
firm and invested the money in a range of businesses. The IMA Group did not
take ‘deposits’ or give out ‘interest’ because it was a halal trading firm. Instead,
it sought investments from the public and issued Limited Liability Partnerships

to investors, thereby making them partners. It paid investors or partners
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‘dividends’ every month and marketed itself as ‘halal’, as said by the senior
police officer.

As an aftermath of that, the police say that this has also provided a
veneer of ‘religious justification and endorsement’ within the community. There
is latent anger against a section of ulema for misleading the flock. Every time,
there were allegations and IT raids, Mansoor used to hold a function that was
attended by prominent leaders.

This is how they cheat the people. People invest in their companies in
the name of dividend and lose huge sums of money. There is a conservative
estimate of about 1,25,000 people who have lost to the tune of Rs. 5000 crore.
So, in this regard, the LLP model allowed IMA to be excluded from the
definition of deposit under the Karnataka Protection of Interest of Depositors in
Financial Institutions Act (KPID), 2004 and also, as | said earlier, the Banning
of Unregulated Deposit Schemes Ordinance, 2019. Though the State Revenue
Department and Economic Offences Wing of the Criminal Investigation
Department initiated probes between November 2018 and March 2019, these
did not end in punitive action because they have taken protection under LLP.
So, this is my humble request to the hon. Minister that the LLP should be
added in this so that people are not cheated.

In the Committee, as we were a part of it and you were also a part of

that Committee, we had recommended:
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“The Committee note that clause 30 of the Bill inter-alia provides
that ‘the Competent Authority shall refer the matter to the Central
Government for investigation by the Central Bureau of
Investigation’, and further that ‘the reference made by the
Competent Authority shall be deemed to be with the consent of
the State Government under Section 6 of the Delhi Special Police
Establishment Act, 1946; and on receipt of the reference, the
Central Government may transfer the investigation of the offence
to the CBI under Section 5 of the Delhi Special Police
Establishment Act 1946.” The Committee believe that since the
matter may also involve offences under various economic laws,
and also considering the huge workload already shouldered by
CBI, it would be more prudent and practical to avoid exclusive
jurisdiction to one particular investigation agency. Accordingly, the
words ‘or any other agency like Serious Fraud Investigation Office
(SFIO) etc., depending on the subject matter’ may be added after
‘the Central Bureau of Investigation’ wherever it appears in Clause
30 or elsewhere in the Bill. Further all offences under this Bill
involving more than one State should be suo moto taken
cognizance of by the Central Government and referred to the
appropriate investigating agency.”

This should be clarified by the hon. Minister so that what the Committee
recommended is given priority. Sir, | have one more point to make. The ninth
recommendation which the Committee on that day gave was:

“The Committee note that the State Government is the designated
authority for the implementation of the provisions of the Bill.
However, clause 9 of the Bill provides that ‘the Central
Government may designate an authority which shall create,
maintain and operate an online database for information on
deposit takers operating in India and the authority designated as
such may require any Regulator or the Competent Authority to
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share such information on deposit takers, as may be prescribed’.
There is thus no provision for a central regulatory agency under
this Bill, as presently different regulators like SEBI and RBI are
mandated under their respective statutes for different categories
of deposit takers or deposit/investment schemes. The Committee
understand that the State-level Coordination Committees (SLCC)
under the auspices of the RBI with representation from different
agencies like SEBI and State Police are presently functioning at
the State-level as an ad-hoc coordinating mechanism. The
Committee desire that this mechanism should be institutionalised,
involving the participation of all concerned agencies including the
Revenue Department, under the auspices of the nodal department
of the Central Government designated under the aforementioned
clause 9 of the Bill for maintenance of central database and the
same should be appropriately incorporated under this clause. This
nodal department should be empowered to function as an
effective coordinating authority at the Central level beyond the role
of just maintaining data-base as envisaged in the Bill and it should
also be entrusted with the sole responsibility to regulate and
monitor the implementation of the provisions of the Bill.”

This is what the Committee had recommended to have a seamless
functioning through this Bill and to give justice to the poor people of this
country who have lost money and who will be losing it in the near future. As |
said, when you are ready for getting cheated, there will be people who are
going to cheat you. It is only the socio-economic behaviour of greed which will
make the people to get lured to these types of things. In spite of this, this is a

good Bill. ...(Interruptions) Please give me two more minutes.

This is a good Bill. But | will also use this opportunity to speak a few
words about cryptocurrency, as my colleague Shri Nishikant Dubey reminded
me about. So, | urge upon the Government to take note of cryptocurrency. As
far as cryptocurrency is concerned, this is a business of around 120 billion US
dollar all over the world. How does it operate? We all know about it.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude.
SHRI S.C. UDASI: Sir, please allow me two minutes. This is very important.
Sir, in cryptocurrency, there is Bitcoin, there is Ethereum, there is Ripple
etc. There are 116 types of cryptocurrencies with a market capitalisation of 120
billion US dollars all over the world. They are not legal tenders. They will be
operated under dark net. How does the dark net operate? We all operate
through net. The regular net is only up to 6 per cent, but the remaining 94 per
cent is dark net which cannot be hacked.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: The Government is, perhaps, seized of the matter and
RBI is also looking into it. But you can just point out what you want relating to
cryptocurrency.
SHRI S.C. UDASI: Sir, cryptocurrency is also another form of ponzy. Digitally
you can be cheated and you can be lured. But the investor’s investment should
be protected. So, in my opinion, cryptocurrency should be banned. The Inter-
Ministerial Group has already submitted itsReport. Hence, | urge upon the
Government, through you, to impose a blanket ban on cryptocurrencies or the

Government should have regulated cryptocurrencies.
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With these words, | fully support this Bill and | thank you for giving me
this opportunity.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Thank you Mr. Udasi for speaking for the first time in
17" Lok Sabha.

SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE (SREERAMPUR): Mr. Chairman, Sir, at the
outset, | would like to say that broadly | agree with the various clauses of this
Bill, excepting one which | will just explain.

Sir, chit funds are operating in our country right from 1982. There are
regulatory agencies. But unauthorised chit funds are also being run in our
country. My question is this. Why the regulatory agencies like Reserve Bank of
India and SEBI did not act on them? No steps have been taken by RBI and
SEBI. This is my first contention. Had they taken some action, we would not be
facing this situation now. These are being run from 1982. So, why have they
not taken action right from 19827 These chit funds were allowed to be run
without having any licence. Why have they not been able to catch the persons
who were running these unauthorised chit funds? Is chit fund a valid business?
Ponzi schemes are invalid.

