SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: Hon. Speaker, Sir, as the hon. Member has
enunciated a variety of challenges, | would like to highlight that we, in
conjunction with the Ministry of Social Justice, Ministry of Tribal Affairs, and
Ministry of Human Resource Development, are trying to serve the interest of
the children of our country. When it comes to trafficking, | am happy to share
with the House that in conjunction with the Ministry of Home Affairs, we have
recently sanctioned anti-trafficking units to help protect our children and
women in all districts across the nation. One of the first such initiatives is under
the Nirbhaya fund. Similarly, when it comes to education, given my past
experience within the Department, | can highlight that the Ministry of Human

Resource Development ensures that the drop-out rates or learning solutions
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which are needed for these children irrespective of whether they are tribals or
children from other localities are monitored at the school level. In fact, in
NCERT, we have ensured that learning outcomes are defined and we
encourage parents to ensure that their children meet those learning outcomes.
It is something in which parents can also be involved. ...(Interruptions) Divyang
is an issue that a senior Member has right now highlighted. | would like to
highlight that efforts through the Ministry of Social Justice are under way to
help serve our children better in that particular segment. But | can also share
with the hon. Member that the ICDS scheme is going to be under review with
the NITI Aayog. One of the issues that | hope to engage upon is special
nutritional needs or special vocational needs and early childhood learning

needs of those who are in the divyang category.

SHRI D.K. SURESH : Hon. Speaker, Sir, lakhs and lakhs of anganwadi
workers and helpers are working throughout the country for a meagre
honorarium. The scheme is under the Integrated Child Development Scheme
introduced by the Government of India. The workers and helpers are working
in anganwadi from 9 am to 5 p.m. They are working with dedication. | would
like to ask the hon. Minister whether the Government of India has enhanced
the honorarium for workers and helpers and if there is any proposal before the

Government of India to make these helpers and workers permanent.
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SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: | would like to highlight to the hon. Member
that the issue of permanency and job description of anganwadi workers was
brought to the notice of the hon. Supreme Court. In a judgement given in the
year 2006, it was settled by the hon. Supreme Court that this is not a
permanent job. In fact, an honorarium is well deserved by the anganwadi
workers. But, to ensure that we help protect their interest, there are certain
additional facilities. While money has been enhanced to Rs. 4500, we
encourage States to top- up. We also additionally give a 180-day paid
absence/maternity leave for those who are undergoing pregnancy. We
encourage and give them cover under Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana,
Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana, and the latest Pension Yojana that has been
started by the hon. Prime Minister with regard to a pension fund for those who
seek economic benefits once they retire. Those elements are also being taken

care of with regard to anganwadi workers.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR : Thank you, Mr. Speaker.

As we all know, the big challenge faced by Ayurveda in our country
today and by AYUSH generally, but particularly Ayurveda, is the lack of
adequate research and documentation. In the western world, AYUSH tends to
get discredited on the argument that it is not based on scientific principles, that
there are not enough case studies documented, and enough validated

conclusions are not drawn.

In this House, previously we have agreed that the nation needs a
serious research university in Ayurveda. There are some Ayurvedic treatments
that are actually getting extinct. Ottamooli in Kerala, a miraculous one-time
medication, is recorded as having cured many ilinesses but there is no one left

to research it.

You may remember, Mr. Minister, when you came to my constituency
and we opened together the new wing of an Ayurveda building, | had

requested you publicly and you had publicly responded, that you would
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upgrade the Ayurveda college and the institute to a national research
university for Ayurveda in Thiruvananthapuram. This was in 2018, Sir, during
your last visit to my constituency. The Government has done nothing about it.

It is not in the Budget this year.

We all understand Ayurveda is our nation’s pride. It is not just a
constituency matter; it is something that the whole country needs, to establish
the credibility of Ayurveda on the global stage. Can | please request you, Sir,
to take steps to upgrade the Ayurveda Medical College into a national research

university in order to get Ayurveda back on the footing we need?

