SHRI UTTAM KUMAR REDDY : Hon. Speaker, Sir, | would like to ask a

question to the hon. Minister regarding the Coronavirus and the advisory
issued by the Ministry of AYUSH.

The Ministry of AYUSH has issued an advisory to the States that ‘XYZ'
medicines will prevent Coronavirus at a time when the World Health
Organisation and the hon. Prime Minister of India, last night, had said that
there is no preventive medicine or vaccine for the disease. This is in
contradiction to the advice given by the Ministry of Health.

Now, on the advisory note given by your Ministry, the Telangana
Government has set-up stalls, even at the airports, for distributing these
medicines. Approximately, ten to fifteen crore people in India believe in
AYUSH. In a disease like Coronavirus, where there is no scientific evidence
and clinical trials, how has the Ministry of AYUSH specifically recommended
such medicines? Was it proper on the part of the Ministry of AYUSH to issue
such an advisory note without a proper scientific evidence and without proper

clinical trials?
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| also want to ask about disinformation and misinformation. A number of
persons, particularly from the Ruling Party, have been giving statements in the
Media like cow urine and cow dung are useful. Some Yoga Gurus are also
prescribing some herbs. Now, this misinformation and disinformation have not
been contradicted by anybody in the Government. | would like to know this as
a citizen. Today, if | want to go and test myself for Coronavirus, there is no
system in the country now.

You have not given a clear statement that if a person wants to go for a
test, where should he go? There is no system or procedure.

Lastly, those who are coming from abroad are placed in quarantine. |
got a call from Hyderabad yesterday saying that those who are put in
quarantine are being given unhygienic facilities. The Government should take
note of that.

THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE, MINISTER OF
SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY AND MINISTER OF EARTH SCIENCES (DR.
HARSH VARDHAN): Sir, | would love to inform the hon. Member and the other
Members of the House that there is a very well defined protocol and scientific
advice about who needs to be tested. This is as per the advice of the scientific
experts. If somebody has symptoms and a travel history then all the contacts
are traced. We have informed you earlier also that we are doing a very
detailed contact tracing.

Right now, the infection in this country is getting transmitted from one
person to another. It has not yet spread into the community. Even for
community, the ICMR separately is doing tests by picking up people from the
community to see whether there is any evidence of transmission in the

community. So, | can say with perfect and utmost confidence and authenticity
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that whatever tests we are doing -- and on whom -- are with perfect scientific
advice. No one, in this House, should have any doubts about that.

SHRI MANISH TEWARI : Hon. Speaker, Sir, | have the highest respect for the
hon. Health Minister and with the fullest sense of responsibility, | would like to
specifically ask him that there are a number of theories which are doing the
rounds with regard to the origin of Corona Virus. Day before yesterday, even
the President of the United States of America, Mr. Donald Trump, had referred
to certain attributes of the Corona Virus and alluded to a particular country with
regard to its origin.

We are all aware that the World Health Organisation (WHO) is not being
given access to Wuhan in order to investigate the origins of the Corona Virus.
My submission to the hon. Health Minister, through you, is, would the
Government of India talk to the World Health Organisation, talk to other friendly
nations in order to ensure that the origin of Corona Virus is investigated
thoroughly so that we can be re-assured that this is a naturally occurring virus
and it has not originated as a result of a certain scientific experiment or a
series of scientific experiments which may have gone astray? That is my
question to the hon. Health Minister and | say it with the fullest sense of
responsibility.

DR. HARSH VARDHAN: Hon. Speaker, Sir, let me inform the House that
firstly we are in regular contact with the World Health Organisation. We are in
touch with the Regional Director of WHO for South East Asia region and also

with the Director-General of WHO in Geneva.
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As per our information, | do not think there is any need for any
apprehension. A lot of things are making the rounds in Whatsapp and all. At
the moment, as per our conversations with the WHO, there is neither any
authenticity nor any substance in those reports. We should be assured about
it. We are focussing on our country right now. Whatever research is needed,
whatever research is being done all over the world and in ICMR, we are doing
those research activities. We are in touch with all the scientists all over the
world.

Sir, regarding the reports about the origin it is being investigated. Every
time a new virus comes, it gets mutated and a new virus comes. China
reported the first case in their country to whole world on 30" of December
when they said that they have noticed some cases of Pneumonia which have
an unknown aetiology and they were not able to pinpoint the actual cause of
that. On 7" January, 2020 they reported to the World Health Organisation that
they have been able to establish that this is probably a new Corona Virus.
They have been informing and accordingly, | would like to inform the House,
we have been the first country in the world, that on the 8" of January we had a
Technical Expert Group meeting in our Ministry. We started working on that.
From 17" of January we started screening in the airport. | have already shared
that information to the House. | can assure this House that we are in touch with
everything that is going on in the research front about this and we are trying to

use every good information for the best use of our countrymen.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY : Mr. Speaker, Sir, India is situated in
the highest collision zone in terms of movement of tectonic plates because
India is in the midst of movement of two tectonic plates, namely, Indian and
Eurasian and the movement has been progressing at less than four cms. per
year. However, we are situated in the highest collision zone in the world. |
would like to know whether it is true that 54 per cent geographical area of India
is highly vulnerable to earthquakes and whether it is true that 34 Indian cities
are on highly vulnerable zone in so far as earthquake is concerned. We have
already experienced a number of big earthquakes in our country from Latur to
Sikkim, including Bhuj and we have faced devastating consequences. But in
Part (b) of the reply, the Minister said that the Ministry of Earth Sciences is not
directly involved in the programme related to creation of awareness about
earthquake-resistant buildings. While 34 Indian cities and 54 per cent
geographical area of our country belong to a highly vulnerable zone in so far
as earthquake is concerned, the Minister cannot skirt the responsibility of his
Ministry; other Ministries have been referred to in the reply. | would like to
know from the hon. Minister whether his Ministry is coordinating with other
Ministries so as to reduce the impact of earthquakes because your Ministry
has to have a monitoring system with regard to earthquakes in our country.

DR. HARSH VARDHAN: Sir, | have to inform the hon. Member that firstly our
Ministry is a scientific Ministry; it does all sorts of research. Right now, as you

know, we cannot predict the earthquake. But | want to give a small example
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about the level of research that we are doing about earthquakes in this
country. We are, probably, the only country in the world where we are doing
this type of research. There is a place in Maharashtra which is called Koyna
which, | think, had been represented by the former Chief Minister, Prithviraj
Chauhanji. We have done the latest research, because this place was
experiencing earthquakes continuously for the last 50 years. We have gone
down into the rocks; we have drilled three kms. into the earth and have put
sensors at various places and are recording 24-hour observations about what
is happening and then analysing it in terms of science. Similarly, all facets of
scientific research about earthquakes is going on.

As you know, tsunami is also another form of earthquake which happens
within the sea itself. We, unfortunately, were caught unaware in 2004 when we
had a devastating Tsunami in the South. Today, when | talk to you in 2020,
you will feel happy to know that our Early Tsunami Warning Systems are rated
as number one in the whole world.

It is not only for India that we are actually giving early tsunami warnings,
but it is for all the countries around the ocean rim. It is India, which actually
warns them about these tsunami warnings. | have mentioned here regarding
best that you can do. Neither you can stop an earthquake from coming as it is
not under your control nor you can diagnose it. But in tsunami, within 10
minutes we can inform everybody.

If | talk to you about the recent ones, there was cyclone Titli that we had

in 2018 in Bay of Bengal between 8" and 13" October. Then, Cyclone Luban
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occurred in the Arabian Sea. There was cyclone Fani, which occurred on 3"
May, 2019 in Odisha. The way we managed it was excellent. We literally
predicted it almost 10 to 12 days earlier, and there was an official applaud by
the United Nations as to how we could save things. You see, we have a zero
casualty policy for disasters around this.

