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(xi) Need to take steps to eradicate malnutrition in Odisha

SHRIMATI SANGEETA KUMARI SINGH DEO (BOLANGIR): Odisha is
battling serious malnutrition crisis, especially in rural areas. As per findings of
National Family Health Survey(NFHS)-4, the total number of under-five
children in Odisha suffering from severe wasting has increased from 5.2 per
cent to 6.4 per cent in the last 10 years. The people belonging to the
Scheduled Tribe (23 per cent) and Scheduled Caste (17 per cent) are the
worst victims of perpetual poverty and marginalisation.
There has been 25 per cent increase in outlay of Rs. 35,600 crore in 2020-
21 for nutrition related programmes like Poshan Abhiyan. But Odisha must
utilise allocated funds because this kind of investment in nutrition will help
tackle severe acute malnourishment in the State. This will also address various
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) of Odisha.
| request Central Government to take necessary steps so that menace of

malnutrition may be eradicated in Odisha.
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(xii) Regarding stem cell therapy procedure

DR. SUBHASH RAMRAO BHAMRE (DHULE): The Stem cells have great
potential to treat many incurable conditions that otherwise cause death and
disability. India has more than 2.5 crores Divyang citizens who can benefit
from this. Indian Doctors from Government as well as Private Hospitals are
playing leadership role in this field. There are many pioneering Indian
scientific publications on this subject. The main problem faced by this field
today is that there is divergence of policy between the Central Drugs Standard
Control Organization (CDSCO) of Ministry of Health & Family Welfare and
Indian Council of Medical Research (ICMR). On the one hand, CDSCO
policies are supportive of cell therapy procedure done by Doctors. On the other
hand, the policy of the ICMR is extremely restrictive. ICMR has made
guideline (NGSCR 2017), which permits only the use of branded stem cells
manufactured by private companies for commercial use but prevent
Government and other private Hospitals from using generic stem cells for
treatment. Due to the restrictive policies of ICMR, some of India’s most
prestigious institutes such as AllMs, New Delhi and several other prominent
hospitals have not been given approval by the ICMR. Whereas, certain
commercial private companies have been granted permission. A real-life
example of how ICMR guidelines are resulting in increased patient suffering is

of a Railway Hospital of Vadodara where stem cells are being used to save

patients from leg amputations. From 64 legs which were to be amputated, 57
were saved using stem cells. This treatment was done free of cost. ICMR
intervention, however, resulted in stopping this programme. The result of
ICMR's intervention is that from the last 3 years, this excellent work has
stopped, and Railway workers' legs which could be saved by stem cell therapy

are being cut.
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(xiii) Need for new railway line from Thalassery to Mysore via
Manathavady

SHRI K. MURALEEDHARAN (VADAKARA): | would like to raise a matter
regarding the project proposal for new Railway Line from Thalassery to Mysore
via Manathavady. During the British period itself, there was a proposal to
make Thalassery, a railway junction to connect Mysore and thereby extending
the railway line to Bengaluru. Due to the outbreak of Second World War and
the Independence Struggle against British rule, the Britishers dropped the
proposal. The first Railway Minister of Independent India visited Thalassery
during those days and travelled up to Mysore by road and declared that new
railway line would be laid from Thalassery to Mysore. Unfortunately, that
proposal and declarations could not be materialized. However, the new
alignment from Thalassery to Mysore via Manathavady - Kenichera, Pullppally,
Sargur, HD Kotta Kadakola to Mysore is not affecting environment. It will go
through side of Kabani river under a tunnel stretching to 11.5 km.  The rail
network will not disturb any of the protected places. |, therefore, request the
Railway Minister to lay the new rail line from Thalassery to Mysore via

Manathavady.
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(xiv) Regarding construction of dam on river Palar at
Thoni Maduvu in Tamil Nadu

SHRI DNV. SENTHILKUMAR S. (DHARMAPURI): The Water from Barugur
Hills coming under Mettur Taluk flows into Palar River near Thoni Maduvu on
Tamil Nadu — Karnataka State border. A Reservoir has been proposed at
Thoni Maduvu to store water for irrigation and portable purposes and the
scheme would benefit about 11,000 acres of land spreading across 105
villages in Mettur Assembly constituency in Tamil Nadu.

It is learnt that about 190 acres of forest land and 60 acres of private
land would be needed for implementation of this project. The State
Government is required to approach the Centre for getting its consent and

financial assistance for the implementation of this worthy project.
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(xv) Need to expedite the process of “Assent to Andhra Pradesh
Disha Bill, 2019"

SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA VISWANATH (KAKINADA): Baba Saheb
Ambedkar said, “I measure the progress of a community by the degree of
progress which women have achieved.”

SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): The situation in North East Delhi where
women had been on dharna for more than two months took an unfortunate turn
on 24.02.2020. Five people including a police head constable were killed in
violence over Citizenship Act protests. A leader of a Political Party had
allegedly given a call against the dharna which led to clashes between anti
CAA and pro CAA protesters. Violence took communal colour and spread to
Jafarabad, Maujpur and Bhajanpura areas of North East Delhi. The police
failed to anticipate the violence and did not take steps to prevent it and 11
police persons including a DCP were injured.  While nobody can speak
against peaceful protests, use of force by certain political elements should be
condemned. Police should take all possible steps to prevent any such

recurrence in any part of the capital city.

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(xix) Regarding Central assistance for procurement of Modern vehicles
for strengthening of fire service in Odisha

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Due to rapid industrialisation
and increase in number of hazardous industries and chemical plants at
different parts of Odisha particularly in Jharsuguda, Angul, Paradeep,
Rayagada and Balasore, the vulnerability of these areas is increasing day by
day. To meet industrial accidents, chemical leakages induction of Hazmat
vehicles is required.

SHRI KOTHA PRABHAKAR REDDY (MEDAK): | would like to draw the kind
attention of the Government towards the need to expedite development of
Greenfield Satellite railway Terminal at Nagulapalli in Medak District under
South Central Railway which falls in my Parliamentary Constituency in
Telangana State.

At present, two
main streams of traffic are operated from Hyderabad to Delhi and Kolkata.
Initially, the Hyderabad to Delhi stream will be operated from Nagulapalli in
future. At present, the three existing terminals of Secunderabad, Hyderabad

and Kacheguda are taking a heavy load of passenger traffic.
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Hence, | request the Hon’ble Minister of Railways to kindly intervene in

the matter and do the needful at the earliest.

(xxii) Need to provide central assistance to Kerala affected by two floods

Kerala has not been allotted
a single penny for the second flood even as the State has asked a financial
support of Rs.2101.88 crore. So, the Central Government should allot

sufficient fund for the development of Kerala.
