KIRIT PREMJIBHAI SOLANKI (AHMEDABAD WEST): Anti-
microbial Resistance will be one of the challenges India will face in the coming
decade.

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(xiv) Need to improve the infrastructure at Employees' State Insurance
Hospital, Karur in Kerala

SUSHRI S. JOTHIMANI (KARUR): There is an urgent need to allocate
adequate funds and take necessary action in order to improve the quality of
healthcare provided by the Karur Employee State Insurance (ESI) Hospital in
Karur district, which falls under the Karur Parliamentary Constituency.

At present, there is only an out-patient facility available at the ESI
Hospital. There is a requirement to convert it into a multi-speciality hospital.
The upgraded infrastructure will be beneficial for the workers of the district to
receive high quality healthcare services.

Therefore, | urge the Government to upgrade and improve the health

infrastructure and medical services at the ESI Hospital in Karur.

KUMARI RAMYA HARIDAS (ALATHUR): There is a lot of attraction for the
organic or “Jaiva” food items in the market and these food items get a better
price. Now,many of the retail-traders are following this trend in the market and
sell all items in the trade name “Jaiva” or organic. =~ The number of cancer
patients has increased in a short span and it has come out in studies that the
main cause is the usage of pesticides and chemicals in agriculture farms. The
threat is towards the future generation.

So, adequate legislations have to be made by the Food Safety and
Standards Authority of India, so that original organic products only come to
the market and only the farmers producing organic products get the benefit.

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(xvi) Need for parking and resting facilities for truck drivers plying on
Hosur-Salem-Kochi stretch of National Highway

SHRI V.K. SREEKANDAN (PALAKKAD): The main reason as per initial
report for the accident that happened in the wee hours of 20.02.2020 at
Avinashi in Tamil Nadu, involving a bus and a container truck, in which 19
persons have lost their lives and many others sustained serious injuries, was
due to the container truck driver dozing off at the wheels. Earlier there was a
shift system for the truck drivers plying vehicles on long distance routes with
sleeper facility in the cabin which has been done away with the current Motor
Vehicles Amendment Act, forcing the truck drivers to drive the vehicles without
any break for a longer duration. This needs to be rolled back again. Hosur-
Salem-Kochi stretch on the National Highway is the highest vehicular traffic
stretch in the country. Since this stretch is having heavy vehicular movement,
especially in the nights, parking and resting facilities need to be created as well
as speed up monitoring by cameras.

Therefore, | urge upon the Government to install cameras as well as
create parking place and resting facilities along this stretch and also bring back

the shift system for the long distance truck drivers urgently.
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(xvii) Need to recruit adequate local manpower in ISRO Propulsion
Complex in Tamil Nadu

SHRI S. GNANATHIRAVIAM (TIRUNELVELI): ISRO Propulsion Complex
(IPRC) is the only functional ISRO/DOS centre located in state of Tamilnadu, it
is one of the unique high technology installations of ISRO and is responsible
for rocket engine testing, Integration of rocket stages, handling and storage of
Earth Storable and Cryogenic propellants for ISRO’s launches. It is
geographically the biggest centre in ISRO with 8000 acres of land and
strategically located on National Highway 47.

This centre is located in my Constituency and it was formed in the year
1982, | came to know from the records that, IPRC is doing 80% of Liquid
Propulsion system related testing, assembly and integration works and
supplying the rocket stages for launches. IPRC/ISRO centre is engaging nearly
2000 contract employees for more than 20 years and has not enhanced its
permanent staff strength. At present, the centre is functioning with nearly 700
permanent employees whereas the nearby ISRO VSSC, located at Veli Kerala
is having nearly 7000 permanent manpower and having only 700 contract
manpower.

| came to know from news dailies that URSC/ISRO Sangalore centre is
recruiting more than 180 posts in Admin, Auxiliary, Technician posts in group C
and D category via vide Advt.No.URSC:01:2020 dated February 15, 2020 on a

single stretch whereas the pioneering IPRC/ISRO centre which requires more
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number of manpower is operated by contract Man powers. In ISRO many
times such mass recruitments were sanctioned by ISRO Headquarters
whereas no such recruitments were made to fulfill the manpower requirements
of the lone IPRC/ISRO centre located at Tamil Nadu. IPRC centre is not
providing preference for local candidates in Group C and D recruitments, As
per Tamilnadu state orders all central government installations in the state
should provide 69% of Group C and D posts to local candidates. IPRC/ISRO
management has not provided recruitments for local candidates for the past 15
years and has not increased its permanent staff strength.

