Malaria was initiated at Malaria Research Centre in 1985 
as an extramural Project. The project jointfy funded by 
ICMR and Ministry of Health & Family WeHare, was 
approved for continuation till the end of 8th Five Year 
Plan. The Project was continued during 1997·98 and has 
been extended for a further period of one year till 31st 
March, 1999. 

The issue of permanency of staff as well as 
continuation of this Project was considered by Dr. 
Harcharan Singh Committee and later by Dr. PattsnaYB 
CommIttee which raviewed the progre88 and achievements 
of the IDVC Project. The recommendations were 
forwarded to Prof. Rudrappa Committee which had 
accepted the recommendations of Dr. Pattanayak 
CommIttee for re-organisation of IDVC as a permanent 
activity of Malaria Research Cantre, Delhi. These 
ntCOrnmandations have been considered by the Governing 
Body In Its recent meeting held on 2S.1.99.
