SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI: | have said about renewable energy. | have talked
about the trend going on right now, what may happen after 20-30 years, and what
are the assumptions going on. | am talking on that basis. But as of today, we
have no other option but to produce electricity with coal. Almost, three-fourth of
the electricity is produced by coal, and as of now, my firm feeling is that we will
not be having any alternative in the near future. As far as India’s per capita
consumption of electricity is concerned, it is 1,181 kilowatt per hour. In USA, it is
12,600 kilowatt per hour; in China, it is 4,600 kilowatt per hour; and in Japan, it is

6,800 kilowatt per hour.

So, we have to produce more electricity and our country should grow.
Keeping that in mind, we have to produce more coal. Recently, we had two days
of Chintan Shivir of all officers right from Director to CMD and Joint Secretary and

we discussed the pithead plan also.

Sir, | am pleased to state that the coal stock in all thermal power plants has
increased in the last three months and the present stock level is 23 days. It was
very less previously and it has increased now. We are committed to produce
more coal in the coming years and see that all thermal power plants have

sufficient stock of coal. So, | have written letters to many State Governments not
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to import coal for thermal power plants and we have insisted upon all State
Governments not to import coal as we have enough stock in our country now.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN: Sir, | absolutely join the hon. Minister. What he
has said is absolutely correct. This is a question relating to the VRS to the

employees of the BSNL. That is entirely different. | think, clubbing is not good.

Sir, my point is about the revival package of BSNL. If you see, there are
four main elements. First is VRS; second one is providing 4G spectrum; the third
one is BSNL and MTNL merger; and the fourth one is the issuance of sovereign
Board. Unfortunately, it is being said that out of the revival plan of 2019, you have
only implemented the part of retirement of employees under VRS. You have not
done anything in case of other three elements. Out of 1,53,000 employees,
78,569 employees have already opted VRS and the wage bill has come to half of
it. You may kindly see that. The BSNL is a prestigious institution of India. It has
62,000 towers of its own. It has an infrastructure of more than 7 lakh kilometres

of optical fibre cable. All the paraphernalia and infrastructure is there.

The revival package and VRS is there because of the loss. The loss for the
financial year 2018-19 is Rs. 14,944 crore. The sole reason for the loss and the
inefficacy of the BSNL is that it has not been provided with the 4G spectrum.
How can BSNL be able to compete with the private service providers? They are
having the 4G and, now, they are moving for 5G. How can a public sector
undertaking like BSNL compete with the private service providers who are having

4G?

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN: | am directly coming to the question, Sir. Why
is the Government not providing 4G spectrum to the BSNL? s it not for helping

the private service providers? That is my specific question.

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: Sir, hon. Premachandran ji is a great supporter
of PSUs. | acknowledge that. We also strongly believe that existence of a PSU
like BSNL is important both, for public service and also for fairness in the entire
system of communication. BSNL suffer bad times partly of the regime we had
there also. In 2014-15 and in 2015-16, it became EBITA positive. Our
Government has taken a conscious decision to revive both, BSNL and MTNL. It

is because they do public service in floods, in earthquake, etc.

| want this House to note only two things. Why it happened? The BSNL
revenue cost of employee is 74 per cent; in case of MTNL, it is 87 per cent; in
case of Airtel, it is 3 per cent; in case of Vodafone, it is 6 per cent; and in case of
Jio, it is 4 per cent. Therefore, we had to go for a fresh approach on this. | want
to confirm to this House, nearly one lakh employees have voluntarily sought VRS

and we are giving them packages.

Regarding 4G, hon. Member is absolutely right, the Cabinet decision

stands committed to provide them 4G which will be given to them shortly.
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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN : The second supplementary is with regard to
the VRS scheme. Even though they have opted for the VRS, they are not going to
get the benefit immediately because you are following the Gujarat model of VRS.
That means they will get 35 days of salary for completed service and 25 days of
salary for the future service. So, they have to wait upto the financial year 2024-25

in order to get the benefit of VRS. So, what is the model which is being pursued?

| would also like to know about the contract workers. So far 11 months
have elapsed. They have not been paid wages for the contract workers. Now, the
BSNL is being run by the contract workers. More than one lakh contract workers
are there who have not been paid their wages. Even the regular employees have
not been paid February salaries. | would like to seek a definite answer from the

hon. Minister on this issue.

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: As far as the model of VRS is concerned, the
Gujarat model details have been mentioned by him. | have the other details. | do
not want to take much time. It clearly is one of the best models available which is
also being followed by others. Everything is not wrong in Gujarat, Premachandran
Ji. | hope you will appreciate that. Light banter should be appreciated in the

House.

Regarding the other part of it, we have paid the salaries for January and

February. We are going to pay them very shortly.

Regarding contract workers, | do acknowledge that the payment has to be

made. But we will have to calibrate it. Contract workers are not our workers. They
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have been employed by the contractors. Therefore, many payments have been
due to the contractors. We are giving them. Give us some time. | would appeal to
this hon. House the Government’s intention is to revive a PSU like BSNL and

MTNL and till it is complete, let us trust and give some gestation period.

SHRI BRIJENDRA SINGH : How many employees of BSNL, MTNL and DoT are
serving in non-departmental rolls. That is, they are serving in other ministries and

whether such employees have also been given the option of opting for VRS?

BSNL was over-
staffed because it was dealing with fixed line telephones as compared to the

mobile operators who have nobody on the ground. They have only the towers and
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a central control system. So, when you have a fixed line, you have to draw the line

through crowded areas and naturally, more people are needed.

| will only ask one thing from the hon. Minister. All those who have taken
VRS, will their posts be abolished? This will be totally wrong. It is because many
experienced people have retired. This will leave BSNL with inadequate human
resources to run the whole system. If you are really going to give them 4G, then

you need the experienced staff.

labourers for the last seven months; and for the permanent employees, the
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payment of salary has not been regular. The amount recovered from the
employees towards loan has also not been paid to the respective banks by the
BSNL, and the employees are getting notice from the banks. Therefore, | would

like to know from the hon. Minister the steps taken to clear the said dues.

There are two
types of employees. The permanent employees are subjected to VRS. But the
contract employees are not our employees. They were employed by the
contractors.

It was again extended to be completed by 2019. It was further extended to 2020.

Now, it is extended upto 2022. This is why the people feel that there is
negligence on the part of the Northeast Frontier Railway authority the project cost
is more than Rs.100 crore. Therefore, | would request the hon. Minister to
complete the project must be through EPC (Engineering, Procurement and

Construction) and PMC (Project Management Contractor) modes.

SHRI SURESH C. ANGADI: Sir, the hon. Member is very much eager for
completion of the project. This project has been declared as a national project. It

was sanctioned in 2004-05.

Sir, | would like to inform the hon. Member that though there are many
problems, around 12 kilometre stretch of this project is already completed and
work on 80 per cent of the project is in full progress. The delay in the project has
been on account of difficult geological area and insurgency issues. Today, three
battalions of Paramilitary Forces and one battalion of Territorial Army have been
deployed to tackle the insurgency issue. There have been other hurdles also
which have been cleared. So, the work is under progress and the project will be

completed as early as possible.

DR. R.K. RANJAN : Hon. Speaker, Sir, through you, | would like to know some
more points from the hon. Minister. Though we claim that Bridge no.164 would be
the world's tallest girder railway bridge and it will also be the longest tunnel of
Northeast India, people have certain doubts in their mind on account of quality of
the project because there is no quality control. | would urge the hon. Minister that
to have quality control, we should complete this project through EPC or PMC

mode.

Secondly, | would like to bring to the kind attention of the hon. Minister that
contractors are not using required machines and equipment as specified in
contracts rules. | would urge the hon. Minister to ask the construction companies
to use modern equipment to complete it. On the one hand, China has completed
its projects up to Lhasa (Tibet) but, on the other, we have not been able to

complete our target of a 110-kilometre project even in 10 years.

SHRI SURESH C. ANGADI: Sir, our Railway officials are working there day and
night to complete this project. There are many hurdles on the way. There are a
number of tunnels and weak bridges on the National Highway and we have to
transport men and material through them. All these things create a lot of problems

in even reaching the project area.

Sir, | would like to inform the hon. Member that PMC mode cannot be
implemented there as it is an on-going old project wherein 80 per cent of the work
has been done. The rest of the work is in progress. About 12-kilometre project is

already completed. As | just said, there are a lot of difficulties in carrying men and
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material through the small-stretched National Highway, which has many weak
bridges on the way and because of these weak bridges we cannot move very
fast. But despite these difficulties and insurgency issues, we will be able to

complete the work with the help of the Paramilitary Forces.

In Manila, more than 300 people are
stranded, because all the flight operations have already been cancelled, The only
way left is to evacuate them from those countries by sending special flights from
our country.

Those people have no idea as to
where to go and what to do. All are stranded in the airports. The only way
available now is for the Indian Missions to intervene. The Government of India,
especially the External Affairs Ministry, has to intervene in the matter. My
suggestion is that a special aircraft be sent to evacuate all those people who are

stranded in Manila, Rome, Kuala Lumpur and also in Iran. It has been reported in
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today’s newspapers that the fishermen who were stranded in Iran have been
afflicted by this virus.

SHRI K. MURALEEDHARAN (VADAKARA): | would like to raise a very
important matter. The Comptroller and Auditor General, in its report, has
revealed that 25 INSAS rifles and 12061 bullets are found missing from the
armoury of the Special Armed Police Battalion, Trivandrum. CAG has pointed out
that the police department has failed to act upon this issue and fix responsibility

on the officials who have committed this serious offence.

But most surprisingly, the fact is that the Kerala Government has not

taken the matter very seriously.