If chit fund is valid and ponzi scheme is invalid, how will the common
people make a distinction between a chit fund and a ponzi scheme? What are
the differences? The Standing Committee’s Report has been referred here.
Recently we have come to know that one of the members of the Standing

Committee put a question to the Governor of the Reserve Bank of India. He
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asked, why is it named as ‘chit fund’? The Reserve Bank has answered, it is
not ‘cheat fund’, but ‘chit fund’. If that is so, how will a common man
understand what is chit fund and what is ponzi scheme? That is the basic
question. That has created all the confusion.

Sir, suppose a business man may run a newspaper or a film producer or
a real estate businessman comes to any person, including a politician, and
describes himself as a businessman, one has to take him on his face value.
Whether he is running a chit fund or a ponzi scheme, who will know it? So, |
would appeal to the hon. Minister of State for Finance to kindly communicate
even to the hon. Prime Minister that from tomorrow you completely ban all chit
funds. Our opinion is you should put a blanket ban on all chit funds.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Mr. Kalyan Banerjee, the time is limited. So, please be
brief.

SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE : Sir, | become a bit nervous the moment you
come here because of restriction of my time. | was very happy that the
representative of Jagannathji is sitting in the Chair. Anyway, please give me
some more time.

Sir, | now come to Sharada issue which is being referred to here. | would
like to refer to the judgement of the Supreme Court in the case of Subrata
Chattoraj vs Union of India. | will just quote paragraph 25 of the judgement. It
says:

“There is yet another aspect to which we must advert at this stage.

This relates to the role of the regulatory authorities. The
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investigation conducted so far puts a question mark on the role of
regulatory authorities like SEBI, Registrar of Companies and
officials of RBI within whose respective jurisdictions and areas of
operation the scam not only took birth but flourished unhindered.
The synopsis filed by Mr. Vaidyanathan names some of the
officials belonging to these authorities and give reasons why their
role needs to be investigated. The synopsis goes to the extent of
suggesting that regular payments towards bribe were paid through
middleman to some of those who were supposed to keep an eye
on such Ponzi companies. The regulatory authorities, it is
common ground, exercise their powers and jurisdiction under
Central legislations. Possible connivance of those who were
charged with the duty of preventing the cams of such nature in
breach of the law, therefore, needs to be closely examined and
effectively dealt with. Investigation into the larger conspiracy angle
will, thus, inevitably bring such statutory regulators also under
scrutiny.”

Now, ultimately the Supreme Court has also directed that an
investigation should be made against them. But is there any investigation
against RBI? Is there any investigation against SEBI? Has any official of RBI or
SEBI been interrogated? Has any official of any regulatory agency been
interrogated? Has any person been arrested? The Supreme Court has clearly
said that they are taking bribes. This is the language of the Supreme Court, not
my language.

You are giving the power to the RBI; you are giving the power to the

SEBI through the agency; you are creating a competent authority. | do not
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mind it. But the question is, whether they are working or not. They are not at all
working.

There are Acts in place also like the one we have in West Bengal. That
must be in Kerala also. Our State has the Act, namely, The West Bengal
Protection of Depositors in Financial Establishments Act, 2013. The
President’s assent has been given to it in 2015. | have only one point to make
in respect of the Bill. | am not going into any other part.

Sir, as you know, ‘law and order’ comes under the Seventh Schedule,
List Il, Entry I. Therefore, if any offence is committed, States have the power
regarding that. Now, what is being done? Under section 30, sub-section 2 -
fortunately you are here, | will get the chance to speak on the legal aspects -
the reference made by the competent authority under sub-section 1, shall be
deemed to be with the consent of the State Government. Sir, you know, the
"deemed’ clause is a legal fiction and nothing more than that. It is a legal
fiction. Can a legal fiction be made an explicit legal provision in one statute at
all? It cannot be done. Therefore, you are interfering with the power of the
State itself. Let us understand this. For example, if a crime has been
committed in Kerala, then Kerala police officers have the jurisdiction over it.
They can come to West Bengal also. This power is a matter of jurisdiction.
You are really hitting the federal structure of the Constitution itself. The
question is, whether a power which is listed under the Second List of the

Seventh Schedule can be exercised in an indirect manner under List | of the
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Seventh Schedule. This portion is really ultra-vires. There cannot be any
"deemed’ provision.

| have another thing to say and | will finish it. Why are people running for
chit funds, ponzi funds etc.? Why? The reason is simple. The ground reality is
this that everyday you are deducting the interests. Everyday you are
deducting the interests, either bank interest or small savings interest. A
common man, a pensioner, a widow, a divorcee woman, a poor person — all
depend upon their small savings. They just pass on their days on the basis of
interest. This Government is rather forcing, pushing the common people, poor
people to indulge in these schemes. Go and take money from them -- in an
indirect manner you are doing it. It should not be done. If you want to stop it, if
you want to stop these ponzi schemes, if you want to prohibit it, you prohibit
chit funds. You give people high interests, so that people are benefited.

| am about to finish. | have heard so many things. | have heard so many
comments. | have heard about Saradha and Rose Valley and so many things.
The Supreme Court had directed the CBI to investigate the matter in 2014. CBI
is making an investigation. In 2019, charge-sheet has been filed. My question
is - today sitting on the floor of the Parliament, through you, why the trial has
not begun. Why the trial has not commenced? Sir, speedy trial is also a Right
under Article 21. An accused and similarly a victim both have this right under

Article 21 of the Constitution.
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Both are enjoying this right under Article 21. If both are enjoying this
right under Article 21 of the Constitution of India, why should a Sword of
Damocles hang over a person for years together? And, he has to hear all the
bad words, which can be used against him in the country. Why should he be
blamed decades after decades that ‘you are an accused, you are an accused,
you are an accused?’

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SHRI BELLANA CHANDRA SEKHAR (VIZIANAGARAM): Hon. Chairman,
Sir, at the outset, | would like to thank you for giving me an opportunity to
deliver my maiden speech on the Banning of Unregulated Deposit Schemes
Bill, 2019 in this august House.

| would like to thank my leader and Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister, Shri
Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu for giving me an opportunity to contest the
elections. | would also like to thank the people of my Constituency
Vizianagaram for electing me a Member of this august House.