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB : Sir, this Question relates to the Central
Government hospitals in general and | had asked for a specific hospital in
Delhi. The Minister has given a very elaborate answer. | would like to go to

the broader picture that is there in this country.

It is a well-known fact that doctors and nurses do their courses from
Indian medical institutions. Many of the doctors and nurses go abroad due to
lucrative pay packages and better health infrastructure. Through you, Sir, |
would like to know from the hon. Minister the steps being taken to encourage

such talented doctors and nurses to stay and work in our country.

DR. HARSH VARDHAN: Sir, in response to the Question, in the answer itself |
have mentioned a number of points about how the concern for this particular
issue has been taken care of by the Government. | would like to inform the
hon. Member, through you, Sir, that we are encouraging doctors in every form.
As we have mentioned in the answer also, the UPSC takes a lot of time to
select the doctors and other medical staff. The contractual appointments for
doctors as well as nurses, to fill up the vacant positions, is taken care of well in
time. Even for doctors who are not happy with the emoluments that they would
normally get in the State Government Medical Services, through the National
Health Mission, we have authorised the State Governments to pay salaries as
quoted by the doctors. The Government of India supports the State

Governments to ensure that every position of doctors and other staff is filled up
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in the whole country. In the reply itself, | have told you that in all the situations -
- whether it is for fellowships, whether it is for leaves, whether it is for various
types of facilities, or whether it is for their emoluments -- the Government of
India has been very liberally supporting and helping the doctors as well as the
nurses. | would say that virtually there is no significant shortage of any of them

in the country.

As such, there is no doubt about the fact that many doctors and nurses
definitely prefer to go outside the country and there is no mechanism by which
we can forcefully stop them from leaving the country. But we have created
enough significant mechanisms for them to have jobs in the country, where

their needs are taken care of in the best possible manner.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB : The hon. Minister, of course, has said that
adequate steps are being taken to retain medical doctors and nurses in our
country. But being a doctor himself, | am sure that he is aware of the World
Health Organisation’s report relating to the doctor-patient ratio. The WHO, with
regard to the doctor-patient ratio, recommends a ratio of one doctor for 1000
patients, while India has one doctor for 10,189 patients. This is the gap which
we have to bridge. Therefore, | would say that it is not adequate. Maybe the
sanctioned strength is being filled up to a great extent, but the gap that the

WHO has stated, is very glaring before us.
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My question to you is this. A large number of incidents are happening
where fear has creeped into the doctors and also among other medical staff.
What are the steps that the Government is taking to give adequate protection

to the professionals who are working in the medical units?

DR. HARSH VARDHAN: There are two parts of the question that he has

asked.

First of all, I think, | have elaborated it on a number of occasions, when
we passed the National Medical Commission Bill also, that the Government
has very dynamic plans to improve the number of doctors that are produced in
the country in the next couple of years. As you have seen that in the last five
years, over 29,000 MBBS seats and over 17,000 P.G. seats have been
increased. Right now, we are in the dynamic process of establishing 82 plus 75
medical colleges -- 82 was proposed five years back and 75 have been
proposed now. It is a dynamic list of 175 medical colleges, where the district
hospitals are being converted into medical colleges. For the PG also, we have
relaxed the norms. For the creation of a new medical college also, we have
relaxed the norms. We are hopeful that in the next five to seven years, we
would be able to ensure that the number of doctors in the country is as per the

WHO'’s standards.

Now, | come to the second part of your question. You have said that
there are a lot of such cases. There is no doubt about the fact that there is a lot

of violence against the doctors and also against other staff working in the
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hospitals. In fact, through the Clinical Establishment Act and other laws, some
States have made some laws to give protection to doctors and other related
health professionals. Similarly, right now, we are in the process of discussion
on whether a Central Act in this direction could be feasible which could really

help the doctors apart from the laws being enacted by the State Governments.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY : Sir, there is a huge supply and
demand gap in our medical sector, specially as regards the issue that has
been raised by Shri Bhartruhari Mahtab also. Do you have any perspective
plan to address this supply and demand gap? How many doctors are we
producing in our country per year? What is our target vis-a-vis the production

of doctors in our country?