Then, recently, cyclone Maha happened in the Arabian Sea on 13"
October and cyclone Bulbul happened in Bay of Bengal. What | am trying to
emphasise is that on issues related to cyclone predictions in the sea,
earthquakes and tsunamis, we are now rated as the best in the whole world.
What you can do is that firstly, all the related agencies have to guide people
and tell them to make earthquake-resistant buildings now; and for places,
which are prone to have earthquakes, there are already buildings and there,
we can actually have retrofitting and all those things.

So, | have mentioned in my answer itself that the organisations like
Building Materials and Technology Promotion Council (BMTPC), National
Disaster Management Authority (NDMA), National Institute of Disaster
Management (NIDM), Central Building Research Institute (CBRI), etc., are
involved, and are conducting training programmes for architects, masons and
practicing engineers. Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS) has published criteria
for construction of earthquake resistant structures. Additionally, NDMA has
published guidelines for Seismic Retrofitting of buildings and structures in India
to address the structural deficiency of the house/residential buildings, and

structures from the impending future earthquakes.
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So, | want to assure this House that whatever is technically, scientifically
and practically possible by anyone, all across the world, and | can claim it that

probably, we are doing the best in the whole world.

SHRI SYED IMTIAZ JALEEL :" Hon. Speaker, Sir, my specific question to the
hon. Minister was: whether the Government proposes a single regulator to
oversee the functioning of the three regulators of Food, Drugs and Medical
Devices; and the answer that has been given by the hon. Minister is that ‘there
is no such proposal.’

Hon. Minister, Sir, is it not a fact that your think tank, the NITI Aayog
has proposed to the Government that there needs to be a single regulator as
far as drugs, foods and medical equipments are concerned? The fact is that
today, in India, food safety is governed by a body, which is, the Food Safety
and Standards Authority of India, medicines are controlled by the Central
Drugs Standards and Control Organisation, while drugs are controlled by the
Drugs Control Authority of India.

Hon. Minister, Sir, unlike the USA where USFDA is the most powerful
body, the FDA in India seems to be toothless, or at least, they are not
performing the way they should be with food adulteration, with milk
adulteration, with other types of medicine manufacturing and illegal sale of
drugs. All these are all being governed by different bodies. Do you not think
that it is high time to make these bodies more powerful? Food, medicines and
medical equipments, are all interlinked. Does the Government plan, at least, to
make these bodies have more powers?

DR. HARSH VARDHAN: Let me inform the hon. Member that what we are

doing is as per all international regulations and practices that are being
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adopted; and | will name the countries also. Right now, we have two bodies.
One is for regulation of food for which FSSAI is there. Under the Drugs and
Cosmetics Act, 1940, we are regulating drugs as well medical devices under
this Act. Let me tell the hon. Member that in America all these three are
regulated by one body.

There is a similar mechanism where internationally foods and drugs are
regulated separately. A similar mechanism is being adopted in countries like
Japan, Australia, Canada, European Union, UK, Russia, South Africa and
Brazil. It is only in USA that there is a single authority. Even here, we have a
separate authority for food and drugs. Under the Drugs and Cosmetics Act
also, there is a separate vertical for regulation of medical devices and drugs.
The rules and regulations for regulating the medical devices are exactly
separate. There is no confusion about it. We have already sanctioned more
than 750 posts for regulating the devices. Whatever we are doing is in perfect,
| would say, collaboration with the related people. We have notified and given
time to the stakeholders after having discussion with them where within 16
months they can register. So, it is being done with, | would say, the suggestion
and advice from all related experts and stakeholders.

Minister has given full details regarding
the textile production for the last three years. The Indian textile industry is
facing lot of problems like shortage of power, low productivity of labour,
competition in foreign market and thereby the progress of our country is
hampering.

Therefore, | would like to know from the hon. Minister as to what are the
steps that are taken to address these genuine concerns of the textile sector.
SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: | would like to tell the hon. Member that we
are in constant communication, if not every week or every day but every
month, with not only the main national industry bodies but also clusters across
the country with regard to the challenges that they face.

| would like to highlight that the recent Budget announcements made by
the Finance Minister on the floor of the House include the first ever National
Technical Textiles Mission which will help us expedite our opportunities in the
sector not only from the domestic need perspective but also with regard to our
export potential.

There is one other announcement made by the hon. Finance Minister on
the floor of the House is about removing anti-dumping on PTA which is an
essential commodity needed for increasing the manufacturing capacity of the
man-made industry thereby giving us more opportunities in the apparel sector.

Apart from that, we have ensured that with regard to other components

of the textile industry which includes even elements like carpet production, we
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converge our efforts with the Export Promotion Councils and the Ministry of
Commerce and Finance to ensure that challenges, as | have said before, are
met with the full capacity of the Government.
SHRI P. C. GADDIGOUDAR : My second supplementary is with regard to
export. The Ministry has set a target for doubling textile exports in the next ten
years. | would like to know from the hon. Minister the plan of action initiated by
the Government to achieve the target fixed by the Ministry.
SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: One of our biggest challenges has been
that when we took office in 2014, we found that close to 60-70 per cent of our
funds from the Ministry of Textiles was actually surrendered for non-use and
we in the Government under the leadership of the hon. Prime Minister ensured
that there is a hundred per cent spend in collaboration with the State
Governments.

| have also ensured that textile parks that were announced in the last
decade have been something that we take up with each and every State
Government including, as the Question before this had highlighted our efforts
in the handloom/handicraft businesses.

| would also like to, through you Sir, tell the hon. Member that there was
a scheme brought about for upgradation of technology and this Government
gave a Rs. 17,000 crore plus initiative for upgradation of technology and we
studied how industries received money and we found that 80 percent of MSME

did not receive that much money support from the textilie commissioner’s
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officer. Under this Government, we made sure that not big companies but
SMEs get adequate technology support from the Government.

In fact, given the performance of Tamil Nadu,
we have had to appeal to other States to speed up the development work in
the field of textiles.

| can also tell the hon. Member, through you, Sir, that details specific to
handloom weavers in Kancheepuram are something that | will procure for him,
from the office of the Development Commissioner of Handloom. However, our
efforts are not limited. Through the office of the Development Commissioner of
Handloom, in totality, in conjuction with the Government of Tamil Nadu, we are

The Kerala Government has once again started construction of a
dam across river Pambar at Pattissery which can hold 2 tmc of water without
the permission from the Union Government. The final judgement of the
Cauvery River water tribunal came out on 5.2.2007 which allowed Kerala
Government to make use of only 3 tmc of water from river Pambar. To store
this water Kerala has so many dams; 3 dams across river Thalaiyaar and 3
dams across Chengalaar. In this scenario, since the year 2014 till now Kerala
had stopped the dam construction activity. But for the last one month or so,
Kerala Government has started the work regarding dam construction with a
view to complete it soon.

SHRI K. SUDHAKARAN (KANNUR): Hon. Speaker, Sir, in my State Kerala

there is only one Cantonment and that is in my Constituency Kannur. It is a
prominent strategic location for the Indian Armed Forces. From 18" century,
Kannur was an army camp for European rulers. After Independence, Kannur
Cantonment came under the control of the Indian Army. Today, it is the
headquarters of Defence Security Corps.

Sir, within this cantonment area functions a prominent school known as
St. Michael's Anglo Indian Higher Secondary School. Over 4,000 students
study here in various classes from kindergarten to higher secondary. Adjacent
to this school is a 1.5 acres land of Army known as GLR Survey No.32. This is
an open ground between the road and front boundary of St. Michael’s School.
Along the lines of this ground are an Electrical Circle Office, a few restaurants
and a guesthouse. For decades, this ground is being used as a gathering point
for all sociocultural and political activities in Kannur. During school hours, the
land is used by school vans and autorickshaws for safely alighting children.