As Hon'ble Minister is aware Kanyakumari, Tirunelveli, Thoothukudi and
Tenkasi districts are having high literacy rate and having more qualified
technical candidates but it is pity to note that none of these people have been
recruited even in Group-C & D posts in the nearby R&D installation of ISRO in
recent decades. IPRC/ISRO is only having only 4 Safety engineers to look
after the safety systems of Propellant Storage and Transportation facility which
handles tones of hazardous propellants. The propellant handling
infrastructures is operated by un-skilled contract manpower at IPRC. Similar
Propellant handling Infrastructures at ISRO’s Launch PAD SDSC Sriharikota,
is having nearly 150 permanent, to look after safety related activities.

| request the Hon'ble Minster to direct Department of Space to recruit

adequate local manpower in IPRC, Tamil Nadu.
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(xviii) Regardig considering genuine needs of differently-abled
sports persons

DR. T. R. PAARIVENDHAR (PERAMBALUR): | would like to bring to the kind
notice of the Government that there are many special schools running for
differently-abled persons in our country. Many differently-abled sports persons
are participating in state, national and international level sports and games. My
request to the Union Government through you, Sir, is that in the Central
Government Sports Quota Appointments, 1% of posts can be reserved for
differently abled International and National Medal winners. Presently,
differently abled persons are doing well at the International level games. This
will be a great motivation to them.

There is a need of separate compartment in trains and adequate
concession for travelling in flights along with the companion for differently
abled sports persons to participate in international sports tournaments like
Special Olympics and Paralympics.

Already the Government of India is sponsoring the air tickets for the
participants of Special Olympics, Paralympics, which includes Asian Games,
Commonwealth Games and World Championship. But not for the
International events which are qualifier for the Paralympics. At least, 50%
concessions can be given for the eligible participants.

So, | urge upon the Union Ministry of Youth affairs and Sports to

consider the genuine needs of the differently abled sports persons.
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(xix) Regarding setting up of AIIMS in Andhra Pradesh

SHRI RAGHU RAMA KRISHNA RAJU (NARSAPURAM): | would like to draw
the attention of the Government towards setting up of AIIMS in Andhra
Pradesh which was one of the promises of AP Reorganization Act, 2014. The
approval for AIIMS at Mangalagiri in Guntur District of Andhra Pradesh was
given in October, 2015. The approved cost of the project is Rs 1618 crore. A
quantum of Rs. 233 crores have been released so far. It was also decided
that an additional Rs. 272 crores will be provided under Pradhan Mantri
Swasthya Suraksha Yojana (PMSSY). Subsequently, tender was finalized.
The master plan had also been finalized and initial construction under phase-I
has begun. The Government of Andhra Pradesh provided 192 acres of land
near Mangalagiri for this green campus. It is scheduled to be completed by
October 2020.

Minister for Health and Family Welfare to allocate sufficient funds for early

completion of AIIMS in Andhra Pradesh.

“(3) Where the declarant has filed any appeal before the appellate
forum or any writ petition before the High Court or the Supreme Court
against any order in respect of tax arrear, he shall withdraw such appeal
or writ petition with the leave of the Court wherever required after
issuance of certificate under sub-section (1) of section 5 and furnish
proof of such withdrawal alongwith the intimation of payment to the

designated authority under sub- section (2) of section5.

(4) Where the declarant has initiated any proceeding for
arbitration, conciliation or mediation, or has given any notice thereof
under any law for the time being in force or under any agreement
entered into by India with any other country or territory outside India
whether for protection of investment or otherwise, he shall withdraw the
claim, if any, in such proceedings or notice after issuance of certificate

under sub-section (1) of section 5 and furnish proof of such withdrawal
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alongwith the intimation of payment to the designated authority under
sub-section (2) of section5.”