Recently, the Police Department in Kerala has drawn much attention for
its corruption. It is pointed out by the C&AG. They have misappropriated the
Central fund, which is allotted for the modernisation of the Police Force. In the
missing case of ammunition also, they are going for a routine investigation by an

agency under the State Police Chief, who is facing an allegation of corruption.

So, considering the grave nature of missing case of ammunition, an inquiry

by the CBI or any other national security agency should be conducted to find out,
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as to where the missing ammunition have gone; and as to what is the motive of

the officers responsible for it.

Sir, this is a very serious matter. We are demanding an inquiry by the CBI

or any other Central Government agency.

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SHRI BENNY BEHANAN (CHALAKUDY): Sir, the kidney patients who are
undergoing haemodialysis are facing a number of problems. In our country, lack
of individual health insurance, lack of sufficient dialysis units and financial
insufficiency of the patients constrain their access to dialysis to twice a week. But
in western countries, a patient with kidney failure is undergoing haemodialysis
thrice a week. The average monthly expense of a kidney patient is estimated to
be Rs. 35,000. The expense will be higher for a patient with other diseases along
with kidney disease. A kidney patient is not able to do any work which puts a
strain on the person. He needs assistance for going to the hospital, just as a

differently abled person.

So, my submission is that standardization of dialysis procedure, standard
pricing for medicines and rehabilitation of kidney patients should be there.
Land/homeless kidney patients may be provided with homes. Kidney patients
may be provided with journey facilities. At present, no insurance protection is

provided in India to kidney patients.

My final submission is to include the patients with kidney failure in the
category of disabled persons, so that they may be allowed all the benefits which

are granted to disabled persons including pension.

SHRI RAJMOHAN UNNITHAN (KASARAGOD): Sir, wild boar is classed as
least concern for wildlife protection by the International Union for Conservation of
Nature and it has become an invasive species posing threat to crops and human

life in part of its introduced ranges.

In Kerala, wild boar has turned into a menace for the farmers as an animal
causing wide spread crop loss in the State. Recently, wild boar attack claimed a
life in my constituency, Kasaragod. The Government of Kerala has approached

the Wildlife Institute of India, Dehradun for classifying wild boar as vermin. If wild
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boar is declared to be vermin under the Wild Life (Protection) Act, it can be culled.
Since the Act is a Central Act, only the Union Government can modify it and

reclassify the animals.

Currently, wild boar is included in Schedule Il of the Act and its killing will
invite fine and imprisonment. As per Section 62 of the Wild Life (Protection) Act,
1972, States can send a list of wild animals to the Centre requesting it to declare
them to be vermin for selective slaughter. The Central Government may, by
notification, declare any wild animal, other than those specified in Schedule | and
Part 11 of Schedule H of the Act, to be vermin for any area for a given period of
time. As long as the notification is in force, such wild animal shall be included in

Schedule V of the Act, depriving them of any protection under the Act.

As wild boar is classed as least concern by the International Union for
Conservation of Nature, and it has turned into a menace to the farmers in Kerala.

The Union Government may be pleased to declare wild boar as vermin in Kerala.

DR. T. SUMATHY (A) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN (CHENNAI SOUTH):
The Ministry of Tourism and Culture had recently proposed to bring important
sites of worship that are at present under the State governments’ control, to the
list of centrally protected monuments. As mentioned by the ministry, there are
over 7000 temples in the state of Tamil Nadu which are over 100 years old. The
temples in Tamil Nadu have their own identity and historic significance. Bringing it
under the purview of the central government would cause, a lot of confusion and
chaos as there exists a huge cultural and traditional gap, resulting in alleged

cultural invasion.

Each state and its temple have their own identity. Trying to bring all the
monuments and temples under ASI, a single administrative power would
eventually result in inefficiency and loss of the cultural nuances attached to that
place. Late in 2002, our leader had opposed the move of the central government
to bring the Tiruvannamalai temple under their administrative power for the same
reason of negligence and the fear of losing the Tamil identity.

Following in his footsteps, our present party leader insisted that, at present
the temples under the central government’'s administration are being poorly
maintained and adding more temples would result in dereliction of duty.

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(xxv) Regarding writing off outstanding education Loans

SHRI K. SUBBARAYAN (TIRUPPUR): Development of human capital is the
national priority. Therefore, education loans are investment for economic growth
and development. Public Sector Banks are obliged to give education loans to
students who qualify for the same. It is the commitment of the Public Sector

Banks. The PSBs to a large extent have fulfilled the commitment.

But repayment of education loans has shrunk in the last 5 years. The
outstanding education loan portfolio for all commercial banks is at around
Rs.71,700 crores as on the 30th November, 2017 as per available RBI data. The
NPA in this segment has risen to 7.3 percent of the total education loan in the
fiscal year 2016-17 as against 5.7 percent in 2014-15. This is certainly
attributable to the unprecedented crisis of unemployment. Data of unemployed
educated youth proves this claim. Unemployment in India has shot up to the
highest in five decades.

The borrowers of education loans are not willful defaulters. They cannot
repay because they do not get employment. Policies of the Government have
encouraged commercialization of education. Sharp increase in private
engineering colleges with availability of education loans have encouraged youth
to study. But unemployment has jeopardized their lives. Unpaid loans attract
penal interest and that has increased the dues to enormous levels. Adding on to

their misery is the harassment by the banks. In fact, for recovery of NPAs,
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education loan defaulters are the soft targets of the banks and Asset
Reconstruction Companies.

Unemployed youth are thus subjected to double jeopardy. On the one
hand, they are burdened with debts and on the other in the most illogical manner,
they are denied opportunities of jobs and credit facilities because of outstanding
loans. Government of Kerala has effectively implemented an education loan
repayment scheme to ameliorate the distress of the youth. But the sale of Rs.847
crore education loan portfolio of SBI to Reliance ARC at the rate of 45% only
confirms the readiness to support the corporate and the private sector.
Concessions offered to Reliance could well have been offered to the student
borrowers.

In 2018-19, our banks have written off more than 2 trillion worth of bad
loans. All these are loans defaulted by corporate borrowers. But the education
loan defaulters are treated like criminals and harassed. |, therefore, call upon the
Minister of Finance to seriously consider writing off all the outstanding education

loans.
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(xxvi) Regarding problems of rubber growers

SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN (KOTTAYAM): In Kerala, the rubber growers
are facing acute problems. There are around 13.2 lakh small and marginal
rubber growers in the country, out of which around 9 lakh are in the State of
Kerala.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Mr. Speaker, Sir, | am not objecting
to this discussion. But | want to raise a point of order. | would like to raise this
point of order by quoting Rules 215 and 216 of the Rules of Procedure and

Conduct of Business in Lok Sabha. Rule 216 says:

“The debate on the supplementary grants shall be confined to the
items constituting the same and no discussion may be raised on the
original grants nor policy underlying them save in so far as it may be
necessary to explain or illustrate the particular items under

discussion.”

Here, we are discussing item nos. 16, 17, 18 and 19. All these items pertain
to the Discussion on Supplementary Demands for Grants and there is no harm in
clubbing these items together. But as far as item nos. 20, 21 and 22 are
concerned, these pertain to discussion on original Grants. So, under Rule 216,
there is a specific prohibition that the original Grants shall never be discussed with
the Supplementary Demands for Grants. As far as Jammu and Kashmir and
Ladakh are concerned, item nos. 20, 21 and 22 pertain to the original Demands
for Grants and item nos. 16, 17, 18 and 19 pertain to Supplementary Demands for
Grants. By virtue of Rule 216, this is not permitted. If this has to be discussed like

this, the Speaker has to opt for Rule 388, suspending the Rules. Otherwise, there
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is no provision to discuss original Demands along with the Supplementary

Demands for Grants.

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SHRI A. RAJA (NILGIRIS): Thank you very much, Sir, for giving me this
opportunity to speak on the Jammu & Kashmir and Ladakh Budgets. | patiently
heard the speeches and arguments which have been advanced by the hon.
Member, Shri Jagdambika Pal. | recall the famous quotes of Karl Marx when he
wrote contemporary Feuerbach. He said that the philosophers have

only interpreted the world, in various ways but the point is how to change it.

Much has been spoken on the abrogation of Article 370 and the repeal of

Section 35A of the Constitution. It is a mere repetition.

But the thing is, how to change it? Much has been spoken on the
abrogation of Article 370 and repealing of Article 35A in the Constitution. It is a
mere repetition. Having made the amendments and brought the abrogation, what
has been done in the last seven months? That is very important. Rewriting the
history again and again, accusing Jawaharlal Nehru, Gandhi ji or anybody else for
bringing Article 370 will not be of any use. The Government introduced the
abrogation which was done accordingly. Seven months have passed and, now,
the Government has to tell us about the tangible results as to whether the
Government did the right thing, everything is happening or their promises are
being brought into actions. That is not the speech of the Government. Of course,
the Government mentioned about the allocation made in the Budget but nothing

else.
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Sir, the Budget of the Jammu, Kashmir and Ladakh is being discussed in
the august House not in a normal situation. After deploying 45,000 troops in the
Valley, the leaders of the main political stream have been arrested and the
National Security Act has been imposed, which is a draconian law, against the
political leaders. We are discussing that Budget in this House which itself shows

that Jammu, Kashmir and Ladakh have not been put into normalcy.

Sir, when the resolution was passed in the House to abrogate Article 370,
there were fears and apprehensions raised by the Opposition Members which are
still pending and not at all addressed. After seven months, this House again has
the opportunity to revisit the Jammu, Kashmir and Ladakh with different footings.
We are all aware that the State Assembly does not have the opportunity to
discuss the will of its people and, in an indirect way, the Parliament is discussing
the Budget of Jammu, Kashmir and Ladakh. | can say, with due respect to the
Treasury Benches, that this Budget discussion is completely ceremonial and it is

not in the true spirit because we are not Kashmiris.