Sir, time and again, we have heard of corrupt people, who want to make
a quick profit luring a large number of poor and middle class people in the
name of attractive and never before heard of returns to put their money/
deposits in their schemes.

The people who are not aware, especially the real poor people who have
taken loans and are used to pay huge amount of interest on it, get suddenly
attracted by the financial incentives offered by these crooks and their devious
schemes.

In the hope of better returns for themselves and their families, and doing
a bit of financial planning on the basis of the returns that they will be getting,
they part with their hard earned money and deposit it in these schemes, only to
find out that later that the promoters have vanished or the money has been
unfairly diverted.

So, for the sake of poor people in this country, this needs to change; and

we support this Bill totally. This is the need of the hour.
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Sir, | belong to the State of Andhra Pradesh. In my State, the ‘call
money’ racket was quite infamous where poor persons, mostly women,
especially domestic and agricultural labourers, were given small amount of
loans at extremely high interest rates on a daily, weekly and monthly basis. In
case, the women were unable to repay the amount, they were exploited
sexually repeatedly apart from pressure to repay the loan. A case was also
registered in Vijayawada city.

Sir, a similar type of case was that of ‘Agrigold’ scam. This was to the
tune of Rs. 6,380 crore. The poor people and middle class people were lured
to invest with the promise of very high returns.

However, on one fine day, the promoter of this company closed down
the company and more than 19 lakh depositors across 8 States, especially, in
Andhra, Telangana, Odisha, Karnataka, Tamil Nadu, Maharashtra,
Chhattisgarh and Andaman had wiped out of their hard-earned money. |
would like to point out that our hon. Chief Minister, Shri Y. S. Jaganmohan
Reddy garu, had given Rs. 1,150 crore to the really small and poor depositors,
which benefitted more than 6 lakh depositors, who lost the money and,
especially, those poor people who had deposited upto Rs. 20,000 in these
schemes.

Apart from these two scams, Sir, in my Parliamentary Constituency,
Vizianagaram, a company called Indie-trade also did a similar fraud. It had
accepted deposits from poor people to the tune of Rs. 1 lakh per person on the

promise of a return of Rs. 7000 to Rs. 10,000 per month. So, the amount
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collected was more than Rs. 100 crore. On one fine day, that promoter had
also closed the company and people died of heart attack due to shock of losing

their money.

Having seen all this from closed quarters, | totally support this Bill very
strongly for the following reasons. As we all know, non-banking entities are
allowed to raise deposits from the public under the provisions of various
statutes enacted by the Central Government and the State Governments.
However, the regulatory framework for deposit taking activity in the country is
not seamless and cluttered all over the place. The regulators operate in well-
defined areas within the financial sector by regulating particular kinds of
entities or activities. The host of regulators only add to this confusion. The
non-banking financial companies in this country are under the regulatory and

supervisory jurisdiction of the Reserve Bank of India.

Similarly, chit funds and money circulation schemes including multi-level
marketing schemes and schemes offered by co-operative societies are under
the domain of the respective State Governments. In the same manner, the
collective investment schemes come under the purview of the Securities and
Exchange Board of India. In spite of such diverse regulatory frameworks,
schemes and arrangements leading to unauthorised collection of money and
deposits by inducing public to invest in uncertain schemes and by promising

high returns or other benefits are still operating in the society.
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Sir, the main Central legislations such as the Prize Chits and Money
Circulation Schemes (Banning) Act, 1978, the Chit Funds Act, 1982 and the
legislations enacted by various State Governments have not been able to
completely address the issue of unregulated deposit schemes run by corrupt
elements. Presently, there are considerable variations among State laws in
protecting the interests of depositors. Many unregulated deposit taking
schemes are operating across State boundaries.

Sir, in view of the above complexities, it becomes necessary to have an
overall Central legislation to ensure a comprehensive ban on unregulated
deposit taking activity. It is also necessary for its effective enforcement.

Since, it was extremely critical to tackle the menace of illicit deposit
taking activities in the country, this Bill is absolutely the need of the hour.

Sir, | also hope that this proposed Bill has adequate mechanisms by
which the depositors can be repaid without delay by attaching the assets of the
defaulting establishments. This should be enforced at the ground level also.

| hope the hon. Finance Minister will ensure that properties of such
fraudulent people, who have cheated and fooled people, are attached without
much delay. | would also request the hon. Minister to ensure that the Bill will
ensure that its provisions will not apply to deposits taken in the ordinary course
of business in order to ensure that various entities are able to take deposits in

their ordinary course of business without any difficulty.
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Sir, the Bill should also ensure that no hardship is caused to genuine
businesses or to individuals borrowing money from their relatives or friends for
personal reasons or to tide over a crisis.

Before | conclude, | would like to congratulate the Government for
bringing out this Bill. | strongly support this Bill as it is the need of the hour. At
the same time, | hope that this law will be translated into effective action at the
ground level and it will not just end up in becoming another law in the list of

laws in India. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI DNV. SENTHILKUMAR. S. (DHARMAPURI): Sir, I, on behalf of our

Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam Party, support the Banning of Unregulated
Deposit Schemes Bill, 2019. But | would like to bring a few things to the notice
of the hon. Minister of State for Finance. Why are the people being pushed
towards these schemes? Our friend from BJP had already said that it is due to
the greed that people go to these Schemes. It is not due to greed. It is the
daily wage earners and labourers who cannot deposit their small earning in big
banks. It is that money which is being deposited in the chit funds and finally,

they are being cheated of their money. It is good that the Government has
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brought this Scheme. But | want the Minister to understand the psychology and
the people’s feelings so that the banking sector can be more regulated while
bringing these unregulated deposit scheme. For example, | would tell you that
the banking sector has been imposing more fines on the savings accounts and
for all the small transactions. The big corporates are not being affected by
these schemes. If the Government is directing the poor people to deposit their
money in banks rather than in chit funds, they would definitely expect some
leniency. But here the banks are becoming stricter and are imposing penalty
on transaction and saving accounts.