Secondly, what is the cost being borne out by the tax payers of our
country who help to produce doctors in terms of subsidy and other amenities,

that is, the cost per doctor being meted out by the tax payers?

In page No. 3 of the reply given by the hon. Minister, it is stated as:

(i) The superannuation age of CGHS doctors and dental doctors
working under the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare has been

enhanced to 65 years.

(i)  Enhancement of age limit for appointment/extension/re-
employment against posts of teachers/Dean/Principal/Directors in

Medical Colleges up to 70 years.”
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Sir, why is there this kind of a dichotomy? You know that old horse is
best to ride, old wood is best to burn, old wine is best to drink and old doctor is

best to be treated. So, what is your expectation?

DR. HARSH VARDHAN: Sir, the hon. Member has raised many issues
through a single supplementary. We know that there are about 80,000 MBBS
seats in the country right now. So, roughly, you can say that that is the real
number of doctors who will be coming out of the Medical Colleges, be they
from Private Medical Colleges or Government Medical Colleges. Similarly, |
also mentioned, in response to the supplementary put by Shri Bhartruhari
Mahtab, that we are in a very dynamic process. | feel proud in saying that
under the hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, the expansionist
programme that has been executed and planned for prospective future is
historical. At a particular time, there has been development of 157 Medical
Colleges and 22 All India Institutes of Medical Sciences in the country. Then,
of course, there are other developments happening on the cancer front and
other fronts. So, we have very actively and very dynamically diagnosed the
problem and as | said, in the next five to seven years, we are sure that we will
not have any shortage of any nature whether they are undergraduate or

postgraduate doctors. This is one part of it.

As regards the second part of the supplementary on whether any
calculation has been made or not, | do not think there has been any calculation

about it because a huge amount of money has been spent on the All India
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Institutes of Medical Sciences and the Medical Colleges. In comparison to that
amount, the fees that is charged from an MBBS student in a Government
Medical College is almost negligible. So, the Government spends a lot of
money on producing these doctors, and that is why, we always appeal to the

doctors that they have to return back support of the Government to the society.

So, as such, | do not think, there is any calculation about how much
money is spent. But it is a huge amount of money that the Government
spends. The Government is always liberal in supporting the medical education.
The very fact that it has formed the National Medical Commission now, with
exhaustive plans to improve the standards of medical education in MBBS as
well as in Post-Graduate Courses is itself an indication; and it speaks volumes

about the commitment of this particular Government.

Sir, he asked one more thing ...(Interruptions)

and for the Head of the Institution from 65 to 70, | think, it was because of the
very fact, which the hon.

knowledgeable and they can deliver better. That is why, the age limit has been
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increased from 60 to 65; and for some of the higher positions like Head of the

Departments, to 70.

Sir, we will keep his suggestion in mind. In future, if there is a need and

if it has to be improved further, we can think about that.

SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI KARUNANIDHI : Sir, the Minister has said that they
have launched the Integrated Coastal Zone Management Project in Gujarat,

Odisha and West Bengal. | am happy to know about that but what | would like
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to ask him is this. Tamil Nadu has a very large coastal area and we are
suffering to a great extent because of erosions, salt water intrusion into the
ground water and the flooding of coastal habitats. We are losing villages
overnight despite having small groins to protect villages and they really do not

help.

What long-term projects do you have? Have you done an impact study

in Tamil Nadu?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR : We have the National Institute of Coastal
Zonal Management, which has a very good lab, in Chennai itself. | will request
the Members also to sometimes visit that Institute to see how we have mapped
7500 kilometres of coastline including islands’ coastline with nine-centimetre
resolution through aerial photography of all the coasts with satellite and
manually confirming. That is a wonderful centre; it is situated in the University.

Everybody should visit because it is a great help.