This ground is the only way to enter the school.
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Ever since freedom movement, this ground holds historical and
sentimental value to the people of Kannur and also has a potential for revenue
generation. Unfortunately, the Defence Security Corps has issued directions
for takeover of the land and the defence personnel have been deployed to
remove civilians entering this area. In the earlier years, DSC made several
similar attempts to prevent the general public from entering this ground
However, timely intervention of the Government had helped in keeping the
area accessible to all.

SHRI KUNAR HEMBRAM (JHARGRAM): Thank you, Speaker Sir, for giving
me the opportunity to raise a matter of importance of my Jhargram
constituency.

Sir, Jhargram is a district which was carved out from Paschim Medinipur
District in 2017. It is also called Jangal Mahal. Most people of this constituency
are from backward classes and are Adivasis, and they do not avail their proper
rights. At the grassroots level, drinking water facility, road connectivity,
educational facility for general people as well as for tribal people, especially,
Santalis, women health and sanitation are very very poor. Super speciality
hospitals are there but there are no specialists, no medicines and no
equipment. Eighty to ninety per cent of Adivasi villages do not have
sauchalayas. More than 75 per cent poor people have not got the benefit of
Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana.

Many centralized schemes like Atal Jyoti Yojana, solar pumps for
marginal farmers, etc., could not be implemented there. Still this District is not

included in the list of Aspirational Districts.
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So, | want to request the department concerned to include Jhargram in
the list of Aspirational Districts so that these schemes may reach the people of
Jhargram and they may be benefited from it.

SHRI SUSHIL KUMAR SINGH (AURANGABAD): | will like to draw the
attention of the House towards the abominable state of NH-19. NH-19 is one
of the busiest highways in India as it connects Delhi with Kolkata. The good
condition of this highway is a pre-requisite for maximizing economic and social
benefits.

“That the Bill further to amend the Indian Institutes of Information
Technology Act, 2014 and to amend the Indian Institutes of
Information Technology (Public-private Partnership) Act, 2017, be

taken into consideration.”
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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Thank you Chairman Sir,
for giving me an opportunity to speak on this important Bill.

The Indian Institutes of Information Technology Laws (Amendment) Bill,
2020 seeks to declare five Indian Institutes of Information Technology (llITs)
set up under the Public Private Partnership mode in Surat, Bhopal, Bhagalpur,
Agartala and Raichur as institutions of national importance.

Currently, these institutes are registered as Societies under the
Societies Registration Act, 1860 and do not have the power to grant degrees
or diplomas. On being declared institutions of national importance, the five
institutes will be granted the power to grant degrees. | welcome this move
and | also support this Bill.

While the specific intent of this Bill is to grant these five institutes to
grant degrees, it must also ensure the following measures that will guarantee
protection from discrimination, inclusion of weaker sections and mechanism of
protection against prejudices and segregation from the administrative system
and fellow students. There are so many reports that are coming every day. |
think the hon. Minister is also very much aware of this.

These mechanisms are mandatory as several instances reveal that
students belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes and weaker
sections suffer a great deal of insults and harassments from the faculty and

students alike.
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The facts mentioned below will make the august House realise how
difficult and dangerous campuses have become for students of Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes.

| would like to invite the attention of the hon. Minister in this regard.
According to a 2016 survey of 6122 respondents in the 15-34 age group
across India conducted by the Centre for the study of Developing
Societies(CSDS) and Konrad Adenaur Stiftung, a German agency, young
graduates from SC,ST and Muslim communities reported discrimination more
than the less educated. Graduate Dalits face the worst of it among social
groups — 18 per cent reported it. This is an authentic report. This was
published by an agency.

In July, 2017, the University Grants Commission (UGC) issued a
warning to the Babasaheb Bhimrao Ambedkar University after they made a
dalit student suffering from liver cirrhosis, leave his hostel without notice. This
is the University where, in 2016, the Prime Minister Narendra Modi Ji spoke
about Rohit Vemula’s death for the first time by saying he was pained.

In December, 2018, two professors at IIT-Roorkee were booked on the
charges of sexually harassing a dalit research scholar using casteist remarks
against her, and physically assaulting her.

A probe is on against a Benaras Hindu University professor accused of
making the SC and ST students’ clean toilets.

In July, 2019, a Dalit student at BHU accused two security guards of

stopping her from entering a campus toilet because she was a Dalit.
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What is the scenario without reservation in the higher educational
institutions, especially lITs and IlITs? Researchers from Carnegie Mellon
University did a study, which was published in the American Economic Review,
on 42,914 students from all castes in 215 university-affiliated engineering
colleges in India. It showed that 55 per cent of SC and 74 per cent of ST
students would not have enrolled in engineering colleges without reservation.
Among 1,558 SC women, 1,108 would not have attended a State college in the
absence of reservation. That is very important. This is the situation of students
in higher educational institutions and this makes the case of institutional
safeguards, a priority.

What is the situation of Dalit students if they do not get scholarships?
There is ample evidence suggesting that a lot of SC/ST students drop out
when they do not get scholarships. In 2017, the Bihar scholarship scam forced
hundreds of SC students to drop out of college, according to a report in The
Hindustan Times. As on 31" January, 2018, pending claims with the Centre
with respect to post-matriculation scholarships for SC students amounted to
over Rs. 6,800 crore. The Scroll news portal reported that this forced the Dalit
students to work in the fields and skip meals in order to continue. In 2018,
when the Tamil Nadu Government delayed paying scholarships, it triggered
fears of a large-scale of dropout.

This is why, | suggest that the new Indian Institutes of Information
Technology must have proper mechanisms that prevent harassment and

intimidation by professors on caste and category basis. There should be a
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proper mechanism to ensure justice for any form of harassment of Dalit girl
students. There should be a robust mechanism for enhancing soft skills and
abilities in communications so that the disadvantaged students get an equal
opportunity in the campus recruitment.

A Committee should be there to inquire into the atrocities against the
Dalit students. That Committee should comprise of representatives of students,
faculty and a neutral external expert.

The institutions must have facilities for remedial coaching or other
support, which is also a repeated recommendation by academics. It is to skill
the students who come from disadvantaged backgrounds owing to which they
are unable to compete with their peers. The institutions must establish
facilities for preventing dropout among Dalit students from the disadvantaged
sections because of the fact that the dropout rates are a major problem among
SC/ST groups. According to the Carnegie Mellon paper, On-Time Graduation
(OTG) rate for SC students is 0.54 per cent compared to 0.82 per cent for
open category students and 0.75 per cent for all students.

In an analysis of dropout rates at [ITs for the year 2017-19 by Bharath
Kancharla, an HR Professional, it was found that ST students had the highest
dropout at 4.2 per cent, followed by SC students at 3.3 per cent, while the
rates for the OBC and general categories stood at 2.74 per cent and 2.68 per
cent respectively.

Hon. Minister, Sir, earlier there was a system adopted by the Ministry of

Human Resource Development. The first UPA Government had set up a
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committee to find out the dropout of the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe
students from higher educational institutions like [ITs and IIMs. After the NDA
came to power, that Committee has not convened its meeting to evaluate the
dropout rate of the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe students from higher
educational institutions.

That Committee was very able and effective because many of the
eminent personalities from various institutions came together and discussed
the matter as to how to tackle the dropout of Scheduled Caste / Scheduled
Tribe students from IITs, [IMs and other higher educational institutions. So, a
very effective discussion took place. | don’t know whether that Committee is
still in existence or not. But | would request the hon. Minister to revive that
Committee to look into the issues pertaining to the dropout of SC/ST students
from higher educational institutions.

Sir, | would not go into all the details. Finally, on behalf of the State of
Kerala, | would like to give a suggestion to the hon. Minister. The Indian
Institute of Information Technology, Kottayam established as an Institute of
National Importance must be made a national centre of advanced research in
information technology.

| would urge the Government that the higher education centres that are
in public private partnerships must ensure that they do not discriminate against
the students belonging to SC/ST categories as increasing reports indicate
otherwise in case of lITs and |IMs.