Sir, | hope while preparing the Budget, the Government must have in mind
that it has to address the need and the will of the present context of people in the
prevailing economic and political situation in Jammu and Kashmir. | do not want
to go into the details of the Budget in micro way quoting the numerical strength
and numerical figures in the Budget available, but | can say with sincerity that the

attempt has been made to satisfy the outer world and the international community
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that we allocated this substantial amount of budgetary support for the well-being

of the people. It is not at all true. | will demonstrate it here.

Sir, a State cannot be prosperous and peaceful unless and until social
harmony is maintained within the territory of the State or the country. What is the
situation today in Kashmir? The foremost question which arises in my mind is
whether the people of Jammu and Kashmir are in a position to receive this
budgetary support, even if this substantial amount is in an affirmative nature, in a

proper way and avalil it. | do not think so.

Sir, what was the promise given by the hon. Home Minister? | can quote it.
He used very systematic words, “implemented constitutional transformation”, i.e.
abrogation of Article 370 and 35A. The promise given by the hon. Minister on the
floor of the House was that it was done to pave the way for better administration,
good governance, and economic development. Further, he states that Article 370
was the root cause for corruption and militancy in Jammu and Kashmir. Let us
verify the assurance given by the hon. Home Minister. It is not fully fulfilled. It
cannot be. Let him take his own time, but has any sincere attempt been made in

this regard?

Sir, when the Home Minister gave the assurances of better administration,
good governance and economic development, what was the status of Jammu and
Kashmir? The State was already in a better position than the rest of India in terms
of maternal mortality rate, infant mortality rate, age of marriage, sex ratio, female

literacy, etc. The indicators were not only better than the Indian average, they
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were far better than those of BIMARU States. What type of changes did the
Government want to bring forth? They wanted to present a picture as if Jammu &
Kashmir had dwindled because of Article 370, and they were going to bring a big

revolution. Is it not contrary to the figures available?

Let us take up the budget now. A deliberate attempt has been made to
show that the borrowing on capital expenditure is reduced and the revenue
surplus has increased. Good! | do not want to go into too many figures. But
please have a look at the graphic. | just wanted to refer to a graph that has been
cited in the book. The total capital budget for administrative sector is Rs.2,074
crore. Out of this, how much is meant for Home? It is 53.57 per cent. A major
portion of administrative sector budget has been allocated to the Home
Department. For what purpose? To maintain the State Police and to maintain the
security forces. What does it mean? Does it say that Jammu and Kashmir and
Ladakh are no longer in an insecure and dangerous zone? That is not at all the

case.

Allocation for social sector is Rs.4,969 crore. Health budget is 25.52 per
cent. Labour and Employment budget is 20 per cent. Everybody knows that there
is substantial tribal population in Ladakh. What is the Tribal Affairs budget? | think

it is only 5.9 per cent. It is a minuscule percentage.

| now come to the overall performance in terms of GDP. What is the
sectoral investment contribution to the GDP? It is 12 per cent for social sector; 29

per cent for economic sector; 5.35 per cent for administrative sector; and 52 per
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cent for infrastructure sector. | am not able to understand why 52 per cent on
infrastructure in Jammu and Kashmir. The Government assured before the House
that once Article 370 is abrogated, foreign investors will come to the State and will
make huge investments. However, no attempt was made. There is no single
evidence to say that people are interested to invest in the State after Article 370

was abrogated.

Huge amount has been allocated for disaster management. It is meant for
rehabilitation. When will the question of disaster management and rehabilitation
come? There is no natural calamity there. No big untoward incident took place in
the State following a natural calamity. Why is such a huge amount being given?
The reason is that the Government needs more money as people are suffering
there because of its imposition of curfew and clampdowns and because of that,

the Government needs that money.

After the experience of seven to eight months, Jammu & Kashmir and
Ladakh are going to witness further deterioration in all respects. What is
happening there today? Core sectors of the economy witnessed steep decline
after the abrogation of Article 370. The economy of Kashmir lost Rs.178 billion.
More than 90,000 jobs in the sectors of handlooms, tourism and IT are lost. For
the first time after 70 years there is a heavy slowdown in the economy. Take the
apple industry for example. The industry worth of Rs.80 billion, which constituted

eight per cent of the GDP of the State, is mostly affected. Who is responsible for
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this? Does it prove that after Article 370 has gone away everything is normal in

the State? Not at all.

Threats of militants coupled with Government’s severe clampdown not only
delayed the harvest of agricultural and horticultural produce but they also

severely affected the restoration of civil life in Kashmir.

Sir, luckily External Affairs Minster is here. | would like to ask what is the
scenario of Kashmir in the international arena? How are the actions of the
Government being weighed by the international community? On October 29, India
allowed a delegation of 27 Members of European Union on a private invitation of
an NGO. Allegation was made that out of 27 Members, 22 Members were from
right-wing Islamophobic background and it was a guided tour to a five-star hotel in
Srinagar. UK parliamentarian, Mr. Chris Davis of Democratic Party claimed that
the invitation by the Government of India was revoked for him after he insisted
that he expects a free exchange of interaction with the public in Jammu &
Kashmir and Ladakh. Is it not a shame on our part? You are saying that the
international community is visiting but our own leaders are not at all allowed to
visit Kashmir. What does it mean? What type of democracy are we maintaining

here?

On 22™ October, US congressional panel described the entire situation a
lockdown and humanitarian crisis. With painful heart, | would like to say that six
American lawmakers further raised humanitarian concerns in a letter to the Indian

Ambassador to the United States Harsh Vardhan Shringla. External Affairs
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Minister is here. A letter was handed over to the Indian High Commission to US

where it was stated, | quote:

“We believe true transparency can only be achieved when journalists
and Members of the Congress are allowed free access to the region
of Kashmir. We encourage India to open Jammu & Kashmir to both
domestic and foreign journalists and other international visitors in the

interest of the open media and increased communication.”

It was perhaps not done by the Government. What is needed today is not
the budgetary support, it is not the substantial amount of money. It is essential for
the State but what is essentially needed is trust. Please rebuild the trust and win
over the confidence of the people in Jammu & Kashmir. Please repeal the
Security Protection Act, the hijacked political process. The detained political
leaders must be freed. In the absence of these measures, the Budget will fed with

all your mumbo jumbo and aabra ka daabra.

Sir, today, we have decided to combine some agenda items into one. Item
Nos. 16 to 30 have been taken together. It was not expected to combine
Supplementary Demands for Grants with Jammu and Kashmir Budget. It was not

a wise decision. | protested earlier on this and | am protesting again.

| will take five minutes to speak about the Supplementary Demands for
Grants. The Government seeks for Rs. 54,000 crores of additional spending
mainly to meet its obligation towards GST compensation to States and some
Defence related expenditure. Gross additional expenditure is Rs. 4.8 lakh crore.
This is matched by savings of Ministries or enhanced receipts aggregating to Rs.
4.26 lakh crore. So, Rs. 20,000 crore are for payment of GST compensation and
Rs. 2908 crore are for J&K and Ladakh as State’s share of main proceeds of

taxes.

Compensation has to be paid because, in 2017, when the GST came into
force, States which lost powers to levy taxes such as VAT were guaranteed to be
compensated for any loss of revenue in the first five years of GST
implementation. If the States revenue did not grow by 14 per cent, this should
come out of a pool that is to be created by levy of cess on certain luxury goods

over and above the GST rates. The shortfall is calculated using a 14 per cent
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annual growth in GST by the States over the base year of 2015-16. So, one really

cannot complain if the GST is being compensated.

But having said that, since the Finance Minister is here, | would just point
out the condition of the economy. The economy is going through a worst crisis in
many years. The GDP growth has fallen to 4.7 per cent and it is anticipated that
with Coronavirus, it will fall by a further 0.5 per cent and may even fall by one per
cent. One does not plan and as you know, exports are shrinking. Inflation has
made a comeback. Unemployment is at a 45-year high. The Finance Minister
does not seem to have a clue of what she should do. Normally, one would ask
the Government to give a fiscal stimulus because people, since the days of
demonetisation, have no purchasing power as they do not have money in their
hands. All that the Minister did was to give tax concession to corporates by eight
per cent to ten per cent. This is not going to revive the economy. She has no
clue as to what is to be done. | do not know where this country is going to under

her leadership.

As you know, auto sector is in a crisis. Real estate sector is in a crisis.
The fast moving consumer goods industry is in a crisis. There are no green

shoots showing in the economy.

Now, | will come to the issue of Jammu and Kashmir. The hon. Finance
Minister, if she pleases, may give us some indication of her economic thinking.
We are not getting any indication of her economic thinking from many speeches

she makes round the country.
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Sir, | just heard Kunwar Dr. Jitendra Singh, an MP from Jammu area.
‘Kunwar’ refers to big land owner. | have never heard more lame reason for
abrogating Article 370. He mentioned that in order to implement the Prohibition of
Child Marriage Act and the Pradhan Mantri Yojanas, they had to remove Article
370. Article 370 was incorporated with the consent of Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru
and Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel. But Mr. Modi is so wise that he thinks that only with

removal of Article 370, the State will prosper.

Sir, if | may say, the situation is worse than an internal emergency.
...(Interruptions) About 400 people were arrested under the Public Safety Act,
and a few thousand people were arrested under Section 107. NIA is being used
against people. There is calmness but that calmness is deceptive. People are
angry and silent, and one does not know what shape it will take. When it takes
shape, Dr. Jitendra Singh is not going to go from Jammu to Kashmir. The 8

million people in Kashmir Valley will have to bear the burden.