Take the case of MGNREGA. | would like to bring to the awareness of
the House that after the sixth transaction, even in your MNREGA account, the
fee is being debited from your savings account. | would like to bring this thing
to notice of the Minister to take corrective measures. | hope the Minister
knows about this. Hon. Minister has asked the people of this country to open
bank accounts and to deposit money.

| also would like to bring this matter to the notice of the Minister that SBI,
during 2016-17, collected the fine of Rs. 2,677 crore for not maintaining the
minimum balance in their accounts by the poor people. The money so
collected by way of fine was more than the quarter of the profits earned during
that year. RBI has no regulations on these accounts. RBI does not give a clear
picture. Before 2014, there was no fine for not maintaining minimum balance.
Corporates are let off by giving them big loan waivers and the small peasants

and small people are being affected by the small savings which they keep in
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their accounts and they do it at their whims and fancies. They do not have a
regulated scheme. Each bank imposes different penalty rates depending on
the target which they want to achieve. | would like that these penalties for all
the banks be regulated and brought everything under control so that the
people will not go towards these chit funds and other companies. The bank
should have a regulation and it should be universal. The RBI should put clear
guidelines for bringing these schemes.

| would like to take this opportunity to bring a very important issue which
was raised yesterday. In the State Bank clerk exam in Tamil Nadu, the quota
for Economically Weaker Section is 10 per cent. The Economically Weaker
Section scored only 28.6 per cent whereas for other categories, it was 61.8 per
cent. The Scheduled Castes score was 58 per cent. How can an Economically
Weaker Section marks be lesser than that of SC and ST? Our leader Shri
Stalin has brought this issue. | would like to bring this issue to the notice of the
Minister of Finance that the Economically Weaker Section have 10 per cent
quota. Even then also, their score is much less than SC/ST. They are getting
selected by scoring less marks than what a SC or ST student’s score. Please

take note of this. We do not want this to continue in future.

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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Sir, this is a full-fledged Bill
which was passed during the Sixteenth Lok Sabha. This Bill also amends three
other Acts, namely, (1) the Reserve Bank of India Act, (2) the SEBI Act and (3)
the Multi-State Cooperative Societies Act. These three Acts are also being
amended, which form a part of this Bill.

Here, | would say that this non-banking finance sector is very large,
diverse and complex and has been agitating the people of this country for long.
Since 1968, whoever might be in Government, repeated attempts have been
made to bring in legislation to curtail and discourage this type of deposit
making which is illegal.

The crux of the problem is that at present there are several regulators. It

is not that we do not have regulators. We have so many regulators and there

g€ | The non-banking financial companies are under the regulatory and
supervisory jurisdiction of Reserve Bank of India. Chit funds and money
circulation schemes are under the domain of the State Governments. Housing
finance companies are under the purview of SEBI and deposit-taking activities
by companies other than NBFCs are regulated by the Ministry of Corporate
Affairs.

Further, Section 45 (s) of the RBI Act prohibits acceptance of deposit by
individuals and unincorporated entities. There is doubt that raising of money
from public need to be allowed in a responsible, accountable and transparent

manner and any violation must be strictly addressed.
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The basic purpose of brining in this Bill after our first recommendation
relating to collective investment scheme was to bring in a comprehensive law
at the Union level so that all other States will fall into that category. Effective
regulation was the need of the hour. And, | remember, the then Finance
Minister in his Budget Speech in 2016-17 had given this idea that he was going
to bring in a comprehensive law. A draft of that Bill was in the public domain
after 2018 and the Bill came in July 2018. When this Bill was introduced in the
House — | hope, you remember it because you were also a Member of this
House, at that time — we had asked the Government to refer it to the Standing
Committee. The then Finance Minister, Shri Arun Jaitley had said, ‘| want to
implement it because that was your Committee’s recommendation.” And, |
said, ‘Give us a little time, let us go through it and we will make some additions
so that the Bill becomes more stronger.” Rightly so, under the chairmanship of
Shri Veerappa Moily, the Committee set through three-four months and
deliberated over it.

There are certain points which need to be clarified by the Ministry today
because all the recommendations of the Committee were not accepted by the
Government. | would like to refer to one or two such points. One thing is good
that the Bill proposed 10-year jail term fine

This Bill recognises three different types of offences, namely, running of
unregulated deposit schemes, fraudulent defaults in regulated deposit
schemes and wrongful inducement in relation to unregulated deposit schemes.

This Bill provides for severe punishment and heavy pecuniary fines which
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would act as a deterrent. Clear timelines have been provided for attachment
of property and restitution to depositors. The primary responsibility of
implementing the provisions of the proposed legislation lies with the State
Government.

The suggestion of the Standing Committee was, and here | would say,
that a time-bound process for settlement of dues of depositors affected by
unregulated deposit schemes should be there. The Standing Committee also
expects the market regulators like SEBI to play a more pro-active role in
regulating the collective investment schemes. This is wanting. Even after all
our efforts and the efforts of the Government, these two things are still lacking,
which needs empowerment. | do not know whether in the rule-making process,
they will be able to do this.

Here, | would like to mention that the problem of unregulated deposits
can be gauged from the submission by the Financial Services Secretary before
the Committee and what he mentioned is part of the Standing Committee
Report. He had said in 2018 that in the past four years, 146 cases of this
nature have been investigated by CBI, 56 cases have been investigated by
Enforcement Directorate, 32 cases involving 233 companies have been
investigated by the Ministry of Corporate Affairs and SFIO, and 978 cases
were referred to various investigating, enforcing agencies by State
Coordination Committee. The State Coordination Committee was actually a
creation, after the recommendation of the previous report, where the Chief

Secretary will be chairing that Committee, respective enforcing agencies will
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also be members, and they will be meeting every month so that the Collector
can report to that committee that such type of activities are taking place in
remote areas or the villages, but to my surprise and to the surprise of the
Committee — | think that the Finance Ministry was also taken by surprise — it
was found that out of 29 States, hardly in six States, the State Coordination
Committee could sit. What was the purpose? The mandate was given to the
Chief Secretary and the respective enforcing agencies to sit and monitor at
least to find out if there is some allegation somewhere in some remote district
so that they can take pre-emptive action, but this committee did not function.
That actually compelled the Finance Committee to come out with the
suggestion that let us have a comprehensive law at the Union level so that we
can take action and also ask the State Government to enforce it.

| am not mentioning about the CBI. Most of the money, of course, is
from the poor sections of the society, but large amount of money is also black
money. It is not only the poor who have invested in this type of fund; rich
people’s unaccounted money is also very much there. As per the estimate of
CBl in 2016, Rs. 68,000 were collected from more than six crore depositors by
such illegal deposit taking entities, using a large network of commission and
commission agents.