In Tamil Nadu, for each State, there are programmes. So, we are
helping out all the States concerned. Regarding green infrastructure, the good
point is what we are creating. In Lakshadweep, we have been able to create
coral garden. In Tamil Nadu also, mangroves have grown by 500 kilometres.
New plantation has happened in 1600 hectares. There is coral transplantation
of 1200 square metres; there is shelterbelt plantation of 900 hectares. | will

give all the information and about all the schemes relating to Tamil Nadu. Let
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me also clarify that there is no such report and that it is not a fact that villages

are sinking into the sea.

SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI KARUNANIDHI : Sir, | have seen in my Constituency.

...(Interruptions)

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR : You give me the details. | will send a special
team there. In Kerala, there was an issue pertaining to Munroe island where |
sent a team and it was found that it was not related to sea level rise. It was
related to some other issue and not related to sea level rise. But you send me

the information and | will send a team.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN : Sir, this is a very important question
regarding the Coastal Zone Protection and the Coastal Zone Management.
The hon. Minister has rightly said that a National Coastal Mission has been

constituted and a National Action Plan on Climate Change is there.

The very important fact that is to be noted is the coastal erosion. As
Kanimozhi Ji has just rightly stated, | can very well cite you in my Kollam
Constituency which is a coastal area - 2-3 kilometres of the coastal area has
already been eroded. We can see it with our naked eyes. There is no need for
any scientific evaluation. We can very well experience with our own eyes that
2-3 kilometres have been eroded in Eravipuram, in Alappad, in Chavara and in

most of the parts of my Constituency.
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My specific question to the hon. Minister is this. There is a National
Coastal Mission Plan. Unfortunately, there are no special measures to avoid
this coastal erosion. There are only groins. | know that groins are not
scientifically good. If you put some groins in a particular area, then, the coastal
erosion will take place on the other side. We have been experiencing this thing
also. So, some research and some new device has to come. Till then, coastal
zone protection is done by constructing groins and sea-walls. But there are no

funds.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, you may kindly see. There are no funds. Till 12"
Finance Commission, there was no earmarked funds to award for the coastal
protection and for the construction of a sea-wall. | want to know whether the
Government will earmark a special allocation because it is the boundary of the
country. Our sea is the boundary of our country. Just like we are protecting
our boundaries in the hilly areas, whether the Government will consider the
sea as boundary and a particular amount or a specific amount will be awarded

so as to address this problem?

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR: He has asked a good question. We have an
Integrated Coastal Zone Project for all the 13 coastal states. Now, we are
launching phase-Il which will have a budget of Rs. 5,600 crore. In that, all

those measures which were mentioned by you will be included.

SHRI SRIDHAR KOTAGIRI : This is an issue pertaining to the entire country
and | am sure that every Member can relate to it. | see the answer. It says the
ban on toxic materials or ganesh idol immersion during Ganesh Chaturthi has
been put in place in 2010. It has been nine years. | am very sure that every
Member here can vouch with me that there is not a single year that goes by

without the immersion of toxic idols into various waterbodies.

| would like to have an answer from the Minister when it comes to
environment, somehow we seem to be taking it very lightly. When it comes to
national security, we do not do guidelines or awareness activities or when it
comes to drugs, we do not do awareness activities or guidelines but when it
comes to environment, somehow the ban is not seriously implemented and |
do not know how long we can go on with this. | would like the Minister to state
if there is a ban or if they are strictly going to implement this, | hope at least
from next year onwards, none of us is going to see the immersion of toxic idol

in any of the waterbodies.

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR : You see, the Ministry has issued guidelines.
The States are acting, and more importantly, public is responding. Now, people
create many special tanks where they immerse it, and they do not immerse it in
the river or sea. Second, a good thing that is happening is that now people are

not using plaster of Paris but mud and soil, and they create natural idols.
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As far as paint is concerned, now there is more demand for green
paints, and, therefore, we are moving in the right direction. Every year we
make campaign for creating awareness among people and we are appealing

to them well in advance of the festivals.

SHRI SRIDHAR KOTAGIRI : In India, we are proud of the fact that we can
send a rocket to the Moon but | do not understand why our technical
institutions cannot come up with a biodegradable solution, which can be
implemented and regulated, so that everybody can use a biodegradable idol
which is made from local materials. You know it is very simple but there does

not seem to be a seriousness with regard to this issue in the nation.