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PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): Sir, | rise to speak on the Indian
Institutes of Information Technology Laws (Amendment) Bill. Basically, |
support the Bill because this is just to give the tag of institutions of national
importance to five more IlITs at Bhagalpur, Surat, Raichur, Bhopal and
Agartala. So, having more IlITs in the country is a welcome step, and | support
this welcome step as the way forward to IT education in the country.

May | say -- and the HRD Minister knows -- that these IlITs are not yet of
a standard of national importance if you compare them to the IITs or the Indian
Institute of Science, Bangalore or the Indian Statistical Institute, Kolkata. Those
are institutes that are recognised globally, and your IlITs have not yet come to
stand at that level. | would urge him to look into the curriculum of these IlITs to
bring them up to the level of IITs.

Having said that, may | say that the education in Information Technology
is in a very confused state. In our State also, one IlIT is there at Kalyani, which
is a good thing and it is running well. But many engineering colleges open IT
courses. Why is it so? It is because there is little cost involved in doing it.

You just set up a few computers, and a few chairs, and you say, you are
teaching information technology. Education is not properly done. What they do,
they teach physics and mathematics at the early stage, then, they teach
hardware and software. There also, | want to point out to the Minister that IT
should consist of two parts — hardware and software. Hardware means, how
you build a computer, computer circuits, theory, etc. Software means, apply

this computer to real work; analysing big problems. Our institutes teach little
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about hardware. That is why, while India is on the forefront in the world in
software, we are very much behind in hardware. We hardly manufacture. All
our computers are imported from abroad. So, it is necessary to develop
hardware education in the country so that we can manufacture our own
computers. There are some companies which manufacture mobile phones
here. As you see, most of our mobiles are imported, like Nokia, etc. So, that
should be developed and that should be our aim; to develop building hardware
in the country.

As you were saying, the curriculum is flawed. What do they teach? They
teach elementary mathematics and physics at the lower stage. As a teacher of
physics, | know that their level of physics is not very high but the basic
knowledge of physics is necessary to understand IT. Then, they teach certain
matters of software like linked list, sorting algorithm, circuit theory, network
theory in electronics. These are basics of software and hardware.

You will be aware — Sir, you are a very aware person — that there is a
new industrial revolution in the world. It is called, industrial revolution 4.0. Our
Rajya Sabha Member, Narendra Jadhav has written a book on Industrial
Revolution 4.0. New things are coming. First is machine learning; second is
artificial intelligence; third is blockchain technology; and then, there is the
internet of things and then, you also have to learn about data structure. These
are absolutely new things. It is wonderful how the whole world can be sorted
out with the use of artificial intelligence. It will increase the speed of computers

by many times. So, these latest things have to be taught in our llITs.
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| would request the Minister to form a committee at his level - | will
complete my speech in two minutes; | have supported the Bill — and to take the
advice of best people in the country. We have a very good man, Shri Saptagiri
Ulaka. He worked in Infosys for 15 years. He is a computer engineer. You
have to incorporate such people in your committees.

As | said, Indian companies have captured software market throughout
the world. We do data analysis for the top American companies, airlines — all
belong to our country. The TCS, Infosys, Cognizant Technology, Mahindra —
these are doing work all over the world. In America, half the software work is
done by our companies, our boys. Take Consultancy Services take fresh
graduates.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Boys and girls.

PROF. SOUGATA RAY : Boys and girls and send them for a few years but the
training in these institutes is so rudimentary that Mr. Ulaka was saying that a
company has to spend five per cent of their revenue to properly educate them.

Our education should be in line with the needs of the big software
companies. The hon. Minister is saying that a lot of them have got jobs. | would
like to know from the hon. Minister as to how many graduates from these
fifteen llITs and from those five have got jobs. Where have they got jobs and at
what salary? We do not want our IT graduates to work as cyber coolies. We
want them to work as proper data analysts. That is not happening in the

country. So, | welcome this Bill. It is a good Bill and it should be supported.
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Lastly, | would request the hon. Minister to develop a scientific
temperament in the country as Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru used to say. People
still believe that Gaumutra can cure coronavirus and wearing five rings on
yours fingers will take away all your problems. Unless this superstition goes

away, we cannot grow. With these words, | support this Bill.

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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Mr. Chairman, Sir, | stand here
to support the Bill for the very reason that India has emerged as a very
important power in the field of information technology. | recall that here in
2014, the four llITs were recognised. Before that, the first IlIT was established
in Allahabad. Subsequently, three more IlITs were established - one in
Gwalior, one in Jabalpur for Design and Manufacturing, and one in
Kancheepuram which was also for Design and Manufacturing and they were
elevated to the status of institutes of national importance.

The point which | would like to mention here is that India has made its
presence felt in the field of information technology. Our engineers who came
out from IlITs have made their impact felt and a number of institutes have
flourished throughout the country.

A number of State Governments have also been encouraged towards
establishing IlITs. It is not only the State Governments, but here is a unique
chance that the Union Government is also trying to encourage the private
players. It should also be linked with employment. That is how the different
organizations especially, the industry sector also gets involved in the education
mechanism.

Here, | would like to mention that this Bill is required to grant degrees to
the students of llITs, which are setup under PPP mode. It will also grant status
to the 15 IlITs established in PPP mode and declare them Institutes of National
Importance. It is also supposed to be self-sustainable within five years of

commencement and therefore, needs to have appropriate financial process in
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place. State Governments will identify one industry partner for collaboration to
establish an institute and submit a proposal to the Union Government.

The basic feature of this Bill, which | can find and as was mentioned by
Prof. Sougata Ray is this. What is our weakness? Our weakness is, we are not
focusing on developing our hardware. Wherever the IT Sector is flourishing, we
are giving more focus on the software mechanism. That is the reason why
most of the components are being imported and that is the reason why we
hardly manufacture computers but we have become one of the masters of
assembling different equipment and producing it and sending it to the market.

My second point is that there should be uniformity in the curriculum,
which is actually not happening. When we are increasing the number of
institutions now, it is really required that we have uniform curriculum also in all
these IlITs.

| would like to mention that we did not discuss the budgetary allocation
relating to HRD Ministry. But Budget 2020 has increased the allocation for the
education sector by five per cent to Rs.99,311.52 crore in this financial year. Of
this, the Department of Higher Education has been allocated Rs.39,466.52
crore, while the School Education and Literacy Department was given
Rs.59,845 crore. For the Skill Development Ministry and its various
programmes an allocation of Rs.3,002.21 crore has been proposed. But the
point is, how much money are you going to devote for R&D especially, relating

to IliTs or relating to IT Sector. That also needs to be demarcated so that we
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can make a beginning from 2020 and in another five years’ time we will be on
a better footing so that our R&D also increases.

It is important that these institutions open their doors and enable
themselves to be more relevant to the area they are operating in. Such
institutes should create a cadre of cyber security professionals which can be
utilized by the Government as the threat of cyber attack is mounting. The
institutes must also play a role in triggering the start-ups culture in the country.

The need for India to improve upon its capability in producing
innovations is to be stressed upon observing that the US and Europe have
overtaken us in this regard and the country lags way behind globally in
innovation. Attention must be drawn towards the PPP model in the ratio of
50:35:15 prevalent in IlITs, wherein 50 per cent is given by the Union
Government, 35 per cent is given by the State where the institute is setup, and
15 per cent is given by the private establishment.

My suggestion is, the participation of private sector in the PPP model
must be enhanced. Questions with respect to the private sector's management
and control must be also looked into. Government should also focus on linking
education with employment and Government must clarify on the vetting
process for inviting private participation in the PPP model in llITs.

The need for a common syllabus throughout the country has to be
focused upon, considering the problems faced by students in clearing
competitive entrance examinations for institutes like IlITs and |ITs due to lack

of uniformity in syllabus. Standardization of fee structure also needs to be
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done. The global ranking of Indian universities is another concern. These
challenges can be addressed by initiating a quality assurance system for

faculty and through increased funding for R&D.