Sir, there is no political activity in the State. The Ministers are very happy
because they have imposed their will in Jammu and Kashmir. People are
humiliated. Still, there are terrorist incidents in urban areas. Every week, one or

the other terrorist incident takes place. ...(Interruptions)

Sir, | demand that a deadline be fixed for holding Assembly Election in
Jammu and Kashmir. It is very easy to have peace with 45,000 Central Armed
Forces personnel being deployed there. You can do that in any part of the
country. But that does not mean, that does not preclude having the democratic
process. England maintained the whole democratic process when the Sinn Fein
or the Irish Republican Army was on rampage. At that time, they almost killed
Margaret Thatcher. We have no concept here to understand the prevailing
situation in Jammu and Kashmir. This Government thinks that people like
Jawaharlal Nehru, Vallabhbhai Patel, Lal Bahadur Shastri, Indira Gandhi, and
Atal Bihari Vajpayee did not know anything; only Modi knows. So, he has

abrogated Article 370 of the Constitution.

Sir, an amount of Rs. 37,757 crore has been allocated as Grant-in-Aid for
Jammu and Kashmir and Rs. 5,958 crore has been allocated to Ladakh. The

Grant allocated to Ladakh is very high. Then, the Prime Minister announced a
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package of Rs. 80,000 crore for Jammu and Kashmir in 2015. But nothing is seen
on the ground. If you see this year’s Budget, the biggest allocation is for Jammu
and Kashmir. The allocation to the Ministry of Home Affairs has risen by 40 per

cent for this year. So, you are putting more policemen on the ground. That is all.

| would also like to point out about the economic cost of lock down in
Jammu and Kashmir. The Jammu and Kashmir Chamber of Commerce made an
assessment. What did they say? They said in January, 2020 that Kashmir’s
economy has suffered losses to the tune of Rs. 18,000 crore in the first 120 days
after 5" August, 2019; an amount of Rs. 4.96 lakh were lost during this period. In
general trade only, 1.2 lakh people lost their jobs, in tourism sector, 75,000
people lost their jobs, and in the services sector, 66,000 people lost their jobs.

This is the result of the abrogation of Article 370 of the Constitution.

Today, Mr. Jaishankar is sitting here and laughing. But India, no longer,
has a place in the High Table. It is seen as a country which clamps down on 8
million people in the Kashmir Valley. ...(Interruptions) | do not know whether he is

Sir, Jammu and Kashmir must be integrated into the democratic process in
India. The draconian steps taken by Prime Minister Modi and Home Minister Amit
Shah must be withdrawn, democracy must be restored, elections to the Assembly
must be held, and this Budget should be passed not here, but in the Jammu and

Kashmir Assembly.

SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU (NARASARAOPET): Hon. Chairman,
Sir, | am thankful to you for giving me this opportunity to speak on this important

debate.

Speaking on Youth Empowerment, the hon. Prime Minister Modi has said
that ‘the youth should act as catalyst agents for the development of Jammu and
Kashmir.” | am sure, he must have said that because he must have looked at
these numbers for the last so many years -- the unemployment rate in the State
stood at around 16 per cent in 2019. Most importantly, the unemployment rate
and jobless rate, with regard to women, stood at around 60 per cent in the

Valley.

The negative trade balance in 2016-17, stood at almost Rs. 17,000 crore.

The fiscal deficit in 2018-19, stood at 6.5 per cent, which is rising. So, he must
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have seen all these numbers, and that is the reason he must have said that the
youth should be taking advantage or responsibility of this situation to bring the
State of Jammu and Kashmir, which is now the Union Territory of Jammu and
Kashmir, and Ladakh out of this whole lot of unemployment problems as well as

trade deficit problems.

The answer given by the Central Government was that ‘the 15" Finance
Commission has recommended that one per cent of State’s share in the taxes will

be decreased and will be given to Jammu and Kashmir as well as Ladakh.’

Sir, we love Jammu and Kashmir, we want the State to develop and we
want everything to happen there. Here, they are taking away one per cent out of
the State’s share and giving it to three Union Territories. The State like Andhra
Pradesh is really struggling right now with the deficit budget. Not only Andhra
Pradesh, most of the South Indian States are struggling. So, please have the
same sort of love towards States like Andhra Pradesh ...(Interruptions) Members
from Telangana and Odisha are also seconding me. So, please have the same

love towards these States as well.

With regard to unemployment, we can look at horticulture as well as
handicrafts sectors. Horticulture industry had an early turnover of almost Rs.
1,200 crore in the Valley. Most importantly, almost 77 per cent of apples and 90
per cent of walnut production is happening in the Jammu and Kashmir area. This
year, the Budget Estimates for horticulture has been increased to Rs.790 crore in

the Valley. It is a good thing. | hope, not only just the production but at the same
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time, the investments would also be made in the food processing industry as well.
Just like how we see in Andhra Pradesh, where coffee from Araku is being
spread across the world, | wish to see, a walnut company doing food processing
from Jammu and Kashmir and exporting it to other places in India as well as in
the world. | hope, this will happen, which in turn, would also generate some sort

of employment.

Sir, Jammu and a Kashmir has the advantage of climate. | hope, the

Ministry will take care of animal husbandry and sheep breeding there.

Coming to the employment issue, five lakh people are employed in the
tourism sector. About 50 per cent to 60 per cent of the total population of Jammu
and Kashmir is directly or indirectly depending on the hospitality and tourism and
ancillary activities. But somehow, in the last year or so, the number of tourists
visiting Jammu and Kashmir is coming down because of the security issues and
other related things. But it is good to see that the budget allocation has been
increased to Rs. 847 cores including capital and revenue expenses. When they
are investing from the kitty, | hope, something really good would come out of it.
For this to happen, firstly, safety condition of the valley has to be improved.
Secondly, Mr. Altaf Bukhari from the Jammu and Kashmir’ Apni Party has
already mentioned that the tourism trade has taken a big hit in the absence of
high speed mobile network and internet services. Businesses including tour and

travel operators, chartered accountants, and others have also been affected. So,
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| hope, all these things would be taken into account because the tourism sector is

one of the highest employment generating sectors in the valley.

Sir, the hon. Minister has mentioned with a lot of pride that no other State
has two AIIMS except Jammu and Kashmir. | congratulate him on that.

Similarly, a lot of money has been allocated for the health and medical
education sector there. Almost Rs. 1,500 crore has been allocated there. | wish
that at least, 10 per cent of the seats in the educational institutes to be reserved
for the people, who are forced to migrate from the Valley to Delhi and other
places of the country. | hope, 10 per cent would be reserved for them so that

they can take advantage of all the investments that we are making.

If we put all together, the Public Works Department, housing, urban and
rural development, we are almost giving a budget of around Rs. 4,000 crore to
Jammu and Kashmir. With this Rs. 4,000 crore, | hope some employment would
be generated. Some sort of technical education and youth empowerment is
necessary for generating employment. What is more disheartening to see is that
when you look at the budget, only Rs. 49 crore has been allocated for the
technical education which does not correspond with both the things. On the one
side, you are investing so much money on infrastructure projects and other things
and on the other side, you are not investing sufficient money into the technical
education so that youth of that area can be empowered and get jobs. Whatever
money, Rs. 4,000 crore, is invested into the infrastructure projects, most of these

jobs or projects will eventually go to the people that are outside Jammu and
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Kashmir. So, it would not be a win-win situation for the people of Jammu and

Kashmir.

As you have shown so much love to the Jammu and Kashmir, | have asked
the hon. Minister to show the same love to the State of Andhra Pradesh. It is
because Andhra Pradesh is having a revenue deficit of almost Rs. 22,000 crore.
The Government of India has only given us Rs. 3,900 crore. Even now, we are
entitled to have Rs. 19,000 crore. So, | hope, you will release that amount and
you will take as much good care of Andhra Pradesh as you are taking care of

Jammu and Kashmir. Thank you very much.

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SHRI KOTHA PRABHAKAR REDDY (MEDAK): Sir, thank you very much for

giving me an opportunity.

As the House is aware, Jammu and Kashmir and Ladakh have become
Union Territories. All the States are hoping for an increase in the share of the
Central taxes to the States from 42 per cent to at least 48 per cent as most of the
States are reeling under financial pressure due to financial recession. But | am
pained to say that the Fifteenth Finance Commission in its Interim Repot for the
year 2020-21 had reduced the share of the States from the Central taxes to 41

per cent from 42 per cent which is not a good measure.

We also want the development of Jammu and Kashmir but our TRS party is
also strongly objecting to the collection of the said amount by cutting one per cent
from the States’ share of the Central taxes. Instead, we also suggest that the

same amount may be collected from the Centre’s share in the Central taxes.

The Union Government has clearly shown discrimination against
Telangana by imposing severe cuts on the funds to be released to the State and
because of this, various projects have been affected. There is a need to remove
such discrimination. Instead, the Centre should encourage States like Telangana
which is making rapid progress and contributing to the nation’s economy under
the dynamic leadership of our leader of Telangana, Shri Chandrasekhara Rao

Garu. Thank you.
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SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE (BARAMATI): Thank you very much,
Chairman, Sir. | stand here with a heavy heart. Unfortunately, the Minister who
spoke earlier is not present because he asked a lot of queries about past 70

years and past 10 years.

First, | would like to start by saying that it would always be nice that a
State’s Budget is discussed in its own Assembly. So, | am complimenting the
Government for being very generous for Jammu & Kashmir and Ladakh but it is
not a democratic way of passing a Budget here. | would like to flag that point that
it is not a pleasant thing for us, and | hope the Government would restore
democracy there and they would pass their own Budget. | think that is what

should the interest of this Government be.