Sir, | will come to the conclusion here. Before | conclude, | would submit
that in this Bill, one thing needs a little bit of clarification. This was also
discussed in the Standing Committee. While the amount received by an

individual by way of loan from his relative was excluded, which was being
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referred to by Shri Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury, clause 2(4)(f) reads : “amounts
received by an individual by way of loan from his relatives ...”

That word ‘relative’ has not been defined. What type of ‘relative’ is he?
Does it mean somebody from the immediate family only or far off relations
also? Does that not include friends? This needs to be clarified. When you have
lawyers like Shri Kalyan Banerjee from this side and also lawyers like him from
the other side, they can stretch it to any level. Therefore, it is necessary to
clarify it. Otherwise, it becomes a lawyers’ paradise. Therefore, it is necessary
to define it here.

Finally, | would again insist what | had insisted last time in 16" Lok
Sabha. There should be a regulatory mechanism for the Central and the State
Governments to work against illegal deposit taking activities. You are giving all
the responsibility to the State Governments, and at the same time, you are
empowering CBI and other Central agencies to go into these things because
there is a possibility that some State Governments may not cooperate. That
empowerment is there in the Bill. Therefore, | would insist that you need to
have a monitoring mechanism to see as to what is happening in the country so

that you can take pre-emptive action. Thank you.

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SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): Thank you, Sir. |
stand here today in support of the Banning of Unregulated Deposit Schemes
Bill, 2019.

It is really strange today to be in the Parliament and passing two Bills,
which were both originally UPA Bills. In the morning, we passed a Bill against
terrorism that was originated by us. Even Mr. Mahtab talked about this Bill and
| stand corrected, but this was the Bill ...(Interruptions) Who is saying ‘not at
all'? ...(Interruptions)

This Bill was brought in for the first time in UPA-II in the last year by Shri
Chidambaram. You can verify it, and after that it then went to the Standing
Committee, which was headed by ...(Interruptions)

SHRI S.C. UDASI: No, it is not so.

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE : Okay, then check it. Dr. Moily was
the Chairman of the Standing Committee, and hon. Dr. Manmohan Singh was
a Member of that Committee. ...(Interruptions)

SHRI S.C. UDASI : Yes, this is right. ...(Interruptions)

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE : So, the UPA gets some credit for it.
...(Interruptions)

SHRI S.C. UDASI : We were also there. ...(Interruptions)

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE : | know that you all were part of it.
...(Interruptions) | am not taking it away from you all, but the Chairperson
matters at the end of the day. So, it is really strange and it is a good deja vu

that we are passing two Bills today, which were initiated by the UPA.
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| stand here to ask a few questions. Mr. Mahtab has actually covered
most of the queries on the recommendations made by the Standing
Committee, which were left out by the Government. But there are a few
questions that | would like to ask the hon. Finance Minister and the MoS, who
has initiated and clarified most of the points that are required.

SEBI has normally collected money from people who have already got
caught in the web, and that money now lies with SEBI be it in Punjab or Uttar
Pradesh. There are several schemes pan-India, which are suffering and
people are suffering. So, | appreciate the initiative that this Government has
taken. When will the depositors get the money? It is not just important to
punish the person. | think that we all have to walk that extra mile to make sure
that the final destination is not just punishment, but the final destination is to
make sure that the person who has lost money in good faith gets it back. | was
just wondering that either you go for fast-track courts or you go for a waterfall
mechanism in which the investor becomes the most critical person. Do you
think that we can expedite it if we follow the waterfall mechanism? | would
request you to kindly clarify this issue.

| will give you an example, which has happened in my own State. There
is a company called ‘Samruddha Jeevan’, which suffered Rs. 3,484 crore loss.
| cannot say a gentleman, but a person who ran it called Mahesh Motiwal was
arrested, | stand corrected, in 2017 and within a few months -- | do not know
under want circumstances -- he was let out. Now, when there is a Rs. 3,000

crore scam; when this Government is so committed to making sure that these
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ponzi schemes stop; and if they are committed to giving the waterfall
mechanism, then what happened in this case? This gentleman is all over the
place. He travels, and he does not have cases only in Maharashtra, but there
were cases in Odisha, Madhya Pradesh and Karnataka also. So, | just want a
clarification specifically in this case that if a gentleman is arrested in 2017, then
how was he let aside within a few months? What is really happening behind
doors? It all looks very suspicious. This is a pointed question that | would like
to ask the Government.

Secondly, with regard to benami properties, a lot of people have talked
about it. You got the law and we all passed it unanimously; but how are you
going to reach and get these properties as there are so many people who take
their money out of the country? So, when they leave the country and they buy
hotels or they are in businesses abroad, then how will you repatriate that
money back into India? | am asking this because our final destination is not
just stopping them as it does not stop there, and it is just a piecemeal way of
doing it. So, we need to make sure that it is repatriated and given to the person
who deserves it.

| am sure that the intentions of the Government are very noble because
the whole House is unanimously supporting this Bill.

| would like you to draw a roadmap to make sure that poor people for
whom we are all fighting in one voice today get that deservedly.

| would like to seek clarification on the following. The list of registered

deposit-takers must be publicly available. People reach out to the cooperative
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banks. Somehow this Government is a bit hard on cooperative banks. |
remember during demonetisation, we had to go to court. There were banks in
Maharashtra who had cash, which is absolutely legal. The RBI not once but
three times came to the cooperative banks. They had to fight a legal battle.
Only then the money was exchanged. But these are banks and people who
have riches beyond imagination. At least, the cooperative bank is a bank which
is doing a good job. Ponzi schemes obviously have arms and roots which are
so deep that they go where normal banks do not reach. So, what is the
mechanism with which we are going to find out these Ponzi schemes? What is
the mechanism to spread literacy amongst people and bring in more
awareness?

| won'’t say that it is just greed. It is unfair to call it greed because one of
the Members called it greed. One of the Members did say that people want to
do it out of greed. | don’t think so. Everybody tries to earn money, and earn a
little more to ensure that their children get better quality of life. Is there a way to
find out the reach they have?