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR : Actually, that is what | said that if you create
idols out of mud, it is biodegradable. So, people are now using more and more
soil and mud for creating idols and many centres have converted to using that.
A very few people are now using plaster of Paris. If you have some report of a
place where more and more plaster of Paris is being used, please inform me.

We will definitely direct the State Government concerned.

SUSHRI MAHUA MOITRA : Mr. Minister, Sir, | would like to continue on the
question of the ban on toxic materials. My colleague had spoken on the issue
of Ganesh Chaturthi. | would like to expand the scope of that to all the idols
because we come from a rural area where obviously, we have a lot of religious
festivals. India is a land of festivals. It is not just Ganesh Chaturthi festival but

there are various festivals. This idol making is actually a cottage industry and a
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part of small and medium enterprises and it creates a lot of employment. So, it

is not something that we would like to clamp down on.

Having said that, there seems to be absolutely no widespread
awareness among people who make it, among people who celebrate the
festival, on not just the idols but the accompanying ornaments, the decorative
materials with all of the plastics, nylon, Styrofoam that goes with it, paints and
dyes which are put in usually in the ponds. The issue is, if it is put in a river,
there is no problem but if it is put in a pond, which is the source of drinking
water, which is used for washing and all of those things, it not only creates
environmental problem but also it creates sometimes a very high level of
toxicity. So, | would request your goodself to see if we could issue some very

stringent guidelines which can be implemented at the Panchayat levels.

SHRI PRAKASH JAVADEKAR : It is a suggestion for action and we have
taken note of it. The issue is very real that now we are doing away with single-
use plastic. So, thermocol cannot be recycled or cannot be processed. So, it
remains there and it is a hazard. It is used even in decoration. Now there will
be Christmas also. ...(Interruptions) Everything is related to Tamil Nadu!
Everything is concerning all-India. So, we have already taken measures. But |

take note of this suggestion and we will definitely communicate it to the States.

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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Sir, this august House is
aware of the importance of Sabarimala temple. Festival season has already
started at Sabarimala temple. Lakhs and lakhs of devotees are everyday
coming to Sabarimala for a darshan of the deity. However, Sabarimala temple

is facing a lot of problems and the House is also very much aware of that.

Sir, more than four to five crore devotees come to Sabarimala shrine
every season. The Government of Kerala and the Travancore Devaswom
Board had requested the Ministry of Environment and Forests of the
Government of India to hand over sufficient forest land in that area so that
lakhs and lakhs of devotees visiting Sabarimala temple can be facilitated. The
entire surrounding area is a forest area as a result of which the Travancore
Devaswom Board is unable to accommodate the pilgrims at present. Hon.
Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs, Shri Kishan Reddy, is very
much aware of this problem because majority of the devotees are coming from
the State of Andhra Pradesh. | would request the Government of India, Ministry
of Forests and Environment, to hand over sufficient land for the development

of Sabarimala.

Also, Sabarimala temple is included by the Ministry of Tourism of the
Government of India in its list of pilgrim centres. The Government of India
promised an allocation of Rs.100 crore for the development of Sabarimala but

unfortunately that amount has not been released so far.
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Another important subject is Sabari Rail Project. During the Vajpayee
Ji's Government, the Government of India had announced a Sabari Rail
Project to provide connectivity to devotees who visit Sabarimala from various
parts of the country. During 1999-2000, | was also the Member of Parliament,
but, unfortunately, that railway line is yet to be completed. That project is still
going very very slowly. The Ministry of Railways is asking the State
Government to contribute its share for the project. Then only, they will
complete the project. The Government of Kerala is also facing severe financial
crisis. That is the difficulty. How the Government of Kerala can contribute for
the project? When the project was announced, it was decided that the full
amount of the expenditure will be borne by the Railway Ministry. Now, the
Railway Ministry has changed its stand. The Railway Ministry is asking the

State Government to contribute its share for the Sabarimala Rail Project.