With these words, | conclude my speech and | support the Bill.
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DR. KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY (CHENNAI NORTH): Hon. Chairperson, |
thank you for giving me an opportunity to speak on the Indian Institute of
Information Technology Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2020. | would like to say that |
am hailing from Tamil Nadu which has historically been a pioneer in any form
of education, be it school education, college education or any other education.
Our great leaders like perunthalaivar Kamraj, perarignar Anna and Kalaignar
Karunanidhi have understood the importance and significance of education
and they have been instrumental in establishing so many schools, colleges

and universities.

Having said that, with so much of work done by these leaders, it is a sad
state that we hear discomforting reports that the present Government is trying
to close several schools and planning to open up TASMAC outlets. This is a
situation in which | hope the Central Government would be able to intervene
because we all believe that the Central Government has a lot of influence over
the present Government in Tamil Nadu. Kalaignar Karunanidhi has been a
person who started the first institute in the country, that is, the Indian Institute
of Information Technology in Tamil Nadu. We also have great amount of
opportunities for the students. | understand that these institutes will be opened
up on PPP model. | would like to emphasize that proper reservations should be
ensured in these colleges. Whenever we talk about anything outside of the
Government with a little bit of support from the private sector, immediately the

reservation policies are thrown up in the air. | would like to insist upon this
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Government that since it is giving 50 per cent of the funds, adequate
reservations should be provided as per the prevailing State’s rights. Right now,
in Tamil Nadu we have a 69 per cent reservation policy. | hope these
institutions will also ensure that 69 per cent reservation is provided for all the

students as well as the staff who are employed in the university.

| would like to talk about the state of affairs of all the educational
institutions in our country. Right now, the Government of India does not have
any statistical analysis about the number of institutes needed in our country. |
feel this unsolicited starting up of engineering colleges is one of the reasons
why we see now engineers being recruited as sweepers and cleaners in
toilets. This is the state of affairs of our graduates. We keep telling our children
that they should study properly so that they can get good jobs. Having toiled
for several years, if they are told that they are going to end up as sweepers, |
think it is a very dismal state of affairs. The Government of India and we should
all be held accountable and we should be ashamed of this state of affairs. We
have to have some kind of analysis, be it for medical colleges or engineering
colleges, as to what the exact number of requirements is for engineers,
information technology students, doctors or dentists. | have seen some
instances where dentists are working for Rs. 8000 or less while a nurse or
even a car driver gets paid more than that. We are talking about technical
education and qualification, but we are not assuring them of adequate salaries

or they are not able to employ themselves on their own. With already dwindling
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economy of our country which is bordering on recession, more impetus should

be given on educating these people also.

The unemployment rate is so high and we are talking about e-commerce
whereas this is taking away the already existing employment. We are talking
about e-pharmacies whereas they are taking away all the pharmacists. There
are 8.5 lakh pharmacists in this country and there are court verdicts which

have banned e-pharmacies.

The Central Government has not given any impetus to the court’s order
and they are still permitting that to go on. | would like to ask the Health
Ministry, through you, to look into this matter and do justice to these people.

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SHRI BRIJENDRA SINGH (HISAR): Thank you for allowing me to speak on
the Indian Institutes of Information Technology Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2020. |
rise to speak in favour of the Bill and the amendments proposed therein,
especially the amendments to the IlIT Public-Private-Partnership Act, 2017
whereby five more IlITs set up under the PPP framework are sought to be
declared as Institutes of National Importance. These are at Surat, Bhopal,
Bhagalpur, Agartala and Raichur. The details have already been provided by
the hon. HRD Minister and other hon. Members who have spoken.

India has been unfortunate to miss out on the first two industrial
revolutions of the modern world: the one in the late 18" and early 19" century
and the other in the late 19" and early 20" century. It is not only that we
missed out on these landmark shifts in the world technology and economy but
we were also at the receiving end of feeding these revolutions by the West.
We were not just a vast market for the industrial products but had to undergo a
corresponding period of de-industrialisation, a fact which was first brought out
by Dadabhai Naoroji and lately by our eminent colleague Dr. Shashi Tharoor
also. However, we captured the opportunity and latched on to the third
industrial revolution, the one that focussed on information and
telecommunications, or, as it is called in popular parlance, the digital
revolution. Prof. Sougata Ray also mentioned the Industrial Revolution 4.0, a
term which was coined by Klaus Schwab of the World Economic Forum.

India’s economic growth in recent times owes a lot to this opportunity

that India’s IT industry contributed in 2017 almost 7.7 per cent of the country’s
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GDP and is likely to rise to more than 10 per cent by 2025. Again, in 2017, the
industry provided direct employment to almost four million people and indirect
employment to another ten million. In 2019, IT services industry alone created
over two lakh new jobs. IT giants like Microsoft, Oracle Cognizant, Samsung,
etc., are hiring aggressively from our colleges. To ensure that we capture this
demand for skilled manpower in this sector, we have to ensure more and more
such institutes of higher learning so that issues of quality faculty and quality
students could be addressed, a curriculum suited to the needs of the industry
and the job market are designed accordingly, and the linkage between the
industry and the academia is deepened and expanded.

In the current Budget of 2020-21, as was brought out by hon. Member
Shri Mahtab, Rs. 39,467 crore have been allocated for higher education. Out of
this, the |ITs have been allocated Rs. 393 crore; and world-class institutions
another Rs. 400 crore. However, as was brought out earlier, research and
innovation still leave a lot to be desired. This, | guess, is reflected when we
look at the low rankings of our universities in the global rankings. Only three
institutes — two of which are [ITs and the third one an |ISc — figure in the top
200 universities of the world. This is essentially on account of lack of research
papers published.

Another area of concern is our gross enrolment rate which is very low
compared to the western world or the developed world. We claim to be — and
we are on the path of becoming — a global leader as far as education and

higher education is concerned but this needs to be addressed.
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| would also like to say that in these institutions stringent quality
assurance mechanisms have to be put in place so that the graduates that we
produce from here have a value in the job market and do not end up being
‘technology coolies’ as was being mentioned by another hon. Member.

| am sure that adding these five IlITs to the list of INIs will go a long way
in helping us retain our pre-eminence in the IT sector and help us in achieving
our goal of a $ 5 trillion economy by 2024.

With these words, | support the Bill and | am quite sure that it will be

passed by the House unanimously. Thank you.

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SHRI B. B. PATIL (ZAHIRABAD): Thank you, hon. Chairperson, Sir. The
Indian Institutes of Information Technology Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2020
intends to grant statutory status to five IlITs, under PPP mode, at Surat,
Bhopal, Bhagalpur, Agartala, and Raichur, so that they can get the status of
Institutions of National Importance.

It will empower the Board of Governors of these five IlITs to start new
courses, including dual degree courses. It will also enable the institutes to
attract enough students required to develop a strong research base in the
country in the field of Information Technology. Twenty-one posts of Directors
and Registrars would be created for each IlIT and one for IITDM Kurnool. By
this initiative of the Government of India, these institutions will impart
knowledge in the field of Information Technology to provide solutions to the
challenges faced by the country and to provide manpower of global standards
for the information technology industry.

But the Indian Government has to remain focussed on the quality of
education while increasing capacity so as not to dilute the IITs. The focus of
the new institutions should be on attracting the best of faculty and setting-up
state-of-the-art labs. While location does make a difference in attracting world-
class faculty, the new institutions should focus on developing as centres of
excellence in particular fields, rather than trying to be good in everything.

India’s premier tech and business schools should also focus on more
inclusive education and incorporate more courses and curriculum in subjects,

such as History, Economics, and English. Creating a robust academic culture
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and at the same time, having an industry connect, are crucial for the new
institutions. The issue is not about where to set-up new IITs and |IMs, but
about investing enough resources, finding faculty, and putting in place enough
good leadership.