Since the MoS of Finance is right here, | would like to flag a very important
point since we are discussing finance today. The Finance Minister of the U.S., Mr.
Mnuchin warns that the virus could yield 20 per cent jobless rate without action.
The Treasury Secretary Steven Mnuchin raised the possibility with Republican
Senators that without the Government intervention the U.S. could see 20 per cent
unemployment, according to people familiar with the matter. Mnuchin discussed
the scenario with the lawmakers on Tuesday as he proposed an economic
stimulus of $1 trillion or more. | think Mr. Jaishankar must have read the tweet
which | am quoting. Mnuchin didn’t predict unemployment would reach that level,
the people said, but told the Senators that he believes that the economic fallout of

the Corona Virus outbroke is potentially worse than the 2008 Financial Crisis.
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| think this debate and discussion, which is slated for today and tomorrow,
is very, very critical beyond the parameters of Jammu & Kashmir and Ladakh.
India, like the globe, is going through one of its most difficult financial crises and |
would, in the reply, request the hon. Finance Minister to throw some light on it
because a lot has been talked about unemployment. In respect of unemployment
you said that about 50,000 jobs will be created and | want to know ‘how’? They
are not globally happening. | think you have a very good excuse probably of

Corona Virus.

Jagdambika Pal ji also talked about unemployment after the number of
people going to Kashmir now has fallen. What has been the situation in the past?
| have a lot of friends from the media and social media, who have gone to Jammu
& Kashmir because unlike the hon. Minister who also hails from Jammu &
Kashmir, | have very fond memories of Jammu & Kashmir. He asked as to how
many times the UPA Ministers have gone there in last 10 years. They must have
not gone into the hoard for one week. What really was the outcome of 60 or 50 or
whatever the number of Ministers going in one week? | really don’t know what the
outcome of it is. Has anybody found out what the impact assessment is of so
many Ministers going there? The ground reality of today in Jammu & Kashmir is
very different from what the hon. Minister has said. And, fond memories for me, |
must have in my life been to Kashmir 50 times, once in a year. Nobody went
abroad for holidays. Kashmir was the most beautiful and safe destination that we

went for. We bought carpets and we bought shawls there. That was the absolute
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vibrant economy at least | remember. | don’t know how many times has he been
there. Unfortunately, maybe he just lived in Jammu and never really went to
Srinagar or Pahalgam. It surprises me that he is talking so lolly about his State. It
is actually heart breaking for me because my most pleasant memories of my
family are in Jammu & Kashmir. They were wonderful. It pains me to see Kashmir

in the present situation.

As the earlier speakers have mentioned, in the whole Budget, the entire
focus is on safety and security as 75.36 per cent of the budget is meant for that. |
would like to reiterate what Arvind Sawant ji or Prof. Saugata Roy said that unless
this goes down, unless we move in our moneys into good business, the situation
is not going to improve. How will business come? Look at what the economy is

right now. What is the atmosphere in this country?

Sir, | come from one of the most developed States in the country. Mumbai
is the capital hub. What is the market doing? The market is falling every day.
Since your Budget, there has not been one day when the market has not fallen.
Be it Corona Virus or be it something else, what is the financial crisis today? | was
actually surprised by hearing the reply of Mr. Piyush Goyal....(Interruptions) 1 am

not yielding right now. ....(Interruptions)

This Government really needs to introspect because when do people
invest? People invest, when they feel safe and secure. That is not the
environment in this country. Before the Budget, the hon. Prime Minister invited all

the tall leaders in the business community for an intervention. Cll, ASSOCHAM,
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FICCI — everybody was called. Had even one small intervention or a suggestion
been taken? Everything was declined and zero input from the industry was taken.
....(Interruptions) So, what was it? It was absolutely a photo op. ....(Interruptions)

What was the logic of doing it?

Now, what should they do? | give them a small suggestion. What does
Jammu and Kashmir need for bringing in good investments? They should find
places where non-polluting industries can be started. That is the fastest way in
which you can make an intervention. | shall be happy to help. | come from a very
developed State. Why do you not do shared services? If you just ask Deloitte to
come, 50,000 jobs can be created overnight. ...(Interruptions) It has been seven
months and after seven months, you are trying to tell me that you could not get
even one investment. | remember the hon. Home Minister reassuring this House,
and | was convinced because he said it with so much conviction, that he would
call every industrialist in this country for a summit. Why was the summit not held?
He was going to have it in eight weeks or two months, but it has been seven
months. | do not know of any such industrialist at least from my State where live
all the industrialists that really matter in this country. Nobody has been there. So,

what is the logic of all these commitments?

Please look at your own Budget. In your Budget, how much money have
you given for tourism? The best business to be in is service industry. What
amount of money has been given to it? You have given nothing. They have talked

about skilling. Maharashtra has started skilling, which is almost a complete
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industry now. This is a service industry. Given the economy and the technology
that is changing worldwide, the two new businesses are health and tourism. So,
the whole focus of the Jammu and Kashmir Government, and the intervention

from here, should be on that.

There are just two small suggestions which | would like to request this
Government to implement. People who are on the field right now say that you
talked about great medical interventions and that major hospitals will come. That
is a welcome step and we will compliment you, if you really do that, but please
make it a reality. There are no medicines available today. You can even verify this
information. Last week, there were children who went to Pahalgam. Not even
ORS was available there. There are no medicines available. Roads are a
problem. There is a huge power shortage. Connectivity is a problem. Just

yesterday, they were talking about connectivity.

| would like to read it out something which is given by the Government who
wants to do so much. This Government order is of 17.03.2020. It says that on
consideration of overall security scenario and reports of the law enforcement
agencies, there is a necessity to have speed-related restrictions on mobile data
services. We are looking to bring in business and we are looking to bring in
investments. If you cannot even start data services and reassure people, how are
you going to build the State? | urge this Government to go beyond optics. We are
happy to walk an extra mile to bring in investment, but please let us not just make

it into a big bravado. | heard a lot of speeches here. All the numbers may be
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created, but it is time, | think, when we need to stand by the people of Jammu and
Kashmir, reassure them and change their lives better by bringing them jobs. For

that, we have to educate them.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : It is the right time to conclude your speech.

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SADANAND SULE: | come to my last point.

If terrorism does not end, we have to solve terrorism-related problems with
good economics. The tragedy of this Government is that the economics of this
Government has failed this nation. Unfortunately, it is absolutely catastrophic. So,
| condemn it and | request them that the next Budget they do, should be in the

Assembly of Jammu and Kashmir and Ladakh.
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SHRI JASBIR SINGH GILL (KHADOOR SAHIB): Sir, the frontier States of
Jammu and Kashmir and Punjab are strategically the most important States of
the Union. Their proximity to the border with Pakistan has caused lot of trouble,
bloodshed and economic downturn. These States basically thrive on agriculture,

horticulture and tourism which are the mainstay of their economies.

Firstly, | shall talk about internal disturbances. It is now coronavirus which
has almost finished tourism in that area. Sir, | would like to remind the House that
Jammu and Kashmir had been a part of the territory of legendary Sikh King,
Maharaja Ranjeet Singh. Even in 1948, when the tribals from Pakistan attacked
Jammu and Kashmir to annexe it, it was Sikh Regiment of Maharaja of Patiala
which repulsed their attacked and now, Jammu and Kashmir is part of India

because of that Sikh Regiment.

There is an urgent need to combine Punjab, Jammu and Kashmir,
Himachal Pradesh and Ladakh to develop it into a tourist circuit. The Union
Government’s Scheme named ‘PRASAD’, intends to develop and promote
religious tourism. The best way to do is to integrate it with Amritsar City, which
has international airport, international railway station and international bus stand.
It also has the holy Sikh Shrine Golden Temple, Durgiana Mandir, and Hindu
Shrine of Ram Tirath where Ram’s sons Luv and Kush where brought up by Rishi
Valmiki ji. It also has the most-visited Gurdwara Sahib of Baba Deep Singh ji,

Jallianwala Bagh Memorial, International Border where Retreat Ceremony is held
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and the famous Radha Swami Sect has its Headquarters at Beas which is in the

District of Amritsar.

The Ramsar site of Harike wetland can be connected with the famous
Hindu Temple, Mata Vaishno Devi ji, Amarnath ji, Shankaracharya Temple,
Patnitop, Sri Nagar, where we have a famous Shrine of Hazratbal, sonmarg,
Gulmarg, Kargil, Ladakh to Manali in Himachal Pradesh and Kulu — Mandi on its
way back to Chandigarh via Dharmshala where Dalai Lama Ji has his

Headquarters.

As distances are long and the roads hilly, we need to start commercial
helicopter services on this circuit. Every tourist has a reason to stay at every holy
place for one night. But to make economic gains, we need to create reasons for

them to stay for more than one night to give our economy a boost.

Kids and teenagers seldom visit these holy places. We need to create
reasons for them to visit these places. For example, in Amritsar and Jammu if we
can develop theme parks, and water sports along Beas, it will be very fruitful. If
we can develop Thein Dam as a water sports hub, which borders Punjab,
Himachal Pradesh and Jammu and Kashmir, it will help these three States

financially and in job creation.

Tourism in Jammu and Kashmir has been hit badly due to terrorism. There
has been a lockdown due to the Corona Virus pandemic. So, the Government of
India has to take bold steps if we want our tourism industry to survive. This

industry is very important because of its contribution to the GDP growth. It gives
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employment to highest number of people. The Government has to take short-
term, medium-term and long-term measures so that tourism industry is able to

survive this deadly blow.