| don’t know what is the purpose of rushing with the Ordinance.
Between the issuance of Ordinance and now, what have you achieved in the
States? | don’t see much is happening in my own State. So, the Ordinance
route may not be the right route herea. How much have you sensitised the
States? If the police officer has to intervene and investigate, he has no idea
because he is not sensitised. So, | would request the Minister to sensitise, walk

the extra mile so that the depositor gets the money. Sir, Rs.3,000 crore case of
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Samruddi in Maharashtra, and Pan Club Card issue — which has nothing to do
with the PAN Card — are cases with huge losses. The depositors, retired
people or very poor people from the bottom of the pyramid are the most
affected. So, | would request the hon. Minister to intervene and make sure that

every depositor receives the money back. Thank you.
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SHRI P.K. KUNHALIKUTTY (MALAPPURAM): Sir, on behalf of my Party, |
would like to support this Bill. It is a good legislation. There is no doubt about
that. Having a strict law at the Central level, let us hope that we would have
some control over the parallel economy. It is a wide spread thing that is going
on in our country. How much exploitation is happening in this area? We all
know that. That is the reason why all the Committees recommended this law.
Everybody supported and pointed out the need to have a Central level law to
control this parallel economy. It is a cheating business. They are not working
under any kind of law; they are not working under any kind of regulation.
Regulation is good but simply having it on paper will not do any help.

During demonetisation we saw that. There may be differences of opinion
on that. One thing is for sure that it was to control the black money. But all the
money has come back to the banks. All the money went out of bank also. We
saw all the money coming in and going out. Where is the black money or
forfeited notes? We know nothing about that. There is no story about it. They
have a method to do that. They have always been cheating people. People in
unauthorised business have a method.

So, there should be a strict action and that is what | mean. There are
corrupt officers always involved in corrupt practices, so, there should be a
stringent action to control such practices. Having a law at the Central level is,
of course, good as it will help to reduce the number of cases. They adopt

different methods in illegal deposit making business. They promise the heaven
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and give nothing. It affects the poor, the farmers, small traders and after losing
money, they commit suicide. That is how it affects the poor.

So, | also support this Bill. It should not be another story of a failed law. |
suggest that there should be a stringent action because making a law alone
will not help. In the initial stage itself when the Government implements the
law, a kind of move should also be there to control this kind of a parallel
economy. In villages, there are different unauthorised companies involved in
deposit making business. So, some sort of action should follow, then only it will
help. Then only the purpose of the Bill would be fulfilled.

So, on behalf of my Party, | give full support to this Bill.

SHRI KESINENI SRINIVAS (VIUJAYAWADA): Sir, | rise to support the Banning
of Unregulated Deposit Schemes Bill, 2019. This is a very good Bill and it is a
welcoming move by the Government to introduce such a Bill. | definitely thank
the hon. Finance Minister and the Government for introducing such a good Bill.
This Bill is actually needed for the poor people of this country.

We have heard a lot of our respected colleagues talking about chit fund
scams, finance companies’ scams, deposit scams and many other schemes
related to finance and deposits. Actually, there are a lot of chit fund companies
which have been closed after robbing the money of the poor people in my city.
For last thirty years, we have seen many companies doing this. These poor
people who actually deposit their money in these companies for the education
of their children, for marriage of their daughters or for buying a house which is

their dream. The poor people deposit all their money in chit funds and in
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finance schemes. So, cheating the people is actually very bad for the country
as well as for the economy of the country.

These people are robbing the money of the poor people, running away
from the county, enjoying a luxurious life and not paying back the money to the
people. It will be regulated by this Bill. Also, there are many other regulations in
this Act which have to be strictly implemented to regulate the finance
companies, chit fund companies and whatever finance schemes are there that
are cheating the people.

Sir, | want to bring to your kind notice one such company which has
cheated nearly 32 lakh depositors in the States of Andhra Pradesh, Tamil
Nadu, Telangana, Karnataka and Odisha. Nearly thousands of crores of
rupees were collected from small depositors. Small people like labourers,
agricultural labourers, drivers etc. deposited their money like Rs. 5000, Rs.
2000 or Rs. 3000 in the AgriGold company and this company cheated nearly
32 lakh depositors and swindled away nearly thousands of crores of money
from them. This happened from 2004 to 2014. After Telugu Desam Party came
into power, we brought in some regulations in the State and addressed this
problem but we were actually not able to give back the money of the people
deposited in the AgriGold.

The promoters had been arrested and they are now out on bail.
However, we were not able to make them pay to the depositors the actual
money that should have been paid to them. The present Chief Minister of

Andhra Pradesh had promised the AgriGold depositors that if he came to
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power, he would pay them their money. | demand the Chief Minister of Andhra
Pradesh to pay back, as he promised, Rs.1100 crore immediately to the 32
lakh depositors of the AgriGold scheme. This was his election promise. People
believed in him and voted for him. So, now it is his responsibility to pay them
their dues from the government exchequer.

Other than this deposit scheme, we have this call money scheme in the
State of Andhra Pradesh. This might be seen elsewhere in the country also by
some other name. These people actually finance small traders and retailers on
a daily basis and earn interest in the range of 100 per cent to 150 per cent
which is very high. This became a big mafia. With the help of the money
earned illegally by charging such high interest rates, they are actually
managing the whole system and harassing the small people.

Recently also reports of harassment by call money rackets have
appeared in newspapers. When we were in power we received complaints
about call money rackets. In some cases, these call money rackets involved
sex rackets also. We had taken stringent measures to ban the call money
racket in the State. But now, these call money rackets have come back and it
has become a big mafia. Recently an ex-MLA was also harassed by the call
money racket. So, | request the hon. Minister to use his good office to ban this
call money schemes also. With this, | conclude. This is a very good Bill and |

support it. Thank you.