Sir, another thing is regarding Sabarimala air connectivity. There is a
proposal for setting up an airport in Aranmula. | would like to request the Union
Government, through you, Sir, to set up an airport in Central Travancore area
to provide air connectivity to Sabarimala. Earlier, there was a proposal to set
up an airport in Aranmula. Now, another proposal has come from the State

Government to set up an airport in Erumely.

| would also like to mention Pamba river. It is a holy river just like Ganga.
Around, 4-5 crore Ayyappa devotees come and bath in Pamba river before

going to Shrine. So, the water of Pamba river gets polluted and contaminated.
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There is no scheme for cleaning Pamba river. So, | would like to request the
Union Government to implement Pamba Action Plan. There is a proposal

before the Government to implement Pamba Action Plan.

Hon. Speaker, Sir, thank you for allowing me to place an important issue about
one of the major problems of almost all the women in the world. The role of
women in this world is so diverse and multi-functional that they are subject to
accept a new kind of responsibility every now and then. According to the
census of 2011, the urban and metropolitan population of women in Chennai
was almost 43 lakhs which would have definitely increased manifold by now.
We are proud multi-taskers but the amount of pressure we undergo when we
need to balance our home and career is so acute that most of the women fall
prey to depression; and mental health is one of the major problems faced by
women all over the world. Talking about it openly is still considered a taboo.
Therefore, | would like to suggest the Government to establish counselling
centres or welfare centres under the Nirbhaya fund and the One Step Centres
to attend to the mental well-being of women as well by appointing a full-time
psychologist using the remaining funds allocated. According to the official data,
States and Union Territories have utilized less than 20 per cent of the budget
allocated to them under the Nirbhaya fund for the safety of women by the
Central Government between 2015 and 2018. Additionally, | would like the
Government to urge the States to establish more One Step Centres in Chennai
as there is only one such facility for more than 40 lakh women residing in
Chennai, especially none in my South Chennai constituency which is a big
one. Therefore, | would like to request the Minister of Women and Child

Development to take the suggestion and to make necessary implements.

"SHRI JAGANNATH SARKAR (RANAGHAT): Hon. Speaker Sir, my
Ranaghat Lok Sabha constituency is a bordering area adjoining Bangladesh.
As it is a border area, smuggling, cattle trafficking, drug peddling used to be a
regular affair. At present, because of the stringent actions taken by the Central
Government, the situation is a bit under control. However everyday about 200
to 300 cows are detained and these are transferred to the temporary camps.
But there is no proper arrangement for their upkeep, medical treatment or
fodder in those shelters as a result of which, on an average 15 to 20 cows die
daily. Moreover the farmers also face difficulties in performing agricultural
activities on the cultivable land on the other side of the barbed wire fencing.
These are the two major problems regarding which | had a talk with the State
Government but the issues could not be solved. There is lack of proper
system to take care of these cows, to feed them. The Central Government
must take appropriate steps to stop such untimely deaths of cattle. It should
also issue special permanent permits to the agriculturists to cross over the
border to undertake farming activities. This will prove to be extremely
beneficial to the common people of the region. Thank you Sir for allowing me

to raise this urgent matter in this august House.

ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): Hon. Speaker, Sir, a drastic fall in the
price of black pepper is the main concern of farmers in Kerala and especially in

my area, which is the maximum pepper-producing region.
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Sir, the prices of pepper crashed down in the year 2017 and now, in
2019, it is at Rs. 290. The main reason behind the fall in price is the unlimited

import of Viethamese pepper through Sri Lanka.

Our Directorate General of Foreign Trade issued a notification of MIP for
pepper at Rs. 500 per kg. for protecting our domestic farmers and to prevent
unlimited import of Sri Lankan pepper. However, it is necessary to strengthen
the implementation of MIP in its true spirit. Despite the imposition of MIP at
Rs. 500 per kg., our farmers have already expressed their concerns about the

increasing rate of import of Vietnamese pepper.