To gain critical mass, new institutions need early location of a permanent
campus, better resourcing, assurance of continuity to the first directors, and
identification of good project managers for infrastructure development. IIT-
Hyderabad, which is considered among the more successful of the new IITs,
has attracted students who scored ranks from 530 to 1000 in the Joint
Entrance Examinations. It managed to place around 70 per cent of the B.Tech
batches. Some innovative steps need to be taken which includes enabling
young faculty members to set-up state-of-the-art research laboratories, and
introducing a new academic programme. There is an urgent need to create
more seats for quality management and engineering education in India and
just the mushrooming of new IITs and providing them with the status of
institutions of national importance may not be a guarantee of achieving that.

For institutions to deliver education that fits into the IITs brand name,
they have to ensure quality and the best way to ensure that is to elevate
established institutions to IITs; and also follow the Roorkee and the Varanasi
models rather than set-up new ones at obscure locations.

With these words, | support the Bill. Thank you, Sir.

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SHRIMATI GODDETI MADHAVI (ARAKU): Hon. Chairperson, | congratulate
the Government on introduction of the Indian Institutes of Information
Technology Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2020.

As we all know, the Bill amends Indian Institutes of Information
Technology Act, 2014 and the Indian Institutes of Information Technology
(Public-Private Partnership) Act, 2017.

It is important to state that the Indian Institutes of Information
Technology (Public-Private Partnership) Act, 2017 declares certain Indian
Institutes of Information Technology established under Public-Private
Partnership mode as institutions of national importance. Under the Act, 15
institutes are currently incorporated as institutions of national importance.

Now the said Bill seeks to declare five Indian Institutes of Information
Technology (llITs) set up under the Public-Private Partnership mode in Surat,
Bhopal, Agartala and Raichur as institutions of national importance.

Currently, these institutions are registered as Societies under the
Societies Registration Act, 1860 and do not have the powers to grant degrees
or diplomas. On being declared institutes of national importance, the five
institutes will be granted the power to grant degrees which is a very
considerate and thoughtful idea which the Government proposes to materialise

through the provisions of this Bill.
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The proposed legislation also provides for rectification of a major error
under the Indian Institutes of Information Technology Act, 2014 by substituting
the word “elected’ with 'nominated’ for clarity.

Hon. Chairperson, talking about the need or impact the provisions of the
Bill shall have, | would like to state that the Bill will declare the remaining 5
lITs-PPP along with the existing 15 Indian Institutes of Information Technology
in Public Private Partnership mode as Institutions of National Importance’ with
powers to award degrees. The effect of this will be that this will entitle them to
use the nomenclature of Bachelor of Technology or Master of Technology or
Ph.D degree as issued by a university or institution of national importance. It
will also enable the institutes to attract enough students required for
development of a strong research base in the country in the field of information
technology.

Sir, talking about the manifold impact and benefits, | would like to
conclude by giving a brief background and sharing some vital information. As
we all know, lITs are envisaged to promote higher education and research in
the field of information technology, under the scheme of setting up of 20 new
[ITs in Public Private Partnership (IIT PPP) mode as approved by the Union
Cabinet on 26.11.2010, 15 lITs are already covered by the IlIT (PPP) Act,
2017, while the remaining 5 IITs are to be included in the Schedule of the Act.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Next speaker Shri E.T. Mohammed Basheer. As the
hon. Minister was scheduled to reply at 3 p.m and we have to conclude this
Bill by 3.15 p.m. and intelligent speakers speak only for three minutes.
SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Sir, as you suggest. Sir, |
agree with the provisions of this Bill. But | would like to express something that
| feel very strongly and that is, there is not much farsightedness and strong
vision in the field of education. We do not understand our strengths. This is the
era of internationalisation of education. This is also the era of a knowledge-
driven society. In this peculiar situation, India can give leadership to the entire
world as far as education is concerned. But in the present scenario, are we
capable of this? Can our education system develop and reach that standard?
That has to be examined with an open mind.

Sir, | wish to say that the kind of goals that we set for ourselves is also
poor. | know the hon. Minister, since | worked with him in a Committee, he is a
very loud thinking person. Why am | saying that the goals we set for ourselves
is poor? In this new world order, we have got a lot of opportunities. Our
planning should also be in keeping with such opportunities. That requires
reforms in the education sector and that too it has to be very fast. Earlier, the
saying was ‘survival of the fittest’ but now it has changed to ‘survival of the

fastest’. The Government has to be on the fast track. With regard to our
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planning | would like to say that we must have a high ambition. Our former
hon. President, Dr A P J Abdul Kalam used to advise students to dream.

He said, goal setting is very important in education. So, what | am
saying is that we have to be very careful in all this kind of things.

A country is not judged on how many institutions it is having. On the
other hand, it is judged on how many institutions a country is having to meet
the challenges, to fight the competitiveness of the internal era. In that regard,
framing of curriculum is very important. Unfortunately, the budding generation
in our country is not capable of competing in the international education sector.
So, we have to think in that way also. Similarly, | would like to tell the hon.
Minister that his Department is known as HRD. Normally, in States, it is
known as Education Department. What does HRD mean, Human Resource
Development. But what is happening? | am not blaming anybody. | would like
to make an appeal to the hon. Minister that we should not put our country into
a water tight compartment. We must have a liberalized policy and broad
mindedness in the education sector. | quote Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru. He
said: ‘ideals should be the guiding factor as far as Indian education system is
concerned. He also said: A university stands for humanism, for tolerance, for
reason, for the adventure of ideas and for the search of truth. It stands for
onward march of human race towards ever high objectives.” ...(Interruptions). |
am just concluding.

So, what | am saying is that we must have a liberal policy. The hon.

Minister is liberal, but the entire Government should do it in the same way.
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Actually, what is happening is, his good ideas and liberal mentalities are
shrinking in our educational sector.

Before concluding, | request the hon. Minister that reservation principle
should be adhered to strictly in educational system, especially in higher
education.

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SHRI SAPTAGIRI SANKAR ULAKA (KORAPUT): Sir, | rise to speak on the
Indian Institutes of Information Technology Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2020. |
support the Bill which brings five IlITs as Institutes of National Importance
which are at Surat, Bhopal, Bhagalpur, Agartala and Raichur. | have some
suggestions to give to the hon. Minister.

Firstly, the distribution is quite lop-sided. We have Gujarat,
Maharashtra, UP, MP which have two IlITs but many States like Punjab,
Odisha, Goa, Chhattisgarh, Arunachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Meghalaya and
Mizoram have none of them. So, there should be equal distribution of IlITs.
We have scope of five more IlITs which are coming up. You may consider the
same.

There is very slow progress of the IlITs and the dual degree course is
still not done. Funds are not available for infrastructure and the campuses are
also temporary. For example, Trichy and Raichur have temporary campuses.
Funding needs to be increased.

| will come to the basic points on information technology since | have the
background of information technology. There are two big challenges. One is
the employment issue and the other is the employability issue. When | talk
about the employment issue, let me tell you that there are ten lakh engineers
from private engineering colleges who are without employment. About 15 to
20 per cent of them in IITs still do not have campus placement. This is a big

problem.
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| will explain the reason as to why this is happening. Information
technology in India started with a global development model which is basically
on cost arbitrage like Wipro, under Narayana Murthy and all that. They used to
provide cheap labour in comparison to other developed countries; and our IT
picked up but slowly, when they started inducting more and more people, the
quality of education in the engineering colleges came down.

| was a Manager myself. | used to interview people for recruitment in my
Institute. | observed that they never understood the concept of Physics or
Maths, forget about engineering concepts. Premier Institutes spend five per
cent of their revenue to train the engineers who have graduated from premium
engineering colleges. This is something with which we will be struggling day
in and day out. | will give you some statistics.
HON. CHAIRPERSON : Do not go into statistics. Kindly make your last point.
SHRI SAPTAGIRI SANKAR ULAKA : Sir, 80 per cent of Indian engineers are
not fit for any job in knowledge economy. ...(Interruptions)
HON. CHAIRPERSON: | would request the Minister to give you special
audience so that you can explain him the issue relating to this context.
SHRI SAPTAGIRI SANKAR ULAKA : Sir, | want to help the Government to
solve the problem as we are in crisis.