If the Government delays these actions, Indian tourism industry will be
wiped out from this most important sector. | suggest these short, medium and
long-term actions be taken by the Government. ...(Interruptions) Please give me

two minutes. | am speaking for the first time in this Budget Session.

The Government should immediately allow six to nine months moratorium

on all principal and interest payments on loans and overdrafts bringing in liquidity.

The
issue here is that the trusts are constituted under Section 9(b) of Mines and
Minerals Development (Regulation) Act, 1957 to work for the interest and benefit
of the persons in areas affected by the mining related operations in terms of the

provisions of Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojana.

In Odisha, DMF Trust Boards have been constituted in all the thirty
districts. | would say by the end of September, a substantial amount of interest of
about Rs. 8,253 crore was collected in the mineral bearing districts of Odisha. Out

of that, the pertinent question here is, around Rs. 39 crore has already been
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deducted towards income tax on interest income of DMFs of some of the districts.
This is an amount which is collected to be invested for the development of that
mining area and this is also happening in other mineral bearing States. | would
like to draw the attention of the Government through you, Sir, that the
Government is taking income tax from that money that is being collected.
Therefore, | would urge upon this Government that the Ministry of Finance should
take steps for exemption of interest income of DMF Trust from the purview of the

Income Tax Act.

Tomorrow, of course, the Finance Bill will be discussed and somebody
from our Party will be raising this issue again ...(Interruptions). It is tax under
deposit, that is why this DMF fund should be exempted. That is the request from

our side.

| would come to the Supplementary Demands for Grants. The Budget in
2019-2020 passed in July 2019 had estimated an expenditure of Rs. 27,86,349

crore for the year.

The Second Supplementary Demand for Grants proposed an incremental
cash outgo of Rs.53,964 crore in 2019-20. That is an increase of Rs.53,964 crore
in the expenditure over the 2019-20 budget. Earlier, in December 2019, the First
Supplementary Demand for Grants were passed to approve an additional cash
outgo of Rs.18,996 crore out of the Consolidated Fund of India of 2019-20.

Taking into account both the Supplementary Demands, the total expenditure

authorised by the Parliament for the year 2019-20 would increase to
Rs.28,59,309 crore, that is, 2.6 per cent higher than the 2019-20 budget.
However, this amount is six per cent higher than the revised estimate of
expenditure for the year 2019-20, that is, Rs.26,98,552 crore, which was

presented by the Government in February, 2020.

It is seen that only five Ministries — Finance, Defence, Home Affairs, Rural
Development and Communication — proposed to see the highest cash outgo
under the Second Supplementary Demands. These Ministries account for 96 per
cent of the proposed cash outgo for GST compensation. Government seeks an
incremental cash outgo of around Rs.20,000 crore as grants to the States and
Union Territories; Rs.5,728 crores have been allocated for meeting additional
expenditure towards defence system; Rs.1995 crore additional expenditure is
required for pensions of other government employees; Rs.7,000 crore is capital
expenditure on defence most of which will be spent on equipment for Air Force
and Naval fleet. This is necessary, | would say, and this investment is worthy for

the security of the country.

Now | come to mention that the Government also seeks an incremental
cash outgo of Rs.5,002 crore for providing grants under MGNREGA. Most of the
States are complaining relating to the wage component structure that has been
accepted by the Union Government. Most of the States including Odisha are
giving higher wages to the daily wage earners. However, in MGNREGA, we give

more than Rs.126 less. That needs to be enhanced.
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In these Supplementary Grants, Rs.2,908 crore of grants have been
provided to the Union Territories of Jammu and Ladakh. These grants have been
provided in lieu of the 14" Finance Commission Award to the erstwhile State of
Jammu and Kashmir. In addition to this incremental cash outgo of Rs.53,964
crore, Government is seeking an approval of gross expenditure of Rs.4,26,916

crore.

Sir, the greater question is, from where will this incremental cash outgo of
Rs.53,964 crore under the Second Supplementary Demands will be met? Either
you increase your borrowing or you increase your revenue. These are the only
two ways in which one can get the money. Otherwise, it will have to be financed
by reducing your expenditure. You reduce your expenditure so that you have
reserve money, or you increase your revenue so that you get more money, or you
borrow the money from the market. Should we not look into the revenue of the

Government?

So far during the last ten months’ period from April 2019 to January 2020,
the Government has collected revenue of Rs.12.8 lakh crore, which is 66 per cent
of the Revised Estimates of Rs.19.3 lakh crore for 2019-20 excluding borrowings.

The collection is lower than the estimate particularly for taxes and disinvestment.

| would like to mention here that corporation tax revised in 2019-20 is 64
per cent up to the end of January. These are all figures which clearly say that
revenue from Income tax is 64 per cent, GST revenue is 81 per cent, Central net

tax revenue is 66 per cent, non-tax revenue is 73 per cent and disinvestment
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revenue is only 28 per cent. This explains that the situation is not good, is not

bright and we can understand why Government is facing so much of difficulty.

From April 2019 to January 2020, the gross tax revenue collection has
been Rs.15.3 lakh crore. This is two per cent lower than the gross tax revenue
collection in the same period for the previous year. In order to achieve the gross
tax revenue target of Rs.21.6 lakh crore in 2019-20 as per the Revised Estimates,
the Government needs to collect another Rs.6.3 lakh crore before the end of 31

March and to achieve this, we have to grow at a rate of 22 per cent.

During the ten months’ period, the revenue generated by the corporation
tax has declined by 14 per cent in the same period for the previous year. Income
tax revenue needs to achieve a growth of 48 per cent during these remaining two
months, which is higher than the seven per cent growth rate seen so far during

the ten months’ period of 2019-20.

We would be discussing the Finance Bill in near future. Somebody will be
speaking from our side but the situation, | would say is quite grim and, therefore, |
would like to understand from the Government. The Government will always have
their way but whatever the Opposition is saying here, the Government also
should respond to it. What is the roadmap before the Government? We have
heard the Budget Speech of the Finance Minister. We have also deliberated on
the Budget definitely. We will be also discussing the Finance Bill but the manner

in which there is a slump, income is not getting generated, and revenue is not
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increasing. So, what specific steps is the Government taking? That needs to be

explained.

Lastly, Sir, | will come to Jammu & Kashmir part. We have always
supported the Government in relation to the abrogation of Article 370 and also

Article 35A.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Article 370 is not abrogated, it is only amended.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB: It was temporary in nature in the Constitution
and we have practically put it to disuse. One can say, we have put it to disuse
and there is no possibility of reviving that Article again. Repeatedly, this question
has been asked inside this House and also outside this House to those who say
that we are opposed to this disuse of Article 370. Challenge also has been given
to them, not by me but by friends, my colleagues that at some point of time,
whenever they come to power, will they reimpose or reuse Article 370. There is a
great silence. There is no answer to that. But the thing is, what has happened
during the last 72 years, we may blame only two families or the supporters of
those two families for the situation in Kashmir but there were some other political
persons who were also Chief Ministers of that State and a number of times the

President’s Rule was also imposed there.

Today, the basic question that actually needs to be promoted is to
encourage the Panchayat level leaders also to come forward. The political voice
of both the Union Territories needs to be heard and recognized. | saw the

photograph of a large number of representatives of Panchayat level meeting the
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Prime Minister. It gives strength to the cause of our nation that here is a system
which actually strengthens the democratic temper in our country. Therefore, a lot
of money that is given to both the Union Territories of Jammu and Kashmir and

Ladakh needs to be invested for proper development of these areas.

With these words, | support the Supplementary Demands for Grants, at the

same time expressing my concern relating to Jammu and Kashmir.

creating the Union Territory of Jammu and Kashmir solely for two reasons.

One, on the grounds of Baba Saheb B.R. Ambedkar who initially opposed
the formation of giving these special provisions to the State of Jammu and
Kashmir and secondly, we are very committed to the lives and to the rights of the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes and also the shepherd community,
namely, the Bakarwal communities in Jammu and Kashmir. But | am sad to say

that when | look at this Scheduled Tribes allocations that has been given over
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here, it is only Rs. 40 crore. While | look at animal husbandry which is given Rs.
295 crore, why is it that the tribal people in Jammu and Kashmir are getting such
a little attention? Why is so little money given to the tribal people of Jammu and
Kashmir in comparison to the hospitality and protocol department? The
hospitality and protocol has been given Rs. 135 crore.

SHRI RITESH PANDEY: If the word ... * is unparliamentary, then | would like to
take it back that word. | am a new Member. But | would like to say that every
number in the Budget is a misleading figure. Why | say so Madam? In the last six
years, we have seen that the actual spending at the end of the completion of
every year, is less than what we pass in the House. We have not been spending
even upto 25 per cent of the money that is allocated. So, what does that mean?
We allocate a sum of money. We do not end up spending it. Next year, the
Budgets are reduced which is completely misleading because at the end of the
day, why is the Government not spending that is being allocated to them? So, are
we going to see this in the case of Jammu and Kashmir? Are we going to see this
in the case of Ladakh where only Rs. 40 crore has been allocated to the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes which will not be spent and from the
next year, we will see a smaller Budget allocated to the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes? | would like to say that somewhere the Government has
shown that they are very irresponsible towards the rights and issues of Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes in Jammu and Kashmir. | would beg the

Government and tell the Government that they must raise the spending that is

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allocated for the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes and also end up

spending that money. Thank you very much.

SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Madam, when we talk on
supplementary Demands for Grants for Jammu and Kashmir, one thing is very

sure.

We must be very careful about the revenue. The revenue is very precious
and it is hard earned. So, the Government’s focus has miserably failed and it was
in the wrong direction. On NPR, Kashmir and on many other things, my friends

were speaking.