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SHRI SAPTAGIRI SANKAR ULAKA (KORAPUT): Thank you Chairman, Sir.
| stand here to speak on the Banning of Unregulated Deposit Schemes Bill,
2019. Primarily, we are very fine with the modalities of the Bill. This is a very
urgently required Bill.

| come from Odisha. Chit fund is one of the burning issues in Odisha,
and about 20 lakh people are involved in it. Whenever we talk about chit fund,
people think of the Saradha or West Bengal. Odisha is never highlighted. In
the Budget of 2016-17, it was declared that the Government is coming up with
a legislation in this regard. It was very much welcomed by the people. There
are a couple of things which | want to understand.
HON. CHAIRPERSON : He is giving compliment to you, Madam.
SHRI SAPTAGIRI SANKAR ULAKA: The chit fund scam was investigated by
the CBI but from the pace of the investigation, it appeared that it was controlled
by the Central Government. Something happened, and suddenly the
Government arrested important persons like legislators. Due to some other
interruption by the State Government, the investigation was stalled completely.

Modi ji spoke about the chit fund scam multiple times in his election
rallies. When the Government brought the Ordinance in February 2019, we
thought that the investigation will move forward, some people will be arrested,
and those who were duped by the investors, will get back their money. But
nothing has happened. This is something the Minister needs to answer. What

is the progress made?
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The Bill was introduced a long time back. It has gone to the Standing
Committee also. So, | will not touch on the Bill, but there are some key points
which | would like to take forward.

The Bill proposes to provide police officers the power to enter, search,
and seize without warrant in cases where application for warrant offers the
opportunity to conceal evidence or facility for escape. Madam, | think you are
giving a lot of power to the police. We are talking about the rural areas, and
maybe, when the police inspectors have such discretionary power, it will be
very easy for them to misuse it. They may have vendetta against some
persons, which usually happens in political rivalry. This power can be misused
by them and thus it needs to be reconsidered.

The Central Government has also authorised to create a database of all
the deposit taking activities. We have already spoken about the Data
Protection Bill, which is still not tabled. So, again, you are talking about having
a central database which the Central Government will maintain. This will raise
questions of privacy and surveillance. You have also mentioned that this will
be shared with the CBI, Income Tax and also with the principal offices of the
banking companies. So, again, this is something which you need to be careful
about like how we are giving the data and to whom we are giving the data.

Now, | come to the offences under the Bill. It was also recommended by
the Standing Committee in its report that make the offence ‘cognizable and

non-bailable’, which is something that you might like to consider.
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Regarding inter-State disputes, when you have a scam which spreads
across two States, for example between Odisha and West Bengal, then the
Central Government should take suo motu cognizance of the offence and
recommend an investigation by the CBI. | believe, this is also mentioned in the
said report of the Standing Committee.

A public website was recommended to allow a person to check the
entities soliciting deposits. So, maybe because we are talking about Digital
India, we can talk about an ‘app’ or a facility in ‘SMS’. If anyone is soliciting
deposits, people can really verify whether it is a genuine case or it is a case of
unregulated thing.

There are a few other things like designated courts. The Bill provides for
the constitution of one or more designated courts. We have a lot of backlogs in
cases. We need to see as to how this can be done.

Finally, | would like to say a few points on the overall provision of the Bill.
This Bill looks very good, but given so many victims and everything, we need
to see that this Bill is not misused.

| need one clarification from the hon. Minister regarding the position of
unregulated deposit schemes that happened before 21.02.2019. So, what will
happen to all the chit fund schemes that happened before the Ordinance came
into picture? Will you include those schemes in this Act also? There is also
no provision for refund of the money to depositors for all the things that
happened before the Ordinance came into picture. So, you might need to

reconsider this so that the previous chit fund schemes are included.
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There is a mention of Section 10 which says that every person carrying
business or profession of receiving loans to report to authority. Is it for once or
we need to do it every year? These are a few things which | wanted to ask.

Overall, this Bill is very necessary. | think, the rural people, especially in
Odisha, will do your pooja when you will come there because they are getting
such a nice Bill. But, let it be implemented in a proper way and let us see that

we all work together to implement the same. Thank you.

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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Sir, | rise to support the Bill and |
also take this opportunity to congratulate and appreciate the Minister of State
for Finance, Shri Anurag Singh Thakur, for piloting his maiden Bill in this
Parliament in the 17" Lok Sabha.

| fully support the contents of the Bill and | think the House will
unanimously pass this Bill. This Bill had gone to the Standing Committee and
a Group of Ministers had been entrusted to look into the provisions of the Bill.
So, it has got unanimous acceptance in the House and definitely we will
support it. But as regards the promulgation of the Ordinance, | am still not
able to have a convincing answer. On 21° February, 2019, this Ordinance was
promulgated. Though | am vehemently opposing the Ordinance route of
legislation even then | am supporting the Ordinance itself because it is
beneficial for the poor and the marginal sections of the society. Since it is
beneficial to them, | am supporting it.

As has been stated by many Members, most of the financial scams
originate in the name of chit funds, circulation money schemes and the multi-
level marketing schemes. So, it is the need of the hour to regulate these non-
banking entities. They have to be controlled and regulated for which | think
this regulation is, more or less, sufficient. That is why, | am supporting it.

The only clarification which | want to seek from the hon. Minister is
regarding non-financial entities which come within the purview of the State

Governments.

Most of the State Governments have enacted legislation so as to
regulate the chit funds, money circulating schemes and multi-level marketing
schemes. How will this provision coincide with the State Acts which have
already been passed by the State Legislatures? In the event of a contradiction,
what will be its fate?

It is because, through the provisions of the Bill, three authorities are
being created. One is the designated court, two is the competent authority
appointed by the State Government and three is the designated authority so as
to have full data. These are the three authorities that are being created by
enacting this legislation. So, | would like to seek a clarification from the hon.
Minister. Already particular statutes are there in the States, how will this
coincide with the provisions of this Bill and the decisions taken by these
authorities?

Sir, | am not moving any amendments but | would like to seek certain
clarifications from the hon. Minister. The first one is about the banks and the
cooperative societies. In clause 2, in the definition of "deposits’ it has been
mentioned — amounts received as loans from a scheduled bank or a
cooperative bank or any other banking company as defined in section 5 of the
Banking Regulation Act of 1949. What would be the fate of a loan or a deposit
taken from a cooperative society? It is because cooperative society is one of
the major financial sectors from where the farmers and the poor marginal
people receive loan and other things. The definition states that the amounts

received as loan from a scheduled bank and cooperative bank but cooperative
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bank and cooperative society are entirely different because of a legislation
enacted by the NDA Government during the 16" Lok Sabha. So, what would
be the fate of the cooperative societies? That is the first clarification that |
would like to seek from the hon. Minister.