As per the South Asian Free Trade Agreement, Sri Lanka can easily
export up to 2,500 tonnes of pepper without any duty. About 8 per cent duty is
applicable when the quantity is beyond 2,500 tonnes. It means that Sri Lankan

traders can re-export the Vietnamese pepper easily.

Therefore, | urge upon the Government to increase the MIP rate to

Rs. 750 per kg. Thank you.

SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA VISWANATH (KAKINADA): Thank you, hon.

Speaker, Sir.

| am requesting for exemption of GST on Life Insurance premiums all
over India. The Government of India had rolled out the Goods and Services
Tax (GST) from July, 2017. The GST on all essential items like food-grains,

pulses, vegetables and milk, have been fixed at zero. After food, clothing and
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shelter, insurance protection is an important need of the people. As such,
encouragement of savings by giving tax incentives on insurance schemes, is
highly considerable. This will help in greater insurance penetration in the

country.

The insurance not only provides the necessary financial security to the
family of the policy holder, in case of untimely death of the policy holder, but
also helps the Government in investing the long-term savings of the people in

nation-building.

Sir, at present, as on date, the GST on term insurance, GST on health
insurance and the GST on insurance products, have been fixed at 18 per cent.
The GST on new business premiums, the GST on single premium for life and
the GST on pension products have been fixed at 4.5 per cent. A GST of 2.25
per cent is fixed for renewal premiums. Lastly, a GST of 18 per cent is fixed on

single premium annuity.

Imposing GST on Life Insurance products and premiums will be

burdensome and also a huge disincentive for savings.

Through you, on behalf of a large number of policy holders all over of
India, | would like to request the hon. Finance Minister to exempt insurance

policies from GST.

SHRI BRIJENDRA SINGH (HISAR): Sir, it has come to light recently that a
large quantity of paddy is being procured fictitiously by the rice millers in
Haryana. The total estimated production of paddy in Haryana is 58 Lakh
Metric Tonnes. Out of this, more than 50 per cent is Basmati, and Basmati is
not procured by the Government. Against this procurable 25 LMT to 30 LMT of
estimated paddy production, more than 63.8 LMT has already been procured.
Quite a lot of paddy from neighbouring States finds its way to Haryana mandis.

But what is really disturbing is that a large quantity of this paddy is actually rice

siphoned off from the Public Distribution System of the consuming States and

is then ploughed back to the FCI as Custom Milled Rice (CMR).

The State Government of Haryana has already ordered a
comprehensive investigation into the matter. However, | would urge the
Minister of Food and Public Distribution to act on this issue in a decisive
manner, maybe, by having its own independent investigation preferably by a
third party, as it is ultimately the FCI which is paying for all these
procurements. The FCI should also device a sound mechanism to ensure that

there is no recurrence of such organised graft in the name of farmers.

Also, the Ministry of Food and Public Distribution needs to take up the
matter with the consuming States wherefrom the PDS rice, meant for the poor,
is being siphoned off in bulk quantities and being sold back again to FCI as

CMR.

SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN (KOTTAYAM): Respected Speaker Sir,
thank you very much for giving me an opportunity to bring to the notice of the
House as well as the Government, a matter of urgent public importance,

connected with three Parliamentary Constituencies in Kerala.

Sir, National Highway 85, that is, from Kochi-Dhanushkodi passes
through the Parliamentary Constituencies of Kottayam, Ernakulum and
Chalakudy.

552 crore was submitted to the Government of India, but it has not yet been

sanctioned.

Sir, NH-85 is included in the Bharatmala Scheme of the Government of
India but the Thrippunithura Bye-Pass which is a Bye-Pass to NH-85 is not

included in it.

Therefore, through the medium of this august House, | request the
Ministry of Road, Transport and Highways, Government of India to also include
Thrippunithura Bye-Pass under the Bharatmala Scheme of the Government for
the redressal of the grievances of thousands of people at the earliest. Thank

you very much.