Sir, information technology is something through which we are trying to
solve the crisis that we are in. We are not into cost arbitrage or anything. With
Al and mechanical learning in the |ITs and the block chains, we are not able to

compete with other developed nations. We have countries like Vietnam,
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Malaysia and others which are competing with India because that cost
arbitrage is no more there. We need to develop the curriculum; we need to
change the colleges and we need to align these colleges with the industry.
With these words, | would like to support the Bill but unless and until you
involve the industry in technical education, we cannot succeed and you should

think rationally to improve the quality of education.

You have approved 15 institutes throughout the country and you have also
approved this institute at Pune. After your approval, the state Government had
allotted the land for his institute. | personally pursued for this and wrote many
letters. Pune is known as an IT hub and this kind of institute is very much
required there. But, | am totally clueless about the fate of this institute as | do
not know about the future developments. Due to the paucity of time | would
not take much time. Hon. MoS represents our state of Maharashtra and
therefore | would like to request him to call a meeting in this regard as per his
convenience. This institute must be started at the earliest. | have come to
know that one builder has encroached that land. So, | would like to request the
concerned authority to look into this matter and call a meeting to know the
actual position. | support this bill. Thank you.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : You have made your point. Thank you.

Act, 2017.

| welcome this Bill as its aim is to develop new knowledge in information
technology, to provide manpower of global standards for the information
technology industry, and to provide for certain other matters connected with
such institutions or incidental thereto.

At this juncture, although my State of Tamil Nadu is already blessed with
[lITs in Kancheepuram and Trichy, | would request the hon. Minister for HRD,
through you, Sir, to consider the feasibility of establishment of one more IIT in
my Theni Parliamentary Constituency under the PPP mode, which would
enable the deserving students from southern parts of Tamil Nadu State to have
their research and higher education in the field of Information Technology, at
par with international standards.

Sir, my colleague from the DMK, Dr. Kalanidhi Veeraswamy said that the
Tamil Nadu Government is closing the schools and opening the TASMAC. This
is not true. He is giving a wrong statement in this House. The Tamil Nadu

Government is undertaking various schemes for the development of schools
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and the students. The Tamil Nadu Government, under the leadership of our
hon. Chief Minister, Shri Edappadi K. Palanisamy, is spending more than Rs.
30,000 crore for the development of education sector and also for the
development of students.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: This is a good suggestion for the Minister; good
suggestion for the Government.

SHRI P. RAVEENDRANATH KUMAR : Sir, the DMK is talking about the
opening of TASMAC but they are manufacturing liquor. ...(Interruptions) The
leaders of the DMK are running a distillery, and selling liquor to the TASMAC.

SHRI P. RAVEENDRANATH KUMAR : Sir, | will just conclude.

Sir, this Bill paves the way, resulting in increasing complexity of this
technology. Therefore, it is the need of the hour to know what we can do for
the success of the information technology implementations, and to achieve or
intended values.

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SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN (KOTTAYAM): Sir, thank you very much for
giving me the opportunity to participate in this discussion. | am proud of the
fact that out of the 15 institutions, one institution is in Kerala, in Palai district
which lies in my Constituency, Kottayam.

Minister for Human Resource Development, with the efforts of my predecessor,
Shri Jose K. Mani, who wanted that Kottayam be the Centre of Excellence, and
an education hub. Sir, | am glad that the IlIT was established in
Kottayam.

In Kerala, this institute is supported and partly managed by the Indian
Institute of Science Education and Research, Thiruvananthapuram. They give
all the technical support and administrative guidance.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Mr. Thomas, if you can give suggestions within one
minute, that would be better.

The new institutions as well as the existing institutions should be
encouraged to have connection with the industry so that the courses would
become modern and the students also would be getting the most modern

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*DR. THOL THIRUMAAVALAVAN (CHIDAMBARAM): Hon. Chairman Sir,
Vanakkam. | welcome this Bill. At the same time ,| wish to bring some points to
the notice of Hon. Minister. The Union Government is engaged in surveillance
and spying all the Indian citizens on the basis of Aadhar through UIDAI. | want
to say that this information has been acquired through an RTI application. Hon.
Supreme Court in its verdict has categorically stated that information found in
Aadhar should only be used for Social Welfare Schemes and not to be used or
linked to any other thing. | wish to say that Aadhar card information should
neither be linked to Voter | Card, Bank Cards nor should be used for
surveillance and spying too. The information in detail in this regard have come
out in Private Magazines. It can be used to make voters unable to cast their
vote. It is painful to note that the Government is taking steps which are against
the judgement of Hon. Supreme Court.

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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Mr. Chairman, Sir, | rise to
support this Bill. | would like to suggest to the hon. Minister to declare the
Indian Institute of Information Technology and Management, which is an
autonomous institution at Thiruvananthapuram, also as an institute of national
importance in future at least for which | have already given a notice for an
amendment also.

This is giving statutory recognition to five more institutes. Now, the total
tally would come to around 20 institutes, that is, 20 IlITs in our country having
national importance and significance. The main two objects of this Institute are:
1) to impart expertise knowledge in the field of IT to provide solution to the
challenges being faced by the country, and 2) to provide skilled manpower of
international standard to the IT industry. Sir, the institutes are even empowered
to use the nomenclature B.Tech., M.Tech. and even Ph.D. The Board of
Governors is also empowered even to start new courses including the dual
degree course. So, such an empowerment is being given to these Institutions.

| would like to flag two to three issues in this regard. First is regarding
the quality of education. The quality of education is one of the major
challenges being faced by the country. Then, even the New Education Policy
of which the Draft has already been circulated, is also giving thrust to have the
higher education, and also to improve the quality of higher education. My point
is: whether there is any quality assessment review mechanism in these IlITs so
as to assess the standard of education imparted in these institutions because

these students coming out of these institutions have to compete with the
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students of the international standard. So, in these 15 institutions, which have
already been declared as institutions of national importance, whether such an
assessment regarding the quality has been done. My suggestion is that there
should be a quality assessment review mechanism in which the Ministry and
the Government should also have a role in having such a review mechanism.

My second issue is about the fee structure. Sir, you have also cited the
issue of fee structure. We know that when it is a PPP model, the expenses
have been borne by the students, who are studying in those institutions. So, it
is marginalising the poor and common people of this country. So, how would
the poor meritorious students be able to get admission in these institutions
because they are imparting better education of international standard? So, my
suggestion is that there should be a fee regulatory system in place. The
Government of India is providing budgetary support to these institutions. So,
definitely, the Government should have a financial as well as social control
over these institutions because they are working, running and functioning with
the budgetary support of the Government of India.

Lastly, regarding the placement, as rightly asked by Prof. Saugata Ray-
ji, what is the rate of placement of these 15 institutions, which we are already
having during the last three to four years? With these few suggestion, |

conclude. Thank you.
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SHRI HASNAIN MASOODI (ANANTNAG): Mr. Chairman, Sir, it does not
need any emphasis that information technology has a key role to play for the
development of a nation.

If any State has a better claim to have IlIT, that is Jammu and Kashmir.

Jammu
and Kashmir earns a lot of foreign exchange through export of handicrafts,
fruits and tourist industry, and it needs IlITs more than any other State. we
need a trained workforce and a trained manpower so that whatever ICT tools
are to be integrated in export and for the development of the State, are in
place.

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SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Sir, at the outset, |
am according my affirmative nod to the legislative document under the tittle,
the Indian Institutes of Information Technology Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2020.

The Bill amends the Indian Institutes of Information Technology Act,
2014 and the Indian Institutes of Information Technology (Public-Private
Partnership) Act, 2017. In the year 2010, the Indian Institutes of Information
Technology Bill, 2010 was introduced in Lok Sabha. The Bill sought to grant
the status of Institute of National Importance upon the four llITs. So, it is a
long-drawn process that has been carrying on by the successive
Governments.