What is the estimate for the NPR? It is Rs.4,000 crore. It is equal to
supporting 2.2 crore landless labourers through MGNREGA for 100 days at
current wage rates. You have made this much amount for the NPR. Then, with
regard to Article 370, my friend was saying many things. How much have you
spoiled to bring in Article 370? As per the Kashmir Chamber of Commerce,
Kashmir Valley has incurred a loss of around Rs.18,000 crore and five lakh
people have lost their jobs since August 5. What for are you spoiling all these

things?

Instead of focussing on the issues of the Indian toiling masses, you are
doing this kind of wicked deeds. Now about the CAA, NPR and NRC, | am asking
you one thing. Today’s newspapers have reported about the affidavit the
Government has filed in the Supreme Court about the CAA. What is that you are

saying in the Supreme Court? According to your affidavit, it is a harmless and
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sympathetic legislation. How shame is it? You really deserve an award for

falsehood and manipulation. That is what you are doing on this issue.

We all know normalcy is far away. They were saying so many things about
that. Regarding police, in Delhi also what has happened? Police was behind all
kinds of things. They have made some kind of nexus between the goons and the
police. We all know that because of your ill-doings, false kind of things, you have
broken the silk thread of secularism of this country. But where will it end up? You

have to think about that.

Now, what is the position of India? My friends were praising and saying so
many things. Before the international community, India’s image is diminishing like
anything. The United Nations Human Rights Council has even approached the
Supreme Court of India. When they did it, what was your reaction? You said the
UN body is making an internal issue as an international issue. You have to
understand one thing. When a regional issue is having the dimension of human
rights violation, it will have an impact at the international level also. That is what is
happening.

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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Madam Chairperson, we are
discussing the Supplementary Demands for Grants - Second Batch for 2019-
2020, Supplementary Demands for Grants in respect of Jammu and Kashmir and
Union Territory of Ladakh and also Demands for Grants in respect of the Jammu

and Kashmir and the Union Territory of Ladakh.

When we discuss about these serious subjects regarding the Demands, we
have to think and discuss about the economic situation which is prevailing
throughout the globe. In light of the pandemic Covid-19, which is spreading
throughout the globe and affecting adversely the economic development of the
globe as a whole, yesterday the US has declared a stimulus package of USD one
trillion for the industry and is targeting USD 1,000 per house as a stimulus and
the France has also declared 330 billion euros as a package of stimulus to
address the issue of coronavirus. So, | would like to know from the hon. Minister
that considering the pandemic which is spreading throughout India also, such an
apprehension is there, and is adversely affecting all the economic fields, what
stimulus package is being given or what stimulus measures are being taken by
the Government of India so as to address the issue of Covid-19 pandemic and its

impact on our economic growth?

Madam, you may see that tourism sector is the worst affected sector
because it is one of the most productive segments contributing largely to the
economy of the country. Tourism industry has already been going through various

challenges and now the Covid-19 pandemic gripping the world, has affected the
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industry alarmingly. Tourist inflow has reduced considerably due to fear among
the tourists, policies of the countries and non-cooperation of the airlines. This is
the situation of the tourism industry. So, | demand from the hon. Minister to
please declare a moratorium. All these projects are being executed out of bank
loans and borrowings from various sources. | urge upon the Government to
declare a moratorium for all the tourism projects for a period of one year and also
for the farm loans and advances given to the farmers, whereby this problem can
be addressed by way of a stimulus package. This is one demand which | would

like to make.

Madam, Supplementary Demands for Grants - Second Batch for 2019-
2020 are of Rs. 1,09,151 crore. The first batch of Supplementary Demands for
Grants were around Rs. 21,000 crore which we have already granted. It is quite
unfortunate to note that even after passing the full Budget, we are not able to
control the budgetary expenses. That is the thing which | would like to raise. The
Public Accounts Committee has already expressed its displeasure and concern
over the lack of foresight and effective monitoring, and bad planning on the part of
the budget controlling authorities of various Ministries and Departments in
preparing Budget Estimates as well as Supplementary Demands for Grants. So, |
urge upon the Government to adhere to the strict compliance of Financial Rules
and directions of the Public Accounts Committee so as to avoid Supplementary

Demands for Grants.
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Madam, | am confining my speech only to the Supplementary Demands for
Grants for 2019-20. You may see that out of Rs. 1,09,000 crore, Rs. 50,000 crore
of demand is coming from Finance Ministry. | would like to seek a clarification
from the hon. Minister regarding Demand No. 31 by which Department of
Revenue is seeking additional expenditure of Rs. 40,000 crore by way of
Supplementary Demand. For what purpose is it seeking the amount? Similarly,
Demand Nos. 18, 19, 20 and 21 come to around Rs. 17,185 crore, all of which
come under the Ministry of Defence. Why is this excess expenditure required? Is
it not because of lack of foresight, planning and monitoring of the budget

process?

With these words, | would once again like to seek the clarification and also
demand to have a moratorium in the light of the Covid-19 created pandemic

situation which is prevailing in the country.

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SHRI ABDUL KHALEQUE (BARPETA): Madam, the Government has sought a
provision of Rs. 279 crore as contribution to Union Territory Disaster Response
Fund while Rs. 30,478 crore are sought for meeting its resource gap, as per the
Budget document. Shri A. Raja has explained elaborately everything behind it.

So, | do not want to speak more on this.

Madam, | wish the people of Jammu and Kashmir region to get the benefits
of these allocations even while they are under lock-down conditions. No allocation
is good when the beneficiaries have no freedom to enjoy it. | do hope that the
Government will also allocate some political resources to ensure that the
democratic rights of the Kashmiris and others in the region are also taken care of

while administering the Budget and its programmes.

All right-thinking people will agree that without freedom no plan can be
successful. | am in no position to comment on such plans. All | can do is to wish

the Kashmiris an early resolution for their current miserable existence.

The Assam agitation was on from 1979 to 1985. But that was solved
through mutual dialogues and consultations by the then Government led by Shri

Rajiv Gandhi.

The information technology being the backbone of
digitization, to achieve this objective the Prime Minister, Modi Ji, has added a

number of IlITs in the country.

Youth is the backbone of every society. The Government firmly believes in
participation of youth in building prosperous Jammu and Kashmir. Therefore, it is
looking for an all round development of the young generation. On the one hand,
it is focussing on employment generation and on the other hand, it is encouraging

sports and cultural activities among the youngsters.

Fifty thousand vacant posts are to be filled in the Government sectors by
the Government. Construction of one playground in each panchayat is taken up
to encourage sports in Jammu and Kashmir. Rupees fifty crore has been set
aside for Mission Youth which is the Government’s major initiative for upliftment

and employability of the youth.

Health sector is an area of priority of Modi Sarkar. An amount of Rs.55
crore has been allocated to this sector in the Supplementary Demands for Grants.
| am happy that almost all the money that has been asked for in these
Supplementary Demands for Grants is for capital expenditure. Capital

expenditure is something which builds the infrastructure.

Modi Ji has been consistently working for affordable and accessible health
care for all. The Pradhan Mantri Jan Aushadi Yojana, Fit India Movement and

Ayushman Bharat Yojana are the results of his vision and his mission. Jammu
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and Kashmir has been a leader in Ayushman Bharat with 57 per cent families

having Gold Cards.

Medical education is the need of the hour and the doctor-population ratio of
India is very low. Tertiary care or specialized treatment options in India in the
public and private sectors is also very few. Therefore, focus is being given on
establishment of new AIIMS. Fifteen AIIMS are announced by the Government of

India and most of them are at different stages of development.

With this, | would also like to speak about tribal development which is a
subject very close to my heart. In this Supplementary Demands for Grants,
Rs.122 crore has been allocated to this Ministry for taking up different activities
for the development of Scheduled Tribes. Over the past seven decades, the
tribals were not given their rights, their dues and the respect that they deserve.
Lopsided policies of the earlier Governments has caused tribals to lag behind in
their development. We are very hopeful that this Government will bring

development for the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and the OBCs.

The big dream of India becoming a five trillion dollar economy cannot be
achieved without including the villages. Unlike the previous Governments, this
Government has taken up development of the rural areas as much as the urban

areas.

While talking about this, | would also like to add some of the important
schemes that the Government has started for the empowerment of women. They

are the Pradhan Mantri Ujjwala Yojana, Beti Bachao Beti Padao, Ladli Yojana,
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Samridhi Yojana, Swachh Bharat Mission, etc. Special focus is given on the
nutrition of women so that they can have a better future. If a mother is healthy,

her children will be healthy. This is what the focus of our Government is.

Skilling of women is also considered as a priority sector. The Ministry of
Women and Child Development, Ministry of Human Resource Development and

the Ministry of Skill Development are together working for skilling of the women.

Lastly, | would also like to mention that 18 national skill training institutes
are today working dedicatedly for giving skill training to the women. Special
batches are being conducted to provide basic, theoretical and advance training to
the women. It is a matter of joy and pride that today the women and the girls are
not only taking training in the basic activities but they are also taking training in

electronics, business management, fashion design and technology.

A new age of growth, development and equal opportunity for all beacons
us. For the first time, any ordinary citizen of Jammu and Kashmir will enjoy the

same opportunities which only children of privileged used to enjoy so far.

With this, | support the Supplementary Demands for Grants.