My second clarification is with regard to clause 13 which talks about
provisional attachment order passed by the competent authority shall have the
precedence and priority to the extent of the claims of the depositors over any
other attachment by any authority competent to attach the property for
repayment of any debt. | fully agree with this. But here principles of natural
justice should apply. A reasonable opportunity of being heard should be given.
That is the proposal | would like to make in clause 13.

My last point is with regard to clause 17 regarding attachment of the
property. A provision is being made in clause 17 which says that any deposit
taker or a person referred to in clause 1 of section 15, at any time before the
confirmation of the attachment can apply to the designated court for
permission to deposit the fair value of the property in lieu of attachment. This is
a very good provision. | fully agree to this. But at the same time, we know that
in State Financial Enterprises, it is very difficult to get back the property
documents. So, | would like to make a suggestion that there should be
sufficient reason for release of the attachment order and appropriate orders
should be passed on merit. These are the suggestions that | would like to

make with regard to this Bill.
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Sir, with these words, once again | support the Bill though | am opposing
the Ordinance route of legislation. But since this Ordinance is benefiting the
people at large, | am supporting that also.

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SHRI H. VASANTHA KUMAR (KANNIYAKUMARI): “Hon. Speaker Sir,
Vanakkam. | want to say to Hon. Union Minister Smt. Nirmala Sitharaman,
belonging to Tamil Nadu that instead of preventing crimes through legislation,
it is better to directly prevent crimes. More companies take away the deposits
and simply vanish, with a result that poor persons are put to heavy losses and
deprived of their hard earned. We are now punishing the criminals by way of
enforcing laws. There are lakhs of Bank branches throughout the country. In
the beginning stage, banks used to collect a paltry amount of Rs. 500 or
Rs.1000, etc. and with that amount they created industrialists. All those
industrialists are well settled even today.*

Sir, we are now planning to stop the illegal things. What we were doing
in the last so many years was that bank people were collecting Rs. 500 or Rs.
1000 from poor people and they were giving loans to the people. Now,
digitisation is done.

Through feeding their mobile number, the credit
position of the consumers is automatically known. So, we have to tell the bank
workers to go and collect it. Otherwise, there are advertisements widely given
by the banks that they are accepting money from people and they are willing to
give loan to the people to meet their requirements for marrying off their

children or constructing a house. So, the Minister should start that one; there

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is no problem. We will get money. Banks borrow money from the Reserve
Bank. The people will help banks. The people will also be very happy.

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SHRI M. SELVARAJ (NAGAPATTINAM): Thank you, Sir. The purpose of
nationalisation of the banks was to help the poor and the downtrodden. After
nationalisation, many poor people have used the banking service. Providing
service was the main motive of the banks.

The Bill may give hardships to the poor. How can the farmers and the
poor give the source of their income? Sometimes the farmers may find it
difficult to repay their loan amount due to natural calamities. Considering
these things, | would request the hon. Minister to amend the Bill to help the
poor people.

The provision to punish the cheaters has a lot of loopholes. The big
guns may use their political power and money power to escape from
punishment. It should be stringent. So, | would request you to make the
amendments in such a way that the farmers and the poor are not affected by
this law.

The intention of the Bill is very suspicious and confusing. The Bill will hit
hard the SMEs who are dependent on cash transactions. The students who
take financial support from charitable institutions and those people who seek
medical assistance will be put to hardship.

In case of loans taken by individuals, Section 2(4)(f) only exempts loans
from relatives or amount received by a firm from the relatives of partners.

There is no explicit exemption for loans from non-relatives including friends.
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The Bill makes it difficult to borrow from an acquaintance to meet personal
needs.

SHRI S.C. UDASI: Sir, | want only one clarification. In my speech also, |
mentioned it. The definition of ‘deposit’ in this Bill explicitly excludes the
amounts contributed as capital by partners and as a limited liability partnership,
exactly how the IMA got their investment. In March, 2019, the Revenue

Department also recommended that the case against the firm may be closed.
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As IMA is registered as a commercial firm under the Registrar of
Companies, action then shifted to the agency. If each investor is taken as a
limited liable partner, they have to be cleared with the RoC.

IMA Group has declared thousands of them as limited liable partners.
But the numbers do not match that of the investors and they are now lodging
complaints with the police. There are some compliance issues with the
company. The office of Regional Director, Hyderabad has launched a probe.

So, | need a clarity in this regard from the hon. Minister. Even in my
speech, | mentioned about this.

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE: Sir, the hon. Minister said that there
is already a waterfall mechanism which is wonderful. But it is not
implemented. The money of the company of Uttar Pradesh as well as of
Punjab is lying with SEBI. | ask him a pointed question: when will it be given
back to the investors? You may kindly clarify that.
SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE: Sir, first of all, | will give my heartiest thanks to
the hon. Minister of State in the Ministry of Finance, who is one of my good
friends, for the answer that he has given. | am really very happy to hear his
answer. Irrespective of the party, whenever we find that any of my friends is
making good performance, it makes us very happy. We feel very proud of that.
| just want to say for your information that West Bengal Protection of
Interest of Depositors in Financial Establishments Bill was legislated by West

Bengal Assembly in April, 2013. But as you know, this subject comes under
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Concurrent List. Assent of the President is required in this regard. This assent
was given after two years.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH: Who is responsible for it? ...(Interruptions)
SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE : | am not saying as to who is responsible for it
because up to the year 2014, the UPA Government was responsible, and after
the year 2014, the NDA is responsible for it. | am not on that issue, and he is
saying it and not me.

Therefore, for two years, it was pending before the Central Government.
You have referred to the point that 326 cases are in West Bengal. When were
these 326 cases initiated? When you are telling something, then you must give
the complete picture. Justice Shyamal Sen’s Committee has distributed the
money to the depositors before the matter was taken up by the CBI.

My question is very short. Who is responsible for it -- whether I" am
responsible or X’ is responsible -- is another question? It is a criminal activity,
but the main question here is this. When will the depositors get back their
money? In the Saradha matter, the CBI is doing investigation and they have
filed the charge sheet, but it has not yet been completed. What is its use
unless the trial is completed, the assets are forfeited, and distribution is made
to the small depositors? Ultimately, we are talking about the poor depositors.