DR. K. JAYAKUMAR (TIRUVALLUR): Hon. Speaker, Sir, | rise to register my
views on the need for enhancing the reservation for the Scheduled Castes and
the Scheduled Tribes. The present level of reservation is at 15 per cent for the
Scheduled Castes and 7.5 per cent for the Scheduled Tribes. This is based on
the 1971 Census but, now, the population has gone up. The present level of
Scheduled Castes in India’s population is 16.6 per cent and that of the
Scheduled Tribes is 8.8 per cent. Therefore, a proportional representation is to

be given. This is one part.
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The second part is that the Government is mindlessly going on selling
the public sector undertakings. The public sector undertakings provide
reservation for the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes. It has not
made any arrangement to compensate the loss of employment opportunities

for the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes.

In 1947, when we got Independence, when India got Independence, the
Muslims got Pakistan and the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes got

reservations. Itis a solemn agreement to be maintained.

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"SHRI K SHANMUGA SUNDARAM (POLLACHI) : In my Pollachi
parliamentary constituency and also in the 13 districts of Tamil Nadu such as
Coimbatore, Tiruppur, Erode, Namakkal, Salem, Dharmapuri, Krishnagiri,
Vellore, Thiruvannamalai, Villupuram, Tiruchy, Karur and Dindugul, Tamil
Nadu generation and Distribution Corporation and Power Grid Corporation of
Union Government have been implementing projects for setting up of 14 High
voltage transmission towers over farm land. The farmers and farmers’ unions
affected due to the installation of such high voltage towers have set up a
Federation of Farmers’ Organisations and are spearheading a non-co-
operation movement in the footsteps of the father of our nation Mahatma
Gandhi. Their primary demand is that the high voltage lines should be set up
by way of underground cabling along the roads instead of setting up high
voltage transmission towers over farm lands. If the underground cabling work
has been made possible in the areas around Chennai, several towns and cities
of Tamil Nadu, Kerala, from Madurai to Sri Lanka, Cochin and from Porbandar
to African country Dijibouti, it is gross injustice to set up high voltage
transmission lines along the farm lands of the State of Tamil Nadu thereby
affecting the livelihood of our farmers. After all the demands have been
rejected, the Federation of Farmers Organisation had put forth another
demand of providing monthly rent as regards the areas occupied by such
transmission towers as per the rules of Union Government which came into

force from 2006. But that demand was also rejected. While replying to the

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Calling Attention Motion moved by the Leader of Opposition and the DMK
leader in the Tamil Nadu State Assembly on 4 January 2019 about the issue of
high voltage transmission towers, Hon’ble Minister for Power Shri Thangamani
had assured that each of the affected farmers will be provided Rs. 4 Crore per
1 km of occupied area. But that is not implemented as well so far. It is gross
injustice to the farmers. In the States like Telangana and Uttar Pradesh a
compensation of Rs. 4 lakh to Rs. 6 lakh has been provided for the land space
occupied by the tower base and Rs. 2 lakh to Rs. 4 lakh for an acre area
covered by passing power transmission line. In Maharashtra, the
compensation amount provided is Rs. 7.5 lakh to Rs. 9 lakhs for land space
occupied by tower base and Rs. 3 to Rs. 4 lakh for an area of one acre
covered by passing power transmission line. These are the States where land
value is less as compared to Tamil Nadu. In such a scenario, the demand for
providing a compensation of at least Rs. 20 lakh for the land occupied by tower
base and Rs. 10 lakh for an area of one acre covered by the passing power
transmission line is still pending. This demand should be fulfiled. On
30.10.2019 as per G.O. No 86 of Tamil Nadu Government, an amount of at
least Rs. 50,000/- is fixed as compensation for the land occupied by high
voltage tower by the State Government of Tamil Nadu. This amount should be
increased an at least Rs. 20 lakh should be provided for the land occupied by
tower base and Rs. 10 lakh for an area of one acre covered by the passing
power transmission line. But crop compensation was also not fixed. It should

also be fixed. | therefore request the Union Government to ensure that the
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farmers get their due land and crop compensation for the areas occupied by
high voltage transmission lines and the 46 false cases filed against the
agitating farmers and the federation of farmers by the State Government