Yes, India has been recognised across the globe as a Mecca of
information technology because we have established the miniature form of
Silicon Valley in our country at Bengaluru. Once upon a time, Obama, the
former President of America, suggested his countrymen that, ‘if you do not
have the requisite knowledge, then jobs would go to Bengaluru.” So, we have
had the capacity of developing this kind of empire of information technology.
Once upon a time, we had been subjugated by the British colonial power by
dint of their adequate wherewithal and the scientific power that we did not have
at our disposal. That is why, they had been able to subjugate us by their
scientific power. But now, the situation has been totally turned to a 360-degree
angle. Now, Indian people have been dominating the western world in terms
of information technology. We had been able to offer the world Sundar Pichai

and Satya Nadella, the greatest product of our country. So, we need more and
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more IlITs and IITs, etc., in our country. It is because IT sector is a sector
which could be recognised as a knowledge-based industry. Without spewing
smoke, we can establish a knowledge-based industry that we have had.

Sir, | know there is a scarcity of time but | would like to draw the
attention of the hon. Minister to two or three issues. There is a lopsided
distribution. You are establishing 15 plus five but for the Eastern India, you
should pay a little more attention. That must be our demand.

Second issue is the slow progress. None of the 20 IlITs established
have started Dual Degree courses yet, due to inadequate infrastructure, which
is being set at slow pace. Thirdly, there is a serious infrastructural institutional
gap. llITs, as per PPP Model, were set up to be autonomous, non-profit, self-
sustaining and research-led educational institution. However, all of these
institutes are started without any permanent campus.

Now, we have to deal with the
robotics, machine learning etc. Our future generation need to be well-equipped

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SHRI RITESH PANDEY (AMBEDKAR NAGAR): Hon. Chairperson, | rise to
support the Bill. But there are certain queries that | would like to put forward
here.

According to this Bill, the said Act, the Indian Institutes of Information
Technology (Public-Private Partnership) Act, 2017 was enacted to declare
certain Indian Institutes of Information Technology established under the
public-private partnership mode as Institutes of National Importance. It is the
definition of national importance that | want to question here.

According to the definition of Institute of National Importance, an Institute
of National Importance is the one that serves as a pivotal player in developing
highly skilled personnel within the specified region of the country or State. This
definition says a lot without saying anything at all.

What are the guidelines for determining who a pivotal player is? What
distinguishes highly skilled personnel? This needs to be specified because we
need to set the criteria as to on what basis we are choosing these institutes as
Institutes of National Importance.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : It is a request and it is not connected to the Bill.
SHRI RITESH PANDEY : Yes, absolutely. But | would like to make the

request. Please allow and assure that these people get the money.
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SHRI DNV. SENTHILKUMAR S. (DHARMAPURI): Vanakkam Chairperson.

The great visionary, Dr. Kalignar had introduced the IT Policy in the year
1998. In the Government’s schools, we had introduced Computer Science as a
subject way back in the year 1998, which even the students and IT
professionals now would have forgotten. In 2000, we had set up an IT ITDEL
Park with thermal energy storage system which was then the third largest
system in the world. This was followed by a 1,000-acre IT Park at Siruseri
which was inaugurated by our leader, Thiru Stalin. Then we have IT Parks at
Trichy-Navalpattu, Tirunelveli, Madurai and Salem.

So, what | am saying is that, having so much of excellence in IT, power
and technology and being the pioneers in this field, | would like to know from
the Central Government if they know that a part of India, that is pioneer in this
field, still exists, and it is called as the State of Tamil Nadu, the State of
Kerala, the State of Telangana and the State of Andhra Pradesh. It is because
we are continuously being neglected in the budgetary allocations and in the
railways. Yesterday, when the Bill relating to Ayurveda was taken up, there
was no talk of any institution being set up in Kottakkal. So, | would like to
request them to give consideration to us and have centres of excellence at
Kancheepuram and Trichy by establishing Indian Institute of Information
Technology over there.

Also, my last point is that reservation in the institutions under the public-
private partnership mode should be strictly adhered to. Thank you very much

for this opportunity.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Now, Shri Anubhav Mohanty, you have one-and-a-half

minute. Others were provided one-minute each only.
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SHRI ANUBHAV MOHANTY (KENDRAPARA): Sir, one-and-a-half-minute
time is okay. | am thankful to you for giving me extra 30 seconds.

| will just speak of a few concerns from my side. Sir, the need for a
common syllabus throughout the country has to be focussed upon, considering
the problems being faced by students in clearing the competitive entrance
exams for institutes like IITs and IlITs due to lack of uniformity in syllabus.
Standardisation of the fee structure should be there.

Now, | have a few questions. The IlITs under the PPP mode were
established over the last seven years. The institutes have fund allocation of
Rs.128 crore for establishing the infrastructure. This amount is shared among
the Central Government, the State Government and the industries. Has there
been any study on the adequacy of funds for establishing a good IT institution?

During the first four years, the Central Government will provide partial
support towards the recurring expenditure up to Rs.10 crore for each IlIT
depending on the actual requirement. Is this adequate for the institute to
sustain the initial phase? Is there any study on how these institutions will be
able to sustain over a long time in the absence of revenue funding? Is there
any study on the quality of education provided by these institutes? What is the
employment scenario for graduates from these institutes?

Are these institutes eligible to receive the research grant provided by
different Ministries of the Government? Is the Government planning to
establish an IlIT under PPP scheme in the State of Odisha? In Odisha, we

already have one under the State PPP scheme, which could be included in this
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Act or a new one could be established. Considering the importance of self-
employment and entrepreneurship in technology sector, incubation centres are
required which require additional funding and participation of industries.

Sir, these are my few questions through you to the hon. Minister. | hope
he will give certain answers which will satisfy the State of Odisha and the
nation. Thank you, Sir.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : There is an unending list of speakers. The hon.
Minister can understand that there is so much of interest relating to IT.

Dr. Satyapal Singh ji was a former Minister of HRD. He also wants to
speak on this issue.

Now, Dr. Satyapal Singh ji.

DR. SATYAPAL SINGH (BAGHPAT): Thank you, Chairman, Sir, | stand here
to support the hon. Minister for bringing in this Bill as well as getting the
curriculum of all these technical institutions upgraded and making it almost
modern.

Sir, | come from Baghpat area, which happens to be the most backward
area in the NCR around Delhi. There is neither a State institution nor an all-
India institution. It is one of those few places which have their names since
Mahabharata Era. It used to be known as Vyaghraprastha.

Sir, through you, | would request the hon. Minister to at least set up one

technical education institution, whether it may be an IIT or IlIT. Thank you, Sir.

Madam, we cannot lose site of the fact that people engaged in
agriculture in Bundelkhand and adjoining areas are changing their cultivation
patterns. By moving away from crops like rice and wheat, they are making a
huge contribution to preservation of our ecosystem. We know that climate
change is mostly attributable to crops like rice and wheat because of the
methane gas that escapes from the rice fields. So, that way they are
contributing in a big way to combat climate change. They are engaged in an
ecoservice. They are doing good not only to them but also to the people in
other parts of the country by moving their focus on to pulses and other crops.
Therefore, | would suggest that irrigation facilities to farmers in Bundelkhand

and adjoining areas and also in other parts of Madhya Pradesh need to be
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supplemented. This should be given top priority so that they continue to play a
key role in preservation of the ecosystem and in saving from the dangers of
climate change first their own region and then the whole country.

We all know that environmental disasters do not respect geographical
boundaries. They do not take note of political loyalties and loyalties of
communities. They affect the humankind as a whole. So, | would support the
suggestions made by the hon. Member and would urge upon the hon. Minister
to give top priority to supplementing and enhancing irrigation facilities in

Bundelkhand and adjoining areas. Thank you.