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THE MINISTER OF FINANCE AND MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS
(SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN): Sir, | thank you for giving me this
opportunity and let me put on record my appreciation and respect for all the 33
Members who have spoken on this topic today. Each of the 33 Members have
richly contributed to this discussion, namely, the discussion which has combined
the Supplementary Demands for Grants together with the Budget for Jammu and

Kashmir which is under President’s rule and Budget for Ladakh.

| wish to read all the names of the Members but | suppose, those 33 names
are on record. | thank each one of them, and somewhat, in my reply, | will try to
address the issues that they have raised in particular, and | shall recall the names

then too.

Sir, firstly, | will have a few remarks on the Second Batch of Supplementary
Demands for Grants for 2019-20. This includes 78 Grants, and four
Appropriations. In these Demands and Appropriations, authorisation is being
sought for a gross additional expenditure of about Rs. 4,18,881.66 crore, of
which, of course, Rs. 3,63,201.91 crore is for repayment of market loans, which is
a cash neutral item, and the net cash outgo, therefore, is Rs. 53,963.58 crore.
Some Members have raised this question as to what are these items, why it is
being heavily loaded, and there were specific mentions saying that grants are
obviously given, and the supplementary demand is always raised, only if there
are exceptional circumstances such as some court orders and so on. Let me, for

a minute, explain that the Member is right. | think, he was the former Minister of
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Punjab. He spoke about this, and also mentioned as to what all this is, why it
should be so much, and said that it is because we could not anticipate even at the

Budget presentation stage and so on.

Sir, | would like to mention that the cash side of the Supplementary
Demands for Grants certainly includes payments arising out of the Court decrees,
additional expenditure on account of enhanced dearness allowances, which of
course, we could not have anticipated at that time, payments to increasing
number of pensioners, towards payment of leave encashment of Judges of High
Court, and payment of interest on delayed deposit of contribution under the
defined Contributory Pension Scheme. So, these are the things on which we have
come to this august House to seek the Supplementary Grants to be cleared with

the permission of the House.

Again, Rs. 7,000 crore are for meeting additional expenditure on works
undertaken by Army, Air Force and Navy, and on machine and equipment for
defence ordnance factories. These are, of course, demands which get built up
over the years, and if it was not ready during the Budget, if | could not include it in
the Budget, that does not mean that | will have to wait for the next Budget to do
s0. Some provisions were made. When the demands from the Defence come in,
we will have to take that on board. So, the demands for other equipment, Naval
fleet, Naval Dockyard, and machinery and equipment for defence ordnance

factories, as | mentioned earlier, are also important.
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Sir, | am constantly reminded that the situation in the economy being what
it is, we need to pay more money directly to the people. So, the grants for
creation of capital assets through MGNREGS, that is, Mahatma Gandhi National
Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme, which was only Rs. 60,000 crore in the
BE stage, has been now increased to Rs. 71,001. 81 crore. So, that addition will
have to find a place in the Supplementary Demands for Grants. Most often, | am
told that we need to put money in the hands of the people, given the situation and
the economy today, and that is exactly what | am doing, and seeking your
clearance for that. Under MGNREGA, there are two different headings, namely,
Cash Supplementary Demands and Technical Supplementary Demands which
have that additional provision, raising what was Rs. 60,000 crore in the BE stage
to Rs. 71,000 crore now, so that money actually goes into the hands of those who

need it in the rural areas.

Sir, then, the Union Territories of Jammu and Kashmir and Ladakh, as
States’ share of net proceeds of taxes, also get Rs. 2,908 crore. So, these are
largely the kind of expenditure for which we have spent money and, therefore, we

have come to this august House for approval of the same.

Some questions were raised by a few Members and | would like to address
them. The hon. Member Shri Ritesh Pandey asked about Supplementary Grants
and said that actuals have been below appropriation since the Government has
used alternative sources of financing the expenditure such as NSSF. These

alternative sources of financing the expenditure helped us in increasing the
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savings between 2016 and 2017. | have taken the position of transparent
disclosure even when | presented the Budget. That is why, what we have
borrowed or what we have stated in the Budget is given in the Appendix on the
expenditure profile. | do not think he intended to mislead the House. | would like
to put the record straight that my attempt has been to largely bring everything
transparently on Budget statements. So, | would appeal to the hon. Member Shri

Ritesh Pandey to kindly correct his position on that.

Shri N.K. Premachandran mentioned that Rs. 40,000 crore includes Rs.
20,000 crore for cash supplementary which has been used to release GST
compensation and so on to the States. However, | would like to explain this a little
bit. Since the releases have to be made through the GST Compensation Fund, a
technical supplementary is being made and half or equivalent amount has to be
sought because cash supplementary is Rs. 20,000 crore and technical
supplementary is Rs. 20,000 crore and both these things add up to Rs. 40,000
crore. That is the amount which was given as GST compensation. So, there is a
transaction between cash and technical which is normally the procedure adopted

when Supplementary Demands for Grants are sought.

The hon. Member Dr. Amar Singh has referred to many items. He also
asked about the classification in the Supplementary Demands for Grants which |
have already explained. He also asked as to what is happening in the country on
the Coronavirus Disease. At the moment, we are discussing the Supplementary

Demands only and as a result, | am only talking about those Demands. There
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might be an occasion when | can speak as to what we are doing about the spread

of Coronavirus Disease; today may not be the day for it.

The hon. Member also raised specific questions about GST, agriculture,
and the problems being faced by Punjab. | wish to inform the Member that in the
GST Council, the Finance Minister of Punjab has been engaging with us and, in
fact, a Group of Ministers was also constituted within the GST Council. | have
actually addressed the problem which has been pending for a few years and the
Finance Minister of Punjab is quite seized of the matter. Therefore, | would like to
say that | am addressing them and | have already addressed some of the
problems of Punjab. | would like to inform the hon. Member that the issues raised

in the GST Council have been addressed.

Sir, again Shri Premachandran raised the question about the
representation given in figures for various categories. For meeting additionality
under the Pension, including Defence Pension, is Rs. 7,730 crore and the Capital
Outlay of Defence Forces is Rs. 7,000 crore which, again, | could not have
anticipated earlier. Then, pay and allowances of the Defence Forces in these
Supplementary Demands for Grants is Rs. 2,000 crore. So, clearly some of these
expenditures which come under the category of Supplementary Demands for
Grants are issues which various Ministries raise are because of pendency of

items in courts. When they get cleared, they do come up.

These are not because we did not anticipate it; they are kept there till such

a time the Ministries, concerned give us a clearance.

Sir, the hon. Member, Bhartruhari Mahtab-ji had asked: how would the
Government go about funding additional resources for the cash outgo? | would
like to mention it, informing the hon. Member, that the additional cash outgo of
approximately Rs. 53,000 crore in the Second Batch of Supplementary Demands
for Grants, and approximately Rs. 18,000 crore in the First Batch of
Supplementary Demands for Grants, which was in December 2019, will be well
within the RE 2019-20. The total expenditure is Rs. 26.98 lakh crore. Hence,
there is no requirement for resources over and above the projected figures; and
that is got to be explained here because the projections given in the Budget 2020-
21 presented in February 2020 were also taking cognizance of this fact. So, | do
not think, | need any newer explanation about newer sources of resources that |

need, to bring in.

Hon. Speaker, Sir, you must kindly allow me to say a few words in Tamil.
There were Members here, who have said very important things, but of course,
that will be, when [ talk about the J&K Budget. So, | would seek your permission

to allow me to say a few words when | come to their substantive issues.

Sir, now, | move over to talking about J&K. There are four specific Budget
and Supplementary Grants-related issues, particularly for J&K. Premachndran-ji
called them each out step by step. Supplementary Demands for Grants for the
erstwhile J&K State for the period 1% April, 2019 to 31% October, 2019 is one.
Second is: ‘Demands for Grants for the remaining part of 2019-20’, with effect

from 31°% October, 2019 — when the State was divided into Union Territories — till
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31% March, 2020, for the Union Territory of Jammu Kashmir, which is duly
approved by the Lt. Governor. So, that is the second. The third is, Demands for
Grants for the year 2019-20 with effect from 31 October again, till 31 March for
the Union Territory of Ladakh, duly approved by the Lt. Governor. So, that is the
third. The fourth is: ‘Demands for Grants for the year 2020-21" with effect from 1%
April, 2020 till 31% March, 2021 for the Union Territory of Jammu Kashmir duly
approved by the Lt. Governor, again. Ladakh does not have a separate one
because it becomes a Union Territory, and is, therefore, taken care of by the

Central Budget.

Sir, quite a lot of hon. Members here, with a lot of emotion, felt that ‘it
should not be discussed here; it should be discussed actually in the J&K
Assembly; why are we doing it here? Of course, after 5" August, the
circumstances being what they are, we are discussing it here, which is as per the
constitutional mandate. But this is not being done for the first time. | would like to
tell the hon. Members, who are here, that this is not for the first time, and | would
like to just very quickly recall the number of times when J&K’s Budget and
Appropriation Bills have been discussed in this House. Jammu and Kashmir
Appropriation (No. 5) Bill, 1991 was discussed here. Jammu & Kashmir
Appropriation (No. 24) Bill, 1991 was discussed here. Again in 1991,

Appropriation ( No. 46) Bill, 1991 was discussed here.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): At that time, it was a State of

Jammu and Kashmir ...(Interruptions)
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SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Yeah. Now, also it would be a Union
Territory with Assembly. You have the hon. Home Minister's statement. So,

Budgets are discussed here.

Even, the hon. Member, Kodikunnil Suresh should know that when there
was an existing State with an Assembly, then also you discussed it

so that they can tell them how to creatively become a part of the ecosystem of
startups. So, challenges will be held for coming up with local issues-based
solutions. There are several things which are typical to Jammu & Kashmir, which
the youth of Jammu & Kashmir are better placed to understand. We shall throw
challenges to them and fund their startup activities. That is the step which is being
